' Federal funds are available to cover
' 90 percent of the capital outlay for the
project and for some of ils operaling
expenses. Applying for the federal

rant presupposes a detailed assess-
ment of the counly’s presenl Lransport
needs and resources, however.

A planning firm with offices in
Charleston, W. Va. has offered to do
the required transportation study and
: prepare the grant application, al a cosl

of $10,703, a figure that might be reduc-
ed by several thousand dollars, il was

said, if local planners were able to
gather the preliminary data.

Collecting the preliminary dala
should be “no problem™ for local of-
ficials, said Prestonsburg City
Manager David Evans, who indicated
thal Big Sandy Area Development
Distriet planners had already done
some work toward this end. Even if
this task is done locally, however,
some $7000 may still be needed Lo com-
plete the application for federal
monies.

A $5500 Department of Transporta-
tion granl to the the area development
disiricl last year has already been con-
sumed, il was said, although ADD
Planner Bill Moyer indicated that the
ADD is willing to further assist counly
and city officials in planning the
transportation project.

Even assuming the award of a
government grani, the proposed
transport system would be expected lo
operate al a deficit, which would need

The proposal Lo hire a counly palrol-
man to meet pressing law enforcement’
needs in the Mud Creek section ap-
pears lo have run inlo a snag.

The idea came out of a fiscal courl
meeling several weeks ago, following
complaints by Mud Creek residents of
an oulbreak of lawlessness there.

Funds might be found to hire Conn as
a counly patrolman, Judge Bill Wells
suggested, though County Altorney Ar-
nold Turner Jr- cautioned againsl the
counly’'s moving loo haslily into the
law enforcement arena

In any case, the 1ssue migh!l well be
moot, since an allorney-general's opi-
nion, issued Lhis week in response Lo a
question from Assistant Floyd County
Attorney Eric Hall, indicates that the
establishmeénl of a one-man counly
police force may conilravene slale
statute

The slatule, wrole Assistan! Deputy
Altorney General Charles W. Runyan,
“clearly implies Lthat a police force
would consist of a chiel and several
subordinate officers.”

“Only the courts could say how many
police officers would constitute a
minimum number,”” Runyan wrole.
“Bul clearly a one-man force is not
contemplated by the statute.”

Runyan indicated that a further
obstacle to the fiscal court plan lies in
its not having fixed ‘‘a reasonable
compensation ~ for the officer.

Historic Landmark Here Is
Focal Pointin Zoning Study

Local interesl in preserving a piece
of the pasl seems likely Lo be put 1o the
test next week when the public will be
heard on zoning changes proposed [or
several properties here, including the
site of what is probably the county’s
best-known historic¢ building

Among three lols being considered
for a zoning change from residential 1o
commercial is the Arnold Avenue pro-
perly. owned by Prestonsburg altorney
John Allen, on which the Garfield
Place stands

Buill by John M. Burns, an attorney
and later stale senalor, in 1857, the two-
story frame house was commandeered
in 1862 by Civil War Colonel James A
Garfield for use as his headquarters
during the Big Sandy campaign.
Within a month, Garfield drove the
Confederate lorces from Kentucky,
subsequently won a general's star, and
was elected the country’s 20th presi-
dent.

Although the present owner has been
reluctant lo discuss publicly his plans
for the sile, a professional office
building is reportedly being considered
for construction there. Allen said
recently he would have welcomed
funds to reslore and preserve the
building but that publie intereslin such
a project appeared Lo be lacking. The
public will be “in no position lo com-
plain,” he said, if the properly is con-
verted Lo seme other use.

An abortive effort lo save Lhe
building was launched in 1978, when 15
local residents organized the Big San-
dy Historical Preservation Society,
with a view lo seeking a resloration
grant from the Kentucky Herilage
Commussion.  The commission 15 a
slate agency with responsibility for
preserving sites of historical or archi-
lectural significance.

Entered on the National Register of
Historic Places in 1974, the house has

~

been empty and decaying since 1977.
The Big Sandy Historical Preservation
Society soughl to restore it as a
museum of eastern Kentucky history,
possibly including an area for demaon-
straling tradilional mountain crafls,

Matching grants-in-aid are available
for such a project, they learned, and
lax incenlives wrillen inlo the Tax
Reform Act of 14976 are designed to en-
courage preservation of properties like
the Garfield Place.

Restoration of the house, it was then
estimated, would cost aboul $100,000, of
which $50,000 would need to be raised
locally.

The effect is to turn US 23, an arterial route from South
Shore, Ky. to the Kentucky-Virginia line, into a ludicrous

hour glass, with the pinched waist of the ungainly *‘vessel”
representing these twelve miles of the route which appear (o
be destined to remain two-lane.

And those twelve miles, it is generally agreed, are (welve
of the most heavily travelled miles along the entire route.
This has been described not only as heavy butl “explosive"
traffic—huge coal trucks, heavily loaded; explosives trucks,

gasoline tankers and the like.

With normal growth, the “‘waist" of this hour glass of a
road will within a few years literally stall the flow of traffic.

Perhaps the ARC is not the only marplot in the scenario. It
is said that the decision not Lo include this sector of the
highway in plans for reconstruction or four-laning was
reached after ARC was assured by a stale highway official
that the road as it then was and still is between the two
county-seatl towns would be adequate. That was a tragic er-

ror of judgement.

But wherever the blame lies, the mistake should be cor-
rected, and ARC should not be so inflexible that it, dedicated

as il presumably is to the improvement of life in Appalachia,
cannot change its spending plans to the end that such a poten-
tially tragic situation can be corrected.

pman, who ciles a Utilities Regulalory
Commission order issued earlier this
year instructing Beaver-Elkhorn (o
upgrade ils masler meter, through
which David is supplied, from two toga
four inches. “'It's only logic that,
someorie's drawing water with a two-
inch meler from a system which is fed
by a two-inch melter, they're going lo
take it all,’" he reasoned.

Not so, claims Bob Hackworth,
general manager al Beaver-Elkhorn.
The problem, he says, is that David is
currently using considerably more
waler than il has ever used before. 1.6
million gallons have been pumped thi
month into a system which has neve
before drawn more than a million
gallons a month, he said. That should
be enough lo supply a town several
times the size of David, which has
fewer than 100 customers, he said.

Hackworth said he believes the
David water system has a major leak,
a problem compounded by whal he
describes as the system's “very loose"
management. Both the leak and (he
managemen{ problems could be
promptly resolved, he said, if Beaver-
Elkhorn is permitted to take over the
David system—a proposal he says has
the support of the Utilities Regulatory
Commission.

Howard eonceded this week Lhal he
does not have the answer Lo the lown's
water problem, and indicated that he
might soon resign from (he water
district board. “All I've had is
headaches,” he said. “And I've had

enough.” '

—The grades would have a sport to
offer youths in the Spring, something
they don't have al this time.

Daniels feels thal every county in
this area would use the Spring foolball
schedule in the grades wilhin two years
after it is initiated. He is hoping this
county begins it before another county
gets the jump on Floyd.

Kentucky's bowhunting deer season

opens Oct. 1 and the big news Lhis year
is that archers may take two deer.

Back in the good old days (that is,
prior to this season) the lucky bow
hunter who went outl opening day and
took his deer after maybe only an hour
or two of hunting was through for the
season. Bul this year, he may purchase

.*'second deer” permil and continue
0 hunt.

If he takes the first deer by bow, he
may use his second permit Lo bow hunl,
gun hunt during the Nov. 8-10 and Dec.
6-8 gun seasons or, if he still hasn't
taken that elusive second deer, use a
crossbow during the special crossbow-
only season Dec. 21-23.

But after he takes deer number two,
that's all. Under no circumstances
may a hunter legally take more than
.wo deer in Kentucky this season.

If you haven’t boughl your deer per-
mit yet, remember thal the “first
deer” permit and the *‘second deer”
permit are differenl. Make sure you

ask for the righlt one. Each permit
costs $10.50.

The first permit, of course, is for the
hunter who hasn't already taken a
deer. This permit is blue and has a
complete rundown of deer hunting
regulations and a list of check slations
attached lo it.

A portion of this permit has a space
for hunters to punch out a circle to in-
dicate the method—gun or ar-
chery—used to take the deer. Accor-
ding to fish and wildlife regulations,
this section must be punched before the
deer is moved.

This section of the permil is then
presented to the check station operator
nearest lo where Lthe deer was taken
(or lo the nearesl available conserva-
tion officer) who will validate the per-
mit. This section of the permit must be
retained if the hunter wishes to hunt for
a second deer.

The second deer permit (this one is
white and has nothing attached to it)
can be used only after a hunter has
taken his first deer. It is not valid
unless it is accompanied by the proper-
ly punched and validated portion of the
first permil. This is because this por-
tion of the first permit shows how the
first deer was taken, and only one deer
may be taken by gun, except on certain
special managemenl areas—see the
deer guide attached to your first per-
mil for full details.

Other than the two-tag, two-deer
change, other bowhunting regulations
remain pretty much the same. Bow
hunters may take either antlered or
antlerless deer in all open counties.

Estill, Floyd, (except Dewey Lake
Wildlife Management Area), Johnson,
Knotl, Knox, Lincoln, Magoffin, Mar-
tin and Perry counties are closed Lo all
deer hunting, whether by gun, bow or
crossbhow

Several wildlife management areas
are closed to hunling or have other
special deer regulations. These are
detailed in the deer guide, along with
requirements for legal archery equip-
menl and other inleresting facts every
deer hunter should know.

So buy your tag early and spend
some (ime reading over all the rules
and requirements for deer hunting—it
could save you some trouble. And if
you are nol required to purchase a
license or a deer permil, write the
Department of Fish and Wildlife, Divi-
sion of Law Enforcement, Frankfort,
KY 40601 for a copy of this year’s deer
hunling regulations.

Advises Setting Up Trust
For Mentally Retarded Child

Although newspaper and magazine
advice columns freguently emphasize
the need [or parents o make a will, lil-
tle advice has been given to the parenls
of developmentally disabled children
in making wills lo meel their children's
special needs.

The state Office for Public Advocacy
recently held its first training seminar
in Louisville to train lawyers and
parents in ways lo design a will Lhal
will provide for their children’s special
needs.

Melvin Heckt, a Minneapolis al-
torney and father of a 29-year-old men-
tally retarded daughter, led the
seminar, Heck! has become an aulhori-
ly in the area of wills and lrusts for
mentally retarded children as a resull
of his own experience.

He has sel up trusts for nearly 700
parents of retarded children or
children with other developmental
disabilities. He is currently chairman
of Lhe legal advocacy commitiee for
the National Association for Relarded
Children.

Hecki said thal mosl parents who
come to him have three concerns.
“They want 1o assure thal someone
will be around to protect, befriend and
advocate for their child during thatl
child’s lifetime;, they want to distribute
the money fairly between the disabled
child and the other children; and Lhey
wanl o leave their assels for the child
in a form that will last and not make
the child ineligible for stale or federal
progrdmﬂ " he said.

“Even millionaires can't be certain
that the money they leave their child
will pay for thal child's expenses
lht‘oughuul his lifetime,” he said.

“Inflation may eventually eal up all
the funds.
*One solulion is o sel up a trust that
will provide services and benefits lo
the child that can't be obtained through
stale or federal programs,” he said.

Heck! added that if parents simply
leave a portion of their estate to the
disabled child, the child may not be
eligible for many state or federal pro-
grams until after thal money has been
spenl. Thal eslale may also be
villnerable to the claims of creditors,
and the parents’ intentions for the child
may never be carried oul.

"It is importanl thal parents nol
leave large amounts of money in Lhe
disabled child's name for these
reasons,’’ he said. “Leaving a large
sum lo the developmentally disabled
child may ;?n make him vulnerable lo
exploitation.”

Heckt suggested thal a parent sel up
a will in which a trusi for the child is in-
cluded. Several components of the
trusl are vital:

—All income accumulated by’ the
trust should be returned to the prin-
cipal;

—Only the (rustees (lhose who
manage the trusl) should be responsi-
ble for how the principal is spent;

—The {rust should contain provisions
that prevent credilors from claiming
the (rusl assels and prevent the disabl-
ed child from using the trust money;

—Regular visits lo evaluate the
child's residence, .medical {reatment,
education, work and benefits should be

Legend has it that around the turn
of the century a teen-age boy
climbed a tree and, hidden among its
leafy branches, secretly watched the
Wisconsin Dells Winnebago Indians
perform  their age-old sacred
dances.

Whether or not Captain Glen
Parsons first saw these dances from
a tree as a youth, he did show them
to tourists at the Wisconsin Dells
some 23 years later during his sunset
cruises on the Wisconsin River in a
steam-driven paddle wheeler. Stop-

.ping near the Stand Rock glen, his
passengers disembarked and walked
up to the glen, a traditional
Winnebago gathering place. Sitting
on rude benches, they watched the
Winnebagos dance while *“Cap"
Parsons provided the narration.

This was the forerunner of the
now world-famous Wisconsin Dells
Stand Rock Indian ceremonial. It

@also presaged the host of theme
parks, shows, entertainments and
museums which have been attracting
millions of visitors to the Dells each
year,

The Stand Rock Indian ceremon-
ial is one of the country’s longest
continuously running public Indian
performances. Among the Indian
performers are many who are the
fourth generation to show the
ulture of Native Americans to
visitors from all over the world.

Even older than the ceremonial as
a famous Dells attraction are the
boat rides up and down the [5-mile
stretch of the Wisconsin River
known as the Upper and Lower
Dells. The first commercial rides
date back 111 years to 1869.

Today’s visitor who embarks on
one of the fleet of motorized

.passcngcr boats—the largest such
fleet on any inland waterway—will
see scenery which has remained
basically unchanged from the days
of “Cap"” Parsons and before.

. The sandstone rock formations
lining the river have been carefully
preserved, thanks to conservation-
minded Dells citizens, past and
present, who put the land in trust for
the enjoyment of future generations.

@And some of the boat tour guides
describing this magnificent scenery
are descendants of those Winnebago
Indians who danced for “Cap”
Parsons’ paddle wheeler
passengers.

Whether old or new, Dells
attractions offer great variety—
history, nostalgia, thrills, entertain-
ment and just plain fun.

The Winnebago Public Indian

useum, open free year-round, has
one of the nation’s largest Indian-
owned collections of relics and
artifacts, some dating back .7,000
years. There are relics from famous
Indian wars, and heirlooms from the
Dells Winnebago tribe. Owner-
curator Roger Tallmadge (Chief

Little Eagle) sometimes will spin a
few Indian tales for the fortunate
visitor.

Exhibits include items collected
from Indian tribes throughout the
country. There are ancient hunting,
fishing and household items, Win-
nebago tribal and family heirlooms;
items from the Battle of Little Big
Horn and the Wounded Knee
Massacre; Mound Indian artifacts,
many of them tiny totem figurines,
and old guns captured during the
French, British and U.S. Indian
wars. One can also see vests made
by the Sioux for Annie Oakley and
Buffalo Bill; old moccasins, baskets,
bead work and jewelry. The museum
is open free to the public
year-round.

The Parsons Indian Museum in
Lake Delton, next to the Tommy
Bartlett Water Show, also features
Indian artifacts and relics garnered
from tribes all over the country.
Admission is free.

The 146-year old Indian Agency
House in Portage, built by the U.S.
government for Indian agent John
H. Kinzie (one of Chicago'’s first
settlers), has been completely res-
tored by the Colonial Dames of
Wisconsin and. is open to the
public.

Moving from history to nostalgia
is easy in the Dells. Just make a visit
to Fort Dells with its frontier town,
stage coach and river boat rides, and
shoot outs with Black Bart.

Under
ils provisions various wholesalers
manufaclurers and processors were
required to remit 3 cents per $100 of
their gross receipls from sales of such
ilems as newspapers, magazines. lires

Quell Forest Fires

The helicopter made another pass
over Lhe rural Bell counly hillside,
dropping 80 galions of waler from an
atlached bucket, as 75 firefighters and
officials from Kenlucky. Tennessee
and Virginia walched

Looking at the small localized “rain™’
which the helicopler poured on the
illside, one of the men nodded and
said o his companions, *'That'll hold it
until you can get a hand crew in there."

The firefighters, altending the 27th
annual tri-state fire compacl meeling
held at Pine Mounlain State Park lasl
week, walched Lhe helicopler
demonstrale firefighling techniques
used in America’s weslern forests.

The demonstralon, jointly sponsored
by the division of foresiry of the state
Department for Natural Resources
and Environmental Prolection and the
i.S. Foresiry Service, dropped 1,200
gallons of waler from Cannon Creek
Lake in 23 minutes

“This techinique for fighting fires will
help, especially if you have limited per-
sonnel available,” said Steve Pedigo of
the Daniel Boone Nalional Forest
““Helicopters can do the work of two or
three men.""

Demonsiration officials told the

zroup helicoplers can be used for three
&mjur firefighting tlasks—lo fly in
firefighting crews, to do ‘“buckel
work,”” dropping waler directly on
fires and (o ferry cargo loads into supp-
ly areas

“Like any [lirefighling tool, it all
depends on how well you use it,"" said
Pedigo. 'In the spring of 1976, |1 saw a
helicopter equipped with a 100-gallon
buckel save the lives of two firefighters
on a4 mountamside in North Carolina."

Turn-around time'" for Lhe
.\(!uupm demonstration wilnessed by
the group was five minutes from water
source 1o tlargel and back 1o water
source. During the shorl demonstra-
tion 15 buckets of water from the lake
were scooped up and emplied on a
targeled area

The bucket, equipped with hydraulic
lines, dropped waler directly on target,
or spread along the [hght line. The
lines. which allow the pilot Lo control

1w amouni and placemenl of the
waler. can also jetlison the buckel
should il become entangled. “Thal
means that should something go
wrong, you'll only lose your bucket, not
vour $2,000,000 helicopler,” Pedigo ex-
plained

The helicopter, rented by the division
of foresiry for lhe meeling, seemed a
plausible firefighting tool to most of the
forestry personnel presenl. “You can
pul oul a lot of fire with just a little

‘{}! placed water,” said forest warden
huck Hedgline, of Hazard

Relired forester Waller Green
declared the technique “very helpful,”
especially with small fires or beginn
ing fires. “'It's easy for a fire lo gel
ahead of you in terrain like this,”
Green said, molioning loward the
many hills and cliffs surrounding the
lake '

“This lake was an ideal place for

q‘mnnslrming the value of helicopters
quipped with buckels,” said Foresiry
Direclor Ray Swalzyna- “It eombined
a ready waler source and the
geography in which aerial aid is most
successful.”

The Lri-slate fire compacl meeling
brought logelher representalives of the
three slates, Lhe federal firefighling
agencies and private and commercial
landowners lo discuss common
firefighling concerns.

already committed lo. such as a mort-
gage and car paymenl, taxes and in-
surance premiums. You should also in-
clude a contribution to your emergency
fund as a fixed commitment.

An emergency fund is an accounl
where you make-a monthly deposil to
cover or help cover insurance
premiums, household repairs. car
repairs and other unexpecled ex-
penses.

If you have an emergency fund your
budget will not go haywire when the
washer breaks down or when the car
insurance comes due because you'll
have Lthe money you need lo cover
these expenses, and you will have more
control over them as lime goes on. For
example. you'll decide what to spend
for food and clothing.

Also keep track of out-of-pockel cash
expenses. Il will take less Lhan five
minules every evening to list what you
paid cash for during the day. Unless
your finances are really tight, keep
track to the nearesl dollar or even the
nearest $5. Then you won't be bothered
with the often tedious task of keeping
track of every penny

Just remember to establish your
“break poinl™ il you use this syslem
This means thal if you are keeping
track lo the nearest dollar and the
amoun! includes one Lo 49 eents, drop
it; but if the amounl is 50 Lo 99 cents; go
lathe next dollar. Establish your break
point and then use it consistently lo
help this system work.

In addition, never wrile a check
without noting whal il is for. This prac-
tice also will help simplify your record-
keeping procedures.

After you set up a plan, keep track of
where the money goes, whether it's a
fixed or flexible expense. If you are
overspending in a calegory. pay close
allention 1o il. There is a possibility
that you're nol spending enough on
some ilems. Denlal care is often
neglecled as are some of the necessary
food items. If you continue o overs-
pend, your plan will need some allera-
tion wilh expense culs in other
categories

The payofl in making a spending
plan and keeping track of your ex-
penses is in the choice you have of
deciding just where to adjust your
spending to aveid polential trouble
And come lime lo figure your income
tax, you'll have records 1o help figure
your deduciibles

JERRY HOWELL
Department of Biological
and Environmental Sciences
Morehead State University
The lasl article oullined three pre-
sent and futire major world problems,
as presenled in the lalesi
Presidentially-commissioned study.
“The Global 2000 Report 1o the Presj-
dent.” This reporl, three years in
preparation. represents the finding.
statistics and analyses of 13 govern-
ment agencies. Its 800 pages painl a
gloomy environmental piclure of the
vorld in 2000 A greatly increased
world population (from the present
tour and one-hall billion1o six and one-
half billion n 2000), the decreasing
wailability of food on a per capila
basis and a dwindling energy supply
were three major problems discussed
in the last installment
These primary problems are spawn-
ing secondary problems, bul not yel of
the magnitude they will be in 2000. For
ample, as man invades Lheir wild
‘m.n tals and pollutants rain down on
them, one-hall to two million species of
plants and animals may die off in the
next lwo decades Rare plants needed
lo create new blighl and disease resis-
tant hybrids will disappear.
Paradoxically, some environmental
problems may resull from Ltrying lo
resolve others. Soil salinily is increas-
ing and by the vear 2000, as irrigation
imcreases even more, the soil’s ability
sustain food production will
deerease, just al a time when we need
it the mosi
One consequence of the increased
use of energy predicled by 2000 will be
global heating, which could start the
polar icecaps melling. A probable

The study admits there are no “‘quick
fixes.” The authors agree thal the solu-
tions are complex and long-term, and
are linked to some of the most perplex-
ing and persistent problems in the
world, including poverly, injustice and
social conflict.

Stay cool In The Kitchen

The kitchen is no place to be in the
summer. Luckily, the summer sea-
son offers a unique opportunity to
get away from that hot oven and
stove, The key is learning to prepare
the right dishes without sacrificing

ste and nutrition.

There is no time of the year when
vegetables are more plentiful or less
expensive than in the summer. Beets,
all kinds of beans, carrots,
cucumbers, potatoes, onions, and (in
a couple of weeks) green and red
peppers as well as corn. They are all
high in vitamins and minerals, and
low in calories and saturated fats.
Almost as important, they are easy

nd fast to prepare.

Rule number one of the summer
time kitchen is don’t cook if you
don’t have to. Many vegetables are
fine raw, served over a bed of lettuce
or spinach with some tomatoes, cold
boiled eggs and perhaps a can of
tuna [ish, carefully drained of all the
oil.

If your [amily s more traditional,

nd won't go for a vegetable salad
as a main dish, you will undoubtedly
be forced to turn on the stove.

The more vegetables are cooked.
the more vitamins and flavor they
lose. Shorten your cooking time by
using a small amount of boiling
water and then cover the pan with
the hid slightly ajar. Properly cooked
vegetables should be ‘brightly
colored, ténder, but still crisp in

xture.

An alternative 1s steaming your
vegetables. Most supermarkets and
grocery stores carry an inexpensive
steaming rack that can [it inside
virtually every pot and pan you own.
Less nutrients are lost this way, and
vou can use the steaming rack for
both fresh and frozen vegetables.

A lot of attention has been given
recently to stir-frying, and with good

reason. Cooking with a wok is fast,
efficient and fun. IT you don’t have
a wok, you don't have to buy one.
Il you have a pan that distributes
heat evenly, you're in business. Heat
a few tablespoons of a cooking oil
high in polyunsaturated fats and
drop in the vegetables. Stir constant-
ly until the vegetables are done. Add
some leftover meat or chicken, some
soy sauce, a bit of ginger and
scallions. Pour this over rice, and
you have an easy summer meal.
Just about all vegetables are
naturally low in calories, including
the much maligned potato, but not
if you or your family insists on
drowning them in butter or high
calorie sauces. A squeeze of lemon
juice over carrots or green beans can
bring out the flavor without bringing
out your waistline. Try some herbs
and spices with those vegetables: dill
with spap beans, orggano with
eggplant, parsley with a potato, or
basil with a tomato.

If the summer
offers more variety of vegetables at
lower prices and better quality, the
same is true of fruits. A fresh Fruit
salad is nature’s way of saying enjoy
your dessert, and at this tume of
year, the variety of what you can put
into that fruit salad is staggering.

Soft drinks have surpassed coffee
to become the number two beverage
in the United States behind milk,
Consumption is about 100 billion
cight ounce servings every year, or
better than one eight ounce serving
for every man, woman and child in
the United States, EVERY day.

@ The Cornell University Coopera-
tive Extension recently surveyed soft
drinks, noting that there were an
astounding number of different
kinds of soft drinks on the market.
The survey also discovered that there
was an astounding variety of
prices—from three to 48 cents for
cight ounces.

Price variations among sodas are

er greal; the survey found that
prices range from 15 to 30 cents for
the same product. The reason, of
course, is advertising and packaging.
Like just about everything else, the
pational brands will cost more than
the store brand or the generic soft
drinks,

The price difference was more
than a couple of pennies. A survey
taken ina New York City supermar-

@t showed that a six pack of 12
ounce cans of the store brand sold
for 99 cents, while a six pack of eight
ounce cans of a nationally advertised
cola sold for $1.79, almost DOUBLE
the price.

The careful shopper can usually
find one or two brands of soda on
“special”—look for these before

flavor mixtures more palatable.” An
eight ounce serving has about 100
calories.

For a number of reasons, includ-
ing those listed above, many people
have switched to bottled water
recently. Bottled water is more than
a fad; it is a phenomenon. Sales have
increased eight times as fast as ten
years ago and 1979 sales were more
than $220 million.

If you think water is water, think
again. There is processed water,
which is generaily tap water that has
been purified. There is well water
(sometimes called artesion well
water) which has to be pumped to
the earth’s surface. There is spring
water, which reaches the earth’s
surface without pumping. There is
distilled water which is water from
any source that is vaporized to
eliminate the mineral content. Of
course, there 1s natural water,
artificially carbonated with artificial
gas. And then there is naturally
sparkling, or naturally carbonated
water.

Read the label to find out whether
the water you're drinking comes
from a well-known spa or from the
city water supply.

All these waters have two things
in common. They are much more
expensive than anything that will
come out of your tap, and the
government says none will make you
any healthier.

Lead Smelter Fined
In Health Violation

The U.S. Department of Labor’s Oc-
cupational Safety and Health Ad-
minisiration has proposed penallies
totaling $82,765 against the Bunker Hill
Company of Kellogg, Idaho for 108
alleged violations of occupational safe-
ty and health standards. Four of Lhe
alleged violalions were termed willful,
four repeat; 92 serious and eight other
than serious. Bunker Hill operates a
primary lead smeller.

In citations issued September 11, the
agency proposed a $10,000 penally
against lhe Gulf Resources and
Chemical Corporation subsidiary for
adopting and implementing a
“corporale policy which required
women employees to be slerilized in
order to be eligible to work in areas of
the plant where they would be exposed
to lead." OSHA believes that (his
policy constitules a willful violation of
the general duty clause of the Occupa-
tiopal Safety and Health Act of 1970
which requires employers lo provide
employment and a place of employ-
ment free from recognized hazards
causing or likely to cause death or
serious physical harm.

Occupational exposure lo lead can
cause damage lo the nervous, urinary
and reproductive system; studies have
linked lead exposure in workers lo
defects in their offspring. However, the
agency’s view is lhat the Bunker Hill
Company could not under the OSH Act
seek to eliminate te hazard to women
employees from excessive lead ex-
posure by compelling them to choose
between their jobs and sterilization,
thereby incurring serious and irrever-
sible impairment to their reproduclive
syslems.

Oil Shale Mining Regs Need
More Info, Task Force Says

Not enough data on Eastern oil-shale
deposits is available lo adequalely
develop thorough state oil-shale min-
ing regulations, the new 0il Shale Ad-
visory Task lorce has concluded after
its first meeling.

The task force, appointed by Jackie
Swigart, secretary of the state Depart-
ment for Nalural Resources and En-
vironmenlal Protection, was organized
to aid her department in the develop-
ment of oil-shale regulations. The
department was mandated by the 1980
General Assembly lo file regulations
for oil-shale regulalions for oil-shale
mining by June 30, 198].

Everetl Green, oil-shale specialist
for the Natural Resources Depart-
ment, explained the registration pro-
cedure for oil shale mining exploration
and experimental projects. Projects
disturbing five acres or less are allow-
ed to operate after registering with the
department, he said.

The legislature did not allocate funds
for research or regulation develop-
ment, Green said. However, Lhe
Nalural Resources Department has
made numerous applicalions to federal
agencies and the Ohio River Basin
Commission for study and develop-
ment grants, he said.

The three groups making up the task
force represent industrial, en-
vironmental and academic interests.
Although each group's recommenda-
tions duplicated some of the others, all
gave suggestions from their individual
perspectives.

More studies are needed before long-
term regulations can be developed, the
three groups agreed. However, each
group used differenl reasoning to come
to that conclusion.

The academic group suggested a
long-term baseline study of the shale-
rich Knobs area of Central Kenlucky is
needed lo invesligale vegelation,
animals and minerals. The en-
vironmental group wanted a thorough
investigation of the possible health ef-
fects of the proposed plants.

The industry represenlalives sug-
gesled that more than one oil-shale
processing plant should be permilted
lo operate to study its effects and
methodology. The shale itself must be
studied to determine its physical and
chemical properties both before and
after processing, they said.

An oil-shale processing facilily
handling 5,000 (o 10,000 tons of shale
each day should be operated over a
five-to-10-day period lo help answer
queslions about Eastern shale, the in-
dustry group advised. Data gathered
over a single year is not sufficienl to
base regulations upon, he said.

Conlidentiality of (rade processes
must be maintained; they said.
Delineations should be made between
what kinds of information go to the
government or to the public and what
will be maintained as trade and pro-
cess secrets, Lhe industrial represen-
talives said.

Fred Barnell, vice president for
lechnical development for Davy
McKee Corp. of Cleveland, Ohio, said
eventually surface mining,
underground mining and in situ pro-
cesses could be used Lo mine oil shale,
bult thal currently surface mining
seems Lo be the most feasible.

The regulations should consider Lhe
plant location's limited land, air and
waler resources, the academic group
emphasized. They also suggested that
the entire lask force lour an ex
perimental oil-shale mining sile in
Lewis County

The environmental group agreed
there must be limits on the kinds and
amount of poellutanls emilted by oil
shale processing facilities. Developers
should be given guidance or be
regulated o ensure that processing
facilities are located where they will
nol creale environmenial problems,
the environmentalists said.

PAPER HANGING

Citizens have a right to know about
oil-shale processing and ils polential
hazards, they emphasized. Lan-
downers need Lo be informed to enable
them to make decisions aboul the sale
or lease of their land, they said.

The situation both creales a potential
profil for area farmers and possibly
endangers Lheir livelihoods, said Tim
Murphy of the Kenlucky River Coali-
tion. The plants’ needs for large
amounts of waler could potentially
create problems, he said.

Creating regulations for oil-shale
mining is extremely difficull because
the properties of the shale vary greatly
from location to location, John Janka.
of the Institute of Gas Technology in
Chicago, pointed oul. Even shale
classified into the same calegory
varies from that mined just a few miles
away, he said.

The environmental group explained
that those variations in shale proper-
ties will cause variations in the types of
wasle products produced by the pro-
cessing plants.

Studies needed lo determine facis
about oil-shale production may be
hindered by lhe legislalure’s pressure
to move ahead with regulation develop-
ment, the universily professors said.
The time limitations may necessilale a
study which looks at a minimum
amount of data, they said, bul thal
minimum should be al least a year.

The task force will meel again in
several months, said Nancy Osborne,
execulive assistant to Jackie Swigarl.

*“In light of our limited resources for
program development, the cooperalion
of these advisory groups is of greal im-
portance (o the development of air and
reasonable pil-shale regulalions,” she
said.

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Unemployment Rate
Remains High Here

If the economy is improving, the
Department for Human Resources’
Kentucky labor market estimates for
August do not show il. The slate's
unemploymen! rate for August hit 8.2
percent of the labor force, 0.7 percen-
tage points above the month's national
rate of 7.5 percent.The increase in the
state's rate brought the number of
Jobless Kentuckians to 132,900 persons.

The state’s August unemployment
rale marked the highest jobless level
since the 1975 recession when
unemployment peaked at 8.3 percent of
the state’s labor force, said Robert

lacDonald, the department's chief
‘labor markel analyst.

During the first eight months of this
year, unemployment in Kentucky
averaged 7,3 percent of the labor force,
or 116,300 persons, about the same
level as during the recession five years
ago, MacDonald said.

The total civilian labor force in Ken-
tucky numbered 1,625,800 during
August, 26,000 more than in July and
34,300 more than in August 1979. The
total was the largest number every

‘remrded in Kentucky’s labor force.

Continued high inflation has caused
more people to enter the laber force
than ever before, said MacDonald.
Many of Kentucky’s unemployed are
people re-enlering or entering the
labor force seeking jobs, he added.

MacDonald attributed most of the
unemployment directly to the reces-
sion, which has lowered the number of
available jobs. Job losses have been

rimarily in the state’s durable goods
industry, he said. The coal, construe-
tion and lrade industries within Ken-
tucky continue to be depressed.

Battle of Perryville Re-Enacted

Confederate Gen, Simon Bolivar
Buckner met Union Gen. Lowell Har-
rison Rousseau at the most critical
point of the battle of Perryville during
the Civil War. The conflict of their
troops symbolized the torn sentiments
brought by the war as Kentuckian
fought Kentuckian.

Buckner, a native of Munfordville,
and Rousseau, a nalive of Stanford,
were among the many soldiers fighting
against their own brothers and fellow
Kentuckians at the battle of Perryville.
Buckner later became governor of
Kentucky in 1887 and Rousseau
represented Kentucky in the federal
Congress after the war.

Although a majority of Kentuckians
joined Union forces, a large number
sympathized and enlisted with the Con-
federacy. Being a border state like
Missouri, the geographic location of
Kentucky exposed it to some of the
Civil War’s most ferocious fighting,
said Dr. Charles Lee, history professor
at Centre College in Danville.

According to Dr. Lee, the battle of
Perryville not only represented
brother fighting brother, but proved to
be a decisive turning point during the
war in the west. Upon Confederate
Gen. Braxton Bragg's retreat follow-
ing the battle of Perryville, Kentucky
remained securely under the Union's
control for the duration of the war, said
Dr. Lee.

State Wins Control
Of Block Grant Fund

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. announced
Friday the U.S. Department of Hous-
ing and Urban Development has given
Kentucky administrative control over
its Small Cities Community Develop-
ment Block Grant program for the
federal fiscal year starting Oct. 1.

Earlier this year HUD invited states
lo take part in a demonstration project
through which state governments,
rather than HUD, run the block grant
program. Only Kentucky and Wiscon-
sin were chosen for the program,
Brown said. For the past six years, the
Louisville area office of HUD had ad-
ministered block grant money for Ken-
tucky.

Kentucky will receive $28 million for
next fiscal year's program, Brown
said. Thal is about $3 million more than
the current year's allocation. Brown
said the change in admistration will
“really give us a lot of latitude” in
spending the federal money.

The block grant funds may be used to
buy property for community develop-
ment, build or renovate public and
community facilities, preserve and
rehabilitate housing units and pro-
mote economic development through
site development.

In a written statement released at a
press conference in the governor's of-
fice, Borwn said HUD hopes to see if
state control will help make the block
grant program more responsive to
state and local needs.

The state Department for Local
Government will evaluate block grant
applications and rank the applications
for federal funding. Local government
will begin taking applications from city
and county governments in January.

Brown said state Development
Secretary Larry Townsend was the
“catalyst” in getting Kentucky chosen
for the demonstration project. He said
it was "‘one idea of some of the very ef-
fective things he does.” The Local
Government Department is a part of
the state Development Cabinet.

The state’s first parole law was
enacted in 1888. The first parole staff
was formed in 1928.

A re-enactment of this battle will
take place at the original Perryville
battlefield in Boyle county Oct. 3-5.
Troops portraying units from different
periods of the Civil War will be present
to re-create the battle. These military
units will come from many surroun-
ding states to participate in the
weekend activities.

Everything will be authentic and the
battle will be historically re-enacted to
a certain extent, said Col. Louis Grivet-
ti, coordinator of the units. *'This is a
very popular re-enactment since we
will be on the original battlefield."

The original battle of Perryville was
plagued with problems that won't
necessarily be present for the re-
enactment. Atmospheric conditions
and bad communications played im-
portant roles in complicating matters
for both commanding generals.

The Union commanding officer, Maj.
Gen. Don Carlos Buell, did not know
the battle had been in progress two
hours after it began. Although the
general's headquarters was only two
miles from the battlefield, an acoustic
silence kept sound from traveling its
normal distance, said Dr. Lee. The
rolling terrain and a mild gale from the
west created the silence by ricocheting
gun and cannon fire up into the air and
away from the surrounding area.

Lack of communications added to at-
mospheric problems. Had Buell been
aware of the battle’s progress, he could
have overpowered Bragg's Con-
federate forces, Dr. Lee said. The
Union army greatly outnumbered the
Confederates 61,000 soldiers to 16,000.
Bad communications kept Buell from
gathering all Union troops to fight the
small number of Confederate forces.

By nightfall, Bragg realized he was
severly outnumbered and withdrew
toward Harrodsburg. The Confederate
troops were actually better handled
and used, said Dr. Lee. Although the
battle ended in a strategic victory for
Buell’s Union forces since they con-
trolled the battlefield, Bragg won the
tactical victory.

The Perryville battle was one of the
fiercest and bloodiest battles of the
Civil War. Bragg's troops sustained
3,396 casualities out of 16,000 men.
Buell used between 22,000 and 28,000 of
his 61,000 men and they sustained 4,241
casualties. According to Dr. Lee, if
Buell and Bragg has been belter in-
formed and more aggressive, the bat-
tle of Perryville might have been more
decisive and prevented further blood-
shed in the West.

Big Sandy Valley Funded for
Flash Flood Warning System

Congressman Carl D. Perkins an-
nounced recently that the Appalachian
Regional Commission will provide
$800,000 to complete the flash flood
warning system for Lhe Big Sandy
valley in Kentucky, West Virginia and
Virginia, the Upper Cumberland in
Kentucky and the Kentucky river
valley. The funds will be provided to
the National Oceanic and Atmospherie
Administration (NOAA) for radar,
computers, automalted rain gauges and
other equipment. Elements of the
system include a flash flood warning
coordinator, volunteer rainfall and
stream gauge observers, a reliable and
rapid local communications system
with emergency backup, forecast pro-
cedures developed by National
Weather hydrologists, a warning
dissemination plan and an adequate
overall preparedness plan.

The Kentucky counties covered are
Pike, Magoffin, Martin, Johnson,
Floyd, Bell, Harlan, Knox: Whitley,
Breathitl, Knott, Lee, Leslie, Lelcher,
Perry, Menifee, Powell, Rowan, Wolfe,
Morgan and Montgomery.

In 1978 funds were appropriated for
an S-band weather radar stalion with a
scanning radius of 125 miles. This sta-
tion is nearing full operation at
Jackson. Another S-band station with a
scanning radius of 125 miles received
funding in 1979. It will be located at
Beckley, West Virginia and should be
in full operation within 12 months.
Previous funds had been used to set-up
a flash flood warning system in twelve
counties centered around Pike county
Automated equipment had already
been purchased for this area.

““This $800,000 will go a long way
towards compleling and expanding the
flash flood warning system in this
tristate area,”’ Congressman Perkins
said. "‘In 1978 I had to drag the Na-
tional Weather Service into Pikeville to
meet with the local people to make
them understand the necessity for this
warning system. ARC is to be com-
mended for assisting in this effort.
