The Singer Company, which 
operates a similar program in Morgan­
field, Ky., has been awarded the con­
tract to run the Job Corps Center in the 
remodeled building formerly occupied 
by U.S. Shoe in the Goble Roberts Addi­
tion, the Prestonsburg city council was 
told Monday 

Jim Smith, deputy director of the 
Breckinridge Job Corps Center in 
Morganfield, has been named to head 
the operation here. He joined the 
Singer Company's training arm 12 
years ago, after working in the 
aerospace, metal fabricating and 
highway construction industries. 
Smith developed and presently heads a 
400-student satellite of the massive 
Breckinridge facility, a co-educational 
institution numbering 2600 students. 

JOB CORPS CENTER trainees are scheduled to occupy this building, renovated since its use 
several years ago by the U.S. Shoe Company, next January. The Singer Company has been 
awarded the contract to operate the center here, Congressman Carl D. Perkins announced this 
week.

The Prestonsburg center is designed 
to house 165 male students, 60 of whom 
will be trained as cement masons, and 
35 each as carpenters, electricians and 
plumbers. Smith said he will begin 
recruiting a staff of 55 next week, in 
conjunction with the state employment 
office here, and that staff training will 
occupy the rest of this year. 

The first students are scheduled to 
arrive at the center in the third week of 
January, 1981, he said. 

The council will consider a six-month 
contract offered by Floyd County Solid 
Waste Inc. to haul garbage from the ci· 
ty and Highlands Hospital once the new 
countywide trash collection system is 
operational. Robert McAninch, chair­
man of the agency, said he hopes the 
system will be working in about two 
months 

The proposed contract is subject to 
renegotiation after six months, when 
the average monthly garbage haul 
from the city is better known. The $1250 
monthly fee asked for in the contract

Court Okehs · 
Bonding Plan 
For So. Bell 

The Floyd fiscal court last week 
authorized the issue of $1.7 million in 
industrial revenue bonds for construc­
tion of a building to house South Cen­
tral Bell at Water Gap. The Lexington 
firm of Moore and Bishop, which in­
tends to lease the building to the 
telephone company, is the third appli· 
cant for the bonds in this county. 

In August, a $2.8 million bond issue 
was authorized for construction of a 
K-Mart store at the junction of U.S. 23 
and the Mountain Parkway, an ap­
plication which is to be reviewed today 
<Wednesday) by the state Industrial 
Revenue Bond Oversight Committee, 
and $4 million was authorized for con­
struction of a coal washing facility for 
the Diamond COal Company at Ivel, a 
project which does not require over­
sight committee review. 

The revenu~ bonds, which are issued 
through local go\ ernments under a 
new law designed to stimulate 
economic development, are underwrit­
ten by private financiers, who do not 
have to pay taxes on the interest they 
receive and are consequently able to 
offer investors more attractive interest 
rates. 

In contrast to its earlier enthusiasm 
for the bonds, the court approached the 
present application more cautiously, 
with Magistrate Ray Wilcox inquiring 
whether local businesses enjoyed the 
same opportunity to make use of them 
as did large, outside companies. 
Critics of the bond program have 
argued it discriminates against ex­
isting businesses which must compete

Identity of Victim Sought 
In Ashes Left by ~laze 

Ashes of a Wayland building were 
still being sifted by state police 
troopers and others Tuesday afternoon 
in the hope of finding a definite clue to 
the identity of the person who died in 
the fire which destroyed the structure 
shortly after 4 a.m. 

Coroner James J. Carter joined 
other officials at the scene, and it was 
said late Tuesday that the skeletal re­
mains of the body removed from the 
ruins of the building may be sent to 
Louisville for examination and possi­
ble identification by Dr. Nickells, the 
state's chief medical officer. 

One report said the victim had been 
tentatively identified as a former In-

diana man who had recently come to 
Wayland. 

The burned building was a two-story 
frame structure on Shop Fork and was 
about 50 years old. When the Wayland 
fire department reached the scene the 
fire was beyond control. 

State police surmised that the blaze 
began in a downstairs bedroom or in 
the adjacent kitchen. Wayland Fire 
Chief Elmer Mornson expressed the 
belief that the fire may have started 
from smoking in bed. 

There was no insurance on the pro­
perty. Ownership of the building was 
not confirmed immediately.

FLAME OUTLINES the Faith Bible Church in .a blaze which 
destroyed the structure during the early morning hours, 
Tuesday. 

Fire of undetermined orgin Tuesday 
morning left in ruins Faith Bible 
Church, near Martin. 

Arson is suspected but there is no 
known suspect: it wa learned later in 
the day. 

Damage was unofficially estimated 
at $150,000, only a tractiOn ol which was 
insured 

The Martin and Allen fire depart­
ments fought the blaze and ·ucceeded 
in saving a few pieces of church fur· 
niture but the church proper, including 
the sanctuary and Sunday School 
rooms, was levelled. Only an addition 
built a few years ago to house a school 
for retarded tots escaped v. ithout ma­
jor dnmage 

The blaze was d1scovered at about 
3:30 a.m. The theory that arson may 
have figured in the fire was strengthen-

ed by the fact that the blaze apparently 
originated outside the front door of the 
church. 

Construction of the church was under 
way in 1958 and the first services were 
held in the basement in October of that 
year. Except for a few days' help the 
work was done alone by the Rev. 
Robert Martin who has been pastor of 
the church since its founding. 

The upper wall of the building, now 
levelled, on two earher occasions was 
severely damaged by mudslides from 
the hillside overlooking the church. 

Plans for reconstruction have not 
been announced, but the 70-year-old 
mini ter immediately announced that 
Tuesday night's prayer meeting would 
be conducted in the till-intact school 
sectwn of thr structure and that the 
usual worship servic<• will also be held 
there Sunday 

Final Decision 
Up To Council; 
Report Awaited 

While a controversial plan to re-zone 
three properties on North Arnold 
Avenue from residential to commer· 
cial classJficallon remains undecided, 
some issues were clarified in the 
course of a public hearing on the pro­
posal last week. 

Burl Wells Spurlock, president of the 
First Commonwealth Bank, revealed 
that the bank has an option to purchase 
the properties. Plans call for the erec· 
tion of a bank on the property owned by 
the Harlowe heirs, with the David 
Bruce Spradlin tract to be used for 
parking and the John Allen property 
for access, he said. 

Early in Thursday's hearing, which 
attracted about 45 persons, Spurlock 
undercut criticism that the zoning 
change would threaten the Garfield 
Place, wh1ch stands on the Allen pro· 
perty, by offering qualified assurance 
that the hous~> would be preserved. If it 
proved compatible with the bank's 
other objectives, he said, an attempt 
would be made to restore the historic 
site "as a public attraction." 

A number of Arnold Avenue 
residents protested the rezoning plan, 
however, arguing that it would open 
the whole residential block to commer­
cial development, attracting 
businesses even Jess desirable than the 
proposed bank. 

Nor were they convinced by 
assurances of City Manager David 
Evans that the city Board of Ad 
justments could be relied on to control 
the type of development permitted 
the('e. 

"Our neighborhood is being sold out 
for a business " complamed \\onnell 
Godsey. who conjured up images of us· 
ed car Jots, hot dog stands and amuse 
ment parlors to suggest what would 
befall the area if the bank's request 
was granted. "Zoning is supposed to 
bring about improvements," she said, 
adding, "I can't see how this would Im­
prove anything " 

Others contended that traffic conges­
tion on the block, already a problem. 
would be aggravated by a zoning

Bid of Hospital 
For Funds Gets 
Agency Support 

Highlands Regional Medical 
Center's bid for federal monies to 
develop a family practice residency 
program won unanimous support last 
week from the board of the East Ken­
tucky Health Systems Agency 
<EKHSAl. 

The hospital has applied for $678,355 
to begin the project, which is designed 
to graduate four family physicians in 
1985 and as many each year after that. 
All health-related projects originating 
in eastern Kentucky must be reviewed 
by the health systems agency. 

Further applications will be made 
next month for consideration of the 
project by the state Council on Higher 
Education (CHE>, which is expected to 
designate two residency sites, one in 
eastern and one in western Kentucky, 
according to Highlands' Administrator 
Clarence Traum. St. Clare's Medical 
Center, in Morehead, is said to be in­
terested in having a site designated 
there, and Pikeville Methodist Hospital 
Administrator Lee Keene has m­
dicated that that hospital will also seek 
the designation. 

Criticism voiced two weeks ago at a 
meeting of the Big Sandy Subarea 
Health Council reportedly did not 
figure in the EKHSA decision in Lex­
ington. While some here felt that a joint 
application by Highland and Pikeville 
Hospital for the CHE designation 
would stand a better chance of success 
than would individual applications, it 
was pointed out in Lexington that the 
American Academy of Family Physi· 
cians, which must accredit any 
residency program, would not consider 
a co·institutional program. 

It was also noted that the present ap· 
plication, which is not for CHE 
designation but solely for federal 
funds, is not in competition with any 
other application in this state. 

Tony Goetz, associate dean of the 
University of Kentucky Medical 
School, spoke before the EKHSA 
meeting in support of the H1ghlands 
project. It i anticipated that a residen­
cy program here would be conducted 
under the au pices of the UK medical 
school.

Better Than Nothing 
Present plans for flood control in the Right Beaver Creek 

valley call for snagging and clearing sections of the streams. 
A mere stop-gap measure, but better than nothing. 

The eventual ineffectiveness of the plan, even if it provides 
for dredging of the channel, is guaranteed by the fact that 
this work is scheduled only for limited stretches of the 
stream rather than its entirety. 

The U.S. Corps of Engineers knows this. Deepening and 
clearing of only a part of the channel-for a mile or so at a 
given point, say-creates a pool situation, with the undredg­
ed portion downstream from the "improvement" serving as 
a barrier or dam to slow the flow of water and becoming a 
catch basin for sediment and debris. 

The Beaver Creek section of the county has a tragic history 
of flooding. Many of its residents are now fearful that con­
struction of new KY 80 has compounded the flood problem. 
Straightening, widening, deepening and cJearing of the chan­
nel is needed, all the way from Wayland to Allen-a work 
which would cost millions. And, aside from its construction 
cost, there is the matter of easements to be procured from 
landowners, which is a problem that has not been solved at 
Martin where a Corps of Engineers flood protection project 
of this kind has been stalled for years for want of easements. 

When, and if. this stream and others in the area get flood 
control work completed, there remains a big responsibility 
for the public, particularly for those who live along the 
streams. They must be aware that the streams will fill again, 
as they did to begin with, if the people are not concerned with 
int~lligent use of the surrounding land and the importance of 
curbing the flow of silt into the stream. 

And they must also decide that their streams are not to be 
used as a dump for everything from human waste to old car 
bodies.

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Though far from providing a 
panacea for the complex problems of 
Beaver Creek flooding, the proposed 
clearing work outlined by the Corps is, 
as one res1dent termed 1t, "better than 
nothmg." The work, which seeks to 
remove especially heavy accumula· 
lions of brush, tre , garbage and other 
debris from strategic areas along 
Right and Left Beaver Creeks, 1 part 
of a larger Corps project which in 
eludes similar work along the enllre 
Big Sandy valley as well as the Tug 
River valley. 

Don Herndon, ch1ef planner for the 
Corps of Engineers Huntington 
district, who at the June meet termed 
the snagging and clearing "a kind of 
low key work," explained that debris 
removal would facilitate stream flow 
and eliminate a significant amount of 
the damming effect caused by the ac 

cumulations but, he warned, "The 
cause of th1s debri buildup will remam 
so the same problem is likely to 
recur." 

Herndon told the group, most of 
whom were from the Martm to 
Wayland section, that four sites for the 
clearmg work were marked along 
Right Beaver Creek-Midas, Marlm, 
Dema and the mouth of Beaver Creek 
He explained that the locations had 
been selected on the basis of "the 
greatest return in terms of protecllon 
to residential and commercial proper­
ty," and told residents who asked why 
addillonal work areas weren't defmcd 
along the creek, "We don't have 
unlimited funds, and remember, we're 
including the whole Big Sandy basin, 
even into Virginia. 

Channelization of the creek, par­
ticularly in the Martin area, which has 
long been viewed as the most promis· 
ing of projects for the alleviation of 
flooding along the stream, remains 
stalled with the refusal of landowners 
to grant easements loommg as a seem­
ingly insurmountable hurdle. Although 

money has been avilable for channel­
ization since it was procured by Con· 
gressman Perkins following the flood 
or 1963, the funding will be lost unless 
progress is made toward right-of-way 
acquisition relating to stream dredging 
work. But Congressman Perkins is yet 
hopeful. He said that a Corps study 
which is currently under way may pro­
vide new answers . "I think in connec· 
tion with this new study we can gel the 
same areas dredged that have been 
dredged before," he said, referring to 
limited channelization work effected a 
number of years ago. 

At the conclusion of the meeting, the 
Corps' Herndon again cautioned 
residents against setting hopes too high 
for results of the clearing-snagging 
work. "If you get four to six inches of 
rain you're going to get a big flood, but 
you'll see some improvement."

An attempt by the United Mmc 
Worker to organize a coal company in 
tartin county stalled Ia t Thursday 

when el~ction officials challenged five 
decisive ballots. 

According !o a spokesman for the 
National Labor Relations Board, the 
names of four people attempting to 
cast sealed ballots at the L.T. Ruth 
Coal Co , we.-e not on the list of eligible 
company voters. 

He said NLRB agents challenged 
those votes and the UMW reportedly 
challenged another ballot. 

"If those five people arc not eligi­
ble, the vote will stand at 36·35, which 
1s just as many as the union needs Cto 
win the election and organize the 
minel," said Jim Ferree, assistant to 
the NLRB regional director in Cincin­
nati. 

"If the election end in a tie, the peti­
tioner <UMW) loses." 

Ferree said the ,·aildity of the sealed 
ballots probably will be determined 
within the next seven weeks. "We have 
a target date of ~ov. 13," he said. 

One union offic1al reported that 80 
percent of the mine's employees re­
quested the representation election. 

The election is being closely watched 
by other mine operators in Martin 
County, which leapfrogged past 
Muhlenberg County last year to 
become the slate's second leading coal 
producer, behind Pike County.

About 33 of these positions are in 
management and professional roles, 
and 20 are craft jobs.

State Superintendent for Public In­
struction Raymond Barber was in Betsy 
Layne Monday night to address the PTA 
there, but it soon became clear that the 
person local parents and teachers most 
wanted to hear was Floyd Schools 
Superintendent E. P. Grigsby, Jr. 
Neither Grigsby nor any other Floyd 
school official was present. 

While the state official sought to 
justify school budget cuts on the argu­
ment that they had been made in such a 
way as to leave fiscal discretion as 
much as possible in the hands of local 
school boards, many in the audience 
found cold comfort in the argument, 
suggesting that the discretion of the 
Floyd Board of Education was the cause 
rather than the solution of their prob­
lems. 

Addressing about 40 persons in the 
auditorium of the Betsy Layne Grade 
school, Barber explained that con­
troversial cuts in school fee allocations, 
which saved the state some $6 million 
this year, were ordered because local 
school boards had little discretion as to 
how the funds were spent. Better to 
make the cuts Utere, he argued, than in 
current operating expenses, over which 
the local boards exercise more control. 

Pursuing the theme of local control, 
Barber deplored the public schools' 
heavy dependence on state and federal 
funds. Seventy-eight percent of the fun­
ding for Kentucky schools derives from 
government ources and comes burden-

ed by a welter of government regu­
lations, he said. 

In dependence on government school 
funds, Kentucky ranks second highest 
among all states, a situation Barber 
described as "frightening." Eighty per­
cent of the nation's voters do not have 
children in public schools, and a current 
proposal to give tax credits to parents of 
school children would encourage further 
migration from public to private 
schools, he warned. 

Arguing the need for a new method of 
financing education, Barber dismi sed 
a property tax hike as too unpopular 
with the electorate, sugge ting instead a 
tax on luxury item~. A one-cent tax on a 
pack of cigarettes would yield $5 million 
in state revenues, he said, while a five­
cent tax on liquor served by the glass 
would yield $40 million. 

A new system of school accreditation 
is also being designed, he said, with a 
view to bringing all schools up to stan­
dard, reckoned in terms of "quality as 
well as quantity," and to ensuring that 
resources are distributed fairly among 
all schools in a given school district. 

The state official faced a volley of 
questions from the audience. many of 
them directed, as PTA President Dennis 
Ballard acknowledged, more to county 
school officials than to Barber himself. 

"Why does my seventh-grade on not 
have a desk to sit at?" asked Drema 
Harris. ''Why are there insufficient text­
books to go around? ... Why does Betsy 

Layne high school offer fewer cour es 
than another county high school?" other 
parents queried. 

"Why is Mr. Grig by not here?" a k­
ed Shirley Adkins, a question pur ued 
by several others from the floor before 
Barber called a halt, urging the openly 
skeptical audience to trust the 
democratic process to yield changes at 
the local level. 

Mr~. Harris, treasurer of the parent­
teacher group, said after the meeting 
that Supt. Grigsby had indicated earlier 
he would attend Monday night's 
meeting. She and several others ex­
pressed annoyance at what they 
described as the unavailability of the 
supermtendent, charging that he had 
declined invitations to meet with the 
PTA on previous occasions. 

Grig by explained ye terday that 
press of business-including, ironicaJly, 
preparations for the sale of bonds for 
construction of a new high school at Bet­
sy Layne-caused him to forget Monday 
night's meeting. "It was quite unin­
tentional. It simply slipped my mind," 
he said, adding a public apology to the 
PTA for the over ight. 

Grigsby reportedly offered to appear, 
accompanied by Assistant Super­
intendents Ron Hager and Ray 
Brackett, at the group's next meeting, 
on November 10, to rectify the school's 
textbook and de k problems.

"Acid rain is an issue that is ripe for 
emotionalism and over-reaction, ·• 
HuddlP:-<ton told the task force. but it is 
a problem that cannot be Ignored. 

Huddle ton cited an Environmental 
Protection Agency projection that acid 
rain could cause $1.5 billion in crop 
damage in the Ohio Valley by the year 
2000 and said officials Ill Maine fear $46 
million in damage to state fisheries 
could result from the pollutant. 

He said some critics have charged 
the publicity surroundmg acid ram is 
the product of "overzealous en­
vironmentlists ... 

"!do not subscribe to that view." the 
senator said. "It's the equivalent of 
sticking our heads in the sand. But it 
also would be unreasonable to charge 
headlong into an expensive and com­
plica led program to regulate 
something we know very little about" 

Huddleston said a $50 million, 
10-year federal program was enacted 
by Congress last year to study acid 
rain, and another three-year study is 
under way to determine the effects of 
carbon-dioxide emissions from coal­
fired plants. 

He said there also is a cooperative 
program between the United States 
and Canada to study acid rain, and the 
National Coal Association has set up a 
system of monitoring stations to study 
the problem. 

Huddleston said that until results 
from such studies are in, "any new 
regulatory program would undoubted­
ly be expensive in terms of dollars and 
energy ... and would be li ttle more than 
a shot in the dark in terms of effec­
tiveness." 

He said the U.S. cannot afford to 
"sacrifice national security needs on 
the altar of regulation." 

Huddleston said he would oppose 
more stringent regulations on coal­
fired plants when the federal Clean Air 
Act is revised next year, and would 
back other measures to suspend some 
regulations in the event of an energy 
emergency. 

Asked after the meeting how long the 
goyernment should wait lo act on acid 
rain, he said, ''I think when some of the 
ongoing studies will be complete. In 
about five years, I think we ought to 
have all the information in.·· 

The Interstate Coal Task Force is 
composed of ~tate officials from 12 
midwestern and northern states that 
produce higher-sulfur coal.

weather. Wood ashes as dumped on the 
garden soil may be 20 to 50 percent 
lime, as expressed on a carbon car­
bonate basis. The ash of hardwood. 
such as maple, elm. oak and beech con­
tains one-third more calcium than the 
ash of softwoods Coal ashes have no 
value as liming material. 

Wood ashes are 40 to 50 percent as ef­
fective as calcium carbonate in acid 
neutralizing equivalent, bemg about 45 
percent calcium carbonate. With the 
composition, it would require 4,000 to 
5,000 pounds of wood ashes to be 
equival!'nt to one ton of calcium car­
bonate. Due to the light weight of dry 
ashes and the1r total neutralizing 
power, it would take considerable 
quantities of ash to make the soil too 
alkaline for good crop production, it 
seems. However, gardeners who will 
be applying large amounts of wood 
ashes should sample and test the 
garden soil every two years to monitor 
soil pH. 

FALL COLOR 
Another fall is upon us and with it 

comes another festive display of color 
changes by our trees. Although many 
people cred1t Jack Frost wJth the 
display. the color changes is actually 
due to chemical processes within the 
leaf. 

During spring and summer the green 
pigment, chlorophyll, is abundant. 
This material, which produces sugar 
through the suns energy, is constantly 
breaking down and is constantly 
replaced in the leaf. In the fall, shorter 
days and cooler temepratures reduces 
the production of new chlorophyll, un­
masking carotenoids. Carotenoids are 
yellow pigments present throughout 
the summer, but unseen in the leaf. 
They also provide the characteristic 
color to carrots. 

Other chemical changes also occur. 
Sugar is produced in the leaves during 
the day but isn't transported to other 
organs when night temperatures are 
cool. This sugar combines with another 
chemical to form a red pigment called 
anthocyanin. 

The best fall color comes when we 
have warm, sunny days and cool fall 
nights This allows the formation of 
larger amounts of sugar and hence an­
thocyanin. An early frost wil1 reduce 
anthocya~in production. Anthocyanin 
is also water soluble; it will be leached 
from the leaves during rainy falls and 
fall color will be less spectacular. 

The intensity of fall color varies bet­
ween tree species and from tree to 
tree, depending on the genetic 
background of the plant, the amount of 
exposure to the sun and the growing 
site. The eastern United States is one of 
the few areas in the world where trees 
undergo such spectacular color 
changes. Be thankful we can enjoy it

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Many States Fund Nongame Wildlife 
For most of this century, slal£'s tha t 

spent mone) to enhance their wlldlife 
po pula t ions spent it on game 
species animals that are hunted or 
trapped for food or fur . As recentl~ as 
973, only three states. California. 

Oregon, and Washington. pro\'ided 
funds for nongame Wildlife managt·· 
ment . 
~ow, according to a NatJonal 

Wildlife E<'ederation survey, an ever 
mcreasing number of states are work· 
ing to improve the lot of nongame 
wildlife songb1rds and other 
creatures that are neither hunted nor 
trappC'd. As of July, 1980, according to 
urvey, 27 states are funding nongame 

programs and another seven states are 
developing such programs. 

The Federation obtained its figures 
by interviewing officials of the fish and 
game commissions in all 50 states. The 
findings confirm other indications that 
there has been a marked growth of in 
teres! in nongame wildlife since the 
beginning of the "environmental 
revolution" in the 1970s. 

"Among our members there has 
een a steady increase in the esthetic 

or nonconsumptive uses of wildlife 
birdwatching. photographing. sketch· 
ing and just observing animals in the 
wild ," said Thomas L. Kimball, ex­
ecutive vice president of the NWF 
''We are encouraged by this survey, 
which shows that stale legislatures are 
responding to a surge of interest in 

• wildklife on the part of te people." 
Kimball also called for quick im­

lementation of the National Wildlife 
onservalion Act passed by Congress 

this month. This measure. which was 
supported by NWF, with its 4.6 million 
members and supporters across the 
country, authorizes the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service to apportion limited 
federal funds to the states for nongam<' 
purposes. 

A major objective of both the state 
and federal programs is the protection 
of nongame wildlife habitat- areas 
where animals can find food, water. 
cover, and a place to raise their young. 

··we feel," said Kimball, "that the 
cost of maintaining a healthy and 
abundant wildlife population- a part of 
our national heritage- should be borne 
by all citizens because we all benefit . 
Loss of habitat is the biggest threat to 
our wildlife whether game or 
nongame- and all of us- hunters and 
non-hunters alike -should be working 
to protect what is left of wildlife habitat 
in this country.' '

Arizona , California , Colorado, Illinois. 
Iowa, Kansas, Kentucky, Maryland, 
Massachusetts, :\lichigan, Minnesota.

Among the statt•s with cx1stmg pro 
grams, most began their efforts to aid 
nongame species by tak1ng an im·en 
tor:. of native wildlife. Other al'livities 
include habitat surveys and acquisi­
tion, establishing obsen·ation art•a .. 
the rehabilitation of injun•d raptors, 
and the control of probl<>m animals. 

Some states have undertaken pro· 
jects aimed at specific, targl't speciPs 
Missouri, for example, has projects for 
bluebirds, kingfishers, barn owls, and 
turtles, while California is attempting 
to reestablish habitat for the tern, a 
seabird. 

Most state wildlifl' ag<'ncies are 
funded main!,:. b,:. hunters and 
fishermen, through license fees and 
federal excise taxes on hunting and 
fishing equipment. approtioned to th<' 
states. Accordingly, the bulk of their 
work is directed mto act JVJtif's which 
affect game spE:'cies such as ducks 
and deer - and their habitats. 

Most stale officials favor putting the 
burden of nongame programs on non· 
consumpl1ve users hikers, campet·s. 
bi rdwatchers- rather than hunters, 
the survey found 

Of the 50 slates polled b:y NWF. only 
13 reported using any revenues from 
license fees directly for nongame pur­
poses. although habitat improvement 
usually benefits both game and 
nongame species. 

Other sources of money for nongame 
programs include general funds of the 
states, a sales tax, voluntary dona­
tions. checkoffs by slate taxpayers, 
and the sale of personalized auto tags, 
t-shirts, wildlife stamps, and shoulder 
patches 

Sources of funding that have been 
discussed but never utilized include ex­
cise taxes on cameras, birdseed, 
binoculars, camping equipment, and 
oither paraphenalia of the so-called 
nonconsumptive users of wildlife, and 
tax deductible gifts, grants, and be­
quests from private sources. 

Colorado originated the tax checkoff 
system three years ago, and provided a 
model used by five other states. Under 
this plan, there is a place on the state 
income tax form where the taxpayer 
can check off the amount he wishes to 
contribute to the nongame wi ldlife pro­
gram. If a refund is due, the indicated 
amount will be subtracted from the 
total refund and diverted to the 
nongame fund . If no refund is due, this 
amount is added to the taxpayer 's bill 

According to John Torres, Col­
orado's nongame wildlife programs 
chief, the residents of that state have 
responded well , contributing more 
than $600,000 this year. Oregon , in its 
first year of a similar program, is a lso 
experiencing success. Out of every 
twel\'e taxpayers has participated, 
donating more than $330,000. 

Missouri , one of the first states to 
operate a nongame program, passed a 
constitutional amendment in 1976 
which increased its state sales tax by 
one·eighth of one percent. The funds go 
to its wildlife programs including those 
emphasizing protection of nongame 
species. In 1979 the tax raised more 
than $30.3 million, with more than $2 
million targeted for nongame wildlife. 

Pennsylvania raises money for 
nongame management from the sale of 
wi ldlife stamps and patches, while the 
sale of personalized vehicle tags 
generated $409,000 for Washington 's 
nongame program in 1979. Michigan 
and Ne\\ Jersey sell I -shirts 

Among the 23 slates without 
nongame programs. some have the 
authority to work on behalf of nongame 
species but lack programs because no 
funds are available. "We would love to 
have a nongame program, but we just 
don't have the money,'' an Oklahoma

Because no law rcquir countie to 
settle a minimum amount of tax · nn· 
nually, some counti have d linqu nt 
tan 1ble property tax rates as high as 
30 percent, said the offic1als. 

J1m Bradley, a Revenue Department 
d1strict representative in eastern Ken· 
lucky, said in many cases sheriffs 
"don't care'' about the high rate of 
delinquent taxe nor i:lo the fi cal 
courts. He did ay, however, that a 
little-used law holding county at· 
torneys responsible for delinquent 
tax i being used in some counties to 
improve collection rat . 

Calvert Bratton of the Revenue 
Department said more than $3 million 
of the more than $17 million the state 
wn due in tangible property tax 
went uncollected in 1978. 

1'-:ot all of the J>lam for d linquent 
tax was placed on the heriff's oflice. 
Bratton said a major problem in the 
state's border countie is in 
mi registration of automobile· which 
are purchased and then taken to 
neighboring state "A ·heriff receives 
the car registration, puts it on the tax 
roll but can't collect later from an out­
of town resident." 

In eastern Kentucky, said Bradley, 
coal companies which may own 
millions of dollars worth of equipment 
can elude county tax collectors ''The 
coal companies change their name, go 
broke or leave the county," he said. 
"A county sheriff won't go across 
the county line." 

The delinquent tax rate for real 
estate taxes •s not as high statewide as 
that of tangib~e property taxes but 
reached almost 20 percent in several 
counties in 1978, said the Revenue of­
ficials. 

In many cases, said Jim Coffman of 
the Revenue Department, the problem 
lies with erroneou county properly tax 
roll . Coffman said hi department, 
which recently concluded a 
photographic mapping of property in 
Knott County, found 1,100 buildings in 
photoghraphs not contained on the tax 
rolls He said Knott county residents 
are now inspecting the discrepancies . 

Coffman said because of the mac· 
curate records on Knott County's tax 
roll in 1979, more than 900 tax bills 
were returned in the mail. He said in 
many cases people in that county are 
taxed only for Jots they had built 
houses on 10 year ago. 

C.offman also said some people 
beli \'e if they are 65 year · of age, they 
do not have to pay real estate taxes. He 
abo said a common misconception is 
that unsettled estates are exempt from 
taxation. 

When asked if he liked the idea of 
creating a county official only respon· 
sible for collecting taxes, Bratton aid, 
" It might not be a bad idea ." 

The subcommittee also heard an at­
torney general's opinion that said there 
i no tatutory authority for a county 
sheriff to invest collected tax money.

The 139-foot boat stopped here, the 
last of February that year, quickly sold 
the last of its cargo of flour, coffee and 
other staples. then. because the 
weather was fair and the water high, 
steamed on to Pikeville. 

The J.P. Davis, the largest craft ever 
to negotiate the shoals and bends of the 
Big Sandy as far as Pikeville, arrived 
there on a Sunday afttornoon and re­
mained about three hours. Hundreds 
turned up for its visit, knowing, it was 
said, that it woulct never return.
