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Court Moves 
To Strengthen 
Waste Agency 
Twenty-Year Contract 
With Exclusive Rights 
Gets Court Approval 

Tbe fiscal court moved last week to 
strengthen its newly-operating solid 
waste agency, authorizing Judge­
Executive Bill Wells to negotiate a 
20-year contract which will give the 
agency exclusive operating rights in 
this county. 

The move, which was approved over 
the opposition of Magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts, was viewed by some as a 
means of forestalling any attempt by 
an incoming county administration to 
dismantle the agency and return to the 
franchise system it replaced. 

Bob McAninch, chairman of the solid 
waste agency, said the fiscal court · 
decision was designed to protect in­
vestors holding $1.5 million in bonds 
financing the system. 

Tardy collection of fees is reported to 
be dogging the new system, although 
McAninch said the collection rate will 
not be known until the first billing cycle 
is complete, in a week or two. 

Sherrill Frazier, of Martin, was ap­
pointed to the solid waste system's 
rate-setting agency, replacing Henry 
Harris, Jr., who resigned. McAninch 
and Magistrate Hershel Hamilton also 
serve on the agency. 

Reluctance on the part of District 1 
Magistrate Ray Wilcox threatened to 
frustrate proponents of two projects in 
that district- construction of a com­
munity park at Auxier and of a bridge 
to span Middle Creek at Mill Branch. 

When Harry Hager asked that Mar­
tin architects Hoffmann and Burchett 
be authorized to design the park pro-

Floyd Countian, 
Prison Escapee, 
Slain, Pal Shot 

Greenberry Tackett, 39, the former 
Mud Creek man who has been sought 
since his "escape" from Kentucky 
state reformatory custody July 10, was 
shot and killed in Pasadena, Calif., last 
Thur-sday, authorities here have been 
notified. 

A -companion, Ronald McGroatry, 41, 
was critically wounded at the same 
time. 

According to reports received here, 
the two were shot by a Pasadena man 
after they had forced their way into a 
house there. 

The two are said to have gone to the 
house and to have forced their way in 
after being refused entry by Francell 
Peck, 75, who had answered the door. 

The ensuing commotion reportedly 
attracted the attention of Walter 
Cleveland, 39, who was upstairs at the 
time. 

Cleveland confronted Tackett on a 
stairway, wrested a .41 magnum 
revolver from him, and shot him in the 
course of a scuffle, according to the 
reports. 

Cleveland is then said to have pur­
sued McGroatry, shooting him in the 
doorway of the house. Tackett died 
later at a nearby hospital, where 
McGroatry was taken in critical condi-
tion. . 

Both men are reported to have been 
in Las Vegas, Nev., prior to the inci­
dent. Police are also seeking a third 
suspect and a black Dodge pickup. 

At the time of his escape, Tackett 
was serving a 21-year prison term for 
the slaying in this county of Carlos 
(Dicky) Hall. He had been assigned to 
work on the prison farm and was parol­
ed for a visit to relatives in this county 
"to refamiliarize himself with his 
family," authorities here said. He did 
not return to the prison and had been 
hunted since that time.

District Health Plan 
Nears Approval Here 

Floyd health officials appear likely 
to yield soon to mounting · state 
pressure aimed at welding four Big 
Sandy-area health departments into a 
single district. 

The pressure results from a 
statewide plan to shift public health 
responsibilities from individual coun­
ties to multicounty districts . 

The original plan called for a health 
district to be made of the five health 
departments of the Big Sandy area. 
However, recent indications are that 
Pike county will be permitted to re­
main independent. 

Floyd Health Department Ad­
ministrator Earl Compton said this 
week that the de~artment's board of 
directors may soon ask for a fiscal 
court resolution that would pave the 
way for Floyd county's amalgamation 
with Johnson, Martin and Magoffin 
health departments under a single 
district administration. 

Johnson and Magoffin fiscal courts 
have l'llready voted to join the district. 

While Human Resources Secretary 
Grady Stumbo had yet to convince him 
of the value of "districting," Compton 
said, the state's considerable influence 
on local health department budgets 
leaves individual counties with little 
choice in the matter. 

Of the $635,000 budgeted for the 
Floyd health department this year, 
about $420,000 is expected to come 
from federal sources and $75,000 from 
the state. lip wever, the state has made 
about a quarter of its allocation-near­
ly $20,000-dependent on the local 
health department's agreement to join 
a district. 

The likelihood that, after October, 
federal dollars for public health 
will also be channeled through block 
grants to the states means that those 
funds, too, will fall increasingly under 
state control. 

In Compton's view, the state has so 
far failed to prove its contention that 
districting will yield equivalent or bet­
ter services at equivalent or reduced 
cost. "Because they were unable to sell 
their <districting> plan on its merits, 
they have resorted to blackmail," he 
said. 

Under the state plan, Floyd county 
will be forced to bear a dispropor­
tionate share of the cost of providing 
public health services in the four­
county district, Compton said. 

Nevertheless, Floyd would enjoy 
greater representation on the district 
health board overseeing health depart­
ments in the four counties, since board 
membership would be based partly on 
population. 

Under the state formula, Floyd could 

expect to have five members, in­
cluding the county judge-executive, on 
the district board. Johnson county 
would have three representatives, and 
Martin and Magoffin counties two 
apiece. 

Kentucky has traditionally had 120 
county health departments, operated 
by local health boards under state 
guidelines. Thirty-seven counties are 
currently amalgamated in nine health 
districts . Of the 83 health departments 
still independent at the beginning of 
this year, 32 have voted to join 
districts. 

Counties have until the end of this 
month to accept the distri<>ting plar or 
else forfeit at least 25 percent of their 
state health funds, state officials have 
said. 

One issue in the districting con­
troversy is the question of local con­
trol. Under the state plan, most power 
would rest with the district health 
boards, which would design and con­
trol programs and hire district ad­
ministrators and medical directors. 

While local officials would retain 
control over local health taxes, they 
would be reduced to "figurehead" 
status, in Compton 's view . 

In any event, people would still 
receive public health services at coun­
ty health centers. 

The Floyd health department 
employs a staff of 21, including the ad­
ministrator, two environmentalists, 
five registered nurses, a licensed prac­
tical nurse, two community health 
workers, a nutritionist, a health 
educator, seven clerk-typists, and a 
physician.

Juvenile Center 
Operation Seen 
For 7 Counties 

The juvenile detention center here, 
vacant smce the state Department for 
Human Resources withdrew June 1, 
may begin operation again under the 
management of a non-profit corpora­
tion. 

The Floyd fiscal court last week ap­
proved a resolution committing the 
county to the project, a joint venture 
with neighboring counties. Human 
Resources Secretary Grady Stumbo in­
dicated that the state would provide 
some financial support, without yet 
specifying the amount. 

Under the plan, the facility would 
double its occupancy rate, which 
averged around 10 youths daily last 
year, and would operate with an ex­
panded staff. The center is designed to 
accommodate 25 inmates. 

One DHR staff report calls for the ex­
pansion of the staff from 11 to 15 and 
estimates that, with a daily occupancy 
of 20, about $200,000 would be required 
for a year's operation. In addition to 
the anticipated state funds, par­
ticipating counties will be asked to sup­
port the facility in proportion to the use 
they· make of it. 

Besides this county, Johnson, Magof­
fin,. Knott, Martin, Morgan and 
Lawrence counties are said to have in-

Detective Says 
Prater Cr. Man 
To Be Charged 

Although investigators of the 
abduction-murder of Michael Dwayne 
Cline, 17-year-old Emma youth whose 
body was found in Perry county late 
Saturday afternoon, have not admitted 
having firm proof of the identity of his 
slayer, State Detective Danny Stumbo 
said Tuesday morning that he would 
swear out a murder warrant later in 
the day for Elisha Branham, Jr., 23. 

Branham, the last person known to 
have been with Cline at the Allen ser­
vice station where Cline was 
employed, also is missing. 

His father, Elisha Branham, Sr., of 
Prater Creek, has told investigators 
that he thinks his son also has been kill­
ed. 

The warrant is expected to bring the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation into 
the search for the missing man. 

Earlier in the course of the investiga­
tion, Detective Sturn bo named 
Branham in a warrant alleging rob­
bery. It was said that $1344 was taken 
from the service station cash register, 
the night the two disappeared.

Murder-Robbery 
Seen by Probers; 
One YetMissing 

The weeks-long search for the 
whereabouts of Michael Dwayne Cline, 
Emma youth who had been missing 
since the night of July 9, ended late last 
Saturday afternoon in the discovery of 
his body on Brown's Fork, Perry Coun­
ty. 

The decomposed body was found by 
a squirrel-hunter, approximately 150 
feet off the Daniel Boone Parkway and 
about five miles from Hazard. 

The youthful victim would have been 
18 today (Wednesday) and would have 
been a member of the senior class at 
Prestonsburg High School which open­
ed Monday. 

Identification of the body was made 
from a billfold containing young 
Cline's driver's license and from 
clothing. After the body had been taken 
to the Engle Funeral Home at Hazard, 
it was sent to Louisville for autopsy by 
Dr. George Nichols, chief state 
medical examiner, who awaited only 
the arrival of dental records to make 
identification as the missing youth 
complete. Those records were supplied 
Tuesday. 

Mrs. Dove Brashear, who assisted 
her husband, Deputy Coroner Denny 
Brashear, in removing the body to 
Hazard, said a white towel was tied 
around both legs. 

Dr. Nichols said the victim had been 
shot twice in his head and one time in 
his leg. A small-calibre weapon was us­
ed, it was indicated. 

Joining in the investigation were 
State Detectives Richard Ray, Don 
Weedman and Danny Stumbo and 
Commonwealth's Detective Tom 
Halbert. 

Discovery of the body was the first 
break in the mystery surrounding the 
disappearance of Cline and Branham. 
The search in which several hundred 
participated did not extend to Perry 
county. <See Story No. 3, Page 4)

GI Education Help 
This Year, Estimate 

Time is running out for approximate­
ly 900,000 veterans to use educational 
benefits of the GI Bill, now in its 37th 
year. 

About one-fifth of the 4.3 million 
eligible veterans will lose their 
eligibility for benefits this year, accor­
ding to the Veterans Administration. 
The law permits a veteran to use the 
education benefits within 10 years 
following discharge from service, or by 
Dec. 31, 1989, whichever is earlier.

Nobody has with justification ever objected to the naming 
of the Mountain Parkway in honor of Former Governor Bert 
Combs, for Bert Combs dared to build this, the· first modern 
highway linking the Blue Grass with the Mountains. The 
same can be said for naming new KY 80 for Ex-Governor 
Carroll. 

Although Carroll had help from many, including Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins, it was the Kentucky governor who 
planned and led legislation through the General Assembly, 
making financing of the stupendous road-building venture 
possible. It was he who as one observer said, " took the heat." 

Next to Governor Combs, he was possibly the best friend 
this area has had in the governor's office. When a portion of 
new KY 80 was dedicated at Water Gap, shortly before his 
term of office expired, Governor Carroll pointed out that the 
road was being built to an unusual thickness to stand up 
under the heavy traffic it would bear and that he had seen to 
it that, no matter who succeeded him as governor, nobody 
could ever stop its construction. 

It is not taking away from any other deserving leader 
honor due for honorable services rendered to name this road 
for Julian Carroll. It is the least we can do to urge such 
recognition for a flatlander who sympathized with the 
highlands' plight and did something about it.

ject , Wilcox ignored a request by 
Judge-Executive Wells for a motion to 
that effect, and other magistrates were 
unwilling to tamper with a court 
custom of deferring to a fellow­
magistrate on issues particular to his 
own district . 

The issue was shelved until later in 
the meeting when Wilcox agreed to 
make the necessary motion, which 
passed unanimously. 

Bob Burchett, of Prestonsburg, of­
fered to deed land to the county for a 
700-foot road to serve Mill Branch, on 
which a farm he owns is located, and to 
build a bridge across Middle Creek 
there, provided the fiscal court would 
accept the bridge and road on the coun­
ty road program. 

Wells repeatedly sought a motion ap­
proving the deal, arguing that a hous­
ing development planned by Burchett 
and Tom 0. McGuire would be of 
benefit to citizens in that section. 

The county's acceptance of respon­
sibility for the project would also 
enable the developers to bypass per­
mitting requirements of the Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and the 
Army Corps of.Engineers , it was said. 

Over the objection of Magistrate 
Wilcox . who argued against the 
county's accepting the road until the 
project was complete, Wells himself 
moved to accept the offer. Wilcox was 
persuaded to second the motion, which 
passed without further objection. 

Auxier residents again complained 
of drainage problems in that section , 
and urged ~he court to block access to 
an illegal dump there. Judge Wellls 
urged the' complainants to file suit 
against individuals sa id to be responsi­
ble for the dra inage problems but of· 
fered no immediate solution for the il­
legal dumping. 

The county road serving the dump 
could not be closed, he said , and polic­
ing the area effectively would be im­
practicable. 

Representatives of two child-care 
agencies who so ug ht financia l 
assistance from the court received 
sympathy but little more.

From a Chaplain 
In writing to the Church at Corinth 

the Apostle Paul stated in 1 Cor. 
" 9:22b-23, "I am made all things to all 

men, that l might by all means save 
some. And this I do for the gospel's 
sake, that I might be partaker thereof 
with you." 

To me, as battalion chaplain, this 
scripture does not mean that I curse 
with those who curse; or drink 
alcoholic beverages with those who 
drink in order to· share with them in 
their times of depression or loneliness 
or in an effort to seek to win them to 
Christ. But to me it means that I cannot 
totally isolate myself from those who 
choose this way of life. To me it means 
that I have to be willing to associate 
myself with Battalion personnel 
wherever they are, whether on the job 
site or in their off-duty hours, to prove 
to them that I do not consider myself to 
be above associating with them in all 
their activities in order that I may be 
available to share with them a better 
way of life when the opportunity af­
fords itself. 

Further, it means that I, as chaplain, 
also have to deal with a multi-believing 
community of persons from all walks 
of life and religious backgrounds, 
beliefs and communities. But, again, it 
does not mean that when I am around a 
Pentecostal I act and lead them to 
believe that I am a Pentecostal or 
when around a Presbyterian I act and 
lead the person to think that I am in 
total agreement with all that he or she 
believe's. But it means that I must try 
to minister to this multi-believing com­
munity, while holding true to my own 
Christian beliefs. Sometimes this 
becomes a very difficult' task as some 
see the chaplain as too religious , i.e., 
strict in his or her convictions, while 
others say that all chaplains are lost 
and are just there to fill a billet. 

The Chaplain's School motto is, 
''Cooperation without Compromise,'' 
and that is my stand, but being a 
chaplain within a military community 
is a very difficult and arduous task, 
with long hours and little thanks. My 
reason for sharing this article with you 
is not for pats on the back, but to help 
you· to better understand the dilemma 
wi.th which a chaplain is faced. 

A remark that is sometimes 
overheard is, "Oh, no, here comes the 
chaplain, it must be bad news." But I 
thank God that during Bible studies, 
Praise and Prayer meetings and on 
Sundays that I can stand and say, 
"Praise God, I'm here to bring the 
Good News, i.e., the gospel of our Lord 
Jesus Christ."

Trial of Mother 
For Tot Assault 
Back on Docket 

A plea-bargaining settlement of the 
charges against Ben and Olive Meade, 
Prestonsburg couple accused of 
assaulting their four-month-old 
daughter, was overturned last Friday, 
and Mrs. Meade's trial was docketed 
for Nov. 30. 

Late in June, Mrs. Meade agreed to 
plead guilty to two assault charg~s. the 
penalty for which would be two four-
year pen terms. At the same time, the ~;,~'' 
charge against her husband was 
dismissed. 

Later, when it was represented to the 
court that Mr. Meade could not begin 
work at a job offered him until a formal 
dismissal order was entered, the order 
was made. According to court officials, 
Mrs. Meade then filed a motion to 
withdraw her guilty plea. 

Provoked by what he termed "reneg-
ing on an agreement" on the part of the • 
woman, Commonwealth's Attorney, 
James R. Allen said this week there 
will be no more plea-bargaining of the 
case and that it will go to trial.

Future Called Bright 
For Grain Exports 

The future for U.S. grain exports 
over the next decade is "rosy," ac­
cording to University of Kentucky 
agricultural economist Dr. Larry 
Jones. 

Jones addressed the Kentucky Coun­
cil on Agriculture Monday on the 
worldwide grain marketing outlook, 
which includes wheat, soybeans and 
corn. 

"Livestock production has increased 
dramatically worldwide and subse­
quently expanded the grain market," 
Jones said. "There are no more huge 
government surplus stores of grains, 
and the U.S. is controlling the lion's 
share of that export market." 

The U.S. produces 19 percent of the 
world's grain crop, and it controls 
almost 60 percent of the export market, 
Of the various grain commodities, the 
U.S. has "no peers" when it comes to 
corn production, according to Jones, 
and Kentucky is the nation's largest 
producer of white corn.

Undersea Waves Considered 
Possible Threat at Sea 

Scientific accounts of huge 
"undersea waves" off the Malay 
Peninsula have drawn attention to the 
significance of such dangerous 
phenomena regarding off-shore drill­
ing operations and the safe navigation 
of submarines. 

Carefully measured during a recent 
oceanographic study was the occur­
rence of large internal waves ·more 
than 150 feet high. 

This and a study by the National 
Oceanographic and Atmospheric Ad­
ministration (NOAA), off the 
Phillipines, show that large vertical 
motions, equal to the height of internal 
waves, occur with the passage of such 
waves- there and elsewhere in the 
world. 

Such a phenomenon, suddely taking 
a craft below its safe operating depth, 
could account for various submarine 
disappearances.

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Mock Bus Wreck Tests Emergency Response

Nowadays, it is a requirement ·that hospitals conduct mock disaster drills to demonstrate their ability to handle real 

life emergencies , should they arise. Our Lady of the Way Hospital at Martin staged such a drill , Thursday, and during 
the approximately hour-and-a-half exercise, there was no lack of realism . . 

The s.cenario was as follows: a bus. loaded with high school-age girls, returning from 4-H camp, left the roadway at 
Marlin striking the gasoline pumps of the Gulf service station there. "Injuries" to the occupants of the bus were 
simulated through the use of plastic "stick~on" burns , lesions and broken bones, and several of the "victims" were even 
equipped with hand-operated bulbs which produced a realistic flow of "blood" from the wounds. 

Responding to the situation were units from the Floyd County Emergency & Rescue Squad, Martin Fire Depart­
ment, P. & B. Ambulance Service and Prestonsburg emergency workers and technicians. 

Efficiency of the rescue units was tes ted as well as the emergency capability of the hospital which quickly screened 
incoming patients and assigned priorities according to "injury." 

Members of the hospital 's "Volunteens" group, high school students who served in a volunteer capacity at Our 
Lady of the Way over the past summer, served as the disaster victims. 

Outside the United States, the world 
has more than 70,000 megawatts of i~­
stalled nuclear capacity , the 
equivalent of 70 one-million kilowatt 
plants.

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. has pro­
clainwd 1982 korea Year in Kentucky 

·to recognize the close ties between 
Korea and the commonwealth. 

With the proclamation, Kentucky 
becomes the first state to officiaJly 
observe the lOOth anniversary of the 
signing of the Korean-American Trea­
ty. The agreement, signed May 22, 
1882, opened communications between 
Korea and the Western world. 

Brown also announced the creation 
of a committee to plan programs and 
events culminating in a Korea Week 
celebration scheduled for May 1982 in 
Louisville. · 

The governor's proclamation came 
at the request of Korea's newly ap­
pointed Consul General in New York, 
Se Jin .Kim. Consul General Kim has 
special ties to Kentucky, having taught 
six years at Eastern Kentucky Univer­
sity during the 1960S. 

Kentucky enjoys an active trade 
relationship with Korea , noted Com­
merce Secretary Bruce Lunsford . Ken­
tucky firms sell to Korea manufac­
tured products such as chemicals, 
assembly and storage equipment, com­
mercial cooking equipment, heaters, 
air fil ters and packaging equipment. 

Korea also is becoming an increas~· 
ingly important buyer of tobacco·, 
hardwoods, ginseng, livestock, feed 
grains, soybeans and coal, said Ted 
Sauer, director of the Commerce 
Cabinet's international division . 
Among Korean products found in Ken­
tucky are stainless steel , ceramics and 
textiles. 

Activities planned during the Korea 
Year celebration are Korean art ex­
hibitions, concerts, films and perfor­
mances by traveling troupes of Korean 
dancers and acrobats, said Spencer 
Kim, a Louisville businessman and co­
coordinator of the program. 

" The focus is to show not so much 
what Korea was as what Korea is ," he 
said. Some 5,000 persons of Korean des-
cent live in Kentucky, he noted.

"This decision represents a signifi­
cant victory for wildlife and wildlife 
habitat," said Thomas Tomasello, at­
torney for the National Wildli fe 
Federation, which along with the North 
Dakota Wildlif~ Federation, an NWF 
affiliate, had filed a friend-of-the-court 
brief on the side of the government.

Likewise, seventy 
five percent rejected the notion of 
similarly subsidizing rates for low in­
come consumers .

When job applications are filed at 
local Bureau for Manpower Service of­
fices, the computer will list all open­
ings nationwide the applicant is 
qualified for, he said.

KENTUCKY STATE POLICE Post 9, on U.S. 23 about three miles north of Pikeville, is to be 
replaced at a cost of $722,000. The existing building, erected in 1957, is said to be too small for the 
existing staff, now numbering about 50. 

The new building, shown here in an architect's drawing, will house a radio room, barracks, 
offices and supply area. Lexington builder J.T. Goggans submitted the low bid for the project, 
which is expected to be completed within eight months of the ·awarding of the contract. 

Utilities Firm 
Gets Increase 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has approved a natural gas rate 
increase for East-Kentucky Utilities of 
Prestonsburg but it is less than the 
amount requested by the utility. 

The company had requested an an­
nual increase in revenues of more than 
$73,000. The commission approved an 
increase of approximately $40,000. 

The increase, claimed necessary 
because the company was experienc­
ing a deficit , will raise the minimum . 
monthly bill from $5 to $5.40. This will 
pay for the first 1,000 cubic feet of gas. 
The rate per 1,000 cu. ft. after the first 
1,000 cu. ft. will increase from $1.95 to 
$2.36.

It seems the new password in check­

ing and banking is NOW-Negotiable 
Order of Withdrawal. What is a NOW 
account? Basically it is a savings ac­
count on which you can write checks. 
or, to put it another way, it is a check­
ing account that pays you interest. 

Attorney General Steve Beshear ad­
vised consumers that NOW accounts 
can be a good idea , if they know all the 
ground rules and have the money that 
would otherwise be in a passbook sav­
ings account. 

The " ground rules" differ from bank 
to bank. Lending institutions all have 
minimum balances you must main­
tain. If your balance falls below the 
minimum, you will be charged a ser­
vice fee. Many times the fee is more 
than the interest earned during the 
period. Some banks have a further 
minimum and once you fall below this 
amount, you will not receive interest 
on the balance. 

Free checking almost became ob­
solete when NOW accounts began. 
Banks set minimum balances and fees 
for NOW accounts to offset the interest 
payments they were required to pay 
customers. Now that checking is not 
limited to commercial banks, the field 
is more competitive, and free checking 
may again become popular. 

According to Beshear, "If you are 
positive you will not keep the minimum 
balance required before having a ser­
vice fee imposed, you should probably 
shop around for a free checking 
regular account. If your community 
does no offer free checking, a NOW ac­
count with service charge may not be a 
bad idea, but you should keep the 
balance above the interest paying 
ninimum. Also, you must report your 
earned interest to the IRS on your 
yearly tax form." 

When shopping for a NOW account, 
you should compare features such as: 
1) percentage of interest paid and how 
it is compounded (daily, monthly); 2) 
the minimum balance required before 
a service fee or Joss of interest is im-

. In addition to those rates, a customer 
charge of $3 per month and 26 cents per 
1,000 cu. ft. will be charged for one year 
to pay off delinquent wholesale gas 
bills the company owes to its suppliers.

Only a doctor can decide if you need 
an antibiotic and what kind, but you 
have the right and, in many cases, 
the need, to know about the drugs 
you are taking. 

If you are well-informed, you are 
more likely to follow instructions 
and complete the full course of the 
antibiotic. You should not demand 

.an antibiotic for an infection that is 
probably viral; you should also know 
that drug resistance is rapidly 
diminishing the effectiveness . of 
many of our drugs. 

Here is a list of questions to ask 
your physician when an antibiotic is 
prescribed: 

• Why do I need an antibiotic? 
Do I have a bacterial infection? 

• Does this antibiotic cover most 
e!<inds of bacteria that may be 

involved in my infection, including 
resistant strains? 

• Does this drug cause reactions 
such as nausea, rash or diarrhea? 
Should I get back to you if it 
does? 

• How often should I take this 
medication? If I miss a pill, should

Rinse Will Stop Tooth Decay 
~n expert advisory panel appointed 

by the Food and Drug Administra­
tion has found that dental rinses and 
gels containing fluorides are effec­
tive for preventing tooth decay. 

The panel recommended that they 
be sold to consumers without 
prescription. Currently, rinses and 
gels are available only on prescrip­
tion from a dentist or physician. 

The panel also found fluoride 
toothpastes effective for preventing 
.tooth decay and recommended daily 
use. Toothpastes with fluoride have 
been available for more than 20 
years. 

Consumers now spend about $600 
million a year on dental rinses, gels 
and toothpastes. . 

The panel's report is one of a 
series in the agency's massive review 
of all drugs sold without prescrip-
ion. Fluoride toothpastes are 

regarded as drugs because the label 
claims that the product will help 
prevent tooth decay.

If symptoms don't clear up within 
a few days of taking ampicillin, or 
if nausea, diarrhea, rash or vaginal 
infections become a problem, pa­
tients should check back with their 
physician. He or she may wish to 
switch antibiotics. There are several 
combination drugs and one new oral 
antibiotic that are effective alterna­
tives to ampicillin.

The panel, chaired by Dr. Louis 
P. Gangarosa of the Medical College 
of Georgia in Augusta, said fluoride 
rinses and gels should be available 
to consumers in packages that 
contain no more than 120 milligrams 
of fluoride each and that the 
packages should be capped with 
child-resistant closures. 

The panel recommended tha t a 
warning label for rinses and gels 
state, "Do not swallow. Developing 
teeth of children under 6 years of 
age may become permanently dis­
colored if excessive amounts of 
fluoride are repeatedly swallowed." 
Gels are applied with a toothbrush 
and are spit ou t after one minute. 

For all rinses a nd gels that contain 
stannous fluoride, the panel recom­
mended this caution to users: "This 
product may produce surface stain­
ing of the teeth. Adequate brushing 
may prevent these stains which are 
not harmful and may be removed by 
your dentist."

A' well-maintained car will per­
form more reliably and economical­
ly, so periodic tune-ups actually can 
save money and can avoid an 
untimely "no-start" situation. 

The following findings show how 
much gas an untuned engine wastes 
and how much fuel tuned vehicles 
can save: 

The amount of fuel wasted every 
week by car owners because of lack 
of maintenance equals the amount of 
water that flows over Niagara Falls 
in one minute. 

A major oil company's . fuel­
economy program found 23 percent 
of 120,000 cars studied did not meet 
energy-efficiency standards. Es­
timated fuel wastage of these 
non-efficient cars was as much as 
140 gallons per year. 

A study of New Jersey's vehicle 
inspection program revealed that 
untuned vehicles use 58 more gallons 
yearly than tuned vehicles.

Get Your Car Ready for 
Winter offers many pleasures, but 
even cold weather enthusiasts would 
not include driving among them. 
You can minimize your winter 
driving problems by taking a few 
simple precautions, some of which 
are tailor-made for 
do-it-yoursel fers. 

A good starting point is the car's 
battery. Be sure it is fully cha rged 
so it can prov~de extra power to start 
the car when the temperature is low. 
Also be certain that termina ls arc 
clean and tight and tha t the nuid 
level is adequate. Owners of 
"maintenance-free" batteries should 
read the fine print in the ma nufac­
turer's literature. Many of these 
units require periodic, though In­
frequent, checking. 

Check Up With A Tuneup 
A battery tha t's ready for winte~ 

needs a car that will ma ke the most 
efficient use of its power. This means 
getting a tuneup, which includes a 
check of the ca r's fuel, ignition, 
electrical and emission control 
systems. If there a re any problems 
in these systems, it's best to find and 
correct them in the cool months, not 
the cold ones. 

A fa ll tuneup is a good idea 
a nyway because a n untuned engine 
can reduce gasoline mileage by as 
much as 15 percent. 

The cooling system should also be 
checked when the car is tuned. Are 
there leaks in the radia tor, wa ter 
pump or hoses? Does the radiator 
cap seal tightly? Is the thermosta t 
working? 

Another essential fall checkup is 
the exhaust system. The danger of 
carbon monoxide poisoning is grea­
test during winter because motorists 
keep car windows closed. Make sure 
beforehand that there are no leaks 
in the exhaust system.

Another oil company study 
showed one misfiring spark plug can 
waste up to two gallons per 
tankful. 

An automotive parts manufac­
turer's study found an 11.36 perce·nt 
improvement average in fuel econ· 
omy after tune-up. 

The American Automobile As­
sociation says tune-ups result in an 
immediate 9 to 15 percent increase 
in mileage. 

The Environmental Protection 
Agency says on the average a 
tuned-up vehicle gets approximately 
4 to 12 percent better gas mileage 
than one that has not been properly 
maintained. 

Car owners can best determine 
when to have their car tuned-up by 
following the recommended 
maintenance schedule found in the 
owner's manual.

Snow tires · can increase traction 

by 50 percent on loosely packed 
snow and most motorists prefer to 
use them. The car owner's manual 
or a reputable tire dealer should 
provide all the informa tion that is 
needed about what type to buy. The 
manual also should be consulted for 
the correct tire pressure; tire 
pressure should not be reduced in 
winter. 

Last year's snow tires should . be 
inspected for tread depth and signs 
of wear. Some states prohibit or 
regulate studded tires, so the buyer 
should be aware of applicabl e 
laws. 

A few other points of winte ri zing 
are importa nt. A winter grade oil 

' should be used as recommended in 
the owner's ma nual, because oil 
thickens in cold weather. Antifreeze 
solutions should be purchased f'Or the 
windshiele washer nuid. 

Ca ndida tes for a col~ wea the r kit, 
to be carried in the ca r during winter 
months, include jumper cables, an 
ice scraper and snow brush, de-icer, 
spare wiper blades, a nashlight and 
safety na res, rags (for headlights 
and the inside of windshields), a nd 
a sma ll shovel. 

These precautions will . help you 
avoid most problems during winter 
months. However, avoid using your 
car when snow, ice or other wea ther 
conditions make the roads da nger­
ous. A winterized car is more likely 
to make it to spring without 
problems than an unprepared one, 
but it isn't accident-proof. 

Repair Costs Skyrocket

Want Personalized Plates? 
State Says Apply Now 

Kentuckians who want a personaliz­
ed 1983 license plate for the first time 
or as a renewal should apply now, Ken­
tucky Department of Transportation 
officials said . 

The deadline for submitting applica­
tions for personalized plates is Sept. 1. 
Applications can be obtained from the 
local county clerk's office or by calling 
or writing the division of motor vehicle 
licensing in Frankfort. 

In an economy move, the state 
Transportation Department did not 
send out renewal notices in July, as it 
has done in the past. Applications for 
the following year are now accepted as 
soon as the new plates are distributed 
each November. 

Initial cost of the personalized 
license plate is $25, and an additional 
$12.50 registration fee is charged when 
the plates are picked up. 

More than 3,000 Kentuckians bought 
the plates last year . The creative 
messages varied from CATFAN, 
ULNCAA and HOTROD to TRY GOD, 
THE WHO and HAZARD. 

REstrictions are set by the creativity 
of the applicant, said John Trager with 
motor vehicle licensing. The plates 
"can't offend public decency," and 
they "can't conflict with the number­
ing and lettering system already used 
by the state," he said. Regular Ken­
tucky plates consist of three-letter, 
three-number combinations. 

When mailing in an application, 
several choices for the message should 
be included, Trager said. "There is 
always a rush for certain combinations 
like. GO CATS," he explained. 

The person who had the plate with a 
particular message the year befor has 
first choice for renewal. Mter that, it is 
on a first-come, first-served basis. If 
the applicant's choice is already taken 
or is not acceptable, the application 
will be mailed back with two weeks, he 
said.

"Old Whiskers" isn·t much to look 
at, but he's living proof of the saying 
that beauty (or the Jack of it) is only 
skin deep. Under the ugly skin deep. 
Under the ugly skin of a catfish there's 
some really beautiful meat just 
waiting to be turned into a 
mouthwatering fish fry . 

And a catfish isn't as particular 
about what he eats as are some of the 
"fancier" game fish we often wear out 
our arms and our patience on. He'll 
take everything from an occasional ar­
tificial Jure to special home-made con­
coctions which smell so bad the cat will 
try to bury them. 

The variety of a catfish's appetite is 
matched only by the number of 
methods fishermen have devised for 
catching him. Kentucky anglers go 
after catfish with everything from can 
poles to rods and reels which look like 
they belong on a deep-sea fishing ex­
pedition. ~ 

The heaviest tackle will show U(\ 
below the dams at Kentucky and 
Barkley Lakes, where anglers "fish 
the boils" for big blue, channel or 
flathead cats. 

The "boils" are the turbulent areas 
immediately below the dams where 
water from the generator is discharg­
ed. The water will actually boil up, 
sometimes as much as 18 inches, above 
the surrounding surface. In addition to 
water, the generators also discharge 
fish which have been sucked into the in­
takes, and catfish gather at the outlets 
for an easy meal. 

Many farm ponds throughout the 
state are stocked with channel catfish, 
and these small bodies of water can of­
fer some fine fishing. Rivers and large 
streams also offer the opportunity to 
laze away a hot summer afternoon by 
sitting in the shade waiting for a cat­
fish to pick up a bait from the bottom. 

Or you can try trotlining or limb lin­
ing. A limb line is just that a line with a 
baited hook tied to an overhanging 
limb. The limb serves as a rod. 

A trotline or limb line may be used 
by• fishermen with a sport fishing 
license, but the trotlines must have no 
more than 50 hooks, with the hooks no 
closer together than 18 inches. These 
lines must be checked every 24 hours 
and must be removed from the water 
after use. 

There's no statewide size or creel 
limit on catfish in Kentucky, and this 
species isn't really fished for as heavi­
ly here as in some other states. This 
makes it a natural for those wanting to 
fill a freezer with fresh fish, or to invite 
the friends and relations over for a fish 
fry . 

And if you've never eaten fresh cat­
fish, then you don't know what you're 
missing. The meat is white and firm, 
and the taste just about unbeatable. 

So if you want to try some change-of­
pace fishing this summer, give catfish 
a try. Or take along some catfish gear 
on your next fishing trip-if the bass or 
crappie won't cooperate, maybe old 
whiskers will. 

Refusal May Be Costly 
Disability beneficiaries who refuse 

vocational rehabilitation services may 
have their benefits withheld Jim Kelly, 
Social Security district director for the 
Big Sandy area, said recently. 

The provision applies to both Social · 
Security disability insurance 
beneficiaries and Supplemental 
Security Income disability recipients. 

"A person undergoing treatment for 
a severe impairment that has lasted or 
is expected to last for at least 12 mon­
ths may be considered disabled," Kelly 
said. "On the other hand, the same per­
son would not be considered disabled if 
he or she refused treatment or voca­
tional rehabilitation service without 
justification." 

"While the law provides monthly 
cash payments for persons found to be 
disabled, it also seeks to have as many 
beneficiaries as possible rehabilitated 
to the point where they can return to 
work. A monthly payment is no 
substitute for gainful employment and 
independent Jiving, "Kelly said. 

A trial work period is provided as an 
additional incentive for beneficiaries 
to attempt to return to work. "The trial 
work period permits beneficiaries who 
are still disabled to make the effort to 
go back to work without jeopardizing 
their benefits," Kelly said. "During a 
period of 9 months-not necessarily 
consecutive-any work they perform 
does not affect their rights to benefits 
as long as their impairment shows no 
improvement. 

"Of course, any medical evidence 
obtained during this period that sug, 
gests that the person has recovere<\ 
from his or her impairment would be 
considered." 

Additional information about 
disability benefits and vocational 
rehabilitation services may be obtain­
ed from the Social Security office, 
located between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville on U.S. 23.

A. There is no denying that the 
waiting game is very difficult. Assum­
ing you get a cancer diagnosis, it would 
be a good idea to keep the following 
questions in mind: 

Do I want to know exactly what kind 
of cancer I have an what stage it is in 
(how far advanced)? Many people do. 
Others do not. If you should have a rare 
form of cancer, you should know about 
it so that you can decide whether you 
want to go to one of the cancer centers 
or medical schools specializing in your 
disease. At least, you should ask your 
doctor to confer by phone with a physi­
cian doing research in your cancer. Do I want to know exactly what 

treatment my doctor plans and what 
other alternatives are available? 
Knowledge of the treatment plan is 
necessary if you want to take part in 
deciding how and where you will 
receive treatment.

Do I want to have a second 
pathologist check my tests? The 
pathology report is the base on which 
all future treatment is built.

Doctors at such centers 
probably treat more patients with your 
'articular cancer in a week than many 
iocal doctors see in a year. On the other 
hand, you also have to consider time 
and money for travel and your ability 
to withstand it. Your physical need for 
the best treatment as opposed to your 
emotional need to be in familiar sur­
roundings with loved ones is also im­
portant.

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ARC Names· Governor Brown 
Drag Can Increase 
Fuel Consumption 

At current prices high gas consump­

Governor John Y. Brown, Jr., was 
elected states ' cochairman of the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission last 
week by his fellow governors of the 
13-state economic development agen­
cy. 

Brown will take office in January for 
a term of on year. He succeeds Gov. 
Lamar Alexander of Tennessee. 

During his term Brown will repre­
sent governors of the ARC states in for­
ming Commission policy. He also will 
take the lead among the governors in 
fighting for the Commission's survival 
in the face of federal cutbacks. The 
ARC is expected to be funded at $215 
million for 1982. It has spent over $500 
million in Kentucky since 1965. 

AI Smith, a London, (Ky. ), 
newspaper publisher who now serves 
as the federal cochairman, praised the 
selection of Brown for the states' posi­
tion after Brown was elected by the 
governors during a regular session of 
the ARC following the National G<>ver-
nors' Association meeting here. ' 

"Governor Brown's willingness to 
take the cochairmanship is consistent 
with the strong support he has given 
the ARC during his entire term as 
governor," Smith said. 

"In the current year while the na­
tional administration wanted to abolish 
the Commission, Governor Brown was 
especially effective in presenting the 
case for keeping it." 

"Brown's -pro-ARC recommenda­
tions before the Congress this spring 
have been incorporated in the Congr~s­
sional action that will fund the ARC for 
the coming year. " 

Smith said that Governor Brown's 
wife Phyllis George, was a convincing 
advocate for the ARC during the 
Reagan Administration's initial efforts 
to abolish the Commission. 

·"Mrs. Brown took the pro-ARC side 
in a special meeting that she arranged 
with WMB Director) David Stockman. 
The Browns ' arguments before 
Stockman and the Governor ' s 
testimony to . the Congress were 
especially effective in pointing out the 
need for continued economic develop­
ment in Eastern Kentucky and other 
Appalachian areas covered by the 
ARC. 

"Mrs. Brown is currently serving ·as 
a director of the Appalachian Com­
munity Service Network, an indepen­
dent, nonprofit network created by 
ARC to provide educational TV pro­
gramming via satellite to Appalachia. 

"The recent action by Congress sup­
porting the ARC clearly reflects the 
views expressed by Governor Brown at 
meetings of the Commission as well as 
before the Congress. 

"I think that Brown's profile as a 
business-oriented , conservative 
Democrat should enable him to win an 

Rusty Plates May 
Be Replaced, Free 

Any Kentucky license plate that has 
rusted so it cannot be read will be 
replaced free of charge at the nearest 
county clerk's office. 

James Runke, commissioner of vehi­
cle regulation for the Department of 
Transportation, said some Kentucky 
plates are rusting to the extent letters 
and numbers are illegible. 

To increase the rust protection for 
Kentucky license plates in the future, a 
new $20,000 chemical washer has been 
installed at LaGrange, where more 
than 3 million Kentucky plates for 1983 
will be made. The new machine will 
coat the metal with an acid phosphate 
bath to aid in rust prevention, said 
Herb Slucher, director of the Kentucky 
correctional industries , which makes 
the plates at Kentucky State Refor­
matory in LaGrange. 

"It is a way for us to improve the 
plates without passing on any cost in­
crease to the public, "Runke said. 

The problem has been attributed to 
the type of material used as well as the 
length of time for which they are 
issued. Kentucky uses a galvanized 
steel, which at 30 cents a pound is much 
cheaper than more rust resistant 
materials. 

"Our biggest problem is that we're 
forced to use three-year tags for five 

·years because of cost," Runke said. 
Laminated or graphic tags as Indiana 
uses have a very long service life at 
twice the cost, he added. 

If a more expensive material were 
used, a portion of the added expense 
would be passed on to the public, accor­
ding to Slucher. "Some states pay from' 
$25 to $50 for their plates compared to 
$12.50 for Kentucky," he said.

ecattle Numbers Up 
Not Time To Expand 

Beef cow-calf operators watching the 
cattle cycle for a signal to expand 
should wait awhile before adding cows 
to their herds. 

This is the advice from an Extension 
livestock marketing specialist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, following USDA's latest 
estimate of the number of cattle and 

.calves in the U.S. The report shows a 
2% increase in total number of cattle 
July 1 compared with a year earlier. 

Dr. A. Lee Meyer said that the 
growth phase of the cattle cycle is con­
tinuing, and this is not the time for pro­
ducers to expand herds. The liquida­
tion phase, when the nation's cattle 
herd is decreasing in size, is the signal 
for individual producers to add cows to 
their herds, according to Meyer. He 
said it is his opinion that liguidation 

ewon't begin soon. 
The puzzling question is why cat­

tlemen continue to expand an un­
profitable business. "No average cat­
tle producer has earned enough to 
cover all costs during the past year," 
Meyer said. This applies whether the 
producer has a cow-calf operation or 
runs stockers and feeders . 

Cow numbers are up 1h and replace­
ment heifer numbers are up 7% in the 

.-u.s., according to the USDA estimate. 
1111fln Kentucky, there are 20% more 

replacement heifers than a year ago. 
The marketing specialist said two 

possible reasons explain why cat­
tlemen generally are expanding un­
profitable operations: (1) Cow-calf 
operators have forecast profitable 
prices in the next 1-8 years, which 
covers the productive life of a cow, or 
(2) They made decisions a year or two 
ago when cattle prices were higher and 
costs lower. 

History of the cattle indicates it is the 
second reason. " Most cattlemen use 
their current profit situation to predict 
what will happen in the future,'' Meyer 
said. "So, when profits were good they 
kept back heifers for breeding. We are 
now seeing the results of those bad 
decisions of the past. " 

By looking to the future, herd size 
can be planned so that it is large when 
prices are good, according to the 

~arketing specialist. This means 
~ucking the trend, doing the opposite of 

what neighbors are doing-may even 
call for expanding an unprofitable 
business, Meyer said. 

This explains his advice for cow-calf 
operators to wait until the liquidation 
phase of the cattle cycle begins before 
expanding. Increase when most cat­
tlemen are decreasing. 

• Meyer said it works this way: "The 
sell-off of the nation's breeding herd 
temporarily increases the beef supply, 
pushing prices down and convincing 
more near-sighted producers that they 
also should sell. This often gives a pro­
ducer a good chance to buy high quali­
ty stock at relatively low prices." 

Even though cattle prices are not . 
good now, producers are unwilling to 
sell young cows, Meyer said. He added 

.hat cattle prices may improve during 
the next 12-18 months as a result of the 
gradual buildup in cattle numbers and 
some other factors such as lower hog 
production .

Make Flood-Damaged Foods 
Saf.- For Eating 

The many lakes and rivers in Ken­
tucky make the state a favorite recrea­
tional spot. But when summer storms 
come, heavy rains cause flooding in 
many areas. Families need to learn 
how to salvage or restore flood­
damaged foods. 

In flooded areas, every precaution 
should be taken to make foods safe for 
eating. The care and use of flood­
damaged foods are listed below: 

Wash all cooking and eating utensils 
in warm, soapy water and scald before 
using. 

Make sure to thoroughly wash and 
cook all raw foods , such as apples, car­
rots and turnips, before eating. Cab­
bage, potatoes and other vegetables in 
mounds or buried in sand should be 
washed thoroughly , then cooked before 
eating . 

For baked products, if the wrapping 
is broken the products should be 
discarded. If the seals on baked goods 
are not broken, but the package is 
damp, place the food in an oven and let 
it c,hy thoroughly 

Damp flour, meal and cereal that 
have not been exposed to watershould 
be emptied into pans and dried in a 
slow oven. 

All preserved foods (jelly, preserves 
and pickle l not in screw-top jars tight­
ly sealed should be discarded if touch­
ed by flood waters. Also discard food in 
two-piece screw-top jars. 

Foods in one-piece screw-top or one­
piece glass-top jars may be used if the 
seals are not broken or the jars crack­
ed. However. it is suggested to 
thoroughly wash and disinfect the out­
side of the jars in water to which you 
have added I tablespoon of Clorox per 
gallon of water. 
F rozen Foods 

If the freezer is not submerged in 
water, try to estimate how long the 
food will stay frozen. Food in a fully 
loaded cabinet will usually stay frozen 
two days . In a cabinet with less than 
half a load, it will not stay frozen for 
more than one day. Food in a well­
filled, well -insulated 4-cubic-foot 
freezer will not begin to spoil in less 
t)lan three days ; in 12-to 36-cubic-foo~ . 
freezers, Jess than 5 days. 

There are several factors to consider 
when estimating how long the food in 
the freezer will stay frozen: 

The amount of food in the freezer-A 
full freezer will stay cold many hours 
longer than a freezer only one-fourth 
full . 

The kind of food in the freezer-A 
freezer full of meat will not thaw as 
quickly as a freezer full of baked goods 
or sweetened frui ts . 

The temperature of the food-The 
colder the food, the longer it will stay 
frozen. 

Insulation- The better insulated the 
freezer, the longer the food will stay 
frozen. 

Size of freezer- The larger the 
freezer, the longer the food will stay 
frozen . 
Thawed Foods 

Fruits usually ferment when they 
start to spoil. A little fermentation will 
not make the fruits dangerous to eat, 
but it may spoil the flavor . If thawed 
fruits smell and taste good, they may 
be refrozen. Or, use them in cooked or 
baked goods, or for jams and jellies. 

Meats and poultry are unsafe to eat if 
they have the slightest odor, indicating 
spoilage has started. Examine each 
package carefully. If it contains some 
ice crystals, it may safely be refrozen, 
even though the quality may suffer. 

It is usually wiser to cook the food, 
cool, package and freeze it as cooked 
food than to refreeze uncooked meat. 
after it has thawed. Do not refreeze 
vegetables, cooked foods or fish if they 
have thawed. 

To quickly refreeze food when the 
home freezer has defrosted, take the 
food to a locker plant if there is one 
close by. To refreeze food in the home 
freezer, rearrange the food to get the 
warmest packages against the 
refrigerated surfaces. Arrange 
packages so that air can get around 
them. 

Proper Laundering Important 
Permanent press fabrics are popular 

and for good reason. With proper 
laundering, durable press clothing re­
quires little or not ironing, including 
areas with creases and pleats, and it 
resists wrinkling during wear. 

Most permanent press fabrics are a 
blend of a man-made fiber, such as 
polyester, with a cellulosic one, such as 
cotton or rayon. This blending gives 
the finished fabric the desirable 
qualities of both fibers . 

Permanent press cyles on washers 
and dryers provide the controlled con­
ditions to assure wrinkle-free results 
every time. But , for bright, soil-free 
results follow these basic laundering 
precedures. 
· Since permanent press clothing 
stays fresh looking longer, don't make 
the mistake of postponing laundering. 
Wash it frequently, because once it 
becomes heavily soiled and stained, 
cleaning is more diff1cult. 

Permanent press items retain oily 
stains . They may be particularly . 
noticeable around the collar of a deep 
colored shirt. Pretreat these areas us­
ing a pre-wash spot and stain remover, 
a heavy-duty liquid detergent or a sol­
vent stain remover. As with any stain 
on any fabric, treat it as soon as possi­
ble 

Sort properly. Do not wash perma­
nent press garments with articles that 
have oily or grassy soils. Wash them 
separ.1tely. White permanent press has 
a tendency to pick up color from other 
garments. Again, wash it in a separate 
load.

Use the correct amount of detergent 
or soap for the amour.t of soil on the 
cloth~s and the hardness of the water. 
Package directions will offer 
guidelines. Particularly with oily soils, 
be sure to use enough detergent or 
soap. 

Some permanent press finishes may 
be chlorine retentive; in this case, the 
fabric turns yellow if it comes in con­
tact with chlorine bleach. Check the 
care label on the article for proper use 
of bleach. 

Keep washer loads small to avoid 
wrinkling. And select the wash 
temperature and time according to the 
degree of soil. 

A fabric softener, used either in the 
washer or dryer, reduces static elec­
tricity. 

If your washer and dryer have perm­
anent press cycles, be sure to use them 
with these fabrics . 

In the wash period, warm or hot 
water heats the finish making it soft 
and pliable. This removes any wrinkles 
made during wear. To avoid resetting 
wrinkles, the permanent press cycle of 
the washer provides cold rinses im­
mediately after the wash and before or 
<;luring the spin cycle in order to cool 
the fabric down. There is also a cold 
rinse period to reduce the possibility of 
wrinkling during the final rinse spin. 

A permanent press cycle in 
automatic dryers uses the same prin­
ciples to keep wrinkles from setting as 
the cycle in automatic washers. Heat 
relaxes the fibers to remove wrinkles. 
Then a cool-down period, with air not 
heat, conditions or sets the garments. 
Again, keep loads small so that clothes 
have room to fluff out.
