Colson To Speak Here Friday 
If you're s till wondering whether you 

could ever put your fa ith in a man like 
Charles Colson, you can get a firsthand 
impression of the man this Friday, when 
he is scheduled to give a luncheon ad­
dress in a Prestonsburg church ha ll. 

After 10 years, does he still deserve to 
be remembered as Richard Nixon's 
"hatchet man," the aide who boasted he 
would run over his grandmother to help 
his boss? Or is hts six-year ministry to 
prison inmates not evidence enough that 
he is- as he c laims in his book, "Born 
Aga m' ' - a profoundly cha nged 
individual? 

And even if he is now a person of 
genuine moral idealism, does he have 
any workable solutions to offer the thor­
ny questions of pr ison reform ? 

Whatever the long-term prospects for 
' his Pr ison Fellowship organization­
which columnist William F. Buckley, Jr. 
predicted last year • 'could just possibly 
be the agent of the most important 
prison reforms of the century"- faith in . 
him, Colson would no doubt argue, mat­
ters a good deal less tha n fa ith in J esus 
Christ. 

The former Watergate defendant will 
be bringing his message in a luncheon 
meeting sponsored by the First United 
Methodist Church here at noon on Fri­
day. The meeting, which will be held in 
the church's Fellowship Hall , is open to 
the public 

Prison Fellowship, the organization 
founded by Colson to minister to prison 
inmates, ex-offenders and their families, 
is supported by 12,000 volunteers work­
ing in 141 "community ca re commit­
tees" across the nation, according to a 
spokesman for the group. 

The one-lime presidential aide and 
btg lime Washington lawyer formed the 
non-profit mirustry in 1976, shortly after 
serving seven months of a one-to-three-

year sentence for obstructing justice. 
Colson was convicted of disseminating 
information designed to discredit Dan­
iel Ellsberg, who drew public attention 
to classified documents, later referred 
to as the Pentagon Papers, pertaining to 
the U.S. role in Vietnam . 

Since then, he has visited prisons 
across the country, lecturing on the 
Gospel, leading Bible-study classes, and 
praying with inmates. He has also 
emerged as an advocate of prison 
reform. 

The 51-year-old Colson's conversion in 
1973, which came just as Watergate was 
beginning to unfold, has been described 
in two books, "Born Again," published 
in 1976, and "Life Sentence, " published 
in 1979. A classic "road to Damascus" 

experience, his change of heart came 
one August night as he was traveling to 
Maine. It was five months after he had 
left the White House to return to private 
law practice. 

Although he tnsisted it was unrelated 
to Wa tergate, his conversion was wide­
ly thought to be self-serving. But Colson 
found support in a prayer group com­
prised of prominent Washington people 
including Sen. Harold E. Hughes, who 
was about to retire from the Senate to 
become a religious layworker . And his 
perseverance in what many would 
regard as one of the least attractive 
church ministries has given even the 
skeptics pause. 

Besides spreading the Gospel a mong 
the 359,000 men and women in this na­
tion's prisons and urging churches to 
become more involved in ministering to 
inmates and their families, Colson urges 
alternatives to incarceration a t a time 
when others are urging cons truction of 
more jatls. 

Prisons are necessary for ' 'that rough-
' ly 20 percent of the prison population 

convicted of da ngerous ly violent 
crimes ," but alternative punishment­
like mandatory community service­
should be available to non-violent of­
fenders, Colson believes. 

Prisons don 't rehabilitate. Instead, 
they harm the offender , hts or her fami ­
ly, and society itself, Colson argues . 
Strict probation. "house arrest," and 
restitution to crime victims should be 
tried as alternatives, he says. 

And, for those who are locked up, he 
recommends weekend sentences, sepa­
ra ting violent from non-violent of· 
fenders, and protecting inmates against 
brutal acts by other inmates.

A midnight blaze swept through a 
Martin lumber yard Friday, causing 
heavy damage and disrupting telephone 
service, communitywide, for more than 
12 hours. 

Bevins Sentence

Destroyed was the Beaver Valley 
Lumber and Building Supplies Com­
pany. The only survivors of the fire were 
a block structure housing the company 
office and miscellaneous items and a 
building across Old KY 80 from the 
center of the blaze. 

E.C. Moore, owner of the 41-year-old 
business, estimated his loss at $100,000, 
of which less than a third was covered 
by insurance. Although he is 70, Moore 
plans to rebuild a portion of the business. 

Cause of the blaze has not been deter­
mined. "I don't want to think it's arson," 
Moore said, but, he added, the state fire 
marshal and Martin police think other­
wise. The investigation continues. 

Martin firemen said the fire had 
spread over 75 percent of the yard when 
they arrived and they could do little ex­
ce,Pt fight to control it against further 
spread. One home, that of Joe Everidge, 
Martin city councilman, which is at the 
rear of the lumber yard, was damaged.

Dr. Akers' Death Held Accident 
The death of Dr. Roger Darrell Akers, 

37, prominent Floyd county physician, 
is viewed by authorities as a tragic 
accident. 

Dr. Akers' body was found late Sun­
day afternoon in his auto inside the 
garage at his home at Price by his wife, 
Ruth Ann, upon her return from a week­
end trip. Preliminary findings from an 
autopsy performed in Lexington in­
dicate accidental asphyxiation, Floyd 
Coroner Roger Nelson said. 

Dr. Akers was chairman of the cam­
paign of Ray Turner for state senator, 
and Turner may have been the last per­
son to see him alive. They had attended 
a politi,.11 rally at Hazard Saturday 
night and had made several campaign 
stops, en route home, arriving at 
Turner's home at Drift around 5 a.m. 
Sunday. Akers drove on alone to his 
home at Price. 

Coroner Nelson said investigation 
shows that Dr. Akers drove into his 
garage, the door of which opens elec­
trically, and that he apparently fell 
asleep with the motor running. The 
headlights of the car were still on, but 
the battery had run down, he said, and 
the motor was no longer running. He 
said the electric door control was still in 
the physician's hand. 

The death of the doctor, regarded as 
one of the profession 's most promising 
in the area , shocked not only relatives 
a nd intimate friends but also the 
medical community and those who had 
come to know him as physician and 
friend over the lO years of his practice. 

A son of Mrs. Orpha Chaffins Akers, 
of Drift, and the late Clive Akers, 
onetime Floyd tax commissioner, Dr. 
Akers received his early education in the 
Drift and McDowell schools and 
graduated from the University of Ken­
tucky College of Medicine in 1!172. Retur­
ning to this section, he was associated 
with Dr. Grady Stumbo in the founding 
of the East Kentucky Health Center in 
Knott county, where he remained two 

years, later practising at Wheelwright 
before opening an office at Martin . He 
had concluded only shortly before his 
death tenure as chief of staff at Our 
Lady of the Way Hospital in Martin. 

A former chairman of the Floyd Coun­
ty Board of Health, he was a member of 
the Floyd County Medical Society, the 
Eastern Kentucky Medical Society, was 
vice-speaker of the Kentucky Academy 
of Family Physicians, and was a trustee 
of the Kentucky Medical Association. 

Surviving, besides his mother, are his 
wife, Ruth Ann Patton Akers, of Price ; 
three sons, Brett and Bart, of Hunter, 
and Roger Darrell, II, of Price; two 
daughters, Christy, of Price, and 
Bridget, of Hunter ; two brothers, Ken­
nith Ray Akers, of Drift, and Clive 
Akers , Jr ., Emerson, N.J ., and one 
sister, Mrs. Betty J ean Hodges, Biloxi, 
Mississippi. 

Funeral services will be cor~ducted 
tomorrow (Thursday) at lO a .m. from 
the chapel of the Hall Funeral Home, the 
Revs.

Woman in Case 
Collapses After 
Defense· Grilling 

Trial Judge James D. Atkinson, Jr., 
anno\mced Tuesday afternoon at conclu­
sion of the hearing at Greenup.of testi­
mony and arguments in the case of 
William "Oakie" Bevins that he will 
pass sentence on the 72-year-old Floyd 
man at 10 a.m. Friday, April 22, for the 
slaying of five men at Allen 18 months 
ago. 

Although Bevins' attorney, Lester 
Burns, last Tuesday suddenly withdrew 
his client's plea of not guilty, after which 
Bevins pleaded guilty to killing the five 
men and wounding three others in a wild 
shooting spree, Judge Atkinson heard a 
full-scale review of what happened. 

The testimony heard Monday includ­
ed that of Katie Sue Click, 23-year-old 
widow of Roger Dale Click, one of those 
killed inside the parts store. The woman, 
who has since remarried and who now 
resides in Boston, Mass., insisted that 
she was afraid to end a sexual relation­
ship with Bevins which began when she 
was 13 or 14 years old. 

More than an hour on the witness 
stand, she was obliged by Burns: 

- To identify nude and semi-nude pho­
tographs of herself that investigators 
found in Bevins' home after his arrest. 

-To listen to the reading by Burns of 
pornographic "stories" which, she 
claimed, Bevins forced her to write. 

Countering the woman's claim that 
she was forced by Bevins' threats to kill

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Washington, Place To Push 
For Lower Gas Rates 

An editorial in The Courier-Journal) 

IT'S NOT surprising that Laura Murrell, chairman of the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission, wants to go to the source of the trouble that has con­
sumer gas bills soaring. The PSC, and the companies that retail the gas, take 
most of the bombardment from folks who may not realize how gas prices got 
where they are. 

The source of the trouble is Washington, where Mrs. Murrell has taken a 
strong role on the national effort to see that the consumer's voice is heard 
among the welter of special-interest groups battling over decontrol of natural­
gas prices. A state commission can do only a modest amount of good in 
Frankfort when gas prices are soaring.at the wellhead. Not even the most 
consumer-oriented PSC can ask utilities to sell their product at prices that 
won't keep them in business. 

So Mrs. Murrell, though named to the PSC as chairman only five months 
ago, worked her way quickly onto the natural-gas committee of the National 
Association of Regulatory Utility Commissions. Her aim is to give state 
regulatory commissions the power to judge whether high-priced contracts for 
wellhead gas have been negotiated prudently. A necessary corollary is that 
Congress would give the pipeline companies some legal relief from one-sided 
contracts negotiated during the gas panic period of the late 1970s. 

That's the only way out of a situation in which, though gas is in surplus, 
some homeowners' gas bills have become larger than their mortgage 
payments. Many current contracts serve to keep cheap "old" gas in the 
ground, while "new" gas is sold to the consumer at exorbitant prices. 

This situation stems from defects in, or abuses of, the Natural Gas Policy 
Act of 1978-and from contracts between gas producers and pipelines that, 
at least in hindsight, were foolish. The act was intended to keep the price lid 
on "old gas," most of it discovered at low cost many years ago, while allow­
ing higher prices on "new" gas to encourage exploration. 

Fine, except that many contracts, signed when gas was thought to be scarce, 
sound like anything but purchases made for resale on a competive market­
as indeed they weren't. Gas distributors and consumers alike are at the mer­
cy of what comes through the pipeline. If there's no competition to get gas 
into the pipeline, there's none anywhere. 

But the pipeline companies agreed to take new gas at high prices- or pay 
for it just the same. They also signed "escalator" clauses agreeing that prices 
on existing contracts would rise to the level of the highest negotiated with a 
contractor in the same gas field. State regulators were and still are required 
by federal law to let such increases be passed on automatically to consumers. 

Mrs. Murrell's efforts on the committee have resulted in a bill that would 
let utilities escape 50 percent of the straitjacket of "take or pay" contracts 
that force them to buy higher priced gas when cheaper gas is available. As 
she explained in an arti.;:le in Sunday's Courier-Journal, the bill also would 
allow purchasers to escape contracts if the price were so high that the gas 
couldn't be marketed. And some of it couldn't be, if state utility commissions 
weren't required to accept whatever is charged for pipeline gas. 

With proposals from President Reagan and others for amending the natural 
gas price control law before Congress, Mrs. Murrell's intervention is timely. 
It assures that consumers, their voice often weak in such debates, will get 
a better hearing. Even the Reagan administration, which once sought to drop 
all regulation of gas, wants to partially free pipelines from the "take or pay'' 
contracts and temporarily cap some prices. But the administration's keystone 
proposal is to take the lid off "old" gas prices as rapidly as possible. 

Mrs. Murrell notes that this would mean a windfall for the owners of "old 
gas"-mostly the big oil companies. It also could create eventual shortages 
by eliminating price incentives for "new" gas. That position has strong sup­
port from a seemingly unlikely ally, the American Gas Association, which 
represents distributors and pipeline companies. 

The gas association says the problem is how best to arrive at a free market. 
But the route, its president said recently, isn't by decontrolling gas that "has 
already been discovered and paid for ." What the nation needs is a policy that 
will both protect consumers and provide incentives for continued discoveries 
of natural gas. Mrs. Murrell's initiative should help get it.

"Well, sir," Watt explained, "I've 
found one- got him tied up, up there on 
the Uncle Hi corner- hope nobody turns 
him loose, but he's making an awful 
racket. If I can hold him till I find one 
more, and can make them both sign my 
papers, I can be a candidate, myself."

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had "loved every minute" of his stay in 
Eastern Kentucky, "Most people in the 
city receive necessities from the store 
or business down the street, while 
many rural Americans do business for 
a good portion of their goods and ser­
vices through the mail ." 

"That's what we want to get 
across-just how important this ser­
vice is to these people," he said. 

Filming began last week at the Lex­
ington airport where mail, bound for 
either Betsy Layne or Jeffersonville. 
was shown being unloaded. From 
there, delivery was followed through 
Jeffersonville routes over the rolling 
hills of Montgomery county and, occa­
sionally, through narrow creek beds 
where the film crew found the going 
difficult at best. 

Filming in this county has attempted 
to give an accurate representation of 
this area. Scenes of customer relation­
ships with Betsy Layne postal 
employees such as senior clerk Ganell 
Clark and carriers Angie Hall and 
Susan Porter, as well as Mrs. Hall 
were filmed in the modern post office 
while interviews with area profes­
sional people such as Betsy Layne den­
tist Brent Clark were recorded to show 
the service's effectiveness in serving a 
modern business community. Much of 
the crew's time, however, was spent 
with Mrs. Hall and mail carriers as 
they made deliveries to individuals. 
many elderly, who depend on the mail 
for social security checks, catalog 
merchandise, even life-sustaining 
medicines. 

Deliveries were carried out across 
the swinging bridge at Tram and the 
one-lane Justen bridge with its rattling 
planks. "We don't want to depict this 
area as backward or disadvantaged," 
Sabo emphasized, "but we do want to 
show the difficulties which face postal 
service employees in any rural 
setting." 

One mail delivery which was record­
ed on film was at the home of long-time 
Betsy Layne school official D. W. 
Howard. Howard, 82, always insisted 
on picking up his mail at the post-of­
fice, according to Mrs. Hall, where his 
"stories" and good humor made him 
one of the employees' favorite 
customers. According to him, "there 
was always more sunshine at the post 
office than anywhere else." But a 
broken hip over the past year made it 
necessary for him to stick closer to 
home and allow his beloved news­
papers, both dailies and weeklies, 
along with the rest of his mail, to be 
delivered. His situation is a common 
one in rural areas, and one which 
underlines the importance of the mail 
service. His comments to mail carrier 
Susan Porter in front of the camera 
turned out to be "prime" material for 
the documentary. 

Mrs. Hall took the crew, which also 
includes technicians Don Telposky and 
Barbara Froman, to a coal tipple at 
I vel and Harkins Mineral Associates at 
Betsy Layne. "We want to point out the 
importance of the coal industry to this 
area, too," Mrs. Hall explained, "and 
the vital role the postal service plays in 
serving the industry." 

The filming has been fun, and par­
ticularly satisfying for Aileen Hall and 
the other employees of the Betsy Layne 
Post Office who welcome the oppor­
tunity to help give the credit they 
believe is due small rural post offices 
all over America. 

As Mrs. Hall said, "The mail touches 
every life at some time, and rural 
Americans probably depend on it more 
than anyone."

Lamonica, the administrator of the 
Mine Safety and Health Administration, 
told coal company officials that the 
agency has improved understanding 
between inspectors and mine operators. 

''The joke was that two of the biggest 
lies told in the coalfields were the MSHA 
inspector saying, 'I'm here to help you,' 
and the coal operator saying 'I'm glad 
to see you,' '' Lamonica said. 

"We've been attempting to turn that 
around," he said. 

Reorganization.of the federal agency 
has put more emphasis on prevention of 
accidents and injuries and on attempts 
to communicate with operators about 
problems found in the mines, Lamonica 
said. 

Before the reorganization, he said, 
"mine operators were disputing roughly 
70 percent of the citations issued. That's 
been reduced to 9 percent" through con­
ferences with mine operators. 

Halvorsen, the National Coal Associa­
tion's vice-president for congressional 
affairs, said coal operators, mine 
workers, transit firms and utilities are 
preparing their joint opposition to acid 
rain legislation expected during the cur­
rent term of Congress. 

"It (the legislation) would have such 
ha severe impact on our members it is 
far and away the most important priori­
ty,' he said. 

The legislation, which would restrict 
the use of high-sulfur coal, failed during 
Congress' last session. 

"We were lucky," Halvorsen said. 
"We in essence have lost the media 

war on acid rain," he told coal company 
officials. 

A Peabody Coal Co. study predicted 
that enactment of an acid-rain bill would 
cost utilities and their consumers a total 
of $100 billion and result in the loss of 
170,000 mining jobs, Halvorsen said. 

He said the causes and effects of acid 
rain have not been established, though 
"people really believe acid rain is the 
product of sulfur-dioxide emissions from 
coal-burning plants in Midwestern 
states." 

Halvorsen attributed that to the ef­
forts of "a coalition of Northeastern 
senators, environmentalists and the 
Canadian government, which is ganging 
up on the Midwestern states." 

''Most of the claims are pretty outlan­
dish,'' he said. ''There is no evidence at 
all that acid rain is hurting crops and 
forest land." 

Halvorsen said a Canadian study in­
dicating damage to 48,000 lakes did not 
differentiate between lakes damaged by 
acid rain and "naturally acid lakes." 

He also suggested that many pro­
blems in the Northeast were caused by 
pollution sources closer to home. 

The National Coal Association favors 
legislation to speed up an acid-rain study 
being conducted by the federal Depart­
ment of Energy, Environmental Protec­
tion Agency and National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration to be com­
pleted in 1987, and to set aside funds for 
"mitigation" of acid conditions in 
damaged lakes. 

"We think this is the voice of reason," 
he said. "There is just no scientific 
evidence right now to point the finger at 
sulfur-dioxide emissions from coal­
burning plants in the Midwest."

- Dr. John Gergen, Frankfort 
psychiatrist, who testified that inter­
views and tests showed the shootings 

were premeditated. Under cross­
examination, however, he described the 
slayings as "a crime of passion." He 
added that Bevins has no mental 
disorders and described his claim that 
he remembered nothing of what happen­
ed between 6:30a .m. and 3:30p.m. of 
the day of the murders as intentionally 
self-serving, or psychological, or both. 

- Charles May, of Allen, who told of 
Bevins firing shots into the bodies of his 
victims as they lay "quivering" on the 
floor. 

Security in the Greenup courtroom 
was tightened Monday after Rick Dar­
by, Prestonsburg radio station represen­
tative, and Liz Baldwin told Judge 
Atkinson of receiving what was inter­
preted as a threat to kill Bevins in the 
courtroom.

Aviation Program 
To Open at EKU 

A new aviation program will get off 
the ground at Eastern Kentucky 
University this summer and next fall 
when students may enroll in a private 
pilot ground school course and engage 
in an integrated flight program. 

The establishment of an aviation pro­
gram in the College of Applied Arts and 
Technology was approved in January 
by the EKU Board of Regents. The pro­
gram will be coordinated by Dr. Wilma 
J. Walker. assistant professor of 
geography and planning. who is af­
filiated with the Richmond Flying 
Club. She says the ground school 
course. (AVN 191 l, will be taught by a 
Federal Aviation Administration­
approved instructor and the flight ex­
perience will be given by an airport fix­
ed base operator which the University 
is contracting with at this lime. 

According to Dr. Joseph 
Schwendeman, dean for under ­
graduate studies. this course 
represents the initial step in the 
development of a certification pro­
gram in aviation that could possibly 
lead to associate and baccalaureate 
degree programs. He says the 
response and interest shown by 
students will decide the future develop­
ment of the program. 

The ground school course offers four 
hours of undergraduate credit which 
students may use as an elective in any 
program. Satisfactory completion of 
this course will result in the passing of 
the FAA's private pilot written ex­
amination. The integrated flight train­
ing experience, consisting of 37 hours of 
flight. may be taken at the same time 
as the ground scnool course, but this is 
not required of the student. A student 
who completes the flight training seg­
ment will be issued a FAA private 
pilot's license (certificate >.

The wreck occurred as the Hicks 
family, native Floyd countians, moved 
back to this county from Ft. Wayne, 
Ind. They were, in fact, within a few 
miles of the home where they were to 
live at Bays Branch at the time of the 
accident. The Ford wagon in which 
they travelled was followed by a con­
verted school bus-camper driven by 
Mr. Hicks' brother, Ricky, and loaded 
with much of the family's possessions. 
After topping Abbott Mountain and 
beginning the descent on the Little 
Paint side of the hill, the brakes failed 
on the bus. Ricky Hicks said he blinked 
his lights on and off as members of his 
family frantically waved to the oc­
cupants of the station wagon to speed 
up to avoid a collision. 

Intending to ditch the bus if 
necessary or just let it slow down on 
the level stretch of road at the bottom 
of the hill, Ricky Hicks said, "I thought 
we were going to make it all right." It 
was then, however, that the station 
wagon reportedly was forced to brake 
for a wrecker which had pulled across 
the road to retrieve a Chevrolet Blazer 
which had run into the creek. 

The careening bus, unable to slow 
down for the situation, struck the sta­
tion wagon in the back, causing the fuel 
tank to explode and knocking the vehi­
cle into a deep ditchline. The Hicks 
family was able to escape from the 
burning vehicle except for young Nan­
cy, who had gone to sleep in the rear of 
the station wagon While family 
members tried in vain to extract the 
little girl. by now enveloped in fire, 
from the rear of the vehicle, an Abbott 
Mountain resident, the Rev. Dewey 
Conley, was able to reach through the 
flames and pull her out through a front 
door. 

Rev . Conley, who suffered burns to 
his hands, said "we did all we could to 
comfort the little girl with milk spong­
ing until the ambulance arrived," and 
he rode with her in an ambulance to the 
emergency room at Highlands. 

The bus driven by Ricky Hicks, 
travelled about a quarter-mile down 
the road after the impact where he ran 
it into a shallow ditch. Hicks, his wife 
and three children, of Liberty Mills, 
Ind. were unhurt. ·

Official Blames 
Mismanagement 
For Shortage 

Mismanagement of the textbook pro­
gram has resulted in textbook shortages 
in some Floyd classrooms, a state 
Department of Educa lion official charg­
ed last week. Enough money has been 
allocated to the school district over the 
last six years to furnish all students with 
a full set of current textbooks, he said. 

The criticism was contained in an 
April 7 report by John B. Shoemaker, 
unit director in the textbook utilization 
division , to Superintendent E P. 
Grigsby, Jr. It followed his inspection of 
the textbook supply at McDowell 
schools, undertaken in response to 
parents' complaints, March 30. 

Shoemaker noted that state funds 
totalling $601,912 have been allocated to 
Floyd for textbooks over the past six 
years and that the school district allow­
ed $12,854 in unused monies to revert to 
the state, most of it at the end of the 
1980-'81 school year. 

"Enough money has been allocated 
and spent to provide all Floyd county 
pupils with a full set of appropriate 
current-adoption textbooks if the text­
book program had been properly 
managed," the state official said. 

Instead, shortages exist in seven of the 
eight primary grades at McDowell and 
there is "a lot of evidence" that textbook 
problems there are system-wide, 
Shoemaker reported. 

The state officer described as "a no­
ble attempt to meet individual pupil 
needs" the practice here of allowing 
school principals to ordtr texts on the 
basis of pupils' achievement-test scores. 
According to this practice an eighth 
grade student with a fourth-grade 
reading ability, for example, is given a 
textbook that corresponds to his ability 
rather than one designed for his grade 
level 

Some parents have complained that 
the practice leads to shortages in the 
lower grades, however, and Shoemaker 
said it ' 'has resulted in disarray." 

A system of accounting for textbooks 
is required by law and is operating satis­
factorily at the high school level here, 
but there is no accounting for what hap­
pens to elementary school textbooks 
once they are assigned to individual 
schools, Shoemaker said. 

To correct the problem, a textbook in­
ventory should be made in every school, 
with surpluses in one school being used 
to remedy deficiencies in another, he 
said. Then, if shortages still exi:;t, his of­
fice might be able to help- perhaps by 
transferring surplus textbooks from 
another school district- he said. 

In the meantime, the law requires 
"full accountability from 'the superinten­
dent, principals , teachers, pupils, and 
parents ," Shoemaker noted. In each 
textbook there must be an identifying 
number a nd the name of the pupil to 
whom the book is assigned and "each 
teacher must require that pupils' 
parents sign forms accepting respon­
sibility for the textbooks assigned to 
them," he explained. 

Noting that an "intolerable" number 
of McDowell High School students 
reported textbooks lost or stolen, Shoe­
maker warned that high school students 
here need to take more responsibility for 
the books assigned them. Money should 
be collected for lost or damaged books, 
he said. 

Because of Floyd's current non­
compliance with the law, the state text­
book utilization office is obliged to check 
here soon after the start of the next 
school year to see that a "full and exac­
ting" system of textbook accountabili­
ty is in place and that all grade school . 
students have a "full set of appropriate 
and current-adopted textbooks," he 
said. 

Shoemaker noted that he was accom­
panied on his inspection of the McDowell 
schools by Supt. Grigsby, Floyd Text­
book Administrator Gordon Moore, 
Supervisor Ulysus Horne, Principal 
Hugo Miller, and a committee of five 
parents. Mrs. Ann Bailey, one of two 
parents whose complaints prompted the 
inspection, appeared to be the spokes­
person for the parent group, he said.

Learning How To Play 
Friendliness. like courtesy. makes the 

give and take of life mor(• enjoyable. 
And. like courtesy, friendliness is learn­
ed by experience as well as by example 

When a child begins walking is a good 
time to give him a start in learning the 
art of being friendly. according to Grow­
ing Child, th<• monthly child develop­
ment newsletter 

At two years old. children are so busy 
exploring. so curious about people and 
things, that they have not yet become 
self-conscious about themselves. This is 
the ideal time for them to meet other 
children in a play situation . 

Even though children don't usually 
play with other children until they are 
about three, two-year-olds are not too 
young to learn the fun of mutual ex­
change. Skills in "getting along" with 
others will increase with each exchange 
and self-confidence will grow with each 
new acquaintance made. 

Friendliness is basically a love of 
other people, and enjoyment of their 
company, and a spontaneous desire to 
please them. 

Beginning at two years, it is a good 
idea to take a toddler to some place 
where other children play t~o or three 
times a week. Toddlers get acquainted 
with other children in their own way and 
at their own rate Don't push them, but 
quietly encourage them to respond to 
any overtures made. 

Don't be overprotective. either! Todd­
lers must learn some give and take, and 
that includes holding on to a loy when 
another child snatches iL A little 
roughness and noise are not fatal. Todd­
lers should have the chance to learn to 
stand up for their rights! 

These early play experiences help 
children learn to play side by side or in 
company with other children, and to 
share and exchange toys. At this age, 
comunication is largely wordless. Most 
toddlers talk more to themselves than to 
others . 

This early play behavior is known as 
" parallel play." Only after a long period 
of parallel play do young children begin 
to engage in cooperative play, which re­
quires more language skill than most 
toddlers have at two years .

Taxing Unmined Minerals 
To Be Discussed At UK 

The Appalachian Center at the 
University of Kentucky will sponsor a 
forum Friday at noon in Room 214 of the 
UK Student Center, focusing on the pro­
psed Lax on unmined minerals. 

Speakers will be Joseph Childers, an 
attorney with the Kentucky Fair Tax 
Coalition, and Virginia Wilson, a doc­
toral candidate in management science 
at UK and author of "Economic 
Analysis of a Proposed Property Tax on 
Unmined Minerals in Kentucky," a 
study recently published by the Ap­
palachian Center. 

Wilson's study indicates that a proper­
ty tax on unmined minerals could gene­
rate between $70 and $113 million in state 
revenues.

Childers and Wilson will discuss the 
purpose of an unmined minerals tax, its 
possible effects, and ways such a Lax 
could be implemented in Kentucky.

29 Acres Enrolled 
In Farm Program 
Signup in County 

The signup period for the 1983 acreage 
reduction and payment-in-kind pro­
grams ended March 11 with 29 acres or 
7 1 ~% of the eligible feed grain base 
acreages in Floyd county enrolled. 

Sharon Conley, county executive 
director, said 7 farms are enrolled in the 
acreage reduction program and 6 acres 
in the payment-in-kind program. 

"Program enrollment and cropland 
acreage reductions are favorable and 
impressive,·· she said 

Faced with record-level surplus crops 
and weak demand, the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture offered a p<'yment-in-kind 
program to further reduce 1983 crops of 
corn, from the regular acreage reduc­
tion program and bring supplies more 
in line with demand. The PIK provides 
farmers with the commodity normally 
grown on the acreage they withdraw 
from production as payment for 
participating. 

For complying with the acreage 
reduction and paid land diversion pro­
grams, farmers will be eligible for pro­
gram benefits such as land diversion 
payments, Commodity Credit Corpora 
tion loans and purchases , PIE and 
target price protection. Wheat and feed 
grain program participants will also be 
eligible for use of the grain reserve.

It is also for 
those who Jove to go to the woods in 
springtime to see the pretty smiling 
faces of the wild flowers. which come 
out to greet us with a glad. "Hello. spr­
ing is here again ." 

In the woodlands of Eastern Ken­
tucky. we have the most beautiful wild 
flowers found anywhere. but we have 
to go early to see them. They come 
quickly and all too quickly are gone 
Their free show ends about the middle 
of May. So you should begin your wild 
flower study in March and keep it up 
until May . April is the month of Ken­
tucky's pretty spring flowers. 

The spring woods is the garden of 
God in which he plants and sows and 
brings forth great beauty that ex­
presses God's love of beauty. 

The earliest of ·all wild flowers to 
bloom is hepatica. whose name per­
tains to the liver and is also called 
liverleaf. The leaves have three lobes 
and are hardy evergreen . By spring

Homeownership and the rights of 
private property are vital to the strength 
of the nation, Linda M. Moore, president 
of the Big Sandy Board of Realtors, said 
this week.

flawed 

Hepatica is a member or the 
Crowfoot family. and our kinct has 
three rounded lobes. Find a patch of it. 
and you have a rare treasure trove. In 
the same bed there will be flowers of 
pink. purple. whitE>. deep blue and light 
blue. 

About ten days after you find 
hepatica in bloom. look for bloodroot 
which the Indians called "Red pur­
coon." It has a large white flower. 
which lights up the drear march woods 
like a candle aflame. Bloodroot was the 
favorite flower of the Indians. Its roots 
bleed blood-red when cut which shows 
it to be a member of the poppy family. 
The Indiana used the red juice to paint 
everything-their faces. hands. their 
bows and arrows. 

Bloodroot has pretty silky leaves 
with about nine lobes and are white 
underneath. It is one of nature's rare 
immortal plants whose roots never die 
but send up new plants every spring. 

My father called bloodroot "cow 
tonic." Every spring he would go to the 
woods to get the roots which he would 
put in corn to feed the cows. 

In looking for bloodroot. you will also 
see the delicate little pink white flower 
called "rue anemone." The poet. 
Bryant. called the anemones the 
"windflowers" as they tremble in 
every little wind. In April. also look for 
the trilliums. They are called our most 
beautiful and exotic of all our spring 
wildflowers. You'll find them along 
rocky ravines or brooks that foam over 
stones. They often cover several acres 
of ground. and don't forget to look for 
trailing arbutus. This historic flower is 
the state flower of Massachusetts and 
of Nova Scotia .

"If we do not have a real feeling for 
the people standing in long unemploy-

. ment lines, we shouldn't be here," one 
speaker told a meeting of business ex­
ecutives, educators, and government 
bureaucrats at a May Lodge meeting 
last Wednesday. "' 

But some who claim sympathy for the 
unemployed were left wondering, never­
theless, whether the program outlined 
at the meeting would do much to· 
alleviate that problem. 

At the meeting, officials from the East 
Kentucky Concentrated Employment 
Program (EKCEPl and the state 
Human Resources Cabinet explained 
the new federal Job Training Partner­
ship Act (JTPAl, the successor to the 
Comprehensive Employment and Train­
ing Act (CETAl which prvvided train­
ing for unskilled workers throughout 
much of the '70's but was wound down 
in the early, budget-trimming days of 
the Reagan administration. 

Unlike the so-called Jobs Bill that 
recently passed Congress, the JTPA is 
essentially a training, not an employ­
ment, program. To ensure that the train­
ing leads to jobs, the Act seeks to involve 
the private business sector in the pro­
gram through formation of private in­
dustry councils. 

In this area, rcsponsit;>ility for the pro­
gram will be shared by a private in­
dustry council (PIC), which is yet to be 
designated, and the directors of 
EKCEP, a non-profit corporation which 
administers training programs in 23 
eastern Kentucky counties- hence the 
"partnership" of the Act's title.

The PIC here will have 25 members-
13, representing private industry, from 
nominations submitted by the nine 
chambers of commerce in the service 
area, and 12 from nominations by col­
lege heads, the state superintendent of 
public instruction, and representatives 
of labor, employment, rehabilitation, 
economic development and community 
organizations. 

Membership on the PIC and on the 
governing board of EKCEP, whose 
members are up for election this year, 
accounted for much of the interest at 
Wednesday's meeting, which was at­
tended by about 125 persons. 

The training program, which reflects 
both the "new federalism " and the 
reliance on private initiative 
characteristic of the Reagan ad­
ministration, also reflects its determina­
tion to cut back spending on social 
programs. 

While speakers at the meeting put the 
best face on the program, therefore, 
others spoke of it in less-than-glowing 
terms. EKCEP Executive Director 
Virgil Osborne predicted that dealing 
with state rather than federal officials­
which will be one effect of the new 
federalism- would prove an advantage 
and noted that rural areas are exempt 
from some of the harsher spending 
restrictions in the new program, like 
that which limits funding for suppor.t 
services. 

It is support money, he noted, that pro­
vides the transportation and daycare 
that many people need if they are to get 
to the training programs. The Act's 
restriction of support money is "a 
drastic blow to poor people," he said. 

The new program will force recipients 
of grant monies to be more selective in 
choosing training programs and to "get 
more for the dollars," he said. 

Training under the JTPA will begin 
October 1, opportunities will be announc­
ed publicly, and eligibility will be bas­
ed on income, number of dependents, 
and length of time unemployed, Osborne 
said. 

More involvement by the private sec­
tor might enable EKCEP to "better 
match people to jobs," acknowledged 
Bob Venters, a planner for the training 
agency. "We don' t want to train a per­
son just because there's an opening at 
a vocational school when there's no job 

.at the end," he explained. 
But the $7.5 million "estimated as 

EKCEP's share in the training money 
this year is "half of what we are current­
ly operating on," he said. And that 
means it is unlikely that many, if any 
!lew training opportunities will open up 
in October. 

Of the 2400 currently being trained in 
EKCEP-sponsored programs, about 
1600 will still be in training in October. 
Funding under JTP A will allow those 
tra inees to continue but it will not allow 
a ny new trainees to. enroll, Venters said. 

Nella Francis, director of training pro­
grams in this area, said about 40 F loyd 
countians are in training in courses that 
include auto mechanics, welding, licens­
ed practical nursing (LPN), home 
health aide and clerk-stenographer 
training. Virtually a ll LPN graduates 
can find jobs and job placement for the 
trainees generally runs at about 80 per­
cent, he said . 

But whether a mixture of new 
federalism and private business par­
ticipation can be expected to improve on 
the CET A program or make a dent in 
the nation's unemployment rate remain­
ed at best a doubtful proposition for 
veteran training officials here . As 
Venters summed up ' the prospects for 
the new program, "You can't do more 
with less."

Tent Caterpillar Control 
Budding trees are a welcome sight to 

homeowners who cheer such signs of 
spring Unfortunately, the pleasure can 
turn to dismav if the trees are victims 
of Eastern te~t casterpillars. 

THese msects are the most widespread 
early spring insect in the United States, 
says Dr. Doug Johnson, an Extension 
entomologist with the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. They over­
winter on trees, hatch and spin webs in 
limb crotches. 

"Most people get really concerned 
when they see the large number of cater­
pillars," said Johnson who is head­
quartered at UK's Research and Educa­
tion Center near Princeton. 

While the insects usually don't kill a 
tree. they do make it unsightly by 
defoliating it. Johnson said a tree can be 
defoliated as many as three times before 
damage is severe. However, a tree that 
is stressed in other ways, such as one 
whose roots have been trimmed for 
water lines, is more susceptible to 
damage, according to the entomologist. 

As the caterpillars increase in size, the 
web is expanded until if may reach the 
size of a football. 

Dr. R A Scheibner, another UK en­
tomologist, points out that tent cater­
pillar problems usually begin on wild 
cherry trees and often do not cause pro­
blems. However, if a tree is stripped 
bare before the caterpillars are feeding. 

"When caterpillars have become ful­
ly grown, they also wander down out of 
the trees and scatter in all directions 
seeking a niche to change to pupae and 
then to moths," explains Scheibner. 

Once the caterpillars have migrated, 
it is too late to apply effective controls, 
according to the specialists. They 
recommend control steps when webs are 
small. Webs may be torn from trees 
when the caterpillars are congregated 
in them, such as at night or rainy or 
overcast days. The contents should be 
crushed and discarded. 

If the webs are too high to reach, they 
may be sprayed with insecticides, such 
as Methoxychlor, Sevin, Diazinon or 
Malathion, according to directions for 
use. 

Scheibner notes that in some years, 
tent caterpillars are an overwhelming 
problem, even when controls are applied

When the State auditor came to do the annual audit, I made mention of this money 
voluntarily, though it was not received as fees. He said he would check with his 
supervisors to see if the money would be exempt from his audit and they advised 
him it would need to be included in their opinion, though there had never been a 
court case on it. 

I feel at this time it is right for me to refund the money to the county because I 
believe in the Laws of the Land and the spiritual law of restitution to clear the con: 
science to have peace within. 

Man is basically selfish and sinful and will try to get gain in any way possible to 
satisfy selfish desires. I am not exempt from this race. Unless a supernatural 
change comes into a person's life and gives him a new nature and birth from above

there is an oily feeling when you touch 
the inside of the tailpipe the car may be 
burning oil. 

-If the vehicle has an automatic 
transmission, check the fluid level when 
the engine is warm. If it is low, there 
might bP a leak. Additionally, if the fluid 
has a burning odor, or if it is brown in 
color, this might indicate tranmission 
problems. 

-- lf the car has power steering, check 
the fluid well and make sure it is filled 
to the appropriate level. If it JS 

significantly low, there may be a leak. 
-Check the tires for unusual wear. If 

tbey are worn on the sides, the car may 
be out of line. Also, look for depressions 
on the tire tread (sometimes known as 
"cupping") which may be an indication 
of suspension, shock absorber, or tire 
balancing problems. 
-If you are buying a car with a stan­

dard shift, check for grindmg sounds or 
difficulty when shifting. These might be 
signs of clutch or transmission 
problems. 

-To get an idea about the condition 
of brakes, apply strong pressure with 
your foot to the pedal. If the brake goes 
immediately to the floor, then it is like­
ly that work is needed. If the pedal sinks 
to the floor after you have applied about 
30 seconds of pressure there may be a 
leak in the brake line; pressure has a 
tendency to force the fluid in the lines 
downward. 

-Ch.eck wipers, window washer, 
lights, turn signals, heat, air condition­
ing, seat belts, radio, tape deck and 
anything that is part of the car's equip­
ment (other than the engine). 

Federal law requires that upon re­
quest from the prospective buyer the 
seller must furnish the name and phone 
number of the previous owner. If a 
private seller clai.ms to have been the 
sole owner, request this in writing. 

When you contact the previous owner, 
ask him what major problems he had 
with th,e car and why he sold it. 

The law requires that a written state­
ment must be issued by the seller that, 
to the best of his knowledge, the mileage 
reading is correct and the mileage 
odometer has not been tampered with. 

Finally, never sign a contract until' 
you have read it completely and unders­
tand the terms.

Pulitzer Prize-Winner 
To Be Creason Lecturer 

Pulitzer Prize-winner Harrison E. 
Salisbury will present the sixth annual 
Joe Creason Lecture at 8 p.m. April 20 
in the Recital Hall of the University of 
Kentucky Center for the Arts. 

The lecture will be preceded by a 6 
p.m. banquet of the UK School of Jour­
nalism alumni at the UK Alumni House 
on Rose Street. A reception will begin at 
5p.m. 

An announcement of significance to 
the future of UK journalism education 
will be made at the dinner, according to 
Donald B. Towles, UK Journalism 
Alumni Association president. 

Salisbury is a leading,specialis~ on the 
Soviet Union and Communist China. He 
received the Pulitzer in 1955 for his 
dispatches from Moscow to the N'ew 
York Times. His Book, "The 900 Days: 
The Siege of Leningrad," was on the 
New York Times bestseller list for six 
months. His " Black Night, White Snow: 
Russia's Revolutions 1905-1917" is 
recognized as the classic account of the 
Bolshevik Revolution. 

While with the New York Times, 
Salisbury created the concept of the op­
ed page (the page opposite the editorial 
page>. 

Salisbury is the first western observer 
to have raised the question of conflict 
between Russia and China. On many oc­
casions he has succeeded in gaining en­
try to countries long closed to the outer 
world, among them North Korea, 
Albania and North Vietnam, at the 
height of the Vietnam War. 

He has written 18 books including two 
novels-"The Northern Palmyra Af­
fair" and "The Gates of Hell."

The time has come to set the record 
straight: There is no such thing as a 
"bad mother." 

This, of course, will come as no sur­
prise to millions of moms who have been 
telling their children that for years. 

On the other hand, there is no such 
thing as a "good mother." 

No, when it comes to motherdom, at 
least in the wild, scientists say mothers 
merely do what comes naturally. 

In fact, what appears in the eyes of the 
human beholder to be maternal 
ministering, or lack of it, is something 
that is largely "pre-programmed" by 
Mother Nature, explains Dr. Devra G. 
Kleiman, head of the department of 
zoological research at the Smithsonian's 
National Zoological Park in Washington, 
D.C. 

For the vast majority of animals, 
Kleiman points out, this program means 
doing absolutely nothing. Thousands and 
thousands of animal species never even 
see their mothers, much less get a good­
night hug. 

Still, throughout the animal kingdom 
there are creatures who know the "true" 
burdens of motherhood, those who put 
their hearts, heads and even, on occa­
sion, then· stomachs, into mothering. To 
all these model moms, and with special 
thanks to Smithsonian scientists who 
proposed their candidates for Mother of 
the Year, we dedicate this Mother's Day 
salute. 

Not surprisingly, animals occupying 
the lowest rungs of the evolutionary lad­
der appear to have the least complex 
parenting plans. In most invertebrate 
species- animals without backbones- a 
mother's work is done when she lays her 
eggs. But there are some notable excep­
tions. A female whip scorpion carries 
her newly hatched babies in the brood 
chamber of her abdomen until the young 
go through several molts, and the wolf 
spider gives her one hundred youngsters 
a free ride on her back during their first 
week of life. 

Some insect mothers even tutor their 
tots. In one species of cobweb spider, the 
young remain in the mother's tangled 
web for about a month after hatching, 
feeding on ants captured by mom. If 
they venture too close to a struggling 
ant, mamma warns them off by thrum­
ming her forelegs on the web, rather like 
a musician strumming the strings of a 
violin. But as they grow larger and can 
help with the capture, mom changes her 
tune, summoning them with a different, 
sweeping motion of the forelegs. 

Still other invertebrates take mother­
hood seriously. In at least one genus of 
snails, the female broods her eggs in a 
special pouch in her head ; the young are 
released through a slit in the neck. Other 
snails really put their hearts into 
reproduction: Females of these species 
store the male's sperm in the pericar­
dia! sac prior to fertilization. 

Maternal care is largely lacking in 
amphibians and reptiles, which Jay eggs 
or even produce Jive young but don't 
have the guts to stay around for mid­
night feedings. One amphibian that does 
seem to stomach motherhood is a 
recently discovered Australian frog. As 
a prospective parent, the female has 
peculiar tastes: She actually swallows 
her eggs and they develop to maturity 
inside her stomach. Propelled by a 
motherly hiccup, young adults emerge 
from mom's mouth. No one can yet ex­
plain this miracle of motherhood but, 
needless to say, scientists are anxious to 
learn how this unorthodox diets defies 
digestion. 

Moving on to reptiles, the most ad­
vanced form of mothership occurs, 
somewhat surpris ingly, among the

crocodilians. The mother lays her eggs 
in a specially ~onstrucled nest of dirt , 
leaves, sticks and debris and keeps a 
watchful eye-and fearsome teeth 
trained for potential predators. Just 
before they hatch, the young emit high· 
pitched croaks that bring mamma croc 
scurrying to her nest. She begins tear­
ing material off the top to free her young 
from the sun-baked dirt. Then, this 
20 foot-long mom gingerly plucks on the 
tiny eight-inch-long babies with her 
powerful jaws and carries them singly 
or by pairs to the water where she will 
protect them from predators for a year 
or more. 

Birds are the most devoted parents 
and this includes fathers, who are con­
spicuously absent from parental provi­
sioning in most of the animal kingdom. 
But there are exceptions to this avian 
partnership. The male bowerbird of 
Australia and New Guinea, for instance, 
woos a wife by building an elaborate 
altar, on which he sings loudly , 
dramatically displaying his plumage. 
Alas, having fallen for this flight of fan­
cy, the expectant mother finds herself 

left alone in a simple nest to brood over 
single parenthood. So much for 
romance. 

Even when she has a helpmate, a fea­
thered female may go to extraordinary 
lengths to protect her nest and young. If 
an intruder approaches the home of 
many ground-nesting mothers, such as 
killdeers (in the plover family), the 
mother will lead it away by feigning a 
broken wing. The ostensibly injured 
mom drags her wing on the ground, 
flops around and tries to fly, all the while 
moving away from the nest. As soon as 
the predator is well away from the nest, 
however, mom miraculously recovers 
and flies home. 

But if you're looking for the true 
meaning of motherhood, your search 
must end with the mammals, that eclec­
tic class of animals that includes, among 
other creatures, the duck-bill platypus 
and the spiny anteater <th"' only two 
mammals that lay eggs), as well as 
kangaroos, bats, giraffes, zebras, Cali­
fornia sea lions, hippopotamuses, blue

whales, giant pandas, macaques, chim­
panzees and, of course, humans 

The National Zoo's Kleiman, who has 
studied parental behavior in a veritable 
menagerie of animals, explains that 
mammal mothers are, simply put, "in­
dispensable to their young." 

"This is understandable," she says, 
"since the female mammal has internal 
gestation [with two exceptions] and 
nurses her developing offspring with the 
products of her own body. The mother­
infant relationship is the first and, in 
most cases, the longest-lasting relation­
ship that a mammal forms ." 

It's a relationship that may be ex­
ceedingly close, as in the case of mar­
suptals like the kangaroo and opossum; 
their babies are nursed in built-in 
pouches and mom doesn't leave home 
without them. Other mobile moms in­
clude some species of bats that fly with 
their young attached until the babies are 
nearly as large as the mothers. 

For sheer motherliness, it's hard to 
beat most monkeys. A macaque mother, 
for instance, is in constant contact with 
her infant for its first three months. The 
baby is born with the ability to cling to 
its mother's underbelly ; immediately 
after birth, mother and child can be on 
the go with the entire troop. 

Kleiman's personal favorite candidate 
for supermom is the giant panda, one of 
the world's rarest mammals and a 
creature she has studied both in its 
native China and at the National Zoo. 
The female giant panda, despite her 
250-pound heft, is a tender and skillful 
mother. She has to be : A newborn pan­
da cub weighs a scant four ounces. It is 
a fragile, completely helpless, pink­
skinned baby totally dependent on its 
mother-who lavishes it with nonstop 
mothering. No matter that mom picks 
up her infant with her mouth to groom 
and to manipulate the baby for 
nursing- it works In just a few weeks. 
baby is a miniature version of its cud­
ly black-and-white mother. 

Yet, the measure of a "good" mother 
·is not how much time she spends with 
her children, Kleiman insists. "In order 
to be 'motherly,' " she says, "some 
mothers literally have to ignore their 
young"-or risk exposing them to dead­
ly situations. 

Thus, mothers who appear to be mal­
ingerers turn out to be model moms 
when closely examined. For instance.

the mother Dorcas gazelle. a small 
North African antelope, is rarely seen 
with her calf during its first few weeks, 
but this sleek. swift creature only seems 
to be a bad mamma. In truth, shortly 
after birth, the calf crouches down into 
the grass, nearly disappearing from 

.view-and from potential predators. 
Mom returns periodically from her 
foraging to nurse the hidden infant. This 
behavior, by the way, is typical of many 
deer and gazelles including the common 
white-tailed deer. 

Says Kleiman, ":\1ost mothers, in­
cluding human mothers. do what they do 
because they're genetically 'pre­
programmed' to respond specifically to 
the sound, sight and smell of their ow;1 
offpsring. And there's a real deep 
underlying responsiveness of mothers to 
those particular qualities. These 
mothers de\'elop a special bond with 
their own. I don't know if you call that 
motherly 'love,' but it certainly is 
motherly. 

"Of course," she adds. ''in humans as 
in some other animals, successful 
mothers are not necessarily born. There 
ts a lot of fine-tuning involved in this 
relationship, in learning to be a 'good' 
mother "And that, in the end. may be 
what motherhood is all about.

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Herd Owners Urged 
To Protect Cattle 

Calrhood vaccination against 
brucellosis may become essential to 
exporting breeding animals from Ken­
tucky, according to Agriculture Com­
missioner AJben W. Barkley, II. 

Kentucky normally ships out about 
1,250,000 head of cattle a year. 

But those export numbers could drop 
significantly without calfhood vaccina­
tion, Barkley warned. He said that 20 
states now will accept female breeding 
animals only if they have been vac­
cinated. 

Fortunately, Barkley said, calfhood 
vaccination is available free to Ken­
tucky farmers. The state and federal 
governments will pay to have a 
veterinarian come to the farm to vac­
cinate against brucellosis in calves bet­
ween four and ten months of age. 

Barkley said that the number of 
farmers protecting their animals 
through vaccination has increased 
over the past several years. but the 
state is far from vaccinating all the 
animals it should. 

He said that USDA officials especial­
ly recommend vaccinating heifer 
calves in herds within heavily infected 
areas or in herds which regularly sell 
replacement heifers to such areas. 

"Many herd owners purchase their 
replacement cattle and increase the 
chance of buying infected or exposed 
animals. Buying vaccinated animals 
minimizes the risk. 

"Vaccinated animals can be 
recognized by a metal tag and tattoo in 
the right ear," Barkley said .

One of the best things about living 
down home is the comfortable feeling of 
having relatives close by ... up creek and 
down creek, everyone seems to have 
aunts, uncles or cousins.

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INSURANCE Questions Pile Up 

For School People 
If self-knowledge is good for the spirit, 

the Floyd school district may be on the 
verge of a revival. 

Since last fall, teachers and ad­
ministrators have wrestled with a bat­
tery of questions-covering, as one ad­
ministrator put it, "every facet of the 
school system" as part of a new pro­
cess of accreditation. 

Questions like what courses are being 
offered and why; whether there are 
enough textbooks to go around; what the 
schools are teaching about everything 
from math to morals; how much the 
local taxpayer is being pressed to sup­
port the school system; and how much 
say the community has in what is taught 
and how funds are spent. 

Teachers and administrators have 
had to answer, and document their 
answers to, questions ranging from 
wh~ther they are providing six hours of 
instruction a day, 175 days a year, to how 
they see their overall educational goals. 

Other questions put to Floyd 
ec! ucators include: 

-What exactly is being done to see 
that pupils are well instructed in "basic 
skills" and that they are competent 
before they are promoted? What is be­
ing done for those who fall behind? Are 
handicapped students sought out and 
given proper instruction? Do students 
learn enough about alcohol and drug 
abuse? Do they know how to behave on 
the school bus? Are the buses properly 
maintained? 

-Does the school district as a whole 
and do the individual schools have 
"community relations committees" or 
other channels for community "feed­
back and evaluation"? Ar~ the school 
buildings adequate? Are they safe? Is 
there a written policy to ensure that 
pupils and their parents get due process 
if they have a grievance against the 
system? 

-What is being done to reduce the 
high school dropout rate? Are the 
teachers certified? Are they teaching 
subjects for which they are trained? Is 
the curriculum free of sex stereotyping 
or bias? Does the vocational education 
program usually lead to a job for 
graduates? Do potential employers have 
a say in what skills are taught? Is there 
a program for "gifted and talented" 
pupils? 

- What is the pupil-teacher ratio? 
Does any class exceed 35 pupils? Do 
students have handbooks defining their 
rights and responsibilities? Do they have 
access to library books, periodicals, 
newspapers, films, filmstrips and tapes? 
Do they learn about good nutrition from 
eating in the school cafeteria? 

Known as a "self-study," the lengthy 
process ended here last week when 
boxes of documents were sent to state 
education authorities in Frankfort for 
analysis . 

In one sense, noted Gordon Cook, a 
state Department of Education super­
visor, the self-study is only a 
beginning- the first phase of a three­
phase program which was tested in 15 
school districts last year, was extended 
to 43 districts, including Floyd, this year, 
and will eventually include all Ken­
tucky's 181 school districts. 

In the next phase, teams of state in­
spectors will visit the county to 
"validate" the self-study- that is, to 
make sure administrators and teachers 
are actually doing what they say they're 
doing. 

A report will be written, with any 
areas noted where the school district is 
not in compliance with state policy, and 
recommendations will be made. The 
local board may negotiate or appeal the 
state inspectors' findings but board and 
state officials must finally agree on a 
report and on a schedule for correcting 
areas of non-compliance. 

The state teams will be here next 
week, and a final report is expected to 
be presented to the school board in June 
or July. To correct deficiencies, the 
school district will have from 30 days to 
four years, depending on the fault to be 
corrected, when the accreditation pro­
cess will begin again. 

"Only then will we know if the district 
is doing its job or not," said Cook. And 
in some areas such as school 
buildings- the district may simply be 
unable to comply with the state rules, he 
conceded 

Accreditation is a "cooperative ef­
fort" between stale and local author­
ities, the state official wanted to stress. 
The point of the exercise, he said, is not 

to find fault but to help school districts 
comply with uniform state standards. 

And while Assistant Superintendent 
Ron Hager acknowledged "some ap­
prehension" on the part of local school 
officials, he said administrators and 
teachers here generally welcomed the 
accreditation process as "a guide to 
wha t areas we need to work in." 

Recommended by a "blue ribbon" 
panel of experts commissioned several 
years ago to look into all levels of educa­
tion in Kentucky, the self-study listed 14 
standards for measuring the state's 
schools and school districts-conformity 
to state and federal law, overall 
philosophy, community relations, cur­
r iculum, provision for the handicapped, 
vocational education, "gifted and 
talented" programs, staffing, pupil con­
duct, "co-curricular" activities, counsel­
ing and other services, plant, transpor­
tation and food services, and budget. 

Within each category were listed 
specific objectives, designed to flesh out 
the different norms. Called "compliance 
indicators," there were as many as 44 
distinct objectives under the heading 
"curriculum," for example. 

The heavy demands this country has 
traditionally made of its school systems 
are reflected in both the state standards 
and the goals proclaimed earlier this 
year by the Floyd school board. Accor­
ding to a statement of "philosophy and 
objectives" adopted by the board Feb. 
2, the schools "should provide for the 
total child- mentally, morally, socially, 
spiritually and physically." 

A qualifying phrase in the document 
reflects the inevitable clash, however, 
between educational ideal and economic 
fact. Students here are assured the best 
education obtainable, say the board 
members, "commensurate with the 
resources of the district." 

Facing the prickly task of prescribing, 
in a pluralistic society, what moral 
education students should receive, state 
and local planners have generally set­
tled for broad, traditional furmulas in­
cluding, in the Floyd board's statement, 
"respect for the flag, for authority, for 
law, and the rights of others ... a sense 
of values for such things as public pro­
perty and the environment (and) ... the 
development of student responsibility, 
dependability and citizenship." 

An even touchier subject rates no 
mention. Of 171 compliance indicators 
listed by the state, none asks whether 
students are receiving any sex educa­
tion. 

Perhaps the best thing to be expected 
from the accreditation process has 
already been achieved, in that teachers 
and administrators have had to reflect 
on what they are doing, Asst. Supt. 
Hager said last week. 

Gordon Cook

who is providing liaison 

between the state and local officials in 
the accreditation process, agrees. "The 
biggest backers of this program are 
those who are involved in it," he said. 
"I've had teachers tell me they're glad 
to know at last just what they should be 
teaching. It forces you to look at the 
system.''

School Board Seeks 
Ways To Cut Budget 

School districts should plan for a three 
percent budget surplus next year as a 
hedge against possible funding cuts, 
Supenntendent of Public Instruction 
Raymond Barber has notified 
superintendents across the state. 

In Floyd county, that means $145,984 
will need to be trimmed from next 
year's estimated $4.2 million budget, 
Treasurer Ray Brackett told a meeting 
of the Board of Education Wednesday. 
The sum is equal to the salaries of 8.3 
teachers, he said. 

The board went into executive session 
to consider where cuts might be made 
in the payroll-by law, non-tenured 
teachers are rehired automatically next · 
year unless they are warned by April 30 
that they may not have their jobs back, 
and tenured teachers are rehired at full 
salary unless they are told by Mc>y 15 
that they may be demoted to a lower­
paying position-but no cuts or transfers 
were announced. Superintendent E.P. 
Grigsby, Jr. said later the cuts would be 
discussed again at the next meeting of 
the board. 

In recommending that the board go in­
to closed session, Grigsby stressed that 

Mrs. Annie Stumbo, 98, 
Is Victim at Martin 

Mrs. Annie Elliott Stumbo, who 
figured in the foundmg at Martin 60 
years ago of the first hospital in Floyd 
county, died Saturday at Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital, in Martin, at the age of 98. 

After this first hospital, operated by 
her, her husband, the late Dr. W.L. 
(Walk) Stumbo, and his brother, the late 
Dr. Ed Stumbo, burned in the early 
1920s, they built in another location at 
Martin the Beaver Valley Hospital and, 
later, the Stumbo Memorial Hospital at 
Lackey. Her early hospital association 
pre-dated the coming of good roads to 
the area, and patients were taken to the 
hospital by wagon or train. 

Her husband died Nov. 17, 1941, only 
a week after he had been elected sheriff, 
and she was appointed by Judge Edward 
P . Hill to fill the vacancy, serving as 
Floyd county's first woman sheriff. She 
later owned and operated with her 
brother, M.B. Elliott, the Stumbo Sup­
ply in Whitesburg, returning to Martin 
after its sale a few years ago. 

Mrs. Stumbo was born Dec. 20, 1884 at 
Beaver, on l\1ud Creek, the daughter of 
John Wesley and Judy Martin Elliott.

Annexation Not 
On May Ballot 

Opinions differ as to when the ques­
tions of annexing Katy Friend and a sec­
tion at Lancer should be put to a vote. 
But the issue will apparently be decid­
ed by the county court clerk, who is 
responsible for having the ballots 
printed, Prestonsburg City Manager 
David Evans told members of the city 
council Monday. 

According to state law, annexation 
proposals must be put on the ballot "at 
the next regular election·' if a majority 
of affected property owners request it. 
A majority of the affected landowners 
at Lancer and on Katy Friend did re­
quest a referendum on the issue. 

That means, according to city of­
ficials, that those proposals should come 
up for a vote in next month's primary. 
Others have argued the next regular 
election means the general election in 
November. City Manager Evans said he 
is awaiting an attorney-general's opi­
nion on the matter. 

But County Clerk Thomas Lafferty, 
Jr. will apparently have the last word on 
the subject. The May ballots have 
already been prepared for printing, he 
said- and the annexation proposals 
have not been included. 

That may come as welcome news to 
developers of the proposed Prestons­
burg Inn, who sought unsuccessfully two 
weeks ago to have Prestonsburg 
postpone annexation of Katy Friend un­
til after their motel was built-or at least 
until November. 

In not scheduling the annexation ques­
tions this May, Lafferty said he was 
following the law as it was interpreted 
for him by Brady Miracle, executive­
director of the state Board of Elections. 

"I read 'next regular election' to mean 
the next general election," Miracle con­
firmed Tuesday, but he said he deferred 
to the attorney-general on matters of 
law. 

If city officials are called on to sum­
mon an ambulance, they will call the 
ambulance service currently operating 
in the city- or will call city-based am­
bulances in rotation if others are 
established here-unless they are ask­
ed to do otherwise by the party needing 
transportation, the council decided. The 
formation of a new ambulance service 
in the county prompted formulation of 
the policy, it was explained.

to hang a campaign banner across South 
Lake Drive. 

First Crackdown 
On Waste BegiM 

Thirty-five Floyd residents can expect 
to receive letters from the county at­
torney this week, warning them to com­
ply with the county's solid waste or­
dinance or face the consequences. 

Theoretically at least, the conse­
quence of non-compliance could be evic­
tion. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. 
said he sent out the letters Tuesday to 
the 35 who, he said, were selected at ran­
dom by the county solid waste agency 
from among the agency's delinquent 
customers. 

Commercial and residential 
customers are among those receiving 
the letters. Some will be asked to pay for 
the system they have been using; others 
will be asked to begin using the system. 
All will have 10 days to respond before 
he takes them to court, Turner said. 

By then the solid waste agency ex­
pects to have another 200 delinquent 
customers earmarked for legal action, 
he said.
