Two· Roads, 9 Bridges 
In Plans for County 

Although they are mere lines on paper 
now and in some instances may be six 
or seven years away from construction, 
two road construction projects and nine 
bridge replacement jobs,are erwisioned 
for Floyd county in the new Highway 
and Bridge Program announced last 
week by the state Department of 
Transportation. They would cost almost 
$20 million.

First, the 
General Assembly must approve the 
overall program. Then there is the

These are the projects listed in the 
new construction program: 

Highway Construction 
- US 23 from Prestonsburg to the 

Johnson county line, 6 miles, $600,000 for 
design; possibly beginning in 1985, 
$2,500,000 for rights-of-way, $500,000 
utilities changes, and $8,400,000 for con­
struction. Completion date is tentative­
ly set for 1990. 

- Cliff housing access road and road 
from KY 1428 on Little Paint to Stephens 
Branch, $960,000. The contract is ex­
pected soon and construction is schedul­
ed next year. 

Bridge Replacement 
-Old bridge across the Big Sandy at 

Allen, design this year, construction 
next year, $2,491,000. 

- Bridge across the Big Sandy at Cliff, 
$2,3!H,OOO, construction in 1984. 

- The "twin bridges" at Martin, 
$1,858,000, construction in 1988. 

- German bridge in the headwaters of 
Dewey Lake, $77,000, reported ready for 
work. 

-Bridge across Right Beaver Creek, 
locally known as the Midas bridge, 
$853,000, planned for 1988. 

- Bridge spanning Left Beaver Creek, 
1.5 miles south of KY 122, $85,000, plann­
ed for 1987. 

- Bridge on Turkey Creek .3 miles 
southeast of KY 80, $125,000, scheduled 
for 1988. 

- Two stone culverts, 2.1 and 2.5 miles 
west of the Pike. 

Summer Theatre 
To Honor Chandler 

Former Kentucky Governor, U.S. 
Senator, and Baseball Commissioner 
A.B. "Happy" Chandler will be honored 
at the August 10 performance of ANNIE 
at the Jenny Wiley Theatre with a 
celebration of his 85th birthday. 

Governor Chandler will be introduc­
ed to the audience at about 8:20p.m. He 
will speak briefly and sing some of his 
favorite songs. The theatre and the au­
dience will then join in wishing him a 
happy birthday. 

Chandler began his distinguished 
public service career with a term in the 
Kentucky State Senate from 1930 to 1931. 
He then served as lieutenant governor 
from 1931 to 1935 and as governor from 
1935 to 1939. He served Kentucky as U.S. 
Senator from 1939 to 1945 when he 
became commissioner of baseball, a 
post he held for six years. In 1955 he 
began a second 4-year term as governor. 

Since that time he has been an ambass-· 
ador of goodwill for the state, and has 
been elected to the Baseball Hall of 
Fame. 

3 Draw Terms 
For Safe Theft Bank Wins a Round 

Three men involved in the October, 
1981 theft of a safe containing $6000 from 
Druther's Restaurant in Martin were 
sentenced in circuit court Friday. 

Charles Doug Sexton, 25, was sentenc­
ed to one year in jail on each of two 
counts of receiving s tolen property, the 
two jail terms to run concurrently. His 
brother, Tommy Sex ton, 19, was 
sentenced to two years on a burglary 
charge. And Henry Napier, 19, receiv­
ed a one year sentence for burglary. 

"I've changed a lot. I've settled down. 
I'm trying to do right," Napier told Cir­
cuit Judge Hollie Conley, in a plea for 
probation. ''I'd like to go back home." 

But Judge Conley, noting that the 
break-in was premeditated and that 
Napier had previously been in trouble 
with the law, said a prison term was 
necessary. The fact that some people 
had sought to sway him in favor of pro­
bation did not help Napier's cause, the 
judge added. 

Kenneth Bolen, 33, one of three In­
diana men caught with 10 pounds of 
marijuana in the trunk of their car on 
Salt Lick lasf~ovember, received a two­
year sentence in return for his guilty 
plea. Bolen's two confederates had 
earlier received sentences of four years 
and one year, respectively. 

In Site Legal Fight 
In what is becoming a lengthy and 

complex legal battle, the First Common­
wealth Bank won a round last week over 
Garland and Wonnell Godsey, Arnold 
Avenue residents who have been fight­
ing for three years to block the bank's 
plans to build there. 

In a decision handed down last Thurs­
day, Circuit Judge Hollie Conley re­
jected the Godseys' argument that the 
Floyd County Joint Planning Commis­
sion and Prestonsburg City Council had 
acted "arbitrarily and capriciously" in 
rezoning three Arnold A venue tracts 
from residential to commercial. 

Ins tead, the judge was persuaded by 
the bank's contention that the joint plan­
ning commission itself has no legal 
standing or authority. 

In a 22-page brief submitted on their 
behalf by Robin Griffin, of the Lexington 
law firm of Miller, Griffin and Marks, 
the Godseys claimed that, in arriving at 
its deeision to recommend the zoning 
change, the joint planning commission 
lacked a quorum on one occasion and 
met in an illegal secret session on 

another. 
In acting on the planning commis­

sion's recommendation, the city council 
made no findings that would warrant a 
zoning change, they argued. 
. But that argument was radically 
undercut by Cliff Latta, representing the 
bank, who said that, ever since it was set 
up in 1975, the joint planning commission 
has not conformed to law and that its ac­
tions are invalid. 

The commission never adopted by­
laws, has not properly maintained 
records, and has not met regularly, Lat­
ta noted. "It is a non-entity," he said . 

In the absence of a legal countywide 
planning body, the ci ty of Prestonsburg 
may rightly make its own zoning deci­
sions and any deficiencies in the pro­
cedure followed by the Floyd County 
Joint Planning Commission did not af­
fect the validity of the city's decision in 
February to rezone the Arnold A venue 
properties on which First Common­
wealth intends to erect its main office 
building, the bank's attorney contended.

Bond of Marshall 
Set at $1 Million 

Formally charged with "unlawfully 
conspiring with Bobby McGuffey and Ed 
Wright to murder Glenda Marshall," 
Clyde Douglas Marshall, 31, husband of 
the slain woman, was held under $1 
million bond Tuesday morning by Dis­
trict Judge Harold Stumbo. 

When the defendant pleaded his finan­
cial inability to employ an attorney, the 
court ordered his financial status inves­
tigated prior to the possible designation 
of the Public Defender to represent 
Marshall. 

The Ed Wright named in the charge 
is the man who was shot to death in 
Tennessee July 8. It was not learned why 
he was named as a conspirator and Carl 
McFarland, one of the three men ar­
rested, was not named. 

Marshall voluntarily turned himself in 
to State Police Monday night. 

Banks Would Collect 
Solid Waste Loans 

Confidence in the county's solid waste 
system appeared to have dropped to a 
new low last week, as two Prestonsburg 
bankers scrambled to get their money 
out of the agency. 

At issue were bank loans of $50,000 
from the First Commonwealth Bank, 
$40,000 from the Bank Josephine, and 
$15,000 from the First Guaranty Bank in 
Martin. Robert McAninch, board chair­
man and president of Floyd County Solid 
Waste, Inc., wanted to refinance the 
notes. But First Commonwealth Presi­
dent Burl Wells Spurlock and Bank 
.To~ephine Presirlent H.D. Fitzpatrick, 
Jr. said they wanted the notes paid off. 

The matter came to a head when 
McAninch asked the fiscal court last 
Tuesday to spend $52,500 in revenue­
sharing funds to make interest pay­
ments on the loans. The money had been 
budgetted for that purpose and the 
banks had agreed to the plan, he said. 

Spurlock denied that First Common­
wealth had agreed to refinance its loan. 
"There is a great possibility of default 
on the bonds," he said, in reference to 

the $1.5 million in t-evenue bonds which 
originally financed the solid waste 
system. "I am going to put in that we get 
our note paid off." 

If any loan is to be paid off, it should 
be the Bank Josephine's, Fitzpatrick 
argued, since three of the fiscal court 
magistrates had personally guaranteed 
payment on that note. Magistrates 
Lowell Samons, Ed Caudill and Kenneth 
Roberts were said to have signed for the 
loan, although Roberts was the only 
magistrate pressing at the meeting to 
have the note paid off. 

State Local Government Advisor AI 
Howell, whose office is monitoring Floyd 
finances, assured the bankers that 
"we're going to make sure everyone 
gets what is coming to them." Federal 
revenue-sharing funds, which are paid · 
in July, October, January and April, will 
be turned over to the solid waste agen­
cy to pay off the bank notes, he said. 

Any attempt to pay off the notes im­
mediately could find the county "broke 
in September," Howell said. "We would

Officers Claim 
Teacher Death 
'Contract' Job 

State Police detectives have decided 
that the death of Glenda Sharon Mar­
shall, whose body was found June 20 in 
the fire-gutted wreckage of a car on 
Sizemore mountain in this county, was 
a "contract" job, with paid killers com­
mitting the actual crime. 
· As a result, three men are in jail- all 
accused of complicity to murder Mrs. 
Marshall, 35, McDowell High School 
teacher and member of a well-known 
Floyd county family. 

In jail here, with bonds totalling $1 
million asked for his release, is Carl 
Harold McFarland, 58, of Glasgow, and 
Clyde Douglas Marshall, husband of the 
victim. 

The third prisoner, Bobby McGuffey, 
30, of Lafayette, Tenn., is being held in 
Lafayette without bond, and State Police 
Detective Danny Stumbo and the office 
of Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen began Monday the procedure to 
have him extradited to this county. 

McGuffey, authorities said, is a 
brother or a half-brother of the husband 
of the victim. 

Marshall came here Monday night 
and surrendered. He was expected to be 
arraigned in district court Tuesday 
morning. 

Both of his alleged confederates in the 
slaying of Mrs. Marshall maintain their 
innocence and deny having been in the 
county at the time of the teacher's death. 

Relatives of the victim expressed a 
deep sense of relief on learning that ar­
rests have been made in the case. 

The arrests follow weeks of patient, 
sometimes unrewarding, digging for 
bits of evidence by State Detective 
Stuml.JQ and others. They began with the 
fi.,_ng-maue•t.J;llr )1..1 J .)Jf,state 
pathologist, on the Sizemore mountain 
roadway where the auto containing the 
woman's body came to rest after a flam­
ing descent of more than 100 feet. Dr. 
Wolr' announced that Mrs. Marshall had 
been killed by a blow to the head from 
a blunt instrument, possibly a hammer, 
before the auto plunged over the 
mountainside. The car reportedly had 
been drenched with gasoline. Identifica­
tion of the victim was difficult. 

With these bare facts, Detective Stum­
bo, assisted by Detective Roger Castle, 
Detec;tive Sgt. Gary Rose and others, 
began the work of identifying the slayer 
or slayers.

Brother-in-Law 
Of Victim Jailed 

A 38-year-old Bypro man died of gun­
shot wounds following a confrontatiotll at 
the home of his brother-in-law around 
11: 15 last Wednesday night. His alleged 
assailant has been charged with 
manslaughter. 

Coroner Roger Nelson said that 
Maurice Ray Collins died of two bullet 
wounds from a .22-caliber pistol. One of 
the bullets punctured the man's heart, 
the coroner reported. 

Collins' brother-in-law, Johnny 
Perkins, 33, was booked at the county 
jail on a murder warrant. The charge 
was later reduced to manslaughter, 
however. 

According to witnesses, Collins ap­
proached the residence in Bypro oc­
cupied by Perkins, his wife, and their 
nine-year-old daughter late Wednesday 
night. A neighbor was reportedly also in 
the house at the time. 

When Collins came, cursing and 
threatening, as far as the front porch, 
Perkins opened the door, shots were 
fired and Collins fell, it was said. He was 
dead on arrival a short time later at 
McDowell Hospital. Collins is not 
thought to have been armed at the time 
of his death. 

The two men are reported to have 
been feuding for about 18 months . On 
May 14 thi!\ year, Collins swore out a 
warrant charging Perkins with wanton 
endangerment. Perkins fired at him, a 
shot hitting his truck, Collins a lleged. 

Perkins was still in jail here Tuesday 
in lieu of a $10,000 property bond. 

A construction worker, Collins was 
born June 23, 1945, a son of the late 
Hatler and Druch Johnson Collins. He is 
survived by his wife, Arinda Bryant Col­
lins; three sons, Hatler Douglas, Greg, 
and Egory Collins; four daughters, Bet­
ty Ann, Arlene, Karen, and Hazel Col­
lins; and a sister, Susanna Collins, all of 
Bypro.

Kentucky Law requires that a student 
entering school in Kentucky for the first 
time must be adequately immunized 
against the childhood diseases of 
measles, rubella, diptheria, tetanus, 
pertussis (whooping cough), and polio. 
They are also required to have proof of 
having had a T.B. skin test. This law ap­
plies to kindergarten, first graders and 
transfer students. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
gives these immunizations every Mon­
day, Wednesday, and Friday from 8:00 
until4: 00. These immunizations are free 
of charge. T .B. skin tests are also 
available at the Health Department 
every Monday, Wednesday, and Friday 
from 8:00 until 4:00 and there is a 
minimal charge for T.B. skin tests. 

Due to the immunization clinics being 
held at the Health Department there will 
be no outpost clinic at Wayland during 
August. The regularly scheduled clinic 
will be held the second Monday in

Willard had driven Miracle from Lex­
ington to Johnson county when the shoot­
ing occurred. Miracle was later appre­
hended in Salyersville, with Willard's 
cab. 

He entered several pleas, including 
one of guilty which was revoked, and 
was given a life sentence after a lengthy 
jury trial. 

But the state Supreme Court overturn­
ed the conviction in March.

Asks To Cia rify Story 
A front page story which appeared in 

the July 20 edition of The Times re­
counted an incident last October 11 in 
which Gregory Randall Newsome was 
wounded after being fired upon by 
Tommy Cole. The article pointed out 
that the shooting followed a dispute 
over Cole's wife. Although that state­
ment was accurate in reference to the 
time of the incident, it has been re­
quested that The Times point out that 
Cole and his wife were divorced in 
December, 1982 and that she was 
subsequently married to Newsome in 
February of this year.

Election Finance Registry 
To Audit Stumbo Finances 

When the state Registry of Election 
Finance announced last Wednesday that 
it will audit Dr. Grady Stumbo's finance 
records before deciding if it will in­
vestigate loans to his gubernatorial 
campaign, his attorney, State Rep. 
Gregory Stumbo, replied that Dr. Stum­
bo has no fear of an audit, has nothing 
to hide and will cooperate fully with it. 

Meanwhile, he expressed an interest 
in the financing procedures of Harvey 
Sloan in his 1979 run for the Democratic 
nomination for governor. He has main­
tained that Sloane and other candidates 
have made loans to their campaign 
committees- most using borrowed 
money-just as Dr. Stumbo did. 

The audit of Stumbo's campaign books 
will be placed "a t the top of the roster," 
said registry chairman Charles Beach 
Jr. of Beattyville and should be finish­
ed in three to six weeks. 

Kent Brown, a registry member from 
Lexington, noted the absence of a com­
plaint in suggesting that the registry 
await the audit results before taking any 
action. 

"At this hour we have only read the 
newspapers," Brown said, adding that 
the registry had not independently ob­
tained information warranting an 
investigation. 

The questions that immediately arose 
focused on how Stumbo could have 
secured loans exceeding his net worth 

and on where he got the money. 
For weeks Stumbo declined to respond 

to those questions, maintaining that the 
loans were legal, personal transactions. 

Last week, Stumbo disclosed that he 
had borrowed $200,000 from B.F. Reed, 
of Drift, a retired coal operator, and 
$100,000 from Howard Norrell, of 
Frankfort, the owner of a cable televi­
sion company who also was finance 
coordinator of Stumbo's campaign. 

Stumbo said he secured the interest­
free loans using his ownership of a truck­
ing company, an office building and a 
consumer-products distribution 
company. 

The question that now faces the 
registry is whether the loans constituted 
a violation of a state law limiting in­
dividual contributions to $3,000 a person. 

The law defines a campaign loan as a 
contribution. 

But Stumbo and his aides have main­
tained that the loans Stumbo received 
were made to him rather than to his 
campaign committee. A loan to the com­
mittee, in their view, would have con­
stituted a violation of the law. 

State Rep. Greg Stumbo of Prestons­
burg, who served as his cousin's at­
torney during the campaign, continues 
to make that argument, saying the prac­
tice was similar to the liquidation of per­
sonal assets, a system used by many 
candidates to finance their campaigns. 

Magistrates' Right To Hire 
Workers, Basis of Dispute 

Floyd fiscal court members and state 
Finance Cabinet officials may be again 
on a collision course. The issue, as 
Magistrate Ed Caudill defined it in a 
special meeting of the court yesterday 
(Tuesday), is that magistrates be able 
to "hire who we want to." 

Tha t won't do, said Sta te Local 
Finance Officer Robert L. Purdom in a 
telephone interview after Tuesday's 
court meeting. Magistrates cannot "go 
out on their own" and hire people ; 
rather, their job is to vote on personnel 
recommended by the county judge­
executive, he said. 

When it comes to hiring road workers 
in this county' however' it is expected 
that the judge-executive will follow the 
wishes of the individual magistrates. 
That is how it has traditionally been 
done and that was how it was done on 
June 17, when the court hired 19 road 
workers from lists submitted by the four 
magistrates. 

What brought the matter to a head this 
time was that the list submitted by 
District 2 Magistrate Kenneth Roberts 
included his daughter, Vickie Martin, 
who was hired as a $6.50-an-hour heavy 
equipment operator. Hers was the only 
hiring not approved by Purdom's office. 

The state's refusal to approve the hir­
ing of Mrs. Martin prompted a fiscal 
court resolution Tuesday which 
" demands a written explanation (from 
the Dept. of Local Finance) as to any 
reasons it may have for denial of said 
approvaL" 

The denial was a threat to the 
magistrates' customary prerogatives, 

argued Magistrate Caudill, who in­
troduced the resolution. " If Kenneth 
wants to hire the woman, I'm for her," 
he explained. 

AI Howell, Purdom's field represen­
tative, is known to be skeptical about 
Mrs. Martin's qualifications as a heavy 
equipment operator. Purdom suggested 
this week that the reason for not approv­
ing her hiring had more to do with the 
hiring procedure itself. 

But " if the judge-executive says he 
recommended her and if she can operate 
a piece of heavy equipment, it is all right 
with me," the state official said. 

When the court reviews its cable TV 
ordinance, it should pay special atten­
tion to the present provision for a five­
member commission, County Attorney 
Arnold Turner, Jr. told the court. 
Because the commission was made up 
of fiscal court appointees, it was 
"somewhat political" in the past and the 
court might consider naming a single 
commissioner instead, Turner said. 

Dog Warden Paul Burke appealed un­
successfully for help in controlling a 
stray dog problem which he said has 
grown to serious proportions in this 
county. Burke noted that a $60,000 
animal shelter is lying idle here but 
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo said 
the county does not have the money to 
operate the facility. 

William Joe Kendrick was designated 
by the court as the county's only approv­
ed electrical inspector. He will turn over 
to the court 25 percent of his earnings, 
it was stipulated. 

Cliff Road Right-of-Way 
Cleared As City Gets Deed 

Under a shroud of secrecy, the last 
right~f-way needed to permit construc­
tion of the long-awaited Cliff road was 
secured last Thursday when the Sam 
George family deeded nearly half an 
acre to the city of Prestonsburg for an 
undisclosed sum. 

At the request of the family, a reporter 
was excluded from the meeting at which 
the transaction was completed, and 
deeds recorded in the county court 
clerk's office make no mention of the 
amount paid by the city for the property. 

According to records filed in the 
clerk's office, six acres of riverfront pro­
perty at Cliff were transferred from the 
Prestonsburg Industrial Council to the 
city of Prestonsburg and from the city 
to the Georges-Sam and Lyda George, 
Joann George and Rodolph Burchett­
apparently in exchange for the land con­
demned for the new road. 

Edward D. Music, who signed the 
deed as president of the industrial 
council- a group of businessman who 
have spoken of developing an industrial 
park at Cliff-said that, because of ill­
ness, he did not know the value of the 
land or other details of the transaction. 
Burl Wells Spurlock, who negotiated 
transfer of the property, was out of town 
and unavailable for comment. 

Although a cash sum was also paid for 
the George property, city officials refus-

ed to disclose the amount. Mayor Harold 
Cooley, City Manager David Evans and 
William Kendrick, the attorney who 
represented the city during protracted 
haggling over the t ract, said their 
refusal to discuss the deal was in 
deference to the family's desire to keep 
the selling price confidential. 

The value of the condemned tract was 
appraised a t $58,000 by court-appointed 
commissioners last December, a figure 
challenged by the city as too high and by 
the Georges as too low. City officials 
claimed the property was worth only 
$45,000; the Georges reportedly asked 
for more than twice that sum. 

Last week's settlement clears the way 
for construction of the $1.2 million road, 
which was required as a condition of the 
grant financing the Cliffside public hous­
ing project. The housing project was 
opened in April, 1981. Bids for construc­
tion of the road are due to be let 
November 1, Mayor Cooley said this 
week.

A Rolimonica, Among 
Instrument Collection

MOREHEAD, Ky.-Mervil Whitt sat 
on a bale of hay playing his rolimonica, 
an instrument which resembles a har­
monica with a crank on the side. 

"It is called a rolimonica because you 
blow in and crank at the same time," he 
explained to spectators at the Ap­
palachian Celebration held recently at 
Morehead State University. 

Whitt and his wife, Meta, had more 
than 40 folk and antique instruments on 
display during the Celebration. 

"The reason you crank it is that it has 
this tiny roll of music paper, just like old 
player pianos had, inside," Whitt add­
ed, as he unfastened the side of it and 
took out the roll. "And when you get 
tired of one song, you just change the 
roll." 

Rolimonicas were sold in the moun­
tains of Eastern Kentucky and Ten­
nessee in the early part of this century. 
The one Whitt played sold for $4.50 in 
1915. 

The Whitt's became interested in folk 
instruments in 1965 when they had a 
chance to buy five instruments made by 
the late Tom Young, a former a rt pro­
fessor at MSU. They bought a lute, 
dulcimer, rebec, balalaika and a 
samisen from Young's family, and have 
been collecting since. 

"Young would go to museums and 
measure instruments, then come back 
and copy them," said Whitt. "He played 
them in his art appreciation classes." 

All the instruments in the Whitt's col­
lection are either hand-crafted, antique 
or unusual. They come from as far away 
as Switzerland and China. 

In addition, they have two music 
boxes which were brought to this coun­
try by early settlers who started west by 
wagon train, but ended up staying in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

Another • interesting instrument on 
display was a banjo made in 1938 by a 
Tennessee State Prison inmate. 

"You can see that everything is hand­
made of wood and tin," Whitt said as he 
held up the banjo for everyone to see. 
" He wasn't allowd to have steel, so the 
strings had to be plastic and the tuning 
pegs are made of wood." 

Although the Whitt's have more than 
60 instruments in their collection, they 
play few . 

" I can strike a tune on some of them , 
but moslly I just play guitar and Meta 
plays the banjo," he sa id. 

Mervil is part of a bluegrass band, the 
"Rocky River Express," but he also 
plays with Meta occassionally at senior 
citizens clubs, civic clubs and festivals 
near their home in Fairborn, Ohio. 

Mervil, originally from Wrigley, and 
Meta, a native of Sandy Hook, both 
graduated from MSU. Both their son and 
daughter attended MSU, also. 

"That's why we're here," Meta said . 
"This is the area and the culture we 
grew up with, and it sticks with you Our 
collection is part of our dedication to 
preserving the mountain culture."

Auditor Asks Probe 
Of Breathitt Spending 

A state audit has found that Breathitt 
county spent hundreds of thousands of 
dollars in 1981 and 1982 with little or no 
supporting documentation, and the state 
auditor's office is asking authorities to 
investigate whether there was any 
criminal wrongdoing. 

The audit, which was released last 
week, does not make any allegations of 
fraud, but it says Breathitt fiscal court 
failed to comply with a state bidding 
law. 

Breathitt County Judge-Executive 
Nim Henson said the problem is that 
each magistrate authorized expen­
ditures for road work in his own 
magisterial district. 

"I am fully confident that there was 
no fraud," Henson said. "Thos_e 
magistrates wanted to do what is best 
for their district." 

But the makeup of fiscal court has 
changed and the new magistrates have 
been trained at seminars, Henson said. 
The audit asks Breathitt County At­
torney Michael Stidham "to review 
claims previously detailed to determine 
if there are instances of fraud which 
should be presented to the Breathitt 
county grand jury."

Recovery Rate 
For Kentucky 
Behind Nation 

Unemployment in Kentucky rose one­
tenth of a percent in June, compared 
with a four-tenths percent increase na­
tionally for the same month. At the same 
time, the number of Kentuckians work­
ing rose from May to June by 8,800 and 
the number of people in the state labor 
force increased by 13,000. 

Figures compiled by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources show Kentucky re­
corded a June jobless rate of 10.8 per­
cent, up from 10.7 percent in May. The 
national nonseasonally adjusted unem­
ployment rate rose from 9.8 percent in 
May to 10.2 percent in June. 

State labor market analyst Ed Black­
well attributed the rise in the unemploy­
ment rate to "the annual influx of 
students and recent graduates into the 
labor force. Traditionally we s~e an in­
crease in the unemployment rate in 
June and July because more young peo­
ple are looking for work." 

Blackwell said, "The increase in the 
number of Kentuckians who have jobs 
was primarily due to seasonal agricul­
tural employment rising by 13,200 over 
last month." He said other notable 
employment gains occurred in services, 
where 3,300 more were employed, con­
struction, which recorded a gain of 2,400, 
manufacturing, where employment WdS 

up 1,800, and mining and quarrying, 
where 900 more people had jobs. 

There were 179,800 Kentuckians un­
employed in June and 1,481,900 who had 
jobs, compared to 175,600 unemployed in 
May and 1,473,100 who had jobs. In June, 
1982, when the unemployment rate was 
10.2 percent, 173,800 people were 
unemployed and 1,523,400 had jobs. 

Blackwell expects the state's unem­
ployment rate to remain about the same 
through July, then drop in August when 
students return to school. "We should 
still see the state's unemployment rate 
fall below 10 percent in August or 
September," he said.

Kentucky Power's decision to invest 

in Rockport comes as a slap in the face 
to all electric customers in Eastern Ken­
tucky who seem to have no choice in the 
matter. 

When a utility company makes 
irresponsible decisions, customers don't 
have the freedom to choose another 
company. We can only hope that our 
Public Service Commission <PSC) does 
their job by regulating lhe utilities and 
protecting the consumers. 

But in this case it looks like both the 
power company and the PSC are not 
looking out for the small consumer. 

There are a number of serious prob­
lems associated with the Rockport plant 
of which all of us should be very con­
cerned, especially since we may be pay­
ing for these problems for many years. 

This year, Kentucky Power Company 
is seeking a $33 million increase, most 
of which will go to pay construction costs 
at Rockport. Add to this <1 planned in­
crease of an additional $46.5 million by 
January of 1985. This amount to a 44.6% 
increase in total company revenues just 
over the next two years! 

We, the small consumers, can expect 
to possibly pay several hundred dollars 
over the next few years just to pay off 
Rockport. 

Now, just in the past few weeks, it has 
been reported that Rockport Unit II may 
be delayed another three years, until 
1989. Kentucky Power is now in the pro­
cess of requesting from the PSC that 
they be allowed to invest more money 
in Rockport than they were injtially 
allowed-more of our money f Why 
should Kentucky Power customers have 
to pay heavily for the company's 
mistakes'? 

The fact that Rockport will burn West­
ern coal only adds insult to injury. Why 
should Eastern Kentuckians, many who 
are layed off or unemployed due to a 
, lumping economy, be forced to pay for 
coal shipped in from Wyoming, courtesy 
of our local power company? 

Possibly, most serious is that Kentuc­
ky Power customers had very little to 
say about this whole plan. The PSC held 
no public hearings on Rockport in the 
Kentucky Power service area. Their 
decision in March to allow the utility to 
mvest in Rockport passed quietly over 
the public. 

Once customers found out the whole 
story, they have tried to intervene in the 
case. But the PSC has blocked these ef­
forts. In fact, now several customers are 
asking that the PSC hold local hearings 
on Kentucky Power's current rate re­
quest so that similar mistakes are not 
repeated. But the PSC has denied seve­
ral requests from customers to hold 
hearings in the Kentucky Power service 
area. Possibly, after such an unpopular 
decision, they are trying to avoid facing 
up to the public. 

Now that Kentucky Power has al­
ready been granted partial interest in 
Rockport and the plant is already under 
construction in Indiana, it seems that 
they are desperately trying to convince 
the public that it is in our best interest. 
Actually, it appears that it may only be 
in the best interest of American Electric 
Power, the parent company of Kentucky 
Power, that has a lot to lose if they don't 
find some customers to bail them out of 
this risky investment. 

If this plant were a secure investment, 
.we should not have to pay the construc­
.tion costs. We would not have to pay for 
the construction of a grocery store 
before it begins selling groceries. Why 
,should we pay for a power plant that is 
not needed and may never even be ful­
ly completed? 
. All of us small consumers need to de­
mand a fair hearing on the Rockport 
plant before the PSC. The wisest deci­

. sion now would be to immediately stop 
Kentucky Power's involvement in 
Rockport before its too late and we've 
all paid our last penny to the power 
company. 

I urge you all to write to the Public 
Service Commission to demand fair 
representation. Otherwise the power 
company will continue to take advan­
tage of their monopolistic position. 

· The address of the PSC, is 730 Shenkel 
Lane, Frankfort, Kentucky, 40602. De­
mand that the PSC reopen the Rockport 
case and allow customer input and 
intervention. 

Also, plan to attend the hearing on the 
Company's current $33 million rate re­
quest to be held on August 2 at 9:00a.m. 
at the PSC in Frankfort. Unfortunately, 
it's a long drive for most of us. 

None of us can afford to ignore this 
issue. Our bills are already high enough! 

We must demand that we put the 
public back into our public utilities and 
our Public Service Commission.

The board of directors of the Rural 

Kentucky Medical Scholarship Fund 
wishes to bring to your attention a long 
standing program that has been in­
fluential in addressing the health man­
power shortage needs of Kentucky for 
almost 40 years . 

The Rural Kentucky Medical 
Scholarship Fund has been instrumen­
tal in assisting over 500 medical 
students over the past 'R years. Our 
program has the honor of being the 
oldest and most successful program of 
its type in the nation. This is even more 
remarkable when it is noted that we 
received little state support. During 
the program's tenure, the state's 
population-physician ratio has dropped 
by 50 percent. Although the mean 
average for the state exceeds national 
ratios, we are slowly and methodically 
reducing this ratio and hope to con­
tinue our quest for the highest quality 
of care possible. The Fund has suppled 
physicians to almost every rural coun­
ty in the state and even physicians who 
have completed their obligation have 
remained in Kentucky in urban areas. 

The Fund, although struggling with 
the recession as are other programs, 
can continue to maintain approximate­
ly 30 loans per year. However, the in­
terest in the program is at its highest 
and the need for physicians in some 30 
counties in the state is still acute, with 
an additional 40 still in need. It is now 
important for continued private and 
state support to insure that the output 
of physicians into rural areas is not cut 
off and that this program can continue 
to grow and expand to fulfill its goal in 
meeting the health care needs of all 
Kentuckians.

In addition to the financial assistance 
provided, each participant was given 
work experience and counseling design­
ed to enhance each individual's employ­
ment potential. The work experience 
gave each participant an opportunity to 
learn job skills in the field of their in­
terest, develop good work habits and 
become involved in meaningful com­
munity services. The counseling con­
sisted of career information, labor mar­
ket information, resume' writing, job 
hunting skills and job survival skills. We 
also had several guest speakers repre­
senting the different career fields 
available in our area at our counseling 
sessions. 

The program ran for five weeks, from 
June 20 through July 22. Each partici­
pant was allowed to work 33 hours and 
was provided 2 hours of counseling for 
a total of 35 hours per week. The par­
ticipants were paid at the rate of $3.35 
per hour. 

Selection of worksite assignments was 
made according to the participant's in­
terests and overall career goal. Par­
ticipants were placed in worksites that 
could provide them work experience in 
the career field that most interested 
them. All worksites were in the public 
sector.

In 
the first year they suffered a loss on this 
razor of $1 million but they made a pro­
fit on the blades of $6 million. 

Had the politicians of those days been 
as anti-business as most of the past few 
years, they would have pressured the 
Justice Dept. into breaking up Gillette. 

I think the moral here is: If you are 
too successful Big Brother will stop you.

What's wrong with a monopoly (a 
regulated one, in this instance) that 
brings lower cost to consumers? Long 
distance rates will no longer be a· 
bargain if we have to pay a $25 monthly 
rate rental.

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Bell Asks Record Rate Increase 
South Central Bell last week asked per­
mission to raise rates by $163 million a 

ear, the largest increase ever for a 
Kentucky phone company. 

Basic rates would triple for many 
residents who want to make an 
unlimited number of local calls each 
month. 

But Bell proposes much lower rates 
for customers who choose to pay for 
each local call. And it wants to cut rates 
for long-distance calls in Kentucky. 

For these reasons, a resident's overall 
bill would rise only 21 percent if he 
chooses to pay for each local call, said 
Mac Starnes, Bell's district manager in 
Winchester. 

Bell wants to put the rates in effect in 
January. The state Public Service Com­
mission will hold a hearing this fall, then 
decide how large an increase-if any 
Bell should receive. 

The complex proposal is "not simply 
another rate request," said S.S. Dickson, 
Bell's chief executive in Kentucky. Bell 
is bringing its rates more in line with 
what the calls actually cost. 

Now, rates are higher in Louisville 
than in Winchester and Frankfort. In ef­
fect, Louisville residents subsidize small 
towns and rural areas, where service is 
costlier because the terrain is more 
rugged, the equipment is older, and the 
people live farther apart. 

In addition, a customer may pay the 
same basic rate each month, whether he 
makes one local call or 1,000. 

Bell proposes to : 
- Charge the same rates throughout 

the state. Now, for a private home line, 

an unhm1ted number of calls each 
month costs $16.53 in Louisville, $11.45 
in Winchester and $12.19 in Frankfort. 
Bell proposes to charge everyone $34.03. 
That would raise rates 106 percent in 
Louisville, 197 percent in Winchester, 
and 179 percent in Frankfort. 

-Give each customer a choice of 
basic rates. He would pay a high rate if 
he wanted to make an unlimited number 
of calls, and a low rate if he wanted to 
pay for each call. This would give the 
customer more control over his phone 
bill, Bell argued. 

In most areas, home customers can 
choose to pay a charge for each call. The 
charge would vary according to the time 
the call was made, how far it traveled 
and how long it lasted. 

Bell wants to charge $il.03 a month 
for this "lower-use measured service." 

Customers who make many local calls 
might choose "standard measured ser­
vice," which includes a $7.50 allowance. 
For about 100 local calls a month, this 
would cost $19.03 for a resident and 
$42.38 for business. 

To cut rates for in-state, long-distance 
calls by 16 percent. Later this year, Bell 
will ask the Federal Communications 
Commission for permission to cut rates 
for state-to-state ealls, too. 

For decades, phone companies charg­
ed artificially high rates for long­
distance calls, then used a third of the 
money to pay for costly local service. 
This helped residents to afford a 
phone- particularly in rural areas, 
which are most expensive to serve. 

But now, the FCC is ordering phone 
companies to eliminate such subsidies 
and bring charges more in line with 
costs. That means higher local rates and 
lower long-distance ones. 

To make up for the lost money, Bell 
wants to increase local rates. Of its $163 
million request, over a third would simp 
ly replace the subsidies, Starnes said. 

Bell would do this by charging 
customers for access to long-distance 
equipment, whether they make a long­
distance call or not They would pay both 
state aud national access charges. 

Next month, the Public Service Com­
mission will consider the state charges. 

The FCC has already set the national 
charges. They'll begin in January, at $2 
per resident and $6 per business each 
month, and they'll rise in years to come. 

Long-distance companies, like MCI, 
would also pay an access charge since 
they would tap into Bell's network to 
carry calls. This charge accounts for $23 
million of the $163 million request. 

To raise its rate of return. Bell wants 
to offer investors a bett~r return on their 
money, thus attracting more investors. 

The state now allows Bell a 13.25 per­
cent return on equity (what the com­
pany is worth). Bell wants to raise that 
to 16.75 percent.

year ago, the Milwaukee Brewers found 
themselves with a new manager, 
Harvey Kuenn, midway through the 
season. On their way to the American 
League championship, the Brewers 
became known as "Harvey's 
Wallbangers" due to their propensity for 
banging extra-base hits off the walls of 
A.L. parks.

Part of Tract 
In Landfill Use 
Privately Owned 

Although it has been widely believed 
that the county owned all of the Garth 
property which has been used as a land­
fill since the inception of the new solid 
waste system two years ago, some seven 
acres and a large maintenance building 
are in private hands. 

Since last summer that tract and the 
building on it have been leased to Floyd 
County Solid Waste, Inc. for $1900 a 
month. 

While he acknowledged that the solid 
waste agency entered a lease agreement 
with a firm called Industrial Rentals, 
Inc. last August, Robert McAninch, 
chairman of the agency's board of direc­
tors, insisted last week that he does not 
know who owns the firm. 

The Secretary of State lists the firm's 
officers as Prestonsburg businessmen 
John Allen and Adrian Lafferty. 

Although he was not a director of the 
solid waste agency at the time it entered 
into the lease agreement with his firm, 
Allen had previously been a director and 
was again named director later on. 
(Allen was one of four directors who 
resigned at the request of incoming 
Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. in 
January, 1982. He was reinstated on Laf­
ferty's recommendation one year later.) 

Industrial Rentals has yet to present 
a bill to Floyd County Solid Waste and 
some fear that, if the firm were sudden­
ly to insist on payment of the debt, which 
might now amount to $22,800, the shaky 
solid waste system might be plunged in­
to default. 

McAninch discounts such fears, argu­
ing that Industrial Rentals is simply one 
of several large creditors who are 
waiting patiently for payment until the 
solid waste agency can get back on its 
feet. 

The explanation for the fact that In­
dustrial Rentals has never presented a 
bill to Floyd County Solid Waste is ob­
vious "if you know who does the billing" 
for the solid waste agency, McAninch 
said, referring to Computer and utility 
Services, Inc., a firm with which Allen 
apparently has close ties. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr., 
who said he has not seen a copy of the 
purported lease, said the issue should be 
aired publicly at a meeting of the solid 
waste agency board. 

The fact that Allen was not on the 
board when the lease was supposedly 
negotiated means there is no clear con­
flict of interest, but questions remain as 
to whether Allen's position on the board 
afforded him an improper advantage in 
setting up a lease arrangement, Turner 
said. 

"The arrangement needs to be fully 
disclosed in open meeting," the county 
attorney said. "I don't even know if the 
(solid waste agency) commissioners 
knew of the lease. The cmmty attorney's 
office didn't. And apparently Mr. 
McAninch didn't.'' 

Allen refused to comment on the deal. 
The six acre tract, which was deeded 

by retired coal operator B.F. Reed, of 
Drift, to the Floyd Board of Education, 
was apparently sold by the board to In­
dustrial Rentals. Proceeds from the sale 
went toward setting up a scholarship 
fund in memory of Reed's son.

Hearing On Hazardous 
Waste Rules Set 

Motorists are at a disadvantage as 
they travel on highways damaged by 
overweight trucks and are required to 
pay more and more for never-ending 
road repairs. 

When the Federal Surface 
Transportation Assistance Act was pass­
ed by Congress earlier this year, 
motorists not only began paying an ad· 
ditional five-cent gasoline tax, but also 
began sharing highways with longer, 
wider twin-trailer trucks. Final ap­
proval of which rvads in Kentucky over 
which these trucks can travel will be 
made in early October by the Federal 
Highway Administration. Motorists can 
expect even greater deterioration of our 
highway system; however, it is difficult 
to determine how much damage twin­
trailers will create on roads designed for 
smaller vehicles. Even the Kentucky 
Department of Transportation could not 
verify the maximum weights intended 
when these roads were built. 

AAA believes that the larger and 
wider trucks should not be allowed on 
highways that have less than 12-foot 
travel lanes, as this could create serious 
safety problems for motorists and other 
highway users. 

A public hearing on 100 new or revis­
ed hazardous-waste management 

• regulations will be held in Frankfort 
Tuesday, August 2 by the state Division 
of Waste Management. 

Even though truck operators will pay 
more in taxes and fees to use these high­
ways, the primary burden continues to 
rest on motorists. Studies show that 
truck taxes are insufficient. A federal 
highway cost-allocation study released 
last year concluded that while car 
owners would contribute more than 100 
percent of their share to the cost of 
highway damage by 1985, big combina­
tion trucks would pay much less. 

The hearing, scheduled for 10 a.m. in 
the auditorium of the State Office 
Building on High Street, will cover pro­
posed regulations filed with the 
Legislative Research Commission on 
June 15 and printed in the Kentucky Ad­
ministrative Register on July 1. 

The proposed regulations cover re-
• quirements for hazardous waste 

management and for land disposal of 
hazardous waste. Proposed regulations 
are based on federal hazardous-waste 
management regulations which became 
effective on January 26, 1983, officials of 
the division said. 

Significant safety issues are involved 
with twin-trailer trucks, too. Heavy 
trucks figure in more than their share 
of highway accidents, and trucks carry­
ing two trailers rate even higher, accor­
ding to a study conducted for the U.S . 
Department of Transportation.

dual Education Program for your child 
should he/she be determined to be ex­
ceptional and in need of special educa­
tion and related services .

appropriate. 

RECORDS You have the right to see 
any education records kept on your child 
and the right to know what the school 
will ao to make sure your <;~ild's records 
are kept private.

PENSION OFFSET 
EXEMPTION EXTENDED 

Eligibility for exemption from the 
·government pension offset has been ex­
tended for seven months by a law en­
acted earlier this year, Jim Kelly, Social 
Security district director for the Big San­
dy Area, said recently. 

This means that people who become 
eligible before July 1983 for a pension 
based on their own work for a Federal, 
State,orlocalgovernmentnotcovered 
by Social Security may receive an ex­
emption from the pension offset, but on­
ly if they were dependent upon their 
spouse for half or more of their support. 
The half support requirement applies to 
both men and women. 

Under the offset, a pension based on 
their own work for a governmental en­
tity not covered by Social Security would 
cause a reduction in Social Security 
spouse's or surviving spouse's benefits 
unless the person is e ligible for an ex­
emption. Under the old law, a person 
had to have become eligible for a 
government pension before December 
1982 to be eligible for an exemption. 

Under the offset, a person's Socia l 
Security benefit as a spouse or surviv­
ing spouse is reduced dolla r for dollar 
by the amount of any pension he or she 
receives based on their work for a State, 

Federal, or local government not 
covered by Social Security. For people 
becoming eligible for a pension after 
June 1983, the offset will amount to two­
thirds of the pension. 

A person who receives a benefit on his 
or her own Social Security record is not 
affected by the pension offset. 

More information about the govern­
ment pension offset can be obtained at 
the Big Sandy Social Security office, 
located on U.S. 23 between Prestonsburg 
and Paintsville. The telephone number 
is listed in your local directory under 
U.S. Government.
