''I'm for the senior citizens," 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts want to 
make clear. "But everyone else is hav­
ing to tighten their belts and they are 
going to have to, too." 

The issue came up at a special 
meeting of the fiscal court last Friday 
when Magistrate Gerald DeRossett 
asked when the county's three senior 
citizens' centers were going to get the 
$4500 they were promised to pay for 
their bus drivers over the next three 
months. 

Some elderly citizens depend on the 
transport for basic needs like getting 
their groceries , DeRossett said . 
Magistrates Ed Caudill and Lowell 
Samons cited the court's "obligation" 
to the senior citizens and said they still 
favor funding for the bus drivers. 

But the county is short of money for 
gravel and some old people "draw as 
much as you do," Roberts said to his 
colleagues. "I won't be for it," he add­
ed, in response to a decision by Judge­
Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. to defer 
further discussion of the matter until 
the next regular meeting of the court 
on Feb. 18. 

The county will apply for about 
$200,000 in federal grant monies to lay 
water and sewzr lines from Prestons­
burg to the site of a proposed motel on

Second Hearing 
Told New Plan 
On Beer Sales 

No one, apparently, wants rowdy 
beer joints. But there is a better way to 
prevent their proliferation here than 
by a regulation proposed recently that 
would ban games and music where 
beer is sold. 

That was the consensus of a group 
which appeared at last Friday's hear­
ing on the regulation-the second of 
three public hearings, arranged by 
Floyd ABC Administrator Denzil 
Allen-to offer its own suggestiOn for 
control of beer outlets here. 

According to a proposal outlined by 
Sandy Boyd, owner of a Harold 
package store, no beer drinking would 
be permitted on any premises without 
an entertainment license. An enter­
tainment license would authorize 
games, music, dancing and-on 
premises with the required state and 
county beer licenses-beer consump­
tion as well. 

Before issuance of an entertainment 
license, according to this proposal , the 
applicant's "capability" should be 
scrutinized closely, there should be 
adequate parking space, the entertain­
ment should not interfere with the 
neighboring business or residential 
community, a cover charge should be 
levied to pay for a deputy to be on duty. 
and half the proposed tax on liquor 
sales should go to the Sheriff's depart­
ment to beef up law enforcement. 

"We can do without roadhouses 
-where people just come in and drink 
and do nothing else. Maybe they're the 
reason we had trouble in the past,"

Even as they welcomed the prospect 
of tax revenues on liquor sales, 
members of the Board of Education 
proved unwilling, at their regular 
meeting last Wednesday, to endorse a 
tax on unmined minerals. 

In his third appearance before the 
board on the issue, Joe Szakos, 
representing the Kentucky Fair Tax 
Coalition, asked for board endorse­
ment of a bill in the state legislature 
which would tax coal in the ground at 
the same rate as surface property is 
taxed. 

Revenues from such a tax could 
amount to "several hundred thousand 
dollars," Szakos said.

For $1.5 Million 

Surgery performed by two physi­
cians on a young Auxier woman at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
last February was unnecessary, was 
done negligently, and caused her 
death, the woman's husband and 
mother claim in a suit filed in Circuit 
Court last week 

Patricia Bentley, then 21, entered the 
hospital February 3 last year and was 
operated on the following day for 
removal of an ovarian cyst, family 
members said. The next day she was 
dead. 

The suit filed by the dead woman's 
husband, Elmer Bentley, and her 
mother, Ellree Hyden, also names her 
two children - Crystal Lynn West, 6, 
and George Edward Bentley, 4-as 
plaintiffs and :;eeks a total of $1.5 
million in damages.

Attorney Asks Grand Jury 
To Probe 'Vigilante Justice' 

Young offenders here need protec­
tion from angry crime victims bent on 
"vigilante justice," a Prestonsburg 
defense attorney said this week. 

Gary Johnson, who made his case 
before a circuit court grand jury Mon­
day. cited two recent cases to bolster 
his claim. In both cases, young men 
allegedly involved in property crim~s 
were shot and seriously injured by trle 
property owners, the attorney said. 

While the alleged thieves were subse­
quently apprehended , however , 
charges have never been brought 
against those who shot them. 

Johnson-said he asked the grand jury 
either to return indictments against 
the property owners, to investigate the 
two incidents, or at least to indicate in 
its report that it would not tolerate 
crime victims' taking the law into their 
own hands. 

The grand jury's report is not ex 
pected until later this week. 

In one of the cases cited by the 
defense lawyer, Sam Williams, 25. of 
Little Mud Creek, was accused of 
breaking into a Honaker grocery store 
owned by Terry and Joanne Lykens 
last May. 

As he fled the scene, Williams was 
shot in the back with a .38-caliber 
revolver, sustaining injuries to various 
internal organs, it was reported. The 
injured man's sister swore out a war­
rant against Terry Lykens in connec­
tion with the shooting, Johnson claims. 

Williams later pleaded guilty to a 
third degree burglary charge, drawing 
the maximum five-year jail sentence, 
which was probated, however. The 
facts that he had no previous criminal 
record and was disabled by the inju,ries

Report of Mine 
Reopening Held 
'Too Optimistic' 

Recent newspaper and televisiOn 
reports of the return of hundreds of 
Eastern Kentucky miners to work 
were at best overo{)ptimistic, The 
Times learned late last week. 

South East Coal Co., which has 
mines in Knott and Letcher counties, 
has returned a reported 650 miners to 
work, and Beth Elkhorn in the Jenkins 
area has recalled 350 who had been idl­
ed. 

But the report that National Mines is 
reopening its main operations on 
Caney Creek, a few miles from 
Wayland, are premature. A more ac­
curate report is that it has given a few 
contract miners on Jones Fork, Knott 
county, the green light for work, but 
even that may be only temporary. The 
mam mines, which employ about 400, 
remain "down" and the prospects are 
admittedly "not good." 

Some see better days ahead with a 
renascent automobile industry and the 
promise of more metallurgical coal be­
ing needed for steel production. But 
Harry La Viers, Jr., of South East Coal, 
is not one of these. He fears the coal 
market as it once was may never be 
back . 

He notes that around Thanksgiving, 
South East had piled up 250,000 tons of 
coal that it couldn't sell. 

''We decided that the steel industry 
wasn't going through a business cycle,

Liquor License 
Probers Solicit 
Help by Public 

A state police team which has been in 
this county for some weeks in­
vestigating reported violations in the 
issuance of beer and whiskey licenses, 
appealed this week for public 
assistance in the probe. 

The police involvement came at the 
request of the state Alcoholic Beverage 
Control Board last December At that 
time, ABC Commissioner Edward A. 
Farris wrote to KSP Commander Billy 
Wellmann requesting an investigation 
by police of charges that bribes were

An attorney for a number of unsuc· 
cessful applicants this week challeng­
ed county officials to declare whether 
or not they attempted to influence the 
granting of licenses . Speaking at a 
hearing Friday on a proposed regula­
tion for retail beer outlets-the only 
elected officials present were Sheriff 
Henry Hale and Magistrates Gerald 
DeRossett and Lowell Samons-Gary 
Johnson charged that, amid the con­
cern for regulating taverns, there is "a 
more important issue on which the 
fiscal court has been strangely silent." 

"The public interest would be best 
served," Johnson explained, "if county 
officials would say publicly whether or 
not they had anything to do with who 
got licenses and who did not." 

The two magistrates present im­
mediately asserted that they had done 
nothing to influence the granting of 
licenses. 

Amid .rumors that police in­
vestigators may have unearthed 
evidence of influence peddling in the is­
suance of licenses, a police spokesman 
this week urged anyone with informa­
tion to call the Pikeville state police 
post. 

Mine Victim's Widow 
Sues for $3.7 Million 

Negligence on the part of the RFH 
Coal Company at Craynor caused the 
death of her husband in the explosion 
that rocked the firm's No. 1 mine on 
Mink Branch last January, Unnie Hall, 
21. has charged in a suit filed in Circuit 
Court here and in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville. 

The young widow is seeking $3.7 
million in damages as a result of the 
blast which killed Ronnie Hall. who 
was 25 at the time of his death. and six 
other miners last Jan 20 

Named as defendants in the suit are 
Rita Faye Hamilton, Joyce Ann 
Hamilton, Gail Hamilton and Dorie 
Hamilton. owners of RFH Coal. the 
company listed on federal records as 
operator of the mine: the Joyce Ann 
Coal Co .. a successor to RFH: the BJL 
Coal Co.. (lf which Jeromia Dean 
Tackett is named as principal: the 
Joseph Mining l'o .. with corporate of­
fices in Hoskinston (Leslie county) and 
a tipple at McDowell; and the Elk Horn 
Coal Corp., said to have provided RFH 
Coal with engineering and other SPr 

vices. 

Joyce Ann. Gail and Done Hamilton 
are widows of three brothers killed in 
the explosion; Rita Faye Hamilton was 
a sister to the three brothers. 

The suit notes that RFH Coal was 
cited last April by mvestigators from 
the federal Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration for failing to install line 
brattice. material designed to direct a 
stream of air to the mine's working 
faces in order to keep those areas free 
of highly-volatile coal dust; for allow­
ing dangerous amounli:> of coal dust to 
accumulate and not applying enough 
rock dust to settle it: for overloading 
the charges used to blast coal from the 
face of the seam: and for improper 
storage of explosives and detonators. 

The ventilation system in the RFH 
mine was so arranged that the air 
stream actually carried coal dust to 
the mine's working areas : charges 
were detonated without the required 
stemming material used to prevent the 
charge from firing back into the mine; 
no water spray system was being used 
to settle coal dust on two conveyor

Gov. John Y. Brown ordered utilities 

Monday to turn the heat back on for 
Kentuckians who pay a third of their 
overdue bills. 

Several thousand people are out in 
the cold because they fell behind on 
their electric or gas bills, estimated 
Laura Murrell. chairman of the state 
Public Service Commission . 

Brown approved the emergency 
regulation at the PSC's request. 

It took effect immediately. 
Before. a customer could arrange to 

pay off the last winter's bill gradually. 
But by Aug. 1 he had to have paid 
enough for his bill to be current- or 
risk disconnection. 

Two weeks ago, Louisville Gas & 
Electric cut off the heat to an 86-year­
old woman with a $1,700 bill. She died 
Feb. 1 of several diseases, said the 
state medical examiner, Dr. George 
Nichols. 

Brown said her death , though not 
caused by cold, " has shown that some­
thing must be done to prevent a 
tragedy. " 

Consumer groups have pressed the 
state to ban all winter cutoffs or to 
make it easier for people to keep their 
heat. 

Brown declined to ban cutoffs. But he 
did order utilities to reconnect a 
customer who : 

• Pays one-third of his bill or $200, 
whichever is less. 

• Agrees to gradually pay more so 
that the bill is current by Oct. 15. 

• Ge ts a certificate of need from the 
state Department for Social Insurance, 
in the Cabinet for Human Resources. 

Brown's order applies to those who 
apply for reconnection within 15 mon­
ths of the cutoff. 

He said it would "ensure that needy 
Kentuckians will have heat without 
placing a tremendous burden on the 
utilities or their customers." 

Utilities have argued that prompt­
paying customers wind up subsidizing

Brown urged utilities to set up funds 
using customers' donations to help the 
poor pay their bills and keep their heat. 

He said cutoffs were "an issue that 
society must deal with ." 

Louisville Gas & Electric has such a 
fund . 

Kentucky Utilities has said it will 
decide in a few months whether to 
begin one, too. 

One problem is how to pick fairly 
those customers who will receive the 
money, said Vice President Lynwood 
Schrader. 

Under state rules, if a person falls 
behind on heating bills, a utility must 
give 10 days' notice before shutting off 
the heat. 

If he is needy, he may qualify for the 
state certificate. This will give him 30 
more days of warmth- time to arrange 
to pay at least part of his bills. 

He may also qualify for state 
payments averaging $221 per 
household, from the Home Energy 
Assistance Program.

Lily May was raised in Powell Coun­
ty in "pinch-em-tight" holler in the 
Red River Gorge. She went to WLS in 
Chicago at the age of 19 to perform on 
the National Barn Dance and then on to 
star as a member of one of the first and 
girl string bands on radio at Renfro 
Valley. The band was called the " Coon 
Creek" girls . 

"We wanted to be called The 
Wildwood Flowers, we all had flower 
names ... Rosy, Blackeyed Susan, 
Lily ... , 

Mr. Lair named the girls "Coon 
Creek Girls" and the name stuck until 
1958 when the group disbanded. Back 
then the music was called "hill billy" . 
Now, it takes Lily May before college 
and festival audiences across the coun­
try. She is releasing a record album in 
the Spring. 

"Lilly May is a treasure," says 
Powell County musician Dick Albin, 
" the songs she knows are important 
enough; but, more than that, seeing 
and hearing her is experiencing the 
best in what a vaudeville and country 
music trooper can do."

Special Session Looks 
At Teacher Shortage 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Raymond Barber, in response to an in­
vitation, appeared on Jan. 31 before the 
Sub-Committee on Elementary, Secon­
dary and Vocational Education of the 
U. S. House of Representatives in 
Washington. 

The sub-committee, chaired by Carl 
D. Perkins, of Kentucky's 7th district, 
is considering emergency legislation to 
resolve a critical nationwide shortage 
of qualified math and science teachers. 

Sponsored by Perkins, the bill calls 
for $300 million for 1984 to upgrade 
teachers' skills in math and science. A 
student loan program for persons 
desiring to become qualified teachers 
o£ mathematics and science is one 
feature of Perkins' bill.

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Acid Rain: Scienti~ts Debate Cloudy Issues WESTERN AUTO BUILDING

"The data sho" that the area of acid 

rain has sprf'ad southward and west­
ward from the northeastern United 
States and that acidity has generally 
intensified in the Northeast since the 
early 1950s. "-A New York state scien­
tist. 

"The Idea that there has been a clear 
increase in thf' acidity or precipitation 
in the Unitf'd Statf's over the years is 
not well established. "-A ff'deral 
government scientist. 

Acid rain-is it the "ecological issue 
of the 80s," "a uniquely modern, post­
i~dustrial blight.. as widespread as the 
winds that disperse it," or a "tempest 
in a teapot.. .much ado about nothing"? 
The· answers aren't in yet, but one fact 
is certain: Acid rain is a complex 
phenomenon about which reputable 
scientists disagree. 

Clouding the controversy is a 
multitude of uncertainties about the 
nature, causes, extent and effects of 
acid rain and the potential remedies 
for its real or perceived threats. Acid 
rain has been blamed, many say un­
fairly, for killing aquatic life in lakes 
and streams, stripping forest soils of 
nutrients, damaging crops. corroding 
buildings and materials and even en­
dangering human health. The stormy 
debate is gathering hurricane strength 
as the new Congress prepares to take 
up regulatory action that could cost m­
dustry billions of dollars a year. 

Just what is this stuff that has scien­
tists from the State University of New 
York to the Smithsonian Institution im­
mersed in study? 

In the first place, acid rain is not just 
rain. It is also hail, snow, fog, gases 
and dry particles-collectively called 
"acid deposition ." Water in the at­
mosphere exists initially as a weak 
acid because carbon dioxide, a natural 
constituent of air 1 dissolves to form 
carbonic acid. If nothing else were pre­
sent, "pure" rainwater would have a 
"pH"- a term used to denote 
acidity-of about 5.6 <pH 7 is neutral). 

But other substances reaching the at­
mosphere tend to shift the pH higher 
(more alkaline) or lower <more 
acidic). Many of these substances 
result from naturally occurring pro­
cesses. Dust and debris carrying I 
slightly alkaline soil particles are 
swept from the ground into the air; 
volcanic eruptions spew sulfur dioxide 
and hydrogen sulfide, both of which 
react to form sulfuric acid; lightning 
creates nitrogen oxides which in turn 
form nitric acid. Decay of organic mat­
ter, sea spray and fires also add rain­
altering chemicals. 

In the North temperate regions of the 
world, however, the real assault on the 
atmoiiphere comes from man, not 
Mother Nature The main culprits ap-

pear to be sulfur dioxide and nitrogen 
oxide gases injected into the air from 
the burning of fossil fuels by utilities, 
boilers of all kinds and vehicles. 

In the atmosphere, a host of 
chemical reactions only some of 
which are well understood-occurs, 
transforming these gases into acids. 
The acids fall to earth as wet and dry 
deposition, a process that probably has 
been going on since the Industrial 
Revolution. 

Recently, however, the situation 
may have been aggravated by super 
tail smokestacks constructed to comp­
ly with the Clean Air Act of 1970 to 
reduce local air pollution. These stacks 
discharge emissions high into the at­
mosphere where they hitch rides on the 
prevailing westerly winds, perhaps for 
hundreds of miles and many days. 
before they rain down 

Therein lies the political crux of the 
controversy. Environmentalists and 
some scientists claim that emissions 
from the Midwest have caused an in­
crease in acid precipitation in the 

• northeastern United States, damaging 
hundreds of lakes in the Adirondacks 
and Canada and threatening thousands 
more. 

These claims are so convincing to 
some that the last session of Congress 
came close to passing a bill that would 
have required large reductions of 
sulfur dioxide emissions in 31 states at 
a cost, mainly to the electric utility in­
dustry, of billions of dollars. At least 
some of this cost would be passed on to 
consumers in the form of higher elec­
tric bills. 

"The question is," an EPA 
spokesman says, "do we know enough 
about acid rain to pass this kind of 
regulation? We think the rhetoric is 
outrunning the science." 

Some scientists agree. For starters, 
sohd evidence is lacking that links 
emissions in one part of the country to 
the acidity of rain falling in another, a 
link known as the "source-receptor 
relationship." Only "rudimentary" 
steps have been taken in this area of 
research, says Dr. Volker Mohnen of 
the State University of New York, 
Albany. 

Since 1978, Mohnen and his col­
leagues have been using meteoro­
logical data to track the origin of 
parcels of air arriving with rain and 
snow at Whiteface Mountain in the 
Adirondacks. "So far, the most we can 
determine is where the air has been in 
the 48 hours prior to rainfall," Mohnen 
says. "The research tells us nothing 
about where the acidity originated and 
what might have happened to the rain­
bearing air parcel in the days in bet­
ween." 

Of the source-receptor relationship, 
Mohnen says, "With current 
meteorological data, we cannot iden­
tify the 'smoking gun.' But I am firmly 
convinced we will find it as our 
meteorological network is extended 
and refined and we carry out more 
research." 

Mohnen and others are especially 
concerned about regulations focusing 
solely on sulfur dioxide. For one thing, 
rtitrogen oxides are playing an increas­
ingly important role in acid deposition, 
especially in the eastern United States. 
"Many people think if we reduce sulfur 
dioxide emissions, the problem will be 
solved. Well," he emphasizes, "it is not 
that simple." 

Even measuring the acidity of rain is 
far from simple, Dr. David L. Correll, 
a Smithsonian biochemist, points out. 
He has been measuring and tracking 
the acidity of rainfall and its effects on 
ground and surface waters and soil for 
nearly 10 years at the Chesapeake Bay 
Center for Environmental Studies near 
Annapolis, Md. 

"The pH of rain changes quickly with 
time," he explains, "because particles 
in the rain may dissolve and bacteria 
in the water can convert chemicals, 
especially nitrates, into other 
substances that alter the 'true' pH." 

In fact, much of the early data used 
to support the claims of increases in 
acidity is not based on direct measure­
ments of pH, Correll says, but rather IS 
calculated from measurements of 
other chemicals in the water-a less 
accurate way to determine pH. "That's 
not surprising," he notes, "because 
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prior to the 19605, vitually no one in the 
United States was interested in acid 
rain and few people measured the pH 
of rain ." 

Correll is among the few scientists 
who have made direct, long-term 
measurements of rainfall pH. His 
studies show that, in the last eight 
years, the mean annual acidity of bulk 
rainfall at a site near the Chesapeake 
Bay has increased almost fivefold. 

In contrast to Correll's finding, a 
United States Geological Survey study 
of bulk precipitation in New York state 
between 1965 and 1979 found no 
statewide trend in the pH of rain, 
although acidity did increase some­
what m the western part of the state. 

The longest continuous record of U.S. 
rain pH values is from the Hubbard 
Brook Experimental Forest in New 
Hampshire. Data from 1964 onward 
show no significant trends in pH. Yet 
one of the study's directors, Dr. Gene 
E. Likens of Cornell University, is 
"convinced that the area of acid rain 
has spread southward and westward 
from the northeastern United States 
and that acidity has generally inten­
sified in the Northeast since the early 
1950s " He bases this conclusion on an 
analysis of existing pH data, both 
calculated and measured. 

Likens' contentiOn, supported by a 
number of scientists, is countered by 
others who agree with Dr. Jack Picker­
ing of the USGS in Reston, Va. Says 
Pickering, "The idea that there has 
been a clear increase in the acidity of 
precipitation in the United States over 
the years is not well established 
because no one has been monitoring pH 
that long or over a widespread area." 

Reputable scientists also disagree 
about the extent to which acid rain has 
damaged aquatic and terrestrial 
ecosystems. According to Robert F . 
Flacke, former Commissioner of the 
New York Department of Environmen­
tal Conservation, "More than 300 lakes 
and ponds <in the state) have already 
lost-<1r are in danger of losing-their 
fish populations." 

He places the blame squarely on acid 
rain, although a utility industry study 
points out that a combination of factors 
may be at work, including increased 
recreational uses of these waters and 
reduced levels of fish stocking in lakes, 
ponds and streams between 1960 and 
1980. 

More important, perhaps, than these 
factors is the undisputed fact that 
many of these lakes and ponds are 
especially vulnerable to acidification 
because they are perched atop bedrock 
and thin soils containing naturally low 
levels of alkaline minerals that "buf­
fer" acid wa•ers. A large propor-

fog along the coast nea r Los Angeles 
with a pH of 1 7-the most acidic 
precipitation yet measured in the 
United States, more than three hun­
dred times more acidic than most rain 
in the East and about two thousand 
times more acidic than rain in parts of 
the world remote from industrial ac­
tivity. The major culprits in the L.A. 
fog, Dr. Michael R. Hoffmann of Cal 
Tech says, are nitrogen oxides, 
primarily from auto emissions. 

Acid rain may a lso seriously strip 
soil of key nutrients, other scientists 
say. Near the Chesapeake Bay, the 
Smithsonian's Correll has found that 
potassium, calcium a nd magnesi um, 
critical elements for plant growth , are 
literally being displaced by acidic 
elements in forests and to a lesser ex­
tent in pastureland and cropland. 
These soils, like many in the mid­
Atlantic Coastal Plain, already conta in 
naturally low levels of such elements. 

Time is the critical factor , Correll 
warns. "If this loss of critical elements 
continues, we're eventually going to be 
seeing dead forests. It could take a few 
years, or it could take decades, but •it 
will happen.'' 

And the list of concerns and areas 
needing further research grow daily. 
When freed from soil minerals by acid 
rain, aluminum, an abundant metal, 
washes into lakes and streams where it 
can kill aquatic life. Other metals, such 
as zinc·, nickel and lead, are also more 
soluble in acidic water, and there are 
concerns that high concentrations of 
these metals could contaminate drink­
ing water. 

Two reports expected early in 
1983-one from EPA, one from 
NAS-will try to get a fix on some of 
these unknowns and recommend areas 
for additional research. Meanwhile, 
under a 10-year, government-wide 
research program established by Con­
gress, a large-scale monitoring net­
work is being organized to establish 
trends in acid deposition unequivocal­
ly. 

So the debate all washes down to 
these critical questions: At what point 
do we know enough to pass appropriate 
regulations. and how much time do we 
have to take corrective measures? 
Other countries- notably Sweden, 
Canada and West Germany- have 
already taken legislative steps. 
Moreover, EPA scientists agree with 
the scientific consensus that acid rain 
exists, that it is a problem and will pro­
bably have to be controlled. 

But, says EPA Administrator Anne 
M. Gorsuch, "Our experience of recent 
years should teach us not to rush in 
with quick fixes where we know that 
we have an inadequate understanding 
of existing conditions." In the end, all 
agree, Congress, not the scientific 
community, will decide.

SUPERMARKET "SPJtXIALS" 

Newspapers across the com­
monwealth carry numerous adver­
tisements proclaiming special savings 
on items at local food stores. These 
advertised specials can mean real 
bargains for the smart shopper who 
compares the advertisements and 
shops where the lowest prices are 
advertised. But, what if an advertised 
item is sold out when the shopper ar­
rives or is almost impossible to locate 
in the store? 

According to Attorney General 
Steven L. Beshear, this situation may 
constitute an unlawful act by the 
grocer. Rules of the Federal Trade 
Commission, reinforced by Kentucky's 
Consumer Protection Act, provide cer­
tain guidelines for the use of advertised 
specials by food retailers. Some 
special sav:ngs are often used as "bait 
advertising' 'to get you into the store so 
that a more expensive sale can be 
made. Although "bait advertising" is 
unlawful in Kentucky, some stores 
have a habit of always being "sold out" 
of advertised specials. This is in viola­
tion of Federal Trade Commission 
regulations regarding retail practices, 
as well as the Kentucky Consumer Pro­
tection Act. The four conditions of an 
advertised special are: 

The grocer must have in stock an 
amount of the advertised item suffi­
cient to meet the expected demand. 

The advertised item must be con­
spicuously displayed in the store for 
easy location by the shoppers. 

The advertised item must, for the 
period of the sale, be priced at or below 
the advertised sale price. 

The advertisement must clearly 
state any specific restriction on, 
limitatiOn of, or exceptions to the 
availability of the advertised item. 
These include limits on the quantity of 
the item each shopper may purchase, 
as well as the minimum amount of 
total purchase necessary to take ad­
vantage of the special. If the advertise­
ment is made by a food chain, it must 
indicate which of the chain's stores, if 
any, are not participating in the 
special. 

"If the supermarket has sold out of 
the advertised special, ask for a rain­
check," says Beshear. "This is a ticket 
or credit allowing you to purchase the 
item at a later date at the presently 
advertised special price. While this 
policy may be fair, the Federal Trade 
Commission rule says that a raincheck 
in itself is not enough to comply with 
the law. You have a right to the product 
at the .advertised price the first time 
you go to the store." 

Getting the most for food dollars is 
easy if you make wise use of advertised 
specials. Compare the advertised 
prices and read the advertisement ful­
ly. Don't be a victim of "~ait advertis­
ing". 

If you have trouble locating a sale 
item, do not hesitate to ask the store 
manager to assist you. If an advertised 
item is not available at the super­
market, check the ad to make sure 
there are grounds for a complaint. If 
there are, complain to the store 
manager. If you do not get results, con­
tact the Office of the Attorney General, 
Consumer Protection Division, 209 St.

* GOOD NEWS REPORT *

Director of ACTION 
"I'm just wild about Harry" is 

something of a theme song at the 
Muscular Dystrophy Association 
<MDA) in Grand Rapids, Michigan. 
Harry is Harry VanderLaan, who trad­
ed a career as president of the Chris­
tian Labor Association to become a 
highly valued volunteer, along with his 
wife, Jean, in ACTION's Retired 
Senior Volunteer Program. 

Before his retirement in 1972, 
Harry's hobby had been woodworking. 
He built toys and rabbit hutches for his 
grandchildren and did general home 
repair for his friends. Now his hobby 
has become a most important vocation 
for the MDA. The association had a 
summer camp on Lake Michigan, but 
the facility was not barrier-free and 
could not accommodate the needs of 
the nearly 70 campers who wished to 
attend the one-week summer session. 

Muscular Dystrophy campers are 
confined to wheel chairs when out-or­
doors. They also require wooden 
ramps to get about, some constructed 
to permit travel in three different 
directions. Each ramp can cost as 
much as $1,000-half of that as labor 
expenses. MDA was faced with the 
hard fact that it could not afford to 
equip and operate the camp. 

That is, until Harry went out and 
looked over the site. He announced that 
if the MDA would supply the lumber he 
would do the rest. The rest consisted of 
developing a formula to construct 16 
new ramps of various lengths and 
sizes-one for those who wanted to ride 
horseback and needed Harry's in­
novative style to make it possible. He 
also built special bedside stands for 
each camper. It was a huge under­
taking by any measure, but Harry 
VanderLaan, an orderly thinker, with 
a keen eye, an agile mind, and a 
sparkling sense of humor to go with his 
wizardry, took on the challenge and 
quietly accomplished what some 
deemed impossible. 

Not only did his workmanship make 
. the camp operable; he and Jean also 
intended to help in any way they 
could-for each camper is assigned a 
volunteer as an aide. 

That was last year, and as a result 

Harry was named VIA Senior 
Volunteer of the year. This year his 
talents have been directed toward 
building equipment for handicapped 
pre-school children. Everything these 
children need must be constructed with 
care, scaled down to size and designed 
for special use. If the county had to pay 
the going rate, the cost would be pro­
hibitive, but with Harry in his 
workshop all things seem possible. <In­
cidentally, when he's not there on 
Tuesdays you'll find him serving as a 
Red Cross driver). 

Usually, while Harry is measuring 
the angles in his workshop, Jean is at 
the Kent Community Hospital where 
she has been assisting as an RSVP 
volunteer for the past nine years. The 
way the VanderLaans look at it, "we 
have been very fortunate." Harry, 74 
says, "What we do is the least we can 
do. We have God-given gifts that we're 
simply sharing." 

And in that sharing you can unders­
tand why in Grand Rapids they're 
"just wild about Harry." 

NATURE TRAILS

The Indians depended on herbs for 
medicine and each tribe had a 
"medicine man" skilled in preparing 
healing draughts and potions. He 
usually mixed his medicine in a stone 
basin called "the Indians' apothecary 
shop. 

We Know Your Way Around 

"One of their best herbs was com­
mon dooryard plantain. They used 
poultices of plantain leaves to cure bee­
stings, insect bites, snake bites, 
eczema, old sores and carbuncles. 
One of our old poets once wrote, "The 
Charities that soothe and heal and 
bless are scattered at the feet of men 
like flowers. But we're prone to give 
these little heed and often trample 
them underfoot. One of these lovely 
herbs is common plantain, found in 
fields, lawns and waste places. In the 
spring, if you feel weak and rundown 
try two or three messes of greens fixed 
as follows: When poke shoots get about 
four inches high, pick equal parts of 
poke and plantain and cook together. 
Let this mixture simmer, and while it 
is simmering, break into it a couple of 
raw eggs and stir well. After a few 
days of eating this, you'll feel like 
whipping a bulldog! The genus name of 
common plantain means "sole of the 
fool," as the leaves often lie flat, like a 
foot. The species name of our common 
plantain is Rugellic, so named for Fer­
dinand Rugel, who is said to have first 
found plantain in the Kanawha Valley 
and reported it to the botanists. Seeds 
of plantation are produced in long 
spikes and are highly valuable as food 
for the birds. They are gathered as 
food for canaries and other caged 
birds. We have three other kinds of 
plantation in our region-buck planta­
tion, bracted plantain and hoary 
plantain (white). None of these is of 
any value as food.

It is recommended highly both as 
a food and medicine. A poultice of plan­
tain leaves is recommended for 
erypipelas eczema and burns. A tea 
made of dried plantain leaves is also 
used for dropsy It is also used as a 
remedy for piles and hemorroids when 
properly applied. Plantain tea mixed 
with the tea of yellow dock makes a 
medicine to cure ringworm. Plantain 
poultices help to cure old sores and 
ulcers. 

So we should never despise any 
plant, no matter how humble and lowly 
it may be.

1/ Provide club grounds for yearly AMA-sanctioned motorcycle hillclimb 
races. 

1/ Conduct annual fish fry which is a community-wide event as well as a ma­
jor fund-raiser for the club. 

1/ Lodged formal objection to the reopening of a three-day rifle hunting 
season on deer in the Dewey Lake area at the recent Kentucky Federation 
of Sportsmen meeting at Johns Creek. 

The club maintains its bank accounts at the First Commonwealth Bank, 
Prestonsburg. First Commonwealth President Burl Wells Spurlock made the 
following comment concerning the club: 11Based on my experience, I have no 
reason to doubt the integrity of the club, its officers or directors, and the 
manner in which the organization has conducted its business through the 
years." 

With a membership of approximately 300, efforts are now under way to 
attract new membership and rekindle major club activities. With a trailer lot 
located on its club grounds complete with free gas and hookups, a caretaker 
is being sought who owns a mobile home to locate there to protect planned 
renovation of the club grounds and facilities from vandalism which has prov­
ed a problem in the past.

Dec. Jobless Rate 
Hits High Record 

A record high 192,800 jobless Ken­
tuckians has caused the state's 
unemployment rate to rise from a 10.8 
percent revised November rate to a 
11.3 percent preliminary December 
rate. 

The comparable national jobless 
rate was a nonseasonally adjusted 10.5 
percent. Kentucky's unemployment 
rate for December 1981 was 9.5 per­
cent. 

According to Cabinet for Human 
Resources labor market statistics, the 
number of jobless Kentuckians in­
creased 6,600 from November to the 
record-setting December estimate. 
December's number of unemployed is 
an increase of 35,200 from December 
1981. 

The December unemployment rate 
for the state's bituminous coal mining 
industries climbed to 30.2 percent from 
the 26.8 percent November rate. The 
December jobless rate in Kentucky's 
construction industries was 'l:/.5 per­
cent and the manufacturing industries' 
rate was 16.7 percent. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force 
declined from 1,718,100 in November to 
1,710,500 in December. The civilian 
labor force includes only persons cur­
rently employed and unemployed per­
sons actively seeking jobs. 

Th·e number of Kentuckians 
employed during December was 
estimated to be 1,517,700, down 14,200 
from November. The decrease is at­
tributed largey to a 15,000 drop in the 
state's agricultural employment. 

According to Human Resources 
statistics, the state's nonagricultural 
wage and salary employment was 
estimated to be 1,550,100 in December, 
a gain of 3, 700 jobs. This increase was 
due primarily to seasonal retail sales 
jobs for the Christmas season, an 
upswing in tobacco manufacturers' 
jobs, plus a recall in transportation 
equipment industries. Jobs in Ken­
tucky's manufacturing industries in­
creased only slightly from November 
to December.

PORTABLE APPLIANCES 
"When in the market for a portable 

appliance, consumers should learn as 
much as possible about the appliance 
before buying," says Attorney General 
Steven L. Beshear. "There are some 
general considerations applicable for 
many small appliances." 

The required care is greatly deter­
mined by the exterior finish . If the ap­
pliance will receive much use, the 
finish should be one that will not wear 
off easily, such as chromium. 

Storage should be considered before 
making a selection. There should be 
enough space to store and to use the ap­
pliance properly. It should be accessi­
ble and convenient. 

The appliance should carry the 
Underwriters Laboratories seal of ap­
proval. The seal should be on the ap­
pliance or on the specification sheet 
which describes the appliance. 

Portable appliances usually carry a 
one-year guarantee. Some have a five­
year guarantee. The guarantee should 
clearly state how long it will be in ef­
fect, what parts and services are 
covered and what the buyer's and 
seller's responsibilities will be. Be sure 
to keep the warranty, marked with the 
purchase date. 

It is often necessary to send a 
registration card to the manufacturer 
in order ·for the warranty to be effec­
tive. A warranty will be void if the ap­
pliance has been tampered with. If it 
needs servicing, it should be returned 
to the manufacturer or taken to an ap­
proved service center. 

There are basic principles which 
may be applied to the use and care of 
all portable appliances: 

Before using the appliance, read the 
instruction booklet and file it for future 
reference. 

When the appliance is not in use, the 
control should be set at OFF. 

If it has a detachable cord, plug it in­
to the appliance first and then into the 
outlet. 

After use, disconnect the cord at the 
outlet, then from the appliance . 
Disconnect by pulling the plug, never 
the cord. 

Do not use extension cords with heat­
producing appliances. Stretch looped 
cords to full length to avoid heat 
buildup. Always replace worn, frayed 
cords with new ones. 

Unplug heating appliances im­
mediately after use. Allow it to cool 
before cleaning and storing. 

Immerse an appliance in water only 
if it is specifically labeled " immersi­
ble." 

Be familiar with the wattage of the 
appliance in use. Do not connect more 
than 1650 watts on any electrical cir­
cuit at one time. 

"If used correctly, small appliances 
save the consumer time, money and 
energy. It is important to follow 
manufacturer's recommendations to 
ge the most from an appliance," ad­
vises Attorney General Beshear.

Kentucky Afield 
GROUNDHOGS 

I've never been able to understand 
why any self-respecting groundhog 
would want to come out of a snug, 
warm burrow in February just to 
verify what the rest of us already 
know- that winter isn't over yet. 

But even without the folklore about 
shadows and cold weather, the ground­
hog is a right interesting creature. For 
one thing , he often goes around under 
an alias, calling himself a woodchuck. 

One name is about as good as the 
other , becaue as far as wildlife 
biologists have been able to determine, 
he neither hogs ground nor chucks 
wood. 

The groundhog, classified as a ro­
dent, is the second largest member of 
the order Rodentia occurring naturally 
in K~ritucky (five points to anyone who 
knows what the largest is ). 

His closest relatives are squirrels 
and chipmunks, even though the fami­
ly resemblences aren't immediately 
obvious since he lacks much of the 
speed and grace of his smaller cousins. 

His vegetarian habits sometimes get 
him in trouble with gardeners and his 
excavaticns make him less than 
popular with farmers, but he's still a 
va luable member of the wildlife com­
munity. For one thing, his burrows pro­
vide excellent hiding places for a 
number of other species and biologists 
suspect that the more a groundhog bur­
rows in a given area the more rabbits 
there will be. Foxes, opossums, rac­
coons and skunks also live or hide in 
groundhog t•oles. 

Free ranging dogs probably repre­
sent the greatest threat to groundhogs, 
although it takes a brave (or foolhar­
dy dog to tackle a full gro·Nn "hog". 
They are good fighters and, when in­
spired, can run at speeds up to 12 miles 
per hour. They can also swim and, like 
the other members of the squirrel 
family, won't hesitate to climb a tree if 
necessary. 

There are a lot of dedicated 
groundhog hunters around Kentucky, 
most of whom consider shots of under 
100 yards unsporting. Shooting ground­
hogs 200 to 300 yards away demands 
special rifles, a good eye, steady 
nerves and offers a real challenge to 
the marksman. 

There is no closed season on ground­
hog hunting except for the "no guns" 
period between Nov. 1 and the opening 
of the small game season the third 
Thursday of November. But since most 
woodchucks have gone into hibernation 
by the end of October, hunting is 
naturally limited to spring, summer 
and fall . 

Landowners usually welcome 
groundhog hunters because of the need 
to keep woodchuck numbers down. And 
with meat prices what they are, it's 
worth pointing out that these animals, 
when properly prepared, can be good 
eating. 

In areas where hunting cannot be 
allowed for safety reasons , the county 
conservation officer can offer advice 
on controlling groundhog populations if 
these animals are causing crop or 
pasture damage. 

Finally, the groundhog furnishes out­
door columnists something to write 
about in early February, when ab­
solutely nothing else is happening. He 
also gives readers of this column a 
chance to collect five points if they cor­
rectly identified the beaver as our 
largest native rodent.

$9 Million in Grants 
For Small Operators 

One Year Old 

Natural Resources Secretary Jackie 
Swigart has announced that, since 
1979, Kentucky's small coal operators 
have received aid totaling more than $9 
million in services from a state-federal 
program known as SOAP, the Small 
Operators Assistance Program. 

Small operators, those mining or in­
tending to mine less than 100,000 tons of 
coal a year, are offered two basics ser­
vices by the program, Swigart said. 

"This program offers the small 
operator help with the financial burden 
of gathering information required in 
the comprehensive-mining permit ap­
plica tion," she said . "Our grants save 
the small operator on the average of 
$18,000 to $20,000." 

Information covered by SOAP grant 
awards is of two types-geologic and 
hydrologic . explained SOAP manager 
Bob Nickel. " We help the small 
operator by awarding grants to help 
pay for the collection and analysis of 
these two types of data," he said. 

Grants to fund this information­
gathering are awarded directly to the 
professional engineering and en­
vironmental firms selected, Nickel 
said. 

" In addition to reviewing applica­
tions and awarding grants to qualified 
operators, we will help small operators 
with site-related problems, if possible, 
and with problems in filling out their 
applications for assistance," he added. 

Interest in the program has grown 
over the years, he said. "I think this is 
due to the increased awareness, among 
the state's small operators, that we're 
here to help and that the hydrologic 
and geologic data which can be provid­
ed by SOAP will be required in future 
permit applications." 

About $5.8 million is available to be 
granted to small operators during 
calendar 1983, Nickel said. "The SOAP 
staff already has awarded 123 grants 
this month," he said. "This brings our 
total of active funded projects to more 
than 500. By the end of January, we an­
ticipate having about 550 active pro­
jects. This will make the Kentucky 
SOAP program by far the largest in the 
nation," Nickel said. 

Nickel, who joined the program in 
late October, explained that this large 
total represents many working hours 
on the part of the 18-person SOAP staff. 
" We have a relatively small staff, com­
pared to the size of the program, and 
these people have been working very 
hard to see that the state's small 
operators are helped as quickly and ef­
ficiently as possible," he said . 

Money for the program comes from 
funds paid by coal producers to the 
federal government on each ton of coal 
mined. "This isn't free money which 
we get from Washington, it's a portion 
of the money which Kentucky coal 
operators have already paid into," 
Nickel said. 

In addition to the Frankfort staff, 
there are SOAP representatives in 
e.ach of the regional offices of the state 
Department of Surface Mining. 

" In addition to our immediate goal of 
aiding the small coal operator, we are 
using the data gathered under these 
grants to build a historic long-range 
base of hydrologic and geologic data 
about Kentucky's coal-mining regions.

A ward-Winning 
Klan Study To 
Air This Month 

Actor James Whitmore narrates an 
in-depth exploration of the people 
behind the masks in "The Klan: A 
Legacy of Hate in America" on Mon­
day, February 21, at 7:30p.m. on KET. 

Prompted by the renewed Ku Klux 
Klan threat across the nation, the 
award-winning film includes original 
footage, still photographs and rare 
newsreels, documenting the rise of the 
Klan from 1865 to the present. Lyn­
chings, ceremonies and clips from the 
D.W. Griffith film classic, "The Birth 
of a Nation," depict a dark side of 
America, which Whitmore calls "still 
very much alive." 

James Ertel, editor-in chief of the 
Encyclopedia Britannica Yearbooks, 
calls the film a classic, while Barbara 
Van Blake of the American Federation 
of Teachers calls it "essential viewing

Eleven employees in the Pikevile 
division of Kentucky Power Company 
retired February 1 under the 
company's one-time early retirement 
offer which is part of the electric utili­
ty's broad range of cost -cutting 
measures 

Across the company. 24 employees 
accepted the offer. according to W.W.

·this state. Tell them you want the 10% withholding tax 
repealed, because it would impose an unfair penalty on 
savers like yourself.

Can today's automobile operate effi· 
ciently on the methane gas that is such 
a hazard in coal mines? The answer 
may be found in a joint experiment be­
ing conducted by the University of 
Louisville and the Kentucky Transpor­
tation Cabinet. 

The university 's ·government law 
center is coordinating the experiment 
with technical assistance from the 
Speed Scientific School. The project 
will involve operating 25 state vehicles 
on methane gas for six months. 

Methane, or natural gas , is available 
from several sources in the state. The 
gas is present in coal seams and under­
ground faults and is produced from 
decomposing agricultural wastes. It is 
the same gas used in gas heaters in 
homes throughout Kentucky.

The Transportation Cabinet is 
volunteering 13 vehicles and $150,000 
for the project. 

Some of the vehicles will be fueled 
with liquified methane and the r emain­
ing with compressed methane. The six­
month experiment will test the 
vehicles under normal operation on ci­
ty streets and open highways. 

It is the first such test by a state 
government in the nation. 

"We were excited when the universi­
ty approached us with this proposal," 
said Transportation Secretar y J ames 
Runke. "Methane is plentiful in Ken­
tucky. It has the potential to save us 
tremendous amounts of money and 

· free us from dependence on imported 
oiL" 

In 1980, Congress passed an act en­
couraging the use of methane as a 
renewable and clean r esource. The 
Kentucky General Assembly approved 
a resolution in 1982 directing the 
Transportation Cabinet to implement a 
methane fuel demonstr ation program . 

Methane gas in coal seams has been 
responsible for numerous mine explo­
sions. By first drawing off the gas, coal 
mines could be made safer and the fuel 
could be used for transportation. 

Akers has been interested in energy 
problems since the oil embargo of 1974. 
As development secretary he played a 
major role in creating the state's 
energy research center at Spindletop 
in Fayette County. 

He is also secretary of the Interstate 
Coal Bed Methane Committee, com· 
prised of six states interested in 
developing coal bed methane as an 
energy source. 

The 25 test vehicles include state 
pickup trucks, vans and sedans. The 
university is providing 12 vehicles, in­
cluding small cars and pickups. 

The drivers will fill their tanks at the 
university . The vehicles will be equip­
ped to use methane or ga soline to allow 
the transportation employees to fill 
their tanks at convenient times. 

Akers said methane is iJeal for fleet 
vehicles which fill up at a central loca­
tion. 

Beech Aircraft Corp. of Wichita , 
Kan ., is providing assistance with the 
liquified methane. Advanced Fuel 
Systems of Kentucky is providing com­
pressed methane systems. Both com­
panies have contributed fuel stations 
and training to the un iversity. 

"Kentucky could play a key role in 
developing this important energy 
resource," Akers said. "This s tate has 
both the reserves and the distr ibution 
system to produce methane in quanti­
ty. "

Q. The doctor who delivered my son 
in 1942 and my daughter in 1947 is dead. 
I had several miscarriages, and he 
gave me a drug to prevent them. l 
think it was DES. How can I find out, 
and what should my children and I do? 

First, if your children were born in a 
hospital, contact the me<lical records 
department. Be sure to give them the 
date of each child's birth and the name 
of the physician. If your children were 
born at home, it may be more difficult. 
A good place to begin is with the physi­
ian who took over your physician's 

practice when he died. Usually. old 
records "'ill be filed away somewhere. 
Other possibilities are the county 
medical association or asking the 
oldest physician in town or your physi­
cian's relatives if they remember what 
was done with his old records. 

If you learn that you were treated 
with DES, it is vital that your current 
physician and those of your son and 
daughter be aware of it. DES 
(diethylstilbestrol) is a man-made 
estrogen hormone that was developed 
about 40 years ago. It was widely 
prescribed for women who had com­
plications during pregnancy, especial­
ly vaginal bleeding with a risk for 
miscarriage or when the mother had 
diabetes. Probably, the mothers of 
several million young men and women 
took DES. Only in 1953 was it determin­
ed that DES may not have been as ef­
fective as originally belived. 

In 1971, scientists determined a con­
nection between maternal ingestion of 
DES during pregnancy and a rare form 
of cancer of the cervix and vagina in 
their daughters. Current data suggest 
that this cancer will occur in more than 
one case per 1,000 women exposed to 
DES. This form of cancer usually oc­
curs among women in their late teens 
or early twenties. Even though your 
daughter has passed the high risk age, 
he should inform her physician if you 

took DES. 
Sons of women who took DES during 

pregnancy may have certain reproduc­
tive and urinary tract changes more 
frequently thar. other men. It is not 
known whether such abnormalities af­
fect the ferility of DES.exposed sons. 
No increased risk of cancer has been 
found among DES-exposed sons. 
Assuming you did take DES, your son 
and his physician should know it. 

A follow-up study of DES.exposed 
mothers indicated that they had a 
higher incidence of breast, cervix, en­
dometrium Oining of the uterus), 
uterine, and ovarian cancers than 
unexposed women. It is important to 
note, however, that not all scientists 
agree that the number of cancers is 
significantly higher among DES­
exposed mothers . Your physician 
needs to know if you took DES so that 
he/she can keep a close check on you.

Q. My father has cancer of the pro­
state and I am afraid of getting it. 
Could blood in the urine be a sign of 
this? How is it diagnosed? 

In men over 50, continuing urinary 
difficulties may indicate prostate 
cancer. Such difficulties include a 
weak or interrupted flow of urine, the 
need to urinate frequently (especially 
at night), inability to urinate or dif­
ficulty in starting urination, blood in 
he urine, a flow that is not easily stop­

ped, or painful or burning urination . 
Pain in the pelvis,lower back, or upper 
thighs may also be a sign of prostate 
cancer. Sometimes such pain is the 
first or major symptom. 

These symptoms may also result 
from a non-{:ancerous enlargement 
called benign prostate hypertrophy Cor 
BPH) . More than half the men in the 
U.S. over 50 suffer from BPH, which 
ften requires surgical removal of part 

or all of the gland. Only a physician can 
tell if the symptoms are due to a benign 
or malignant enlargement or other ill­
nesses. 

The initial steo in diagnosing this 
cancer is a rectal examination. During 
an internal examination of the rectum, 
the physician can feel irregular or 
unusually firm areas that may indicate 
a tumor. Fortunately, almost all pro­
state cancers begin on the part of the 

rostate that can be felt by a rectal ex­
amination. Prostate cancer is one of 
the most frequent tumor types in men .

Q. My father had a cancerous brain 

tumor several years ago. At that time, 
his physician told us that the symp­
toms he experienced prior to diagnosis 
were signs of the tumor. Perhaps, if we 
had been aware of these danger 
signals , we could have obtained 
medical attention for him sooner. 
Would you please explain the symp-

• toms of brain cancer so others may 
benefit from them? 

A. Brain tumors may be benign (non­
cancerous) or malignant (cancerous). 
The symptoms are similar . 

Symptoms related to brain tumors 
vary with the size, location, and growth 
rate of the tumor, and they include loss 
of consciousness, nausea, vomiting, 
difficuluty in reading, disturbance or 
Joss of hearing, sight, speech, taste, 
smell or balance. Another symptom is 
any change in control of movement. 
Seizures resembling epilepsy occur in 
about a third of brain tumor cases. The 
most common symptom is headache, 
which may be steady or come and go. 
It may indicate that a tumor is growing 
and exerting increasing pressure on 
normal brain tissue. Any new, severe 
or recurring headache should be 
reported promptly to a physician. 
Other symptoms may include increas­
ed irritability, a feeling of laziness, or 
unusual sleepiness. Sometimes when a 
tumor develops slowly, symptoms are 
so gradual that they are scarcely notic­
ed. 

A patient's hope for recovery is 
directly related to how promptly symp­
toms of brain tumors are reported to a 
physician. Any of these symptoms may 
be caused by a condition other than 
cancer, but they should be reported to 
a physician immediately.

Eight Are Indicted 
In Kidnapping Case 

A federal grand jury last week in­
dicted six men and two women on 
charges of conspiring to kidnap Kathy 
Osborne Niece, of Letcher county. last 
month. 

Named in the indictment were Mar­
vin Osborne, Marion Alfred Osborne, 
Charles Douglas Osborne, Teresa Ann 
Osborne, Larry Glen Osborne, Roy 
Junior Adams, Ronald Lee Caudill and 
Michelle Caudill. 

The five-count indictment also 
charges Marvin Osborne with 
unlawfully carrying a gun during the 
kidnapping. Two other counts charge 
Marvin Osborne with receiving and 
possessing a gun after having been 
convicted of a felony. 

The defendants pleaded not guilty to 
the charges in U.S. District Court in 
Pikeville Monday. 

The eight were arrested by FBI 
agents and state troopers shortly after 
Mrs. Niece, who had been missing for 
three days, walked into a Virginia 
grocery store. All are related to Mrs. 
Niece by blood or marriage. 

The FBI said earlier that two of the 
defendants had agreed to release Mrs. 
Niece. without the knowledge of the 
others, afte:: she offered to pay them 
$5,000. Authorities had charged that 
the suspects hoped to obtain a $500,000 
ransom from the victim's father-in­
law. 

The indictment charges that the 
eight "did unlawfully, knowingly and 
willfully combine, conspire and con­
federate with each other and others 
unknown to the grand jury" to kidnap 
Mrs. Niece . 

Among other things, it charges that 
on Jan. 17 Mrs. Niece received a call 
from an "unknown female" instructing 
her to go to the Childers Gulf Station at 
Isom, where she was later threatened 
by Marvin Osborne. 

In addition, it is charged that Teresa 
Osborne called Mrs. Niece on Jan. 18 
and instructed her to go to the A&P 
parking lot in Whitesburg. Later that 
day , the indictment alleges, Marvin, 
Alfred and Charles Osborne "met, seiz­
ed and abducted" Mrs . Niece at the 
parking lot of Maloney's Department 
Store in Whitesburg. 

The grand jury further charged that 
Mrs. Niece was held until Jan . 21 at a

mobile home at Partridge in Harlan 
County where Marvin and Teresa 
Osborne lived. 

While she was held there, the indict­
ment alleges, Ronald and Michelle 
Caudill, Marvin and Teresa Osborne, 
Larry Glen Osborne and Roy Junior 
Adams met at the trailer at various 
times "and discussed the division of 
and the use of ransom money to be 
demanded in return for the release" of 
Mrs. Niece. 

On Jan. 20, the indictment charges, 
Alfred. Marvin and Teresa Osborne 
forced Mrs. Niece to write and then 
record a message demanding the 
$500,000 ransom and saying that Mrs. 
Niece would be killed if it was not paid. 

Marvin Osborne "held a gun on 
Kathy Osborne Niece while the ransom 
demand was being recorded," the in­
dictment chal'ges. 

Teresa Osborne, the indictment 
says. called Bob Polly of Whitesburg, a 
friend of Mrs. Niece, ahd played the 
recorded ransom demand over the 
phone. 

The grand jury said that on Jan. 21. 
Marvin and Teresa Osborne drove 
Mrs. Niece to near Pound Gap, Va .. 
where she was released.

Dyslexia Testing 
Slated At Hindman 

Dyslexia screening will be offered 
for Floyd county children, Feb. 18-21, 
a t the Knott County Human Resources 
Center, Hindman . 

Mrs. Cliff Latta, Prestonsburg direc­
tor of the Reading Research Program 
for Dyslexic Children, said this week 
that parents who wish to have their 
children tested should contact the 
center as soon as possible. 

Dyslexia is a learning disorder that 
makes it difficult for many children to 
Jearn to read and write . Some 15 per 
cent of the population is estimated to 
have dyslexia , Mrs . Latta said. 

"The problem is one which can be 
overcome if the children receive 
special tutoring," she said. " Ours is a 
volunteer program that involves both 
the parents and children in a weekly 
tutoring session." 

The tutoring session, lasting 13 
weeks, begins Feb. 22 at Hindman, and 
plans are underway to start a similar 
program in Floyd county beginning 
next fall. 

Before any child is eligible for the 
program, however , he must be screen­
ed to determine if dyslexia is actually 
present. The screening-a series of 
standard I.Q. and other school tests-is 
done by the Kentucky Association for 
Specific Perceptual Motor Disability, 
under whose auspices the Knott county 
program operates. 

If the child qualifies, he may be able 
to enter the spring semester program, 
Mrs. Latta said. A six-week summer 
school for dyslexic children is also of­
fered at Hindman by the Hindman Set­
tlement School. Children must have at­
tended one semester of tutoring before 
being eligible for the summer pro­
gram. 

To request screening for your child, 
write to Tutorial Program, Hindman 
Settlement School, Box Q, Hindman, 
Ky . 41822. Parents should include their 
child's name, age, school year, address 
and telephone number. 

Children from first grade through 
high school are eligible .
