Default Judgement Costs 
r.fipple Operator in Suit 

A default judgment was handed down 
Friday against one of the defendants in 
a $3.7 million damages suit arising out 
of last year's mine disaster at Craynor. 

Attorneys for Unnie Hall, 21, had ask­
ed for the judgment against the Joseph 
Mining Co., of Hoskinston (Leslie coun­
ty), operators of a tipple at McDowell. 

Mrs. Hall is the widow of Ronnie Hall, 
a me of seven miners killed Jan. 20, 1982, 
~Y an explosion in the RFH No. 1 mine 

on Mink Branch. The blast was caused 
by negligence on the part of the mine 
opera tor, plaintiff claims in suits 
originally filed in both circuit court here 
and U.S. District Court in Pikeville. 

While the tipple operator made no 
answer to the charge, four other cor­
porate defendants have denied respon­
sibility for Hall's death. RFH Coal Co., 
isted on federal records as operator of 

the fatal mine, and the Joyce Ann Coal 
Co., a successor to RFH, have claimed 
the miner's death was due to causes 
beyond their control. 

The BJL Coal Co. and the Elk Horn 
Coal Corp., which is said to have provid­
ed RFH Coal with engineering and other 
services, have both denied they exercis­
ed any control over mining operations 
at the RFH No. 1 mine. 

In another order handed down Friday, 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley set aside a 
previous stay of proceedings. Plaintiffs 
sought the circuit court stay in May, 
pending the outcome of an identical suit 
filed in federal court in Pikeville. 

A federal judge dismissed the suit last 
month, on grounds of lack of jurisdic­
tion. Judge Conley's order means the 
case is returned to the active court 
docket here.

Most Officials Cool 
To Training Program 

A proposal that would require county 
officials like coroners, sheriffs and 
jailers to meet state standards of train­
ing and competence got a generally cool 
reception from Floyd officials this week. 

Under a draft proposal put last Tues­
day to a legislative subcommittee in 
Frankfort, the constitution would be 
amended to give the legislature power 
to set qualifications and training re­
quirements for county officials; to 
abolish the offices of constable and coun­
ty surveyor, and either to eliminate the 
office of coroner or make it appointive 
rather than elective. 

Before it would take effect, the 
amendment would have to be approved 
by the 1984 legislature and then by the 
voters in a general election. It was pro­
posed last Tuesday before the Subcom­
mittee on the Constitutional Structure of 
County Government, part of the 
legislative Task Force on Elections and 
Constititutional Amendments. 

Except for a few constitutional re­
quirements and a 1982legislative provi­
sion requiring coroners to take several 
day's training each year before they can 
examine bodies, county officials are not 
required to have any training. 

(In general, the state's 1891 constitu­
tion requires only that county officials 
be at least 24 years old and be residents 
of the state for two years and of the 
county for one year when elected.) 

(County and circuit clerks can be as 
young as 21 but must have a judge's cer­
tification that they can do the job. A 
county atJorney must have been a 
licensed practicing attorney for two 
years.) · 

Floyd County Coroner Roger Nelson 
said he favors the setting of professional 
and training standards for coroners but 
is skeptical about making the office ap­
pointive. Whether the appointment was 
made at the state or local level, "there'd 
be politics in it any way you go,'' he said. 

Between pressure from families on 
one side and insurance companies on the 
other, how good a job is done depends on 
the integrity of the coroner. "You're sit­
ting on a limb by yourself," he said. 

One thing he feels strongly about, if 
the state is going to come up with more 
regulations, it should come up with more 
money. "They're asking more and more 
from the coroner's office but, if the job's 
done right, it's going to cost money," 
Nelson said, adding, "we often have to 
fight the fiscal court to get what we're 
entitled to by law."

state exercises too much control over 
local law enforcement authorities, is op 
posed to the legislative proposal. 

There are already training programs 
available for sheriffs and deputies, 
which they can make use of it they want 
to, said Hale. "It's up to the voters of the 
county" to decide if the sheriff is suffi­
ciently competent. he said. 

A former legislator himself-he 
represented the 95th District in the 1948, 
1950 and 1952 legislative sessions-Hale 
said he had always fought for home rule. 
"We've given too much power to 
Frankfort now," he said, adding, "Half 
the members (of the legislature) never 
study a bill and don't know what they're 
voting on." 

Jailers can earn a $300-a-month ex­
pense allowance by taking 40 hours of 
training a year and most jailers take it, 
said Floyd Jailer Lawrence Hale. As 
long as jailers are voluntarily taking the 
training, he sees no need to make it man­
datory, said Hale. By insisting on cer­
tain qualifications for the office, "you 
could keep some good men from being 
elected," he said. 

While Sheriff Hale thinks they are 
helpful, support for constables appears 
to be eroding and county surveyors ap­
pear to be near extinction. The Kentucky 
Association of Counties favors abolition 
of both offices.

His chest crushed by a rockfall in a 
Magoffin county coal mine, Chris 
Maurice Yates, 23, of Printer, was dead 
on arrival last Wednesday afternoon at 
Our Lady of the Way Hospital, Martin. 

A scoop operator in an underground 
mine near Gunlock, Yates had gone in­
to another section of the workings to 
prepare a blasting shot when he was 
fatally inJured. Two other workmen 
nearby were uninjured. 

Scene of the accident is the l\11 Coal 
Company's Mine No. 1, operated by 
Morris Isaac, deputy Floyd county 
judge-executive, according to Mines & 
Minerals Department information. 

The victim was a son of Denzil and 
Josephine Meade Yates, of Printer, and 
was a member of UMWA Local No. 9845 
at Martin.

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The Missing Key 
From the Oval Office in the White House down to this desk, 

everybody has got into the act with criticisms and suggestions, 
all concerned in some degree with the low estate to which 
public education has fallen. But in all the welter of opinion few 
have cut as cleanly through to the heart of the matter as did 
a Prestonsburg girl in a newspaper interview this week. 

Mina Howard has an idea that the key to education lies in 
the desire of the student to learn. And we agree. 

That is not to say that desire alone will solve every problem, 
but without it all the facilities, curricula, higher teacher pay, 
all the teachers and teaching techniques will be of little value. 

The desire to learn, to have an inquiring mind-call it men­
tal curiosity-is a native gift for some. For others it is created 
and nurtured. 

That is where teacher and parent move center stage in the 
picture, both to serve as the catalyst that gets a young life and 
mind off center and moving in the right direction. 

Unless the teacher is one who has a contagious enthusiasm 
for the subject matter and can inspire and lead the student 
to want to learn, all the abilities of that teacher in other areas 
may be of little value. 

And, unless the parents care enough to make an earnest, in­
telligent effort to direct the child in this direction, the efforts 
of even the finest teacher may be wasted. Most of the 
youngster's problems-lack of discipline, dropping out of 
school, that ..Jeadly don't-care attitude- begin, as a rule, at 
home and wind up for such a neglected student in the dreary 
intellectual eddy of a schoolroom. 

Could it be that the parents need educating? Parent-teacher 
groups and school boards might well give that some 
consideration.

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Ward said his earlier reckoning of 
$120,000 as the cost of laying the 4.1 miles 
of line needed to furnish water to the 100 
or more dwellings on Johns Creek 
presupposed that the whole project 
needed to be done at one time. If it were 
done in stages, the cost could be reduc­
ed considerably, he said. 

Donald "Dootney" Horn, who is 
developing a flea market there, has 
pledged $12,000 to the water line con­
struction, Ward said . Two other 
businesses, the Austin Powder Co. and 
Rebel Coal Co., and Wayne Mandeville, 
a local resident, also indicated they 
would make a contribution to the ven­
ture, he said. 

The fact that private capital is involv­
ed and that jobs could be created- Horn 
said he is planning a fulltime restaurant 
and five concession stands on his site­
means the project could qualify for state 
economic development funds, Leach 
said. 

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo said 
the county would be willing to make ap­
plication for the funds, although it is 
unlikely the application would be 
reviewed until October. 

Ward proposed that the water line pro­
ject be completed in six sections-the 
first from the mouth of the creek to the 
flea market site; second, from the flea 
market to the Richmond Hill estates ; 
third, from Richmond Hill to a point 300 
feet beyond Music Branch; fourth, from 
that point to the Doug Fleming farm ; 
fifth, from the F leming property to the 
Potter and Marshall farms; and sixth, 
from the Potter and Marshall fa rms to 
the Miller property. 

If it were done in sections, it could be 
done for $81,180, Ward estimated. He 
would not estimate how much the tap­
on fee would be or how long it might take 
to complete the latter sections. While 
customer fees would be determined by 
the Public Service Commission, "we're 
going to keep them very low," Ward 
insisted. 

Som( up-creek residents expressed a 
fear that the project might peter out 
after the first sections were constructed. 
But Ward indicated there was no reason 
t() fear the project would not be com­
pleted promptly.

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Desire To Learn Is Key 
To Education, Student Says 
(Reprinted by perna~c;ion from the Le"'­
ington Herald-Leader> 

Prestonsburg's Mina Howard, 16, is 
walkmg proof that-contrary to the im­
pression fostered by some recent studies 
and reports-not all of today's high 
school students are intellectual cripples. 

The last time Mina received a grade 
lower than an A was in a freshman 
physical-education class-she got a B­
plus. Her principal academic interests 
are chemistry and mathematics, not 
necessarily in that order. 

She is a member of the Beta Club, the 
National Honor Society, the Key Club 
and the Chess Club. She also sings, 
swims and plays the piano. She would 
like to run track, although Prestonsburg 
High School- where she will be a senior 
this fall- doesn't have a girl's track 
team. 

Mina, who is the daughter of O.R. 
<Pete) and Hattie Howard, of Pres­
tonsburg, is one of almost 250 gifted high 
school students from around Kentucky 
now attending the new Governor's 
Scholars Program at Centre College. 
The program features a five-week 
course of classes, seminars, lectures and 
other activities designed to open new 
vistas in education and encourage ex­
cellence in the classroom. 

Last week, Mina talked with Herald­
Leader reporter Jim Warren about the 
program, the state of education and 
what it's like to be a gifted student. 

Question: Is being a gifted student a 
pleasure, or a burden that you have to 
bear? 

Answer: Sometimes in school you do 
get criticized for it...you answer a ques­
tion in class and sG.neone says "there 
she goes again.'' So you just simply quit 
answering questions in class and just sit 
there and listen because some people 
don't like you for it. 

But here, it's different. You can talk 
about things here that you can't talk 
about in other places ... because the peo­
ple here are really open-minded and 
they can listen to you and they don't put 
you down for the way you feel. 

Q: Was there a point in your school 
career when you realized that you were 
a gifted student? 

A: It never really hit me. I tried 
harder than a lot of others. A lot of peo­
ple didn't really care, but I wanted to 
learn. I guess that was about the only 
difference. 

Q: What are your impressions of the 
scholars program so far? Is it a good 
idea? 

A: Yes, I think it is a good idea 
because a lot of kids get held back in 
classroom situations. The teacher can't 
spend a lot of time with those who 
understand beyond those who don't And 
it gets boring. 

Here you do not get bored. In fact, 
they completely lost me the first day.

They really challenge you and you have 
to think if you're going to learn. 

I think that they're teaching us things 
and going deeper than we would ever 
have had a chance to go. They're really 
digging and explaining things that I 
would never have expected to learn at 
home. 

Q: What has it been like, being sur­
rounded by so many other bright young 
people? 

A: The people are just fascinating, to 
put it mildly. One of the people here has 
lived in Germany and Austria and 
speaks four different languages. It 
seems like they knew everything. 

I was scared to death before I came 
down here. I felt the other people would 
be so much more intelligent than I am. 
But I've learned a whole lot already. It 
has been an excellent experience for me. 

Q: What is the biggest thing that the 
program has done for you so far? 

A: It has made me realize that I'm not 
the only one. Like at school, I always felt 
so apart from everything. And I thought, 
well, I'm going to go through college 
bored and I'm never going to have 
anybody to challenge me. I was wrong 
and I was very glad to know that. 

I was never very sociable. I coal.dn't 
talk to people at all. But now that I've 
been down here, they kind of made you 
meet people. It's made it so much easier 
to talk to people. 

I've really enjoyed this and hearing 
the other people talk. Just hearing the 
other kids here has taught me a lot. 

Q: What kind of courses are you tak­
ing in high school? Are you emphasiz­
ing chemistry or math? · 

A: Both, really. I 'm taking every 
science and math course available. 

Q: Science and math have always 
been your principal interests? 

A: Yes. Science, I think, because it's 
constantly changing and there are so 
many things that are just far out, dif­
ficult to understand at times. And math 
because it works. It's a problem to be 
soived and I enjoy trying to figure out 
how to solve it.

Q: Do you think you've received a 
good education so far? 

A: I've had a couple of teachers who 
have helped me a lot. Specificially, in 
biology and math. Maybe it's a biased 
opinion, but I think I have one of the best 
biology teachers in the state. I also had 
an excellent math teacher this past year 
and that helped a lot. 

Q: What are your impressions of 
education in Kentucky generally? 

A: It may sound like a cop-out, but I'd 
say it's mediocre. It's not really good, 
but it's not really bad either. It's not as 
intellectually stimulating as it should be. 

Q: There seems to be a general im­
pression today that the majority of high 
school students aren't very well 
educated. Do you agree with that? 

A: As I said earlier, I think some peo­
ple just don't want to learn. But it's 
available and if you want to learn it, 
you'll learn it. I guess I've just always 
had a desire to want to learn as much 
as possible. 

Q: The general belief is that teachers 
haven't been doing enough. You seem to 
be saying it is the students; that if one 
wants to learn, one can learn. 

A: Definitely. I'm not really unhappy 
with the quality of the teachers. A 
teacher can only do so much. They can't 
pound it into you. I've run across a cou­
ple who have tried, but it doesn't work. 

There has to be a desire there to want 
to learn. If the desire isn't there, then the 
student is not going to want to learn. 

Q: Why don't some students want to 
learn? 

A: They think that it's ... they have 
more important things to qo. They don't 
want to do homework. They don't want 
to read books. 

Q: What kind of career are you 
considering? 

A: I've thought about going into the 
medical field and I've thought about go­
ing into some field of engineering. It 
would be between those two. 

I would never be a teacher; I can say 
that for sure. I'm not a patient person 
and don't feel that I could do the students 
any good. If a teacher doesn't enjoy 
teaching he can't teach and I don't feel 
I would enjoy it. 

Q: Where do you plan to attend 
college? 

A: I would like to attend Transylvania 
because it has a good chemistry depart­
ment. Otherwise, I might settle for UK. 
My parents want me to go to school in 
Kentucky because they want me close 
for one thing. But if I really felt strong­
ly about going out of state, they would 
agree with me. 

I prefer a smaller school and a more 
one-to-one relationship between teacher 
and student. But I'm sure that UK would 
challenge me. As I said before, you learn 
as much as you want to learn. 

Q: Then you have no doubts about the 
quality of education you would receive 
at a Kentucky college? 

A: No. Transylvania is an excellent 
college. 

Q: After college, do you plan to stay 
in Kentucky? 

A: Ihavenoidea. Itwouldbeimpossi­
ble to say. It would depend on the career 
I chose and the jobs available in that 
career. 

If there were more jobs available else­
where and I felt I could do more good 
elsewhere, I would go elsewhere. But if 
I felt I could do good here, I would stay 
here. 

Q: Do you think those kinds of jobs will ' 
be available in Kentucky? 

A: I certainly hope so, although I also 
have a desire to see and experience new 
things. But I would want to return ta. 
Eastern Kentucky. I would always go 
back for at least a while. 
Q: Do you have a sense of allegiance to 
Eastern Kentucky? 

A: Yes, I do. It's such a close-knit 
area. That's special to me. 

But I also feel that the way some peo­
ple have put the area down, even peo­
ple from that area, is not true. I've read 
some of the books and essays on Eastern 
Kentucky and they make it sound like 
we are all stupid. That bothered me. 
They make it sound like we're all runn­
ing around barefoot in overalls. 

I'd like to say, "Hey, we're not stupid.' 
There are problems there, but there are 
problems everywhere else too. 

Q: Today's students are pictured as 
being very practically minded, that they 
are planning careers that will provide 
the most income rather than looking for 
careers that would offer satisfaction. Do 
you agree? 

A: Yes, definitely. It's terrible to say 
that your first thought is financial 
security. But the economy is bad and 
you need a well-paying job and financial 
·security. That's the first thought. And 
then you look after that for something 
that you'be happy with. 

Q: Are large financial rewards impor­
tant to you? 

A: It would be nice. The pursuit of 
science is something that I would enjoy. 
But I can truthfully say that if I had to 
struggle to live, I wouldn't do it. 

Q: The scholars program is focusing 
on the future of Kentucky. Do you feel 
you have some responsibility for the 
state's future? 

A: I feel like we all have some respon­
sibility for what happens to this state. 
Because this state has really given us 
something that no one can take from us . 
I think we're privileged to be a part of 
it and that we should try to give 
something back

If you have roses, Boston Ivy, beans, 
grapes, sassafras trees or ornamentals, 
you could be in for a 4 to 6-week battle 
with the Japanese beetle. 

This insect can be devastating to 
about 300 species of plants, ranging from 
roses to poison ivy. The beetles, which 
are a half-inch long with bronze-colored 
wing covers, began to emerge in June, 
and will be most abundant in July, ac­
cording to Dr. Lee Townsend, Extension 
entomologist in the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. Some 
beetles may be found as late as 
September, he said. 

The insect is moving west, and will be 
seen in increased numbers in Lexington 
and Louisville this year, Townsend said. 
"The insect is becoming better 
established in the Bluegrass area. The 
beetles appeared here in large numbers 
for the first time last year, and they'll 
become more populous here in the next 
2-3 years." 

Japanese beetles were first found in 
the United States in 1916 near Riverton, 
N.J. They were first discovered in Ken­
tucky near Louisville in 1937, but the in­
festation was small and was eradicated 
with an insecticide. During the 1950s and 
early 1960s, beetle populations increas­
ed dramatically and spread in the 
eastern part of Kentucky and in surroun­
ding states. The infestation will continue 
to move westward across the state, 
Townsend said. 

The beetles usually feed in groups, 
and prefer plants exposed to direct 
sunlight, said Townsend. "A single bee­
tle does not eat much; it is group feeding 
by many beetles that causes the severe 
damage," he said. "Adults feed on the 
upper surface of foliage, chewing out 
tissue between the veins. This gives the 
leaf a characteristic skeletonized ap­
pearance." Infestation spreads as the 
adults fly in search of food . 

Japanese beetle grubs also are harm­
ful, the entomologist said. Grubs feed on 
the roots of living plants, and can sur­
vive in almost any soil. As they chew off 
grass roots, the grubs weaken the 
grass's ability to absorb enough water 
to withstand the stresses of hot, dry 
weather. As a result, said Townsend, 
large dead patches 5-20 feet in diameter 
develop in the grub-infested areas. 

"The sod on these dead patches of 
grass is not well-anchored, and can be 
rolled back like a carpet to expose the 
grubs," said Townsend. "If the damage 
is allowed to develop to this stage, it may 
be too late to save the turf. Recognizing 
the problem early can prevent this 
destruction." 

Milky spore disease treatment can be 
effective on Japanese beetle grubs, 
Townsend said. "However, at this point 
in the season, it's likely that most grub 
problems are not from Japanese beetles, 
but from white grubs, which are not 
susceptible to the milky spore disease. 
Before you decide to use milky spore 
disease treatment, be sure that you have 
Japanese beetle grubs." 

Individual beetles live about 3045 
days. Their activity is concentrated over 
4 to 6 weeks, after which the beetles 
gradually die off. 

"It is not feasible- economically or 
ecologically- to try to apply insecticides 
to all areas where beetles are found," 
cautions Townsend. "Insecticides such 
as Sevin, Malathion and Marlate are

useful in protecting valuable indi\ idual 
plants, but these insecticides have to be 
applied at least once a week when the 
beetles are abundant." 

Townsend said that many times new 
beetles will fly in immediately to take 
the place of those killed by insecticides. 
"If you have new beetles replacing t~' 
ones you just killed, you should coveJ.Afi~> 
plant with netting to protect it ' from 
devastation." 

Because feeding beetles attract addi­
tional beetles, the insects should be 
eliminated as quickly1as possible when 
they begin to appear, Townsend said . 
Handpicking is faster and more effec­
tive than insecticides in eliminating 
small numbers of beetles from plants. 

You can remove beetles from small 
plants by shaking the plants early in the 
morning <about 7 a .m.) when the 
temperature is low and the beetles are . 
sluggish. The pests can be killed by 
shaking them into a bucket of soapy 
water. 

Trapping also can be an effective part 
. of an overall Japanese beetle control 
program, Townsend said. Traps in 
suburban areas usually attract beetles 
frOm the immediate vicinity : in open, 
rural areas, they may attract beetles 
from as far as 300 yards away. 

"An important point to remember is 
that not all beetles that come into the 
range of the trap will be caught," says 
Townsend. "In densely-infested areas, 
large numbers of beetles can be cap­
tured in traps without any apparent 
decrease in plant damage. They may fly 
toward the trap, and then settle on an at­
tractive plant to feed. Remember that 
the trap will draw in beetles. Don't place 
traps in gardens or near plants that you 
want to protect." 

You can buy commercial traps that 
contain a floral or sex odor lure. For ad­
ditional information and free publica­
tions concerning Japanese beetles, white 
grubs and control methods, contact your 
county Extension agent for agriculture.

One of the most important decisions 
in a person's life is what to do after 
graduation from high school. 

Todd Johnson, of Prestonsburg, 
recently graduated fourth in his class 
from Prestonsburg High School and had 
already decided that he wanted to go to 
college and on to medical school. 

But he didn' t wait until school started 
in the fall to begin his studies. He is get­
ting a head start on many future 
medical school applicants by attending 
a special program at Kentucky State 
University, Frankfort this summer. 

" This program has given me 
everything I expected it would," said 
Johnson. "The program has provided an 
insight into many courses of study where 
my background has been limited. It has 
greatly enhanced my chances of suc­
ceeding in the medical field." 

In addition to classroom lectures in 
chemistry, mathematics, biology , 
physics and anatomy, the 12 PEPP 
students at KSU are gaining valuable 
laboratory experience, according to 
biology professor Dr. George W. Brown, 
director of PEPP at KSU. 

The former National Honor Society 
8 member and senior class treasurer is 

preparing himself for Transylvania 
University, which he plans to attend this 
fall , in the seven-week Professional 
Education Preparation Program 
(PEPP) at KSU. 

PEPP students conduct chemistry 
and biology experiments and dissect 
animals-all under the supervision of 
KSU professors, Brown said. 

Students are learning study habits and 
are getting a taste of college life through 
classes, by living in campus dor­
mitories, and through lectures from 
medical and dental students, Brown 
said. 

PEPP gives students who intend to 
become doctors and dentists a chance to 
experience college-level classroom 
work, visit local health-care facilities, 
and talk with medical professionals. 

PEPP participants must live in one of 
Kentucky's 74 counties, such as Floyd 
county, or parts of Louisville or Lex­
ington that are in need of medical pro­
fessionals, according to Larry Fowler, 
special programs director with the state 
Council on Higher Education. 

CHE administers and funds PEPP. 
There is no charge to the students.

to the Kentucky Society of CPAs, the 
most common mistake volunteer fund­
raisers make is overestimating whl'lt 
they can raise and underestimating 
what it will cost to raise it. 

In any fund-raising effort, planning 
and budgeting go hand-in-hand, CPAs 
say. It is wise to be conservative in your 
estimates and mindful of the past ex­
perience of your group and other groups 
in similar efforts. 

There are no reliable rules to forecast 
how much of each dollar collected will 
be consumed by the cost of raising it. 
Costs vary depending upon public 
awareness of your cause, and how much 
volunteer help you will have raising 
money. The United Way, for instance, 
one of the country's largest charitable 
organizations, estimates that 10 cents of 
every dollar collected goes toward ad­
ministrative and other fund-raising 
costs. 

But let's say you are serving on a 
small committee seeking financial aid 
to restore fine art pamtings owned by 
your community museum. First, decide 
how much can be raised from in­
dividuals, businesses, foundations and 
government agencies. (Despite cut­
backs in government funding, charitable 
giving last year reached a record $60 
billion, with 80 cents of every dollar com­
ing from individuals l 

Remember that as a fund-raiser you 
have a fiduciary responsibility to han­
dle your group's money in a fiscally­
responsible manner . Keep proper 
records of income and expenses, to 
disclose how funds are used. Govern­
ment and foundation grants, as well as 
many large individual donations, re­
quire financial reporting. 

You'll need a working capital base for 
expenses. Never commingle your 
money with that of the group's, CPAs 
advise. If you lay out your own money 
to get things started, you may end up 
taking a loss. CYou might claim that loss 
as a tax-deductible charitable 
contribution). 

AvOid paying operating expenses 
directly out of the proceeds from a fund­
raising event, CPAs suggest. A special 
account, with authorized signatures, 
should be set up for depositing all pro­
ceeds and paying all expenses. 

Fund-raising can present legal as well 
as bookkeeping problems. These can be 
avoided by taking pains to spend the 
money raised only on what it was rais­
ed for, and nothing beyond that. 

Although you may not believe you 
could raise too much money-it could 
happen That's where planning ahead 
becomes critical. 

Let's say your alumni committee is 
charged with raising $50,000 for a new 
gym at your community school, then in 
their zeal the committee actually 
generates $100,000! What do you do now? 
You can either refund half the money or 
spend it all on the gym. 

Since neither of those seems realistic 
or practical, CP As suggest that you plan 
for such a contingency by stating in your 
solicitations that the funds are to be 
spent for the construction of the gym, 
with any excess to go towards the 
group's general purposes. In the case of 
the alumni group, those purposes could 
be any of several that would directly 
benefit the students or the school. 

Cash flow is another consideration. If 
you stage a benefit concert for your local 
symphony and part of the money rais­
ed must be paid in advance to rent the 
concert hall, then you must plan your 
fund-raising so that the donations arrive 
before the concert. 

Always be conscious of tax considera­
tions, CPAs advise. If you are soliciting 
people to join your organization-say the 
local historical society-you must let 
them know how much of their contribu­
tion is tax-deductible. 

You should also be familiar with IRS 
requirements for non-profit organiza­
tions. Be sure your activities do not 
violate certain prohibitions against lob­
bying, which could threaten the group's 
tax-exempt status. 

Fund-raising can be as simple as 
holding a cake sale or as complex as 
seeking grants for a day-care center. 
But whatever it is, time spent in setting 
goals, planning, budgeting, forecasting 
cash flow, and organizing financial 
records will pay off with a more suc­
cessful effort-and probably more 
money for your cause.

In an automobile, the wind­
shield protects the driver's eyes from 
wind, rain, and flying bugs or rocks. On 
a motorcycle a face shield or pair of 
goggles serves the same function. 

The Motorcycle Safety Foundation 
suggests your face shield or goggles 
should be : 

-Free from scratche and shatter­
proof Cbearing the Z2.1 or VESC 8 stan­
dard in the upper right hand corner). 
Scratches on eye protection are par­
ticularly dangerous at night because 
they reflect the glare of streetligbts 
and oncoming headlights. 

-securely fastened so they wo~'t 
blow off. 

-Constructed to protect the eyes from 
dirt, bugs, water, and other foreign ob­
jects . Regular sunglasses do not pr<r 
vide proper eye protection on a motor-

• cycle. 
-Well-ventilated to prevent fogging 

that can distort vision. 
-Equipped with clear lenses if used at 

night. After dark, tinted lenses can 
• reduce vision significantly.

council candidates in the November 
election remained unclear this week. Of 
those nailed in a May 20 suit by Dave 
Stephens, who is also a candidate, four 
have filed an answer to Stephens' charge 
that they had not filed properly and one 
of them has lodged a counterclaim. 

George Cecil Brown, Paul Hunt

verified. 

In addition, Brown has filed a suit 
claiming that Stephens himself failed to 
have the signatures on his petition pro­
perly _verified and that his name should 
be removed from the November ballot. 

A motion for dismissal of Stephens' 
suit by Larry D. Brown, attorney 
representing George Cecil Brown, was 
passed over in circuit court Friday pen­
ding further negotiations between the 
parties. 

Eight of the defendants in Stephens' 
suit- Maxine S. Bierman, Frank Allen 
Adams, Donald Whitaker, Bobby Wat­
son, Jeffrey Horn, Gladys M. Franko, 
Bobby Ranier, and Donald "Dootney" 
Horn- have made no answer in the case.

After 15 minutes, hearing nothing 
from the boy, Mr. and Mrs. Perkins at­
tempted to pull him to the surface but 
the rope or chain had come loose. 

Mrs. Perkins volunteered to go after 
her brother. She was lowered into the 
well.

Arithmetic Class 
After recess, there was time for a 

quick break before returning to classes. 
After a jog "down the path" to the out­
house-to the boys' in one direction, or 
the girls' in another--we lined up at the 
outside pump to wash away the sweat 
and grime. 

Right there in the handiest place grew 
the biggest patch of wild soap plants that 
there was for some distance. Each child 
would grab just the right amount of 
leaves to produce a good lather when 
rubbed briskly with water that flowed 
from the mouth of the pump. A quick 
rinse and all traces of the green suds 
were gone. The Jaw of preservation ex­
isted because we took only the amount 
we needed, leaving plenty for the rest. 
No one cared much if they were splash­
ed or that the water got slung all over 
themoo.unless you were in the process of 
"growing up", as they said. Then their 
attitude was ... "look at those silly 
children playing in the water. Don't they 
have anything better to do?" If there 
was no one around to pump for you to 
drink or wash, out of necessity we learn­
ed to swing a leg over the pump handle 
so we could do our own pumping. 

After all the noise and confusion ebb­
ed, the routine started all over again 
with the first and second grades doing 
their one .. . two .. . three's and right on up 
to one hundred. The rest of us had heard 
it so many times we would pat our feet 
as it seemed to have picked up a tune or 
rhythm. 

It was quite common for everyone to 
be interrupted with an announcement of 
"I've pulled my tooth!" .. . " He knock­
ed the scab off my sore knee!" ... "She 
bit my arm! " 00. If the school room was 
silent with studying when such a startl­
ing statement was made pure pande­
monium occurred. Laughter seem­
ed to be catching until the whole house 
would seem to rock until teacher tapped 
her ruler on the desk for silence. The 
class would resume and teacher would 
start all over again 00 . class dismissed 
000 next class. We used to try to imitate 
teacher's voice, but, of course, not in her 
presence. 

The next class would always be lean­
ning, as if someone were going to say, 
"ready, set, go." The one that got in the 
first position at the recital bench would 
get to recite first; this was always 
something special. The next person 
would usually do the same or a similar 
lesson and the next and the next until it 
was very monotonous, but this was the 
way we learned. 

The children living near the school 
were allowed to walk home for lunch. 
Actually, it was a run home for lunch 
because it was unthinkable to leave 
everyone at school to have such a good 
time, but the hot country dinner made 
it all worthwhile. The children who had 
brought their lunch would then scram­
ble for the bench in the back of the school 
room to find their own. After much yell­
ing and talking, pushing and shoving, 
everyone went outside and sat at the 
place of their choice. There was never 
any litter, because we threw the food 
scraps over the fence to the big hogs that 
belonged to the neighbor across the 
creek. If the hogs weren't walking 
around the field close, they soon would 
be, we knew. The paper scraps were 
crammed into the pot-bellied stove to 
start the next fire, whether it was next 
morning or two weeks from then. If it 
rained and ·we ate inside at our own 
desks for obvious reasons, it was the 
same. No worries, no cares, no fears 
seemed to be felt, just the unspoken an­
ticipation of the good life ahead. 

Who could want more than this? I'm 
sure it never crossed any of our minds 
that some of us might die in war, some 
in horrible accidents or that others 
would live so far away that they didn't 
have time for a glance at the lovely hills 
from where we all had started. We 
seemed so close, .such a devoted little 
group that we seemed to be a single per­
son, but soon all were to be separated 
forever by adulthood. 

Some lunches were packed in buckets 
but most of them were packed in brown 
paper bags called "pokes." Some had 
the top folded, some twisted and some 
were marked with crayons to tell which 
poke belonged to whom. There was no 
need to worry about someone stealing 
your lunch because all anyone had to do

was ask and the owner would share right 
down to the last pod of grapes or pop 
corn ball. 

Since then I have eaten at the 
Biltmore Restaurant upstate, at the 
Cock and Bull in Houston and at the Neil 
House in Columbus, and thoroughly en­
joyed them all, but I can truthfully say, 
beyond shadow of a doubt, that the most 
appetizing aroma in my lifetime came 
to me upon removing the lid from a 
tightly sealed gallon bucket in which my 
mother had packed my lunch with 
roastin' ears, still warm after she 
freshly boiled them, a slice of fried pork, 
greasy, thick and Jean, in a split-open 
home-made biscuit and a few sugar 
cookies my mother told me she "just 
threw together" ,without a recipe. What 
a treat! The steam from the corn seem­
ed to warm the bread and keep it fresh. 

Lunch period was exactly one hour 
long. There were many ways to enjoy 
this long play period. "Slap-in-and-slap­
out," " Question Box" and " Buzz One, 
Buzz Two", were among the quieter in­
side games that we played. Some of the 
outside games were " Handkerchief," 
"Marbles" and " Red Rover." Our 
playground included every class in the 
whole school, which meant that we had 
a varying age group.

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Illegal Mine Crackdown 
Included East Ky. Raids 

One"year after being given full police 
powers by the state legislature to in­
vestigate cases of suspected illegal min­
ing, members of the Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection Cabinet's 
special investigative unit have released 
annual figures indicating that their ac­
tivities have helped to slow the amount 
of illegal mining taking place in Kentuc­
ky. 

"During this past year, we have in­
vestigated 358 cases, made 42 arrests 
and confiscated 36 pieces of heavy min­
ing equipment valued at $2.5 million," 
said Doug Shoulders, chief of the in­
vestigative unit. 

"These totals are impressive when 
you realize that we have only 11 officers 
for the entire state. Nine of our officers 
are assigned areas which cover more 
than 1,000 square miles," Shoulders 
said. 

"While we are proud of our totals, the 
numbers of people arrested and the 
amount of equipment confiscated 
doesn't tell the entire story. We feel that 
our deterrent value is as important to 
protection of the state's environment as 
the cases where we actually apprehend 
wildcatters," he said. 

"We aren't out in the coal-prod'ucing 
areas of the state to get people on minor 
infractions of state law, we're there to 
see that environmental damage due to 
mining is stopped, to see that coal­
mining operations have permits. The 
permits are necessary to see that coal­
extraction is done in such a way that the 
environment is not devastated," 
Shoulders said. 

In raids conducted in seven Kentucky 
counties-Clay, Letcher, Knox, Knott, 
Floyd, Bell and Perry-investigators 
found that approximately 11,120 tons of 
untaxed coal had been removed. 

"The severance tax and penalty 
assessment on this tonnage would have 
amounted to $105,416.38," Shoulders 
said. "In addition to that revenue loss, 
many illegal mining operations aren't 
paying payroll taxes or social security 
on their employees. With all of these fac­
tors considered, illegal mining takes 
quite a bit out of the general state and 
federal treasuries." 

Shoulders said that interest in the il­
legal mining operation findings· has been 
expressed by both the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Revenue and the federal Inter­
nal Revenue Service. "There's a ripple · 
effect in this which may save taxpayers 
money on several fronts," he said. 

Equipment found at raided sites in­
cluded a bulldozer reported stolen in 
another state. "That was an unexpected 
bonus of our investigation," said assis­
tant chief John Nagle. 

Of the 36 pices of equipment seized by 
special investigators, some has been 
released by local judges while other 

Soil Erosion is Topic 
Of 1983 Essay Contest 

" Soil Erosion in my Community" will 
be the subject of the 1983 Conservation 
Essay Contest and the 1983 Jim Claypool 
Conservation Poster Contest sponsored 
by The Courier-Journal and The Louis­
ville Times. 

The annual competitions, open to all 
Kentucky elementary and high school 
students, may be the largest 
conservation-oriented contests for 
school children in the United States. In 
1982 more than 41,000 essays were writ­
ten on "Water Conservation in my Com­
munity." More than 51,000 posters were 
made on the subject. 

This will be the 11th year for the poster 
contest, which is open to students in 
grades one through six. In it, students 
are asked to make original posters with 
the subject of the competition as the 
theme of the posters. Awards of $175)n 
U.S. Savings Bonds will be awarded to 
three state winners by the two Louisville 
daily newspapers. Winners in 121 Con­
servation Districts will receive plaques. 

In the essay contest, students in 
grades seven through twelve are asked 
to write essays of no more than 1,000 
words. The top award winners- 121 
district winners and three state 
winners- will receive $6,850 in savings 
bonds from the Louisville newspapers. 

Co-sponsors of the contests, along with 
The Courier-Journal and The Louisville 
Times, are the Kentucky Association of 
Conservation Districts and the Kentucky 
Department of Education. The 1983 com­
petition will begin in September. Detail­
ed information and reference material 
for the two contests will be sent to prin­
cipals of all schools in Kentucky at that 
time. 

Mine Permits Issued 
The Division of Permits of the state 

Department for Surface Mining 
Reclamation and Enforcement reported 
that 159 mining permits were issued dur­
ing June. 

The types of permits issued were 67 
original permits, 76 revision permits, 
one amendment permit, six succession 
permits and nine transition permits. 

Of the 159 permits issued, 138 permits 
were for surface.J!lining activities, 16 for 
underground mining activities, two for 
haul roads and three for preparation 
plants. 

Permitting activities, two for haul 
roads and three for preparation plants. 

Permitting activiti s for the month of 
June authorized the d turbance of 8,460 
new acres of land and resulted in the col­
lection of $331,695 in fees.

the coal-producing regions have increas­
ingly supported the crackdown on illegal 
mining, Nagle said. 

"They have become aware of our 
aims and of our work. Along with infor­
mation from field inspectors of the 
Department for Surface Mining, much 
of our information is now coming from 
citizens who are concerned about the 
. distruction and uncontrolled damage to 
·their environment," he explained. 

The Natural Resources Cabinet has 
had a special investigative unit since 
1978. Legislation passed by the 1982 Ken­
tucky General Assembly gave the unit 
additional enforcement powers. Under 
the year-old law, illegill mining is a 
Class D felony with penalties of one to 
five years in prison and fines of up to 
$10,000, in addition to seizure of equip­
ment.

For Medicare Payments ... 

Itemi.zed Bill Is Required 
Many people in the Big Sandy Area 

face a longer than necessary wait to 
receive payment under the Medicare 
medical insurance program because 
they fail to submit an itemized bill with 
their request for payment form, Jim 
Kelly, Social Security District Director 
for the Big Sandy Area, said recently. 

Medical insurance is that part of 
Medicare that helps pay for doctor bills, 
outpatient hospital bills, and other items 
and services not covered by Medicare 
hospital insurance. 

To receive payment under medical in­
surance, a person generally must sub­
mit a request for payment.form. 'i'he 
doctor or other supplier completes part 
of the form or provides an itemized.bill 
to send with the form. 

The problem arises, Kelly said, when 
the bill does not provide a detailed 
description of the services provided and 
therefore, a decision cannot be made as 
to whether they are covered: ~~ ~ 
result, the patient must be contacted for 
more information and payment is 
delayed. _ 

To prevent this delay, the person 
should be sure that each bill shows: 

*A description of each service 
provided; 

*The date the service was provided; 
*The place the service was provided; 
*The charge for each service 

provided; 
*The doctor or supplier who provided 

the service; and 
*The person's name and health in­

surance number, exactly as they are 
shown on the Medicare card. 

It is helpful if the diagnosis is also 
shown, Kelly said. 

More information about claiming 
Medicare benefits can be found in the 

Medicare handbook. The people at the 
Big Sandy Area Social Security office 
will be glad to answer questions about 
Medicare. The office is located on U.S. 
23 between Prestonsburg and Paintsville 
and the telephone number is listed in 
your local telephone directory.

If you're one of those dedicated 
gardeners who want to grow the perfect 
tomato, you've probably been thwarted 
by cracked, funny-shaped, hard-core 
fruits that show up in the garden from 
time to time. 

You've ruled out insects and diseases 
as possible causes-so what's left? 
Chances are, your less-than-perfect 
plants and fruit fall prey to physiological 
problems that can be traced back to en­
vironmental stresses. 

That's according to Dr. Jean English, 
Extension horticulture specialist in the 
University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, who is headquartered at the 
UK Robinson Substation at Quicksand. 

Here are some common stress-related 
problems, as well as suggestions from 
Dr. English on what you can do to 
reduce them. 
FALLING BLOSSOMS 

Home gardeners often have a com­
mon question: why are the blossoms 
falling off my tomato plants? 

Blossoms usually drop from plants 
because flowers are not produced or 
because they are not pollinated or 
fertilized. 

Pollen production and fertilization are 
optimal when night temperatures are 
bet wen 59' and 68'F, and when day 
temperatures are below 90'. When night 
temperatures are below 59', the flowers 
produce less pollen, and the pollen that 
is produced may not be viable. 

When temperatures are high, pollina­
tion and fertilization may be inhibited, 
especially if humidity or moisture is low. 
Cool springs or hot summers can reduce 
tomato fruit set, unless the varieties you 
planted can tolerate temperature 
extremes. 

Besides moderate temperatures, 
moisture and nitrogen must be adequate 
for flower and fruit production. Inade­
quate moisture or nitrogen may hif\der 
growth, and excesses may cause 
blossoms to drop. 

Too little or too much light also can af­
fect flower production. Although it's r 
rare problem, gardens located very 
close to street lights or other night lights 
may receive continuous light and pro-
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duce fewer flowers. Inadequate light 
<less than six hours) also will inhibit 
flowering. 

A previous heavy fruit set also can 
cause subsequent flowers to drop. If the 
first three clusters of flowers set heavi­
ly, you may find that flowers on the 
fourth cluster tend to drop. 

To minimize these problems, provide 
the most suitable environment possible. 
Select healthy transplants and grow 
them in fertile soil. Protect your plants 
from the cool weather with hot caps or 
plastic mulch, and moderate the amount 
of moisture available by mulching. 
OUT OF SHARE 

In any batch of early tomatoes, you 
are bound to find some misshapen fruits. 
Some tomatoes sport zipper streaks, 
deep puckered scars ("catfacing"), 
bulges, abnormal points, or hollow 
insides. 

This misshaping is the result of ex­
cessively cool, cloudy or humid weather 
while the fruit was forming. 

Under those conditions, the petals of 
the tomato flower often fail to drop from 
the developing fruit. Instead, they stick 
to the skin of the small fruit. As the fruit 
expands, the flower physically slows 
skin growth, and pieces of the flower 
may stretch along the fruit surface, 
resulting in a zipper appearance. In 
severe cases, tissues on either side of the 
zipper bulge. 

Pointed or puffy fruits may occur 
when low temperatures reduce the 
growth of pollen tubes down toward the 
ovary <the to rna to-to-be). If some pollen 
tubes do not reach the ovary fast 
enough, the ovary may be only partial­
ly fertilized. Partial fertilization results 
in uneven hormone production, and 
uneven hormone production results in 
misshapen fruits. 

The cure? Select varieties that are 
resistant to catfacing or low 
temperature stress. Often these are the 
same varieties that resist high 
temperatures. Plant protectors, such as 
hot caps or row covers, can reduce cool 
weather problems as well. 
CRACKED FRUIT 

Growth cracks occur when the 
tomato's skin expands more slowly than 
the rest of the fruit. Excess water, alter­
nating dry and wet conditions, or 
temperatures above 90'F can take the 
blame. 

Not only do growth cracks detract 
from the fruit's appearance, they often 
provide an opening for disease 
organisms. 

Cracks may extend radially from the 
stem end down toward the fruit's center, 
or they may be concentric, travelling 
around the upper portion of the fruit. 
Radial cracks are especially prone to 
disease problems, such as Alternaria 
rot. Concentric cracks ususally are 
shallower and frequently are healed by 
corky tissue. 

To reduce cracking, try to provide 
uniform moisture to the plants. Plant in 
well-drained soil, irrigate when the soil 
is dry or mulch to reduce evaporation of 
soil water.

Also, fruits exposed to direct sun 
crack more than those protected by 
foilage. If you prune your plants, leave 
enough foliage to shade the fruit. Some 
varieties are more resistant to cracking 
than others. These include Campbell 
1327, Jetstar, Springset and Ramapo. 

When weather conditions suggest that 
cracking may become a problem, or if 
you see a few cracked fruit, pick them 
as soon as possible. Tomatoes crack 
more as they ripen on the vine. 
A FEW MINOR PROBLEMS 

Relax! Many tomato problems are not 
serious at all; they do not affect the 
plant's growth or its health. 

These problems, said Dr. English, 
should be no cause for alarm. 

-Leaf roll: Some viruses do produce 
a leaf roll, but this can be a varietal trait 
that occurs naturally. Excess or inade­
quate soil moisture and severe pruning 
also can produce a roll. Mulches will 
help you moderate soil moisture. 

-Sunscald: This is a yellowish-white 
area that appears on the side of the fruit 
facing the sun. A blister, followed by a 
grayish, papery patch, occurs later. 
Plants with good foliage cover, such as 
cage-grown plants, suffer less from 
sunscald than more exposed plants. 
Also, some varieties are sunscald 
resistant. 

-Poor coloring: High temperatures 
can interfere with the normal coloring 
process of tomatoes. 

-Hard cores: This is an inherited 
characteristic. Grow different varieties 
to solve the problem

But local residents (not to mention air­
port officials) thought these geese would 
be happier and more appreciated 
somewhere else, so-Illinois wildlife of­
ficials organized a goose "roundup" to 
capture and relocate the birds. 

Two wildlife biologists with the Ken­
tucky Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources participated in this great 
goose chase, which netted around 700 
birds. The biologists-Randy Hedges, 
Owensboro, and Vernon Anderson, Mur-

• 
ray, along with Jeff Krause of Peabody 
Coal Company, returned to Kentucky 
with 215 geese, which were released on 
Peabody property after having their 
wmgs clipped to prevent them from fly­
ing back to Chicago. 

Hedges hopes these geese will form 
the nucelus of a resident flock of geese 
in the area. Portions of Muhlenberg, 
Ohio and Butler counties will be clos2d 
to goose hunting for several years to 
give these birds and their offspring a 
chance to get established. 

These particular geese belong to a 
non-migratory subspecies, so their 
young should imprir.t on the area where 
they were hatched and consider it home. 
The subspecies is commonly referred to 
as giant Canada geese and the adults 
can weigh over 20 pounds. 

If the results of this experimental pro­
gram turn out as expected, a six- to 
eight-county area should eventually 
have huntable goose populations, 

. ;Hedges says. 
The biggest potential problem Hedges 

forsees is not a biological one, but rather 
a people problem. "If folks will support 
this project and leave the geese alone, 
we should be able to develop some good 
goose hunting in an area that has had lit­
tle opportunity for this sport in the 
past," he says. 

Hedges also wants to remind all poten­
tial goose harassers and poachers that 
these birds, like all waterfowl, are pro­
tected by both state and federal laws. 
Any violations will most likely be pro­
secuted in federal rather than state 
courts. 

It was possible to capture the geese 
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comparatively easily because they were 
in the, middle of their annual molt, when 
they shed their feathers and become 
temporarily incapable of flight. The 
biologists used a helicopter to herd the 
geese into a general area, then "walk­
ed" them into large capture nets. 

"Needless to say, the geese didn't like 
it," Hedges comments. "They scratch­
ed us all pretty badly, and they can 
strike like a snake at anything that 
moves." Anyone who's ever been flogg­
ed or chased by a barnyard goose can 
appreciate what it was like tryin2 to cor­
ral and capture 700 of these big birds. 

But if the geese settle down and start 
raising families in the nest platforms the 
Peabody Coal Company is providing, 
Hedges feels that the effort involved in 
rounding up the geese and bringing 
them to Kentucky will be worth it. 

*Cancer 
Hope line 

Q. My dentist just checked me for oral 
cancer. He told me he's doing it with all 
his patients now. The test is quick and 
it doesn't hurt, but I'm curious. Are all 
dentists doing this? Also, who gets oral 
cancer anyway? 

A. Many dentists examine their pa­
tients for oral cancer, especially those 
who smoke. While anyone can get 
cancer of the mouth, users of any kind 
of tobacco, heavy drinkers, those who do 
not practice good oral hygiene, those 
whose lips and skin are excessively ex­
posed to sunlight, those who chronical­
ly irritate their mouths with hot foods or 
drinks, and those who have sharp or 
rough teeth are most at risk. 

The American Cancer Society 
estimates that there will be 27,100 new 
cases of mouth cancer in the United 
States in 1983. While this disease is not 
a leading type of cancer, it can affect 
any part of the oral cavity, from lip to 
tongue to mouth and throat. Oral cancer 
occurs almost twice as frequently 
among men than women, and it is most 
frequent in men over 40. 

The warning signs are a sore that 
bleeds easily and does not heal, a red­
dish or whitish patch that persists, a 
lump or thickening, and difficulty in 
chewing, swallowing, or moving the 
tongue or jaws. Any of these symptoms 
should be reported to a physician or 
dentist. 

Oral cancer screening is just one more 
good reason for having regular dental 
checkups. In that way, any abnormali­
ty can be detected, and if it is cancerous, 
treatment can begin at an early and 
curable stage. -

Th1s is a story of father and son­
Ruperto and J esse Garcia. 

When Jesse was four years old in 1920, 
his father moved the family from 
Laredo, Texas, to Fort Worth. There he 
bought a neighborhood grocery store in 
Tarrant County, and, right from the 
start, Jesse accompanied his father on 
all his business rounds. By the time he 
was I 0, and manning the cash register 
after school, he knew all there was to 
know about running a grocery store and 
a great deal about human nature. 

There was in the Garcia family­
which was to number 10 children- a 
sense of giving as a way of life, and, dur· 
ing the depression years, Ruperta sup­
plied food to the hungry at his own ex­
pense. Often he would collect money for 
the destitute or for the family of so· 
meone who had died. No one in the area 
forgot the generosity and aid offered by 
the Garcias, but as Ruperta was known 
to say : "When you give, you never lose 
what you give away; it comes back to 
you in a hundred ways." 

As for Jesse, it seemed he spent most 
ol his free time helping at the Communi· 
t~ House. Then, all at once, his respon· 
sibilities became far greater. He was 19 
when Ruperta died and, as the eldest 
son, he assumed the leadership of the 
household for his four brothers and five 
:;isters. He supported them and insisted 
they all finish high school. Often they 
referred to him as their second father, 
but the presence of Ruperta was always 
close, like when the store was sold and 
they found a great stack of unpaid bills 
because the customers were too poor to 
pay. 

In 1939, Jesse married his childhood 
sweetheart, Mercedes. Both worked, he 
with the Swift Company and she with the 
Federal Aeronautics Administration. 
They organized clubs for the 
neighborhood children who would come 
to their home for fun and games. Later, 
Mercedes was one of five Tarrant Coun­
ty recipients to receive a grant with 
'-~ hich she earned her Master 's degree 
at Texas Christian University. Since 
then she has taught Spanish and English 
at Tarrant County Junior College. 

Jesse's schooling had had to take ~ 
back seat while he worked to support the 
family, but in 1976, following major hip 
surgery for arthritis, he went back to 
school at Tarrant County Junior College. 
He not only took a half dozen courses, 
but also became the volunteer coor­
dmator for the "Senior Educational Ex­
perience " In November, 1980, Jess~ 
\\as asked by ACTION's Retired Senio~ 
\ olunteer Program <RSVP) Director, 
Pat Mohler, to join the Campaneros 
Buddies) Task Force that she had 

established several years earlier with 
Spanish speaking volunteers a t the 
Peter Smith Hospital. Jesse became 
LOOrdinator of 40 volunteers. Today they 
number 100, primarily home-bound 
Hispanics in their 70s and 80s. Most of 
them do not speak English. They sew 
and grow plants for the hospitals, 
a::semble pins for United Way and work 
with a self-help group-Organization of 
l nitcd Hispanic Volunteers. 

The major reason for the on-going suc­
cess of this program is Jesse who main­
tams that his acceptance comes from 
having been Ruperto Garcia's boy. With 
the oldsters the saying goes, "If he's 
Ruperta's boy, he's okay in my book." 

The fact is that Jesse is A-okay in 
everyone's book- like father, like son.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11,000 women in the United States each 
year; yet this type of cancer is one of the 
most curable of all cancers if it is 
detected and treatment begun in the ear · 
ly stages Several of these 11,000 deaths 
could be prevented if the disease had 
been detected in its earliest stages. The 
Pap test is a simple painless way to be 
ehecked for cervical cancer, and women 
are urged to have regular Pap tests; 
those women age 45 and over a re 
especially urged to have yearly Pap 
tests. since this is the high risk age for 
cervical cancer. 

The Health Department is having a 
Pap clinic on Friday, July 22, from 8:30 
a.m. till 2 p.m. 

A nurse from the Health Department 
will be in Wheelwright Monday from 10 
until 2 at the Wheelwright Library. She 
will offer T.B. skin tests, urinalyses, 

·anemia screening, blood pressures, and 
immunizations. 

There will be a glaucoma clinic at the 
Health Department on Wednesday, Ju­
ly 27. This clinic is open to persons of all 
ages, but those people age 45 and over 
are especially urged to take advantage 
of this free service, since this is the high 
risk age for the disease. 

Children entering school in Kentucky 
for the first time must be adequately im­
munized against the childhood diseases, 
diptheria, pertussis cwhooping cough), 
tetanus, polio, and measles. They must 
also show proof of having had a T.B. skin 
test. These immunizations are available, 
free of charge, at the Floyd County 
llcalth Department. There is a $3 charge 
for a T.B. skin test. The immunizations 
are given J\londay, Wednesday, and Fri­
day

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A Nation 
At Risk 

"A Nation at Risk," the report of the 
President's National Commission on Ex­
cellence in Education, has focused con­
siderable attention on the educational 
system. The following is a summary of 
the recommendations of the 
Commission: 

CONTENT-that state and local high 
school graduation requirements be 
strengthened and that, at a minimum, 
all students seeking a diploma be re­
quired to lay the foundations in the Five 
New Basics by taking the following cur­
riculum during their 4 years of high 
school: (a) 4 years of English; (b) 3 
years of mathematics; (c) 3 years of 
science; (d) 3 years of social studies; 
and (e) one-half year of computer 
science. For the college-bound, 2 years 
of foreign language in high school are 
strongly recommended in addition to 
those taken earlier. 

STANDARDS AND EXPECTA­
TIONS-that schools, colleges, and 
universities adopt more rigorous and 
measurable standards, and higher ex­
pectations, for academic performance 
and student conduct, and that 4-year col­
leges and universities raise their re­
quirements for admission. This will help 
students do their best educationally with 
challenging materials in an environ­
ment that supports learning and authen­
tic accomplishment. 

TIME-that significantly more time 
be devoted to learning the New Basics. 
This will require more effective use of 
the existing school day, a longer school 
day, or a lengthened school year. 

TEACHING-Persons preparing to 
teach shotdd be required to meet high 
educational standards, to demonstrate 
an aptitude for teaching, and to 
demonstrate competence in an 
academic discipline. Colleges and 
universities offering teacher prepara­
tion programs should be judged by how 
well their graduates meet these criteria. 

-Salaries for the teaching profession 
should be increased and should be pro­
fessionally competitive, market­
sensitive, and performance-based. 
Salary, promotion, tenure, and retention 
decisions should be tied to ~n effective 
evaluation system that includes peer 
review so that superior teachers can be 
rewarded, average ones encouraged, 
and poor ones either improved or 
terminated. 

-School Boards should adopt an 
11-month contract for teachers. This 
would ensure time for curriculum and 
professional development, programs for 
students with special needs, and a more 
adequate level of teacher compensation. 

-School boards, administrators, and 
teachers should cooperate to develop 
career ladders for teachers that 
distinguish among the beginning in­
structor, the experienced teacher, and 
the master teacher. 

-Substantial nonschool personnel 
resources should be employed to help 
solve the immediate problem of the 
shortage of mathematics and science 
teachers. Qualified individuals including 
recent graduates with mathematics and 
science degrees, graduate students, and 
industrial and retired scientists could, 
with appropriate preparation, im­
mediately begin teaching in these fields. 
A number of our leading science centers 
have the capacity to begin educating and 
retraining teachers immediately. Other 
areas of critical teacher need, such as 
English, must also be addressed. 

- Incentives, such as grants and 
loans, should be made available to at­
tract outstanding students to the 
teaching profession, particularly in 
those areas of critical shortage. 

- Master teachers should be involved 
in designing teacher preparation pro­
grams and in supervising teachers dur­
ing their probationary years. 

LEADERSHIP AND FISCAL SUP­
PORT- that citizens across the nation 
hold educators and elected officials 
responsible for providing the leadership 
necessary to achieve these reforms, and 
that citizens provide the fiscal support 
and stability required to bring about the 
reforms. 

Tinted Windows 
Banned In NY 

If your car or truck has darkly tinted 
or reflectorized windows, don't plan to 
take it on a trip to New York. 

In 1982, New York passed a law pro­
hibiting use of the dark tint or reflec­
torized materials on vehicle windows. 

Kentucky motorists in New York 
whose cars or trucks have tinted glass 
are subject to a fine. The charges will 
be dismissed only after the tinting or 
reflectarized material is removed and 
the windows conform to New York state 
standards. 

Persons with a sun-related disability 
can get an exemption to the law.

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TELLING CIIILDREN ABOliT DEATH 
All children are faced with death 

sometime. 
It might be a bug or a bird on the~ 

sidewalk, a f~milf. pet, or a loved per­
son. In any case, rt is important lo help 
children understand about death and 
deal with the feelings of loss it brings, 
according to Growing Child, the monthly 
child development newsletter. 

Most children want to talk about 
death. Parents should recognize this as 
healthy. 

All too often parents tend to ignore, 
dismiss or fail to respond adequately to 
their children's questions regarding 
death. Inadequate or faulty answers 
may create emotional confusion and 
future problems. For example, if a child 
is told that God took away a loved one 
because that person was so precious, the 
child may wish to die himself. Or the 
child may feel unloved because God did 
not chcose to take him. Here are some 
guidelines for telling children about 
death 

*Tell the truth by explaining at a level 
the child will understand This allows 
children to cope with their feelings, 
fears, emotions. 

*Answer a question with a question 
when you aren't quite sure what the 
child wants to know. For example, when 
you get a question like "What will hap­
pen to me if you die?" you can counter 
with, "What do you think will happen?" 
This permits children to amplify their 
concerns and express whatever anx­
ieties are. present. 

*Use your knowledge of nature to talk 
about the cycle involving life and death. 
Gardening and animal care both offer 
opportunities to observe and discuss 
quite naturally the issues of growth, 
sickness, aging, accidents, death 

*Allow children to openly mourn the 
loss of.a pet, and don't attempt to ease 
the loss by quickly replacing the pet. 
Such a gesture suggests that life is cheap 
and pets or people can be replaced easily 
and casually. 

In the case of a child who loses a 
parent or grandparent, there are other 
guidelines: 

*The remaining parent or close 
relatives must provide an atmosphere 
where it is permissible for the child to 
mourn openly. Tie suppression of feel­
ings is not healt y. 

*Do not exclu e children from the 
funeral ceremony or visit to the 
cemetery. Because children are not 
well-informed about death, they are 
unable lo accept the finality of their loss 
unless they have concrete experiences. 
However painful it is to the child andre­
maining parent, it is essential that the 
child realize that the dead parent is not 
going to return. Explaining beforehand 
what will happen at the funeral and 
cemetery will make the experience less 
frightenting. 

*Keep the memories of the dead 
parent alive with pictures and other 
mementos. They serve as a source of 
comfort to the child. 

*Explain the cause of death to the 
child at the level he wili understand. It 
is possible that children who are depriv­
ed of this information may believe that 
they were responsible, that when they 
were angry or naughty, they brought 
about the parent's death.

The Wood Thrush 
The wood thrush is a leading member 

of that famous family of song birds, the 
Thrush Family. In this family we find 
the Gay-Checked Thrush, the Seoainson 
Thrush and the Hermit Thrush, which 
some regard as the greatest songster of 
the bird kingdom. 

A brief description of the wood thrush 
brown back, polkadot breast, reddish 
crown, dark eyes, ring around eyes; 
size, about two-thirds that of a robin. 

The nature and disposition of the wood 
thrush is directly opposite that of the 
hermit thrush, The wood thrush likes to 
sing and nest in trees near man's 
premises and often visits the yard.

My partner in Nature Study, Bob, and 
I were once studying the wood thrush, 
which was walking about on the ground. 
Bob said, "that bird likes people. I'm go­
ing to talk to it and see how close it will 
come to us." So he began coaxing the 
thrush to come closer; it listened closely 
to Bob's voice and came within eight feet 
of where we were standing. Then Bob 
asked the thrush a question, which caus-

The 
flowers, perk up their heads, the 
animals come out of their dens, and 
spring soon gets going full blast. 

The first spring song of the wood 
thrush wakes up the spring and brings 
it to new life.

FOR LEASE Mention rabies and most folks im­
mediately think of a "mad" dog. 

e::_uhough dogs are most closely 
associated with this dread disease, 
almost any animal can contract rabies 
and transmit it to man. 

There's a "reservoir" of rabies among 
wildlife populations, which sometimes 
reaches epidemic proportions, par­
ticularly during the summer months. 

Because of this constant threat of 
rabies among wild animals, it's impor­
tant that any pets which might have con­
tact with wildlife be vaccinated and that 

•
children be instructed to leave wild 
animals strictly alone. 

A rabid animal often does not exhibit 
the fear of humans that is normal with 
most wild creatures and will often allow 
itself to be picked up. In some cases, 
children (or even adults) have taken 
rabid animals home, thinking they are 
lost pets. 

Television programs which depict 
wild animals as cuddly, friendly 
creatures don't help the situation any, 

. since they can foster false ideas about 
wildlife in children's minds. 

Skunks are responsible for most out­
breaks of rabies in the wild, according 
to wildlife biologists with the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. Foxes are probably the se­
cond most serious threat. As populations 
of these two species increase, so do the 
chances of rabies outbreaks. 

Skunks can apparently carry and 
transmit the rabies virus for six months 

e or longer without showing any symp­
toms of the disease. This means that 
even a "deodorized" skunk obtained 
from a legal source after a quarantine 
period could still suddenly contract 
rabies. To compound this problem, im­
munization of skunks isn't very effec­
tive. All in all, the risk of rabies would 
seem to outweigh any advantages of 
skunks as pets. 

Any animal which is acting sick or 
. suspicious should be reported im­

mediately to the proper authorities­
either the county health department, the 
sheriff's office or a fish and wildlife con­
servation officer. 

And remember that a rabid animal 
doesn't necessarily have to bite you to 
give you the disease, since the rabies 
virus can enter your body through any 
open wound. Since the virus is carried 
in the infected animal's saliva, a bite is 
the most common means of transmittal. 

Anyone bitten by a suspected rabid 
·~mimal (or any animal, for that matter) 

or even coming in close contact with one 
should see a physician immediately. If 
at all possible, try to capture or kill any

The women sit with their heads bent 
over the table, their hands busy with the 
needle and thread as they patiently sew 
together the tiny pieces of fabric. 

The scene is a beginning patchwork 
class, part of the Kentucky Heritage 
Quilt Society (KHQSl Symposium held 
during the recent Appalachian Celebra­
tion at Morehead State University. 

The symposium was a mixture of the 
past and present, while young women 
learning to make patterns their grand­
mothers had made and veteran 
quiltmakers learning the newest 
techniques. 

One of the workshops taught was 
Celtic design, a technique that dates 
back to the sixth century. 

"Celtic designing flourished as Chris­
tianity spread in Ireland and England,·'

explains Starr Kaiser of Louisville, who 
taught the workshop. "It was used to 
decorate the gospel books." 

To make a Celtic quilt, thin strips of 
print fabric are folded and hemmed, 
then appliqued in a geometric pattern on 
a square of solid color fabric. Only 12 
squares are needed to make a full-size 
quilt, so it does not take long to complete 
the top. 

Although Celtic design is centuries 
old, it is new to today's quilters. 
Dalphene Parks of Fredericksburg, Va., 
began quilting as a little girl but had not 
done Celtic work before taking the 
workshop. 

"Patchwork is my first love," Parks 
say, "But I wanted to Jearn something 
new while I was here." 

Parks has more than two dozen com­
pleted quilts and four in various stages 
of completion, all traditional patchwork. 

"Quilting is a way for me to relax," 
she says. "I can come home from a day 
of teaching drivers' education and be 
mad at the world, then go to my sewing 
room and calm right down." 

Lisa Scarborough of Georgetown, in­
coming president of KHQS, taught a 
workshop in stained glass applique, a 
technique used for making quilted win­
dow hangings. 

To do stained glass quilting, a design 
is cut out and placed on a piece of white 
fabric, then black bias tape is sewn 
around the edges of the design. 

"When the piece is framed and hung 
in a window, the sun shines through the 
pattern and creates the same effect that 
you gel with stained glass," explains 
Scarborough. 

To Scarborough, quilling is more than 
a way to make covers for beds. 

"It's a way for women to express 
themselves, whether they have little or 
unlimited artistic talent," she says. "I , 
used to paint, but I was always 
frustrated because it never came out 
like I pictured it. But quilting is sc satis­
fying because it always looks just like 
I want it to." 

Quilting six hours each day , Scar­
borough does original applique designs. 
One of her quills, "Oxford, England," 
was featured in the Kentucky Quilt 
Calendar. It was inspired by the 
medieval castle look of Oxford College, 
where she spent six months with her 
husband. 

"This quilt is my interpretation of my 
experience there," she says. "It is a 
good example of how the ancient art of 
quilting is being used in new ways."
