Council OKehs 
Rezoning Here 

The way is apparently clear for First 
Commonwealth Bank officials to con­
struct a $5 million main office building 
on Arnold Avenue. Prestonsburg city 
council voted Monday to rezone from 
residential to commercial the three 
riverfront tracts on which bank of­
ficials say they intend to build.

Hepatitis Hits 
3 Communities; 
Schools Reopen 

While the influenza outbreak that 
shut down Floyd schools for two days 
last week has been widely publicized, a 
potentially more serious health threat 
-hepatitis- has surfaced here in re­
cent months. Floyd Health Depart­
ment Director Earl Compton confirm­
ed this week . 

Compton said 18 cases of the highly­
contagious liver disease have been re­
ported in this county since December. 
Usually abvut 10 to 15 cases a year are 
reported here, he said. · 

Seven of the cases involved young­
sters at the John M. Stumbo school at 
Grethel; three Melvin children-one a 
cousin of one of the Grethel vic­
tims-were stricken; and three cases 
were reported in one Garrett family. 

Compton stressed that the incidence 
of the disease, though somewhat high­
er than normal, was not of epidemic 
proportions and did not warrant ex­
traordinary quarantine measures. 
Moreover, the fact that no new cases 
had been reported in nearly a week, he 
said Monday, suggested that it may be 
on the decline. 

While health officials have not been 
able to pinpoint the source of infection, 
the Garrett victims had recently drunk 
raw milk, a po,ssible source, Compton 
said In the Mud Creek cases. contami­
nated water may' have been im­
plicat'O'd, some suspect.

State Takes Part in Handling 
County's Financial Situation 

A year ago, a new county ad­
ministration under Judge-Executive 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr. bewailed the finan­
cial shambles it inherited. From a 
state report released Monday it ap­
pears this administration has made 
quite a mess of its own. 

And State Local Finance Officer 
Robert L. Purdom has stepped in to 
take partial control of the situation. 
making Floyd the fifth county in the 
past three years to have the state lake 
charge of its finances. 

According to the report-which was 
issued over Purdom's signature, 
although it was prepared by Local 
Government Advisor Al Howell. who 
read it to a grim fiscal court at a 
special meeting Monday after­
noon-the new administration has been 
liberally handing out jobs, raising 
salaries, and spending money on un­
budgeted items. even though bills from 
the 1981-'82 fiscal year are still unpaid. 

To finance the court's largesse, 
funds designed for road repair have 
been diverted, the report said. The 
result is the county now has less than 
$50,000 to spend on road materials and 
supplies for the rest of the fiscal year. 

When he reviewed the county's books 
Feb. 9 and 10 this year. unpaid bills 
totaled $521,000, Howell said. 

His inspection uncovered "numerous 
violations" in the road, revenue­
sharing and coal severance tax funds, 
violations that could result in Floyd's 
losing the funds, he said. 

Yet none of the violations. the state 
office notes pointedly, was mentioned 
in the county audit for the year ending 
June 30, 1982. 

That the judge-executive and fiscal 
court "take a close look" at that audit, 
which was prepared by Prestonsburg 
accountants Burchett and Bottoms. is 
one of 20 recommendations offered by 
the state finance officer. 

County officials should also stop us­
ing charge cards for county business, 
various employees might usefully be 
dropped from the county payroll, 
closer tabs should be kept on spending, 
and lighter management is needed, 
Purdom suggests. 

In some matters. the county will 
have no choice. The fiscal court must 
have his written approval, Purdom rul­
ed, before borrowing money. hiring 
anyone, or giving any pay increases. 

AL HOWELL, local government advisor, bore some bad 
news for county officials during a special meeting of the 
fiscal court, Monday afternoon. 

According to the state order, the 
county will pay its current and old bills 
qs the State Local Finance Office 
directs and v.'lll furnish that office 
monthly financial reports. a copy of its 
official road plan. the minutes of fiscal 
court meetings, all purchase orders 
issued and bills received. 

The county should be able to meet 
budgeted expenses for the rest of the 
1982-'83 fiscal year, but only by staying 
strictly within the spending limits out­
lined in his report, Purdom indicated. 

Explaining that it would be 
"tedious" to do it in open session. 

Howell said he would go over the 
details of his findings in private with 
individual magistrates. A few par 
ticulars could be gleaned. hO\H'\ , • 
from the written report distributed to 
county officials at Monday's meeting. 

The county has been paying bills 
charged to three credit cards, the 
report notes-an American Express 
card issued in the names of Jerry and 
Stella Lafferty, a Visa card. and a 
MasterCard. Stella Lafferty. the judge­
executive's wife. is employed by the 
county as a receptionist. 

the Marriott bill because one official 
didn't show up, he said-and that he en­
joyed no expense account as county 
personnel officer. 

The use of credit cards should be 
stopped immediately. Purdom says 

Reimbursements for the four 
magistrates' out -of-pocket expenses 
which amounted to $4141 in the last six 
months of last year-over and above 
the $7200 they received routinely for 
expenses during the same period will 
apparently also have to stop. 

The only checks that should be issued 
to the judgc-<'xerutive, his deputy. the 
magistrates or other county employees 
are salary or expense checks from pro­
perly budgeted accounts, Purdom 
wrote. Befon• magistrates receivP any 
monies over their $.100 monthly ex­
pense allowance all their expenses 
must be documented. he added. 

The county could save $13.r.on a year 
by preparing its own payroll ratht>r 
than having that work done by John 
Allen, of Computer Utilities. Inc .. the 
report noted. The computer firm is 
paid $750 a month for preparing 146 
checks for county workers. an average 
of $5.20 ppr check, and $400 a month to 
prepare 14 checks for jail employees. 
an average of $28.57 per check 

The county's contract with Computer 
Utilities was cited by the Burchett and 
Bottoms audit last year as a violation 
of state law. There was no evidence the 
contract was put out for competitive 
bidding. the auditors said .

To Save EDA Funds 

According to claims presented to the 
fiscal court. bills amounting to $6743 
were charged to the Visa and Master­
Card accounts in the last six months of 
1982. One charge by Thomas Lafferty, 
Jr .. a copy of which is appended to the 
Purdom report by way of illustration. 
is for a $450-a-nighl suite at the Lex­
ington Marriott Resort motel last 
August 24. The bill for room service for 
the one-night stay came to $249.

Unless the city of Martin can show 
why it has not yet built a new water 
system, the Economic Development 
Agency <EDAl will withdraw the 
$500,000 it committed to the project.

In a Feb. 9letter addressed to Mayor 
Larry B. Hall and the city council, 
Wilbur S. Hattendorf, director of the 
EDA's Atlanta Region, said that, 
because Martin has not completed the 
project, the city has breached its grant 
agreement. 

Unless Martin officials can show 
within 21 days that there is good reason 
for their failure to gel the job done-in 
which case they are invited to request 
an extension of time-EDA "shall in­
itiate procedures to terminate its 
obligations under the grant." Hatten­
dorf wrote. 

The EDA is one of three agencies 
participating in the $1.4 million pro­
ject, for which $83,000 has been com­
mitted by the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration and $100,000 by the state 
Flood Damage Abatement Authority. 

In the absence of the mayor. the city 
council mel last Thursday and voted to 
seek an extension of time. A dispute be­
tween the mayor and council over 
whence the city should draw its water 
is still pending before the stale Court of 
Appeals, Councilman Joe Everage 
noted in explaining the holdup. 

A court clerk confirmed this week 
that the case is on the current appeals 
court docket but could give no estima le 
as to when it might be decided. 

In a related development, the 
executive-director of the Kentucky 
Rural Water Association, who had 
earlier sided with Mayor Hall in favor­
ing the Beaver-Elkhorn water system 
as source for Martin 's water, said last 
week he has changed his mind 

In a letter to Councilman Everage. 
Gary Larimore wrote that, after re­
viewing the alternative proposed by 
Haworth and Associates, the city's 
engineering consultant. and favored by 
the city council according to which 
Martin would rebuild its own water 
plant and use Prestonsburg as a back 
up source "it is my assPssment that 

the recommendations presented by the 
consulting engineers are in the best in­
terests of Martin." 

If the city loses funding for the pro­
ject. Marlin residents will be "faced 
with even higher rates to provide ser­
vice on a system that is known to be 
dilapidated and in dire need of replace­
ment." Larimore wrote. 

A slay at the Lexington Hyatt Regen­
cy Nov. lB amounted to $714, according 
to the Visa statement for December. 
Twelve charges at the Plantation 
Restaurant that month included one 
for $96.80 and another for $77.90. 

Lafferty defended the charges as

Proposed Rail Rates Change 
Draws Coal Industry Ire 

A spokesman for the nation's coal in­
dustry said last week that a proposed 
rail-rate regulation presented "a new 
crisis" for already beleagured coal com­
panies, and he vowed ·•to fight like hell'' 
against it. 

Carl Bagge, president of the National 
Coal Association, said a rule proposed 
by the Interstate Commerce Commis· 
sion would eliminate coal's price com· 
petitiveness with oil and natural gas. 

"The economic advantage (of coal l 
would be soaked up by the railroads." 
Bagge said. 

Until recent years, coal cost about 
one-fourth as much as oil and natural 
gas in energy-equivalent amounts, 
Bagge said, but now coal costs about 
one-third as much as the other fuels. 

At issue was a change in the way the 
ICC determines the reasonableness of 
rail rates for shippers with no alter­
native to the railroads, the so-called 
"captive shippers." 

The rule is especially applicable to 
Eastern Kentucky coal companies, 
Bagge said, which have to ship coal by 
rail to Ohio River ports. 

Under the proposal, the ICC would 
allow railroads to continue the practice 
of "differential pricing," or charging 
much less along routes where they com­
pete with barge and towboat operators. 
But to support those low rates, the 
railroads charge much higher rates 
along routes, such as those in Eastern 
Kentucky, where there is no alternative 
way of transporting the coal. 

A spokesman for the Association of 
American Railroads declined to com­
ment about the ICC proposal. 

In 1980, Congress passed the Staggers 

Rail Act that deregulated much of the 
railroad industry. Essentially. the law 
allows the government to act when rates 
exceed a certain ceiling. 

The ICC proposal would allow in· 
tervention only in cases in which the 
rates were higher than those a shipper 
would pay for transportation himself, 
presumably by an alternate means such 
as by truck. Additionally, the proposal 
would limit annual increases to 15 per· 
cent over the rate of inflation. 

In the proposal, the ICC said railroads 
could ·'use market demands as the basis 
for ratemakmg." but Bagge said the 
rule meant that railroads would be 
able to charge as much as they wished. 

"This means that the only limit would 
be what 1t would cost for a coal operator 
to build his own railroad to ship his 
coal," Bagge said. "We're indignant, 
and we're going to do something about 
it." 

Bagge said he would take copies of the 
proposal to upcoming congressional 
hearings "and wave it in their faces."

NATURE TRAILS

Once I was traveling up a certain 
creek in Pike county when I suddenly 
saw in a farmhouse yard a sight that 
caused me to stop to see what was tak­
ing place. 

Every member of the family was 
standing out in the yard, all circled 
about a big iron kettle suspended by its 
bale from two forked posts. It was the 
kind of kettle oldtimers rendered their 
lard in or made the family's soap. A fire 
was roaring under the kettle and a 
steamy vapor rose from the boiling con­
tents. Curiosity led me to go over to see 
what was "cooking."

"Poke greens," the man told me. 
"We've picked enough to can for all our 
winter's use." 

"Do you folks eat poke greens all dur­
ing the wintertime?" I a~k,td. 

"Yes, we usually eat tne canned 
greens every day, and we seldom ever 
have a bad cold or the flu." 

"That's a new one for me," I told him, 
"but I think you're right. Poke is rich in 
Vitamin C and other minerals which for­
tify the body against cold and flu 
viruses." 

A mess or two of poke greens in the 
spring is a must. These greens are the 
best tonic known. Pick the young shoots 
when they are about four inches high 
and mix plantain, half and half, cook 
thoroughly and when they are simmer­
ing add a couple of eggs and stir well.

Poke plants come into great beauty in 
the fall of the year. The leaves turn a 
deep crimson and the berries turn to a 
deep purple Poke root is used in 
medicine. A solution made from the boil­
ed roots will cure the "seven·year" itch, 
and pieces of the root added to whiskey 
is a cure for rheumatism . This was my 
father's choice remedy for rheumatism.

If the county attorney and his 
assistants were allowed to handle the 
county's legal problems. the court 
could save the $500 a month currently 
being paid in legal fees to Damron and 
Caudill. it was pointed out 

About $73.000 a year could be saved if 
the county was not partially funding 
several state offices. said Purdom. 
who noted that the fiscal court con­
tributes nearly $7000 a year toward the 
salary of Commonwealth's Attorney 
James Allen and $6000 for his assistant. 
Albert Burchett: pays $12.000 a year 
for the services of Michael McCormick 
as district "court coordinator." and 
pays $4800 a year to Pluma Stumbo. the 
district judge's wife and receptionist. 

Some $20.843 in excess fees owed by 
former sheriff Doug Lewis and $51.047 
owed by the late county clerk. C. 
"Ollie" Robinson. should be collected, 
said the state official. who cautioned 
that the five-year statute of limitations 
could prevent recovery of the debts 
unless the court acted promptly. 

Magistrates will need to take more 
care that what appears in the fiscal 
court minutes is really what they 
agreed on in the meeting. wrote Pur­
dom. who said various discrepancies 
had been found and who recommended 
that at each meeting the court actually 
read the minutes of the previous meet­
ing rather than. as its custom has been. 
simply approving them at the nod of 
the judge-executive. 

Noting that the fiscal court had 
guaranteed a $51,000 bank loan to 
Floyd County Solid Waste. Inc.-it has 
since backed a further loan of 
$40.000 the court should require a 
monthly financial report from the solid 
waste agency. Purdom recommended. 

Among the debts listed as outstand­
ing are bills from Adams Construction 
for $107.507: Grayson Coal and Stone. 
$104,211: Action Petroleum. $88.669: 
East Kentucky Paving. $42,030: 
Brandeis Machinery. $19.662: and Cen­
tral Supply. $10,744. Timco Supply. the 
Salyersville firm that was paid $14,161 
for tires in the last six months of 1982. 
is still owed $10.262. 

Relations among fiscal court 
members grew strained a t Monday's 
meeting as some magistrates looked as 
if they might point a finger of blame for 
the county's plight. To a request by 
Magistrate Lowell Samons that 
transfers of funds from one account to 
another be cleared in the future with 
the county attorney. Judge-Executive 
Lafferty responded curtly. "You're a 
magistrate. I'll tell you what to do and 
when to do it '' 

And. as his three colleagues sought 
to put as much distance as possible be­
tween themselves and the fiscal mess. 
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts reproved 
them. ''There's no need any of you try­
ing to grow wings," he cautioned. 
"We're all in this together."

This To Be 'Prettiest Spring' 
For Daniels Creek Residents 

Six months ago, Daniels Creek was 
c hoked with trash and debris. and at 
least six roadside dumps further mar­
red the view up the long, narrow 
valley. In short, it was like most hollow 
situations in this part of the country 
where a lot of people are settled on a 
very little area of creek bottomland. 
Now. however, as the result of an 
almost unique cleanup effort. the creek 
and hollow are practically free of the 
tons of trash which for years have 
obscured the rugged beauty of the 
place. 

Don Harkins, Floyd county native 
who recently moved back to Eastern 
Kentucky from Lexington, where he 
practiced law for a number of years. 
could r ightly be called the primary 
strategist of the Daniels Creek clean­
up. As administrator of Harkins 
Mineral Associates at Betsy Layne, he 
chose some family property on the 
creek, not far from the one-room 
school which has become well­
publicized in recent months. as the site 
for the log home in which he and his 
wife now reside. Set in a large grove of 
evergreens, the location was ideal-ex­
cept for the numerous illegal·garbage 
dumps and the astounding quantity of 
trash which migrated down the creek 
every time it rained. 

Like many people, Harkins was per­
plexed and frustrated by the seemingly 
inescapable presence of trash, not only 
along the creek, but in the county as a 
whole, and , after a time, he said, "The 
problem of litter and garbage disposal 
in the area became a pet project with 
me, and I began to dedicate a great 
deal of time to studying it." 

Recognizing a need to help residents 
become "community sensitive. " 
Harkins noted unofficial but. nonetl\e­
less distinct divisions along the reach­
es of the creek drainage. From the 
church and school upstream. he said, 
residents consider themselves as "up­
per hollow people," clearly separate 
from those who live at the mouth of the 
creek near U.S. 23 or "the main road," 
by way of their relative isolation, lack 
of services and the generally more dif­
ficult nature of the terrain . Harkins 
viewed this apparent sense of 
separateness as one of the first prob­
lems to examine. 

The 49-year-old Harkins. who seems 
to like people in general, and par­
ticularly his Daniels Creek neighbors, 
began talking with residents of the 
hollow about the garbage problem. and 
the idea that Eastern Kentuckians, 
poor or wealthy, are indifferent to the 

issue was soon dispelled from his mind. 
at least judging from the folks on 
Daniels Creek . 

The heads of creeks in the moun­
tains, where garbage pickup is often 
nonexistant and the availability of 
bottomland for burying or otherwise 
disposing of trash is lacking, present 
problems for the entire drainage of the 
stream. but Harkins pointed out that on 
Daniels Creek residents of the upper 
section wanted to clean up, too . "But 
they didn't know where to turn," 
Harkins said. "It causes sort of a feel­
ing of hopelessness." 

Familiar with political processes in 
general through long associ1Ition with 
public figures in Frankfort and Lex­
ington, Harkins began. last fall, "lnok­
ing at the way the Oocal > system 
works- the magistrates. everything." 
In·the meantime, he hired a handful of 
local youths to begin clearing garbage 
from the creek, itself. They worked 
hard even though they were often 
taunted by other acquaintances along 
the creek who regarded the labor as de­
meaning, Harkins explained. As the 
labor continued, however, and the 
creek environs began to improve, the 
jokes bP.came fewer and fewer. a good 
sign, Harkins believed, that the clean­
up might be taken seriously. 

Enlisting the support of the Daniels 
Creek Development Club, members of 
his own family. District No . 4 
Magistrate l£lwell Samons and Floyd 
County Solid Waste, Inc ., Harkins and 
Daniels Creek minister Rudolph Lewis 
met with Samons and former solid 
waste Executive Director David Cool­
ey in January to formulate a strategy 
for a large scale cleanup effort. 

With Harkins' hoped for "sense of 
community" apparently sufficiently 
aroused, actual work. which consisted 
of a total of seven days. began in the 
first week of February With two dump 
trucks. a backhoe . one bulldoler and a 
grader provided by Magistrate 
Samons, the work succeeded in the 
removal of four major dump areas . 
Some of the trash was burned while 
trucks hauled loads of debris to the 
solid waste landfill at Garth. One dump 

required transportation of 11 loads to 
the landfill. according to Lewis The 
trash was cleared and the areas grad­
ed to smooth the disturbed ground. 

Harkins hopes that the dramatic im­
provement to the Daniels Creek 
environment which has resulted from 
the work will provide the necessary 
"spark of hope" needed to change atti­
tudes and awareness of t he litter prob­
lem. In addition to the cleanup effort it­
self, plans have been made to place two 
Dempster Dumpster-type garbage 
bins in the upper reaches of the hollow, 
a move which may prove useful in 
similar situations in the county 

There are those who :eel that the 
creek will simply become clogged with 
trash again as the enthusiasm of there­
cent cleanup effort wanes. Don 
Harkins, undoubtedly , would disagree 
Whatever the ultimate result. this spr­
ing will be the prettiest on Daniels 
Creek in a long time-and that's saying 
a lot.

Garnet Maynard, of Pilgrim, is pleased. "It's so much convenient to get 
my blood transfusions at Highlands Regional and go home the same day. I 
used to have to travel to Lexington and stay overnight." 

Mrs. Maynard is the first patient to use the new outpatient blood transfu­
sion <>ervice offered at Highlands Regional Medical Center. The program 
was begun as a community service for patients who need periodic transfu­
sions due to blood disorders, chemotherapy, and other medical problems, 
but who don't need extended hospitalization. This program saves patients a 
great deal of time and money. . . . 

During the time the blood is transfused, the patient rests while bemg 
monitored by an acute care nurse. Blood pressure readings are taken .fre­
quently and a physician is available if needed. A one hour waiting period is 
required after the blood is transfused to check for a reaction. The patient is 
given an instruction sheet and a phone number to call if there are any pro­
blems after returning home. 

"We are glad to be able to expand our outpatient services to the communi­
ty," stated Paul Hutchison, HRMC director of Diagnostic and Therapeutic 
Services. " Getting blood transfusions is never easy for patients , but I believe 
we have made it as convenient as possible ."

Political polls are trusted, tf they 
please, but scorned when they don't. The 
poll results announced last week by Tub­
by Harrison's Research Analysis Corp., 
ot Boston, and showing encouraging 
gains for Grady Stumbo in his race for 
the Democratic gubernatorial nomina­
tion. is the most recent case in poi nt. 

The way the numbers add up makes 
it understandable that backers of Lt. 
Gov. Martha Layne Collins and 
Louisville Mayor Harvey Sloane aren't 
ready to accept the outcome as fact. 

A synopsis of the poll shows that Stum­
bo has improved his position among 
registered Democrats by 7 percentage 
points since August, the date of his fir st 
sampling. 

occurred in Eastern and Western Ken­
tucky, where he has spent the bulk of his 
campaign time in recent weeks. 

His weakest area is Northern Ken­
tucky, where his share only increased by 
2 points, from 5 percent to 7 percent. 

Mrs. Collins remains in the lead in 
every part of the state except Louisville, 
where Sloane has a 52 percent share-10 
points below his August rating for that 
area. 

"I don't believe the trends that are in 
the Stumbo poll," said Sloane campaign 
manager Joe Terry. 

The most recent Sloane poll, con­
ducted through personal interviews at 
the end of January, showed the Louis­
ville mayor gaining "considerable 
grouud, •· Terry said.

The son of a retired coal miner, 
Hamilton was one of 11 children who 
were brought up listening to gospel and 
Bluegrass music . When the family 
moved to Painesville. 0 . in 1972. Terry. 
who had first performed in public with 
his older brothers at the theater at 
Drift at age seven, began singing in 
local clubs all through high school 
before graduating and going to college 
on a scholarship in civil-architectural 
engineering. Although he excelled in 
school, his love for music and perform­
ing caused him to postpone his studies. 

Although a successful singer, 
Hamilton's songwriting has brought 
him the most distinction . 

His first song. "Bluegrass Kentucky 
State of Mind." was written, he says, 
as a tribute to his parents. brothers and 
sisters. and "the overwhelming desire 
to go back or just reminisce about that 
which will always be home."

"A phony 
invoice is a bill for servict's or supplies 
which have not been received. or a 
solicitation which appears to be an in· 
voice. 

"Be cautious. and do not take the 
honesty of billing companies for 
granted." warns Attorney General 
Beshear. '·Try to avoid paying for mer­
chandise before it is delivered. If you 
do. you may end up paying for 
somPthing you will never receive." 

If you have questions or complaints 
concerning phony invoice problems. or 
if vou have anv other consumer com· 
plaint. write to the Office of the At­
torney General. Consumer Protection 
Division. 209 St. Clair. Frankfort. Ken­
tucky 40601-1875. or call the toll-free 
Consumer Hotline: 1-800-432·9257.

S~licitations which appear to be in­
voices often arrive after a represen­
tattve of the billing company calls a 
business asking questions about the 
business supplies and accounting pro­
cedures Many times. the company 
representative will misrepresent the 
company for whom he works. For ex­
ample. he may pretend to represent a 
company which the business has dealt 
with before. Any solicitation which 
could be mistaken for an invoice is re· 
quired to have the words ''This is not a 
blll" printed on its face in conspicuous. 
bold-faced capital letters 

THE BANK :BJ·· JOSEPHINE 
Most phony invoices charge for ser­

vices or supplies which were never 
authorized or delivered . Larger 
businesses with separate accounting 
departments are particularly suscepti­
ble to this kind of deception. Close com­
munication between receiving and ac­
counting departments is necessary to 
avoid being taken by phony billing 
schemes. 

"Do not pay a suspicious bill until all 
mvoices are verified against goods or 
services rendered," says Beshear. "I\ 
is important to establish effective in­
ternal controls. Channel all bills 
through one department . Verify all 
billing authorizations: compare the bill 
to the purchase order. and check for 
correct number of units. price per unit 
and total cost." 

In some cases. solicitations are 
disguised as bills. Do nol pay if billed 
for a listing in a business directory you 
have never heard of. 

Be careful if the caller asks you to 
place an ad in an unfamiliar publica­
tion. The caller should be willing to 
give information on publicat10ns that 
can be verified. 

If the invoice does not contain the 
correct information or does not say 
"This is not a bill." report the company 
to the Attorney General's Consumer 
Protection Divisicm. or to the Postal In· 
spection Service in Cincinnati. Ohio 
45201. They will investigate this mat · 
ter

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How To File Earnings Reports 
People in the Big Sandy area receiv­

ing Social Security benefits who work­
ed and earned over the earnings limit 
during 1982 are required to file reports 
of their earnings with the Social Securi­
ty Administration by April15, according 
to Jim Kelly, Social Security district 
director for the Big Sandy area. 

"The report is essentially a state­
ment of your last year's earnings,'' Kel­
ly said. "It also includes information on 
how much you expect to earn this year. 
Social Security uses the information to 
determine if your past checks were in 
the right amount and whether benefits 
are due this year." 

In general, Kelly said, people 65 and 
over who earned under $6,000 last year 
do not need to report; this is also true 
for people under 65 who earned under 
$4,440 and people who were 72 and over 
during all of 1982. Earnings over the 
earnings limit will cause benefits to be 
reduced $1 for every $2 in excess earn­
ings. In 1983, the earnings limits are 
$6,600 for people 65 and over, and $4,920 
for beneficiaries under age 65. The age 
at which the earnings test no longer ap­
plies is now 70. 

However, if it is shown that the failure 
to report was intentional, a person may 
be prosecuted for fraud. During the past 
year, the Social Security Administration 
stepped up its efforts to collect debts 
owed the Government and to detect and 
prevent fraud. The agency collected $1 
billion in overpayments in Fiscal Year 
1982 and obtained 284 criminal convic­
tions for fraud during calendar year 
1981. 

"The best way to avoid overpayments 
is to report any change in your earnings 
that is significantly different from what 
you've already estimated, "Kelly said." 
It is true that Social Security has records 
of all of your earnings reported by your 
employers, but if you wait until Social 
Security notifies you that you've been 
overpaid, the overpayment is usually 
more than it would have been if you had 
reported the change in earnings when 
you learned of it.'' 

Changes may be reported to any 
Social Security office. For more infor­
mation, contact the Big Sandy Social 
Security office, located on U.S. 23 be­
tween Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

The loan program is 
sponsored by the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Education. 

During the first summer session, 
pre-calculus, the computer language 
BASIC, and problem solving with a 
calculator will be offered. In the se­
cond summer session, calculus and 
statistics will be on the schedule. 

Different courses will be offered in 
the summer of 1984 and the same 
classes will be repeated in the summer 
of 1985.

EAGLES IN KEI':TUCKY 
There are 143 bald eagles wintering 

In Kentucky this year. according to the 
preliminary results of the annual 
statewide eagle census conducted dur­
ing January 

This total is up only slightly from the 
1982 count. when 141 eagles were 
counted. But the big birds were show­
ing up in some unusual places. accor­
ding to Jim Durell, an assistant direc­
tor in the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources' Division of Wildlife 
and the state coordinator of the count. 

" We spotted six more eagles along 
the Cumberland River from Wolf 
Creek Dam to Burkesville and an in­
crease of 13 on Cumberland Lake 
itself." Durell says. There are now at 
least 19 eagles wintering on Lake 
Cumberland. the survey shows. 

An eagle was also spotted at the new 
Taylorsville Lake just east of Louis­
ville. Since this lake started filling only 
about two months ago. this lone eagle. 
like a Jot of human fishermen. may 
have been just scouting out a future 
fishing hole. 

" We apparently have three distinct 
"flocks" of bald eagles in Kentucky." 
Durell says. "one at Lake Cumberland. 
one at Dale Hollow and one in west 
Kentucky." Most of the west Kentucky 
eagles are at Land Between the Lakes, 
Reelfoot Lake or the Ballard Wildlife 
Management Area . 

There are probably more eagles in 
the state than the census indicated. 
Durell says. One productive area. the 
Kentucky Bend section in the extreme 
southwestern portion of the state, was 
not surveyed this year. 

Between 1981 and 1982, the eagle 
population in Kentucky jumped from 
105 to 141 Since the nation-wide 
population is not increasing propor­
tionally, Durell believes that more and 
more eagles are discovering that Ken­
tucky is a good place to spend the 
winter. 

Since fish make up a large portion of 
their diet . eagles are almost always 
found near large bodies of water. Each 
new lake that is built creates additional 
habitat for eagles. and these birds 
might just now be discovering that 
there is an abundance of big water in 
Kentucky. 

Kentucky's eagles are only winter 
visitors and will migrate north in the 
spring. generally sometime in March. 
But with the mild winter we've had so 
far , they might move out a little earlier 
than usual this year . 

The nation-wide January eagle cen­
sus. coordinated by the National 
Wildlife Federation, was started in 
1979 and showed a total population of 
9.815 bald eagles. By 1982. the count 
had reached 13,804. Nation-wide 
results of the 1983 count should be 
available sometime this summer. 

An endangered species throughout 
most of the nation, eagles <along with 
all other birds of prey) are strictly pro­
tected by both state and federal laws. 
Populations declined rapidly in the 
1960s. the result primarily of pesticide 
poisoning. After DDT and similar 
chemicals were banned , eagle 
numbers have started to climb again .

After High School, 
College Poses Problems 

After four years of hard work and 
study in high school, graduating seniors 
can at last turn their attention to other 
matters- such as four years of hard 
work and study in college. But 
counselors and advisers caution that 
prospective students should begin think­
ing about college costs and admission re­
quirements long before they receive 
their caps and gowns next May. 

" High school students should realize 
that the rules of admission and financial 
assistance that put their older brothers 
and sisters in and through college have 
changed considerably and are changing 
every day," says William Hanger, direc­
tor of admissions for Transylvania 
University in Lexington. 

Hanger pointed out two developments 
that have altered considerably the 
outlook of most colleges and 
universities. 

''The trend in recent years has been 
toward a high quality college education 
and this has forced many prestigious 
schools to become more selective by 
toughening admission requirements. In 
addition, economic developments affec­
ting higher education on the national and 
state levels have increased considerably 
the competition for available student 
aid," he stated. 

Hanger noted that he offers students 
interested in Transylvania the following 
advice when they contact him: 

• Take the A.C.T. (American College 
Testing) or SAT. (Scholastic Aptitude 
Test) as soon as possible and be sure the 
scores are provided to the proper 
schools~ 

• Apply early to the schools of your 
choice. The earlier you are accepted the 
sooner the institution can inform you if 
your application for assistance has been 
approved. 

• Complete the available financial aid 
forms as soon as possible. CHanger 
recommends this be done at least one 
month prior to the posted deadline.) 

" If you are a Kentucky resident in­
terested in attending a Kentucky institu­
tion, submit a Kentucky Financial 
Assistance Form CKFAFl to the College 
Scholarship Service, Box 2856, 
Princeton, N.J. 08541, no later than 
March 15, 1983. 

Prospective students are also urged to 
investigate available academic scholar­
ships and outside sources of student 
financial assistance such as those of­
fered by churches, veterans' groups and 
civic organizations.

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Must Keep Insanity Defense, 
Say John Hinckley's Parents 

Auxier PTA To Meet 
Monday, March 7 

The meeting of the Auxier P-T.A. has 
been changed from March 1 to Mon­
day. March 7. at 7 p m in the school 
lunchroom. In their first public comment since 

the trial of John W. Hinckley, Jr .. for 
shooting President Reagan, Hinckley's 
parents urge that the insanity defense 
be maintained despite public criticism 
of the jury's finding that their son was 
"not guilty by reason of insanity 
<NGRil." 

In an exclusive article in the March 
Reader's Digest, Jack and JoAnn Hin­
ckley write that the "insanity defense 
has been a fixture of the Anglo­
American judicial system for hundreds 
of years. But in the highly charged 
aftermath of the trial, many proposals 
have been made to cripple or abolish 
it." They add that they are "deeply 
concerned about this reaction . The in­
sanity defense must remain available 
to the mentally impaired." 

The Hinckleys also say that the 
many "erroneous statements and ir­
responsible proposals reported in the 
media COrtllf>CI us to speak out and ex­
plain why the NGRI verdict was the 
right one" in their son's case. 

Both say that John, Jr., is "desper­
tately ill" and suffers from some form 
of mental illness that "robbed him of 
his ability to control his thoughts and 
actions ." They add that "despite 
widespread publicity, the public still 
knows very little about John's bizarre 
life-style and prolific writings. These 
clearly document his confused inner 
world, obsessions and delusions." 

When the jury found him not guilty 
by reason of insanity. say the Hinkleys, 
it "did the difficult but proper thing." 

"We firmly believe that if mental il­
lness compels a person to commit a 
crime, then that person is not responsi­
ble for his act no matter how terrible it 
may be. It is the. illness that causes the 
compulsion, as well as the act itself. So 
it follows that some mentally ill per­
sons can realize what they are doing, 
such as attempting to kill another 
human being, but are incapable of con­
trolling their actions. For this reason, 
we think that the 'guilty, but insane' 
verdict is grossly unfair ." 

One of the problems underlying cur­
rent debate over the NGRI issue, say 
the Hinckleys, is the public's lack of 
knowledge about mental illness. Men­
tal illness is this nation's No. 1 health 
problem, they write. They cite figures 
from the National Mental Health 
Association that approximately 30 
million Americans-<>ne in seven-suf­
fer some form of mental or emotional 
illness. 

"More hospital beds are occupied by 
the mentally ill than by patients suffer­
ing from cancer, circulatory diseases, 
accidents, kidney diseases and 
pregnancy complications combined. 
Despite all this, mental illness remains 
a frightening mystery to the general 
public. Therefore, it is not surprising 
that there was an emotional reaction to 
the NGRI verdict for the man who pull­
ed the trigger before the world." 

The Hinckleys write that "no one 
should be allowed to get away with at­
tempted murder. But we also agree 
with the Mental Disability Law 
Reporter when it pointed out that 'in 
our legal system it is for the jury to 
judge guilt or innocence, precisely 
because emotional involvement by the 
public can lead to the type of justice ex­
ercised at lynchings.' " 

They add that "contrary to popular 
belief, there is no proof of widespread 
abuse of the insanity defense. Most 
estimates conclude that it is used in no 
more than two percent of all criminal 
trials."

Outrage 1: 

The Feds' Golden Handshake 
To be eligible for Medicare benefits, 

the average American worker has to 
pay taxes into Social Security for about 
eight years. But then a federal employee 
is not the average American worker. 

Last year Congress decided that feds 
should begin paying a 1.3% tax on their 
salaries this January for the Medicare 
coverage of Social Security. These con­
tributions would credit all their time in 
federal service toward Medicare 
eligibility. 

Congress then passed the buck on to 
the Department of Health and Human 
Services, giving them the job of deter­
mining how long federal employees 

would have to pay the tax to qualify for 
full Medicare coverage. Their answer'? 
One day. 

The easy solution was no doubt helped 
by the fact that employees of the Depart­
ment of Health and Human Services are, 
of course , federal employees 
themselves. In practice, any federal 
employee who retired after January 1, 
and paid that one day's tax, qualifies for 
the same amount of Medicare coverage 
as a private sector employee who has 
spent eight years paying taxes into 
Social Security.

Nutrition Experts 
Warn of Danger 
From Fad Diets 

Americans today are far too quick 
to embrace the newest diet or health 
fad that comes along, especially those 
that promise in~tant weight loss by 
eating nothing but fruit or specia I low­
calorie substances. There always 
seems to be an audience out there look­
ing for a quick and easy way to trim­
mer looks . 

Those who follow such fads risk poor 
health in the long run, no matter what 
instant benefits they may seem to en­
joy. two nutrition experts warn in the 
March Reader's Digest 

Dr. Fredrick J. Stare. professor 
emeritus of nutrition at Harvard 
University. and Elizabeth M . Whelan. 
executive director of the New York­
based American Council on Science 
and Health. write that "most diet and 
nutrition fads have built in health 
hazards that may do you more harm 
than good. Some diets may deprive 
your body of essential nutrients; others 
may overload your system with poten­
tially hazardous substance; in a few 
cases. the regimen may encourage you 
to overlook symptoms that deserve 
professional medical attention:· 

Discussing the popular Beverly Hills 
diet, which calls for the consumption of 
nothing but fruit for 10 days. Dr. Stare 
and Whelan write: "It's obvious why so 
many people lose weight quickly and 
dramatically on this bizarre plan Ten 
days of eating nothing but fruit is like!~· 
to cause diarrhea and possible urinary 
frequency . So while much of the weight 
loss may come from the decrease in 
calories, a good bit is due to dehydra­
tion . Some people may think this is a 
fair trade-off for a quick 10-to-15-pound 
weight loss .. but fluid loss can cause 
severe loss of nutrients. particularly 
minerals, with an attendant risk of car­
diac problems." 

The authors also offer a word of cau­
tion about the Cambridge diet. which 
promises weight loss by use of a 
special low-calorie protein product in 
powdered form. They say that the safe­
ly and effectiveness of this diet. which 
is currently being promoted to "hun­
dreds of thousands of peopll•." have yet 
to be proved . 

Becaust' most diets and health fads 
are not scientifically tested before be­
ing pres«:>nted to the public. the authors 
say anyon«:> considering a drastic 
chang<' in eattng habits should 
remember that there ar{' no "revolu-
tionary." " miracle." or "spPcial 
eating substances" that will help the 
body burn off unwanted fats .

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Dormant Spraying 
For Home Fruit

Dormant season insect and disease 
control can be very important if the 
home fruit grower is to be successful. 
Dormant spraying will destroy certain 
species of insects, insect eggs, and 
some diseases which overwinter on the 
fruit tree and cause the grower several 
problems in the spring. Any day, when 
the wind is still and the temperatures 
are mild, preferrably around 50° F and 
there is little or no chance of a hard 
freeze within the next few days, it is a 
good time to use a dormant spray. 
Miscible oil. Ferbam 76% wettable 
powder, and liquid lime sulfur. are 
some cc nmonly used dormant spray 
materials. Be sure to read the labels on 
each of these pesticides before using 
and also be sure to follow safety 
precautions when spraying . It should 
be noted tht the lime sulfur and oils are 
not compatible so they cannot be used 
together or within one week of each 
other.

The spray oil works as a coating 
which forms a film over the insects 
eggs. This. in turn. clogs the pores 
which the developing insect breathes 
through, causing death It is vitally im­
portant that th1s be apnhed at the pro­
per time in ordE.>r to catch the insect's 
embryos at the proper stage of 
development. It should be noted that a 
dormant spray is not necessary on all 
types of woody plants nor does this 
type of spray control all insects or 
aiseases. However. it does provide us 
with an t'ffective starting point to build 
our insect and disease control program 
upon .

Said Higher than Ever 

46th National Wildlife Week 
Focuses on Our Public Lands 

A 1981-82 KET school use survey in­
dicates that the use of KET in Kentucky 
classrooms is "higher than ever," accor­
ding to KET Director of Education, Tim 
Tassie.

Reporting Tip Income 
For Tax Purposes 

Noting that some confusion exists 
over the tip income reporting rules of 
the Tax Equity and Fiscal Respon­
sibility Act of 1982, the Internal 
Revenue Service today stressed that 
the allocation of tip income required by 
the Act is only for reporting purposes. 

The IRS advised bar and restaurant 
owners that they should withhold in­
come and social security taxes to the 
extent tips are reported to them by 
their employees, but not on tips that 
are merely allocated. 

Beginning April 1. 1983, a bar or 
restaurant owner generally must 
allocate to tipped employees the excess 
of eight percent of gross receipts over 
the tips reported by the employees to 
the employer. The allocated tip income 
will appear as a separate entry on the 
employee's W-2 form. The amount of 
tips which actually should be included 
in the employee's gross income could 
be higher or lower, depending on the 
facts of the case. Tip allocation is not 
required for establishments with ten or 
fewer employees. 

Historically a large percentage of tip 
income has gone unreported, the IRS 
said, citing this low compliance rate as 
the reason for the Act providing the 
new tip reporting rules. The tip repor­
ting requirements are expected to 
generate ~4.9 billion in additional tax 
revenue over the next five years. 

The IRS said that. according to 
media accounts and other reports , 
some employers appear to have incor­
rectly withheld taxes on allocated tips. 
These employers should refund the in-. 
correctly withheld amounts to the 
employee. according to the IRS. and 
report only the correct amount on 
Form 941. "Employer's Quarterly 
Federal Tax Return". If the error is 
discovered after a Form 941 has been 
filed the employer should correct the 
error by attaching a Form 941C. 
"Statement to Correct Information". 
to the next Form 941 that is filed.

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Women's Role 
In Our History 
Long Neglected

An examination of the standard 
histories of the United States and of the 
history textbooks in use in our schools 
raises the pertinent question whether 
women have ever made any contribu­
tions to American national progress 
that are worthy of record. If the silence 
of the historians is to mean anything. it 
would appear that one-half of our 
population have been negligible factors 
in our country's history .-Arthur M. 
Schlesinger, "New Viewpoints in 
American History." quoted in Helen 
Deiss Irvin's Women in Kentucky. 

According to the historians. women 
have been the unknown factor in 
America's heritage. Even though 
women have made up about half of the 
nation's population. they seem to have 
been dismissed from the history texts 
as mere shadows that silently followed 
their men or tended their children. un­
named, unrecognized. Instead of star­
ring roles, they were only backdrops to 
the dramas of the landing of the 
Mayflower or the signing of the Bill of 
Rights. There was. of course. mention 
of an occasional Pocahontas or Abigail 
Adams. but for the most part. the 
names of our women pioneers. their 
thoughts. their ideas. their hopes for 
the future of the country. of Kentucky. 
have vanished from history. 

In recent years. there have been ef­
forts to reconstruct the role of women 
in history through events such as Na­
tional Women's History Week and the 
"Kentucky Women Excel" project. 
Some of the names and contributions of 
the women in our past have surfaced as 
the women of today work to weave 
their own heritage and write their own 
history. It is late and many of the great 
names are gone forever. but at least 
now we know some of the great stories 
of the founding mothers of our state. 
We know about Esther Whitley who 
came with her husband to Kentucky in 
1775 and whose "crack shot" status at 
Logan's Fort put her on the firing line 
with the men during Indian attacks. 
We know about Laura Clay who fought 
for her beliefs with the same tenacity 
as her famous father. Cassius Clay. His 
battle was to free the slaves: hers was 
to free women with the right to vote. 

We know about Mary Breckinridge 
who founded the Frontier Nursing Ser­
vice to provide medical attention 
desperately needed by the people of 
Eastern Kentucky. We know about 
Delia Webster who was sent to jail for 
her work •with the ' underground 
railroad during the Civil War. 

We have only just learned these 
stories and more about our Kentucky 
foremothers. and it is critical that we 
never let these stories leave us again. 
Btu we must also look to the future. It 
is important that. right now. we work 
to preserve the names. thoughts and 
dreams of today's pioneer women. to 
provide a heritage to our daughters 
and grand-daughters. And there are 
plenty of pioneering women out there. 
There are great stories of the first 
women to break the prejudices and 
enter the coal mines. There are great 
stories of women pioneers who ha'Se hit 
the traditionally male-dominated cam­
paign trail- and have won. There are 
brave women taking financial risks to 
open new and original businesses. And 
there are whole groups of women conti­
nuing the fight against inequality . 

While it might be too late to collect 
all the stories of the pioneering women 
of yesterday, it is not too late to record 
the stories of today's Kentucky women. 
Today's stories may not tell of Indian 
battles. but they will show a resiliency 
and bravery among Kentucky women 
as they continue to battle inequality. 
economic discri,nination and pre­
judice.

"Children of Pride" 
Is Story of Love 

"Even though you didn't give us 
birth, you gave us a life." These are the 
words of a son to his father- a special 
father of a very special family, whose 
remarkable life together is the subject 
of "Frontline's" program, "Children 
of Pride," airing on KET Thursday.

Cervical cancer kills approximately 
11.000 women each year. yet cervical 
cancer can be one of the most curable 
of all cancers if it is detected in its ear­
ly stages. There is a simple test to 
determine cervical cancer: this is the 
Pap test. It takes only a few moments 
of a woman's time and it could save her 
life. 

There will be a pap clinic at the 
Floyd County health department on 
Friday. March 4. from 8:30 until 11:30 
and from I until 2. This clinic is a free 
service of the health department and 
any woman who has not had a Pap test 
in the past year is urged to attend. 
Women age 45 and over are especially 
urged to attend since this is the high 
risk age for the disease. 

A nurse from the Health Department 
will be in Martin at the Beaver Valley 
Clinic on Monday, March 7. She will of­
fer T.B. skin tests. urinalyses. anemia 
screenings. blood pressures. im- . 
munizations and Pap tests. 

There v.~ll be a glaucoma screening 
clinic at the health department on 
Wednesday. March 9. This clinic is 
open to persons of all ages. but those 
people 40 and over are especially urged 
to bf' screened for glaucoma si'1ce this 
is the high risk age for this disease.

"Division of Forestry rangers will be 

issuing citations for those persons 
burning before 4:30 p.m. as well as to 
persons allowing a fire to escape to 
woodland." advised Steve Brackett. 
district forester. Brackett also advised 
that "Persons doing any type of burn­
ing are required by law to take all 
reasonable care and precautions by 
having all flammable material piled 
and carefully cleared around. so that 
fire cannot escape, regardless of the 
time of day, and that all fires must be 
attended at all times until extinguish­
ed. Persons failing to take these 
precautions are subject to a fine of $500 
and six months in the county jail as 
well as payment of fire suppression 
costs. Persons who intentionally set 
fire to the forestland of another are 
subject to a fine of up to $10,000 and or 
up to five years in the state peniten­
tiary."

Microbiologists may now have an explanation as to 
why a particular tampon brand (now off the market) 
seemingly gave rise to toxic-shock syndrome (TSS) in 
some of its users.

The breakdown of the tampon material causes it to 
change from a solid to a gel. Since the gel takes up 
menstrual fluids along with white blood cells, the white 
blood cells cannot penetrate the gel to combat the TSS 
organisms.

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Water Troubles 
In Salyersville

Water returned to some Salyersville 
homes for the first time in two days 
yesterday < fo'riday) but that was small 
consolation for city officials, who say the 
town will have to drill a new well. 

When a submersible pump in a 
50 year-old well that supplies most of the 
water to about 3.000 people burned out 
twice in three days. officials hoped the 
cause was mechanical. The pump 
failures left residents of the Magoffin 
county seat without water on Wednes­
day and Thursday. 

Their wt•rst fears, however, were con­
firmed <last> Thursday night. 

"We found out last night the well 
definitely doesn't have enough water in 
it for the pump to pump, .. water plant 
superintendent Garry Rowe said 

Among other things, it means that the 
city will probably begin drilling a new 
well next week, about a mile from the 
plant on U.S. 460. 

Rowe said a local operator, with a 
rotary drill . "can sink a 700-foot hole, 
have the casing in and be gone in a day's 
time." But connecting the new well to 
the old plant with a pipeline will take 
considerably longer, he said. 

Officials had planned to drill a new 
well, Lowe said. but not until work was 
completed on a new $2.4 million waler 
plant. Bids on the new plant will be let 
in about two weeks. Mayor Tim Bostic 
said. 

Lowe said workers restored service to 
some city water system customers 
Thursday night, but he said the low 
water level in the well might keep "big 
users" off the system. 

"We're cautioning people to be very 
conservative with it," he said. " We're 
not giving the impression that it's a dry 
hole, but definitely the water's not there 
like it was ... 

The plant's 200,000-gallon storage tank 
was Jess than half full Friday and Lowe 
said he planned to empty it into the 
city's water lines, which are about 15 
miles long. 

Meanwhile, the flow of water into the 
old well is so slow, he said, " we can 
pump it dry in 15 minutes ... 

Schools in Salyersville were closed 
Friday after apparently ignoring re 
quests by city officials to close earlier 
in the week. . 

Lowe termed coopera lion from 
customers yesterday " pretty good." 

Officials st.ill do not know what 
caused the dramatic drop in the old 
well's water level, Lowe said, but Bostic 
speculated on Thursday that operations 
by area oil and gas drillers might have 
damaged the well's water table. 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. declared a 
state of emergency in Salyersville last 
Thursday, opening the way for National 
Guard trucks to haul drinking water 
from Ashland and Jackson to two nurs­
ing homes. 

After water service resumed Thurs­
day, however, no one needed the water.
