Adams Said Out as Party Chairman 

State Representative Chris Perkins 
will vacate his seat in the General 

• 
Assembly to succeed his father, the late 
Carl D. Perkins, in the national House 
of Representatives, and that fact is 
credited with igniting a flareup in the 
Democratic party in his native Knott 
county. 

It is reported that the Democratic 
county chairman, Sidney Adams, had in­
dicated he might appoint himself to suc­
ceed the younger Perkins. Upshot was 
that the Knott County Democratic Exe­
cutive Committee voted to oust Adams.

John Caudill, who is an x-ray techni­

cian at the clinic operated at Mallie by 
State Senator Benny Ray Bailey and Dr. 
Grady Stumbo, was installed as county 
chairman in Adams' stead after Adams 
left an executive committee meeting at 
Hindman last Friday. Adams, 74, a 
former state representative, was elected · 
chairman in May to share a four-year 
term with Caudill.

Secretary of State Clint Newman 
was quoted as saying that after Chris 
Perkins withdraws from the House race 
the governing body of the Democratic 
party in the 92nd district would have to 
appoint a. candidate to represent the 
party. 

Floyd, Letcher and Knott would, in 
that case, join in naming a nominee, 
with each county's vote weighted by the 
number of Democrats represented. 

Members of the Knott county commit­
tee said there had been no plan to 
replace Adams as chairman. 

After Adams and committee mem­
bers had exchanged views about Adams' 
plan for appointing a nominee to replace 
Chris Perkins, Adams left. And then the 
committee acted to remove him. 

Knott county Democrats may have a 
new county chairman as the result, it is 
claimed, of the "old" chairman's ambi­
tion to succeed Chris Perkins as state 
representative.

Mart at the site fell through after that firm's directors chose a Paintsville site instead. 

Plans were announced this week for 
construction of a $3 million shopping 
center near Prestonsburg. 

Jim Hughes, developer of the project, 
said fill work has already begun at the 
site, which is on the Mountain Parkway, 
near its intersection with U.S. 23. A Feb. 
1, 1985 opening date is anticipated, he 
said. 

The new shopping center, to be known 
as Glyn View Plaza, will include a Pigg­
ly Wiggly supermarket, which will be 
moving from its present location down­
town, a Rite-Aid drug store, an Arby's 
restaurant, and a self-service gas sta­
tion, Hughes sa1d. In addition, the 65,000 

square feet of commercial space will in­
clude specialty shops and offices. 

Meanwhile, work is continuing on 
another shopping complex nearby. A 
bulldozer was excavating the site this 
week and part of the steel framework 
has been erected for Prestonsburg 
Village, the $10 million project being 
developed by Commonwealth Develop­
ment Corporation (CDC) on U.S. 23, 
beside the Western Sizzlin' restaurant. 

CDC Executive Director L.J . Hollen­
bach Ill predicted in April that Pres­
tonsburg Village, originally scheduled 
for completion last spring, would open 
its doors this fall. That now appears 

unlikely, a CDC official conceded 
recently. 

While 85 percent of the proposed 
200,000 square feet has already been 
leased-much of it for a Wal-Mart 
department store and Winn-Dixie super­
market-Prestonsburg Village will pro­
bably not be completed until next spring. 
sa1d James Hutchison, CDC's vice­
president for leasing. 

Some critics, citing slow starts in

Of Garrett Man For Education Study 
After deliberating nearly three hours, 

a Floyd Circuit Court jury declared itself 
about evenly split Thursday on whether 
David Lee Allen was guilty of traffick­
ing in illegal drugs. 

The 26-year-old Garrett man was one 
of more than a dozen in this county who 
were snared in a state police undercover 
operation in late 1982. He was accused 
of selling three "hits" of PCP to Det. 
Johnny Creech for $30. Allen denied he 
had ever met Creech. 

The state narcotics investigator, who 
appeared in court wearing a business 
suit, clean-shaven and with his hair 
neatly trimmed, said he had long hair 
and a beard and was wearing aT-shirt 
and jeans when he approached Allen's 
trailer on November 16, 1982, in the com­
pany of Marvin Neeley. 

Creech said he first asked to buy mari­
juana from Allen, who told him he had 
recently run out of it and offered to sell 
him some PCP instead. Neeley, a police 
informant, reportedly helped set up the 
buy. 

State Det. Ernie Dudleson said he 
earlier approached Neeley's father, 
Chester Neeley, to secure his son's 
cooperation with the investigation. The 
father agreed to assist out of concern for 
his son, who was himself facing a charge 
of trafficking in marijuana, Dudleson 
said. Marvin Neeley died in May last 
year. 

In a series of questions, defense at­
torney Ned Pillersdorf implied that Mar­
vin Neeley was persuaded to help entrap 
Allen by offers of leniency for himself 
and his brother, Cisco. Marvin was 
never indicted on the trafficking charge 
and Cisco was recently released from 
the state penitentiary, the attorney

For anyone with an interest in educa­
tion and a yen to help Floyd schools do 
a better job, a couple of opportunities 
are about to open up. 

For one thing, there is still time to run 
for school board member. 

And, for another, a citizens' forum is 
being organized to tackle the long-term 
questions of where the county's schools 
should be heading. 

Three seats on the Board of Education 
are to be filled at the election on 
November 6. They are currently held by 
James A. Duff, of Hueysville, Dr. Mary 
Hall, of McDowell, and Fred Newsome, 
of Grethel. The filing deadline is August 
28 . 

But citizens will not need to run for of­
fice to play a part in charting a course 
for the schools. On November 15, "town 
forums" will be held in just about every 
school district in the state, under the 
auspices of the Prichard Committee on 
Academic Excellence. The forum topic: 
"What Do You Really Want Your 
Schools To Do?" 

To run for board member, you need to 
be at least 24, a Kentucky resident for 
the past three years, and-as the result 
of a law passed in the 1984 General 
Assembly-educated at least to the 12th 
grade. The county clerk can provide fil­
ing papers, which must bear 20 
signatures. The filing fee is $20. 

Anyone can participate in the local 
"town forum," which organizers see as 
a way to gauge what ordinary people 
hope for their schools-and what they 
would be willing to pay for. 

The Prichard Committee, sponsor of 
the town meetings, issued a report two 
years ago on the future of higher educa­
tion in Kentucky. Since then it has turn­
ed its attention to the state's elementary 

and secondary schools. 
Unlike the recently-named Governor's 

Council on Education Reform, which is 
charged with formulating concrete, 
politically-feasible proposals for im· 
proving the schools, Prichard Commit­
tee members have generally kept their 
distance from established interest 
groups in favor of a more theoretical 
consideration of Kentucky's educational 
objectives. 

In that spirit, Jean Rosenberg, who is 
a member of the committee and 
organizer of the Nov. 15 forum here, said 
the local meetings should enable people 
to "dream a little" about their hopes for 
the schools. 

"We don't have a political agenda," 
she said in a recent interview. "We just 
think it is important that school officials 
and legislators start listening to people 
at the grassroots level, to hear what peo­
ple are concerned about." 

What role will the school board and 
superintendent play in the community 
meetings? "They will be invited and we 
hope they will play a part," said ¥rs . 
Rosenberg, "but the Prichard Co.t­
tee is very clear that we want this ~be 
a citizen-run thing." 

While the John Y. Brown-appointed 
Prichard Comittee is anxious to stay 
above partisan political interests, 
however, it is by no means indifferent 
to one essentially political question: how 
to raise the funds needed for educational 
reform. 

One purpose of the committee's cur­
rent effort to stimulate discussion about 
education at the local level, Mrs. 
Rosenberg said, is •·so the legislature 
will not be again able to do what they did 
in the last session, where they gave lip-

Don't Weaken Penalty 
For Persistent Felon 

The State Corrections Cabinet has 
engaged in an all-Qut effort to reduce the 
number of persistent felony offenders 
housed in our penal institutions. Persis­
tent felons are criminals with several 
previous felony covictions who are sub­
ject to enhanced sentences because of 
their demonstrated failure to respond to 
rehabilitative efforts. Studies show that 
PFOs constitute less than one-fourth of 
the typical prison population, but are 
responsible for nearly two-thirds of all 
crimes. 

The Corrections Cabinet views the 
PFO statute as playing a major part in 
the present crowding of our jails and 
prisons and recommends the legislature 
exempt certain categories of crimes 
(such as burglary and theft) from stif­
fer penalties for repeat offenders. I am 
committed to full enforcement of our ex­
isting PFO statute and strongly oppose 
these efforts to turn career criminals 
back out on our streets. 

National studies consistently show 
that repeat offenders tend to switch be­
tween violent and property crimes, often 
engaging in related types of crimes such 
as property and drug offenses. Career 
criminals don' t specialize. At best, they 
tend to progress from less serious to 
more serious crimes. 

Corrections Cabinet data used to sup­
port its claims is woefully inadequate 
and seriously misleading. Their data on 
criminal records excludes out-Qf-state 
and federal convictions as well as Ken­
tucky incarcerations prior to 1979. Nor 
do they take into account prior arrest 
records or reduced charges resulting 
from plea bargaining. 

We in Kentucky need to take a look at 
how we deal with those who threaten the 
very fabric of our social order. When 
compared to surrounding states, Ken­
tucky already confines the lowest 
percentage of convicted adult offenders 
<Kentucky 21.4%, Tennessee 47.8%, 
Virginia 42.4%, Missouri 29.0%, Indiana 
29.9%. 

In. addition, Kentucky paroles 
prisoners with the lowest average length 
of stay of any state in this country bas­
ed on 1982 statistics. Kentucky's maxi­
mum sentence of 20 years for a house­
hold burglar with two prior felony con­
victions is already low compared to 
other states, such as Illinois where the 
maximum sentence is life; Indiana, 40 
years; Missouri, 30 years; Ohio, 25 
years; and West Virginia, life. 

The time has come for the people of 
Kentucky to deal seriously with the 
problem of crime in this state. It is time 
that the people quit letting the Correc­
tions Cabinet determine what punish­
ments are suitable for crimes. It is the 
people of this State and their elected 
leaders w.ho should be determining the 
appropriate response to crime in this 
Commonwealth. The time has come to 
say "no" to leniency. The time has come 
to say "no" to efforts to let criminals 
loose on our society without punishment 
commensurate with the crime. 

Admittedly Kentucky's prisons and 
jails are crowded and the Corrections 
Cabinet is faced with a difficult task. 
However, short-term solutions, especial­
ly putting career criminals back on the 
streets, are not acceptable. We must 
face the fact that more prison space is 
needed and be prepared to fund that 
need.

It is specified that if he does not purge 
himself of contempt of court, the clerk 
is directed to issue a warrant for his 
arrest. 

He has been before the Court on no 
less than 11 occasions. He has been ar­
rested on no less than two occasions. 
Moreover, during the course of these 
events, he has not paid a single attorney 
fee. Apparently, he expects this to come 
out of child support which should go for 
his child. 

As a final resort, child support was 
finally ordered to be paid by his 
employer. Maybe Mr. Vanhoose now ap­
preciates his duty and obligation to his 
child to provide for her support. 

There has not been any selective en­
forcement. To chastise Judge Conley in 
this situation, totally ignores all the 
facts. It does not seem to bother Mrs.

pointed out. Dudleson denied any deals 
were struck. 

Allen, who said he has not had a 
steady job since he was laid off from Na­
tional Mines two years ago, denied he 
had ever sold drugs. It was Marvin 
Neeley, not Creech, who approached 
him on Nov. 16, 1982, and the PCP 
Neeley picked up was some he had 
pressed Allen to take and sell about a 
week before, Allen testified. 

Allen said that, like most other 
Hueysville-area residents, he had lived 
for years in fear of the Neeleys and he 
felt he had no choice when Marvin 
Neeley a nd three companions stopped 
him on the road and forced the PCP on 
him. 

Neeley returned a week later asking 
for payment, but Allen said he return­
ed the drugs to him instead. No money 
changed hands, he said. 

The case was tried before Johnson Cir­
cuit Judge James Knight, Floyd Circuit 
Judge Hollie Conley disqualified himself 
because of family connections. The 
jurors announced they were deadlock­
ed, around 6 p.m ., and told Judge Knight 
they saw no point in returning to their 
deliberations. 

The case could be re-tried, dismissed, 
or- as frequently happens in cases of 
this kind- plea-bargained.

smce the extra weight comes from 
frliers and extenders such as fat, 
powdered milk and grains." 

Milk, dry beans, eggs, peanut butter, 
Lread and beef liver are the least expen­
~•ve sources of protein in most grocery 
::.lores. 

Young men, the group with the highest 
recommended daily allowance of pro­
tem, can meet their daily requirement 
with about 33 cents worth of dry beans, 
according to the USDA figures. 

Beef liver is the least expensive meat 
l-.ource of protein at a cost of abou~ 66 
cents to provide a da;r's requirement of 
the nutrient. 

Enriched white bread is an inexpen­
Sive source of protein, but a young male 
would have to eat 11z pounds of it to ob­
tain his recommended daily allowance 
of protein. 

A bone-in pork loin roast would pro­
\ ide a daily allowance of protein at a 
cost of about $1.83 compared to a cost for 
the same amount of protein from 
OJologna of approximately $2.41. 

By comparing the cost of protein in 
v.uious foods, shoppers can plan meals 
c~ccording to a raho of expense and 
111trition. 

Ocean perch, for example, costs less 
tJCr pound than a rump roast, but it takes 
more perch to provide the necessary 
amount of protein that it does rur!lp 
oast.

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Newsome Wins 
Pike Acquittal 

Forrester Newsome, 65-year-old 
former Ligon man, was acquitted last 
week of a murder charge stemming 
from the 1983 death of an elderly 
Pikeville man. 

Newsome was accused of beating 
G.E. "Smitty" Smith during an argu­
ment at the apartment of Reedy Blair 
in September, 1983. Mrs. Blair-who 
said she was engaged to Smith and that 
the two men were fighting over her­
testified that Newsome felled Smith with 
a blow. Prosecutors said the blow caus­
ed Smith's death . 

But the defense argument, or­
chestrated by Public Defender Ned 
Pillersdorf, was that Smith was drunk 
and fell, hitting his head. A pathologist 
testified that the victim suffered from 
cirrhosis of the liver, a condition that 
makes internal bleeding more likely in 
the event of a blow or fall. 

The Pikeville Circuit Court jury 
deliberated about three hours Tuesday 
before finding Newsome not guilty. 

A district court jury last week found 
Randy Hall, 38, of Craynor, guilty of 
public intoxication and recommended a 
$100 fine. He is being held in the county 
jail prior to his return to the state 
penitentiary as a parole violator. 

Police said Hall showed signs of being 
drunk near the scene of a fatal shooting 
at Grethel on June 7. He and John Paul 
Blair were reportedly arguing in the 
back of a pickup traveling up Mud Creek 
shortly before Blair was shot and killed. 
Ruth Greer, 27, of Prater Creek, faces 
a murder charge in connection with 
Blair's death. 

Hall said the disorientation noted by 
police officers was the result of his hav­
ing fallen from the pickup.

Members of an advisory council to 
study discipline problems in Kentucky 
sc;hools and recommend guidelines for 
a statewide discipline code were nam­
ed last Thursday by Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald. 

" The educators and community 
leaders serving on this council will pro­
vide a valuable service in pointing the 
way toward a code of student conduct 
that will improve the climate for learn­
ing in Kentucky's classrooms," 
McDonald said. 

Because of the importance to students 
of the code to be developed, she said, the 
council members include a student, 
Phillip Peace, 17, a senior at Holmes 
High School in Covington. The council 
will be considering student rights as well 
as student responsibilities, she noted. 

Formation of the Kentucky Council on 
Student Discipline was required under 
Senate Bill26, which was passed by the 
1984 General Assembly. 

The council will hold its organizational 
meeting-at 10 a.m. Aug. 28 in the state 
board room on the· first floor of the 
Capital Plaza Tower in Frankfort. 

" Effective school discipline is close­
ly related to the preparation of students 
for responsible adult citizenship," 
McDonald said. "Establishment of a 
statewide standard for student conduct 
will help to create an environment of 
mutual respect and cooperation in the 
c lassroom.'' 

Recommendations from the council 
will be submitted to the State Board of 
Education this fall , she said. 

The legislation calls for the guidelines 
to be a pprov('d by the state board by 
J an 1, 1985, for dtsseminatien to the 
state 's 180 local school districts. The 
school districts will then use the 
guidelines to develop their own local 
discipline codes. 

·'Learning cannot take place when 
classroom instruction is continually in­
terrupted by unruly students, when 
teachers must spend more time on 
discipline than on teaching," McDonald 
said . 

Unruly students disrupt the learning 
processes for themselves and others, she 
said, and disciplinary problems may 
even contribute to the departW"e of good 
teachers from the teaching profession. 

"Students need to know what is ex· 
pee ted of them," she said. "A clear code 
of conduct will help OW" students to know 
what behaviors are expected in the 
classroom and on school grounds and 
what behaviors will not be tolerated. "

school discipline, a new survey of Na· 
tional Education Association <NEA) 
teacher members shows that 68 percent

are satisfied with student behavior in 
their classes. And an even higher 
number, 85 percent, say their schools 
provide a safe and orderly school 
environment. 

NEA surveyed 2,000 classroom 
teachers in May on several key topics 
that have been in the limelight during 
the past year's national dialogue on 
education. The poll focused on violence 
and discipline, merit pay, teacher 
evaluation, educational decision mak­
ing, and the use of standardized tests for 
students. 

On the violence issue, 12.9 percent of 
the teachers surveyed said their per· 
sonal property had been stolen, while 5.5 
percent reported that personal items 
had been intentionally damaged In 1980, 
the figW"es were 15.4 percent for stolen 
personal property, and 7.2 percent for 
damaged property.

Farms Heavily Damaged 
By May Flooding May 
Be Eligible for Help 

Farms suffering severe damage due 
to flooding last May may be eligible for 
assistance under the Emergency Con­
servation Program CECPJ administered 
by the county Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service CASCS) ifthe 
damage: 

- Will be so costly to rehabilitate that 
Federal assistance is or will be required 
to return the land to productive 
agricultural use. 

-Is unusual and is not the type would 
recur frequently. 

-Materially affects the productive 
capacity of the farmland. 
-If not treated will impair or en­

danger the land . 
A farmer qualifying for ECP may 

receive cost-share levels of up to 64% of 
the first $62,500 of the eligible cost for 
restoring the land. The following types 
of measures may be eligible: 

- Removing debris from farmland. 
- Grading, shaping or releveling 

severely damaged farmland. 
- Restoring conservation structures 

and other similar installations. 
Farmers who feel the damage is suf­

ficiently severe and their capabilities 
are such that assistance is necessary to 
correct the problem should contact the 
county ASCS office and request 
assistance by no later than August 31, 
the deadline for filing requests. 

Practices should not be started until 
an "on-site" inspection of the damaged 
area has been made by the COC or its 
representative. The county committee 
will review this inspection when con­
sidering the request for cost-share 
assistance.

KENTUCKY: Black bass fair casting 
plastic worms or crank baits off deep 
points; white bass fair trolling medium 
runners; catfish good on cutbait over 
river channels; in tailwaters, catfish 
fair; clear, falling slowly, one foot below 
summer pool and 80'. 

BARKLEY: Black bass slow casting 
crank baits off points; white bass slow 
in the jumps; in tailwaters, catfish fair, 
white bass slow; clear, stable at 1'h feet 
below pool and 81'. 

BARREN: White bass fair trolling 
medium runners; black bass slow on 
plastic worms or spinner baits off 
points; clear, stable at pool and 88'. 

NOLIN: Crappie slow over submerg­
ed cover (6-10 feet deep); black bass 
slow at night casting spinner baits or 
plastic worms off points; clear, falling 
slowly, one foot below pool and 80'. 

ROUGH RIVER: Black bass fair 
casting crankbaits and plastic worms at 
night off points; bluegill fair off shallow 
banks on worms or crickets ; clear, 
stable at pool and 83".

Funeral services were held Sunday, 

August 12, for Mary Elizabeth Wells, of 
Auxier who died August lOth, at the 
Chandfer Medical Center in Lexington, 
several weeks after undergoing heart 
surgery. She is survived by a sister, I:.ee 
Clark, and a nephew, Jim Clark, both of 
Virginia; and her cousin, Christine 
Moran Patton and family, of Auxier. 

· Her family wishes to express grateful 
appreciation for the many expressions 
of sympathy extended by her friends. 
The following eulogy was given by Mrs. 
Wells, nephew, Jim Clark, at services at 
Carter Funeral Home: 

She was born July 21, 1913, in Jenkins, 
and_:_if for no other reason-1913 was a 
very good year. The first daughter of 
Proctor Lee and Lucy Hemma Clark 
was given the strong and beautiful name 
Mary Elizabeth. It was a name worthy 
of the fine lady she was to become. 

But, just three years after she was 
born, there occurred the first of several 
tragedies and events that were to shape 
and challenge her character and her en­
durance. It was then that her mother 
died, probably of appendicitis. It was a 
monumental event for a three-year-<>ld, 
and it led Mary Elizabeth and her sister, 
Lee, then just two-and-a-half months old, 
to begin a new life, with their grand­
mother, Elizabeth Davis Ford. 

Elizabeth Davis Ford was, by all ac­
counts, an extraordinary woman. She 
was known for her great compassion, 
generosity and caring, and for her 
stamina. By any modern measure this 
was a very primitive time. Herculean ef­
forts were commonly required to get a 
family through a single day. Remem­
ber, this was a time before electric 
homes, microwave ovens, convenience 
foods, central heating, automobiles, and 
television, and all the rest we would be 
hard put to live without today. Family 
members shared the load. Everybody 
worked. Children had many chores, 
depending on the season. Days tended to 
begin very early and they were long and 
hard. 

It was later the same year that her 
mother died that Mary Elizabeth went 
to Van Lear to visit Uncle Tom and 
Hazel Moran. He later said it was the 
longest and probably the best visit 
anyone ever made. Mary Elizabeth join­
ed those newly-weds and remained with 
them until her marriage. It was then she 
became like a sister to Crit, and a dear 
and wonderful aunt to me 

So, it was out of this beginning that 
Mary Elizabeth came to appreciate and 
to believe so strongly in sharing with and 
helping others. In fact, with her it was 
to become a kind of magnificent obses­
sion. It was a gift those growing up with 
her recognized and called by many 
names. Some said it was dedication. 
Others called it concern. Still others said 
it was simply loving, that Mary Eliza­
beth loved just about everybody. 

As was the custom in those days, 
children going to high school moved in 
with the closest relatives near the 
closest high school. In Mary Elizabeth's 
case, it was with Melvin and Ella Davis 
Hall. A relative told me that she and Lon 
Hall walked every day from Davis 
Branch to Paintsville, a very long walk, 
to school. And then, a very long walk 
home. It helped her appreciate the value 
of a good education, and many of us in 
this chapel can be grateful for that, 
because she taught us and, in many 
cases, our children. She taught us to 
read and to write and to calculate. And 
most importantly, she taught us to 
dream! 

Her allowance while attending Pike­
ville College was exactly $2.65 a week 
and, out of that, she somehow managed 
to get train fare. After graduating from 
Eastern, she began what would be a 
:J&year career of teaching in this valley 
with the people she loved so dearly. 
Those of us, hundreds of us, fortunate 
enough to be her students, some in 
several grades, rank that experience 
among the most rewarding and influen­
tial in a lifetime. 

One of them expressed it this way: 
" ... She was such a good teacher that 
when she was teaching, learning was 
such an interesting and happy ex­
perience that it became an adventure.'' 

She s~nt endless hours preparing her 
lessons. She studied students' papers to 
discover their strengths and their 
weaknesses. Then she developed a plan 
for each one, to promote their strengths 
and to correct their weaknesses. If a 
child needed special tutoring, he or she 
got it. No question was too trivial to 
answer. There was always time to ex­
plain what had not first been understood, 
so that the least gifted of her students 
could march in step with the others. 

She was married to Palmer Wells, a 
loving and caring husband. God had not 
seen fit to allow her to give birth to 
children of her own. But, in fact, over the 
years she had hundreds of children: all 
of those who came to her to learn. She 
always referred to them as "my 
children.'' She had high expectations of 
her students and she let them know that. 
More often than not they rewarded her 
by achieving the goals she had assured 
them they were capable of meeting. 

She had strong beliefs about the im­
portance of integrity in education. Back 
in the 50s a successful candidate for 
Superintendent of Schools failed to win 
her public support during his campaign. 
After the election, he transferred Mary 
Elizabeth to a one-room schoolhouse in 
the country, thinking it would drive her 
from the classroom. Instead, she fell in 
love with the students and they fell in 
love with her. And their parents begg­
ed her to say with them when she was 
later transferred back to Auxier, where 
the parents of other youngsters were 
demanding she be reinstated as a 
teacher. 

Like Mark Twain, Auntie Wells did not 
care much for funerals. She did not care 
for Viking funerals more suited for 
Super Bowl Sunday than the thoughtful 
observance of the passing of a loved one. 
She did not care for hell and damnation 
funerals or for funerals so grand that 
they might have been choreographed by 
the June Taylor Dancers She did not 
care for funerals that left family and 
friends mired in grief. 

If she had her "druthers," she would 
rather that we spent this day reflecting 
on all the good times, on the fact that she 
led a rich and a full life, with a loving 
family and many friends and-all of 
those children. 

Years ago, she was a member and a 
teacher at Methodist Church in Auxier. 
In later years, her relationship to 
religion was somewhat like Will Rogers' 
relationship to politics: she didn't belong 
to any organized religion. But, she was 
respectful of and prepared to rneet her 
maker. 

So, if there is a heaven, and I believe 
there is, she is there! If there are angels, 
and I believe there are, she is with them! 
And, if angels can still learn, she is sure­
ly teaching them!

Floyd Students Improve On Tests 
Superintendent Pete Grigsby, Jr. an­

nounced this week that Floyd County 
Schools had improved their test scores 
and state ranking this past school term. 
Superintendent Grigsby commends the 
students, teacher's and administrators 
for this significant achievement. 

On the Comprehensive Test of Basic 
Skills students in grade 3, 5, 7 and 10 
demonstrated dramatic improvement 
over last year's scores. 

The CTBS is designed to measure 
reading, spelling, language, math, 
reference skills, science and social 
studies. Results of the third and seventh 
grades in this county exceeded the na­
tional average this year. Although the 
fifth and tenth grades were below the na­
tional norm, their scores indicate vast 
improvement over last year's 
achievement. 

In a ranking of school districts by the 
Kentucky Depar tment of Education, 
Floyd County ranked 146 out of 183 
school districts. F loyd County exceeded 
the adjacent counties, by comparison; 
Johnson County ranked 179, Magoffin 
County 177, Knott County 161 and Pike 
County 156. In this ranking system the 
highest scoring district ranked number 
1 while the lowest ranked 183. 

In ranking by grades; Floyd third 
graders improved from 179th in 1983 to 
130th this year, seventh graders from 
167th to 118th, fifth graders from 170th 
to 159th and tenth graders from 152nd to 
140th. 

The total CTBS Basic Skills Battery 
indicated that 65 percent of third graders 
scored at or above the national median, 
in relation to last year's 43 percent. In 
the seventh grade, 52 percent scored at 
or above the national median, an im­
provement of 36 percent over the previ­
ous year. Forty-six percent of lOth 
graders were at or above the national 
average in comparison with 35 percent 
for last year. 

Craynor Man Held 
As Parole Violator 

A district court jury last week found 
Randy Hall, 38, of Craynor, guilty of 
public intoxication and recommended a 
$100 fine. He is being held in the county 
jail prior to his return to the state 
penitentiary as a parole violator. 

Police said Hall showed signs of being 
drunk near the scene of a fatal shooting 
at Grethel on June 7. He and John Paul 
Blair were reportedly arguing in the 
back of a pickup traveling up Mud Creek 
shortly before Blair was shot and killed. 
Ruth Greer, 27, of Prater Creek, faces 
a murder charge in connection with 
Blair's death . 

Hall said the disorientation noted by 
police officers was the result of his hav­
ing fallen from the pickup.

In a seemingly state-wide trend of 
lower scoring fifth graders; in Floyd 42 
percent scored at or above the national 
average, but that was up from 32 per­
cent last year. , 

In addition results of the Comprehen­
sive Test of Basic Skills administered to 
Floyd County students in grade 8 in 
March of this year indicate performance 
in many areas exceeding national 
averages, especially math computation 
and science. Other areas above the na­
tional average or 50th percentile were 
language mechanics, language expres­
sion and social studies. Total reading 
improved to the 46th percentile and 
spelling to the 47th. Each area measured 
indicates improvement over last year's 
scores. 

This test for grade 8 is not required but 
administered under the voluntary 
testing program of the Department of 
Education to indicate how well students 
achieve or learn in the eight years of 
school from kindergarten to grade 8 in 
Floyd County. In addition individual stu­
dent profiles will assist the high schools 
with the identification of students 
needing reading remediation. 

Mr. Grigsby said that several factors 
responsible for the improvement of test 
scores and learning include emphasis on 
basic skills. School Effectiveness Pro­
gram, teaching by objective, the im­
plementation of skill continuum in 
several subject areas, better test ad­
ministration, and using test scores more 
effectively to diagnose weak curriculum 
areas. 

Parents are welcomed and should 
visit their child's school to review their 
child's test results. These test results 
will indicate individual students 
strengths and or weaknesses in the sub­
ject areas tested.

Preserve Garden 
Flowers by Drying

It always seems a shame that color­

ful flowers abound in the summer 
garden for arrangements and decora­
tion, but come winter we usually put our 
containers and vases away to wait for 
warm weather again. Wouldn't it be nice 
to save some of those cherry summer 
reds and yellows to brighten the winter's 
gloom'? Take heart-it's easy and inex­
pensive to do. 

There are several flower drying 
methods to choose from, some working 
better for certain types of flowers than 
others. The oldest and perhaps easiest 
method is air drying. This works best for 
flowers whose petals normally dry 
(statice, globe amaranth, 
strawflowers), for grasses and seed 
pods (dock, oats, cattails, pampas 
grasses, teasel), and for wild materials 
such as yarrow, Queen Anne's lace and 
goldenrod. 

To air-dry, remove as many leaves 
from stems as possible and bundle 6 to 
8 stems together with a rubber band. 
Hang the bunches upside down in a dry, 
dark, well ventilated area for two to 
three weeks. 

Most of our garden annuals dry best 
using a drying compound. A produce 
available in many craft stores, florists 
and garden centers is silica gel. Though 
moderately expensive the gel gives fast 
drying and preserves bright flower col­
or well. The gel can be heat dried and 
used indefinitely which moderates the 
cost. 

From the laundry shelf comes the 
other major drying agent-borax. Used 
alone or in combinations with sand or 
cornmeal, borax takes twice as long as 
silica gel to work. It also can be used in­
definitely if flower debris is strained out. 
Flowers should be placed face up in gel, 
face down in borax. Once dry, flowers 
should be stored in an airtight container. 

Flowers for drying in gel or borax in­
clude zinnias, marigolds, roses, daisies, 
dahlias and calendulas. For filler 
flowers, try drying forget-me-nots, cor­
al bells and ageratum, and for leaves, 
ferns and dusty miller. 

If a flat arrangement or flower picture 
is desired, dry the flowers in a plant 
press. Presses can be purchased or 
made from layers of newspaper and 
cardboard, or from old telephone books. 
Pressing generally requires three to four 
weeks and may require exchanging wet 
for dry newspaper for succulent 
material. 

The quickest and most modern way to 
dry flowers is in the microwave oven. 
Flowers will look brighter and retain 
more color using this method. You will 
still need to put the flowers in a drying 
agent first <silica gel, borax misture, 
even kitty litter). Microwave from 30 
seconds to several minutes depending on 
number of flowers and flower texture. 
Leave flowers in the gel for several 
hours before removing 

Whatever method you choose, use 
buds to mature flowers, but never 
flowers that are dying. Pick flowers 
when petals are dry <not early in the 
morning or after watering), and dry un­
til petals are crisp and paper-textured. 
Prior to arranging, make stems with 
floral wire.

ORDINANCE 
The Following Ordinance will be read for consideration and passage for County 

Wide effect at the Fiscal Court Meeting to bt> ht>ld Friday, August 24, 1984, at the 
hour of 10:00 A.M. in the Floyd County Courthouse ,\nnex Confert>nce Room. 

FLOOD DAMAGE PREVENTION ORDINANCE 
Floyd County, Kentucky 

ARTICLE I. GENERAL PROVISIONS 
1 Section 100 Statutory Authorization. Chapter 100 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes 

gives local government units the authority to adopt regulations to promote the 
public health, safety, and general welfare of its citizenry. Therefore, the Floyd 
County Fiscal Court of Floyd County, Kentucky does ordain as follows: 

Section 110 Single Title. This Ordinance shall be known and cited as the "Flood 
Damage Prevention Ordinance of Floyd County, Kentucky" hereinafter referred 
to as "this Ordinance." 

Section 120 Purposes. This Ordinance is enacted to minimize losses due to flood 
conditions in specific areas set forth herein by regulating development activities 
which are dangerous to public health, safety and property. 

Section 130 Compliance. No structure or part thereof shall hereafter be erected, 
placed, moved, reconstructed, extended or altered; nor shall dredging, filling, 
grading, paving, excavation or similar activities be undertaken except in com­
pliance with this Ordinance. 

Section 140 Lands Affected. This Ordinance shall apply to all areas of special 
flood hazard located within Floyd County, Kentucky as identified by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency in its Flood Insurance Study dated March 5, 1984, 
and any revisions thereto which are adopted by reference and made a part of this 
Ordinance. 

Section 150 Interpretation. In interpreting and 
applying this Ordinance, the provisions 
contained herein shall be construed as the 
minimum requirements for the purposes set 
forth. Wherever there is a discrepancy 
between the minimum standards set forth in 
this Ordanance and those of any other 
lawfully adopted rules, regulations, 
ordinance or resolutions, the most 
restrictive or highest standards shall 
apply. 

Section 160 Effect on Previous Ordinances. 
Ordinances relating to flood damage 
prevention that exist at the time of 
passage of this Ordinance, are superseded 
or amended only as expressly set forth 
herein. Furthermore, this Ordinance shall 
be interpreted so that the tenure of 
existing administrative officials and 
boards shall not be interrupted. 

Section 170 Disclaimer of Liability. 

Flood protection required by this Ordinance is considered 
reasonable for regulatory purposes and does not imply that 
land outside the areas of special flood hazard or activities 
permitted within such areas will be free from flooding or 
flood damages. No liability on the part of Floyd County, 
Kentucky or of any officer or employee thereof shall be 
created as a result of any administrative decision lawfully 
made under this Ordinance. 

Section 180 Severability. If any court of competent 
jurisdiction shall declare any part of 
this Ordinance invalid, such ruling shall 
not affect other provisions of this 
Ordinance not specifically included in 
said ruling. 

ARTICLE 2. DEFINITIONS 

Section 200 General. Terms not specifically defined 
in this Ordinance but defined in the 
latest edition of the Kentucky Building 
Code shall be construed as defined 
therein. Where terms are not so defined, 
they shall be interpreted to give them the 
meaning they have in common usage and to 
give this Ordinance its most reasonable 
application. 

Section 210 Definitions. 

210.1 - Areas of Shallow Floo~. Areas 
of Special Flood Hazard designated as AO 
Zones on the Flood Insurance Rate Map 
(FIRM). 

210.2 - Areas of Special Flood Hazard. 
All land within a community that is 
subject to a one percent or greater chance 
of flooding in any given year. This area 
includes all areas designated A on the 
Flood Hazard Boundary Map (FHBM); and all 
unnumbered A Zones, Zones A-1 through 
A-30, and Zone A99 on the FIRM, and all 
areas of shallow flooding as defined 
above, and the designated floodway. 

210.3 Base Flood. The "100 year" flood 
having a one (1) percent chance of being 
equalled or exceeded in any given year. 

210.4 - Development. Any man-made change 
to structure(s) or land including but not 
limited to erection, reconstruction, 
alteration, filling, grading, mining, 
drilling, excavation, paving, dumping or 
dredging operations. 

210.5 - Existing Mobile Home Park. A 
park or subdivision consisting of a parcel 
(or contiguous parcels) of land divided 
into two or more mobile horne lots for rent 
or sale for which the construction of 
facilities for servicing the lot on which 
the mobile home is to be affixed 
(including at a minimum, the installation 
of utilities, either final site grading or 
the pouring of concrete pads, and the 
construction of streets) is completed 
before the effective date of this 
Ordinance. 
210.6 - Expansion to an Exjstin~ Mobile 
Home Park. The preparation of ad itional 
sites by the construction of facilities 
for servicing the lots on which the mobile 
h mes are to be affixed (including the 
installation of utilities, final site 
grading or pouring of concrete pads, or 
the construc~ion of stre~ts) Any 
expansion is considered "new 
construction." 
210.7 - Flood or Flooding. A general and 
temporary condition of partial or complete 
inundation of normally dry land areas from 
the overflow of inland or tidal waters; 
or, the unusual and rapid accumulation of 
runoff of surface waters from any source. 

210.8- Flood Boyndary-Floodway Map 
CFB-FM.l. Map issued by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency for use during 
the Regular Phase of · the National Flood 
Insurance Program which is the primary 
regulatory map to be used by a community 
with designated floodways. The Flood 
Boundary-Floodway Map illustrates the 
flood plain and floodway boundaries; and, 
in conjunction with the flood profiles and 
Floodway Data Table in the Flood Insurance 
Study, indicates the base flood elevations 
alona different flood plain 
cross-s~ctions. 

210.9 - Flood Hazard Boundary Map CFHB~. 
Community map issued by the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency for use during 
the Emergency Phase of the National Flood 
Insurpnce Program on which areas of 
Special Flood Hazard are designated as 
unnumbered ~A" zones. 
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210.10 - Flood Insurance Rate Map CFIRMl. 
Map issued by the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency for use during the 
Regular Phase of the National Flood 
Insurance Program which delineates areas 
of Special Flood Hazard, premium risk 
zones applicable to the community, and 
baae flood elevations. 

210 .1_1 - Flood Insurance Study. Report 
prov~ded by the Federal Emergency 
Mana~ernent Agency containing flood 
prof1les of the community, the Flood 
Boundary-Floodway Map (FB-FM) and/or the 
Flood Insurance Rate Map (FIRM) and the 
water surface elevations of the base 
flood. 

210.12 - Flood Plain. All areas of 
special flood hazard defined above, 
including the "Floodway". 

210.13 - Floodway. FEMA designated 
channel and adjacent land areas of a 
watercourse that must be reserved to 
~onvey t_he base flood without cumulatively 
1ncreas1ng the water surface elevation 
more than one (1) foot. 

210.14 - ~- The top surface of an 
enclosed a~ea in a building (including 
basement), 1.e.,- top of slab in concrete 
~lab construction or top of wood floorin·g 
1n wood frame construction. The term does 
not include the floor of a garage used 
solely for parking vehicles. 

210.15 - Highest Adjacent Grade, The 
highest natural elevation of the ground 
surface, prior to construction, next to 
the proposed walls of a structure. 

210.16 - Local Administrator. The. local 
official to whom the county or city 
government has delegated the 
responsibility for the administration of 
the Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance. 

210.17 - Mobile Home. A structure, 
transportable in one or more sections, 
which is built on a permanent chassis and 
designed to be used with or without a 
permanent foundation when connected to the 
required utilities. It does not include 
recreational vehicles or travel trailers. 

210.18- New Construction. Structures 
for which the "start of construction" 
commenced on or after the effective date 
of this Ordinance. 

210.19 - New Mobile H0me Park, A park or 
subdivision consisting of a parcel (or 
contiguous parcels) of land divided into 
two or more mobile home lots for rent or 
sale for which the construction of 
facilities for servicing the lot on which 
the mobile horne is to be affixed 
(including at a minimum, the installation 
of utilities, final site grading or 
·pouring of concrete pads, and the 
construction of streets) is completed on 
or after the effective date of this 
Ordinance. 

210.20 - Start 0 £ Construction, The 
first placement of permanent construction 
materials (other than a mobile home) such 
as pouring of slabs or footings or any 
work beyond the excavation stage including 
relocation of the structure. Permanent 
construction does not include the 
installation of streets or walkways; nor 
does it include excavation for a basement 
or foundations, or the erection of 
temporary forms; nor does it include the 
installation of accessory buildings, such 
as garages or sheds not occupied as 
dwelling units. 

For mobile homes, that are not within a 
mobile home park, "start of construction~ 
means the affixing of the mobile home to 
its permanent site. For mobile homes that 
are within a mobile horne park, "start of 
construction" is the date on which the 
construction of facilities for servicing 
the site on which the mobile home is to be 
affixed (including, at a minimum, the 
construction of streets, final site 
grading or pouring of concrete pads, 
installation of utilities, and street 
construction) is completed. 

210.21 - Structure. A walled and roofed 
building that is principally above ground, 
a mobile home, a gas or liquid storage 
tank, or any other man-made facilities. 

210.22 - Sybstantial Improvement, Any 
repair, reconstruction, or improvement of 
a structure, the cost of which equals or 
exceeds fifty percent of the .market value 
of the structure, as determined by the 
Local Administrator either (1) before the 
improvement or repair is started, or (2) 
if the structure has been damaged and is 
being restored, before the damage 
occurred, For the purposes of this 
definition "substantial improvement" is 
considered to occur when the first 
alteration of any wall, ceiling, floor, or 
other structural part of the building 
commences, whether or not that alteration 
affects the external dimensions of the 
structure. The term does not, include any 
project required to improve a structure to 
comply with existing state or local 
health, sanitary, or safety code 
specifications which are necessary to 
assure safe living conditions. 

210.23 - Variance. A grant of relief to 
a person from the requirements of this 
ordinance which permits construction in a 
manner otherwise prohibited by this 
Ordinance where specific enforcement would 
result in unnecessary hardship. 

ARTICLE 3. PROVISIONS FOR FLOOD HAZARD REDUCTION 

Section 300 General Standards. In all areas of 
special flood hazard, including areas with 
or without base flood elevations, the 
following standards shall apply: 

300.1 - Where elevations can be 
established in accordance with Section 
410.4, new construction or substantial 
improvements of structures shall be 
elevated or floodproofed to or above the 
base flood elevation. 

3 0 0 • 2 - A 1 1 n e w c o n s t r u c t i o n a n,d 
substantial improvements shall be anchored 
to prevent flotation, collapse, or lateral 
movement, and shall be constructed with 
materials and utility equipment resistan': 
to flood damage using methods and 
practices that minimize flood damage. 

300.3 - All new and replacement water 
supply systems shall be designed to 
minimize or eliminate infiltration of 
flood waters into the system. 

300.4 - All new and replacement sanitary 
sewage systems shall be designed to 
minimize or eliminate infiltration of 
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flood waters into the systems and 
discharges from the systems into flood 
waters. · 

300.5 - On-site waste disposal systems 
shall be located and constructed to avoid 
impairment to them or contamination from 
them during flooding. 

300.6 - All mobile homes shall be 
anchored to resist flotation, collapse or 
lateral movement by providing over-the-top 
and frame ties to ground anchors. 
Specific requirements shall be that: 

300.61 - over-the-top ties be 
provided at each end of the mobile 
home, with one additional tie per side 
at an intermediate location on mobile 
homes of less than fifty (50) feet, 
and one (1) additional tie per side 
for mobile homes of fifty (50) feet or 
more; 

300.62 - frame ties be provided at 
each corner of the horne with four (4) 
additional ties per side at

300.63 - each component of the 
anchoring system shall be capable of 
carrying a force of 4,800 pounds; and 

300.64 - any additions to the mobile 
home will be similarly anchored. 

300.7 - Sybdiyision Proposals. 

300.71 - All subdivision proposals 
shall be consistent with the need to 
minimize flood damage; 

300.72 - All subdivision proposals 
shall have public utilities and 
facilities such as sewer, gas, 
electric, and water sytems located and 
constructed to minimize flood damage; 

300.73 - All subdivision proposals 
shall have adequate drainage provided 
to reduce exposure to flood damage; 
and, 

300.74 - Base flood elevation data 
shall be provided for subdivision 
proposals and other proposed 
development projects which contain at 
least 50 lots or 5 acres (whichever is 
less). 

Section 310 Specific Standards. In all areas of 
special flood hazard, where base flood 
elevations have been provided or may be 
obtained in accordance with Section 410.4, 
the following specific standards are 
required: 

310.1 -Residential Constryction, All 
new construct~on, including placement of 
mobile homes, or substantial improvement 
of any residential structure shall have 
the lowest floor, including basement, 
elevated to or above the base flood 
elevation. 

310.2 - Non-Residential Cgnstruction, 
All new construction or substantial 
improvement of any commercial, industrial 
or other non-residential structure shall 
have either the lowest floor, including 
basement, elevated to or above the level 
of the base flood elevation; or, together 
with attendant utility and sanitary 
facilities, shall: 

310.21 - be floodproofed so that 
below the bas~ flood level the 
structure is watertight with walls 
substantially impermeable to the 
passage of water; 

310.22 - have structural components 
capable of resisting hydrostatic and 
hydrodynamic loads and effects of 
buoyancy; and 

310.23 -be certified by a registered 
professional engineer or architect 
that the standards of this subsection 
are satisfied. such certifications 
shall be provided to the official set 
forth in Section 410 of this 
Ordinance. 

310.3 - Mobile Homes. For new mobile 
hom~ parks; for expansions to existing 
rnob1le homes where the improvement of the 
streets , utilities and pads equals or 
exceeds 50 percent of value of the 
~treets, utilities and pads before the 
1mprovement has commenced; and for mobile 
homes not placed in a mobile horne park the 
following standards shall apply: 

310.31 - stands or lots are elevated 
on compacted fill or on pilings so 
that the lowest floor of the mobile 
home will be at or above the base 
flood level; 

310.32 - adequate surface drainage 
and access to facilitate mobile home 
removal are provided; and 

310.33 - in the instance of elevation 
on p~lings, lots are large enough to 
perrn1t steps; piling foundations are 
placed in stable soil no more than ten 
(10) feet apart; and reinforcement is 
provided for pilings more than six (6) 
feet above the ground level. 

310.4 - Areas of Sbal low Flooding. The 
fol.lowing provisions apply within all 
des1gnated areas of Shallow Flooding (AO 
Zones only) : 

310.41 - All new construction and 
substantial improvement of any 
residential structure shall have the 
lowest floor, including basement, 
elevated to or above the depth number 
specified on the Flood Insurance Rate 
Map (FIRM) in feet, above the highest 
adjacent grade. If no depth number is 
specified, the lowest floor, including 
basement, shall be elevated at le~st 
t w ,o ( 2 ) fee t a b o v e the h i g he s t 
adJacent grade. 

310.42 - All new construction and 
substantial improvements of 
non-residential structures shall: 

310.421 - have the lowest floor 
including basement, elevated to o; 
above the depth number specified 
on the Flood Insurance Rate Map 
(FIRM), in feet, above the highest 
adjacent grade. If no depth 
number is specified, the lowest 
floor, including basement, shall 
be elevated at least two (2) feet 
above the highest adjacent grade, 
or, 
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310.422- together with attendant 
utility and sanitary facilities be 
completely floodproofed to or 
above the level so that any space 
below that level is watertight 
with walls substantially 
impermeable to the passage of 
water and with structural 
components having the capability 
of resisting hydrostatic and 
hydrodynamic loads and effects of 
buoyancy. 

310.5- Floodways. The follow1ng 
provisions apply within all designated 
floodways: 

310.51 All development and 
encroachments, including fill, shall 
be prohibited unless certification by 
a registered professional engineer or 
architect is provided demonstrating 
that encroachments shall not result in 
any increase in flood levels during 
occurrence of the base flood 
discharge. 

310.52 Mobile homes shall be 
prohibited from all floodway areas 
with the exception of existing mobile 
home parks. 

310.53 - All development in the 
floodway that is allowed under the 
provisions stated above shall comply 
with all other applicable provisions 
of Article 3.

410.3 - Interpret, where necessary, the 
exact boundary location of areas of 
Special Flood Hazard. 

410.4- Where base flood elevation . data 
has not been provided, in accordance with 
Section 140, the Local Administrator shall 
obtain, review and reasonably utilize any 
base flood elevation data available from a 
Federal, State, or other source in order 
to administer the provisions of Section 
310 of this Ordinance. 

410.5 - Advise permit applicants that 
additional federal and state permits may 
be required, and specify that copies of 
such permits be provided by the applicant 
and maintained on file with the 
Development Permit application. 

410.6 - Notify adjacent communities and 
the Kentucky Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet, Division 
of Water prior to any alteration or 
relocation of a watercourse, and submit 
written evidence of said notification to 
the Federal Emergency Management Agency 
Regional Office in Atlanta, Georgia. 

410.7 - Maintain and make available for 
public inspection all applications and 
records pertaining to the provisions of 
this Ordinance. 

Permit Issuance Procedures. 

420.1 - Application for Development 
Permit and Certificate of Compliance shall 
identify the proposed type and location of 
development activity and other pertinent 
information that may be requested by the 
Local Administrator. The application 
shall be signed by the applicant and shall 
contain a clause which gives consent to 
th~ Local Administrator to make reasonable 
inspections to enforce the provisions of 
this Ordinance without first obtaining a 
search warrant. 

420.2 - Upon receipt of the application 
the Local Administrator will, within a 
reasonable time, determine the 
applicability of provisions of this 
Ordinance. Where proposed development is 
not located in an Area of Special Flood 
Hazard, or where the Local Administrator 
determines that the proposed development 
will not adversely affect the flood 
storage capacity of the flood plain n?r 
conflict with the other purposes of th1s 
Ordinance, the Local Administrator may 
issue a Development Permit and Certificate 
of Compliance. 

420.3 -Where it is determined that 
proposed development is located in an Area 
of Special Flood Hazard, all activities 
shall comply with applicable Provisions 
for Flood Hazard Reduction as specified in 
Article 3. Prior to the initiation of 
construction of any such development, the 
applicant shall submit proposed measures 
for compliance to the Local Administrator. 
Information to be submitted for all 
development activities includes: 

420.31 - A statement of techniques to 
be employed to anchor structures, and 
to verify use of flood resistant 
materials and construction practices. 

420.32 - Plans showing that all new 
and replacement potable water supply 
and sewage systems shall be 
constructed to minimize flood damage 
and hazards to public health. 

420.33 Plans for subdivision 
proposals in accord with the 
provisions of this Ordinance. For 
subdivisions with 50 lots or 5 acres, 
whichever is least, the developer 
shall provide base flood elevations if 
they are not available. 

420.34 - Plans showing extent of any 
watercourse or landform alteration. 
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420.35 Sketch plan which 
illustrates all development 
activities, including lot dimensions, 
of all existing and proposed 
structures, all existing lakes and 
watercourses on or near the site, 
wells, and septic sytems as 
applicable. 

420.4 - Where base flood elevations are 
available, the applicant shall provide the 
following information as applicable to the 
proposed development activity: 

420.41 - Elevation in relation to 
mean sea level of proposed lowest 
floor, including basement, of all 
structures. 

420.42 - Elevation in relation to 
mean sea level to which any 
non-residential structure will be 
floodproofed. 

420.43 Certificate from a 
registered professional engineer or 
architect that non-residential 
floodproofed structure(s) will meet 
the requirements of Section 310.2 of 
this Ordinance. 

420.5 - For development activities in a 
designated Floodway, the applicant shall 
provide a certificate from a registered 
professional engineer that the proposed 
activity shall not result in any increase 
in the height of the base flood in 
accordance with Section 310.51 of this 
Ordinance. 

420.6 Upon receipt of required 
information, the Local Administrator will 
within a reasonable time review the 
proposed development for compliance with 
this Ordinance. Where it is determined 
that proposed measures are adequate to 
meet the requirem~nts of this Ordinance 
the Local Administrator will issue a 
Development Permit. The Development 
Permit shall be posted by the applicant in 
a conspicuous place on the premises, in 
plain view from a public road, during the 
course of the work until completion. A 
development permit under which no work is 
commenced within six {6) mont.hs after 
issuance shall expire and a new 
development permit shall be secured before 
work is started. 

Where it is determined ·that the proposed 
measures are not adequate to meet the 
requirements of this Ordinance, the Local 
Administrator will deny a Development 
Permit. Said denial will be in writing 
and will be accompanied by a written 
finding of fact specifying the reason for 
denial. Upon receipt of a denial of a 
Development Permit, the applicant will be 
given a reasonable opportunity to revise 
and resubmit the application or to appeal 
the determination as provided for by this 
Ordinance. 

420.7 -For development activity which 
includes structures, and in areas where 
base flood elevations are available, the 
applicant shall submit to the Local 
Administrator a certification prepared by 
a registered land surveyor or licensed 
professional engineer of the as-built 
elevation in relation to mean sea level of 
the lowest floor, floodproofed elevation 
or horizontal structural members of the 
lowest floo~, as applicable. This 
certification shall be provided within 21 
calendar days of the issue date of the 
Development Permit, and prior to the use 
or occupancy of said development. All 
work performed prior to this submittal 
shall be at the risk of the applicant. 

420.8 - The Local Administrator or his 
duly authorized representativ~, will 
review the certified elevations within a 
reasonable time and all work performed for 
compliance with the requirements of 
Article 3. Deficiencies identified shall 
be immediately corrected by the applicant 
and evidence of such correction shall be 
submitted to the Local Administrator prior 
to the continuance of work. Failure to 
provide certified elevations as required 
by this Ordinance or failure to correct 
deficiencies shall be cause to issue a 
stop-work order for the project, revoke 
the Development Permit, and deny a 
Certificate of Compliance when a stop work 
order is issued. The Local Administrator 
shall inform the Applicant in writing of 
the specific steps that shall be taken in 
order to have the permit reissued. It 
shall be unlawful to continue any work 
authorized by a permit after revocation of 
that permit and until the permit is 
reissued. 

Upon submittal of certified elevations 
and/or determination by the Local 
Administrator that the development meets 
all of the applicable requirements of this 
Ordinance, the Local Administrator shall 
issue a Certificate of Compliance. 

Section 430 Penalties. Knowing violations of or 
willfull failure to comply with any 
provision of this Ordinance, including 
violation of conditions established in 
connection with grants of variance, shall 
constitute a misdemeanor punishable by a 
fine of not more than $ Eoo.co or

imprisonment for not more than :3 <' 
days, or both. Any person thus convicted 
shall also pay all court costs and 
expenses involved in the case.

A record shall be made of all prceedings. 
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Section 520 Variances. Variances from the requirements 
of this Ordinance may be granted by the Board 
only upon demonstration of good cause, determination 
that strict application of t he terms of this 
Ordinance will impose exceptional hardship upon 
the applicant, and assurance that granting 
of a variance is in harmony wiht the general 
purposes of this Ordinance, Variances shall only 
be granted upon a determination that the 
variance does not exceed t he minimum action 
necessary, considering the flood hazard, to 
grant relief. No variance may be issued for 
construction in a designated floodway which 
would result in any increase in flood levels 
during the base flood discharge.

520.4 - the importance of the eervicea pro•14e4 '1 
the proposed facility to the community; ' 

520.5 - the need for the facility to be 
located at a waterfront location where 
applicable; 

520.6 - the availability of alternative 
locations for the proposed use that are not 
subject to flooding or erosion damage. 

520.7- the availability of safe access to the 
property during flooding conditions for 
ordinary and emergency vehicles; 

520.8 - the expected heights, velocity, 
duration, rate of rise, and sediment 
transport of the flood waters and the 
effects of wave action, if applicable, 
expected at the site; 

520.9 - the costs of providing governmental 
services during and after flood conditions 
including maintenance and repair of public 
utilities and facilities such as sewer, 
gas, electrical, and water systems, and 
streets and bridges; and, 

520.10 - the compatibility of the proposed 
use with existing and anticipated development 
and approved comprehensive and/or flood plain 
management plans. 

Section 530 Exercise of Powers. Based on the factora 
listed above, and the purpose of this Ordinance, 
the Board may reverse, affirm, or modify, in 
whole or in part, the decisions of the Local 
Administrator. 

Every variance granted or denied by the Board 
shall be accompanied by a written finding of 
fact based on testimony and evidence, and ehall 
specify the reason for granting or denying the 
variance within a reasonable period of time. 
Any applicant to.whom a variance is granted 
shall also be given written notice specifying, 
if available, the base flood elevations and the 
elevation to which the activity may be built or 
placed and stating that the cost of flood 
insurancewill be commensurate with the increased 
risk resulting from the reduced lowest floor 
elevation. Furthermore, the board may attach 
such conditions to granting of a variance as 
it deems necessary to fur t her the intent of this 
Ordinance. 

The Local Administrator shall maintain records 
of all appeal actions for public inspection and 
shall, upon written request, report variances 
to the Federal Emergency Management Agency and the 
Kentucky Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet. 

Section 540 Judicial Review. Appeals may be made from all 
orders of the Board. Such appeals shall be 
made within thirty(30) days from the rendition 
of such order to the Floyd Circuit Court. The 
judicial review shall be limited to whether the 
decision is arbitrary or capricious and shall be 
limited to the record upon which the Board of 
Appeals based it's determination.

Linda Texceira, 26, of Little Compton, 

Rhode Island can't walk or talk-at least 
not the way most of us can. She has 
cerebral palsy. Yet miraculously, 
through a combination of human in­
itiative and modern-day wizardry, she 
is now a volunteer, coping with the pro­
blems of the handicapped and their need 
for special equipment. 

It wasn't Merlin the magician who 
conjured up the equipment that makes 
it possible for Linda to cross the speech 
threshold and communicate with fami­
ly and friends, but a diverse group of in­
dividuals and organizations who joined 
together to achieve what to Linda and 
her family is a miracle. There were Les 
Corey and Gerry Elias from the 
Technical Volunteer Service of the 
Naval Underwater Systems Center 
<NUSCl. There were also the Rhode 
Island Air National Guard and the Lit­
tle Compton Rotary Club. Corey and 
Elias, with the aid of fellow NUSC 
volunteers, designed a special computer 
system which would give Linda the 
capability to communicate. The Airmen 
and Rotarians shared the system's 
assembly, installation and equipment 
costs. Once the computer became opera­
tional, attached to Linda's wheelchair, 
Corey and colleagues became her in­
structors, teaching her how to control 
and operate what she calls "my talking 
computer.'' 

Having mastered her use of the 
system, Linda is now attending classes 
at a community college, her capability 
to expand her horizons, both physically 
and mentally, greatly enhanced. But 
above all else, her greatest satisfaction 
comes from being a volunteer herself, 
of demonstrating to others afflicted as 
she is, how to overcome the impossible 
through the aid of dedicated volunteers 
and the use of science. 

Of course no one can tell her amazing 
story better than Linda : "It is very in­
spiring to know," she wrote, "that in 
spite of my disability I am able to con­
tribute to society. I feel that if I am able 
to help others as much as some very 
special and caring people helped me 
over two years ago, then there will be 
purpose. in my life. For 23 years I had 
to wait ~or someone to sit and com­
municate with me, but now I do it in­
dependently. Today I have a computer. 
It has over 1,700 words and about 100 
sentences in it. I designed the 
vocabulary myself. I can change the 
words anytime I want to or add new 
ones. I can also save up to 100 messages, 
each one up to eight lines long. The com­
puter has a printer for writing letters 
and a speech synthesizer for talking. 

"I can also.control lights, radio and 
even talk to my friends on the phone. All 
this is like a dream come true ... " 

Linda's words are from a letter that 
she wrote to President Reagan recent­
ly upon receiving a special citation from 
him for her outstanding volunteer ac­
tivities. She closed the letter with a 
message for everyone saying, "I feel 
proud to be recognized as a volunteer for 
my country."

Do store kerosene in a clean, sealed 
metai container marked "KERO­
SENE". 

uon't add tuel when the heater is 
operating or hot. 

Do refuel the heater out of the living 
area. One new kerosene heater, the 
TKC-2000 ~Lorn Teknika, has a remov­
able cartridge tank, which allows safe, 
easy refueling away from the living 
area. 

Don't use a heater in a tightly-sealed 
room. If air gets hot or stuffy, add ven­
tilation or turn heater off.

The Pink Badge 
Of Inexperience 

Ah, the beginning of school! The com­
ing of autumn, the falling leaves, red 
and gold. the pmk sweatsocks! 

Yes. the pink sweatsocks, the product 
of last summer's high school graduates 
doing their own laundry for the first 
time! 

Every year at about this time thou­
sands of young adults leave home for 
college or head off to new jobs. And one 
new job for most of them will be doing 
their own laundry. 

Those facing the task alone can avoid 
the pink sweatsock syndrome by follow­
ing a few simple guidelines. " First, and 
most important, is to sort the laundry 
according to color." said Bette Jo Dedic, 
Extension specialist in clothing and tex­
tiles in the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

Dark or vibrant colors must be 
separated from other laundry because 
they may "bleed" onto lighter clothing 

Dark items may be tested for color­
fastness by rubbing them against a piece 
of white cloth, or by washing them alone 
in the sink. If the white cloth or the water 
takes on color, the item should be wash­
ed with the dark laundry. 

White things may need extra cleaning 
with bleach and so, should be washed 
separately. All the moderately colored 
clothes can be laundered together. 

Once the laundry has been sorted by 
color, it should be sorted again to 
separate the really grimy items from 
those with everyday dirt, Dedic said. 

Washing heavily soiled articles with 
regular laundry may cause the less dir­
ty items to come out of the washer dirt­
ier than when they went in. Heavily soil­
ed things may need to be washed more 
than once.

Dedic cautioned that the temptation to 
stuff all the laundry into a single 
machine must be resisted, even though 
it means more washing machines, and 
more quarters. 

Overloading the washing machine 
may result in dingy laundry. "With coin 
machines especially there is a tenden­
cy towards larger loads, but you're not 
saving any money by overloading. 
Water floats off the dirt and it can't cir­
culate properly if there is too much laun­
dry in the machine," Dedic said. 

The matter of detergents is an impor­
tant decision, too. Dedic recommended 
reading laundry product labels to match 
the right product with a particular laun­
dry problem, then following the direc­
tions, being careful not to use too much. 
"More is not better," she cautioned. 

Never pour bleach directly onto 
clothing, this can cause spots from 
uneven bleaching. Always dilute bleach 
with water before adding it to the 
washing machine. Most dry bleach pro­
ducts are safe with all types of fabric, 
but read the box to be sure. 

Fabric softeners reduce static cling, 
add a gentle scent to laundry, and make 
clothing feel softer. Many detergents 
have softener already added which sim­
plifies the laundry process; however, 
continued use of softener can decrease 
the absorbency of some fabrics. 

To avoid towels that leave you still 
dripping, Dedic recommended skipping 
the fabric softener once in a while. 

As with bleach, fabric softeners should 
be diluted with water before using. 

As a general rule, cold water is best 
for dark or vibrant colors, hot water for 
whites, and warm water for in-between 
colors. Anything with blood or chocolate 
stains should be washed in cold water 
since hot water may set the stains. 
Reading the care labels found inside 
most clothing is really the best way to 
decide. When in doubt, however, cold 
water is the best choice. 

Make sure all stains have been remov­
ed before drying laundry. A hot dryer 
can make stains permanent. 

Overdrying can damage some fabrics, 
especially elastic, so laundry should be 
removed from the dryer before it is com­
pletely dry. This also helps to reduce the 
wrinkles in permanent-press clothing. 

Once the dryer stops, laundry should 
be removed promptly or wrinkles may 
be "heat-set". These wrinkles can be 
very difficult to iron out. 

A little preventive medicine can help 
avoid laundry problems. Dedic said the 
place to start is in the clothing store. 
Natural fabrics such as cotton and linen 
are very popular, but most will require 
ironing and special laundering. To avoid 
buying a laundry problem, look for 
natural fabrics blended with polyester. 
They are easier to clean, and need less 
ironing.
