" I am pleased to announce the ten­
tative 1985 ·slate of shows pending 
availability," said Keith Stevens, 
managing director of the theatre. "It's 
a season of family entertainment and 
just plain fun'" 

Leading off the season will be the 
perennial favorite, "The Sound of 
Music." " This is a show for the entire 
family, with songs everyone knows and 
loves," said Stevens. The story of the 
Von Trapp family is one of the best-loved 
and most performed musicals ever 
written. 

Broad slapstick and mistaken iden­
tities are featued in the hilarious farce, 
"A Funny Thing Happened on the Way 
to the Forum." Rounding out the season 
will be the magic-filled musical, 
' 'Pippin." 

"In many ways, the 1984 season was 
highly successful," said Stevens. "The 
quality of the three shows- "Fiddler on 
the Roof," "Joseph and the Amazing 
Technicolor Dreamcoat" and "An­
me"-was the best in the theatre's 
history, and attendance reached the 
second-highest total ever." 

But the summer was plagued by the 
same problem that hurt so many people 
in the region-the weather. The flood hit 
just as the season ticket and fundrais­
ing campaigns were gearing up, not on­
ly affecting the campaigns' timing but 
also people's ability to give. The flood 
also caused the need for extensive work 
on the "turntable," which is used to 
revolve the sets, plus the need for a 
whole new dance floor.

On top of the 
cancellations, 10 other performances 
were rained on, which drastically cut at­
tendance on those nights. 

"All in all, due to things beyond our 
control, the Jenny Wiley Theatre is fac­
ing a $24,000 shortfall as we close the 
books on 1984," Stevens said. 

The Jenny Wiley Theatre is embark­
ing on a special fundraising campaign 
between now and October 1 to meet this 
shortfall.

court will ever pass.'' But Caudill told 
Isaac, a coal operator, that the county's 
flood problems could be better eased 
with stricter regulation of stripmining. 

A delegation of Auxier residents peti­
tioned the fiscal court to shut down 
operations of the Austin Powder Com­
pany and the Southern Explosives Cor­
poration (SEXCO), which they said 
generate noise, dust and corrosive 
fumes. Workers unloading ammonium 
nitrate pound on the sides of railway 
gondolas at all hours and the air is heavy 
with pollutants that threaten their health 
and eat away the roofs on their houses, 
said James "Dee" Caudill, president of 
the Auxier Community Development 
Club. 

Assistant County Attorney Janet 
Stumbo was instructed to write the 
firms, Judge-Executive John M. Stum­
bo assuring the Auxier delegation that 
" we'll see if we can't get it cleaned up." 
But one woman in the group indicated 
that might not be enough. " We don't 
want it cleaned up," she said. "We want 
it out." 

An ongoing struggle between different 
groups over use of Allen Park facilities 
has erupted again, some golf enthusiasts 
complaining to the court that Allen 
grade school football players have taken 
over part of their turf. Judge-Executive 
Stumbo said he would talk to school 
authorities to see if a compromise could 
be worked out. 

Another long-standing dispute will be 
referred to the county attorney. Bascom 
DeRossett complained that for 10 years 
he has been unable to dissuade two of his 
neighbors from encroaching on a coun­
ty road in New Allen. Raymond Childers 
and Carl Martin have built their front 
fences out on the public right-of-way, 
making the road there too narrow for 
two cars to pass, DeRossett told the 
court. 

William Clutter, an Abbott Creek 
locksmith, criticized the court for hiring 
a Lexington firm to replace locks on the 
county voting machines, a task he said 
he could have done for $1000 less. Coun­
ty Clerk Carla Boyd said she, not the 
fiscal court, had the locks changed and 
that she chose the Lexington firm in 
order to get the job done quickly.

"Here 
we have $18,424 in less than a year," he 
noted. 

"I would simply caution the court that 
to approve overtime expenditures of this 
size, which were accumulated in nine 
months, establishes a precedent and 
undermines the court's responsibility 
and power to limit salaries in county of­
fices," the county attorney wrote. ( Laf­
ferty was in office from Feb. 25 through 
Nov. 9, 1983.) 

"If the court continues to approve 
these unauthorized expenditures," he 
added, "they may find the exception has 
become the rule."

in August on one robbery, two charges 
of receiving stolen property, and two 
cases of marijuana possession, the new 
police chief said. 

By comparison with August's 
100-percent solution rate, none of the 33 
burglaries reported in the first seven 
months of this year, and only 14 of 55 
theft cases, were solved. 

Council members initially expressed 
disbelief at the police department's 
sharply improved record, but Fletcher 
explained that, before the two detective 
positions were created, crime reports 
generated by officers on the beat were 
simply filed away for want of staff to in­
vestigate them. 

On another matter raised by the police 
chief, some city officials appeared 
harder to persuade. Fletcher asked the 
council to consider adopting an ordin­
ance banning "wet T-shirt contests" at 
Prestonsburg Drive-In Theater and 
similar activities. Theater owners "are 
within their legal rights," the police 
chief conceded. But, he added, "I feel we 
have a greater moral right in stopping 
this type of activity." 

Councilman Goebel said he shared 
Fletcher's concern but Mayor Harold 
Cooley cautioned that "it's tough to 
legislate morality" and City Manager 
David Evans added that "you can't tell 
people how to live their lives." 

Members of the council's personnel 
committee are "hiring too many people 
on their own," charged Councilman 
Bobby Watson, who noted that a 
mechanic was recently hired for the 
city garage without the job's being 
advertised. City Manager Evans said 
two positions-that of mechanic and 
streets superintendent-were filled tem­
porarily to meet emergency situations 
and that both positions would be 
advertised. 

The city attorney will be asked to ex­
plore the city's right to regulate access 
to the Mountain Metal Company yard in 
West Prestonsburg. Gary McCoy, owner 
of the firm, complained that his rights 
were being infringed by the city's at­
tempt to close one entrance to his pro­
perty. But a neighbor, Harold Layne, 
said trucks entering and leaving the 
yard posed a threat to children. 

Owners of a mine on the Ball Alley 
curve will be asked to discuss their in­
tentions for the mine, following a 
neighbor's complaint that they plan to 

.stockpile coal at the site. 
A vote on whether to approve the 

operation of a hock shop at the Sandy 
Valley Motel was postponed until the 
owner, Ed Kuss, secures a surety bond 
required by state law. 

A Lexington grant-writing firm will be 
told to apply on the city's behalf for 
grant monies to redesign Arnold A venue 
near its intersection with U.S. 23. 
According to one plan, a turning lane 
would be provided for traffic entering 
Arnold Avenue from U.S. 23. Arnold 
A venue would be widened and made a 
two-way street.

court officials were returning him to this 
county from Texas, they pressed him to 
confess to the crimes by using "scare 
tactics.' ' 

Commonwealth's Attorney James 
Allen, Tom Halbert, who once did detec­
tive work for the prosecutor, and State 
Det. Danny Stumbo were the three of­
ficials who went to retrieve the prisoner 
from the Galveston County Jail. Bran­
ham alleges they told him, among other 
things, they would "see he got the chair" 
if he was convicted. 

The court officials also threatened to 
bring charges against his wife as an ac­
.cessory unless he cooperated, Branham 
said. They told him she could lose 
custody of their infant son and that a 
trial could also be the death of his 
69-year-old mother, Branham added. 

Commonwealth's Attorney Allen this 
week characterized Branham's charges 
as "completely false." "We did not 
coerce him in any way," the prosecutor 
said. "As a matter of fact, he was very 
willing. He wanted to tell his story. He 
wanted to get if off his chest." 

In arguing that he had not received 
adequate counsel from his attorney, 
Gary Johnson, Branham noted that 
Johnson readily went along with the im­
position of consecutive sentences, even 
though the judge later agreed to make 
the two life sentences concurrent. 

Johnson said this week he advised his 
client to accept consecutive sentences as 
an inducement to the Commonwealth 
not to seek the death penalty and 
because it made no difference to 
Branham's chances for parole. Whether 
his life sentences were concurrent or 
consecutive, Branham would be eligible 
for parole after serving eight years, the 
attorney explained.

A Magoffin county teacher was 
drowned and three other persons were 
injured early Saturday night when two 
boats collided on Dewey Lake. 

The body of the victim, 37-year-old 
Stanley ~ene Arnett, of Bloomington, a 
teacher m the Millard Hensley Elemen­
tary School, was not recovered till Sun­
day morning. 

The vic~im's wife, Daisy Arnett, a 
passenger m the teacher's boat, suffered 
fractured ribs and was treated at the 
Highlands Regional Medical Center. 
Another occupant of the Arnett boat, 
Brenda Hughes, and Jerry Thomas 
Scott, about 30, of Meta, Pike county, 
operator of the other craft, sustained 
minor injuries. 

The tragedy occurred around 9:45 
p.m. at Arrowhead Point. Investigators 
said Arnett, travelling down the lake, 
had apparently rounded the point when 
he was met in the darkness by Scott's 
boat, which was heaqed up the lake. The 
oncoming Scott boat vaulted completely 
across the other craft, it was said. 

Arnett was thrown from his boat and 
never surfaced. The two women were 
taken to shore by Scott and later admit­
ted to the hospital. 

The report which indicated Arnett 
may have been operating his boat 
without lights could not be confirmed.

Heman said "an overwhelming ma­
jority" of other state commissions per­
form periodic fiscal audits of regulated 
utilities. He added that instituting the 
policy in Kentucky would not require 
any new legislation, just a decision by 
the Commission to begin the practice. 

Durmg his 22 years as a member of 
the PSC staff, Heman said he had re­
quested that a financial audit program 
be adopted. " My observations over the 
years, plus my discussions with 
representatives from other state com­
missions have convinced me that this is 
an omission in Kentucky policy that 
needs correcting," he said. 

Currently, the Kentucky Commission 
is conducting management audits of 
each utility with accessible yearly in­
state revenue exceeding $100 million, 
which includes 10 companies. Legisla­
tion mandating the audits was passed by 
the 1984 General Assembly, and the 
Commission intends to expand the pro­
gram. "A financial audit program would 
not only complement the management 
audit effort but allow the Commission 
to conduct targeted financial studies 
that would be useful in rate pro­
ceedings," Heman said. 

In addition, Heman has instructed 
Commission staff to investigate the 
potential of merging some of the 145 
water districts and the 35 water associa­
tions presently regulated by the PSC. A 
law passed in 1972 encouraged the 
reduction of the number of water 
districts and associations serving Ken­
tucky customers. 

While the legislation empowered the 
Commission to initiate and order 
mergers when feasible, Heman said this 
has not been done, and that a larger 
number of water districts and associa­
tions exist now than when the legislation 
was passed in 1972. Heman noted that 
the few mergers authorized by the Com­
mission were in response to applications 
or petitions. He said that as mergers oc­
cur, duplication of costs and efforts will 
be eliminated, resulting in better 
customer services and lessening the 
need for rate increases. 

Heman is also advocating that a con­
sumer hot line be established at the 
Commission. "The Commission needs to 
be readily accessible to utility 
customers who have problems, and we 
need to respond quickly," Heman said. 
Currently, two PSC staff members work 
with customers and companies to work 
out complaints and problems. " In order 
to be truly responsive to consumer needs 
and concerns, I hope to strengthen our 
consumer services staff," he said. 
Heman added that he hoped to resolve 
more complaints and problems with less 
formality, including holding conferences 
with the customer, company represen­
tatives and PSC staff. 

Heman said he is anxious to begin the 
management audit of the PSC, which 
was included in the 1984 legislation. " I 
believe this audit will recognize that the 
Commission is understaffed and under­
funded in several important areas," he 
said. "This situation must be remedied 
if the Commission is to meet its respon­
sibility and contribute to the growth and 
development of the Commonwealth," 
Heman added. He said he expects an 
audit of the Commission to examine the 
agency's structures and procedures. 

Heman said he looks forward to work­
ing with the Commissioners, PSC staff 
and state government administrators to 
implement these initiatives.

Improperly mamtained chimneys 
cause 40,000 fires in the United States 
each year and cost homeowners $23 
million. Many of these fires are caused 
by the creosote deposits found in most 
chimneys 

"Chimneys should be inspected for 
creosote build-up at least once a year, 
more often if a stove or fireplace is us· 
ed frequently," said Larry Piercy, Ex­
tensiOn specialist in agricultural safety 
in the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture. 

Creosote, which is produced when 
wood burns, escapes from the fireplace 
in the form of smoke and condenses on 
the inside of the chimney. Creosote is 
highly flammable, and deposits one­
fourth of an inch deep or more should be 
removed. 

Once ignited, creosote can burn at 
temperatures up to 3,000 F. The strong 
upward draft caused by high­
temperature chimney first can lift burn­
ing creosote out of the chimney and on­
to the roof, possibly spreading the fire 
to the rest of the house, or even neigh­
boring houses. 

Chimney cleaning IS a messy and 
sometimes dangerous task which may 
require climbing onto the roof. Although 
chemical cleaners are available, Pier­
cy said most have been proven ineffec­
tive. The only sure way to clean a 
chimney calls for hard labor. 

One method involves hoisting a bun­
dle of chains up and down the chimney 
to knock the creososte loose. However, 
this may crack the chimney flue liner or 
mortar, providing a direct route for a 
chimney fire to spread to the rest of the 
house. 

A better method is to use steel brushes 
of the proper size and shape to fit the 
chimney, using extension rods to reach 
the entire length of the flue. These 
brushes can be expensive and hard to 
find. 

As the chimney is being cleaned, the 
dust and soot inside will have only one 
direction to go-down. There are two 
ways to avoid getting soot all over the 
house: fasten a sheet over the opening 
of the fireplace, or call a chimney 
sweep. 

For those inexperienced with cleaning 
chimneys, Piercy recommends hiring a 
good chimney sweep. Be sure the 
chimney sweep is insured. Ask for 
references or call the Better Business 
Bureau to check out a chimney sweep's 
background. 

A good chimney sweep will have a 
selection of brushes to choose from. 
They come in all sizes and shapes. Grant

Logan, a Lexington chimney sweep . 
estimates that a good assortment will 
cost about $2,000. Chimney cleaning 
costs about $60. 

All chimneys need to be inspected, 
even those which are used only occa­
sionally. "Even with a gas flue, a bird's 
nest could block the flue and gas fumes 
would come back into the house," said 
Logan. 

An experienced chimney sweep also 
can spot improper installation of wood 
stoves or damage to the chimney. Logan 
recommends that a new wood stove be 
checked once a week for the first month 
after installation, then once a month for 
the rest of the year. After that it should 
be checked at least once a year. 

Lexington Fire Marshal Tom Parker 
cautions that the area behind a fireplace 
insert also should be checked, especial­
ly after chimney cleaning, since the 
loosened creosote may fall behind the 
insert. 

Once the chimney has been cleaned, 
proper use of the stove or fireplace can 
reduce creosot.e-'buildup 

T.he newer; more efficient stoves and 
fireplace inserts allow less heat loss 
through the chimney. The lower 
temperature inside the chimney en· 
courages the accumulation of creosote. 

Wood burning between 385 F and 535 
F produces the most creosote. At higher 
temperatures the creosote is burned as 
it is produced, leaving less creosote to 
condense in the chimney. Piercy recom­
mends burning the fire at 1,100 F. To 
determine the temperature of a wood 
stove, attach an oven thermometer to 
the flue pipe about 20 inches above the 
stove. When the thermometer reads bet­
ween 200 F and 400 F , the fire is burn­
ing at the correct temperature. 

If the chimney and stove pipes are 
free from excessive deposits, accumula­
tion can be controlled by burning a hot 
fire for about 15 minutes each morning 
in order to burn off any thin layers of 
creosote which may have formed the 
previous day. This should be done only 
if the chimney has been thoroughly 
cleaned or an inspection has determin­
ed that the chimney doesn't need 
cleaning. 

Should a chimney fire occur, Parker 
and Piercy agree that the first thing to 
do is call the fire department. If possi­
ble, the air supply to the stove or 
fireplace should be cut off. However the 
fireplace damper should not be closed, 
since this will force smoke into the 
house. 

Occupants of the house should leave 
quickly. If the fire in the stove or 
fireplace is still burning it should be ex­
tinguished since it will add heat to the 
chimney fire. Piercy recommends use 
of an approved fire extinguisher, or 
throwing baking soda onto the fire. 

Parker said a fire extinguisher con­
taining Halon is, "most recommended 
for creosote fires," and should be used 
on the chimney fire if it can be reached 
easily. He added that all homes should 
have a fire extinguisher, but it should be 
tested in advance in order to know what 
to expect when it is used.

Squirrel Season 
Opening Mixed

Squirrel hunters enjoyed mixed 

results over the Aug. 18-19 opening 
weekend, with the best hunting reported 
from far Western Kentucky. 

According to an informal survey of 
regional law enforcement supervisors 
with the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources, conservation of­
ficers checked in 111 of Kentucky's 120 
counties 1,928 squirrel hunters with 2,282 
squirrels over the two-day period. Only 
79 hunters had reached their daily limit 
of six squirrels when checked by conser­
vation officers. 

The First Wildlife District in Western 
Kentucky is the only region to report 
squirrel populations higher than last 
year. In the second district (West­
Central Kentucky) , conservation of­
ficers felt that overall population levels 
were the same as last year, while in the 
rest of the state, squirrel numbers were 
generally lower. 

However, this year's harvest ratio of 
1.18 squirrels per hunter was higher than 
last year, when this figure was .78 squir­
rel per hunter. Those who remember the 
1983 season will recall that it opened in 
the middle of a record-setting drought 
and heal wave which created almost 
unbearable hunting conditions. 

One problem squirrel hunters are en­
countering now is that hickories, 
buckeyes and other nuts are not ripe 
across much of the state. This means 
that the squirrels are scattered and hard 
to locate. West KentuGky apparently has 
a good hickory crop this year and the 
squirrels are cutting in hickory trees 
now, accounting for the high hunter suc­
cess there. 

As the season progresses, hunters 
should find squirrel numbers just about 
the same as they were last year, accor­
ding to a survey conducted by Biologist 
Harold Barber. An assessment of each 
year's mast crop gives a good indication 
of overall squirrel numbers for the 
following year. 

If mast <nuts, seeds and similar 
wildlife foods> is in short supply, squir­
rel surv1val and reproduction will be 
low. But years when mast is plentiful are 
followed by booms in squirrel numbers. 

Last year, what started out as an ex­
cellent mast crop ended up as barely 
moderate, thanks to the lack of rainfall 
in 1983. Some crops fa!led to mature, 
while much of the mast that remained 
on many upland sites was stunted and 
poorly developed, Barber reports . 

The results indicate a squirrel popula­
tion "of about average numbers in com­
parison with other recent years," 
Barber's. report concludes. "No great 
change from 1983 levels is expected in 
any region, although it seems probable 
that squirrel numbers in 1984 will be 
slightly above the 1983 level in the 
eastern region, about the same or slight­
ly higher in the central region and about 
the same or slightly lower in the western 
region." 

So if you went out opening weekend 
and didn't see many squirrels, don'tgive 
up for the year just yet. Wait a few 
weeks for the weather to cool down, the 
leaves to start falling, the mast to ripen 
a little more, then try again- the results 
might surprise you.

September, Annual 
.Child Find Month 

The month of September will be very 
special for "special" or exceptional 
children in the Buffalo Trace and Big 
Sandy areas. as the month has been 
designated Child Find Month. 

According to project coordinator Cyn­
thia Champer, of the Eastern Kentucky 
Educational Development Corporation 
<EKEDCl, of Ashland, which coor­
dinates a nine-district educational coop 
in the Buffalo Trace area, and a 
10-district project in the Big Sandy area, 
the month is an annual event, designed 
to find those children who are either first 
priority-meaning they are exceptional 
or handicapped and not receiving any 
services-or second priority children, 
who are receiving limited or inap­
propriate services. 

"Throughout the history of our discre­
tionary grant projects (five years in Buf­
falo Trace and four in the Big Sandy 
area)," Mrs. Champer said, "we still 
find that parents are often unaware 
where to turn for help for their child. Our 
projects are designed to cooperate with 
local school districts in providing sup­
plemental services in such areas as 
referall, testing, evaluation and place­
ment, in addition to therapy and other 
services where needed and indicated." 

"Additionally, in many of our school 
districts. the project services, in addi­
tion to child find, are ones that the 
districts been have been unable or 
limited in the amount of services they 
can provide- and our projects provide 
these supplemental services." 

Another benefit that comes from in­
volvement with the projects is that per­
sonnel who provide such testing and 
evaluation services are employed 
through an outside agency <EKEDC), 
which makes their work more credible 
in that it is not tied to that of a particular 
district or area, she added. 

The Big Sandy Diagnostic Service 
Centers employ Jeff Howe, 
psychometrist, who is headquartered in 
the Floyd county schools, and serves the 
Pike county, Pikeville Independent, 
Morgan, Magoffin and Floyd county 
districts. 

Mark Poston is also employed as a 
clinical psychologist with the Big San­
dy Diagnostic Service Centers, with his 
area of service including Johnson, 
Elliott, Lawrence and Martin counties 
and Paintsville independent schools. 

Harlan Woman First 
To Get KIFA Award 

A Harlan county woman has become 
the first person to receive the Kentucky 
Forest Industries Association reward for 
providing information leading to the ar­
rest and conviction of a person charged 
with forest arson, officials of the state 
Division of Forestry have announced. 

The reward check of $500 was present­
ed to her by Association President 
William Steele. 

"The Association made this reward 
available two years ago in an effort to 
help reduce forest arson in Kentucky," 
explained state Forestry Director 
Donald A. Hamm. "More than one-third 
of all forest fires occurring in Kentucky 
each year are deliberately set. In 1983, 
there were 709 forest arson fires, burn­
ing 14,449 acres," he said: 

"While arson fires make up approxi­
mately 35 percent of the year's total of 
reported fires, they burned approxi­
mately 45 percent of the total acreage 
damaged by forest fires, " Hamm 
reported. Forestry officials attribute the 
larger impact of arson fires in part to the 
time of day and the locations chosen by 
arsonists. 

During 1983, there were 2,032 forest 
fires reported in Kentucky. "The loss to 
the state's economy from these fires will 
eventually exceed $29 million, so you can 
see why we are so concerned in putting 
the forest arsonist out of business," 
Hamm said.

A Conservation Partnership

of agricultural rand-for 48 years the 
Agricultural Conservation Program 
<ACPl, through a farmer-government 
partnership, has been working to ensure 
the present and future of our 
agricultural resources. Rich, abundant, 
soil and clean, plentiful water are essen­
tial to the nation's prosperity. We all 
benefit from the conservation of land 
and water resources. Properly protected 
and preserved, these resources will pro­
vide food, clothing, housing and recrea­
tion for this and future generations. But 
soil abused and poorly managed, 
depleted by erosion, loses its productivi­
ty. Without conservation, water supplies 
are drained faster than they can be 
renewed. And lakes and streams 
polluted with sediment, animal wastes 
and chemicals threaten the health and 
safety of our communities. 

Conserving our agricultural resources 
is a major responsibility-a responsibili­
ty that often is too big and expensive for 
the individual farmer to accomplish. Yet 
conservation must be accomplished if 
we are to continue to have the resources 
to provide for food, fiber, water, shelter 
and recreation. A grassroots conserva­
tion approach to natural resources and 
farm management ensures abundant 
agricultural resources and farm 
management ensures a productive 
agricultural economy. 

The ACP was authorized by Congress 
in 1936 to begin solving the pressing land 
and water resources problems brought 
about by severe drought and economic 
depression.

Broken Propane Line 
Evacuates Steak House 

The Middle Creek Volunteer Fire 
Department responded at 11:30 a.m. last 
Saturday to a call from the Prestons­
burg Fire Department after a bulldozer 
had pushed a rock over the hill behind 
the Western Sizzlin ' Steak House and 
overturned a high capacity propane 
tank, breaking a line connecting the tank 
to an identical propane tank beside it.

Growing up in the coalfields of 
Eastern Kentucky, John C. Wells has 
had personal experience in knowing 
family and friends who became victims 
of the dangers of coalmining. He has 
shared the grief of deaths that could 
have been prevented and seen the suf­
fering that accompanies black lung. For 
these reasons, Wells considers nothing 
more important in his department than 
assuring health and safety on the job. "I 
believe when men and women go to 
work in the morning it is their right to 
come home in the same condition as 
when they left," he said. 

Firm but Fair is the new battle slogan 
for the Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration. Under Wells' direction, 
the top lawyers in the department were 
instructed to concentrate their efforts on 
reducing the backlog of OSHA cases. 
Within a year, the backlog was reduced 
from five years to 18 months. In addi­
tion, Secretary Wells went to the Ken­
tucky Supreme Court to guarantee en­
try of OSHA inspectors into all plants 
and job sites. Previously, these inspec­
tions had been delayed or denied by the 
companies. Further protecting the 
workers, Wells made it a worker's op­
tion on whether to publicly release com­
plaints against companies. Wells in­
strumented this change in hopes that 
workers will become more willing to 
provide information without fear of com­
pany retaliation. 

As Labor Commissioner, in an effort 
to help workers gain access to the pro­
grams that benefit them, Wells in­
structed his staff to develop 'plain 
English' booklets on laws and regula­
tions governing the worker and his en­
vironment. This concept resulted in 
three easy to understand booklets on 
OSHA, Wage and Hour, and Workman's 
Compensation. 

Under Wells' administration the Black 
Lung program has been drastically 
altered to the benefit of the black lung 
victim. The Department has made it 
clear that they do not require claimants 
to be sent to 9 to 15 different doctors, and 
they have reduced the number of at­
torneys needed in the special fund cases. 
In addition, Wells has opened a black 
lung clinic in the coal fields, cutting the 
time it takes to review a black lung case 
from an 18-month average to 12 months, 
and mandated uniform physician fees on 
black lung examinations.

In addition to overhauling the Black 
Lung Program and increasing the effee­
tiveness of OSHA. Wells has become 
personally involved in bettering labor 
management relations. "Labor and 
management are not two separate en· 
tities but two halves of a whole," said 
Wells. "I feel that Kentucky is very 
receptive among labor and business m 
working together. It will be difficult to 
change things, and it has taken a sense 
of leadership to even start talking."

New Federal Law Hits 
Delinquent Parents 

The new federal child support enforce­
ment law gives Kentucky additional 
means for collecting child support from 
delinquent payers and the Cabinet for 
Human Resources plans to take full ad­
vantage of the new provisions, accor­
ding to Hansom Williams, director of the 
Division of Child Support Enforcement. 

''Parents who owe child support 
should be on notice that the state plans 
to use every measure available to us to 
collect overdue payments, ' ' Williams 
said. 

New sanctions include the ability to 
impose liens against real and personal 
property for past-due child support, to 
withhold state and federal tax refunds, 
and to withhold wages after payments 
have been delinquent one month. 

"Parents can no longer hide their 
assets in property and claim inability to 
pay," said Williams. "And when they 
are delinquent in child support 
payments and have a state or federal 
tax refund coming, we're going to tap 
that, too," he added. 

Another new way the law presses 
parents to pay is to require states to give 
child support payment information to 
credit companies. 

"When the delinquent payments reach 
$1,000, we must tell credit companies if 
they ask," Williams stated. 

Fathers of children whose paternity 
has not been established by the time the 
child is 4 can no longer breathe easy­
the federal legislation extends the time 
for paternity establishment until the 
child's 18th birthday. Kentucky law not 
puts the limit at 4 years of age. 

In addition to allowing the state to 
"get tougher" with delinquent child sup­
port payors, the law requires the state 
to offer additional services to the AFDC 
family and to begin serving non-AFDC 
families. 

For the AFDC recipient whose 
benefits end, child support collection will 
automatically continue. Another benefit 
for AFDC recipients is continued 
Medicaid eligibility for those families 
losing their AFDC benefits because of in­
creased child support payments. Under 
the new law, the state must continue to 
provide Medicaid benefits for four calen­
dar months beginning with the month of 
ineligibility. 

Williams emphasized that families 
who have never received AFDC may use 
the division for child support collection. 
"Up to now, our efforts have mainly 
been concentrated on AFDC families, 
but beginning Oct. 1, we will use the full 
force of the law to help non-AFDC 
families as well," Williams said. 

Another significant provision of the 
law allows the state to use federal parent 
locator services as soon as the case is ac­
tivated rather than waiting until state 
locator resources are exhausted. 

Williams said the new legislation, 
when fully implemented, is expected to 
dramatically increase the requests for 
service from his division.

How Well Do Rules 
On Cutoffs Work? 

The state Public Service Commission 
wants to know how well regulations 
governing utility disconnections are 
working, and is inviting representatives 
of gas and electric utilities and con­
sumer organizations to comment on the 
rules. 

"The administrative regulations 
governing emergency and hardship 
reconnections have been in effect for one 
full heating season, and the Commission 
wants to evaluate their effectiveness," 
said P.S.C. Chairman Richard D. 
Heman. Specifically, the Commission is 
concerned that the regulations can be 
easily implemented by utilities and are 
sufficient to meet customer needs, 
Heman said. 

At a formal public conference on Sept. 
13, Commission staff will discuss the 
current regulations with gas and electric 
company officials, the Legislative 
Research Commission, Human 
Resources Cabinet and legal services 
agencies statewide. Also, represen­
tatives of the Citizens Utility Board, 
Utility Rate Cutters of Kentucky and 
various aging advocacy groups have 
been asked to participate in the con­
ference. It begins at 1 p.m. Sept. 13 in 
the P.S.C. hearing room, 730 Schenkel 
Lane, Frankfort. 

Heman said broad comments regard­
ing the disconnection and hardship 
regulations from members of the public 
will be accepted at the conference or in 
writing. Persons wishing to file written 
comments should submit them by Sept. 
7 to Forest Skaggs, Secretary, Public 
Service Commission, P.O. Box 615, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40602. Those wishing to 
speak at the conference should register 
by writing to Mr. Skaggs at the above 
address by Sept. 10.

Drug User Needs 
Help From Start

As pointed out in a previous article, 

the disease of chemical dependency has 
four distinct stages, initial usage, pro­
blem usage, psychological addiction and 
physiological addiction. In my profes­
sional opinion, it is never too early to in­
tervene, especially in the case of a young 
person. For whereas the disease may 
take six to eight years to fully develop 
in an adult, the disease progresses to 
maturity in young people in a six month 
to two year period of time. More impor­
tantly, the disease also affects the emo­
tional and physical well being of other 
family members. And in the case where 
the family unit consists of more than one 
teenager, it is not uncommon to find all 
of the children actively engaging in drug 
usage. 

A recent study appearing in the Jour­
nal of the Florida Medical Association 
reports the results of early intervention 
treatment of 314 adolescents. The youth, 
the study indicates, began using drugs 
at an average age of 12 1~ (youngest 7, 
oldest 17), had used drugs for 31h years, 
and was 16 years old on entering the pro­
gram. The typical client was a polydrug 
user, with emphasis on alcohol and 
marijuana. Furthermore the study 
stressed that chemical dependency is a 
progressive disease and spontaneous 
recovery is rare. Most importantly, the 
study emphasized that the youth did not 
have to hit bottom in order for the 
parents to seek help for the youth, 
especially since youth at the later stages 
are more resistant to treatment. 

The study also emphasized that the 
majority of the youth were doing drugs 
for over two years before their parents 
realized it. In addition, less than 30 per­
cent of the parents were aware their 
children were also engaging in other 
criminal activity. 

The overall results of this study clear­
ly suggest that early intervention is 
essential in increasing the chances of 
your child's recovery from this deadly 
disease.

Receive Major Awards 

The Kentucky Association of Conser­
vation Districts, at its 41st annual con­
vention held in Owensboro recently, 
presented two major awards to top Ken­
tucky conservationists: 

- The 1984 Distinguished Service 
Award went to Harry C. Brown, 
Frankfort, assistant director of the State 
Division of Conservation. 

-The 1984 Conservation Person of the 
Year Award went to Eddie L. Wood, 
Lexington, a former Kentucky State 
Conservationist, recently retired. 

Since he joined the Division of Conser­
vation in 1948, Brown has administered 
the Equipment Revolving Fund, a pro­
gram, unique to the United States, which 
has placed more than $30 million worth 
of equipment in Kentucky's conserva­
tion districts. He was praised by associa­
tion officials for his ''many years spent 
working with conservation districts, 
assisting them in securing equipment 
for conservation work." 

"The conservation work this program, 
and the equipment it made available, 
has done is immeasurable," said 
Stanley Head, director of the Division of 
Conservation. "Hundreds of farm ponds, 
miles of diversions, sod waterways and 
either permanent conservation practices 
dot our landscape through the use of this 
equipment. The program has never lost 
a penny and has accwnulated more than 
$900,000 in interest over the years to 
continue the program," he added. 

Wood received his award for "in­
valuable service to conservation" in 
Kentucky. "During his tenure as State 
Conservationist, morale was high and 
the productivity of personnel within the 
Soil Conservation Service was increas­
ed. He was able, through his own en­
thusiasm for conservation, to relay a 
dedication to those working with him," 
Head said of Wood.

The National Flood Insurance Pro­
gram <NFIPl has announced a schedule 
for increased training efforts for in­
surance agents, claims adjusters, and 
mortgage lenders in eastern Kentucky 
and neighboring states to assure effi­
cient response to future flooding in the 
area. 

Flooding in early May was severe 
enough that President Reagan declared 
major disasters for the states of Ken­
tucky, Virginia and West Virginia. 

Federal Insurance Administrator Jef­
fery S. Bragg noted there were only six 
certified NFIP insurance adjusters in 
the Pikeville area when the May 
flooding generated more than 3,000 
claims there. Bragg said the limited 
number of local adjusters made it 
necessary to ask independent adjusters 
from other parts of the con try to handle 
the adjustment process. 

"These professional adjusters, while 
trained to adjust flood losses anywhere, 
were faced with the problems of un­
familiarity with the affected area and

Bragg said. "More adjusters in the area, 
which is frequently subject to flooding, 
will expedite the NFIP claims settle­
ment process." 

Adjuster workshops have been sche­
duled for Monday, this week, at the Holi­
day Inn-Midtown in Lexington and today 
<Wednesday) at the Carriage House in 
Paintsville from 1:45 p.m. to 5:30p.m. 

Flood incidents usually generate an 
increase in new applications for flood in­
surance, because area residents recog­
nize they could be subject to flooding and 
they learn that flood losses are not 
covered by their homeowners insurance. 

There is also an increase in demand 
for flood insurance because this 
coverage is required if certain ap­
plicants are to receive federal disaster 
assistance. 

To help insurance agents meet this in­
creased flood insurance activity, NFIP 
is sponsoring agent workshops to in­
struct property-casualty insurance 
agents on applying for and handling 
flood insurance policies. One such 
workshop is being held today (August 
29) at the Carriage House Motor Hotel, 
Paintsville. Any property-casualty 
agent may attend, but reservations must 
be made through the NFIP regional of­
fice in Atlanta at (404) 843-0222. 

Bragg also reported almost 95 percent 
of the claims filed after the May flooding 
have been closed and more than $28 
million has been paid to NFIP policy­
holders through the Flood Insurance 
Claims Office in Pikeville.

SETTLING SIBLING DISPUTES 
One of the major obstacles to har­

monious relationships among siblings is 
the constant arguing, bickering, and 
fighting that goes on between them. 

You probably won't be able to 
eliminate all such interaction, but you 
can help your children learn to settle 
their disputes in constructive ways. This 
will help them understand and feel bet­
ter about each other so they'll be less apt 
to fight when they disagree (perhaps 
even when you are not around as well! ) 

Following are some guidelines from 
Growing Child, the monthly child 
development newsletter, to help you 
help your children settle their disputes 
more amicably and with respect for 
each other. 

When your children argue or fight 
over something, try to get the whole 
story of what caused the problem before 
jumping to conclusions and blaming or 
punishing anyone. Even in a situation 
where a child seems to hurt a younger 
sibling who can't tell his side of the 
story, give the child a chance to tell hers. 

For example, say to her. "You must 
really have been mad at the baby to hit 
him," and then let her explain. Let her 
know her angry feelings are acceptable 
but that you can't let her hit him. 

In an argument between two children 
who can both talk, give each a chance 
to tell her point of view. You can help 
this process by describing the situation 
rather than judging it: "It looks like you 
two can't agree on which television pro­
gram to watch. You both seem pretty 
upset. Want to tell me about it? Laurie, 
you go first. Then Joey, I want to hear 
your side of the story.' ' This kind of ap­
proach will save a lot of hurt feelings 
and resentment between your children, 
and it will help them learn to settle 
disputes themselves without fighting. 

After each child has had a chance to 
tell her or his point of view in a dispute, 
help each also see the other's side of the 
situation. H you try to convince a child 
(or an adult) that the other person is 
right, she will resist you because you're 
saying at the same time that she is 
wrong. On the other hand, if you can 
show each child that you understand and 
accept her side, then she'll be more will­
ing to also listen to the other's side. 

At this point, with your continuing help 
in translating each child's feelings tO the 
other as needed, they should be able to 
work out some sort of compromise. 
You've helped them over this particular 
conflict and shown them a model they 
can learn to use to settle differences in 
the future, both with each other ... and 
with others.

Production of toxins that could be the 
deadliest ever. 

Tailoring intercontinental missiles so 
they can carry biological or chemical 
agents to American targets. 

Anderson and Van Atta write that 
United States intelligence has known 
about the chemical and biological 
weapons on Cuba for several years. 
They say the situation is "so terrifying 
that it could surpass the Cuban missile 
crisis in portent." 

Cuban defectors, including one train­
ed by Soviet instructors as a chemical 
and biological warfare adviser to Fidel 
Castro's army, have described Soviet 
chemical units and underground storage 
sites on Cuba, "some so sensitive that 
they were protected by surface-to-air 
missiles," they write. "These facilities, 
one defector warned, are 'part of a 
chemical and biological strategic 
system developed by the Soviets and 
more dangerous than anyone in the U.S. 
can realize.' " 

Anderson and VanAtta say the Soviets 
have had ample opportunity to test their 
secret weapons. Victims have included 
Lao hill tribesmen, Kampuchean 
resistance fighters, Afghan mojahedin, 
Thai soldiers, Iranian revolutionary 
guards, Chinese soldiers, even civilians 
in the Soviet Union. "A realistic 
estimate puts those killed at more than 
30,000." 

Poisons in the Soviet arsenal range 
from "yellow rain," which causes its 
victims to bleed through every body 
orifice, including ears and eyes," to 
nerve gases that cause a "terrible dance 
of death," to a particularly horrendous 
chemical agent used in Afghanistan that 
causes the skin to turn black and flake 
away from the bones in less than a day. 

Anderson and VanAtta say the U.S. 
must take immediate steps to defend 
against such weapons and particularly 
to "deter Soviet supplied terrorists from 
using" chemical and biological weapons 
in America. Their suggestions: 

Upgrade intelligence gathering. All 
chemical and biological agents used by 
the Soviets must be identified and 
defenses against them prepared. 

Create two national SWAT teams to 
deal with chemical and bacteriological 
threats by terrorists. Also, establish a 
national serum bank for use during 
massive epidemics. 

Exports of chemical or biological 
agent precursors and gene-splicing in­
formation from the U.S. to Soviet-bloc 
countries must be halted. 

The U.S. government should vigorous­
ly pursue verifiable chemical-and 
biological-weapons bans.

TheBOXSIAT 
Football fanatics 
begin difficult fall 

All readers beware: 
Those overindulging on 
football this first Sunday of 
the NFL regular season are 
susceptible to viewer 
burnout. 

Football seasons appear 
to be short propositions 
because each team has 
only 16 chances to win. But 
when a team loses - let's 
say your team; everybody 
has a team - the world 
churns indifferently, while 
you and yours massage 
pulled hamstrings, undergo 
arthroscopy and overhaul 
the offensive line. 

In reality, 16 weeks con­
stitutes fall and much of a 
long, hard winter. Hence, 
the mature, farsighted 
viewer won't allow his or 
her network habits to peak 
too soon for fear of either 
ocular or emotional rupture 
by Election Day. 

The problem is that foot­
ball is not baseball, where a 
team can leisurely locate its 
character and rhythm over 
the course of three fashion 
seasons and still be in the 
pennant race. Usually, a 
football squad bursts 
through the tunnel on 
opening day totally formed, 
either executing the plays 
or not. To see them not 
executing can be debilitat­
ing. 

For watching football on 
TV is to inflict vicarious 
physical pain and induce 
actual mental anguish upon 
oneself, down after down: 
plot; brace for conflict; flex; 
re-group and assess the 
damage or success; plot 

again. Viewers rarefy leave 
the house after eight hours 
of watching; rather, they 
take two aspirin and fall 
asleep. 

So, if you lose big on 
opening day, (or worse, 
lose close,) don't panic. 
True, with one in the L 
column you're four, maybe 
five defeats from mathe­
matical elimination. But 
your resolve must be abso­
lute; miss not a down all 
year. for that down could 
be the down when your 
team begins to impose its 
will. 

Success today, however, 
can be equally distorting to 
your sense of reality. 

At 12:30 p.m. (ET) on 
last season's opening day, 
Jets fans in New York 
tuned in to the "NFL 
Today" on CBS, lusting 
with Super Bowl expecta­
tions. They fidgeted 
through a New York 
Giants-Los Angeles Rams 
encounter. About 3:45 
p.m., they flipped to NBC's 
"NFL '83" to feed on the 
pundits' prognostications 
that the imminent San 
Diego Chargers-Jets battle 
could be a preview of the 
AFC title boUt. With their 
anticipation gargantuan, 
the Jets faithful finally saw 
their kelly greens play rea­
sonably stupendously in 
beating San Diego. Yet, 
they finished the year 7-9. 

For Jets fans, the crash 
was horrific, disillusioning. 
On this year's opening day, 
they may catch some U.S.

Autumn is on its way, and with it 
comes one of the best times to renew 
home environments with new landscape 
plantings. "Fall is For Planting" ban­
ners are up at garden centers every­
where. It's not just a campaign to build 
sales, it's excellent advice. 

Fall planting of shrubs and trees is 
recommendedforseveralreasons: cool 
air temperatures paired with warm soil 
temperatures promote root growth; soil 
moisture generally increases; top 
growth slows down and tops go dormant, 
reducing stress on roots. 

What are the steps to do-it-yourself 
landscaping'? First and most important­
ly, have a plan to work from. Don't just 
haphazardly place plants in front of the 
house. 

Measure the areas to be landscaped. 
Sketch out the dimensions and shapes of 
beds, and the locations, spacings and 
varieties of plants to be used. Find out 
the mature sizes of plants, optimum 
locations, etc. 

Consider hiring a landscape designer 
to draw your plan. A professional is 
already familiar with what plants thrive 
in our area, their mature sizes and 
cultural requirements, and can spot 
potential problems often not recogniz­
able to the homeowner. 

Garden centers will often provide 
recommendations if you purchase plants 
from them and bring in photos and 
measurements of the house and area to 
be planted. Be sure to note placements 
of windows and roof overhangs, down­
spouts and faucets, etc. 

When the design is complete, select 
quality plants from reputable nurseries. 
Be sure plants will be in proportion to 
the landscape when they reach mature 
size. 

You're now ready for the actual in­
stallation. First, establish the boun­
daries of the planting beds. You can use 
a garden hose to mark the edge of curv­
ed beds and spray-paint a line along its 
side. Remove existing plants that are 
not desirable.

Next, remove existing sod with a 
sharp spade or lawn edging knife. If 
possible, rototill (or use a spading fork 
to break up the soill for maximum aera­
tion. Before digging be sure to know the 
locations and depths of underground 
utility hnes to avoid damage and per­
sonal injury. 

You're now ready to plant. After plac­
ing plants in the locations specified in 
the design and making any necessary 
adjustments, dig hole& twice as wide and 
six inches deeper than the root balls. 
Remove pots or "plastic" burlap, or 
loosen regular burlap from around the 
plant stem and tuck into the hole-it will 
rot. Place the root balls in the holes, 
backfill, tamp the soil, and water 
thoroughly. 

For weed control, spread a one-section 
thick layer of newspapers over planting 
beds or use a chemical weed preventer 
that comes in granular form, or both. 
Using a spade, edge the beds along the 
painted line by making a V-shaped 
trench three inches wide and three in­
ches deep. The trench will discourage 
grass roots from invading the beds and 
will help keep the bark mulch from spill­
ing onto the lawn. Spread a three to four 
inch layer of shredded or nugget-type 
bark mulch and rake it level. 

Finally, cleanup; sweep soil from 
walks and drives and cart off rocks and 
other debris. Rake spilled bark mulch 
from lawn areas back onto planting 
beds. Now stand back, admire your new 
landscape, and pat yourself on the back 
for a job well done !

From Private Sources 

Students who think they cannot afford 
the college of their choice should think 
again. Despite reductions in federal stu­
dent aid programs, a substantial amount 
of aid remains available from non­
government sources.

Supl'rintt·ndt'nt of Public Instruction 
When t:.S. Rep. Cnrl D. Perkins died 

Aug. 3, education lost one of its staun­
chest defenders. The Democratic Par­
ty lost a valuable senior statesman, and 
the nation lost a man whose name had 
become synonymous with public educa­
tion in the United States. 

For the people of Kentucky and Hind­
man, the loss was personal as well as 
political. Through his 36 years in 
Washington, Cnrl Perkms had remain­
ed a neighbor and a friend, never losing 
his ties to the land and people of his 
native Eastern Kentucky. He was like­
ly to be there almost any weekend, driv­
ing around in his battered, old Ford to 
talk to friends or admire a neighbor's 
hogs. 

In Carl's death I lost a frequent 
counselor and wise adviser on educa­
tional issues and public life. But most of 
all, I lost a good friend. and one always 
mourns the passing of a friend. 

In some ways we were an unlikely 
pair: the homespun country politician 
at the height of his career and the young 
schoolteacher from Louisiana setting 
out to make her mark on the world. He 
was known for his rumpled suits; I 
favored ultrasucde. But we clicked in­
stantly. We had a common ground. and 
that was education. 

I'll never forget my first meeting with 
Carl Perkins. I had been living in Louis­
ville about five years then, since my 
marriage to a young Kentucky lawyer 
I had been introduced to in New Orleans. 
I had just been elected president of the 
Kentucky Young Democrats, and I was 
working in Walter "Dee" Huddleston's 
first campaign for the U.S. Senate. 

That was 12 years ago, in 1972. When 
I arrived in Hindman, Carl Perkins met 
me when I got off the van. It was obvious 
that he was surprised to see me. 

"I was expecting a boy," he said with 
that little half-smile I came to know so 
well. 

As we set out for a day of campaign­
ing, he cautioned me that we were in the 
mountains and that some things might 
be different from what I was accus­
tomed to. And I might say here that, 
through Carl's tactful guidance over the 
years, I have been able to gain a much 
deeper appreciation of the unique 
qualities of the people of Eastern Ken­
tucky, qualities that Carl Perkins 
himself exemplified so well 

KSP Aims at Lowering 
Labor Day Accidents 

With a tougher drunk driving law in 
effect and the use of visual display 
radars, Kentucky State Police plan to 
keep the number of motor vehicle ac­
cidents and fatalities down this Labor 
Day weekend. 

Visual display radars will be utilized 
along major highways in the state. 
These VDR's visibly show the speed be­
ing traveled by the passing motorist. 
The units provide the public with the op­
portunity to check their speed and 
reduce it if necessary 

State Police will also be enforcing the 
new DUI law which went into effect in 
July of this year. Stiffer penalties and 
increased flexibility for DUI stops and 
arrests may result in a decrease of those 
driving drunk. But Kentucky State 
Police Commissioner Morgan T. Elkins 
says the public can play a big part in 
reducing alcohol-related accidents. "Ac­
tion RAP-ID, our toll-free hotline to 
report drunk drivers, is there for con­
cerned citizens to use and help us reduce 
fatal accidents," says Elkins. To report 
a possible drunk driver, call 
1-800-222-5555 and give the location 
where the vehicle was last seen, which 
way it was traveling and a description 
of the vehicle. The caller can remain 
anonymous. 

With increased emphasis on the life­
saving potential of safety belts and child 
safety seats, State Police will be 
recognizing those individuals over the 
coming Labor Day Weekend who are 
"saved by the belt." Individuals who 
may be involved in a serious accident 
but are saved from severe injuries or 
death because they are wearing occu­
pant restraints, will be recommended 
for the Commissioner's Survivor's Club 
certificate by the investigating officer. 
This also applies to those parents who 
place their children in child safety seats. 
Kentucky's law does require children 40 
inches tall and under to be secured in a 
federally-approved dynamic crash­
tested safety seat. 

State Police will again participate in 
Operation C.A.R.E. <Combined Acci­
dent Reduction Effortl which com­
plements the aforementioned activities 
scheduled for the holiday. Operation 
C.A.R.E is a multi-state effort over the 
holidays to reduce accidents by increas­
ing enforcement of the speed limits, 
drunk driving and encouraging the use 
of occupant restraints. 

Over the 1983 Labor Day Weekend, six 
persons died in six accidents on Ken­
tucky's highways. None were wearing 
occupant restraints and, as a result, one 
was partially ejected from the vehicle. 
Fifty percent of the accidents were 
alcohol-related. 

The 1984 Labor Day weekend will 
begin at six p.m. on Friday, August 31st 
and end at midnight on Monday, 
September 3rd.

At the end of the day. Carl escorted me 
back to the van. 

"Honey," he said, "you're one heck of 
a politician. But you sure do talk funny!" 

Long before I had gained any real 
political power in my own right, before 
I was well-known in political circles, 
Carl Perkins and I hit it off. We were 
comfortable with each other, and we 
were able to work effectively toward 
common goals. 

When I became deputy superintendent 
of public instruction, Carl often called 
me when problems came up related to 
education. One of his most difficult times 
came in 1981, when the Omnibus Educa­
tion Bill proposed by the Reagan ad­
ministration was being considered in 
Congress. 

The administration was moving 
toward block grants to the states for 
education, and Carl was trying to keep 
the federal money in categorical grants, 
those that designated by specific cate­
gories the purpose for which the money 
was to be spent. 

When the Council of Chief State School 
Officers began looking more favorably 
on the administration proposals and 
some of the chief school officers were 
saying they would try to go along with 
them, I was the one Carl called on for 
help in influencing the chiefs . 

Carl Perkins had shepherded the first 
major federal-aid bill for schools, the 
Elementary and Secondary Education 
Act of 1965, through the Congress, and 
he wasn't about to surrender what he 
had gained for the young people of the 
nation without a fight. 

Though he lost on some fronts-a 
number of aid programs were grouped 
together under Chapter 2 of the Educa­
tion Consolidation and Improvement Act 
of 1981-he was instrumental in saving 
the centerpiece of ESEA, the Title I pro­
gram for disadvantaged children. That 
program is now Chapter 1 of the 1981 
legislation. 

Carl Perkins left his mark on virtual­
ly every federal education program that 
exists today. He had a smoothness in 
moving legislation along that belied his 
soft-spoken manner, and he was known 
for getting his way in Congress. As a 
general in Lyndon Johnson's War on 
Poverty, he helped to get the poverty 
program enacted by a single vote in the 
mid-1960s. 

Carl saw the entwining of health care 
and education in a way that no one else 
did, remembering his own youth in the 
Kentucky mountains. And because he 
knew that no one could teach a hungry 
child, he was instrumental in creating 
the federal school lunch program in 1966. 

He helped bring about the programs 
in vocational education and vocational 
rehabilitation that we take for granted 
today. When the Elementary and Secon­
dary Education Act was revised in 1972 
and 1978, he was there to look out for the 
interests of the nation's schoolchildren. 
He fought to save federal education 
funds from the cuts of the past few 
years, and he was almost directly 
responsible for the more than $15 billion 
in federal funds going into education this 
year. 

Carl Perkins' greatest strength as a 
legislator came from his ability to repre­
sent the nation as a whole without forget­
ting the people from whom he had come, 
the poor and needy who were his friends 
and constituents in Eastern Kentucky's 
7th District. 

Although he moved in the halls of 
power, he never.forgot his compassion 
for the disadvantaged. He was able to 
use the power he gained through his 
seniority in Congress to speak up for 
those who were powerless to speak for 
themselves. 

He was always a champion of the 
poor, striving to give everyone an equal 
shot at the brass ring, to see that every 
child in America had the same oppor­
tunity for full and complete development 
of body and mind. 

Someone else has said that if Ken­
tucky had a Mount Rushmore, Carl 
Perkins would be on it. His image lives 
on in our hearts, and his real monument 
is what he was able to bring about in the 
minds of Americans through his dream 
of an equal education for all. 

Let us all work to keep that dream 
alive.

We have examined the statements of assets and liabilities arising from 
cash transactions of Thomas D. Lafferty, Jr., County Court Clerk of Floyd 
County, Kentucky as of November 9, 1983 and March 31, 1984 and the re1ated 
statements of receipts and disbursements and excess fees for the periods 
from February 25, 1983 through November 9, 1983 and March 31, 1984. Our 
examination was made in accordance with generally accepted auditing 
standards, the Standards for Audit of Governmental Organizations. Pro­
&rams. Activities and Functions. issued by the Comptroller General of the 
United States and the Audit Guide for County Fee Officials. issued by the 
Auditor of Public Accounts, Commonwealth of Kentucky. Accordingly, our 
examination included such tests of the accounting records and such other 
auditing procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances. 

The accompanying financial statements are prepared on the cash basis 
as prescribed or permitted by the State Local Finance Officer, pursuant 
to KRS 68.210. Consequently, certain revenues and the related assets are 
recognized when received rather than when earned, and certain expens~ 
are recognized when paid rather than when a liability is incurred. Accor­
dingly, the accompanying financial statements are not intended to present 
financial position and results of operations in conformity with generally 
accepted accounting principles. 

In our opinion, the financial statements referred to above present fairly 
the assets and liabilities arising from cash transactons of Thomas D. Laf­
ferty, Jr., County Court Clerk of Floyd County, Kentucky as of November 
9, 1983 and March 31, 1984 and the receipts and disbursements and excess 
fees for the periods February 25, 1983 through November 9, 1983 and March 
31, 1984 on the basis of accounting described above applied on a basis con­
sistent with that of the preceding period. 

We did not conduct a study and evaluation of internal accounting control 
as we concluded that the audit could be performed more efficiently by ex­
panding substantive audit tests. Therefore, we placed very little reliance 
on the internal accounting control system. 

We also conducted tests of compliance with state laws and regulations, and 
unless otherwise noted below, the tested items were in compliance with 
applicable state laws and regulations. During our examination, nothing 
came to our attention to cause us to believe that the untested items were 
not in compliance. 

Areas of noncompliance are as follows: 

Failure to Issue Receipts 
The County Court Clerk failed in some instances to issue receipts as re­
quired by KRS 64.840. 

Publication of Financial Statement 

The County Court Clerk failed to publish an annual statement for this term 
of office, resulting in a violation of KRS 424.220 .. 

Disallowed Disbursements 
The County Court Clerk's disbursements included payments which were 
not allowed on the Computation of Excess Fees. We have deducted these 
payments from the disbursements totals as shown on page 6 of this report. 
We refer the fiscal court to Note 2 of our report.. 

The fiscal court may at its discretion agree to accept any or all of the 
amount shown as "Deputies Salaries in excess of Fiscal Court Order". Any 
amount accepted by the fiscal court would serve to decrease the amount 
of excess fees due for the particular audit period.

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The Right To Representation 
By JIM KELLY, 

Social Security District Director, 
Big Sandy Area 

Most people who have business deal­
ings with Social Security handle their 
own affairs with some help from Social 
Security personneL So our aim is to 
make certain that those entitled to 
benefits get them, and we even help ap- · 
plicants establish their right to them. 

However, a person who wishes to be 
represented in his or her dealings with 
Social Security may arrange for this. 
The representative may be a lawyer or 
any other qualified person. Social 
Security personnel are prepared to 
assist by providing a list of legal service 
organizations, such as the Legal Aid 
Society or State or local bar associa­
tions, from which the names of attorneys 
may be obtained. 

There are some limits on who may 
represent a person in his or her dealings 
with Social Security. First, the represen­
tative must be an individual, not a cor­
poration or organization. 

Second, a person cannot act as a 
representative if he or she has been pro­
hibited from engaging in such activities 
because of having violated provisions of 
the Social Security law.

Cable T.V. Signal Thieves 
Put On Notice 

The Floyd County Cable TV Association announces today 
the beginning of a concentrated effort to locate and prosecute, 
to the full extent of the law, all cable TV thieves in their local 
cable system. 

The association stated that they are now in possession of 
the new State of the Art Electronic Detect ion gear t hat wi II 
enable them to quickly pinpoint all unlawful hookups on the 
cable systems, once they begin the procedure the first of 
September. 

The group said they decided to conduct the search when 
it became evident that there were hundreds of these illega l 
hookups within their systems. 

Third, under certain conditions a cur­
rent or former employee of the Govern­
ment may not be able to act as a repre­
sentative. Further details about this 
restriction may be obtained from any 
Social Security office. 

Once a representative is decided upon, 
the appointment must be made in 
writing. A form fo.r this purpose is 
available at any Social Security office. 
The representative's authority ends 
when final action is taken in the case or 
when the person being represented asks 
that it end.
