EQUIPMENT STOOD IDLE last week on the Pikeville site of a planned supermarket where toxic 
wastes have been discovered. Work on construction of a new Piggly Wiggly store on the William­
son road will be held up at least until environmental officials can determine the extent of con­
tamination of the area by PCB, a chemical linked to liver cancer in test animals and various 
disorders in persons exposed to it for long periods. 

The area apparently became polluted over a period of years when junked transformers, con­
taining a lubricant rich in PCBs, were handled by a scrap metal yard which formerly occupied 
the site.

The nationwide problem of what to do 
with industry's prolific and often toxic 
wastes has turned up close to home. 
And, while eastern Kentucky is no 
stranger to the threat posed by industry 
to the environment and to public health, 
the current threat appears to be the first 
of its kind in this area. 

An official with the Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protectiol'l Cabinet 
confirmed yesterday (Tuesday) that soil 
taken recently from a Pikeville con­
struction site contains a chemical known 
to be toxic to fish and other wildlife and 
potentially hazardous to humans. 

Jim Jarman, an investigator with the 
Cabinet's waste management division, 
said laboratory tests indicate that soil 
taken Nov. 20 from a site on KY 119 ad­
jacent to the Piggly Wiggly Super­
market in the Town and Country shop­
ping center contains a high concentra­
tion of polychlorinated biphenyl <PCB). 

Synthetic compounds used in various 
industries, PCBs are very slow to break 
down in soils and streams. They have 
long been known to cause toxic effects 
in workers exposed to them over long 
periods and, in test animals, have been 
associated with reproductive problems 
and liver cancers. 

. While PCBs have turned up recently 
in the western Kentucky counties of 
Simpson, Hopkins and Grayson, Jerry 
Hurst, manager of field operations for 
the state Division of Water, said this 
week he had never heard before of a 
single incident of PCB contamination in 
eastern Kentucky. 

The possibility of a hazard here came 
to light about six weeks ago when an en­
vironmentalist with the Pike County 
Health Department noticed prepara­
tions under way for construction on a 
former junkyard site where electrical 
transformers had once been dumped. 

Gary Coleman, the department's en­
vironmental coordinator, said he and his 
colleagues had been alerted by publica­
tions of the National Environmental 
Health Association that the oil used as 
a lubricant in some electrical trans­
formers is rich in PCBs. "We were a lit­
tle suspicious, so we ca.Jled Natural 
Resources ," he said last week. "We 
don't know if there's any problem but, 
if there is, we didn't want it covered up." 

It might literally have been covered 
up, had not Williamson Piggly Wiggly, 
Inc. voluntarily halted construction at 
the site pending the completion of lab 
tests on the soil. The firm plans to build

a new store there after rechanneling 
nearby Ferguson Creek and filling the 
site. 

"We had no reason to suspect there 
might be a problem there," said com­
pany manager Jack Smith. "If there is, 
and it can be corrected, we will do 
whatever has to be done to correct it." 

What that will take depends on how 
extensive the PCB contamination turns 
out to be, said investigator Jarman. The 
level of PCBs in the soil he sampled last 
month was a high 1000 parts per million, 
but further tests will need to be con­
ducted to determine what area is involv­
ed, he said. 

Before the laboratory results were 
released, Bob Prewitt, the waste 
management division's environmental 
project coordinator, said that, if the PCB 
concentration at the Pikeville site pro­
ved less than 50 parts per million, Pigg­
ly Wiggly's plan to fill the site with seven 
feet of compacted soil and top it with 
bitumen would provide adequate protec­
tion. If the concentration was higher, the 
contaminated soil would have to be 
removed, he -said.

Water District 
Plans Extension 
Into Two Areas 

With seven projects recommended for 
help in extending Beaver-Elkhorn Water 
District services to rural areas, the 
district at this time is not financially 
able to make extensions to more than 
two. and that will be difficult, Monroe 
Vanderpool, Beaver-Elkhorn chairman, 
said last week. 

In announcing the award of $58,433 
from the Area Development Fund, Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins said the money 
was to go toward. the purchase of 
materials for extension of water ser­
vices to Salyers Branch, Stephens 
Branch, Caney Fork. Buck's Branch, 
Hollybush, Simpson Branch and Cold 
Water . All are sections where residents 
must depend upon private wells, coal 
banks and possibly contaminated sur­
face sources for their water. 

But at this time extension of lines will 
be made only into Salyers Branch and 
Stephens Branch. "It's hard for people 
to understand, but we just don't have the 
money to do all or any more of these jobs 
at this time," Vanderpool said. 

And Salyers Branch and Stephens 
Branch will present their problems, he 
said. One of these is the cost of getting

• Eastern Star Order Loses 
As Eastern Bar Winner 

After first being turned down by the 
state whiskey and beer administrators, 
the state Alcoholic Beverage Control 
Board has agreed to issue a restaurant 
wine license and a retail beer license to 
owners of an establishment at Eastern 
which drew criticism recently from a 
women's organization here. 

The bid by Tony Ray Crum and 
Ballard Crum, of Eastern, and Kenneth 
Roberts, of Garrett, to open the Eastern 
Star Lounge at the mouth of Goose 
Creek in October angered members of 
the Order of Eastern Star, who said they 
did not want their name linked with li­
quor sales. 

On the basis of protests by that 
organization and its male counterpart, 
Zebulon Masonic Lodge, Distilled Spirits 
Administrator D.B. Grugin and Malt 
Beverage Administrator Martin J. 
Hogan subsequently turned down the 
wine and beer license applications. 

The applicants appealed the decision 
to the full ABC board however, and, in 
a hearing on their appeal last Tuesday, 
the panel said the petitions submitted by 
the protesting groups contained no statu­
tory ground on which the licenses could 
be denied. 

Tony Crum, whose name appears on 
the applications, has no disqualifying 
convictions and is otherwise qualified to 
hold the licenses, and the premises in 
question are large enough to qualify for 
a restaurant license, the board found. 

In an order signed Monday by Chair­
man Edward A. Farris, the board 
ordered that the disputed licenses be 
issued. 

The applicants were represented by 
Prestonsburg attorney Phillip D. 
Damron. The protestors were not pre­
sent at the hearing, nor were they 
represented by legal counsel.

Is Made More Attractive 
Floyd teachers thinking of retiring 

this year got a little nudge last week 
from the Board of Education, which 
voted to pay them for 30 percent of any 
unused sick days if they choose to step 
down. 

The bonus came as an amendment to 
a plan adopted by the board in 
September in an effort both to curb 
abuse of sick leave among teachers and 
to encourage early retirement. 

While the bonus plan may cost the 
school district $10,000 this year, school 
officials believe it will save money in the 
long run by cutting down on the use of 
substitute teachers and by opening up 
jobs to teachers at the bottom end of the 
pay scale. Hiring substitute teachers to 
replace regular teachers off on sick 
leave cost the school district $100,000 last 
year. 

The incentive scheme should boost the 
school district's teacher attendance 
rate, a factor considered by state of­
ficials in rating school systems, noted 
Assistant Supt. Ray Brackett, who 
devised the plan. 

As onginally adopted by the board in 
September, teachers retiring the first 
year they are eligible would be paid for 
30 percent of their daily pay for any 
unused sick days. Those retiring these­
cond year after becoming eligible would 
be recompensed at a rate of 22.5 per 
cent; in the third year, 15 percent; and 
in the fourth year or later. 7.5 percent. 

In the amendment adopted Wednes­
day , all teachers with at least 30 years' 
service who choose to retire this year 
will be paid for their unused sick leave 
at a rate of 30 percent of their current 
salary. 

In recompensing teachers for unused 
sick days, Floyd joins a growing number 
of school districts to have adopted the 

policy since a 1980 state law authorized 
the practice. Prior to adoption of the new 
policy, teachers could accumulate unus­
ed sick time indefinitely at the rate of 10 
days a year but received no compensa­
tion on retirement for the days accrued. 

The system meant that teachers with 
accumulated sick time were tempted to 
use it regardless of need, Brackett ex­
plained. Under the new system, the 
bonus for unused sick leave will be add­
ed to the teachers' final-year salary, and 
will permanently enhance their retire­
ment benefits.

Stumbo Says Removal 
Of Tolls An Obligation 

I have written the following letter to 
Transportation Secretary Floyd Poore. 
with copies sent to various legislative 
leaders : 

It has come to my attention that a 
recommendation will be proposed at the 
,urging of Representative Bob Jones that 
the tolls on the Mountain Parkway re­
main after the expiration of the 20-year 
bond indebtedness payoff for which they 
were originally authorized." I would call 
to your attention the fact that Represen­
tative Jones proposed a similar plan 
which was included in the 1984 budget 
proposal. but was rejected and stricken 
from the final version of the budget. I 
think this indicates the clear intent of the 
Legislature that such a proposal is not 
acceptable . . 

I ask you to join with me in opposing 
any such measure a nd I strongly urge 
you on behalf of myself and my fellow 
eastern Kentuckians to support us in this 
matter to see that the tolls are remov­
ed as originally promised. The people of 
eastern Kentucky were led to believe 
that this would be the case and I feel that 
state government must, to remain 
creditable in the eyes of the people of 
this Commonwealth, live up to the 
obligation. . 

To put it quite frankly, I am "damn 
mad" that Representative Jones would 
even offer such a suggestion. As a 
counter proposal it might be that we 
should consider placing tolls on all 
roads, including the interstate highways 
which his constituents use without 
special fees or tolls. To allow this prac­
tice to go unchecked will have deep 
ramifications. What will happen on the 
other toll roads that cross our state? Are 
we setting a dangerous precedent, and, 
if so. what do the people that rely upon 
these roads have to look forward to? 

I suppose the tone of this Jetter is 
anger and disbelief in the fact that a 
member of the Legislature such as 
Representative Jones can be so narrow­
minded and so irresponsible as to sug­
gest that our state government should 
not live up to the promises and obliga­
tions that were made in the past. 

I would further state that any attempt 
on behalf of state government to allow 
the tolls to remain past the expiration 
dates will meet with Legislative action 
in the 1986 General Assembly.

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company folded in December, 1979-Joe 
Stone, of Coal Run, operated Libby Iron 
and Metal Co. ~n the spot where Piggly 
Wiggly now plans to build its store. 
Before Stone took over, the scrap metal 
yard had been run by Frank A. Kotkin 
for 26 years, he said. Both men bought 
junked electrical transformers-most of 
them knocked out of commission by 
lightning-from Kentucky Power Com­
pany. 

At their core, the bulky transformers 
contained a reservoir of colorless oil, "so 
clear," said Stone, "when you looked in 
the top you could see the bottom." 

Most of the transformers Stone sold 
untouched to Baker Iron and Metal in 
Lexington: they were too hard to break 
open and Stone had no facilities for 
disposing of the oil. Only the smaller 
models-small enough they could be 
handled by two men using a light 
crane-were stripped down at the Pike­
ville site, their copper retrieved for 
salvage. 

Oil routinely spilled from the 
transformers during handling, Stone 
said. The oil collected from trans­
formers broken down on site was burn; 
ed for warmth in the winter months, he 
said, and was otherwise saved for R.E. 
Greer--{)nce his business partner and an 
airplane pilot-who used it to help set­
tle the dust on the runway at the old 
Pikeville airport. 

Greer died of cancer in 1982. He was 
46. His father, E.W. Greer, who still 
operates Greer Iron and Metal Co. on 
Robinson Creek, said the tumor that 
claimed his son was first discovered in 
a kidney and later spread to his lungs. 

Stone insists the amount of oil spread 
on the airport runway was small-less 
than 200 gallons, he estimates, over the 
four or five years Greer collected it. The 
runway, which lies just north of the 
residential Pauley Addition, was black­
topped about seven years ago. The air­
port was closed in March last year. 

Nor does the former scrap metal 
dealer- he is now an auto salesman­
anticipate that contamination of the 
junkyard site will prove extensive. "One 
spot, perhaps 40 feet by 40, will be 
saturated," he predicted "but it 
shouldn't go much farther ttin that." 

If further tests indicate that a large 
volume of soil must be excavated and 
removed from the Piggly Wiggly site, 
the problems of disposing of it will be 
just beginning, said Prewitt, of the waste 
management division. No hazardous 
waste landfill in the country is current­
ly authorized by the Environmental Pro­
tection Agency to receive PCBs, the en­
vironmentalist said. 

Whatever the quantity of oil that 
seeped over the years into the soil at Lib­
by Iron and Metal, it had but a short 
journey to the stream skirting the 
junkyard perimeter- Ferguson Creek, 
a tributary of the Big Sandy River. 

Bill H. Howard, Prestonsburg Utiliti~ 
superintendent, said ~pies fr:em tllis 
city's water supply are sent away twice 
a year for chemical analysis . No PCB 
contamination has been reported, he 
said. Jerry Hurst, of the state Division 
of Water, said his office had never had 
reason to test the water here for PCBs. 

In recent years, the sale and use of 
PCBs have been strictly controlled by 
federal law. Leon Huffman,· an; ad­
ministrative assistant with Kentucky 
Power, said that, as far as he knows, the 
oil in transformers used by the power 
company no longer contains the toxic 
chemicals. 

The highly chlorinated organic com­
pounds were once widely used in the 
manufacture of transformers and 
capacitators, however, and workers ex· 
posed to them over a long period 
sometimes complained of skin lesions, 
swelling of the hands and face, digestive 
disturbances, and impotence. 

Although the extent of PCB distribu­
tion is unknown, health officials think a 
significant proportion of the population 
has been affected by contamination of 
the human food chain. RePQrts of 
elevated levels of PCBs in fish in the 
Great Lakes led to controls on commer­
cial fishing there about 10 years ago. 

But all that was unknown to Joe Stone 
as he warmed his hands over a pot of 
burning oil in his junkyard days and 
even thought of converting his home fur­
nace to burn the clean-looking fluid. 
"Far be it from us to know there was 
anything dangerous about it," he said 
last week. "We're all getting wiser."

The custom of putting toys and other 
presents into a stocking on Christmas 
Eve started in Germany and arrived in 
England and the U.S. in the 1800s. 
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Fred Newsome sided with Adams, per­
suaded in part by his argument that the 
board had earlier committed itself to 
building a middle school next and last 
year bought a seven-acre tract at 
Lancer for that purpose. Dr. Mary Hall, 
who said two new high schools were 
needed in the Left Beaver section she 
represents, reluctantly agreed to build 
the middle school next. 

Discussion of the district's building 
needs was prompted by a plan recently 
proposed by the buildings and grounds 
division of the state Department of 
Education. The plan called for construc­
tion of a new high school and four new 
elementary schools and substantial 
alterations at eight more grade schools. 

A new elementary school at Allen 
should be top priority, said the state 
panel, followed by an eight-room addi­
tion at Clark Elementary, a 12-room ad­
dition at Betsy Layne Elementary, and 
a new high school to replace McDowell 
and Wheelwright high schools, located 
somewhere between the two. 

The state plan abandoned the middle 
school concept, which state and Floyd 
officials had earlier agreed on. Floyd 
should stay with its traditional K8-4 
structure-elementary schools housing 
students in kindergarten and the first 
eight grades, high schools for students 
in grades nine through 12- the state plan 
said. 

But the plan proposed by Supt. 
Grigsby and approved by the Floyd 
board Wednesday calls for a K5-3-4 
structure in the Prestonsburg area (the 
proposed middle school housing grades 
six, seven and eight), a K 6-6 plan in the 
Left Beaver section <with new high 
schools at McDowell and Wheelwright 
each to accommodate grades seven 
through 12) , with the KS-4 plan to be re­
tained in the rest of the county. 

As Adams and Campbell argued over 
whether the Prestonsburg or Allen 
school should be built first, Duff said 
both schools could be built in the next 
few years if Floyd voters would accept 
a property tax increase next May. 

A hike of 15 cents per $100 of assessed 
valuation- an extra $45 on a home 
assessed at $30,ooo--would yield $600,000 
or more in revenue, which could enable 
the county to borrow $6 million or more 
for construction, Duff estimated. 

The building plan approved by the 
Floyd board- it must now be reconcil­
ed with the substantially different plan 
proposed by the s tate- lists the follow­
ing projects in order of priority: 

- A new middle school at Prestons­
burg; elementary school at Allen; high 
school at McDowell ; high school at 
Wheelwright; elementary school at 
Garrett. 

- Renovate and add eight classrooms 
at Prater; add eight rooms at Betsy 
Layne Elementary; renovate and 
redesign Allen Central High; add six 
rooms at Betsy Layne High; renovate 
and add six rooms at Prestonsburg 
High. 

- Build a new grade school at Martin ; 
add a second floor at Harold; build a 
new central office facility ; renovate 
Prestonsburg Elementary; renovate 
Clark. 

- Renovate Wayland and Melvin 
grade !?Chools, in each case adding a 
multi-purpose area to double as lunch 
room and physical education room; 
renovate Maytown school, with the ad­
dition of a p.e . facility ; rebuild 
warehouse on site of old Allen Elemen­
tary School; renovate Osborne school 
and add p.e. facility; renovate Stumbo 
school with addition of p.e. facility and 
four classrooms.

You 
don't really appreciate a policeman un-
til you need one, and I have had the ser­
vices of the whole force not only work-
ing on this case, but also caring enough, 
when I called in, to even ask if anything 
had happened since they had gone off 
duty. I will sleep much better from now 
on knowing these men are there, and so 
should you. 

Also, just in passing, I resent taxes 
just like everyone else, but I have 
figured up that the services I have 
received these past two weeks have cost 
me 42 cents a day. Perhaps we should 
look into considering paying these men 
a little more, considering the fine job 
they are doing. That 42¢ includes all ci­
ty services, such as fire, and other things 
the city is doing that we too often take 
things for granted. I, for one, will be 
looking at our police cars, and our fine 
young men in a different fashion than I 
have before. I would like to suggest that 
the rest of our citizens realize and ap­
preciate what a great blessing we have 
in our police force, and how lucky we are 
to have them.

HRMC Depts. Get More Elbow Room

Recovery Room and Out-Patient Services Supervisor Nancy 
Hall, RN, and Surgical Aide Leath a Osborne unpack and store 
supplies in Highlands Regional Medical Center's new out­
patient surgery area. OPS moved into the new area the 
weekend of Nov. 30, and is one of several departments that 
have moved into new quarters as part of the $10 million renova­
tion of the Medical Center. 

Highlands Regional Medical Center's $10 million expansion is nearing com­
pletion, and several departments have moved into their new facilities since 
their highly-publicized move of the Emergency Department on Oct. 1. 

Surgery, including the operating room, out-patient surgery and recovery 
room, moved into new areas, the weekend of Nov. 30. 

"The new areas are much bigger as well as more strategically located," 
said Lois Burchett, R.N. , director of Surgical and Ambulatory Care at 
Highlands Regional. "The moves went very smoothly. In fact, we had an 
emergency C-section come up while the moves were in progress, and the opera­
tion was done without a hitch in the new operating room." 

The Respiratory Therapy Department has also moved into new quarters 
on the second floor, above the main lobby. While this is not actually part 
of the expansion, it is part of the renovation project as a whole. 

"Our new facilities are much more spacious than the old," said RT Technical 
Director Alex Killion. "We now have much more room in which to work, plus 
the capability of housing new equipment. It all means we can do an even bet­
ter job of helping patients with breathing difficulties cope with them and live 
their lives to the fullest." 

Radiology, or x-ray, is moving into new quarters on the first floor of the 
addition. "We're spreading the total move out over a matter of weeks," said 
Ken Addington, technical director of radiology. "This is helping us do its 
smoothly, with no interruption in patient services at all. Our new area gives 
us both more space and a better layout. Each individual job should now take 
Jess time, saving time for patients as well as for us. " 

HRMC Construction Engineer James Y. "Sonny" Goble says the renova­
tion is more than 95 percent complete. "We should be completely finished with 
construction by Jan. 15, and that's more than a month earlier than the con­
tract calls for,' ' Goble said.

Q. My sister and I just found out that 
our mother has cancer of the 1,1terus. Is 
uterine cancer one of the cancers that 
runs in families? What are the risk fac­
tors for cancer of the uterus? 

; A. Although no direct cause has yet 
been identified, a family history of 
cancer of the uterus is not believed to in­
crease a woman's risk for this disease. 
A number of other factors appear to be 
more important. ' 

Cancer of the uterus is the third most 
common cancer of women in the United 
States. During the 1970s, the incidence 
of this cancer increased. Now, both the 
incidence of and the death rate are drop­
ping off. The average woman's risk of 
developing uterine cancer over her 
lifetime is 2.4 percent. It is most often 
diagnosed in women between 60 and 70 
years of age. 

Some of the important risk factors for 
uterine cancer include obesity, giving 
birth to few or no children, early start 
to menstruation, late age at menopause 
and high socio-economic status. Most of 
these risk factors are linked to hormone 
imbalances, especially excess estrogen 
being produced. Specifically: 

-Obese women are twice as likely to 
develop cancer of the uterus as women 
of normal weight. This risk increases 
with more weight. 

-Women who have never had 
children are at a high risk, particularly 
those who have a history of infertility. 
Women who have four or more children 
are one-third as likely to develop uterine 
cancer as these women. 

-Post-menopausal women who use 
estrogen replacement therapy to control 
symptoms of menopause may be at in­
creased risk. The risk increases with 
length of use and dosage. A recent 
decrease in the use of replacement 
estrogens is linked with the decrease 
seen in uterine cancer cases.

Guiding principles proposed for a 
career-ladder system for Kentucky 
schools are being sent to all Kentucky 
schoolteachers, administrators and 
education groups for their review and 
recommendations. 

The 1'1-point statement was adopted 
by the Career Ladder Development 
Committee, an advisory group named 
by Gov. Martha Layne Collins, at a 
meeting in Louisville on Nov. 29 and 30. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said teachers would be 
asked to say whether they agree or 
disagree with the principles proposed for 
the development of the career ladder 
and to suggest alternatives and modifi­

, cations. 
"A properly designed career-ladder 

plan can play an important role in im­
proving the quality of classroom instruc­
tion,'' she said. ''We want to make sure 

Launch Wood Heat 
Safety Campaign 

A major ongoing program to 
enhance the safety of wood heating 
devices is being conducted by the safe­
ty department of Kentucky Farm 
Bureau and KFB Mutual Insurance 
Company. 

The program has been activated, ac­
cording to Morris Johnson, executive 
vice president of Farm Bureau In­
surance. in response to mounting 
evidence that unsafe installation, 
maintenance and operation of wood 
stoves. fireplaces. and fireplace in­
serts pose a major safety and fire risk 
in Kentucky. 

The Farm Bureau program is focus­
ing on efforts to educate homeowners 
about the importance of proper in­
stallation of stoves and inserts. safe 
clearances from combustible 
materials and regular cleaning of 
chimneys to avoid fires. 

Johnson said the safety campaign 
entails preparation of special media 
materials for Kentucky newspapers 
and broadcast outlets. training of 
Farm Bureau Insurance personnel to 
spot unsafe wood heat units. 

A booklet covering many aspects of 
wood heating safety is being made 
available to Farm Bureau members on 
request. An order form for the booklet 
is to be included in homeowner in­
surance billings this fall. The same 
brochure will soon be available in 
county Farm Bureau offices across the 
state. 

Farm Bureau has enlisted the sup­
port of the Tennessee Valley Authority 
in its efforts to reduce wood heat risks. 
TV A is considered a pacesetter in the 
field, and is providing printed 
materials and conducting staff train­
ing meetings around the state. 

Farm Bureau Insurance is devoting 
special attention to the wood heat pro­
blem because it poses "a substantially 
greater risk to life and property than 
many other traditional fire risk fac­
tors," according to Clete Thompson, 
vice president of underwriting for KFB 
Mutual. 

"A warm wood fire can be quite 
friendly and comforting on a winter 
day," Thompson said, "but it can turn 
quickly into a raging killer if precau­
tions aren't taken. We want to make 
sure that any savings on a 
homeowner's heat bill doesn't turn into 
a tragic Joss because of carelessness."

that all teachers are given the opportuni­
ty to have their views heard as the plan 
is being developed." 

There was overwhelming support 
among committee members for a key 
principle that gives the purpose of the 
plan as "improving the quality of 
classroom instruction, increasing the at­
tractiveness of teaching and encourag­
ing the recognition and retention of high­
quality teachers." 

Committee members were in strong 
agreement that the career-ladder plan 
should not be an alternative to an ade­
quate base salary for all teachers . 

They also agreed to be guided by the 
statutory provision that "any currently 
employed teachers may apply for ad­
mission to the professional ladder pro­
gram at any time in the future or choose 
to remain on the current ranking 
system." 

Several of the principles adopted by 
the committee define the specific re­
quirements of a career-ladder plan. 
Among them is one saying that the 
career ladder should contain salary 
levels that differentiate enough to make 
attaining the various levels financially 
attractive to teachers. 

The committee also said the plan 
should be based on continuous, com­
prehensive evaluation of teacher 
performance, both in the classroom and 
on other indicators associated with ef­
fective classroom practices. . 

It stressed that the career-ladder plan 
should provide appropriate training of 
those who evaluate teachers and that the 
ladder should be open for teachers to 
progress without arbitrary caps or 
quotas. 

The career ladder, as envisioned by 
the committee, should contain an appeal 
process providing for prompt and im­
partial review, and the plan should 
specify a process for administration, 
periodic review and evaluation of the 
career-ladder system. 

In addition, the plan should provide 
"transferability" of career status 
among Kentucky districts and enable a 
teacher to move to a lower level either 
by choice or on the basis of an unaccept­
able performance review, the commit­
tee said. 

The committee was named as a result 
of legislation approved by the 1984 
General Assembly and is headed by 
Wade Mountz, a Louisville hospital ad­
ministrator. Its plan for a career ladder 
is to be submitted to Collins and the In­
terim Joint Committee on Education by 
July 1. 

Dr. Donald Hunter, the committee's 
staff director, said the committee hoped 
to review reactions to the principles 
from educators in February and would' 
then begin drafting its plan.

2-Acre Permits 
Set for Study 

The state's Natural Resources 
Cabinet will begin immediately to step 
up enforcement actions to curb abuse of 
two-acre mining permits and explora­
tion notices, according to Cabinet 
Secretary Charlotte Baldwin. 

The Department for Surface Mining 
also announced that some applications 
for two-acre permits will be reviewed in 
the central offices in Frankfort instead 

· of in the seven regional offices where 
technical reviews have been taking 
place. 

''This will enable our field office staffs 
to spend more time .on enforcement ac­
tivities," Baldwin said. "Moving the 
two-acre review out of the field offices 
will not cause unmanageable delays in 
the permitting process now that the 
transition permit backlog is far behind 
us." The Cabinet completetl (Sept. 15) 
the review of all permits awaiting final 

' decisions for the primacy program. 
The two-acre mining permit does not 

require as strict a standard as a permit 
for a mine disturbing more than two 
acres. In recent months the number of 
two-acre permits has dramatically in­
creased as have the instances of abuse 
leading to serious environmental 
damage. Additionally, the sale of coal 
from exploration sites is not allowed by 
law, and damage has resulted from il­
legal practices at these sites as well.

Jones His Job 

State Rep. Gregory Stumbo, who has 
challenged Rep.

Wildlife Group 
Vows To Re-Open 
Animal Shelter 

If it is economically feasible, his group 
intends to re-open the abandoned animal 
shelter on Middle Creek, Curtis Hughes, 
president of the Eastern Kentucky 
Wildlife Federation, told members of the 
Prestonsburg city council Monday. 

City Manager David Evans said he 
would try to have the 99-year lease now 
held by the Floyd County Humane Socie­
ty transferred to the conservation group, 
which already manages a wildlife refuge 
near Martin, and members of the coun­
cil pledged their support for the shelter 
project. 

His organization's biggest problem is 
" stray dogs and wild dogs," said Curtis. 
"And wild dogs begin, as you know, with 
stray dogs." 

Wild dogs are a major cause of injury 
to deer and feral cats are a threat to 
smal~r animals such as rabbits, squir­
rels and groundhogs, conservationists 
report. 

Curtis said the Floyd fiscal court has 
agreeo to contract with the Eastern 
Kentucky Wildlife Federation to run the 
animal shelter, which the county is re­
quired by law to Pf9vide. 

In response to a lawsuit filed by an 
Auxier woman, Floyd Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley recently ordered the coun­
ty to have the shelter operating again 
within a reasonable time. 

Curtis said his organization expects to 
receive financial support from county 
and city governments and from the 
public. Members' fees and revenue from 
advertising in the group's publication 
will also go toward the shelter's 
operating costs, he said. 

The Chesapeake Bay produces 33 per­
cent of the U.S. oyster catch and 50 per­
cent of the nation's tasty blue crabs, 
says the National Wildlife Federation.

That is what the county went into contract with them for.

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Writer Opposes State-Run Lottery 
The people of Kentucky will soon be asked to supply more money for the 

improvement of education, and with this in prospect the suggestion of a state 
lottery is heard more often. The following, written by Dale S. Ditto, a Stan­
ford, Ky. attorney, and published first in The Lexington Herald-Leader, 
presents a calm, effective argument against legalized gambling as a means 
of financing the education of youth.-Editor . 

In recent months, widespread support has been voiced for state lotteries 
as a means of financing educational improvement. The need for improving 
the quality of education throughout the state is unquestioned. But does the 
end justify the means? Lotteries pose some serious ethical, economic and 
sociological problems that must be recognized. 

Should government be in the business of exploiting its citizens by promoting 
the purchase of an item where few have a chance of winning, and most 
customers must lose? 

Men have been prosecuted for schemes like this. The government has passed 
numerous statutes, such as the mail-fraud statute, to protect its citizens from 
fraudulent promotions where the odds are heavily stacked against winning . 

Clearly a lottery being run by the private sector would be declared fraudulent 
criminal activity if run the way most states run them. A person has much 
better odds of winning in any casino or race track than in a state lottery. 

Proponents of a state lottery simply view it as a revenue-raising measure. 
But it is an exceptionally regressive means. Our tax system is designed to 
raise revenue for our government with those able to pay more allocated a 
greater tax burden. 

A lottery taxes those who can least afford it-those ignorant or gullible 
enough to buy a ticket. The rich are among the least likely to pay their share 
in the lottery for if they have the compulsion to gamble they will go to Atlan­
tic City or Las Vegas where the odds are better. 

The lottery is also a very inefficient means of raising revenue. For every 
dollar collected from its citizens, the government only keeps 10 cents to 30 
cents. Out of the lottery revenue collected from the people, a large share must 
go for expenses of selling and promoting the tickets, new games and gimmicks. 

The economic costs of lotteries are tremendous and have not been taken 
into account by many proponents. Resources of government would be diverted 
to managing the lottery, when they should be focused on meeting the needs 
of its citizens. Lotteries would have a dampening effect on all merchants since 
money normally spent on cars, clothes, food and furniture and appliances 
would now be spent on lottery tickets. The money taken from business by the 
lottery would have a ripple effect through our entire economy since each dollar 
normally spent in the economy is respent several times. 

The drain on the economy would be significantly greater than the actual 
dollar amount spent on lottery tickets. In addition to this, the government 
would lose tax revenue, including income and sales taxes, from all of the money 
spent on lottery tickets instead of consumer goods. 

If the state creates a lottery, part of society's manpower and resources would 
be allocated to a totally unproductive industry. Gambling creates no new 
wealth for society. Why not hire those persons to work in our schools rather 
than run lotteries? 

The social costs of lotteries are staggering. While it would take extensive 
study by social scientists to determine the full adverse effects of gambling, 
one does not need to be a social scientist to know that harm is caused when 
poor parents spend money on lottery tickets rather than food for their children. 
During the large Ohio lottery a few months ago, stories circulated of people 
mortgaging their house and laborers spending their entire paychecks purchas­
ing lottery tickets. Such shameful human tragedy should not be perpetrated 
by a government upon its people. 

Society needs to examine what lotteries do to people. Lotteries create false 
hopes. People look to them as a solution to financial problems rather than 
hard work and good financial management. Thousands lose for every one who 
wins. Those who lose money they can ill afford may be driven to gamble more 
or to steal to make up losses. And those who win big often have their lives 
disrupted and do not feel a need to work any longer. 

The moral problems of lotteries have not even been touched on. They can 
be most completely analyzed by ministers and theologians. But our Judea­
Christian heritage has consistently condemned gambling. And buying a lot­
tery ticket is a gamble, a poor one at that. 

Lotteries are the worst form of wealth redistribution. The state is promoting 
a scheme by which money is taken from thousands of people to make a few 
people wealthy. People place in lotteries the false hope of getting rich quick 
with no work. A strong and prosperous society cannot be created by exploiting 
this weakness in people. 

Lotteries are a state invention. Abolishing them would not be like Prohibi­
tion because people are not yet as addicted to them as to alcohoL Kentucky 
should not adopt a lottery, and Kentuckians should boycott the lotteries in other 
states to encourage their abolishment. 

We want our children to have the best education possible. But no amount 
of education can substitute for instilling the values of fairness, compassion, 
hard work and high moral standards. A lottery undermines these values. It 
is not the ticket for responsible leadership. Let's find a better way to finance 
the education of our children. 

Lotteries are not the solution to Kentucky's financial problems. A state can­
not gamble itself rich.

Lots of pretty things arrive in the mail 
at this time of year-Christmas cards 
and packages, new calendars, and 
beautifully colored 1985 seed catalogs 
that excite the gardener's heart, warm 
the gardener's blood, and thaw the 
gardener's frozen toes. Whether we 
order from catalogs or purchase at local 
garden centers, where do these seeds 
come from? 

The American seed industry today is 
very complex and competitive. The first 
commercial seedsman went into busi­
ness 200 years ago, in Philadelphia. 
Prior to that time all garden seed was 
imported from Europe, and was sold by 
general merchants, itinerant peddlers 
going door to door and horticulturally­
oriented people. And prior to that peo­
ple saved seed from their own plants, 
trading with friends and relatives to in­
crease their variety. This practice began 
to decrease as commercially produced 
seed became more available and 
inexpensive. 

Many importers found European seed 
inferior in quality and poorly ac­
climated; therefore domestic seed pro­
duction began to organize. Almost all 
seed was grown in the eastern United 
States in such areas as the lower Con­
necticut River Valley. Shaker com­
munities in eastern New York and 
western Massachusetts became well 
known for their high quality seed and 
their invention of the individual seed 
packet. But problems with humidity­
related diseases led to a shift in seed 
production after 1875 to more western 
regions where drier climates were more 
conducive to disease-free seed produc­
tion. 

Mail order catalogs were introduced 
in the late 19205. Initially, they were 
plain in design, lacking illustrations or 
color. After 1870 cover designs were add­
ed, and engravings were cut to illustrate 
special culti vars-many of these 
engravings are now being reproduced in 
special editions of current catalogs. Co­
lor was added to catalog covers in the 
late 18705, with the late 1800S and early 
1900s known as the golden age of seed 
catalog art. 

Unfortunately, as catalog illustration 
and color improved, so too did the 
imagination of catalog artists and 

'writers. Exaggerated pictures and 
descriptions became common-imagine 
harvesting onions the size of bowling 
balls! Today's catalogs may still contain 
hard-to-believe claims, but the photos

If you got a letter this week saying 
you're behind on your local taxes, you 
shouldn't blame her, County Clerk Carla 
Boyd wants people to understand. 

If fact, some county officials seemed 
so intent on putting distance between 
themselves and Mike Skaggs, the 
representative here for Eastern Ken­
tucky Credit Exchange, Inc., it seemed 
unlikely the agent would find a desk in 
the courthouse to set down his ledgers. 

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo in­
sisted Skaggs will be working out of the 
county clerk's office, but staffers in the 
clerk's office were equally insistent he 
would have his desk in the judge's office. 

There was agreement at any rate on 
the bill collector's telephone 
number-886-3820-and that's the 
number people should call if they have 
questions or gripes about their delin­
quent tax notices, Mrs. Boyd said. 

The dunning letters mailed out last 
week stem from a plan approved by the 
Floyd fiscal court in February, by which 
Eastern Kentucky Credit Exchange, of 
Paintsville, would try to collect unpaid 
taxes on personal property-autos, 
trucks, trailers, motorcycles, boats and 
the like-which have traditionally been 
the hardest for the sheriff to collect. 

State law allows private collection 
agencies to keep one-third of any back 
taxes they collect, and the Paintsville 
firm has contracted with the state 
Revenue Cabinet and various local 
governments to collect taxes which the 
sheriff has written off.

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Council Casts 
Wary Eye Upon 
New Cable Co. 

If any member of the Prestonsburg 
City Council had hoped for signs of bet­
ter things to come from the new cable 
television system operating here, their 
hopes may have been dashed during 
Monday night's city council meeting. 

Two officials of Consolidated Cable 
Group <CCG, for the sake of conve­
nience l appeared before the council 
and, among the first words heard by 

• council members were, "rate 
increase." 

A series of well-publicized conflicts 
between the council and CCG's 
predecessor. Cablentertainment, Inc., 
over the past several years centered 
around such things as poor service, 
poor reception and , most disturbing to 
the council, the seeming inability of the 
city to exert any real controls over the 
activities of the cable system here, 
which was instituted in the form of an 

• exclusive franchise. 
Now that a " new" company has 

moved in <although with many of the 
same officials as Cablentertainmentl 
council members once again find 
themselves apparently helpless in the 
face of a new rate increase. 

Hugh Buckner, vice-president of 
operations for CCG, cited a new federal 
ruling which allows cable systems to 
increase rates by five percent and he 
said a rate increase request will be 
made to become effective December 
31. Prestonsburg subscribers would pay 
$.45 more per month plus a $2.00 charge 
for a second household television set. 

Buckner, who said "the economics of 
this system are very poor." said the 
rate increase would allow CCG to 
upgrade the system, a feat, he stress­
ed, that "will not be accomplished 
overnight." 

• 
Councilmen Bill R. Collins and Paul 

Hunt Thompson expressed dismay that 
the cable company hadn't begun any 
improvement efforts or attempted any 
"show of good faith" before hitting 
Prestonsburg subscribers with a rate 
increase. "One of the problems with 
the cable system here has always been 
the bad attitude and lack of public rela­
tions." Thompson commented. "Now, 
you all seem to be continuing the same 
sort of thing." 

• 
City Manager David Evans said his · 

interpretation of the federal law which 
allows such increases would preclude 
the raising of rates by a new cable 
company for a minimum of two years. 
In addition, the council approved a mo­
tion to go on record as opposing any 
rate increase at the present time and 
Evans thinks this could block CCG's re­
quest even if they are in line legally 
with the federal ruling. 

"The franchise agreement stipulates 

• 
that the cable system will not increase 
rates without the notification and ap­
proval of the city council," he said. 
"They don 't have our approval and I 
think they would be guilty of breaking 
the franchise agreement if they act 
without our agreement. " 

Evans asked Marty Crawford, a CCG 
official who is familiar to council 
members through his long affiliation 
with Cablentertainment, why Blue Sky 
Motel had not been refunded money 

• which was overcharged them by 
mistake and which they had agreed to 
pay back . Crawford replied simply 
that it was Cablentertainment's pro­
blem and not a concern of the new 
system owner here. 

At the conclusion of the meeting with 
the cable officials, Councilman Collins 
said in summation: "I think this outfit 
is the biggest bunch of crooks this side 
of the state penitentiary." 

The largest group of citizens at Mon-
.day's meeting attended in hopes of 

hearing a ruling that might resolve a 
long dispute in West Prestonsburg in 
which residents of a narrow street 
there claim that an annex to the Free 
Will Baptist Church there was built on 
city right-of-way and has severely 
restricted traffic flow. Although the ci­
ty has been requested to force the 
church to move the structure, it was 
revealed at Monday's meeting that 
construction of the building was com-

~leted before the annexation of that 
•area into the Prestonsburg city limits. 

therefore, casting doubt on the city's 
jurisdiction in the dilemma. City At­
torney Larry Brown was given the 
okay by council on his suggestion that a 
suit for a declaratory judgment be 
made with the circuit court in order to 
determme if the matter is, legally, out 
of the city 's hands. 

In executive session, the council 
upgraded the ranks of three members of 

.the police department including 
Patrolman Mike Ormerod to Detective 
Sgt., and Gerald Clark and Greg Hall 
from patrolmen to sergeants. Two fire 
department members, Mike Wells and 
Bob Carpenter, Jr. , were promoted from 
firemen to sergeants.

It just 
proves, once again, that stars can shine 
on both sides of the camera. 

Seth is the producer-director of a new 
series of public service announcements 
<PSAs) aimed at preventing drug use 
among youth. 

Celebrities like Brooke Shields, David 
Hasselhoff, Adrienne Barbeau, Mr T 
and a bunch of "gremlins" have joined 
First Lady Nancy Reagan to star in the 
PSAs. Premiered by Mrs. Reagan at a 
luncheon during the National Federation 
of Parents for Drug Free Youth's recent 
national conference, the PSAs focus on 
the health risks caused by several illegal 
dr ugs, especially ma ri jua na and 
cocaine. 

ln one spot, actor Keye Luke, 
recreating his role as the original owner 
of "G1zmo" in the movie "Gremlins," 
gives a shor t lesson in the proper care 
and feeding of American teenagers, in­
cluding never letting them use illegal 
drugs. 

Other PSAs include Brooke Shields at 
a health spa, Adrienne Barbeau, sta r of 
recent horror films and the television 
series "Maude," in a fright over the 
da mage drugs do to young people, and 
" Knight Rider ," David Hasselhoff, 
discussing the risks of illegal drugs with 
his car, " Kit." 

And then there's Mr. T. He 's mad. 
Really mad. He has heard about " little 
k1ds doing drugs" and 1t turns his 
stomach."

State Board Defers 
Action on Small Buses 

The State Board of Education has 
deferred action on a proposed regulation 
establishing requirements for pupil­
transportation vehicles designed for 
fewer than 10 passengers. 

These vehicles, which include vans 
and panel trucks, are not classified as 
buses and are not covered by state 
regulations governing the inspection and 
maintenance of school buses. 

Under the regulation being considered 
by the board, all vehicles used to 
transport pupils would have to be ap­
proved by the Division of Pupil 
Transportation in the state Department 
of Education. After vehicles were ap­
proved, they would have to be entered 
on the local district's school bus 
inventory. 

The regulation would also establish 
safety and insurance requirements for 
the smaller vehicles. Aside from the 
transportation of handicapped pupils or 
the emergency transportation of pupils, 
their use would be limited to transpor­
ting pupils to and from areas not ac­
cessible by regular school buses.

The number of Kentucky high school 
students taking part in the advanced 
placement program of the College 
Board has doubled in the past 10 years 
but still Jags well behind the national 
average, a report from the College 
Board shows. 

The report does not give totals but 
shows a per capita participation of 32 
per 100,000 population in Kentucky, com­
pared with 15 per 100,000 in 1974 and 21 
per 100,000 in 1979. The national figure 
was 104 in 1984, compared with 38 in 1974 
and 68 in 1979. · 

Participation in the advanced place­
ment program is expected to increase in 
the coming years, Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald said, 
because of its linkage with the new Com­
monwealth Diploma program approved 
by the State Board of Education on Nov. 
23.

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Auditor Says Travel By Air Too Costly PRE-CHRISTMAS SALE 
State employees' use of aircraft rather 

than automobiles for local travel cost 
Kentucky taxpayers $87,000 during fiscal 

• years 1983 and 1984. 
That information is contained in a 

report released Monday by Mary Ann 
Tobin, state auditor of public accounts, 
on the use of state-owned and chartered 
aircraft. 

This review is the first in a series to 
be conducted by the Division of Audits 
for Economy and Efficiency which the 
state auditor recently added to her 

I 
office. 

• "The public demands better accoun­
tability for its tax dollars," Miss Tobin 

I said. "Our objective is to point out more 
efficient management practices which 
will result in more efficient use of these 
tax dollars I have made several recom­
mendations in the report to strengthen 
this operation." 

''The misuse of state funds reported 
here ($157,000) will almost operate the 
entire Economy and Efficiency Audit 
Division of my office for a full year," she 

• said. 
Miss Tobin said the report reveaJs that 

control measures currently in use do not 
adequately ensure (1) that both state­
owned and chartered aircraft are used 
for travel by state employees only in 
performance of official duties or (2) that 
the most economical method of 
transportation is used by them. Both 
these requirements are included in state 

• 
regulations for employees' official 
travel. 

The study deals with proper authoriza­
tion for air travel as well as the most 
economical use of transportation 
facilities. The present administration 
has shown marked improvement in 
reducing the amount of air travel be­
tween Frankfort and Louisville and 
Frankfort and Lexington as well as 
chartered flights for out-of-state travel. 
Miss Tobin said authorization for air 

• travel by the proper agency official re­
mains a problem. Better controls are 
needed in both areas, she said. 

The cost of using aircraft by Kentucky 
government officials was almost 
$835,000 for fiscal years 1983 and 1984. 
However, costs billed for using state­
owned aircraft do not sufficiently cover 
the operating cost, so the state's cost for 
this type travel is actually much greater 
than indicated. 

• The use of aircraft by the governor 
and lieutenant governor was not includ­
ed in this study. The cost of this service 
is included in the cost of operating the 
Department of Military Affairs and 
other state agencies. 

The Department of Military Affairs 
operates two state-owned helicopters for 
use by employees of state agencies 
traveling in an official capacity and 
charters privately owned aircraft as 
needed. Except for the offices of the 

• Governor and Lieutenant Governor, the 
agency using the aircraft is billed for the 
service. 

Additionally, the state owns five 
single-engine fixed-wing aircraft. One is 
assigned to the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife and four are assigned to State 
Police. 

For the period November, 1982 
through June 30, 1983, only 26 percent of 
flights by government employees using 

• 
chartered flights were properly 
authorized while only 20 percent of 
flights in state-owned aircraft received 
proper authorization. In fiscal year 1984, 
only 15 percent of chartered flights and 
20 percent of flights on state-owned air­
craft had the correct authorization. 

Miss Tobin said in many instances 
state agencies did not select the most 
economical mode of travel. The over­
riding factor in choosing the method of 
transportation appears to have been 

• convenience for the employees, she said. 
As an example, state employees used 

both state-owned and chartered aircraft 
for travel within the local area such as 
travel between Frankfort and Lexington 
and Frankfort and Louisville when 
state-owned automobiles could have 
been used at much less cost. The state 
maintains motor pools with approx­
imately 1,500 vehicles for use by all state 
agencies. Many of the employees using 
aircraft had a state automobile assign-

. ed to them for the exclusive use of their 
office at the time of the air travel. 

According to the State Auditor's 
report, the use of regularly scheduled 
commercial flights for out-of-state 
travel could have resulted in savings of 
almost $70,000 to the state. The primary 
reason for choosing chartered aircraft 
rather than more economical commer­
cial air travel again appears to be con­
venience to the employee. Some flights 
were chartered at a cost ranging from 
four to fourteen times greater than the 
cost of a commercial flight. In all in­
stances, there were from four to eigh­
teen commercial flights scheduled on 
the same day to the same destination as 
those chartered. 

In numerous instances, state 
employees used chartered aircraft for 
travel from the Frankfort-Lexington 
area to such places as Knoxville, 
Nashville, Chicago, New York, 
Washington, D.C., and other places 
regularly serviced on a daily basis by 
commercial airlines. 

One ins tance involved a flight 
chartered from Lexington to Baltimore 
at a cost of $3,245-14 times the $233 cost 
of an airline ticket. On the day of the 
travel, four different commercial flights 
were available. 

As another example, two employees 
chartered an atrcraft for a trip to St. 
Louis at a cost of $1,527, about seven 
times the $220 cost of commercial air­
fare. The trip could have been made on 
one of eight scheduled flights that day. 

The convenience and status 
associated with having a state-owned or 
chartered aircraft at one's disposal is 
clearly recognized. 

The report noted that in some in­
stances, such as surveys of mining ac­
tivities, land reclamation, and some law 
enforcement activities, the use of state­
owned or chartered aircraft is the onlv 
practical means of getting the job done 
and cost is not a major factor. 

Many flights were made to Covington 
to the Greater Cincinnati Airport to 
meet connecting flights. The average 
cost for the Covington trips using state­
owned and chartered aircraft was $356 
and $690, respectively . The cost for a 

round trip to Covington in a state-owned 
automobile is less than $50. 

During the two-year penod studied, 44 
such flights were made at a cost of 
$19,330. The same trips using a state­
owned automobile would have cost the 
state less than $2,200. 

Miss Tobin made several recommen­
dations which she said will help ensure 
the proper use of state-owned and 
chartered aircraft, as well as ensuring 
that travel by state employees is by the 
most economical means. She recom­
mended that heads of agencies establish 
written procedures that will: 

1. Set forth criteria and circumstances 
under which the use of aircraft will be

2. Fix responsibility within the using 
agency by designating the official 
authorized to approve aircraft use and 
to assure accountability for such 
decisions.

3. Require written approval of aircraft 
use in advance of the travel. In the event 
of an emergency requirement, the 
designated approving official could cer­
tify as to the emergency nature of the 
travel but would still be accountable for 
the approval decision.

Veterans' Day. 1984. seemed 
noticeably more solemn this year as 
the American public paused to honor 
its veterans and war dead. Finally, 
even. the young vets of the Vietnam 
tragedy were given their due as the na­
tion seemed to say, in apology. 
"Though the war may have been a 
mistake, you. too were heroes non­
theless. '' 

For a group of Kentucky National 
Guardsmen, who found themselves 
abruptly thrown into the some of the 
most horrific fighting of World War II, 
the combat in the Philippines which 
immediately followed the Japanese at­
tack on Pearl Harbor, the awarding of 
Bronze Stars after all these years, was 
particularly satisfying. 

A ceremony, Nov. 11, at the Harrods­
burg National Guard Armory recogniz­
ed the 37 survivors of Company D. 
192nd Light Tank Battalion, as well as 
the 29 members who have died. F1oyd 
countian, Corporal John Bud Reynolds. 
was one honored posthumously, his 
medal being sent to his brother, W. J . 
Reynolds. Jr., of Allen. 

According to a relative. Cpl. 
Reynolds and a fellow medic, who were 
"regular" army, were assigned to the 
National Guard unit because of their 
medical training and sent to Louisiana 
where they expected to be involved in 
training exercises. Instead, the unit. 
mostly comprised of Mercer countians, 
was called to active duty and sent to 
the Philippines in 1941, just 18 days 
before the attack on Pearl Harbor. lll­
prepared and poorly equipped for com­
bat, they became among the first 
ground troops to engage the enemy.

As part of the Philippine Defense 
Force, they fought against an over­
whelming Japanese army which final­
ly overran American troops in 1942, but 
the defenders are credited with holding 
off the Imperial Japanese forces long 
enough to give their country a chance 
to get back on its feet and upset the 
enemy's timetable for taking over the 
Pacific. Kentucky Adjutant Gen. Billy 
Wellman, who addressed the veterans 
at the ceremony. said, "The Philip­
pines defenders experienced what has 
gone down in history as one of the 
worst defeats in United States history, 
but in this defeat these soldiers bought 
the time it took to begin building the 
Army and defenses that it would 
ultimately take to bring victory over 
Japan." ?

FLOYD COUNTY GOVERNMENT ••• 
POLITICS AS USUAL 

My name is Hamlet Lovely. I was born and reared on Right Beaver 
.Creek here in Floyd County. My family and I have been lifelong 
residents of Floyd County and have tried to make a contribution to 
our county. 

Like most of you, I attended and graduated from the Floyd County 
School System. I studied civics a.nd government and thought that 
I understood how the American Democratic system worked. In our 
Nation, according to the civics books, all people were allowed to 
parti~ipate in government and no one was ever rewarded or 
punished because of their political beliefs. During the last few weeks, 
I have learned how our elected officials interpret Democracy. 

On November 8, 1984, I was called from the Floyd County Judge/ 
Executive's office and asked to attend the Fiscal Court meeting on 
Friday, November 9, for the purpose of being appointed to the 
Beaver Elkhorn Water Commission. I attended the meeting, was 
appointed and given the oath of office by the Floyd County 
Judge/Executive. I have known the Judge/Executive for some time, 
he has visited my home, I have visited his home. I have lived in my 
present home for the past 25 years. 

On December 5, 1984, at a special called meeting of the Fiscal Court, 
I was removed from the Water Commission. I don't know why I was 
qualified on November 9 and wasn't qualified on December 5. I 
attended one meeting of the Water Commission. I don't believe I 
did anything wrong or that my actions were upsetting to anyone, 
however, they must have been. The Judge/Executive signed an 

, order appointing me stating I was ''duly qualified'' to serve. Some 
have said that I am not qualified because I "don't live in the 
District.'' I live at the same place now as I did when I was appointed. 

• The Judge knew this when he signed the order saying I was "duly 
qualified.'' 

Why then would the Judge and his political friends decide that I 
shouldn't serve? Is there something he doesn't want the people to 
know about how Floyd County's business is conducted? Members 
of the Beaver Elkhorn Water Commission are honorable people. Like 
you and I, they o.nly want to serve the people of Floy~ County and 
make our county a better place to live and raise our families. I was 
honored to have been chosen to serve on the Water Commission. 
Certainly, I'm personally disappointed that I was removed before 
I had the opportunity to serve. More than the personal disappoint­
ment I feel, however, is my disappointment in elected leaders that 
continue to put petty political considerations ahead of the interest 
of the people.

FLAMMABLE COSMETICS 
Women should exercise some care when applying 

cosmetics. This includes reading the labels on cosmetics. 
Products containing hydrocarbons (the propellant in 
aerosols), high levels of alcohol (in some hair mousses 
and hairsprays, for example), and/or solvents (in nail 
polish and removers) are flammable. It is very unwise 
to smoke or light a match around these products or to ex­
pose them to an open flame. Once applied to hair or nails, 
the hydrocarbons, alcohol and solvents evaporate as does 
the fire hazard. Until then, treat such cosmetics with ex-

The University of Kentucky's food 
science program may be just the ticket 
for a student who is looking for a well­
paying and challenging career. 

There are two areas of emphasis in the 
UK program: scientific and consumer­
oriented. The College of Agriculture 
stresses the scientific aspect, while the 
College of Home Economics offers the 
consumer version. 

Dr. James Kemp, coordinator of the 
food sciences program for the College of 
Agriculture, said although the two-year­
old program is the newest in the college, 
the job possibilities for graduates are 
plentiful. 

"The job possibilities are excellent," 
he said. "We had more demand (for 
graduates) than students." Last year 
eight graduated from Kemp's program, 
but he said they could have placed 12 to 
15 students "without pushing." 

Dr. Linda Chen, home economics 
chairwoman, said her program has on­
ly five students in it, but she wishes she 
had more. 

"I'd like to have more," she said, 
"because the program is a very good 
opportunity." 

Kemp said some of his former 
students landed jobs with Kroger's, 
Kahn's meats and Pillsbury. None have 
graduated from Chen's portion of the 
program yel. 

The two colleges offer different cur­
ricula, though they do occasionally in­
tersect. Chen said that makes the pro 
gram even more valuable because a stu­
dent has access to faculty from two 
colleges. 

Departmental requirements for the 
College of Agriculture department of 
animal science's program include tak­
ing courses such as "food chemistry," 
" food microbiology," and "animal 
nutrition.'' 

The College of Home Economics 
department of nutrition and food 
sciences emphasizes the courses "food 
and the consumer," "food preserva­
tion," and "seminar in nutrition." 

"The career opportunities are attrac­
tive in this program," Kemp said. "in 
the food industry there are a lot of jobs." 

UK is the only school in Kentucky that 
offers this program, which is accredited 
by the Institute of Food Technologists.
