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Allen Span Job 
Let To Contract 
Early Planning 
Bids Are Asked 
On US 23 Gap 

Sometime next fall the heavy flow of 
traffic to and from US 23, old KY 80 and 
the town of Allen will be served by a new 
bridge spanning the Big Sandy River. 

The state Transportation Cabinet last 
week awarded the contract on the new 
span to C & C Contracting, of Williams­
burg, Ky. The contract covers .3 mile of 
grade, drain and surfacing, including 
the bridge and Its approaches-all on a 
bid of $1,812,132. 

Work is expected to begin within the 
next two weeks. Completion is expected 
"sometime next fall,'' a Division of 
Highways spokesman said. 

The new bridge will generally parallel 
the present span and will be located on 
its upstream side. Traffic will be main­
tained over the old span during 
construction. 

The contract also includes dismantl­
ing and removal of the present bridge, 
all of which will become the property of 
the contractor, with the exception of its

Motion To Quash 
Indictment Fails 
In Frasure Slaying 

A motion to quash an indictment 
against one of two defendants facing 
murder charges here was turned down 
Monday by Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley. 

The motion, filed by Pikeville attorney 
Michael Fleet Johnson on behalf of Lin­
da .June Wilson, said the indictment 
naming her as an accomplice of Alvis 
Randall Frasure in the 1983 shooting of 
Larry Wilson resulted from a prosecu­
tion strategy designed to extract 
favorable testimony from her. The in­
dictment was a "retaliatory act" stem­
ming from her failure to go along with 
the plan, the defense lawyer said. 

"No charges were levied against her 
until she refused to cooperate with 
agents of the Commonwealth," Mrs.

Grand Jury To Hear 
State Probe Findings 

A special grand jury of the Floyd Cir­
cuit Court will be empanelled next 
month to consider possible evidence of 
misconduct on the part of some 
members of the 1982 county administra­
tion and others, The Times has learned. 

The evidence was gathered by a state 
police special investigations unit after 
a report by the state Local Finance of­
fice alleged various irregularities in the 
county's financi;ll practices that year. 
It will be presented to the special grand 
jury when that panel meets on Dec. 18, 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley confirmed 
this week. 

The grand jury is expected to meet for 
two days to study the police report, call 
witnesses, and consider whether to issue 
any indictments, the judge said. 
Members of the panel have not yet been 

selected but a new regular grand jury 
is to be chosen on Dec. 6 and it could be 
asked to sit in special session before 
beginning its regular quarterly sessions 
next year. 

Long delays in bringing the state 
police material before a grand jury have 
prompted concern that it may now be 
harder than it might have been to secure 
convictions in the event that any indict­
ments are handed down. The delay also 
fueled fears in some quarters that the 
timing of the grand jury probe might be 
politically motivated. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen, who this week announced his can­
didacy for county judge-executive, said 
he has no knowledge of the state police 
findings nor any desire to use the grand 
jury inquiry as a political tool. 

Asian Indians' 'Peace Seminar' 
Honors Slain Indira Gandhi 

For Floyd county's Asian Indian com­
munity, Monday was a day of special 
significance. It would have been the 67th 
birthday of Indian Prime Minister In­
dira Gandhi, who was felled by 
assassins' bullets on Oct. 31. 

For about two dozen Indians and 
others who gathered at Prestonsburg 
Commumty College for a "peace 
seminar" on Sunday afternoon, it was an 
opportunity to mourn the slain leader 
and to repair some of the damage done 
to India's image abroad by the violence 
that followed the assassination. 

The seminar was organized by Dr. 
Gan Maddiwar, Martin surgeon and 
president of the eastern Kentucky 
chapter of the Association of Indians in 
America, who urged participants to "ex­
tend <theirl arms to the Sikhs," the 
minority sect from which Mrs. Gandhi's 
killers were drawn, to condemn the 
violence viSited on them by some 
members of India's Hindu majority, and 
to urge the Indian government to com­
pensate the Sikhs for their losses. 

A principal speaker at the meeting 
was Kewal Singh, 69, a retired diplomat 

who is currently visiting professor of 
political science at tl)e University of 
Kentucky. A Sikh and a native of the 
Punjab, the Indian state where the Sikhs 
originated, Singh does not wear the 
beard or turban usually associated with 
members of the sect and he played down 
antagonism between Sikhs and Hindus, 
noting that the two groups are genera l­
ly on friendly terms and that intermar­
riage between them is not uncommon. 

Singh was India's ambassador to the 
United States from 1976 until his retire­
ment the following year. He was earlier 
ambassador to West Germany and the 
Soviet Union. Noting that the Third 
World includes few democracies, he 
underscored the fact that India is the 
world's largest democracy and shares 
with the U.S. common values like con­
cern for human rights and respect for 
democratic processes. 

In a moving tribute to Mrs. Gandhi, 
Dr. Chandria Varia, a Martin 
gynecologist, said India "will not be the 
same without her," but added, in 
reference to her native country's troubl-

able evidence that there is concern 
about the schools." 

The slugfest that some had feared 
never seemed even remotely likely: a 
tight format and the solemn introduc-

- tions by state leaders saw to that. A 
remark about the cleanliness of Pres­
to~sburg High School was the only one 
to draw any fire. And, while members 
of the Board of Education were urged to 
hire the best-qualified teachers and to 
account for the money they handle, they 
came in for no direct criticism. 

"Back to the basics" was an oft­
repeated theme, one speaker arguing 
that if students do nothing else in the 
first two grades, they should at least 
learn to read. Sharon Sammons, a Pres­
tonsburg High School teacher, urged 
that classes be limited to 15 students in 
grades 1-3 and that 8th graders be tested 
in basic skills before being admitted to 
high schooL 

Teachers, who appeared well­
represented at the meeting, argued for 
better pay, help with clerical duties, and 
a daily planning session. There was 
some support for testing of teachers. 
And Clem Martin, a former principal, 
drew applause with his argument that 
the school system should be better 
financed. "No industry would hold back 
if they needed a $300,000 piece of 
machinery," he said, "but many of our 
best teachers have left because the 
system in inadequately funded." 

Thursday's audience gave no clear 
signs of whether legislators in 1986 will 
find grassroots support for a tax in­
crease for education. Occupational, coal 
severance and luxury taxes were all 
mentioned as possible sources of 
revenue. But, when the question of a tax 
came to a vote, most put it at the bot­
tom of their list _of priorities.

Interest-free funds totalling $78.9 
million were borrowed in 1981 and 1982 
to meet the claims under the Unemploy­
ment Insurance program.

"The target date for repayment of the 

loan was August, 1985, but revenues are 
greater than we expected so we have 
chosen to pay the loan in full," said 
Governor Collins. "This decision frees 
up money the employers could use to 
create more jobs which will help us 
achieve our economic development 
goals." 

The Governor cited several reasons 
for the growth in the state's Unemploy­
ment Insurance Trust Fund. 

"In 1982 the legislature increased the 
tax for employers, tightened benefit re­
quirements and put a cap on weekly 
'benefits. Now that more Kentuckians 
are working, employers are paying 
more into the trust fund. Meanwhile, 
there has been a drop in the amount we 
are paying in benefits because the 
number of claims is down," she said. 

The governor noted that the money us­
ed to repay the loans comes from a tax 
on employers and is limited by law for 
use only in paying benefit claims. It 
could not be used for other state 
expenditures.

Kentucky began borrowing money to 
pay benefit claims in February 1981 
when the trust fund was depleted. In 
April1982 the federal government began 
charging 10 percent interest on funds 
borrowed by states to pay their 
unemployment insurance benefit 
claims. Last June the state made the 
final payment on a $194 million interest­
bearing debt. 

"The payment we have just made 
brings to $273 million the amount the 
state has repaid from the trust fund,'' 
Austin said. "Employers have repaid an 
additional $16.7 million through reduc­
tions in 1983 tax credits." 

The state still owes about $6.6 million 
in interest on the $194 million, which will 
be paid in installments over the next 
four years, Austin said.

And that poses a problem for county school administrations 
all across Kentucky.

Overall cost of the project, which is a 
part of the state's six-year construction 
plan, is placed at $2,3<r2, 132, with $490,000 
of that total being the cost of right-of­
way acquisition. 

A contract for $82,211 was also award­
ed the East Kentucky Paving Corp., of 
Grayson, for paving 2.2 miles of roads 
in the county, a part of the state's resur­
facing program for this year. 

And as these projects neared the con­
struction stage hope rose for another 
and larger-the Prestonsburg­
Paintsville gap in US 23. The Depart­
ment of Highways has advertised for 
professional engineering services to do 
a corridor location study, design 
engineering and related work on that 
part of the highway. 

The advertisement for engineering 
work indicates that the new four-lane 
link between the two county-seats may 
be on the west side of the Big Sandy, 
possibly following the old US 23 route up 
Little Paint Creek. The advertisement 
specifies U.S. 23 "from its intersection 
with KY 114, west of Prestonsburg, to 
the intersection of US 460 and KY 40, 
near Staffordsville," in Johnson county. 

Also anticipated in the project is a con­
nection of the proposed US 23 with a 
rebuilt KY 3 into Martin county. The 
advertisement asks for plans "on KY 3, 
beginning at proposed US 23 as deter­
mined by the study to its intersection . 
with the existing US 23 at Auxier 
Heights." 

Observers say this means that plan­
ners have in mind an extension of KY 3 
from the point where it now connects 
with the present US 23, across the Big 
Sandy and on to connect with the "pro­
posed" US 23 on Little Paint Creek. 

In any event, the day when construc­
tion will begin is some distance ahead­
as much as five yars, perhaps. Design 
work may require as much as three 
years and acquisition of right~f-way two 
years more.

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a state lottery to finance the schools, 
received only lukewarm support; no one 
sought to revive the utility tax, which 
ran into a wall of public disfavor here 
last year; nothing was heard of the un­
mined minerals tax pushed in the last 
two legislative sessions; and some warn­
ed that public monies would come hard 
unless "they get the politics out of the 
schools_" 

The need for parent involvement in 
education was repeatedly stressed, 
some urging that as many as three days 
a year be set aside for parents to confer 
with teachers.

Says Tickey in Mainstream 
I read with interest the article last 

week about the voting patterns in Floyd 
county. The emphasis and even 
bewilderment, seemingly, was placed on 
why little Tickey precinct usually votes 
Republican. 

I wish not to be misunderstood as to 
where I am coming from. I am a 
registered, conservative Republican but 
often vote for Democratic candidates. 
To me, the larger question that should 
-be addressed is why Floyd county 
always votes 60-80% Democratic, not 
withstanding the caliber of their can­
didates; e.g., when the nation and Ken­
tucky at large voted by a landslide for 
Reagan, our county voted 2-1 contrary 
to the judgment of the masses. 

Does it mean that we· as voters are not 
as sophisticated as the remainder of the 
electorate in Kentucky and the nation? 
Or perhaps does it mean that Kentucky, 
2-1 Democratic, yet voted 60% 
Republican is unwise and doesn't know 
any better? In short, are we outside the 
mainstream, are we as voters in Floyd 
county a fair representative sampling of 
the true mood in Kentucky and 
America? 

It has been said, and I think most 
seasoned political observers would 
readily agree, that Cuba's Castro could 
have carried the vote in Floyd county­
should he have been on the straight 
Democratic ticket- over Reagan. Does 
this strange phenomenon, Wtrue, say 
anything about our wisdom and judg­
ment as a people? 

In the final analysis, we might usefully 
ponder the blind, one-sided voting habits 
of our county as a whole more so than 
little Tickey. Because Tickey is a "swing 
precinct," it is a representative sampl­
ing of true, middle America. Tickey 
voters- like the remainder of 
Kentucky- will vote for either political 
party, depending on the candidate. 
Neither the Republican or Democratic 
parties can count the votes at Tickey 
before the polls are closed. This is good 
and healthy. A two party system would 
be a credit to our int~Iligence. Then we 
could cock our head and be like NBC 
"proud as a peacock" that we Floyd 
county also are a true sampling of the 
wishes, hopes and desires of the people 
at large Unfortunately our county is 
more of an island as it relates to Ken­
tucky than Tickcy is as it relates to 
Floyd county.

Reducing Winter Injury 
To Trees and Shrubs 

After the devastation that has 
occurred in our landscapes during the 
past year and a-half, wouldn't it be nice 
if we could insure that no more losses of 
this magnitude would ever occur again. 
But, as they say, misery loves company, 
so who knows what Mother Nature may 
zap us with this winter. 

But, to use another cliche, do we have 
to take itlying down? No, we sure don't. 
There are some things we can be doing 
right now to at least moderate the im­
pact of a severe winter. 

First, get your house oriented with 
regard to the compass points. Recognize 
that plants in the northwest quadrant 
will be subjected to cold, drying winds. 
Broadleaf evergreens (hollies, box­
woods, euonymus, rhododendrons) in 
particular can suffer here, the result 
often being tan or brown dried out 
(desiccated or sun scalded) leaves that 
often will drop in later winter or early 
spring. After a few winters of leaf drop, 
the plants often die. 

What to do? First, avoid planting 
tender plants in this location. If your 
evergreens already have this problem, 
move them to another location if that's 
practical. This is a good time of year to 
dig up and rearrange landscape plants. 

If you want to put evergreens in the 
northwest quadrant, select plants that 
lare naturally very cold hardy. While 
most of northern and central Kentucky 
is in the USDA's hardiness zone 6, and 
southwestern and most of eastern/south­
eastern Kentucky is in zone 7, selecting 
plants hardy to more northern zones 
such as at least 5 and 6, respectively, will 
help. Reference books on woody land­
scape plants will give a plant's normal 
hardiness zone denoting the average an­
nual minimum temperaturs the plant 
can survive, but on site microclimates 
can later this. 

Consult local nurserymen, county 
agricultural agent, and homeowners 
who have successful plantings to see 
what plants do well in your area. And 
realize that even for a particular plant, 
different cultivars will have different 
cold tolerances. According to Dr. Bob 
McNiel, Extension nursery crops 
specialist at the University of Kentucky 
<UK), the popular 'Helleri" and "Het­
zii" cultivars of the Japanese holly 
showed damage in the UK landscape 
center last winter while the cultivar 
'Glory' did not. The 'Glory' Japanese 
holly would, therefore, make a superior 
selection for an adverse location. 

Winter injury to these plants can also 
be reduced by several cultural prac­
tices . After the first killing frost, apply 
slow-release nitrogen fertilizer to en­
courage winter root growth. The ground 
should be thoroughly watered before it, 
freezes (moist soils are more resistant 
to freezing than dry soils) although ade­
quate August and September watering 
has been shown to be even more helpful. 
And a moderate layer of mulch, such as 
two inches of shredded tmrk, will in­
sulate the soil, keep it warmer, and keep 
water more available to the plants so 
their roots can take up water to replace 
what is pulled from the leaves by the 
winds. 

Another problem quadrant is the 
southwestern one. Here excessive war­
ming of certain zones of tree and shrub 
bark canlead to popping, splitting or 
cracking of the bark. Thin barked trees 
like maples are particularly vulnerable 
and can be helped, especially when 
young or recently transplanted, by 
wrapping their trunks with tree wrap or 
painting them with white interior latex 
paint. Wrapping, which can be remov­
ed in spring, is generally more 
aesthetically appealing. 

Avoid over mulching plants, especial­
ly those facing south and west, as thick 
mulch layers will slow soil warming in 
the spring when plants need to take up 
moisture as their active growth 
resumes. Over mulching can also en­
courage fine root development in the 
mulch layer when the roots will be more 
prone to drying and freezing. 
Remember that plant roots are Jess cold 
hardy than plant stems. This is especial­
ly important with regard to plants grown 
in containers. 

Snow can be both beneficial and harm-

ful in the winter. Snow as a mulch pro­
tects leaves and the soil from drying, yet 
snow as a white reflective surface on 
sunny days can increase Jeaft desicca­
tion. Barriers that protect both wind and 
reflected light can help many plants get 
through the winter.

At 
that point your dogwood tree might wish 
to accompany you on a winter vacation 
to Florida . 

Timely Tip: If salt is used on roads, 
sidewalks or parking lots to melt ice, try 
to wash it away from the root zone of 
trees and shrubs, especially from plants 
like white pines and dogwoods.

Social Security 
Delayed Retirement 
Means Bigger Check 

By JIM KELLY 
Social Security Disti-i~t Director 

People in the Big Sandy afea who are 
approaching 65 and who do not p}au to 
retire should be aware that their Soc~~ 
Security check will be larger when they 
finally do apply for it. 

The reason is because of "delayed 
retirement credit." This credit in­
creases a person's retirement checks for 
each month he or she does not get a 
benefit after 65 and before 70. 

The credit adds lf4 percent for each 
month- 3 percent for each full year-a 
person does not get a check because of 
work. It also applies to widows and 
widowers benefits. 

The credit will gradually increase to 
8 percent a year between 1990 and 2008. 

In addition to these credits, a person's 
earnings after 65 may also result in a 
larger check than would have been pay­
able at 65. 

Of course, a person who starts getting 
checks at 65 can still work and earn a 
significant amount before his or her 
benefits are affected. In 1984, people 65 
through 69 can earn $6,960 and still get 
benefits for all of the year. There is no 
limit for people 70 and older. 

If earnings go above $6,960, then $1 in 
benefits is withheld for each $2 of earn­
ings above this amount. This annual ex­
empt amount will increase automatical-
1y to keep pace with increase in average 
wages. The exempt amount for people 
under 65 is $5,160 in 1984 . 

People who are working and esti­
mated they would not earn more than 
the exempt amount should make sure 
they still are. Any change in a person's 
estimate should be reported to Social 
Security. 

Remember, you do not have to retire 
to be eligible for Medicare at age 65. You 
can apply for medicare only at 65 and 
file for retirement later.

Critical Problems, Possible Causes 
Of Acid Rain Explored on KET 

Until recently, acid rain was unknown 
to most people outside the scientific 
community. Yet it has emerged as 
perhaps the most potentially 
devastating problem of the 1980s. Acid 
rain is an extremely complex 
phenomenon whose causes and effects 
are just starting to be fully understood. 
It is a form of air pollution which has 
been blamed for the increased acidifica­
tion of some North American and Euro­
pean lakes, ponds, and streams, 
resulting in the death of aquatic plants 
and animals. Recently, researchers 
have made an additional alarming 
discovery: the world's forests are in 
serious decline, a phenomenon scientists 
agree is also caused by air pollution. 

In "Acid Rain," airing on KET Tues­
day, Dec. 11. at 8 p.m. (ET), NOVA ex­
plores the status of current research on 
acid rain focusing on the problem of 
forest decline in North America and 
Europe. 

Acid rain, formed when fuel exhausts 
combine with elements in the at­
mosphere to make sulphuric and nitric 
acids, is a difficult scientific problem. 

Scientists have hypothesized that 
nitrogen emission, which comes more 
from automobiles than power plants, 
may be the main culprit in damaging 
some lakes and forests. ' 

NOVA visits Sweden to look at ex­
perimental liming of lakes. Liming­
adding limestone to neutralize acidic 
waters is accompanied by careful 
monitoring to chart the process of 
recovery. A similar process is just 
beginning in some of the most affected 
lakes in the Adirondack Mountains.

Seedlings Available 
For Reforestation 

Farmers interested in replacing trees 
on their land or developing idle acres 
with a stand of trees may want to in­
vestigate a program of the state Division 
of Forestry. 

"Each fall. landowners plant more 
than 1 million tree seedlings on idle 
lands," said state Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E. Boswell . "Fall is an ex­
cellent time to reforest acreage, and this 
year is an especially good time because 
of the availability of a wide variety of 
seedlings. Many people who wait until 
spring to order seedlings may not get 
delivery of some choices." 

The Forestry Division, a part of the 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet, operates three 
nurseries in the state. This year, of­
ficials estimate the nurseries will pro­
duce 11.7 million seedlings. This com­
pares with 9.5 million seedlings last 
year. 

This fall, the division offers Scotch 
Pine, Cottonwood, Black Alder, Loblol­
ly Pine, White Pine, Black Walnut, 
Shortleaf Pine and Virginia Pine. Some 
of these seedling varieties and others, in­
cluding walnut, will be available this 
spring 

"Landowners plant trees for different 
reasons," Boswell pointed out. "Some 
are interested in timber production, ero­
sion control or wildlife food and cover. 
Others are interested in short-term 
returns such as Christmas trees or fence 
posts. The availability of these superior 
quality seedlings should be of interest to 
Kentucky farmers whatever use they 
may have." 

The seedlings are sold in bundles of 
100,500 and 1,000. The price of the seedl­
ings varies according to tree species; 
however, prices range from $12 to $17 
per 100 bundle to $40 to $125 per 1,000 
bundle.

Turkeys To Cost More, 
But Supplies Adequate 

Holiday turkeys will cost more this 
year due to reduced supplies, but ex­
perts predict there will be enough to 
meet demands. 

Agricultural Economist Lee Meyer of 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, said turkey producers lost 
money last year and cut back the level 
of production this year in an effort to 
hold prices at a more profitable level. 

·'The cut -back has led to higher prices. 
Consumers are paying about eight cents 
a pound more than last year. The 
average retail turkey price· for 
November and December will be about 
95 cents per pound," Meyer said. 

Careful shoppers will be able to find 
turkeys at bargain prices. 

"Grocers frequently run specials on 
turkeys to attract shoppers to their 
stores. The wholesale price for turkeys 
will be about 25 cents a pound below the 
average retail price. So, if you see a 
special with turkeys priced close to 70 
cents a pound, take advantage of the 
sa le. You are unlikely to find a better 
deal," Meyer said .

Kentucky's public schools spent a 
higher proportion of their budgets on in­
struction in 1983-'84 than in previous 
years, reports compiled by the Kentucky 
Department of Education show. 

Robert Spillman, associate superin­
tendent for local services. said the total 
expenditures for current operations in­
creased by $82 million last year. Of that 
amount, $59 million was spent for direct 
instructional programs, he said. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald noted that the increase 
made up 72 percent of the new monies 
available for education last year . 

"The allocation of this proportion of 
our total resources to instruction 
represents a significant new emphasis 
in Kentucky schools," she said. 

Expenditures on instructional pro­
grams made up 54.8 percent of the 
1983' -84 budget of $1.4 billion in local, 
state and federal funds, or about $786 
million. The remaining funds went for 
transportation, maintenance, school 
lunch programs, support services and 
other costs. 

In previous years, expenditures on in­
struction hovered between 52 percent 
and 53 percent of the total budget. The 
percentage was 54.4 in 1981-82 but drop­
ped to 52.9 in 1982-83. 

The $786 million spent on instructional 
programs last year represents an 8.1 
percent increase over the $727 million 
spent on instruction during 1982-83. 

Although it is too soon to see a lasting 
trend, Spillman said, the 1982-84 in­
crease indicates a statewide effort to 
hold down administrative costs in order 
to funnel more resources into the in­
structional programs. 

"That's very positive," Spillman said. 
"After all, we are in business to teach 
kids . That's how we should spend the 
bulk of our money, on teaching kids." 

Some of the increase came in the area 
of help for teachers . The costs of secre­
tarial and clerical assistance were up 7.7 
percent, and costs for teachers' aides 
rose 7 .7 percent, the reports show. 

Costs for voluntary testing in the 
elementary grades went up 6.4 percent, 
supplementary books in the secondary 
grades were up 22.7 percent, and secon­
dary school teaching supplies rose 22.2 
percent. Expenditures on new textbooks 
jumped 72.1 percent. 

In the capital outlay account, spending 
on equipment for instructional purposes 
more than doubled, reflecting purchases 
of computer hardware and software for 
local schools. 

Other good news for state analysts 
was contained in the investment ac­
count. School districts ' income on in­
vestments of cash accounts rose 10.8 
percent, or $2.2 million, to a total of 
slightly more than $22 million. This $22 
million in interest income, Spillman 
noted, would be enough to pay the 
average salaries of nearly 1, 120 
teachers. 

Spillman and the Department of 
Education's finance office have been 
working with districts over the past 
several years to increase returns from 
investments and to ensure that interest 
is earned on temporarily idle cash. 

"State law very carefully defines the 
investments districts can make with 
surplus or funds to be used for a specific 
purpose at a specific time," Spillman 
said. "However, it 1s not sound practice 
to settle for a 5 percent return when 8 
percent can be achieved with equal 
safety." 

Most school districts do a good job of 
investing their cash and are to be com­
mended for that, he added. 

Spending on gasoline, lubricants, tires 
and parts for Kentucky's fleet of school 
buses also declined in 1983-84. Bus in­
surance costs, however , rose 12.7 per­
cent to $1.5 million, and property in­
surance increased 3.4 percent to $2.9 
million. 

"We have worked hard to hold in­
surance costs down," Spillman said, 
citing a department study of bus in­
surance rates and efforts to encourage

districts to seek bids on all their 
insurance. 

"Insurance is a 'what if' propostllon ... 
he said. "When you need it, you really 
need it. When all goes well, you don't 
need it at all. Either way, it doesn't help 
kids to learn. 

"If we can get the coverage we need 
at lower cost through the simple prac­
tice of bidding all insurance, then. by 
golly, every district ought to bid all 
insurance!" 

Salaries for teachers and principals 
rose from 4.5 percent for secondary prin 
cipals to a high of 8.0 percent for elemen­
tary librarians. 

Salary increases in 1983-84 averaged 
7.0 percent for all staff members, reflec­
ting cost-of-living increases granted by 
the 1982 General Assembly and step in­
creases. Spending on substitute person­
nel for teachers who were ill or on other 
types of leave rose $700,000, to nearly 
$11.7 million. 

Expenditures of federal funds fell, 
reflecting a decrease in revenues receiv­
ed from federal sources. Declines in this 
area were partially offset, however, by 
the fact that the federal funds due Ken­
tucky were received on time. That 
saved districts from having to borrow on 
a short-term basis to cover the costs of 
programs partially or fully financed by 
the federal government. 

In some cases where federal funds 
were no longer provided for specific pro­
grams, the districts maintained the pro· 
grams by spending local funds. 

During the 1983-84 school year Ken­
tucky spent a total of $1 ,434,095,490 on its 
public schools, from all sources.

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Beef, Pork Prices 
Rise As Year Ends 

Represent College at Capitol 
Seasonal declines in the number of 

cattle and hogs brought to market 
should push consumer prices for beef 
and pork up as the year ends. 

Steven K. Riggins, an agricultural 
economist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, said bargains 
may become scarce in December and 
January. 

"Beef and pork are both heading back 
up from the fairly reduced levels they 
have been at for the last several 
months," Riggins said. 

Most analysts are predicting year-end 
pork production to be at least 6 percent 
below year-ago levels. Predictions call 
for continued decline into the first 
quarter of 1985, perhaps even into the 
spring. 

"If the reduction is as great as ex­
pected 00 percent versus a normal 
winter decline of 6 percent> the seasonal 
price increase should be greater than 
normal, " Riggins said.

"We don't know where the child was 
born, or if it was born dead or alive," the 
detective was quoted as saying. "We 
know a child has disappeared, and that 
opens up all sorts o( possibilities."

The lake, which in spots is as much as 
150 feet deep, ranges into a wildly pic­
turesque region of towering cliffs.

Reopening of Locks 
On Kentucky River 
Seen Next Summer 

Govenor Martha Layne Collins has an­
nounced a tentative agreement with the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to reopen 
10 Kentucky River locks, possibly by 
next summer. 

Following a meeting of state and 
federal officials at her office November 
15, she said, "We've opened the lines of 
communication.'' 

Despite protests, Locks 5 through 14 
on the river above Frankfort were clos­
ed and welded shut by the Corps of 
Engineers two years ago. Since then, 
there has been mounting concern among 
state and local officials that deteriora­
tion of the locks and dams could en­
danger water supplies for the thousands 
of Kentuckians who depend on the 
stream for water. 

Governor Collins said the Corps is to 
provide the state with information on 
costs for operation and maintenance of 
the repaired locks. In return, she said, 
the state will consider assuming owner­
ship and operations following a transi­
tion period. 

Robert K. Dawson, acting assistant 
Secretary of the Army for civil works, 
indicated that the Corps of Engineers 
will move immediately to secure funds 
to repair the locks, saying the Corps had 
needed assurance from the state it 
would consider taking over the lock 
system before any federal commitment 
could be made.

transportation crew will be out to clear the roads, says State Transporta­
tion Secretary Floyd G. Poore. 

To help motori.sts plan their winter driving, the Transportation Cabinet 
has announced which roads will be cleared first. 

The roads are cleared as soon as precipitation t>ecomes significant. Crews 
set out with salt or plows to clear the top priority roads first. The priority 
system is based on the traffic carried by the road. 

Top priority roads include interstates, parkways, urban expressways and 
other state roads with exceptionally large volumes of traffic. In this coun­
ty these are US 23, the Mountain Parkway and KY 80. 

Second priority roads are state primary roads, bypasses and roads with 
slightly less traffic. 

State secondary roads, rural secondary roads and other routes with equal 
traffic fall into the third category. 

Remaining state roads are cleared after these categories have been 
treated. 

The Pikeville district office is responsible for clearing the roads in this 
county. 

Motorists can plan their trips more safely by using top priority roads 
whenever possible during bad winter weather.

Although coal production for Ken­
tucky and for the U.S. as a whole will hit 
a record high this year, prospects are 
still uncertain for east Kentucky's laid­
off miners.

Tax To Finance 
Fire Department 
Still Undecided 

Supporters of the Garrett volunteer 
fire department will have to wait until 
next month to learn whether they will 
get the tax levy they say they need if the 
three-year-old service is to be put on a 
sound financial basis. 

After hearing more arguments for and 
against the proposal at a special 
meeting Monday, the fiscal court decid­
ed to postpone a decision on the question 
until its next regular session on Dec. 14. 

In the meantime, those who argued 
against imposition of a proposed proper­
ty tax of $1 per $1000 of assessed valua­
tion were urged to check with their in­
surance agents to see whether they 
would not save in insurance premiums 
more than they would pay in taxes if the 
fire protection district were established. 

At the same time, County Attorney Ar­
nold Turner, Jr. said he would explore 
the possibility of putting the question on 
the ballot, as some of those opposed to 
the fire district proposal have urged. 

In other business, the fiscal court gave 
a first reading to an ordinance authoriz­
ing the First Commonwealth Bank to 
apply for $6.5 million in economic 
development revenue bonds for con­
struction of a new office building here. 
A second reading on the proposal was 
set for Dec. 4. 

Bids were opened on two contracts for 
installing water and sewage lines and in­
stallation of a water storage tank to 
serve two new shopping centers on U.S. 
23 at its junction with the Mountain 
Parkway and a motel planned for a site 
further up Katy Friend. The bids will be 
awarded at a special meeting of the 
fiscal court on Dec. 4. 

Construction of the water and sewage 
lines to Prestonsburg Village and Glyn 
View Plaza, shopping malls presently 
under construction, and the planned 
Prestonsburg Inn is being financed 
largely by a $403,000 Community 
Development Block Grant.

coal in anticipation of a UMWA strike. 
That prospect was averted when miners 
and operators reached an agreement in 
late September. And an early result of 
the peaceful settlement was that many 
miners were laid off here until stockpiles 
could be reduced. 

"The spot market is pretty well dead" 
as a result of stockpiling and many of the 
smaller mines which depend on it are 
idle, said Greg Jones, vice-president of 
JRM Coal at McDowell, which is in the 
enviable position of having a lorig-term 
contract with a South Carolina utility. 

More vulnerable is a company like the 
Hayes Leasing Company of Betsy 
Layne, which in good times draws coal 
from as many as nine mines to serve the 
spot market. "We are running just two 
mines right now," said Randy Hayes, 
general man~ger, last week. 

While this year's stockpiling caused 
an artificial bulge in production 
figures-and now a temporary retrench­
ment for smaller operators-Bill Hopp­
man, sales manager for Middle States 
Coal at David, looks more to the national 
economy for an explanation of the ups 
and downs in the coal industry. 

Middle States, which sells most of its 
coal under long-term contracts, is "ship­
ping more than we have in a long time" 
and the reason lies in the nationwide 
economic recovery, Hoppman said. 
"The car business coming back helped," 
he explained, "and the coal strike in Bri­
tain has opened up some export 
business." 

In fact, coal exports are expected to 
be about the same this year as last year, 
according to the report of the Energy In­
formation Administration. And increas­
ed demand bv the steel industry and 

other industrial customers has resulted 
in a relatively small increase in coal 
production. 

The real boost to coal production, ac­
cording to U.S. Deputy Energy Secre­
tary Danny Boggs, is the increased de­
mand for electricity triggered by the 
current economic comeback. 

Consumption by electric utilities ac­
counted for an increase of 40 million tons 
of production this year, leading some 
analysts to predict that, wh1le the 
slowdown caused by stockpiling may ex­
tend even into the spring, any problems 
will be shortlived if there is continuing 
improvement in the national economic 
picture. 

But don't try selling that idea to 
smaller east Kentucky operators who 
have seen profit margins squeezed even 
as production figures rose. Randy Hayes 
was paid only $24 a ton for coal he sold 
last month. "We can't get enough money 
out of it to make it worthwhile," he said. 

Moreover, increased consumption by 
electricity utilities will mean little for 
east Kentucky operators if high railroad 
rates make it difficult for them to get a 
share of the market, said the Betsy 
Layne coalman. He was responding to 
a report that Kentucky producers were 
bypassed recently by Detroit Edison 
when the Michigan utility was looking 
for suppliers of the four million tons of 
medium- and low-sulfur Appalachian 
coal it will need next year to replace the 
high-sulfur fuel it now uses. 

And ironically, even as the Energy In­
formation Administration was recording 
a banner year for coal, other govern~ 
ment figures released yesterday <Tues­
day) suggested the economy is already 
on the downturn.

Waterfowl Season 
Opens Nov. 20th 

Kentucky's statewide duck season 
opens Nov. 20, and goose hunting in the 
Eastern Goose Zone will begin on the 
same date, according to this year's 
waterfowl hunting regulations from the 

• 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources. 

• 

The first phase of the split duck season 
will run through Nov. 25, with the second 
phase set to open Dec. 8 and run through 
Jan. 20, 1985. The Eastern Zone Goose 
season will run through Jan. 20, 1985. 

Goose hunters in the Western Goose 
Zone will have to wait until Jan. 7 for 
their season opener. The season there is 
scheduled to run through Jan. 31, or un­
til a quota of 7,000 Canada geese is 
harvested, whichever comes first. 

The boundary between the eastern 
and western zones is a line beginning at 
the Tennessee line at Fulton Kentucky 
and running north along th~ Purchas~ 
Parkway to I-24, east on I-24 to US 641 
north on US 641 to US 60, north on 60 t~ 
US 41, then north on 41 to the Kentucky­
Indiana border at Evansville, Indiana. 

Duck hunters will again use the point 
system to determine daily and posses­
sion limits. Point values, which are un­
changed from last year, are : 100 
points-canvasback and black ducks · 70 
points- hen mallard, wood duck, ho~d­
ed merganser and redhead; 10 points­
pintail, blue-winged teal, cinnamon teal 
green-winged teal, gadwall, shoveler: 
scaup, widgeon and all mergansers ex­
cept the hooded ; 25 points- drake 
mallard and all other species of ducks 
not mentioned above. 

The daily limit is reached when the 
point value of the last duck taken when 
added to the total point values 'or the 
ducks taken previously that day, 
reaches or exceeds 100 points. The 
possession limit after two or more days 
of hunting is the maximum number of 
ducks that could have been taken in two 
days. 

Coots have a point value of zero, but 
there is a daily limit of 15 and a posses­
sion limit of 30 on these birds. 

The daily limit on geese is 5 with no 
more than two Canada geese' and two 
white-fronted geese allowed in the dai­
ly bag. The possession limit is 10 geese 
which can include no more than fou; 
Canada geese and four white-fronted 
geese. 
. The Peal Wildlife Management Area 
m Ballard county, which has been open 
to waterfowl hunting in the past, will be 
closed to the public through March 15 
198~. Hunting will be permitted only at 
destgnated blind sites on the Fish Lake 
section of this wildlife area. 

Wildlife managers say that closing 
most of the Peal area to hunting will 
create an additional refuge area and will 
help hold more geese in the region.

Deer Harvest May Be Record 

R~~97 1 2 Kentucky's deer hunters are on their 
way to setting another new harvest 
record for the state, according to a 
preliminary check with Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources regional 
law enforcement supervisors. 

During the statewide gun hunting 
season, which opened Nov. 3 and ran for 
10 days in most counties in Kentucky, 
conservation officers checked 18 035 
deer hunters in the 114 open counties. 

Statewide, 21,237 deer were checked 
through check stations or were checked 
by conservation officers. This number 
does not include deer taken during the 
first phase of the archery season (Oct. 

A Fish Out Of Water? 
Some Species Like It 

Fish that breathe air, walk on land 
and climb trees'? ' 

They really exist, says the recent issue 
of Ranger Rick magazine. 

For instance, mudskippers- froggy­
eyed fish that live along the coasts of 
Asia and Africa- actually dart around 
on mud. When the tide goes out and the 
muddy bottom of the swamp appears, 
these fish don't head for water, they 
head for the mud- a great place to find 
shellfish and insects for dinner, says the 
monthly children's publication of the 
National Wildlife Federation. 

A mudskipper can live out of water 
because it carries water in two spongy 
sacs around its gills. The air it gulps 
mixes with water in the sacs, and the 
gills then take in oxygen, just as they do 
when the fish is swimming. 

Yet the mudskipper's method is not 
fool-proof. If it swallows food, the water 
and air around the gills squirt out forc­
ing the mudskipper to then hop b;ck in­
to the water for a refill. 

Another amazing fish is the walking 
catfish, which can also live out of water 
by using special "breathing pouches" 
near its gills. Its habitat is in Florida and 
Asia where it spends most of its time in 
water. But if its pond dries up, the cat­
fish will climb out of the basin and walk 
to a new one by pulling itself along with 
its front fins. In fact, people have seen 
walking catfish hold up traffic, as hordes 
of them commuted across highways to 
their new homes. 

Climbing perch are also great 
"walkers" that can even climb over 
rocks and logs, says Ranger Rick. The 
perch, like the walking catfish, will 
travel to find a new home when its pond 
dries up, using its spiny gill covers and 
fins as "feet." 

Lungfish are the only fish in the world 
t?at have real lungs. The African lung­
ftsh, for example, lives in the water dur­
ing the rainy season, but during the dry 
season, it squirms about two feet into the 
mud, curls its snakelike body into a ball 
and then makes a cocoon out of mud and 
slime from its skin. The lungfish then 
leaves a small air hole in its cocoon and 
sleeps under the mud for a few 
months- until the rainy season comes 
again.

1-Nov. 1) or those harvested from 
wildlife managment area special hunts. 

Last year, 15,046 hunters were check­
ed and 15,676 deer taken, according to 
a similar survey. This year's harvest 
represents a 35.5 percent increase over 
the 1983 season and should mean a new 
record harvest for Kentucky. 

Harvest figures have set new yearly 
records since 1976, reflecting the con­
tinued rapid growth of Kentucky's deer 
herd. The highest harvest was in theSe­
cond Wildlife District, in West-Central 
Kentucky, where 6,073 deer were taken. 

The first district (far Western Ken­
tucky) and the fifth (the North-Central 
~rt of the state) tied for a second, each 
wtth 3,639 deer, followed by the sixth 
district (the Bluegrass) with 2,150. All 
districts reported an increase in harvest 
except the ninth, in Southeastern 
Kentucky. 

The state's conservation officers 
made 483 arrests during the gun deer 
season and recorded at least 265 illegally 
taken deer. Most of these illegal deer 
were does taken in bucks-only areas. 

The bow hunting season resumed Nov. 
14 and will continue through Dec. 31. 
Deer Program Coordinator John 
Phillips predicted before the season 
began that the harvest in open counties 
(not counting wildlife management 
areas and military installations) would 
reach 24,000 deer. In view of these 
preliminary figures , it looks like 
Phillips' prediction is right on the 
money.

Near the end of ''Body 
Double," Craig Wasson. the 
hero (or rather ant1-hero) of 
the film, is seen battling with 
yet another one of the psy­
chotic killers that are found so 
often m the films of Brian De 
Palma. There's a car parked 
nearby w1th a dog locked 
ms1de. As the light intensifies, 
the dog barks wildly and 
scampers furiously from front 
seat to back in an effort to join 
the fray Finally, the dog 
breaks the windshield of the 
car and attacks. 

Now unless Purina is putting 
an extra dose of vitam1ns in 1ts 
puppy chow, there aren't 
many dogs who can break the 
windshield of a car from the 
mside. 

The po1nt of th1s little tale is 
that the reality of a situation is 
not of uppermost importance 
to Bnan De Palma His films 
aren't known lor their 
substance. but lor the1r style. 
The f1ne po1nts of a script are 
mere encumbrances. neces­
sary only to tie together the 
w1ld senes of camera angles; 
stead1cam chases down hall­
ways and up sta1rs and 360-
degree dolly movements. 

De Palma makes thrillers in 
the Alfred Hitchcock mold. No 
other director has had more 
shower scenes in his films than 
De Palma. Like "Carrie" and 
"Dressed to Kill," "Body 
Double" has its own perverse 
little shower scene - just one 
more variation on a theme by 
Hitchcock. 

Indeed, this is a perverse 
movie. Voyeurism mixes with 
sadism and pornography. An 
out of work actor views a mur­
der from his balcony and is 
powerless to stop what he 
sees. The situation is com­
pounded by his intense claus­
trophobia. In other words, take 
Hitchcock's "Rear Window " 
combine with a little "Vertigo:" 
add some kinky sex and you 
have "Body Double." 

There are moments of 
humor 1n the film, but they are 
in-jokes that merely point to 
De Palma's sell-indulgence. 
Each one of his new releases 
seems like a remake of one of 
his previous films - which 
always seems like a remake of 
something Hitchcock did much 
better.
