But an often
overlooked preparation is the purchase
or renewal of flood insurance to protect
against damage that can result from
flooding caused by winter storms.

Until recently, flood insurance protec-
tion was available only from the federal
government’s National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP), which is admini-
stered by the Federal Insurance Ad-
ministration (FIA).

FIA officials say that after every ma-
jor flood event, they hear from people
who have learned too late that their
homeowner’s insurance specifically ex-
cludes damage caused by flooding.

“‘Congress created the flood insurance
program in 1968 because the private in-
surance industry could not afford to of-
fer the coverage, and in fact, the pro-
gram has cost the taxpayers money in
every year of its history but one," Jef-
frey S. Bragg, head of FIA; has
reported.

FIA is a part of the Federal Emergen-
cy Management Agency (FEMA),
which estimates there are between 6 and
% million buildings in the United States
exposed to a risk of flooding. Currently,

only 2 million of these properties are
insured.

FIA says there appear to be three ma-
jor reasons the owners of the other pro-
perties do net have flood protection:
they think their homeowner’s insurance
protects them from all hazards; they do
not know the federal government has a
program offering flood insurance; or
they assume they could not be flooded.

According to FTA figures, nearly 40
percent of the losses paid for flood
damage have been on buildings located
in areas defermined to have only
minimal to moderate risk of flooding.

FIA recently initiated a program
which encourages insurance companies
to sell and service flood insurance under
their own names with the backing of the
federal government so they will not lose
money as a result of their flood in-
surance business,

Bragg explained one reason for this
program was so the insurance com-
panies could let more of their customers
know they are not protected from flood
damage unless they purchase flood in-
surance, which is available from one of
the participating companies or directly
from the NFIP,

While the flood insurance program
continues to be federally sponsored and
backed, coverage may be purchased
from any licensed insurance agent or
broker.

One of these chronic respiratory
ailments is emphysema, Emphysema is
a lung disease thal often makes itself
known by the symptoms of shortness of
breath. If you're working less and pant-
ing more, gasping for breath at the end
of a flight of stairs, puffing away after
only minor exertion, you may have
achieved the sad result of hundreds of
cigareltes—emphysema

Emphysema is one of the most serious
causes of death in the United States to-
day. In this severe lung disease, the
walls ol the air sacs in the lungs rip and
tear. Stale air gets trapped in the lungs
and the lungs become overinflated. The
exchange of oxygen and carbon dioxide
15 disrupted. For persons with em-
physema, even the effort required to tie
a shoelace can be exhausting.

Floyd Idle Rate in October at 16%

Last November brought higher
unemployment rates in 59 Kentucky
counties, lower rates for 58 counties and
left rates unchanged from October for
the other three counties in the state, ac-
cording to figures released by the
Cabinet for Human Resources.

There were 58 counties reporting
unemployment rates in November of
10,0 percent or higher, compared to 54
in October and 51 in November 1983.

Statewide, the unemployment rate in
November was 8.9 percent, the same as
in October, but down from November,
1983, when il was 9.4 percent. National-
ly, the comparable rates were 6.9 per-
cent in November, 7.0 percent in October
and 8.1 percent in November 1983. The
rates are not seasonally adjusted.

For the second month in a row Bour-
bon county reported the lowest rate, 2.9
percent, as Bluegrass counties con-
tinued to dominate the list of those
reporting the lowest rates. Other coun-
ties reporting rates below 4.0 percent
were Scotl, 3.1 percent, Woodford, 3.3
percent, Trimble, 3.6 percent, and
Fayelte, 3.7 percent

Letcher county’s 30.5 percent
unemployment rate was the state's
highest. State labor market analyst Ed
Blackwell said the 9.9 percent jump in
that county's unemployment since Oc-
tober was caused partially by tem-
porary layoffs in the coal mining in-
dustry. *'But we noticed an increase of
more than 400 people in the county's
labor force, which also pushed the rate
up,” he said. “‘Many of these people
were new entrants into the labor force
who were applying for jobs at a new
shopping center."

Other counties reporting rates above
20 percent were Menifee with 25.6 per-

Two Floyd Countians Among
34 State Mine Victims in ’84

Thirty-four Kentucky miners died last
year, giving this state an unenviable
lead in U.S. coal mine deaths for 1984.
And the worst aspect of the figures, said
state Mines and Minerals Commissioner
Willard Stanley, is that 21 of the deaths
were from roof falls—‘‘something we
know more about than anything else in
mining."

Of the 34 miners killed in Kentucky
last year, a Mines and Minerals
spokesman said 17 died as a result of
roof falls at the face, three away from

Trucking Co.'s No. 4 mine at Shields on
Sept. 12. In Letcher county, five died; in
Pike county, four; Knott, Leslie, Bell
and Hopkins each recorded two deaths;
and Butler, Knox, Perry, Union,
Webster and Whitley counties each saw
one fatality.

Kentucky’s best year in the mines was
1983, when 12 died, according to state
figures. But the average for the last
decade has been 31.7. In 1982, there were
40 miners killed in Kentucky, including
seven who died in an explosion at the

the face, two in haulage accidents, one
as the result of an electrical mishap, six
in accidents involving mine machinery,
and five in accidents at the surface.

In this county, two miners died in 1984,
both as a result of roof falls at the coal
face.

Stanley said that roof control is a
prime concern for all underground
miners but that many miners were
careless about venturing under unsup-
ported roofs. Perhaps fewer than one
percent of roof falls are fatal, he said,
and miners may take chances
“thousands of times"” without getting
caught.

David Zeeger, head of the U.S. Mine
Safety and Health Administration, said
the agency had clamped down on roof-
control violations during the past sum-
mer. “‘We put out an edict that if we
found any (roof-control) violations we
shut the mine down,”” he said. *“We shut
down 13 mines in five weeks.”

One rule being considered by MSHA
would require mine operators to place
streamers or reflective markers at the
last permanent roof-bolt supports. In the
past, some miners have been killed
when they unknowingly went beyond the
last support.
