Brothers Work To Preserve 
170-Y ear-Old Landmark Here 

The old May house has stood here 170 
years, and two Prestonsburg brothers, 
members of the fifth generation to oc­
cupy it, are working to see that it has a 
chance to stand another century or so. 

To the brothers, William May and 
E.B. <Jumor) May, the home has a 
meaning that transcends its age and 
h1story. It is the home of their mother, 
83-yea.r-old Mary Barney May, widow of 
E.B. May, Sr. 

They are well aware of the historical 
value of the home, By Old World stan­
dards, 170 years is no great age, but in 
this country tt ed es toward ant1qu1ty 
when it IS recalled that when the house 
was being built and was first occupied, 
James Madison was president, the War 
of 1812 was just ended, and Napoleon 
was in exile after Waterloo. The fact that 
the fine, old Colonial-style brick is the 
family home even yet means more to the 
brothers than either its age or history. 

"Mother wouldn't live anywhere 
else," they explain. "And she wanted us, 
nobody else, to do the work on it. 

"She said," E .B. May, Jr. recalled, 

with a smile, "that if we worked on it 
and she wasn't satisfied with what was 
done, she could make us do it all over 
again." 

Both have regular jobs, so theirs has 
been a work of many months, after 
hours, to preserve the original structure, 
to make repairs where needed, to clean, 
polish, paint and restore. On only one 
phase of the undertaking have they re­
quired "outside" help, and that was on 
a section of outside wall where the brick 
had collapsed after blasting durillg the 
construction of nearby U.S. 23 shook 
loose the generations-old mortar holding 
the bricks. 

It is slow work, especially working 
with door and window frames which are 
deeply recessed because the exterior 
walls <and some of those inside the 
house) are four bncks thick. Their 
mother occupies one bedroom, the kit­
chen and dining room of the two-story, 
six-room structure. The work on these 
occupied rooms has been completed, 
and the other rooms can be done at a 
more leisurely pace. 

Parkway Tolls End 
Today at Midnight 

At midnight today <Wednesday) tolls 
on the Mountain Parkway from Camp­
ton to Salyersville \\;II be lifted. making 
the entire highway from Winchester to 
Prestonsburg a freeway. 

Tolls ended last Jan. 31 on the four­
lane section of the parkway from Win­
chester to Campton when the bonds on 
that section of road were retired. The 80 
cents in tolls from Salyersville to Camp­
ton continued Lifting of any of the tolls 
was not scheduled originally till the year 
2000, but travel on the route was heavier 
than expected. 

At that, the tolls did not pay the entire 
amount of the bond 1ssue of $69.5 million 
sold for the construction of the 72-mile 
highway from Winchester to Salyers­
ville. Tolls collected on the four-lane sec­
tion totalled $33,302,771.15, state highway 
officials said. The tolls collected on the 

Campton-Salyersville sector, as of last 
week, were $14,066,932. 

Some 2,000,000 vehicles travelled the 
Parkway between Campton and 
Salyersville last year. The traffic total 
for the four-lane section, Winchester to 
Campton, had a traffic count of about 4.8 
million. Its traffic includes the Jackson­
Hazard-Whitesburg section. 

The Parkway extension from Salyers­
ville to Prestonsburg has always been 
toll·free. 

Wednesday night's "liberation" of the 
Jast section of the 22-year-old Parkway 
may be marked by a formal ceremony, 
but arrangements for it were incomplete 
this week. Removal of the Campton and 
Gullett toll plazas will idle 35 workers, 
many of whom will be transferred to 
other state work.

Day by proclamation issued this week 
by Mayor I Iarold Cooley, mayor of Pres­
tonsburg, the place of the fo~mer gove~­
nor's residence at the t1me of h1s 
election.

The pubHc Is being invited to attend 
a reception for Combs at the lodge at 
Jenny Wiley State Resort Park at 3 p.m.

The Mountain Parkway is listed by ad­
mirers as only one of a number of 
achievements reflecting "the aggressive 
and positive thinking and courage of 
Combs." Others included education, 
state highways, the state park system, 
the state merit system, the community 
college system (which included Pres­
tonsburg Community College>, the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission pro­
gram, Appalachian hospitals, anti-racial 
discrimmation and taking government 
to the people. 

In 1816, when what is known locally as 
the Old May House was first inhabited, 
it was a mansion, no less. It is said to 
have been the first brick home built in 
all the Big Sandy region. Its builder, 
Samuel May, a surveyor who came here 
from Virginia, chose for his home-site a 
knoll which overlooked and was sur­
rounded by the several hundred acres of 
land which he had acquired. At that ear­
ly date the site looked out on a broad ex­
panse of grassland and virgin timber 
that extended to and along the Big San­
dy ijiver, 1\t its r..ear was what.ts po 
called May·.s Branch, and he owned at 
all. 

Today, the old house fronts n a 
sizeable part of Prestonsburg. Homes 
dot the landscape, a commercial com­
plex and Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege lie below it, to the north. Now that 
the Solomon DeRossett house on Front 
Street here is being torn down after suf­
fering severe fire damage, the May 
house is said to be the oldest of the 
region's remaining pioneer home. 

The bricks that went into its building 
were baked along a tiny stream that 
flowed nearby. Mussel shells were 
brought from the river and crushed to 
provide the lime that was needed for 
mortar. Glass for the windows was 
transported overland from Virginia on 
horseback or by wagons drawn by oxen 
or mules. The old lock for the front door, 
with its huge key, came by the same 
route. (The old Jock and key, incidental­
ly, still work. l 

Samuel May built on the generous 
scale. The rooms in the old house are 
huge, some ranging to 18 feet in width 
by 20 feet long, these opening onto wide 
hallways, both downstairs and up. The 
floors are of poplar and ash. All wood­
work was handcarved and put together 
by wooden pegs or square-cut nails. 
Outstanding examples of the early 
woodcarver's art remain in the doors, 
mantels and stairway. 

May built a house to stand the years, 
but he did not spend his remaining days 
there as he may have at first planned. 
He later was elected to the state House 
of Representatives and later to the Ken­
tucky Senate, and eventually sold the 
home to a brother and moved uptown.

Audit Praises

Caudill To Fight

The Floyd county audit for the fiscal 
year ending June 30, 1984 was hand­
delivered to the fiscal court last Friday 
by a representative of the office of Mary 
Ann Tobin, auditor of public accounts, 
and its contents were, generally, 
encouraging. 

"The county," wrote the auditor, " has 
shown marked improvement over prior 
years in both its accounting procedures 
and compliance policies. We wish to 
commend the county for its efforts and 
urge that these improvements be 
maintained.' ' 

Yet the county's batting average was 
not perfect. The auditor pointed out it 
had not corrected a noncompliance that 
had existed since the preceding year 
when it failed to get audits of other agen­
cies to which the county had contributed 
more than $25,000. 

During the 1984 fiscal year the coun­
ty contributed from its Revenue Sharing 
funds $157,500 to Floyd County Solid 
Waste, Inc., and failed to procure an 
audit of that agency. Revenue Sharing 
Regulation No. 51:103 requires such an

Trial PostpOned 
For Nine Others 
Named in Probe 

Magistrate Edward Caudill, of the 
Third magisterial district, became the 
first of the Floyd countians accused in 
the State Police investigation of county 
officials and others to be convicted when 
a jury in the Pike Circuit Court last 
Thursday night adjudged him guilty of 
the possession of a forged instrument. 

The jury recommended a prison 
sentence of one year, but the trial judge, 
Will T. Scott, is yet to pronounce 
sentence. 

Caudill vowed to "die fighting" the 
conviction. His attorney, Ned Pillers­
dorf, of Prestonsburg, obviously disturb­
ed by the verdict, immediately filed mo­
tion to vacate the judgment on the 
grounds that the jury verdict con­
tradicted the court's instruction. "The 
court's instructions confused the jury," 
Pillersdorf commented. 

The Caudill trial ended the schedule 
of hearings temporarily. No other cases 
are expected to go to trial till September. 

Among those yet slated for trial are 
three present or former county officials, 
Thomas Lafferty, Jr., Magistrates Ken­
neth Roberts and Lowell Samons. 
Others listed for trial include Harlos 
Marshall, Jackie, Ballard and Ricky

A Florida company which has sent 
mail notices to many Kentuckians offer­
ing trips and prizes in exchange for their 
participation in a television viewing 
survey is under investigation by the 
Kentucky Office of the Attorney General 
for allegedly promoting an illegal lot­
tery, Atty. Gen. David L. Armstrong an­
nounced last week. 

The United States Testing Bureau of 
Miami has sent notices to many Ken­
tuckians stating that for a $15 reserva­
tion deposit, they will receive a four-day 
vacation in Las Vegas, Nev., or Orlan­
do, Fla. The notice states that par­
ticipants will receive the vacation and 
an additional prize if they participate in 
the survey. The deposit will be refund­
ed upon participants' arrival at the 
vacation site, the notice states. 

The Attorney General's office is con­
ducting the investigation in coordination 
with the Lexington and Louisville Bet­
ter Business Bureaus and the Jefferson 
County Consumer Protection Depart­
ment. The company is also being in­
vestigated for possible violations of the 
Consumer Protection Act.

In another recommendation the 
auditor pointed out that the sheriff's 
county revenue bond of $50,000 is not 
adequate to cover the taxes collected 
and that, as a result, the county "is not 
protected from possible loss."

The jury failed to agree on two theft 

by deception charges against Caudill but 
gave a guilty verdict on the possession 
of a forged instrument charge which 
was included in one of the theft by decep­
tion accusations. Counsel for Caudill 
argued that "if the jury was unable to 
reach a verdict as to the theft by decep­
tion charge, it is incomprehensible how 
they could convict under the possession 
of a forged instrument charge without 
having misunderstood the instructions." 

The forgery charge involved a $2000 
check issued by the Floyd Fiscal Court 
to the Hamilton Service Station. The 
61-year-old Caudill admitted endorsing 
the check with the name of the service 
station, then that of Russell Hamilton 
and, finally, his own, but said he did so 
at the direction of the late Jerry Laffer­
ty, who at that time was county judge­
executive. 

Testifying in his own defense, Magis­
trate Caudill said the county was 
"broke" at the time and that he had paid 
$2000 for the furnishings for a trailer to 
be used at the Minnie mini-park by a 
watchman, with the understanding that 
he would be repaid. The check was 
repayment, he said. He admitted that 
while the procedure followed may have 
not been entirely legal, he had no 
criminal intent. He testified that he was 
not adept at office procedures, and that, 
in fact, his wife handled the finances at 
home. 

Caudill claimed he never understood-"" 
why Judge Lafferty issued th..e.etreck to 
Hamilton. "Jerry toltrme Russell 
<Hamilton) said it was permissible. 
"You don't doubt a county judge," the 
defendant said. Besides, he said he 
feared that if he questioned the action 
Judge Lafferty might ruin him politi­
cally. 

Rhonda Justice, customer service of­
ficer at the Harold branch of the Bank 
Josephine, testified that the check was 
cashed Oct. 15, 1982.

Russell Hamilton testified that he was 
told to fill out false receipts totalling 
$2000 so that the check for that amount 
could be approved by the fiscal court. He 
said he did not do any of the work listed 
in the receipts.

It was Blackburn's position that the 
residents of this area should not be tax­
ed to support the Allen department, 
when many of them already pay 
subscription to the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department for coverage. He also said 
he felt the Allen department could not 
adequately provide the services they 
claim. Among these services is a propos­
ed lower ISO fire rating which would 
lower fire insurance rates for some. 

But one of the most emotional points 
of Blackburn's argument was that the 
Allen department was not doing 
anything to raise its own funds . "You 
quit, Roy," he said, referring to Allen 
Fire Chief Roy Compton, "You never do 
anything. All you want to do is take 
money." 

Compton replied that he and his men 
had an annual roadblock to solicit 
donatons, sold fruit at Christmas, and in 
the past had even gone door to door ask­
ing for money. But, he said, "people get 
tired of you always asking for a 
handout." 

The new tax would assess one-tenth of 
one-percent of the property value of 
those in the coverage area, which is in 
a five-mile radious of Allen. For exam­
ple, if someone owned a $50,000 home, 
the maximum they could be taxed would 
be $50, said Compton. Compton also said 
people 65 and older would be exempt 
from the tax, while still receiving fire 
protection. 

Compton said if the tax was approv­
ed, his department would not solicit any 
more donations. "This would be our on­
ly source of income," he said. "We don't 
receive any money from the city of 
Allen." 

One of the reasons the fire department 
needs the tax money, said Compton, is 
to purchase a new fire truck. "I've 
checked into buying a new truck," he 
said, "but you tell a man you want a 
$75,000 truck and he asks what kind of 
income you have. If you just rely on 
donations, he won't deal with you." 

Taylor Harris, a member of the Cow 
Creek Development Club, said the Cow 
Creek fire department had applied for 
an ISO permit, which it hoped to receive 
within six weeks. They plan to set their 
coverage bounderies in the Cow Creek 
area now covered by Allen. 

"We set our bounderies where we 
think we can cover," said Harris . He 
added that Cow Creek residents didn't 
have anything against the Allen fire 
department, but had to establish 
bounderies in order to receive an ISO 
rating. 

Compton said his department is will­
ing to concede that area, and exclude 
coverage from any area where the 
residents do not want to pay the tax. But, 
he said, the tax would be more than off­
set by lower insurance premiums for 
some. He said if the department could 
use the money to acquire a new truck, 
then everyone in the coverage area 
within 1000 feet of a fire hydrant would 
be eligible for an ISO rating of eight as 
opposed to the present nine. Blackburn 
countered that a scarcity of hydrants 
would nullify that benefit for most of 
those to be taxed.

City, Officers 
Not Protected 
In Damage Suit 

The City of Prestonsburg and four of 
its police officers are being sued by 
Albert "Buddy" Gibson, of Prestons­
burg, for a combined $5,100,000, and City 
Manager David Evans says the city's in­
sura~ce policy will not pay if th.ey lose. 

Bemg sued for $1,000,000 each are of­
ficers Darrell Conley, Gerald Clark and 
Jeffery Stumbo, Police Chief Stan Flet­
cher, and the city. All are jointly being 
sued for an additional $100 000 in 
punitive damages. ' 

Gibson, who was arrested in the ear­
ly morning hours of March 27 of this 
year, alleges Conley, Clark and Stumbo 
used excessive force in taking him into 
custody, thus violating his civil rights. 
Fletcher and the city were named 
because, the suit alleges, the officers 
were poorly trained and supervised, 
thus allowing the incident to occur. 

According to Evans, should Gibson 
win his case, International Surplus 
Lines, the city's underwriter, would not 
be responsible for paying the award, due 
to exclusions which include, among 
other things, bodily injury, false arrest 
and assault and battery. 

Gibson's arrest came in response to a 
call received by police that he had been 
harrassing a Water Gap family, the 
evening of March 26. Gibson had gone 
to the home of Gary Michael Wright on 
Ky. 80, in search of Wright's sister, San­
dra Kaye, who was Gibson's former 
wife. 

While family members called the 
police, Wright drove off with Gibson, in 
order to "keep the peace," he said. The 
two were arrested at around 1:30 a.m. 
while heading toward Lancer on South 
Lake Drive. Gibson was named on two 
counts of assault, three of terroristic 
threatening, one of resisting arrest and 
one of public intoxication. Wright was 
charged with drunk driving and wanton 
endangerment, though his wife said he 
was "a victim of circumstances," who 
became involved in the incident only 
because "he always feels sorry for 
Buddy." 

Wright, who acknowledged his compa­
nion was "kicking and screaming" while 
the officers were affecting the arrest, 
said Gibson was beaten repeatedly 
about the head with flashlights even 
after he was handcuffed. Gibson was 
later admitted to the Highlands 
Regional Medical Center, where 
hospital spokesman Kurt Pickering said 
he remained until April4, suffering from 
multiple scalp lacerations and muscle­
ligament strain of the cervical spine. 

Fletcher admitted the officers used 
flashlights to subdue Gibson, but said he 
was satisfied they used no more force 
than was necessary. 

Prestonsburg City Attorney Larry 
Brown, who is representing all of the 
defendants, said he is "confident the 
police officers were justified in the force 
they used to arrest Buddy Gibson. And 
also that the city is not guilty of any kind 
of negligence in training the police 
officers." 

The trial is scheduled to begin in U.S. 
District Court in Pikeville January 13.

I firmly believe that if we can address 
our dog problem, then we can have an 
abundance of wildlife and a better way 
of life for the people of Eastern 
Kentucky.

A week before school registration, the 
mother of a first-grader in southeastern 
Kentucky wanted to be sure she had 
everything she needed to register her 
child for school. After going over her list, 
she discovered she didn't have the 
child's birth certificate. 

Like hundreds of other mothers in 
Kentucky, she will discover there isn't 

- enough time to get a certificate through 
normal mail channels, a process which 
normally takes 3-4 weeks, according to 
Omar Greeman, director of vital 
statistics for the Cabinet for Human 
Resources . 

He added that parents who wish to 
enroll their children in school this fall 
can probably receive the birth cer­
tificates through the mail if they order 
them right away. 

"There are two options open to those 
who need certificates in a hurry," said 
Greeman. "The first is to come to our 
office here in Frankfort and get one, 
which usually takes about an hour. The 
second is to call us and bill the cost of 
the certificate to Visa or Mastercard.'' 

Birth certificates cost $5 each and if 
they are billed to a charge card, the 
transfer company adds an extra $5 
transfer fee for their services, said 
Greeman. 

"Many people wait until the last 
minute to request a certificate and that 
causes problems for us as well as for 
them," he said. "If we get a flood of re­
quests at the same time, it takes longer 
for us to process the requests and causes 
delays for the customers." 

Spring and summer are usually the 
busiest times for birth certificate re­
quests because people need copies to get 
passports for foreign travel and to 
register for summer sports leagues. 
Passport requests take approximately 
4-5 weeks to process, said Greeman, so 
people should order their birth cer­
tificates as soon as they decide to go out­
side the 50 states. 

Although the backlog experienced in 
recent years has been alleviated with ex­
tra help this summer, Greeman pointed 
out that his office still processes approx­
imately 800 mail orders per day, in ad­
dition to serving a total of 15,000 walk­
in customers during the past year. 
That's an excellent reason for people to 
plan ahead and order early, he added.

BACK TO 
SCHOOL 

R.Y ART l.A~mm, JR. 
Much to the delight of anglers and 

fishery btologists alike, the Ohio Htver 
ts yielding good catches of adult 
rockfish. It's evident that the intensive 
stocking efforts during the past few 
years are really beginning to pay 
dividends 

More and more anglers are hooking 
into these exciting sportfish by trolling 
crankbaits, vertical jigging spoons or 
castmg curlytail and bucktail jigs. The 
fishing is especially good during these 
hot summer months when water levels 
stabilize, and "stripers" school up in 
oxygen-rtch tailwater areas. The 
rockfish, or purebred "striper'' as he's 
often called, is making his presence 
known all along the lower 664 miles of 
nver which form our state's northern­
most boundary. 

America's third largest river, the 
Ohio, is 981 miles long, arising in Pitts­
burgh at the confluence of the 
!\tonongahela and Allegheny rivers, and 
ending in Cairo, Illinois, at its junction 
with the Mississippi. Kentucky's Ohio 
River " stnper" fishery, and for that 
matter, most all game fish populations 
in the wide, slow-moving waterway, are 
vastly under-utilized. 

Constituting over 165,000 surface acres 
of water, the Ohio River is one of the 
state's top fishing "holes," yet many 
anglers don' t realize this fact. Fishing 
pressure is low and there are thousands 
of acres of shallow, backwater habitat. 
Population studies have proven that 
game fish standing crops are equal to or 
surpass those found in many of the 
state's large storage impoundments. 
The river supports diverse fish popula­
tions, and in the past 40 years, water 
quality has improved dramatically 
because of pollution abatement. 

A substantial "striper" fishery has 
also been established in south-central 
Kentucky's Lake Cumberland, a 
52,250-acre impoundment in Pulaski,

where fish over 30 pounds are often 
taken In fact. Kentucky's state record 
rockfish, a 49-pound, 8-ounce Junker, was 
caught from the Beaver Creek embay­
ment JU ·t last December by Monticello 
angler Robbie Bell. In recent weeks 
253,000 rockfish finglerings were placed 
in the deep. coldwater lake as part of an 
on-going stocking program that dates 
back to the late 1950's 

Last year 1,077,000 fingerling 
"stripers" were stocked in the Ohio 
River, at a rate of approximately five 
fish per acre. 'This year's allotment-a 
total of 947,000 fingerlings measuring 
between 1.5 and 2.3 inches in length­
were released in several pools of the 
river during late June and early July. 

Biologist Mike Hearn, who helped 
raise the fish at the Minor E. Clark Fish 
Hatchery in Morehead, explained that 
when the fry were received in early 
May, "the brooder ponds were fertiliz­
ed, and then three or four weeks later we 
began feeding them trout chow, which 
is a granular food, almost like.a dust.'' 
Of the 3 million fry tucked in from hat­
cheries in Tennessee and Virginia, 1.2 
million were eventually stocked in Ken­
tucky as fingerlings, which Hearn said 
was a good survival rate. 

Forage is abundant in the Ohio River 
and the rockfish can attain legal length 
in just over two years. Legal fish must 
be at least 15 inches m length, and the 
daily creel limit is five. To help 
biologists better understand the age and 
growth characteristics of rockfish , 
anglers are requested to send in scale 
samples from the legal fish they 
harvest. Postage paid scale envelopes 
are usually available at local bait and 
tackle stores, but if not, anglers may 
send in scale samples directly to the 
department. Be sure to include the date 
the fish was caught, the location, and the 
fish 's length and weight. Take at least 
four scales from the side of the fish, just 
above the pectoral fin. The mailing ad­
dress is : Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, No. 1 Game 
Farm Road, Frankfort, Ky 40601. 

During the summer it's not uncom­
mon to find big schools of "keeper" 
rockfish below all the Ohio River dams, 
especially Cannelton. :\1cAipine. 
Markland, and Meldahl. "Stripers" that 
were stocked in the Ohio River are also 
migrating up the Green, Tennessee and 
Cumberland rivers, providing local 
anglers with trophy opportunities that 
didn't exist five years ago.

William "Doc" Scalf, of Betsy Layne, 
remains in jail here, in lieu of $30,000 
property bond, three weeks after his ar­
rest on a first degree assault charge. 

Paul Lewis, son of former Sheriff Joe 
Wheeler Lewis, alleges that in the ear­
ly morning hours of Sunday, July 7, he 
was struck repeatedly about the head 
with a lug wrench wielded by Scalf. His 
nose and jaw were broken and he lost his 
left eye. He also received a gash over his 
right eye. 

TRAFFIC WAS HELD UP on US 23 between Prestonsburg and Paintsville, Tuesday morning, 
when this coal truck overturned. The driver, Michael D. Gregory, of Waverly, 0., was taken 
to a hospital though he was reported not seriously injured. 

Lewis said he and Scalf, whom he 
described as a "pretty good friend" of 
seven or eight years, had been drinking 
together and "driving around" in Scalf's 
car that Saturday night. The two went 
to the trailer of Ed Adkins at Betsy 
Layne. Adkins asked Lewis to stay the 
night, but told Scalf he would have to 
leave, as . there was no room for him to 
sleep there. Scalf reportedly left, but 
came back later and was asked to leave 
again. At that point, Lewis said Scalf 
became more and more belligerent. He 
said Scalf got into his car and began 
driving toward the trailer as if to ram 
it. He did this a number of times, said 
Lewis, before finally running the vehi­
cle over a hillside and becoming stuck. 

Lewis said he then fell asleep, but was 
awakened at about 4 a.m. by Scalf yell­
ing for him to come outside. Lewis said 
he went outside and saw Scalf standing 
there holding a Jug wrench. Lewis said 
he realized then that Scalf intended to 
hit him with the wrench, and claimed to 
have said "Doc, there's no use in you us­
ing a lug wrench on me. There's no need 
for that."

Panel To Hear. 
Appeal of Two 

A three-judge panel of U.S. appellate 
judges was scheduled to hear arguments 
yesterday <Tuesday) in the appeal of 
former state Cabinet Secretary James 
E . Gray and C.J. McNally, Prestons­
burg businessman, of their conviction on 
charges of mail fraud and conspiracy. 

The two men were convicted in 
March, 1984 on the charges which arose 
from distribution of commissions on 
workers' compensation insurance 
policies to insurance agents who 
rendered no services for the money. 
Howard "Sonny" Hunt, former Demo­
cratic state chairman, who was named 
as a co-conspirator, pleaded guilty to 
directing the distribution of $800,000 to 
insurance agents and served two years 
of a federal prison term before he was 
paroled last year. 

Attorneys for the defendants claim in 
their brief that their convictions should 
be reversed because of a prosecution 
strategy switch made in mid-trial of 
their case and because of the trial 
judge's errors. 

The prosecution alleged that Hunt 
directed $200,000 to Seton Investments 
Inc., a " shell" corporation that bought 
a condominium in Lexington for use by 
Gray and his girlfriend, and one in Juno 
Beach, Fla., for use by Hunt and his 
girlfriend. 

After a federal investigation began .in 
April 1978, the prosecution claimed 
McNally acted as the "front man" in 
Seton to hide the interests of Seton's real 
owners, Gray and Hunt. 

But the prosecution apparently began 
with a different theory. In the indictment 
and a pretrial "stipulation"-an agree­
ment by both sides to accept certain 
facts without proof-the prosecutors 
described McNally as "an officer, direc­
tor and sole recorded stockholder" of 
Seton from 1975 to 1981. 

The prosecution's change of strategy 
was prompted by FBI ink tests perform­
ed after the trial started. 

An FBI chemist testified that Seton 
board minutes dated in 1975, stating that 
all stock had been sold to McNally, could 
not have been signed by McNally before 
August 1978, because the ink used was 
not available until then. 

The prosecution claimed the minutes 
were backdated to disguise Gray's and 
Hunt's true interests. 

In his brief to the appeals court, 
McNally's lawyer, Frank Haddad Jr. of 
Louisville, argued that the prosecution's 
change amounted to amending the in­
dictment and thus denied the defendants 
a fair triaL 

" The language of the indictment and 
the stipulation ... indicated no conspiracy 
to hide the true ownership of Seton," 
Haddad said. 

" In reliance on these indications, the 
defendants prepared their defense, 
made opening statements and examin­
ed witnesses. In midtrial, the prosecu­
tion engaged in a 180-degree turn ... Sud­
denly ... the defendants were confronted 
with extensive proof of a conspiracy to 
hide the true ownership of Seton ... This 
confused the defendant <McNally) and 
defense counsel in presenting proof 
regarding McNally's involvement in 
Seton."

Lewis said the next thing he knew, he 
was en route to Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital in the car of Adkin's neighbor, 
Carl Steele. 

"The guy that owned the trailer car­
ried me back, " he said.

Lewis was transferred the same morn­
ing to the Albert B. Chandler Medical 
Center in Lexington, where he spent 11 
days. 

According to Lewis's mother, he was 
admitted to the Lexington hospital that 
same morning, and underwent two 
operations during his stay there, the first 
an unsuccessful six-hour attempt to save 
the damaged eye. 

Saying he was unsure what had 
prompted the attack, Lewis said he 
thought Scalf "just wanted trouble," due 
in part to being intoxicated. He offered 
the th'eory that Scalf may have been 
upset because he and Adkins had refus­
ed to help pull his car back after he had 
driven it over the hilL 

Lewis said he thought Adkins may 
have witnessed the alleged assault, but 
couldn't be sure, as he had been un­
conscious after the he was first struck. 

Scalf was arrested July 8 by sheriff's 
deputy John Blackburn, based upon a 
complaint signed by Lewis' brother, 
Randell. 

Arraignment date of Sept. 3 has been 
set.

Pike Couple Sentenced 
In Obscene Mail Case 

U.S. Attorney Louis DeFalaise an­
nounced last Thursday that John Brent 
Elswick and Loretta Sue Elswick, of 
Mullins Addition, in Pike county, were 
sentenced July 23 by U.S. District Judge 
Scott Reed. 

According to Asst. U.S. Atty. Thomas 
L. Self, Elswick, 40, and his wife, Loretta 
Sue, 40, were sentenced to five years im­
prisonment by Judge Reed, based on 
their plea of guilty to a charge of mail­
ing obscene materials. In imposing the 
sentence, however, Judge Reed ordered 
the Bureau of Prisons to conduct a men­
tal and physical examination of the 
Elswicks and to provide him a report 
within three months. Under federal law, 
the court may, if it chooses, modify the 
sentence after receipt of a report of the 
examination results. 

The Elswicks pleaded guilty, June 20, 
to a single count of mailing obscene 
materials from Kentucky to Ohio.

Johnstone Fescue 
Finally On Market 

Johnstone tall fescue seed will be 
available to farmers this fall . The low 
alkaloid, endophyte free fescue could 
mean improved performance in Ken­
tucky beef herds amounting to several 
million dollars. 

Paul Stogner, vice president of Ken­
tucky for Progress, a cooperative of 
seed producers and distributors, an­
nounced today that 800,000 pounds of 
Johnstone seed are on their way to 
retailers in 16 states fro.m Maryland to 
Kansas to Mississippi. 

'Johnstone fescue was developed at the 
University of Kentucky by Dr. Robert C. 
Buckner, a plant breeding researcher. 
It is expected to replace Kentucky 31, a 
fescue variety popular since its introduc-
tion in 1931. . 

Johnstone avoids two significant prob­
lems associated with other types of 
fescue which, despite the problems, are 
popular forage and hay crops for beef 
produc~rs in a large part of the U.S. 

Johnstone is free of the endophyte 
Acremonium coenophialum, which is 
associated with summer toxicosis in 
horses and cattle. Summer toxicosis 
reduces weight gain in beef cattle. 
Johnstone also is significantly lower in 
alkaloids than other types of fescue. The 
alkaloid perloline also is associated with 
summer toxicosis. 

Dr. C.O. Little, associate dean for 
research in the UK College of Agricul­
ture, said improved beef performance 
could amount to $50 per acre on Ken­
tucky feeder cattle operations. That 
could eventually mean an extra $60 
million to $120 million in profit for 
producers. 

Kentucky for Progress is a non-profit 
organization that purchased all rights to 
produce and market Johnstone fescue. 
Details of the purchase agreement 
stipulate that profits from sales of the 
fescue return to UK to fund further 
research. 

A limited supply of the seed, 800,000 
pounds, will be available late this sum­
mer in states from Ohio south and Kan­
sas east. That is enough to seed approx­
imately 40,000 acres of pasture. The 16 
states in which Johnstone is suitable 
have 35 million acres of pasture. Sup· 
plies of the seed are expected to increase 
to meet demand within a few years . 
Three million pounds of seed are ex· 
pected for the 1986 sowing season.

Increased Drowning 
At State Parks Noted 

Tourism Cabinet Secretary G. 
Wendell Combs has issued an urgent ap­
peal to all those visiting Kentucky state 
parks concerning water safety and the 
observance of swimming regulations. 
The appeal comes as a result of an 
unusually high incidence of drownings 
across the state this year. There have 
been seven non-boating-related drown­
ings this year in state parks, compared 
to two this time last year. 

"I am especially concerned about 
those individuals who are disregarding 
the Jaw by swimming in areas where 
such activity is prohibited," Secretary 
Combs noted. " The obvious life­
threatening danger may be easily avoid­
ed by utilizing designated beaches and 
pool facilities which are maintained and 
supervised by Parks personnel." 

A more intense enforcement effort 
will be made by the Division of Water 
Patrol and the Ranger Division of Parks 
who will assist park visitors in locating 
appropriate swimming areas. Secretary 
Combs also noted that, "We are most in­
terested in the safety and enjoyment of 
our guests. Nothing could be more 
unpleasant than the tragedy of an un­
necessary loss of life. Please obey the 
rules and regulations for your family's 
well-being and protection."

There is at least one national forest in 
each of the 13 states of the Southern 
Region and two in Arkansas and 
Virginia. The forest supervisor's office 
has specific information on the camping 
areas, hiking trails, wilderness areas, 
and wildlife. Visitors who check in at a 
local district ranger station can get 
details on which areas offer light use, 
beautiful vistas, wildflowers, primitive 
camping, good fishing-whatever their 
particular interest may be. 

There are a number of National 
Recreation Trails in the South, including 
the well-known-and-traveled Ap­
palachian TraiL Those who prefer to ex­
plore lesser known trails may hike 
Jack's Knob Trail in Georgia, the 
Pinhoti Trail in Alabama, the Lone Star 
Trail in Texas, the Whiteside Mountain 
Trail in North Carolina, the Sheltowee 
Trace in Kentucky, and many more. The 
Sheltowee Trace, in the Daniel Boone 
National Forest, was named for Daniel 
Boone whose Indian name, 
"Sheltowee," means "Big Turtle." He 
explored much of the area that is now 
part of the national forest. For history 
buffs, there's the Overmountain Victory 
Trail, a national historic trail over Roan 
Mountain in North Carolina. 

Fishing enthusiasts appreciate the 
more than 13,000 miles of streams in the 
South's national forests. A number of 
streams in Kentucky's Daniel Boone Na­
tional Forest are stocked each year with 
rainbow trout. In addition, two large 
lakes in the forest, Cave Run Lake with 
its muskie fishing and Laurel River 
Lake with its rainbow trout, continue to 
attract fishermen. The region also 
boasts a National Wild and Scenic River, 
the Chatooga whose white waters range 
through North Carolina, South Carolina, 
and Georgia. In Kentucky, six of the 
eight state-designated wild rivers flow

Court Supports 
Wildlife Group 
On Dog Control 

A new $10,000 budget granted last 
week by the fiscal court will help offset 
expenses at the Eastern Kentucky, 
Wildlife Federation, according to 
Federation President Curtis Hughes. 

The $10,000, which will be sup­
plemented by an additional 7~ for every 
dog license sold in Floyd county, will pay 
about one-third of the federation's bills 
for the fiscal year, and most of it is ear­
marked to pay the salary of a new 
animal control officer. Basically a dog­
warden, the animal control officer will 
be responsible for e~orcing all state and 
local dog laws, Hughes said. This in­
cludes picking up unlicensed dogs. "We 
will see that the dog laws will be enforc­
ed to the letter," he said. 

But the federation is more than just a · 
dog pound. According to Hughes, it 
operates a wildlife refuge and shooting 
range on 2000 acres near Martin, in ad­
dition to the animal shelter near West 
Prestonsburg. 

According to Hughes, the animal 
shelter takes in both domesticated 
animals and wildlife and cares for them 
until they're ready to move to a new 
home. The wildlife is relocated to the 
refuge, while potential pets are kept un­
til a suitable owner can be found. 
Hughes said the shelter never destroy-s 
an adoptable animal. 

"There's no time limit on adoptable 
animals," he said. "We keep them till 
we find homes. The only animals we 
euthanize are biting dogs, killers." 

Hughes emphasized the wildlife 
refuge and shooting range were also im­
portant contributions to local sportsmen 
and conservationists. 

"Our organization caters to hunters, 
outdoorsmen, conservationists and 
sportsmen, from elderly people to kids. 
We allow no alcohol on the shooting 
range. Eventually, word will get around 
it's a moral place to go, a father-and-son 
place." 

Aside from the money allotted by the 
fiscal court, Hughes said the federation 
is supported by pet adoption fees and 
contributions from the general public. 
The shelter charges $25 per dog, and $7 
for any cat. This includes vaccinations, 
worming, veterinarian examination, 
and, in the case of dogs, licensing. 

Hughes said those who bring animals 
in for adoption usually donate money. 
He said the average donation for those 
bringing in adult dogs and cats was 
$2.50, while those leaving puppies and 
kittens usually donated $1. 

other contributions come from those 
who choose to become members of the 
federation. Hughes said there were 
three types of membership available: 
sponsor, charter and individual. Spon­
sors donate $100 per year, while charter 
members donate $36, and individual 
members give $24.00. 

The shelter is now ready to enter 
Phase 2 of its development, said Hughes. 
Phase 1, he said, was to get the shelter 
established and on solid ground finan· 
cially, and to gain public awareness and 
involvement. With the contract from the 
fiscal court, the shelter will be able to 
achieve Phase 2, which includes pick-up 
service for strays and wild dogs. 

And Hughes said all contributions 
were appreciated. Even if people are on· 
ly able to donate dog or cat food, or 
disinfectant to be used in the daily clean· 
ing of the shelter, every little bit helps. 

Dog licenses may be purchased at the 
animal shelter, or at the office of Dr. 
Rudolph Ousley, veterinarian.

BACK TO THE FUTURE (PG-Universal) Starring Michael J. 
Fox. Christopher Lloyd. * * *

The paradox of time travel 
goes like this: If you could trav­
el back in time and meet your 
father. and somehow alter the 
past so that your father never 
meets your mother, then you 
would never have been born, 
so how could you exist to grow 
up and change the past? 

Michael J. Fox plays an 
average California teenager 
who has far more normal 
things to worry about than the 
paradoxes of time travel -
namely girls, cars and girls, in 
that order. These concerns 
take a back seat, however, 
when the local mad scientist 
(delightfully played by Christo­
pher Lloyd) takes a DeLorean 
car and turns it into a time 
machine. When Fox is threat­
ened by terrorists. he finds 
himself wittl only one option: 
Escape to the past. 

Fox finds himself stranded in 
1955 and wonders how he can 
get "Back to the Future." He 
turns to the somewhat younger 
mad scientist for help, but 
along the way he unwittingly 
interferes with the meeting of 
his parents. Unless he can 
arrange their rendezvous as it 
was fated to happen, he may 
simply cease to exist. 

So Fox acts as Cupid. for 

Mom and Dad. But tempting 
fate has its consequences. and 
Mom falls for him instead of for 
Dad. 

Fox plays his part with just 
the right amount of bewilder­
ment and California "cool," 
but Lloyd nearly steals the 
show. 

The first hour of the film is 
talky and slow-moving. but it 
effectively sets the stage for 
the time travel everyone knows 
is coming, and it becomes time 
well spent when the inevitable 
comparisons between the '80s 
and the '50s start cropping up. 
The local movie house. which 
is playing porno flicks these 
days, was playing a Ronald 
Reagan western back then. 
Everyone asks Fox. who is 
wearing a quilted vest. why 
he's wearing a life preserver, 
and when Fox orders a "Pepsi 
Free," the waiter offers him a 
Pepsi but insists that he'll have 
to pay for it. 

"Back to the Future" is the 
prime pick of this summer's hit 
flicks. It has laughs. thrills, 
chases, romances. and 
enough twists to keep you 
guessing, even if you should 
happen to solvt- the unsolvable 
time-travel paradox.

Wally 'Famous' Amos 
To Host GED Series 

Combine margarine, brown sugar, 
gr .mula ted sugar, eggs, vanilla extract, 
water, baking soda, salt, flour, chocolate 
chips, pecans and coconut, bake in a 375 
degree oven unW brown and what do you 
have? The recipe for Famous Amos 
Chocolate Chip Cookies. But what's the 
secret? "I am the secret ingredient," ac­
cording to Wally "Famous" Amos, 
founder and president of Famous Amos 
Chocolate Chip Cookies. 

And this philosophy seems to apply to 
everything he does. A former high 
school dropout who quit school six 
months before graduation to join the Air 
force, Amos received his GED (General 
Educational Development) certificate in 
1957 while in the service. "You can't suc­
ceed if you can't read," Amos explains. 

For six years Amos has served as na­
tional spokesman for Literacy 
Volunteers of America, an organization 
designed to help educate the 27 million 
adults in the United States who are func­
tional illiterates. "Dropping out is a big 
concern of mine ... when you drop out of 
school you only hurt yourself. It's a 
dead-end street," Amos stresses. 

As part of his literacy campaign, 
Amos is in Lexington to tape the reading 
portion of KET's new GED series, 
scheduled to air in 1986. As host he will 
be narrating scenes from literature, and 
showing students how to interpret the 
author's meaning. According to KET 
producer Judy Tipton, the series is be­
ing updated to reflect changes in the new 
GED test. It contains a higher level of 
reading skills and an updated look. 

Of his role in the new KET/GED 
reading series, Amos hopes that he can 
help motivate people to get their GED 
certificates, and perhaps go on to higher 
education. "The reading is very infor­
mative and instructional. I do a lot of 
writing, and I think it will be helpful to 
me and englighten others," he said. 

Hard work and a positive attitude 
seem to be the keys to his success. After 
the service Amos went to New York, 
where he attended business school while 
managing the supply department at 
Saks Fifth Avenue. The business school 
then placed him with the William Mor­
ris Agency, where he soon became an 
agent. He managed such artists as The 
Temptations and Dione Warwicke. After 
seven years he struck out on his own to 
become a promoter and personal 
manager in Hollywood. 

While working as a manager, Amos 
began baking, bagging and passing out 
cookies during meetings. Friends en­
couraged him to sell them, so with 
backers like Marvin Gaye, Helen Red­
dy and Jeff Wald, he used all the same 
ingredients of his home baked cookies 
and escalated his kitchen operation to a 
bakery operation. 

He put his experience as a promoter 
to work with a "cookies are coming" 
campaign, followed by a "Hollywood 
Premier" party, where Famous Amos 
Cookies and champagne were served to 
over 1200 guests. The party made 
headlines and received national televi­
sion coverage. 

By combining his education and 
business training, his show business 
background and his promotion ex­
perience, both the man and his cookies 
became "Famous Amos."

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Killer Wasp? ... 

European Giant Said 
On Increase in State 

An unusually large wasp, capable of 
stinging repeatedly, is becoming 
established throughout Kentucky. 
Sightings have been confirmed from 
Lewis county in the northeast corner of 
the state, to Calloway county in the 
southwest. 

The unwelcome guests are the Euro­
pean hornet. Rudy Scheibner, an en­
tomologist at the University of Ken­
tucky, described the insect as, "an eight­
cylinder wasp "The cells of their hives 
are large enough to accommodate the 
little finger of a large child. A yellow 
jacket cell, by comparison, is about the 
diameter of a pencil. 

Doug Johnson, an entomologist at the 
University of Kentucky Research and 
Education Center in Princeton, has been 
monitoring the insects since sightings by 
the general public began a few years 
ago. 

"The insects have been in the state 
since about 1958, but were primarily an 
entomological curiosity. However, in the 
last few years we have been receiving

what we call curiosity reports, people 
who are not entomologists calling to ask 
what this giant wasp they saw is," 
Johnson said. 

The European hornet was introduced 
into the United States in New York bet­
ween 1840 and 1860. Since then it has 
spread along the entire eastern sea­
board, spilled over the Appalachians 
and recently jumped across the 
Mississippi River in a few places. 

Generally a woodland species, the 
European hornet usually builds its nests 
in hollow trees. The nests are 
distinguishable from those of yellow 
jackets both by their larger size and 
their brownish color. Yellow jacket nests 
are gray. Johnson said the typical 
nesting patterns of the European hornet 
may be changing. 

"Judging from the reports we're get­
ting, either it is increasing dramatical­
ly in its population or changing radical­
ly in its area of habitation. Probably 
both." 

The hornets become a problem for 
humans when a dispute over territory 
arises. There are six general types of 
such disputes: 

-Nests located too close to homes or 
other structures utilized by humans. 

-Hornets hunting in areas used by 
humans. 

-Hornets attracted to lights. 
-Hornets stripping bark from or-

namental plants. 
-Hornets eating tree fruits. 
-Hornets raiding domestic honeybee 

hives. 
The only way to remove the hornets 

from an area is to locate their nest and 
destroy it. Johnson urges extreme care 
in that procedure. 

"Before anyone tries to control a 
European hornet problem they would be 
wise to stop and think. Remember, you 
may be encountering a nest of 400 or 
more hornets that can sting repeatedly, 
will fly at night, are highly attracted to 
light, have guards at the nest entrance 
on duty 24 hours a day, and may have 
rear exits from the nest," he said. 

Individuals are advised to rely on an 
expert to remove a European hornet 
nest.

New Radio Station 
Asks Volunteer Aid 

Mountain counties such as Floyd, Let­
cher, Pike, Harlan, Knott, Perry and 
Leslie in Kentucky, and Wise and 
Dickenson , in Virginia will soon be 
·receiving signals from a new kind of 
radio station, says Keith Shannon, pro­
ject director. 

Shannon, an organizer for Appalshop, 
a non-profit organization dedicated to 
preserving and developing Appalachian 
culture, said at a preliminary meeting 
last Monday at Prestonsburg's City 
Hall, the new station will broadcast from 
·a transmitter atop Mayking peak in Let­
cher county, at an elevation of 3,273 feet. 

. WMMT-88.7 FM, will broadcast pro­
gramming that covers a broad spectrum 
of music, from bluegrass, oldtime and 
country, through substantial jazz, blues, 
gospel, some classical, rock and other 
popular forms. In this way, says Shan­
non, WMMT will provide an alternative 
to comm~rcial radio. 

In addition to musical programming, 
Shannon says WMMT will broadcast 
substantial cultural and informational 
programs on subjects such as the fami­
ly, governmental programs and policies, 
poUution, energy, housing, health and 
safety, media, economic security, 
education, recreation, consumer affairs, 
local folk arts and regional develop­
ments, farming news, coal, sports, and 
changing lifestyles. The station will also 
broadcast locally produced news and 
call-in shows, as well as national news. 

To achieve such ambitious goals, 
Shannon says Appalshop will have tore­
ly heavily on volunteers. In each of the 
counties serviced by the station, a com­
mittee will be organized to deal with 
things such as fund-raising and pro­
gramming. One member from each of 
these committees will then serve on an 
executive board which will oversee 
operation of the station. 

WMMT should be on the air by early 
August. In the meantime, Appalshop 
members are involved in several other 
regional projects, including Appalshop 
Films, June Appal Recordings, Head­
waters Television, and·Mountain Photo­
graphy Workshop, all dealing with the 
citizens and culture of Appalachia.

Plants Helping People 

If you are a gardener or take care of -
a lawn and landscape, you know the 
many ways you help plants. You water 
them, feed them and pull competing 
weeds from around them. If they have 
bugs, you try to kill them (the bugs). If 
branches break or flowers die, you 
prune them. 

How do plants help you in return? 
They give you food, shelter, en­
vironmental modification and beauty, a 
variety of products, as well as many 
other very physical or tangible benefits. 
' But plants and gardens give far more: 
places to nurture something, places to 
vent frustrations, places to be alone­
to escape the real world, to socialize, to 
make new friends. These very impor­
tant, yet far less visible, benefits of 
gardening are behind the concept we 
call horticultural therapy. You pot a 
flower, harvest a tomato, pull a weed 
and you feel better. 

Not only is gardening therapeutic for 
those of us fortunate enough to lead 
relatively normal lives, but it is becom­
ing a major therapy medium around the 
world. Many people are familiar with 
more traditional therapy programs such 
as occupational and recreational 
therapy, but horticultural therapy <HT> 
joins some of the very exciting newer 
therapy programs that include music, 
dance and even animals. 

There are no handicapped or disabled 
clientele for whom HT cannot be 
adapted. Programs exist for the blind, 
deaf, mentally retarded, mentally ill, 
geriatrics, substance abusers, in­
carcerated, juvenile offenders and so on. 
HT can be used to increase self-esteem, 
strengthen weak muscles, increase 
manual dexterity, create a sense of 
responsibility, improve socialization, 
develop a new hobby or even provide 
work training. 

There are educational programs 
across the United States offering 
degrees from an associate to a doctorate 
in HT. Horticultural therapists can 
receive a professional ranking through 
the National Council for Therapy and 
Rehabilitation through Horticulture 
CNCTRH>. NCTRH serves as an inter­
national clearing house for information 
on HT programs, sponsors an annual 
meeting, state chapters and seminars, 
maintains a job bank and publishes a 
newsletter as well as professional 
papers on HT. 

Several universities and institutions 
have published workbooks, pamphlets 
and training manuals detailing how to 

work with every type of handicapped 
clientele. Funding is available for pro­
grams ranging from the local to the 
federal level. 

Kentucky has examples of HT in ac­
tion. At the Alternative School in 
Frankfort, where students are juvenile 
offenders or behavior problems, the 
community garden that the school helps 
sponsor provides HT. The greenhouse at 
Frankfort Habilitation allows clients 
with a range of mental and physical 
handicaps to grow plants offered for sale 
to the public. 

In Greenville, a community garden 
serving 50 mentally and physically 
handicapped adults has been entered in 
a national contest. In Louisville, the 
greenhouse and gardens of Environmen­
tal Alternative's Homestead are being 
redesigned for wheelchair access, and 
at Frazier Rehabilitation Center plans 
are being developed for a rooftop 
therapy garden. 

Many more programs of this type 
could benefit Kentuckians with special 
needs. This author has worked as a hor­
ticulture therapist, taught HT at a com­
munity college and is involved with 
several HT projects in Kentucky. Help 
for existing or desired programs is 
available by contacting Dr. Bonnie Ap­
pleton, Box 196, Kentucky State Univer­
sity, Frankfort, Ky.

The University of Kentucky may have 
found new strength in the controversy 
over long-range plans for the univer­
sities of the state Friday when Gov. 
Martha Layne Collins appointed William 
B. Sturgill, of Lexington, formerly of 
Prestonsburg, to the state Council on 
Higher Education. 

In addition to Sturgill, former Gov. 
Bert T. Combs and Morton Holbrook, 
former council chairman, were reap­
pointed by Governor Collins. 

Holbrook also is UK's designated 
representative on the council. All three 
are considered generally supportive of 
UK in its battle with the council, which 
is the coordinating agency for the state's 
higher education system. 

The governor also reappointed Bernie 
Sandfoss Jr., the superintendent of the 
Newport city schools, and appointed 
Murray State University student 
Thomas E. Baumgarten, of Owensboro 
as the council's student representative. 

But the key appointment was Collins' 
decision to put Sturgill on the council in 
place of its senior member, Lexington 
attorney William McCann. McCann, a 
former state legislator and also a UK 
alumnus, had been a strong advocate of 
the council's strategic plan, which in an 
earlier version provoked a stormy pro­
test from UK. 

The latest draft of the council's plan 
is less specific about recommendations

that had aroused UK's fierce opposition. 
But the council has not backed away 
from considering such proposals as clos­
ing a dental school and a law school, 
merging the medical centers at UK and 
the University of Louisville and stripp­
ing UK of its 13 community colleges and 
putting them under a separate govern­
ing board along with the state's voca­
tional and technical education 
programs. 

Sturgill's appointment seemed a sur­
prise since Collins had refused to reap­
point him to the UK board when his term 
expired in 1984. Sturgill had supported 
Louisville Mayor Harvey Sloane in the 
1983 Democratic primary won by 
Collins. 

Sturgill said he was not surprised that 
the governor would have considered him 
for the council because she knew of his 
strong interest in higher education. 

He said he accepted the appointment 
because he "would be glad to be of ser­
vice to her." 

Sturgill acknowledged his loyalty to 
UK but said he hoped "no one will pre­
judge me" before he moved onto the 
council. 

He said it would be incorrect to 
assume that he was "pro-UK in 
deference to the other institutions in 
Kentucky." 

Sturgill, a wealthy former coal 
operator, was on the UK board for 10 
years and has been a major contributor 
to the university. He also is a close friend 
of UK president Otis Singletary. Sturgill 
reached the pinnacle of · his political 
power during former Gov. John Y. 
Brown Jr. 's administration. In addition 
to being chairman of UK's board, he was 
state energy secretary, state agriculture 
secretary and state Racing Commission 
chairman. 

Former Gov. Combs, who is con­
sidered the father of the community col· 
lege system, has expressed strong op­
position to any attempt to remove them 
from UK's control. 

The terms of Sturgill, Combs, 
Holbrook and Sandfoss will expire on 
April 15, 1989.
