Challenge Loses 
In G>urt Hearing 

A candidate for mayor of Prestons­
burg lost a bid to block certification of 
his opponent's vote tally last week and, 
in the view of one member of the Floyd 
County Board of Elections, Floyd coun­
tians lost an opportunity to clean up the 
election process. 

At issue in a Circuit Court hearing Fri­
day afternoon was a motion filed by Ed 
Kuss, Prestonsburg hairdresser and 

awnbroker, which sought to enjoin the 
board of elections from certifying the 
tally of Harry W. Short, listed as the 
second-highest vote-getter in the ballot 
for mayor. 

Short and Kuss, who ran third, both 
ended the race well behind Ann Latta. 
While the voting machine total put Kuss 
two votes ah ad of Short for the No. 2 
spot, their positions were reversed after 
absentee ballots were counted, Short en­
ding up with a 27-vote lead and the right 
to square off against Latta in the general 
election in November. 

Kuss contended that the absentee 
votes should not be counted because 
some appeared to have been turned in 
after the 3 p.m. deadline on election day 
and because the box in which the 
absentee ballots were kept was not 
secured by three locks as the law 
requires. 

County Clerk Carla Boyd conceded 
that the ballot box has only one lock. She 
replaced the box in use when she took of­
fice in 1983, she said, because it was in 
such disrepair "if you looked at it, it 
would collapse." The firm which sup­
plied the new box said it was suitable for 
election purposes, the clerk said. 

All absentee ballots counted in the 
election wete received prior to the 
deadline, Mrs. Boyd said, although some 
of them were still being processed­
recorded in a log and affixed with the 
voter's registration card-when election 
commissioners began verifying and 
counting the votes. The delay in process­
ing resulted in some ballots being 
delivered to the election board after 3 
p.m., she said.

Severe Storms 
Cause Damage 
Over Wide Area 

In a week marked by almost daily 
rainfall, two storms of major propor­
tions developed-i)ne, in the Prestons­
burg area last Wednesday, and the other 
around 3 a.m. Monday, which brought 
widespread power outages from 
Crider's Branch in the lower end of the 

ounty to both Right and Left Beaver 
Creeks and Johns Creek. 

One of the heaviest downpours in 
years, accompanied by gusting winds, 
occurred here late Wednesday after­
noon. The First Commonwealth Bank 
had about an inch of water in its main 
bank, while Prestonsburg Furniture, 
across the street at the main intersec­
tion of town, suffered more severe 
damage, accumulating an estimated 
eight inches of water, when storm drains 
proved unable to carry the heavy 

olume of water away fast enough. 
Other businesses sustaining some 
flooding included Don Moore's Fur­
niture and the Factory Outlet Shoe 
Store. 

The mam thoroughfare through town 
was closed for approximately an hour 
before the water drained away suffi­
ciently to allow traffic to resume. 

At the same time, Wednesday, a 
power outage at Blue River was caused 

y a storm which residents describe as 
a twister. A path, plainly marked by 
large uprooted trees, lends credence to 
their belief. 

More major damage was sustained 
early Monday from a storm which Ken­
tucky Power Company representative, 
Charles Thompson, said seemed to 
travel in a straight line from near 
Hazard through Right and Left Beavers, 
Johns Creek, missing Mud Creek and 
Pikeville, on toward Zebulon and 
:Williamson. 

Trees blown across power lines caus­
ed outages in the Lackey, Garrett, 
Wayland, Kite and Maytown areas of 
Right Beaver Creek and at Weeksbury 
and McDowell on Left Beaver. Thomp­
son said calls began coming in at the 
Pikeville offices about 5:30a.m. and that 
most places saw power restored in from 
two to five hours.

Fire Protection 
Subscribers Few; 
Span Work Seen 

It has been a year since Prestonsburg 
offered fire protection to rural 
subscribers within a five-mile radius of 
the city and, so far, the rate of renewal 
among the 400-or-so subscribers has 
been sluggish. 

But that may change, City Manager 
David Evans predicted this week, if an 
upcoming review by the ISO-an 
organization used by insurance com­
panies to assess and rate fire protection 
services in different communities­
results in a better rat ng and reduced 
premiUms for subscribers. 

Already, some insurance firms offer 
insurance at reduced premiums for 
subscribers-who pay $24 a year for fire 
protection-but, in the absence of an of­
ficial rating by the ISO, many under­
writers do not recognize the new fire 
protection program. 

Rural communities without recogniz­
ed fire protection services have the 
lowest ISO rating-a Class 10. Because 
of its relatively sophisticated fire 
department, Prestonsburg enjoys a 
Class 4 rating. 

If necessary, Prestonsburg will bor­
row the $75,000 it still needs to do its part 
in financing the proposed new Goble­
Roberts bridge, the city council decid­
ed Monday. The city is required to put 
up a total of $240,()()(}-20 percent of the 
$1.2 million the bridge is expected to 
cost-with the bulk of the project to be 
financed by the federal government. 
State and Area Development District 
funds are also being sought to help pay 
for the bridge, construction of which is 
expected to begin later this year. 

The Floyd County Board of Elections 
will be asked to provide another voting 
machme at the Porter precinct, accor­
ding to a council resolution. Dorothy 
Osborne complained that residents in 
that precinct had to wait as long as two 
hours to vote during the recent primary. 

First reading was given to a propos­
ed city budget for the fiscal year begin­
ning July 1. The $1.4 million budget an­
ticipates receipts of $112,837 in federal 
revenue-sharing money, $32,000 in 
municipal road aid, $28,000 in coal 
severance taxes, and $12,163 in taxes on 
alcohol sales. The bulk of the city's in­
come is expected to come from proper­
ty taxes C$162,000), license and permit 
fees ( $688,500), service charges 
($255,000) and franchise fees C$14,000).

State police charged William E. Hat­
cher with murder following the shooting 
death last Saturday of Toma <Tommy) 
Dean Spradlin, 36, also of Justen. 

According to Coroner Roger Nelson, 
witnesses said Hatcher was inside his 
small camper home on Justen Hollow 
when Spradlin began harassing him, 
around 8:30p.m. Saturday. The younger 
man was reported to have been "holler­
ing and•cussing" and to have taunted 
Hatcher-who had armed himself with 
a .38-<!aliber pistol-that he "didn't have 
the nerve to pull the trigger." 

The old man reportedly fired a shot 
through a window screen, the bullet 
passing through Spradlin's neck, sever­
ing the jugular vein. The victim ran 
away, bleeding profusely, before drop­
ping dead on a roadway about 400 feet 
from where he was shot. 

There were reports also that Spradlin 
was drinking on the night of the shooting 
and had beaten Hatcher in the past, the

Past, Present Defenders 
At Odds in Murder Case 

A former public defender stepped over 
ethical boundaries when he agreed to 
help the Commonwealth prosecute a 
murder, the current public defender 
charged in Circuit Court here Thursday. 

Public Defender Gary Johnson said 
that his predecessor, Ned Pillersdorf, 
undertook-while he was still being paid 
by the state to represent criminal defen­
dants unable to afford private 
attorneys-to help secure an indictment 
against Gary Hall, who is accused of 
stabbing a man on Arkansas Creek last 
July. 

The indictment, handed down May 8 
by a Floyd Circuit Court grand jury, ac­
cuses Hall of stabbing Dennis Wayne 
Conn, who was married to Hall's sister's 
daughter. Conn died of his injuries two 
months later. 

After the grand jury declined to issue 
an indictment on the basis of evidence 
presented by state police last year, the 
victim's parents hired Pillersdorf, who 
was soon to quit the public defender's of­
fice to run for district court judge here. 
Pillersdorf is named as the only witness 
on the true bill returned against Hall in 
May. 

was not then a client of the public 
defender's office. His contract with the 
state Office of Public Advocacy allow­
ed him to represent the Conn family in 
a private capacity, he said. 
- Although Pillersdorf agreed to 
withdraw from the case "to avoid the 
appearance of impropriety," Johnson 
continued to press for dismissal of the 
charge against Hall, claiming that 
Pillersdorf s role had already com­
promised the Commonwealth's case. 
"He did it for money," the defense at­
torQeYcharged, "at a time when he was 
retained <by the state) to represent peo­
ple wlio wound up getting indicted on ac­
count of his actions." 

But Pillersdorf replied, "I took (the 
case) because I think he's guilty and he 
killed somebody." 

After having a court reporter sum­
moned, Johnson insisted that he and 
Pillersdorf be put under oath in order to 
testify about a conversation in which 
they had described Pillersdorf's chances 
in the November election. Johnson 
quoted Pillersdorf as saying, "At least 
I'll carry Arkansas Creek, because I got 
that indictment," and added, "I 
specifically remember it because it 
shocked me down to my bootstraps."

Pillersdorf conceded that he was still 
public defender when he agreed to assist 
in prosecuting Hall but said that Hall

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because of their long hunting trips into 
the wilderness, these men included Mat­
thias Harman, the Skaggses and other 
hunters and Indian fighters. Historians 
record that Daniel Boone visited this 
lodge in 1761, six years before he saw the 
Blue Grass section of the state. 

Then the blockhouse was built in 
1787- ·as. about a half-mile downstream 

• from the mouth of Johns Creek in Floyd 
county and approximately 100 yards 
back from the river. It was 20 feet 
square, of two stories, and the roof angl­
ed up from all four of its sides to reach 
a sharp point at the top. The surrounding 
forest was cleared back on all sides and 
burned off the distance of a rifle shot to 
deny all cover to attacking Indians. 

Through the stockade which surround­
ed the blockhouse ran a stream from the 
adjacent hillside, making it unnecessary 
for defenders to leave the fort for water 
while under siege. This stream still runs 
from the mountainside to the river and 
its location pretty definitely fixes the 
location of the old fort. 

It was to Harman's Station and its 
blockhouse that Jenny Wiley, the 
pioneer heroine, fled when she escaped 
her Indian captors. (She lived 43 years 
after her escape, and, although her story 
has been romanticized to some degree, 
her own recollections became family 

· knowledge and was made available to 
, future historians. l Indians attacked her 
· cabin-home in Ohio while her husband, 
: Thomas, was away. Three of her older 

children and her brother were slain. Jen­
: ny and her baby were taken captive. The 
.savages later killed the baby. 
• ~ Followed 11 months of wanderings at 
:the will of her captors. Their wilderness 
.route rambled from West Virginia, 
'across the Tug Fork of the Big Sandy to 
the Little Sandy, then swung south to the ' 
Cherokee Fork of Big Blaine Creek in 
Lawrence county. There a baby was 
born pematurely to Mrs. Wiley in a 
rockhouse shelter. Later, the Indians 
gave the baby a traditional tribal test. 

·.They strapped the child to a slab of wood 
;'and placed it adrift on a nearby stream. 
•'The baby cried, and was killed. 

The route continued up Hoods Fork of 
Blaine to Laurel Creek and from there 
on to the present Flat Gap in Johnson 
county, then to Mud Lick and down that 
stream to its mouth where was an old In­
dian settlement. 

The party reached that point in April, 
1788, and it was in November of that 
year that Jenny Wiley had a "vision" on 
a wild night of wind and rain-a vision 
that was repeated that night. She saw a 
way to safety. 

During the night rain blew inside the 
cave where she lay, and the leather 
thongs with which she was bound were 
soaked. The leather stretched and the 
captive contrived to free herself. In 
storm and darkness she began her 
storied flight. 

Jenny Wiley always insisted she had 
no knowledge of the existence of a 
blockhouse. She had been in captivity 11 
months, and all contact with the crude 
civilization that she had known had been 
lost. Yet in the darkness she waded 
swollen mountain streams and followed 
an uncharted path to reach the river's 
edge at what is now East Point- and 
there, on the other side of the stream 
was the refuge she had "seen" in her 
vision. 

<Much of the historical material in the 
foregoing was supplied by Mrs. Douglas 
Galbraith, who resides in a part of 
Blockhouse Bottom. l 
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coroner said. At the time of his death, 
theft charges against Spradlin were 
pending in Floyd Circuit Court.

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Rock Music Goes to Court ... 

Tape Recording Played at Trial 
Of Auxier Nightclub Operator 

Floyd district courtroom reverberated 
to the sound of rock music yesterday 
<Tuesday l , as several Auxier residents 
sought to demonstrate what it is like liv­
ing with a nightclub as a neighbor. 

Over the objection of defense counsel 
Distnct Judge Harold Stumbo permit: 
ted Freddie L. Goble, a plaintiff in the 
case, to play a tape recording he had 
made in his neighbor's living room one 
Friday night last February. The sound 
of the live band, as Goble described it 
was of "thumping and noise loud enough 
to drive a fellow crazy." 

On trial on charges of disorderly con­
duct were Rita Wells, licensee of The 
Warehouse, and Forest Music, a Ware­
house employee. Goble, Woody Wells, 
Russell Slone and James Mollett had 
complained that, on February 20, 22, and 
23, the defendants had permitted 
"unreasonable noise" to emanate from 
the nightclub. 

Now that the county is ''wet,'' County 
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. told the 
district court jury, the case forced them 
to decide where the rights to entertain­
ment end and the rights of neighbors 
begin. "What price are you going to put 
on the right of these people to live 
peaceably in their homes?" he asked. 

The jury was back with its answer in 
minutes, acquitting Music but finding 
Mrs. Wells guilty and recommending 
that she be fined $200. Defense attorney 
Hugh Richards said the verdict would be 
appealed. 
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Attorneys Barkley Sturgill and David 
Barber, representing the defendants, 
contended that Kuss had not 
demonstrated any irregularities in the 
vote count. But Francis D. Burke, 
Pikeville attorney representing the 
plaintiff, said his client was not required 
to show there were actual irregularities, 
only that there was substantial non­
compliance with state election laws. 

"The integrity of the absentee ballots 
was so compromised," Burke said, 
"there should be absolutely no con­
fidence in what they show." 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley denied 
Kuss' motion, however, explaining, "All 
in all, I don't think there was much 
showing" that the integrity of the ballots 
had been compromised. 

Among those named as defendants in 
the action, besides Boyd, were Sheriff 
Henry C. Hale, Wilma Haley, Kay Hale, 
Morris Isaac and Garmon Collins. 
Haley, a deputy county clerk, served on 
the elections board as an alternate for 
Boyd, who was ineligible to serve 
because she was herself a candidate. 
Miss Hale acted in the same capacity for 
her father, Sheriff Hale. Isaac and Col­
lins were, respectively, the Democratic 
and Republican appointees to the board. 

Although a defendant, Collins-and 
his wife, Eva, who deputized for him 
while the absentee ballots were being 
counted-appeared in court for the 
plaintiff, Collins explaining that he 
thought Kuss' complaint gave the court 
an opportunity to "show people they 
were not going to let things like this hap­
pen any more." 

Collins, who characterized the recent 
primary as "the rottenest election I ever 
heard tell of," described as "a joke" the 
hearing that resulted in the denial of 
Kuss' motion. "I don't care one way or 
the other who's mayor, but they passed 
up an opportunity to have a system peo­
ple can have confidence in," Collins 
said, adding, "The way is, why don't 
they just say they'll auction it off to the 
highest bidder?" 

Ratcliff Draws 
16-Year Terms 
"In Deaths of 2 

Formal sentencing was carried out 
here Monday for Elmer Ratliff, 35, the 
Shelbiana man who pleaded guilty to 
two counts of manslaughter in the 
deaths of Steven and Brenda Perkins in 
an auto collision at Harold last October. 

Following a recommendation of the 
prosecutor, Floyd Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley sentenced Ratliff to concurrent 
16-year pen terms. He will receive credit 
for the 242 days he has already spent in 
jail. 

As part of a pre-sentence report, a 
Pike county parole officer noted that 
Ratliff was "very well Ir~ed" in the com­
munity and was a hard worker. The con­
victed man's only problem was his 
drinking and, even while drinking, he 
"tended to mind his own business," said 
parole officer Charles Shockey. 

Ratliff worked as an equipment 
operator in a mine until his second wife 
died of cancer in August last year. 
District Court records in Pikeville 
reveal that he was convicted of public 
intoxication 14 times between 1978 and 
1984 and acquaintances said his drink­
ing worsened after his wife's death. 

Soon after noon on October 6, Ratliff 
left Marlow's Country Palace, where he 
had been drinking, and drove on U.S. 23 
toward Floyd county. At that time, the 
Perkinses, who had stayed overnight at 
May Lodge, were heading toward Pike 
county on their way from Dayton, Ohio, 
to a religious meeting in North Carolina. 
They died-one instantly, the other on 
the way to hospital-when Ratliff's car 
crossed the median at Harold and hit 
their car, head-on. 

A blood test showed Ratliff had an 
alcohol level of .31 percent, more than 
three times the level at which Kentucky 
law presumes a person drunk. 

Deputy Sheriff Paul Auxier, the only 
witness called by the defense, testified 
that he had twice been to The Warehouse 
and heard no excessive noise there. 
State ABC Agent Darrell Embry at first 
said only that music at the nightclub was 
"a little loud at times" but later 
acknowledged he had once told com­
plaining neighbors, "There's no sense in 
this. I'm going over there and tell them 
to turn it down." 

G<>ble, who lives about 75 feet from the 
nightclub in Crawdad Bottom, said the 
noise was forcing him to try to sell the 
house he has lived in for 20 years. "We 
can hear every word of every song. We 
hear people screaming," and the 
"thumping" of bass drum and bass 
guitar are especially invasive, he said. 

Cross-examined by the defense at­
torney, Goble conceded that the night­
club proprietor had taken steps to in­
sulate one wall of the building and that 
neither state police nor the sheriff's 
department had apparently charged 
anyone at The Warehouse for making 
excessive noise. 

The state Alcoholic Beverage Control 
Board suspended Mrs. Wells' license for 
20 days in January after finding that she 
had allowed loud music to disturb resi­
dents between January and November 
last year. Prosecutors in the present 
case were not permitted to make any 
reference in court to the earlier convic­
tion, which is still under appeal. 

Seven Cases End 
In Plea Bargains 

In plea bargains in Floyd Circuit 
Court last week, seven defendants -
entered guilty pleas, generally to reduc­
ed charges, in return for sentences 
recommended by the prosecutor. 

Johnny E. Sloas pleaded guilty to two 
counts of theft, receiving a year 's jail 
term on each count, to be probated if he 
makes restitution to the Rudd Equip­
ment Co. within a month. Sloas was ac­
cused of stealing $395 from Rudd in 
August last year and $3395 in November 
and of covering the losses by making 
false entries in the firm's computer 
record of cash sales. 

Rodney Mitchell, accused of stealing 
a pocketbook last April from Shirley 
Mitchell and a 1982 Toyota Corolla 
belonging to Cindy Wells, received a 
one-year sentence on each charge, the 
sentences probated on the understan­
ding that Mitchell would waive extradi­
tion to Arkansas, where he faces more 
serious charges. 

Lenny Newsome, accused of striking 
Shane Mullins on March 6, was put on 
probation for a year and ordered to pay 
restitution of $478. 

Thomas Bartram, of Martin, pleaded 
guilty to damaging a sign leased by Sam 
Martin III and valued at $1800. An Auto 
Trek advertisement, the sign was defac­
ed with paint on Nov. 29. Bartram 
received a probated one-year sentence 
and was ordered to make restitution of 
$1050. 

Diana Howell, whose address is listed 
as the Sandy Valley Motel, was handed 
a year's jail sentence of which she will 
have to serve 90 days, with the re­
mainder probated. She was accused of 
forging Ronald Frasure's name on a 
check for $175 which she used to pay a 
laborer on Jan. 20. 

A burglary charge against James 
Jacobs was reduced to criminal trespass 
and he was sentenced to nine months in 
jail after pleading guilty. He was accus­
ed of breaking into an unoccupied house 
owned by Maggie Dixon on Feb. 2. 

Ronald Roth was given 12 months' 
probation after pleading guilty to a 
charge of growing marijuana in an 
apartment on University Drive. 

Horn's Suit Alleges 
Partnership Denied 

A Mare Creek businessman welshed 
on a pledge to take him in as an equal 
partner in a coal company, Randall D. 
Horn, of Prestonsburg, claims in a suit 
filed Friday in Floyd Circuit Court. 

Horn said he agreed to lend money to 
Wallace D. Scalf, president and sole 
shareholder of the Circle J Coal Co., last 
year, on the understanding that Scalf 
would transfer to him 50 percent of the 
company stock. 

He loaned Scalf money or paid his 
debts in the amount of $12,000, Horn 
said, and also gave him the loan of a roof 
bolter and power center rectifier. But 
Scalf has net transferred the stock as 
agreed upon and has allowed the bor­
rowed equipment to fall into disrepair, 
the suit alleges. 

Horn wants the $12,000 and the equip­
ment returned. He also seeks compen­
sation for damage done to the 
machinery, which he says is now "vir­
tually worthless," and $50,000 in punitive 
damages.

Sprayers For Zapping Bugs and Weeds 
Whether you fertilize plants or control 

bugs and diseases organically or j.n­
organically, if you're applying a liquid 
you'll need a sprayer. A sprayer may 
also be needed if you're chemically con­
trolling weeds. 

The product you 'II be using and the 
type of area or plants you'll be covering 
will suggest the number, size and type 
of sprayers you'll need. If you'll be 
spraying herbicides along with pesti­
cides and/or fertilizers, you should have 
two sprayers- one for herbicides, one 
for all other. Herbicide residue in a 
sprayer can kill desirable plants. <If you 
absolutely can't have two sprayers, 
always rinse a sprayer thoroughly with 
several changes of water and at least 
one rinse of a two percent ammonia 
solution.) 

For very small jobs-a few house­
plants, a few container plants on a 
patio-you may be able to recycle a 
window-spray bottle. If you have roses, 
a large vegetable garden or lawn, a fruit 
orchard, or something that requires 
more than a few ounces of solution, a 
larger sprayer will be necessary. 

Larger sprayers range from pint size 
hand trigger sprayers to sprayers 
holding several gallons of solution that 
are worn on one's back. The three ma­
jor types based on the mechanism for 
producing the spray are hose-end, com­
pression and slide-type sprayers. 

Hose-end sprayers, which screw onto 
a hose and hold concentrate which 
mixes with the water as it's delivered, 
don't require pumping and deliver a 
large volume of liquid quickly , good for 
spraying lawns or massed shrubs. Their 
precision is limited, as is flexibility due 
to attachment to a hose. 

Compression sprayers, generally in 
two or three gallon sizes <although I 
have a new half-gallon that's excellent 
for small insect populations in vegetable 
gardens l, are the most commonly used 
home garden sprayers. Aside from the 
need to pump them every minute or two

to develop adequate spray pressure, 
they are quite precise and versatile. 

The backpack sprayer is also a com­
pression sprayer but has advantages 
over regular compression sprayers in 
that the 20 to 40 pounds of solution and 
sprayer can be carried centered on one's 
back, and they can be kept evenly 
pressurized by a slow, continuous pump­
ing of a side-mounted lever. 

Slide-type or trombone sprayers work 
by sliding a nozzle tube back and forth. 
They require continual sliding and pro­
duce the farthest-reaching spray stream 
<good for trees), although the stream is 
not constant. 

While most sprayers are made of 
materials highly resistant to corrosion 
<brass, stainless or galvanized steel, 
plastic), if water or solution is left in a 
sprayer it may corrode. Plastic is a 
safer 'choice for that reason, and 
because it's usually lighter weight. Also 
look for fittings made of high-impact 
plastic. 

Features to look for include shoulder 
straps for larger compression models, 
non-kink hoses, in-line filters to screen 
out impurities to reduce nozzle clogging, 
and adjustable (to go from fine mist to 
jet) and removal nozzles. The two basic 
nozzle types are the hollow cone nozzles 
that spray circular patterns void in the 
center (best for pesticides) and flat fan 
nozzles that spray a solid rectangular­
shaped band (best for herbicides). 

Sprayers with wide mouths and 
funnel-shaped tops will reduce spill and 
make cleaning easier. Always clean a 
sprayer after every use and turn or hang 
it upside down to dry. Be sure to flush 
the hoses, slides and nozzles also. 

New on the market are compression 
sprayers with safety valves that 
automatically open when the pressure 
reaches an adequate level; and for about 
$50, battery-operated sprayers that 
remove the need for a water hose or 
pumping. 

Timely Tip: By now any tree or shrub 
that is alive <even the crape myrtles) 
will have new stem and/or leaf growth. 
Prune dead material or pull entire dead 
plants. Nothing spoils a landscape faster 
than dead plants.

Frankfort, Ky., June 5-Kentucky's 
1985 squirrel season will open on the 
traditional third Saturday in August, the 
Fish and Wildlife Commission decided 
at its quarterly meeting in Frankfort, 
June 3. 

Since its March meeting, the commis­
sion had been considering a proposed 
regulation change which would have 
delayed the opening date until Sept. 14, 
but, after reviewing the results of a 
public hearing on the proposed change 
.and after considering other oral and 
written comments made at the meeting, 
the commission voted, 5-4, to retain the 
traditional framework for at least 
another year while the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources conducts a 
major survey of hunter perferences. 

Under the latest commission ruling, 
the squirrel season will open Aug. 17 and 
will run through Oct. 31. The second 
phase of the split season will run from 
Nov. 21 through Dec. 31. 

In other action, the commission ap­
proved dove hunting dates of Sept. 1 
through Oct. 31 and Nov. 30 through Dec. 
8. Shooting hours during the first phase 
of the season will be from 11:00 a.m. un­
til sunset, while during the Nov. 30-Dec. 
8 portion of the season hunting will 'De 
permitted from sunrise until sunset. 

The commission also approved an ear-
ly duck season running from Sept. 11 
through Sept. 15 and woodcock and snipe 
seasons extending from Oct. 1 through 
Dec. 4. Bag and possession limits re­
main unchanged from last year . 

The dates for dove, woodcock, snipe 
and ducks are tentative, pending final 
federal approval.

Elimination of 
deductibility would be a blow to state 
and local governments as they struggle 
with the reality of sharply reduced 
federal programs and increasing ser­
vice costs," Stumbo added.

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First of Seminars 
On Child Sex Abuse 
Set at Jenny Wiley 

More than 600 Kentucky social 
workers, prosecutors, judges and police 
officers have signed up to participate in 
a series of seminars focusing on 
cooperative investigation and manage­
ment of cases of suspected child sexual 
abuse. 

Eight seminars are being co­
sponsored this month by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources and the office of the 
Attorney General. The conferences will 
be at Jenny Wiley State Resort Park 
<June 11), Lexington (June 13), Cov­
ington <June 14), Somerset (June 17), 
Bowling Green <June 18) , Paducah 
(June 19), Owensboro (June 20) and 
Louisville <June 21 l. 

Human Resources Secretary AI 
Austin said the seminars will concen­
trate on law enforcement as well as the 
importance of minimizing the trauma of 
child sexual abuse. "We know and agree 
that child sexual abuse cannot be 
treated simply as either a social prob­
lem or a crime. We cannot prosecute the 
abusing adult and do little to help the 
abused child, and vice-versa," he said. 
"These seminars will help the profes­
sionals from all segments of a child sex­
ual abuse investigation to work towards 
developing local models for cooperation 
in such cases." 

Attorney General David L. Armstrong 
said the resulting closer working rela­
tionship is a key to effectively fighting 
child sexual abuse. "These seminars 
represent an excellent first step in 
uniting all professionals involved in 
combating intra-family sexual abuse," 
Armstrong said. " I believe that we will 
ultimately see a very positive crossover 
effect on cases of sexual abuse of 
children by non-family members as 
well. " 

The seminars are funded under a 
federal grant received by the cabinet's 
Department for Social Services. A 
Charlotte, North Carolina consulting 
firm, Action for Child Protection, will 
conduct the sessions on how to establish 
a local protocol for the cooperative 
management of child sexual abuse in­
vestigal!ons. A model will be presented 
by representatives of the Cabinet for 
Human Resources, Office of Attorney 
General and Kentucky State Police. 

Each of the six-hour seminars will 
begin at 9 a.m. local time.

Committee To Oversee 
Fire Prevention Grants 

Governor Martha Layne Collins has 
named a coordinating committee to im­
plement fire prevention, education and 
protection programs throughout the 
state. 

The Kentucky Volunteer Fire Preven­
tion Program Coordinating Committee 
will be an advisory body attached to the 
office of the State Fire Marshal within 
the Public Protection and Regulation 
Cabinet. Kentucky is one of 10 states 
participating in a national community 
fire prevention program and will receive 
grant monies to carry out the program. 

Under the program, selected com­
munity organizations will receive grants 
to assist them in initiating fire preven­
tion projects. Urban community organi­
zations will receive $25,000, suburban 
groups $25,000 and rural organizations 
$10,000 to fund local programs. Second 
and third-year funding- at 75 percent 
and 50 percent of first-year levels- also 
will be provided Also, the state will 
receive $10,000 each year to coordinate 
the program.

Ky. Crops Far Ahead 
Of Those Last Year 

"Spring fieldwork continues to pro­
gress rapidly across the state, despite 
recent rains," Agriculture Commis­
sioner David E. Boswell said last week. 

"The rains were a big help and didn't 
really slow fieldwork that much," 
Boswell added. 

Corn planting is now 84 percent com­
plete, compared to only 42 percent at 
this time last year and 62 percent com­
plete on the average. 

About three-fourths of the planted 
corn has emerged. It is rated in mostly 
good to excellent condition. Cutworms 
are causing problems in some fields , but 
the overall problems are minimaL 

Tobacco setting has become increas­
ingly active About 15 percent of the 
burley is set. This compares to only 1 
percent last year, which is also the 
average. 

An adequate amount of tobacco plants 
will be available for transplanting in 
most areas The plants in the beds are 
generally in good condition, with few 
disease or insect problems reported. 

"Soybean planting is 16 percent com­
plete, well ahead of last year's 3 percent 
and the 13 percent average," Boswell 
said. "Also, planting of single-crop 
beans is picking up as corn planting is 
completed." 

Wheat is reported in mostly good to 
fair condition, with about 95 percent of 
the crop headed or beyond. Rust is-a 
problem in a number of areas across the 
state. 

The first hay cutting is now under 
way, with the yields reduced somewhat 
in dry areas. Recent rain slowed harvest 
and delayed cutting. 

Pasture conditions vary from fair to 
excellent depending on the amount of 
moisture the area received.

Useful Questions 
Help Children Learn 

Questions are useful things. 
They are how we remind our child of 

what we assume he hasn't done: "Have 
you hung your coat up?" "Have you fed 
the cat?" 

Questions are how we tell our child 
how we hope he feels, how we hope he 
behaves: "Did you have a nice day at 
school today?" "Were you a good girl?" 

And sometimes, when we ask "how 
many?" "what color?" "why this? "who 
that?" the questions are how we test to 
see if our child knows the "right" 
answer, the answer we already know. 

And yet questions like these, useful as 
they are to remind, sway, and test, are 
also traps, reminds Growing Child, the 
monthly child development newsletter. 
Because no, the child hasn't hung up his 
coat and he isn't sure what color the rib­
bon 'is. He's wrong or in the wrong. 
Caught again. 

There is a knack, and it can be learn­
ed, to asking questions that don't trap or 
make a child feel pushed or dumb or 
bad but instead invite confidence, in­
dic~te interest, become conservation. 
The knack is in asking, honestly, for 
answers you don't know beforehand. 

"What do you think happens," you 
ask, ''when everyone has bought all the 
milk in the store and there isn't any 
left?" 

"The man in the store makes more," 
your child might reply. . 

'I've never seen him make m1lk, have 
you?" 

"I saw Mrs. Pickford make milk." 
No wrong answers here, because the 

mother couldn't know what her child 
thought or saw until he said it. She is 
learning that he has ideas about where 
milk comes from. 

Maybe Mrs. Pickford was m~k~ng 
powdered milk. Maybe she was m1xmg 
infant formula from a can. Maybe she 
was even nursing her baby. The mother 
will find out by asking more. 

The child will find out that people can 
discuss things, and figure them out 
together. Perhaps his mother will take 
him to a farm zoo to see a cow. Or show 
him a mother cat feeding her kittens. 

A child can't give you a "wrong" 
answer to questions like these. He can 
only tell you what he thinks. When you 
understand what he thinks, you can help 

. him understand more. And that, after 
all, is a more useful question.
