Hazard Driver Says 
Motel Responsible 

,}n Traffic Fatality 
A Hazard trucker says he is not to 

blame for the death of a 26-year-old 
Allen woman whose car was struck in 
February last year by the tractor-trailer 
he was driving. 

In a claim filed this week in Floyd Cir­
cuit Court, Richard Combs alleges that 
operators of the Plantation Motel con­
tributed to the accident by continuing to 
serve the victim with alcoholic 
beverages after she was intoxicated. 

The mot~ I is further to blame, Combs 
argues, because it permitted two 
patrons to park tractor-trailers on the 
shoulder of U.S. 23, obscuring the view 
of drivers leaving the motel and pulling 
out onto the highway. 

Combs and Mitchell Wright, of Ison, 
owner of the truck Combs was driving, 
were named as defendants in an $800,000 
damages suit filed last September by 
James Steffey, of Tram, father of the 
victim, Kim Steffey Mosley. She died 
Feb. 9last year when she drove her 1982 
Buick into the path of Combs' truck as 
she left the Plantation Motel around 
11:30 p.m. 

Combs and Wright are represented in 
the suit by Pikeville attorney Donald H. 
Combs 

Amid heated discussion, the Prestons­
burg City Council declined a request 
from the city parks commission to 
authorize and pay a salary of $15,500 to 
a prospective administrator for Archer 
Park. 

At its Monday night session the coun­
cil heard a report from the parks com­
mission recommending that Tony Bur­
chett be hired as park admimstrator.

Ranier indicated that he thought the best 
man for the job was not Burchett, but 
rather Harold Baldridge. Councilman 
Paul Hunt Thompson remarked that he 
wished the parks commission and its 
council representative could agree on a 
proposed candidate, adding that he 
would not support a candidate not en­
dorsed by the council's representative. 
Mayor Harold Cooley added that "it was 
funny to me that the council represen­
tative had a candidate that wasn't even 
in the top three." 

A motion was made and initially pass­
ed that a salary of $14,500 be offered the 
candidate, with only Thompson dissen­
ting. Discussion then ensued between 
councilmen Bill Ray Collins and William 
0. Goebel, III and Mayor Cooley, with 
the result that both Collins and Goebel 
changed their votes on the proposal. 
Their objections arose from a feeling ap­
parently shared by both men that the ci­
ty council should have a greater say in 
the hiring of the park administrator. 
Cooley reminded them that the council 
had delegated that authority to the five­
member parks commission, while City 
Manager David Evans indicated that all 
members of the city council had been in­
vited to attend the interviews. 

Goebel, who was unconvinced Bur­
chett's credentials warranted his hiring 
at the proposed salary, said, "I am not 
willing to vote for a man halfway around 
the track and hope he finishes the race." 
Several council members voiced con­
cern that the park is well into the sum­
mer season and in need of sound leader­
ship. 

Evans assured the council that Archer 
Park was slowly but surely bringing in 

Residents At Loggerheads 
Over Plan To Close Road 

Faced with a community divided over 
the question of closing the road between 
Auxier and East Point, Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo turned to the assistant 
county attorney at a meeting of the 
fiscal court Tuesday for a way out of the 
conflict. 

Attorney Eric Hall counseled the 
agistrates to seek "the most good for 

the most people," a question that ap­
peared likely to be decided by the 
numbers on two opposing petitions that 
were presented to the court. Former 
magistrate Ray Wilcox opposed closing 
the road, saying it provided about 40 
Auxier families with their only egress 
during floods, and submitted to the court 
a petition to that effect bearing 76 
signatures. 

But Ed Bierman, who initially made 
the request to have the road closed, 
countered with a petition signed by 174 
persons, including "some influential 
people." 

Bierman argued that, as long as the 
little-used road is open, the area will con­
tinue to be used as a garbage dump. 
Wilcox replied that ''we've got garbage 
dumps all over the county." But Stum­
bo put off making a decision, explaining, 
"We need to study those petitions." 

Another petition presented to the court 
requested that the existing system of 
electing magistrates by district be 
scrapped in favor of countywide election 
of commissioners. Stumbo turned over 
the request to the county attorney's of­
fice, but not before Magistrate Gerald 
DeRossett d Jared his opposition to the 
proposal.

Mountain Cornp Care 
Board, Critics Differ 

A tussle between critics of the Moun­
tain Comprehensive Care Center and its 
board of directors appeared to have 
escalated this week as the critics 
broadened their charges against agen­
cy administrators and a member of the 
board accused the critics of hiding 
behind unproven allegations to direct 
"sniper fire" at the agency's executive-
director. . 

On paper at least, a group of "con­
cerned citizens," staff members and 
former staff members moved beyond 
their earlier charges that capricious 
layoffs, firings and transfers have 
demoralized staff and reduced client 
services, now suggesting that agency 
administrators have violated state and 
federal law. 

None of the more serious allegations 
was pressed in oral arguments made 
before a meeting of the agency's board 
of directors at Pikeville Methodist 
Hospital Monday night, however, and 
one board member, Pikeville architect 
James A. Ellis, likened the allegations 
to the oak tree shielding the sniper who 
last month killed a truck driver in a Pike 
county mine dispute. 

Among allegations contained in 16 
typed pages circUlated among board 
members and media representatives 
prior to Monday's meeting was one 
charging that, for a period of six months 
after a client had died, MCCC fraudu­
lently billed the state Human Resources 
Cabinet for services provided to the 
client. 

The group also alleged that, shortly 
before an inmate at the Floyd county jail 
killed himself recently, jail authorities 
asked MCCC to send a counselor to 
evaluate him but was told none was 
available. 

MCCC Executive-Director David Bell, 
Jr. was not available Tuesday to com­
ment on the charges but Floyd County 
Jailer Lawrence Hale said he was not 
aware of any suicidal inmate being 
denied a counselor or even requesting 
one. 

In all, the critics listed 12 instances 
alleging possible violations of state or 
federal law ; 24 workers, many of them 
longtime employees of the ag~ncy, who

were recently fired, laid off, demoted, 
transferred or submitted resignations; 
and 12 instances of persons promoted to 
fill vacancies which were not generally 
advertised among agency staffers. 

Harassment, invasions of privacy and 
unfair labor practices on the part of 
MCCC management were among a 
series of sometimes bizarre allegations, 
the critics acknowledin& they had no im­
mediate proof of the charges but claim­
ing that many of the alleged victims 
were prepared to document them for the 
board. 

The dissident group said it was 
"unaware of a justification" for recent 
cutbacks, which they said had reduced 
the agency staff by 10 percent in two 
months. They also expressed concern 
that services provided by the Layne

Family of Driver Challenges 
Police Report in Girl's Death 

The death last Wednesday of Susan 
Lynn Collins, 19-year-old Lackey 
woman, in a two-car accident on KY 80, 
just east of Maytown, has drawn conflic­
ting reports from police and the family 
of the other driver , 71-year-old Aaron 
Tuttle, of Eastern. 

According to a report published in the 
Louisville Courier-Journal, police said 
the vehicles collided after Tuttle had 
made a U-turn Tuttle's wife, Roma, 
who was not involved in the accident, 
disagrees. She says her husband "would 
never do anything that stupid," and 
claims there must be another explana­
tion for the wreck. She adds, however, 
that he has no memory of the tragedy. 

Both accident victims were taken to 
Our Lady of the Way hospital in Martin. 
Miss Collins was pronounced dead there 
shortly after the accident. at 3:30 p.m .. 
according to state police. Mrs. Tuttle 
said her husband was removed to the 
Albert B. Chandler Medical Center at 
the University of Kentucky in Lexington 
and remained there until Friday. He suf­
fered minor injuries-"a lot of pain but 

no broken bones, "-Mrs. Tuttle said. 
According to Florence Dixon, of 

Mousie, who arrived shortly after the 
wreck occurred, there had been a heavy 
rain at the time. resulting in a "water 
hole," wh1ch was said to have been the 
cause of other accidents there. 

Dixon said she saw no skidmarks, but 
believed Miss Collins must have been 
driving at a high rate of speed, judging 
from the damage done to both vehicles. 

The accident was investigated by Ken­
tucky State Police Officer Mark Mays, 
who was unavailable for comment. A 
spokesman for KSP Post 9 in Pikeville 
said the original police report still stood. 
When told of the conflicting reports he 
said "That's why we have court dates."

Beginning m November, the ~atural 
Resources and Envtronmental Prdtec 
tion Cabinet will be under a federal man­
date to locate all underground storage 
tanks to make sure they are not leaking 
into groundwater and contaminating 
drinking water supplies. 

The new federal Leakmg 
Underground Storage Program requires 
all owners of underground storage tanks 
contaming petroleum or other regulated 
substances to notify the Natural 
Resource's Division of Waste Manage­
ment of the size. age, contents. and type 
of underground tank. Owners of leaking 
tanks will be reqUired to fix the leaks, 
and stop the contamination. Tanks con­
structed in the future will have to meet 
construction criteria set out by the 
federal regulations.

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Three Strikes Against U.K.? 
Wonder what's happening at-or to-the University of 

Kentucky'? 
First of all, the state Energy Cabinet took from UK its coal 

research project and gave it to the University of Louisville. 
Next, the Coimcil on Higher Education decided the dental 

college at the University of Kentucky was one too many and 
that it should go-to merge with the University of Louisville 
Dental School. 

And more recently comes a proposal to take Jefferson Com­
munity College out of the UK system of community colleges 
and hand it over to the selfsame University of Louisville. 

Whatever is happening at- or to-U.K., it would appear that 
U. of L. has a lot going for it, these days. There may be accept­
able reasons for stripping the state's chief university of some 
of these programs and for giving them to a university that is 
a comparative newcomer to the state college system, but these 
reasons have not been spelled out. Questions such as these 
arise: 

Since the coal laboratories remain in Lexington, if a change 
was necessary why was not Transylvania University, another 
respected educational institution there, given the job'? 

And, if one dental school had to go, why UK's and not U. of 
L.'s'? 

This proposed shift of a community college from the Univer­
sity of Kentucky system is disturbing. The community system, 
which has been highly successful, has been administered by 
the University of Kentucky since its earliest beginnings. At 
that time UK, its president and other leaders were enthusiastic 
about the community college concept while some others in­
volved in education were lukewarm if not hostile. Under the 
aegis of UK, these community colleges have made an outstand­
ing contribution to education in Kentucky and has developed 
associated programs which reach deep into community life 
and development in the areas which they serve. 

Several years ago, an attempt was made to divide the com­
munity colleges among the several regional universities. 
Prestonsburg Community College, for example, would have 
become a part of Morehead State University. But this attempt 
to create an administrative hodge-podge did not succeed. 

Now, a new attempt to cut a link in the community college 
chain appears to have the support of the Council on Higher 
Education. The University of Kentucky, its friends and the 
friends of community colleges should fight back. For if this 
one community college goes into the hands of the University 
of Louisville, the dam will burst and other colleges will be out 
to pick up nearby community colleges as pieces of educational 
flotsam. 

A Deadly Sin, in War or Peace 
Which is the more deadly sin against this country of ours­

to betray it in time of war or to sell its secrets in time of pea_ce 
and leave its defenses weakened when the apparently m­
evitable war does come'? 

When the John Walker spy ring dealt to Soviet Russia the 
classified information with which Walker and his son had been 
entrusted the ability of the United States to curb the bent to 
war of th~ Soviets was gravely endangered, military experts 
say. That leaves this country's aim of deterrence through 
strength at sore disadvantage. And, if it comes down to real 
hostilities, the betrayal may tilt the balance of power to the 
country's enemies. . 

If we get the picture clearly, these men who turned_ trait?r 
were not forced by threat, or hunger, or other crushmg c~r­
cumstance to join the enemy and strengthen his ~and while 
weakening our own. It would appear that they simply sur­
rendered to greed. Let America go hang, run up the red flag, 
let Americans die. Take the money. 

This is why we agree with Secretary of Defense Weinberger. 
Let the punishment for spies of this sort be the firing squad-
in peace or war. . . 

Let them be heard, their trial be thorough and their guilt 
established beyond a shadow of a doubt •. of co~rse-:-but ~~en 
guilt is established, let us have done with t~Is hair-sphttmg 
about peace and war because, in fact, there IS no real peace, 
and the threat of war is more real than any dream of peace 
that we may have.

Eddie Patton, Jr. continues as transpor­
tation director.( as does his assistant, 
Adrian Bentley. 

Despite an earlier threat to cut two of 
the school district's seven music 
teachers, those positions were filled for 
the coming year. In line with state 
auditors' findings, 12'h cooks were cut 
from the school lunch program. The 
district's central office will have four ad­
ditional clerks, however, as the result of 
a decision to centralize food purchasing. 

Dropped from the central office roster 
were the positions of public relations 
director and coordinator of the gifted 
.and talented program. Former public 
relations officer Jennifer Martin was 
given a newly-created job as monitor of 
the centralized food service program. 

Teachers and other personnel hired 
for the new school year are listed 
elsewhere in this issue.

In oral remarks to the board Monday, 
ho"'<,ever, Wes Howard, a spokesman for 
the dissidents, charged only that recent 
staff changes " in some people's vie 
were not handled according to person­
nel rules" and that the cuts had caused 
a reduction in agency services. 

Board member Ellis responded that 
the agency had a "well-established 
method for hearing employee 
grievances" and suggested that the' 
dissidents-about 40 of whom crowded 
the meeting room and an adjoining 
hallway-were mounting a highly­
publicized attack on the agency in an ef­
fort "to achieve something other tha 
the airing of grievances." 

MCCC had become the victim of an 
"Hiroshima" and a "terroristic action," 
which would prove "counter-produc­
tive," Ellis said. The agency's clients 
are "innocent bystanders" who are be­
ing hurt by a "personal vendetta," 
which will "continue as long as people 
have selfish axes to grind," he added. 

While Executive Director Bell may 
have made some unwis~ decisions, he iA 
being goaded by his critics, some or­
whom are "trying to see how far he'll go 
before he breaks," Ellis charged. 

In urging employees to submit their 
complaints to the established grievance 
process, Board Chairman Gary Sword 
noted that, of the 24 employees listed as 
victims of questionable management 
decisions, only nine had filed grievances 
and, of those, four were filed improper­
ly. 

Some disgruntled workers claime<\-. 
that efforts to use the grievanc• 
machinery were easily deflected by 
management, citing as cases in point the 
four workers whose claims were held to 
be filed improperly because they were 
filed by an attorney. 

Prestonsburg attorney Ned Pillers­
dorf, who represents the foUr, said after 
the meeting that the agency was acting 
"in bad faith" in rejecting his clients' 
claims on the ground that they were im­
properly filed. "If that's their defense. 
we're ready to go to trial in circuit 
court," said the attorney, who added 
that he is considering filing a civil suit 
alleging wrongful discharge on his 
clients' behalf. 

Connie Ferguson, a former clerk who 
was f\red last month, said the grievance 
machinery was "a method of diffusing" 
employee grievances. "They know that 
the longer it takes, the more employees 
will grow tired" of pressing their claim, 
she said. • 

Several of those who spoke at Mon­
day's meeting s tressed that their 
primary concern was for the mainten­
ance of MCCC's client services. Cuts in 
programs for the mentally handicapped 
"have given MCCC a bad name in five 
counties," said Scott Moore, whose wife, 
Robin, was fired as a secretary on May 
IO. "Everyone was proud of Comp Care. 
They're not right now," he said. 

Of the board members, Ruth Pr~ 
vence, of Whitehouse, acknowledged 
that the directors had been "a little lax" 
in keeping abreast of developments in 
the agency's clinics. And Delphia Hicks, 
of Prestonsburg, urged her colleagues 
to consider allowing employees to take 
their complaints directly to the board if 
they were dissatisfied with the 
grievance procedure. 

For their part, some of the dissidents 
vowed they would continue their efforts 
to press their concerns about MCCC's 
programs and management. "I'll te. 
you one thing, we're not going to stop," 
said Mary Belle Short, a leader of the 
group.

Morehead State To Develop 
Small Coal Operators' Center 

Morehead State University has receiv­
ed funding from the U.S. Department of 
Labor's Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration (MSHA) for development 
of a Small Coal Operators Mining 
Assistance Center (SCOMA C). 

Announcement of the $61,000 start-up 
grant was made jointly by Assistant 
Secretary of Labor for MSHA David 
Zeeger and MSU President Herb. F. 
Reinhard. 

SCOMAC will offer free technical and 
administrative assistance to coal 
operators producing under 300,000 tons 
annually. 

''This grant will make it possible for 
people at Kentucky's small mining 
operations to obtain the safety training 
and technical help they need but may 
not be able to afford otherwise," Zeeger 
said. 

Morehead State was selected by 
MSHA as a center site because of the 
University's ongoing mining technology 
program, the caliber of the people in the 
program and its proximity and relation­
ship with Southeast Kentucky's key coal­
producing areas, according to Dr. 
Charles M. Derrickson, MSU College of 
Applied Sciences and Technology dean. 

J. Wes Blakley, MSU chairholder in 

mining and former editor of "Coal Min­
ing," one of the nation's leading coal 
journals, will be the coordinator of 
SCOMAC. According to Blakley, some 
of the key areas of assistance it will of­
fer are: 

Help in developing adequate roof con­
trol data or plans; training or retrain­
ing of workers; advice on employee 
benefits; help in developing needed data 
for permits; development of a motiva­
tional plan to increase worker 
awareness of safety; planning and 
development of total mine ventilation 
system; assistance in selecting ap­
propriate equipment for specific 
applications. 

Blakely cautidhed that operators 
should not expect SCOMAC to provide 
purchase money for hardware or equip­
ment. "We primarily will be a con­
sulting and problem-solving service,'' he 
said. 

Small coal companies will receive an­
nouncements of SCOMAC's formal open­
ing soon, Blakely said. Until then, small 
operators with annual tonnage of less 
than 300,000 may call the coordinator at 
(606) 783-2633 for additional information.

$435,000 Marked 
For Low Income 
Big Sandy Homes 

The Cabinet for Human Resources 
plans to spend more than $7 million dur­
ing the next 12 months to make 
weatherization improvements to homes 
of low-income families. with priority 
given to residences of the elderly or 
disabled. 

The funds will be distributed to the 
state's 23 community action agencies, 
which serve 119 counties, and the city of 
Ashland, which also serves Boyd coun­
ty. "Allocations are based upon the need 
of the area each serves compared to 
statewide need," said Employment Ser­
vices Commissioner James Daniels, 
whose department administers the 
program. 

"We expect to serve about 12,500 peo­
ple in 5,000 homes," the commissioner 
said. Work that may be performed on a 
home includes caulking, weatherstrip­
ping windows and doors, reglazing win­
dows, repairing walls, insulating ceil­
ings, pipes, ducts, walls and under 
floors, wrapping water heaters and plac­
ing skirting around foundations . 

"The type and amount of work per­
formed is based on the condition of the 
home," Daniels said. "Improvements 
an agency makes to any home are 
limited to an average of $1,600, but at 
least we are able to make these homes 
more comfortable and reduce energy 
costs." 

U.S. Department of Energy funds 
make up almost $3.4 million of this 
year 's allocations, while Home Energy 
Assistance Program dollars account for 
almost $3.7 million. Previously DOE 
allocations were made in July and 
HEAP funds were distributed in 
January. 

The grant amount for the Big Sandy 
Area Community Action Agency (Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and Pike 
counties) is $435,449.

The State Board of Education voted to 
endorse and work for the enactment of 
Gov Martha Layne Collins' educational 
reform package at a special meeting in 
Frankfort on Tuesday !June 18> 

Members unanimously approved a 
resolution offered by .Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Alice McDonald to 
lend the board's support to the campaign 
for educational reform m Kentucky. 

"This JS a good package, one which 
represents an opportunity for education 
in Kentucky which we cannot ignore, 
which we cannot walk away from," 
McDonald said. 

Governor Collins paid an unexpected 
visit to the board meeting to discuss the 
$287.7 million education plan with board 
members 

The governor told board members 
that the plan addressed three major 
areas of concern voiced by citizens, 
educators and legislators. She said the 
plan included provisions for equity and 
excellence in education, contained 
something for every Kentuckian to par­
ticipate in and work toward, and offered 
both short-term and long-term educa­
tional results. 

"This is a consensus package, made 
up of ideas from many groups. It's a 
plan on which Kentucky can build. Not 
everything is here, but there is a sound 
basis which can be added to or enlarg­
ed by future legislators and governors," 
Collins said. 

The board also voted to approve a 
statement of goals for 1985 and discuss­
ed strategies to meet those goals . 

The approved document sets public 
education as "the highest priority in 
Kentucky's civic services" and includes 
time lines for reaching the educational 
goals set by board members. 

Among the goals set by the board is 
the establishment of an annual com­
posite report giving the academic per­
formances of each school district and 
the schools within that district. Includ­
ed in these reports would be information 
on test scores, dropout rates, attendance 
rates and graduation rates. 

Based on these reports, annual 
academic performance ratings would be 
issued for each district and each school 
within that district. 

Another goal of the board is the 
passage of a constitutional amendment 
to require the appointment rather than 
the electiOn of the state superintendent 
of public instruction. Under the propos­
ed amendment, the superintendent 
would be appointed by the State Board 
of Education and confirmed by the state 
Senate. 

The board endorsed the career-ladder 
concept for teachers and school ad­
ministrators in its statement of goals. 
Board members voted to cooperate with 
the Career Ladder Development Com­
mittee to "propose legislation to imple­
ment a sound career-ladder plan" for 
school personnel. Such a plan should 
provide "fair, impartial and apolitical 
evaluation," the statement said. 

A proposed "anti-nepotism" goal was 
deleted from the document after discus­
sion. The board voted to form a commit­
tee to study further the problem of 
nepotism m Kentucky schools and pro­
pose solutions and strategies.

Reagan Plan Impact 
On Kentucky Studied 

The Floyd County Times Sectton One, Paae Eleven 

Revenue Secretary Gary W. Gillis an­
nounced last week that the Revenue 
Cabinet has completed a preliminary 
analysis of President Reagan's tax prb­
posc:il for fairness, growth and simplici­
ty. The plan's impact on Kentucky in­
dividuals includes an estimated reduc­
tion of $362 million in federal income tax 
paid by Kentuckians, which results in an · 
increase of $11 million in Kentucky in­
dividual income tax due to the smaller 
federal tax deduction. For business tax­
payers, the analysis shows an estimated 
increase of $264 million in federal in­
come tax paid by corporations doing 
business in Kentucky with no change in 
Kentucky corporate income tax revenue 
since federal tax is not an allowable 
deduction for corporations.

Gillis emphasized that any other im­

pact of the President's plan depends 
upon General Assembly action. In order 
for the President's plan to apply to Ken­
tuckians, the General Assembly must 
enact legi13lation.

Secretary Gillis emphasized that tax 
studies by the Revenue Cabinet concen­
trate on technical aspects of proposals 
and do not reflect a policy position of 
support or opposition to such proposals.

Floyd Taking Part 
In School Parley 

Ways of improving the school climate 
will be the focus of a two-day conference 
that opened Monday at the Holiday Inn 
North in Lexington. 

Superintendent of Public Instruction 
Alice McDonald said the conference was 
designed to assist school districts taking 
part in two programs sponsored by the 
Kentucky Department of Education, the 
School Effectiveness Project and the 
federally financed School Climate 
Program. 

Conference sessions will deal with 
such topics as evaluation, school­
community relations, the teaching and 
learning process, the relationships be­
tween curriculum and testing, 
discipline, alcohol and drug education, 
utilization of test results, and the shar­
ing of successful ideas and programs. 

Dr. Eugene Howard, director of the 
school improvement unit of the Colorado 
Department of Education, will give the 
keynote address at the opening session 
at 1 p.m. Monday. Howard is the author 
of "The School Discipline Desk Book" 
and co-author of "How Schools Make 
Things Happen." 

Dr. James Fouche, associate superin­
tendent of instruction in the Kentucky 
Department of Education, will discuss 
"School Climate-Beyond Warm and 
Fuzzy" at a dinner meeting at 6 p.m. 
Monday. 

The conference is being sponsored by 
the department's Division of School Im­
provement, which directs the effec­
tiveness project, and the Division of Stu­
dent Services, which directs the school 
climate project. 

The 29 districts taking part in the 
School Effectiveness Project volun­
teered from a group of districts 
designated as eligible on the basis of low 
levels of academic achievement and un­
favorable economic factors . Ten 
districts joined the project in February 
1983, 11 more during the 1983-84 school 
year and eight others in 1984-85. 

During each district's first year, 
teams from the Department of Educa­
tion evaluated the district and made 
detailed reports assessing its effec­
tiveness and listing 1ts strengths and 
weaknesses. A local committee than 
prepared a school effectiveness plan to 
be implemented in the second year of

the project.

Court Rules Fine 
Of Banker Valid 

A fine levied on a Prestonsburg 
banker for making Improper "insider" 
loans will stand, an appeals court ruled 
last week 

The $1000 fine was imposed by the 
Federal Deposit Insurance Corp. on 
H.D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., president of the 
Bank Josephine, for loans to Earl R. 
McGuire, whose family has a controll­
ing interest in the bank. 

The FDIC held that a $500,000 loan and 
a $750,000 line of credit extended in 1981 
to the Grayson Loan Co., a corporation 
owned by McGuire family members, did 
not have enough collateral and exceed­
ed the Bank Josephine's lending limits. 

The line of credit was secured by 
shares of stock in the Citizens Deposit 
Bank and Trust of Vanceburg. But that 
stock was already pledged to the First 
National Bank in Lofiisville for a debt 
owed to that bank, the appeals court 
noted. 

In a decision handed down in Cincin­
nati last Wednesday, the Sixth U.S. Cir­
cuit Court of Appeals upheld the FDIC 
fine, noting that it was imposed only 
after the Bank Josephine took no action 
to correct the loan violations in 1982.

KET To Present 
'The Stone Carvers' 

"The Stone Carvers," the 1985 
Academy Award-winner for Best 
Documentary Short Subject produced 
by native Kentuckian Paul Wagner and 
Marjorie Hunt, profiles the immigrant 
craftsmen who have been carving the 
statues, gargoyles, angels, and assorted 
grace notes into the stones of the 
Washington Cathedral. The Gothic-style 
cathedral in Washington, D.C., was 
begun in 1907 and is still under construc­
tion. This 30-minute documentary airs 
Thursday, July 4, at 9:30p.m. on KET. 

Narrated by master carver Vincent 
Palumbo <who has worked on the 
cathedral for 24 years), the program ex­
plores the rich tradition of this disap­
pearing breed of craftsmen. Having 
worked on this single project for 
decades, this small band of carvers had 
evolved into a close-knit family. The 
carvers discuss the rigors of the appren­
ticeship, demonstrate their craft, and 
poke fun at the unadorned structures 
built in the last 20 years. The men ex­
plain how natural it was for them to 
choose their occupation since the craft 
had been practiced in their families for 
several generations. 

Palumbo demonstrates his technique, 
coaxing an arm out of a chunk of Indiana 
limestone. Another carver points out 
some of his gargoyles which adorn the 
rain spouts on the cathedral-one im­
mortalizes its dentist donor, another 
mimics a hippie friend, with jeans and 
a torn sweater. Retired master carver 
Roger Morigi has a gargoyle modeled 
after himself, complete with golfing cap 
and horns. 

'Catfish' Hunter Story 
Scheduled On KET, July 6 

"The Sporting Life" presents the story 
of Jim "Catfish" Hunter's life after 
baseball in "When The Cheering Stops." 
The program airs on KET Saturday, Ju­
ly 6, at 11 p.m. 

"Catfish" Hunter was one of the 
premiere major league pitchers of his 
era during a career with the Oakland A's 
and New York Yankees, as well as one 
of the first "big money" free agents. He 
was a 20-game winner for five straight 
years, and was an integral part of seven 
American League pennant winners and 
five world championship teams. 

But at age 33, Hunter decided to retire 
and do what he always intended to do­
he went home to Hertford, North 
Carolina, to the place where he was born 
and raised, to farm the land.

Historical Society 
Home to Rare Photos 

The Kentucky Historical Society is ac­
tively seeking to augment the impres­
sive photographic archives it maintains 
at its research facility in Frankfort. 
Twenty-three collections of photos, 
totalling approximately 50,000 images, 
are preserved in the Society library at 
the corner of Broadway and Lewis 
streets in downtown Frankfort. The col­
lections range from the negatives of two 
photographic studios, to composite 
photos of nineteenth-century state 
legislators, to family photo albums. 

Due to geographical proximity, the 
photo archives is especially strong on 
materials relating to the Frankfort and 
Lexington areas. But, according to photo 
archivist Mary Winter, "Our interest is 
truly state-wide. I am originally from 
the Jackson Purchase myself, and I 
understand the feeling around Kentucky 
that state offices in Frankfort can be 
remote and have little interest in, or 
even awareness of, what is happening in 
the rest of the state. I am working to cor­
rect that impression." 

According to Winter, the photo ar­
chives is seeking original photographic 
prints and negatives, particularly those 
which depict community events, build­
ings, or business interests (agriculture, 
coal, lumber, and railroad industries ). 
" We are interested in family portraits 
for our genealogy library as well," 
Winter commented, " although most 
people understandably would rather not 
part with rare photographic mementoes 
of their ancestors. In that case we en­
courage individuals to consider placing 
copies of family portraits here with us." 

More than ten thousand researchers 
from across the nation visit the KHS 
Library each year. Materials placed in 
the library are made readily available 
to these visitors. The staff is constantly 
striving to maintain rigid archival stan­
dards, so that the collections are 
preserved for future researchers.

Tears for Fears and 
·a studio full of extras

'Shout' along 

Tears for Fears' latest 
video, " Shout," is one of 
two versions made when 
the single was released a 
while back before 
" Everybody Wants to Rule 
the World" turned the 
group into a household 
name. 

The clip builds in intensi­
ty, going from long sweep­
ing pans of the band on 
mountain cliffs, to close­
ups of the instruments dur­
ing the instrumental break 
and a climax that includes 
a studio full of extras. By 
the end of the song, you 
may want to shout 9long 
yourself. Why not? 

Stylistically consistent? 

The Power Station's 
video version of the old T . 
Rex classic "Bang a Gong 
(Get It On)" is shot in the 
same style as its first clip, 
"Some Like It Hot." The 
band's use of· high-contrast 
shots in both videos could 
be praised for stylistic con­
sistency or condemned for 
unimaginative reliance on 
one gimmick, depending on 
your viewpoint. This clip 
happens to work for me, 
but it may not work for 
everyone. 

Letting go 

In Animation's second 
video, "Let Him Go," the 
song lyric, which is actual­
ly about letting your lover 
go, is used to make a wider 
statement - and suggest 
that we should "let go" ot 

the pressures of society. 
Stock symbols, like a 

running horse and a soar­
ing bird, are used to denote 
freedom, and a grinding 
wheel and men in business­
suits . are used to signify 
work and conformity. · 

The clip ends with the 
band happily playing in a 
studio, which brings up an 
interesting question: Who 
are they to tell us that our 
work is dull and theirs is 
fun? Think about it.

fewer videos from CBS 
record labels, including 
Epic, Columbia and 
Portrait, on local music 
video shows.

CBS is merely trying to 
recover some of its 
expenses, but since many 
local video shows are just 
breaking even, they are 
hardly willing to pay for 
clips, especially after MTV 
has had exclusive use of 
them for as long as three 
months.

Jack Nicholson, no stranger to Hollywood lunacy, 
ga.-e one of his most stunning performances in "One 
Flew 0.-er the Cuckoo's Nest," a black comedy 
about life in a ward for the insane. The film was 
adapted from Ken Kesey's 1962 no.-el. The book had 
been adapted for Broadway soon after its publication, 
but it wasn't until1975 that "Cuckoo's Nest" made it 
to the screen. 

Nicholson starred as McMurphy, a (lit6ally) 
irrepressible Irishman who commits himself to an 
asylum to a.-oid the drudgery of a penal camp. Soon 
he clashes with Nurse Ratched (Louise Fletcher), a 
stickler for rules and regulations, but he succeeds in 
shaking the other patients out of their nodding 
complacency. In the end, though, Nurse Ratched 
suppresses him with some of the less comic features 
of asylum life - straitjackets, shock treatments and 
finally lobotomy. 

The film swept all fi.-e of the top Academy A wards 
in 1975: Best Picture, Best Actor, Best Actress, Best 
Screenplay and Best Director. Its director, it seems, 
wins his Oscars in bunches. His most recent film 
garnered eight of the awards for its portrayal of 
another, more artful, kind of lunacy.

The Kentucky Garden Journal

Save Those Fading Flowers 
In this day of keeping everything fresh 

and pleasant smelling, an alternative to 
commercial air fresheners is a blend of 
flower buds, petals and essenttal oils 
called potpourri <po-poo-RE'J. From the 
French word meaning "rotten pot," pot­
pourri dates back to at least the royal 
rituals of the ancient Egyptians. 

During the 17th and 18th centuries 
many American homes had small rooms 
off the kitchen where herbal and floral 
spirits were prepared. The popularity of 
these scents led to commercial produc­
tion, to the extent that the art of home 
potpourri preparation faded quickly. But 
today there is renewed interest in using 
garden flowers and herbs to counteract 
stale, polluted air. 

While most people are familiar with 
the mixture of dry flowers and leaves, 
there is also moist potpourri which has 
a stronger scent and lasts much longer 
<up to 50 years if it is occasionally reviv­
ed with a drop or two of good brandy>. 
All potpourris have four basic com­
ponents that can be varied to produce 
personally satisfying products. 

The bulk of any potpourri and the core 
for the central scent is dried flowers and 
plant parts . Any flower can be dried and 
used, but flowers that retain their scents 
when dried, like old fashion garden roses 
and lavender, are preferred. If the pot­
pourri will be displayed in glass con­
tainers, flowers should be chosen for 
their color and appearance. 

The second component of potpourri is 
a fixative. About one ounce of fixative, 
such as chopped or cut orris root, ben­
zoin, sandalwood or cedarwood is add­
ed to one quart (about four ounces) of 
flowers and petals. Fixatives 
themselves will add some fragrance. 

Secondary scents are added to pot­
pourris using herbs, spices and fruit, in­
cluding allspice, cloves, nutmeg, ginger, 
thyme, cinnamon, bay, camomile, mint, 
sassafras root bark, lemon verbena and 
dried orange or lemon peel. Generally, 
one ounce of these scents is added to one 
quart of fixed material. 

The last component is a few drops of 
essential oil. Essential oils can be 
selected for floral, fruity, minty, musky, 
spicy or woody scents. 

Flower buds and petals can be col­
lected all summer from gardens, 
pastures and roadsides. To obtain the 
highest content of essential oils, collect 
them in early morning when the dew is 
gone. Petals for dry potpourris should be 
driefl.until crisp, (they'll shrin)t to about 
one-half their moist volume and one 
quarter their weight.J whereas for wet 
potpourris only until they are limp. 

Dry petals should be stored in plastic 
bags or airtight jars in a cool, dark loca- · 
tion. Light and heat will cause loss of col­
or and aroma, and moisture will cause 
mildew. 

Moist potpourris are made by mixing 
limp petals with noniodized salt as a fix­
ative. After several weeks herbs, oils 
and spices are added and the mixture 
kept pressed down for a month or so un­
til it is ready. 

With the many potpourri components 
that can be obtained from the garden, 
kitchen and spice racks, potpourris can 
be easy llnd inexpensive to make. 

Timely Tip: If you have sick looking 
plants this summer, have the problem 
diagnosed either through your county 
Extension office, or for houseplants, for 
a fee, through a new diagnostic lab in 
Lexington <National Houseplant 
Diagnostic Laboratory, 257 Midland 
Ave., Lexington, Ky . 40504;

Have you already been battling in­
sects in your vegetable garden'? I have. 
Flea beetles are on my radishes and bok 
choy, imported cabbage worms are on 
my broccoli and cauliflower, and an ear­
ly crop of red aphids are on my 
tomatoes. With the bugs ganging up, to 
say that computers are invading the 
home garden makes it sound like the 
battle is lost before it's even started. 

Don't despair-computers are coming 
to our aid. They help design more pro­
ductive vegetable gardens for home 
gardeners, control heat and water 
systems for greenhouse operators and 
develop even more energy efficient and 
environmentally adapted landscapes for 
professional designers and landscape 
architects.

It 
will also feature online information 
retrieval, interviews with specialists 
and a forum for computer-using 
gardeners. (Write the Online Gardener, 
1287 McLendon Avenue, Atlanta, GA 
30307.) 

If you've only used a computer for 
word processing or accounting, consider 
using it to design your gardens and keep 
records of your gardening activities. The 
next challenge is how to program them 
to pull weeds. 

Timely Tip: Do birds eat the ripe fruit 
off your trees? Easier than covering the 
tree with netting, set a stuffed toy 
animal on a limb. Supposedly, a cuddly 
teddy bear, cat or dog may scare the 
birds away.

Heating Bill Help 
Totalled $19,318,307 

A total ot 131,324 payments on heating 
bills were made during the 1984-85 Ken­
tucky Home Energy Assistance Pro­
gram ! HEAP> which ended May 31. 

Department for Social Insurance 
Commissioner Jack Waddell said that 
HEAP payments to eligible applicants 
totaled $19,318,307. There were 155,296 
applications made for the heating bill 
assistance with just under 24,000 denied 
as ineligible. 

"Changes made before the program 
began last fall made a difference both 
in the number of households assisted and 
in the problems the applicants faced, " 
Waddell said. "Last year we processed 
106,000 applications and experienced all 
sorts of headaches over long lines at our 
local offices. By starting the HEAP pro­
cess in early October we were able to 
spread the eligibility period and the 
money out longer." 

The initial HEAP segment for all low­
income eligible households produced 
133,878 applications. A new HEAP seg­
ment for households caught during the 
winter with no heating fuel source 
resulted in another 21,428 applications 
between January and May. 

Waddell said, "I believe setting up 
that special segment for homes without 
heat proved its worth. We got more than 
17 500 households either reconnected by 
th~ir utilities or resupplied with wood, 
coal. heating oil or some other heating 
fuel source We will probably propose 
again settmg aside some HEAP funds 
next year if Congress continues pro­
viding the assistance."

Social 
Se~urity

It's true that Social Security provides 
monthly benefits and Medicare protec­
tion for most older Americans. But it 
also has much to offer younger people. 
Since 1985 is the International Year of 
Youth, it is particularly appropriate to 
take a closer look at the program. 

Social Security pays benefits to about 
3.4 million sons and daughters of insured 
workers. Payments are made when a 

·parent dies or receives disability or 
retirement checks after having worked 
long enough under Social Security. The 
worker's unmarried children under 18 
( 19 if in high school full time) or who 
have been severely disabled since before 
age 22 are eligible for benefits. 

When young people start working, 
they earn work credits so that some day 
benefits can be paid on their Social 
Security record. Since most jobs are 
covered by Social Security today, any 
and all credits earned count toward 
future benefits. In the case of a younger 
worker, as little as !1 2 years of work 
credits are required to be insured. 

Benefits are payable when a worker 
becomes disabled and cannot do any 
substantial gainful work for at least a 
year. A worker's dependents can get 
benefits when the worker dies or 
receives disability checks. Social Securi­
ty only partially replaces earnings that 
are lost or reduced due to death, disabili­
ty, or retirement. Therefore, workers 
should begin early to build additional 
protection through savings, insurance, 
pensions, IRA's, or other methods. 

If you wish more information about 
the program, need a Social Security 
card, or feel you are eligible for benefits, 
contact your nearest Social Security of­
fice which is located on U.S. 23 between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville. The peo­
ple there will be glad to help you.
