Federal Claim 
Filed by Gibson 
Against Officers 

Albert 0. "Buddy" Gibson, who com­
plained in March that he was beaten up 
by Prestonsburg police officers, has fil­
ed a suit for damages in U.S. District 
Court in Pikeville. 

The suit says that officers Darrell 
Conley, Gerald Clark and Jeffery Stum­
bo pulled Gibson from a car, grabbed 
him by the hair, and shoved his face 
against the car so hard they broke his 
nose. 

The complaint also alleges the officers 
bP.at him wit flashlight,: pun<'h(>r\ an ' 
kicked him while his hands were cufte<l 
behind his back. 

Filed by Pikeville Attorney Thomas 
W. Goodman, the suit seeks $10,000 in 
compensatory damages and $1 million 
from each defendant in punitive 
damages. 

Police Chief Stan Fletcher has defend­
ed the officers against the charges. An 
internal investigation revealed they us­
ed only "appropriate" force in arresting 
Gibson, he said.

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Missing Guns Linked 
To Death of Ousley 

Investigators this week are probing 
the circumstances in which a Middle 
Creek man died early Friday morning. 
The fire in which Ester Ousley perish­
ed may have been set to conceal a 
robbery. 

Ousley, 55, lived alone in a secluded 
spot at the head of Wolf Pen Branch of 
Caney Fork near Manton. His house 
burned to the ground late Thursday or 
early Friday without any known 
witnesses. His charred body was found 
inside. 

According to a family member, no 
trace was found of a gun collection 
Ousley is reported to have kept in the 
house. 

The body of the victim was so badly 
burned positive identification was not 
made until Dr. David Wolf, forensic 
anthropologist with the state medical ex­
aminer's office, was able to study chest 
X-rays made of Ousley earlier. 

Coroner Roger Nelson said Ousley 
was in bed when he died. The victim was 
a non-smoker, he added. A former pur­
chasing agent for National Mines, he 
had been in failing health and had not 
worked for some months. 

According to investigators, the last 

person known to have had contact with 
Ousley was a woman friend who talk~ 
to him by telephone around 7 .3v p.m. 
Thursday. The fire was discovere<i 
about 9:30 the next morning by an 
friend, Ronald Gene Stone. 

Ousley was born in this county o 1 May 
14, 1929, a son of the late Ballard ley 
and Bessie Allen Ousley, of Cane . His 
wife, Ruth Hale Ousley, died mor 'than 
a year ago. 

In addition to his mother, he is rviv­
ed by two sons, Billy Darrell Ousl y o£ 
Centerview, Missouri, and Steve P il ip 
Ousley, of Stanville; a daughter, S r y 
Ousley Hicks, of Langley; a broth r, 
Melvin C. Ousley, of Middle C eek: 
three grandchildren and two tep­
grandchildren. He also leaves behind 
Tommy Stone, of Warsaw, Indiana, a 
man family members say he "loved as 
a son." 

Funeral services were conducted at 1 
p.m. Monday at the Hall Funeral Home 
chapel, with Gary Allen and Bob Varney 
officiating. Burial was in the family 
cemetery at Manton. Active pallbearers 
were Toby Hicks, Solomon Caudill, 
Solomon Caudill, Jr., Solomon Kilburn, 
Daryl Marshall, and John David Caudill. 

Lower Bond for Alleged Slayer 
To Be Asked at Hearing 

The bond set on a Tram man accused 
of murder seems unusually high and he 
will seek to have it reduced, the man's 
attorney said this week. 

Held in lieu of a $200,000 cash bond in 
the Floyd county jail is Otto "Boots" 
Honaker, who was charged in the death, 
Monday last week, of 19-year-{)ld Teresa 
Lynn Smith. Police said the victim was 
shot three times in the lower back with 
a .357 magnum. 

Also being held in the county jail is 
Brenda Prater, 23, Honaker's fiancee 
and half-sister to the dean woman. She 

is charged with complicity in the 
ed murder. Bond was set at 
property, with the usual proviso 
may be freed by putting up 10 
of the bond in cash. 

The murder charge against a 
old girl who was initially the only 
cused in the shooting will apparently 
dropped, although court officials 
Tuesday the charge has not yet 
ly been dismissed. According to a 
close to the investigation, the girl fi t 
implicated herself in the shooting b t 
latf'r ~aid Honaker had coerced her i 
to taking the blame for the crime he ha 
himself committed. She later took a lie· 
detector test administered by state 
police which appeared to exonerate her, 
it was said. 

Honaker and Miss Smith were said to 
have quarreled on and off the day of the 
shooting, which reportedly occurred 
after Smith turned off the heat under 
some greens Honaker was preparing on 
a stove. A preliminary hearing has been 
set for them Thursday. The juvenile in­
itially charged in the case and several 
other children in the Tram household 
have been placed in foster care by the 
state Department of Child Welfare. 

Attorney Ned Pillersdorf said this 
week he would seek to have Honaker's 
bond reduced. "He has lived in Tram all 
his life. He has an excellent work record. 
He has no prior convictions . I've 
represented dozens of people accused of 
murder who were worse risks but got 
lower bonds than this," said the former 
public offender. 

In the most recent incident, which oc­
curred around 8 p.m. Saturday, a youth 
fled the facility after battering down a 
security door but was soon apprehend­
ed by Auxiliary Officer David Chaffin. 
Because of damage to the door the 
escapee and other inmates were turned 
over to the sheriff's department to be 
housed temporarily in other facilities.

"The thing we need to remember is

Pillersdorf also noted that a $100,000 f 
property bond was set for his client last 
Wednesday but was subsequently doubl· 
ed, with the added stipulation that it be 
put up entirely in cash, apparently on 
the initiative of District Judge Harold 
Stumbo. "I'm not aware that the coun­
ty attorney made any motion to raise the 
bond," the defense attorney said. 

'It Was A Keepsake' 

Souvenir of First World War 
Lost in Army's "Shell" Game 

Rules is rules . 
The ramifications of that bedrock 

axiom of Army life came home with 
a vengeance last Thursday to retired 
Prestonsburg schoolteacher May Kay 
Roberts. 

That was the day they confiscated 
the artillery shell that has served as 
a doorstep in her Dingus Street kit­
chen for 47 years, the round her late 
husband, E. "Dick" Roberts, brought 
home from the Argonne Forest, 
France, 68 years ago. 

No matter that the heavy, foot-high, 
brass-and-steel shell proved harm­
less. Even a disarmed shell is Army 
ordnance. Army ordnance does not 
belong in a retired teacher's 
kitchen- still less in a grand­
daughter's bedroom, where this one 
was headed It belongs 10 a ware­
house at Fort Knox. Rules is rules . 

The incident- which saw a two­
man bomb disposal squad come to 
town Thursday, gingerly probe Mrs. 
Roberts' shell in a remote corner of 
the Prestonsburg Community C'ollPge 
campus, and then haul it off to Fort 
Knox- began simply enough the 
previous afternoon 

The cause of it al . ir: a v.ay, was a 
16-year-old Pikeviil~ girl V1rgmia 
Baird. That's MrS[ Roberts' rand 
daughter, daughter of her da ght~r, 
Kay, and son-in-la\y, Wilham J Bmrd 
lll, a Pikeville at\orne 

As is the wont of teenagers, Miss 
Baird thought the big bullet that had 
so long graced her grandmother's kit­
chen would look pretty neat in her 
own bedroom. As is the wont of 
parents, Bill .Baird thought the thing 
should be checked out to make sure 
it was safe. 

For Mrs Roberts it was a bit late 
in the day to be asking about safety 
"I don't know how many times it's 
fallen over,'' she remarked- but she 
called Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn anyway. Blackburn called 
the army. And the army declared it 
safe- no powder. no detonator. You 
could have hit it with a sledge­
hammer, it wouldn't have triggered 
an explosion. 

But it doesn' t take that much to 
trigger an army regulation. Sorry. 
they said, they couldn't give it back. 

Dick Roberts died five years ago, 
at 85. In 1917, a young man out of 
Reedy, West Virginia, he signed up as 
an Armv cook and was shipped to 
France. ·He was ore of four brother~ 
to enlist. of whom thrN' were :;ent 
overseas, and all returned to tell 
about it.

Honaker was charged last November 
with first-degree assault for allegedly 
shooting Eddie Prater, 23, in the 
forearm. Prater was then estranged 
from his wife, who is now Honaker's 
fiancee. The Praters were divorced in 
March. 

Because State Trooper Jeff Carr­
ington did not respond to an invitation 
to press the assault charge against 
Honaker in front of a grand jury, the 
charge was dismissed in March and the 
weapon police had confiscated was 
ordered returned to Honaker.

Farm Ponds Can Become 
Summer Death Traps 

Every spring farm ponds claim the 
lives of several Kentuckians, especial­
ly children who have been lured to the 
water by the prospect of a cooling dip. 

Thinking that they will wade along the 
edges, children and adults alike are 
caught off guard by steep sides and slip­
pery, muddy pond bottoms. 

Larry Piercy, Extension farm safety 
specialist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, said farmers can 
take a few simple steps to reduce the 
chances of family members or farm 
visi_tors drowning in farm ponds. 

"Ideally everyone in the family should 
be taught to swim. But short of that, the 
pond should be marked with signs war­
ning of steep sides, extreme depth, and 
slippery conditions," Piercy said. 

Even crude signs showing a stick 
figure and a rippled line showing the 
water's surface over the figure's head 
and a big red 'NO" can help to deter 
even children who cannot read from 
wading into a pond, Piercy said. 

If a farm pond is used by the famly for 
swimming, the area in which the fami· 
ly swims should provide easy, sure­
footed entry into the water. Safe, shallow 
areas should be divided from deep water 
by rope buoys. A life rin~, a ~anvas­
covered cork or fiberglass nng w1th rope 
handles and a long rope attached, should 
be permanently mounted near the 
water's ·edge. 

"The life ring is a good idea even for 
ponds that are used only for fishing," 
Piercy said. In lieu of ;m actual life ring, 
a plastic bottle with a few pebbles in the 
bottom to give it throwing weight, and 
a long rope attached will make a pond 
a safer place to be around. 

"The point is to have something on 
hand that is heavy enough to be thrown 
to the middle of the pond and carry the 
rope with it, where it will float allowing 
someone in distress to grasp the rope. 
Large floats, rafts and inner tubes can­
not be thrown to a distressed swimmer, 
and they are appealing water toys that 
often are not where they are suppose~ 
to be when needed. A life ring, or 
substitute, should be so barely bouyant 
that it is not an appealing toy," Piercy 
said. 

Children should be accompanied by an 
adult when swimming, or by an older 
child who is a competent swimmer. 

When visitors are on the farm, care 
should be taken to know where visiting 
children are at all times. Farm ponds at­
tract children like magnets during 
warm weather, Piercy said. 

A little awareness, of the danger that 
exists and of the few simple steps that 
can significantly reduce that danger, 
could save several lives every summer 
here in Kentucky. 

Appalachian Course 
Offered At Berea 

Berea College will offer a course in 
Appalachian Literature, History and 
Music as part of its 1985 summer 
program.

Under the direction of Loyal Jones, 
director of the Berea College Ap­
palachian Center, the session will pro­
vide an opportunity to examine litera­
ture, history and music with three of the 
region's most knowledgeable teachers 
and writers: Wilma Dykeman, Ronald 
D. Eller and Charles K. Wolfe. 

Total cost for the three-week course is 
$150 per person which includes room and 
board, tuition and some books. 

A novelist, essayist, biographer, 
teacher and lecturer, Wilma Dykeman 
will discuss influential writers who have 
used Appalachia's mountain region as 
settings, including Mary Murphree, 
John Fox Jr., ],!:Iizabeth Madox Roberts, 
Thomas Wolfe, James Agee, Jesse 
Stuart, Harriette Simpson Arnow, John 
Ehle and James Still. She will also 
discuss her own works. A Berea College 
Trustee. Ms, Dykeman lives in Newport, 
Tenn., and is author or co-author of 
!!!Qre than a dozen books including The 
French Broad, The Tall Woman, The 
Far Family, Return The Innocent 
Earth, The Border States, Neither Black 
Nor White, Prophet of Plenty, Look to 
This Day and Explorations. 

A West Virginia native, Ronald D. 
Eller will lecture on the general theme 
of "The Promise of Progress : Conflict 
and Change in Appalachia since the Civil 
War." He will stress the social and 
economic change that was a conse­
quence of the industrialization of the Ap­
palachian South and will highlight The 
War on Poverty and problems that 
brought heavy migration from the area. 
Eller is associate professor of history at 
Mars Hill College, where he has directed 
the honors program. He is the author of 
Miners, Millhands and Mountaineers, 
which won the 1982 Weatherford Award 
for outstanding Appalachian writing. 

Charles K. Wolfe, folklorist and pro­
fessor of English at Middle Tennessee 
State University, will emphasize the 
main musical traditions of the region­
ballads, folk songs and instrumental 
music- and the rise of commercial 
music. Guest artists will perform 
selected music, and musically-inclined 
class members are encouraged to bring 
instruments and share tpeir repertories 
in special sessions. 

The editor of the Tennessee Folklore 
Society Bulletin and producer of records 
and television programs, Wolfe is the 
author or co-author of over 100 articles 
and books on folk and country music in­
cluding Grand Ole Opry: The Early 
Years, Tennessee Strings, Alton 
Delmore's Autobiography, Kentucky 
Country, The Illustrated History of 
Country Music, Tom Ashley, Sam 
McGee, Bukka White: Tennessee Tradi­
tional Singers and Everybody's Grand­
pa, a biography of Louis M. "Grandpa" 
Jones. 

The summer workshop is designed 
primarily for teachers who would like to 
introduce courses or units on Appala­
chian culture in their schools.

Ky. National Guard 
History on Display 

The Kentucky National Guard and the 
Kentucky Historical Society operate the 
Kentucky Military History Museum in 
the Old State Arsenal on East Main 
Street in Frankfort. The Arsenal was 
built in 1850 to house the weapons and 
equipment of the Kentucky Militia, the 
ancestor organization of today's Ken­
tucky National Guard. 

One of the main exhibits at the 
museum is entitled "Kentucky's Citizen, 
Soldiers: The Kentucky Militia and Na­
tional Guard, 1774-1984." The exhibit ex­
plains the history of the Guard from the 
pioneer Indian fighting days to the pre­
sent. Frontier Kentuckians gained a 
reputation as woodsmen expert in the 
use of their long "Kentucky" rifles. They 
established a combative image that the 
state still retains. 

"Kentucky's Citizen Soldiers" exhibit 
uses original Militia and Guard 
uniforms, firearms, swords, flags, 
documents, personal equipment, and 
photographs to illustrate the Guard's 
rich heritage. The uniforms range from 
a high-collared red and blue tailed coat 
worn by a Militia officer in the War of 
1812 to the camouflaged battle dress of 
today's.guardsmen. Weapons include a 
Kentucky Rifle, a flintlock musket cap­
tured from the British during the 
American Revolution, a "Mississippi" 
Rifle similar to those carried by John 
Hunt Morgan's "Lexington Rifles" Com­
pany before the Civil War, alongside an 
Indian tomahawk and early cavalry 
sabers. Lewis Machine Guns of World 
War I share exhibit space with Brown­
ing Machine Guns of World War II and 
a Soviet AK-47brought back from Viet­
nam by a Kentucky National Guard unit. 
Flags captured by and carried by Ken­
tucky Guardsmen ·adorn the exhibit 
walls . Enlarged reproductions of 
photographs show these uniformed Ken­
tuckians making their part of American 
military history. 

Few Kentuckians realize the impor­
tant role that Kentucky forces have 
played in the nation's military in both 
peace and war. The state's troops have 
repeatedly borne more than their share 
of the fighting. They have also served as 
peacekeepers and helping hands during 
natural disasters in their home state. 
The exhibit outlines the numerous con­
tributions of Kentucky's part-time 
soldiers. 

Persons interested in visiting the 
museum or in contributing to its collec­
tions should call (502) 564-3265 or write 
the Kentucky Historical Society, Box H, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40602·2108. The museum 
is open from 9:00a.m. to 5:00p.m. Mon­
day through Saturday and from 1:00 
p.m. to 5:00p.m. on Sunday.

Heat System Switch 
Has Certain Dangers 

Homeowners who have converted 
their home heating systems from oil to 
natural gas are being warned by govern 
ment safety experts to have chimneys 
mspected now for possible carbon 
monoxide health hazards. 

According to the U.S. Consumer Pro­
duct Safety Commission. the buildup of 
soot deposits on the linings .of chimneys 
for years of oil heating contributes to the 
possible problem. CPSC said that after 
the heating system is converted from oil 
to gas, the soot deposits tend to loosen 
and fall to the base of the ch1mney. The 
debris may block the exhaust from the 
gas furnace and could cause a buildup 
of carbon monoxide fumes in the house. 

CPSC said consumers exposed to car­
bon monoxide often experience symp­
toms frequently associated with "hav­
ing the flu," including dizziness. nausea, 
headaches, irregular breathing and loss 
of consciousness. 

CPSC said homes which continue to be 
heated with oil do not experience this 
problem. 

Homeowners who have converted 
from oil to gas or who are considering 
the change should promptly arrange to 
have the chimney inspected by profes­
sional or certified cleaners who are 
familiar with soot buildup in chimneys. 
If there are signs of soot buildup, the 
chimney should be cleaned.

·ureat. White Shark 
Is Focus of NOV A 

NOVA takes a revealing look at the 
great white shark. examining the 
fears. the legends and the facts that 
surround it in "Jaws: The True Story." 
encoring Tuesday. May 21 at 8 p.m. 

In the last decade. the public's fear 
and awareness of the great white shark 

. has increased due, in part. to the 
popularity of "Jaws." the blockbuster 
.n;10vie based on Peter Benchley's 
novel . Human response to even the 
idea of a shark attack. a statistically 
rare event, remains powerful. NOVA 
explores what is behind this mixed 
reaction of fascination. terror and awe. 

It seems to be partly because the 
great white shark is shrounded in 
mystery; but Benchley contends that it 
goes much deeper. According to the 
author. sharks represent "a nightmare 
creature performing a nightmare func­
tion ... that somehow touches a truly 
primal nerve in an enormous number 
of people." 

Very difficult to study in its natural 
habitat. the great white is still an 
enigma to marine biologists. While 
"Jaws" was fiction. shark attacks do 
happen, and in fact have reached new 
levels in the waters of the California 
northern coast. Yet. scientists do not 
know exactly why sharks attack people 
or why they seem to be such successful 
predators. 

In trying to unravel these mysteries. 
NOVA visits great white shark expert 
Dr. John McCosker of the California 
Academy of Science's Steinhart 
Aquarium in San Francisco. McCoster 
will present the latest information on 
the hard-to-study great white shark .

Travelers arriving at Las Vegas, 
'ev , or leaving, will see the same basic 

information, displayed on prominent 
electronic ··reader-boards" near the air­
port, with others in the downtown shop­
ping area and near the famed Las Vegas 
"Strip." 

In Parkersburg, W. Va., a week of 
prayer-related activities will climax on 
May 2 itself, the thirty-third consecutive 
National Day of Prayer since the 
Eighty-second Congress made the Day 
an annual observance in 1952. 

"It would be impossible for any one 
person to know about all that was tak­
ing place, of course, but we are excited 
about the many activities we do know 
about-and we believe they represent 
only a small fraction of the whole pic­
ture," said Mrs. Bill Bright, co­
chairman of the National Day of Prayer 
Task Force. 

Herbert E. Ellingwood, chairman of 
the U.S. Merit Systems Protection 
Board, also serves as co-chairman of the 
independent, nonprofit group, which 
helps publicize the National Day of 
Prayer and encourages broad grass­
roots involvement. 

The Task Force is especially urging 
that all Americans "Take 5 at 12"-take 
at least five minutes at noon on May 
2-to express their thanks to God and 
pray"" lor His continued blessing on the 
nation· and its1leaders," Mrs. Bright 
said. 1

The 1985 presidential proclamation 
setting aside the National Day of Prayer 
was issued by President Reagan on Jan. 
29. Mrs. Bright noted that her office has 
learned of at least 10 counterpart pro­
clamations by state governors, with 
others expected, in addition to numerous 
local proclamations, prayer breakfasts 
and luncheons. 

Most numerous of all the activities, 
though, she believes, will be those that 
never come to national attention, such 
as prayer-related worship services on 
May 2 and "millions of cases in which 
individuals or small groups simply stop 
for a few minutes, give thanks to God, 
and pray for the nation," she said.

According to Howard Gardner, a pro­

fessor of neurology at Boston Universi­
ty School of Medicine, there are really 
seven different kinds 'of basic 
intelligence-not just linguistic and 
logical-mathematical, the kinds I.Q. 
tests measure. 
Th~ other five, which Gardner 

believes deserve more attention as a 
measure of a child's intelligence, are: 
musical, spatial, bodily-kinesthetic and 
personal (knowledge of oneself and 
knowledge of others). Gardner says 
children, especially if encouraged, 
develop strength in at least one of the 
seven kinds of intelligence. "Being hap­
py," he stresses, "is using your skills 
productively, no matter what they are." 

How can you tell which intelligence is 
your child's strongest? How can you pro­
vide the proper encouragement to 
develop your child's potential? The 
Digest offers the following tips: 

Linguistic. Children who talk a lot, like 
to write poems, tell stories and read 
books have strong linguistic skills. These 
children should have plenty of books to 1 
read, and as soon as they're old enough 
they should be given their own library 
card. Other activities: play word games 
with them, respond to everything they 
write or recite. 

Musical. Musically gifted children 
love making music, and your job is to 
help. Here's how: sing songs with them, 
buy them instruments, find a compati­
ble teacher or a school with extracur­
ricular music lessons. 

Logical-Mathematical. Logical­
mathematical children are mesmerized 
by category and pattern. They ask ques­
tions like: How are these building blocks 
the same? How are they different? Their 
skills can be enhanced by providing 
them plastic boxes for storing small toys 
by category, or by playing card games 
and Monopoly. 

Spatial These children are superb 
visualizers. They like to draw things that 
they see around them. To encourage 
them, provide paints and a special place 
for drawing. Go on long walks over un­
familiar terrain and ask them to draw 
maps of where they've been. Offer them 
lessons in related art activities like pot­
tery making. 

Bodily-Kinesthetic. These children 
can manage movements gracefully and 
handle objects skillfully, making them 
suited to become either athletes or 
engineers. Their development can be 
enhanced through exposure to activities 
related to both areas. For athletic 
development, introduce them to Little 
League, dance or gymnastics. For the 
other. take them on trips to "hands-on" 
science museums or get them an Erec­
tor set so they can build things. 

Personal-Knowledge of Self and 
Others. Children gifted at knowing 
themselves are hard to recognize. This 
trait tends to emerge as they get older 
and demonstrate that they know how to 
plan and make the most of their 
capabilities The second personal 
intelligence-the ability to know 
others-is easy to spot. These children 
perceive things about other people, such 
a::; their moods or dominant characteris­
tics, like quickly identifying the villain 
in a TV show. 

Self-intelligent children should be 
complimented on their insight. Other­
intelligent children should be encourag­
ed to join a scout troop or any other 
small group where there are chances for 
leadership. Plays and skits are also good 
outlets for children gifted in either of the 
personal intelligences

It took thousands of years for mankind 
to develop the skills and experience to 
make and use tools. 

Almost every person repeats this 
basic process in early childhood by 
learning to "use" objects. 

Growing Child, the monthly child 
development newsletter, points out that 
the first step in learning to "use" an ob­
ject is to lift it, then bring it down on a 
flat surface like the floor or table top. 

This requires the ability to reach for 
and grasp an object. It requires coor­
dination of the hand and the eye and will 
eventually lead to development of other 
manipulative skills. 

Movements learned when a baby is 
about six months old include picking up 
and holding objects with the thumb and 
forefinger of one hand and turning the 
wrist back and forth to examine the bot­
tom of something. 

During this time of intense explora­
tion, a baby needs plenty of things to ex­
plore. Household items like plastic cups, 
spoons, jar tops, and pot lids will delight 
her. 

A baby learns to grasp and hold an ob­
ject quite some time before she learns 
to let go of it on purpose. Her hold on the 
object just gradually relaxes until she 
drops it. She will reach and grasp equal­
ly well with either hand and will need a 
lot of practice before she develops a 
preferred hand. 

As the ability to reach for and grasp 
becomes better developed, the baby will 
learn more about the nature of the ob­
jects themselves. One thing she will ex­
plore is the sound an object makes as it 
strikes something else. In fact, after a 
baby is able to sit alone, she will do a lot 
of banging on things-against the floor, 
against the high chair tray, or on 
whatever surface happens to be near. 

You can give her an introduction to 
different kinds of sounds by providing 
items in pairs for her to bang. Blocks 
make wooden sounds. Spoons make 
metallic sounds, which are different 
from the metallic sounds of jar lids. 
Hard and soft plastic objects make hard 
and soft sounds, while yarn balls make 
no sound at all. 

And speaking of sounds, your baby 
isn't really trying to drive you crazy 
when she spends an hour banging a 
spoon against an aluminum pan. 

She's just discovering that when she 
moves her arm to hit the pan with the 
spoon in her hand, it makes a certain 
noise. 

And it has a certain feeling, too. She 
may spend hours repeating the same 
sound, the same movement. She's learn­
ing the relationship between sounds, 
sights, and feelings .

Cabinet budget director John Cubine 
said the hearings will be informal, last 
approximately two hours and will be 
geared towards receiving comments 
from those in attendance. 

"Each hearing will include a short 
overview of what is happening today in 
the funding of human services on the 
state and federal levels," Cubine said. 
"But the main purpose of these forums 
will be to go out and listen to people tell 
us whether they favor continued fun­
ding, increased funding or possibly shif­
ting funding for the services we 
administer." 

Representatives 'of the departments 
for Employment Services, Health Ser­
vices, Mental Health and Mental Retar­
dation Services, Social Insurance and 
Social Services will attend each hearing 
along with representatives of the Office 
of the Secretary, the Office of Policy and 
Budget and the Office of the 
Ombudsman.

Wildlife has simple needs: food , 
shelter- and water. For some reason 
many wildlife lovers faithfully tend to 
the needs for food and shelter (seed, 
suet, birdhouses and evergreens) and 
forget the easiest service: the provi· 
sion of water. Perhaps they sincerely 
believe that wildlife naturally finds 
ponds and streams to drink from and 
bathe in. But, of course, there are 
often few such natural water sources 
in most urban and suburban areas. 

Since water is as vital to wildlife as 
it is to human life, providing a source 
close to home is one sure-fire way to 
draw wildlife to your yard. Let's, for 
the moment, by-pass the more com· 
plicated possible water provisions 
(ponds, pools and fountains) and talk 
about the simplest source-birdbaths: 

Any shallow container will do-from 
a Yz·inch deep, 6-8 inch wide saucer 
(such as a flower pot base) to a tradi· 
tional2·2Yrfoot pedestal-mounted bird· 
bath (light enough in weight to be 
easily tilted to clean). Fill it with plain 
tap water (no additives, please!). Since 
it's useful for both drinking and bath· 
ing, keep it clean, hosing it with a 
pressure nozzle and/or using a small 
scrub brush every 2 or 3 days. 

What kind of wildlife will be drawn 
to your water supply? Mostly birds; 
but also squirrels and, in some areas, 
raccoons, opossums, groundhogs, chip­
munks and other mammals, who come 
mainly to dnnk. Butterflies come too, 
to perch on the edge for a drink, and 
frogs, to climb in and sit. 

Visitation partly depends on where 
the water supply is placed. Water set 
right on the ground probably attracts 
the greatest variety of wildlife. It also 

has the advantages of being easy to 
clean and of affording the least chance 
of breakage or upset by the heavier 
animals. 

Providing water through the winter 
for wildlife presents special problems. 
We'll look at that topic in a future 
column. 

If one birdbath can make some wild· 
life feel welcome, think what several 
different kinds of birdbaths can draw 
to your yard! The bath-taking birds 
may particularly like the pedestal· 
mounted bath that sits in the sun near 
protecting foliage (for escape in case 
a predator shows up). The toad will 
probably opt for the bath set in the 
flower bed or in the shade of low 
ground cover. The chipmunk and other 
wary animals may enjoy a water source 
only if it's well-concealed among or in 
shrubbery. Besides serving wildlife well, 
a variety of birdbaths adds to your 
own pleasure of daily viewing several 
reflective small pools of water dotting 
your personal landscape.

Kentucky"s unemployment rate fell by 
1.8 percentage points in March to a 
preliminary rate of 8.2 percent, accor­
ding to figures released last week by the 
Cabinet for Human Resources. 

The February to March decline mark­
ed the largest monthly drop in Ken­
tucky's unemployment rate in seven 
years. The last time Kentucky's jobless 
rate fell by a greater margin was be­
tween February and March 1978 when 
the rate dropped from 7.7 percent to 5.8 
percent. 

The current March rate was the 
lowest rate since last September, when 
it was 8.0 percent. The revised February 
rate of 10.0 percent was the first month 
Kentucky reported double-digit 
unemployment since March 1984, when 
the rate was 10.4 percent. 

Nationally the rate dropped from 7.8 
percent in February to 7.5 percent in 
March. The rates are not seasonally 
adjusted. 

"This is the lowest rate Kentucky has 
recorded for the month of March in five 
years," said state labor market analyst 
Ed Blackwell. "In March 1980 the state's 
unemployment rate was 7.5 percent." 

Blackwell attributed the rate decrease 
to an increase in employment and a 
decline in the labor force. "There were 
23,500 more people working in March 
than there were in February," he said. 
"But 6,300 people dropped out of the 
labor force. Many of these may have 
been people who had temporary jobs 
during the holiday shopping season and 
continued to look for work early this 
year." 

Trade jobs, which had dropped during 
the first two months of the year, re­
bounded by 4,900, but remain below the 
levels recorded in November and 
December 1984. "Job losses in the trade 
sector in January and February most­
ly were caused by snow and cold 
weather," Blackwell said. "This re­
mains the fastest growing area of the 
state's economy. Despite recent 
seasonal losses, we still show 20,700 
more people working in trade jobs in 
March 1984."

jumped by 2,200 to 236,200 a record for 
employment in this sector. 

"Construction employment, which 
also suffered during the colder weather, 
mcreased by 3,500 between February 
and March," Blackwell said. "Our 
records show 6,400 more people working 
in construction jobs than there were in 
March 1984." 

Manufacturing jobs, which also 
declined for two months, grew by 800 
between February and March. "Even 
though we posted 3,600 more manufac­
turing jobs than in March 1984, this is an 
area that is showing slow recovery from 
the recession," Blackwell said. 

Agricultural employment grew by 
4,600 between February and March, but 
remains 1,200 below the figure record­
ed in March 1984. Bituminous coal min­
ing jobs were down by 800. 

The estimated number of Kentuckians 
working in March was 1,541,800, up from 
1,518,300 in February and 32,800 higher 
than the March 1984 figure of 1,509,000. 

Unemployed Kentuckians numbered 
138,200 in March, down 29,800 from 
February's figure of 168,000 and 36,100 
below the March 1984 report of 174,300. 

The state's civilian labor force for 
March stood at 1,680,000, down from 
1,686,300 in February and 3,300 below the 
March 1984 figure of 1,683,300. The 
civilian labor force includes only non­
military persons who are working and 
unemployed people who actively are 
seeking jobs. It does not include people 
who are unemployed and not looking for 
work.

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Documents Required 
For Social Security 

At various tunes, you may be .1sked 
to submit evidence to Social Security to 
substantiate a statement you make. For 
example, when you apply for a Social 
Security number, the Jaw requires 
evidence of your date of birth, identity, 
and United Stales citilenship or lawful 
admission status. 

However, Social Security tries to be 
flexible in regard to the type of evidence 
it will accept. When proof of age is re­
quired, for example, the best evidence 
would be an official public record of 
birth. If this is not available, however, 
other documents may be acceptable, 
even if they are written in a foreign 
language. Usually the older the record, 
the greater probative value. Only 
originals or certified copies can be 
considered. 

The same kind of flexibility ts seen 
when a person seeks to establish proof 
of a marriage. 

If you plan to visit a Social Security of­
fice, you may save a good deal of time 
by calling beforehand It is possible to 
transact some business completely by 
phone so an office visit is not even 
necessary. In addition, if you must visit 
the office, you can learn what you need 
and thereby possibly avoid an extra trip.

RABIES 
(Copyright 1985 KVMi\) 

One of the perennial dangers to man 
and beast alike seems to be rabies. Each 
year more than 50,000 Americans are ex­
posed to the disease and there are occa­
sional reports of Kentuckians who have 
been bitten by rabid animals. Most of 
those who are bitten and contract rabies 
were attacked by infected domestic 
animals and in some cases simple in­
oculation of the animal would have 
broken the chain of transmission. 

Rabies is a simple disease to unders­
tand, almost impossible to treat in 
human or animal once the symptoms 
have begun to show themselves, and 
really could be effectively restricted to 
rare instances with the cooperation of 
the owners of animals. 

The disease is caused by a virus 
transmitted by the saliva of the infected 
mammal It is transmitted by direct 
co~tact, u~ual~y a bite, and rarely by 
sahva commg mto contact with an open 
wound. Once the disease is established 
in the body (usually the nervous system) 
there is little hope of checking it, either 
in animal or man. Prompt medical 
treatment is essential for both. 

Two Types 
In animals, the disease seems to 

manifest itself in two forms-paralytic 
and furious. Paralytic is characterized 
by early paralysis of the throat, causing 
an inability to swallow and making the 
animal drool saliva. Animals with this 
type seldom attempt or are able to bite. 

In the furious form the legendary 
"mad dog" syndrome is seen, with the 
animal literally biting anything that 
moves. Infected animals often swallow 
unexpected foreign objects-sticks 
stone, pieces of wire. Animals appea; 
extremely alert and keyed up. Rabid 
cattle will literally butt anything that 
moves in front of them. 

Authorities feel that the disease usual­
ly originates in epidemics among wild 
life, then is transmitted to domestic 
animals. If the domestic animals have 
been inoculated, the virus is neutraliz­
ed and the disease does not incubate. If 
the animal has not been inoculated 
treatment may or may not save th~ 
animal, depending on how much time 
has elapsed between the bite and the 
start of treatment and the severity of the 
bite. 

First Aid Measures 
First aid is essentially the same for

Americans older than 75 are the 
fastest growing segment of the U.S. 
population. By the year 2000, when the 
first Baby Boomers start to retire, 17.5 
percent of the U.S. populatiuon will be 
elderly-the same as the state of Florida 
today. Many of these people live on 
lifetime savings, carefully put away dur­
ing their working years to provide 
security and comfort after age 65. Social 
Security payments and Medicare-the 
federal program to pay medical costs 
for the aged-were supposed to supple­
ment these personal savings. 

But an mcreasing number of elderly 
people are finding their plans for retire­
ment turned upside down. As medical 
technology keeps people alive for even 
longer lifespans, those with chronic 
health problems or those who just need 
help at home find their savings depleted 
and federal programs not fulfilling the 
promises older Americans had counted 
on. 

soap and water or an antiseptic solution 
or both. Encourage bleeding to wash out 
any remaining saliva. Get medical help 
quickly and capture it if possible, for 
observation. Notify police or health 
department officials. A veterinarian 
can advise you how to best capture the 
suspected animal. 

Be aware of the behavior of all 
animals you see. Any animals acting 
strangely should be suspected. One of 
the major signals of rabies is departure 
from normal habits-either becoming 
unusually withdrawn or unusually affec­
tionate. Nocturnal animals will be seen 
during the day. Animals may wander 
aimlessly. 

Remember that animals confined by 
a leash or fence to a yard may still be 
bitten by squirrels, skunks, foxes, cats 
or other dogs coming into the yard. And 
even animals confined to the house may 
get out. 

Prevention 
Several suggestions seem practical to 

protect you and your pet from rabies 
and yourself from possible lawsuits. 

1. Have your animal vaccinated 
against rabies and keep the vaccination 
current. The risks of rabies are high, the 
risks of vaccination none. Your 
veterinarian can create a inoculation 
schedule for your pet, depending on the 
type vaccine used and the animal itself 
which is effective. ' 

2. Be sure your pet is identified by a 
license tag and a rabies inoculation tag. 
If he strays and is picked up, this will 
assure his return as well as that he will 
not be needlessly impounded for obser­
vation. 

3. Obey leash and licensing laws of 
your community. 

4. Report stray dogs and cats to the 
police or to the animal control officials 
in your community. Report those which 
are acting strangely immediately, with 
as accurate a description as you can 
give and the location at which the 
animal was last seen. 

5. Take all animal bites seriously. If 
you, a member of your family or your 
pet are bitten, contact the proper 
medical personnel immediately, then 
the health department and then the 
police. 

Epidemics 
Disease control centers throughout the 

United States are usually on top of 
epidemics rather quickly, notifying 
residents of the affected area in time to 
limit the spread of the disease. Remem­
ber, however, you may be unfortunate 
enough to be the first person affected­
absence of an epidemic alert is no 
assurance at all against the possibility 
of the disease. 

Inoculation of your animals is the best 
possible preventive measure.

15 Water Fatalities 
Reported This Year 

The Kentucky Water Patrol, a division 
of the Natural Resources and Environ­
mental Protection Cabinet. reported 
seven water related fatalities over the 
past weekend which brings to fifteen the 
total fatalities for this year. 

Only one of the fatalities this weekend 
however, was related to boating activi~ 
ty. The remaining six deaths occurred 
at abandoned mining pits or farm ponds. 

According to Colonel Joe Kelly, Direc­
tor of Water Patrol, the ages of this 
year's fifteen victims range from 5 
months to 90 years. Six of the fifteen 
fatalities this year have been children 
eight years old and younger. 

"Parents need to be aware that most 
water related deaths of children occur 
when children are unsupervised by an 
adult," stated Kelly. 

The recent clear weather brought out 
a large number of water recreation en­
thusiasts. The Kentucky Water Patrol 
encourages every boater to inventory 
their safety equipment, such as life 
jackets and fire extinguishers. to ensure 
the equipment is in proper working 
order. 

Kelly also noted that as many as 50% 
of all water related accidents are tied to 
alcohol consumption.

Caring For Your Roses 
Is everything coming up roses in 

your flower garden'? These popular 
flowers bloom in abundance from early 
summer until frost arrives in the fall. if 
well-tended. Here are tips to help your 
rose garden grow: 

Transplanting roses? Experts say 
transplanting old bushes is advisable 
only on a limited scale. Transplant on­
ly in the fall and take as much soil as 
possible with the roots. 

-Roses are heavy feeders. so 
remember that fertilizer is the kev to 
vigorous and productive plants.· An 
established rose benefits from fer­
tilizer application when it is pruned in 
the spring. Plants from which roses 
have been cut also need extra nutrients 
so that the new flowers can develop. 
Re-apply fertilizer when the new buds 
become visible. 
~Dry fertilizers are difficult to apply 

w1th accuracy and slow to take effect. 
Many gardeners use a water soluble 
fertilizer. Already dissolved when ap­
plied. it allows quick penetration to the 
roots and rapid absorption into the 
plant. 

-Do not fertilize during the six weeks 
prior to frost in cold climate regions. 
This allows the plant to mature so that 
it will be less susceptible to winter in­
jury.

BRIGHTEN YOUR MEALS 
WITH RHUBARB 

Rhubarb is one of the earliest delights 
of spring. 

It's available in the grocery from 
January to June. In your garden, you 
can harvest it as early as late April. 

Rhubarb adds color and flavor to 
meals as sauce, salad or dessert. And for 
a delightful flavor, it may be combined 
with strawberries for pie or salad. 

Frances Pitts, county extension agent 
for home economics, has these tips for 
shoppers interested in buying rhubarb. 

First, look for firm, crisp, fairly thick 
stalks that are either red or pink. Varie 
ty makes the difference in color and one 
variety is more greenish. 

In the home garden, if you have some 
of the greenish type, you may find that 
it may be tougher than the red variety. 
If so, Pitts suggested that you remove 
some of the coarsest strings from the 
outside before cooking. It can be peeled 
back like celery to remove the strings. 

To prepare rhubarb, wash, then trim 
and remove the discolored ends. Cut off 
and discard any leaves. Never cook the 
leaves, because they contain large 
amounts of oxalic acid. Rhubarb may be 
cooked and served as sauce or frozen for 
use Ia ter in the year. 

Rhubarb makes a valuable addition to 
the diet since it provides worthwhile 
amounts of calcium, phosphorous, 
potassium, vitamin A and vitamin C. 
Here are recipes for rhubarb sauce and 
rhubarb pie. 

Rhubarb Sauce 
1-1r2 pounds rhubarb, cut up 
%cup sugar 
In a medium saucepan in three­

fourths cup boiling water, heat rhubarb 
to boiling. Reduce heat to low. Cover and 
simmer five minutes or until rhubarb is 
tender. During last minutes of cooking 
time, stir in sugar. Makes about two and 
two-thirds cups sauce. To make 
§trawberry-rhubarb sauce, prepare as 
above but stir in one pint halved 
strawberries with the sugar and heat to 
boiling. Makes about four and one-half 
cups. 

Rhubarb Pie 
4 cups rhubarb, cut into 1 inch pieces 
1-1z cups sugar 
1'4 cups all-purpose flour 
1 tablespoon grated orange peel, 

optional 
114 teaspoon salt 
Pastry for one 2-crust pie, 9 inches 
2 tablespoons butter or margarine 
Early in the day, combine rhubarb, 

sugar, flour, orange peel and salt. Let 
stand while you prepare the pastry. Roll 
out half of pastry and line 9 inch pie 
plate. Spoon filling evenly into crust and 
dot with butter or margarine. Prepare 
top crust and place over the filling. Bake 
40 to 50 minutes until crust is golden 
brown in a preheated 425 degrees F. 
ven. Serve warm or cold. Makes 6 

servings. 

CARE OF CURTAINS 
AND DRAPERIES 

Whether you're installing new cur­
tains and draperies or simply cleaning 
your present ones, here is some home 
care advice to make your job quick and 
easy. 

Often, ready made curtains and 
draperies come folded. When they're 
bung, it takes awhile for the creases to 
:ang out. Frances Pitts, county exten­

sion agent for home economics, said if 
the fabric is made of cotton or if the in­
structions say "drip dry", you should try 
misting with water from a spray bottle. 

When the curtains dry, the folds will 
disappear, she said. Don't mist drapery 
headings, however, since the stiffening 
may relax as well and destroy the 
pleats. 

To freshen dusty curtain panels which 
also labeled washable but don't real-

need washing, place them in the 
. Add a damp towel and a sheet of 
softener and run the dryer for a 

short time. This technique works best 
for curtains because pinch pleats may

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Kentucky Fishing Report 
Frankfort, Ky., April 22 Warm 

temperatures and blue skies found 
many anglers at lakes throughout the 
commonwealth this weekend. and the 
fishing was generally good during the 
April2Q-21 period covered by this report. 
Here is the lake-by-lake rundown as 
reported by conservation officers or 
creel clerks at each lake. 

KENTUCKY: Officer <krald Alex­
ander and Creel Clerk Don Fortenberry 
reported heavy fishing activity for crap­
pie.

JOE HOBSON 
BY THE FLOYD COUNTY BAR ASSOCIATION 

Joe Hobson was a lawyer's lawyer. He began life at Elizabethtown, Kentucky, 
the sixth and youngest child of Judge John Peyton Hobson and Mary Ellen Hob­
son. His father was a Judge of the Court of Appeals and many of his brothers and 
nephews have distinguished themselves in the legal profession. He was the oldest 
practicing lawyer in Prestonsburg when he died on July 14, 1982 at the age of 85. 

He was educated at Washington and Lee University and the University of Ken­
tucky College of Law. He was admitted to practice law in 1925. 
The phonograph was the only means of recording and transmitting sound, the 
automobile was not the customary mode of travel and the typewriter had not been 
accepted as a necessity. 

In 1927, he became a partner with B. M. James practicing law in Prestonsburg. 
Later he was associated with Edward P. Hill who was later Circuit Judge and Judge 
of the Court of Appeals. 

From 1927 until the time of his death, he practiced law at this bar. He had a 
varied and extensive practice and every one he encountered recognized that he 
was a tough adversary that was a great student of the law. In his last years and 
up until his death, he was working on cases in which he was involved as a lawyer. 
In his 57 years at the Bar, he was involved in many varied and interesting skir­
mishes. His friends will be telling "Joe Hobson" stories for years to come. 

He was a yoeman, first class, in the United States Navy during World War I. 
Was City Attorney for Prestonsburg and represented the Floyd County Board of 
Education and The Bank Josephine for many years. He was Ruling Elder Emeritus 
of the First Presbyterian Church of Prestonsburg. His greatest loves in life were 
his family, his wife, Inez Cottrell's family, Washington Lee University, The Bank 
Josephine, the Bible and baseball. 

The law to him was like a religion, and its practice was more than a means of 
support, it was a mission in life. It was his vocation, his avocatio~, his pastime 
and his calling in life. The rights of his clients and the principle mvolved were 
his primary concern and the fee he might receive was of little consequ~nc~. In many 
cases, he did not charge a fee or expect remuneraton-only that JUstice would 
prevail. 

He recognized that the law was designed to protect the weak from the strong. 
the minority from the majority, the poor from the rich, the meek from the militant 
and the oppressed from the oppressor. He was ever ready to go to battle ~o~ a cause 
or a client. With his passing. the people in this area lost a str_ong and ~1hgent. ad­
vocate on the side of justice, the Bar lost a learned. diligent, skillful and mdustr1ous 
advocate, his Church a devoted and sustaining official and his associates a kind 
and endearing friend.

Upon graduating from high school at Berea, Kentucky, he 
enlisted in the United States Navy and served honorably from 1945 to 
1947. On September 16, 1950 he was married to Rose Marie Martin. 

Mr. Collins received a Bachelor of Science in Commerce and his 
Bachelor of Law Degree from the University of Kentucky, and was ad­
mitted to the practice of law in the Commonwealth of Kentucky in the 
fall of 1959. He was also a member in &t:~od standing of our Floyd Coun­
ty Bar Association, a member of the Floyd County Chamber of Commerce 
and a Life Member of the Disabled American Veterans. 

In the spring of 1960, Mr. Collins, his wife, Rose, and their two sons, 
Stephen and Timothy, returned to Floyd County where :\fr. Collins began 
the practice of law. Subsequently, 1\fr. and !\irs. Collins were blessed with 
two daughters, Crystal and Melody. Mr. and Mrs. Collins brought their 
babies to the office and worked together as lawyer and secretary. With 
Rose always at his side, Mr. Collins practiced law at this bar until his 
untimely death on December 9, 1983. 

Mr. Collins had a general civil practice and every attorney that prac­
ticed a case with him recognized that he was a tenacious, but fair, adnr­
sary. Mr. Collins was always prepared when he came before the court 
and always conducted himself as a gentleman, showing respect for his 
opponent; while at the same time, serving as a warrior for his client's 
cause. 

With Mr. Collins passing, his clients and the'\leople of Floyd County 
lost a tough, persevering and skillful advocate. His family lost a loving 
husband and father. His associates have lost a good friend and colleague. 

Perhaps the following excerpts from Mr. Collins' Obituary, written by 
his children, best sum up his life and his philosophy: 

"Scott Collins was a special man ... No problem was ever insurmoun­
table ... His directions were always sure, his 11d,·ice based on the most 
carefully thought out information and experience. He did not act rashly 
or in haste ... He always exhibited extreme patience and insight. .. a burden 
was never too heavy for him to share. May all people know Walter Scott 
Collins as a man to be trusted, an honorable man." 

We. his colleagues, his family and friends shall all miss Walter Scott 
Collins.

Some say potatoes planted on a rising 
tide will swell with the tide. 

You'd think that after a winter during 
which temperatures dropped as low as 
22 degrees below zero. the coming of 
spring would be an event for· universal 
welcome. 

To be sure, welcome it is-but is also 
brings the chores of planting the garden 
and getting the car ready for summer. 
And these. alas, can bring danger and 
even death of pets and small children 

Many common house and garden 
pesticides do not contain really adequate 
information about the dangers they can 
present and some common household 
preparations can present unexpected 
danger. 

A Common Hazard 
One of the more commonly seen ac­

cidental poisonings is caused by 
metaldehyde, the active ingredient in 
baits for garden slugs and snails. Usual­
ly mixed with meal or formed into 
pellets, which are then spread to lure 
and kill snails and slugs, it seems to at­
tract pets and small children as well. 

It works rapidly and small quantities 
can be lethal. Early symptons are 
uneasiness, salivation and muscle 
tremors rapidly progressing to seizures. 
Prompt medical attention is essential 
for recovery. 

Ingredients of several other commer­
cial preparations can have fatal effects 
as well. Best precaution is to call your 
local poison control center and tell them 
the active ingredient in the product you 
are about to use and ask them for ad­
vice, possible side effects and 
alternatives. 

Clean, Fresh Smell 
A product need not be designed to kill 

in order to be a iller. 
Remember that clean, fresh smell in 

a newly painted room? It can be fa tal to 
birds. 

Birds are extremely susceptible to 
toxic odors like paints (especially oil 
base paints), terpentine and gas. An 
odor that does not seem especially 
strong to you might be fatal to a bird 
which weighs only a fraction of your 
body weight and whose lungs receive on­
ly a small portion of the air you inhale 
in a single breath. 

Use adequate ventilation, better yet 
move the bird to another room or even 
to a neighbor's home if you are painting 
the whole house. 

A Cooler Killer 
More and more people are servicing 

their automobiles at home, and as a 
result more and more automotive pro­
ducts are found in garages and in pud­
dles in driveways. 

Most people are aware of the danger 
of flammable products, like gasoline. 
They are also aware of the possibility of 
poisoning from wood alcohol. They seem 
not quite so aware of the anti­
freeze/coolant solutions that are 
necessary for the operations of modern 
automobile engines with pressurized 
cooling systems. 

In the radiator, a solution of ethylene 
glycol lowers the freezing point and 
raises the boiling point of the cooling 
solution. 

In the stomach of a pet or a small 
child, the result may be fatal. Signs of 
anti-freeze intoxication may develop 
within an hour after the liquid is in­
gested. The animal becomes depressed,

It may 
sho~ signs of vomiting, loss of appetite, 
excitement and convulsions.

Early recognition of the cause of this 
poisoning is essential because successful 
treatment is difficult at best. 

Even small quantities can be fatal as 
little as a teaspoonful with some s~all 
animals. Its sweet smell and taste 
disguises its fatal effect. 

Because treatment is so difficult 
prevention is the best approach. It i~ 
biodegradable, so as much as possible 
should be pored down a drain. 
Thoroughly wash away any that might 
have spilled on the driveway. Dispose of 
containers properly, recapping and 
junking containers in which the liquid 
came and thoroughly washing drain 
pans. 

Be Aware 
Many common household substances 

like the above mentioned examples can 
have adverse, even fatal effects on pets. 

Your veterinarian can explain to you 
which items are most common in your 
community, what symptoms will be evi­
dent with which poisons, and advise you 
on first aid measures. 

He may even have a checklist of com­
mon household products and the active 
ingredients and whether they have 
adverse reactions on pets. 

You can control many of the factors 
that cause cancer.

Despite Kentucky's position as the 
number one burley tobacco state, too 
few of the plant's flowering relatives­
called flowering or ornamental tobac­
cos, or nicotianas-grace our annual 
flower gardens. The pretty, pale pink 
flowers that top commercial tobacco 
plants have undergone considerable 
hybridization to produce some excellent 
summer flowers. 

Flowering tobaccos were used a lot in 
old fashioned gardens, being recogniz­
ed primarily as night bloomers. Their 
sweet, jasmine-like scent was one of 
their appealing characteristics, along 
with the clusters of trumpet-shaped 
flowers that were useful in flower 
arrangements . 

Modern nicotianas have been bred to 
be day bloomers, though the majority 
are still most fragrant during the eve­
ning. There are several strains and 
varieties now available, ranging in 
height from 10 to 12 inches <the Domino 
hybrids) to 24 to 36 inches <Daylight Sen­
sation series ). There is also a variety of 
colors including white, yellow, pink, 
coral, rose, red, scarlet, crimson, 
lavender, mahogany, and, rare in the 
flower world, green. A member of the 
Nicki hybrids, Nicki-Red, won a bronze 
All American Selection medal in 1979. 

In frost-free areas , this South 
American native is actually a tender 
perennial, but in Kentucky it is grown 
as an annual that, depending on weather 
conditions and strain, may reseed itself 
year after year. They will grow in full 
sun or partial shade and will tolerate in­
tense summer heat. 

Nicotianas are easy to grow from 
seed, either started ahead for trans­
plants or direct seeded once all danger 
of frost is gone. The seed can be slow to 
germinate and germinates best when 
light hits it, so barely cover the seeds. 

Another fact unknown to many Ken­
tuckians, especially the "city folks" who 
have never raised tobacco, is that the

tobacco plant give us one of our three 
important natural insecticides. The 
others are pyrethrins and rotenone. 

Nicotine can be produced from the 
debris left after tobacco is stripped. A 
dilute solution of nicotine sulfate is often 
sprayed on leaves to control insects such 
as aphids, but it should never be sprayed 
on plant parts, such as tomato fruits , 
that will be eaten. Nicotine is far more 
toxic <to humans) than pyrethrins or 
rotenone in part because it mimics the 
effects of acetylocholine, a chemical 
secreted by some of our nerve cells and 
tied to many of our bodies' reactions. 

Consider nicotine for natural insect 
control in your garden this year, and 
definitely give nicotianas a try in your 
flower garden. In addition to seed, many 
garden centers will have bedding plant 
transplants of nicotiana available.

He 
always felt that the fight of anyone who 
suffered from discrimination was his 
fight, too."

The 
focus of this year's observance is on in­
door air pollution in the home. 

Because of the rising energy costs of 
the past decade, both consumers and the 
construction industry have taken energy 
conservation measures, which in turn, 
have seriously affected the quality of in­
door air. New houses are being built 
"tighter" than older ones, and con­
sumers are caulking windows and doors. 
adding insulation and weatherstripping, 
and taking other steps to save on their 
utility bills. 

All of these measures have the effect 
of reducing the air exchange rate in a 
house. While a complete exchange of air 
was occurring in homes every hour just 
io years ago, most homes today have air 
exchange every three hours. In energy­
efficient homes air changes once every 
10 hours. Hence. more pollutants are 
trapped inside the house. This, coupled 
with the fact that people spend up to 90% 
of their time indoors-at least 65% of tt 
at home-makes indoor air pollution a 
matter of pressing concern.

*Filter. Window or room air condi­

tioners generally have a sponge-type 
filter behind the unit's indoor facing. 
This filter should be washed thoroughly 
in warm soapy water to remove any ac­
cumulation of dust. On central air con­
ditioning models, the filter normally is 
located near the furnace since such 
systems perform double duties-heating 
as well as cooling. This filter should be 
replaced monthly because a clean filter 
adds to the economy of the unit's opera­
tion. A clogged filter could lead to 
damage to the air conditioner's 
compressor. 

• Check the compressor area. On win­
dow models, the compressor is in the 
cabinet which hangs outside the window_ 
On central units, the large outdoor unit 
is the compressor unit. Make certain the 
area is free of leaves or other objects 
which could disrupt air circulation. 

Zoellers said while those items are 
things most homeowners can check on 
their own, they also are provided as part 
of an air conditioner checkup perform­
ed by many appliance dealers in the 
area.

Q. I have heard about reverse annui­
ty mortgages and the advantages they 
have for older people. Could you explain 
what they are and how they work? 

A. The reverse annuity mortgage 
<RAM) has two main advantages: 

1. RAMs allow older people to conver 
the equity which they have in their 
homes into cash income, and 

2. RAMs allow older people to stay in 
their homes while they receive income 
rather than having to sell and move out. 

Those are the advantages; the "how 
it works" follows: 

Over the years, people build up equi­
ty in their homes. With every mortgage 
payment they make, they pay interest, 
and they pay on the principal amount of 
their loan. 

When you buy a home, you usually 
have a mortgage. It is set up for a 
specific number of years. The most com­
mon are 15, 20, and and 30-year mor­
tgages. After you make all of the 
payments, you owe nothing. The home 
is yours, and its value is called your 
"equity." 

Another way of building equity is 
through "appreciation." Appreciation 
means the increase in value of your 
home. If the $25,000 house you bought 30 
years ago is paid for in-full and it would 
bring $50,000 if you were to sell it, your 
equity would be $50,000. 

Now comes the RAM. You have to sell 
your house. Perhaps your children buy 
it. Perhaps the bank or another investor 
buys it. The buyer enters into a lease 
agreement which says you can stay in 
your house as long as you live or as long 
as you wish. The lease calls for a mon­
thly payment of rent. 

The money you receive when you sell 
your house is invested in what is called 
an "annuity." This pays you a certain 
amount of money each month. You keep 
the difference between the annuity and 
the amou~t you're pay~ng in rent. 

Remember, you no longer own the 
house, and it is not part of your estate. 
You cannot leave it to anyone. This 
makes the RAM ideal for couples or 
single people who do not have children 
or other heirs. 

Whether or not you have children, the 
end result of a RAM is the same: you 
stay in your house and receive a mon­
thly income.

Gov. Collins Speaks 
At Coal Summit 

Governor Martha Layne Collins told 
participants in Coal Summit I recently 
that. "I'm here today because I know 
what coal means to the people of my 
state. Coal remains a bedrock of our 
economy and a catalyst for progress." 

In welcoming remarks, the Governor 
said, "We're not here today because 
everything is going well. We're here 
because coal counties are experiencing 
10, 12, and 14 percent unemployment. 
We're here because our nation's utilities 
should be burning more coal and less 
foreign oil. We're here because America 
should be using as much coal as needed 
to take advantage of its most abundant 
energy resource and to gain a greater 
degree of energy independence." 

Some 160 men and women represen­
ting railroads, utilities and coal com­
panies gathered in Lexington for the 
conference. 

Governor Collins called for the 
meeting during an address before the 
National Coal Association in Washington 
last June. The idea was to bring together 
men and women representing a broad 
spectrum of those who produce, trans­
port and use coal with the aim of focus­
ing on specific problems facing the coal 
industry. One item on the agenda, for ex­
ample, was rail rates, which can deter­
mine whether Kentucky coal is com­
petitive for export. 

The Governor told the conference " It 
is time-if only for a few days-t~ set 
aside regional differences and com­
petitive rivalries in a common effort to 
make coal the nation's primary energy 
resource." 

The Governor also said that en­
vironmental constraints can eventually 
be turned to coal's advantage. "With the 
right technology, we can open up 
tremendous new markets for coal," she 
said. "In fact, I see clean coal-burning 
technology as one of the keys to the in­
dustry's future." 

Governor Collins pointed out that her 
administration has pledged $10 million 
to the demonstration of fluidized bed 
technology at the TV A power facility in 
Paducah, Kentucky. "This project will 
go a long way toward proving the feasi­
bility of new environmentally-sound 
technologies for generating electricity 
with coal." 

Such technology would allow wide­
spread use of high sulfur coal from 
Western Kentucky.

EKU Approves 
1985-86 Budget 

The Eastern Kentucky University 
Board of Regents Saturday approved a 
1985-86 educational and general expen­
ditures budget of $60,332,310. This figure 
provides support for instruction, 
research and public service missions of 
the University as well as libraries. 
academic and institutional support, stu­
dent services and physical plant 
operation. 

The Board also approved $12,112,575 
in revenues and expenditures in aux­
iliary enterprises which include self­
supporting activities such as housing, 
food services and bookstore. 

The total budget reflects revenues of 
$72,444,885. State appropriations will ac­
count for 54.8 percent of the total 
revenues while student tuition and fees 
total 17.8 percent. 

The Board approved the awarding of 
two honorary degrees at the Spring 
Commencement in May to President­
emeritus J.C. Powell, who served EKU 
for 25 years, the last eight as president; 
and Kentucky Gov. Martha Layne Col­
lins. EKU does not grant honorary 
degrees in absentia. 

In other actions, the Board: 
•• Approved a revised Affirmative Ac­

tion plan, to comply with suggested 
changes from the federal Office of Civil 
Rights. 

•• Approved the Official Seal of the 
University, and voted that only that seal 
be used on any document requiring the 
seal of the University. 

••Renamed the Law Enforcement 
Library the "Wolfred K. White Law En­
forcement Library," in honor of Col. 
Wolfred K. White, who was for many 
years a professor in EKU's College of 
Law Enforcement. 

As an officer in the U.S. Army, White 
served three years as professor of 
military science at EKU. He joined the 
faculty of the College of Law Enforce­
ment in 1975 upon his retirement from 
the Army, and received the Excellence 
in Teaching Award from ~KU last year. 

••Approved routine personnel mat­
ters, including employment, resigna­
tions, leaves of absence, promotions and 
tenure. 

•• Approved routine maintenance pro­
jects, including contract painting of 
several campus buildings; resurfacing 
and repair of campus streets and park­
ing areas; roof repair or replacement 
for the Combs Classroom Building and 
several residence halls ; renovation of 
the Foster Music Building; and refur­
bishing of certain areas of the Powell 
Building, Keen Johnson Building, and 
public areas of residence halls. 

.. Dropped Intercollegiate Rifle as a 
sport at EKU. The Department of Mili­
tary Science will no longer provide 
coaching support for the rifle team and 
the sport will be discontinued.

\Vildlife Federation 
Offers Scholarships 

ApplicatiOns arc now bemg acce,...ted 
for scholarships offered by the Kentucky 
Wildlife Federation Foundation. Inc . 
< KWFF>. a non-profit educational 
organization affiliated with the League 
of Kentucky Sportsmen. 

Each year scholarships in the amount 
of $1 ,000 each are awarded to high school 
graduates pursuing either bachelor or 
master's degrees in environmental 
fields of study relating to soil water. air, 
forests . resource conservation, or fish 
and wildlife management. 

Established September 26, 1970, the 
KWFF is supported solely by donations 
and contributions from businesses and 
private individuals. In 1984 there were 
five scholarship applicants . A total of 
three scholarships are awarded annual­
ly. although only two will be open this 
fall, due to the fact that the financial 
assistance is available to the student as 
long as he or she is in school and grades 
are kept up. Investment income pro­
vides the funds for the scholarships. 

Secretary of the KWFF, Edna Mae 
Love, said applicants must fulfill the 
following qualifications : 

Must be a resident of Kentucky; a high 
school graduate with a "B" average or 
above in secondary work or have an ag­
gregate of 20 or above on ACT scores · 
must be at least 17 years of age ; must 
have passed the entrance exams, and 
enroll in a college or university, _or be 
enrolled in a good standing Kentucky 
college or university and must pursue a 
course of studies leading to a degree in 
fish or wildlife management, parks and 
recreation, or a environmental science. 

Applicants must submit in letter form 
a brief personal history including 
scholastic achievements, reasons for 
wanting the scholarship, and the college 
or university applicant plans to attend; 
send a copy of transcript of grades from 
the high school in which applicant 
graduated, along with three letters of 
recommendation. 

Love explained that applications 
should be submitted at least two months 
prior to the beginning of the school year 
in the fall , and mailed to her in care of 
the Kentucky Wildlife Federation Foun­
dation, 610 Halbert Street, Vanceburg, 
Kentucky 41179. The scholarship money 
must be used for tuition, books, and liv­
ing expenses.
