Two former Floyd county officials 
were named in an indictment handed 
down this week by a Floyd Circuit Court 
grand jury Accused of theft by decep­
tion are Thomas Lafferty, Sr., former 
deputy judge-executive, and his son, 
Thomas Lafferty, Jr. who served as 
county personnel officer and briefly as 
county court clerk. 

The indictment charges that 
''separately or together in complicity" 
they obtained "property or services 
belonging to Floyd county by deception 
with intent to deprive Floyd county 
thereof." The felony charges, which 
carry a penalty of up to five years in 
prison, cover a period from July through 
December, 1982. They stem from a state 
police investigation of the 1982 ad­
ministration of the late Judge-Executive 
Jerry Lafferty, Jr., which resulted in the 
indictment of 16 persons, including the 
Laffertys, last December.

Clogs District 
Court Calendar 

After a pre-€lection lull, Floyd District 
Court was back to heavy dockets this 
week, with drunk driving cases, as 
usual, making up the bulk of the court's 
work. 

"I've never seen so many DUis," 
District Judge Harold Stumbo remark­
ed from the bench Friday. "If we've got 
that many on the roads, it's a wonder 
we're not all dead." 

Over four days, 21 were convicted of 
drunk driving, including Michael Lee 
Crisp, 21, of Dwale, for whom it was his 
second conviction this year. Crisp was 
sentenced t{) seven days in jail-he will 
serve his sentence one day at a time, 
over seven weekends-and ordered to 
pay $557.50 in fine, fees and court costs.

Council Votes 
$2500 To Help 
Animal Shelter 

Floyd county will soon have help in the 
never-ending battle against stray 
animals, thanks to donations authoriz­
ed Monday night to the East Kentucky 
Wildlife Federation by Prestonsburg's 
City Council. 

The council voted unanimously to in­
vest $2,500 to aid the animal shelter after 
Mayor Harold Cooley gave an itemized 
account of what the shelter would need 
to put an animal control officer on the 
road. Cooley said Curtis Hughes, presi­
dent of the Wildlife Federation and 
overseer of the shelter, had requested 
the one-time donation to purchase equip­
ment, such as a tranquilizer rifle and 
darts, net pole, live animal trap (in 
which a pet can enter but not exit; "sort 
of like a big roach motel," said City 
Manager David Evans), and an 
euthanasia system for destroying un­
adoptable or gravely injured animals. 
Part of the money also went to purchas­
ing a 1977 Bronco truck which the city 
will lease to the shelter for $1 per year.

School Board Hears Plan 
To Meet State Standards 

In an effort to boost the academic 
standing of Floyd schools, the Board of 
Education last week approved an educa­
tional plan now mandated by state law 
in areas where a school district is held 
to be falling short of minimum state 
standards. 

Under the law, a district which does 
not adhere to the timelines in its Master 
Educational Improvement Plan 
CMEIPl maybe declared "academical­
ly deficient " Continued failure to com­
ply could lead to a state takeover of the 
district and even to suspension of local 
school officials. 

The Floyd MEfP, which was 
presented to the board Wednesday by 
Asst. Superintendent Ron Hager and 
which now awaits state approval, in­
cludes one plan for lifting classroom per­
formance and another for improving the 
attendance and dropout rates. 

An "academic performance plan" is 
designed to correct deficiencies un­
covered last spring by mandatory 
testing, which showed Floyd third

graders lagging behind the national 
average in reading, spelling and math, 
fifth graders behind the mark in 
reading, spelling, language and 
reference skills. and lOth graders below 
par in reading, spelling, reference skills 
and math.

The Floyd Board of Education will 
not, after all, seek a 28-cent tax rate this 
year, it was announced after the board 
met in executive session last Wednesday 
night. Instead, the rate will rise to 19

The move Jollowed a complaint by 
Everett Akers, of Martin, that the 
board's intention to seek the higher rate 
was not advertised within seven days, 
the time specified by law.

Prior to Wednesday's closed session, 
Board Vice-Chairman James A. Duff 
had urged passage - nt rale, 
noting that the county Will be required 
to adopt at least a 25-cent rate next year 
in order to qualify for some $9 million in 
additional state funds. The three-cent 
difference would add only $6 a year to 
the school tax on a house assessed at 
$20,000- "less than the cost of a carton 
of cigarettes or a case of Pepsi"- Duff 
argued.

Winter Bird Feeding: Do It With Suet 

Kentucky is beautiful, isn't it? Do you 
take the time to look at it, to really ap­
preciate it- the sun setting over deep­
green hills, deer bounding into the 
forest, creeks splashing and sparkling 
in the sunlight? Kentucky is veQ rich .. 
maybe not in money. but in nature. 
Mountains. cloud-topped and forested, 
tower above us in eastern Kentucky, 
creeks meander through the rolling 
green pastures of the Bluegrass. 
thousands of ducks and geese darken the 
skies over the lakes and swamplands of 
western Kentucky. Because of these 
unique features, Kentucky has many 
more and different species of plants and 
animals than many other states. 

So at this time of thanksgiving when 
our thoughts turn to our founders and 
our heritage, let's give thanks-thanks 
that we live in such a beautiful and rich 
state, and thanks to those landowners 
who are safeguarding the best that re­
mains of our natural world. 

One of the best cold-weather bird 
foods is suet. and a winter suet feeder 
in your yard invites birds you might 
never play host to-if it were not for 
the suet. 

Many birds love suet. and so it's a 
valuable addition to your bird feeding 
program. Suet is dense beef fat and it 
can provide birds with the extra energy 
they need to stay warm in winter. 

Frcm late fall through early spring 
I like to buy two or three pounds of 
suet at a time and freeze it in half­
pound chunks. That way. my suet 
fct:der never runs low. You can usu­
ally find suet at a supermarket or (If 
you want to be sure you're getting real 
beef suetl at a butcher shop. 

Most suet feeders are wire mesh 
cages. The mesh needs to be just 
large enough for a bird's bill to reach 
through. but not so large that a crow 
or raccoon could make off with large 
pieces of suet. 

A suet cage (bought or hand-made) 
should be constructed of plastic-coated 
wire rather than uncoated metal. even 
though it's highly unlikely that any 
part of a bird or other animal would 
freeze to the uncoated surface. The 
cage needs a back door for inserting 
the suet. 

Hang your feeder from the trunk or 
branch of a tree. A suet cage 6 or 8 feet 
off the ground will regularly attract 
woodpeckers, titmice, chickadees. 
nuthatches. perhaps brown creepers. 
and other birds that find suet a good 
substitute for their natural high-energy 
foods (insect eggs, larvae, etc.). The 
good height will keep the feeder out 
of reach of dogs, foxes, skunks and 
other poor climbers, though it won't 
guarantee that a raccoon or an opos­
sum won't raid the cage. 

European starlings are suet-loving 
birds who are all too apt to take over 

your whole yard once they've lined 
up your suet feeder. If you live in 
starling country. then: are two ways 
to starling-proof a suet cage. thereby 
discouraging an invasion: 

( ll Suspend a baffle or dome over 
the feeder (a pie tin may dol. Unlike 
nuthatches, ch1ckadees and such. star­
lings are not very good at hanging ver­
tically or upside-down to feed: they 
prefer to perch on the top. 

(2l Buy or make a double-mesh cage. 
The wire mesh basket that holds suet 
fits inside a larger-mesh (I to I Y2·inch) 
cage. The small birds can hop in and 
reach the inner basket but the larger 
birds (including starlings) cannot. 

On the coldest of days your suet 
feeder may draw birds that rarely 
visit any kind of feeder. During such 
weather, we receive reports of red­
shouldered hawks,pileated woodpeck­
ers.American kestrels, Carolina wrens, 
juncos, thrashers, and yellow-rumped 
warblers visiting suet feeders. 

So, don't let frigid weather get you 
down. Put out the suet and watch the 
ensuing spectacle of birds vigorously 
energizing themselves.

Less than 600 acres is all 
that is left of the 23 million acres of 
v1rgin timber . Over half of the known 
wetlands have been drained. Many more 
thousands of acres have been lost to 
other activities. 

Why is it significant that parts of our 
natural heritage have been lost? Though 
you may take it for granted, you have 
been fortunate to live your life in one of 
the most beautiful places on earth. Will 
your grandchildren have the same 
privilege?

• Earns Hometown Wide Recognition

With a population of less than 100, 
Hueysville is a small Floyd county 
village. You might call it a hamlet. Its 
obscurity is deepened by its location at 
the foot of a hill beneath the brow of 
which it is hidden from the view of those 
who drive the highway that skirts it. 

Although it doesn't qualify for the 
"sleepy, little village" stereotype, the 
even tenor of its ways is seldom disturb­
ed by news-making events. Generally 
speaking, this is a place that for many 
years was little known outside Floyd 
county. 

Yet Hueysville, Ky. has become 
known to thousands of persons across 
America, in every state, and by a few in 
foreign countries. All because of one 
woman who lives there and because of 
the work she has done. 

Irene Hayes, wife of Rondal Hayes, 
mother of four, grandmother of eight, 
for 20 years postmistress and for more 
years than that church worker and com­
munity leader, has published a cook­
book. It is this cookbook, "What's Cook­
ing in Kentucky," and now its sequel, 
"What's Cooking for the Holidays," that 
have made her hometown known to so 
many. 

Her second and newest cookbook ready for the holidays. 

In 1965 the roof of the church that had 
served the community for more than 
half a century needed repair, and the 
church treasury lacked the money to 
undertake the costly venture. Thus was 
born the idea of publishing and selling 
cookbooks to defray the expense. 
Women of the church put hands and 
heads together, invited the region's 
finest cooks-one was the Governor's 
wife-to contribute their favorite 
recipes. 

So it was that the first edition of 
"What's Cooking in Kentucky" was 
published. The press run for that edition 
was only 1500, and within a month all 
1500 were sold. And the church had a 
new roof-and more: new pulpit fur­
niture and a church bus were bought; 
the interior of the sanctuary was 
remodeled, and the outside had a new 
coat of paint. 

"We didn't offer these cookbooks for 
sale because they were for the church 
and a good cause, but because we had 
put together a cookbook that was worth 
buying and using," Mrs. Hayes says. 

Beginning with the 1967 edition, 
"What's Cooking in Kentucky" has been 
a big part of Irene Hayes' life. From a 
room in her home overlooking Hueys­
ville she has devoted her time to every 
chore associated with publishing the 
book- writing, telephoning, contacting 
choice cooks, editing, proofreading, cor­
recting and revising, planning the for­
mat, even helping on occasion with the 
pasteup of pages for the printer. In ad­
dition, she managed the marketing of 
the book, made personal appearances at 

various trade centers and on television 
shows featuring Kentucky cuisine. She 
was secretary, treasurer, mailing 
department-you name it. 

Yet Mrs. Hayes insists that she did not 
always work alone. She cites the help af­
forded by her daughters, Carol, Sharon, 
Karen and Stachia. 

If you get the 1dea that this grand­
mother is a workaholic, you may well be 
right. Besides handling more than 
150,000 cookbooks from manuscript till 
the day the last was sold, she spent most 
of her daylight hours for a dozen years 
of that time as postmistress at Hueys­
ville. And as church worker, confidant 
to many, visiting the sick, helping those 
with personal problems. 

"What's Cooking in Kentucky" is all 
Kentucky-recipes that have that price­
less "back home" flavor and spirit for 
Kentuckians, wherever they are, in Ken­
tucky or far removed from their native 
heath. And strangers to Kentucky foods 
and viands find the book equally 
engrossing. One such was the late 
James Beard, renowned authority on 
the culinary arts, who listed "What's 
Cooking in Kentucky" in the biblio­
graphy of his Cook's Catalogue, publish­
ed in 1975 by Harper & Row. Another 
was William Rice, former foods editor 
of the Washington Post, who listed the 
cookbook from Kentucky as one of the 
five which he recommended. Plus 
laudatory letters from cooks in every 
state, including Hawaii and Alaska. 

And now is published "What's Cook­
ing for the Holidays," which has the best 
from Kentucky and also the choicest 
recipes gathered from all parts of the 

United St;;ttes. These are Thanksgiving 
and Christmas season recipes whose 
aroma, taste and color and indefinable 
spirit may find a place on an oilcloth­
covered table as well as on one draped 
with damask. 

Why continue to publish cookbooks? 
"It's certainly not because I am get­

ting rich at it," Mrs. Hayes says. "As 
much work at almost any other under­
taking would pay more. But I wasn't 
satisfied with that first edition of only 
1500 copies. I was convinced that many 
more women needed help." 

"One of the greatest rewards I have 
had from the Kentucky cookbook is the 
letters received from young brides and 
young mothers, telling me how much the 
cookbook has meant to them. I made the 
kind of cookbook I wish I had had when 
I began learning to cook ... I don't pro­
fess to be a good cook, but I do claim to 
know good foods and good cooking." 

She likes to recall those letters. "They 
write me, 'Dear Irene,' as if they had 
known me for years. I treasure them. 
They thank me for putting together such 
wonderful recipes ... tell me about their 
problems. They wish me happy holidays 
and God's blessings. " 

Mrs. Hayes sometimes admits she 
tries to do too much. "But," she points 
out, "if you can't see people's needs, 
there's something wrong with your eyes, 
and if you see their needs and do nothing 
about it, there's something wrong with 
you. " 

"What's Cooking in Kentucky" and, 
now, the new "What's Cooking for the 
Holidays" may be said to be by-products 
of that philosophy.

Food prices leaped by 0.3 percent in 
September, registering the largest in­
crease of the year, according to the 
Bureau of Labor Statistics. 

The increase ends a six-month period 
of stable or declining food costs. 

At the same time, the overall Con­
sumer Price Index rose by 0:2 percent 
in September, the same as in the 
preceding three months. 

"The increase in grocery store prices 
was led primarily by meat items, which 
may be a great benefit for producers, 
especially cattle producers. They have 
been ravaged by low prices, falling de­
mand and increased production costs," 
said Agriculture Commissioner David 
E . Boswell.

Meat prices have fallen throughout 
the year and are considerably below 
December 1984 levels. Poultry prices, 
especially, are expected to rise in reac­
tion to increased consumer demand. 

September marked the first time in 
1985 that beef prices rose. 

"Fruit and vegetable costs, led by 
higher lettuce prices, rose by 0.6 percent 
and played a key role in raising grocery 
costs," Boswell said. "Kentucky pro­
ducers will not really benefit from this 
increase since our growing season is 
over." 

September's sharp rise in grocery 
costs may be an indicator that food costs 
will rise gradually throughout the fall 
and erase some of the declines posted 
last spring.

The principal or secretary of each 
school is encouraged to call home each 
day a student is absent; rewards are 
suggested for perfect attendance; to 
spur attendance, parent-teacher organi­
zations will be asked to have a drawing 
for a bicycle at the end of the school 
year. 

Hager acknowledged that higher 
academic and attendance standards 
cannot simply be achieved on command. 
"You can't say that every eighth grader 
will read at least at sixth grade level or 
that. if a student does not reach the 50th 
NCE, he will not go on," he said. <The 
50th NCE. or normal curve equivalency, 
represents the national average on stan­
dardized tests ) "What we can say is 
that our goals are set and we will make 
every effort to attain them."

any point in petitioning for a referendum 
on the tax. 

Dr. Charles Faber, chairman of the 
administratiOn and supervision depart­
ment in the University of Kentucky's 
College of Education, was selected by 
the board to serve as a consultant in the 
search for a superintendent. No reasons 
were offered for the choice, no time 
frame was established for the search­
and-screenmg procesl? and it remained 
uncertain whether Floyd citizens would 
have any role to play in it. 

Jean Rosenberg, convenor of the 
Floyd County Education Forum, 
reminded the board that that organiza­
tion asked two months ago for citizen in­
clusion m the process of selecting a new 
leader for Floyd schools. No board 
member commented on the request, 
however, and Brackett-who initially 
supported the idea of citizen participa­
tion-would not be drawn into a discus­
sion of the issue later. "The board did 
not commit itself," he noted tersely. 

Proposals submitted to the board by 
the Floyd County Education Association 
would present "no problem," Brackett 
told members of the teachers' organiza­
tion, who were liberally sprinkled 
among the large audience at Wednes­
day's meeting in the Allen Central High 
School cafeteria. 

According to the proposals, which 
Brackett called "important for the 
morale of our teaching family," school 
principals will be responsible for finding 
replacements for teachers who are off 
sick, teachers will get more timely 
notification of their accumulated sick 
days, the FCEA will have a voice in set­
ting the school calendar, and the day set 
aside for the organization's annual 
meeting will be sacrosanct. 

Moreover, regardless of whether tney 
are counselors or librarians or drive a 
school bus, all teachers will be held 
equally responsible for extra tasks, like 
bus and playground duty, Brackett said 
in response to a FCEA request. 

Three Floyd high schools-Prestons­
burg, McDowell and Wheelwright-have 
teams participating in a newly-formed 
organization designed to give students 
opportunities for regional and statewide 
competition in academic skills, Brackett 
told the board. On his recommendation, 
the board voted to allow each school to 
claim up to $1100 in travel and coaches' 
expenses. 

With state approval, bids will be 
sought for materials to be used in 
building a one-room addition at Prater 
Elementary School. The classroom is to 
be constructed by the school district's 
own maintenance crew, at an estimated 
cost of $10,000. 

Daily deposits of lunchroom earnings, 
one of the standards stressed by state 
auditors earlier this year, may be relax­
ed in view of a recent federal directive, 
Brackett told the board. Under the more 
lenient guideline, schools located within 
five m.les of a bank are urged to make 
daily deposits; the others need make 
deposits only twice a week, including 
one on Fridays. 

Permission will be sought to dispose 
of the site of the Home Branch school, 
which was closed this year. The site of 
a former school at Bosco will also be 
reappraised with a view to selling it, the 
board decided. 

Among citizen requests which the 
board took under advisement: Everett 
Akers again blasted the panel for its 
failure to order teachers' cars off the 
Martin school campus; Linda Jefferson 
petitioned for a sheltered walkway be­
tween the school and the lunchroom at 
Auxier Elementary; the Rev. Lorie Van­
nucci asked that grade school basketball 
teams play teams within their own area 
rather than in places far afield. Young­
sters scheduled to play schools as distant 
as Inez, Paintsville and Warfield may 
not get to bed before 11 p.m., he noted. 

In an apparently rehearsed demon­
stration, a dozen Garrett parents stood 
at a signal by Rodney Moore to await the 
board's response to Moore's request 
that it move construction of a new Gar­
rett school up to at least third place on 
the official list of construction priorities.

In other action, the council continued 
its slow struggle to outfit the city with 
liability insurance by accepting a bid 
from the Volunteer Fireman's Insur­
ance Service, Inc., of Edgewood, Ky. 
The policy, which carries a yearly 
premium of $1,449, will cover only the 
fire department, though Evans said the 
same company was preparing a bid for 
policies on the police and street depart­
ments, as well as the city itself. 

Though there was some obvious 
dissatisfaction with the state of the ci­
ty's insurance, notably from Fire Chief 
Tom Blackburn, Evans made assur­
ances that Prestonsburg was steadily 
moving toward complete insurance 
coverage. 

Mayor Cooley seemed to sum up the 
feelings of council members just before 
the measure was passed unanimously. 
"It's probably better to have some 
liability on some than no liability on 
none," he said.

QUESTION-Do doctors always tell a 
patient if he or she has cancer? Should 
patients be told? 

ANSWER-In the past, there was a 
strong tendency among doctors not to 
tell patients they had cancer. A patient 
would only receive general information 
about his or her illness and treatment. 

Fortunately, this trend has changed. 
In a 1977 study of doctors ' beliefs and ac 
tions, ninety-eight percent of the doctors 
surveyed said that their approach is to 
tell the patient the diagnosis . One hun­
dred percent felt that it was the patient's 
right to know his or her diagnosis. 

Studies of cancer patients who have 
been told their diagnosis conclude that 
patients prefer to know the truth, even 
if they are terminally ill. Like all pa­
tients , cancer patients need to be fully 
informed about their illness in order to 
make other decisions about treatment, 
work and their families. Hiding the 
diagnosis denies them the right to make 
these major choices about their lives. 

Keeping the diagnosis from the pa­
tient can be an emotional strain on the 
family and those taking care of the pa­
tient. Most patients somehow learn the 
truth and may feel angry, hurt or bitter 
about not being told. In some cases, the 
family has later felt that both they and 
the patient were deprived of a useful 
outlet for their feelings. 

While there are rare cases when this 
is not true, most patients prefer the truth 
and accept it better than the family 
might expect. Also, by keeping the pa­
tient fully informed, family members 
and the health care team build a base of 
understanding and trust.

The First Commonwealth Bank stepped 
in with a one-month note. And, at a 
special meeting last Friday, the Floyd 
fiscal court redeemed the note. 

Along with the decision' to help out 
came advice from the fiscal court that 
the solid waste agency should be doing 
more to identify persons who are not 
paying for the weekly pickup service. 
And incoming County Attorney David 
Barber was instructed to prosecute 
them. 

Robert McAninch, chairman of the 
solid waste agency board, insists that 
the operation of the system gives no 
cause for alarm. Indeed, "we're getting 
stronger and stronger," he says of the 
agency that nearly died within a year of 
its birth. 

relatively small contribution by the 
fiscal court, which kicked in $125,000 last 
year, and $157,500 the year before, to 
keep Solid Waste afloat. 

McAninch said he anticipates no prob­
lem in meeting a scheduled $70,000 bond 
payment next May and hopes to "make 
it on our own next year." 

One problem, the director acknow­
ledges, is that of replacing the agency's 
aging fleet. Two of the 11 original com­
pactor trucks have already been replac­
ed but the others will need to be traded 
in faster than the agency can afford, he 
said. A possible solution, he said, would 
be to apply for a state Community 
Development Block Grant to cover the 
cost of new equipment. 

Salary increases and the provision of 
medical benefits for the agency's 34 
relatively low-paid workers is also a 
priority, McAninch said. 

Steps are being taken to improve fee 
collections, he said, although- unlike 
other utilities, which set meters to 
record their sales- the solid waste agen­
cy is not always sure just who its 
customers are.

The Poison Control Center has placed 
plants into two different categories­
non-toxic and toxic, some of which may 
possess irritant qualities; however, any 
plant has a potential choking hazard. 
Lists may be obtained from the Ken­
tucky Regional Poison Control Center. 

Our adult word is so accustomed to the 
plant kingdom that some do not recog­
nize the potential danger for a child 
under five years. Because of their tiny 
body size, children can become ill after 
ingesting only slight amounts of a plant 
which might not affect an adult. Also, 
these little people do not have a highly 
developed sense of taste, so they are not 
able to recognize a bad tasting plant and 
spit it out.

A child is at risk during every season 
of the year, with outdoor plants in the 
spring, mushrooms (or toadstools) in 
the summer, berries and flower bulbs in 
the fall, and indoor plants in the winter. 

If you are a parent, grandparent, 
aunt, uncle, neighbor, close friend, or 
baby-sitter cardinal rules to follow are : 

(1) Keep all plants out of reacl} of 
children. Hanging pots are populaV. Be 
careful of low overhang. ' 

(2) Store all flower bulbs or unplanted 
seeds away from children. If storing 
bulbs in a refrigerator, leave packaging 
labels on the bulbs to prevent confusion 
with onions. 

(3) Teach children to ask an adult 
before putting anything into their 
mouths. 

( 4) Have some knowledgeable person 
identify the plant and then label it. <Pop­
sicle sticks or wax pencils are tools to 
mark plants). Common names are often 
inaccurate because some plants have 
several common names. 

Should an accidental ingestion occur: 
Remain calm; for a swallowed poison 

(if conscious, alert, and able to swallow) 
give water only; do not induce vomiting 
unless directed to do so by your physi­
cian or Poison Control Genter; have 
Syrup of Ipecac (which induces 
vomiting) on hand; telephone your 
physician or Kentucky Poison Control 
Center. 

Have the following information ready! 
Your name and telephone number, age 
of victim, and amount, name of product 
involved, time poisoning occurred. 

Further instructions tnay be given by 
your physician or Poison Control Center.

STUDENT CONDUCT 

<Fourteenth in a Se'ries> 

X. ABSENCES AND WITHDRAWAL 
The Floyd County Public Schools expects all students in grades K -1i 

to be in attendance regularly. Students who are absent from school are 
required to submit to the principal a written excuse upon their return 
to school. Legitimate excuses for absences from school or class for which 
assignments are permitted to be made up are as follows: 

1. Personal illness verified by a written statement by parents or 
doctor. 

2. Death or severe illness in the immediate family verified by a writ­
ten statement by parents. Immediate family shall mean: mother, 
father, brother, sister, grandparents, aunts, uncles, nieces, 
nephews, first cousins, or anyone living under the same household 
roof with the student. .. 

3. Order of the courts. This applies to summons and subpoenas . 
4. School activities or circumstances with prior approval by the 

principaL 
5. Religious holidays with prior approval by the principal. 
6. Medical or dental appointments with written verification by 

doctor. 
WRITTEN EXCUSES 
All students are required to bring written and dated excuses for their 
absences or otherwise satisfy the principal as to the validity of the 
excuse. 
UNEXCUSED ABSENCES 
All other absences and/or tardies from school or class are unexcused 
and the class assignments can not be made up except under special cir­
cun:stances. In such cases the principal must give permission before 
asstgnments can be made up. 
A pupil will not be permitted to remain enrolled in school and/or class 
after twenty (20) unexcused absences from school. Withdrawal action 
from school or class will begin only after the school has taken 
documented steps to remedy the problem. If a student is to be considered 
for withdrawal from school and/or class, the following steps shall be 
taken: 

1. After a total of ten (10) days of unexcused absences, or ten (10) 
unexcused absences from a class, a parent/student conference 
shall be held. The purpose of the conference will be to identify 
if possible, the causes for the student's repeated absences fro~ 
school and to consider remedies. 

2. After a total of fifteen ( 15) days of unexcused absences from 
school, or fifteen (15) unexcused absences from a class, a for­
mal in-school hearing will be held. 
a. The hearing will include the student, the District Director of 

Pupil Personnel, parent/guardian, counselor and school prin­
cipal, as well as any other person requested by them. 

b. The purpose of the hearing will be to review the steps which 
have been taken to remedy the problems and to serve notice 
that withdrawal from school or class may be taken after five 
(5) more days of unexcused absences. 

3. After a total of twenty (20) days of unexcused absences in one 
year, a student may be withdrawn from school. 

4. After a total of twenty (20) unexcused absences from a class, a 
student may be withdrawn from that class and enrolled in a super­
vised study hall. 

5. If the decision is made to withdraw a student from school or class, 
the student and the parents/guardian shall be notified that the 
student may return to school or class the following school year .

Ninth Smokeout Set ... 

Smokers Encouraged To Quit 
Nicotine Habit For 24 Hours 

The 1985 Great American Smokeout 
will be held Thursday, November 21. It 
will be the ninth straight year that the 
American Cancer Society has sponsored 
the Smokeout-a day when the nation's 
54 million smokers are encouraged to 
kick the habit for 24 hours, just to prove 
to themselves that quitting completely 
is possible. 

A special program, "Adopt-A­
Smoker" has become a popular feature 
of the Smokeout. "Nonsmokers can be 
a part of the Smokeout by 'adopting' 
smokers they'd like to have quit for the 
day," Floyd County Unit President 
Robert Herrick, DMD, said. "Adopters 
can offer ·survival kits,' snacks, and en­
couragement throughout the day. The 
support really helps. Another thing that 
can be done-by adopters or others, 
such as employers-is hide ash trays for 
the day. Anything that reminds smokers 
of cigarettes should be taboo on this 
day." 

Although the Great American 
Smokeout may seem like somethmg 
done in fun, it has a very serious pur­
pose. More than 340,000 Americans die 
each year of diseases linked to smoking. 
That translates into one of every seven 
deaths in this country. 

Cigarette smoking is responsible for 
83 percent of all lung cancer deaths in 
the nation, and, in 1985, lung cancer is 
expected to surpass breast cancer as the 
leading cancer killer of women. This 
statistic ts attributed directly to the 
large increase in smoking among 

women since World War II. Cigarette 
smoking is a significant factor in other 
cancers as well; cancer of the mouth, 
esophagus, larynx, pharynx, bladder 
and pancreas. It has also been linked to 
some cases of cervical cancer. 

Last year, a record number of 
smokers-a Gallup survey estimates 
20.4 million-participated in the 
Smokeout. Of the participants, the same 
survey indicates 5.4 million smokers­
one of 10 American smokers-succeeded 
in quitting for the day. About 3.1 million 
of these were still not smoking five days 
later. 

"These are impressive statistics," 
said Smokeout Chairman Larry 
Hagman, star of the television series 
"Dallas.'' "They represent a glowing 
number of Americans who have a strong 
desire to stop smoking."

Charles Moore, whose business career 
began with a small store on Left Beaver 
Creek and ranged through some 40 years 
as one of the leading .real estate 
developers in the Bluegrass section of 
the state, died last Wednesday at Cen­
tral Baptist Hospital, Lexington, of a 
heart attack.

parently become his custom) 
and heads for the local bar. 
where a party is being thrown 
by friends and co-workers. 
There he meets a widowed 
barmaid (Ann-Margret). His 
affair with her marks the end 
of his marriage, but it isn't 
really the cause of the mar-

riage's failure. His 30-year re­
lationship with his wife has 
dwindled down to little more 
than friendly pats on the 
shoulder and kisses on the 
forehead. 

Hackman must now deal 
with the effects of his actions 
on his life and on his family. 
The extremes of responses 
are taken by his children. The 
son almost applauds the fa­
ther's actions and declares 
that the marriage was dead 
years ago, while the eldest 
daughter (Amy Madigan) 
rages at the father's rejection 
of her mother and acts as her 
unspeaking mother's voice of 
anger and frustration. The 
youngest daughter (Ally 
Sheedy) is the synthesis of the 
two. The impact of what has 
happened forces her to take a 
closer look at her own upcom­
ing marriage. 

Bud Yorkin is perhaps best 
known for his work with Nor­
man Lear on television shows 
like "All in the Family" and 
"The Jeffersons." This film, 
however, is unquestioningly 
his finest big-screen moment. 
He is smart enough to let the 
actors run with a winning 
script.

"I felt like we disappointed our fans 
last year when we didn't come away 
with a victory over Hazard. It was my 
fault for not getting the kids ready last 
year, but tonight we came prepared, •' 
commented Prestonsburg Blackcat 
Coach "Chuke" Williams after his red­
hot 'Cats avenged last season's loss to 
the Hazard Bulldogs on Friday night in 
the Class AA, District 2 championship 
game at Hazard. 

To say the 'Cats were merely 
prepared for the game was an 
understatement, as they unleashed an 
offense that racked up 413 yards on their 
way to the 47-8 victory. 

Defensively the 'Cats were equally as 
sharp, holding the opposition to only 51 
yards on the ground, and 79 yards pass­
ing, while grabbing four interceptions. 

It was a very cold and wet evening and 
the field was very sloppy due to the re­
cent rain, causing most of the Blackcat 
coaches to be concerned about their run­
ning game. But their concerns were all 
for naught as the Cats' runners picked 
their way through the Bulldog defense 
with ease. 

The 'Cats took the first half kick-off, 
at their own 35-yard line, hoping to 
reestablish their string of first­
possession touchdowns, which they had 
maintained for nine consecutive games 
before being halted in last week's game 
against the Morgan County Cougars. 

After two running plays that ac­
cumulated only 3 yards, senior play­
caller John Goble found his tight-end, 
Stacy Marshall, 42 yards downfield plac­
ing the Blackcats deep in Hazard 
territory. 

Prestonsburg put their first points on 
the scoreboard with 9:26left to play in 
the first quarter as B.D. Nunner)' took 
a pitch from Goble at the nine yard line, 
sprinted around left end, found SO{pe 
blockers and dived into the end-zon~ 
Brent Hackworth's extra-point kick was 
short, leaving the 'Cats with a 6-0 
advantage. 

The 'Cats scored their second 
touchdown early in the second quarter 
when Goble, on a quarterback sneak 
from the one yard line, capped a :ID-yard, 
four-play drive. Ronnie Slone failed to 
convert the conversion attempt as he 
tried the right side. 

Slone was able to redeem himself, 
however, during the Cats • next offensive 
series, as his 22-yard run up the middle 
of the Bulldog defense highlighted an 
80-yard, six-play scoring drive. Slone 
ended this offensive series with a two­
yard run off-right tackle into the Bulldog 
end zone, carrying two Hazard 
defenders with him. The two-point con­
version try failed and the Cats went in­
to the intermission with an 18-0 lead. 

A key defensive play came with four 
seconds remaining in the first half as the 
Bulldogs were making one last attempt 
to put some points on the scoreboard. 
Bulldog quarterback Wallace heaved a 
47·yard pass into the endzone which was 
momentarily caught by his receiver. But 
B.D. Nunnery stripped the ball out of the 
hands of the Bulldog receiver as the 
buzzer sounded, ending the half.

Q- I contributed to the Veterans 
Education Assistance Program <VEAP) 
under Chapter 32 but eventually 
suspended my contributions. This pro­
gram was suspended for new enroll­
ments on July 1, 1985. I am still on ac­
tive duty, can I resume my contribu­
tions? 

A-Yes. Those who have received 
refunds of prior Chapter 32 contributions 
or who have suspended their contribu­
tions may reopen their accounts or 
resume contributions, while on active 
duty. 

Q- I was injured during World World 
II, but I never applied for any VA 
benefits. Is it too late to apply now? 

A- No. There is no time limit for fil­
ing a claim for VA compensation. If en­
titlement is established, you would be 
paid from the first day of the month 
following the date we received your ap­
plication. In order to establish entitle­
ment we will need proof that the 
disability was in fact incurred in or ag­
gravated by your military service. 

Q- Why are "pints" charged on VA , 
loans? 

A-Generally lenders require discount 
points (a percentage of the loan) when 
they consider the maximum VA interest 
rate to be too low to produce the yield 
or income that other investments would 
provide. The amount of discount to be 
paid is a matter of negotiation between 
the seller and the lender. The VA has no 
direct control over the charging of 
points. 

Q- My husband died from a service­
connected disability and I have not 
remarried. Is it possible for me to obtain 
a VA guaranty on a home loan? 

A- You would qualify for a Certificate 
of Eligibility to obtain a VA guaranty on 
a home loan. Eligibility for the actual 
loan would be determined by the lender.

State Road Needs 
By GREGORY D. STUMBO 

House of Majority Floor Leader 
As I predicted earlier in the year, the 

issue of state highway repair has not 
gone away. And it most definitely will 
be looked at during the upcoming ses­
sion of the Legislature in January. 

If you recall, during the July special 
session of the General Assembly I sup­
ported an increase of the already ex­
isting state gasoline ta~. (i()ing into this 
session, however, I believe state officials 
must look at a variety of options to fund 
for road repair. 

Everyone seems to agree that Ken­
tucky needs more money for the 25,000 
miles of road system. Now through 1990 
the Transportation Cabinet says the 
state needs to spend $165 million a year 
more than it is currently spending just 
to keep up with needed repairs. 

Looking at the 5-cents-a-gallon gaso­
line tax increase, Legislative Research 
Commission staff says it could bring in 
an additional $100 million per year. After 
the original $47 million earmarked for 
the road fund is returned not much ad­
ditional revenue is left for the state and 
local government to share. 

However, the road fund would 
generously benefit if the coal severance 
revenue is returned to the Road Fund. 
Currently coal severance tax is collected 
into the General Fund. I have been in­
formed that at the close of this bien­
nium, the total amount of coal severance 
tax withheld by this administration and 
the previous administration will exceed 
$225 million. If these facts are accurate 
then nearly one-third of the Road Fund's 
minimal requirements could be met by 
returning the severance tax revenue to 
the Road Fund. 

During the upcoming legislative ses­
sion I will once again voice my concern 
for Kentucky's highways. We cannot 
allow the outstanding network of high­
ways across the state fall into an ir­
repairable condition. It will cause every 
motorist driving the highways to suffer 
economic loss through damage and 
maintenance costs to their automobiles. 

Kentuckians need to consider our op­
tions and I must make a decision on how 
to vote in the 1986 session of the General 
Assembly. And every voter must decide 
and contact their state senator and 
representatives.

Dickens' "Bleak House" 
Begins Dec. 1, on KET 

Diana Rigg portrays Lady Dedlock 
and Denholm Elliott costars as John 
Jarndyce in Charles Dickens' "Bleak 
House," the writer's slashing attack on 
decay and corruption in 19th century 
England's society and legal system. The 
eight-part BBC-Arts & Entertainment 
co-production, called an "incontestable 
masterpiece" with a "superb" cast by 
British critics, will be aired on "Master­
piece Theatre" on KET, beginning Sun­
day, December 1, at 10:00 p.m. 

Dickens' story focuses on the case of 
Jarndyce vs. Jarndyce, in which scores 
of lawyers have spent generations con­
testing a will. The case has depleted the 
assets of many families and devastated 
innocent people on its tortuous way 
through the tangle of British law in the 
Court of Chancery, England's second 
highest court. 

Besides depicting the insensitivity and 
greed of lawyers, Dickens also attacks 
the fashionable society of England's rul­
ing classes. In essence, he accuses such 
people, who achieved power and 
prominence through inherited wealth, of 
looking down on the poor and working 
classes. 

As Lady Dedlock, Diana Rigg is only 
marginally involved in the Jarndyce 
case. But she carries a tragic secret 
behind her cold, haughty demeanor. The 
"Bleak House" cast also includes Robin 
Bailey as Sir Leicester Dedlock; Peter 
Vaughn, T.P. McKenna, Sylvia Cole­
ridge, and Charlie Drake.

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Corporate Farms Suffering, Too ... 

The Bad News Hit Everybody 
B) PHILI.IP H. BREEZE 

• (Kentucky Extension Servict' l 
lf misery loves company, the best 

financial news many farmers may get 
for a while is that corporations mvolv­
ed in agriculture are suffering right 
along with the family farmer. 

·'All is not rosy with corporations. The 
current financial cris1s did not spare cor­
porations," Chuck Moore said m 
response to concerns expressed over the 
belief that corporations are taking over 

-farming in Kentucky and across the U.S. 
W "Corporations haven't been, aren't, 

and Will not overtake agriculture,'' said 
Moore, an Extension agricultural 
economist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

Contrary to persistent myths, raised 
again during debate on the current farm 
bill, U.S. Department of Agriculture 
figures show that corporate farming is 
not on the increase in the U.S., Moore 
said. 

a Numbers alone don't always provide 
·~n accurate picture, however. To get a 

clear understanding of corporate in­
volvement in farming it is necessary to 
look at the number of acres of farmland 
corporations control, and to remember 
that families can become corporations. 
A large part of what appears to be an in­
crease incorporate ownership of farms 
is the result of family farms being incor­
porated. often for tax purposes. 

Between 1978 and 1982 the percentage • 

of farms in the U.S. owned by corpora­
tions increased from 2 percent of all 
farms to 2.7 percent of all farms. Of that 
increase only 1/10th of 1 percent was due 
to non-family corporations buying 
farms. That works out to an increase of 
one acre in a thousand over a four-year 
period, Moore said. 

Even among the non-family-owned 
corporate farms, the idea of a giant con­
glomerate headquartered in another 
state is often not the case. 

"Here in Kentucky we've seen an in­
crease in the number of non-family cor­
porate farms, but a decline in the 
number of acres they control," Moore 
said. 

In 1978 there were 725 corporate farms 
in Kentucky, 630 of them family owned, 
95 of them non-family owned. Those 95 
non-family owned farms controlled 
66,757 of Kentucky's 14.5 million acres 
of arm land. 

By 1982 the number of non-family­
owned corporate farms had increased 
from 95 to 130, but the amount of land in­
volved had declined from 66,757 acres to 
52,412 acres. 

"That's less than half of 1 percent of 
the farmland, and perhaps even more 
important is the fact that of the 130 non­
family-owned corporate farms, only 
eight had more than 10 stockholders," 
Moore said. 

Corporations have traditionally not 
been interested in investing in farmland.

The returns are generally too low, 
averaging about 2 percent per year. 
Moore said the economic situation of the 
late 70s, in which inflation rates were 
higher than interest rates, may have in­
duced some corporations to invest in 
farmland .. since its value was increas 
ing at a rate sufficient to pay the cost of 
borrowing the money to purchase it in 
the first place. 

"And many farmers made the same 
move, borrowing to buy land whose 
value was increasing rap1dly," Moore 
said. 

With the mflation rate now being in­
terest rates, and prices for farm pro­
ducts low while production costs remain 
high, the value of much of that farmland 
has declined in recent years. 

Corporations and family farmers 
alike are struggling to handle the cur­
rent financial crunch, but the family 
farmer, struggling to hold on to a home, 
perhaps the family birthplace, in addi­
tion to the farm, is likely to be more will­
ing to endure low returns than would a 
giant conglomerate headquartered in 
another, state.

Any resident of the areas enclosed by 
the proposed "Fire Protection District" 
may file written objections to establish­
ing said "Fire Protection District" 
within 30 days of the filing of said peti­
tion. Within 10 days of the filing of such 
objections, the Floyd Fiscal Court shall 
set a hearing for said objections.
