Blanton Wins 
$108,764 Case 
For Damages 

Hard Questions Put To Board 
By Floyd Education Council 

The absence of a defendant emerged 
as a central issue in the Floyd Circuit 
Court trial last week of a damages suit 
arising from the collision of two coal 
trucks on the Mud Creek road. 

It was a rainy August 5, 1982 when 
the laden coal truck driven down Mud 
Creek by Danny Lee Blanton, of 
McDowell. met an empty truck driven 
up the creek by Lonnie G. Hall. of 
Tolers Creek. The trucks collided on a 

lind curve at the crest of a hill. about 
a mile south of Grethel. 

Blanton said he was close to the 
guardrail and that the truck driven by 
Hall crossed the center line before it 
struck him. a circumstance also noted 
in a police report of the incident. 

The plaintiff. represented by at­
torney Dan Rowland, claimed that Hall 
initially accepted responsibility for the 
collision. In a later deposition. 
however. the defendant said he didn't 

ow if he had crossed the center line. 
Blanton and his mother also claimed 

to have smelled alcohol on Hall's 
breath shortly after the wreck. 

Pikeville attorney James B. Todd. 
representing Hall. angrily disputed the 
allegation that his client had been 
drinking. noting that there was no such 
inference in the report prepared by 
state police Det. Danny Stumbo and 
that the charge never surfaced during 
the long trial preparation. "This was 
something they made up yesterday. It 
made me mad." Todd · told the jury 
Thursday, the second day of the two­
day trial . 
T~ defense attorney used 

photographs of the scene in an attempt 
to cast doubt on his client's liability for 
the accident He also disputed 
Blanton's claims of injury. saying they 
were unsupported by the voluminous 
medical evidence presented in the

Thursday. 

Martin entered a manslaughter plea 
in September in the 1983 shooting of

An earlier murder conviction had been 
overturned by the state Supreme Court 
on account of trial errors. 

Until he was returned to jail here 
Tuesday. Martin was still free. pending 
formal sentencing after last month•s 
plea.

- Why does the financial report show 
overspending of $239,033 in the 
category of instruction and $26.071 on 
instructional travel and expenses? 

- Why does the district have a deficit 
of $403,ZJ8? 

Karen Marcum, another member of 
the group and a Prestonsburg j n­
surance agent, asked why insurance 
premiums more than tripled between 
1985 and 1986, rising from $24.064 to 
$78.089. 

Under board procedures. the ques­
tions are supposed to be answered at 
the board's next regular meeting. 

Another citizens' group. the Floyd 
County Education Forum. pressed its 
longstanding request that admin­
istration. teacher, and parent rep­
resentatives meet to draft a policy on 
parent-teacher conferences.

A newly-released study of murder, 
published by the Kentucky State Police, 
shows that the typical murder victim in 
Kentucky is a white male between the 
ages of 20 and 50, killed by a relative or 
acquaintance during an argument. 

The report , entitled "Focus on 
Murder", analyzes 370 criminal 
homicides which were investigated by 
state and local police from January 1985 
through June 1986. The report excludes 
traffic deaths due to negligence as well 
as su1c1des, accidental deaths and 
justifiable homicides. 

According to the analysis, there were 
25 different circumstances surrounding 
the 370 murders reported In 60 cases. 
the victim was murdered during the 
commission of another felony, 
predominately robbery <37 victimsl. 

In 40 cases, the circumstances were 
unknown to the police when the 
homicide report was submitted . 
Seventy-seven percent of those murders, 
not classified as "felony type" , involv-

ed arguments with acquaintances <93 
victims), family quarrels <84 victims) 
and arguments among lovers or ex­
spouses ( 31 victims) . Another 30 victims 
were killed as a result of drunken or 
racial arguments, homosexual lover 
arguments or other fights. 

The relationship between the victim 
and the offender is most often of an ac­
quaintance nature <180 victims) or is a 
spouse/fiancee, immediate family 
member or relative (99 victims). Only 
33 percent of the victims were 
murdered by strangers. 

Guns are the most frequent weapon 
used in murders. A firearm was used in 
257 of the reported murders, handguns 
accounting for 70.4 percent of those 
murders involving firearms. A knife, or 
other sharp instrument, was used in 14 
percent of the murders. 

More murders occur in rural areas of 
Kentucky than in urban locations. Fifty­
eight percent of the murders occurred 
in rural areas. Of Kentucky's 120 coun­
ties, 92 reported murders during the 
18-month period. 

Although young and middle-aged 
adults are the most frequent murder vic­
tims, over half of the victims killed dur­
ing the course of a robbery or burglary 
were over 55 years of age, the majority 
of these victims being 65 years or older. 

Nine children under the age of 13 were 
murdered, and eight of those nine were 
killed by a parent who was teenage or 
a young adult. 

More than half of the murder victims 
were murdered by a male offender. One 
in 10 victims were males murdered by 
a female. Three of every four victims in 
Kentucky were white persons killed by 
another white person. Nineteen percent 
of the victims were black persons 
murdered by another black. 

Because most murder victims were 
either related or acquaintances of the of­
fender, law enforcement officials 
cleared most murder cases by arrest. Of 
the 370 reported murders, 312 (84.3%> 
were cleared. 

For the calendar year of 1985, Ken­
tucky's murder rate was seven victims 
for every 100,000 citizens. The nation, in 
1985, averaged eight victims for every 
100,000 citizens.

driving at the time of the accident-on­
ly Leonard Hall appeared in court. 

Plaintiff's attorney Rowland made 
much of Lonnie Hall's absence. draw­
ing a protest from the defense attorney 
and a rebuke from Judge Hollie Conley 
when he suggested that the defendant 
may have been too drunk to appear. At­
torney Todd said his client was in Ohio 
by the side of his sick wife. 

In assessing damages. Rowland said 
his client had accumulated $8764 in 
medical expenses. including treatment 
for two crushed vertebrae Over 33 
months. he had lost $66.000 in wages. he 
said. On account of his disability. Blan­
ton. who turned 38 on the second day of 
the trial. stood to lose $624.000 over the 
26 years he could still expect to work. 
said Rowland. He suggested to the 
jury. however. that "out of compas­
sion" for the defendant. they might 
award the plaintiff only half that sum.

Former Clerk 
Not Liable 
For Deputy 

As long as he hired skilled staff. a. 
former Floyd county clerk cannot be 
held responsible for the criminal act of 
one of hiS deputies. the Kentucky Court 
of Appeals ruled Friday 

The case un appeal was brought by a 
Prestonsburg finance company. which 
claimed that John Spradlin. a deputy 
under County Clerk Thomas Lafferty. 
Jr .. obtained a loan by fraudulently 
claiming his car was paid for 

The Kentucky Finance Compan. 
claimed that Spradlin and his wife. 
Sharon. took out a $4085 loan in May. 
1984, putting up their 1982 Oldsmobile 
Cutlass as security. 

To prove there were no prior liens 
against the vehicle. the Spradlins pro­
duced a certificate of title and regis­
tration which indicated that a lien held 
by General Motors Acceptance Corp 
had just been released. The certificate 
bore Lafferty's signature 

In fact. GMAC still had a lien on th 
car. which it later repossessed . The 
Spradlins filed for bankruptcy Ken­
tucky Finance sued them. Lafferty. 
and the clerk's bonding company. 
Fidelity and Deposit Co of Maryland. 
to recover its loan 

In Floyd Circuit Court. Spradlin was 
found to have ''committed the criminal 
act of forging Lafferty's name to the 
certificate without the clerk's know­
ledge." Lafferty and his bonding com 
pany were held not liable. · 

The appeals court upheld the ruling 
" We realize that our view affords lit­

tle protection to the public generally 
and GMAC particularly when a dis­
honest public servant issues a false 
certificate. but we can only suggest a 
central filing system as exists in other 
states," Judge Charles Lester wrote in 
the unanimous ruling. 

Lester said Lafferty 's duty was to 
hire employees with suitable skill 
"and if he does so he is not responsibl 
for their negligence." 

As for the bonding company. the 
court ruled that the "illegal or criminal 
act was not contemplated under the

Presbyterian Meet 
To Mark 200th Year 

Presbyterians from Eastern and Cen 
tral Kentucky will gather at the F irst 
Presbyterian Church in Lexington at 
2:30 Sunday afternoon to observe the 
bicentennial anniversary of the founding 
of the Presbytery of Transylvania, the 
regional governing body of Presby­
terians in this area. 

Two hundred years ago on October 
17-18, at the direction of the Synod of 
Virginia, five Presbyterian ministers 
and ruling elders met at the court hous 
in Danville to form the Presbytery o 
Transylvania, the ninth formed in 
America and the first west of the 
Alleghenies. It included not only all of 
Kentucky but also the settlements 
around Nashville, Tennessee, those on 
the Miamis in Ohio, and all the West­
an unlimited area. These pioneer 
Presbyterians represented 12 Presby­
terian churches in the area, eight of 
which are still active. 

Following a fellowship hour, there wil' 
be a service in drama and music com­
posed of historical vignettes on early 
events which shaped the Presbytery. 

The service will conclude with the 
singing of the Bicentennial Hymn, " As 
Pioneering Saints of Old," written by the 
Rev. Timothy Jessen, pastor of the First 
Presbyterian Church, here 

$100,000 Utilities Payment 
Eases City's Cash Crisis 

While past city councils have been 
wasting money. at least the city 
utilities system has been in provident 
hands. Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta 
told members of the city council Mon­
day Her assessment came as she ac­
cepted a check from the utility to pay 
the city's bills and ease its cash-flow 
crisis . 

The $100.000 contribution to the city's 
general fund represented an initial 
payment by the utilities commission of 
a total sum yet to be determined. As 
long as the utilities commission 
operates at a profit. the city can expect 
to receive a payment annually. the 
mayor said. 

The utility commission's largesse is 
not exactly of its own choosing 

This week's windfall came as the 
result of a suggestion by council two 
weeks ago that the city approach the 
commission for a loan. A review of the 
relevant state statute revealed that the 
utility is in fact bound to turn over to 
the general fund any monies left over 
after it has met its operating and 
maintenance costs. depreciation and 
debt service. the mayor said. 

Neither the city administration nor 
the utility had been aware of this 
requirement. said the mayor. who 
noted that it was not enacted as law un­
ti I 1960. three years after the utilities 
commission was established. 

Nor did the utility begin making 
enough money to turn any over to the 
general fund until the past few years. 
said the mayor. who attributed the 
utility's present profitability to the pru­
dent management of commissioners C 
J . McNally and John Burke. who have 
served in that capacity since l!n3 and 
1974 respectively. and of super 
intendent Bill Harvev Howard 

"The Prestonsburg Utilities Com­
mission today. thanks to those men. is 
the best run. best operated utility 
system in eastern Kentucky and pro­
bably, for a city our size. in the entire 
state of Kentucky." Mrs. Latta said 

"Due to its investments and intere 
it has accrued on earnings over th 
past few years. the commission will be 
able to turn over a sizeable amount of 
money this year to the general fund for 
past revenues due." the mayor said 
The exact amount to be turned over 
will be known by the council's next 
meeting. she said 

Management of the utilities system 
by McNally. Burke and Ric!tard Earl 
Martin. who has served as commis­
sioner since 1984. " has allowed the cit 
of Prestonsburg to avert an almost 
certain financial crisis.'' the mayor 
said. 

"I want to further pledge to those 
gentlemen. and to the people of 
Prestonsburg. that this administration 
will make every effort to use these 
funds as wisely as the Utility Com 
mission has done in the past." the 
mayor said. 

"You are all painfully aware that 
there has been inefficiency and wast 
in city government. .. the mayor tol 
the council. "We must contmue to 
eliminate it as we have been doing the 
past few months. We must continue the 
:.vork we've started to get rid of money­
losing operations We must continue to 
watch every penny that is spent." 

Part of the $100.000 initial payment 
will be used to "clear up old bills and 
try to resolve our cash-flow situation. ·· 
the mayor said As soon as possible. 
she and City Administrator Fre 
James will present to the council a 
budget plan for the remaining funds. 
she said

The recent robbery of the Eastern post 
office is another good reason why peo­
ple receiving Social Security checks 
should consider direct deposit, Jim Kel­
ly, Social Security District Director, said 
this week. 

Almost 100 Social Security and Black 
Lung checks were stolen, causing no 
small problem for the intended reci­
pients, Kelly said. However, those 
beneficiaries who had direct deposit of · 
their Social Security checks were not af­
fected as their Social Security payment 
had already been credited to their 
checking or savings account. 

With direct deposit, checks are sent 
directly to a checking or savings account 
in a bank, savings institution, credit 
union, or other financial institution, 
rather than to the post office of a per­
son's home. 

Some advantages are : 
1. A person does not have to be home 

to get the check. The money will be im­
mediately available in an account. 

2. There is no worry about the check 
being lost or stolen. 

3. There is no need to stand in line to 
cash or deposit the check. 

4. It is safer to keep money in an ac­
count rather than at home or on one's 
person. 

5. A checkbook provides a written 
record for keeping track of one's money. 

To arrange for direct deposit, a per­
son should contact their bank or other 
financial institution and request direct 
deposit. They will complete the 
necessary form for you. 

A person's Social Security check con­
tains all the information necessary to 
complete the form. A person should 
check to make sure how the institution 
will handle the account. 

It is very important for people with 
direct deposit to continue notifyipg 
Social Security of any address change so

Older Day-Care Workers 
Have Less Job Burnout 

Older women who have raised several 
children of their own experience less job 
burnout as day-care attendants than do 
younger, college-educated day-care 
staff, says Kim F . Townley, a professor 
of child development in the College of 
Home Economics at the University of 
Kentucky. 

Townley and Kathy R. Thornburg, a 
professor of child and family develop­
ment a t the University of Missouri· 
Columbia, conducted a study of job 
satisfaction among 207 day care a tten­
dants in privately- and community­
sponsored programs in Kentucky, Ohio, 
Nebraska, Kansas and Missouri. 

Caring for these infants and toddlers 
is a labor-intensive job which can lead 
to burnout, notes Townley. In the 
survey, those experiencing the most bur­
nout were between the ages of 25 and 34, 
had a college degree and fewer than two 
children of their own. 

The group showing the least burnout 
were 50 or older, without a college 
degree and had raised two or more 
children. 

"But this doesn't mean that older 
caretakers necessarily give better 
service- only that they experience less 
burnout," says Townley. "In some 
cases, those who are least interested in 
the job may suffer the least burnout. '' 

This older group "would not ex­
perience the conflict between educa­
tional, idealistic expectations and reali­
ty,' ' says Townley. "Also, they've had 
hands-on experience with children going 
through growth and development and 
have probably developed skills to 
alleviate burnout." 

Townley and Thornburg's study also 
indicated elements which can improve 
general job satisfaction among day-care 
personnel. "Job satisfaction improves 
with adequate workspace, positive feed­
back from parents and having input in 
administration of the day-care pro­
gram," says Townley. 

Taking breaks away from the children 
during the work shift is also a simple 
way to relieve stress, she says. Yet 
many programs do not provide breaks 
for the attendants. 

"If we can lower these workers' stress 
levels the children will benefit from bet­
ter care and interaction with the 
adults," says Townley.

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Week To Foster 
SIDS Awareness 

The dictionary defines "grief" as "in 
tense mental angu1sh, acute sorrow " 
But words could never express parents' 
feelings when they lose a child. 

About 100 deaths of Kentucky babies 
will be attributed to Sudden Infant Death 
Syndrome, or SIDS, this year. SIDS, 
more commonly called crib death, is the 
most frequent cause of death in infants 
after the first month of life. The gover­
nor has declared Oct. 13-18 "Sudden In­
fant Death Syndrome Awareness Week" 
in Kentucky_ 

The syndrome shows no symptoms 
and cannot be prevented. These factors 
contribute to parents' natural grief. 
"When somebody dies, we always 
search for a reason and ask why," said 
Ida Lyons, R.N., coordinator of the SIDS 
program in the Department for Health 
Services. "With SIDS, there is not a 
'why.' Doctors can't tell us why. 

"Parents usually feel guilty-they 
think that the death was caused by 
something they did or did not do," said 
Lyons. "This just is not true." 

Parents and families who lose a child 
to SIDS need special understanding and 
care to help them cope with grief and 
guilt that follov. the death. The Health 
Services SIDS program conducts 
seminars all across the state for social 
workers; police officers, the clergy, cor­
oners, funeral home directors, emergen­
cy medical personnel, nurses, doctors­
anyone who might come into contact 
with a greiving parent. 

"The purpose of the seminars is to ac­
quaint these people- who might be 
among the first to confront a parent who 
has lost a baby-with information about 
SIDS and how they can help parents," 
Lyons said. 

Kentucky has a network of SIDS 
counselors for all 120 counties. When 
counselors, who are usually on the local 
health department staff, learn of a SIDS 
death, they contact the family and ask 
for an appointment to talk about SIDS. 

·'These counselors can help parents 
understand the death and explain to 
them that a SIDS death cannot be 
prevented, even by a physician. They try 
to relieve some of the guilt feelings that 
parents have by telling them the facts,' ' 
said Lyons. "Counselors also try to 
answer questions from the family." 

It's important that older brothers and 
sisters get attention during this difficult 
time, she said. "Older children are 
sometimes jealous of a new baby and 
may even wish that the baby would go 
away. When that baby dies, they believe 
that their wish came true. 

"Sometimes older children are afraid 
to go to sleep because they think they 
will die. The brothers and sisters need 
special attention, which grieving 
parents might not be able to give," said 
Lyons. "So counselors try to talk to the 
children as well.'' 

Although research has prompted a 
number of theories about the cause or 
causes of SIDS, no one knows why it hap­
pens or how to prevent it. In one case, 
SIDS occurred in a healthy baby who 
had been examined by a doctor just a 
few minutes earlier.

QUESTION: I am aware that there is 
much research going on using animals 
in the scientific studies of cancer. 
treatments. It seems unfair to subject 
animals to these conditions if there is 

• any other way to do research. Why are 
animal experiments so essential? Why 
can't the research be done using just test 
tubes and chemicals? 

ANSWER: Nonanimal experiments 
are encouraged and used whenever 
possible. Many times, however, the use 
of animals is vital to cancer research. 

Cancer research involves many tech 
niques, some using test tubes and 
chemicals (basic research), some using 
animals (laboratory or animal 
research), and some using humans 
(clinical trials). Research on possible 
cancer treatment methods begins in 
basic research, which gives information 
on how a method works outside of a liv· 
ing organism ()ike a test tube or 
beaker) . However, it cannot predict how 
a treatment will react in a living 
organism. Therefore, treatments which 
show promise in basic research must be 
tested in a living organism, to account 
for any unexpected problems or side ef­
fects. For public safety reasons the law 
requires that testing be done on animals 
first, to see what problems and side ef­
fects may occur, and whether or not 
they are too severe for humans. This law 
was designed to protect humans from 
treatment methods which may be more 
harmful than helpful. 

Select animals are used to research 
possible cancer treatments. The 
animals chosen for research have 
desirable characteristics such as their 
small size and short life spans. Because 
their lifespans are short compared to 
humans, test results can be seen more 
quickly. The most promising treatments 
can then be moved to the first phase of 
human testing in clinical trials. 

Guidelines for the care of animals us­
ed in research have been established by 
the Department of Human Services. All 
animal research funded by the National 
Cancer Institute must obey these guide­
lines. Animals must have clean, comfor­
table housing, and must not be caused 
unusual discomfort. Anesthesia and/or 
painkillers must be given to animals if 
the research is to involve excessive pain 
or discomfort. 

Humans have benefited because of 
knowledge gained through animal 
research. Animal research has given us 
valuable information about the causes 
and treatment of cancer and other 
diseases.

Grant Made To Study 
Honduran Artifacts 

University of Kentucky anthropologist 
Kenneth Hirth has received a National 
Science Foundation grant of $60,059 to 
study ancient artifacts recovered from 
an archaeological site in Honduras. 

Included in the collection are several 
jade artifacts-mostly beads, pendants 
and other jewelry-which may have 
been associated with agricultural fertili­
ty by the ancient inhabitants of the area, 
says Hirth. 

"These pieces appear to have been us­
ed by the elite members of society," 
Hirth said. He added that because jade 
is not native to Honduras, the pieces in­
dicate the existence of a long-distance 
trade network. 

He said several of the pieces were 
recently photographed by the National 
Geographic for possible inclusion in an 
upcoming article about jade. 

The more than 3,000 carved jade, 
jadeite and marble artifacts, dating 
from about 300 B.C. to 900 A.D., com­
prise one of the largest such finds ever 
in the New World, said Hirth. 

The archaeological finds are not 
limited to jade. Hirth said the four-year 
project also uncovered numerous ar­
tifacts of daily life, including cooking 
vessels, tools, and building foundations. 
The excavations took place at the site of 
a regional capital believed to have been 
populated by several thousand ancient 
Lenca indians. 

Like many South and Central 
American cultures of the time, their 
society was relatively advanced in com­
parison to North American cultures, 
w1th evidence of complex religion, large 
buildings, and organized trade. 

The excavation-a project of UK and 
the Honduran National Institute of An­
thropology and History-has been 
supervised by Hirth since it began in 
1980.

"Beginning in March, we will be able 

to issue an administrative order to set 
a child support obligation wtthout going 
to court if paternity is not an issue," said 
Director David Cathers of the depart­
ment's Division of Child Support En­
forcement. "Currently, everything has 
to be referred to the judicial system 
before we can act on it. The 'admini­
strative process,' as it's known, will 
eliminate that step in some instances." 

The conference also will feature 
presentations on the tax intercept pro­
gram, cnminal non-support legislation, 
processing paternity and collection suits 
in the military and a study on how the 
"administrative process" program has 
worked during the 10 years it has been 
in effect in Virginia. 

" Most of these changes were approv­
ed during the 1984 General Assembly 
and will be implemented statewide," 
said Cathers. "The changes will make 
it much more difficult for a parent to 
avoid paying court-ordered child sup­
port and much easier for us to collect 
past due payments." 

One of the most publicized changes is 
the law that allows delinquent child sup­
port payments to be withheld from 
federal and state income tax returns and 
unemployment insurance benefits. 

"Even if a responsible parent lives 
outside of Kentucky, we can begin man­
datory wage and tax withholding pro­
cedures if they fall behind in child sup­
port payments," said Cathers. "The 
federal government has declared that 
all states participate in this program, so 
these procedures can be implemented 
regardless of the parent's residence.,. 

The conference will feature several 
guest speakers on child support enforce­
ment, including Wayne Stanton, Direc­
tor of the Office of Child Support En­
forcement in Washington, D.C.; Judge 
June Rose Galvin of the National Coun­
cil of Juvenile and Family Court Judges, 
Toledo, Ohio; and Major Charles W. 
Hemingway, an instructor in family law 
and chief of the U.S. Army's Judge Ad­
vocate General School in Charlottesville, 
Va.

My primary center of concern, as a 
preacher and a professor, has been the 
issue of religious liberty and persecu­
tion. Since 1936 I have written some two 
dozen books and several hundred ar· 
ticles, almost all of which deal in one 
way or another in praise of the politics 
of liberty and self-government and in 
condemnation of despotisms and dicta­
torships. The center of the Federal Con­
stitution is the Bill of Rights. The cor­
nerstone of the Bill of Rights is the First 
Amendment. And the heart of the First 
Amendment is religious liberty.

I also spent nearly ten years as an of­
ficer in the American occupation of Ger· 
many after World War II. This gave me 
a special understanding of the price that 
is finally paid for a politics of bureaucra­
tic arrogance, for a society in which the 
state is dominant over all other institu­
tions, and for the spiritual destruction 
that impends when the churches become 
dull and uninteresting and politics 
becomes "spiritual" and millenia!. 

In totalitarian societies the Party 
becomes the "church," and the 
churches that are allowed to survive in 
crippled form are simply adjuncts and 
tools of state policy. This is debasing to 
true religion and destructive of good 
government, both. The churches (in­
cluding synagogues, religious societies 
and associations> should be the centers 
of ultimate concern and commitment, 
and the agencies of government should 
be limited. Religion should be exciting 
and elevating. Politics should be 
pedestrian, problem-solving, and 
carried on in a low tone of voice. 

The totalitarians expect the state to 
accomplish everything. Citizens of 
republican pnnciples and democratic 
practice demand that the government 
stick to its business, which is to help 
make life a little more liveable. The 
totalitarians, some of whom get into of­
fice in free societies too. are always 
dreaming up new ways to control citi­
zens. Citizens who cherish freedom are 
always fighting power-conscious ag­
gressors on the one hand and teaching 
active participation and support in 
government on the other.

PK Joins Group 
~sking Better 
1feachers' Ed 
• : The University of Kentucky announc-
¥ recently that it is joining the Holmes 
qroup, a national consortium of educa­
t}On deans from about 40 universities 
tpat has called for changes in the way 
tfachers are trained. 
• Two universities in the state-UK and 
the University of Louisville-were in­
VIted to join along with 121 other major 
research universities U of L also an­
nounced today its intention to join the 
group. 

"Our colleges of Education and Arts 
and Sciences have both recommended 
to me that we jom this group," said UK 
President Otis Singletary. "We are, 
therefore, announcing today that we will 
move expeditiously to arrange for that 
membership." 
:A major thrust of the Holmes Group 

has been to make teacher training a five­
year program. Students would earn a 
master's degree at the end after concen­
trating on studies in both arts and 
sciences and education. This would 
replace the present four-year under­
g£aduate program in teacher education. 
: Edgar L. Sagan. dean of the UK Col­

I@ge of Education, said his faculty does 
oot endorse all of the specific recom­
mendations of the Holmes Group. 
: "We will, in fact, consider the kinds 

ot' changes that are desirable for this in­
stitution and that suit the unique needs 
of Kentucky," Sagan said. 
; Said UK President Singletary: "We 

fully intend to continue the close 
Cooperation with teachers, school ad­
ministrators, the Kentucky Department 
0£ Education and the other teacher­
preparation institutions in Kentucky." 
: Singletary added that UK will join the 
group "in full support of the organiza­
tions general goals." which are: 

To make the education of teachers in­
tellectually more solid; 

To recognize differences in teachers' 
knowledge, skill and commitment in 
their education, certification and work; 

To create standards of entrv to the 
profession-examinations and- educa­
tional requirements-that are profes­
Sionally relevant and intellectually 
defensible ; 

To connect our own institutions to 
Schools ; 

To make schools better places for 
teachers to work and to learn. 

Singletary said that he expected UK 
and U of L to be " mutually supportive" 
as members of the group. 

Among the items on a crowded 
Board of Education agenda last week. 
Dr. Mary Hall again lashed out at the 
practice of using the schools as polling 
booths . a Paintsville dairy was drop­
ped as supplier of milk and fruit juice 
for eight Floyd schools . .. the board 
gave a carefully circumscribed 
endorsement to a program for preven­
ting teen pregnancies . . and a 
brother-in-law of former super­
intendent E. P. Grigsby. Jr. was hired 
as construction manager for two plann­
ed schools. 

"It's not fair." Dr Hall said. that 
church and civic organizations should 
be charged $5 an hour to rent school 
buildings while the county Board of 
Elections uses them gratis each polling 
day and is not even required to clean 
up afterward Dr Hall has often 
argued that the schools should not be 
used for elections. 

Superintendent Ray Brackett said 
county authorities had few alternat1ve 
places suitable for conducting elec­
tions and no money to rent them. Also. 
those schools with outstanding bonds 
were technically leased by the board 
from the Fiscal Court and. in any 
event. the main elections this 
November are the two Board of Educa­
tion contests-"The county is paying 
for what is basicallv a board race" -he 
said. · 

The Floyd judge-executive has of­
fered to consider alternative sites in 
the future. the superintendent said. In 
the meantime. use of the schools for 
elections is "for the benefit of the 
public." he said. 

On a recommendation of Wayne 
Ratliff. assistant food serv1ce director. 
the board voted to cancel a contract 
with the Dairy Delicious Milk Co. to 
deliver milk and juice to the Auxier. 
Bonanza, Clark. Maytown. Garrett and 
Wayland grade schools and to 
Prestonsburg and Allen Central high 
schools. 

Since the beginning of the school 
year. the schools had complained of 
receiving warm and spoiled milk. 
Ratliff said. and cartons of orange 
juice he showed board members ap­
peared to be contaminated by a fungal 
growth. Some children complained of 
feeling ill after drinking chocolate milk 
at one school. he said. 

The Paintsville firm had been warn­
ed repeatedly but to no avail that its 
service was unsatisfactory. said 
Ratliff. who speculated that the milk 
and juice were being delivered in un­
refrigerated trucks. The board voted to 
give the contract to Lafferty's Food 
Service. which is already supplying 
other Floyd schools 

A social worker with the Johnson 
County Health Department was 
authorized by the board to contact 
Floyd principals with a view to involv­
ing high school students in an essay 
contest on the importance of preven­
ting teenage pregnancies. Board 
members endorsed the writing project 
enthusiastically-it is part of a state 
funded program aimed at reducing the 
teen pregnancy rate here from the cur­
rent 24.2 percent to 18 percent over the 
next five years-and urged organizers 
to make it available to seventh- and 
eighth-graders as well. 

School administrators and board 
members appeared to distance them­
selves from other aspects of the five­
part program. however. not even men­
tioning them in the course of discussing 
the essay project. Among the other 
methods proposed by the health 
department for reducing teen pregnan­
cies was a "brown bag condoms" pro­
gram currently available throue:h the 
five health departments of the district. 

Social worker Carol Holbrook said in 
a phone interview later that. under the 
program. three condoms are dis­
tributed in brown bags to teenagers re­
questing them. "We have to recognize 
the fact that some teenagers are sex­
ually active." she said. "We can't ig­
nore that if we are to deal with the pro­
blem." 

The construction of a high school. a 
middle school and two grade schools in 
this county will be done under the 
supervision of two construction 
managers. who will be paid a total of 
$717.571 for their services. according a 
a board decision 

Smoke, Space At Issue 
In Board Meeting Site 

A policy touted by the Floyd 
Board of Education a year ago and 
hailed by citizens as a step in im­
proving the board's accessibility to 
the public has been partially 
revoked. 

In response to repeated com­
plaints by citizens and at the urg­
ing of state Department of Educa­
tion investigators, the board voted 
last fall to schedule some of its 
monthly meetings out in the county 
and to hold its Prestonsburg 
meetings in the spacious Prestons­
burg High School cafeteria in order 
better to accommodate the public. 

Last Wednesday's meeting 
reverted to the conference room of 
the Board of Education offices on 
Arnold Avenue. where about 60 
citizens were crammed into the 
small. smoke-filled room and 
many strained to hear the pro­
ceedings from adjacent rooms. 

Pressed by a citizen for the 
reason for the reversal. Supt. Ray 
Brackett said he was following a 
board instruction. Board meeting 
audiences had dwindled since the 
days when overflow audiences 
made a larger meeting place 
desirable. he said. 

The practice of holding some 
meetings out in the county remain­
ed unchanged. he said. 

Hired to oversee construction of the 
Prestonsburg Middle School and Allen 
Elementary School was Dana contrac­
tor Ervin Akers. who will be paid 
$205,000 for the middle school and 
$133.440 for the grade school. Construc­
tion of a high school on Left Beaver 
Creek and a grade school on Right 
Beaver will be managed by Sam Mar­
tin, Jr. of Martin, who will be paid 
$206,422 for the high school and $172,709 
for the elementary school. 

The hiring of Martin. whose sister is 
married to former superintendent 
Grigsby. raised questions among some 
members of the school board audience. 
including Karen Marcum. who said 
later she intends to inquire about Mar­
tin's qualifications for the job. 

Brackett defended the choice of Mar­
tin. whom he described as "a good con­
tractor." who recently completed 
construction of a Hindman shopping 
center and earlier built the First 
Guaranty Bank and Baker Mine Ser­
vice buildings in Martin. As far as he 
knew. Martin and Akers were the only 
qualified persons interested in the 
management contracts. which will 
almost certainly pay them less-and 
cost the school district less-than if 
they had successfully bid for the jobs 
as contractors. Brackett said. 

As a personal service contract. the 
hiring of a construction manager is not 
subject to competitive bidding. The 
manager's responsibilities were defin­
ed as: to coordinate the input of board 
officials. architects. and builders: to 
control costs: and to forecast and 
resolve construction problems that 
might arise on account of design 
changes. The fee-which in this in­
stance represents five percent of the 
construction cost plus a flat $15,000 for 
pre-construction planning-is less that 
the profit margin a contractor could be 
expected to build in under the usual 
bidding arrangement, Brackett said. 

In other business. the board approv­
ed a change order by which Ap­
palachian Glass Co. will be paid an ad­
ditional $3900 to replace windows at 
Prestonsburg Elementary School. The 
firm. which originally contracted to do 
the job for $49,225. claimed that it 
would be necessary to cover wooden 
strips bordering the windows. a detail 
not included in the initial contract 
specifications. 

Reciprocal contracts with neighbor­
ing school districts were approved. 
Supt Brackett explaining that 10 
Johnson county students. 34 Knott 
students. and 48 Pike students are cur­
rently enrolled in Floyd schools. while 
52 Floyd students are attending schools 
in the Johnson county school district.

Old 'Cats Introduced WithY oung 'Cats 
In keeping with tradition the Kentucky 

Wildcats introduced their 1986-87 basket­
ball squad to the public Tuesday in the 
annual midnight madness practice. 

This year's version of the Wildcats 
features an abundance of young talent, 
including freshman Rex Chapman, but 
some not so young talent was also 
featured last night. 

Along with the new 'Cats UK athletic 
director Cliff Hagan brought back some 
old 'Cats to re-kindle some great 
memories, the 1953-54 Kentucky Wild· 
cats. 

The 53-54 Wildcats, which boasted 
three all-Americans including Hagan 
himself. was one of the most successful 
teams in Kentucky history but they 
didn't get an opportunity to bring home 
an NCAA championship. 

After ending the season undefeated 
the 'Cats didn't even play in the NCAA 
tournament due to a vote and previous 
suspension. 

In the late forties Kentucky was in­
volved in a point shaving scandal which 
brought about the one year suspension 
in 52-53. 

According to Pete Grigsby, who was 
a member of the 25-0 Kentucky squad, 
Ralph Beard and crew were involved in 
point shavings in the forties and when 
the NCAA invoked their penalty some 
dedicated basketball players stayed 
around for another season. 

"We had three all-Americans then and 
when the suspension came they were 
seniors," Grigsby explained. "They 
stayed around to get their masters 
degrees which made them fifth year 
people. We finished the season ranked 
number one but back then the NCAA had 
a rule that no fifth year people could 
play in the tournament." 

The ruling took away from the 
Wildcats three players, Cliff Hagan, 
Frank Ramsey, and Lou Tsiropolus, all 
three all-Americans. 

"Other than playing without those 
players we had a vote and voted not to 
play in the tournament," Grigsby 
revealed. "Without us in the tournament 
LaSalle went on and won it but earlier 
in the season we had beaten LaSalle in 
the first UKIT." 

In reflecting back Grigsby called the 
52-53 suspension, which not only wiped 
out an entire season but created obvious 
problems the following year, unfair to 
the players Kentucky had in those years. 

"The point shaving thing happened in 
the forties and the players responsible 
were all gone so I didn't think we should 
have paid for their mistakes," Grigsby 
said but also mentioned that the 
Wildcat program had indeed broken the 
rules. 

"Beard came back to see us and 
agreed that he had taken part in point 
shaving. He admitted it but he said that 
he didn't mean to hurt anyone." 

Although this season produced many 
heartaches for those involved, the 
players and the program continued on 
to bigger and better things. 

Cliff Hagan played professionally with 
the St. Louis Hawks while Frank 
Ramsey also enjoyed a sound profes­
sional basketball career. Tsiropolus 
played a short time in the NBA and Pete 
Grigsby finished his years at UK before 
returning home. 

All the way from Martin, Kentucky to 
the major market of Kentucky basket­
ball Grigsby lived Wildcat basketball 
history but it wasn't until the Floyd 
County native returned home did he 
make a mark in the world of 'round ball. 

In 1963 Grigsby led the McDowell 
Daredevils to a regional final ap­
pearance but fell short of the state 
tournament.

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Morehead State Takes Winning WaYs 
Into Ohio Valley Conference Play 

Only once 1n this decade had 
Morehead State University won their 
Ohio Valley Conference opener and on­
ly once since 1937 had the Eagles began 
a season with five consecutive victories 
but as of Saturday, October 11, 1986, 
another number was added to both of 
these. 

On the strength of a 21 point second 
half outburst MSU earned their first con­
ference victory of the season, 27-10 over 
Austin Peay, but it didn't come without 
a struggle. 

After MSU denied Austin Peay points 
on two scoring opportunities in the first 
quarter, once on fourth and goal from 
the one and again on a long field goal try, 
the Governors finally broke through the 
Morehead defensive wall when quarter­
back Dale Edwards hit receiver Dean 
Edwards with a touchdown pass early 
in the second period. 

However, with less than one minute 
remaining in the first half Jonathan 
Cage went up and over the Austin Peay 
defense for the Eagles first score but a 
missed extra kick left Morehead State 
one point shy at half time. 

The failed extra point loomed large, 
especially when Tom McMillian booted 
a 34 yard Austin Peay field goal with 
10:23 remaining in the third but in keep­
ing with a comeback reputation 
developed this season the Eagles 
retaliated in classic style. 

Led by defensive tackle Tony 
Sergeant, who recorded five tackles for 
loss, the Morehead State University 
defensive squad denied Austin Peay any 
additional scoring while handing their 
offense a golden opportunity to give 
MSU their first lead of the afternoon. 

After the Eagles recovered an Austin 
Peay fumble on the nine yard line 
Morehead State claimed the lead for 
good when D. D. Harrison hulled in from 
four yards out. 

The MSU defense. which has yielded 
a tob:ll of 17 points in second half play 
this season, once again handed that all 
important pigskin back to the offense 
when. on the Governors first play from 
scrimmage following the touchdown, 
linebacker John Gilliams batted an Ed­
wards pass in the air and the big hands 
of Sergent hauled the football in. 

Although offensively the Eagles fail­
ed to move on this particular possession, 
MSU had achieved the one thing they 
wanted to, make it to the fourth quarter 
with a lead and let the defense take over. 

Since their season opener with Mar­
shall, Morehead State has not allowed a 
single point in the final frame but on this 
particular Saturday the fourth quarter 
belonged to Adrian Breen and MSU's 
offense. 

The senior quarterback directed his 
Eagles down field on a drive which 
covered 74 yards on 17 plays, eating up 
almost half of the fourth quarter clock. 
Breen himself capped the drive off with 
a two yard touchdown keeper. 

On the afternoon Breen, having an 
eternity to choose a receiver, threw for 
190 yards, ran for one touchdown, and 
caught a pass from Harrison for yet 
another. 

The Harrison to Breen scoring toss 
came after the Eagle defense recovered . 
a Governor fumble on the visitors 30 and 
with a seven yard toss MSU turned the 
turnover into a touchdown. 

With the Homecoming victory, 

Morehead State improves to 1-0 in the 
Ohio Valley Conference and 5-0 overall. 
The Eagles could also improve their 
number four ranking Division 1AA. 

Eagle football has drawn attention, 
not only from Kentucky but nationally 
and they will be out to prove this Satur­
day that they deserve the attention 
received when they travel to Cookeville, 
Tennessee to tangle with Tennessee 
Tech. 

The Golden Eagles defeated MSU 59-6 
last year and with 10 starters returning 
on offensive that tough Morehead State 
defense will face possibly their strongest 
test yet. 

With a victory over OVC rival Ten­
nessee Tech the Eagles could better 
their 1964 start of 5-0 and win their first 
two conference games, the first time 
since MSU defeated Middle Tennessee 
and Murry State to open OVC play in 
1977. 

Those two victories represented the 
only ones for Morehead State that 
season but now the Eagles are con­
sidered as a possibility for an OVC 
championship. 

The next mildstone in this record 
breaking season is the best Eagle start 
ever. That came in 1937 when Morehead 
opened with seven consecutive wins. The 
seven wins then are still the most ever 
recorded in Eagle football history. 

In and around Morehead State U niver­
sity the favorite saying is "boy we're 
glad this state finally has a good college 
football team," and who would have 
thought it. This good team used to be 
that bad team who everyone picked to 
bring up the rear in the OVC standings.

"FREE" DEER TAG 
PROCEDURE CHANGED 

Landowners, senior citizens, disabled 
veterans and others entitled to hunt 
without a license or deer permit will no 
longer have to obtain a free deer tag 
before hunting, according to this year 's 
deer regulations. Instead, the deer will 
be tagged when the hunter has it check 
ed at a check station or by a conserva­
tion officer. 

Hunting regulations stipulate that all 
deer must be checked, even if the hunter 
taking the deer does not need a license. 
Once the deer is tagged by the conser­
vation officer or check station operator, 
it may legally be transported, process­
ed or left with a taxidermist. 

Those exempt from licensing re­
quirements are resident landowners, 
their spouses and dependent children 
hunting upon their own property ; 
tenants and members of their im­
mediate family hunting upon lands 
where they reside and work; and Ken­
tucky residents 65 years old or older, 
provided they have obtained a free card 
(available at county court clerks' of­
fices l showing their age and residency 
status. 

Also exempt are military personnel on 
furlough of more than three days who 
hunt in the county of their legal 
residence before joining the service, pro­
viding they carry papers showing their 
furlough status and residency. 

American veterans who have at least 
a 50 percent service-related permanent 
disability are also exempt, but must 
carry a permit (obtained from the Divi­
sion of Law Enforcement, Department 
of Fish and Wildlife, Frankfort, Ky. 
40601) showing their disability status. 

Archery deer season opened Oct. 1 and 
will run through Dec. 31, while the gun 
season is scheduled to open Nov. 8 and 
run for three, five or 10 consecutive 
days, depending upon the hunting zone.

Game Meats-Taste Good And Good for You 
By A.G. SPE!':('EH 

What with squirrel and dove seasons 
going strong, bow season for deer get 
ting in gear, and rabbit, quail and grouse 
seasons just around the corner, now is 
an 1deal time to map out those techni 
ques and recipes for putting delectable 
fare on the table. 

I have often heard people say" , I don't 
care for wild meat. It tastes too ·gamey · 
No doubt it did, too. Anything would be 
·gamey' if its carcass had been dragg­
ed through dirt and rocks, baked in the 
sun with the hide on. and then poorly cut 
and plopped in a skillet with no real care 
or imagination. This happens all too fre­
quently, not because sportsmen are in­
different to fine food, but rather as a 
result of little or no background in the 
preparation and care of these delicious 
meats. 

Make no mistake- game meat is tru­
ly superior fare. It is so outstanding in 
flavor and nutrition that many univer­
sity studies have ranked it ahead of 
domestic meats. Game meats are 
categorically high in proteins, high in 
vitamins, and relatively low in fat and 
cholesterol. In fact, they are so low in 
cholesterol that many persons on 
restricted diets can often partake of 
game meats when their physicians 
direct them to avoid beef and pork <if 
you are on such a health-mandated diet, 
be sure to consult your doctor before ad­
ding wild meats to your accepted foods.> 

It may surprise some adherents of 
various pollsters that a recent study con­
ducted by Yale University indicated that 
over 80 percent of those polled approv­
ed of hunting for meat. Those question­
ed in this $450,000 study directed by Dr. 
Stephen Kellert were not, incidently, 
pro-hunting. Indeed, 85 percent of the 
respondents stated their opposition to 
trophy hunting. 

Even more significant is a 1972 study 
conducted by the University of Alaska, 
Fairbanks, concerning the nutritional 
values of wild meats. For example, 
researchers found that moose is 12 times 
less fat-laden than beef and that caribou 
is 23 times less fatty than our domestic 
bovines. Coincidently, beef was found to 
have far greater caloric content than 
wild meats. As health conscious as we 
are all becoming, these are facts which 
should not be ignored. 

At this point, you might be pondering 
the remarkable dearth of moose and 
caribou in Eastern Kentucky. Not to 

Shooters 
Needn't 

Sacrifice 

Hearing

Every shooting enthusiast 
knows at least one old-timer 
who doesn't need ear pro­
tection any more. 

Every muzzle blast causes 
a small amount of hearing 
damage. And that damage 
is permanent and pro­
gressive unless proper 
preventive measures are 
taken. 

Modern hearing protec­
tion devices are available in 
two basic forms: ear muffs 
and ear plugs. These differ 
in terms of efficiency, com­
fort and cost. 

Ear muffs very efficiently 
reduce noise and are the 
most effective. However 
they are bulky and more ex­
pensive than plugs. They 
may interfere with stock 
positioning on rifles and 
shotguns, and are imprac­
tical for use in the field. 

However, muffs provide 
the best protection for 
handgun users, particularly 
during indoor shooting. 
During an indoor meet 
more than 500 rounds may 
be discharged in an hour, so 
maximum protection is 
needed. 

If you use muffs, make 
sure they fit snugly. Safety 
glasses can make the 'muffs 
less effective by breaking 
their seal. If any shot 
startles you or causes you 
discomfort, the muffs 
aren't doing 100 percent of 
what they're meant to qo .• 

Insertablc ear plugs are 
generally less expensive and 
more comfortable to wear. 
They don't interfere with 
hats, glasses or stock posi­
tioning, and are ideal for 
field, trap or skeet 
shooting. 

Plugs made of compress­
ible foam or other synthetic 

worry the meat of whitetail deer has 
very similar nutritiOnal properties. 

Be aware that most of what fat exists 
on game animals is located in the upper 
part of their shoulder region rather than 
marblt>d in their flesh There an; two 
pomts to cons1der here. One is that you 
can strip off as much of this surplus as 
you wish. Additionally, you may even 
want to add some beef fat. You don't 
necessarily need the meat to be com­
pletely lean. Indeed, a liltle bit of beef 
fat can contain important vitamins and 
minerals, as well as providing excellent 
flavoring for your dish. 

or course, some folks are just pre­
JUdiced against wild game because of 
not having tried it or having been rais­
ed around it. A nice couple I am friends 
with were over for dinner one night a 
couple of years ago. Just after the lady 
finished condemning the dry, stringy, 
tasteless qualities of some game meat 
she had tried at her uncle's years before, 
the husband, right on cue, complimented 
me on the " beef stew" I had thrown 
together. When I informed them that 
they were actually dining on rabbitt, 
squirrel and dove all at the same time, 
they were astonished! I pointed out to 
them that the keys to preparing great

game dishes are field care. forethought 
and creativity. More on the influence of 
all three of these factors on the care and 
preparation of game meat in next 
week's column. 

Begmning with this week's effort, a 
game recipe will ~ included at the end 
of each "OUTDOORS WITH ANDY" 
column. Here's one of my fav.orites: 

Ingreaients-two cottontails , two 
squirrels, and the breast meat from 
several doves or quail (turtle may be 
substituted for any of th~ aforemention­
ed), carrots, whole p<)tatoes, celery, 
pearl onions and mushrooms. 

Directions: Bone and cut meats into 
small, bite-sized pieces and soak them 
in light salt water for 11 z to 2 hours. Put 
in Dutch oven with diced and whole 
vegetables, add three quarts of water, 
a teaspoon of table salt, a light sprinkl­
ing of garlic salt, lz cup of cooking 
sherry, a few bay leaves and some sweet 
basil, one large can of peeled tomatoes, 
a small can of lima beans, a can of corn 
(drained), a quarter teaspoon of freshly 
grqund black pepper, and flour <for con­
sistency> Cook for 1 hour, then simmer 
for an additional half hour.

Golf clubs that look great 
and feel great can do great 
things for your game, both 
physically and psycho­
logically. So take care of 
your clubs and they'll take 
care of you. · 

Start by keeping them 
clean. 

Carry a towel and wipe 
off dirt, grass stains or 
moisture after every shot 
and before you put the club 
back in your bag. 

Then periodically wash 
your clubs, using warm 
water and a mild soap. I'm 
talking about woods as well 
as irons; good woods are 
sealed with a finish that 
won't be harmed by a quick 
but thorough wash. 

Wash the grips, too. Soap 
and water remove grit, grime 
and the residue left by 
sweaty palms. Plus, they 
help keep grips soft and 
tacky. 

After washing your clubs, 
wax clubheads and shafts 
with a durable car wax. 

When you store your 
clubs, don't put them near a 
heater. The woods will dry 
out, maybe so much that 
they'll pull away from the 
soleplate. The reverse is true 
if woods are stored in damp, 
humid areas: they'll pick up 
moisture ... expand ... get 
heavier.

QUESTION: Is air pollution a cancer 
risk? 

ANSWER: The air in some locations 
may contain emissions from industrial 
plants; car exhaust, and other 
substances linked to cancer. However, 
in most places, the air does not have 
high levels of cancer causing 
substances. In fact, the strongest link 
between air pollution and cancer is 
found among smokers who inhale 
cancer causing substances in tobacco 
smoke. 

The rate of lung cancer is higher in 
cities than in the country. Scientists feel 
the cause is linked mainly to lifestyle, 
cigarette smoking, and workplace ex­
posure rather than air pollution. 

The air in some workplaces has been 
found to pose a cancer risk. One known 
cancer causing substance is asbestos. 
The air levels of asbestos are highest 
near asbestos mines, mills, waste 
dumps, and manufacturing plants. 
Asbestos may be in some buildings as 
fireproofing. If found, it IS generally 
safer to seal the asbestos than to try and 
remove it.

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How the Tax Reform Act Will Affect You 
By G. STEPHE:\ PACK, ( P.\ 

The Tax Reform Act of 1986. the most 
sweeping revision of the tax code in its 
seventy-three year history, reduces the 
top tax rate paid by individuals from 
50% to 28%, the lowest maximum rate 
sine 19:H as well as the lowest rate 
among maJOr industrial nations. The top 
tax rate for corporations is reduced 
from 46% to 34%. In order to pay for 
these lower rates. the law eliminates 
many credits and deductions for both in­
dividuals and busmesses 

The law has been designed to provide 
true tax reform-to remove over six 
million of the working poor from the tax 
rolls and to end preferences that allow­
ed profitable corporatiOns and wealthy 
taxpayers to pay little or no tax. 

Many taxpayers will see little change 
in their tax bills and may wonder what 
all the "reform" and "simplification" 
talk was about. The big change will 
come in how tax liability is calculated. 
Income that was not taxable under prior 
law becomes taxable, items that were 
deductible no longer are. And the phase­
in and phase-out rules for many of the 
law's provisions will complicate both tax 
planning and tax preparation during the 
coming years. 

The tax rules have changed, and it is 
important for those who wish to 
minimize their taxes to become familiar 
with the opportunities that exist under 
the new law. especially during the tran­
sitJon periods. 

PROVISIONS AFFECTING 
INDIVIDUALS 

Most of the provisions in the Tax 
Reform Act of 1986 go into effect 
January 1, 1987. Your 1986 tax return­
the one you will be filing by April 15, 
1987-will be filed under the old tax law 
<with some important exceptions l. 
Individual Tax Rates 

Prior law, still effective for 1986. has 
14 and 15 tax rates running from 11% to 
50%. Effective in 1988, there will be two 
tax rates, 15% and 28%, with a 5% sur­
tax on certain amounts of higher 
income. 

In 1988, when the new rates are fully 
phased in. married couples will pay 15% 
on taxable income up to $29,750 and 28% 
beyond that. Singles will pay 15% on tax­
able income up to $17,850 and 28% on 
taxable income beyond that. 

The 5% surtax actually creates a 
phantom 33% marginal tax rate. As the 
old law is structured, every taxpayer 
has his first layer of income taxed at the 
lower tax rates, with each additional 
layer of income being taxed at a pro­
gressively higher rate until the max­
imum is reached. The new law phases 
out the 15% rate on taxable income from 
$43,150 to $89,560 for singles and from 
$71,900 to $149,250 for couples. 

The personal exemption dedllction is 
also phased out after taxable income 
reaches $89,560 for singles and $149,250 
for couples, with the 33% rate continu­
ing until the tax benefit of any personal 
exemptions is eliminated. Then the 
marginal tax rate <the rate paid on each 
additional dollar earned) drops back to 
a flat 28% on all additional income. 

1987 will be a phase-in year for the 
new tax rates, with five tax brackets 
ranging from 11% to 38.5%. The top 
bracket will apply to income above 
$54,000 for singles and above $90,000 for 
couples. The law specifically states that 
the top capital gains rate for 1987 is 28%. 
Standard Deduction 

Taxpayers who do not itemize their 
deductible expenses are allowed a stan­
dard deduction. Prior law called this 
standard deduction the "zero bracket 
amount." In 1986 the standard deduction 
is $2,480 for singles, $3,670 for couples, 
and $2,480 for heads-of-household. For 
1987, the 1986 standard deduction will be 
used after adjustment for inflation. 
Beginning in 1988 the standard deduction 
changes to $3,000 for singles, $5,000 for 
couples, and $4,400 for heads-of-house­
hold. 
Personal Exemptions 

In 1986, the personal exemption is 
$1.080, indexed for inflation. In 1987 the 
personal exemption will be $1,900; in 
1988 it will be $1 ,950; and in 1989 and 
thereafter it will be $2,000, indexed for 
inflation. 

The additional personal exemption 
allowed for the elderly or the blind is 
repealed in 1987. Instead, the standard 
deduction is increased for the elderly or 
blind by $600 <joint) or $750 <single l. 

1\ledical expenses were deductible 
when they exceeded 5% of adjusted 
gross income. Effective m 1987. they 
must exceed 112% of AGI to be deduc­
tible. 

Mortgage interest. which was fully 
deductible will, under the law, be deduc­
tible only for a taxpayer's personal 
residence and a second residence and 
then only for loan amounts up to the cost 
of the home plus improvements. Loans 
exceeding these limits must be used for 
medical or educational expenses or the 
interest is not deductible. Investment in­
terest under prior law was deductible to 
the extent of investment income plus 
$10,000. The new law removes the $10,000 
buffer and makes investment interest 
deductible only to the extent of invest­
ment income. Other personal interest, 
such as on credit cards and car loans , 
was deductible under prior law but will 
not be deductible under the new law. The 
consumer and investment interest pro­
visions have a four-year phase-in. 

State and local taxes were deductible 
under prior law. Beginning in 1987, pro· 
perty and income taxes are deductible 
but sales tax becomes non-deductible . 

Unreimbursed employee business ex­
penses, investment expenses and other 
miscellaneous itemized deductions will, 
under the new law, be deductible only to 
the extent they exceed 2% of adjusted 
gross income. 

Cost of work-related moves was 
deductible under prior law whether you 
took the standard deduction or itemiz­
ed your deductions. Effective January 
1, 1987, such moving expenses will only 
be deductible as an itemized deduction. 

•under prior law both non-itemizers 
and itemizers could deduct charitable 
contributions. Beginning January 1, 
1987, only those who itemize can deduct 
charitable donations. 

Under the old law, working couples 
could take a deduction of 10% of the 
Jesser of their two incomes, up to max­
imum of $3,000. This deduction is 
eliminated under the new law. 

INDIVIDUAL RETIREMENT 
ACCOUNT CONTRIBUTIONS 

Under prior law and still in effect for 
1986 tax returns, every working tax­
payer could deduct up to $2,000 annual­
ly for contributions to an IRA, with an 
additional $250 for a non-working spouse. 
Under the new law, no IRA deduction is 
available for those covered by a com­
pany pension plan (or with a spouse 
covered by a pension plan) if income ex­
ceeds $50,000 (joint> or $35,000 (single) . 
Those covered by an employer play can 
still make a fully deductible contribution 
if taxable income does not exceed $25,000 
<single) or $40,000 (joint>; the deduction 
is phased out between these income 
limits. 
Long-term Capital Gains 

Effective until January 1, 1987, 60% of 
the gain from the sale of a capital asset 
held longer than six months is excluded 
from taxable income, creating a top tax 
of 20% on long-term capital gains. Under 
the new law, this capital gains exclusion 
is eliminated. All of the gain will be tax­
ed as ordinary income, creating a top 
tax rate of 28% on capital gains (30% 
where the surtax applies). 
Children's Taxes 

High income taxpayers, under prior 
law, could use a strategy called income­
splitting to have some of their income 
taxed at lower tax rates. This was done 
by shifting income-producing assets to 
children, either directly 'or through a 
Clifford trust <in which assets were 
transferred to a child for 10 years and 
then reverted to the parent). The new 
law curtails income-splitting by taxing 
income resulting from such parental 
transfers at the parent's tax rate when 
the child is under age 14 and the income 
exceeds $1,000. 
Minimum Tax 

The minimum tax requires an alter­
nate tax computation which brings 
preferentially treated items back into 
taxable income. This second tax calcula­
tion produces an alternative tax liabili­
ty, and the taxpayer is required to pay 
the larger of the two. The minimum tax 
rate under prior law was 20%; under the 
new law it will be 21% with new prefer­
ence items added. 
Company Retirement Plans 

Under the old Jaw, the contributions to 
a 401 ( k) company plan were deductible 
up to a $30,000 limit. Effective in 1987, 
the deductible limit is $7,000.

Tax Shelters 
Tax shelter investments have been us­

ed by wealthy taxpayers to reduce or 
eliminate tax liability. Investments in 
such tax shelters often created tax losses 
and credits well beyond the actual dollar 
amount invested. Under the new law, 
such "passive" losses can only offset in­
come from other "passive" sources; 
they cannot be used to offset wages, ac­
tive business income, or portfolio in­
come such as dividends and interest. 
There is a transition period that will 
allow losses from investments prior to 
enactment of the new law to offset non­
passive income at a reduced amount un­
til 199l. Phase-in requires that deduc­
tions be reduced by 35% in 1987, ~%in 
1988, 80% in 1989, 90% in 1990 and

· eliminated altogether after 1990. 
Other Miscellaneous Provisions 

The new law increases the amount of 
tax that must be prepaid by those who 
pay taxes through quarterly estimates. 
The minimum estimated tax that had to 
be paid under prior law was the lesser 
of 80% of the current year tax liability 
or 100% of the prior year. The new law 
increases the 80% to 90%. The IRS, 
under the new law, will now pay 1% less 
interest on overdue refunds than it 
charges on overdue taxes. The new law 
requires information reports on real 
estate transactions. It also requires, 
beginning in 1988, that taxpayers show 
tax-exempt income on their returns and 
report the social security numbers for 
dependents over the age of five. 
Unemployment benefits will be fully tax­
able. Scholarships, which have been 
generally excluded from taxable in­
come, will now be taxable to the extent 
that they cover room and board. The 
prior law dividend exclusion of $100 for 
singles and $200 for couples is eliminated 
effective January 1, 1987. The new law 
eliminates deductions for travel as an 
educational item and investment con­
ventions and seminars. ·

Uneasy mental 
pictures formed in a six-year-old mind, 
pictures of hostile Cherokees and 
Shawnees, as shadows across the floor 
to begin to move suspiciously, little 
sounds of the wind blowing outside in the 
darkness becoming oddly like the 
stealthy footsteps of a maurauding In­
dian. Never mind that there haven't 
been any maurauding Indians spotted 
around these parts in some years, you 
are sure that they have picked this very 
moment to return. Questions begin to 
fltcker through your young mind as to 
what is going to happen when you turn 
out your light and climb in bed when the 
story is over, and why did you have to 
ask Aunt Betsy to tell you this story, 
anyway ... 

What is it about this tale that touches 
the consciousness of all who hear it 
young and old, woman or man, colleg~ 
graduate or grade school drop-out? 
What is it about this comment on the 
human condition and human nature that 
keeps this story relevant to those who 
hear it, even after nearly 200 years have 
elapsed? 

Well, for one thing, the story happens 
to be true. At least, historians have pro­
ven it to be mostly faithful to what ac­
tually transpired. Like any really good 
mountain tale, there has been a substan­
tial amount of embellishment. This 
week's column is one stab at separating 
fact from fiction.

Another appealing side to Jenny 
Wiley's saga is that an ordinary person 
is rudely taken out of her normal life and 
displays extraordinary courage and 
resourcefulness in coping. This sort of 
"everyman" character is one that we 
can all relate to, as we convince that we 
aren't so different from her in what hope 
and dream for ourselves and our 
families 

Certainly, Virginia Sellards Wiley had 
no inkling that anything was amiss on 
October 1, 1789. It was a dark, dreary 
day on Walker's Creek as Mrs. Wiley 
wove on a loom that had belonged to her 
mother and which had been brought 
from Pennsylvania to Walker's Creek by 
her Irish father, Hezekiah Sellards. Her 
four children were with her on that day, 
as was her 15-year-old brother. Her hus­
band, Thomas Wiley, had ridden off to 
market that morning with a load of dried 
herbs the clan had gathered. As the rain 
continued to fall and the afternoon wore 
on, she heard a footstep on the threshold. 
It turned out to be her brother-in-law, 
John Borders, who had come to warn 
Jenny that he had heard owls hooting all 
afternoon, which seemed unusual both 
because of the early hour and because 
of the rainy weather. He asked Jenny 
and her family to come to his cabin un­
til Thomas Wiley returned that evening. 

Jenny, cognizant of the ever-present 
Indian threat in that border country and 
of John's canniness of woodslore, readily 
agreed. She would bring her family over 
to John and her sister's cabin as soon as 
she could pack a few provisions and 
gather her family together. Unfor­
tunately, she never had the opportunity 
to reach safety for the Indians attacked 
just after John Borders left her cabin. 
As she was picking up her youngest, she 
saw a dark figure loom in the doorway. 
Within seconds, her brother and three 
eldest children were slain by the 
savages. 

Jenny later learned that the band of 
several different tribesmen had thought 
they were raiding the cabin of Mathias 
Harman, their old enemy whom they 
had traveled from the Ohio River coun­
try to destroy. After going only a short 
way, a fierce old Cherokee killed Jen­
ny's baby (on the third day of the abduc­
tion) after it was learned by the troup 
that the dreaded Mathias Harman 
himself was on their trail in an effort to 
recover his neighbor. The mixed band, 
which had been perfectly willing to 
assail Harman when the element of sur­
prise and the numbers favored them, 
held fierce old Mathias in such abject 
terror that they wanted no part of him 
when he was hunting them! 

Indeed, the scout who was watching 
their back-trail for them came up the 
path yelling, "Harman, Harman!" in an 
effort to warn his companions of their 
pursuer. This so frightened the Indians 
that they swam the flood-swollen Tug 
Fork of the Big Sandy, pulling Jenny 
across, one on each arm, as they swam 
across. The little band continued to hide 
in caves and under rock cliffs, abandon­
ing trails and paths in an attempt to 
elude Harman and his group. The In­
dians continually questioned Jenny 
about "Old Skygusty," "Little Devil 
with a Big Nose," both of which were 
names they had given to Harman. 

Meanwhile, Harman and his followers 
found the body of Jenny's child and 
buried it in a shallow grave. They had 
to abandon their pursuit, however, when 
they encountered the flooded banks of 
the Big Sandy and couldn't get their 
horses across. This was as terrible a 
blow for Mathias as for anyone, as he 
was no shrinking violet and probably 
regretted not being able to engage the 
Indians as much or more as the failure 
to gain the release of Jenny Wiley. As he 
and his followers returned to the mouth 
of John's Creek to begin construction of 
Harman's Station, Jenny and her cap­
tors couldn't cross the Ohio, as it prov­
ed to be even more seriously flooded 
than the Big Sandy. For most of her six 
months of capture, Jenny and the In­
dians camped at the mouth of the Little 
Sandy River (incidently, the point on the 
Ohio which they attempted to ford was 
opposite the present location of Port­
smouth.)

ner year for rains l she knew that the on­
ly way they could avoid laying down a 
trail was to wade downstream. Jenny 
eventually made it to the mouth of Jen­
ny's Creek, named in her honor. 

At dawn on a morning in either March 
or April of 1790, the men from the for­
tress surrounding Harman's Station, 
having encountered no Indian problems 
for a few days, left to hunt for food. 
Henry Skaggs remained at the fort with 
the women and children. After about an 
hour, he decided to walk down to the 
river <Big Sandy). There he heard a 
voice calling, "Henry Skaggs! I am Jen­
ny Wiley. Don't you know me, Henry? 
"Problem: she was on the other side of 
the Big Sandy. Skaggs lashed three logs 
together with grapevines, went across 
the river and retrieved Mrs. Wiley. They 
were barely out of gunshot range when 
the Indians chasing Jenny came to the 
shore. She was taken to Harman's Sta­
tion until her husband and she could be 
reunited. Odd, that Jenny Wiley should 
find safety at the fort, especially after 
her ordeal because of the Indians 
mistaking her cabin for that of Mathias 
Harman.

Snake In The Basement Is 
No Reason To Get Rattled 

Fall slid silently into most of Kentucky 
last month. For some it slithered. 

"Fall has taken the shape of a snake 
in the basement for many Kentuckians,·' 
said Craig Huegel, Extension wildlife 
specialist in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

"It happens every year when the 
temperature starts to drop. Snakes 
begin moving about more than usual in 
search of a warm, quiet place to spend 
the winter. For many snakes that turns 
out to besomebody's basement,'' Huegel 
said. 

When encountered in the yard or 
garden, Huegel said, snakes should be 
left to go about their business. 

"The vast majority of snakes found in 
Kentucky are not poisonous. They do a 
lot of good by eating harmful insects and 
rodents. Given the choice, and some­
times this is the choice, I'd rather have 
a snake or two around than rats or field 
mice. Snakes may bother some people

by their appearance, but they don't 
carry diseases the way rats and mice 
do," Huegel said. 

Snakes in the house, however, should 
not be left alone. They should be cap­
tured and removed. One question most 
people want answered before they make 
any attempts to capture a snake is 
whether it is poisonous. 

The poisonous snakes most common 
in Kentucky are copperheads and rat­
tlers. They can easily be distinguished 
from non-poisonous snakes by their 
triangular heads and the fact that the 
pupils of their eyes are slits," Huegel 
said. 

Non-poisonous snakes' heads are 
usually no bigger than the rest of their 
bodies, and the pupils of their eyes are 
round. 

The best way to get a snake out of a 
house is with the use of a · glueboard, 
available at most hardware stores. 

"There are no snake repellents on the 
market, and poisons don't generally 
work since the snake didn't come into 
the house to eat in the first place. 
Glueboards are the best bet," Huegel 
said. 

Glueboards should be placed on the 
floor against the walls of the basement. 

"Snakes prefer to slither along walls 
rather than across open spaces in the 
middle of the floor. The glue board will 
trap snakes that attempt to crawl acros~ 
it." Huegel said. 

The captured snake can be removed 
from the glueboard, once it has been 
placed some distance from the house, by 
pouring vegetable oil over it. 

"Or, if the captured snake is a 
poisonous species and the homeowner 
wants to kill it, the glueboard will 
facilitate that choice also," Huegel said. 

Help in identifying snakes, and more 
tips on getting them out of homes can be 
gotten from any county Extension office.

'Thunder In The Mountains' 
Is Republished By Author 

THUNDER IN THE MOUNTAINS, a 
book by Lon Savage about West 
Virginia's mine war of 1920-21, is being 
republished and is now on sale in West 
Virginia stores. 

A dramatic, true story of the Battle of 
Matewan and the march of 10,000 arm­
ed coal miners across southern West 
Virginia in 1921, the book has been 
unavailable in recent months, despite a 
heavy demand. It originally was 
published in 1985 by Jalamap Publica­
tions in South Charleston, which incur­
red financial reverses and ceased opera­
tions earlier this month. Two printings 
of the book sold out within a short time 

Copies of the new edition, improved 
with the addition of a map on the inside 
cover, are now available in bookstores 
or by mail order.

It wi II be harder for parents to shift income from their higher 
tax brackets to their children's lower brackets. Starting in 1987, 
a minor child's (under age 14) unearned income in excess of $1,000 
wi II be taxed at the parent's top tax rate if the income is from 
assets transferred by the parent to the child. The new law also 
gives a child only one exemption; if that exemption can be used 
on the parent's tax return, it is not allowed on the chi I d's return. 
Under prior law, an exemption for the child could be taken onooth 
the parent's and the child's tax returns.

A popular income-splitting device known as the Clifford Trust 
is rendered all but useless by the new law. Under prior law\ a 
parent would transfer income-producing assets such as stocks or 
property to a Clifford Trust for a period of at least ten years and 
one day, making the child the beneficiary. The income produced 
by the property in the trust would be taxed at the child's lower 
tax rates. At the end of the ten-year period, the assets in the trust 
would revert to the parent. The parent would have the property 
back, and the child would have had income for various purposes 
during the ten-year period, all taxed at lower rates. The Tax 
Reform Act of 1986 provides that the income from a trust wi II be 
taxed to the person (parent) who transfers property to the trust 
if the property eventually reverts to that individual or his/her 
spouse.

It will be up to the parent to segregate the child's income if 
any comes from "non-parental sources." Income from assets 
gifted by the child's grandparent, for example, would be from a 
"qualified segregated asset" and would not be taxed at the. 
parent's rates. 

Another provision in the new law requires taxpayers to list 
on their tax returns the social security numbers of dependents 
over the age of five. This provision goes into effect January 1, 1988.

Kentucky law states that inheritance 
tax must be paid by all heirs and 
beneficiaries of property, both real and 
personal. The inheritance tax is based . 
on the gross value of the estate, in­
cluding real property, stocks, bonds, 
notes, cash, and so forth, minus certain 
deductions such as funeral expenses, 
debts and mortgages. 

Generally, the tax will be paid and the 
return filed by the taxpayer's personal 
representative (the executor or ad­
ministrator). If ther~ is no administra­
tion, a return must be filed by the 
beneficiary even though no tax may be 
due. 

The law requires that a return must 
be filed within 18 months from the date 
of the person's date. If the tax is paid 
within nine months of death, there is a 
5 percent discount. 

Inheritance tax returns can be obtain­
ed from the state Revenue Cabinet in 
Frankfort by calling (502) 564-4580. The 
return number is Form 92A120, or for 
small, uncomplicated estates Form 
92A120-5. This return can only be used 
in certain instances. These are :

Once the taxable value o( the estate is 
determined, the tax due from each 
beneficiary must also be determined. 
This will depend on two things-the 
distributive share of the estate receiv­
ed and the relationship of the beneficiary 
to the decendent. The distributiv~ share 
will depend on whether or not there is a 
will. A will generally sets· out the 
distributive share. If there is no will (or 
if the will is renounced by the surviving 
spouse), then the law will determine the 
distributive share and the order of 
distribution.

The law also provides for exemptions 
of inheritable interests up to certain 
amounts depending on the beneficiary's 
relationship to the decendent. For per­
sons who have died after August 1, 1985, 
the total inheritable interest of the sur­
viving spouse is exempt. Infant children 
<by blood or adoption) receive a $20,000 
exemption. A child by blood or adoption 
who has been declared mentally disabl­
ed by a court of competent jurisdiction 
is entitled to a $20,000 exemption. 

There are other exemptions. A parent, 
adult child by blood, adult child adopted 
during infancy, stepchild, grandchild 
who is an offspring of a child by blood 
or of a stepchild or of a child adopted 
during infancy receive $5,000. A brother, 
sister, half-brother, half-sister, nephew, 
niece, half-nephew, half-niece, 
daughter-in-law, son-in-law, aunt or un­
cle, receive a $1,000 exemption. All 
others receive an exemption of $500.

In Nature Seri~s 

MUS Students To Join RWB Day Parade 
A unique wildlife paradise in the 

Pacific Ocean will be explored in ''The 
Galapagos," when it airs as part of the 
popular "Nature" series beginning 
Saturday, November 8, at 8·00 p.m on 
KET "Nature" repeats Sundays at 7:00 
p.m.

Letcher County 
First In Series 
On Gas Fields 

Natural gas production from Devo­
nian shales in Letcher county is the sub­
ject of a new report from the Kentucky 
Geological Survey at the University of 
Kentucky. 

The report is the first in a series that 
will determine the geologic factors that 
control gas production in Eastern Ken 
tucky. KGS researchers say the 
knowledge gained will be a valuable tool 
for developing future gas production and 
maximizing production from existing 
fields. 

The study is being funded by the Gas 
Research Institute, a private, Chicago­
based organization that promotes 
r~search and development in gaseous 
fuels and their use. 

Gas has been produced from the Devo­
nian shale in eastern Kentucky since the 
early 1900s, and these rocks continue to 
be a major source of gas production. 
These shales, deposited about 350 to 400 
million years ago, are also known as "oil 
shales" elsewhere in Kentucky where 
they occur at or near the surface. 

In addition to describing the general 
geology of Letcher county, the new 
report discusses the history of gas ex­
ploration and drilling activity in the 
county, compares the results of different 
well-stimulation techniques, and con­
siders the effectiveness of various 
geologic tools for predicting the occur­
rence of gas. 

The report contains a series of 
1: 100,000-scale maps showing well loca­
tions, structure, shale thickness, and 
isopotential for gas production. It also 
includes a series of structural cross sec­
tions and a tabulation of data for all279 
gas wells drilled into the Devonian shale 
of Letcher county. 

Future reports will investigate gas 
production in Knott, Floyd, Martin and 
Pike counties

Blacktop Your Driveway? 
Be Cautious, AG Advises 

Kentucky's consumers should careful­
ly check out the credentials of any per­
son coming to their neighborhood offer­
ing to blacktop their driveway, Attorney 
General David L. Armstrong said today. 
The Attorney General's Consumer Pro­
tection Division has received several 
complaints from consumers about such 
fly-by-night businesses recently. 

"The complaints all relate to the same 
general pattern," Armstrong said. 
"Someone comes to the consumer's 
home and offers to blacktop their 
driveway for a supposedly reduced price 
because they just happen to be in the 
neighborhood and have some blacktop 
left over from a previous job The job is 
completed quickly before the consumer 
has the opportunity to investigate the 
company or obtain other estimates. 
Then the consumer is given an inflated 
bill and is often left with a poor quality 
driveway. The business has often left 
town with the consumer's money, and he 
or she had no way of contacting the 
business or recovering the loss." 

Consumers should protect themselves

from this type of fraud by following 
these suggestions: 

(1) Be skeptical of unsolicited ap­
proaches by people with unmarked 
vehicles or out-of-state license plates 
Demand that they provide you with the 
name, address and phone number of the 
company. Also get the name of the per­
son soliciting you as well as their drivers 
license number and the license plate 
number of their vehicle. 

(2) Check the credentials of any firm 
before you do business. Talk with other 
people who have had work done by the 
company. Ask for refeFences. You may 
also want to check with the local 
Chamber of Commerce, Better Business 
Bureau or the Attorney General's Con­
sumer Protection Division. 

(3) Many of these companies will tell 
you to sign now for a special discount 
price. Beware of this pressure tactic. 
Take the time to get two or three sign­
ed. written estimates from reputable 
businesses for any repair work to your 
home. Make sure the estimates include 
the total cost of materials and labor and 
state a date of completion. 

(4) Read all contracts and guarantees 
before you sign, and make sure you 
understand exactly what they mean. 
The terms and costs of the contract 
should be clear, and all guarantees 
should be in writing. If they are not in 
writing, they are worthless. 

Armstrong advises that consumers 
should exercise caution before having 
such repair work done. This is your best 
protection against home repair frauds.

ASPIRIN AND THE STOMACH 
There has been much ado in advertising campaigns 

lately about gastric upset caused by aspirin. Consider, 
however, that no more than five percent of people who 
take aspirin get an upset stomach. It occurs most often 
in people who take aspirin on an empty stomach. Others 
take a type of aspirin that breaks up into relatively large 
pieces in the stomach. If aspirin is taken with milk, the 
incidence of stomach upset is somewhat less than the 
usual five percent. Otherwise, one may wish to pay a lit­
tle extra for aspirin combined with buffering products. 
There also is a very fine particulate aspirin available that 
provides a more adequate dispersal in the stomach.

Are girls just not as good at math? 
Don't they take as many math 

courses? The gas company doesn't like it. 
Don't they realize the new fields open­

ing for women in math and computer 
science, finance and banking? 

Are there not enough teachers to meet 
the demand for math classes? 

Is a subtle equity issue still at work, 
the "oh, you'll be happier in history than 
in calculus" sort of thing that can be said 
by anybody but that can have an affect 
on a young girl that is far greater than 
the speaker might expect or intend? 

Since math was my best subject, I 
don't believe that girls aren't as good at 
math as the boys. That myth ought to be 
laid to rest. 

But if the answer to any of the other 
questions listed above is "yes," we have 
a problem to address in our local 
schools. 

Another story of the test scores lies in 
the variation from school to school, from 
district to district, from region to region. 

Generally speaking, the highest test 
scores come from the districts that have 
the best financing and the highest 
percentages of educated adults. 

But that is only generally speaking. 
Since the passage of the Minimum Foun­
dation Program in 1954, and the 
legislative mandate in 1984 that all 
districts must levy minimum amounts 
of local taxes, the differences that 
money can make in quality of education 
from district to district are less sharp. 

Shrewd management of resources, in­
spired recruiting of good teachers and 
determined parental pushing can all 
compensate for relative differences in 
dollars . 

The real geographic story thse days 
lies in the improvements that school 
districts are making in their overall pro­
grams and their students' performance. 

It demonstrates just how much effort 
is going into making improvements. 
Everybody is striving. Everybody is 
achieving gains. No district can afford 
to rest on laurels earned in previous 
years . 

During American Education Week in 
November, Kentucky will have a chance 
to observe just how much progress is be­
ing made. 

On Nov. 12, the Kentucky Educational 
Foundation Inc. will sponsor the Flags 
of Excellence-Flags of Progress 
program. 

The first Flags of Excellence were 
handed out in 1984.

That year, 61 Flags of Ex­
cellence and 146 Flags of Progress were 
awarded.
