Through-Town Route Asked 
At Paintsville for New 23 

Paintsville civic leaders, business­
men, and members of the fiscal court in 
a town meeting held last Thursday opted 
for the proposed new US 23 route to go 
through Paintsville. Despite this, many 
hink that, if and when it is built, the 

route will be the one through Jenny's 
Creek which has been surveyed and 
marked for some time. 

Three rou~es are possible and all were 
considered by those attending the 
Paintsville meeting. These include Jen­
ny's Creek route, one following the pre­
sent US 23 going through Paintsville, 

and the third would go through Burnt 
Cabin Branch to connect with US 23 near 
the Second Street bridge in Paintsville. 

The route through Paintsville, accor­
ding to a highway official and engineers, 
would add more than $10 million to the 
cost with a year added to construction 
time, and mean acquiring over 60 homes 
and businesses. In addition it would limit 
access to the route for 26 established 
businesses. It would also mean building 
the highway below federal standards, 
thus meaning the loss of any federal 
funding. 

Sc ool Board Commended 
or Improved Finances

"It is a tremendous achievement, I 

have never seen such a turnaround in 
this area'' were the words Don Wallen, 
of Linton and Company, Pikeville ac­
countants, used to describe the financial 
situation of the !<'loyd county school 
system at last Wednesday night's board 
meeting. 

The system which was $405,138.22 in 
the red in July, 1986, now boasts a 
surplus of $34,905.96. 

Wallen told the board members it was 
obvious that much thought had been 
taken to decide on cuts in the budget, 
and he commended the board and 
superintendent for a job well done. 

Supt. Ray Brackett said of the surplus, 
"We are very pleased with the perfor· 

ance of the administrative staff and 
school board members who had the fore· 
sight to make very difficult decisions to 
bring financial integrity to the school 
system." 

In other business, the board decided 
on transfers, the approval of certified 
and emergency substitute teachers, and 
hiring new janitors 

William Paul Skeans was selected to 
replace Jerry Deskins as a teacher at 
Prestonsburg High School. 

Howard Osborne was approved as a 
certified substitute teacher and Barbara 
Allen Hall, Patricia Allen, Colleen N. 
Johnson, Elizabeth Robinett, Alisa F. 
Huff, Sherry Tackett, Jerald Todd 
Mullins, Martha C. Howard, Rhoda 
Paige and Jo Pigg were approved as 
emergency substitute teachers. Ricky 
Newsome was employed as a new 
janitor at Betsy Layne High School and 
Ellaree Cole was approved as head 
janitor at Prestonsburg Elementary. 

Custodial supply contracts were 
awarded at the board meeting and the 
following companies received contracts: 
Brown Food Service, Share Corporation, 
Thompson's Sanitary Supply, KenWay 
Chemical, King Supply, General Sales 
and Mountain Cleaning. 

In an interview, Thursday, Supt. 
Brackett offered approximate break­
down of the $22,633,453 general fund 
budget:

Congressman Chris Perkins' office 
said last Friday that the question of 
federal funding will be decided in the 
next two weeks, and without more help 
from Senators Ford and McConnell, the 
prospect is not favorable. Although there 
is a fund set aside by the state for the 
road, there still remains at least $20 
million to be funded, according to Trans­
portation Secretary Leslie Dawson. 

The first proposed plan for the new 
section between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville was to turn west off the four­
lane highway north of Paintsville, make 
a cut-through near Routes 40 and 460 in­
tersection to go up Jenny's Creek. The 
road would then follow roughly old 23 
through the Little Paint section to Ab­
bott Mountain. 

The third alternative, the Burnt Cabin 
route has apparently not received as 
much attention as the other two possi­
bilities, but last week it was said by state 
officials to be the most expensive of the 
three proposals. Too, they said it would 
create traffic problems. 

Most Floyd countians, who travel be­
tween Prestonsburg and Paintsville dai­
ly, have their own ideas of the best route 
but don't really care as long as it is built.

Crimes of Violence Prominent 
In Grand Jury's Indictments

Crimes of violence figure largely in 
the list of indictments returned last week 
by the grand jury, although there was 
only one for murder, that of Walt Car· 
roll, Jr., in the fatal shotgun wounding 
of his brother, Tony Carroll, 16, at their 
home at Martin, November 10. 

Indictments for other major cnmes 
included one for rape, first degree, 
against Berton Bailey; one for criminal 
conspiracy to commit murder against 
Glenda Sue Pennington, who, the indict­
ment reads, was "trying to pass a dead· 
ly weapon to Wiley Pennington while he 
was prisoner in the Floyd county jail 
which he was intending to use to murder 
the turnkey." In this same connection, 
Mrs. Pennington was indicted on counts 
of criminal conspiracy to commit 
escape, first degree, and of promoting 
contraband, first degree. 

Her husband, Wiley Keith Pennington, 
was also indicted for criminal con· 
spiracy to commit murder and for 
criminal conspiracy to commit escape, 
first degree, as a result of the same 
incident. 

In addition to the above, Wiley Penn· 
ington stands indicted for robbery, first 
degree, for threatening physical force 
while armed with a pistol and stealing 
an auto; attempted murder, two counts, 
for shooting 12 times at Lt. Gary Rose 
and at Trooper Lloyd Stapleton, both of 
the Kentucky State Police, with intent to 
kill; theft by unlawful taking, in theft of 
vehicle above; wanton endangerment, 
first degree, six counts, for intentional­
ly running the following persons off the 
road with a vehicle, creating substantial 
danger of death or serious physical in· 
jury to them-Bobby Jones, Barbara 
Sue Jones, Sabrina Hall, Cane! Caudill, 
Monroe Jones, and Betty Jo Hall; 
possession of a hand gun by a convicted 
felon; and persistant felony offender, 
first degree. 

Pennington is also named with Carl 
Newsome and Tracy Johnson in an in· 
dictment for theft by failure to make re· 
quired disposition of property. 

Richard Thacker, in one indictment, 
was listed on two counts of attempted 
murder for shooting 12 times at Lt. Gary 
Rose and at Trooper Lloyd Stapleton, 

Kentucky State Policemen, with intent 
to kill them, and one count of possession 
of a hand gun by a convicted felon. He 
is also indicted of 14 counts of wanton en· 
dangerment, first degree, for shooting 
five times at the following-Benjamin 
Akers, Michelle Akers, Robert Shell, 
Holly Campbell, Michael Hughes, Kevin 
Hughes, Travis Hughes, Justin Hughes, 
Randy Hughes, Tammy Walker, 
Mishayle Slone, Sgt. Milton Aldridge, 
Melton Aldridge, Jr. Micaela Aldridge. 

Kenneth Bailey was indicted for at­
tempted murder for running into 
Maudie Bailey head-on in a vehicle after 
telling her he was going to kill her, and 
two counts of assault, first degree, for 
running head-on in a vehicle into Grace 
Shepherd and Jennifer J. Wireman, 
causing them serious physical injury.

Big Sandy Unemployment Rate 
Shows Decline from September 

October jobless rates in Kentucky 
counties were broadly mixed, as the 
state rate rose for the first time since 
June. 

Local unemployment rates rose from 
September to October in 64 counties, fell 
in 45 counties and remained unchanged 
in another 11 counties, according to a 
report issued recently by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. 

In the Big Sandy district, the jobless 
rate declined from a revised 12.2 percent 
in September to a preliminary 11.7 per· 
cent in October. Floyd county's 10.7 was 
next to Martin county's low of 9.4 for the 
district, the only single-digit rate in the 
Big Sandy area, with a 14.3 percent high 
in Magoffin. Pike county had a 12.4 
percentage of unemployment and 
Johnson's was 11.4 percent. 

The monthly samply of claimants of 
unemployment insurance benefits show­
ed 44.0 percent had worked in mining; 
19.5 percent in trade, and 15.8 percent in 
services. 

"Higher unemployment rates, as well 
as greater employment totals, resulted 
from a statewide surge in Kentucky's 
labor force as people began looking for 

pre-holiday jobs," said Ed Blackwell, 
Kentucky's chief labor market analyst. 

An additional 9,800 Kentuckians had 
jobs in October, while another 4,500 new 
or renewed job applicants were unsuc­
cessful in their search for work. This 
pushed the state unemployment rate up 
from a revised 6.8 percent in September 
to a preliminary 7 1 percent in October. 

Nationally, unemployment in October 
remained at September's 5.7 percent. 
Comparable state and national rates are 
not seasonally adjusted 

Compared to October 1986, 90 counties 
reported lower rates, 29 counties had 
higher rates and one <Adair county> 
recorded the same rate as a year 
earlier. In October 1986, Kentucky's 
unemployment rate was 7.7 percent. 

Nine counties reported jobless rates at 
4.0 percent or below. They were Shelby 
(3.1 percent); Fayette <3.6 percent); 
Jessamine and Trimble <3.7 percent 
each>; Franklin and Calloway (3.8 per­
cent each); Oldham <3.9 percent); and 
Madison and Woodford <4.0 percent 
each>. 

McCreary county recorded the highest 
rate, 18.9 percent, followed by Elliott

Set up to help the victims of cancer 
both physically and spiritually and to 
provide diagnostic services otherwise 
unavailable in the an•a, the board is 
made up of doctors, health profes· 
sionals, and soc1al workers, who meet 
each month to review new cases and to 
recommend appropriate treatment for 
each patient. 

In big city hospitals it is possible to 
bnng together a variety of health pro· 
fesswnals under the same roof, but in 
this area with its sparse population, a 
patient mav have to drive hundreds of

tribute ideas about how the College can 
better serve the people of Kentucky in 
the future," said Glenn Collins, Univer­
sity of Kentucky agronomist who is 
chairing the committee. 

Agriculture will change as the en­
vironment in which it operates changes. 
If the College of Agriculture is to remain 
a dynamic force, leading agriculture in· 
to the future, it must take stock and 
make plans for redirection, Collins said. 

Some of the changes that are already 
affecting agriculture, Collins said, in­
clude the emerging world economy, 
world overproduction of certain crops 
and new technologies, such as 
biotechnology, that will have revolu­
tionary impacts on agriculture.

Cervical cancer is one of the most 
curable of all cancers, yet it will kill ap­
proximately 11,000 women each year. 
These deaths could be avoided if the 
cancer were detected in its earliest 
stages. There is a simple test to deter­
mine if cervical cancer is present. This 
is the pap test, which takes only a few 
moments of a woman's time and could 
possibly save her life. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
will have a pap clinic at the health 
department in Prestonsburg on Wednes­
day, December 16, from 8 until 3. This 
clinic is a free service of the health 
department and is open to women of all 
ages, however, those women age 45 and 
over are especially urged to take advan­
tage of this free service since this is the 
high risk age for the disease. Women 
will also be taught self-breast­
examination at this clinic. No appoint· 
mentis needed. 

A nurse from the health department 
will be in Wayland, Friday, December 
11, at the Methodist Church. She will of­
fer T.B. skin tests, urinalyses, blood 
pressures, anemia screening, and im­
munizations. This clinic is a free service 
of the health department and is open to 
the public. 

These same services will be offered 
Friday, December 18, at the Rescue 
Squad Building in Price from 10 until2. 

Changing Herbicides 
Might Help Control 
Ky. Pigweed Problems 

If you can't rotate your corn crops, 
and you're having bad problems with 
pigweed, you might try ''rotating'' your 
herbicides. 

That's the advice from J.D. Green, 
agronomist with the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture, and he 
backs it up with results from his recent 
research. 

"In some areas of the state, there are 
growers seeing a problem with pigweed 
in corn," Green said. "Typical her­
bicides that have controlled the weeds 
in the past apparently were not helping 
now." 

This suggests, he said, that one way 
to manage pigweed problems is to try 
different herbicides. 

So why doesn't everybody switch over 
to the herbicides he was so successful 
with? 

Easy answer, he said. Money. 
The traditional herbicides are less ex­

pensive than the ones he used. In addi­
tion, less is required than the ones he us­
ed. So the farmer must decide whether 
controlling pigweed is worth the extra 
expense.

Martin Officer 
To Stand Trial

In an unusual turn of events, a Mar­
tin police officer was indicted by the 
grand jury last Wednesday for assault, 
first degree, listing the officer bound 
over for trial for striking a prisoner on 
the head, causing serious physical 
injury. 

Tommy L. Engle, 29, of Martin, is ac­
cused of striking Gary Thornsbury, of 
Wayland, while he was in the officer's 
custody at the courthouse parking lot, 
Nov. 22. 

Engle maintains that he did not use 
excessive force on the prisoner and that 
Thornsbury attacked him in the parking 
lot. He maintained that he had treated 
the suspect with kid gloves using less 
force than he could have. 

Engle had arrested Thornsbury and 
charged him with alcohol intoxication 
and possession of schedule II drugs prior 
to taking the prisoner to the Floyd coun­
ty jail. 

Engle had previously served as both 
mayor and police chief of Wheelwright 
but had resigned from both. 

Both Thornsbury and Engle suffered 
injuries in the altercation and the two 
were taken first to Highlands Regional 
Medical Center. Thornsbury was later 
transported by helicopter to a Lexington 
hospital. 

Engle remains on duty and Martin 
Mayor Raymond Griffith said that he 
considered him innocent until proven 
guilty, even though Engle says that he 
may be suspended until the case is 
resolved.

Some May Suffer 
As HEAP Funds.,) 
At a Standstill 

The failure of Congress to resolve its 
debate on funding of the Home Energy 
Assistance Program <HEAP) will 
mean, at worst, suffering, at best, 
discomfort, for some needy Kentucky 
families. With no assurance of federal 
funding, the state Department for Social 
Insurance has been forced to take a 
series of steps to keep expenditures in 
line with money already on hand for the 
program. 

These include the following: 
The middle application period­

usually for any eligible Kentuck ~ 
family-is now cancelled. 

Approximately 47,000 Kentucky 
families approved for assistance during 
the first phase of the program reserved 
for households with elderly or disabled 
family members will receive partial 
benefit checks this month. 

The final HEAP segment for families 
facing an imminent heating crisis will 
not open in mid-December as tentatively 
planned but is now scheduled to open 
January 11 if Congress has approved a 
HEAP budget. 

"The absence of an appropriations bill 
by Congress has forced the department 
to delete the general application phaseji, 
of this year's program," Insurance · 
Commissioner Mike Robinson, said. 
"Since the entire program is federally 
funded, we can't provide benefits 
without a guarantee from Washington 
that money will be available. 

"At this point, it doesn't appear that 
the eventual national HEAP budget, if 
one is approved, will mean sufficient 
funds to Kentucky to cover three full ap­
plication phases. Therefore, we have lit­
tle choice but to try to help the elderly 
and disabled families already approved 
and then to move ahead with plans for 
a crisis phase after the holiday congres­
sional recess." 

HEAP funds currently on hand­
about $3.7 million allocated prior to the 
beginning of the new federal fiscal year 
Oct. 1- will be used to make the partial 
payments to initial phase, approved a 
plicants with family members who are 
over the age of 60 or totally disabled. 

"Each household should receive a 
check for 75 percent of the total benefit 
approved during the next two to three 
weeks," Robinson said. "As soon as 
more federal funds are made available, 
a check for the remainder will be sent." 

Until a budget is approved by Con­
gress or the mandatory budget cuts 
which would be imposed by the Gramm­
Rudmann Act take effect, the commis­
sioner said, the department has no in­
dication how much money can be allot­
ted to the final segment of HEAP or if 
there will be funds available for the 
program. 

"Because of the uncertainty surroun­
ding the funding, we have rescheduled 
the start of the crisis segment from the 
tentative, early opening date of Dec. 14 
to the original opening date of Jan. 11," 
said Robinson. "The budget picture may 
be clearer by then, and the department 
will know how much heat!!lg assistance 
money is available for Kentucky 
families.'' 

The crisis phase is for low-income 
households without heat, needin 
emergency repairs to the heating 
system, or facing a cutoff of the primary 
heating source.

Listing Social Security Number 
For Dependents Now Required 
By: Sherry A. Ward, Staff Accountant 

Jones, Pack & Associates, CPA's 
The Tax Reform Act of 1986 requires 

that a taxpayer include the Social 
Security number of any dependent 
claimed on his or her tax return if the 
dependent will be at least five years old 
by the end of the taxpayer's year. This 
new rule applies to all tax returns for the 
1987 calendar year. There is a $5 penal­
ty for failure to include the Social Securi­
ty number. 

To get a Social Security number for 
your child, you must file Form SS-5 with 
the Social Security Administration. In 
Prestonsburg, the office is on US 23 
North.

the second national conference, Women­

nati, Ohio. The conference was attend­
ed by Catholics, Protestants and Jews 
and was sponsored by twenty-five 
organizations, including Catholics for a 
Free Choice, Catholic Women for Repro­
ductive Rights, the Women's Ordination 
Conference and the Conference for 
Catholic Lesbians.

Some To Get Refunds 
For Over-Priced Oil 

Farmers, businesses and others who 
used large quantities of petroleum pro­
ducts and were injured as a result of 
pricing violations by oil companies are 
eligible to apply for refunds. 

According to the Kentucky Energy 
Cabinet, at least $80 million has been set 
aside by the U.S. Department of Energy 
from a recent court settlement to pro­
vide direct restitution to consumers in­
JUred by oil company overpricing from 
1973 to 1981. 

This oil overcharge settlement fund is 
different from other oil overcharge set­
tlement funds previously received by the 
states. The federal courts have made 
these monies available for refunds to 
consumers and have approved a process 
for such refunds to consumers who had 
been injured by the overpricing during 
this period. 

Under the court settlement, about $80 
will be refunded for every 100,000 gallons 
of petroleum products used during this 
eight-year period. 

The U.S. Department of Energy is 
handling the refund process and has 
established a minimum refund of $15. At 
the present refund level, a claimant 
must have purchased 18,750 gallons in 
order to get a refund. 

Deadline for receipt of applications for 
refunds is December 31, 1987.

Rudolph 'the Red-Nosed Reindeer 
Overcame Rejection the Hard Way 

"D" Dav 1987 
DECEMBER 11-12 

"Rud(l)ph the Red-Nosed Reindeer'' is 
now one of the most popular songs in the 
world. But back in 1949, when songwriter 
Johnny Marks tried to get his then new 
song recorded, he fared the same prob­
lem as poor Rudolph: rejection. 

"You're not talking about Winston 
Churchill." roared one recording ex­
ecutive. "It's just a reindeer with a 
ridiculous nose. How can you say he'll 
go down in history'? Change that last 
line, Johnny, the one that says 'you'll go 
down in history,' and I'll submit the song 
to Perry Como for his next recording 
session." 

Johnny Marks faced a tough decision, 
he recalled in later years. Every major 
music publisher had already rejected in 
the song; and Perry Como was then one 
of the hottest recording artists in the 
country. But Marks resisted changing 
the lyric, and Como did not introduce the 
song. 

Marks next sent a demo recording of 
the song to Gene Autry; but he too turn­
ed it down. Autry felt that the song didn't 
fit his image as a cowboy singer. 

But this time fortune was on Mark's 
Side. Gene Autry's wife happened to 
hear the demo. and urged Autry to in­
clude it on a new single he was schedul­
ed to record. "You put whatever song 
you want on the 'A' side. ·• she said, "and 
put Rudolph on the 'B ·side for me. I just 
love the song." 

The rest of the story is, indeed, 
history. Autry's record was released in 
September of 1949, and instantly became 
·a phenomenal hit. In fact, "Rudolph" 
went on to become perhaps the most suc­
cessful pop song ever written. 

To date, it has sold approximately 150 
million records worldwide. The original 
Autry record has gone over the 
12,500,000 mark, making it the all-time 
best seller of Columbia records . More 
than 8,000,000 copies of sheet music and 
25,000,000 copies of 200 choral .and band 
arrangements have been sold. The song 
has been translated into almost every 
language. 

When the major music publishers 
spurned the song, Marks decided to go 
it alone, and opened St. Nicholas Mucis. 
The company subsequently became the 
most successful publisher of Christmas 
music, simply because Marks continued 
to turn out one hit after another. His 
other Yuletide hits include: "I Heard the 
Bells on Christmas Day," first record­
ed in 1956 by Bing Crosby; "Rockin' 
Around the Christmas Tree," which 
became an international hit when in· 

Widow Given Award 
Named For Husband 

An annual award for outstanding ef­
forts by one of Kentucky's state child 
protection workers has been establish­
ed, with the first honor being made 
posthumously to the slain caseworker 
for whom the recognition is named. 

Gov. Martha Layne Collins presented 
the initial Paul T. Grannis Memorial 
Award to Mrs. Jackie Grannis, of Ew­
ing, in a private ceremony, Nov. 30, in 
the governor's office in Frankfort. 

Paul Grannis, 35, of Fleming county, 
was shot to death May 8 of this year at 
a client's home where he had gone to 
pick up some personal items for a 
runaway child placed in emergency 
state custody. 

Collins said the annual award should 
remind Kentuckians that the people who 
work to protect Kentucky's abused and 
neglected children can and do find 
themselves in danger in performing the 
requirements of their careers. 

"Paul Grannis has been a family ser­
vices worker for barely eight months, 
but that was sufficient time to establish 
a record of which Kentucky's child pro­
tection workers can be proud and can 
strive to equal," Collins said. 

"We can only hope that this memorial, 
in some small way, keeps alive and 
before the citizens of Kentucky the type 
of caring, personal dedication ex­
emplified by Paul Grannis and hundreds 
of his fellow workers on a daily basis," 
the governor said. 

Social Services Commissioner Anna 
Grace Day said the Paul T. Grannis 
Memorial Award is to be presented an­
nually to a front-line caseworker who 
has been nominated for consistently 
displaying the best efforts by the depart­
ment on behalf of children placed in 
state care.

in the "Rudolph" TV special 

Marks also went on to become a pro· 
lific composer of scores for television 
specials. This December, his ''Rudolph 
the Red-Nosed Reindeer" special will 
air on CBS for the 24th consecutive year. 
It is the longest-running special in televi­
sion history. 

Marks's other specials included 
"Rudolph's Shiny New Year," with Red 
Skelton; "Rudolph and Frosty," with 
Ethel Merman. Shelly Winters, Mickey 
Rooney and Red Buttons; "The Tiny 
Tree," with Roberta Flack and Buddy 
Ebsen; and "The Ballad of Smokey the 
Bear," with James Cagney. 

John D. Marks was born in Mount Ver­
non, New York in 1909. He attended Col­
gate University, after which he studied 
music at Columbia University and in 
Paris. In the French capital, he sup­
ported himself by playing piano in small 
bistros. It was in one of these that he per­
formed for author Ernest Hemingway. 

He returned to New York after his 
studies, and became an active 
songwriter from 1935 until his death in 
1985. He wrote over 150 published songs, 
among which were such hits as: "Ad· 
dress Unknown," with the Ink Spots; 
"Who Calls," with Bing Crosby; "She'll 
Always Remember," with Glenn Miller; 
"Don't Cross Your Fingers, Cross Your 
Heart," with Sammy Kaye; "Anyone 
Can Move a Mountain," with Kate 
Smith; and "Ev'rything I've Always 
Wanted," with Porter Waggoner. 

However, Marks certainly became 
best known as the composer of Christ­
mas music. As one writer put it, "he is 
as identified with Christmas songs as 
Stephen Foster is with sentimental 
ballads of the old south.·'

Attorney General David Armstrong 
filed a friend of the court brief in the 
United States Supreme Court to support 
Iowa's efforts to protect child sexual 
abuse victims from intimidation by their 
assailant during trial. 

The Court granted review in Coy v 
Iowa to decide whether a one-way 
screen in the courtroom during the vic­
tims' testimony violated Coy's constitu 
tiona! rights to confrontation or due pro­
cess. Coy could see and hear the victims 
but they could not see him. Thirty-five 
Attorneys General joined Kentucky's 
brief in support of the rights of victims. 
''The states have a compelling interest 
in providing the maximum psychologi­
cal shelter possible for the child victim 
consistent wtlh the Constitution," Arm­
strong said. 

The court also has pending before it 
a request for review in Tafoya v. :-Jew 
Mexico, 86·1343, in which the defendant 
broke into the homes of six young girls. 
ages 4 to 11, and committed sexual of­
fenses on them. The testimony of the VIC­

tims was videotaped while the defendant 
observed and talked with his attorney 
from a control booth. Tafoya, like Coy. 
argues he was entitled to eyeball-to­
eyeball contact with the witnesses. 

"Kentucky has a strong interest in 
providing psychological protection for 
our most vulnerable victims,'' said Arm­
strong, who personally argued Common-

wealth v. Willis in 1986 and succeeded in 
upholding Kentucky's videotape statute. 

Kentucky wants to make sure the 
rights of victims are considered in these 
cases along with the rights of the accus­
ed. Protection of children through child 
labor laws and juvenile justice systems 
is well established; protection of child 
victims in the criminal justice system is 
long overdue. "We are grateful for the 
strong support shown by the large 
number of states joining our brief," 
Armstrong said. "The decision in Coy 
could have far-reaching consequences 
for the emerging nationwide effort to 
avoid unnecessary trauma for our most 
vulnerable victims."

is week in Louisville. 
Roselle joins Farm Bureau President 

Ray Mackey and USDA official Richard 
Goldberg for major convention ad­
dresses . The meeting, which IS expected 
to attract more than 2,000 to the Ex­
ecutive West, Thursday through Satur­
day, December 10-12. will also feature 
a variety of commodity conferences, 
competitJve events w1th a rural flavor 
and a brisk discussiOn of state and na­
tional issues important to agriculture. 

A major highlight of the convention is 
the 1987 Farm Bureau membership 
report. The organization added some 
6,000 members to its rolls during the 

year, and slipped past Indiana to 
become the fourth largest state Farm 
Bureau in the nation, with better than 
278,000 family members. 

Part of the focus of convention 
delegates will be on the upcommg state 
legislative session. Senate President Pro 
Tern John "Eck" Rose is scheduled to 
address a special Legislative Breakfast, 
Saturday, December 12. Farm Bureau's 
legislative agenda for 1988 will be set by 
delegates in a business session later that 
day. 

Goldberg, deputy undersecretary of 
agriculture, will address the All 
Commodity Luncheon. which opens the 
convention on Thursday. The North 
Dakota native oversees the operation of 
two key USDA agencies, the Foreign 
Agricultural Service and the Agricul-

tural Stabilization and Conservation Ser­
vice. The former deals with farm ex­
ports, while the ASCS administers most 
commodity support programs. 

Six commodity conferences are on tap 
after the opening luncheon. Separate. 
sessions dealing with dairy, livestock, 
horticulture, feed grains/soybeans, 
forage crops and tobacco will feature 
presentations on current issues affecting 
the various crops. 

A number of important policy changes 
have been proposed to the delegates by 
the state Resolutions Committee. 
Among them are amendments that 
would: 

-Oppose a current rate reclassifica­
tion program undertaken by the Ten­
nessee Valley Authority. The new rates 
are bringing substantial hikes in utility 
bills for farmers in 40 southern and 
western Kentucky counties. 

-Support legislation outlawing the 
disposal of out-of-state garbage in Ken­
tucky landfills 

-Support an extended doe season and 
other actions to thin deer populations 
and thereby reduce crop damage. 

-Require auto fuel sold in the U.S. to 
contain at least 10 percent ethanol. 

-Ask for the formation of a state task 
force to address health care costs. 

On the lighter side, the Farm Bureau 
meeting offers several family-oriented 
activities, including special women's 
functions. competitive events for youth 
and young farmers and various awards 
programs. 

Women's events-Opening day sees 
women's leaders hip caucuses, a 
business meeting and a Ladies' Tea. On 
Friday, a special Women's Luncheon 
and Style Revue is expected to draw 
around 400.

Bright children who encounter 
unusual reading and writing difficulties 
when they enter school, may be 
dyslexic. 

~ If that is the case, they can get help 
for their problems through a special 
tutorial program conducted by the Floyd 
County Reading Research Program. 

John Sparr, Prestonsburg, director of 
the program, said this week, that the on­
ly way to know for sure if your child is 
dyslexic is to have him or her tested. 

A special screening for children in this 
area will be conducted December 16 by 
Dr. Paul Thompson, director of the East 
Kentucky Tutorial programs at the 
Hindman Settlement School. The Floyd

"Approximately 10 percent of the 
population is dyslexic," Sparr said.

"Our tutorial program concentrates 
on one-to-one tutoring and a phonetic ap­
proach to reading and writing. Reading 
gains made by our children vary wide­
ly, but average nearly one school year 
for one semester of tutoring. " 

The Floyd county program meets on 
Tuesdays at St. Martha's Church from 
4 to 7:30p.m. Tuition is $50 per semester. 

Sparr urged parents who might be in­
terested in enrolling their children to 
contact Mrs. Clark, who is a supervisor 
in the program, as soon as possible. 

"All children who enter our program 
must be screened," he said, "and we can 
only do a limited amount of screenings 
at one time. This is the only one schedul­
ed for Floyd county this year.

An experimental machine breaks 

down herbicide wastes on farms into 
harmless byproducts and so helps keep 
groundwater clean. 

Wastes pass through two 55-gallon 
stainless steel drums easily carried on 
a pickup truck, says chemist Phillip C. 
Kearney of USDA's Agricultural 
Research Service. 

Ozone in the first drum breaks down 
the chemical bonding of the herbicides. 
The soil and sand in the second drum 
contain microorganisms that continue to 
degrade the waste. Wastewater from the 
machine then is poured into soil pits lin­
ed with clay or plastic, where microbes 
further break down the waste into 
harmless products such as water and 
carbon dioxide. 

Kearney and co-researchers at the 
Beltsville, Md., research center have us­
ed the technique to turn atrazine and

alachlor into "readily degradable pro­
ducts. " He adds that residues of these 
two most commonly used herbicides 
have been found in groundwater 
samples at several sites across the 
country. 

"If our method can prevent the dump­
ing of pesticide wastes into landfills or 
leaky disposal pits, we feel that we've 
gone a long way toward preventing 
pesticide residues from polluting 
groundwater," Kearney says. "This is 
the least expensive, most thorough 
method we know of." 

So far, he says, the machine also has 
tested effective for four other major 
pesticides: three herbicides-metri­
buzin, trifluralin and bentazon- and an 
insecticide, coumaphos. 

Kearney's equipment cost less than 
$8000 to construct in the laboratory and 
runs on about as much electricity as a 
room air conditioner. It can be plugged 
into farm current or run off a portable 
generator. 

He says farmers and small commer­
cial firms could use the technology to 
render pesticide wastes safe for 
disposal. Aerial spray applicators, land­
fill operators and pesticide wholesalers 
also are potential users. 

Kearney says wastewater contami­
nated with pesticides is produced mainly 
from mixing and loading pesticides, 
removing leftover pesticides from spray 
tanks, and cleaning equipment.

QUESTION: My uncle had a biopsy 
for an enlarged lymph gland under his 
arm. His doctor told him he has cancer 
but the cancer didn't begin there, it had 
spread there from somewhere else How 
can the doctor be sure that the cancer 
didn't begin in the lymph glands? If it 
didn't begin there. where did it begin? 

A!';SWER: When a biopsy is done, the 
tissue which is removed is sent to a lab 
for examination under a microscope. In 
most cases the pathologist <a doctor who 
specializes in the examination of tissue) 
can tell from the appearance of the 
tissue whether the tumor began in that 
tissue or spread from another organ 
(metastasized>. But it is not always 
possible to tell where the cancer began. 

In order to know how to treat your un­
cle's cancer, the next step is doing tests 
to find out where the tumor began. The 
first organs to be tested are the lungs, 
the colon and the prostate because they 
are the most common sites of cancer in 
men. If a tumor IS not found in one of 
these organs, other organs such as the 
stomach and the pancreas may be 
tested. Once a diagnosis is made, your 
uncle will be given the treatment options 
for the type of cancer he has. 

In a few cases, even after tests have 
been done, the primary site can't be 
found. This is called an unknown or oc­
cult primary and poses a problem in 
treatment decisions. Treatment may be 
deferred until the primary site can be 
found.

CASE Program Seeks 
Drunk Driving Halt 

During the holidays, the year's biggest 
partying season, thoughts too often must 
turn to the lives lost and shattered by 
drunken drivers. 

Along with stepped-up enforcement ef· 
forts, Kentucky is trying a preventive 
approach through education. 

More than 3,000 people who serve and 
sell alcohol have been specially trained 
to help keep drunken drivers off Ken· 
tucky roads since the Kentucky Depart· 
ment of Education began the Concern· 
ed Alcohol Server Education program, 
or CASE, a year ago. 

The CASE seminars began with 
employees of bars, restaurants, package 
liquor stores and convenience stores. 
Now they are being sought by country 
clubs, social organizations, college 
fraternities and sororities, and large 
concessionaires for public events. 

In half-day seminars, participants 
learn how to serve alcohol responsi· 
bly-to recognize various stages of in· 
toxication, to slow or cut off a 
customer's drinking courteously but ef· 
fectively and to prevent an intoxicated 
customer from driving a vehicle. 

The CASE·program was developed by 
the department's Office of Vocational 
Education at the request of the state's 
restaurant, hotel and motel, hospitality 
and alcoholic beverage sales associa· 
tions. CASE is one of many free on-the· 
job training programs the service in· 
dustry · training unit provides for 
businesses. 

The unusual business--education part· 
nership works two ways, said Ann Bard· 
well, associate superintendent for voca· 
tiona! education. 

Businesses that benefit from CASE 
seminars join the Department of Educa· 
tion's campaign to raise the state's 
educational level, encouraging their 
employees without high school diplomas 
to earn GED certificates, she said. Some 
establishments offer on-site classes 
toward the GED, or General Educa· 
tional Development certificate. 

Along with a deep concern for the 
deaths and injuries caused by drunken 
driving, businesses s~lling liquor are 
concerned about their legal liability for 
accidents. The Kentucky Supreme Court 
ruled in September that taverns could be 
held liable for drunken customers' auto 
accidents.

agent with a number of clients in the 
restaurant or liquor business, said most 
smaller businesses found liquor liabili· 
ty insurance impossible to get or pro· 
hibitively expensive. That makes the 
training oriented toward accident 
prevention especially important, he 
said. 

"There's much interest in approaches 
like the CASE training," Mosgrove said. 
"I have attended seminars, and I am im· 
pressed with the program." 

The alcohol awareness seminars are 
available throughout Kentucky for a 
$1·per·person materials fee. They are 
given at state vocational-technical 
schools and will be presented on site for 
businesses with at least 10 trainees.

Dairymen, Inc. Returns 
Equity To Dairy Farmers 

Members of Dairymen Inc. who 
marketed milk through their 17-state 
regional milk marketing cooperative in 
1982 are receiving equity checks, in­
terest and reinvestment confirmation 
notices totaling $12.1 million this week. 

This payment to approximately 10,000 
equity holders throughout the middle 
Atlantic and southeastern states 
represents average payments of $1,251 
which is in addition to members' regular 
milk checks. 

The amount described provides for the 
retirerrftmt of over $11 million of per unit 
capital retains and patronage dividends 
allocated to members' accounts for the 
fiscal year which ended Aug. 31, 1982, 
together with the retirement of approx­
imately $3.~ million of member equity 
reinvestment program (MERP) series 
1984 investments eligible for redemp­
tion, plus interest. 

Dairymen's Association Board of 
Directors authorized the retirement of 
this member equity at its October 1987 
board meeting. Each year the board 
must take the necessary action to 
authorize the retirement of member 
equity under the cooperative's revolving 
program. Dairymen has historically 
revolved its equity on one of the shortest 
retirement cycles in existence among 
dairy cooperatives. 

Dairymen members have invested 
$81.6 million in their cooperative as of 
the fiscal year ended on Aug. 31, 1986. 

''This member equity position reflects 
that Dairymen is financially sound while 
allowing the cooperative to carry out its 
effective marketing program," noted 
James E. Mueller, chief financial 
officer.

Ask To Modify Projects 

The Cabinet for Human Resources is 
reveiwing proposals from four eastern 
Kentucky hospitals to delete co,m­

-ponents of modernization projects ap­
proved in 1981. 

Appalachian Regional Hospitals in 
McDowell, Harlan, Middlesboro and 
South Williamson were issued cer­
tificates of need to implement various 
modernization projects, which the 
facilities are now asking to modify. 

McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital is seeking to modify its cer­
tificate by deleting the installation of a 
sprinkler system, replacement of the 
heating, ventilation and air conditioning 
system and construction of a heliport. 
Implemented components include 
replacing the roof and nurse call system, 
installing two new elevators and resur­
facing and expanding the parking lot. 
The capital expenditure would be reduc­
ed from $539,468 to $519,178. 

The Harlan Appalachian Regional 
H~pital request includes the deletion of 
the following components: sprinkler 
system installation, air conditioning and 
heating system improvements, parking 
lot resurfacing, a heliport construction 
and patient furniture replacement. The 
hospital has implemented other parts of 
the project, including installing a nurse 
call system and an elevator and replac­
ing laboratory and x-ray equipment and 
the roof. The capital expenditure would 
be reduced from $2,978,029 to $2,272,947. 

Middlesboro Appalachian Regional 
Hospital is asking to delete from its ap­
proved certificate of need the following: 
relocation of an emergency generator, 
installation of a sprinkler system and 
audio/visual alarms, replacement of air 
conditioning equipment and construe-

tion of a heliport. The hospital has im­
plemented parts of the project, including 
a roof and nurse call system replace­
ment, elevator installations, parking lot 
resurfacing and radiology and labora­
tory equipment improvements. The 
capital expenditure would be reduced 
from $1,749,560 to $904,908. 

The Williamson Appalachian Regional 
Hospital request includes deletion of a 
heating, ventilation and air conditioning 
system replacement, heliport construc­
tion and sprinkler and audio/visual 
alarm installations. The hospital has 
completed laboratory equipment, roof 
and furniture replacements, elevator 
and nurse call system installations and 
parking lot repairs. The capital expen­
diture would be reduced from $2,117,278 
to $1,114,451. 

The projects are being considered 
under nonsubstantive review status, 
which expedites the formal review pro­
cess required for a certificate of need. 
Such status can be granted in certain 
cases involving no substantial change in 
facilities, equipment or services. 

Persons affected by the proposals 
may request a public hearing on the ap­
plications. Requests must be submitted 
in writing before Dec. 10 to Jack S. 
Lesshafft, Chairman, Commission for 
Health Economics Control in Kentucky, 
275 E. Main St., Frankfort, Ky.

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HARD DECISIONS 
By WILMAY 

When it comes to trusting any leader 
of our chief adversary, its poor record 
of keeping treaties, agreements, etc. , 
prompts many citizens to hope the 
President gives more heed to various top 
men in both parties about moving slow· 
ly and taking extra caution. MASTERS 
OF DECEIT, by the late J . Edgar 
Hoover of the FBI , left an indelible im· 
pression on millions because it is an ex­
pose of Communist philosophy out to 
control the world . Since an enormous 
percentage of countries and people are 
already under communist rule deep con­
cern over the summit is no surprise for 
countless reasons. ' 

Reports say the new American em· 
bassy under construction in Russia was 
bugged from the beginning. The United 
Nations has provided diplomatic im· 
munity for thousands, some of whom 
had to be deported. As for verification, 
comparable size of the two nations com­
pels careful and prayerful thought, for 
Russia is gigantic with Siberia, where 
almost any breach could likely occur 
and go undetected. American dealings 
have always been in the open. Gor­
bachev favors glasnost or openness, but 
is not finding it easy to sell the idea to 
numbers of his leaders and compatriots. 
His regime and policies may not last 
forever! These facts alone show how im­
perative it is that the President continue 
to insist upon retaining SDI, Strategic 
Defense Initiative, or Star Wars, we 
believe, also that Congress should gladly 
finance same. 

It's a shame that U.S.laws and those 
of several states permit attaching some 
unrelated items to bills that few officials 
would dare veto. Shouldn't the filibuster 
also be outlawed? Congress would have 
more time to get down to business if lob­
bying were made illegal, and who doubts 
that there would be far less corruption 
if this were done? If the general public 
knew how lavishly Congress has provid­
ed itself with fringe benefits galore, plus 
above average retirement, the Cost of 
Living Increase without an annual vote 
on same might come to an end most 
citizens would welcome. No doubt occa­
sional public figures could earn more in 
business or industry than Uncle Sam 
pays a majority, but how many attain­
ed such pinnacles prior to serving 
government? Taxpayers are concerned 
about such matters. We provide abun­
dant retirement along with a large staff 
for Presidents and some other public 
figures in high echelons. Generous 
stipends are paid presidential widows 
regardless of their personal wealth, it is 
reported, and few indeed ever declined 
the lucre. High officials who are compe­
tent to write a book-with or without 
assistance-reap rich rewards thereby. 
Taxpayers pay huge sums to maintain 
expensive monuments and libraries 
honormg Presidents today, often during 
their lifetimes, while multiplied 
thousands are hungry and homeless. 
Some are worthy of such recognition, 
but why hasn't someone thought to build 
a monument to the miners who risk their 
lives every day they enter the mines and 
the farmers who feed all of us? Aren't 
we deeply indebted to both groups? 

Once upon a time the office of the 
President sought the man or at least 
everyone thought so! Today a dozen 
seek it, with others in the wing wait 
hopefully for an upset, but in the long 
run, only one can win. There was a day 
when a few weeks or months campaign­
ing sufficed. Now it starts long before 
the final year of a President's term. It's 
one facet of American life some would 
like to see changed. Might not part of the 
time and money spent on modern cam­
paigns be spent in better ways, such as 
helping to pay the national debt, improv­
ing education for illiterates, aiding han­
dicapped persons, research in disease, 
etcetera?

QUESTION: Is it true that frozen 
vegetables can be just as nutritious a 
choice as fresh ones? 

ANSWER: This is a question that 
comes to mind as we see the last of the 
summer garden! Fresh vegetables are 
the quality choice tor peak flavor and 
nutrition, but frozen vegetables are a 
great alternative. 

The longer the time span from garden 
to table, the more opportunity there is 
for the environment to affect the quali­
ty of fresh produce. Air, temperature 
changes, water, and even light can lower 
the availability of some nutrients, 
especially Vitamin C. Fresh produce in 
the supermarket has probably suffered 
many abuses from the time of picking 
to the day of purchase. 

According to the processors, frozen 
vegetables are rushed from farm to 
freezer. Food companies know that the 
quality of their product depends on quick 
and careful handling. Concern for such 
factors as color, texture, and flavor 
usually means nutrients are also pro­
tected and kept close to the quality of 
well-handled fresh produce. 

Choose fresh or frozen vegetables with 
confidence, but look for signs of 
mishandling at the supermarket. Fresh 
produce should have no signs of wilting 
or drying out since water loss indicates 
possible nutrient loss. Shop where frozen 
foods are handled with care. Limp, 
discolored packages, food shifted to one 
end, and frost-covered wrappings may 
indicate the food was thawed and 
refrozen.

FOR RENT Chocolate contains small amounts of 
a substance known as oxalic acid, some­
thing that is found in other foods in­
cluding certain vegetables. In the body, 
oxalic acid can combine with calcium. 
This is a natural process that prevents 
a small amount of the calcium from do­
ing the work it is intended to do. There­
maining calcium is still available. 

An example is the popular beverage 
chocolate milk, a high calcium food. 
Studies have shown that less than one 
percent of the 280 milligrams of calcium 
available in eight ounces of chocolate 
milk is affected. That means about three 
milligrams of calcium is attached to the 
oxalic acid found in the chocolate but at 
least 275 milligrams of calcium is still 
available to contribute to health and 
nutrition.

Is Not Uncommon

Traditionally the holiday season is 
associated with times of good cheer and 
friendly feelings. The reality. however, 
is there is often something else­
depression. 

Sam Quick, family life specialist for 
the University of Kentucky Cooperative 
Extension Service, said depression is a 
rather common phenomenom at this 
time of the year. 

"There are a lot of reasons for it, but 
the main one is that often we have 
unrealistic expectations of the holiday 
season," Quick said. "There's a buildup 
that lasts at least a month and a half, 
and then, boom, it's over, and some­
times it's not what we had built it up to 
be." 

Quick said popular images such as 
those sometimes promoted on television 
may paint an unrealistic image of 
perfect families which create an "ideal" 
holiday situation that often cannot be 
achieved. The reason is that for many 
people, a large family gathering can be 
depressing because of internal problems 
such as illness, death, divorce or cer­
tam family members simply not getting 
along with each other. 

Other major reasons for depression, 
he said, are loneliness the financial 
burdens of Christmas shopping and even 
disappointment over the presents 
received. 

Alcohol consumption goes up during 
the holidays, Quick said, which can com­
pound the problem. "When a person who 
is already depressed takes a depressant 
drug, the problems can multiply," he 
said. 

Quick said anyone is susceptible to 
holiday depression, regardless of age, 
sex or background. 

"It generally affects people who feel 
they have a lack of control over their 
lives," he said. "When things are going 
wrong and they feel powerless and don't 
have anyone to turn to or confide in, it 
sets in. "These are often people without 
a strong social network, be it family or 
friends. It doesn't mean you need a lot 
of friends , but you need someone who 
will be there for you." 

Quick said one of the best ways to 
combat holiday depression is by doing 
some activity with other people. 

"Visit a nursing home; go to a holiday 
church service; sing Christmas carols; 
it's a lot harder to be depressed when 
you're doing something with a lot of hap­
py people. 

"The important thing is to have a 
more positive attitude. You want to be

Depression is usually relatively 
minor, Quick said, but sometimes it is 
quite serious and can be biochemically 
related. He recommended consulting a 
physician or mental health professional 
for extreme or extended bouts.

Christmas Cookies ... 

Good-For-You Goodies 
From the American Institute for Cancer Research 

While many baked goods tend to be 
high in fat; it doesn't always have to be 
that way. Lower fat cookies can be just 
as tasty, but remember that lower fat 
doesn't necessarily mean low-calorie. 

Try making your cookie recipes with 
only one-half to three-quarters as much 
fat <butter, shortening, margarine, etc.) 
as usual Experiment with including one 
or two of your favorite dried fruits for 
added flavor and nutrition. When possi­
ble, substitute whole grain flour for all 
purpose flour. 

MERINGUE FINGER COOKIES 
These light-as-air cookies are made 

with no fat at all! 
3 egg whites, at room temperature 
1/4 tsp. cream of tartar 
1/2 cup sugar 
1 tsp vanilla extract 
In a small bowl at high speed, beat the 

egg whites and cream of tartar until soft 
peaks form . Gradually add sugar, 2 
tablespoons at a time, beating after each 
addition until sugar is dissolved. Add 
vanilla and continue beating until stiff, 
glossy peaks form. Heat oven to 200 
degrees. Line cookie sheets with brown 
wrapping paper or foil. 

Spoon meringue into decorating bag 
weith medium star tube. Pipe into 3-inch 
by 3/4-inch fingers, about 1 inch apart 
on cookie sheets. Bake 1 hour or until 
set. 

In mixing bowl, cream shortening 
with sugars. Beat in eggs, pumpkin and 
vanilla . Sift flour, baking soda and 
spices into bowl and mix. Stir in raisins. 
Drop by teaspoonfuls onto lightly greas­
ed baking sheets. Bake in 375 degree 
oven 12 to 15 minutes. Cool; frost with 
Lemon Glaze or serve plain. 

Lemon Glaze: In mixing bowl, blend 
1 tablespoon soft margarine, 1 cup sifted 
powdered sugar, 1 tablespoon lemon 
juice and 1 tablespoon grated lemon 
peel. Add enough milk to make a thin 
glaze <about 1 tablespoon). This recipe 
makes about 3 dozen 2-inch cookies. 
Each cookie contains one gram of fat 
and 37 calories unglazed, or 59 calories 
glazed.

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Celebrates Fifth Birthday Best Tillage System Depends 
On Soil and Weather Conditions 

David Brent Symon celebrated his 
fifth birthday with an Alf birthday par­
ty.

He is the grandson of Arnold and Ocie 
Manuel, of Martin, and Wilma Symon, 
of Louisville and great-grandson of An­
na Isaac, of Martin. 

In January, the 1988 Kentucky 
General Assembly·will consider a two 
year, $3.95 billion budget request for ser­
vices provided or funded by the Cabinet 
for Human Resources, including a two­
to-one, federal-to-state tax dollar ratio. 

The advent of chemical weed control 
in the 1950s and the growth of conserva­
tion tillage in the 1960s and '70s has fuel 
ed a continuing debate about which 
tillage system is best-conventional, 
minimum or no-till. 

Farmers and researchers have since 
learned that no one tillage system can 
hold the title of "best" under all condi­
twns. Soil type, weather, topography, 
crops and individual farming goals in­
fluence tillage performance. Because of 
this, tillage choices always have to be 
s1te specific. 

"If there is one common thread to 
follow in choosing a tillage sytem, it's 
economics," says Dr. Richard Johnson, 
senior scientist at the Deere & Company 
technical center in Moline, Illinois. 
"Short-term cashflow has to be balanc­
ed against long-term soil maintenance. 

"A good tillage system should produce 
profitable crops while also controlling 
water and wind erosion. It must also be 
able to incorporate fertilizers, her­
bicides and pesticides without endanger­
ing soil or groundwater supplies. 

"Tillage choices can be complex, so 
the best way to start is by defining the 
overall goal," says Johnson. "The fun­
damental objective is to control pests 
while conditioning the soil for planting. 

"Tillage tools and crop chemicals are 
simply the means to an end. They can 
be used in any combination. It's impor­
tant to pick tillage tools with the most 
flexibiity to meet changing conditions. 
What works one year might be all wrong 
the next." 

Johnson stresses that only a broad 
range of knowledge and keen observa-

"But leave the 'grea"t tillage debate' 
in the coffee shop. Anyone who rigidly 
believes that one particular tillage 
system beats all others is headed for 
trouble. 

are continually improvmg, and what 
was impossible last year may well be 
developed into a successful technique 
two or thr.ee years from now Keep up 
with what's going on- it's a dynam1c 
industry. 

"One technique that looks promising 
is rotating tillage practices. much as we 
rotate crops. Mix different tillage prac­
tices together. Switch to disking or field 
cultivating and Jeavt• a lot of surface 
residue to help control erosion, bu! then 
every few years, switch back to deeper 
tillage with the moldboard plow or chisel 
plow to incorporate nutrients and con­
trol shallow germinating weeds. 

"Maybe use a moldboard plow follow­
ing corn, then the next year, try no-till 
following soybeans. In wheat country, 
alternate deep tillage in the fall wtth 
deep tillage in the spring. Don't be afraid 
to mix your techniques. Use whatever 
farming tools you have to best advan­
tage for the season and the conditions. 

"Tillage choices are complex and the 
selection of techniques has to change as 
nature changes, or as economic 
change," Olson says. "Change is the one 
constant. Whether we're agricultural 
engineers or farmers, we all have to con­
tinue to adapt. That's what makes far­
ming challenging and rewarding."

Beef, Hog Prices Down, 
Grain Prices on Rise 

Prices Kentucky farmers received for 
grain in the first half of November were 
higher than the October averages, but 
livestock prices were slightly to substan­
tially lower, according to the Kentucky 
Agricultural Statistics Service. 

Corn, with a mid-November price of 
$1.87 a bushel, was 13 cents above the 
October average of $1.73. Soybeans, with 
a mid-November price of $5.45 a bushel, 
were 31 cents above the October price 
and 55 cents above November 1986. 
Wheat prices, at $2.63 a bushel for mid­
November, were four cents above the 
October average. 

"Unfortunately," said Agriculture 
Commissioner David E. Boswell, "beef 
cattle prices were slightly lower at mid­
November, but at least they are still 
higher than the average of a year ago." 

Beef cattle, with a mid-November 
price of $56, were lower than the October 
price of $57.60, but higher than the 
November 1986 price of $45.50. Calves, 
with a mid-November price of $74.70, 
were 80 cents lower than October, but 
$18.40 above a year ago. 

Hog prices were substantially lower at 
mid-November than October 1987 and 
November 1986. Hogs, with a mid­
November price of $40.80, were $8.20 
lower than the October average of $49.10 
and $11.60 lower than a year ago. Bar­
rows and gilts, with a mid-November 
price of $41.40, were $8.10 lower than in 
October and $11.40 below a year ago.

Any Kentucky parent will testify that 

raising a child is a costly venture-in 
terms of time, energy and dollars. But 
when teens raise children, the costs are 
greater and reach beyond time and 
money and the immediate family. 

Who bears the cost? The teen parents 
themselves. Their children. Society as 
a whole. What are the costs? A look first 
at the price teens pay for becoming 
parents too soon. 

Eighty percent of pregnant teens 17 
and under never finish high school, ac­
cording to Ted Hanekamp of the Ken­
tucky Department for Health Services. 
"In today's job market, it's not very like­
ly that someone without a high school 
diploma, job skills or work experience 
can support themselves, much less a 
family," said Hanekamp, manager of 
the maternal and family planning 
branch. 

Almost a quarter of the teens who 
have a baby become pregnant again 
within a year, he said, making it even 
more unlikely that these girls will ac­
cumulate job experience or finish their 
education. 

Those who become fathers before 18 
are about 40 percent less likely to 
graduate from high school, he said. 

"When you look at these facts," said 
Hanekamp, "it's easy to see that a 
16-year-old with two kids is facing a 
rough future. And so are those two 
children." 

Hanekamp says that half of all teen 
mothers raise their children as single 
parents. And teen marriage is no 
guarantee for a stable future-they are 
two to three times more likely to end in 
divorce than marriages among older 
people. 

"These facts should very much con­
cern a nation that considers the 
family-mother, father and children­
as the foundation for our society," 
Hanekamp said. "These young people 
and their children, for the most part, 
face a future void of a stable family life 
and anything but the barest necessities. 

"I don't want to paint a picture so 
grim that it suggests that teen parents 
can't escape these problems," he said. 
"Those with very supporting families 
and a solid emotional background can 
build a future for themselves, but it 
takes a lot of determination and hard 
work." 

In 1986, Kentucky teens had 9,028live 
births. Hanekamp points out that Ken­
tucky had the highest white and third 
highest overall percentage of teen births 
nationwide in 1984, the latest year for 
available comparable figures. The 
United States leads the developed world 
in the percentage of teen births. 

Besides affecting prospects for educa­
tion and employment, teenage pregnan­
cies are associated with serious health 
consequences for both mother and child, 
Hanekamp said. 

"This department's philosophy has 
been that we should first try to prevent 
teen pregnancies, which is the 
preferable route," he said, "while realiz­
ing that once a girl gets pregnant, she 
needs help to insure her baby a healthy 
start in life." 

Consequences of teen pregnancy in­
clude a greater incidence of premature 
and low birth-weight babies, mental 
retardation and infant and maternal 
mortality. Pregnant teens are more like­
ly to suffer prolonged labor. Poor eating 
habits among teens can complicate 
pregnancies. 

"About 41 percent of Kentucky's teen 
mothers either receive prenatal care 
after the first three months of their 
pregnancy or don't have any prenatal 
care at all," he said. "Early and ade­
quate prenatal care is recognized as the 
most important factor in having a 
healthy pregnancy and baby. 

" In fact, physicians in this state have 
shown that with early and adequate 
prenatal care, age really doesn't matter 
and teens can have healthy babies," hr: 
said. "We just have to get them into ear­
ly prenatal care." 

Sometimes this is difficult, he said, 
because a teen may deny or ignore .her

Some are just not aware of the impor­
tance of good health care during 
pregnancy, he said. 

Denial may be attributed in part to the 
drastic changes a pregnant teen must 
reckon with, says Shirley Martin, R.N., 
of the Emerson Teenage Parent Pro­
gram School <TAPPi, a Jefferson Coun­
ty public school. 

TAPP is an optional school for preg­
nant teens where students take a regular 
high school curriculum and parenting 
classes. In existence since 1970, TAPP 
has about 500 students yearly and a staff 
of 50 teachers, nurses and social 
workers. 

"Just when she should be trying her 
wings-socializing, playing sports, being 
involved in school activities-there's a 
baby to consider," said Martin. 

"A lot depends on the girl's family­
some take care of the baby while she 
leads her teenage life," she said. 
"Others tell the teen that the baby is her 
responsibility and must come before ball 
games and dances and movies. 

"It's very difficult for them to take on 
the adult responsibilities of parenthood 
when they're still trying to develop their 
self-identity and independence," she 
said. 

"Parenthood is a difficult job even for 
adults," said Martin, "especially in a 
society that has made few provisions for 
teaching the skills and education need­
ed to become a good parent."

Houston and Pittsburgh both took full 
advantage of the latest Browns loss. And 
the AFC West suffered as much as 
Cleveland did. 

The Oilers whipped San Diego 33-18, 
handing the Chargers their third 
straight loss and dropping them from 
the number one position in the Western 
Division. 

Pittsburgh, continuing to keep their 
playoffs alive, upset Seattle in the steel 
city 13-9. With the loss the Sea Hawks 
dropped one game and a half behind 
Denver. 

The Broncos, 2-3-1 after their first six 
games, drilled New England 31-20 Sun­
day and claimed sole possession of first 
place. Denver plays at Seattle this week. 

New England, with the loss, dropped 
to 5-7 on the season and fell to fifth place 
in the AFC East. The Patriots, tied for 
first place two weeks ago, have lost two 
straight and three of their last four 
games. 

They now trail division leader In­
dianapolis by two games. The Colts, on 
the strength of their win over Cleveland, 
own the undisputed lead for one of the 
few times this season. 

The Colts were given sole possession 
of the East's top spot because Los 
Angeles defeated Buffalo, 34-21, as Marc 
Wilson threw for over 300 yards and 
three touchdowns. 

Miami also gave Indianapolis a big 
boost by beating the New York Jets 
Monday night. Dan Marino threw a 
touchdown pass to tight end Dan 
Johnson, and Troy Stradford ran 'for 
three scores as the Dolphins roared out 
to a 27-o halftime lead. 

After that it was merely coast time for 
Miami as they defeated the Jets, 37-28. 

Two intra-divisional games may clear 
up the East's picture. Indianapolis plays 
at home against Buffalo. The Jets and 
Patriots are scheduled to play in 
Foxboro. 

Elsewhere around the NFL from week 
13; Vinny Testa verde established a new 
mark for most yards passing in a single 
game by a rookie. Testaverde, starting 
his first game for Tampa Bay, threw for 
369 yards, bettering Steve Grogan's 
rookie mark by four yards ... The 
Philadelphia Eagles led New York 2Q-6 
but eventually lost 23-20 in overtime, 
stretching the Giants' winning streak to 
six over Philadelphia ... Jim Everett 
threw for 324 yards and three 
touchdowns as Los Angeles made it four 
wins in a row ... Tex Schramm, Dallas 
GM, called the Cowboys' 21-10 loss to 
Atlanta the low point of his professional 
career ... Steve Largent, with a catch 
against Pittsburgh, improved his con­
secutive catch streak to 149 games.

Betsy Layne won the cheerleading 
trophy for the women's division, and 
McDowell received the runnerup award. 

The Eastern Kentucky Colonels saw 
their season come to an abrupt end, 
Saturday, when they lost to Nor­
theastern Louisiana, 33-32, in the Divi­
sion lAA football playoffs. 

The Colonels led 32-30 with only 14 
seconds remaining in the game, but 
Northeast kicked a 48-yard field goal to 
put an end to Eastern's hopes of another 
national championship. 

Eastern has been in the championship 
game four times in the past eight years 
while Northeast was making their first 
appearance ever in the playoffs. 

1 The Colonels end their season at 10-3. 
i'lortheastern Louisiana improved to 
11-2. 

Eastern's talented tailback duo of 
James Crawford and Elroy Harris fail­
ed for the first time in their last six 
games to each rush for over 100 yards. 
Harris gained 110 yards on the ground 
and Crawford finished with 87. 

Northeast threw for 456 yards and two 
touchdowns. That was the most yardage 
EKU had given up in a single game all 
year. 

Tim Brown, a wide receiver and kick 
returner for Notre Dame, won the Reis­
man Trophy, Saturday, easily out­
distancing Syracuse quarterback Don 
McPherson, who finished second. 

Gordie Lockbaum, a two-way player 
from Holy Cross, finished third in the 
balloting. Lorenzo White, Michigan 
State's explosive tailback, ended up 
fourth, and Craid Heyward, the leading 
rusher in the nation, came in fifth . 

Heyward is a 280-pound tailback for 
Pittsburgh. 

Brown was the first non-backfield per­
farner to win the trophy since Johnny 
Rodgers. a flanker from Nebraska, who 
won the award in 1972. 

Only twice before did someone other 
than a running back or quarterback win 
the Heisman Trophy. In 1949 an end 
from Notre Dame, Leon Hardt, won the 

award, and in 1936, Larry Kelley, an end 
from Yale, was voted the Reisman 
winner. 

The University of Kentucky, thanks to 
solid play on their behalf and some help 
from Vanderbilt, is now the number one 
rated college basketball team in the 
country. 

The Wildcats, rated number two 
behind North Carolina, defeated In­
diana, 82-76, in overtime Saturday. The 
Cats were led in scoring by Ed Davender 
with 22 points and Rex Chapman with 20. 

While Kentucky was busy beating up 
on Indiana, Vanderbilt was showing 
number one North Carolina some of that 
not-so-friendly SEC hospitality. 

Will Purdue, Vandy's talented center, 
scored 23 points as the Commodores 
upset North Carolina, 78-76, Saturday. 

The Vandy win, coupled with the 
Wildcats' victory in Indianapolis, allow­
ed Kentucky to move ahead of North 
Carolina in the polls and into the number 
one slot. 

UK's next game is Saturday at home 
against Louisville, who opened their 
sE>ason Saturday with a 69-54 loss to 
Notre Dame. 

Kentucky is 3-0 on the season, and 
Louisville is 0-1. 

The 1987 Jenny Wiley Invitational 
Tournament will be held this week at the 
Prestonsburg High School Fieldhouse.

Poolplayers Advance 
In National Tourney 

Top amateur poolplayers from 5 
states are headed to Louisville to com­
pete in the national qualifying round of 
the $100,000 Busch Pool League National 
Singles Championship Tournament, the 
richest of its kind in the nation. 

In all, more than 55 poolplayers will 
chalk up at the Back Door Lounge, 1250 
Bardstown Road on December 12-13. 

Each of the competitors earned a 
berth in the national qualifier by battl­
ing off elimination in local contests. 

"The players who are going to the na­
tional qualifying round represent the 
best of what was an original field of 5,000 
poolplayers," said Terry Bell, president 
of the American Poolplayers Associa­
tion, which sanctions the Busch Pool 
League 

The Louisville national qualifier is one 
of 11 being held nationwide. In all, 64 
men and 32 women poolplayers will earn 
a shot to compete in the tournament 
finals, held January 28-31 in Orlando, 
Florida. 

The Orlando championship will 
feature first place prize money of $10,000 
and $7,000 respectively, for the men's 
and women's divisions . 

This is the second year for the Busch 
Pool League Singles tournament. The 
competition features a unique, copy­
righted handicapping system designed 
to allow players of all skill levels to com­
pete fairly against each other. 

The system utilizes a formula that 
measures offensive scoring ability by 
counting the number of turns, or mnmgs, 
it takes a player to win a game. The 
result is a handicap of how many games 
a player must win to capture a match.

It is more than just a basketball game. 

Its interest, although involving two in­
state schools, goes far beyond the boun­
daries of Kentucky. 

But it is unexplainable, a basketball 
phenomenon that goes beyond the realm 
of realization and into a higher 
stratispher of intensity, excitement, and 
pressure. 

It is consistently one of the most visi­
ble basketball games of the season. It 
rates as a major advertising buy 
because all college basketball fans try 
to watch it. 

Louisville vs. Kentucky? Kentucky vs. 
Louisville? 

This is only one question that the two 
schools try to answer. Who is the Blue­
grass state's top basketball school? 

lt depends mostly on your geographi­
callocation, favorite color, and all that 
important stuff. 

The two schools haven't enjoyed the 
benefits of a continuous yearly meeting 
for long, but this rivalry has been at a 
high point for the longest of times. 

Even though they now play only one 
game a year, the battle is kept alive by 
fans the year 'round. Its never dying 
competition keeps fans working with 
words, numbers, and facts and figures. 

They love to get one up on the other. 
But here only one stat overrules all 
others, the final score of the basketball 
game between Kentucky and Louisville.· 

It doesn't hurt that both schools rank 
consistently among the nation's best 
basketball programs. It doesn't hurt that 
both schools always have some of the 
best players in the country. 

It doesn't hurt that each loves to hate 
the other, but most importantly and 
above all else, it doesn't hurt that pride 
in their basketball teams runs deeper 
than the ocean and stands taller than the 
Redwood tree. 

Who is best? Right now the Universi­
ty of Kentucky is. They won the battle 
last year, and in impressive style. 

Actually the 'Cats embarrassed Louis­
ville, 85-51, on national television last 
year. Kentucky shot 54.2 percent for that 
game, including 11 of 17 from three-point 
land. The Cardinals struggled early, 
shot lousy, 36 percent, and were given 
a whipping in their own house, Freedom 
Hall. 

The loss was Louisville's worst in a 
season that saw them lose several 
games by a large margin. But worst of 
all, it came from Kentucky. 

Richard Madison hauled down 17 re­
bounds for Kentucky, an individual 
season high, and Rex Chapman scored 
25 points, equaling his season high. 

Louisville's high scorer, a tie between 
Tony Kimbro and Felton Spencer, bare­
ly hit double figures, scoring 10 points. 
Kimbro isn't even eligible until January, 
and Spencer isn't even a starter. 

Still they come, guided by eyes of fire 
and minds of optimism, up 75 for a 
chance at revenge. They want just one 
more chance to beat the Big Blue. A win 
would at least allow them to say that 
they are Kentucky's true university. 

Education doesn't have anything to do 
with it. Neither does enrollment. This is 
basketball land and only through basket­
ball can either one earn statewide 
respect and recognition. 

It will all come to a head and probably 
boil over Saturday. It tips off at 1:30, but 
the tension has been building since last 
year. Fueled by pride and powered by 
hatred, the battle of the Bluegrass is 
about to lift the curtain on another act 
in this continuous basketball drama. 

The fact that UK has been impressive 
in 1987 and Louisville a mirror of last 
season's disappointing show might have 
taken the edge off sharp pre-game 
discussions. 

Nah, this is Louisville vs. Kentucky, 
the city trying to capture the state and 
the Big Blue defending its turf and its 
pride. 

Eddie Sutton captured the hearts of all 
Wildcat fans early in his Kentucky 
career when he said that Louisville 
would always be UK's little brother. 

Denny Crum retaliates by asking, who 
has won the most championships in the 
1980s? 

The coaches, highly publicized and as 
volatile as the two teams' fans. have 
done nothing more than add fuel to this 
intra-state fire that shows no signs of 
burning out. 

There are no in-betweeners in this 
basketball fight. Either fans love Ken­
tucky and hate Louisville or love 
Louisville and hate Kentucky. 

My favorite two teams are Kentucky 
and whoever is playing Louisville. You 
could reverse the angle and it would tell 
the same story. These two programs do 
not like each other. Fans say it. 
Coachers agree to it, and T-shirts have 
been printed up with the same effects. 

Most of all they love to beat each 
other- nothing better in the world than 
to beat the Cards, or the Cats. 

Not many opportunities came around 
when you see your favorite team win 
and your least favorite team lose. But 
then there is always the worst of both 

worlds. 
So far Louisville has done little in 

proving their opinion that they are really 
Kentucky's best team. Not in these head· 
to-head affairs. 

UK's 34-point win last year remains 
the highlight of their season and with 
it the Cats can continue their bragging 
rights in the Bluegrass area. 

And not much is expected to change 
this time around. 

Last year Louisvdle struggled 
because of poor guard play. Denny 
Crum went out and got one of the best 
prep guards in the nation, LaBradford 
Smith, but so far his productin has been 
limited. The Cardinals have played on­
ly one game but then they failed to hit 
a three-pointer and fell on their faces in· 
the Big Four Classic. 

Notre Dame whipped Louisville 69-54 
Saturday. The Cards once again struggl­
ed from the outside, shooting 37 percent 
from the floor and showed their vuner­
ability to a talented guard. 

David Rivers poured in a career high 
32 points, proving the Cardinal guards 
were not only punchless but also 
defenseless. 

Kentucky, on the other side of the win­
loss column, defeated Indiana in over­
time. The Cats strength appears to be 
Louisville's weakness-guard play. 

Ed Davender and Rex Chapman com­
bined for 42 points against IU, showing 
why they are regarded as the best 
backcourt in the nation. 

Rob Lock and Cedrick Jenkins scored 
14 points apiece and appear poised to 
give the Wildcats an inside game this 
year. Freshman Leron Ellis is also 
capable of pilling up impressive offen­
sive numbers inside. 

Kentucky made the necessary ad­
justments needed for improvement. 
Louisville apparently didn't. The Cats 
have been impressive this year. The 
Cards haven't. 

It all points toward another big 
Wildcat victory. But who knows when 
these two teams play. Emotions collide, 
intensity soars. The battle is about to 
begin but the war may never end.

The junior from Tampa, Fla. set the 
single-season passing record with 2,481 
yards this season. He also moved into 
third on the all-time offensive yardage 
list with 4,141 yards and moved into third 
on the all-time career passing list with 
4,419 yards. Gruden was named the co­
Southeastern Conference Player of the 
Week by the Associated Press after the 
Tulane game when he led the Cardinals 
to a come-from-behind 42-40 win with 
four touchdown passes. He completed 
209 of 397 passes this season for 17 
touchdowns, one shy of the single-season 
touchdown record held by Ed Rubbert. 

"When we talk of personal winners, I 
think Jay is truly one of the great per­
sonal winners I have been around," said 
coach Howard Schnellenberger. "Had 
he played at a Miami, a Stanford or at 
Illinois, where a team throws the ball a 
reasonable amount of the time, you'd be 
reading things about All-America and 
possible Heisman Trophy about Jay."

Allen Central, as they left the court for 
the locker room, heard it from their 
coach, Bonita Compton, who let her 
displeasure be known. What had been 
only a three-point deficit turned sour 
rapidly. 

"We played lousy tournament ball," 
Compton said after the game. "As com­
pared to the way we can play-lousy." 

The Lady Rebs , with three of their 
first seven players either out of action 
or nursing injuries, trailed by as many 
as 26 points in the second half before 
eventually losing by 13. 

"We've got to get everybody healthy," 
Compton said. "Look at that," the coach 
continued, pointing at the Allen Central 
bench. "We've got more crutches than 
a hospital has." 

The Lady Rebs entered the tourna­
ment without one starter from the 
1986-87 season, Michelle Floyd. She, like 
starter and leading scorer from last 
year, Joann Conn, is nursing a sprain-

ed ankle. 
Allen Central also lost Tiff Click who 

sprained her ankle Thursday night in the 
Lady Rebs' 49-43 victory over Wheel­
wright. 

The final score on the scoreboard had 
Allen Central with only 47 points, but the 
official book tallied a total of 49. 

The Lady Rebs were led in scoring by 
Joann Conn and Stacy Moore. Both 
scored 14 points each. 

"Joann's our backbone," Compton 
said of Conn. "She didn't prove that 
she's the best player in the county dur­
ing the tournament, but she is. I don't 
care what anybody says. Her shot's off. 
Everything's off." 

Playing with a heavily wrapped and 
painful foot, Conn scored a total of 20 
points in Allen Central's two tournament 
games. 

For Betsy Layne, leaders were as 
numerous as steals created by the Lady 
Bobcat pressing defense. Most of those 
came by one of their leading scorers. 

"I thought our guards really played 
well," Henry said. "They played good 
defense. They had a lot of steals on our 
trap defense that played an important 
role." 

Jennifer Hunt finished the game with 
16 points while fellow back court mate 
Tracy Hall ended up with a total of eight 
points.

Christmas falls during the heart of the 
hunting season, and since hunting and 
fishing licenses expire December 31, a 
new 1988 license would make a perfect 
gift. A hunting or fishing license is as 
essential as a gun or rod and reel, yet 
much more inexpensive. 

Hunters who receive their new license 
just before the old one expires don't lose 
time waiting in long lines or trying to get 
to the county courthouse during holiday 
hours. That's important when there may 
be only a day or two available to hunt 
before going back to work. Likewise, the 
fisherman who gets his 1988 license for 
Christmas will be ready to hit the water 
come the first warm day of spring. 

Another important aspect of hunting 
and fishing is being informed of new 
regulations, programs, seasons and 
sporting opportunities across the state. 
To keep up-to-date on what the Depart­
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources is 
doing, a subscription to Kentucky Hap­
py Hunting Ground magazine would be 
ideal. 

Not only does the publication provide 
timely, accurate and interesting articles 
about hunting, fishing and wildlife 
management, but it also has features on 
other outdoor-related activities, Ken­
tucky's nongame animals and wild­
flowers. 

Happy Hunting Ground magazine can 
be ordered from the department at the 
rate of $5 for one year, or $9 for two 
years. For $14 you get a three-year

The calendar, which 
contains hunting season dates, little­
known facts about Kentucky Wildlife 
and the best times for fishing, is il­
lustrated with excellent color photo­
graphy of wildlife and outdoor activities. 

Actually, giving these gifts also gives 
a gift to the conservation of fish and 
wildlife, since the money is used to 
manage and protect our state's 
resources. Management programs and 
land acquisition for wildlife habitat are 
two items that are made possible from 
license sales, and both game and 
nongame species benefit. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources is funded through the sale of 
hunting and fishing licenses. It receives 
no state tax fund dollars , so sportsmen 
pay for conservation and the improve­
ment of hunting and fishing opportuni-• 
ties .

Reiser celebrates himself 
in HBO·'s 'Out on a Whim'

Last year, Shirley Mac­
Laine's out-of-body an­
tics in the ABC miniseries 
"Out on a Limb" gave 

• non-believers an oppor­
tunity to take potshots at 
the great beyond.

Now Paul Reiser 
launches another dig at 
the cosmic-minded ac­
tress in "On Location: 
Paul Reiser - Out on a 
Whim," which airs Tues­
day, Dec. 15, and Friday, 
Dec. 18 on HBO. 

"Out on a Whim" be­
gins with Reiser dream­
ing he is in a cauldron 
surrounded by spear-tot­
ing natives who eye him 
as cannibal cuisine. He 
can save himself only by 
answering a simple ques­
tion: "What's the 'Main 
Thing,' Paul'?" 

A simple question, per­
haps, but in this hourlong 
show Reiser bungles the 
answer. The main thing, 
in comedy specials, 
should be to let standup 
comedians do what they 
do best - perform on 
stage before a live audi­
cnc<·. Clips from a stage 
performance are includ-

ed here, but they seem 
gratuitous, as if the pro­
ducers remembered at 
the last minute that the 
show is called "On Loca­
tion." And Reiser's mono­
logue is slow getting 
started too. 

Still, it beats the rest of 
the special, which is best 
described as an "SCTV" 
skit that runs 45 minutes 
too long. 

When you come down 
to it, the "Out on a 
Whim" satire itself seems 
like an afterthought. 
Here, Paul Reiser is much 
more concerned with, 
well, Paul Reiser. Maybe 
he should be, given his 
hit series (NBC's "My 
Two Dads") and his fea­
ture-film roles ("Aliens," 
the "Beverly Hills Cop" 
movies). But after this 
display of unbounded 
egotism, Reiser should be 
content with two out of 
three. 

• The Nashville Net­
work has one star who 
won't let his guests up­
stage him. While the pup­
pet Shotgun Red hasn't 
reached the sophistica­
tion of Muppetdom 
(those dime-store button­
pupil eyeballs have to 
go), he is the star of his 
own special. "A Christ­
mas Surprise," which de­
buts on Thursday, Dec. 
17, features a parade of 
country celebs - Roy 
Acuff, Little Jimmy Dick­
ens, Bobby Bare and 
Ralph Emery, to name a 
few - who stick around 
long enough to "howdy"

Did Clark Gable really 
enlist in the Air Force? 
By Toni Reinhold 

A friend and I have been 
arguing about whether Clark 
Gable really served in the Air 
Force during World War II. 
He says that Gable wasn't 
really an officer - he just 
played military roles in 
films. Could you settle this? 
Also, when did Gable die? -
M.P.A., Peoria, Ill. 

Clark Gable 

In 1942, after his wife, 
Carole Lombard, was 
killed in a plane crash 
while returning home 
from a War Bond drive, 
Gable enlisted in the Air 
Corps. He. was 41 years 
old. He enlisted as a pri­
vate and advanced to the 
rank of captain by the 
time he was sent over­
seas. There, in the Euro­
pean Theater, he proved 
that his enlistment was 
not a publicity stunt. Ac­
cording to the book "Leg­
ends: Clark Gable," edit­
ed by .John Kobal, Gable 
was a genuine war hero. 
"Armed with a 16 mm 
Cine-Special," the book 
reports, "Capt. Gable 
flew five missions over 
Germany with a price on 
his head offered by Goe. 
ring an~ special instruc-

tions from Adolf Hitler, 
who collected Gable films 
and longed to have the 
actor on hand in person -
dead or alive. German 
gunners came close to ac­
commodating him. They 
shot the heel off his boot 
on one of his five mis­
sions." Gable was dis­
charged with honors in 
1944, having reached the 
rank of major. He died in 
1960.

Warner plays a street kid 
in 'Father Clements Story' 
By Paul Elie 

Malcolm-J amal Warner 
lives in Brooklyn Heights, 
one of the most charming 
neighborhoods in New 
York City. Shops and res­
taurants line the main 
street, but'the streets near 
his house are peaceful, the 
silence disturbed only by a 
repertory company re­
hearsing in a converted 
church nearby. Not far 
away, a life-size card­
board Bill Cosby grins in a 
video-shop window.

It is Thursday night, 
and Warner has just set­
tled down with hi's moth­
er, Pamela, to watch "The 
Cosby Show." 

"Guess what, Mom," he 
says. "You forgot to tape 
again." 

By now, Warner, 17, 
should be putting together 
a tape library of his per­
formances. Apart from 
the role of Theo on 
"Cosby," his list of credits 
is growing: "Saturday 
Night Live," "The Late 
Show," a video aimed at 
latch-key children and a 
learn-to-read film for New 
York schools. 

This week he stars in 
"The Father Clements Sto­
ry," an NBC movie airing 

Sunday, .Dec. 13. He plays 
Joey, a rebellious teen 
who is befriended by Fa­
ther George Clements 
(Lou Gossett Jr.), a Catho­
lic priest who wants to 
adopt him. As Clements 
clashes with his superior, 
Cardinal Cody (Carroll 
O'Connor), Joey is lured 
by a local gang. 

"The movie is a struggle 
between good and evil," 
Warner says. "At the 
same time that Father Cle­
ments is trying to adopt 
Joey, he's asked to be in a 
gang he's always wanted 
to join. So he's torn be­
tween them." 

The role is a departure 
from "Cosby," whose up­
per-middle-class values, 
warner says, are meant to 
contradict TV's usual por­
trayal of blacks. 

"Blacks have been de­
picted with such low stan­
dards," Warner explains. 
"We depict blacks in a dif­
ferent light, as a middle­
class family. So for me to 
go lower undermines what 
the show is trying to do." 

But ''Father Clements" 
is an exception to this. 
"It's inspirational," he 
says. "People can watch it 
and see there's a different 
world they can reach for." 

Warner has welcomed 
the public-service oppor­
tunities that come with ce­
lebrity. He is spokesman 
for the Smoke Free Gener­
ation, and last January he 
lectured students in At­
lanta, urging them to seek 
upright values. 

He denies that these 
projects make him assume 
too much responsibility. 

"These are things I feel 
strongly about," he says. 
"So if I think it will help 
society, I do it. If I believe 
it, why keep it to myself?"

Helping Kids Cope 
With Their Fears 

The first day of school, nightmares 
and the thought of losing a parent are 
three common childhood fears. While 
everyone encounters a variety of 
frightening experiences throughout life, 
children are more vulnerable to being 
afraid because they don't know what to 
expect, according to an article in the 
December/January issue of PTA 
Today.· 

"The most enduring and common fear 
of children at any age is the loss of a 
parent,'' says Mary Renck J alongo, pro­
fessor of education at Indiana University 
of Pennsylvania in Indiana, Pa., writing 
in the National Parent-Teacher Associa­
tion's (PTA' ) magazine. Infants and 
toddlers often express this fear through 
tears and loud protests during even a 
brief separation, she says. However, 
older children most often fear loss of a 
parent through death or divorce. 

The article suggests that parents try 
to recognize the differences between 
normal fears, those that are imaginary 
and phobias. Phobias are illogical fears 
that are extremely intense and endur­
ing, according to Jalongo. The dif­
ference between a phobia and a 
childhood fear is that a childhood fear 
disappears or is greatly reduced over 
time, whereas a phobia usually persists 
despite considerable efforts to overcome 
it, she explains. 

Jalongo also believes that most im­
aginary fears of early childhood are 
outgrown with the support of perceptive, 
understanding adults. Imaginary fears 
happen a great deal during the preschool 
years and are usually in the form of a 
dream or nightmare. The article sug­
gests that parents talk with children 
about their dreams and accept their feel­
ings as authentic, no matter how im­
plausible the situation might be. The 
adult should then deal with the fear in 
a way that makes sense to children. 

The author suggests that parents and 
teachers support children who are 
frightened, but stresses that eventually 
children must cope with their own fears. 
She offers several ways to help children 
conquer fears. 

Help children realize they don't have 
to be fearless in every situation. Teach 
them to recognize that bravery is not an 
ali-or-nothing attribute. 

Avoid the sudden and unexpected. 
When possible, children should be 
prepared to face unavoidably frighten­
ing experiences. 

Allow children to proceed at their own 
pace in facing fears. Fears are best con­
quered in a .gradual way that allows 
them to gain confidence. 

Listen to children and discuss fears. 
Sometimes what appe,ars to be one type 
of fear is actually another. 

Other topics covered in the 
December/January issue of PTA Today 
include peer pressure, how parents can 
help their kids make decisions, the im­
portance of children's play, and Peggy 
Fleming's comments about kids and 
sports.

Stick with Us ·thru Fall

The weather in most parts of the United States 
will soon become mild, but hikers, campers and 
others who love the outdoors need to exercise 
caution. Tick season continues, the experts say, 
almost through November in some areas. 

For most people, ticks are simply a nuisance. 
Doctors and other health professionals warn, 
though, that ticks can carry a variety of 
serious-and potentially fatal-disease-causing 
microbes. In most places, the threat of contrac­
ting one of these illnesses does not justify 
avoiding nature. Nonetheless, preventive 
measures, and an awareness of ticks in general, 
might further reduce the hazard. 

In the United States, the most threatening 
tick-borne illnesses to humans are Lyme disease 
and Rocky Mountain spotted fever. More than 
1,070 cases of Lyme disease and nearly 750 cases 
of Rocky Mountain spotted fever were reported 
in 1986, according to the Centers for Disease 
Control in Atlanta, Ga. The ticks that carry 
these diseases are found in nearly every region 
of the country. Left untreated, Lyme disease 
causes a form of arthritis, among other prob­
lems, and Rocky Mountain spotted fever 
-sometimes misdiagnosed as the flu-can be 
fatal. 

Worldwide, scientists have discovered 
numerous microorganisms that ticks carry and 
pass on to animals and man, Dr. James 
Keirans, a medical entomologist with the Na­
tional Institutes of Health, says. In fact, he con­
tinues, these tiny "brown bags of blood" 
transmit more diseases to humans and animals 
than any other arthropod except mosquitoes. 
(Arthropods are a division of the animal 
kingdom that includes almost 80 percent of all 
animals on Earth.) In the United States, these 
include Colorado tick fever, a viral illness, and 
tick paralysis, a mysterious and deadly condi­
tion only cured by removing the offending tick. 
Agricultural scientists in this country, Keirans 
says, constantly look out for the introduction of 
foreign, disease-carrying ticks-such as species 
carrying Texas Cattle Fever-that could 
decimate livestock populations. 

Identifying diseases and controlling the in­
troduction of disease-carrying ticks, Keirans 
says, depends in part on the Smithsonian's tick 
collection at the institution's Museum Support 
Center in Suitland, Md. "Before you can work 
on disease transmission or other problems,'' h~ 
says, "you have to know what species you're 
working with." Keirans uses the Smithsonian's 
collection daily, identifying ticks sent to him 
from all over the world, adding new specimens 
to the collection and conducting research on the 
biological characteristics of individual tick 
species. The collection is the largest anywhere, 
Keirans says, comprising more th~n 120,000 in­
dividual collections. "There's really no other 
place to send ticks that has the same resources 
for accurate identification," he adds. 

So far, scientists have identified approximate­
ly 850 species of ticks, Keirans says. Many of 
these are poorly studied, though, and the 
characteristics that distinguish one species 
from another are often subtle. 

For simplicity, Keirans first categorizes ticks 
into two groups~hard and soft. Hard ticks have 
an inse~t's typical shell and are the type most 
people, at some time in' their lives, find attach­
ed to their skin. Soft ticks, on the other hand, 
usuaHy go after birds or bats, feed for much 
shortet periods of time- perhaps only a few 
minutes- and have a leathery skin. 

Ticks attach to and draw blood from almost 
all vertebrate animals, including frogs and 
birds. Keirans, for example, has identified two 
~cies from Galapagos Island tortoises. Excep­
tions to this are the fishes and, inexplicably, 
whales and seals, which like humans, are mam­
mals .... Tick life-spans vary, Keirans says, but in 
general, they live from one to two years. 

'~Ticks also live in some inhospitable places," 
Ketrans continues, ''such as sea cliffs and 
deserts." Of course, there are no flying species, 
but a few tick species have eyes to help them 
find hosts. Most ticks, however, come equipped 
with sensory organs for detecting carbon diox­
ide, which all mammals exhale. In addition, 
ticks often occupy the same or nearby habitats 

as their hosts, he says, eiting a species of desert 
tick that lies in the sand waiting to hitch rides 
on passing camels. Horrifying as it sounds, 
''some North African and Middle Eastern ticks 
will come running after you," he adds. 

"There isn't any such thing as a 'normal' 
tick,'' Dr. Willy Burgdorfer, a medical en­
tomologist at NIH's Rocky Mountain Labora­
tories in Hamilton, Mont., says. "Ticks of any 
species are potential reservoirs of disease.'' 

In 1981, Burgdorfer identified the 
microorganism responsible for Lyme disease in 
the tick species, Ixodes dammini, the deer tick. 
The microorganism has also been found in other 
species of ticks in the United States and in 
Europe, where an illness almost identical to 
Lyme disease-Erythema Chronicum Migrans, 
or ECM-has been known almost since the turn 
of the century. Telltale signs of both diseases are 
headache, fatigue and a spreading skin rash 
that resembles a bull's-eye. Fortunately, both 
diseases are treatable with antibiotics; 
however, left untreated, the diseases may cause 
inflammation of the joints, neurological damage 
and other serious medical problems. 

No one knows whe.n Lyme disease came to the 
United States, Burgdorfer says. The first known 
cases appeared in 1975 when children in Lyme, 
Conn., came down with its typical joint inflam­
mation. Researchers hypothesize that deer im­
ported from Europe earlier in this century 
might have brought the disease along. Another 
scenario suggests that the microorganism has 
been present in deer ticks for some time, but 
that the disease didn't show up in humans until 
East Coast deer populations-and thus, tick 
populations-mushroomed with the advent of 
strict hunting laws. 

When Rocky Mountain spotted fever was first 
investigated in Montana in 1905, Keirans says, 
the mortality rate for this illness was 80 percent. 
Eventually, a bacterium carried by the Rocky 
Mountain wood tick was identified as the culprit 
and effective treatments were devised. These 
and other events prompted researchers to begin 
collecting ticks worldwide in order to zero in on 
and stop or control tick-borne diseases. 

Tick collections- such as the Smithsonian's­
have been used to identify several more tick 
species around the United States that carry the 
Rocky Mountain spotted fever bacterium. 
However, Dermacentor variabilis-the Eastern 
dog tick-now transmits most cases. That 
species is especially common in the South Atlan­
tic states. Of all the states, North Carolina 
reported the highest incidence of the disease in 
1986. 

As with Lyme disease, Rocky Mountain spot­
ted fever begins with a rash, usually around the 
wrists and ankles. Over the course of days or 
weeks, the bacterium multiples in the body, 
enters capillaries and bursts them, causing the 
black splotches that give the disease its name. 
At that point, Keirans says, "you're in big trou­
ble." Without treatment, victims can slip into 
a coma and die within seven days after the onset 
of symptoms. 

Preventing these and other tick-borne 
diseases is relatively simple. Keirans and other 
experts recommend that people walking in 
fields, woods or low-brush areas always wear 
long trousers with the pant legs tucked into 
socks. Shirts should also be tucked in. Ticks, 
Keirans says, usually find feet or ankles first, 
then crawl up a person's body. "They spend an 
awful lot of time just wandering around," he 
says, although researchers don't know exactly 
what ticks prefer in terms of body parts .. 

Tick removal methods are a subject of con­
troversy, but the safest, most effective method, 
Keirans says, is to grasp the tick as closely to 
the head as possible- preferably with 
tweezers- and slowly pull it out. "If you yank 
on it," he says, "you're liable to pull the head 
right off." That situation is not necessarily 
serious, but the wound could become infected. 

Burgdorfer recommends making a note of the 
tick bite and even saving the tick for two to three 
weeks as a reminder in case the symptoms of 
Lyme disease, Rocky Mountain spotted fever or 
any sudden, unexplained illness show up. Doc­
tors, of course, should always be informed of 
any recent tick bite. As Burgdorfer says, "it 
could be the source of the ~roblem."

Antifreeze Poisoning

It seems redundant to repeat from 

time to time the warnings about an­
tifreeze and animals. Yet, from time to 
time anti-freeze poisoning kills small 
animals, usually young male dogs and 
cats. 

Such poisonings are most common in 
fall, winter and early spring, reflecting 
the peak periods of use of automobile 
anti-freeze. Sources of ethylene glycol 
other than automobile anti-freeze in­
clude the heat exchange fluid in solar • 
collectors, ice-rink freezing equipment, • 
some brake and transmission fluids, 
often in waterthinned paint and in the • 
form of diethylene glycol in color film 
chemicals. 

One reason for the high incidence of 
anti-freeze poisoning is that animals will 
voluntarily drink it, even when water is 
available. It has a sweetish, appealing 
flavor. 

Another reason for the extremely high 
mortality rate (88 per cent in cats and 
dogs) is the extremely small quantity 
needed for a lethal dose-6.6 milliliters 
per kilogram of body weight for a dog, 
1.5 ml per kg for a cat. Roughly trans­
lated, this means that half an ounce of 
diluted anti-freeze can kill a cat ; four­
and-a-half ounces can kill a dog. 

The poisoning process moves quickly. 
Initial signs appear about an hour after 
ingestion, and peak blood concentration 
occurs within three hours. 

Symptoms of acute poisoning resem­
ble alcohol intoxication. Coma and death 
can occur, but vomiting usually 
prevents this. Animals may appear to 
recover before kidney failure sets in. 

Symptoms of sub-acute poisoning in­
clude lack of appetite, depression, 
gastroenteritis arid finally kidney failure 
and death. 

Effectiveness of treatment varies in 
reverse ratio to the amount of time laps­
ed between ingestion and therapy-the 
faster you get the animal to the 
veterinarian, the better the chances of 
recovery. Do not attempt antidotes or 
treatment yourself unless your 
veterinarian specifically instructs you to 
do so.
