Cable thieves, be warned: Officials 
with two cable-television companies that 
serve thousands of Floyd countians say 
they are tired of being ripped off and 
they aren't going to take it anymore. 
Criminal charges were filed this spring 
against three county residents by Tel­
Com, Inc., of Harold, and one of the 
three was sentenced last month. 

James Howard, of Toler Creek near 
Harold, who pleaded guilty, received a

must serve if found to be illegally con­
nected again within the next two years. 
The other two cases, involving neighbors 
on ~ranham's Creek near Galveston, 
are set for trial August 3. 

It's Harvest Time 
For Marijuana Crop

"They're cutting now. If you've got a 
tip you've got to go on it," Sheriff Henry 
Hale told one of his deputies. 

Sheriff Hale was referring to mari­
juana growers in the county who he 
suspects are now harvesting their crops. 

Saturday, deputies John Blackburn, 
Anthony Castle, and James Johnson 
combed the Bucks Branch area and 
recovered 14 marijuana plants. Then ac­
ting on another tip, Monday, deputies 
Beaver Johnson, Randy Johnson, and 

The cases are somewhat unusual, ac­
cording to company officials, in that 
they came to court at all. Cable theft is 
common-Tel-Com, which serves about 
5,000 homes in this county, estimates 
that 10 to 12 percent of its hookups are 
illegal. Consolidated Communication 
Group, Inc., which serves about 2,900 
homes in the Prestonsburg area, 
believes that less than two percent of its 
connections are unauthorized, but "it's 
a definite problem," admitted manager 
Homer Wells. 

In spite of widespread abuse, 
however, the companies have tried not 
to prosecute. James Campbell, office 
manager for Tel-Com, said his firm in­
stead has tried to convince illegal cable­
tappers to become paying customers. 
Consolidated Communications has 
followed a similar policy, according to 
Wells, and also has offered amnesty to 
cable thieves. 

Tel-Com has filed charges for theft of 
services only about six times in the last 
four or five years, according to Camp­
bell. Wells said that his firm has not pro­
secuted a single case since he joined the 
company about 15 months ago. 

That is no longer the policy, both men 
said last week. 'We're going to prosecute 
every case," Campbell declared. 

"We have not chosen to prosecute in 
the past," said Wells, "but there will be 
a turnaround in the future." 

P'burg Man 
Charged In 
Bank Heist

A Prestonsburg man was arrested 
Sunday, July 5, in Greenup for the 
burglary of the Citizens Bank of 
Pikeville. 

Gary D. Warrix, alias Gary D. 
Warick, 20, of Indian Hills, has been 
charged by the Pikeville city police with 
third degree burglary and theft by 
w awful taking in the .;une 25 burglary, 
according to Det. Ray Akers. He is also 
charged with the theft of a car in 
Prestonsburg. 

Akers said Warrix allegedly broke in­
to the bank sometime between 12: 50 and 
5:30a.m. and took $1,200 in change. He 
said the suspect, who was intoxicated, 
took change which tellers had left at 
their windows overnight. A Pikeville 
newspaper account said the money was 
stored in a garbage can. Akers alleged 
that Warrix worked alone and commit­
ted the burglary as a "spontaneous 
challenge" to himself. 

He was arrested after trying to con­
vert $135 in change to paper currency at 
a Super Quick convenience store in 
Greenup. A clerk there refused to make 
the transaction. Warrix was said to then 
have become abusive and refused to 
leave the store.

A major factor cited by both is the 
growing recognition, by paying 
customers, that their payments are sub­
sidizing the service to cable thieves. "A 
lot of people are saying, 'If we have to 
pay for it, why shouldn't everybody?"' 
Campbell explained. Those people are 
becoming more willing to turn in their 
neighbors, he said. 

The clerk called the police, and by 
coincidence, Greenup Police Chief 
Larry Yeager was across the street. 
Yeager arrested Warrix for public intox­
ication. Upon checking the 1982 Cadillac 
Warrix had been driving, he found it to 
contain a large amount of change in the 
back seat. A vehicle check revealed that 

Sheriff Hale said these small patches 
of illegal plants may just be decoys, and 
growers have larger size crops tucked 
away. "They're just hoping we'll find 
these small amounts and quit," said 
deputy George Hale, "but we won't." 

The searching deputies are reported 
to be finding the plants fertilized, well­
tended, and in some cases, with chicken 
wire around them to keep the rabbits 
out. 

Paying customers also are learning 
that theft hurts the quality of the signal 
they receive. An illegal hookup usually 
damages the cable, Campbell said,

Although the Floyd County Board of 
Education wound up the year with a 
$90,467.60 deficit, it has come a long way 
along the road to recovery from a 
$403,278 deficit at the end of the year. 

As late as February, a deficit of 
$120,000 was projected, and although 
Assistant Superintendent Russell 
Frazier, the board's financial officer, 
has hoped to see finances back in the 
black, Carey T. Vinson, Jr., sent here by 
the State Management Assistance Pro­
gram, was not as optimistic in his final 
report. The board should have no dif­
ficulty however, in resolving its 
budgetary problems by the end of this 
fiscal year. 

Tighter management of funds and a 
.73 percent increase in attendance which 
added $89,759 to the school system's cof­
fers reduced the deficit substantially. 
Though a goal of 1% increase was not 
realized this year, Supt. Brackett ex­
pressed confidence in doing so during 
the coming year. 

In another economy-motivated action, 
the board voted to close the Daniels 
Creek school, a move recommended by 
the Management Assistance Program. 
This leaves only three small schools in

the county, those at Drift, Spruce Pine 
and Bonanza, whose closing has also 
been recommended by the state. 
Brackett said no decision will be made 
on closing these schools until space for 
students becomes available at other 
schools.

For the second year in a row, Magof­
fin county government has come to a 
standstill because of a failure of the 
fiscal court to pass a budget. 

the sheriff's office did not answer their 
telephone yesterday (Tuesday), they 
were said to be patrolling the county. 

Traffic Slowed Wednesday 
As Utility Pole Snapped 

According to Magoffin Judge­
Executive Paul Salyer, a Democrat, the 
problem is that fellow Democratic 
Magistrates Joey Isaac and Ell Howard 
will not vote to accept his proposed 

' budget. He charges that they are trying 
to prevent him from running successful 
programs while garnering more power 
for themselves, adding that a major 
point of contention is county road work. 

Salyer said he had presented the court 
with a road plan which the two voted 
down. CMagoffin county has three 
magistrates.) They offered a plan of 
their own which would give power to 
authorize road work to the magistrates 
themselves. Salyer said this plan was 
unacceptable. 

All county services have been halted 
or impaired as a result of the conflict. 
Garbage collection is stopped until the 
budget is passed, as well as community 
center programs. The jobs of about 20 
county employees are in limbo. As of 
last Wednesday the jail remained open 
and was how;ing prisoners, and though 

It is uncertain how much longer the 
courthouse will be closed. Judge Salyer 
estimated it might be another week 
before the Kentucky Department of 
Local Goverrunent steps in with a court 
order for a budget to be approved. 

Dan Tuttle, a department of local 
government official, cautioned Magof­
fin officials that "without an operating 
budget, any expense should not be incur· 
red." Hence the shutdown. 

Salyer, who is serving his second term 
as judge-executive, said Tuesday that 
his political opponents in a rival 
Democratic faction are using these tac­
tics to make his administration seem in­
effectual in hopes of defeating him in the 
next election. "It's a dirty shame," he 
said, "and a disgrace." 

Last year, Magoffin county govern­
ment was stalled for mos t of July after 
Isaac and Howard refused to support a 
budget proposal supported by Salyer 
and Republican Magistrate Marvin Ray 
Adams. The stand-off was resolved then 
after special judge John Gardner 
ordered the magistrates to approve a 
budget or go to jail. 

WITH A SWELTERING SUN overhead and creeping lines of 
frustrated drivers beneath their feet, electrical crews work­
ed to install a new power pole on Lake Drive, Wednesday 
afternoon.

Traffic through Prestonsburg was 

slowed to a crawl for several hours, 
Wednesday afternoon, when strong 
winds pushed over a broken utility pole 
and created a potentially lethal situa­
tion, according to officials. The power 
line carrying 12,400 volts did not short 
out, but if it had, said Prestonsburg Fire 
Chief Thomas A. Blackburn, it could 
have exploded "like the Fourth of July." 

"That stuff's uncontrollable," he 
added. 

Although the line's voltage was low 
compared with other distribution lines, 
it would definitely kill a person who 
touched it and could have started fires 
if had fallen, said Emil Mayor, line 
supervisor for Kentucky Power 
Company. 

Fire, police and utility company per­
sonnel responded to a 3 p.m. call from 
a neighbor to find the pole leaning 
toward a home on Lake Drive just south 
of the high school, held partly upright by 
the telephone and cable-television lines 
that it also carried. The pole was rotted, 

Blackburn said, and he also found 
eviderlce that it had been hit by a vehi­
cle. The impact apparently broke the 
pole but did not topple it, Blackburn 
said. "Then, evidently, when the wind 
started, it fell over." 

To keep passers-by from the danger 
zone and give utility crews room to 
maneuver, palice blocked off both south· 
bound lanes of Lake Drive and re-routed 
the heavy afternoon traffic into the 
single northbound lane and onto the road 
shoulder. 

A few homes near the fallen pole lost 
their power when it was pushed over, 
Blackburn said, and homes and busi­
nesses from the high school to Court 
Street were without electricity for about 
20 minutes while the pole was replaced. 
A meeting of the Floyd Board of Educa· 
tion, scheduled to be held at 7 p.m. at the 
high school, was moved to the board's 
downtown offices. 

But inconvenience was the only prob­
lem that arO!".e, and the area was cleared 
of official vehicles by about 8 p.m .

'87 Acreage Reports 
Deadline Is July 15 

Acreage reports for 1987 planted. 
diverted, idled and other farm program 
acres are currently being accepted at 
the County Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Service. The final 
reporting date is July 15, according to 
county ASCS official Sharon Conley 

Farmers who meet this deadline will 
avoid paying a late reporting fee. 

The entire farm must be certified 
before program participants can receive 
price support loans, deficiency 
payments and other benefits. Program 
participants are required to report crops 
and acreage planted and the uses to be 
made of these crops, acreage conserva­
tion reserve, or idled cropland, and 
acres diverted for payment. Nonpar­
ticipants are encouraged to report their 
crops to insure future benefits and to 
protect acreage bases. 

After farmers report their acres, the • 
ASCS county office will select farms at 
random to verify that acreage reports 
are accurate. 

The ASCS official encourages pro­
ducers to certify as soon as possible 
after planting and not wait until the Ju­
ly 15 deadline to report their acres.

Boswell Says Reagan 
Has Cart Before Horse 

itt Kentucky Agriculture Commissioner 
David E . Boswell says President 
Reagan has the right idea but his tim­
ing is a bit off as the White House plans 
to reduce price and crop supports for 
U.S. farmers as a means of eventually 
lowering international trade barriers. 

Reacting to Monday's announcement 
by Washington that U.S. farm export 
subsidies would be phased out to ease 
world trade restrictions. Boswell said 
that the president has "gotten his cart 
before his horse." 

"It's all well and good that the Reagan 
Administration is finally taking some of 
the steps necessary to encourage other 
countries to play fair in the world farm 
marketplace." Commissioner Boswell 
said, "but why does the American 

•farmer have to catch the major brunt of 
these actions up front? 

"It's my opinion that the proper order 
would be to take steps that will allow the 
farmer to more readily absorb the shock 
of the cutback of programs he's had to 
depend upo.n for so long ... and then go 
ahead with the business of knocking 
down trade barriers." 

Since taking office in 1984, Boswell has 
been a critic of Federal policies that 
have had the appearance of allowing na­
tions whose farmers are in direct 
market competition with American pro­
ducers to use U.S. aid dollars to unfair­
ly subsidize those farmers. He has voic­
ed the same reservations about the ex­
porting of American agricultural know­
how to foreign countries at the expense 
of U.S. farmers. 

The Reagan Administration is saying 
that by the end of 1988, the removal of 
farm export subsidies will be complete, 
as part of a plan that would see similar 
actions by competing nations ... that such 
actions must be taken in concert. 

"That's altogether too quick," Boswell 
says. "It has certainly taken U.S. 
farmers-Kentucky farmers-a lot 
longer than that to learn to survive in 
this domestic agricultural crisis. 

"The crisis needs to be fixed here at 
and then, it appears to me, it 
be appropriate to take these 

rather drastic steps."

which can disrupt service or produce a 
picture of poor quality. 

Convictions for theft of cable services 
have been hard to obtain in the past, 
both men agreed. Campbell blamed a 
lack of cooperation from the courts as 
the reason his company has attempted 
so few prosecutions. Wells said that put­
ting together a solid case against an in­
dividual is difficult, and cited situations 
in which cable employees trying to in­
spect the lines were confronted by gun­
toting landowners.

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Stephens Enters 
Guilty Plea To 
Reduced Charge• 
By Louise Houghton 

Indicted for murder and two counts of 
assault following a one-car accident in 
which he allegedly abandoned three in­
jured companions, Frank E. Stephens 
pleaded guilty last week to a reduced 
charge of reckless homicide. The other 
charges were dismissed, pursuant to an 
agreement between Stephens, his at­
torney Cassie J . Allen, and the Com­
monwealth's attorney. 

Sentencing was set for August 14, and 
the Commonwealth's attorney recom­
mended that Stephens serve five years 
in the state penitentiary. He had face 1 

sentences of 20 years to life on the 
murder char~e. 10 to 20 years for each 
assault charge, and five years for being 
a persistent felony offender, a fourth 
charge lodged against Stephens. He was 
convicted of burglary in 1982 and 
sentenced to a year in prison. 

According to police reports, Stephens, 
35, of West Prestonsburg, was driving 
north on U.S. 23 near Auxier at about 2 
a.m., Feb. 4, when his car left the road 
and went over an embankment. He and 
his wife Lavonda, 15, and their two 
children left the scene of the accident 
and called a relative to get a ride home!'­
Police said Stephens was intoxicated at 
the time. 

Left behind with serious injuries were 
Virginia Fairchild, of Staffordsville, her 
son, Jimmy Fairchild, 11, and Clate 
Winston Fairchild, 34, of Paintsville. 
Winston Fairchild, who was thrown 
from the car, died several hours later. 
The victims were found by a passing 
motorist at 7:45a.m. 

Beulah Fairchild, of Paintsville, filed 
suit against Stephens in March, charg­
ing tlfat her son's death was caused bv 
Stephens' reckless driving and failure t~' 
render medical aid. The suit, which re­
quested both punitive damages and 
compensation for the loss to Fairchild's 
estate, was not contested by Stephens. 
A court order signed last month found 
that punitive damages were not war­
ranted , but awarded Beulah Fairchild a 
total of $15,000 for expenses and lost 
earnings. 

Animal Shelter Is Improved 
But Much Work Still Needed• 
By Jeff Weddle 

It's been a year since the Dewey Dam 
Dog and Cat Protection Society took 
over the Floyd county animal shelter 
from the East Kentucky Wildlife 
Federation and, though many im­
provements have been made, 
DDD&CPS members insist there is still 
much to be done. 

Among improvements already in 
place are a hot-water heater, sink ,com­
mode, separate cages for pups and cats, 
screens replacing chicken wire on doors, 
doorknobs and locks for the building, 
and linoleum flooring. 

The DDD&CPS engaged in a major 
clean-up there last July, before being 
awarded the county and city contracts 
giving them control of the shelter. That 
operation included the flushing of the 
septic tank and cleaning the drains of 
dirty, maggot-infested water. 

But maybe the biggest change is the 
shelter ridding itself of the gas chamber 
that the previous administration had us­
ed to put to sleep dozens of animals. That 
unpleasant act is now effected with the 
humane T-61 euthanasia compound, 
which kills instantly. The gas chamber 
took as much as 30 minutes to destroy 
the animals. 

The DDD&CPS has a policy of keep­
ing animals as long as possible before 
putting them to sleep, and as yet, no 
healthy, adoptable animals have been 
destroyed. That will have to change 
soon, say officials, citing over-<:rowding 
and scarce funds. 

Two-hundred dollars per month comes 
from the City of Prestonsburg, while the 
fiscal court supplies $833.33. It costs $3 
to leave a cat at the shelter or $1 to leave 
a kitten; $3 to leave a dog, $1 for pups. 
Dogs are routinely given distemper and 
parvo shots, as well as wormed. To 
adopt an adult dog the cost is $20. This 
includes all of the animal's booster 
shots. An adult cat costs $5 to adopt. 

Until recently, adult dogs could be 
adopted for $5. That was raised when it 
was discovered that many dogs were be­
ing adopted and sold at a higher price 
to laboratories for use in medical 
experiments. 

Other funds come from donations 
received from drop-boxes at local 
businesses, and some which are sent in 
the mail. Many people send store 
coupons, which shelter treasurer 
Theresa Ousley said are most welcom 
and always used. 

Prestonsburg City Administrator 
Fred James said Friday that he is 
satisfied with the way the shelter is be­
ing run. He added, however, that the 
current location of Sally Stephens 
Branch is not adequate for the volume 
of animals that need to be placed there. 
"My problem is the animal shelter, in 
it's current capabilities, physical plant 
wise, can't handle the current need. 
There are probably some animals that 
they should have that they can't get," he 
said. 

Since January, a total of 50 cats, 105 
dogs, 72 kittens and 183 pups have been 
left at the shelter. Twenty-four kittens 
have been born there, as well as six puJr. 
pies. Of these 440 animals, 40 cats, 74 
dogs, 51 kittens and 120 puppies have 
been adopted. 

Ninety-four animals were euthanized 
during that period. Seventy-{)ne of these 
were pups, 21 were adult dogs, and two 
were kittens. All were put to sleep 
because they were diseased. 

Shelter officials stressed that people 
leaving sick animals there brought un­
due hardship on the facility. "We're not 
a hospital, we're a dog pound," said Lisa 
Barber, DDD&CPS president.

HUD-Census Bureau 
To Begin Survey Here 

The 1987 survey of housing in the 
United States will begin in this area the 
week of July 20. 

The Census Bureau and the Depart­
ment of Housing and Urban Develop-. 
ment planned the survey to obtain cur­
rent information on housing, one of the 
nation's key economic indicators. 

Across the country the bureau has 
selected a sample of 53,000 housing units 
from the national stock of 100 million. It 
updates the sample every other year to 
reflect new construction, other addi­
tions, and losses from the inventory. A 
related housing survey covering 11 
specific metropolitan areas started in 
April. 

The national survey makes possible 
periodic comparisons of the number and 
types of housing as well as changes in 
the total housing stock and the cost of 
housing, services, and utilities. It also 
provides data on characteristics of 
structures and their occupants. 

Census Bureau representatives will 
interview households for about five 
months and will send each household an 
announcement beforehand. Owners, 
rental agents, or neighbors will be ask­
ed to provide information on unoccupied 
units. 

The agencies will issue results late in · 
1988, including data for the nation, 
regions, urban and rural areas, combin­
ed metropolitan areas (both inside and 
outside central cities), and 
nonmetropolitan areas.

Turner keeps turning the screw on the 
CSX Corporation to get them to clean up 
and remove the Glo railroad trestle. In 
a hearing Thursday in Frankfort, CSX 
legal counsel James Cleveland was 
questioned on when the work would be 
completed. 

"I wanted to get something on the 
record, something official," Turner said 
for his reason for docketing the hearing. 
"The telephone calls don't work." 

Residents of Glo, Estill, and Wayland 
organized in April, after having put up 
with the abandoned trestle for years 
which dams Right Beaver Creek when 
the water runs high, cal'Sing the water 
to back up and flood bridges and proper­
ty in those communities. Residents there 
first contacted Turner, then Magistrate 
Jackie Edford Owens, and County Att­
torney David Barber who followed with 
a letter to the railroad informing them

presented by the trestle. 

In the last year, brush and trees and 
refuse have collected on the trestle's 
piers, and Turner wants it all removed. 
The Railroad Commission's attorney, 
Raymond D. Kirk, questioned Cleveland 
at the hearing, and he was told that the 
cleanup work is going to be bid out to a 
private contractor and would be done by 
the end of September. 

According to Turner, the CSX at­
torney termed the debris situation at the 
trestle part of the "Clorox Bottle Syn­
drome,'' meaning people are dumping 
refuse into Right Beaver Creek, in­
cluding Clorox bottles, and have con­
tribued to the problem. 

Nevertheless, Turner said the damm­
ing is caused by the trestle obstructing 
the creek-not Clorox bottles-and that 
the trestle has to be removed before the 
problem can be solved. Cleveland told 
the Commission that the trestle should 
be removed by the end of the year, but 
it will take longer to do because a giant 
crane is needed to lift the trestle. 

Turner is also pressing the railroad on 
other safety problems that have been 
brought to his attention. He says that a 
culvert that runs under CSX track at the 
Drift crossing is plugged up and caus­
ing a pond to form. The pond water is 
murky, weeds are growing up around 
it, and it is not barricaded. "A little kid 
could fall in it and drown," Turner said, 
"or the rail bed could erode and be the 
cause of a wreck."

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Local Woman Plans 
Goosedown Industry 
By Tim Sizemore 

They march in perfect unison, heads 
held high in the summer sun. No, it's not 
a fourth of July parade. it's just Ruth 
Meade's flock of geese. struttin · their 
stuff, near the Gable-Roberts Addition 
at Prestonsburg. 

For as long as Mrs. Meade 
remembers geese have been a part of 
her life. She recalls watching her mother 
in Rumania pluck them clean of lux­
urious down. "She never wasted a 
feather," she exclaims with a chuckle. 
"She taught me all about geese as a 
child, but I had to relearn about them 
two years ago." 

Ruth Meade is a delightful lad)'. full. 
of European charm and openness. Her 
life has been full of rich experiences. 
From her birth in Rumania, over­
shadowed by the war clouds of the 30's, 
until she moved to Prestonsburg, life has 
never been dull . 

A human encyclopedia of gooseology 
is the best way to describe Mrs. Meade's 
knowledge of the fluffy fowls. She is an 
expert on the down business, knowing all 
current market prices and leading ex­
porters. "It takes one goose seven weeks 
to produce four ounces of down" she 
says and claims that one day she will be 
able to produce 1,1)()() pounds a week. 

Now the o"'ner of 280 geese, she plans 
to expand her flock to well over 150,000, 
and become, as she states proudly, the 
only down producer in the United States. 
Most goose down comes form Holland, 
Rumania, Hungary, with a majority im­
ported from China. With quotas and 
restrictions placed on foreign imports, 
she feels that she can produce down 
much cheaper, because of a machine, 
designed by an engineer and herself to 
pluck the birds. "It would make down 
padded items less expensive and make 
these items more available to the 
average consumer." The machine 
would operate on the assembly line prin­
cipal and could be operated by two peo­
ple, she explained. 

Mrs. Meade is presently in the process 
of buying a farm near Paris. "You need 
lots of water and grass to take care of 
a large flock," she says, and adds with 
these prerequisites geese will virtually 
take care of themselves. 

There are two good breeds of geese, 
Hungarian and Chinese. The Chinese 
goose produces grey down and supplies 
an ounce and a half more down per bird. 
Ruth Meade plans to raise both breeds 
and through selection produce larger 
and more padded fowls. 

She demonstrated the hand method of 
plucking down. First she selects a bird 
ready to harvest, then sitting on her 
back steps, she places the goose upside 
down between her knees, and began ef­
fortlessly to extract the down. It doesn' t 

hurt, she explained, if you pluck them 
before th~ third layer of feathers appear. 
It is very important, she explains, to 
harvest the feathers on time as a day or 
t\\.'O could make the difference between 
hurting the goose or easily harvesting 
the down with no pain. 

"Geese need to have the down remov­
ed. If you don't it just falls on the ground 
and is wasted", and as she points out, 
she could never be cruel to her feathered 
friends. 

She told of a Rumanian process 
whereby the goose's feet are nailed to 
the floor and it is force-fed through a fun­
nel, with high protein feed such as soy­
beans. This will cause the liver to 
enlarge to fifteen pounds or more, 
because the goose is denied exercise. 
Mrs. Meade heartily disapproves of this 
practice, and says it is cruel. 

Even though she has yet to make her 
first dollar from down, she is confident 
of ultimate success. With her drive and 
determination, the sky's the limit, and 
Prestonsburg may well become the 
birthplace of the American goosedown 
industry.

Newspaper accounts of attacks on 

humans by pit bulldogs have been plen­
tif:.~l lately, with other anjmals as vic­
tims as well as adults and children. 

Just what kind of a dog is this 
monster? And, is the dog really a 
monster or is there more than meets the 
eye? 

The dog usually referred to as the pit 
bull is descended from the English 
bulldog of the 19th century Cbred to bait 
bulls) and game terriers such as the Fox 
terrier. This cross was called the Staf­
fordshire Bull Terrier in England. 

The dog came to the United States 
about 1870, where is became known as 
the Pit Dog, Pit Bull Terrier and later 
the Staffordshire Terrier. In 1972, the 
American Kennel Club revised the name 
of the breed to American Staffordshire 
Terrier to allow for variations introduc­
ed by American breeders which made 
the animal distinct from the British 
strain. 

The AKC lists the chief requisites for 
the dog as "strength unusual for its size, 
soundess, balance, a strong and power­
ful head, a well-muscled body and 
courage that is proverbial." It is the 
strength and courage that make the dog 
controversial. 

Illegal as it may be now and may have 
been for years, pit bulls have been used 
as fighting dogs by gamblers and likely 
are still used in that manner today. Ob­
viously, dogs trained to fight are more 
likely to be dangerous than dogs train­
ed to be house pets. The AKC's Complete 
Dog Book observes that "it is not the in­
tention to tag him as a fighting machine 
or to praise this characteristic ... the good 
qualities of the dog are many and it 
would be difficult to overstress them." 

"They exceed being dead game; 
nevertheless they should not be held in 
ill repute merely because man has been 
taking advantage of this rare courage to 
use them in the pit as gambling tools. 
These dogs are docile, and with a little 
training are even tractable around other 
dogs. They are intelligent, excellent 
guardians and they protect their 
master's property with an air of authori­
ty that counts; they easily discriminate 
between strangers who mean well and 
those who do not. They have another 
characterisitc that is unusual: when 
they are sold or change hands, they ac­
cept their new master in a comparative­
ly short time." 

How do you protect yourself from an 
angry pit bull? The secret is in 
prevention. 

You respect the dog's territory, 
understanding that it is no more likely 
to bite than any other breed of dog as a 
general rule. The difference is that when 
it does decide to bite, it will not change 
its mind. 

If the dog's master is around, or if the 
dog makes no unusual moves, treat it as 
you would any other dog you do not 
know. If it seems nervous, however, 
don't panic and don't make sudden 
moves. Experts recommend you do not 
make direct eye contact with the animal 
and that you move slowly to the nearest 
shelter (including climbing a tree if one 
is handy) and/or out of its territory. If 
it attacks, you'lllikely have to kill it to 
halt the attack, and that can be a for­
midable undertaking. 

Your veterinarian can give you more 
detailed information on which dogs are 
likely to attack and which ones aren't, 
as well as on how to protect yourself. 
Remember, if you keep a pit bull as a 
pet you may be running a risk of extra 
liability if someone is injured by your 
dog. Your veterinarian can teach you 
how to train the dog, as well as advise 
you about what kind of liabilities you 
may incur.

Twenty-seven years after starting his 
career in higher education administra­
tion, Dr. C. Nelson Grote returned last 
week to the place where it began­
Morehead State University. 

Meeting with the news media at the 
close of his first day as MSU's 11th presi­
dent, the 59-year-old educator said, 
"This is a special day in my life and I 
hope it proves to be a special day for this 
University." 

The new president, with his wife of 38 
years, Wilma, at his side, reiterated his 
joy at returning to Kentucky. "I think it 
is very true, we have come home," he 
said. 

Dr. Grote first came to MSU in 1960 as 
an associate professor and chairman of 
the Division of Applied Arts. He later 
became dean of the new College of Ap­
plied Sciences and Technology, leaving 
MSU in 1971 to become president of 
Schoolcraft College in Livonia, Mich. Dr. 
Grote returned to MSU after six years 
as chief executive officer of the Com­
munity Colleges of Spokane. 

Dr. Grote launched his first news con­
ference with the naming of Steve 
Hamilton, MSU head baseball coach, as 
acting director of athletics and noted 
that a national search would be launch­
ed for a successor to G.E. CSonny) 
Moran, who earlier was named special 
assistant to the president for athletics. 

Noting that he would be extremely 
busy over the next few months while set­
tling into his new job, Dr. Grote said he 
was "impressed by the caliber" of the 
University personnel he had met. 
"There are real fine quality programs 
and services at Morehead State '' he 
said. • ' 

Dr. Grote, whose background includes 
teaching at the college level in addition 
to his admi-nistrative experience, said

that MSU students consistently had 
received a quality education. 

Pausing to pay tribute to his 
predecessor in the post, Dr. A.D. 
Albright, Dr. Grote called him "an ex­
traordinary administrator and 
statesman." 

Outlining some of his priorities for the 
future, Dr. Grote said one area which 
would receive a great deal of his atten­
tion was fund raising. "If we want to get 
into that margin of excellence, we will 
have to go out beyond ourselves," he 
said. 

Dr. Grote said he planned to meet with 
his executive staff in the next few days 
and that setting specific goals for 1987-88 
and beyond would be high on the agenda. 

Dr. Grote also noted that he would be 
making some key appointments in the 
coming year, including a new vice presi­
dent for academic affairs, an associate 
dean for the newly-created School of 
Education, a director of development, 
and the director of the Office of Regional 
Development Services. 

other areas targeted by Dr. Grote in­
cluded exploring ways for the University 
to play a vital role in the region's 
economic development, working close­
lr with eastern Kentucky's public 
school officials, civic leaders and 
legislators, as well as student recruit­
ment and programs for retention of 
students. 

"You can enroll students and insure 
their failure or you can enroll students 
and prepare them for success," he said. 

In his previous posts, Dr. Grote has 
taken an active leadership role in educa­
tion consortia. Named Outstanding CEO 
of the Pacific Region by the Association 
of Community College Trustees in 1986, 
Dr. Grote chaired the Board of Directors 
of the Spokane Higher Education Con­
sortium, composed of the presidents of 
five colleges and universities. He also 
was a voting member of the Spokane 
Joint Center Board for Higher 
Education. 

Dr. Grote holds a doctor of education 
degree from the University of Illinois, a 
master's degree in educ.'ttion from the 
University of Missouri and a bachelor's 
degree in education from Eastern Il­
linois University.

If you've reached the point of despair 
over those in your family who just don't 
like vegetables, it's time to take a new 
approach to serving these healthful 
foods: hiae them. The vitamins, 
minerals and fiber provided by 
vegetables are so essential to a healthy, 
balanced diet, that a little subterfuge is 
forgivable. 

One good place to start is with bread. 
Vegetables added to bread recipes pro­
vide an interesting flavor and texture. 
The following recipe makes a nutritious 
bread that is lower in fat than many 
similar breads, high in fiber with whole 
wheat flour and bran, and full of the 
vitamins found in carrots and zucchini. 

ZUCCHINI-CARROT BREAD 
21 2 cups whole wheat flour 
1 tsp. baking soda 
2 tsp. baking powder 
3' 2 tsp. cinnamon 
1 tsp. nutmeg 
1 2 cup bran 
3 eggs 
1 2 cup oil 
3~ cup brown sugar 
2 tsp vanilla 
1 cup zucchini, grated, squeezed and 

tightly packed 
1 cup carrots, grated and firmly 

packed 
Into a large bowl sift the flour, baking 

soda, baking powder and spices. Stir in 
the bran. In a medium bowl, beat the 
eggs and oil. Stir in the sugar and 
vanilla. Pour the liquid ingredients in to 
the dry ingredients, add zucchini and 
carrots, and stir just until completely 
blended. 

Pour into two lightly oiled 81 2 "x41'2" 

loaf pans <or muffin pans or custard 
cups). Bake at 375 degrees until done 
(bread about 1 hour, muffins 20-25 
minutes). 

This will produce 2loaves of bread, or 
about 24 muffins. An average serving 
will contain 134 calories, and about 6 
grams of fat. 

CREAM OF BROCCOLI SOUP 
Another delicious way to sneak in 

some vegetables is during the soup 
course, an easy place to introduce the 
taste of vegetables in a mild and pleas­
ing manner. This mild, creamy broccoli 
soup provides important vegetable 
nutrients, and is low in fat, since it is 
made with evaporated skim milk. For 
variety, asparagus, mushrooms or zuc­
chni can be substituted for the broccoli. 

1 pound broccoli, fresh or fro~en 
t,4 cup onion chopped 
t4 tsp. white pepper 
1 tbsp. flour 
1 tsp. basil (optional) 
H3 cups water . 
1 cube or tsp. low-sodium chicken 

bouillon 
1 13-ounce can evaporated skim milk 
Wash, trim and break the fresh broc­

coli into small pieces. Place the broccoli 
in a medium saucepan and add the re­
maining ingredients, except the 
evaporated milk. Cover and bring to a 
boil. Simmer until the broccoli is tender 
(about 10-15 minutes). 

Save some broccoli florets for garnish, 
while pureeing rest of soup in blender. 
Return soup to the pan, add the saved 
broccoli florets, and stir in the 
evaporated milk. Heat to serving 
temperature.

CARROT-ORANGE BARS 
Vegetables for dessert may seem 

sneaky, but all's fair in providing sound 
nutrition for vegetable haters. These 
Carrot-Orange Bars have a delicate 
orange taste and are loaded with beta­
carotene, a form of vitamin A associated 
with lower cancer risk. 

2 cups raw carrots, chopped 
2 cups whole wheat flour 
2 tsp. baking powder 
12 tsp. nutmeg 
12 tsp. cinnamon 
13 cup softened margarine 
'2 cup sugar 
1 egg 
1 tsp. vanilla extract 
12 cup orange juice 
2 tsp. grated orange rind 
Steam the carrots until very tender, 

then mash. Meanwhile, sift together 
flour, baking powder, nutmeg, and cin­
namon and set aside. Cream the 
margarine and sugar; beat in the egg 
and vanilla. Alternate adding the flour 
mixture and the orange juice and rind 
to the egg mixture. Then stir in the 
mashed carrots. 

Bake in a greased 8"xll" pan at 350 
degrees for 35 minutes.

The red, 
itching spots left by these little insects 
can be very annoying to people who en­
joy spending their time outdoors.

in the early summer months, said Lee . 
Townsend, UK Extension entomologist 

Chiggers are only about a fiftieth of an 
inch long, but being hard to see does not 
make them hard to find . 

Wooded and grassy areas, especially 
where grass is tall or unmowed, are 
prime chigger locations, said Townsend. 

The insects tend to bite people in 
places where clothing fits tightly, such 
as waistbands. 

Unlike ticks and mosquitoes, which 
burrow into the skin to feed on blood, 
chiggers remain on the skin surface, us­
ing their digestive juices to feed on skin 
cells. The digestive juices cause the 
bites to itch. 

The chigger only feeds for a short 
time, then drops off. "By the time you 
feel the bites, the chigger is already 
gone, " Townsend said. 

Chiggers do not transmit diseases 
when they feed, but scratching the bites 
can cause them to become infected. 

Townsend recommended that people 
apply insect repellents before going in­
to areas likely to have chiggers. If you 
think you have been bitten, take a hot, 
soapy shower when you get home. There 
also are several skin ointments that can 
relieve the itching.

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Erosion Study Set 
For Army at U of K 

Most farmers try to prevent the ero­
sion which comes from gullies and dit· 
ches, but the engineering department 
with the University of Kentucky's Col­
lege of Agriculture is going to build a 
gully to cause that erosion. 

The engineering department has 
received a $250,000 grant from the U.S. 
Army to study channel erosion over the 
next three years. 

Bill Barfield, a UK engineer who will 
be heading the project, said the army 
has just funded $110,000 of the total 
amount to fund the first year of the 
program. 

"What we will be trying to do is to 
predict how much sediment will be 
generated in erosion of the channel," 
Barfield said. "The biggest source of 
erosion comes from channel bank 
failure. We want to pinpoint all the fac­
tors causing erosion and develop a 
mathematical formula to determine 
when the channel will fail." 

To do this, Barfield's team will con­
duct model experiments in a laboratory 
setting the first year . 

"We'll build an artificial channel out 
of soil and then run water down it," he 
said. "We'll be measuring the rate of 
growth of the channel. We want to see 
how wide it gets and how fast it gets 
there." 

The second year, Barfield said the 
team will run tests in existing small 
streams in different Kentucky locations. 

The possible payoff will be the control 
of gullies, and for a large part of Ken· 
tucky that's an important payoff. Bar· 
field said parts of western Kentucky, 
especially in areas with loess soil, 
farmers face considerable problems 
with channel erosion 

Why is the U.S. Army interested in 
research which will help Kentucky 
farmers? 

"It will help them too, " Barfield said. 
"The army is one of the largest land­
holders in the country."

MSU was placed on the organization's 
national blacklist in 1983 following the 
non-reappointment a year earlier of two 
probationary faculty members in the 
Department of Art. The AAUP alleged 
at the time that the action denied the 
faculty members "the safeguards of 
academic due process" under its 
standards. 

In voting to remove the censure this 
year, the AAUP noted that MSU had 
changed its policies regarding non­
reappointment of probationary faculty 
and other procedures involving faculty 
to bring them "into full compliance with 
Association-recommended standards."

Is Commended by State

ment plant will contract out their lab work but Prestonsburg maintains its 
own system to insure onsite control.

Prestonsburg's wastewater treatment 

plant last month was commended by the 
state's Division of Water for the ex­
cellent operation of their facility. 

"I hate to beat on anyone's drum too 
loudly, but they're doing a real good job. 
They sure are," said Gene Blair, super­
visor for the Hazard Division of Water. 
"Prestonsburg is one of the top two in 
this district." 

Blair cited three reasons for the 
plant's successful operation. First, he 
said, they've got the commitment from 
the city to provide the financial backing. 
Next, they use qualified people­
certified operators-to run it. And last­
ly, they've got a quality plant. "It's well 
operated and maintained, and they've 
got some good folks working there," he 
said. 

The wastewater treatment plant was 
built in 1963. Then an addition was add­
ed in 1974 when it upgraded its operation 
to become a secondary treatment plant, 
whereby a higher percentage of solids 
are removed from the wastewater. 
Presently, it takes about 500,000 gallons 
of wastewater daily, or about one-half 
of its capacity. But the figure may vary 
based on the amount of rainwater. 

According to Superintendent Bill 
Harvey Howard of the City Utility's 
Commission, the men at the treatment 
plant work as a team to keep the plant 
running smoothly and meet all state and 
federal guidelines. "We've never been 
fined," Howard said for negligence or 
low performance. In fact, the plant 
maintains a higher standard than what 
is required. 

By law the plant is required to remove 
85 percent of the solids and impurities 
from the sewage water before it can be 
discharged into the river. Yet the 
Prestonsburg plant removal percentage 
is about 92 percent, according to Russell 
Music, Jr., who works as the lab techni­
cian and is a certified plant operator. 

On July 2 his test showed the removal 
rate was 95 percent. Working with Music 
at the plant are Danny McKenzie and 
Bobby Lewis. Both men are Class II 
operators with well over 10 years of 
experience. 

The Hazard Division of Water is 
governed by regulations from the En­
vironmental Protection Agency, and 
they are required to make quarterly in­
spections to insure that the plant's 
discharge elimination system is meeting 
its standard. "Our main concern is what 
they're putting in the river," Blair said. 

Yet while the city of Prestonsburg has 
to maintain a high standard of 
wastewater treatment, it is common 
knowledge that smaller communities 
like Auxier and Allen are pouring un­
treated sewage into the river. Blair said 
that there are health laws that prohibit 
pouring raw sewage into the river, but 
that his agency doesn't have the man­
power or funds needed to enforce the law 
in the communities where it is being 
broken. 

The Prestonsburg plant is well­
maintained. The grounds are kept trim 
during the summer months; the 
machinery- 12 pumps and 6 motors­
are monitored daily and serviced on a 
regular basis to keep them running cool; 
the lab and control rooms are clean and 
brightly painted. The men have ti1e 
respons£bility for 14 pump stations on 
the site, and if a pump goes down there 
is always a backup pump to take its 
place. The employees also try hard to 
keep odors down to a tolerable level. 

Howard is proud of the plant and the 
work being done there and welcomes 
people to visit it. "We encourage tours 
of the facility," Howard said. " In the 
past teachers ha'(e brought their 
students out to show them how the plant 
works." 

"We all work together and help one 
another," he said. "This is the way we 
want it. We take pride in it."

Corn Crop Fairing Better 
Than Others This Season 

Last week's rain provided some relief 
to Kentucky crops. But, as has been the 
case throughout this dry, hot summer, 
the rainfall was so variable-from .26 in­
ches in Grayson to 4.27 inches in Bowl­
ing Green-that many farming areas 
received little precipitation. 

As of July 2, soil moisture was rated 
11 percent very short, 38 percent short, 
49 percent adequate and 2 percent 
surplus. 

"Most of the Commonwealth's crops 
are showing the effects of the dry con­
ditions with spotty growth," said 
Agriculture Commissioner David E. 
Boswell. "Corn appears to be the crop 
in the best condition because so much 
was planted early. Tobacco is general­
ly in fair condition, and soybeans are 
beginning to show some growth." 

The condition of the corn crop is rated 
2 percent poor, 31 percent fair, 53 per­
cent good and 14 percent excellent by 
reporters for the Kentucky Agricultural 
Statistics Service. 

About 55 percent of the acreage is silk­
ed or silking. This is ahead of the 43 per­
cent which was silked or silking at this 
time last year and far ahead of the 20

percent for the five-year average. About 
12 percent of the corn is in the milk 
stage. 

Corn borer populations are beginning 
to increase in most areas, but not yet at 
a dangerous level. Japanese beetles are 
causing serious damage to fields in the 
central and south central counties. 

Tobacco condition was rated 1 percent 
poor, 49 percent fair, 48 percent good 
and 2 percent excellent. Reporters for 
the statistics service say black shank is 
causing the most severe disease pro­
blems for the crop. Managanese toxici­
ty is a close second cause for crop 
damage. 

About 95 percent of the soybean crop 
was planted by July 5. About 20 percent 
of the acreage is blooming; some fields 
are beginning to set pods. 

Condition of the soybean crop is rated 
1 percent poor, 50 percent fair, 48 per­
cent good and 1 percent excellent by the 
statistics service. 

The wheat harvest is 95 percent com­
plete. This compares with 91 percent 
harvested at this time last year and on­
ly 77 percent for the five-year average. 
Yields have been good. 

The hay harvest has been active, but 
some delays have been caused by the 
rain. Pastures are in fairly good condi­
tion. Japanese beetles are causing 
damage to fruit trees, and bag worms 
are a problem for ornamentals and 
Christmas tree acreage.

Social Security 
NEW LAW ENCOURAGES 
WORK ATTEMPTS 

Many blind and disabled Supplemen­
tal Security Income (SSI) recipients 
may not be aware that they can work 
without losing all their SSI checks or 
Medicaid coverage. Also, recipients 
whose SSI checks were stopped because 
their earnings made their income too 
high to get checks may be able to 
receive checks again if they find they no 
longer can work. 

Special temporary provisions of the 
Social Security Act-Section 1619-were 
designed to encourage blind and disabl­
ed SSI recipients to try to work. These 
provisions are now permanent parts of 
the law.

PHOTOSENSITIVITY 
For some people, a day in the sun produces a rash or 

blisters instead of a tan. These people may well suffer 
from sun poisoning, the common term for photosensitivity 
to the sun. Photosensitive reactions can occur if the skin 
is exposed to the sun when one or more additional fac­
tors are present. These may include the taking of certain 
medications such as drugs for high blood pressure and 
diabetes, some antibiotics and tranquilizers, and water 
pills. Certain topical agents such as after-shaves may also 
trigger photosensitivity. While photosensitivity itself is 
not life-threatening, it could signal a serious underlying 
problem. For this reason, it is a good idea to visit a der­
matologist if "sun poisoning" is experienced. 

Always follow label directions. Many people think that 
over the counter medications are "safe" to use and do 
not stop to realize that these medicines, if not taken 
carefully and properly can have repercussions. The 
literature enclosed in most medications warn the user of 
any side effects the medication may produce. If in doubt 
about a medication, ask your pharmacist.

Recognizing that a disabled reci­
pient's return to work may not follow a 
steady progression, the law allows the 
recipient to use SSI as a steppingstone 
to employment. While testing his or her 
ability to work, the recipient may con­
tinue to receive some money from SSI. 
The amount received depends on the 
amount of earnings-as earnings in­
crease, the SSI payment decreases or 
stops. A recipient who finds his or her 
work attempt is unsuccessful, however, 
may have payments started again­
often without filing a new SSI 
application.

Disabled and blind recipients 
will be given a reminder notice when 
they earn at least $200 a month. 

The SSI work incentive provisions 
mean that many disabled and blind reci­
pients can try to work withotit fear of los­
ing all their benefits before they have 
proved they can succeed. And by mak­
ing it easier for disabled recipients to 
work when it is possible for them to 
work, they can realize their full poten­
tial in our society.

All underground coal miners must be 
given "hands on" training in the use of 
self-contained self-resuce CSCSR) 
breathing devices before entering 
underground coal mines, according to 
an emergency temporary standard that 
has been published by the Labor Depart­
ment's Mine Safety and Health Ad­
ministration CMSHAL 

Self-contained self-rescuers are 
breathing devices that provide oxygen 
and increase the wearer's chance of sur­
viving a mine fire or explosion. In such 
an emergency in confined underground 
atmospheres, proper donning of an 
SCSR device is essential to protecting 
miners from dangerously low levels of 
oxygen and high concentrations of car­
bon monoxide, as well as other toxic pro­
ducts of combustion. Under these cir­
cumstances, those without adequate 
skill in the use of SCSR devices are in 
danger of losing their lives. 

Existing safety standards require that 
SCSR breathing devices bEi available for 
all miners, supervisors, and visitors 
entering underground coal mines and 
that such persons be instructed in all 
aspects of the devices and trained in 
their use. 

The emergency temporary ("hands 
on") standard requires that, in addition 
to attending classroom or on-site 
demonstrations or audiovisual presen­
tations, those who go underground must 
go through the training steps of opening 
the SCSR breathing device, activating 
it, inserting or simulating the insertion 
of the mouthpiece and wearing the nose 
clip. 

The decision to issue the emergency 
temporary standard reflects MSHA's 
evaluation of SCSR breathing device 
training programs at U.S. underground 
coal mines, as well as investigative fin­
dings following the 1984 Wilberg Mine 
fire in Utah that killed 27 persons. 

There have been several instances in 
which miners are known to have suc­
cessfully escaped by properly using 
SCSR devices. However, MSHA's in­
vestigation into the Wilberg fire raised 
serious questions about the effectiveness 
of self-contained self-rescue device 
training. Evidence gathered there show­
ed that some of the Z7 victims did not ap­
pear to know how to activate and wear 
the SCSR device available to them or to 
know how critical it was to protect their 
lungs from smoke and carbon monoxide 
produced by the fire. 

Also, MSHA in 1986 completed a na­
tionwide evaluation of the effectiveness 
of SCSR training covering 1,174 
underground coal mines. In the survey, 
about 20 percent of nearly 9,000 
underground coal miners and super­
visors failed when asked to properly ac­
tivate and wear an SCSR device and to 
correctly answer questions about its use 
and storage. Insufficient training was in­
dicated at 243 of the mines being 
surveyed. MSHA has estimated that up 
to one-half of the total miners affected 
by the emergency temporary standard 
may not have had the "hands on" 
training. 

Among other findings that support the 
need for an MSHA emergency tempo­
rary standard are those in a U.S. Bureau

of Mines and University of Kentucky 
study at two coal companies indicasting 
that industry relies heavily on SCSR 
device training such as audiovisual 
presentations or instructor's demonstra­
tions, rather than "hands on" training. 

The emergency temporary standard 
became effective on Tuesday, June 30, 
upon. being published in the Federal 
Register. The specified "hands on" 
SCSR training will be required after 
Sept. 28 for all persons entering 
underground coal mines. Under this 
special rulemaking procedure, the 
emergency temporary standard also 
will serve as the basis for the proposed 
permanent MSHA rule to revise Title 30, 
Code of Federal Regulations, to include 
"hands on" training with self-contained 
self-rescue devices as part of regular 
training for supervisors and miners. The 
proposed permanent rule appeared as a 
separate notice in the Federal Register 
on June 30.

Multiple Licenses 
No Longer Allowed 

According to a new federal law, effec­
tive July 1, 1987 it will be illegal for an 
operator of a commercial motor vehicle 
to have multiple drivers licenses issued 
by different states. This is the first phase 
of the Commerical Motor Vehicle Safe­
ty Act of 1986 which reflects public con­
cern for truck safety. 

By securing operator licenses from 
more than one state, commercial 
drivers can avoid license suspension and 
penalties for driving violations. 
Therefore it is now required that 
operators only be licensed by the state 
in_ which they reside. Failure to comply 
wtth the new law can result in a fine of 
up to $2,500 and/or revocation of the 
operator's license. 

In addition to the license from the 
state where the commercial operator 
legally resides, drivers operating in the 
following states will be required by those 
states to have a separate license: 
Virginia, Florida, Connecticut Illinois 
New Hampshire, Vermont, West 
':'irgini_a and Wisconsin. These excep­
tions wtll be allowed until the states pass 
laws to change these requirements or 
until December 31, 1989, whiche~er 
comes first. 

Operators who possess licenses from 
other states should return them to those 
states. Destroying a license or simply 
waiting for it to expire will not be ac­
cepted because the issuing state's 
records will still show an active license. 

This single license requirement is on­
ly the first phase of the Commercial 
Motor Vehicle Safety Act, which also ad­
dressed methods to improve driver 
quality and remove problem drivers 
from the road.

Summer is a time when parents need 
to watch for burn dangers to their 
children. A warning to children and their 
parents may help prevent injuries. 

The following is a list of potential 
hazards. They are causes of burns seen 
in the Burn Unit at Kosair Children's 
Hospital during past summers accor­
ding to Diane Denton, Burn Prevention 
Educator. 

Fireworks-particularly unsupervis­
ed use of fireworks. 

Gasoline-{!hildren cutting grass or 
playing with gasoline. 

Grills and charcoal-children stand­
ing too close as parents use grills and 
charcoal or , walking on charcoal 
dumped out of a grill as well as other 
contact burns. 

Trash fires-(allowed in some coun­
ties outside Jefferson). 

Sunburn-infants and toddlers who 
need shade protection as well as 
sunscreen. 

Muffler burns-contact with lawn 
mowers, mini-bikes, motorcycles, etc. 

Some burns happen year-round, but 
parents need year-round reminders. 

Scalds-pots and pans on a stove, 
fryers and slow cookers, coffee pots. 

Scalds-water too hot in tub or sink. 
Cooking burns-fires from grease. 
Play with matches or lighters. 
Irons-(Take three minutes to heat 

and 20 to cool, temperatures vary from 
170° to 370° Fl.

The causative agent is the first link in 
the chain.

The portal of entry is where bacteria 
and viruses enter the body. They can 
enter through the nose, but the most 
common portal of entry is the mouth. 

The susceptible host can be you or 
anyone who can provide a suitable en­
vironment where bacteria can grow and 
produce more causative agents. The 
chain of infection can now begin again 
and continue the spread of disease. 

The good news is that you can break 
the chain of infection at any point with 
simply hygienic practices. 

The most important way to stop the 
spread of infection is to frequently wash 
your hands with lots of soap and water. 
This is especially important after 
toileting and before eating. 

Also be conscious of covering your 
sneezes and coughs. Try to use a 
disposable tissue whenever possible. 
When your hands or cloth handkerchiefs 
are used to cover snezes and coughs, 
they can act as reservoirs and end up 
aiding the transmission of bacteria. 
Dispose of your used tissues properly • 
and remember to wash your hands 
before continuing your chores. 

Keeping your body, clothes and hair 
as clean as possible is also important. 
Our skin and hair oils provide reservoirs 
for bacterial growth. Daily bathing 
removes most bacteria and their reser­
voirs, thereby reducing the risk of infec­
tion. Dirty clothing can act as a reser­
voir and a mode of transmission; 
therefore, frequent changes and 
washing help break the chain of 
infection. 

Dust particles carry bacteria, so keep 
your living area as free of dust and clut­
ter as possible. 

Food products can harbor and grow 
bacteria, too. So be aware of how you 
keep, prepare, and serve your food. 
Keep food preparation and storage 
areas clean and free of insects and 
rodents. Always wash fresh vegetables 
and fruits thoroughly under running 
water. Cook foods completely. Be sure 
to serve hot foods hot and cold foods 
cold. Store leftovers as soon as possible 
in covered containers in your 
refrigerator. Do not allow leftover food 
to remain on the table, countertops or 
stove for hours. Foods are rich in

In a small suburban patch of land­
scape, big surprises arrive in small 
packages. I plant mystery in my 
garden and more times than not, am 
pleasantly surprised. 

This year along our front curb, I 
interplanted scarlet annual phlox with 
Tribute strawberries. I figured that I'd 
get more color per square foot, and 
the phlox would encourage butterflies. 
The mixture worked well. I haven't 
figured out yet whether neighborhood 
kids see the combined red tones and 
dismiss both as flowers or see the 
flowers and then discover the joys of 
picking their own strawberries. Come 
to think of it, I have been offering 
an increasing number of strawberry 
picking lessons lately. 

Zinnias, marigolds, impatiens and 
Buddleias can form the nucleus of 
a sure-fire butterfly- attracting garden. 
If you want to add more zing to your 
butterfly plantings, visit a nearby 
meadow, marsh or scrub patch and· 
learn which plants butterflies visit in 
the real world. 

My own wanderings have intro­
duced me to six species of native 
wildflowers and shrubs which attract 
a wonderful variety of butterflies. 
Added to your garden, you may find 
them outshining butterfly garden 
mainstays. 

If skippers are the sparrows of the 
butterfly world, then hairstreaks are 
the warbler equivalent. These in­
tricately patterned small butterflies 
dart from perch to flower and back 

again. To identify them, you need to 
make them sit still long enough for 
you to examine them. As with chil­
dren, the best way to keep them in 
one place is to feed them something 
they love to eat. And for these but­
terflies, small white flowers in large 
clusters have the appeal of ice cream 
and cake. The native plants that do 
the job for me are three shrubs, sweet 
pepperbush, buttonbush and New 
Jersey tea, and a perennial wildflower, 
narrow-leaved mountain mint. All four 
are highly attractive to other butter­
flies as well. 

One other white wildflower that 
works wonders is a weedy roadside 
plant of the southeastern U.S., 
shepherd's needle. If you aren't sure 
about its butterfly attractiveness, just 
count the number of butterflies shown 
sipping at this flower in Butterflies 
East of the Great Plains by Paul Opler 
and George Krizek. Out of its normal 
range, use this plant as an annual. 

A couple of yellow butterfly mag­
nets, both found wild over a broad 
area, are lance-leaved coreopsis, which 
blooms from April through August, 
and tickseed sunflower, flowering July 
through September. Skippers find the 
coreopsis a favorite. The tickseed, 
Bidens aristosa. is a favorite of 
monarchs. 

A number of small native plant 
nurseries offer the shrubs I've men­
tioned. For the flowers, seek out the 
plants and collect their seeds. For 
shepherd's needle, plan a late 
February trip to scour Florida's 
roadsides for its seed. After all, what 
other reason could there be for a 
winter trip to Florida?

Domestic Violence 
Has Cycles of Abuse 

Domestic violence has often been 
compared to a roller coaster ride with 
its unpredictable drops and curves. This, 
however, is not usually the case. There 
is a definite cycle of abuse which entails 
three phases. 

The first phase is known as the 
tension-building phase. In this phase 
there is great tension and stress in the 
home. This may include verbal or men­
tal abuse between members of the fami­
ly. The length of this phase is situational 
and depends on the family itself. The 
tension continues to build until it reaches 
a climax. 

This climax is phase two, called the 
acute battering incident. This is the 
stage where the actual violence takes 
place. This phase is usually an outburst 
or violent episode and the degree of 
abuse varies. 

The "Honeymoon phase" is the third 
phase. It is given this name because 
after the violent episode, the abuser pro­
mises to change his/her violent behavior 
and strives to improve the relationship 
with the victim. The relationship bet­
ween victim and abuser does improve 
and is sometimes described as being 
"better than ever''. This lasts until the 
tension begins building and phase one 
comes into play bringing the cycle full 
circle. 

Victims of domestic violence who 
have never been educated on the cycle 
of abuse know it, because they live it. 
This is the reason many victims are able 
to leave the home before the violence 
takes place. They know what the 
tension-building phase feels like, and 
they know what comes next. The victim 
of domestic violence typically feels 
helpless, because they are unable to 
leave the relationship for financial or 
other reasons. What these victims need 
to know is that there is a place they and 
their children can go and there are pro­
grams to assist with child care and 
financial aid. 

Domestic violence or abuse occurs at 
all levels of socio-economic status, to 
women and men, with no preference to 
race, religion, or age. The cycle of abuse 
can be broken by the victim's leaving 
the home and the family seeking 
counseling. If you or anyone you know

Good pitching stops good hitting, and 

vice versa. 
Well, lately, major league baseball 

has proved to be more of vice versa than 
of good pitching stops good hitting, or 
maybe good pitching has taken a hike, 
and therefore is not around to stop good 
hitting. 

Regardless of the reasons, one fact re­
mains; professional baseball has sud­
denly turned into an offensive paradise, 
filled with solid wood and capable 
choppers. 

Some say it's because the baseball is 
juiced up, but those same people have 
said that every year for several years. 

Maybe it's true this time. Baseballs 
have flown out of major league parks 
like fall geese heading south- often and 
in bunches. 

Comebacks are an every day occur­
rence, not just a weapon of successful 
teams. A lead that once was considered 
sacred, untouchable, is now sacrificial, 
a luxury turned dangerous. 

The New York Yankees have twice 
come back, once after trailing Toronto 
by nine runs, and again after being 
behind, 7-0, to record impossible 
victories. 

The Yankees can score runs. They 
always have been capable of that, but 

New York isn't the only team to make 
possible impossible come-from-behind 
victories. 

Last week, Cincinnati led the 
Philadelphia Phillies, 8-1, but the Reds 
failed to hold the seven-run advantage, 
falling 10-8 in extra innings. 

These are merely isolated incidents of 
a season filled with wasted leads, 
dramatic comebacks, and record­
breaking offensive numbers. 

Players who have never hit before are 
hitting this season. Rafael Santana of the 
New York Mets, .218last year, is close 
to .300. Glen Hubbard, Atlanta's scrap­
py second baseman, is known as a defen­
sive player, as is Bo Diaz of the Cincin­
nati Reds, but for some reason both are 
having their best-ever years at the plate. 

Once again, these are only a few of the 
many examples available. Young 
players such as Mark McGwire, Rob 
Deere and Eric Davis have, because of 
their offensive numbers, made im­
mediate names for themselves-names 
that sit right beside Dale Murphy, Dave 
Parker, and Mike Schmidt.

Summer Fishing Tips 
The summer period can be the real 

test of a bass enthusiast's love of the 
sport. This two to four month time frame 
is highlighted by an overabundance of 
food and stable fishing patterns. 
Fishing is tough and bass tend to hold in 
locational patterns. During summer, 
weather plays an important role in 
determining the success of any outing. 

As far as fishing a theoretical lake 
during this period, Ken Cook, Evinrude 
Pro Staff member, has quite a number 
of excellent tips to share with the anx­
ious angler. 

"Where and what type of habitat 
you're going to fish almost totally deter­
mines what type of lure you use. As far 
as the summer season, the grassbed is 
the most common denominator among 
lowland shallow water lakes. The bass 
will relate to that almost without excep­
tion. The key to catching these fish is 
controlled a great deal at this time of 
year by pH <the acidity or alkalinity of 
the water), which is very important at 
this time of ear." 

There are steps in the pH measure­
ment with 7 being neutral, those 
numbers below 7 show increasing acidi­
ty, those a hove 7 increasing alkalinity. 
The pH levels also measure the 
hydrogen-ion concentration: where 
there is little oxygen in the water, there 
is more acid; where there is more ox­
ygen in the water, there is more alkalini­
ty. Bass shy away from acid waters. 

"So, generally, the daily pattern is 
that you can catch bass around the 
shallow parts of the grassbed early in 
the day because the pH is low and it's 
comfortable at that time," Cook con­
tinues. "It then goes up as the sunlight 
increases the photosynthesis, and that 
increases the pH. So the fish will retreat 
to the shady part of the grassbed, if 
there are suitable spaces in it. If the 
grassbed is very dense so there's not any 
space amongst it, then the bass will go 
away from it and suspend." 

What lures does Cook favor under 
these conditions? "You can fish a top­
water bait in the morning across the 
grassbed, a buzz bait or spinnerbait, and 
catch bass very successfully. But usual-

ly that quits about 9 or 10 o'clock. Then 
you have to get deep into that grassbed 
with a heavy worm or jig by flipping it 
through the vegetation, or you'll find 
yourself in a real tough catching situa­
tion with suspended bass away from 
cover." 

Ken Cook keys in on habitat availabili­
ty on large man-made impoundments 
and reservoirs. 

"Bass in the summertime usually 
relate to the main body of the lake. If you 
have a big lake, my patterns revolve 
around main lake structure-and there 
are some exceptions to that especially 
if there's current. 

"But for the average reservoir where 
there's no current, I can eliminate the 
upper ends of coves, back ends of the 
creeks, and most of the sides That 
means I'll be fishing a smaller part of 
the reservoir: the main body of the lake, 
the main river points and drops." 

Where do bass tend to congregate or . 
"associate" on reservoirs during the 
summer period? 

"The bass tend to be associated on 
convex structure: humps, ridges and 
structure that come up off the bottom. 
A lot of times they will be associated 
with the edge of a river or creek chan­
nel because there tends to be a little 
hump at the edge of a river channel. In 

summertime I'm looking for mid-water 
structure, main lake structure: humps, 
ridges, points, edges that border deep 
water, roadbeds, etc.'' 

Most professional and amateur bass 
tournaments require all entrants to 
wear an approved personal flotation 
(PFD) whenever the outboard is run­
ning. It's a good idea to wear a PFD 
whenever you're on the water, and now 
Johnson and Eyinrude dealers have 
made that a little easier with a new 
PFD designed just for bass fishermen. 
The arm holes are generously cut for 
ease of movement, and the side laces 
are adjustable to help keep you cool in 
any weather.

After the Phillies closed out a three­
game sweep, Wednesday, Montreal 
came to Riverfront Stadium for a four­
game series, leaving Sunday with three 
wins. 

Cincinnati earned their only victory of 
the series Thursday, defeating the Ex­
pos 7-2 behind Bill Gullickson, and Rob 
Murphy. 

Gullickson, the Reds' winningest pit­
cher, pitched seven innings to record his 
ninth win against five losses. The 
righthander gave up two runs on five 
hits before giving way to Rob Murphy. 

Murphy, leading the National League 
in relief appearances, worked the final 
two innings, shutting out Montreal on 
one hit.

The days of 2o-game winners haven't 
disappeared, but in achieving this some 
earned run averages are going to suffer. 

Major league baseball is an explosive 
show filled with blazing wood and rough­
ed up cowhide. The man on the hill is no 
longer king. He fears his counterpart­
the man with the golden stick.

QUESTION: I am a 65 year old man 
and I have prostate cancer, which was 
recently found to have spread to my 
bones. My doctor wants to give me a 
drug called DES, to control the cancer 
and stop the pain. I've heard before that 
DES causes cancer, and that it was 
recommended in the early 1970s that 
doctors no longer prescribe it. I'm con­
fused. Is DES usually a treatment for 
prostate cancer which has spread to the 
bones? Isn't DES dangerous? 

ANSWER: DES (diethylstilbestrol) is 
a synthetic form of the female hormone 
estrogen. It is often used to treat advanc­
ed or recurrent prostate cancer. 

Prostate cancer cells rely upon male 
hormones for their growth. The use of 
a female hormone, such as DES, 
counteracts the effects of the male hor­
mone, and in this way controls the 
growth of the cancer cells. As in your 
case, cancer cells present in the bone 
stop growing, and bone pain subsides. 

In the past, DES was also given to 
some pregnant women to prevent 
miscarriage. In the early 1970s, studies 
revealed that DES caused health prob­
lems including some cancers in 
daughters who were exposed to the drug 
taken by their mothers while pregnant 
with them. Later studies showed that the 
mothers themselves may be a higher 
risk for breast cancer. 

A drug can be approved for many dif­
ferent uses .. Therefore, while DES 
should no longer be used during 
pregnancy, it is still useful for other 
medical conditions.

''World Series'' Scheduled 
For Mine Rescue Teams 

The U.S. Labor Department's Mine 
Safety and Health Administration 
(MSHAJ will hold its biannual National.1 
Mine Rescue and First Aid Contest for 
the coal mining industry on Sept. 15, 16 
and 17 at the Kentucky Fair and Exposi­
tion Center, Louisville. 

The 1987 contest will be the 31st in the 
history of the coal mining industry. The 
first was held in Pittsburgh in 1911, with 
President William H. Taft in attendance. 

Known as the "World Series of Safe­
ty," the contest will pit the top mine 
rescue and first aid teams of the mining 
industry against each other to select the 
finest teams in the nation. The purpose 
is both to sharpen the skills of all of the 
teams that may be called upon to locate 
and remove injured miners after a mine 
accident and to select the most effectivelf 
mine-rescue team in the industry. An in­
dividual contest for " henchmen" also 
will be held to test skills in maintaining 
and repairing equipment used by mine­
rescue teams. 

The mine-rescue contest will be 
limited to 100 teams, with each mining 
company permitted to enter one team 
from each of the MSHA subdistricts 
where coal is mined. The first aid con­
test will be limited to 30 teams. 

The coal mine-rescue contest, held in 
alternate years with the metal and 
nonmetal (non-coal) mine-rescue con­
test, will hold elimination events for the~ 
first two days. From these contests, 20 
teams will be selected for the finals, and 
from these teams the champion team 
will be chosen. For both the first aid 
teams and the henchman, one test will 
determine the winner. 

More than 1,000 contestants are ex­
pected to enter the various competitions. 
Winning teams in each category will 
receive trophies , to be presented at a 
banquet after the contest. Other awards 
donated by MSHA, the states and equip­
ment manufacturer of fire-suppression . 
equipment. MSHA and state mine safe• 
ty agencies will provide the judges.

While grain prices recovered some 

lost ground in May, they are still 
generally lower than they were a year 
ago. Corn, with a mid-May price of $1.91, 
was 19 cents above the April average of 
$1. 72, but 66 cents below a year ago. 

·Wheat, with a mid-May average of $2.88, 
was nine cents above the April average 
of $2. 79, but 26 cents below May 1986. 
Soybeans, at $5.49, were above both the 
April average of $5.06 and the May 1986 
price of $5.42. 

The May All Farm Products Index of 
Prices Received by Farmers increased 
four points from April to 129 percent of 
its January-December 1977 average. 
Higher prices for beef cattle, hogs, corn, 
soybeans and cotton were partially off-1 
set by lower prices for eggs, milk and 
tomatoes.

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Home Ownership Brings 
Tax Responsibilities 

When you purchase your first home, 
you should begin recordkeeping by sav­
ing a copy of the settlement or closing 
statement. This will help you establish 
the basis in your home. The basis is 
usually the cost or purchase price of the 
home. Other items such as legal fees and 
transfer taxes may be added to your 
basis. You may deduct your share of the 
real estate taxes, mortgage interest, and 
" points" that are considered interest, in

• the year you buy the home if you itemize 
•your deductions. 

As you make improvements, you 
should keep copies of the receipts. 
Remodeling a bathroom or replacing a 
roof are examples of improvements. Im­
provements are added to the basis of 
your property and should not be confus­
ed with repairs. 

If you use part of your home for 
business and deduct a portion of your 
household costs as a business expense, 
you will need to keep records of how 
much depreciation you claimed and 
what portion of the home you used for 

' business. 
Records of selling expenses such as 

commissions, advertising and legal fees 
should also be saved. Loan charges such 
as loan placement fees or " points" are 
also selling expenses. 

Why is it important to keep records? 
Because e~ch time you sell your home, 
you must file a Form 2119, " Sale or Ex­
change of Principal Residence,' ' with 
that year's tax return to report the gain 
on the sale. You may be able to defer the 
gain on the scale under certain cir-
cumstances and you may be eligible to 
exclude all or part of the gain if you sell 
your home when you are age 55 or older. 

Normally, you only need to keep 
copies of your returns for three years. 
But records concerning your home, in­
cluding previously filed Forms 2119, 
should be kept for three years after the 
year in which you report the gain on sale 
of the old home.

523, " Tax Information on Selling Your 
Home," or Publication 587, "Business 
Use of Your Home," by calling the IRS

Some Kentucky Grain 
Stocks Highest Ever 

Total stocks of corn and sorghum in 
Kentucky on June 1 reached record high 
levels, while soybeans stocks were 
below a year ago, according to the Ken­
tucky Agricultural Statistics Service. 

" Corn stocks in all positions totaled 
64.7 million bushels compared to 50.5 
million last year, a 28 percent increase," 
said Agriculture Commissioner David 
E. Boswell. 

Grain sorghum stocks were up 4 per­
cent to 1.1 million bushels. Wheat stocks 
in off-farm facilities were a record high 
1.3 million bushels, up 26 percent from 
a year ago. 

Meanwhile Kentucky soybean stocks 
fell13 percent from last June to a total 
6.7 million bushels. ' 

Of the 64.7 million bushels of corn 
stored in Kentucky, 46 percent was 
stored in on-farm facilities. Corn stored 
in off-farm facilities totaled a record 
high 35.2 million bushels, up 89 percent 
from last year and 54 percent of total 
s tocks . On-farm storage accounted for 
34 percent of soybean stocks, while the 
remaining 66 percent stored off the 
farm. 

By a vote of 80-15, the Senate recent­
ly adopted Senator Mitch McConnell's 
<R-KY) amendment to the Trade Bill 
correcting the manner in which farmers 
receive checks from the Commodity 
Credit Corporation <CCC). 

"Under the provisions of my bill, 
farmers will never be put in a position 
of waiting for their federal farm pro­
gram payments again," said McConnell. 

Farmers across the nation have not 
received farm program payments due 
them since May 1. McConnell's 
amendment would prevent this situation 
from occurring in the future, by alter­
ing the appropriations procedure for 
CCC. 

"Our nation's farmers have not been 
able to receive their federal farm pro­
gram payments in over six weeks," 
McConnell said. "Farmers made plans 
months ago based on the terms 
established in the contract they signed

with the federal government, and now 
they have found themselves waiting for 
the federal government to fulfill its end 
of the agreement," noted McConnell. 

"Five times in the last two years, in 
fact, the federal government has stop­
ped issuing federal farm program pay­
ment checks, failing to meet its contrac­
tual agreement. It is outrageous that this 
has become a regular occurrence, and 
the irony of the situation is that there is 
no valid reason that the CCC has been 
forced to stop issuing payments. No 
valid reason whatsoever," McConnell 
added. 

Each time CCC reaches the limit of its 
borrowing authority at Treasury, Con­
gress must pass an appropriations bill 
to reimburse CCC for losses incurred 
through the operation of farm programs. 
Under the McConnell amendment CCC 
would be provided funds automatically 
each time an appropriation became 
necessary. This would prevent the need 
for Congress to go through the lengthy 
procedure of passing an appropriations 
bill each time the CCC needs to fulfill its 
contractual obligations.

'Another World' reminds 
vet Forsyth of Vietnam 
By Marie Michaels 

When David Forsyth 
joined "Another World" 
in April, he was ideally 
qualified to play Vietnam 
veteran John Hudson. 
His performances on 
"Search for Tomorrow" 
(as Hogan McCleary), 
"Texas" (as T .. J. Can­
field) and "As the World 
Turns" (as Burke) had 
rapidly made him a soap­
opera veteran. What's 
more, Forsyth is himself 
a veteran of the war in 
Vietnam.

"Whenever there's dia­
logue relating to Viet­
nam, they c:he<:k with 
me," he says. "They let 
me put in my two cents 
about how I feel. We have 
a very open dialogue, 
whi<:h really makes a lot 
of sense." 

In Vietnam, Forsyth 
was a medical corpsman 
attached to the First Ma­
rine Division. He says 
that portraying a veteran 
brings back memories of 
his own tour of duty, but 
th;g they (l.r~n 't disturb-

ing ones. 
"I've made the Viet­

nam story line good for 
myself to the extent that 
it's almost an exorcism," 
he confides. "But I'm not 
going to usc this story as 
some kind of catharsis 
for my own benefit. It's 
always going to boil 
down to being a soap op­
era story line. I'm not de­
luded about that at all." 

There are a few aspects 
of Hudson that Forsyth 
hopes the show's writers 
will pursue in the future. 

"There are still a Jot of 
interesting things that 
we can do with the char­
acter, especially since he 
hasn't been in the United 
States for 20 years," he 
says. "From the time that 
he left Vietnam he has 
never had a chance to sit 
down and talk to anyone 
about the experience, so 
he's still thinking the 
way he did back in I967. 

"I hope they'll be a lit­
tle more specific about 
his past, other than the 
things that have come out 
about his relationship 
with Donna . .John's an 
angry, bitter person who 
has totally turned off to 
society. lie's totally 
irreverent. 

"But there arc times 
that you <:an see that he!s 
very vulnerable," For­
syth adds. "lie doesn't 
know where he stands as 
far as family relation­
ships are concerned, and 
he hasn't <:orne to grips 
with his problems. 

"I hope that the char­
acter docsn 't get washed 
9ut or be<;omc bl.and."

PSEUDORABIES

Kentucky swine farmers should be 

aware that a few instances of 
Pseudorabies have been diagnosed in 
Kentucky recently. 

Sometimes called Aujeszky's Disease 
or Mad Itch, Pseudorabies is caused by 
a herpes virus and is basically a highly 
infectious infection of swine that affects 
the central nervous system. 

Swine are considered the natural car­
riers of the virus. The infection is easi­
ly transmitted from swine to swine by 
oral and nasal secretions. It may also be 
contracted by cattle, sheep, dogs, cats, 
horse and wildlife-all of which will 
show severe itching, licking, biting and 
other self-multilation, ending in coma 
and death. 

Sows and gilts will lose their appetite, 
cough and have an elevated body 
temperature three days after exposure 
to the virus. Upper respiratory involve­
ment is the first clinical sign, and 
vomiting and constipation may occur. 
Symptoms may be so mild they are 
missed, though about half infected sows 
will abort. Sows exposed to the disease 
in late pregnancy may retain the 
fetuses, which usually become mum­
mified. Sows exposed shortly before far­
rowing may have. weak or dead pigs at 
birth. Small litters of weak or incoor­
dinated pigs may well indicate 
pseudorabies infection. 

Mortality in newborn pigs approaches 
100 percE)llt, and usually dies within 36 
hours after clinical signs become 
apparent. 

Clinical signs of Pseudorabies in other 
species may be the best monitor for the 
presence of the disease in swine. Im­
munity resulting from infection will pre­
vent reinfestation and is good for about 
18 months. However, passive immunity 
is not always effective in newborn pigs. 

A vaccine is available to control the 
disease, however in Kentucky it can be 
used only in infected herds and requires 
special permission from the State 
Veterinarian. 

Farms where Pseudorabies is 
diagnosed should be quarantined and 
certain precautions should be observed 
to prevent the spread of the disease to 
other farms. 

Your veterinarian is your best source 
of information on Pseudorabies and how 
to prevent it from spreading to other 
animals and other farms. He is trained 
not only in treatment of diseases but 
disease prevention, in fact he'd rather 
help you prevent problems than treat 
them for you.

This AIDS special aims to 
reach kids - and adults

"This film presented the 
facts in such a way that I 
could really grasp the situ­
ation of AIDS," says Dee 
Wallace Stone of "An Ene­
my Among Us," a CBS spe­
cial airing Tuesday, July 
21. "It really hit home- to 
be shunned by your 
friends, scared, totally im­
mobile and frustrated at 
not being able to do any­
thing to help yourself or 
your child." 

Stone plays Jan Fischer. 
the mother of Scott (Dan­
ny Nucci), a high-school 
student who discovers 
that a blood transfusion 
given to him three years 
earlier apparently was in­
fected with the AIDS vi­
rus. Once the community 
learns of his condition, he 
faces fear and prejudice, 
as well as doubts about 
the safety of sex later in 
life. Jan and her husband 
Jack (Stephen Macht) are 
stunned by the reaction 
against their son, but they 
are supportive of him and 
hopeful for his future. 

"My job was to bring to 
life as truly as I could the 
frustration and torment

the mother was going 
through while she at­
tempted to hold her family 
together," she says. "So I 
got a much greater under-· 
standing of the emotional 
side of it. It really connect­
ed with my heart more 
than my brain." · 

Stone, who last season 
played a mother of four in 
the CBS series "Nothing Is 
Easy," hopes the film's 
frank message will bring a 
greater awareness of the 
disease. 
· "This makes you deal 

with it, by covering both 
the emotional and the 
physical aspects of the 
AIDS problem," she says. 
"It doesn't cut corners. It 
doesn't step back from it­
self and be wary of any­
thing. It's all put out there 
for you. 

"It's a problem that 
should concern young peo­
ple now," she says of 
AIDS. ' 'There has been a 
lot of talk, but very little 
of it has been addressed to 
young kids in a way they 
can hear. So the movie is 
presented as their stcry." 
"An Enemy Among Us" 
was originally scheduleu 
to air as a "CBS School­
break Special," but the im­
portance of the AIDS 
problem has prompted the 
network to air it in prime­
time, where it will be seen 
by a much larger 
audience. 

''I'm really pleased that 
the network put it in pri­
metime," Stone says. "It's 
a film that everyone 
should sit down and 
watch together. The prob­
lems may be happening to 
a young adult in this, but 
they're the same problems 
that can happen to 
anyone.''

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Peter Tomarken cashes in 
with 'Bargain Hunters'

Is there anyone any­
where who hasn't bought 
something he or she 
didn't need because the 
price was simply too good 
to pass up? Bargains are 
hard to resist, and ABC's 
new daytime game show, 
"Bargain Hunters," is 
trying to cash in.

"No one I know today 
pays retail, and if they do 
they don't admit it," says 
Peter Tomarken, 40, the 
host of the new show. 

Tomarken claims that 
"Bargain Hunters" is the 
game show for the com­
mon people. "Our show 
doesn't require one to 
take a test to get on it," 
he ·says. "If you're fun 
and you shop, you're 
qualified. When I did 
'Press Your Luck' for 
CBS, we had a number of 
potential contestants we 
couldn't use because they 
didn't score well enough 
on the test - or they test­
ed too well." Pity the 
poor person who has to 
tell people tlwy ('an't be 
on the show because they 

play the game too well. 
But "Bargain Hunters" 

is not going to be break­
ing any new ground in an­
other area - game-show 
sexism. When did we last 
see a female host? 

"There have been a 
couple of attempts to use 
women hosts," says To­
mai·ken. "Betty White is 
probably the best. Unfor­
tunately, the show she 
did wasn't up to her abili­
ty. And I think the dilem­
ma of a woman having to 
be a traffic cop and at the 
same time be demure, 
bubbly and charming can 
work at cross purposes." 

Male models don't ex­
actly abound either. "I 
don't have a problem 
with male models," says 
Tomarken. "But I think 
there's a built-in preju­
dice based on what the 
preconceived notion of 
male models is." 

He claims the day of 
the brainless model is 
over, however. "For mod­
els today, the audience 
demands that they be 
more than pretty faces." 
Are you listening, Vanna 
White'? 

"Bargain Hunters," 
which revolves around 
contestants' abilities to 
spot which prices are 
bargains and which are 
not, seems to have more 
than a little in common 
with "The Price Is 
Right." But the real thrill 
of bargain hunting is 
looking at a price tag and 
seeing a hefty retail price 
reduced to a minuscule 
actual price. If ABC ever 
finds a way to transfer 
that to television, they'll 
have a guaranteed hit.
