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JUST WHEN THINGS SEEMED TO BE SETTLING DOWN nicely with the worst of the forest fire danger 
past, two of three cables pulled loose from an insulator on Graham Street, leaving one-third of Prestonsburg 
without power for several hours, Monday afternoon. This triggered one bank's security system to ring loud 
and clear until shut off, and a massive traffic jam quickly got under way at the intersection of the Bert 
Combs bridge and North Lake Drive where the traffic light was out of commission due to the outage. 

Kentucky Power Company repairmen came from Pikeville, but before they could mend the lines, another 
section of town was left without electricity for over an hour. A spokesman at the power company's office 
in Pikeville said that in addition to this, six power poles were down yesterday in the three-county area of 
Floyd, Johnson, Pike as a result of the forest fires. 

City Selects Insurance Coverage 
Mter Discussing Pros and Cons 
By Kurt Pickering 

Prestonsburg City Council voted Mon­
day night to continue its coverage with 
Hatton-Allen Insurance, choosing a 30 
per cent premium reduction from 
Hatton-Allen over a lower but less firm 
bid from the Kentucky Municipal Risk 
Management Association. 

The KMRMA had been negotiating 
with Pre cnsburg fo,. months, but Den­
zil Allen s presentation won out, ap­
par<>ntly because Hatton-Allen's $73,000 
bid wa5 a firm ;:>remium for one vear 
while KMRMA's plan included an 
assessment option that could have 
doubled the cost. 

The presentations by Allen and Robert 
Vaughan, of Alexander and Alexander, 
KMRMA's underwriter, were often 
tense, sometimes heated and always at 
cross purposes. While Vaughan pointed 
out that KMRMA had signed up 58 cities 
since beginning business in July of this 
year, Allen pointed out that several 
cities-he mentioned Frankfort specifi­
cally-had turned the plan down. Again, 
whei"J Vaughan said KMRMA-type plans 
are now operating in 25 states, Allen 
noted that in an unnamed "neighboring 
state" a similar self-insuring coopera­
tive system folded after seven years. 
After Vaughan stated no judgment ex-

ceeding $100,000 had ever been award­
ed against any Kentucky city other than 
Louisville or Lexington, Allen pointed to 
a successful $130,000 claim against 
Prestonsburg. "Let's keep it on the top 
of the table," Allen chided, and Vaughan 
then clarified that he was referring to 
judgments, not claims paid without a 
court fight. 

Essen'ia!ly, the Kl\IRMA plan h 1 

member cities pay a premium into a 
pool, and the pool then serves as the 
source of money to pay claims. The 
liability limit in any one claim is 
$1,000,000, but $700,000 of that is 
reinsured-underwritten by another 
carrier with premiums paid from the 
pool. 

What happens if a sudden spate of 
claims depletes the pool appeared to be 
the deciding question for the council. Ac­
cording to Vaughan, the response to 
such a situation would be an additional 
assessment of "up to one times your an­
nual premium"-that is, up to the same 
amount again, on top of the already-paid 
premium. 

Vaughan painted that as highly unlike­
ly, pointing out that only $5,000 in claims 
have been paid out since K1-IRMA began 
operating five months ago. 

Allen drove that point home, though, 

pointing out that his company's 
premium was firm for the one-year 
period quoted. He may have won the day 
when he asked council why they would 
want a situation where someone can 
come in and lay a check out and say 'fill 
it in,' and Mr. <City Administrator) 
James might have to run to the bank to 
try to cover it. 

Vauj:t,han also pointed out that 
KMR:\1A was spet'ifically "formulated 
m 1<e.ponse to .. the cry from the cities 
for help.

Allen, however, pointed out that his 
firm wrote the city's coverage two years 
ago when no one else would, and added,

the bullet." Allen implied that Mountain 
Trails, which was dissolved by the state 
when it outgrew itself in writing health 
insurance policies, would still be in 
business had it been able to assess its 
clients additional money-but the clients 
would be out the additional money. 

lflinally, after over an hour's debate, 
Councilwoman Margie N. Osborne mov­
ed to remain with Hatton-Allen. Harry 
Ray Porter seconded, and the motion 
passed unanimously. 

Brackett Asks 6 o/o Raise

down from about $104,000 for 1987, drop­
ped only one item covered in the past 
year-insurance against employee 
discrimination suits. 

Council wrapped up its remaining 
business in about half the time spent on 
the insurance matter. 

Council cleared the way for Elkhorn 
Coal to move its corporate headquarters 
from Wayland to Prestonsburg by 
agreeing to waive property taxes on the 
new building for a period of five years. 
Elkhorn has an option on lllots on Lake 
Dri~e. plans to build a $40,000 complex 
and offered to do its own construction 
regarding hooking into the city sewage 
system in exchange for the five-year 
waiver.

Solving the legal problems concerning 

the site of the new Left Beaver high 
school and fiscal matters dominated last 
Wednesday night's meeting of the Floyd 
County School Board. 

The regular meeting first took up the 
question of acquisition problems of the 
Mitchell·Meade property located on Left 

ll' Beaver. Superintendent Ray Brackett 
said that a suit had been filed and the 
process to condemn the property had 
begun. 

Although the school system remains 
under financial management by the 
state board, Brackett recommended a 
6% increase in salary for all non­
certified personnel. He said non­
certified employees had taken the brunt 
of cuts last year; that they had worked 
hard and deserved the salary increase. 

The superintendent also recommend­
ed that Head Start Director Janet Smith 
receive a 6% salary mcrease. comman­

~ ding her highly, saying she "has done 
a great JOb." 

The board gave Brackett the nod to 
open up a $500,000 line of credit at the 
Bank Josephine to purchase building 
sites and settle some existing debts with 
the architect of the proposed Left 
Beaver school 

The board agreed to begin accepting 
bids for food services and custodial sup­
plies at the next regular meeting, adding 
that they would accept contracts for use 
of school facilities by private organiza­
tions. 

Attendance was reported up nearly 
t 1% during the first month of school, and 

Brackett said that he hoped for a 1% in­
crease during the current school year. 
He said that the parent-teacher meeting 
had been a great success with a turnout 
of 2,895 parents. Prestonsburg Elemen­
tary had the best attendance with 686 
parents attending the meetmg. 

In other areas, the Prestonsburg 
Boosters Club has agreed to help pay the 
cost of improvements to the practice 
field at Prestonsburg High School, and 
Brackett said that he hoped part of the 
remaining cost could be paid by the ci­
ty and by the fiscal court. 

Assistant Superintendent Ron Hager 
requested funds from the board to pur­
chase booklets about alcohol and drug 
abuse Hager said that the books would 
be for elementary school level and would 
be financed through a drug abuse grant.

Weary Firefighters Relieved 
As Rain Douses Forest Fires 
By B.A. Heinze 

Rain which for many came too little 
and too late, Monday morning, gave 
relief from the heavy blanket of smoke 
which enveloped Floyd and surrounding 
counties and doused fires which burned 
out of control in many areas over the 
weekend. 

Whipped by gusting winds, woodland 
fires threatened homes and outbuildings 
this weekend, burning at least two 
homes, one at Wheelwright and one on 
Martin Branch at Wayland. Weary fire­
fighters could do little to stem the spread 
of burning as back fires were prohibited 
by the wind which made them difficult 
if not impossible to control. Several fires 
are said to have originated when Ian­
downers set back fires in an effort to pro­
tect their property. 

Homeowners in eastern and 
southeastern sections of the state were 
warned by the Division of Forestry to 
protect their homes by moving brush 
and leaves away from buildings, roofs 
and gutters. Making firebreaks around 
homes was also advised. 

Sunday, fire was reported at the city 
limits, here, and golfers were limited to 
the back nine at the Paintsville Country 
Club where firefighters worked to con­
trol fire which burned part of the course 
and threatened one home at the back of 

the course. Homeowners there wet down 
roofs and lawns with garden hoses. 
Those travelling to Pikeville and 
Williamson reported the situation at 
least as bad there with heavy ash falling. 

Forestry Division officials reported 13 
new fires from last Friday through Mon­
day morning in this county with the 
largest spreading over around 2,000 
acres on Dicks Creek, located on Dewey 
Lake behind Daniels Creek. Two other 
fires of approximately 1500 acres each 
were burning over the weekend at Drift 
and at Hippo. 

There have been 2:7 fulltime fort!sters 
120 National Guardsmen, and 50 Job 
Corpsmen divided into crews working 
16-hour shifts in an attempt to bring the 

. flames under control. Of 22 fires in the 
neighboring six-county area, 18 were 
new over the weekend. Of these 17 had 
been controlled, Monday. Average size 
of these fires said to be 2:74 acres. 

Although Kentucky and West Virginia 
reported the worst incidence of burning 
timberland, the destruction of woodland 
is being experienced also in Ohio, 
Virginia, Tennessee, Georgia, Alabama, 
Arkansas, North and South Carolina and 
Mississippi. 

Though it came too late to save 
thousands of acres of timber and wildlife 
in this and surrounding counties, the

rain starting around 8 Monday morning 
and continuing Tuesday was looked on 
as a lifesaver by weary firefighters and 
worried landowners. 

Whether all fires are completely dous­
ed is doubtful, but all have been reduc­
ed to no more than smouldering. Homes 
and outbuildings are no longer in immi­
nent danger, and the thick smoke which 
blanketed most of the county for several 
days, causing irritation to some, acute 
discomfort to others, is gone. 

A spokesman at Highlands Regional 
Medical Center said that an increased 
number of persons brought to the 
emergency room for treatment of 
respiratory problems has been noted 
though there has been no increase in 
those hospitalized. He explained that the 
smoke lessened the oxygen supply caus­
ing fatigue and sometimes nausea even 
m persons without apparent respiratory 
trouble. Those suffering asthma, em­
physema, chronic bronchitis, black lung, 
or other respiratory trouble were being 
advised to stay indoors. Even there, a 
haze and odor of smoke was noticeable 
over the weekend. 

For now, the rains are widespread, the 
smoke has settled, the flames are quies­
cent, and over Eastern Kentucky and 
much of the southeast, there is a feeling 
of relief. 

Court Dismisses 
Charges Against 
Former Officials

A three-year ordeal for former assis­
tant Judge-Executive Thomas Lafferty 
and his son, Thomas Lafferty, Jr., 
former County Court Clerk, ended 
yesterday in Pike Circuit Court, with 
Judge Will T. Scott dismissing the re­
maining charges against the two. 

The two men were originally indicted 
in December, 1984, along with 14 others. 
The Laffertys wert! Lharged with theft 
by deception concerning the use of credit 
cards for meals. 

Phillip Damron, attorney ·ror the ac­
cused, explained to Judge Scott the 
history of delays and negative press 
coverage, claiming that the two men 
had already been tried by the press and 
have suffered from accusations and 
innuendoes. 

Damron told the court that the Laffer­
tys had already been indicted on the 
same court three times with the two 
previous trials ending in a hung jury. 
Damron said that the last trial had been 
hung in the defendants favor. 

The attorney said that 15 witnesses in 
the former trials had sworn that they 
had not been deceived, and they were 
unaware of any theft. He declared 
"Justice delayed is justice denied," and 
that his clients had not chosen this fight 
but were prepared to face their 
accusers. 

Judge Scott, in ruling on the case, said 
that the whole affair had been a waste 
of time, and added, in moving for 
dismissal, that he saw no reason to con­
tinue the case. 

The last person involved in the 
original indictments is District 3 
Magistrate Eddie Caudill whose convic­
tion is scheduled for appeal.

Medicare Available 
For Kidney Failure 

People in the Big Sandy Area suffer­
ing from permanent kidney failure 
should know that Medicare health in­
surance is available for those who need 
a kidney transplant or regular kidney 
dialysis, Jim Kelly, Social Security 
Director for the Big Sandy Area said 
recently. 

A person who has permanent-kidney 
failure can get Medicare if she or he: 

Worked long enough, to be insured 
under Social Security, or already gets 
Social Security benefits or is the wife, 
husband, or child of someone who has 
worked long enough under Social 
Security. 

Medicare coverage generally begins 
with the third month after the month the 
person starts getting dialysis treat­
ments. 

Coverage can also begin in the first 
month of a course of dialysis if the per­
son takes part in an approved self­
dialysis training program and the per­
son expects to self-dialyze after the 
course. 

Coverage can also begin the month the 
person is admitted to an approved 
hospital for a kidney transplant if the 
transplant takes place within 3 months. 

Medicare generally ends 12 months 
after the month a person no longer needs 
maintenance dialysis for 36 months 
following a kidney transplant. 

For more information about Medicare 
coverage for people with permanent 
kidney failure, contact the Big Sandy 
Area Social Security Office, located on 
U. S. 23 between Prestonsburg and 
Paintsville. The telephone number is 
listed in your local telephone directory 
under U.S. Government.

While discussing 
the development of species and know­
ledge, Sagan asserts, "Intelligence and 
manipulative ability gave us the pro­
mise of the future, and yet presented a 
danger to ourselves. Others (species) 
were better at camouflage, digging, fly 
ing.

The Cornell University professor en­
courages all of us to use that edge, 
especially in response to the prolifera­
tion of nuclear arms. Sagan cautions. 
"By looking only a little bit into the 
future we miss the long term 
consequences. ''

Defending Self 
Costly Decision 
By Tim Sizemore 

A decision to defend himself proved 
costly to an Endicott man, in district 
court here, last Thursday, as jurors 
found him guilty and imposed a heavy 
penalty. 

Rodney Blackburn, 28, of Endicott 
decided that he would defend himself 
before a jury on charges of fourth degree 
assault and mischief in the third degree. 

Although District Judge Harold Stum­
bo repeatedly warned Blackburn of the 
serious nature of the charges, ad­
monishing him to acquire the services 
of an attorney to help him in his legal 
battle, Blackburn told the judge that he 
was unable to hire a lawyer and would 
act as his own council. The judge told 
Blackburn that he would be at a disad­
vantage because of the legal technicali­
ties involved in the case. Since the defen­
dant had a job, he did not qualify as a 
public defender. 

Blackburn is charged with threaten­
ing Howard Chaffins, of Endicott, with 
a club and breaking Chaffins car 
windshield. 

Before the trial was under way, Judge 
Stumbo informed Blackburn that he 
could plead guilty, receive a 6~day jail 
sentence and pay restitution to Chaffins. 
The defendant waived the offer and said 
that he was ready to defend himself 
before a jury. 

During the subsequent trial, the defen­
dant had little to say, beyond his claim­
ing to have acted in self defense. A 
witness to the crime, Floyd county Cor­
oner Roger Nelson, refuted Blackburn's 
testimony and said that he (Nelson) had 
gone to Chaffins' aid. 

It took the jury only 15 minutes to 
decide the guilt of Blackburn and return 
with a verdict. The defendant received 
a maximum sentence of one year in jail 
for assault in the fourth degree and 90 
days for mischief in the third degree. In 
addition, Blackburn was ordered to pay 
fines and court costs totaling $810.

Criteria for Flags of Excellence in­
clude attendance rates of 95 percent or 
more, dropout rates of 5 percent or less, 
higher test scores and no major ac­
creditation deficiencies. 

Flags of Progress winners must im­
prove in the same areas by certain 
percentage points.

"As the largest, broad-based business 
organization in the state, the Kentucky 
Chamber will represent those views dur­
ing the upcoming session to promote 
legislatfon that makes Kentucky a bet­
ter place to do business."

The written examination is designed 
to prove the candidate's continuing com­
petence in the basic components of fami­
ly practice-internal medicine, surgery, 
obstetrics and gynecology, pediatrics, 
psychiatry and neurology, and com­
munity medicine. 

To qualify for certification initially, a 
physictan must have successfully com­
pleted three years of residency training 
in famtly practice and passed an mten­
sive certification examination. There 
are some 385 residency training pro­
grams in teaching hospitals and unver­
sity medical centers across the United 
Sta tes.

People, I read the article put in last week's paper by magistrates of Dist. 1- DeRossett, Dist. 3-Caudill, and Dist. 4-Tackett. 
After I told on these three magistrates for passing a Flood Plain Ordinance of 19 pages of law, they got mad because I told 
about all three magistrates voting to pass this ordinance without ever reading one word of the 19 pages. 

They stated also in last week's paper that I said they raised the tax rate by 4%. That's not right! I never said one word 
about 4% in my ad. Neither of these magistrates must have read my ad either, before they signed their name to the ad they 
supposedly wrote. I said that it was raised to 17.7% this year on real property. Magistrates DeRossett, Caudill, and Tackett 
ALL voted to raise it. I voted AGAINST IT. People, I'm just telling the facts and they can't stand it. 

They also made it sound like I've never helped the fire departments any. These three magistrates try to take credit for 
everything. When it comes to the fire departments they act like they have done so much. When the Firefighters Association 
had their meeting at Garth and they advertised for all county officials to please attend-at the first meeting I attended. I was 
the only county official there to listen to their problems. During all meetings, thereafter, I have never seen DeRossett, Caudill, 
or Tackett's face at these meetings to hear their needs. When the Allen Fire Dept. had problems with their fire tax and fleet 
insurance-1 was there and the other three were not. When Terry Triplett from the Garrett Fire Dept. came to the Fiscal Court 
and asked for the fire trucks to be put on the county fleet insurance- 1 asked the Fiscal Court to give them $30,000 out of 
the million doltars that we had in the bank so they could buy their own insurance. This motion died for a lack of a second 

from any of these three magistrates. When the Middle Creek Fire Dept. had their problems recently, with no money to operate on, they attended the Fiscal Court 
meeting and asked the members to attend their first meeting to hear their problems-Although this is in Dist. 1, DeRossett's Dist.-1 was the only magistrate to 
attend this meeting. 

People, these three magistrates would love to take credit for the hard work I've done in Dist. 2. Yes, I have voted NO on a lot of monthly bills to be paid, but 
if you see one item on the monthly bills that you feel is not right or that you think is outrageously high, you cannot single it out. You have to vote YES or NO to 
pay ALL the monthly bills. For instance, our last month's bills totaled over $450,000. I don't know where this stuff went. This is only one month's bills, people. I'm 
not voting to pay bills when I'm not sure where they went. As we all know three out of four magistrates got into trouble last term due to bill paying procedures. 
Although two were cleared, Ed Caudill still faces a possible jail term. I sat on the Fiscal Court the month they went over and brought Ed Caudill out of the Floyd County 
Jail so he could come over and vote at the Fiscal Court meeting. This is also the month that Caudill, along with Tackett, voted to let surrounding counties bring their 
garbage into Floyd County. 

People, this is how it is. Don't believe this garbage about me being against the fire hydrants. I made the motion to award this job of installing the fire hydrants 
on Mud Creek and Beaver Elkhorn water systems to C & H Construction and it passed. These are local contractors from Floyd County. I fought hard for them to get this job. 

People, there has never been a senior citizen check or fire department check late since I've been in office. I've fought hard for every road that has been blacktopped 
in my District and had to fight and scrounge to get what gravel we've got. How do you think I felt at August's meeting where $120,000 worth of road material was 
purchased with Dist. 2 only receiving $3,300 of it. We got less than $4,000 out of $120,000, leaving over $116,000 for the other three districts in which Dist. !-DeRossett's 
District-received around $70,000 of this material. Where the other $46,000 went I don't know. People, if I know where the money is going I will vote yes. If I feel 
something is wrong or if I don't know where the money is going-l'm voting NO. We've been getting our bills sometimes the evening before and sometimes 10 minutes 
before the meeting. Some counties get their agenda and their bills out to the magistrates 15 days before the meeting so they can check on what's being spent and 
where it went. Let me give you an idea of how much money is reported to have been spent on road material since I have been in office. With just four companies-the 
same four companies have collected nearly 1% million dollars in less than two years from the Floyd County Fiscal Court for road materials. People, I'm not voting 
to make my friends rich and I'm sure not voting to make other people's friends rich. It only takes three votes to pay the monthly bills. I don't mind letting these 
other three magistrates stick their necks out and pay the bills because if something is wrong-It will be their hide-Not mine. 

P.S.-As you probably have noticed my election is 1% years off. My opponents have already started to campaign against me and spread rumors. There are so many 
people taking credit for the work we're getting done in Dist. 2. The only thing I can tell you is pat them on the back, tell them you sure appreciate what they 

are doing for you, and just remember how much has changed in the two years since I have been your magistrate. If it's wrong- l'm voting no. If it's right- l'm 
voting yes. I'll stand up for YOJI 100%. Come to the Fiscal Court meetings and see for yourself. Everytime I voted against paying the bills, I am voting against 
paying myself.

When students feel 
that someone cares for their future, they 
think more of themselves." 

Now the former dropout has become 
involved in an interesting and challeng­
ing aspect of mining safety. He is work­
ing with a team of researchers from 
Pittsburgh looking at the behavior of 

, people using pieces of equipment such 
as the shuttle cart. Funded by the 
Bureau of Mines under the auspices of 
the Department of Interior, this pro­
gram is trying to identify aspects of 
behavior which could lead to accidents, 
injuries, and lost production time. A 
behavioral psychologist and a statisti­
cian are trying to determine what can 
be done to lessen the probability of an 
accident. 

Howard's part in the project is to 
speak to individual groups of coal 
miners in safety retraining classes ad­
dressing the probability of accidents oc­
curring through their particular means 
of operation. Computer programs allow 
them to watch operators, record their 
actions, and predict the possibility of ac­
cidents. By informing them of the ways 
in which they are increasing the prob­
ability of accidents, he is hoping to 
modify their behavior, but the success 
or failure of the program will take at 
least a year and a half to determine.

The information will 
be used in ''Transportation 2020, ''ana­
tional effort sponsored by the American 
Association of State Highway and 
Transportation Officials to develop a 
transportation program that will meet 
state and national needs over the next 
30 years. 

Through the program state and local 
officials, private industry, and public in­
terest groups are working to: assess 
transportation requirements through the 
year 2020; develop alternative proposals 
for meeting the requirements at the 
federal. state and local level; and 
achieve a consensus on the best means 
of doing the job. 

For the last 30 years the major focus 
of the Federal highway program has 
been the construction of the Interstate 
highway system. With the completion of 
the nation's Interstates during the next 
five years, Congress will be faced with 
restructuring the Federal highway 
program 

"Now is the time," said Fish, "to have 
a say in what the new highway program 
and other transportation programs 
should include and to make sure they 
are advantageous to Kentucky." 

KBT is a private, non-profit associa­
tion working with government and 
business from across the state to provide 
an efficient, interlinking transportation 
network. While KBT's regional struc­
ture comforms to the state's highway 
districts, the organization represents all 
modes of transportation-air, highway, 
public transit, rail, and waterway.

Ext. Service Offers 
Holiday Travel Tips 

Before you set out on your holiday 
travels, be sure you are prepared for the 
problems that may be ahead of you.

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State's Jobless Rate 
ails in Most Counties 

Ninety-nine Kenturkv counti£>s 
recorded a decline m jobless rates from 
August to September, marking the 
seventh month in a row that a majonty 
of the 120 counties have had lower 
monthly figures. 

Twenty counties r.eport£>ci higher rates 
in September and one county was un­
changed according to a report issued 
recently by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources. 

"The reopening of schools provided 
r biggest £>conomic boost in Septem­

ber," said Ed Blackwell, Kentucky's 
chief labor market analyst. "This, coupl­
ed with an increase in agricultural 
workers for the tobacco harvest, cer­
tainly had a positive impact in every 
county." 

Statewide, unemployment dropped 
from a revised 7.5 percent in August to 
a preliminar~· 6.8 percent m September. 
the lowest rate recorded since Septem­
ber 1981, when it was 6.7 percent. Ken-
1ucky's jobless rate in September 1986 
was 8._1 percent. 

The national jobless rate slipped from 
. percent in August to 5.7 percent in 

September. Comparable state and na­
tional rates are not seasonally adjusted. 

"The seasonal increase of 14,600 
workers in education reflected the hir­
ing of non-teaching personnel, such as 
bus drivers, cafetena and custodial 
workers, and some college students 
employed in on-campus jobs," 
Blackwell said. 

"The nev .. · school year also meant 
growth in service jobs, as most of the 
2,900 additional workers m this category 
were in education related positions."

"New manufacturing JObS- 1,400 be· ' 
tween August and September are pro­
viding additional strength to Kentucky's 
economy," Blackwell said. ~·we have 
7,600 more jobs in this category than we 
did a a year ago, and 2,500 of those are 
in textiles and apparel." Garment­
making employers account for the 
largest single block of manufacturing 
jobs in Kentucky. 

Job losses in September were either 
temporary or seasonal, Blackwell said 
"We saw a decline in state and local 
government as students who had sum­
mer jobs left to return to school. And ris­
ing interest rates contributed to a 

.. decline in finance, insurance and real 
estate and in construction. 

''Although preliminary figures show­
ed trade jobs were down, we didn't 
receive payroll information from some 
large retail employers in time to include 
it in our monthly report. Since trade jobs 
have increased steadily since 1981, we 
anticipate our revised figures will 
reflect more jobs in this category." 

The Department for Employment Ser­
vices' monthly employer survey show­
ed an estima-ted 1,536,200 jobs in Ken­
tucky in September, more than the job 
estimates for both August <1,518,600) 
and September 1986 <1,514,800). 

The U.S. Department of Labor's 
estimate of Kentuckians working (both 
here and commuting to other states) in 
September was 1,560,300, up 13,700 from 
1,546,600 in August but 6,000 below the 
September 1986 report of 1,566,300. 

The federal estimate that 114,200 Ken­
tuckians were unemployed in Septem­
ber was down 10,900 from August's 
report of 125,100 and 23.500 below the 
137,700 who were jobless in September 
1986. 

Kentucky's civilian labor force 
estimate for September was 1,674,500, an 
increase of 2,800 over August's 1,671,700 
but 29,500 below the September 1986 
estimate of 1,704,000. The civilian labor 
force includes non-military people with 
jobs and unemployed people who are ac­
tively seeking jobs. It does not include 
the unemployed who have not looked for 
a job in four weeks. 

Unemployment statistics are based on 
estimates and are compiled to measure 
employment trends rather than to ac­
tually count people working. 

The jobless rate in the Big Sandy 
district dropped from a revised 13.6 per 
cent in August to a preliminary 12.1 per­
cent in September. All counties reported 
rates above 10.0 percent, ranging from 
10.2 percent in Martin county, Magoffin 
county's highest rate of 15.1 percent. 

Floyd county's rate is 11.1% with an 
estimated 1793 unemployed.

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NAR Focuses On 
Reshaping Policy 

Fifty years ago, Congress passed 
landmark lcgislat ion serving as the 
foundation for a mynad of ensuing hous 
ing programs with federal involvement. 

The U S. Housing Act of 1937. signed 
into law on Sept. 1 of that year, establish­
ed the first program of publicly-funded, 
publicly-owned and publicly-admini­
stered housing for peopk with low in 
comes. The U S. Housing Authority was 
created to issue bonds to finance loans 
made to the newly-created local housing 
authorities. Construction of public hous­
ing units and slum removal was to be 

~ nded by these loans. 
The concepts of federally-subsidized 

rent and local tax exemption for low­
income families, as well as the local 
governments' role tn managing 
federally-subsidized housing, all 
developed from the half-century-old 
housing act. In spite of opponents who 
declared public housing unnecessary 
and a "form of socialism," the act led 
to at least 10 major pieces of housing 
legislatiOn over the next four decades. 
Housing programs expanded from the 
original plans designed to build specific 
projects for the poor, to ones fostering 
omeownership opportunities, notably 

the Veterans Administration home loan 
guaranty program <the Federal Hous­
ing Administration mortgage insurance 
program was established prior to the 
1937 act). Broad forms of aid were even­
tually developed for localities, such as 
the Community Development Block 
Grant and Urban Development Block 
Grant programs. 

One-half century later, providing 
enough affordable homes and living 
units for lower-income citizens remains 
a problem. This year. the National 
Association of Realtors have under­
scored the need for a national housing 
policy that reinforces the government's 
commitment to "decent, affordable 
housing" as pledged in the initial hous­
ing acts. 

According to NAR First Vice Presi­
dent Ira Gribin, prudent solutions com 
bining public and private efforts are 
needed to muster continued support for 
low-income housing programs, in the 
wake of federal budget cuts and deficit 
reduction measures. Since 1978, annual 
appropriations for the U.S. Department 
of Housing and Urban Development 
have shrunk from 7 percent of the total 
federal budget to less than 1 percent for 
the current fiscal year. 

Gribin said he is encouraged by what 
now appears to be a renewed congres­
sional focus on a housing issues. The 
housing authorization bill currently go­
ing through Congress keeps intact 
several key housing programs previous­
ly targeted for dismantling. It is design­
ed to serve as a predecessor to major 
housing legislation Gribin feels could be 
developed over the next few _years. 

Fir.st. the good news: The Environ­
mental Protection Agency reports that 
the level of lead in our air dropped 32 
percent during 1985, due to tough new 
federal standards limiting the amount 
of lead in gasoline. According to Inter­
national Wildlife magazine, other major 
pollutants, such as carbon monoxide, 
dust and soot, also declined. The bad 
news is that nearly 80 m iII ion of us sti II 
live in areas that do not meet the public 
health standards for ozone-our most 
persistent air pollution problem.

The concert series, named "The Passing" after its title song, along with 
its video and 45rpm record release, deal with the subject of teenage depres­
sion and suicide. Each year nearly 400,000 Americans attempt suicide; 6,000 
of the successful are teenagers. 

Two hundred thousand Kentucky students will see Johnathon and his band 
during a marathon 12-week tour to over 100 colleges and high school concert 
halls in the state. Five hundred thousand more will be able to view the con­
cert via a 30-minute VHS concert video that will be sent, along with a class 
discussion booklet and a copy of "The Passing'' record, to almost every high 
school and college in the Commonwealth. 

Brewer has performed on drums for the past twenty years, sharing the stage 
with such notables as Ronnie Milsap and Hank Williams, Jr. 

"Larry is, in my opinion, the most talented percussionist in the state of Ken­
tucky," said Johnathon during a phone interview. "I think what impressed 
me most about him, aside from the obvious talent, was his sincerity. This pro­
ject is not just music. We're dealing with people's hearts and lives. And Larry 
can show that kind of sensitive concern from stage. Besides, the kids really 
get into his performing power." 

The tour has already produced positive results. One 16-year-o1d boy dumped 
a handful of drugs in Johnathon's hand after one concert. Another young girl 
told him, in tears, about her father abusing her almost everyday after school 
The young girl's father was in jail not long after that concert. 

"The kids have responded wonderfully," says Johnathon, "and the music 
has served to be the public vehicle. I am astounded at the need for people to 
hear the words 'I love you'. So many of them cry to themselves during the 
concert."

THE EXPIRATION DATE 

The responsibility for determining the expiration date 
for a medicine rests with the drug manufacturer. The 
manufacturer conducts a series of standard tests that 
measure the rate of deterioration and changes that oc­
cur when the drug product is packaged and sitting on a 
shelf. Expiration dates are reasonable estimates of ag­
ing of the medicine. Pharmaceutical manufacturers are 
required by the Food and Drug Administration to submit 
expiration date information before the product can be 
distributed to patients. Exposure of the drug to air, 
moisture, heat, and sunlight can cause a medicine to 
degrade. This may result in a decrease in the amount of 
the active drug in the medicine, or a chemical change to 
toxicity.

Meet To Discuss 
Eastern Ky. Youth 

The dismal economic climate in many 
of eastern Kentucky's communities can 
make life difficult and contribute 
various emotional problems for the 
young people living in rural sections of 
the region 

Many of these problems cannot be 
resolved immediately, but a knowledge­
able professional can help an 
emotionally-troubled child cope with 
issues unique to the area, said Commis­
sioner Dennis Boyd of the Department 
for Mental Health and Mental Retarda­
tion Services. 

For this reason, the department has 
invited 200 private and public therapists, 
school counselors and others to Lex­
ington in November to discuss issues 
facing the youth of eastern Kentucky 
and what resources may be called upon 
to meet their needs. 

"We know that certain indicators 
make children more vulnerable to emo­
tional problems and these indicators are 
present in eastern Kentucky and Ap­
palachia," said Boyd. "Unemployment 
is high throughout the area, the dropout 
rate exceeds that of the rest of the state, 
and the poverty rate is twice the national 
average. An increasing number of 
children are falling below the poverty 
level and many federal assistance pro­
grams are being pared down. 

"Although these characteristics 
magnify the problems of the region's 
emotionally-troubled children, there are 
no indications that the number of af­
fected youths is greater than in other 
areas of the state." 

"Serving the Child with· Emotional 
Problems in Rural Settings-A Focus on 
Appalachia" is scheduled for Nov. 12-13 
at Lexington's Hilton Inn. 

"The conference will address issues 
endemic to the region, including the laqk 
of local resources, and look at available 
programs and services which could be 
used to help area children with prob­
lems." said the commissioner. 

Boyd said the shortage of community­
based mental health services in eastern 
Kentucky is partially due to a lack of 
professionals who specialize in children 
and families and are familiar with the 
problems of the region. 

Some of the conference workshops are 
directed at using volunteers to serve 
troubled children, delivering in-home 
crisis management services in a rural 
setting, creating parent support groups 
and serving the troubled child in a school 
setting. 

Guest speakers include George Ella 
Lyon, a native of Harlan, Ky., and Ap­
palachian author and Jo Crockett Zingg, 
a native of the Cumberland Gap area of 
southwest Virginia who spent 15 years 
providing maternal and child health and 
child development services to families 
in eastern Kentucky. 

Workshops will also be conducted by 
Dr. Melody L. Sovine, a clinical an­
thropologist in psychiatry who has pro­
vided direct mental health services in 
eastern Kentucky and has taught Ap­
palachian courses at several univer­
sities, and Dr. Norman Bissell, author 
and director of the University of Cincin­
nati's Center for Parent-Professional 
Teamwork. 

The conference is being sponsored by 
the department's Child and Adolescent 
Service System Program and the 
Children and Youth Service Branch.

Lack of Rainfall 
Harmful To Crops 

Kentucky farmers have about given 
up hope for relief from the dry, hot sum­
mer the Commonwealth has experi­
enced. 

Weather reporting stations indicate 
most of Kentucky is five to seven inches 
below normal in precipitation. Berea 
and Paducah stations report 10.5 inches 
below normal rainfall. 

As a result, summer crops have been 
stressed, pushed to early harvest and, 
in many of the late planted crops, suf­
fered reduced yields. 
, "Despite the fact that we're well into 
harvest season for our crops, the lack of 
adequate soil moisture will affect the 
Kentucky agriculture industry for a 
while yet," said Agriculture Commis­
sioner David Boswell. "Wells and ponds 
are going dry in several areas. That 
means many farmers have already 
started to haul water to their livestock. 
In addition, the lack of adequate rain is 
causing germination problems for fall 
seeding and stunting growth of cover 
crops." 

As of Sept. 25, soil moisture conditions 
across Kentucky were rated 67 percent 
very short, 'l:l percent short and 6 per­
cent adequate by reporters for the Ken­
tucky Agricultural Statistic Service. 

Tobacco in barns is faring well, 
despite the dry weather. Housed tobac­
co is rated 6 percent poor or very poor, 
33 percent fair and 61 percent good or 
excellent. 

About 3 percent of the Common­
wealth's burley was stripped by Sept. 'l:l, 
with another 23 percent ready for 
stripping. , 

Only 3 percent of Kentucky's tobacco 
crop was not in the barn as of Sept. 27. 

Corn for grain harvest is moving at an 
accelerated pace this year. As of Sept. 
27, 57 percent of the acreage had been 
harvested. 

Yields continue to be good to excellent 
with moisture levels lower than normal. 
Test weights average about 56 pounds 
per bushel. 

The soybean harvest is now 12 percent 
complete. This compares with 4 percent 
of the acreage harvested at this time last 
year and 3 percent for the five-year 
average. This year's harvest progress 
equals the previous record high for this 
date set in 1980. 

Condition of the crop as of Sept. 25 was 
rated 10 percent very poor, 25 percent 
poor, 53 percent fair, 9 percent good and 
3 percent excellent. Yields on many dou­
ble crop beans will be poor, according 
to reporters for the statistics service. 

Reporters also rated 78 percent of the 
beans to be sufficiently mature to be 
safe from frost damage. 

Farmers are preparing for wheat 
seeding, but indications are that 
moisture is badly needed. Most wheat 
for grain seeding should be done after 
the Hessian Fly Free Date <Oct. 12-15). 

More and more farmers are feeding 
hay as pastures continue to deteriorate 
from lack of moisture. Pasture condition 
was rated 63 percent poor or very poor, 
30 percent fair and 7 percent good or 
excellent.

QUESTION: My friend says that she 
had a rare type of breast cancer called 
Paget's disease but I haven't been able 
to find information about it. What can 
you tell me about this type of breast 
cancer? Is it curable? 

ANSWER: Paget's disease of the 
breast is a rare form of breast cancer. 
it accounts for only 3 percent of all 
breast cancers. It was named more than 
a century ago after Sir James Paget who 
described the appearance of a certain 
type of cell in or around the nipple. 

Paget's disease of the breast is a 
cancer which involves the nipple and the 
areola (the ring of pigment around the 
nipple) A tumor , which cannot always 
be felt, usually is found to lie in the ducts 
beneath the nipple area. Cells from this 
tumor grow through the ducts onto the 
surface of the nipple. These tumor cells 
appear on the skin as an outlined area 
of redness and scaling like the rash of 
eczema. Other symptoms may be it­
ching, burning, oozing, crusting and 
bleeding of the area. 

A biospy (removal of tissue for ex­
amination under the microscope) is 
needed to diagnose Paget's disease. It 
is usually treated by a modified radical 
mastectomy (removal of the breast and 
the underarm lymph nodes on the af­
fected side but leaving the chest muscle 
intact). 

The chances for cure are best when 
the tumor has not become invasive and 
there is no cancer found in the lymph 
nodes. If the cancer has spread, more 
treatment such as hormone treatment 
or chemotherapy may help control the 
disease.

1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 

The accounting policies of the City of Wheelwright conform to 
generally accepted accounting principles applicable to 
governmental units. The following is a summary of the more 
significant accounting policies. 

A. Fund Accounting

The accounts of t he City are organized on the basis 
funds or account groups each of which is considered to 
a separate set of self-balancing accounts that 
comprised of its assets, liabilities, reserves, fund 
equity, revenues and expenditures or expenses as 
appropriate. 

The following funds are used by the City of Wheelwright: 

Governmental Fund Types 
General Fund - The general operating fund of the City 
is used to account for all financial resources except 
those required to be accounted for in another fund. 

Special Revenue Funds 
Revenue Sharing Fund - A special revenue fund used to 
account for revenues received from the U. S. Treasury 
under the Federal revenue sharing program, 

Municipal Aid Road Fund - The Municipal Aid Road Fund 
is a special revenue fund used to account fo r revenues 
from the Commonwealth of Kentucky to maintain, repair 
or construct public highways. 

ARC 302 Fund - The ARC 302 Grant Fund is a spe c ial 
revenue fund used to account for a grant received 
through the Commonwealth of Kentucky for downtown 
revitalization. The funds are to be matched by the 
City of Wheelwright. 

B. Basis of Accounting 

"· 

Basis of acco unting refers to when revenues and 
expenditures or expenses are recognized in the accounts 
and reported in the financial statements. Basis of 
accounting relates to the timing of the measure~ents 
made, regardless of the measurments focus applied. 

All governmental fuads are accounted for using the 
modified accrual basis of accounting. Under th~ modified 
accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when 
they become measurable and available. Expenditures are 
generally recognized under the modified accrual basis of 
accounting when the related fund liability is incurred. 

Budgets and Budgetary Accounting 

Sec tion 91A.030 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes and 
generally accepted accounting principles require the City 
to adopt an annual budget . 

The City Council follows these procedures in establishing 
the budgetary data reflected in the financial •tatements: 

1. In accordance with the City Charter, prior to June 1, 
the City Mayor submits to the City Council a 
proposed operati ng budget for the fiscal year 
commencing the following July 1. The operating 
budget includes proposed expenditures and the means 
of financing them for the up c oming year, along with 
estimates for the c urr e nt year. The City Charter 
requires that the budget be submitted in summary 
form. In a dd ition, mor e detailed line item budgets 
are included for administrative control. The leve l 
of c ontrol for deta i led budgets is at the department 
head /f unction level.

Pr ior to June 30 , the budget is l egally enacted 
through passage of an ordinance. 

The City Mayor is required by the City Charter 
to present a quarterly report to the City Council 
explaining any variance from the approved budget.

General fixed asset purchases are recorded as 
expenditures in the General Fund and Special Revenue 
Funds at the time of purchase. Such assets should be 
capitalized at cost in the general fixed assets group 
of accounts except streets and sidewalks and drainage 
systems. 

Property taxes are recognized at the date of levy with 
reserve for uncollectibles for the portion estimated to 
be uncollectible. 

Total columns on the general purpose statements are 
captioned Memorandum Only to indicate that they are 
presented only to facilitate financial analysis. Data 
in these columns do not present · financial position, 
results of operations, or changes in financial position 
in conformity with generally accepted accounting 
principles. Neither is such data comparable to a 
consolidation. Interfund eliminations have not been 
made in the aggregation of this data. 

Reporting Entity 

The general . purpose financial statements of the City of 
Wheelwright do not include the Wheelwright Utilities 
Commission, whlch is administered by a separate commission 
appointed by the Mayor and City Council. The Commission 
operated under the supervision of the Mayor and the City 
Council and therefore, its financail statements should be 
included in the general purpose financial statements to • 
conform to generally accepted accounting principles. 

Changes in Accounting Principle 

In the past, the City of Wheelwright recognized Municipal Aid 
Road Fund revenues when eligible expenditures were incurred. 
Amounts received but unspent were reported as deferred 
revenues. The City has currently adopted the modified 
accrual ba~is of accounting for Municipal Aid Road Fund 
revenues which recognizes the revenues in the accounting 
period in which they become available and measurable. 

Restatement 

The fund balance of the Muncipal Aid Road Fund as of June 30, 
1986 has been restated to correct the amounts that were 
received and earned during the prior year, but were initially 
reported as deferred revenues.

Fed Funds May Help 
State AIDS Victims 

Kentucky's small share of $30 million 
in federal funds to purchase medication 
for victims of AIDS will be made avail­
able through a plan announced recent­
ly by officials of the Cabinet for Human 
Respurces. 

The state is receiving $52,916 to pur-
chase the drug Zidovudine <formerly 
known as AZT> for medically indigent 
AIDS patients not covered by Medicaid. 
Kentucky's share of the congressional 
appropriation was based on the number 
of known AIDS patients in the state com­
pared to the number of Jiving AIDS pa­
tients throughout the nation. 

There have been more than 42,000 
cases of AIDS positively diagnosed na­
tionwide with 99 of those cases reported 
in Kentuck> as of this date. There are 
currently 35 Kentuckians alive and 
diagnosed with the disease. 

Human Resources Secretary AI 
Austin said that, due to the high cost of 
zidovudine treatment, the cabinet 
estimates that the funds will cover 
medication for between six and ten 
AIDS victims through the Oct. 1, 1988 ex­
piration date on the federal funding. 

"Despite Kentucky's extremely 
limited portion of this funding, we 
couldn't in good conscience do Jess than 
devise a plan to assist as many Ken­
tuckians who are suffering from this

disease as possible," Austin said. 
Austin said details of the zidovudine 

purchase procedure were worked out 
between the state departments for 
Health Services and Medicaid Services 
in cooperation with the Kentucky Phar­
macists Association. 

While Kentuckians with AIDS will be 
considered for the plan on a first come, 
first served basis, Austin said a series 
of medical and income criteria has been 
established. 

"Income eligibility information will be 
gathered at the local health department 
in the home community of the AIDS pa­
tient, in the same process used to deter­
mine income participation in other 
public health programs," he said. 
"Medical eligibility will be assessed by 
the state Communicable Disease 
Branch in direct communication with 
the patient's personal physician. 

"Kentuckians determined to be both 
financially and medically eligible will be 
authorized for financial assistance to 
cover part or all of their need for 
Zidovudine through September 30 of 
next year," Austin said. "If full 
coverage is unavailable due to depletion 
of the federal funds, the patient will 
either receive a partial payment or be 
placed on a waiting list." 

The fiscal end of the process will be 
handled by the Department for Medi­
caid Services under its normal pro­
cedures. However, no Medicaid or other 
state or federal funds not directly ap­
propriated for this program will be used. 

Austin said the state pharmacists 
association has agreed to participate in 
the purchase and distribution of the 
Zidovudine to approved AIDS patients. 

"I want to emphasize that this 
assistance by the Kentucky Phar­
macists Association was voluntary and 
necessary," he said. "Without their 
help, the process of obtaining the 
Zidovudine and providing it directly to 
the AIDS patients would have been 
much more time consuming and 
cumbersome." 

Local health departments have been 
provided with information on the pro­
cess and will begin handling applications 
immediately.

Their reasons are as different as of­

fense and defense, and they often ex­
press different views on how it will af· 
fect high school basketball, but 1t 'shard 
to find a coach who doesn't enjoy hav­
ing the three-pomt shot.

Senior Class Not Equal To Past 
But Created Interesting Season 

Football fans across the country were 
recently given a final opportunity to say 

•goodbye to the gridiron class of 1987, and 
although they may not have been as 
talented as some of the past, this group 
has it's own individual qualities . 

Senior football players from four 
Floyd county schools played their last 
high school game last week, and from 
the class at Prestonsburg, who began 
the Blackcat re-rise to power, to the 
group at Allen Central, who began foot­
ball there, each will long be remem­
bered for their personalities, contribu­
tions and athletic success. 

The Blackcats are losing five players 
due to graduation, but their perfor­
mances and impressions will long 
remain. 

"There isn't a great player in the 
group, but it's incredible how much 
we're getting from them." Prestonsburg 
coach Chuke Williams said earlier in the 
season. "They are showing tremendous 
leadership. I'm glad our younger people 
are getting a chance to rub shoulders 
with them." 

Prestonsburg's senior class may not 
compare with some of the earlier ones, 
talent-wise, but their accomplishments 
just might. 

From a season that saw Prestonsburg 
win only one football game, the group 
brought the Blackcats out of the gutter 
and into football prominence, again. 

Four graduating seniors were two­
way starters for the Blackcats, and 
Johnny Ray Harris and J1mmy Joe 
Crace also served as kickoff and punt 
returners. 

Brent Hackworth, a multi-purpose 
performer, played quarterback, running 
back, and linebacker during his senior 
season. Derrick Johnson, a two-year 
starter, served as a wide receiver and 
defensive back. 

Prestonsburg's graduating class is 
small in numbers, but Allen Central fans 
are losing a total of 16 seniors. Thirteen 
of those were three-year starters. 

Back in 1985, the Rebels decided to 
continue their football program, and 
those 13 players were the foundation of 
that pioneer team. 

This was one reason why coach Don 
nie Daniels considered them a special 

group. 
"They are the ones who got the pro­

gram started, and that's something they 
can be proud of," Daniels said before the 
season began. 

If it's possible for a team to face a 
rebuilding process in only it's third year 
of existence then Allen Central will . 

Over one-third of their total roster will 
graduate come spring. They may not be 
remembered for football domination, 
but forever in Rebel football history, 
they will be the pioneer crew. 

Anthony Redrick and Boo Barnette 
pioneered many hard hits from their 
defensive positions, and quarterback 
Darren Conn pioneered several long 
drives. 

Guys like Randy Hansford and Charlie 
Martin opened holes for guys like Jeff 
Hughes and Robbie Click. 

The Rebels also lose talent in the form 
of Robert Halbert. tackle, Bobby Hop­
son, end, Crusher Blevins, defensive 
guard, Mike Mullins, defensive end, 
Kyle Newman, defensive back, Kevin 
Martin, halfback, Nathan Shelton, end, 
Ricky Crider, end, and Brian Allen, 
center. 

Wheelwright, unlike Prestonsburg 
and Allen Central, will be sending away 
a small group but not on a successful 
note. 

The Trojans lose only seven seniors, 
one more than Prestonsburg, but this 
group is leaving following a disappoint­
ing season. 

Wheelwright was expected to have one 
of it's best seasons ever. but injuries and 
sub-par efforts from key players turn­
ed that expectation into a 1-10 campaign. 

Steve Cole proved to be one of Wheel­
wright's most consistent players, and 
Doug Little, when healthy, also enjoyed 
a successful season. 

"Steve Cole sort of stands out in my 
mind defensively from that end spot.'' 
head Coach Roger Johnson said. ''Offen­
sively, he was as good an end as any in 
this area" 

Cole played both offense and defense 
and on special teams. The four year per· 
former lS being scouted by Georgetown 
College. 

Doug LlltJc llas also received attention 

from area colleges. The senior fullback, 
when available, was Wheelwright's 
most successful running back, but 
Johnson says Little may be more 
talented at his linebacker position. 

Then there are those players like Tim­
my Isaac. Those players who seldom 
receive headlines or playing time, but 
are viewed as big losses by their 
coaches. 

"Timmy had a super attitude," Roger 
Johnson said. "He was the guy who was 
always trying to get the other players 
up. He hated to lose probably more than 
anyone on the team." 

The Trojans also lose offensive and 
defensive linemen Paul Little, Brad 
Moore, and Jason Hall. Garnis Caudill, 
a player Johnson said played probably 
nine different positions during his high 
school career, is also a senior. 

Betsy Layne's senior situation is 
similar to both the Trojans' and Rebels'. 

The Bobcats lost a large number of 
players, and they went away with the 
sour taste of a disappointing season 
lingering. 

Betsy Layne was also expecting their 
best season ever. Their problems 
leading to 2-7 finish still remain a 
mystery. 

But even though the team struggled, 
individuals such as Todd Sturgill and 
.John Bush will be remembered for their 
contributions. 

Sturgill was expected to be one of the 
area's top tailbacks but was moved to 
quarterback early in the season. The 
versatile senior threw several touch­
down passes and also enjoyed success 
running the football, but he failed to 
have the type year most expected. 

And speaking of versatility, John Bush 
did everything for Betsy Layne except 
sell programs. The 5'8", 160-pounder ran 
the football, was a prime target out of 
the backfield, intercepted passes, and 
sometimes even threw them. 

Bobcat first string running backs 
Chris Kidd and Dale Spurlock are 
graduating, as :\<lat Conn and Jamie 
Smith. often used receivers. 

The Bobcats are also losing Dwight 
Jarrell, defensive back and kicker, 
Stacy Hall, end, Chris Hayes, guard, and 
Vince Jarrell. 

No local teams made the high school 
football playoffs this year and the area 
ones that did failed to enjoy much suc­
cess as post-season action began across 
the state Friday night. 

Belfry, Johns Creek, and Pikeville all 
represented neighboring Pike county, 
but only the Panthers could survive, 
defeating Pineville, 63-34, in Pikeville. 

The Panthers got three touchdowns 
from Robbie Right and Bobby Deramus 
and Chris McNamee scored two each as 
Pikeville improved to 12-o on the season. 

Ranked number one for the entire 
season in single A, Pikeville will put 
their perfect record on the line this week 
when they travel to Harlan county to 
take on the Cumberland Redskins . 
. The Redskins, 7-4, are fresh off a 51-21 

thumping of Johns Creek, runners-up to 
Pikeville in their district. 

Cumberland features one of the top 
multi-purpose backs in the state in 6'0" 
180-pound Eddie Clark. The Cumberland 
tailback scored seven touchdowns Fri­
day and compiled a total of 399 yards to 
lead the Redskins against Johns Creek. 

The Bear Cats, after opening the 
season with eight consecutive wins, lost 
their final two games, to Pikeville and 
Cumberland, by a combined 85 points.

COACH OF THE YEAR: From a 1-8 
record to a winning season in one year 
is a credible job on any level. Throw in 
a tough schedule and the effort becomes 
almost incredible. Chuke Williams did 
this at Prestonsburg. Being the only win­
ning team in the county, the Blackcats 
made Williams a sure choice, but the 
coach didn't exactly hurt himself. 
Williams has seldom been compli­
mented at Prestonsburg, but here's giv­
ing you a huge congratulations for your 
efforts. 

SENIOR PLAYER OF THE YEAR: 
Although no one player produced 
remarkable numbers or showed tremen­
dous talent, several county players 
displayed enough ability to attract small 
college interest. Probably the most con­
sistent player overall was Wheelwright's 
Steve Cole. As a defensive and offensive 
end, Cole contributed heavily to the Tro­
jans' efforts. The senior receiver caught 
several big passes and pressured oppos­
ing passers. Cole also played on Wheel­
wright's special teams. 

MOST VERSATILE: In high school 
football most good athletes play both of­
fense and defense, but for Betsy Layne's 
John Bush his position was the entire 
field. Bush played defensive back and 
wing back. From those two positions he 
intercepted passes on a regular basis, 
ran the football with consistently, caught 
passes frequently, and threw some oc­
casionally. Bush was rarely beaten on 
defense, and was highly vocal in an ef­
fort to encourage his Bobcat teammates. 

EFFORT AND THEN SOME 
A WARD: This is a new award added 
this season, and added for one player in 
particular. Johnny Ray Harris wasn't 
blessed with a big body, but through 
work with the weights and an ability not 
to be denied, Harris built himself into a 
good football player. At five-foot·seven 
and 145 pounds, he was forced to look up 
to most of his competition, but when the 
final horn sounded most of the competi­
tion was looking up to Johnny Ray Har­
ris.

UNDERCLASSMAN OF THE YEAR:

As 
a result, he became one of the most pro- ~ 
mising quarterbacks in the area, and 
Prestonsburg had a winning season. 
Trusty has a strong arm and enough 
speed to outrun most defenses. If Trus-
ty plays next year, he may establish 
some new Prestonsburg single season 
passing marks. He is that good. Another 
junior that has the talent to shine next 
year is Wheelwright tailback Handy 
Jackson. The Trojan tailback is small 
but explosive. 

CLASSY COACH A WARD: Once 
again Donnie Daniels represented the 
idea of the perfect coach. His actions 
along the sidelines were never demean­
ing to Allen Central High School, even 
though this season's developments could 
have encouraged it. Daniels' program 
struggled, but he was the one always 
pointing out its young age. Daniels never 
criticized his players for the losing * 
season. In fact, he often commended 
their behavior, work habits, and 
response to their difficult situation. 

CLASSY FAN A WARD: This is a 
tough one to judge. In fact, we will vote 
for none of the above. Football fans in 
the county weren't exactly prime 
targets for Sunday School teachers. 

CLASSY TEAM AWARD: Prestons­
burg High School should be proud of 
their young people, especially the ones 
who represented it on the football field.

If the National Football League enjoys

Only one division has a clear 
leader and eight of the other nine teams 
are even in the race for the East and 
Central division titles.

The Pittsburgh Steelers dominated in 

Houston 
made the playoffs earlier in this decade 
when Earl Campbell ran them to pro­
minence, and Cleveland has won the 
division the past two seasons. 

The Oilers, 5-3 after their loss to San 
Francisco, Sunday, and Pittsburgh will 
hook up this weekend in the Steel City 
while Cleveland plays at home against 
Buffalo. 

The Browns are coming off a 38·3 
defeat of lowly Atlanta and with a win 
. is week will at least have a share of 
the lead come week 11 when they take 
on Houston. 

Cleveland has only one non-division 
team remaining on their schedule that 
can boast a winning season. Houston 
plays two and Pittsburgh three.

Dickerson rolled up 104 yards in that 
irst half, but was limited to 20 in the 

final two quarters as San Diego held onto 
their lead in the West while Indianapolis 
slipped back into the pack in the East. 

The Buffalo Bills rushed for 250 yards 
and defeated the Denver Broncos at 
home 21-14. The Bills put themselves in­
to playoff contention, and at the same 
time gave San Diego a big boost.

The NFC is quite the opposite. In each 
of the three divisions, the leader is up by 
two games and the San Francisco 49ers 
could almost clinch a title in the West 
this Sunday. 

Leading New Orleans by two games, 
the 49ers will welcome the Saints to the 
West Coast in a contest that could blow 
the divisional competition. 

But with a win, the Saints could move 
within one game of San Francisco and 
the top spot.

Academic Program 
Expanded at EKU 

Eastern Kentucky University has an­
nounced an expansion of its program of 
academic scholarships designed to 
recognize the achievement of outstan­
ding high school seniors. 

The revision of the scholarship pro­
gram will provide for automatic award­
ing of academic scholarships to several 
categories of students. 

Among these categories are National 
Merit Scholarship Competition semi­
finalists and finalists, participants in the 
Governor's Scholars Program, 
members of the Kentucky Academic All­
State Team, and students who record an 
ACT composite score of 29 or higher. 

EKU President Hanly Funderburk, in 
endorsing a University Scholarship 
Committee recommendation, called the 
expanded program "a reflection of 
EKU's commitment to quality. 

He said, "It is important to the 
academic vitality of any institution to at­
tract the brightest minds available. You 
cannot overestimate the benefits that all 
students receive from the presence of 
students of the quality we seek through 
our scholarship program." 

Dr. Funderburk noted that the EKU 
Faculty Senate was currently planning 
an Honors Program for implementation 
during the 1988 Fall Semester. "Students 
of the quality we are trying to attract are 
essential to a successful Honors Pro­
gram," he said. 

He said that he also hoped that the 
availability of the scholarship at EKU 
would help keep outstanding Kentucky 
high school graduates in the state. 

"We often hear that many of Ken­
tucky's most talented students do not 
continue their educations in the Com­
monwealth," he said, "and we would 
like to help correct that. 

Under the new provisions of the 
scholarship program, National Merit 
Semifinalists and Finalists will receive 
the EKU Honor Award. This scholarship 
will provide its recipients with full tui­
tion and activity support, plus an addi­
tional stipend to help defray other 
educational expenses. 

Governor's Scholars Program par­
ticipants, members of the Academic All­
State Team, and students with ACT 
composite scores of 29 or higher will 
receive EKU Regents Scholarships. The 
Regents Scholarship is a full tuition and 
activity fee award. 

Dr. Funderburk said that award let­
ters would be mailed over the next few 
weeks to those students who are eligible 
for the awards. 

Students with high school grade point 
averages of 3.75 and ACT composite 
scores of 25 or higher remain elgible to 
apply for Regents Scholarships. other 
students may apply for the Presidential 
Scholarship or for other scholarships 
which are administered through the 
EKU Foundation. The University will 
also continue to offer scholarships to 
participants in the Commonwealth 
Scholars Program.

Controlling weeds, insects and plant 
disease has been a challenge for farmers 
since prehistoric times, but for the past 
several years farmers have been using 
chemicals more and more in place of 
tillage practices, and these new methods 
have generated considerable debate. 

Concern about soil erosion has led 
many farmers to fear disturbing the soil 
with tillage tools, such as plows, but the 
agricultural chemicals they've used as 
an alternative add considerable cost, so 
the debate has been compounded by a 
serious economic issue. 

It is now known that fields covered 
with crop residues from the previous 
year erode very little, and that presents 
a whole new outlook on how to ac­
complish necessary goals within 
economic means, according to Dr. 
Richad Johnson, senior scientist at the 
Deere & Company Technical Center in 
Moline, Illinois. 

. She is the granddaughter of Arlen and 
Hazel Shepherd, of David, and Cornealis 
and Mary Emma Ousley, of Martin. She 
is also the great-granddaughter of Oscar 
and Rosie Ousley. of Martin. 

"Today, farmers recognize that 
residue management is a key to both 
long-term profitability and erosion con­
trol," says Johnson. "If 20 to 30 percent 
of the soil surface is covered with plant 
residue, soil erosion is often reduced by 
50 to 75 percent." 

Actually, Johnson notes, about 60 per­
cent of U.S. cropland has little or no ero­
sion problem, and severe erosion occurs 
on less than 10 percent of the farmland.

Conservation tillage-any tillage 
system that leaves at least 30 percent of 
the old crop residue on the soil surface 
at planting-is now being used on more 
than 30 percent of all U.S. cropland. It's 
a good solution in many cases but it re­
quires a good .deal of understanding, 
Johnson says, because leaving crop 
residue on the soil surface also brings a 
whole new set of management 
challenges along with it. 

With conservation tillage, soil 
temperatures tend to remain cooler for 
a longer period of time in the spring. The 
soil is shaded by the residue cover, and 
the lighter color of the residue reflects 
more solar radiation than the darker 
soil. The result is cooler temperatures 
in the seed placement zone, and seedling 
development can be retarded. The grow­
ing season is effectively shortened, 
which can mean lower crop yields. 

Also, the availability of soil nutrients 
and soil-borne disease can also become 
more critical in these cooler seedbeds. 

"Careful attention to selecting crop 
varieties with good spring vigor and 
high seed quality can help offset these 
conditions," Johnson says. "Choosing a 
tillage system that incorporates some 
crop residue, or clears a residue-free 
band over the seed row, can also help 
minimize these problems.'' 

The residue cover that retards 
temperature increase also slows 
evaporation of moisture in the top few 
inches of soil, so the soil is usually wet­
ter at planting time than it would be with 
clean tillage. This means more potential 
compaction problems, Johnson says. 

"This brings some misperceptions," 
he warns. "The conservation farmer 
may feel he is reducing overall soil com-

paction problems because he is reduc­
ing the total number of tillage trips, but 
in fact he may be making the problem 
worse because he is farming the soil 
when it's wetter. The answer is to stay 
out of fields until they have had more 
time to dry." 

Incorporation of fertilizer into the soil 
can also defeat the attempt to leave 
higher amounts of residue on the sur­
face: "Shanking-in anhydrous ammonia 
for nitrogen, for instance-the equiva­
lent of one tillage operation-can bury 
up to 50 percent of the surface residue," 
Johnson says. 

Reducing tillage means relying more 
on chemical weed control, which can be 
expensive, Johnson cautions. Several no­
till systems even require a preplant ap­
plication of burndown herbicide to kill 
existing vegetation, and such systems 
cc.n require as much as $20 per acre of 
additional expense, he says. (No-till is 
an extreme form of conservation 
tillage.) 

The mulch of residue left for erosion 
control is also a good habitat for insects, 
diseases and other pests, he cautions. 

Tillage management must be 
site-specific, Johnson stresses. "What 
works in somebody else's field is not 
necessarily the best answer in your field. 
Heavy bottom soil is usually a poor place 
for no-till. For hillsides with ligher soils, 
no-till might be the best answer for con­
trolling erosion." 

He points out that a reduced tillage 
system that doubles chemical costs and 
risks polluting soil and water is no 
answer, and an intensive tillage scheme 
that results in pulverized soil and high 
rates of soil erosion is equally undesir­
able.
