Four Men Are Injured 
As Gas Line Ruptures

Four people were injured, one critical­
ly. when a 2G-inch high pressure gas line 
of Columbia Gas Company exploded at 
the head of Arkansas Creek near Mar­
tin, Tuesday afternoon. 

Details of the explosion which occur­
red around 3 o'ciock remained sketchy 
Tuesday evemng, but Paul Chaffins, 
Disaster and Emergency Services direc­
tor, said those injured were replacing 
sections of the line when it appeared that 
it was pulled apart at one of the seams. 
Other reports are that a backhoe struck 
the line, rupturing it. 

Gas could be smelled at the mouth of

the hollow some three miles distant from 
the site of the explosion, and for a time 
it was feared that residents of the area 
would have to be evacuated. 

Members of the DES, the Floyd Coun­
ty and Left Beaver Emergency and 
Rescue squads, Sheriff's department, 
and others were called to the scene. 
Calls were sent out by DES officers for 
ambulances, medical supplies and tech­
nicians, and the injured were brought 
down from the hilltop site in about 20 
minutes and taken to Our Lady of the 
Way Hospital for emergency treatment. 

One of the injured, Wayne Boyd, of 
Dana, is a Columbia Gas employee, and 
the other three are employees of a 

Belpre, Ohio pipeline company under 
contract to replace the gas line. All of the 
men were said to have suffered 
sharapnel-like facial wounds and 
trauma from the force of the blast. 

One of the men William E West, of 
Belpre, 0., re{Xlrtedin critical condition, 
is said to have been thrown approx­
imatelf 300 feet by tl.c force thl:" rup­
ture. He was flown by Sky life helicopter 
to Cabell-Huntington Ho::.'pital. Wayne

Voter Interest Seems Slight 
In Next Tuesday's Election

Although the gubernatorial race bet­
ween Wallace Wilkinson, Democrat, and 
John Harper, Republican, is the focus of 
statewide interest in next Tuesday's 
election, two races for city offices, here 
and at Wheelwright, may stir more in­
terest in these towns than either Wilkin­
son or Harper. 

Five towns in the county are electing 
city officials, but only in these two is 
there any challenge. At Allen, four can­
didates are running for the four city 
commissioner offices to be filled; at 
Wayland though four may be voted, on­
ly three are seeking to serve as city com­
missioners; likewise, at Martin, six 
candidates seek to fill the six council 
seats to be voted on. But In 
Prestonsburg there are almost twice as 
many candidates for city council as of­
fices open. Of the 15 running for coun­
cil, only eight will be elected. At 
Wheelwright, the race for city commis­
sioner is even more hotly contested with 
10 running for city commissioner but on­
ly four to be chosen.

The park consists of six new tennis 
courts, Little League and high school 
baseball fields, a swimming pool, a 3/10 
of a mile jogging trail and a convention 
center to accommodate meetings or 
family reunions. 

The achievement which is the judge's 
favorite is the refurbishing of a nine-hole 
golf course. The old course which had 
grown up in bushes and was poorly 
drained has been completely renovated.

Gary Frazier, principal of McDowell 
High School, says proudly as he looks at 
the school's state of the arts computer 
system. 

The system, one of the most up-to-date 
on the market, includes an IBM personal 
computer, a printer that types out need­
ed data in seconds, and a scanner which 
can be used to locate records or grade 
multiple choice tests. 

Frazier credits community support 
and a financially committed boosters 
club to the program's continued success. 
Much of the computers more than 
$13,000 cost, he said, came from sales at 
the school vending machines, and 
Frazier feels that the investment is well 
worth it. 

Beyond freeing the principal and 
counselor from many mundane chores, 
it also serves to increase attendance by 
calling absent students' homes until a 
parent or guardian returns a message 
as to the absentees whereabouts.

Frazier says that his school has achiev­
ed the highest attenda"nce scores in the 
county for the past two years, and he 
believes that the computer system has 
made a positive contribution in decreas­
ing student absenteeism.

The Floyd County Times stated that I voted 

against the Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance.! 
sure did and I'm glad of it. My wife went to pick up 
my agenda Thursday for the Friday meeting. The 
agenda has got everything that we would be voting 
on Friday, but it was not ready on Thursday after­
noon. When I arrived early on Friday morning, my 

agenda still wasn't ready. When I did receive my agenda-minutes before the 
meeting-it had on it, the second one down, the "Resolution on Flood Damage 
Prevention Ordinance". When I asked for the paperwork and rules this ordinance 
would impose on the people of Floyd County, I was reached 19 pages (and 
I mean long pages) of new rules and regulations that may not allow people 
to build onto existing houses or businesses if you are in the flood plain. There 
are so many rules and regulations in these 19 pages that I can't even attempt 
to tell you how bad it is. I asked the other three magistrates if they had been 
given a copy of this and THEY ALL SAID NO. I asked the other three magistrates 
right at the Fiscal COurt Meeting before we voted if they had ever read anything 
iside these 19 pages and THEY ALL SAID NO again. Yet, DeRossett voted for 
it, Caudill voted for it, and Tackett voted for it, without even knowing what 
they were voting on, people of Floyd County. I VOTED AGAINST IT. I want to 
know what's being put on the people BEFORE I VOTE. People, I'm going to 
giv~ the Floyd County Times a copy of these 19 pages and ask them if they 
will put this in the Letter to the Editor. People, you're going to have to live 
under these laws. I would like for you to see them one time. 

Also the Floyd County Times stated that the Floyd Fiscal Court passed 
a tax increase raising it up to 17.7% on real property. That's right-the Floyd 
Fiscal Court did-But I NEVER. I VOTED NO. Magistrates DeRossett, Caudill, 
and Tackett voted yes to raise the tax rate. I also voted NO last year when 
they raised your taxes. 

To clear the air about Mrs. Collins of Shop Fork and the rock that is 
overhanging in the road.

The system allows the principal and 
teachers to monitor student behavior 
problems and work toward solutions. 
The information is used only when the 
student is in school and does not become 
a part of the permanent record. The 
principal says that the system helps to 
provide uniform discipline and gives the 
teacher an insight into student attitudes. 
Above all these advantages, Frazier 
places the fact that the computer allows 
him more time to spend with the 
students and being accessible to the stu­
dent body is the number one objective 
on his list. "After all," he says, "a prin­
cipal's main concern should be the 
students."

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Local Firms Successful 
In Bids Before Council 
By Kurt Pickering 

Prestonsburg City Council went the 
local route in awarding bids on both a 
fire truck and a motor fuel contract, 
heard a presentation on a pool of self­
insuring Kentucky cities and honored 
several people including former Mayor 
Harold Cooley in its last pre-election 
meeting, Monday. 

In each of the bid items, the local bid 
was slightly higher than the out-of-town 
proposal, but in both cases Council cited 
reasons other than just the local slant. 

The first was on a new fire truck, with 
an $88,659 bid from Worldwide Equip­
ment winning out over an $84,998 bid 
from Allegheny Equipment of Ona, W. 
Va. Councilman Thomas J. Tackett first 
voiced the opinion that the higher bid 
was the better one, reviewing the bids 
as he said, "It looks to me like this 
Worldwide has more material in it." 
Tackett explained his statement by 
pointing out, for instance, that one area 
in the Worldwide bid that showed 5/16ths 
of an inch thick was 3/16ths in the 
Allegheny bid. In another area, he 
pointed out that the Worldwide bid show­
ed stainless steel while the Allegheny bid 
simply said "steel." 

Steve Johnson, of Worldwide, told 
Council, "We took your specifications 
word for word. Everything in our bid 
matches your specifications right down 
the line." Johnson also pointed out that 
the difference between the two bids 
would amount to about $150 a year over 
a 20-year period. "Also," he said, "we 
are a local concern, and we can service 
it better." 

Tim Duncan, of Allegheny, said, "We 
took exception to some of your specs, 
because we felt that what we offered 
would accomplish what we thought you 
were wanting to do." He added, "That's 
the way we build trucks"- that the firm 
does not start from the ground up on 
every bid. 

Councilman William 0. Goebel, III, 
made the formal motion to accept the 
Worldwide bid. Margie N. Osborne 
seconded, and a roll call vote ended 
unanimously. 

Goebel offered condolences to Dun­
can, referring to good working relation­
ships in the past and suggesting that 
there would be more in the future. But 
when Goebel mentioned the local angle, 
Duncan snapped, "Local business, right. 
I have a question. Should I bid again on 
another fire truck?" Greeted with a 
chorus of yesses from ~he bench, he ask­
ed, "What if I'm low bid again?" and 
left. 

The other bid dealt with motor fuels 
for city vehicles. That one came down 
to Pelphrey Supply, the Chevron jobber 
out of Paintsville, and Action Petroleum 
of Prestonsburg. Pelphrey bid 67.83 
cents a gallon on gasoline and 62.51 cents 
per gallon of diesel, eight to 10 cents 
lower than Action's 77.9 for gas and 70.8 
for diesel. 

Coundlman William R. Callihan took 
the lead in arguing for Action, pointing 
out past experience that "If you've got 
bad roads, Pelphrey won' t deliver it to 
you." Fire Chief Tombo Blackburn also 
spoke for Action. 

Councilman Adrian Blackburn moved 
to accept the Action bid, Callihan 
seconded, and the voice vote was 
unanimous. 

Three other subjects involving the fire 
department also came before council. 

First, Blackburn said that firemen 
have volunteered to man Prestonsburg's 
worst intersections during trick or treat 
Saturday night. Blackburn said they 
hope to cover all the intersections on 
Lake Drive from Richmond down to 
Prestonsburg High School, as well as Ar­
nold Avenue at the Mountain Parkway 
and the entrances to Green Acres off US 
23. 

City Manager James then asked and 
received permission to ask the state to 
add to its grant to complete a fire train­
ing tower being built in Cliff. And third, 
Certificates of Appreciation were 
presented to 10 people for their work in 
sponsoring a special fire prevention pro­
gram for area schoolchildren during 
Fire Prevention Week, October 4-10. 
The certificates went to Mary Davis, 
Sandy Stiltner, Larry and Charlotte 
Adams, Tommy Hereford, Mike Wells, 
John P. Hunt, Tommy Cooley, Rex Cecil 
and Don Hall. 

Another honor was passed unanimous­
ly after an apparently unexpected mo­
tion from Councilman Thomas J . 
Tackett. When the agenda reached 
"Other New Business,' ' Tackett sought 
and received a confirmation that the 
new bridge at Gable-Roberts, dedicated 
and opened recently, had not been nam­
ed. "Then I'd like to make a motion that 
we name it for a man who served as 
Mayor of this City for many years, 
Harold Cooley." The motion passed with 
little discussion and no dissent. 

Robert Vaughan of Alexander and 
Alexander briefed Council on a new in­
surance option brought about by the 
Kentucky Municipal League. Known as 
the Kentucky Municipal Risk Manage­
ment Association, the idea is to form 
cities into a pool to insure themselves 
rather than use a conventional in­
surance. Vaughan said the program was 
designed to answer the two biggest prob­
lems facing cities looking for insurance 
today : such insurance is often 
unavailable, and what is available is 
often unaffordable. As an example, 
Vaughan cited the leap in Prestons­
burg's premiums in the last three 
years- from $27,180 to $52,730 to $86,335. 

Vaughan said the KML plan has now 
signed 54 Kentucky cities, several com­
parable in size to Prestonsburg, in­
cluding nearby Paintsville. 

Through reinsurance, the limit of any 
one claim becomes $300,000. But with a 

pool of less than $1.5 million, five claims 
of that size would wipe that pool out. 
Asked about that, Vaughan conceded 
that was true but added that "no trace 
of a judgment in excess of $100,000 <has 
ever been found) against any city in the 
state of Kentucky" except Louisville and 
Lexington. 

Vaughan also said, " Contrary to what 
our detractors r:~y, this idea works. 
There are organizations like this 
operating in 25 states now, and operating 
successfully." 

No action was planned or taken on the 
issue; bids on insurance are not due to 
be opened until next month. 

In response to rising complaints about 
increasing traffic on Prestonsburg's 
non-thoroughfare streets, Mayor Ann 
Latta announced formation of a Safe 
Streets Committee, a 27-member panel 
that the mayor said "will try to meet in 
a couple of weeks" to look for solutions. 
Latta, apparently in response to an 
earlier suggestion, said speed bumps 
are not an option because they are il­
legal. The mayor made it clear that 
public input on this problem is needed. 
''The committee is not limited to this list 
of names. Anybody else that wants to be 
on it is certainly welcome to come and 
take part. " 

The side-street traffic discussion led 
to an appeal from Councilman Goebel to 
do something about youngsters using 
mopeds, motor scooters and motor bikes 
on streets. Councilman Tackett respond­
ed with a motion to fine anyone riding 
such a piece of equipment without wear­
ing a helmet $10. It was decided that 
would have to be in the form of an or­
dinance, so Tackett amended his motior, 
to direct City Attorney Larry Brown to 
draft an ordinance for future council 
action. 

Council also: 
-endorsed a project to build a boat 

ramp at the Municipal Parking area 
near the Playhouse Restaurant. The 
ramp, intended for rescue purposes but 
to be available for public use, was ap­
proved by a previous council but never 
acted upon; 

-authorized James to hire a limited 
number of "seasonal" employees to take 
advantage of whatever good-weather 
days remain in order to continue work 
on the new garage at Cliff, when the 
weather permits, and despite vacations, 
holiday time off and seasonal workload 
such as putting up the city's Christmas 
decorations the part-timers hired will 
likely come from the ranks of laid-off 
firemen ; 

-gave first reading to a $323,000 bond 
ordinance enabling the city to acquire 
the Prater Creek Water District. Hav­
ing passed on first reading, the measure 
will be up for final passage a t the next 
council session. It is simply an enabling 
ordinance in that council had previous-
ly made the decision to acquire the 
Prater Creek Water District. 

- authorized payment of expenses for 
Mayor Latta to attend the National 
League of Cities annual convention, to 
be held this year in Las Vegas. In bring­
ing the matter up, Latta said she has 
found such conventions extremely 
enlightening, but she had planned to skip 
this one because of the expense until she 
was asked to serve on a panel involving 
press relations. 

Council members present were Black­
burn, Dr. Gary D. Brown, Callihan, 
Goebel, Osborne and Tackett; absent 
were Frank A. Adams and Harry Ray 
Porter. 

The next session of council will be 
Monday, November 9. New council 
members elected next Tuesday will not 
take office until January.

Words of Advice On 
Trick or Treating 

Drivers and homeowners should 
spend as much time getting ready for 
Halloween as do trick or treaters, says 
Dr. Steve Ward, president of the Ken­
tucky Optometric Foundation. 

According to Dr. Ward, advance work 
by adults can make Halloween safer for 
children. 

Drivers should use the weekend before 
Halloween to check- headlight adjust­
ment, inspect wiper blades and replace 
worn ones. The morning of October 31, 
they should take time to wash the wind­
shield, headlights and mirrors and to 
check mirror adjustments. 

When on the road on Halloween night, 
drivers should reduce speed; keep their 
eyes moving to spot youngsters and 
movement to their sides, avoid wearing 
sunglasses or deeply tinted eyewear and 
if glasses have been prescribed for driv­
ing, be certain to wear them. 

Homeowners, Dr. Ward said, should 
insect yards in advance and fill holes, 
repair steps and tighten any loose rail­
ings. Before darkness on Halloween 
night, they should clear yards of lawn 
and garden equipment, toys or any other 
objects a child might trip over. At dusk, 
yardlights and porchlights should be 
turned on to light the way for tr~ck or 
treaters. . 

Parents should decorate children's 
costumes with retro-reflective tape, 
which optometric studies show is the on­
ly material safely visible to drivers even 
at excessive speeds. They should also 
use nonallergic makeup instead of 
masks so the child's view is not blocked. 

Children, Dr. Ward said, should walk 
on sidewalks or in yards, not in the 
street; look carefully before crossing a . 
street; cross at a corner with a street 
light, if possible and carry a battery­
operated light or lantern so they can see 
more safely and so that others can see 
them safely. 

If your rugs curl, stick a tri· 
angle of linoleum under each 
corner with fabric adhesive.

Mediterranean Lands 
Explored on KET Series 

Join host David Attenborough as he 
explores the lush and fertile lands, the 
deserts, and waters of the Mediterra­
nean region in a new series, "The First 
Eden," when it premieres Tuesday, 
November 3 at 8 p.m. on KET. 

"The Making of the Garden," the 
premiere episode follows the creation of 
the Mediterranean Sea as well as the 
evolution of the plants and animals that 
populated the area. Attenborough 
describes how, beginning with the Ice 
Age, different animals-martins, 
lizards, porcupines, and flamingos­
made their way from Africa to the 
northern Mediterranean shores just as 
many do today, seeking more temperate 
climates in the summer. In a similar 
way, tens of thousands of years ago, 
man journeyed through the eastern end 
of the Mediterranean, through Egypt, 
Israel, and the Middle East, into the 
eastern end of Europe. 

In November 10 presentation, "The 
Gods Enslaved," Attenborough looks at 
man's earliest relationship with nature 
through cave drawings scientists have 
discovered in southern Spain. In "The 
Wastes of War," set for November 17, 
Attenborough travels to the western 
ends of the Mediterranean where man 
began to build cities during the late 
periods of the Roman Empire. 

The final episode, "Strangers in the 
Garden," looks at the Mediterranean to­
day. Oil tankers are just one of the many 
examples of the destructive impact of in­
dustrialization. So is tourism, which is 
turning the coastal waters of the 
Mediterranean into a sewage dump. 

"The First Eden," which is closed 
captioned for the hearing impaired, is a 
British Broadcasting Corporation pro­
duction and is presented on public televi­
sion by WQED/Pittsburgh.

Horse Sense and Humor in Kentucky 
By : Eslie Asbury 
(259pp The Thoroughbred Press) 

Mr. Asbury, a born and bred Ken­
tuckian, takes the reader on a trip 
through the myriad field of humor. His 
is a jaunt into a light subject rather than 
a plow through a footnoted scholarly 
endeavor- but, since the subject is the 
elusive realm of humor, it almost seems 
"Ok." Humor, he says, "like the 
fragrance of a rose, is indefinable,' ' and 
then, for the remainder of the book, he 
happily scampers after the elusiveness 
of his subject by breaking it down to its 
specifics. 

Kentucky humor he calls crude, sim­
ple and prone to exaggeration; English 
humor is understatement and satire; 
Religious humor; Ancestor humor; Blue 
Grass Humor and on and on. He rambles 
on about the wit of President Lincoln, 
the mama jokes of Governor "Happy" 
Chandler and the intelligent humor of 
journalist Joe Palmer. Inevitably, like 
a preacher preaching a sermon, Mr 
Asbury becomes entranced with his sub­
ject and this book is best read in small 
doses. But, its inclusiveness makes it a 
book worth peeking into.

(Univ. of Kentucky Press) 

As you turn the pages of this book you 
pictorially turn the years of Kentucky 
history- from the Shawnee, Cherokee 
and Chicksaw Indian tribes of an early 
Kentucky through the pioneer, the wars, 
the coal mines and all that has made 
Kentucky the state that it is.

"If you did not fund 
higher education at all, it would be bet­
ter to take those resources and fund an 
adequate elementary and secondary 
system before we go off and try to add 
on to a system that doesn't have a 
foundation." 

It really is a matter of putting first 
things first, ·· said Judge John Palmore, 
a member of the WKU board. "We find 
ourselves really, unwittingly some­
times, in competition with the needs of 
the common schools." 

Judge Palmore offered a formal com­
mendation for the WKU president for his 
stand and the Board unanimously ap­
proved the measure. 

" For those of us who support and try 
to promote education in Kentucky, it 
cannot be segmented into various in· 
terest groups; it's all one interest from 
elementary and secondary to higher

all works together and we all need to 
support it." 

.. Dr. Alexander also received the ap­
preciation of the superintendents of the 
West Kentucky Educational Cooperative 
who said it took "courage on your part 
to state publicly that if a choice must be 
made on funding, it is better to spend 
more money on elementary and. secon­
qary education than on higher educa­
tion."

PUMPKIN TIME 
It's easy to like pumpkins. Their 

bright autumn colors, their variety of 
apes and sizes, and their many 

culinary and non-culinary uses make 
them a fall favorite around the country. 
Pumpkins were the dietary staple of 
early English settlers in America and 
were credited with keeping them from 
starving during their first winters. 

Pumpkins can also be nutritionally 
important today. They are an excellent 
source of vitamin A in the form of beta­
carotene, a nutrient that has been 
associated with lower cancer risk. 

While we in the U.S. tend to view the 
pumpkin as the basis for a variety of 
desserts, such as the traditional pie and 

any other types of baked goods, in 
many countries pumpkin plays an im­
portant role as a vegetable, often being 
used in casseroles. 

When selecting a pumpkin for cook­
ing, look for one well-matured, with a 
rich orange color. Avoid pumpkins that 
are broken, cracked, excessively scar­
red for showing signs of soft rot. Smaller 
pumpkins tend to be better for cooking, 
offering a finer texture. 

To prepare a fresh pumpkin for use in 
baked goods (or the special treat 
described below), halve or quarter the 

umpkin and cut off the rind. Remove 
e seeds and stringy portions and cut 

the pumpkin flesh into 1112 to 2 inch 
pieces. Steaming the pumpkin for 15 to 
20 minutes, covered, over one inch of 
boiling water is a cooking method with 
protects many of the pumpkin's 
nutrients. 

You can also boil the pumpkin in a 
large pot of water for 8 to 12 minutes. 
And microwaving is another fast cook­
ing method which helps preserve 
nutrients. Place the pumpkin in a 
covered dish, do not add water, and 
microwave on high for about 8 minutes. 

A five-pound pumpkin will yield about 
5 cups of cooked pumpkin. You may also 
use canned pumpkin puree, which is 
nutritionally equal to fresh pumpkin. 
But be aware that canned pumpkin pie 
filling, as opposed to canned puree, will 
usually have sweeteners added, and thus 
extra calories. Any extra pumpkin, 
whether from a can or cooked as 
described above, can easily be frozen 
and stored for up to six months. 

SPICED P UMPKIN 
FROZEN YOGURT 

This recipe is for pumpkin lovers who 
yearn for something different and lower 
in fat. The traditional spicy-yet-sweet 
flavor of this refreshing dessert might 
make it a new holiday tradition in your 
house. 

2 cups plain lowfat yogurt 
2/3 cup sugar 
1 cup pumpkin puree (canned or 

fresh) 
11/2 tsp. cinnamon 
11'z tsp. nutmeg, preferably freshly 

grated 
Pour all ingredients into the canister 

of an ice cream maker and freeze accor­
ding to manufacturer's directions. If you 
store this in a freezer, you may want to 
soften it for 10 minutes in the 
refrigerator before serving. 

• If you don't have an ice cream maker, 
this recipe can be made by pouring the 
mixture into a covered shallow pan, 
placing it in the freezer, and stirring 
every half hour until frozen. It will yield 
a slightly different, but still delicious, 
texture. 

This will yield 6 servings, each with 1 
gram of fat and about 146 calories.

Corn Ethanol Fuel Plants 
Major Economic Factors 

The presence of ethanol plants in and 
near Kentucky has a "tremendously 
positive effect on the earnings of corn 
farmers in the vicinity of those plants," 
according to Kentucky Agriculture 
Commissioner David Boswell. 

Boswell cites the annual use of 8 
million bushels of corn at the Kentucky 
Agricultural Energy Corporation plant 
at Franklin, Ky., and the consumption 
of 26 million bushels of the Ashland Oil 
Company's South Point ethanol plant in 
Southern Ohio on the Kentucky border. 

"In fact," says Boswell, "the direct 
impact on the pricing and the sale of 
corn in and near the environs of these 
two plants alone amounts to $69 million 
annually. 

"This combined demand of 34 million 
bushels of corn from Kentucky and Ken­
tucky area farmers represents income 
of $60 million at 1987 prices that would 
otherwise not be there for them," the 
Kentucky Agriculture Commissioner 
said. "This is corn that, without the 
plants, would not have been sold in the 
Ohio Valley." 

Further, he points out that in addition 
to providing a direct market for the Ken­
tucky and Ohio corn grown near the 
plants, the mere presence of the ethanol 
production operations means another 15 
cents 'to 25 cents per bushel to farmers 
selling their corn into and through nor­
mal marketing channels. ''The price of 
corn sold by farmers in those areas is 
elevated because of those continuous, 
high-demand, at-home markets in the 
form of ethanol production facilities," 
said the Commissioner. 

"Therefore, we're talking about an 
added $1.5 to $2.5 million in increased 
value of other corn sold in the Mammoth 
Cave area of Kentucky and an estimated 
$4 million in added value in the South 
Point-Ashland region," concluded Com­
missioner Boswell. "That's another $9 

6 million for our farmers because the 
plants are there." •

August and September are generally 

regarded as the two worst months of the 
year for flea infestation . October may 
very well be the best time of the year to 
launch a serious attack on these little 
pests who come to dinner on your pet 
and sometimes on you. A successflll at­
tack on both adult fleas and larvae in Oc­
tober will be followed by colder weather 
when fleas are less active. Then. still 
another effort a little later on may rid 
your house of the pests 

A successful attack on fleas must take 
place on several levels Simultaneously, 
and an understanding of the life cycle of 
the flea helps you plan a strategy to 
eliminate them from your immediate 
environment. 

Common dog and cat fleas are now 
known to transmit disease to humans, 
but these fleas can and sometimes do 
feed on human blood, then cause allergic 
reactions and secondary infections In 
addition, dogs and cats can serve as in­
termediate hosts for other types of fleas 
which do spread disease to humans. Be­
ing rid of them is desirable, therefore. 

Adult fleas move around by jumping, 
and can juQ1p long distances from fur­
niture or draperies or wherever to an 
animal host. Once on your pet. they 
cause irntation by crawling on the skin 
and piercing it for " flood feeding." This 
causes your pet to scratch, which is how 
you usually discover it has fleas. 

Fleas can survive up to two months off 
a host without a blood meal. When at­
tached to a host they feed voraciously, 
but digest very little, instead passing the, 
blood on as " flea dirt" which becomes 
food for larvae. 

Feeding stimulates egg-laying while 
the flea is on the host. and adult fleas lay 
several hundred eggs during their life­
time. The eggs do not adhere to the host, 
but fall off into carpets, bedding, the 
floor or the external environment, along 
with much of the flea dirt. 

The larvae hatch and feed on the flea 
dirt, then pupate and emerge as adult 
fleas- all in a three week cycle. 

Getting rid of the fleas require killing 
all the adults on the animal and in that 
environment. as well as the larvae. 
Generally this means use of several 
methods of killing fleas simultaneously 
-on the animal. in the yard, inside the 
house especially m the pet's sleeping 
quarters. 

Your veterinarian is kept up-to-date 
on the most effective insecticides for use 
against fleas , both on the animal and in 
the environment. His knowledge on this 
is particularly useful, because fleas 
develop resistance to insectcides rather 
quickly. What worked last year may not 
work so well this year. 

Flea control is one of those area's in 
which your veterinarian helps make life 
more pleasant for humans as well as for 
animals.

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Morehead Annual Audit 
Reveals Discrepancy 

Morehead State University Founda­
tion President Terry S. Jacobs recently 
reported that the annual audit of the 
Foundation's financial records has 
revealed apparent unauthorized 
disbursements of funds. 

"All necessary and proper steps are 
being taken to determine the full extent 
of the problem an'd appropriate action 
is being initiated to reimburse the Foun­
dation," Mr. Jacobs stated. 

The Foundation's auditors are contin­
uing to review the financial records of 
the non-profit corporation which was 
formed in 1979. Governed by a 
21-member Board of Trustees, the MSU 
Foundation was established to receive 
and administer private gifts on behalf of 
Morehead State -university but is a 
separate entity. 

"Because of these apparent ir­
regularities in the handling of Founda­
tion .unds, Executive Vice President 
Elmer D. Anderson has been dismissed 
from his position and David Bolt, a 
member of the Board of Trustees, has 
been named acting executive vice presi­
dent," Mr. Jacobs added. 

He also stated that the Foundation's 
legal counsel has been in contact with 
the Rowan County Commonwealth's At­
torney's office. 

Morehead State University President 
C. Nelson Grote released the following 
statement in response to the disclosure. 

"The University administration has 
been promptly and fully informed by the 
leadership of the MSU Foundation about 
this unfortunate situation. Although the 
Foundation is a non-profit corporation 
and not a part of the University, it per­
forms a vital function and is very impor­
tant to our future. We have the utmost 
confidence in the outstanding volunteers 
who serve on the Foundation's Board of 
Trustees to resolve the problems in a 
timely and responsible manner."

· Q.-Is there a maximum amount a 

veteran can pay for a home when using 
a VA-guaranteed loan? 

A.-The VA does not set a m aximum 
amount that a veteran can pay for a 
home However, the VA's appra ised 
value as stated in its Certificate of 
Reasonable Value sets the maximum 
amount of a loan tha t the VA will 
guarantee. 

Q.-If my guaranteed loan is assum­
ed by a nonveteran, can my entitlement 
be restored? 

A.-No. The amount of entitlement us­
ed when the Joan was obtained cannot be 
restored until the loan is paid in full. 
However, a release of liability can be ob­
tained and is recom mended. 

Q.-Is a veteran entitled to compen­
sation for disabilities that existed prior 
to military service. 

A.-Compensation may be paid for 
pre-existing conditions when such con­
ditions increased in severity during ser ­
vice beyond the natural progression of 
the disability

Big Sandy Seniors' 
Get Grant For Vans 

Services to senior citizens in the Big 
Sandy area have been improved as the 
result of a state grant announced recent­
ly by Gov.

Mayor Latta To Testify 
Before Leg. Task Force 

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta will 
testify before the Legislative Task Force 
on Constitutional Amendments in 
Frankfort, Nov. 6. 

Latta was a member of the 
41-member Kentucky Commission on 
Constitutional Review this year. She 
served as Vice Chairperson of the Local 
Government Subcommittee and on the 
executive committee. 

She was asked to appear before the 
task force to present the recommenda­
•ions of the subcommittee. 

Of the 28 sections of the Constitution 
reviewed by the Subcommittee, she 
said, 11 sections were recommended for 
amendment, 10 for deletion, and seven 
to remain unchanged. 

"The subcommittee felt very strong­
ly ," she said, " that minimum organiza­
tional standards be established for local 
governments. 

''The Constitution is very vague as to 
what constitutes a city or a county and 
we feel a basic definition should be 
included." 

The Subcommittee also recommend­
ed that Home Rule authority for cities 
and counties be recognized by the 
Constitution. 

Mayor Latta has also been elected to 
a second term on the Board of Directors 
of the Kentucky Municipal League. 

She is currently serving as a member 
from the Seventh Congressional District, 
and will be the District Chair in her new 
term which begins Jan. 1. Mayor 
William H. Goetz, of Fort Mitchell, will 
become the new KML president.

The news met 
obvious approval in West Liberty. 

Morgan County celebrated with an ad­
ditional touchdown, capping off a near 
perfect night by throwing some salt on 
Blackcat wounds 

Enjoy Playing Games 
But Protect Sight 

You wouldn't play baseball without a 
bat, and you wouldn't play racquetball 
without a racquet. But the Kentucky 
Society to Prevent Blindness says 
thousands of amateur and prQfessional 
athletes are playing all kinds of sports 
without the most important piece of 
equipment by far: eye protectors. 

"The eye, exposed and fragile, was 
not designed to withstand the forces of 
most sports," says Dr. Paul Yinger, a 
leading authority on sports eye injuries 
with the Harvard Medical School and 
chairperson of the National Society to 
Prevent Blindness Sports Eye• Safety 
Committee. 

A tennis ball traveling at 50 to !J(l miles 
an hour, a racquetball hurtling through 
the air at 100 miles an hour, an elbow or 
a thumb jabbed into the eye-all can in­
flict serious and permanent vision loss 
to weekend and professional athletes 
alike. 

To combat the growing epidemic of 
sports eye injuries, the Kentucky Society 
to Prevent Blindness is launching an in­
tensive public and professional educa­
tion effort. At issue are the 35,000 sports­
related eye injuries treated in hospital 
emergency rooms across the country 
each year. Many of them required long 
hospital stays and some left their vic­
tims sitting on the bench with perma­
nent vision damage. 

Those victims include celebrities like 
boxer Sugar Ray Leonard, former 
Boston Red Sox star Tony Conigliaro 
and Barry Ashbee, defenseman for the 
Philadephia Flyers, all forced to deal 
with serious eye injuries. 

But serious eye injuries are even more 
prevalent among amateur athletes 
because they are more often out of 
shape, lack the proper coaching and 
equipment and boast more enthusiasm 
than skill. In fact, the most vulnerable 
age group is young adults 15 to 24, who 
account for more than one-third of 
sports and recreation eye injuries. 

Here are some statistics you won't see 
on the sports scoreboard: 

*Most eyes are injured in baseball or 
basketball, accounting for more than 
one-third of sports and recreational eye 
injuries 

*Most baseball injuries occur in 
children 5 to 14, accounting for 20 per­
cent of their eye injuries. 

*For young adults 15 to 24, basketball 
accounted for 25 percent of their sports 
eye injuries. 

*For adults 25 to 64, racquet sports ac· 
counted for nearly 20 percent of their 
sports eyes injuries. 

But the Society says most eye injuries 
can be prevented with proper eye safe­
ty practices and appropriate eye protec­
tion that meets the standard set by the 
American Society for Testing and 
Materials. Everyday eyeglasses, lense-J 
Jess eye guards and contact lenses pro­
vide absolutely no eye protection. 

Kareem Abdul-Jabbar of the Los 
Angeles Lakers has been wearmg eye 
protection for 10 years. "Am I going to 
continue to wear the goggles?" he says, 
"Of course, I'm down to m"y last pair of 
eyeballs "

The Cougars scored on a 50-yard fum­
ble return for touchdown on a 44-yard 
pass, and a 17-yard touchdown pass. 
They scored 17 points on Prestonsburg 
mistakes, taking advantage of every 
opportunity. 

"Those interceptions, those fumbles, 
it was a combination of a whole lot of 
things," Williams said. "I just thought 
we would get a better effort tonight. We 
just didn't execute like we should have. 
That was the big thing." 

Prestonsburg committed four turn­
overs, two on interceptions, and two via 
the fwnble route. Morgan County scored . 
10 points following two turnovers, and 
added another after a high snap on a 
punt. 

With 6:37 remaining in the first 
quarter, Prestonsburg committed their 
first turnover of the game when Morgan 
County recovered a fwnble on the Black­
cat 41. 

The Cougars moved to the Prestons­
burg nine-yard line, but were turned 
back by two illegal motion penalties and 
had to settle for a Brian Goforth 35-yard 
field goal. 

After getting the football back, Pres­
tonsburg again found success on the 
ground, but it was when they took their 
offensive show to the air that they found 
difficulty. 

The Blackcats, on three successive 
running plays, moved the football from 
their own 29-yard line to the 44. But then 
the air attack was shot down. 

Tim Trusty, on a first and 10 play, 
threw an incomplete pass, then hit Der­
rick Johnson with a short completion. 
Johnson wheeled to complete the 
popular hook-and-trailer play, but when 
he pitched back to Johnny Ray Harris, 
the trailer, someone else was in the way. 

As if he had been inside the Prestons­
burg huddle, Joey Barker, Morgan 
County defensive back, anticipated the 
pitch, interrupted the proceedings, forc­
ed a fumble, and returned the football 
50 yards for the score. 

The Blackcats had committed two 
turnovers in less than one quarter, and 
Morgan County had a 10-point lead, all 
coming after turnovers. 

"They laid it down for us, and we 
couldn't pick it up,'' Williams said of an 
early Morgan County fumble that the 
Blackcats failed to recover. "After that 
it was all downhill." 

Morgan County, on their first drive, 
fumbled deep in their own territory, but 
the Blackcats couldn't recover the loose 
pigskin, allowing Cougar offensive line­
man Bryan Goforth to pick it up and turn 
a near disaster into a 10-yard gain. 

As Coach Williams mentioned, things 
sort of took a left turn for Prestonsburg. 

First came the turnovers, then a high 
snap from center that set up a late first 
half touchdown. 

With 2:57 remaining in the first half, 
the Blackcats took over on the Morgan 
County 38-yard line, but after three pass 
plays turned up only three yards, 

The football was snapped high, and 
when the play came to a halt, Morgan 
County claimed possession on the 
39-yard line. 

With only seconds showing on the 
clock, Jamie Easterling, sophomore 
quarterback, connected with Reggie 
Easterling for a 17-yard touchdown 
pass, giving Morgan County a 24-0 
halftime advantage. 

Making a second half challenge wasn't 
easy either. 

Prestonsburg, although they had their 
chances, never solved the Morgan Coun­
ty defense, and even though they receiv­
ed a solid defensive effort themselves, 
the Blackcat offense struggled. 

Late in the third quarter, Kevin Dot­
son recovered a Cougar fumble on the 
41 that eventually led to a Tim Trusty 
38-yard touchdown run. 
· Dotson, with 3: 10 left in the third 

quarter, fell on the loose pigskin. The 
Blackcats then put together a 59-yard 
drive that was capped off by Trusty's 
run. 

The junior quarterback ran for 60 
yards on only five carries. 

Following the touchdown run, Trusty 
hit Danny Hamilton with a two-point 
conversion pass that trimmed the deficit 
to 16 points. 

Then things really started looking 
brighter. Blackcat fans started thinking 
comeback, especially after Jimmy Joe 
Crace's fumble recovery. 

Crace, from his linebacking spot, 
scooped up a fumble Morgan County 
made on their first play from scrim­
mage following the Blackcat score, giv­
ing Prestonsburg possession on the 
Cougar 45-yard line. 

Johnny Ray Harris, Prestonsburg's 
leading rusher with 69 yards, moved the 
Blackcats down to the 41, but a quarter­
back sack pushed them back. 

Trusty rebounded, hit his big tight end 
Danny Hamilton for a seven-yard gain, 
but the play came on fourth and eight. 

Prestonsburg was forced to surrender 
the football on downs, and in all reality 
the game as well. Only nine minutes re­
mained, and Morgan County wiped five 
of those off with a 64-yard, 11 play 
touchdown drive. 

The Blackcats then joined Morgan 
County in running the clock out. 

With the win, Morgan County improv­
ed to 5-5 on the season, but more impor­
tantly for them 4-1 against district com­
petition. The Cougars, with their district 
record, earned a post-season berth. 

The Blackcats, with the loss, dropped 
to 5-4 on the year, and will be trying to 
salvage a winning season this Friday at 
home. 

"We want to try and have a winning 
season," Williams said of his team's 
home game against M.C. Napier. "With 
a win we could go six and four." 

A major improvement over last 
season's 1-8 final record. 

Sturgill Leads Bobcats 
To Season's Second Win 
M.C. Napier gave Betsy Layne coach 

Vince Tucker an early scare, but Todd 
Sturgill accounted for two touchdowns 
as the Bobcats erased an early deficit to 
defeat the Navajos 19-17 Friday night. 

Betsy Layne, on their first defensive 
play of the night, was burned with a 60 
yard touchdown pass to fall behind ear­
ly at M.C. Napier. 

"They ran a flee-flicker the first time 
they got the ball, for about 60 yards, and 
as a coach you say, 'oh no, here we go 
again' but our kids did a good job of not 
getting down," Tucker said. 

Betsy Layne responded with a touch­
down drive of their own. The Bobcats, 
on their next possession, marched to 
paydirt when quarterback Todd Sturgill 
and wide receiver Stacy Hall hooked up 
for a six yard scoring toss. 

Sturgill ran for one more touchdown 
on a two yard run and the other came 
on the pass from six yards out, as the 
Bobcats scored all their points in the 
first half. 

Dwight Jarrell added a field goal to 
the Betsy Layne scoring effort. 

"It was the first time this year that 
we've played four quarters of almost 
perfect football," Tucker said. "You are 
always going to have some mistakes, 
but we played a real good football 
game.'' 

"It was the best we've played all 
year," Tucker continued. "If we would 
have played this way all year we would 
have definitely won more games." 

As Betsy Layne was busy rolling up 19 
points in the first half, M.C. Napier was 
also enjoying offensive success, scoring 
all their points in the first two quarters 
also. 

Fortunately for the Bobcats, they won 
the first half scoring battle, and claim­
ed their second victory of the season.

"We did pretty much what we had 
always done," Tucker said.

The game has also been designated as 
Senior Night to honor those Bobcats who 
are playing in their final season, and 
final high school football game. 

"Hopefully the seniors will realize that 
this will be their final football game for 
Betsy Layne, and decide that they are 
going to give a real good effort," Tucker 
said "Hopefully we can go 3-6." 

Lawrence County has lost to Prestons­
burg this season, as has Betsy Layne. 
Both were beaten badly by the 
Blackcats, but both are coming off wins 
this past week.

Rebels Lose Season's Last Game 
29-6 To Cardinals Friday Night 
The 1987 football season has been a 

disappointing one of sorts for Allen Cen­
tral High School, and Friday night the 
Rebels closed out the season on another 
down note, falling 29-6 to Sheldon Clark. 

The Rebels, already stricken by 
dismissals and players AWOL, went in­
to their battle with Sheldon Clark 
another member short, and struggled of­
fensively while losing their eighth game 
of the season. 

The Rebels played their final two 
games without three starters who were 
injured or off the team. 

"Three years under his belt, and a 
good leader. You just don't replace 
that," head coach Donnie Daniels said, 
mentioning the effects the absence of 
Darren Conn had on Allen Central's 
squad. 

The senior quarterback, a three-year 
starter, suffered an injured knee last 
Saturday against Fairview, and as a 
result was unavailable to Allen Central, 
Friday night. 

Without Conn calling the signals, the 
Rebels' offense struggled. It struggled 
through a scoreless first quarter, first 
half, and through the first three 
quarters. 

Not until only six minutes remained on 
the game clock did Allen Central find the 
end zone when Stewart Halbert scored 
on the 'Bear play' that equalled a four­
yard run. 

"We got good play from the people we 
put in there, but we were a little bit con­
fused, because we had a lot of people 
playing out of position,'' Daniels said. 
"We were kind of limited in what we 
could do offensively." 

Allen Central's defense, also missing 
Conn who served as a starting defensive 
back, held Sheldon Clark scoreless 
through the first 12-minute period, but 
the Cardinal offense found its way to pay 
dirt in the second frame, scoring twice 
to take a 16-0 halftime lead. 

Sheldon Clark outscored the Rebels 
13-6 in the second half to pull out the 
23-point victory. 

With the loss, Allen Cent,ral, playing 
in their season finale, finished the year 
at 2-8, better than last year's winless 
performance, but less than Daniels had 
hoped for. 

"I would have wanted the season to go 
better as far as wins go, especially for 
the seniors," Daniels said. They started 
football here, and I wanted to give them 
a winning season before they left." 

Three years ago Don Daniels, Allen 
Central principal and now assistant 
head coach, started the Rebel football 
program, mainly with the seniors who 
will now say goodbye to the program. 

Through a junior varsity season that 
wasn't exactly picture perfect, and a 
first-year varsity campaign that saw 
Allen Central lose eight straight games, 
the Rebels continued to build toward a 
football tradition. 

That work paid off this season. Allen 
Central won their first varsity game, 
defeating Jenkins in the season opener 
and then calimed their second victory by 
beating Daniels former school, Wheel­
wright. 

Although those two victories were all 
Allen Central have to their credit, 
Daniels says the season representPd 
more than wins and losses. 

"I think it has been a successful 
season," Daniels said. "I don't think the 
eight losses should put a damper on it. 
We did a lot of good things." 

"I've got a lot of JV players that got 
varsity action this year,'' Daniels con 
tinued. "That should help us a lot next 
year." 

Allen Central, in their second year of 
varsity action, established two firsts this 
season. The Rebels won their first var­
sity game ever, that coming over 

Jenkins, and their first ever district 
game. 

They play in a tough district, but 
Daniels expects his Rebels to soon 
challenge against that tough competi­
tion. 

Next season may be a bit too quick to 
expect accomplishments such as those, 
but Daniels is already looking forward 
to bigger football things in 1988. 

"We've got about 18 to 20 kids coming 
back that we can count on, that we really 
know will be back," the coach said. "The 
big thing is that we need to get our eighth 
graders ·.excited about football this 
spring. If we can do that then we will 
start playing people more competi vely. '' 

This past year wasn't exactly what 
Donnie Daniels wanted for himself, his 

younger Rebels, or graduating football 
seniors, but he admits that the season 
could have been better. 

That is, where wins and losses are 
concerned. 

"There were three games we should t) 
have won that we didn't. "If we could 
have won those three then we would 
have finished at least at 500." 

Also, with wins over Jenkins and 
Wheelwright, two teams in the Eastern 
Kentucky Mountain Conference, the 
Rebels have an opportunity to finish 
high in the EKMC. 

Allen Central is a member of the con­
ference for the first time this season. 
The EKMC also features Whitesburg, 
Fleming Neon, and Elkhorn City. 

Fast Starting Trojans~ 
Slowed In Second Half 
It was the beginning of what could 

have been a good thing, but what starts 
out nice sometimes ends up nasty. 

Just ask the Wheelwright Trojans. 
They were off to one of their best 

starts of the 1987 season, but somewhere 
between the end of the first half, and the 
beginning of the second, Wheelwright's 
strong start weakened. 

The Trojans opened up a 17-6 first 
quarter lead, and held a five-point ad­
vantage at halftime, but ended up on the 
short end of a 46-25 score, Friday night 
at home, against Johnson Central.

Playing without fullback Doug Little, 
out with an injury, the Trojans still 
managed to move the football on the 
ground and through the air. 

With just over 10 minutes remaining 
in the first quarter, Wheelwright took a 
3-0 lead on a field goal, and minutes later 
stretched their advantage to 9-0 when 
Bobby Hood connected with Steve Cole 
for a 45-yard touchdown pass. 

The Trojans scored two more times in 
the first half, but failed to keep Johnson 
Central out of the end zone, something 
Wheelwright usually does with 
authority. 

"We played well on offense, but our 
defense didn't do the job," Roger 
Johnson, Wheelwright head coach, said. 
"We're•like a Jekyll and Hyde team. I 
don't know what to expect." 

After the Golden Eagles cut the deficit 
to 9-6, Wheelwright again struck with a 
big scoring play. This time running back 
Vic Cotton rambled 68 yards for the 
touchdown. · 

Not to be out offensed, Johnson Cen­
tral retaliated with two unanswered 
scores of their own, taking a 20-17 lead, 
but just as quickly as they did, 
Wheelwright came back again. 

Handy Jackson, just before halftime, 
dashed eight yards for the go-ahead 
score, giving the Trojans the five-point 
halftime advantage. 

If the game had ended there, Trojan 
fans would have been happy. After all 
they had seen more offense than in just 

about all of Wheelwright's previous 
games, and their team was leading. 

It did end for Wheelwright. They fail­
ed to score in the second half, but 
Johnson Central didn't. The Golden 
Eagles rapidly erased the Trojan lead 
and went on to hand Wheelwright their 
ninth loss of the season. 

"They just came out in the second half 
and shut us down," Johnson said. "I 
think it came from us playing so many 
kids who go both ways." 

Wheelwright rolled up a total of 245 
yards in the first half, and only 79 in the 
final two quarters. 

"We've got kids out there that are • 
playing 48 minutes a ball game, and that 
wears you down," Johnson said. "It's 
not that they're not in shape. It's just 
hard to play a whole ball game, and Fri­
day night was a physical game." 

"We've got about nine kids who are 
out there the whole time. "They dress 
60 kids, and probably play 20 of those. 

The Trojans also have had problems 
with injuries this season, cutting their 
already slim roster even further. 

And again Friday night the injury bug 
Bit Wheelwright. In the fourth quarter, 
Handy Jackson, junior tailback and 
starting defensive back, suffered a 
bruised kidney. He will not play in Fri­
day's season finale, and it is not known 
whether Little will play either. 

The Trojans will cloo:P out the season 
this week with a home game against 
Sheldon Clark. 

"It could give us something to carry 
over until next season," Johnson said of 
a final victory. "Seven of onr 11 players 
we started on offense will be back next 
year, and the offense played well against 
Johnson Central." 

"If we could pull out a win this week 
maybe it would give us something to ~ 
build on for next year."

Creek Channel Key~ High school football is winding down 
to a playoff finish, college football is just 
beginning to enter its interesting con­
ference schedules, and the National 
Football League just last Sunday 
welcomed back its regular players. 

But does this mean anything in 
Kentucky. 

Football what? Yea, football in 
Kentucky. 

Football may be in season for most of 
the nation, but in the Bluegrass state it's 
always basketball season. Football will 
soon be gone, and it is already forgotten. 

And with good reason. 
Just like those who always dream of 

the grass being greener on the other side 
of the fence, fans across Kentucky so 
dearly want a winner to support, and 
college football certainly can't give that. 

They want greener results. Nobody 
wants to follow a loser, and this along 
with the magic of the round ball sport in 
the state has fans foaming at the mouth, 
drooling in anticipation of the upcoming 
season. 

And regardless of who you support, 
this may be the year your favorite team 
flies high. 

Strong recruiting classes have both 
Eddie Sutton and Denny Crum foaming 
just a bit. That is a big change from last 
season, where Crum fumed more than 
foamed. 

The Louisville Cardinals is a team ac­
customed to winning 20 games or more 
a season, but that wasn't the case in the 
1986-87 campaign 

Guard play proved to be a sore spot 
last season as the Cardinals, following 
their national championship in 1986, suf­
fered through an 18-14 year. 

Crum and his assistants set out dur­
ing the off season to solve Louisville's 
problems, and they came back with two 
possible answers; guards LaB radford 
Smith and Jerome Harmon. 

Both Smith, who averaged over 26 
points a game as a high school senior, 
and Harmon are rated in the top 10 as 
far as freshman recruits are concerned. 

The problem is that Louisville didn't 
find a true point guard, something they 
need desperately. But Denny Crum is a 
coach who wins with superior physical 
abilities.

The tQp new face isn't a new face at 
all. It is merely a re-acquaintance be­
tween a missing warrior and his loving 
fans. 

Winston Bennett has been a fan 
favorite since he first came to the 
University of Kentucky. His all-out hus­
tle, and fiery play established this 6'7," 
210-pound forward as one of the more 
physical players in the SEC. 

Wildcat fans are only glad he plays for 
them, and they are glad he is back. 

If an injury can ever be considered as 
a blessing then Bennett's injury was. 
Just before his senior season began, the 
Louisville native suffered a severe knee 
injury, and sat last year out.

The Kentucky General Assembly also 
recognized that some adults are unable 
to manage their own affairs or protect 
themselves from exploitation. There­
fore, in 1980 a series of laws were pass­
ed to establish a system of protective 
services for all adults unable to protect 
themselves. Any caretaker who exploits 
an adult by improperly using govern­
ment funds designed for the adult's care, 
can be charged with a felony offense. 

A primary objective of the Office of 
Federal Contract Compliance Programs 
(OFCCP) Is to foster affirmative action 
and the elimination of discrimination 
from the workplace of federal contrac­
tors, and to obtain redress for victims 
of discrimination.

:Food Prices Fall 
For Third Month 

Retail food prices in Kentucky drop­
ped for the third consecutive month in 
September, according to Kentucky 
Farm Bureau's marketbasket survey. 

September's index for the 40--item 
marketbasket stood at $63.07, down .6 of 
1 percent from the August level and 
some 3.4 percent below this year's price 

k recorded in June. 
eef prices led the decline in the in­

dex for the second month in a row, with 
the five cents surveyed costing about 3 
percent less in September. The two­
month decline in beef prices since July 
totals nearly 9 percent. 

Also down in the September survey 
were dariy products, off 1.2 percent, 
grain-based foods, down a point, and 
fruits and vegetables, off just .6 of 
percentage point. 

Bucking the downward trend were 
pork, with prices 1.2 percent above the 
August tally, and poultry/eggs, up 4 

rcent. 

UPS AND DOWNS 
Food prices were down only slightly 

in September, but a variety of individual 
marketbasket items tallied substantial 
price declines.

A similar variety of foods showed 

noticeable price increases on the latest 
survey. Pork chops and cut-up fryers 
both were 13 cents higher, and spare ribs 
were up a dime. Eggs cost more as well. 
The large size jumped 8 cents a dozen 
to 76 cents average. 

The price of salads was higher. A head 
of iceberg lettuce cost $1.02, up 9 cents 
over August, and tomatoes were 19 cents 
higher, at 88 cents a pound. 
ANALYSIS 

The relative movement of pork and 
beef prices over the past 90 days, says 
Kentucky Farm Bureau market analyst 
Jeff Hall, points up some of the con­
tradictions in the food marketing chain. 

Since early June peaks, live animal 
prices for beef cattle have fallen about 
3 percent, while hog prices, under the 
pressure of increasing supplies, are bet­
ter than 12 percent lower. 

At the retail meat counter, however, 
the figures are almost reversed. Pork 
cuts in the marketbasket survey have 
actually increased in price 2 percent 
since June, while beef steaks, roasts and 
hamburger are 11 percent lower in 
price, on average. 

Wholesellers and retailers have been 
actively discounting beef over the past 
couple of months, according to Hall, at­
tempting to limit the per-pound price 
gap between popular pork and beef cuts. 

"It's their way of keeping both types 
of meats moving, at the same time that 
they're maintaining their profit margin 
overall," Hall said. "Eventually they'll 
have to get pork prices down, but accor­
ding to the September figures, they were 
at least two months slow in passing on 
lower pork prices to consumers." 
LOCAL AVERAGES 

Greenup had the lowest local market­
basket average in September and 
Hazard was at the high end of the scale. 
Overall, volunteers working through 
Kentucky Farm Bureau Women can­
vassed retail food prices in 17 Kentucky 
communities. 

FOCUS ON PORK 
The September marketbasket survey 

results gave both producers and con­
sumers of pork reason to be uribappy. 

While hog growers are currently 
receiving 12 percent less for their 
animals than they were in early sum­
mer, shoppers were actually paying 
slightly more for their chops, sausage 
and other items than they were three 
months ago. 

That difference-between raw pro­
duct cost and retail price- is sometimes 
called the marketing spread. 

USDA says that a hog producer 
typically receives about 46 percent of the 
money conswners spend on pork. The 
agency computes that a pound of pork, 
averaging all cuts from the lowest to 
highest price, costs around $1.78 at the 
meat counter. 

Of that price, farmers receive about 
82 cents. 

The actual price breakdown looks like 
this : 

Farm, 82¢; slaughter/processor, 25¢; 
intercity transportation, 3.5¢; warehous­
ing and store delivery, 11. 7t; cutting and 
merchandising, 55.8t; total- $1.78.

QUESTION: I am a high school health 
teacher. I've been hearing and reading 
a lot lately about chewing tobacco and 
snuff, and how it may cause cancer. It 
seems as though many of my students 
use snuff. Other than teaching them 
about the dangers of this, are there any 
particular symptoms I can teach them 
to be aware of? 

ANSWER: The symptoms of oral 
<mouth) cancer may include a lump or 
thickening, a sore that doesn't heal, or 
the presence of white patches Cleukopla­

tflia l in the mouth. These signs may oc-
cur inside the mouth, on the lips, cheek 
or tongue, and sometimes on the face or 
neck. These symptoms can be easily 
detected during an oral exam by the 
dentist, doctor, or by the person himself. 

A complete oral exam includes 
several steps. 

FACE: Look for any changes in the 
color of your skin, as well as any lumps 
or sores. Press lightly against the out­
side of the cheeks for lumps or any areas 
of tenderness. If glasses are worn it is 
important to examine the areas where 
they may rub or cause irritation. 

NECK: Use finger tips to feel for any 
lumps or areas of tenderness. 

ROOF OF MOUTH: With the mouth 
open wide, check the roof for any lumps, 
sores, areas of discoloration or white 
patches. 

TONGUE: Check the top of the 
tongue, the underside of the tongue, and 
the sides of the tongue for any of the 
symptoms mentioned above. 

INNER CHEEKS: Check for lumps, 
sores, white patches and other 
discolored areas. 

LIPS: Both lips should be examined 
n the outside and inside. Look for any 

of the signs mentioned. Feel for any 
lumps.

The Burley Auction Warehouse 
Association announces that 1987 sales of 
burley tobacco will begin across the 
eight-state burley belt November 23, ac­
cording to Kentucky Agriculture Com­
missioner, David E. Boswell. Auctions 
will carry on for three days up through 
Wednesday, Nov. 25, where upon a 
Thanksgiving break will be observed un­
til Monday, Nov~ 30. 

Sales will be held on Monday-through­
Thursday, four-day-week basis through 
Thursday, December 17. The Christmas 
holiday break will then be observed with 
post-holiday sales beginning Monday, 

anuary 4. 
Commissioner Boswell says auctions 

wiil then be held at the four-day week 
pace throughout Kentucky, Tennessee, 
Virginia, North Carolina, West Virginia, 
Indiana, Ohio, and Missouri until the 
burley on hand is sold. Last year, Ken­
tucky burley was sold in 204 auction 
warehouses in the Commonwealth's 29 
markets. 

The Kentucky Agriculture Commis­
sioner says warehouse operators are 
looking for producers to bring about 325 
million pounds of burley to Kentucky 
markets this year. Last year, only 287 
million pounds was sold, the lowest 
amount since 1943, and a decline of 27 
percent from 1985. 

"We expect this year's crop to be 
generally good quality burley and are 
optimistic that the prices will exceed the 
156.80 per hundred-weight Kentucky 
·armers received last year," Commis­
sioner Boswell said. He noted last year's 
crop was valued at $450 million, the 
lowest since 1973. 

Meantime, the USDA has established 
a repeat of last year's $148.80 support 
price for the 1987-88 sales.

Furnace Repairs: 

Beware of Phony 
Furnace Inspectors

With cold weather approaching, it is 
a good time to have your furnace in-
spec ted, cleaned and repaired if 
necessary. It is also a good time for 
phony furnace inspectors to approach 
Kentucky's consumers. No Kentuckian 
is free from the possibility of being ap-
proached by these phony inspectors, but-
there are preventive methods con-
sumers can follow to prevent being a 
victim of this type of fraud. 

Be cautious of anyone who offers you 
a free inspection of your furnace, par-
ticularly when door-to-door selling 
techniques are used. Before letting 
anyone take your furnace apart for an 
inspection or cleaning be sure that he is 
qualified to do so and that the charge for 
the inspection includes reassembling the 
furnace. 

Never take an inspector's word that he 
is qualified. Investigate every home im-
provement firm that you deal with. It is 
a good idea to investigate inspectors in 
advance. In an emergency, such as an 
explosion, there is no time to investigate. 
Checking ahead of time can prevent the 
possibility that an inspector might use 
scare tactics to get a contract signed too 
quickly. Both the Consumer Protection 
Division and the Better Business Bureau 
keep reputation reports on fraudulent 
firms. 

During the inspection, watch careful-
ly. Some inspectors may try to switch 
parts of the furnace being inspected with 
broken parts. If the inspector recom-
mends a new furnace, get a second opi-
nion and obtain written estimates or 
competitive bids on replacements or 
major repair work. Always get a 
guarantee or warranty in writing. 

There are many reputable firms, but 
as with many home improvement ser-
vices, there are fradulent firms. Con-
sumers, who are cautious of free offers 
and take the time to investigate the 
firms reputation, should be free of 
becoming a victim of this fraudulent 
scheme.

Alternatives is a crisis pregnancy 
center that helps women find ways to 
handle unwanted pregnancies other than 
abortion. It provides education and pre­
natal and post-natal counseling. Some 
adoptions have been arranged, and 
many women have been enabled to keep 
their babies through this service. 

October 1987 marks the 30th year after 
Reverend Ralph Beiting first acquired 
land on Lake Herrington in Garrard 
county for the purpose of conducting 
summer camps. The camp was incor­
porated as Cliffview Lodge. 

The first camp, built by volunteers, 
was held in 1958. As the camps grew, 
children from Garrard, Madison, 
Rockcastle, and Jackson counties 
attended. 

Six years later the Christian Ap­
palachian Project was incorporated. 
Thirty years later it has over 60 pro­
grams which affect the lives of people 
in 40 counties of eastern Kentucky.

"Old Images- New Exposures," an 
exhibit featuring photographs selected 
from the collections of the Kentucky 
Historical Society, opens Friday, 
November 6, at the Old Capitol Galleries 
in Frankfort. 

Modern prints produced from vintage 
negatives form the basis for the show, 
which is produced jointly by the socie­
ty's Kentucky History Museum and the 
KHS Library. According to KHS photo 
archivist Mary Winter, "Our library's 
photographic holdings are gaining 
recognition as an important resource in 
the research and publishing com­
munities. This exhibit will extend to the 
general public a rare opportunity to 
reexamine Kentucky life during the first 
half of this century." 

Much of the display will highlight 
prints made from the Wolff, Gretter, 
Cusick, and Hill collection of studio 
negatives. Approximately 30,000 nega­
tives survive from this studio, which 
operated in Frankfort from 1897 to 1958. 
These negatives, along with thousands 
of images comprising 35 photographic 
collections, are preserved in the library 
as historic documents which enrich 
understanding of the past. Winter, along 
with museum curator Catherine Zwyer 
and staff photographer Nathan 
Prichard, have perused each of these 
collections in preparation for this exhibi­
tion. Over 100 images documenting Ken­
tucky history have been chosen for 
display. Although the photographs in the 
show would not generally be considered 
"fine art prints ," many should provide 
esthetic appeal as well as historical 
insight. 

Prints made from the studio nega­
tives , emphasizing the first three 
decades of this century, dominate the 
show, yet a variety of photographic pro­
cesses and formats are represented. 
Haunting daguerreotypes dating from 
the 1840s, Civil War portraits, and Vic­
torian family albums share the spot­
light. Focus on images from across the 
commonwealth is provided. In addition 
to charming studio portraits, visitors 
will see glimpses of agricultural, distill­
ing (legal and otherwise>. education, 
health services, business and advertis­
ing, the home front war effort, labor, 
recreation, and home life in early 20th 
century Kentucky. Information concer-

ning preservatiOn of vintage images, in­
cluding do-it-yourself pitfalls, is also 
provided. 

The exhibit opening on November 6 
coincides with the annual meeting of the 
Kentucky Historical Society. Winter will 
provide opening comments at 2 p.m. 
followed by a reception in the gallery. 
The exhibit will remain open through 
January 1988. Hours are from 9 a.m.-4 
p.m., Monday through Saturday, and 1 
p.m.-5 p.m., Sunday. The Old Capitol 
Galleries are located in the Old Capitol 
on the public square in Frankfort at 
Broadway and Lewis Streets.

The word on 'Buntz': 
These guys are ugly 
By Paul Elie 

Take one look at Nor­
man Buntz and Sid "The 
Snitch" Thurston of "Bev­
erly Hills Buntz," and you 
can't help but think: These 
guys are ugly. 

Dennis Franz 

The "Hill Street Blues" 
spinoff, which premieres 
Thursday, Nov. 5 on 
NBC, moves the sleazeball 
Buntz (Dennis Franz) 
from Hill Street to Rodeo 
Drive. where he hopes to 
run his own detective 
agency. Sid (Peter Jura­
sik), a sometime infor­
mant and would-be entre­
preneur, tags along. 

But while the locale has 
been changed, the looks 
remain the same: polyes­
ter slacks, screaming 
doubleknit blazers and, 
for Sid, enough Vitalis to 
grease the entire cast of 
"Crime Story." 

"That's the character -
a bunch of odd pieces that 
don't exactly fit,'' Franz 
says. "Even the name. 
Norman Buntz! When I 
heard it, I thought, 'Ugh!'" 

Franz, 43, first played 
Buntz on "Hill Street" two 
seasons ago. The clothes 
were an afterthougl1t, a 
way for producers Jeffrey 
Lewis and David Milch to 

distinguish Buntz from 
"Bad Sal" Benedetto, a 
character played by Franz 
earlier in the series. "Ben­
edetto was into leathers," 
Franz remembers. 

The clothes also reflect 
the bond between Buntz 
and Sid. On "Hill Street," 
Buntz was the lowlife of 
the force - but Sid regard­
ed him as a figure of au­
thority. Now, both of 
them are down and out in 
Beverly Hills. 

"Buntz has always been 
the responsible character, 
really," Franz says. "He's 
been exasperated with 
Sid's carryings-on, but , 
he's just turned his back 
on it. But he's not carrying 
the badge anymore." 

Unlike "Hill Street," 
which seemed to relish its 
reputation as the most 
earnest show on televi­
sion, "Buntz" will mix 
drama and comedy. "We 
get drama from Buntz's 
work with private investi­
gations, and then balance 
that with Sid's shenani­
gans," Franz says. 

The "designated hitter" 
format may cripple the 
show at first. But it has its 
advantages. Airing on 
Thursdays, "Buntz" will 
be watched by TV's larg­
est audience. And airing 
once a month, the series 
can be fine-tuned before it 
finds a regular spot on the 
NBC schedule. 

After the pilot was com­
pleted in August, for ex­
ample, Lewis and Miich 
decided to film it over 
again, eliminating one role 
and recasting another. 

"Our reaction to the 
original pilot was. 'We like 
it, but it's not a home 
run,'" Franz says." 'ow I 
think we've hit a home 
run."

Comic Joy Behar draws 
on her Brooklyn roots

Comedian Joy Behar 
grew up in the 1950s in 
the Williamsburg section 
of Brooklyn, where stat­
ues of Madonnas and 
pink flamingos flank 
each other on front lawns, 
neighbors scream across 
alleyways in Italian and 
Yiddish and children 
play Johnny on the Pony 
on the rough concrete.

Back then she was .Jo­
sephine Occhiuto. 

"Where would I be go­
ing with that'?" she says 
of her maiden name. "0-
c-c-h-i-u-t-o. I'd spend all 
my time spelling it for 
people." 

Time is one commodity 
Behar has little of these 
days. Four years after 
she was fired from her 
secretarial job at "Good 
Morning America" for in­
cessant joke-mongl'ring, 
she is a fixture at r-;ew 
York stand-up clubs. And 
since September, she has 
hosted Lifetime's "Way 
Off Broadway." 

The one-hour, six­
nights-a-week program 
walks the line between 
variety and talk , al-

though it has such talk­
show staples as a band 
and a nondescript couch. 
Its format is, to use Be­
har's word, "evolving." 

"It's an awesome re­
sponsibility," she says of 
her hosting duties. "Wait 
- I shouldn't say awe­
some. Awesome is when 
the Virgin Mary appears 
on your terrace. It's ... 
complicated. That's bet: 
ter. Complicated." 

For Behar, being a 
woman only compounds 
the problem. 

"Traditionally, men 
think that women are less 
funny than men are," she 
explains between drags 
on a cigarette. "I think 
it's difficult to be a wom­
an in this soCiety in any 
capacity especially 
when you're in a position 
of power. And when you 
think about it, there's 
nothing more powerful 
than standing up alone 
with a microphone." 

While she may have 
left Brooklyn behind, she 
draws on her ethnic back­
ground and a sprawling 
cartel of marinara-mak­
ing relatives for new ma­
terial. ''I'm only one gen­
eration from banging 
laundry on rocks in Cala­
bria," she jokes. 

Her roots have also 
played a more direct role 
in her success. Ever since 
Behar uttered her first 
pasta jagioli, the Oc­
chiuto family cultivated 
her natural comic talent. 

"They paid so much at­
tention to me, they actu­
ally gave birthday par­
tics for my dolls," she 
laughs. "I was a little 
quc<'n I was programmed 
for this ."

The role came about as 
the result of a conversa­
tion between Cheatham 
and "GH" head writer 
Anne Marcus. "I was be­
moaning my childhood 
and talking about my 
mother," she remembers. 
Her recollections so im­
pressed Marcus that she 
was asked to join "GH" 
last October. 

"Charlene is patterned 
after the women of my 
mother's era," she ex­
plains. "They were very 
colorful." 

Her mother isn't a typi­
cal role model, though. A 
pilot of Cherokee, Choc­
taw and Creek Indian de­
scent, she flew rescue 
missions during World 
War II. She was killed 
while on a mission to 
Mexico. 

"Mom was married 7 
times before I was 12," 
~Cheatham says. "She was 

adamant about having an 
education, so she educat­
ed herself and saw to it 
that I was educated." 

A native of Oklahoma 
City, Okla., Cheatham 
grew up in Oklahoma and 
Texas. She began to 
study acting when she 
was in high school, and 
continued her studies at 
Baylor University in 
Texas. 

After graduating in 
1965, she moved to Los 
Angeles, where she made 
her soap-opera debut as 
Marie Horton on "Days of 
Our Lives." She stayed 
with "Days" until 1973, 
when she moved east to 
New York City to create 
the role of Stephanie Wy­
att on "Search for Tomor­
row." Though she initial­
ly signed a one-year 
contract, she remained 
with "Search" for 11 sea­
sons before moving back 
to California in 1984. 

Since then she has ap­
peared in the feature film 
"Soul Man" (1986) and 
the upcoming "Beetle 
Juice." ''I'm beginning to 
establish myself out here 
as a comedian," she says. 

Does she expect to play 
Charlene for several 
seasons? 

"Soap characters mod­
ulate - they change like 
people do in real life," 
Cheatham says. "I hope 
that Charlene is popular, 
because she 's full of life , 
a wonderful character to 
play. 

''I'm grateful that 
Anne had the good grace 
to call me in," she adds. 
"I can't remember a time 
in my life when I've been 
this happy with what I'm 
doing."
