Runaway Truck Causes Auxier Accident 
A dump truck driven by Greg 

Gordon, 19, of Royalton, lost its brakes 
last Friday afternoon at the intersec­
tion of Route 23 and Route 3 near 
Auxier, ramming a pickup truck and 
coming to rest wedged between two 
trees at the bottom of a steep hill, 
yards from the Big Sandy River. 

Gordonwasdrivingttieunloaded 
truck down the hill on Route 3, ap­
proaching Route 23atabout2:10 p.m., 
when his brakes failed. The truck 
raced through the intersection, strik­
ing the bed of a pickup truck owned 
byVonnieGambill. The pickup spun 
around, coming to rest in the north­
bound lane of US 23. 

The dump truck then plowed 
through the guardrail across the inter-

section and ran down the hillside 
about 30 yards before striking two 
large trees bordering the river, shear-

tng away most of the front section of 
the truck and knocking off both front 
wheels. Theengine, however,contin­
ut!d to run, whllegallonsoffuelspilled 
down the underside of the damaged 
truck. 

Gordon, who had leg and chest 
injuries, wasabletogetoutofthecab 
of the truck and climb to the road. 

State Trooper Mark Padgett ar­
rived on the scene and attempted to 
shut thcdumptruck'sengineoff, but 
found the engine cut-<>ff switch 
damaged. A passing truck driver, 
Owain Newberry, provided assis­
tance to the police officer and was 
able to pull the cables from the 
vehicle's battery, quieting the engine. 

Padgett estimated that SO gallons 
of diesel fuel leaked hom the rup­
tured tanks, but stated that the fuel 
didn't contaminate the river. The

Prestonsburg Attorney Takes On School Board

If a list was made detailing the 

Floyd County School Board's least 
favorite persons, Prestonsburg attor­
ney Ned Pillersdorf would probably 
ride high on the page. 

Pillersdorf and the school board 
are preparing to lock hqms over three 
cases of alleged political retaliation 
and violations of civil rights taken by 
the board against former employees. 
Pillersdorf, 34, is a graduate of the 
University of the Pacific Law School 
and is a former public defender. He 
has been a key legal crusader in the 
area over the past few years, pursu­
ing litigation directed at school board 
activity 

ln April 1990, the case of Joyce R. 
Blackburn will be heard before a 
federal C'ourt in Pikeville. Blackburn 
was a teacher for four years at Allen 
Central High School. She was not 
recommen<fed forrehiringduringthe 
current school year, according to the 
school board, because of a stale 
mandate to reduce the number of 
teachers. 

Blackburn retained Pillersdor( on 
the case, alleging that she wasn't 
rehired because of her outspoken 
criticism of board operations and for 
her involvement in a teacher work 
stoppage in October 1988. 

"Joyce had a near-perfect teaching 
record for four years," said Pillersdorf. 
"Shcwasalsooutspokenabouttreat­
ment of teachers, the low pay and 
lack of respect given to them by the 
school board. Adams (Board Chair­
man James Adams) told her to shut 
up and she could keep her job. Joyce 
didn't, and they didn't rehire her." 

The suit, which names the mem­
bers of the board together, and Super­
intendent Ron Hager individually, 
has been filed as a civil rights case in 
federal court. 

"I believe in the First Amendment 
righ tto free speech,'' said Pillersdorf. 
'This action by the board was done to 
intimidate other teachers from speak­
ing out about problems.'' 

Pillersdorf noted a positive re­
sponse by the federal judge handling 
the case. 

"I am encouraged by the fact that 
Judge Forester in Pikeville has set 
suchancarlytrialdate,April16,1990. 
We requested an early date because 
of the impact the case could have on 
the hundreds of teachers here in the 
county, and now we're going to get 
it." 

In April of this year, Pillersdorf 
also represented Russell Frazier, as­

Ed Patton Jr. retained Pillersdorf 
in a suit which cites not only lhe 
F1oyd County School Board, and 
members Hager and Dr. Mary Hall, 
but also the state board and state 
superintendent Brock. claiming that 
the board has sought to intimidate, 
punish, and rebliate against Patton 

for his political activity and voting 
record. 

''Mary Hall sent a message to Ed 
In 1988that he'dbettergetrightmthe 
current election. Then, just after the 
teacher work stoppage in OCtober 
1988, Hager tried to discharge him, 
makinghimouttobeascapegoatfor 
his involvement, in order to send a 
messa§e to teachers who partici· 
pated, alleges Pillersdorf. "Finally, 
in May of this year, the board refused 
to rehire him. All of this highlights 
that the board is more a board of 
political retaliation than of educa­
tion.'' 

Patton supported Ricky Hamilton 
for the school board election, who 
was apparently not supported by 
Hager and other board members. 

The most current case involving 
Pillersdorf and the school board re­
volves around a suit brought by 
Rudolph Lewis against the board and 
spccificall y against Hager and 
Adams. Filed Friday, the suit alleges 
that Lewis was threatened with loss 
of his school bus route if he didn't 
disc.ontinue his support for Boyd 
durmg the school board elections in 
1988. Lewis later lost his route, and 
claims that flagrant violations of bu!l

State Records Fourth Straight 
Unemployment Decline In 1989 

Fewer Kentuckians on the job, but 
even fewer Kentuckians out looking 
for work from September to October 
were the major factors ina drop in the 
state's jobless rate for the fourth 
month in a row. 

Kentucky's preliminary October 
unemployment rate was5.1 percent, 
down from a revised 5.4 percent in 
September, according to the Cabinet 
for Human Resources monthly labor · 
trends report. , 

October's comparable national 
rate was 5.0 percent, down from 5.1 

percent in September. 
Despite the decrease in the federal 

estimate of Kentuckians working­
both here and commuting to jobs in 
other states- the number of jobs in 
thestateincreasedby10,700between 
September and October. 

''Pa.rt of that growth may be eco­
nomic expansion, especially in trade 
and services," Blackwell said '1 t also 
reflects the return to work of people 
who were on strike or were briefly 
laid off from manufacturing jobs in 
September.

INCREASING THE TAX ON 
TOBACCO AND ALCOHOL 
WILL NOT RAISE REVENUE 
The crushing burden of the fed-

eral deficit has forced the Admini­
stration and Congress to scramble 
and find ways tocutour$100 billion 
debt. Recently an Adrninistra tion task 
force suggested raising the federal 
excise tax on tobacco and alcohol 
products. They predicted that this 
increase would generate roughly $14 
billion in new revenue over a five­
year period. However, a dose look at 
this proposal reveals nothing more 
than an elaborate fiscal game of smoke 
and mirrors that would have a dam­
aging effect on Kentucky's economy. 

To begin with, tobacco and alco­
hol products are already to of the 

heaviest taxed consumer goods. 
Nearly $9 billion In tax revenue is 
generated from tobacco and $5.5 bil­
Bon from alcohol sales each year. 
Excise taxes are purposely added into 
the price of these products to make 
consumers beheve that the price re­
flects the finished manufactured cost 
of cigarettes or a bolile of bourbon. 
Actually, the hidden cost of these taxes 
boosts the price of a pack of cigarettes 
by as much a~ 40 cents. 

Any increase in the excise tax 
would quickly turn into a regressive 
tax damaging to the economy. For 
example, the $2.9 biJiion generated 
from this measure would be more 
than offset by the $4 billion in lost 
income and benefits to US workers 
because consumption would actually 

be reduced. Simply put, as the price 
rises, fewer people will buy the prod­
uct. 

For Kentucky, the economic costs 
would be staggering. Over S,CXX> 
people-growers, agribusinessmen, 
factory workers and distillers, to name 
a few-would be tossed out of work. 
These job losses in our breadbasket 
industries would ripple through and 
reach virtually every area ofthestate's 
economy. Municipal governments, 
already strapped for cash, would be 
forced to cut back services even fur­
ther in thefaceofa shrinking tax base. 
Schools, rural health centers and road 
improvements would suffer. 

ln the tace of aU this evidence it is 
clear that increasing the excise tax 
would only serve to make our prob­

~~-.:!'1:~-------"'rrlems worse. I have contacted Dick 
Darman, director of the Office of 
Management and Budget, and Treas­
ury Scctetary Nicholas Brady tovoice 
myoppositionagainstthctaskforce's 
recommendation. I reminded them 
that George Bush was elected to the 
presidency on a platform of no new 
taxes, and that includes the excic;e 

tax. I intend to hold the Administra­
tion to its pledge. 

The deficit must be eliminated, 
but the government should not try 
balanctng the budget on the backs of 
Kentuckians. Instead of hitting tax­
payers with another increase, the 
Administration and Congress must 
sit down and tak~ a long look at fed­
eral programs and make th£> tough, 
belt-tightening decisions that are 
nL>eessary to get our fiscal house in 
order.

A person docs not Hcatch" AIDS 
like a cold or Au bccau!ie the virus 1s 
a different type, said Bo-:well. 

"This is an entirely preventable 
disease, and you can't getitanyother 
way (than the thrfi? known tran!lmas­
sion methods)," Boswell stressed. 
"You can't get it from casual contact, 
from a toothbrush or from a toilet 
seat .... Mr advice on prevention is to 
wait unti marriage and only have 
thai one sexual partner and make 
sure your spouse has only one sexual 
partner." 

Hubbs noted that with this virus 
one is "dealing with two diseases: 
AIDS and Afraid-:.'' She discussed 
the social impact the viru has on 
society and the taxpayer. "Most 
people believe that they'll never have 
to deal with AIDS, but we have 10 
patients in LouisviUewithit, and only 
four arc homosexuals. The rest are 
hemophiliacs, wivcsofbiscxualsand 
a persons who received blood trans­
fusions," she said ... It io: only two 
years from diagnosis (of AIDS) to 
death, and it costs about $147,1XXJ per 
patient." 

This financial impact on the tax­
payer has prompted calls for alterna­
tive health care methods, she said. 
"Physicians in louisville get real 
upset whenalliCU beds arc taken up 
with AIDS patients, because these 
people will not live and someone who 
would (live) could U!ie those beds." 
She noted that some people have 
suggested asking AJDS patient!i to 
refuse treatment after they reach the 
terminal c;tage, but said she felt that 
was not a humane request. 

.. One thing I can guarantee with 
this disease i:. that rou will die. No 
one survivec; AIDS, she said. 

There is no proven treatment for 
the virus, but a drug called AZr is 
being researched. However, AZr is 
not available to mo~t patients and 
research u~isoften limited to health­
ier AIDS patients. AZr usc over a 
two-year period can amount to$1 ,500

''Everyone is demanding more 

information on the disease and we 
plan to educate them on behavior 
modifications which will limit their 
chance of infection," Bond said. 

She also noted that the Heallh 
Departmentdoesconfidentialscrccn­
ing with counseling services avail· 
able and, to date, there have been no 
cases of AIDS diagnosed in Floyd 
County. However, Boswell, said that 
HRMC provides the same services 
and two cases have been diagn~'<i . 
But with 6 to 8 million cases world­
wide, Aoyd County and Eastern 
Kentucky arc considered low nsk 
areas and should be for some time to 
come,accordingto Boswell. ,..InAoyd 
County a person has a much better 
chance of getting hit by a coal truck 
then getting AIDS," he said. 
~well said that the disease is 

primarily an urban problem, citing 
testing done in the military as evi­
dence. The military tests every mem­
ber for HIV, reporting three out o( 
every 1,000 joining as testing posi­
tive, notingthatlSpercentcomefrom 
urban areas and close to zero percent 
from rural or isolated areas. Boswell 
also pointed that statistics show the 
thediseaseisspreadingrapidlyin the 
age 18-25 population. 

''People in their low-20s see them· 
selvesasimmortalandthereforedon't 
take the proper precau lions," he said. 

Those in the medical field take 
every precaution available, treating 
every patient as a possible carrier. 
'The nurse at the bedside has to bke 
precautions first and foremo<.t to 
protect themselves,"' Parlier noted.

Although HIV is transmitted 
through the blood, the danger of 
getting AIDS (rom a blood transfu­
"lon has been greatly reduced. Since 
1985 blood donations have been tested 
for the AIDSantibodyand donors are 
scrccncd for risk factor&. And people 
giving blood are not now, nor have 
theyeverbccn, at n!'>kof getting AIDS. 
The needles used for blood donations 
are ncw,and once uscdarcdcstroyed. 

Boswell reminded the audience 
that a pcr!!On can "look well and feel 

'>well and still have the virus. If a 
person hao: l'ngagC'd in any risky 
bcha vi or the only way to tell for sure 
w hl'l her they have been infected is to 
be tested." He noted that the virus 
can !Je dor:mant for as little a!l three 
months and a long as seven years 
before the \'lcltm will experience any 
symptoms. Symptoms include swol­
len lymphnodC!S, night sweats, fever, 
diarrhea, ~rststent cough and un­
usuallookmg lesions, 

Hubbs again stressed that there 
has never been a documentt'd case of 
the disease being spread through 
casual contact. TheAIDSvirus is very 
Wt.'.ak and does not survive well out­
side the body, she said, and is easiJy 
k•llcdbymanycommondisinfectants, 
including household bleach. AJDS is 
not ~prcad through everyday activi­
ties such as working in an office, at­
tending o;chool, eating in restaurants, 
SWimming in public pooh., shaking 
hand!>, hugging or other casual con­
tact. Alc;o, she said, the virus is not 
spread through thaatr from sneezing 
orcoughJng.ln five ycarsofstudymg 
AIDs, scaentio;ts have not found one 
ca~cau.,ed by casual contact. 

"People need to remember that 
AIDS patients and HIV positives are 
li\·ing. thinkin0 people with a heart 
and a ooul .•. they arc much more 
susceptible to catching something 
from you than you ore from them," 
HubbsconcludCd.

Ready, Aim, Fire 

In anyone's estimation, the Ken­
tucky lottery has been successful in 
its first year. 

With five more months to go in its 
first year, the state has realized $63 
million out of a total sales of 
$203,696,365. Projected analysis on 
the state lottery estimates the state 
budget should receive as its share of 
the sales profit betw~n$55.5 million 
and a high estimate of $111 million 
for the first year. The distribution 
projection for-the lottery was based 
on the assumption that 14.1 percent 
of the proceeds would be used for 
administrative costs,48.8 percent for 
prizes and 37.1 percent to the state.

The first year figures can be posi­
tively compared to Iowa, which be­
gan its lottery in 1986. Also a rela­
tively rural state, Iowa realized $27 
million its first year. And Washing­
ton state, which began its lottery in 
1984, shared $71.88 million its first 
year. Kentucky's neighbor, West 
Virginia, started its lottery in 1986 
and received only $20 million of the 
profit.

While it is obvious that Kentucky 
has surpassed professional expecta­
tions, two budgetary factors must be 
keptin mind. National lottery trends 
indicate that states do not realize as 
much profitthesecondand third years 
of the lottery.

Because of the uncertainty of lot­
tery profits, state programs cannot 
depend solely on this revenue source. 
Consequently, no matter how much 
legislators would like to depend upon 
the lottery to fund education reform, 
it would be unrealistic to do so. In

An example, according to Grable, 
would be for an inspector to draw 

attention to small gullies (four to six 
inches deep) on the side of a reclaimed 
slope. The operator then can correct 
the problem before a rainstorm deep­
ensthegullies(tonineormoreinches) 
and puts the site in violation of the 
law. Being cited for non-compliance 
of the laws costs the operator both 
time and money.

addition, even the great success of 
Kentucky's lottery this year would 
J~Ot fund the overwhelming needs of 
education reform. Some education 
experts have set the education reform 
price tag at $300 to $600 million. 

TheGeneralAssembly is charged, 
during the 1990 session, with decid­
ing where in state government lot­
tery proceeds will be earmarked. This 
year only, $35 million is already set 
aside as mandated by thespeciallot­
terysession of1988 to pay for a Viet­
nam veterans bonus. Much specula­
tion has gone into where the lottery 
revenue should be placed. The gov­
ernor has suppo!ted splitting the 

remaining dollars between senior 
citizen programs and preschool edu­
cational and medical screening pro­
grams. 

Because of the additional revenue 
demands coming from the Cabinet 
for Human Resources and the Cor· 
rections Cabinet, some state poli­
cymakers support placing the pro­
ceeds in the General Fund to use as 
necessary. 

Whateverthedecision, the upcom­
ing session will be one with revenue 
as the major emphasis.

'J_heday of your long·awaited bass 

fishins trip fmally arrives ... but. as 
luck would have it, it's raining. 

Should you cancel your plans and 
stay home. or go fishing anyway? 

"It really depends on the severity 
of the weather," explains Evinrude 
Outhl.""lard-. Pro Staff member Denny 
Brauer, "but rain often improves the 
fishing. 

"Normally, the bass become less 
spooky. They don't holdquiteas tight 
to c:ovcr, nnd they move into shallow 
water. Spinncrbaits, buzz baits and 
other topwatcr lures- the ones we 
likc to (i~h the most- become the 
most productive lures." 

Rain also helps hide an angler's 
mistakes, adds Brauer. Boat noi5e5a"' 
well as poor lure preS<'nlationsarcn't 
a .. critical. 

" I believe rain probably offers the 
grcatestadvantagewhcnyou'rcfish­
ingaclearwatcrlakc,"" saysthcEvm­
rude pro. " I remember a five ba s 
stringer I caught during the rain at 
Table Rock lake here in Missouri, 
which is one of the clearest lakcc; in 
the nation. My fish weighed nearly 30 
pounds. 

"Before the rain the b,tss had ix'cn 
about 40 feet deep beside bluffs, but 
the rain brought them clos<'r to the 
surface, where I caught th('rn with a 
spinnerbait." 

On other lakes this season of the 
year, Brauer suggests fishing roves 
and creeks that have definite chan­
nels. While clP.ar weather lures may 
include crankbaits or jigs m these 
places, rainy weather will call for a 
s wttch to spinnerbaits or buzz baits. 

In many instances, thunder and 
lightning arc also present with rain. 
and when it is, Brauer generally tries 
to get off the water. Once, while fish­
ing during a storm on Georgia's Lake 
Lanier, his graphite rod actually 
started humming with electricity,and 
when he cast, his line bowed up in· 
stead of down. 

shi"Jds provide added protection if 
you have to run in the rnin. 

"The most important thing about 
ftshing In the raln1s to usc common 
sense." Brauer emphasizes. "Yes, the 
fJo;hins may improve dramatically, 
but 1f the w~therreally deteriorates, 
it's much wiser to leave the water 
before you get Into trouble. No bass is 
worth the risk of getting struck by 
lightning or ~warnpcd in rough wa­
ter."

Destruction To Ozone 
Layer Is Irreversible

The people of Floyd County are 
destroying the ozone layer wtthout 
even realizing it. Have you ever been 
to restaurant carry-out window and 
thrown away your styrofoam con­
tainer? Have you ever sprayed your 
hair with hairsprayrightbeforea big 
date? 

A II the.c;e things and more contrib­
ute to the destruction of the fragile 
ozone layer that protect-: the earth 
and its people from deadly ultra· 
violet radiation produced by thc6un. 

Everyday items such ns styrofoam, 
hairspray,gasoline,rehigcrators,and 
even simply turning on an air condi­
tionerreleasechernicalscalledcholo­
raflorocarbons (CFCs). This chemical 
floats up through the atmosphcrcand 
interacts Y.ith the chemicals in the 
ozone layer causing the ozone to be 
destroyed slowly but surely. 

Have you noticed how the chance 
ofgettingskincancer has risen in the 
last couple of yearc:? The hole in the 

ozone layer is letting more and more 
ultraviolet radiation reach the Earth 
and it is this type of radiation that 
causes skin cancer. 

The damage done to the ozone 
layer is irreversible and it can never 
be the same again. Even if a solution 
is found that would put a stop to the 
ozone depletion, the 01.one layer 
would remain scarred forever. Sci en-

tists have also found that the hole in 
ozone later is depleting all the new 
ozone that it comes in contact with. 
This means the hole is acting like a 
vacuum sucking out more of the 
ozone layer the bigger it gets. 

Though the destruction of the 
ozone layer is a very serious problem 
and has been going on ever since the 
1930s when CFCs were invented, 
there's still hope that we can put an 
end to CFCs production. Companies 
like DuPont have said they would 
phase out production of CFCs by the 
year 2(XX) by using a substitution. 
This sound!; like a good idt!a but a 
substitute for CFCs will cost more 
money to produce and is likely to 

take a long time to replace the CFCs 
that are already on the market. 

If you're the average person. you 
must be saying to yourself, .. I'm only 
one persont there's nothing I cando/' 
or "There's no way anyone can stop 
the ozone depletion because it's al­
ready too advanced ... None of theo;e 
statements are true because even the 
largest companies have started re­
ducing the amount of CFCs that they 
allow their companies to produce. 

Floyd County does its share to 
contribute to the problem of the de· 
struction of the ozone. We throw out 
our trash right beside of the road. 
This trash, such as styrofoam and 
empty hair spray containers, contain 
CFCs. When these containers break

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Museums And Zoos Take On Molecular Focus 
By William G. Schulz 

Smithsonian News Service 
A museum or a zoo may seem an 

unlikely place to find molecular bi­
ologi~ts who wor~at the leading edge 
of soence. But, m fact, behind the 
scenes at places like the Smithsonian 
Institution in Washington, D.C., sci­
entists are putting to work the re­
search tools of biotechnology - an 
array of techniques to examine and 
manipulate genetic material - to 
answer questionsabou t evolution and 
helpconservesomeoflheworld'sen­
dangered species. 

'This technology has affected 
every field of biology," Dr. Michael 
Braun, program director of the Mo­
lecularSystematicsLaboratoryoper­
ated by the Smithsonian's National 
Museum of Natural History, says. 
HEvolutionary biologists are now 
jumping on the bandwagon in force." 

Braun's laboratory is one of the 
premiere facilities in the nation for 
this kind of work, which includes 
studies of DNA, the basic molecule of 
all life. rt will soon be l"oined by a 
sister lab at the Nationa Zoological 
Park in Washington, D.C. Biologists 
are already had at work in a molecu­
lar genetics lab at the Smithsonian 
Tropical Research Institute, head­
quartered in the Republic of Panama. 

Since the discovery in the 1950s 
that DNA is the basic molecule oflife, 
biologists have been to examine the 
complexity of living organisms with 
unprecedented depth. Today's tech­
nofogyallowsresearcherstomanipu­
late infonnation encoded on the DNA 
molecule, a feat that has delivered 
"designer bacteria" that, among other 
innovations, eat pollution from oil 
spills and toxk wastes. 

A visitor enters the high-technol­
ogy world of the Molecular Sys­
tematics Lab at the Smithsonian's 
Museum Support Center in Suitland, 
Md., a few miles from downtown 
Washington. There, the gleaming 
glassware and scientific instruments 
include ultra-centrifuge machines 
(thinkofa washingmachinestuckon 
a very fast spin cycle) for separating 
typesofDNA;autoclavesfor steriliz­
ing instruments; special freezers for 
storing specimens, such as plant and 
animal tissue; and photographic 
equipment. Theexpenseofsettingup 
and operating these labs is the chief 
reason they haven't arrived at muse­
ums earlier, Braun says. 

organism's evolution and its rei a tion­
ship to other organisms. Still, the fossil 

record is sometimes incomplete, and 
the conclusions drawn by one scien­
tist may be contradicted by a col· 
league. 

Enter molecular biology. Since 
most physical chara-cteristics are 
genetically based, Braun says, re­
searchers at the Molecular Sys­
tematics Lab can provide data to fill 
in the blanks or resolve disputes aris­
ing from different interpretations. 
Most of this data involves techniques 
thatdirectlyor indirectly examine an 
organism's DNA. 

One technique is electrophoresis. 
Electrophoretic analysis first involves 
extracting proteins from an animal's 
blood or tissue. The proteins are then 
placed on a gel, usually made of 
starch. The gel is subjected to an elec­
tric current, which separates the pro­
teins. 

Simply put, each kind of protein 
travels a differentdistanceon the gel. 
In comparing gels for different or­
ganisms, shared proteins will have 
traveled the same distance. Because 
DNA determines the type of proteins 
in an organism, researchers can infer 
the relatedness of similar organisms 
through statistical analysis of the 
number of identical proteins they 
share. 

of the field's latest developments, 
allows scientists to look at subtypes 
of DNA previously beyond their 
grasp. I nfact, "any molecular genetic 
techniquedevelopcd isonewemight 
be able to use/' Braun says. 

Molecular systematics was used 
successfully with the puzzle of the 
giant panda. For more thana century, 
giant pandas werealternatel y thought 
of as most closely related to bears or 
to raccoons. For a time, they were 
even placed in a separate family alto­
gether. (The discipline of classifying 
organismsaccordingto the hierarchy 
of kingdom, order, class, family and 
so on, is known as taxonomy.) 

Finally, in 1983, Dr. Stephen 

O'Brien and several of his colleagues 
at the National Cancer Institute in 
Frederick, Md., became interested in 
the giant panda. They had been asked 
by scientists at the Smithsonian's 
National Zoo to determine if a cub 
born to the panda Ling-Ling (the cub 
died shortly afterbirth) also belonged 
to her mate Hsing-Hsing. Ling-Ling 
had also beenartificiallyinseminated 
that year to improve her chances of 
pregnancy, thanks to a male panda 
from the London Zoo. 

tree they drew shows that giant pan­
das were among the first of the line 
when the Ursidae and the Procy­
onidae-the family raccoons belong 
to--diverged from a common ances­
tor. 

Despite their power, techniques 
in molecular systematics by no means 
supplant traditional systematics 
work, Braun says. "We can't ignore 
the fossil evidence," he says. "It pro­
vides the framework for the molecu­
lar research." Molecular data would 
often be impossible to interpretwi th­
out traditional morphological analy­
sis. 

Other questions about evolution 
thatmolecularbiologycombined with 
the fossil record might answer in­
c) ude the pace of evoT uti on, thought 
to be either slow and gradual or to 
occur in "punctuated" bursts of ac­
tivity.Moleculardata,compared with 
the fossil record, allow scientists to 
set a "molecular dock" and tell the 
time when a species evolved from 
related organisms. 

Braun also works withDr.Jeanine 
Olsen, a Smithsonian botanist whose 
research interests include the evolu­
tionary relationships amongalgae­
someofthe oldest forms of life. Soon, 
the lab will have a staff of eight scien­
tists, he says, making it one of the 
largest centers for molecular sys­
tematics work in the world. 

conserveendangerea species. Exam­
ining the genes of golden lion tamar­
ins, for example, will help research­
ers determine which individuals are 
best suited for reintroduction to their 
native habitat in Brazil. Without 
enough genetic diversity, the tamar­
ins could succumb to hereditary dis­
eases, further threatening their pre­
carious existence. 

And, at the Tropical Research 
Institute in Panama, the techniques 

of molecular biology are helping 
biologists understand better the rate 
of species evolution. 

All of theSmithsonianlabs, Braun 
says, will interact, in part to keep up 
with developments in this fast-mov­
ing field. Some questions they will 
tackle regarding evolution have 
nagged scientists since Charles 
Darwin's time. But at his lab and 
others, Braun says, "We don't just 
have questions. We have answers." 

"By using the tools of molecular 
biology," Braun says, "we will be able 
to answer long-standing questions 
about evolution, including sys­
tematics-study of the evolutionary 
relationships among animals and 
plants." 

The full force of this high technol­
ogy is applied to traditional museum 
questions. Many of these studies, 
Braun says, involve reconstructing 
"phylogenetic relationships"-trac­
ing the evolutionary development of 
organisms. He cites the analysis of 
genetic rna terial from humans, goril­
las and chimpanzees. Molecular 
evolutionists, he says, have shown 
thathumansandchimpsappeartobe 
more related to each other than 
chimps and gorillas, despite physical 
appearances that suggest otherwise. 

Other molecular techniques, Braun 
says, include "DNA fingerprinting." 
The DNApfeach plant or animal, like 
a human fingerprint, is unique. 
"Polymerase chain reaction." another 

Tests that showed the cub to be 
Hsing-Hsing's, O'Brien knew, could 
also be used to shed new light on 
panda evolution. After performin~ a 
number of these molecular ~enehcs 
tests, O'Brien and his group coo­
eluded that giant pandas belong to 
the Ursidae family, which include 
bears.

The research can help determine 
whether two different animals de­
scended from the same ancestor. 
Other work includes determining the 
relationships among several families 
of animals and understanding better 
the precise mechanisms of evolution. 

The lab will also deliver data for 
research on population genetics -
the diversity in a species' gene pool. 
Zoos find this information valuable 
as they seek to determine which 
endangered species are best suited 
for breeding programs. 

For traditional systematics- the 
work done by most scientists at the 
Natural History Museum -research­
ers trace evolutionary development 
by examining "morphologic traits" 
- physical characteristics. These 
traits are compared with those of other 
livinganimafsorplantsorwithspeci­
mens from the fossil record. Scien­
tists who study systematics slowly 
build a body of data about an

Tips For Buying Safe, 
Fresh Christmas Tree 

Every year a(to.:r Thanksgiving, 
people look for the freshest Christ­
mas tree with the best 11hape. They 
also need to consider the safety of the 
tree. 

Doug M<Clarcn, F.xtension for­
estry speoaHst at the Uruversity of 
Ken tuck yCollegcof Agriculture, said 
consu mcrs can select a safe and bca u­
tiful tree by following a few steps. 

Trec.c;, which vary in price accord­
ing to size and variety, can be pur­
chased three ways: precut in a neigh· 
borho<Ki lot, fresh from a grower, or 
balled from a nursery. 

M'-"Claren said precut trees have 
been cut fo~ several weeks and aren't 
as safe as a fresh-cut or balled tree. 

A good way to test the freshness of 
the tree i., to pick it up in I he middle 

and drop it trunk-firston the ground. 
If green needles fall off the tree, 
McClaren said not to buy it because it 
is a potential fire hazard. 

Homeowners who purchase a 
precut tree now and do not put it up 
until later should cut an inch off the 
stump and store the tree outside in a 
pot of water or in a cool location. 

The perfect tree can also be found 
uncut at a Kentucky Christmas Tree 
Crowers Association location. 
McClaren said this way people can 
"cut and choose" their own tree. 

Balled trees, which may be planted 
after use, can be purchased at a nurs­
ery. Balled tree" should not be in the 
home for more than a week or two 
because they may die when planted 
outside. 

All trees should be placed in proper 
standsthathold water. Water should 
be maintained so thatrecsdonotdry 
out. 

McClaren said all trees should be 
keptawayfromregisters,openflamcs 
and fireplaces. 

Larry Piercy, Extension safety 
specialist, also has some safety tips 
for holiday decorating. 

Percy said to check lights and ex­
tension cords for cracks and loose or 
exposed wiring. Restrict the number 
of circutts plugged into extension 
cordsanddonotstretchor hide them 
under carpets or other objects. 

Turnoff decorator lights when you 
are not at home. Piercy also recom­
mends using approved wiring.
