ment :

However, many people are risking disastrous falls 
by using the wrong size stick. In a study done recent­
ly at St. James University Hospital in England, 75 
percent of those studied had canes that were either 
too long or too short. The proper length for a cane 
should equaJ the distance from the crease of the wrist 
to the floor, with the arms hanging slightly flexed 
at the sides. Experts say that adjustable aluminum 
canes are best, but many people favor the ap­
pearance of a wooded cane.

One phenomenon of 

American film and televison 
is the personality actor, 
those pcrfonners who do not 
b«ome or internalize a 
character so much as '"put at 
on," as one \I.Ould dun a scarf 
or a sport coat. 

Attractive, hkeable, tn· 
triguins these actors are 
usually cast m roles or veht­
c!es that do not auo~ for 
detatl~d exploratiOn ofthetr 
character!.. Instead, the work 
reltes on the performer's 
personal appeal 10 generate 
audience interest. 

And, since these people 
usually assume I he lead roles 
in a gtven work, 11 1'> the 
supporting players who must 
flesh out the drama, deliver­
ing more structured, in· 
tncate perfonnances to lend 
texture and gravuy to the 
piece. These supporting ar­
tists are nearly always the 
most interestmg people to 
·o~r1uch tn TV or films Such 
an actor is John Glover, 
st.amng in the two-pan NBC 
drama, Twrsr of Fare, Sun· 
day and Monday, Jan. 8,and 
9. 

Glover plays Mu, a 
fonner concentration camp 
prisoner who. wath h1s fian­
cee {Veronica Hamel), un· 
wittingly ht'lps a Nazi SS 
officer (Ben Crose;) who has 
tried tc avoid prosecution as 
a w;u criminal by undergo. 
ing plastic sursery. 

At this point in his career, 
Glover is a "face," one of 
those actors you recognize 
instantly. yet you don't kno\1. 
the name. Among has gallery 
of deftly etched characters 
are the defiant, humorous 
man dying of AIDS in An 
&rly Fro.~t. the spmeless 
Richard Behrens tn 
Nutcracker, and the "West 
Coast shrneball" tryang to 
usurp B1ll Murray's JOb in 
Scroosed. 

The actor·~ most recent, 
and chillina, TV perfor­
rnancewas that of the incom­
prehenstbly brutal father in 
ABCs David, the true tale of 

John Glover stars as Max 
in Twist of F11te. Sunday 
and Monday, Jan. 8 and 9, 
on NBC. 

a man who tried to bum his 
own son to death in a motel 
room. Now do you know 
who Glover is? 
"One of the reasons-not 

the only one-that I took the 
part (in T~isr of Fate) ... tS 

because the guy is such a 
mensch," Glover told me 
recently. (Mensch means, 
loosel~. a gentleman.)

"When they made Maudie, they 
made a hickory nut the squirrels 
shouldn't chew." says one of her 
friends at the senior center where she 
was feted with Maude Sloan Day last 
summer 

"She's 88, going on 15,'' said center 
director Patsy Evans. who relies on 
Sloan to keep the activity level high 
at daily gatherings. 

When she's not quilting at the 
center. the spry octagenarian picks 
up pool games with her male counter­
parts. She has even beaten a man who 
won two state pool tournaments. 

Her human friends look forward to 
her arrival at the center, and so does 
Toby, the German shepherd who lives 
at the park. The dog waits each day 
for the van that brings Sloan to the 
center and he comes to life as she gets 
out, Evans said. 

Toby knows that his weekday 
mistress will take him for a walk 
around the park and will always have 
a treat "I save half of my dinner for 
him," Sloan said with a giggle. At 
home she has two cats that "follow 
me everywhere, ·• and she once had a 
pony she taught to bring his food pan 
to her. 

Dancing has always been one of 
Sloan's passions, she requires no 
coaxing to get on the floor. only the 
echo of a dance tune. 

She recounts the many limes she 
and her husband. the late Bill Sloan, 
pumped a railroad hand car from 
their home on Caney Creek to 
Elkhorn City to go dancing. "When 
my husband and I danced, everyone 
else quit, because we were such good 
dancers. " she adds. 

The two practiced their eye­
catching steps at home to tunes from 
a Victrola. ' 'We liked fast music, but 
we also did the waltz," she said, sud­
denly breaking into a verse of 
··~oonligbt Bay" 

It was during their days on Caney 
Creek, when her husband ran a coal 
mine, that Sloan drove a coal truck.

Later. when they moved to 
Prestonsburg, they operated a taxi 
service. "They called my husband

She continued to drive a car until 
last year when "the car broke down 
anc1 I just lefl it." 

Though they had none of their own, 
the Sloans raised several other peo­
ple's children. Three were her 
brother-in-law's, one was her sister's 
and four were her brother's. "We kept, 
them fed good and gave them an 
education," Sloan said. 

In the 1930s when Gettysburg Na­
tional Battlefield was dedicated, 
Sloan and her husband took his grand­
father, T.J . Si·t.emore. to the Penn­
sylvania ceremony. Of course, the 
blue-eyed charmer took advantage of 
the opportunity to talk to President 
Franklin D. RooseveJt, who was there 
for the dedication. 

Sloan credits her healthy longevity 
to keeping busy. "Working has kept 
me active," said the vibrant senior 
who worked as a nurse for 20 years for 
Drs. Ed and Walke Stumbo, and 
worked another 20 years for the Floyd 
County Board of Education. 

The Hustler, Part Two 

Raised at Buckeye on Middle 
Creek, the daughter of Allen and An· 
nie Sloan remembers that as a very 
young child she dug coal out of a coal 
bank to help the family with its winter 
fuel supply. 

The lifelong gardener worked the 
fields when she was so little the only 
job she could do was thin new corn 
stalks. As soon as she was big enough, 
she had to hoe, and later she plowed 
the fields trerself with a team of 
mules. 

She still grows a garden in the yard

Cut off the tips of the garlic heads 

and peel off the papery outer skin. 
Arrange the heads, root side down 

in a pan just large enough to hold 
them, fitting them snugly side by side. 

Pour lhe oil over the garlic and 
scatter the herbs into the oiL 

Add bay leaf and peppercorns. 
Cover the pan with aluminum foil 

and bake 30 minutes. 
Take the foil off, baste the heads 

and replace the foil. 
Lower the temperature to 275 

degrees and bake 30 minutes more. 
Remove the pan from the oven and 

lake off the foil. 
With a pair of tongs, take the heads 

out of the oil and put in a bowl or pan 
to cool 

Stram off the olive oil and reserve 
for other uses. 

Gently squeeze out the cloves of 
garlic and reserve for intended use. 
They can be refrigerated for up to a 
week 

Note: The cooking time can vary so 
check on the garlic from lime to time 
as 1t cooks. The consistency should be 
such that each clove is easily pierc 
ed with a thin knife and not fa!Jing 
apart or soil. Hut 11 any overcook and 
gel mushy. you can use them for other
