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Brock May Visit Feb. 1; Finance Work Begins

The Floyd County Board of Educa-
tion meets Wednesday, Feb. 1, and
state Superintendent of Public In-
struction John Brock and other state
officials may attend to explain how
they will be involved in the day-to-
day administration of the local
distriet

The stale Board of Education
voted earlier this month to take over
the Floyd svstem because it did not
meet minimum requirements for
financial performance, attendance
and lest seores

Gorden Nicholls, spokesman for
Dr. Brock, said the stale superinten-
dent has tentatively scheduled Feb,
1 to come to Floyd County and ex-
plain the state’'s role to the public
and local board,

The meeting will' be held at 7 p.m.
at the Prestonsburg High School
caleteria

Nicholls said the date of Brock's
visit to the county ig subject to
change: many other details of the
state’s assistance also reéemain in
limbo.

Nicholls said thal while two
members of the assistance team
have been chosen, Brock has nol
decided who the others would be, nor
if they would accompany him to
meel with local officials,

Nicholls also said Brock "“won't
bring a dozen people with him’’ as he
did in a recent visit to Whitley Coun-
ty. which was also moved from
phase two fo phase three of the
state’s academic bankruptey law. In
addition, while gquestions from the
general public were allowed at the

Whitley County meeting, Nicholls
said they probably would not be per-
mitted atl the Floyd County meeting.

He said most questions the public
would have would be answered dur-
ing Brock’s presentation.

He added that the situation in
Floyd County is ‘‘vastly different’
from thal in Whitley, noting that
there are several organized public
groups involved in Floyd education
matters.

Although state officials have not
formally discussed the takeover
with the local board at a public
meeling, at least one assistance
team member has already begun
work in the district.

Bob Gover, who will be working
with the Floyd system’'s finances,
was in Prestonsburg Tuesday,

meeting with Superintendent Ronald
Hager

Gover will also continue working
with the Pike County school
district’s finances, as he has done
since the state took financial control
of that district earlier this year,

Hager said Tuesday that he and
Gover will study the district’s cur-
rent budget to try o find ways o
reduce the system’s . projected
£345.000 deficit. Earlier, Hager had
questioned that amount after a
$200,000 check was misdirected to
the district instead of being issued o
the district's bond paving agenl.

Local officials deposited the check

“and issued another for the same

amount to the paying agent. Al issue

was whether state auditors had both

credited and debited the amount.
State officials said last week that

no error was made during the andit,
and that the $345.000 amount was a
correct reflection of the distriet's
projected deficit.

Hager said after studying a line-
item budget, he and Gover will look
at overstaffing in the district, State
estimates show that the system is
overstaffed by 90 certified positions
al various levels. Currently, the
local board funds salaries for all of
those jobs. resulting in more than $1
million in annual expenditures.

*We will go school by school, inall
offices, and analyze them in relation
to our budget." said Hager, adding.
“No positions are sacred.”

“Those could be administrative,
guidance counselors. libraries, or
basic classroom units,”” said Hager.
‘“There is a strong possibility thal

there will be some feductions in cer-
tified staff."

He stressed thal the reductions did
not necessarily mean that all 90 posi-
tions would be abolished, nor that
classroom teachers would bear the
brunt of possible cutbacks. “We are
looking at all positions in the school
distriet,” he said,

Hager said he hoped that he and
Gover would be able to complete
their study of the current budget by
the end of the week, and begin work
on Lhe next fiscal year's budgel. The
district’s fiscal year runs from July
1 through June 30.

“By March, |1 hope to have our
budget for next year. and it will tell
us how many units we can employ,
in both certified and non-certified

Mare Creek, which sits smack on
the Pike and Floyd county line,
poses a problem for residents and
county officials alike: those who live
there often receive property tax bills
from both counties, while the judge-
executives from Pike and Floyd
have to juggle equipment whenever
road improvements are planned.

Scalf, who was a Pike County
voter until Monday, used to receive
property tax bills from both coun-
ties. He pays motor vehicle taxes in
Flovd County, but renews his
driver's license in Pike. His wife,
Patricia, is registered to vote in

Akers, Deed
Opponent, Dies
In Lexington

Everett L, Akers Sr., 71, of Martin,
former state representative for the
g5th District from 1967 to 1668, died of
cancer on Monday, Jan. 23 at the
Veterans’ Administration Medical
Center in Lexington.

He was born March 11, 1817 in
Rivertown, Wyo., a son of the late
Frank and Molly Cox Akers.

Akers was a deacon of the Seventh
Day-Adventist Church in Prestons-
burg.

He served in the United States Ar-
my during World War 11 and was a
member of the Disabled American
Veterans Chapter 128 at Garrett, the
Veterans of Foreign War in Prestons-
burg and the American Legion Post
in Martin.

Akers was a member of the John W.
Hall Masonic Lodge in Martin, the
Scottish Rite in Covington, the Elsa-
Shrine Temple in Ashland and a
member of the Kastern Star, He was
a member of the Fair Tax Coalition
and a member of the Better School
Forum.

He was a former instructor at Mayo
Vocational School in Paintsville and
once worked for the Chesapeake &
Ohio Railroad. He had a television
and radio repair service, and al one
time ran Akers Amusemenl Co. in
Martin.

Priorities 'Chosen

State Department of Transporta-
tion officials met with members of
the Floyd County Fiscal Court Fri-
day, discussing improvements plan-
ned this year to the county’s rural
secondary road system.

Dfficials with the District 12 head-
quarters of DOT in Pikeville are
recommending 10 projects, but told
court members there is not enough
money for all to be approved.

Recommended work in the county,
in order of priority, is:

- KY 194, Cow Creek-Johns Creek
Road, resurface 3.1 miles to the Ger-
man Bridge.

— KY 306, in Wheelwright,
blacktop from the beginning of state
maintenance (2.7 miles south of the
junction with KY 122) seven-tenths
of a mile towards the end of current
pavement,

— KY 1929, Frazier's Creek, break
repair for two miles, from Buckhorn
Fork Road to Ned's Fork Road.

— KY¥ 777, Turkey Creek, blacktop

Mining Decision Reached

Hearing officer Susan Johnson. a
Paintsville attorney, recommended
lust week that the State Department
of Surface Mining drop its case
against Gary Branbam and Triple B
Mining, which had been accused of
mining without a permit at a site on
US 23 north of Prestonsburg.

Johnson, who presided over the
Dec. 8 hearing in Prestonsburg,
recommended that the case be
dismissed because Branham had not
engaged in mining activity that re-
quired a permit, according to Gor-
don Goad of the DSM Office in
Frankfort.

Goad cautioned that Johnson's
report was ‘mot a decision, bul a
recommendation.’’ He said that all

parties have 30 days toask for anap-
peal following such a hearing.

Danny Clark of the local DSM of-
fice said Tuesday that he had been
informed of Johnson's recommenda-
tion but that he had not received an
official copy. He indicated that the
department does plan to appeal.

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Roads Discussed By Fiscal Court

Floyd County Fiscal Court
members spent much of Friday's
meeting discussing various road
issues, ranging from prioritizing re-
quests for improvements to rural
secondary roads (o hearing citizen’s
complaints

Magistrates discussed priority
road work on the county's portion of
the Rural Secondary Road system
with state highway officials (see
separale story. this issue).

They alse heard [rom Virgil
Halbert Sr., who had complained
about road work on Johns Branch
Road. He said insufficient im-
provements were made, and that
gravel sent Lo the area was put in the
wrong place.

Jackie Edford Owens, magistrate
of the district which includes the
road. said that 70tons of dense grade
gravel had been pul on the road

“But right now, vou can drive up
through there and the potholes will
beat you to death,” said Halbert. He
also said the ditches did nol drain
properly

“1 only get the equipmenl once
every few months," said Owens
““The county's equipment is split bet-
ween the four districts. We put dense
grade gravel down there, and that’s
the best we can do. 1 think we've
done a pretly good job over there for
the last three vears "

In a separate matier, the court ac-
cepted deeds for the last 1,000 feef of
the Doc Stumbo Hollow Branch at
Printer, and took the road into the
counly system. Magistrales also
voled lo establish a county road
across the Rosie Robinson property
near Rudd Equipment. Formerly a
public passway. the road area will
be condemned. taken into the county
system and maintained by the coun-
ty. The action came at the request ol
residents Henry McKenzie and Dan-
ny McKenzie. Following a petition
by residents, magistrates also voted
to take three-tenths of a mile of road-
way in the Music Manor Develop-
ment into the county road system.

Glennis Ray Caudill, a county
employee currently receiving
workman's compensation for a
work-related disability, attended the
meeting to ask why the county was
no longer paying for his insurance
Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo
said the county stopped paying for
Caudill’s insurance, and that of
another employee, 2l the direction of
slate officials.

Officials notified Stumbo Jan. 7
that because Caudill was not work-
ing, the county could not continue
benefits for services nol rendered.

Caudill asked the court to vote lo
approve or disapprove of the state's
action.

No Retrial For McNally, Gray

The US Selicitor General has ruled
out the federal govermmenl's at-
lempt to retry Prestonsburg
businessman C.J. McNally and
James Gray, whose mail-fraud con-
victions were overturned by the US
Supreme Court

After the court acted in 1987, US
Attorney Louis DeFalaise attempted
to reactivate the charges. which
stemmed from an alleged 1975 to
1979 insurance-commission
kickback scheme

DeFalaise’s effort was rejected in

October by US District Judge Henry
R. Wilhoit Jr., but DeFalaise appeal-
ed that ruling to the Sixth US Circuit
Court of Appeals.

Wilhoit ruled Oct, 19 that the pro-
secution, in reaction to the Supreme
Court's ruling, was trying to base its
case on arguments it had not pressed
in the origin trial. He ruled that
a retrial would violate the double-
jeopardy clause of the US Constitu-
tion, which prohibits defendants
from being tried twice on the same
charges.

State Court Of Appeals
Rules On 3 Floyd Cases

The Kentucky Court of Appeals
rendered judgments last week on
three cases originating in Floyd
County, according to courl
spokesman George Faller

The Appeals Court affirmed Floyd
County Circuit Court's decision in
Crum vs. Commonwealth, The local
court had found Ballard Crum guilty
of theft by deception in connection
with work Crum billed to Floyd
County Solid Waste, but allegedly
did not do. Represented by Altorney
Phillip Damron, Crum had appealed
the decision to the state.

Also affirmed was a case in which
the local court had dismissed
negligence charges against the
Floyd County Board of Education. In
the case, Rebecca Blevins sued the
board on behalf of a minor child
allegedly injured on school property
The state court upheld the local deci-
sion on the grounds that the board,
as an arm of state government,
holds sovereign immunity. Blevins

was represented by Paintsville Al-
torney John David Preston

The stale court reversed a local
court's verdict in a disability suit in-
volving Delmar Hamilton and
Turner Elkhorn Mining Co The
State Board of Workers Compensa-
tion had ruled that Hamilton was 100
percent disabled, a ruling that was
overturned by the Floyd County Cir-
cuil Court, which said that Hamilton
had not supplied adequate notice to
his employer. The state courl deter-
mined that the litigant, represented
by Attorney Janel Stumbo, had

given sufficient notice.

In decisions last week by the Ken-
tucky Supreme Court, two appeals
by Floyd Covnty litigants were
denied,

The Supreme Courl refused to
review a case involving Rick and
Sheila Catron and Shelter General
Insurance Co. It also denied a mo-
tion to extend the appeal time in the
case of Michael Woods and Michael
Clifton vs. the Cemmonwealth. No
other details on the two cases were
available Tuesday from the
Supreme Court

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County Magistrates: What Are Their Responsibilities?

Americans have been criticized lately for their
poor turnout at the voting polls. Is the problem
apathy? Is it a sense that votes don’t count? Or is
it sometimes a lack of information about the office
and the candidates—despite a barrage of

advertising?

Starting this week, the Floyd County Times will
run a series of articles about the various offices
that make up local government, the qualifications
candidates must meet, the responsibilities of the
jobs and the salaries of the office.

The office of magistrate, formerly
called justice of the peace, probably
has its origin in 15th century England
and came to Kentucky via Virginia,
of which the Bluegrass State was once
a part

Formerly a powerful post, the
magistrate now has fewer respon:
sibilities and less authority and
prestige than they once did. But that
trimming of power doesn’t stop a rush
of contenders for the office, and it
hasn’t changed the public's percep-
tion of the office as a seat of power.

By the filing deadline, more than 30
people are expected to have filed to

run for Floyd County’s four magis-
terial openings in the May primary
election.

They will have paid the $20 non-
refundable filing fee, produced two
witnesses to swear that they are who
they say they are, and altested that
they meet the stale’s requirements
for the office.

According fo the Kentucky Con-
stitution, to qualify for the job of
magistrate the candidate must be at

least 24-years-old by the time of the
election; must be a resident of Ken-
tucky for at least two years prior to
election; and must have been a resi-

dent of the county and district for one
year prior to election.

State statutes require no minimum
educational level and offer no quali-
fving test. Theoretically, a magistrate
could be illiterate or a convicted
criminal.

What are the spoils of winning the
elective race? Undoubtedly, the thrill
of running for and winning an election
is a reward in itself. It means the can-
didate hag won the approval and sup-
port of his or her voling peers.

A more tangible benefil is the
salary of more than $22,000 a year,
plus an extra $300 a month for ex-
penses, The pay is considerably
higher than the average per ¢apita in-
come for Floyd Countians.

By Kentucky law, the only job re-
quirement of the magistrate is that he
or she atlend two fiscal court
meelings a year, during a four-year
term. Theoretically, then,
magistrates only have to work two
days a year for their salary.

In Floyd County, however, fiscal
court, made up of the four
magistrates and the judge/executive,
meets once a month, on every third
Friday al 10 a.m.

The judge/executive presides over
the fiscal court. He also prepares the
county budgel, which magistrates

then have Lo approve

By law, the fiscal court is the ad-
ministrative and legislative body of
county government. That 18, it Has the
authority to create ordinances and
regulations, levy Laxes, issue bonds,
appropriate funds and employ per-
sonnel Lo operate counly government
on a day-to-day basis.

The power lo employ personnel is
perceived by the public to be an im-
portant one, especially in this high
unemployment area. In reality, the
local fiscal court farms out many of
the jobs the state authorizes il to
perform

For instance, the job of animal con-
trol officer, or dog calcher, as it Is
commaonly known, has beéen done
away with by the fiscal court, in favor
of an annual centribution of $10,000 Lo
the local animal shelter, according to
the judge/executive’s office

The state also authorizes the fiscal
courl to oversee the provision of
numerous services, ranging from
health to libraries lo recrealion
facilities. In Floyd Counly, the fiscal
court has dealt with many of those
functions by making appointments to
governing boards and allocaling
contributions.

Thus, the magistrates are not
directly involved in much of the hir-

ing of personnel to rum county service
offices. In fact, out of a long list of jobs
the fiscal court is authorized by the
state to fill, only 69 are budgeted by
the magisterial panel. Aboul a third
of those are road workers whose job
is to try tomaintain over 400 miles of
roads in the county.

Roads are probably the magi-
strates’ higgest bugaboo. **Most peo-
ple see the magistrate in terms of
county roads," said Jackie Owens,
District 2 magistrate, adding that the
county budget is spread so thin that
“*very little is left for road work."

According to state law, the fiscal
court has the power to “‘open, estab
lish or alter’ roads. However, a se-
cond and very critical party is
involved—the state Department of
Transportation.

Each April, the fiscal courl
members meet with DOT represen-
tatives lo discuss construction and
maintenance of roads covered under
the state’s Rural Highway Fund. Sub-
mitted in priority order, the court’s
list of road projects is nearly always
longer than the state’s funds will
siretch, . according to the judge/
executive's office.

For magistrates. even the budgel
approval step, perhaps their most im-
portant official responsibility, is

relatively cut and dry. Nearly all of
the money raised through taxes and
olher revenue sources—aboul $5
million this vear—is committed well
in advance,

Employee salaries and benefils
take a large chunk, The operation of
the county jail to adhere to ever-
increasing state standards must be
funded. The juvenile detention center,
senior citizens programs, public
library, fire departments and many
other organizations claim a share of
the pie, as well.

Al one time, magistrates had judi-
cial duties with their own courts to try
specified cases and settle minor
disputes, The Judicial Amendment to
the state Constitution in 1978 elimi-
nated the magisterial, or justice of the
peace, courts.

With their elimination went the
need for another elective office, that
of constable. Al one time, the con-
stable may have been the
magistrate’s righthand man,
assisting with court duties, serving
warrants and the like.

Today, the constable has no respon-
sibilities whatsoever, according lo a
courthouse source. Yel the position
remains on the ballot and the county
pays its four constables a salary of
$1,890 each year.

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New Rules Mean Low-Income Kentuckians
On Medicare May Also Receive Medicaid

New federal legislation has made
several thousand Kentuckians who
are receiving Medicare benefits also
eligible for help from the state
Medicaid program in paying some of
their health care costs.

Under the new rules, effective im-
mediately, Medicaid, a state.federal
funded program that pays for health
care for people with low incomes, will
assume the cost for Medicare
premiums, coinsurance and deduc-
tibles for these additional clients,

“Extending medical assislance to
this group—called qualified Medicare
beneficiaries—means Medicaid will
pay coinsurance and deductibles for

Medicare-covered services and a few
services normally nel covered by
Medicaid, "' said Roy Butler. commis-
sioner of Kentucky's Department for
Medicaid Services.

The additional coverage is provid-
ed under the catastrophic health care
bill passed by Congress last year.

Under the federal eligibility
guidelines, qualifying Kentuckians
must:

—Receive Medicare Part A
(hospitalization) benefits;

—Have income at or below 85 per-
cent of the federal poverty level ($429
a month for an individual and $568 a
month for a family of two}; and

—Have resnurces, such as bank ac-

counts and certificates of deposit, of
no more than $4,000 for an individual
and $6.000 for a family of two.

Anyone who enrolls in Medicare
Part A during the annual'open enroll-
ment period (January through
March) is not eligible for Part A
benefits until July and, therefore, not
eligible for extended Medicaid
coverage until that time.

As of Jan, 1, 1990, coverage was ex-
tended to Medicare recipients whose
income is up to 90 percent of the
federal poverty level,

Paying for the added services is ex-
pected to cost Kentucky's Medicaid
program $5.1 million between now
and June 30. The projected costs for

the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1989,
and ending June 30, 1990, are $9.4
million

Butler adided, ''This additional
coverage gives low-income Medicare
beneficiaries help with out-of-pocket
medical expenses, which might make
the difference in some people seeking
services that otherwise they might
not be able to afford,"

Medicare recipients who think they
may be eligible for the new Medicaid
coverage should contact the local of-
fice of the state Department for Social
Insurance located in each of Ken-
tucky's 120 counties.

Bass fishing in the winter months
is kind of like eating beef stew witha
fork. A lot of soup is going to pass
through vour fork, but sooner or
later vou're going lo get a good
chunk of beef. During the winter,
bass typically congregate in rather
large, tightly-packed schools, In all
likelihood, anglers who prefer to
rin-n-gun will never find the fish
even though they will cover a
tremendous amount of water,

Winter bass [ishing demands a
knowledge of bass behavior, a good
game plan, a depthfinder and a
tremendous amount of patience. But
that doesn’'l mean that il is difficult.
In fact, all things considered, it is
relatively simple. IT you happen to
locate the right school of fish, you
will probably catch the largest limit
of bass of your lifetime!

Without question. g JIgging spoon
is the finest wintertime bait for bass
of all species. Although grubs and

jigs will cateh fish. and are the best
baits for anglers who insist on
casting toward the shoreline, jigging
spoons enable you to perform a
deadly coldwater technique. For the
technique discussed here, half-ounce
to full ounce slab spoons like the
Hopkin’s Spoon or Cotton Cordell's
CC Spoon in a chrome finish are the
best lure.

As a general rule, bass in lhe
winter months will hold at a depth of
95 tn 35 feet. They may be suspended
at that depth in 100 feet of water, or
they may move a bit shallower on a
sunny day to warm themselves or to
chase a school of shad, but general-
ly. you will find the bass between 25
and 35 feet deep.

As previously stated, they tend 1o
school in relatively large groups
Because bass are structure-oriented
creatures, they will be found in the
proximity of some type of structure,
be it standing timber or a channel
drop. If vou can locate standing

timber on the lip of a sunken creek
or river channel, chances are ex-
traordinarily good that you can find
a school of bass there. (If vou
haven't already made the connec-
tion, Paintsville Lake offers this
combination throughout its length
and should prove a superb lake for
vertical jigging in Lhe winler
months. )

1 recently discussed vertical jigging
techniques with such well known
anglers as Roland Martin, Gary
Klein, Fred McClintock (guide al
Dale Hollow. and Ken Cook. Their
tips are incorporated into this article.

We know that bass prefer a 25 to 35
fool depth. and that they are mos|
comfortable in standing timber on
the lip of & channel drop. Therefore
this Is whal we will try lo locate. Al
Paintsville. the combination should
not be difficult to find Simply select
your favorite creek arm (clear
waler is best) and mator 10 the back
of il. Because most of the timber in

Painisville is visible above the
walerline. the creek channel is
usually easy to spol. Next, choose

one side of the channel (1 like the
sunny side for my own comfort!)
Using vour trolling motor, begin
easing down the side of the channel
while keeping a4 close eye on your
depthfinder, 1 would start {igging
when the depth hits 15 feet as the fish
will rarely be shallower than thal
Move rather guickly at first until
you find the first school on your depth-
finder. Most schools found in open
water will probably be shad or trout,
though spotted bass will often school
there. Your objective here 15 1o
locale specific trees on the channel
break with a sufficient water depth
around them and, hopefully, a school
of bass in the limbs of that tree
When vou find ihat st peried
tree, start jigging around i, More
often than not. the bass will hold
tight to the trunk of the tree or to

Because vou are [ishing i heavs
cover, strong tackle is required
Generally, 17 1o 20 pound tesl
fluorescent line & sultable, and a4 6
foot graphite medium-heavy 1o
heavy action rod and baitcasting
reel is ideal

You need an easilyv-seen fluores-
cent line to visually detect subtle
strikes. Strikes, which mos! often oc-
cur on the fall. are normally sofl
Sometimes vou'll feel a gentle
bump. other times vour lure just
doesn't hit bottom, and sometimes
vou'll see the line jump just a bit

One difficult aspect of the lech-
nique which many underestimate 1s
putling vour lure al lhe proper
depth, If the boltom is 30 feel deep
and the fish are holding at 25 feel,
simply drop the lure over the side of
the boat and free-spool the reel until
the jig hits bottom. Then wind in
about five feet of line, If the fish are
suspended at 25 feet in 100 feet of
water, proper lure placemen! s
more difficult. Typically, the most
accurate method 1510 peel out 25 {eel
of line in one foo! increments by
hand. It's slow. but it's accurate

To jig the lyre. simply hop it up-
whrds abowt 2 fedl and then follow
the lure back down with the rod 1ip
The gravest mislake most anglers
make is letting the lure drop on a
slack line: strikes. then. are almos!
impossible to detect Trv 1o keep the
line fairly tight as the lure falls. but
not tight enough o hamper the lure's
acton

When a fish hits, set the hook and
horse him upwards. 1f he hangs up.
give him just a bit of slack. When he
hegins maving. start horsing him up
again

If vou find a sehool of fish and they
guit hitting. take a break bul don'l
move The fish will often gtart hit-
ling again alter a brief rest. I you
find'a good school, chances are good

that thev will still be there the nexi
dav, though thev might be a bil
deeper or a bit shallower During the
winter months, bass move primarily
in & vertical plane and will vacate a
goad area oniv in the absence of bail
fish

Deer Harvest Lower
Than Expected

Preliminary results from Ken-
tucky's 1988 deer gun season indicate
a significantly lower harvest in open
counties than had been predicted.

Deer Program Coordinator John
Phillips had estimated an open-
county harvest of 74,000 deer, while
the actual harvest was approximate-
Iy 60,000,

Phillips attributes the decline to
lower-than-normal fawn produetion
due (o last summer’'s drought.
Population models indicate deer
numbers declined in all zone one, two
and three counties in the state.

"'Since these are counties where we
wanted to reduce or stabilize the herd,
the department’s overall manage-
ment strategies should not change,”
said Phillips. However, the biologist
warns hunters that the 1989 season
will also produce a lower-than-normal
harvest, and that the wildlife division
will wery likely recommend less
liberal seasons in some counties ona
one-year basis until the herd
recovers

The tiny shop, with & carpeted dirt
floor, is filled with carved and

The shop decor suits the owner's
country tastes. One wall is paneled
with a weathered piece of wood [enc-
ing. Quilts and pillows are displayed
on a wooden bench from the old
Methodist church in Martin. which
her great-grandfather helped build,

“I love to work with my hands,”
Oshorne said, admitting thal she can
be hard to live with if she isnl
creating. “At night if I can’t sleep,
I'll plan what to work on the next
day."

Her favorite craft is working with
wood, *‘1 love to take an old piece of
wood and make something out of it."'
she said. **I'd probably be a

Public chooses favorites
in five fields of music

Dick Clark driving
force behind awards

ABC presents a current
sampling of the public’s taste
in music when The [6th
Annual American Music
Awards air Monday, Jan.
30.

Nominees, selected from
record sales and a public
poll, were chosen in the
pop/rock, country, and
rhythm & blues ficlds of
music, as well as in two new
music categories—rap and
heavy metal. Also for the
first time, newcomers in the
established fields will be
awarded.

*It just seemed appro-
priate,” said Dick Clark,
who is serving as exccutive
producer of the awards for
his 16th year. “There are a
lot of interesting new people
coming up in the business
that don't get recognized
early on.”

Clark said 1988 was a good
year for music, and one of
the most interesting aspects
of this year’s awards will be
the anists up for multiple
honors, such as heavy me-
tal's Def Leppard and Guns
n' Roses, rock’s George Mi-
chael and country’s Randy
Travis.

Two special awards, the
Award of Merit and the
Special Achievement
Award, will be presented,
respectively, 10 Willie Nel-
son and Michael Jackson.
Posthumous tributes will be
paid to Brook Benton, Andy
Gibb and Roy Orbison.

Clark, who helped form the
concept of the American
Music Awards which first
aired in 1974, said through
the years the ceremonies
have gained a reputation for
being good solid enteriain-
ment featuring a variety of
artists,

“1 think one of the reasons
the American Music Awards
has succeeded 15 it's a three-
hour, wall-to-wall entertain-
ment show that just goes on
# fast track—it's very rapid,

Awards, Monday on ABC,

very neat, very tidy,"” he said.
*“Along the way there will be
some surprises, there's a
room full of celebrities.

“1 think (the awards) have
an interesting respect for all
kinds of music. It's the only
music awards show, il was
for years ... where you'll find
artists from other fields
asking for autographs of
other people that are ther
peers, only in another field
of music,” he said.

“We jam 'em all together
in one room, $o You get giant
stars in all fields of music. |
mean like Guns n’ Roses,
one of the guys in that heavy
metal group is a giant fan of
Frankie Valli. Now on that
night, they're hable to meet
and hobnob. | see it every
vear, funny combinations,
it's most interesting.™

Finding a niche in today’s
diverse music market is
essential for an artist to
make it rather than break 11,
Clark observed.

*“1 think music is 2 parn of
everybody's life. It's a little
more complicated these days
because tastes are so defini-
tive and divided,” he said,
elaborating on what it might
take for an artist to climb the
charts.

What ean a high scehool senior do to
help a group of eighth graders?

In Bobby Jones' view, quite a bil.
Each spring for the past three vears,
Jones, the guidance counselor at
Wheelwright High School, has been
taking threé or four seniors lo the
two elementary schools located near
the high school, where they have
talked to eighth graders about the
adjustments that they will have 1o
make when they begin high school.

So far, the program has been suc-
cessful, said Jones. Studenis have
had the opportunity to question the
seniors about teachers and courses.

and it has helped eliminate some of

the fear that they have lowards the
change,
Jones believed thal it is important

Lo assist students at both ends of the

process.

**The seniors are able to be hones!
with the students and lo talk aboul
both the good and bad aspecis of
high school. Il seem$ (0 have
helped,” Jones said

He is also equally concerned aboul
preparing seniors for life after high
school.

“Any student wishing to go to col-
lege and who wants to find about what
is available will be told about college
opporfunities and receive assistance

in choosing a school.” Jones said in
explaining his role as a high school
counselor

At the beginning of the 1988-89
school year, Jones met with the WHS
senjor class to discuss making plans
for ¢ollege. vocational school or any
other post-secondary institution
The students have already par-
licipated in a career day al
Prestonsburg Community College.

Al the career day. students talked
to representatives from colleges
across the state, and received infor-
mation dealing with entrance re-
quirements, programs of study,
financial assistance and poessible
scholarships

In addition to the iy,
every vear WHS is visited by of-
ficials from various colleges and
vocational schools. as well as by
recruiters from the Armed Forees
This vear's seniors have already
spoken with representatives from
Eastern Kentucky University, Alice
Lloyd College and Pikeville College

Within the next few months. the
students will he talking to
spokespersons from Morehead State
University, Berea College and RETS
Technical School. Students in-
lerested in attending Pikeville Caol-
lege will be taken on a tour of the
campus.

her choice." added Jones

Many seniors go fo Jones with
their worries aboul meeling the
costs of college. Jones has found
many ways to solve their problems

“All graduafing seniors Al oul
financial aid forms to see if thev
qualify for Pell Grants, Supplemen-
tal Educational Opportunity Grants.
State Student Incentive Granis,
Heallh Career Grants, Teacher
Scholarships, and other types ol
financial aid. These grants or
scholarships are based on linancial
need and academic success in high
schdol. In addition to financial aid,
every college has scholarships for

students thal have very high
academic marks (above a 3.5), or an
ACT score in the mid- to upper-20s.”
said Jones.

Alice Lioyd College gives scholar-
ships for students with a 3.5 grade
point average. Morehead Stale
University offers Regional Honors 1
and Il scholarships of $2.000 and
§1,800 for the lop two graduating
seniors from each class who attend
there. They also offer a Distinguish-
ed Scholar Award. a $2,000 Presiden-
tial Scholarship and a $1,000 Regenls
Scholarship. More information
about reguirements for these
schelarships is available from area
guidance counselors.

Ministers Visit Wheelwright
As Part Of Appalachian Program

“What would I do if God told me to
go to Kentucky and preach?"

Members of Wheelwright High
School’s magazine class Mantrip
played host to seminary students
from Georgia, Ohio, Tennessee, New
Jersey, Maryland and Penn-
sylvania. The mimsters came (o
Wheelwright as part of the Ap-
palachian Ministries Program in
Berea, taught by Helen M. Lewis
Lewis has worked with Appalshop in
Whitesburg and also with the
Highlander Center in New Market,
Tenn. During January, the group of
ministers will be (raveling
throughout Appalachian to learn
about the region and its people.

During their visit to Wheelwright

High School. they observed the Man:
trip class and took notes. They also
shared their own experiences with
the students. One of the ministérs
was from South Africa, and he and
Tonja Johnson and Amy Payne talk-
ed about the pelicy of apartheid and
stereotyping of people from the Ap-
palachian region.

Many of the visitors alse con-
gratulated the students on the suc-
cess of their magazine, seeing init a
way to educate students while record-
ing some history that may be lost
forever.

“1 am an advecate of passing
down oral history. You have found a
perfect method to maintain thal
heritage,” said Tim Kiser, one of the
visitors.

Tom Evans. another member of
the group, said, “You are a perfect
example of what people can do for
themselves, Your efforts are but a
small seed which will bear much

fruit for both the community and in
your own lives."

The students in the class have jusl
completed the sixth issue of their
magazine, and have begun work of
the seventh issue, which will feature
interviews from Hall Hollow, the
black community in Wheelwright,
and will be published in the spring.

A reception was held for the
visiting group at the school. Earlier
in the day, members of the same
group had visited with the classes of
Willie Elliott at McDowell High
School and Bud Reynolds at Martin,
both of whom are members of the
Eastern Kentucky Teachers Net-
work, associated with Foxfire in
Rabun Gap, Ga.

After leaving the school, the group
tock a tour of the town of
Wheelwright before returning to the
Hindman Settlement School in Knott
County where they were staying,

Schools Expand Testing Program

What began as & pilol project in-
volving one grade level in one sub-
ject area in four Floyd County
schools has grown into a full
“assault’’ on improving test scores.

The original project involved fifth
grade reading students from Garretl
Elementary School, John M. Stumbo
Elementary School, Prestonsburg
Elementary School and tenth grade
students from McDowell High
School. Working in partnership with
the Tandy Corp,, Scantron Corp. and
CTB/McGraw-Hill, Floyd County
was given Lhe necessary compuler,
scanner, printer, and software to im-
plement the program,

After receiving initial training and
upon an evaluation of the potential
for improving ltest scores, Gary
Frazier, assistant superintendent
for instruction. and Larry Jervis,
director of testing, decided that the
program was needed al every level
of the Floyd County schools. They
prepared a presentation for all local
principals outlining the merits of the
program, cost of implementation,
and potential for improving lest
scores, This presentation resulted in
a commitment from each prineipal
in the county to purchase the
necessary computer hardware and
software to develop the project on a
county-wide basis. Each school will

be responsible for the total cost of
the program at their individual
school ¥

The project

will enable each

‘school to construct, scan and score

tests which will assess the objectives
included in the CTBS/4, the newly
adopted state-wide lesting program.
The schools will use this data to
determine areas in which students
require additional instruetion prior
to the administration of the state-
wide test given each Spring.
According to Frazier, “This pro-
gram uses the capabilities of com-
puter technology and links il to a
sophisticated software package
which promises to revolutionize the

practice of testing in the Floyd Coun-
ty schools! This information will be
used to produce curriculum
materials directly related to im-
proving test results. This project. in
conjunction with the planned align-
ment of curriculum, curriculum
guides, and curriculum materials
with the new testing program should
show significant positive results
within two to three vears."

The first training session for prin-
cipals, counselors and clerical staff
was held Jan. 18 at Prestonsburg
Community College. The second
training session will be Jan. 27 al the
Floyd County Library,
