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Board Approves Policy To Prevent Future Teacher 'Sick-Outs'
Patton Not Rehired By School Board

The FHloyd County School Board's
annual “cleanup” meeting — tradi-

tionally late in June just before the
new fiscal year begins — may have
takenonnew meaning for Ed Patton,
Patton, transportationdirector for
the distriet this past year, was not
rehired, bat was replaced by Earl D.
Ousley, Themove wasrecommencded
by Superintendent Ronald Hager.
Patton, whohas headed the trans-
portation department for five years,
came under fire by the local board
late last year. Anattempt to terminate

his contract resulted in more than 13
hours of testimony during Patton’s
due process hearing. Afterwards, the
local board took noaction—keeping
Patton as transportation director for
the remainder of the year

Patton said he was not nolified
before Wednesday’s board meeting
that he would notbeemployedin the
coming year.

“All I got was therumor,” he said.
“No one has told me anything. | just
know what everybody else knows,
and [ didnt know it until Thursday
morning of last week.”

Patton said district officials sent

him to a conference at Western Ken-
tucky University Monday through
Wednesday. He returned late Wed-
nesday night,

“I got up Thursday morning and
came lo the bus garage, The people
there said | wasn’t hired Wednesda
night at the board meeting,” he said.
“l wentto theboard .. .and requested
two days vacation, started packing
my things and retained a lawyer.”

Patton has retained Prestonsburg
attorney Ned Pillersdorf, who repre-
sented him last year during the due
process hearing.

"1 did not receive anything from

the board that 1 would not be rehired
as transportationdirector. | had heard
about three weeks earlier, through
the grarcvine, that I was not on
hiring list, but I didn’t take it too
seriously.

“I'm just shocked, With all we've
been through last fall, | didn’t think
they would do something as stupid
as that,” Patton said.

Hager acknowledged Monday
thathe did not recommend Patton for
reemployment.

Aﬁhough declining to comment
specifically because the issue is a
personnel matter, Hager did say that

Pattonisaclassified employee. Clas-
sified personnel contracts begin July
1 of each year, and expire the follow-
ing June 30. Employment is contin-
ent upon the recommendation of
gw superintendent. Other classified
personnel include maintenance, jani-
torial and custodial personnel.
Hager said Patton, asa classified
employee withouta teaching orother
certificate, is considered an “at-will”
employee. As such, said Hager, the
localboard does not have to notify an
employee that they will not be re-
hired.
"We will be filing an action in

federal court, on the vasis that his
discharge, or non-hiring, is pure po-
litical retaliation,” sai ersdorf,
Patton’s attorney. Pillersdorf said he
felt the board's action was “abso-
lutely” related to last fall’s allega:
tions. He said he would seek punitiv
damages, suing some of the school
board members personally. :

‘SICK-OUT’ POLICY

PASSED BY BOARD
At Wednesday's moeoling, the
Floyd County School Board also
approved the draft of a policy that
would prevent the district’s teachers
from disrupting theeducational proc-
ess—ineffect, from repeatinga “sick-
out” similar to that of October 1968,
The policy prohibitsemploy-
ecs, employeeorganizationsand their
affiliates from being involved in a
strike against the district. Inaddition,
according to the policy, they may not
take partin, cause or encourage sanc-

tions, showdowns, sick-ins, picket-
ing, refusal to cross picket lines, boy-
colts, interruptions of work, other
public demonstrations or “any con-
certed effort which interferes with,
impedes, or impairs the normal op-
eration of the district or board,”

According to the policy, the local
district may take legal action against
employee organizations, their affili-
atesor personsparticipating insucha
strike.

In addition, the policy states that
thedistrict will not pay salaries, wages
or fringe benefits to employees for
days when they fail, as a result of a
strike, to report for work.

Employees violating the policy are
subject todisciplinary action, includ-
ing dismissal. '

Inaseparate policyarea, theboard
approved open hiringregulations that

willallow the district’s employees to
apply for positions throughout the
system.

According to the policy, a job reg-
ister will be kept in the
superintendent’s office or central
office, listingall currentjob openin§s
in the district, the duties and qualifi-
cations. The register will be open to
the public during regular business
hours.

A list of all district vacancies will
also be posted in each school build-
ing, according to the policy.

Equallr important to many dis-
trict employées, all personnel will
recciveacopy of their job description
and responsibilities.

Flood Disaster Centers Open;
Variety Of Help Is Available

Floyd County is among six East-
ern Kentucky counties that havebeen
declared a federal disaster area fol-
lowing June flooding.

The counly is now eligible for
special assistance to lwlp businesses,
individuals and governments to re-
cover losses created by the flood
water.

Floyd Judge-Executive John M.
Stumbo estimated damage in the
county atabout$150,000. He said the
federal government will reimburse
the county at about 75 percent of cost
to repair bridges and roads that were

Stumbo said a federal engineer
should be in the area this week to
assess damages. “They (federal offi-
cials) partially reimburse for putting
the bridge or road back to the way it
was, not foranything extra,” he said.

Stumbo said county work crews
have already repaired most of the
bridges damaged by flood waters.

Federal officials will also look at
homes damaged by flood water, and
low interest loans will be available to
homeowners to restore residences,
Stumbo said.

Red Cross workers are also in the
area to offer assistance to families
who suffered losses from flooding.
Bill Learn, Red Cross government
liaison officer, said the agency has
assisted about 28 families from its
temporary officeat-the Carratt Vol-
unteer Fire Department, whichclosed
last week.

The official said the Red Cross has
spent$13,731 locally onassistance to

families, primarily for replacing
household furnishings and helping
families find housing if they are
unable to return to their former
houses.

Learn said the Red Crossis “wind-
ing down ouremergency phase”and
going into its “additional assistance
phase.” The latter phase involves
assisting individuals with making
application for federal assistance
programs.

Federal assistance centers are to
open today at Bell County High
School in Pineville and at the Nixon
Center in Hyden, Learn said the cen-
ters will receive applications for dis-
aster relief, after which federal offi-
cials will sched ule home visits where
applications meet criteria.

The Pineville center is located on
US 25E south, while thie Nixon Center
is on US 421 south at Hyden. Both
centers willbe open from 8:30a.m. to
& p.m., and will close after Friday.

Wehavejustcelebrated our 213th
anniversary as Americans. The free-
doms publicly declared that July 4th
over two centuries ago are endan-
gereds .. by Americans, over a piece
of cloth,

Granted, that piece of cloth is our
flag, but I keep remembering 1952.

In that year, not so long ago, a
book was published. It wasn't just
any book — it was the Bible. But this
was notthe King James Version with
which so many were familiar. [t was
the Revised Standard Version, and it
broughtdownthe wrathof thousands
of people who thought it was heresy.
There wereinstances like oneinRocky
Mount, N.C., during which people
gathered at church to burn copies of
those Bibles. Those whodid the burn-
ing may well have been quite sincere
in their belief that they were burning
the work of the devil himself.

What those people failed to under-
stand was that they were burning a
symbol, not the real thing. Whether
the books they burned wereinspired
by the devil, orby God, was not what
was important. What mattered was
that Cod’s word would prevail in
spite of man’s puny efforts to makea
staternent.

The same thing will be true if we
do flag burners the same way the
Bibleburners weredone:ignore them.
If I die a Christian’s death, I die for
God, not the Bible. Just so, all those
who have given their lives as Ameri-
cans have died for their country, not
for the flag, The flag, like the Bible, is
a symbol of something greater than
itself. It is not our freedom, but a
symbol of that freedom.

Yes, I'm proud of my flag. No, L do
notlikeit when someone mistreats or
desecrates it, I'still cringe every time
I see an American flag drag the
ground, whether done intentionally
or not. Yet, | do not try to have the
perpetrator arrested fora crime.

I personally prefer “America the
Beautiful” for our national anthem,

instead of “The Star Spangled Ban-
ner,” a song written about a single
battle in our history, and one which
honors war rather than the good
things aboutourcountry. Tothisday,
no one has tried to have me arrested
forsaying I don’tlike thechoice made
by Congress thesame year I wasborn.

There are some who would say
that our fallen soldiers, as well as
those who still live, fought for the
flag, Oh, | hope not. As Ernie Pyle
said during theinvasion of Normandy
in 1944: “Then darkness enveloped
the whole American armada. Not a
pinpoint of light showed from those
hundreds of ships as they surged on
through the night toward their des-
tiny, carrying across the ageless and
indifferent sea tens of thousands of

young men, fighting for . . , for .
well, at least for each other.”

Westand soclose to the tyranny of
China today. Can we not learn our
lesson from their refusal to grant the
freedom of speech? We raise our
voices strongly when gun control is
threatened, If we value our freedom
to express ourselves, we should just
as vocally protestany effort to crush
even someone who disagrees with
us. For over two centuries, we have
been free to share any ideas we had,
be it communism, socialism or anar-
chy. Onlywhen we try to force others
to agree with us do we overstep the
freedomsguaranteed tous by the Bill
of Rights in our Constitution.

[f you choose to burn the flag to
show your distaste for something in

this great country of ours, I will be
hurtfy your act and might suggest
thatyou find anothercountryin which
to live. But while you are in these
United States, you have the right to
express yourself,as longasitdoesn‘t
infringe on the rights of others.

Perhaps it is time we took our
intense feelings down another road.
We could take the anger we feel for
someone who treats our flag thus —
that is, burning it — and channel
thoseenergiesinto helping thehome-
less, the poverty stricken, the emo-
tionally deprived, or the charity of
our choice. Ecologists and animal
loversareconcerned overendangered
species, Could we not be just as con-
cerned thatour freedoms are becom-
ing endangered species, too?

Dear Editor,

Recently, Surgeon General Ever-
ett Koop announced some key steps
Congress mustundertakein theinter-
estof healthand safety. Hearrived at
these initiatives after the full Senate
and most of the House asked him,
formally, to declare drunk driving a
crisis in the US and to do something
about it

Koop convened 120 experts in 11
fields, including the advertising,
marketing, taxing and pricing of al-
cohol, which affects youth, problem
drinkers, juriesand other populations.
Tougher DWI laws, stricter enforce-
ment and adjudication, epidemiol-
ogy,de-alcoholizing theenvironment
—allwereaddressed. Why? Haven't
we gotten tough enough on DWI?
Haven't we deterred the deterrable?

The factsshow that theuse ofalco-
hol is responsible for over 100,000
deaths and costs our societyover $130
billion each year — far more than all
other “illegal” drugs combined.
(Remember, alcohol is illegal for all
those under 21), Over 24,000 alcohol-
related fatal crashes occur each year,
while over 500,000 Americans are
seriously injured on our highways.

Meanwhile, back at home, our
teenagers have absorbed 75,000 TV
andradioads dealing withalcohol by
thetime they are old enough to reach
for the car keys.

A six-pack of beer often costs less
thansodaat the supermarket,and no

counter-ads or pro-health messages
telling the truth about the drug alco-
hol are seen on the national media.
Alcohol-related crashes are still the
major causes of teenage death. Re-
searchers tell us that simply hiking
the user fees on alcoholic beverages
could prevent one-half of these fatal
crashes, help to curb illegal teenage
alcohol useand bring in$15 billion of
federal revenue to offset the deficit.

Thesurgeon general has provided
aroad mapforactionandarolemodel,
in the form of the national “Coalition
to Prevent Impaired Driving,” a new
fusion ofalcohol policy and highway
safety groups which finallyagree that
drunkdrivingisa publichealth prob-
lem, as well as a motor vehicle haz-
ard.

It has taken RID (Remove Intoxi-
cated Drivers) adecade of hard work
and bitter experience toarriveatthese
conclusions, now held to be self-evi-
dentby researchersand citizenadvo-
cates in both fields. We must finally
tell the truthaboutalcohol and recog-
nize the socialimpactofa completely
alcoholized environment for youth
and problem drinkers.

Wemust stop using stars,athletes
and sex symbols to sell alcoholic
beverages to our youth, put warnin
labels on all alcohol products an
their advertisements as we did with
cigarettes and stop glorifying beer
with sports as the all-American

“dream. We must start treating alco-

holas the mostserious drug that takes
more years of life from us than all
other diseases, calamities or crimes
combined. It's the entry drug for all
other drugs. It's the drug that comes
home to roost,

professionals that violenceisembed-
ded in thelives of American families.
ltseem m’“"'.m that the words ‘family’
and ‘violence’ are so closcly tied.

“Violence implies destruction,
hatred and hurting, while the word
‘family’ implies m-ring, love and joy.
We find, however, that these words
are thrust together such that where
there was oncejoy, thereis fear; where
there was trust, thereis jealously and
mistrust; and where there was love,
there is hurt. Research shows that
thisunlikely combinationof violence
and families occurs at all levels, be-
tween spouses, in parent-child rela-
tionships, sibling relationships, dat-
mg relationships, and in the abuse of
theelderly.” (MH/MRMental Health
1:1.~'tilu!e)

Violence can take many forms, It
can mean the non-accidental injury
of one rt'-u n by another, as in slap-
ping, hitting or iwmm;‘ a child, a
spouse o relderly relation, [tcanmean
violence of a sexual nature, as in
making sexualadvances orengaging
in sexual conduct with a child or
elderly relation with the family, This
is commonly referred to as incestor
sexual abuse, Violence can take the
form of emotional or psychological
abuse, as in deliberate name-<calling
or threatening, even with a weapon
This type of abuse can actually be
more damaging and its effect more
long lasting than rhvr;‘.rai abuse.

Violence can also take the form of
neglect, ornotattending to the physi-
cal needs of a spouse, child or elderly
relation, Physical needsinclude thl[‘lb‘i
such as food, clean/safe shelter, and
affection, to name a few.,

Studies have shown that violence
in families, if allowed to go un-
checked, has the tendency to become
worse and worse. The effects of vio-
lence on families can be very detri-

The Prestonsburg Democrat said
he hopes the funding level can be
improved during the 1990 General
Assembly, which will convene in

With the concurrent rise in popu-
larity of both bass fishing and home
video, it was inevitable that the two
would eventually come together.
Now that nearly half of all homes in
America have VCR's, the outdoor
videomarketplaceisa booming busi-
ness. In fact, outdoor video is the
hottest trend to hit the outdoor mar-
ket in many, many years, and it is
growing by leaps and bounds with
each passing day

Outdoor videos are fun, entertain-
ing, and a great way to spend an
otherwiseboring rainy afternoon. But
outdoor videosarealsoa greatway to
learn about the outdoors. Through
home videos, Kentucky outdoorsmen
canexperience the breath-taking scen-
ery and the trill of a Colorado elk
hunt, a brown troutexcursionto New
Zealand, and Alaskanbrownbear trip,
or a Steelhead fishing trip to British
Columbia, But more importantly,
outdoorsmen can learn new tech-
niques, tips, and tricks to better their
skills at their favorite outdoor pas-
time.

You can also learn how to call all
sorts of game animals when hunting
(deer, ducks, turkey, predators, geese,
etc.), tie flies, craft fishing rods, all by
watchinga video,

At this time, there are literally
thousands of outdoor videos on the
market. Some are exceptional, some
are mediocre, and othersarenotworth
watching. How do you know which
videos to purchase or rent? That's a
tough question, but I can offer a few
suggestions.

NAMERECOGNITION: Look for
names well known for producing
quality video productions, Glen Lau,
a Florida underwater video special-
ist, produces bass fishing videos of
exceptional quality.

Fencing Around Pools Can Prevent Drownings

Many of the 330 children under
five years of age who drown each
year in backyard poolscould besaved
if homeowners completely tenced in
the pooland installed self<closingand
self-latching devices on gates.

Officials with the U.5. Consumer
Product Safety Commission (CPSC)
said child drownings are the second
leading cause of accidental death
around the home to children under
five years of age

A CPSC survey of home pool
drownings and near-drownings in
parts of three states revealed thatmost
of thesedrowningsoccurred ina pool
owned by the child’s family. Almost
half the children involved in the acci-
dents were last seen in the house,
presumably safe from harm, prior to
iwing found in the pool. In three of
every four of these accidents, the
children were seen five minutes or

less before being “missed” and sub-
sequently discovered in the pool.
While thereis nosubstitute for super-
vision of children, a barrier designed
to prevent them from reaching the
pool,even from the house, could have
prevented many of these accidents.

CPSC said that many communi-
ties dohave codes orregulations that
require fences around residential
pools, but they may allow the house
to serve as one side of the barrier.
However, a fence mmplct(-ly sur-
rounding the pool is better. Fences
should be a minimum of four feet
high, although fences five fect or
higher are preferable.

Bass boats area little like gardens, circulate the fuel conditioner. This

They require care and attention in
order to produce the best results.

Unfortunately, says Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff angler and boat
dealer Bo Dowden, many fishermen
don’t feel that way, and as a result,
they often have to pay heavy mainte-
nance and repair bills.

“The bi§gest mistake | see,” says
Dowden, “is that people don’t pre-
pare the boat properly for storage.
You can’t simply park your boat in
your driveway, or even in your ga-
rage, and walk away.

“If you do, you're asking for
trouble, and it can be expensive,”

Boats left in this manner may still
have water remaining in their lower
units, If this water freezes, itcancrack
thelower unitand necessitatea major
repair.

Anglers planning to put a boat
into storage anytime in the future,
says the Evinrude pro, should follow
these tips:

“Change the oil in the lower unit
before storage. This will remove any
water and prevent freezing. Even in
hot weather, it'sa good idea to get the
water out.”

“Fill the gas tanks to capacity. This
will keep water from condensing,
because isn’tanyairin the tanks,

If youdon’tdo this, the water formed
by condensation will contaminate
your gasolineand you'll have todrain
the tanks.”

“It will also help to add some fuel
conditioner to the gasoline,” says
Dowden. “Thisisavailable from most
boat and outboard dealers, and also
helps keep the fuel from E?ing bad,
Once you do this, crank the engine
and letitrunforaboutfive minutes to

will keep gummy deposits from build-
ing up in the engine during storage.”

ore shutting off the motor, injecta
rust preventative fogging oil in the
engine. Fogging oils are available at
from dealers, and have instructions
for proper use.

‘Fhepfrbatteﬁes dont have to be
removed, says Dowden, but should
be discorinected. They should be
charged about once a month to keep
them from deteriorating.

Dowden also suggests fishermen
put a fresh coat of wax on the boat,
thenstoreitin shady place. The wheel
bearings should be greased, and the
boat covered, if possible.

“After that,” says Dowden, “the
boat should be ready to go the next
time you're ready to go.”

Juneand July can be difficult fish-
ing months, because in June the fish
are moving from shallow water to
deep in many lakes, and by July
they're usually well-established on
deeper structure.

nglers who aren’t able fo follow
the fish, or those who don’t likedeep
fishing, will have trouble.

“Early in the summer, bass will be
more scattered,” says Evinrude Out-
boards ProStaff member Larry Nixon,
“and some may be shallow while
others are deep.

“One of a bass fisherman’s pri-
mary considerations thistime of year
is to cover as much water as he can.
That way, he can determine where
bass are—and fishaccordingly. This
means usingalotoffastretrievelures,
such as the vibrating, cast and reel
plugs, buss baits and perhaps the
shallow running minnow imitation
lures,” the Evinrude pro explains.

“These types of lures should be
used in the early morning hours.
Later, a fisherman should change to
plastic wormsorjigs, worked around
shallow cover, weedlines, or even
deeper structure 10-20 feet deep.”

“Intheearly summer months, bass
relate very strongly to cover, espe-

In the south, for example,
bassinJunehavelongsincespawned
and moved from theshallowsto deep
structure. In many northern lakes,
however, bass are just beginning to
spawn in June.

Kentucky landowners have an
opportunity to get assistance in re-
storing former wetland areas on their
property, under recently adopted
rules of the Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP).

The next sign-up period for the
program is July 14 through August4
at the nearest office of the Agricul-
tural Stabilization ConservationServ-
ice,

Wetlandsarecrucial towaterfowl
whose numbers have rapidly de-
clined nationwidein the last 10 years.
The decline is directly attributed to
the loss of natural breeding and
wintering grounds which have been
drained and converted for agricul-
tural purposes.

Persons who have owned land
for at least three years with a former
wetlandarea on their property, which
has been in crop rotation for a mini-
mum of two years during the period
1981-1985, may beeligible to partici-
pate in this portion of the Conserva-
tion Reserve Program,

Oncethelandownersignsup, the
ASCS determines whether the prop-
erty is eligible for CRP wetlands
restoration. If eligible, the Soil Con-
servation Service will conduct soil

tests to determine whether the land
qualifiesas a true wetland. If the soil
qualifies as “wet,” the landowner
submits a bid to the ASCS office and
plans get underway to restore the
former wetland area,

first broadcast.

The hero, however, whomade the
biggest impact and who remains
Muse’s passion is the most famous
masked man in the world—the Lone
Ranger. Since he was a child, Muse '
has collected books, toys, audio and
video tapes and other memorabilia
on the Old West's number one crime
fighter, Muse can recite the chronol-
ogy of the Lone Ranger almost as if
the fictional character, created on
radio in 1933, were a historical per-
son.

Muse has the lowdown on all the
actorswho've played the Lone Ranger
from thefirstoneon radio, Jack Deeds,

to Klinton Spilsbury whostarred ina
1981 movie that Muse considers a
“farce.”

Earl Graser, who played The Lone
Rangeronradiofrom1933t01941, for
instance, wasa “little wimpy-looking
fellow,” according to Muse. To keep
the public image intact, the show’s
narrator Brace Beemer, who was more
than six feet tall, appeared in public
as the western hero, Muse says.

The actor who read the radio part
of Tonto from the onset until the radio
series ceased in the 1950s was John
Todd, described by Muse as a “60-
year-old, bald-headed Irishman.”

In Lone Ranger movie serials in
the 1940s, Tonto was portrayed by
Chief Thundercloud, and for thelater
television series, starring Clayton
Moore, Jay Silverheels was the In-
dian, Both Thundercloud and Silver-
heels were apparently authentic na-
tive Americans.

As with Batman, the look of the
Lone Ranger has evolved over the
years, Musesays. Picturesintheearly
books of the character show him
dressed in a checked shirt, chaps,
cowhide vestand 10-gallon hat. Muse
says an artist named Henry Valleley
created the familiartight-fitting, light
blue costume.

Tonto, the LoneRanger’s “faithful
Indian companion,” was originally
depicted in Apache tribal garb, but
Muse says that the early books ex-
plain that the sidekick was a member
of a Potawatomi tribe that settled in
Kansas.

Muse’s sources include just about
every piece of printed material ever
published on the adventures of the
Lone Ranger. “One feature book and
five comic books are all I don’t have
outof over 200 books on the subject,”
Muse says.

The collection covers 14 Big Little
Books, 19 hard back books, a coloring
book and numerous copies of Golden
Booksand pulp magazines, all on the
famous masked cowboy. Included is
a copy of the first edition of the first
Lone Ranger comic book, published
in the 1930s.

In addition, Muse owns 33 books
about Tonto’s adventures and 36
books featuring the Lone Ranger’s
horse Silver. Healso has posters frc
Lone Ranger movies, along with
bubble gum cards on the hero and a
metal sign with the hero hawking
Merita bread.

From his childhood days, Muse
has several items he sent away for
and has kept throu%h the years, in-
cluding a copy of the Lone Ranger
pledge, twotoysix-gunsand holsters,
and membership cards in the Lone
Ranger Safety Cluband Victory Rang-
ers.

For storage purposes, the collec-
tion translates into seven boxes of
comic books, two large boxes of Bi
Little Books and pulp books, an
assorted containers for the otheritems,

He also has pictures of himself
with Clayton Moore, the actor most

identified with The Lone Ranger.
Musesays hemetMooreseveral years
agoand has keptin touch with the 74-
year-old actor ever since.

Muse traces his fascination—near
adoration—with the Lone Ranger
back to his childhood. “I started lis-
tening to the Lone Ranger on radio
about 1935,” he explains.”l was very
idealistic, very patriotic.

“The Lone Ranger stood for high
ideals, encouraging you to be safe,
obey your mom and dad, and so
forth.”

Muse’s collection also includes
books and memorabilia about Cap-
tainMarvel (“Iwasabigfan.”), Green
Lantern and Spider Woman. In fact,
he has all the comic books on the
arachnid heroine, 50 in all, ranging
“from her birth to her death.”

Although he had hung ontoitems
from his youth, Musesays his collect-
ing did not begin in earnest until the
late 1960s. “It was a spur of the .
moment thing, I suddenlydecided to
collect Lone Ranger stuff,” he says.

At times the habit has been an
expensive one. He paid $60, for in-

stance, for a 1939 Lone Ranger comic
bookthatoriginally cost10cents. The
Merita bread sign cost $250 when he
bought it 10 years ago.

On the other hand, theitems have
a good resale value, and in an occa-
sional “financial pinch,” Muse has
sold some.

Muse oftentravels to festivalsand
shows wherememorabiliaare traded
and sold. A few weeks ago, he at-
tended the Roy Ro Festival in
Portsmouth, Ohio. “It's a big thrill to
meetsomeoneelse who'sinterested,”
he says.

Among thecollector'sdreamsis to
open a museum, he says, so he can
bring the superheroes’ materials out
of storage and put them on public
display.

ONE TEASPOON

When a prescription calls for one teaspoon of
medication to be administered to a child, a parent
should not gotothe set of kitchen stainless ware. The
average teaspoon found in the household contains
anywhere from 2.5 cc. to 7.8 cc. of liquid volume. In
the middle of this range is the 5 cc. amount that the
American Medical Association established in 1903
to be the standard measure of a teaspoon. Thus, it is
obvious that a more reliable measure of 5 cc. can be
had with the measuring cup that accompanies most
children's medication. If one is not available, or it is
lost, ask the pharmacist for a calibrated dropper,
medication cup, oral syringe, or spoonlike device.
The smaller a childis, the less room there is for error.
A parent should never guess at a child's medication

amount.

Flynn made his remarks on May
19 during a luncheon speech before
more than 100 reporters and public
relations practitioners attending the
National Association of Real Estate
Editors annual spring seminar, ac-
cording to Jeff Lubar, association
representative,

“If we don’t do something about
housing affordability, if we don’t
change the attitudes in the political
environment in which we live, our
children and their children will not
havethe (homeownership) opportu-
nity that you and I had,” Flynn told
reporters.

He said the solution to the hous-
ing affordability lem can be
found at three levels: national, state
and local. Hestressed the need for the
federal government to adopt a na-
tional housing rolncy Among other
things, that policy should rame the
ceiling on loans insured by the Fed-
eral Housing Administration for
home buyers in high cost areas and
rrowde tax incentives to help fami-

ies save for the down paymentona
home.

Flynn, a realtor from Madison,
Wisc,, stressed that the mortgage
interest deduction should not be fur-
ther reduced, because “to make a
change would send a terrible signa!
at a time when home ownership is
declining,..it would send a signal that
the federal government does not
supﬁﬁ:t home ownership.”

mortgage interest deduction
helps home buyers atall levels of the
housing market, from first-timebuy-
ers to repeat buyers, he said. Further
reducing the deduction, or eliminat-
ing it, would tighten the market, in-
crease the cost of housing and hurt
first-time buyers most of all, he said.
