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Teachers Take 
Officials To Task

Floyd County teacher!> arc deter­
mined to be heard. 

Unhappy with local management 
of the 9,000-studcnt school systmn 
and with state intervention that be­
gan in january, more than a dozen 
teachers representing their colleagues 
traveled to Frankfort Tuesday to 
prec:ent thcir concern:; to members of 
the state Board of Education. 

Teachers addr~scd the state 
board's Administration Committee 
Tuesday morning, capturing the car 
of~tnteboardchairmanHcnryPoguc, 
a committee member. Additionally, 
Roberta Luxmore, president of the 
J.1oyd County Education Association, 
and other FCEA representatives arc 
expected to address the full board 
today. 

The teachers presented a written 
statement to thecommittt'C Tu~sda y, 
outlining their frustrations with the 
local district's failure to communi­
cate with employees and fulfill past 
commitments. 

"During the last 11 years, we've 
been waiting for others to dctemtlnc 
our future, and in the process, we've 
been trying to teach," teachers said. 
The cduca tors notoo that "'b.l ttlcs rage 
around the classrooms, and it hurt.; 
what happens in the classrooms. We 
want supervisors and administrators 
who will help us." 

Educatorsalsoexpresscddissatis­
faction with a comment by Deputy 
Superintendent of Instruction Dr. 
Betty Steffy, who said at an earlier 
state board meeting that the local 
district has made two years' progress 
in six months. 

The Floyd educators told com mit­
tee members that the statement, if 
true, was "a startling revelation" to 
them. 

The representatives also com­
plained about a lack of infonnation 
concerning the state department's 
inh:rvcntion in the local district and 
asked why officials fa1lcd to take ac· 
tion after the local board did not 
rooucc thcnumbcrofadmimstrntors 

m the district. Earlier, the local board 
hold approvoo reductions in class­
room teaching personnel, bu!- driv­
ers, maintenance workers, janitorial 
staff and teacher aides. 

The teachers said that in january, 
when the district was moved into 
Phase 3 under the academic bank­
ruptcy law, they believed someone 
was willing to help them. 

"We understand that the task 
undertaken IS not ~asy, but we be­
lieved that you were willing to make 
tough decis1ons," educators said. 

'Many of the points that the 
teachers bring up are just as 
frustrating to us. The political 
activity, the hesitation of the 
local boatd to move on recom­
mendations and, to some de} .. 
gree, the non·cooperation with ' 
the local committee!

"From our viewpoint, conditions 
arc no better in Aoyd County, and in

After.-.nclcction, candidates will have 
twoweckstotakedownallcampaign 
materi:~ls and reclaim their bond 
money. 

Candidates who do not remove 
campaign materials will forfeit the 
bond,accordingtotheordinance,and 
the money will be used to pay for 
ha\ ing the materials removed. 

Those caught posting campa1gn 
Slgns"ithoutpcrrnissionwitlbcfinCd 
a minimum of S100 for Jittering, the 
ordimmcesays.lfa candidate's mate­
nat is found posted without permis­
sion it will be taken down by town 
officials. 

The regulations do not apply to 
campaign materials posted on pri­
vate property "so long as they are 
applied in a way as to prevent them 
from coming off.'' 

The ordinance also provideo; that 
c01ndidatcs who win a primary clec· 
lion do not have tore-post a bond to 

nllowtheircampaignmaterialstostay 
up through the following general 
election.

CAP Closes Infant Care Center, 
Cites Lack Of Director As Cause 50% off 

QOfo Christian Appalachian Project has 
closc.>d infant University in Martin, 
Floyd County's only day care center 
lhat accepted infants. 

The move came after the resigna­
tion last week of center director Pat 
Gall,lgher, who led in the develop­
ment o£ the center four years ago. 
Glen Tau l,a spokesman for the agency 
at its Lanrac;tcr headquarters, said 
CAP was unable to find a credentia­
led director to replace Gallagher, and 
thus had to close the center last Fri­
day. 

"We decidL'<i it was best to close 
for thctimebcmgandgofrom there," 
said Tau!. "We nt'Cd to rethink the 
program and redirect." 

The credentials Taul referred to 
involve state regulations that require 
a licensed d.1y care center.to be di­
recl0d by a person who has gone 
through a professional Child Dc\·el­
opmcntAssoclatcprogram-which 
Gallagher had -or who has a college 

degree in early childhood education 
or special education. 

Robert Rennick, who oversees 
state licensingofdaycarc facilities in 
17 eastern counties from his office in 
Prestonsburg, confirmed that the 

cd ucational credentials am required, 
lie also expressed rcgret that Infant 
University has closed. "There is no 
other facility in tlw area that takes 
infants,'' he said. 

Rennick said the closest center that 
cares for infante; of workingparentsis 
in PikcvilJe, since two such facilities 
in Paintsville closed la'>t year. The 
statcofficialaddcd that he is working 
with some centers that expect to 
expand their services to include in­
fants by the fall. 

A primary problem for regular day 
care centers, Rennick c:aid, is meeting 
the stricter fire marshal requirements 
for serving infants. Infant University, 
located ina fonnerchurch, met those 
requirements, he o;aid. 

Rennick said the requirements arc 
more lenient for persons who want to 
open infant centers in their homes, 
and he is looking for interested per­
sons in the county. Similar programs 
have succeeded in other counties, he 
said, but he has recci vcd "few inquir· 
ics from Floyd County." 

Tau! said Infant University was 
originally affiliated with Mountain 
Christian Academy, also a CAP spon­
sored facility, but had become a sepa · 

rate progyain four years ago. Gal­
lagher has been its only director. 

He said about 20 infants were 
enrolled at the center this summer. 
Most of theccnter'sclients were chil­
dren of working couples or of single 
parents who have to work. 

"We're trying to work with par­
ents to help relocate the kid!'- to other 
programs," Taul said. 

Attempts to reach Gallagher on 
Tuesday were unsuccessful.

GENERIC VARIATIONS 
Contrary to popular belief, generifc drugs are not exact 

copies of brand name drugs. They may be exactly alike in 
terms of the active ingredient that is common to both, but 
the inert ingredients may differ. Inert ingredients bi11d, 
color, and fill the tablet. Like the secondary ingredients in 
recipes, the secondary inert ingredients can have a subtle 
impact on the overall character of a medication. Depend· 
ing upon how they are put together, inert ingredients can 
affect the dissolution rate of the drug In the stomach. This, 
in turn, has an effect on how the drug is absorbed into the 
bloodstream. In many cases, the slight variation in the 
formulation of a generic will make little difference. How­
ever, those patients with epilepsy, asthma. diabetes, thy­
roid problems, heart ailments, and mental disorders may 
want to carefully monitor any switch to generics.
