Time was when running for pub-
licofficeamounted tohow muchtime
and energy a candidate could garner
inshaking hands, jawing on the street
cornerand kissing babiesin storeson
Saturdays.

Today, withalarger, busier popu-
lation and the media thrust into
everyone's lives, a big pot of money
generally has to accompany the in-
vestment of time and energy. All of
those advertisements, bumper stick-
ers, posters and assorted campaign
paraphernalia that candidates use to
make themselves knowncost money
— in some cases, big money.

A look at the costs of some cam-
paign items can provide a clue as to
the amount of money spent in local
campaigns this springin preparation
for the May 23 primary election.

Wallet-sized calling cards, used
by mostcandidates who workcrowds
orgodoortodoor,costabout $180 for

10,000, according to Bill Jack Darby of
StatewideMediainPrestonsburg. For
about the same amount, a candidate
can purchase 5,000 books of matches
that tout his candidacy.

The standard-size, 11"x14" post-
ers that decorate utility posts, doors
of public buildings and bulletin
boards run about $240 for 1,000.
Larger posters that pop up on lawns
and at highway intersections can be
purchased for 31 each with a mini-
mum order of 500.

Bumper stickers sell for about $50
per 100, Darby said, adding that pens
and pencils with thecandidate’sname
cost between 10 and 15 cents apiece.

Campaign buttons run about 13
cents each, according to Rhonda
Blackburn of Vantage Point in Betsy
Layne. Many other specialty items
areavailable, she said.

For a longer lasting impression,
candidates can buy tee shirts pro-

With a heated primary election
slated for next Tuesday, many voters
and candidates may need areminder
of the revised Kentucky statutes on
behavior at the polls.

Among the rules legislated in the
last few years to insure aboveboard
elections are:

"*No one is allowed in the voting
room except election officers, law
enforcement officers authorized by
the election board and the voter.

**Election officers cannot cam-
paignforacandidateonelectionday.

**No one is permitted to election-
eer on election day within 500 feet of
any entrance to the polling site. That
includes displaying signs, distribut-
ing campaign literature, cards or
handbills, seliciting of signatures for
any petition, and soliciting of votes
for or against any candidate or ques-
tion on the ballot.

**All campaign signs, postersand

handoutcardsmustberemoved from
within 500 feet of the polling places
before election day.

**Exit polling is permitted only if
the exit poller has adocument show-
ing he or she has registered with the
county clerk. This registration to
conduct exit polls must be obtained
at least seven days before the elec-
tion.

**The voter is not allowed to con-
verse with others whilein the voting
room about support or nonsupport
ofany candidate, party orissuethatis
on the ballot.

**Anyperson whoreceivesabribe
fora voteatanelectionor for services
orinfluencein gettinga vote, by law,
will be fined between $1,000 and
$10,000 or receive a jail sentence of
from one to five years, or both. Also,
that person, if convicted, cannot run
for office or vote.

Many a coal miner has lost
his job because of them,

But the mistrust of voting ma-
chines that some voters harbor is not
warranted, according to the Kentucky
County Clerks Association, madeup
of the officials who have to oversee
the machines during elections.

Many people,accustomcd all their
lives tomarking theirballotonapiece
of paper that was easily tampered
with, find it hard to believe that a
machinecanbetrustedany morethan
a person.

Not uncommon around election
time are comments such as: “They
can tell how someone votes.” “They
can fix the machine so a candidate

other than the one you voted for gets
your vote.” “The people who set the
machine can set it to produce any
results they want.”

Not so, says the KCCA,

“The only way you can tell how
someone voted is if everyone voted
thesame way,” says a KCCA spokes-
person. “If only two people voted
and they voted differently you can-
not tell how and who voted for what
without asking the voters.”

The public counter on the front of
the voting machine shows only how
many people have voted at that
machine; it is not connected to any
candidate’s counter inside the ma-
chine, Thus, according to the KCCA,

Pet World Closing Forces Removal of Animals

Two cage mates were among the few animals left Tuesday afternoonafter Kentucky State Police Trooper Stacey
Trees cited Ivel resident Glenna Thacker for cruelty to animals. Thacker, who was forced by Prestonsburg
authorities to close her pet store last week, reportedly moved the animals to an Ivel residence. Trees, responding
to complaints, found homes for about 40 cats and dogs, a KSP report said.

Authorities Close Pet Store,
KSP Cites Owner For Cruelty

After securing a court order to
close Pet World in Prestonsburis
GlynView Plaza and overseeing the
transport of the animals last Friday,
local authorities thought an investi-
gation that stretched over several
months was nearly wrapped up.

ButMonday afternoon, Kentucky
State Police Trooper Stacey Trees
responded to a complaint that the
same animals were at a residence in
Ivel. Trees reportedly found the ani-
mals to be in need of food and water.

OnTuesday, the trooper wentback
to Ivel with a citation for cruelty to
animals for Glenna Thacker, owner
of Pet World. A courtdate of May 23
was set.

Attempts to reach Thacker for
comment Tuesday evening were
unsuccessful.

Trees said she foundabout40dogs
and catsincagesinthe garagearea of
a private residence. “The animals’
condition appeared to confirm the
complaints,” Trees said in a KSP
report.

The animals, according to police,
were given to private individuals or
released to Pet World customers who
had previouslymadedown payments
on them.

The allegations against the pet
store owner began shortly after Th-
acker bought the store in the winter,

said Prestonsburg building inspector
Joe Kendrick.

Respending to complaints from
customersand other businesspersons
in the plaza, Kendrick said he inves-
tigated thestore. “The odor wasawful,
the animals were very unkempt,” he
said. “The animals looked as if they
had never been bathed. Their hair
was matted.”

Kendrick said animal feces was
dried on the floor, and white mice, to
besold as pets, were “running every-
where.”

When city fire marshal Larry
Adamsinvestigated, hesaid he found
numerous fire code violations. He
listed inadequateaislespace,absence
of exit lighting, too many extension
cords, carelessly stacked combustible
items, and generally unsanitary con-
ditions.

Adams said he gave the owner
time to correct the problems and on
reinspection was convinced “a good
effort had been made.” However,
subsequent checks revealed “they
went right back to the way it had
been,” he said.

Adams and Kendrick were called
as witnesses in a civil suit involving
Thacker and plaza businessman Roy
Ramey in Johnson County Circuit
Court on May 5 when the court or-
dered the pet store closed. Adams
said the owner was ordered to re-
move the animals from the premises

and to clean the building.

(The case had been transferred to
Johnson C'oung at the request of
Floyd County Circuit Judge Hollie
Conley.)

“On Ma{{1 12, 1 got a call from
someone who said they thought a
dog wasdyinginside the store,” said
Adams, “which was a surprise be-
cause there weren't supposed to be
any animals there.”

Adams, after reportedly trying to
contact the owner, got a court order
from the Floyd County Attorney’s
office to go into the store, When he
arrived at the store, an employee of
the store appeared and told him a
truck was coming to take the animals
away.

“ stayed to sce that they (the ani-
mals) were removed,” Adams said.
“Workers hauled away three truck-
loads while I was there.”

Adams said he was told that a
worker had fed theanimals while the
store was closed.

“I'was somad thatanybody would
closea buildingand leaveanimalsin
there for that long,” said Kendrick,
“Animals need more than just being
fed once in awhile. They need care
and attention.”

Adams added, “I can’t believe a
petstore owner would demonstratea
total lack of concern for the animals’
well being. If ever there was a case of
inhumanetreatment, we'reseeing it.”

The need for these repairs is
caused in partby damage from flood-
ing, decay and insects, and as none of
these causes are being corrected, the
structures will continue to deterio-
rate. This structure should be in-

In a county where the average
income per person is about $8,817,
salaries of public officials might
appear to some to be downright at-
tractive.

Salaries for magistrates, for in-
stance, when expenseallowancesare
included, nearly triple the average
Floyd Countian’s income,

Talk about higher elected offices,
such as sheriff, judge executive,
county clerk and jailer, and the salary
jumps to well over four times the
averagecitizen'sincome. None of the
offices rules outinvolvementinother
money-making operations such as
businesses anfrcul estate.

But even with these salaries, de-
cent by local standards, wecan‘thelp
butbeintrigued by how muchmoney
it costs to campaign for office. A
modest, low key, district-based cam-
paign easily costs $5,000,

Lookat the countywide racesand
it's obvious that some candidates’
campaigncoffers yield five-and even
six-figure sums, That'senoughmoney
being spent on campaigning to sup-
port a good many Floyd Countians
tor a year, based on average income

higures.,

Not that we should complain. All
of theareamedia —newspaper, radio,
television, sign companies — as well
as printers and novelty vendors, are
bringing in handsome profits as can-
didates scramble for publicattention.

But despite our fat pockels, we
stillcan’thelp but wonderaboutsome
things. Forinstance, ina county pur-
portedly as poer as ours, where does
the money come from? Unlike regu-
lar advertisers hawking a product,
politicians have to furnish the money
up frontbefore theirad is run or their
commercial is aired or their cards
printed. No credit here.

We're also having 2 hard time
justifying the expenditure of, say,
$10,000 for a job that pays $20,000 —
or, even more perplexing, spending
$80,000 for ajob that pays less than a

third of that. It's enough to baffle a
Harvard economist,

And thebigquestion: Whatdothe
voters get from all this flurry of
moneychanging? (We're sorely
tern pted tomouthoff to the effect that
we get what we pay for.)

Well, primarily, we geta garhago
bag full of promises. Promises from
incumbents that the positive activity

we see right before the election is
normal and will continue. More
honestly, theimplicit promise is that
the mediocrity that has carried us
through the last term will go un-
checked.

From the challengers we often get
promisesthatcould pass forsieves—
full of holes. Their promises fre-
quently reflect their estimationof the
voting public: that we're dumb, apa-
thetic, uninformed and, above all,
totally selfish.

Unfortunately, they're partly right.
Too many of us want our hollows
paved, but we don’t want our taxes
raised or even collected. Too many.of
us preach the need for justice and
fairness, but we expect our speeding
tickets (or worse) to be fixed.

Too many of us will grab onto an
innuendo or an outright lie and pass
iton to our neighbors withouta ques-
tion or a wince. Too many of us cast
our ballot without ever checking out
the background or character of the
candidates or without knowing the
duties, responsibilities and require-
ments for offices.

And far, far too many of us cannot
read the names on the ballot without
anall too obliging helper.

It may be an impossibility, but
what we'd really like to see is a few
people win who have a more noble
goal thanbeinganofficeholder. What
we'd like to see is a slate of public
officials who have the welfare of all
Floyd Countians foremost in their
minds and actions, and not just the
welfare of themselves and their cro-
nies,

We'd like to see some officehold-
ers who truly believe and act as if
justiceis blind and applies equally to
all —not to be winked at depending
on who's your daddy or how many
votes you can deliver or how much
money you can contribute to the next
campaign.

We'd like to see some officehold-
ers who are willing to sacrifice some
future votes, if that’s whatis required
to take a stand for whatis right, posi-
tive and progressive,

If some potential candidates are
out there who meet these criteria,
then we won't question what we get
for the money. Unfortunately, the
current crop of candidates leaves us
with a relapsed case of Eastern Ken-
tucky fatalism and a lot of questions
about money.

For over 100 years, Kentuckians
havebeen miningthethickblack veins
of coal thatrun throughoutour state’s
hills and valleys to fuel America’s
industrial growth. Before strict min-
ing laws were enacted, very little at-
tention was paid to reclaiming the
mined land and ensuring that water
tables were not upset. Today, many
Kentiucky communities are faced with

On May 3, lintroduced a bill that
will goalong way in helping commu-
nities get funds to clean up areas that

suffered damage from coal mining
activity.

Itwillamend the Abandoned Mine
Land (AML) Reclamation Program
torequirethatall funds collected from
Kentucky coal operators be sentback
to Kentucky for use in the state recla-
mation program,

For too long, Kentucky has been
gettingtheshortend of thestick when
it tomes' to'the federal government
returning money for reclamation
projects. For example, the Office of
Surface Mining and Reclamation
Enforcement (OSMRE) has collected
over $379,206,888 inreclamation taxes
from Kentucky coal operators since
1978. To date, only $167,786,763 has
been returned tothe Commonwealth

for reclamation projects. This stands
instarkcontrasttomany of thesmaller
coal states who are currently receiv-
ingmuchmore than theyare contrib-
uting to the program.

Specifically, the bill will force
OSMRE to return all funds collected
under the AML program to the state
in which they were collected. Addi-
tionally, the bill will raise the priority
of projects for the purpose of con-
structing.or yepairing public water
distribution facilities, including wa-
ter treatment plants, to replace water
supplies affected by coal mining
practices.

Not long ago a woman in Butler
County sent me a jar of water drawn
from her well; it was pitch black. In
her accompanying letter, shetold me

how the well water had been con-
taminated by mining prior to 1977
and thatsheand her neighbors had to
haul their water each day from a well
several miles away. Land reclama-
tionisimportant, butl think that first
and foremost our top priority should
be to provide clean water to families
whose wells havebeen contaminated
by coal mining activity.

Currently, this legislationhasbeefi
referred to the Senate Energy and
Natural Resources Committee for

furtherconsideration. Asthenation's
leading producer of coal, the time is
long overdue for the federal govern-
menttostartgivingback to Kentucky
its fair share of reclamation funds.

public access amendment would

Hughes said that current law pro-
vides for such things as publicnotice
of hearings on rate increase pro-
posals, and that most insurance
firms writing workmen's comp
policies in the state would quit
doing business here rather than

expose information about their
operations that would make them
vulnerable to competition,

He said he considered “this
amendment a witchhunt” against
the state's insurance department
and Commissioner HaroldMc-
Guffey, who has comeunderheavy
criticismin recentmonths for grant-
ing workmen's comp rateincreases
of 32,5 per cent earlier this year.

Sen. John Lackey, D-Richmond,
supported the amendment by say-
ing it was necessary to have the in-
formation, which currently must
be held in confidence by the insur-
ance department, in order to make
sure the rate reductions expected
as a result of other parts of HB 28
materialize.

The effort backed by Hammond
was another of his attempts during
this special session to providemore
public participation in workmen's
comp rate making.

State Senator Tells
Of Threats Received

State Senator Jim Hammond repeated
here this week his claim that he has been
threatened with either physical or pro-
fessional harm by unnamed persons
who, he thinks seek to deter him from
backing legislation which would set up
a seven-member board to regulate all
Kentucky insurance rates.

He added that, disturbing as the
threats are, they have not "persuaded"
him to desist from his support of the leg-
islation. In fact, he said, he attended a
meeting in Frankfort last Tuesday of the
sub-committee planning to push the
Workmen's Compensation rate regula-
tion bill which he unsuccessfully spon-
sored at the last General Assembly ses-
sion. He added that he has learned that
the full committee, in a meeting the fol-
lowing day, adopted a resolution sup-
porting the bill.

Hammond said the threats came by
telephone—the first, shortly after ad-

ministration, although Hammond
did gain from Gov. Julian Carrolla
promiseto form by executive order
by the middle of next year a board
that would have review and pos-
siblerate-making influence overall
types of insurance in the state.

Hammond also introduced a
resolution asking the governor to
put a moratorium on rateé increases
for all types of insurance until the
governoracted. Thatresolution was
introduced Friday and got no-
where.

The other failed amendment to
alter the workmen’s comp bill
would have reduced from 50 per
cent to 35 per cent of the current
manual rate the amount self-insur-
ers pay into the state’s spe¢ial find.

The special fund of the Depart-
ment of Labor is madeup of assess-
ments on workmen's compensation
insurance premiums and pays dis-
ability awards not covered by an
employer's policy.

Hammond, Lackey and Sen.
Kelsey Friend, D-Pikeville, con-
tended that the change in percent-
age would be an incentive for firms
to be self-insurers because they

Hughes, and thoseagreeing with
him, maintained that the reduction
would merely shiftabout $1.4 mil-
lionin paymentsto the special fund
from self-insurers, who are large
and financially stable companies,
onto smaller firms that are forced
to purchase workmen's compensa-
tion coverage from insurance firms
because they cannot afford to in-
sure themselves,

Hammond said the measure
would be an incentive to self-insur-
ance since HB 28 makes it possible
for two or more firms to combine to
form a workmen's comp self-in-
sured fund.

- Neither of the amendments had
administration support, although
the administration did seek a mi-
nor change with which the House
agreed, that would give the gover-
nor authority to determine which
department within state govern-
ment would have jurisdiction over
self-insurers.

That will likely mean the Depart-
ment of Insurance, instead of the
Department of Labor that runs the

workmen's compensation program
now.

That amendment, passed by
voice vote, makes no significant
change in HB 28, which was ap-
proved by the House 96 to 0 earlicr
this week.

Basically, the measure imple-
ments the recommendations of the
gOVernor's review commiission on
workmen's compensation which
wanted a reversal of the state Su-
preme Court s Apache decision that
established a minimum to be paid
for disabilities of a temporary na-
ture; increased overall compensa-
tion from 55 per cent to 66.66 per
cent of a worker's average weekly
wage, although it can be no more
than 60-per cent of the state average.

"The
press,” hesaid, "is theonly thing that can
protect me, because if I go public and
anything happens to me, people will
suspectsomething.lhopelam notbeing
paranoid."

He added that the legislation which

Rules of Polling Places

**On the other side, any person
who bribes, conspires to bribe or
assists to bribe another person is
subject to the same penalty,

(The law's definition of bribe in-
cludes “any reward, benefit or ad-
vantage, present or future,... or the
promise of such reward, benefit or
advantage;” as well as “money or
otherthingof valuegivenorlenttobe
wagered on the result of an election,
or the promise thereof, or a bet with
another thatsuch other will vote fora
named candidate...”)

**No candidate or person work-

ing on the candidate’s behalf can
knowingly makea payment forserv-

ices rendered or goods received that
amounts to more than what the serv-
ice or goods would normally cost.
The fine isbetween $50and $500 or a
jail sentence of between 10 and 90
days.

**In regard to transportation to
the polls,no onecanpayadriver/car
owner more than “reasonable value”
for transporting voters to the polls,
Payments must be made by check
and cannot be made to the person
being transported. A fine or jail sen-
tence is also attached to this rule.

**No one is allowed to sell, loan,
giveor furnish intoxicating liquor to
any person in the state on election
day.

it is unlikely that an unscrupulous
power broker will ever know how a
voter votes unless the votor tells him
or somcone else.

The machinealso hasa protective
counter on the side which is never
reset. It, too, only keeps up with how
many people vote, not for whom or
what.

Some folks suspect ulterior mo-
tives whenasked to sign their names
when they vote. By law, thesignature
simply attests to the voter's identity.
The signatureis notconnected inany
way to a candidate’s counter inside
the voling machine.

The machine itself has built in
protection againsta voler's votegoing
for a candidate other than the voter
chooses. The mechanism, according
to KCCA, incorporates the following
process:

(1) On the front is the candidate’s
name. (2) Behind the name is a re-

When
the machine is activated, the metal
strip may not be removed or else the
machine will lock and not allow any
further voting.

(3)Behind themetal plateisa three
digital counter, which starts with all
zeros in the morning when election
officers open the machine. Only the
election officers can activate the
machine.

(4) The candidate’s lever goes
completely through the machine,
through the name, through the metal
insert, through the counters and out
the back. Only one space can be
mechanically turned when a
candidate’s lever is activated. If
someone attempts to change a vote,
the machine jams.

Voting machines, says KCCA,
have “changedfor thebetier theelee-
tions of our state. They have been
designed by humans with the fullest
degree of integrity and accuracy—
designed with protection against all
these attempts tocorrupt.”

Like comﬁrca and soup beans,
crankbaits and points are an insepa-
rable pair. Gordon Elkins, a 41-year-
old professional angler from La-
Grange, Ga,, has taken the combina-
tion to even loftier heights and has
developed a tremendously success-
ful point fishing system, His tech-
nique, which has produced large-
mouths of over 13 pounds for him, is
a consistent year-round producer of

big bucketmouths.
“We've known for years thatmost
of the big fish remain deep all year

long with theexceptionof afew weeks
during the spawn,” Elkinssays. “The
problem is that there has never been

a technique to effectiv;l‘(i work deep
water very quickly. When Mann's
developed acrankbait(the 20+) which
would break the 20-foot mark, | real-
ized that problem could finally be
solved.”

Since then, Elkins has turned his
set of Mann's 20+ crankbaits into
virtual bass magnets, and his tech-
nique is centered around points.

“During the coldest Tdonlhsof th)e

r(January throughmid-February),
"Il use alﬁgﬁn's 30+crankbait. Most
of the fish that I find during the win-
terare holdingin 17 to 22 feet of water
and usually at the end of the point
where it drops into deep water. The
reason forusing Mann’s 30+crankbait

Is that, because it dives virtually
strai%ht down and goes so quite rap-
idly, I can keep it moving along
bottom at a snail’s pace.
. 1 position the boat out in
water off of the end of the point and
cast up onto it. Once the bait hits
mom, l’lll slow it down to a crawl
simply bump it al makin

sure that [ keep igl cmwwith thg
bottom.Oneof the greatestattributes
of these ultra deep-diving crankbaits
is that youcan work them slowlyand
they will maintain that bottom-dig-
ging depth.”

When the water temperature
moves into the 50s, Elkins trades his

“During the pre-spawn period, the
fish wil usu:ﬁly hold about 12 to 15
feet deep. At that time, I'll still posi-
tion the boat off the pointand cast the
20+ up onto the point so that it hits
bottom wellabove the 12-foot mark.”

Until the water temperature hits
58 degrees, Cordon Elkins retrieves
the bait just as he did during the
winter months: with a slow, bottom
bumping retrieve. Once the water
tcmﬁcrature breaks the 58 degree
markand thebassenterthe pre-spawn
periad, he increases the speed of his
retrieve and fishes a bit more shal-
low,

“Ireallylike tospeed thebaitalong
then. IfIstart hooking fish on the rear
treble hook, I'll slow the retrieve just
a bit. But I've found that once the
water temperature hits 58 degrees,
you can‘t keep the fish away from

your lure if they want it. And most
often, I'll useastop-and-goretrieve.”

Elkins, a strong contender on the
Red Man and B.ASS. tournament
trails, utilizes this technique through-
out the spawning scason.

“All of the fish don‘t spawn at the
same time,” he states. “While same
are spawning, others are preparing
todrop their eggs and someare recu-
perating from the spawn. Whatever
the case, there will be fish on the
points throughout the spring,”

While some anglers might not
agree with the use of an ultra-deep
divingcrankbaitin the spring, Elkins
says it is remendously productive.
“You've gottoremember that you're
not fishing the bait 20-feet deep in the
spring. Rather, you're fishing it in
water from about 8 to 15 feet deep.
The reason for using the deep diving
plugsissothatyoucan crawl-n along

while keeping it in contact with the
bottom.”
During the summer months, El-

kins continues to toss a Mann’s 20+
bait, but he slows the retrieve to a
“medium-fast” speed. “During hot-
test summer months, the fish become
a bit stressed and they don’t like to
chase a bait, so [ slow the retrieve a
little.”

During the months of autumn,
Elkins situates his boat on the shal-
low end of the pointand casts into the
deep water off the end of the point,
“In the fall, bass hold on the lip (or
ledge) offof the deep waterend of the
point. For some reason, I've found
that the fish hit the crankbait better
when you bring it up the ledge of the
puint rather than downit.

“Basically, you want the baitdig-
ging bottom before itreaches theend
of the point so that it digs its wayu
the !m:];;:,‘, The fish wi!l%ssually Kit ﬂ
just as it comes up over the Iii."'

Elkins recommends working a
point from every possible angle.
“Unless ["vealready determined how
the fish are orienting to the point, I'll
work my way ina semicirclearound
the point. Many times, the angle of
your approach is the mostimportant
factor to contend with when fishing
points.”

How effective is Cordon Elkins’
technique? I can tell you this much:
the first morning that | tried it, my
brother Jim and | landed an 8-pound

President Bush directed the Office
of Management and Budget, in its
consultations with Congress, "to take
the position that there should be ab-
solutely no caps on the vital fish and
wildlife programs,” according to a
statement issued from the president’s
media relations office last month.

President Bush has supported
these programs in the past, butif his
directive goes unheeded, Kentuck
stands to lose an estimated $1.9 mil-
lionin federal aid to fishand wildlife
next year. Virtually all of the Depart-
mentof Fish and Wildlife Resources’
Program will be affected if the pro-
posed $100 million caps on Federal

Aid in Wildlife Restoration and Fed-
eral Aid in Sport Fish Restoration
funds are allowed to pass.

Monies for both funds come di-
rectly from sportsmen who pay ex-
cise taxes on sport hunting and fish-
ing arms and ammunition, a 10 per-
cent tax on pistols and revolversand
an 11 percent tax on certain archery
equipment.

Tips Help Anglers
Learn To Finesse Bass

Years ago bass fishermen would
“horse” bass into the boat as quickly
as possible, skipping them across the
surface without giving the fish a
chance to run or fight.

Now, anglers have been forced
intolhcoppositcc()rncraud arclearn-
ing to “finesse” bass into the boat.

“In its most basic terms, finesse
fishing simply means slowing down
your lureretrieveand really trying to
temptabass tostrike,” explains Evin-
rude Outboards Pro Staff member
Ken Cook.

“What has happened is that the
increased fishing pressure on large-
mouth bass on lakes throughout the
nation has made the fish lure-wary.
They haven’t changed locations as
many fishermen would believe, but
instead, they have become condi-
tioned to the presence of spinner-
baits, crankbaits, and other lures,

“Scientists have proven many
times that bass have memories and
areabletolearn. What we're seeingis
alearned behavior; the bassare learn-
ingtoavoid certainlures,” Cook says.

Theresult, explains Cook, himself
a former fisheries biologist with the
state of Oklahoma, is the technique of
finesse fishing, developed by profes-
sional bass anglers whose livelihood
still depends upon catching these

educated fish.

“Finesse fishing does not neces-

sarily mean switching to a smaller
lure,” explains the Evinrude pro,
“although in many instances we do
changesizes'Whatwe'rereally doing
is changing our retrieve so the lure
we're using stays in front of the bass
longer.

“Basically, this applies to plastic
worms, grubs and jigs, the lures we
can slow down and still work effi-
ciently. Instead of hopping a plastic
worm by a bush and then reeling it
quickly back foranothercast, webring
the worm up to that bush, then leave
it there. Instead of raising the rod tip
to hop the worm up and away , we
may shake the rod tip gently from
side to side to give the worm a little
action, butitstays there by thatbush.”

Finesse fishing also involves the
use of lighter lines, generally those
testing between six and 10-pounds.
Thereasons for thisarebecauselighter
lines are more sensitive and provide
a better feel, and because lures work
better with lighter lines.

“Because we're using lighter lines,
we often have to use smaller, lighter
lures,” says Cook. “My favorite fi-
nesse lures are three and five-inch
plastic grubs, but you can finessebass
with an eight-inch worm, too.”

Cook has become a true believer
in finesse fishing by watching how
bass in the clear stream behind his
Oklahoma home react to lures.

“l can see the fish and | cast fo
them,” heexplains, “and whenthey're
not really active, a fast-moving lure
can come right by them without get-
ting a second glance. When | switch
to finesse fishing and let the lure stop
in frontof the bass, they begin to take
an interest in it. They change posi-
tions slightly and they look at the
lure, as if they're actually trying to
decide if they want to hit it,” Cook
explains.

“Next, they go througha type of
stretch and 'yawn motion, in which
they open their mouths, flare their
gills and actually shake their tails,
Then, if the bait is still there, they hit
it” Cook said. "I've seen this very
same thing in the big tanks we usein
our fishing seminars. Those bass have

Do notovercook wildfowl or wild
game. Perhaps the biggest mistake

novice wild game chefs makeis over-
cooking, which can produce dry,
tough meat.

Wild game contains far loss fat
than domestic meat, so the cooking

method should preserve the meat’s
own moistureand juices, or moisture
should be added.

By using a water pan during the
cooking and smoking process, steam
will help insure moist, succulent meat.

Marinades and sauces should
enhance the meat’s own special fla-
vor, not overpower it or cover it up.

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Campground Cooking:

Goodness Gracious, It’s Good!

When people think of camping,
they think of food. Many consider
food cooked outdoors to be the best
eating around. Luckily, all it takes to
be a great campground chef is some
advance planningandalittlecreativ-
ity,

Takealongas many canned items
or pouch mixesas possible. Campers
can cook stew or pork and beans in
cans oyer the fire, or stir up the mixes
in their pouches.

More tips include:

— Use large plastic bags as dis-

posable mixing bowls.

— To takeeggs along, break them
athome into a plastic container with
a tight seal. They will pour out one at
a time, and are best if used in four
days.

— Prepare cake or muffins in or-
ange cups. Simply cut a cap off an
orange, scoop out the pulp, fill with
batter, replace cap ancrwrap tightly
infoil. Place directly onhotcoalsand
bake about 15 minutes, oruntil done.

— Pack bread and potato chips in
shoe boxes to prevent smashing,

— Soap the outsides of pots and

to cut down on sticking food.

Remember, camping tends to
make for very hungry campers, sobe
sure to have plenty of food on hand.

Here is a quick, easy recipe for a
hearty meatand potatoes meal with-
out a lot of fuss.

US Citizen

Alelei Singayao, a student at
McDowell High School, recently
became a United States citizen, after
living in the country for 13 years.

Singayao, born in Cotobato, Phil-
}ir»ines, moved with her family to

ew Yorkin1975. In 1980, she moved
to McDowell, where she lives with
her parents, who also became citi-
zens.

When asked why she had waited
50 long, Singayao replied, “It wasn't
mydecision. ... I had to first fulfill the
requirements of obtaining a green
card and a residential card. Qualifi-
cation to take citizenship has been
met after having each of these cards
for five years.”

Singayao had to go to the Immi-

tion and Naturalization office in

ouisville to take tests, but because
her parents werealready citizensand
Singayaois under 18 years ofage, she
was not required to take the inter-
view portion of the test. She readily
admitted, however, that it “relieved
me because | was nervous about the
consulasking me questions, so [ stud-
ied American history and govern-
ment, justin case.”

Singayaoadded, “Aftersaying the
Oath ;Sfa zllegiance, Ifelt greaytl,nbgut it
really didn’t change me much, be-
cause | was mostly raised in the US
and have always felt like an Ameri-
can.”

She concluded, “Even though
immigrantsdon’t need to become US
citizens, I feel they should. Beinga US
citizen doesn’t give you only rights
and privileges, butthe feelingof pride
to belong to a great country.”
