Attendance Policy: What Does It Mean?

What will the Floyd County School 

Board' s new attendance policy mean 
for county high school students and 
parents? 

It will mean a fairer and more 
e<juitable system of dealing with stu­
dents, says Pete Grigsby, executive 
assistant to school superintendent 
Ron Hager. 

Grigsby has been a member of a 
committee working since August to 
bring greater coherence and fairness 
to existing attendance regulations. 
Thecommitteeincluded school board 
members, local directors of pupil 
personnel (OPP). high school prind· 
pals, guidance counselors and state 
representatives. 

At the Nov. 8 school board meet· 
ing. these changes were announced 
andoverthepasttwoweeks,Grlgsby 
has been giving the information to 
parentsandstudents throughout the 
county. Confusion arising among 
parents from the changes ha!l 
prompted the board to more fully 

cxplaintheimportantrevisionsinthe 
former policy. 

"One of the biggest problems the 
state focused on in Aoyd County was 
in our attendance records at the high 
schools; said Grigsby. "Last year, 
our average daily attendance (ADA) 
rate was between 88 and 89 percent 
The state minimum ADA is 93.5 per­
cent. The state mandated that we 
develop a policy to address the prob­
lem." 

The opening statement of there­
vised policy says: ''There is a direct 
relationship between attendance and 
achievement; a day of school missed 
can never be entirely made up." Pur­
suant to this belief, the attendance 
committee made several important 
changes In existing policy. 

First, tt was decided that tardiness 
by students to individual classes 
would be considered an internal dis­
ciplinary problem, as described in 
thecountyStudcnlHa.ndbook.lnpast 
policy, latenC$s to any class would be 
recorded, and ifitoccurred nine times 
in one semester, the student could be 

removed from the clac:s to a study 
hall for the rc-.t of the scmcster.lf the 
student was absent from all classes 
nine times, he or she could be re­
moved from all of them. This policy, 
said Grigsby, didn't best serve the 
interests of the school or student. 

"Our old policy didn't work well. 
Too many children had to be dealt 
with and were losing class time. The 
new policy will keep students In the 
classrooms." 

Students will be checked for atten­
dance m thcir homerooms in the 
morning and afternoon. From this, 
absences of half or full days will be 
detemuncd.lt will be thel>e records, 
and not absences from individwl 
classes, which will be used to deter· 
mine if a student has been absent for 
nine days and is subject to removal 
from classes Reports of tardmcss or 
absence from classes wtll be dealt 
with separately and internally by 
principals and gu1dancc counselor!'i. 

A second important change in· 
volves the time schedule for remov­
ing students from a class once rune

Now, 
following the policy change, a stu­
dcntwon'tberemoveduntil "all due 
process appeals and procedures" 
have been completed. Students and 
parents have the opportunity to ex­
plain the absences to a committee, 
which allows the students to remain 
in class until a decision is made to 
confirm or deny the legitimacy of the 
appeal. 

"This is a big improvement, be­
cause it allows the child to stay in 
classduringtheappealsprocess," said 
Grigsby.

This year will be no different.

''We return four of our starters 
from last year's team," Hopkins 
said. ''We will have good overall 
speed.

Still A Household Name In FC

He was king of the mountains 
in the mid-1950s. He hac; scored 
morepointsthananyotherplayer 
who played basketball in Floyd 
County. He was appropriately 
named "King" Kelly by one-time 
spans wnterGordon Moore when 
he said that "coal was no longer 
king in the mountains/' but Ken y 
was. 

He broke all offensive records 
in the stateofl<entucky. He holds 
the state tournament scoring rec­
ord with 68 points in the consola­
tion game of the state tournament 
against Bell County. He had 27 
field goals and made 14 out of 18 
free throws. He led the nation in 
scoring his semor year with 1,734 
points, an average of 46.9 points 
per game. 

His name: KellyColeman.Only 
6. 3" (big for a player in the '50s). 
His team: the Wayland Wasps. His 
coach: Copper John. 

Coleman, ina game against the 
Elkhorn C1ty Cougars, totaled 75 
points. He had an uncanny knack 
forknowmgwherethebaJI would 
come off the goal when he missed 
a shot (which wac;n't too often). 

Where is such a star plaver 
now? He is working for the De­
troit News in Detroit, Mich., a!i a 
cirCl,llation managerforone of the 
papers zones. 

"After I got out of school at 

Wayland I attended Kentucky 
Wesleyan on a scholarship," says 
Coleman m an intervie\\.· we had 
with him. ''l played basketball for 
Wesleyan for three years." 

Coleman was in the top five in 
scoring for small colleges during 
his tenure at the Kentucky school. 
UponleavingWesleyan.Coleman 
was drafted by the New York 
Knicks and was heralded by all 
timegreatCeorgeMikanas "one 
of the purest shooters in the game 
ofbasketballtbatlhaveeverseen:' 

"I didn't stay around with the 
Knicks very long," Coleman said. 
"Myattitudewasn'twhatitshould 
have been." 

ColemanwenttotheBaltimore 
Bullets (now the Washington Bul­
lets) for a short stay. 

Upon the beginning of the old 
American Bas'ketball League, 
Coleman signed on with the Chi­
cago Majors were he was an in­
stantstar11eading the dub in scor­
ing. 

''The old American Basketball 
League last about a year and half 
and then folded,"' the scoring 
leader reminisced. '1Jpon the fold­
ing of the league I went to work in 
a steel mill and thenretumed back 
toKentuckyWesleyanwherelgot 
my teaching degree.H 

Coleman says that he doesn't 
follow basketballanymore-even 
on television. "Mainly for what it 
did to me," he said. "I try and go 

down to the state tournament 
every year, but that is the extent of 
it.'' 

What was the best memory 
Coleman has about his playing 
days at Wayland? 

"It was in a regional tourna­
ment game against Pikeville in the 
finals, playedat Pikeville. That was 
in 1956. I fouled out in the third 
quarter when we were leading by 
20 points. They caught up with us 
in the fourth quarter and our team 
pulled it out, winning by six points.
