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School Board 
Lowers Tax Rate 

Citing financial costs home by 
Sheriff Henry Hale's office in collect­
ing addi tiona I taxes and the cost of a 
public referendum should the in­
crease be challenged by citizens, the 
Floyd County Board of Education 
Wednesday night turned down a 
budgetbasedona l.l<enlincreasein 
school taxes. 

Board member Dr. Mary Hall 
moved that Supt. Ronald Hager's 
proposed 1989-90 school system 
budget be accepted, but the motion 
diecffor lack of a second. 

Then, in what appeared to be a 
surprise to school administrators, the 
board accepted a budget option which 
actually lowered the tax rate from 
last year's 33.4-<ent rate to 28.5 cents, 
the previous year's rate. Dr. Hall cast 
the onJ y dissenting vote. 

The across-the-board school tax 
increase would have generated an 
additional$337,000. 

'The timing on this situation is 
bad," said board chairman Dr.James 
D. (Doug) Adams, speaking against 
the increase. 

Adams said the sheriff's office 
cannot handle the increased collec­
tion cost of a tax raise without the 
sheriff leaving office with a deficit. 
''We'veworkedcloselywiththepres­
ent sheriff and he's done us well," 
Adams said, adding that Hale ex­
ceeded 95 percent in collecting this 
year's taxes. 

Assistant Superintendent of Fi­
nance Russell M Frazier explained 
Thursday that had the increase been 
approved, citizens would have had 
45 days in which to challenge the 
decision. Once challenged, an elec-

tion is required. Frazier said the 45-
day deadline would have moved an 
election past that of the November 
general election; a separate election 
would cost the Floyd school system 
between $30,(XXJ and $40,(XXJ. 

Additionally, he said, a challenge 
would mean that this year's tax col­
lection could not begin until Febru­
ary 1990, rather than in November as 
it currently docs. He estimated the 
local school district may have had to 
borrow up to $500,000 a month to 
operate until tax receipts were re­
ceived. 

Hall said Thursday she maded the 
motion to approve the increase and 
voted against the adopted budget 
because she felt election costs and 
any delay in receiving funds weren't 
"good enough reasons." 

.,It wouJa have put us in a bind 
budget-wise; timing was the mai~ 
thing. But we didn't have any groups 
against it - we should have done 
this back in the summer," said Hall. 

The lower rate approved by the 
board Wednesday will still generate 
more revenue for the district than did 
the 1988 rate becauseof growth in the 
county's property tax assessments. 
Frazier said it will result in about 
$200,000 more for the school system. 

AtWednesdaynight'smeeting,to 
insure that the system's approved 
budget reached state officials m time, 
Frazier and state advisor Dr. Bob 
Gover agreed to "pencil in" adjust­
ments reflecting the decrease in reve­
nues during the the board's closed 
session on litigation matters.

Bryant Gives Update 
On Floyd Road Projects 

Secretary of Transportation Milo 
Bryant said Thursday that the state is 
continuing work on three Aoyd 
County road projects - US 23, the 
proposed new McDowell-Garrett 
road, and KY 2030 at Printer. 

Residents of the latter have been 
vocal in recent weeks about the con· 
dition or that road, which is main­
tained by the state but has received 
little attention for a number of years. 

Bryant said officials are continu­
ing to purchase right of way for the 
new US 23, saying the project is 
"moving forward." 

"We have 1,000 Jess employees 
than thepreviousadministrationdid 
two years ago at this time, and we're 
short of funds," he explained. He 
added that the project interruption 
earlier this summer did not indicate a 
change in the state's commitment to 
build the road. 

In the meantime, residents of the 
Printer area on KY 2030 will see a 
welcome sight perhaps on Friday, 
but at least by next week. According 
to the transportation secretary, engi­
neers will be in £he area to look at the 
road condition.

Illegal dumping: Is a common 
problem in Aoyd County. Marnng 
roadsides and creek beds arc ugly 
heaps of trash left by midnight 
dumpers who are unwilling to use 
landfills or simply don't care that the 
natural beauty of this area is being 
eroded by their thoughtless and ille­
gal activities. For the great majority 
of Aoyd Countians,illegal dumping 
is both a serious and volatile issue. 

Several residents of Maytown 
recognize the seriousness of the prob­
lem In their area. While wishing to 
remain anonymous, these citizens 
want to take action on the trash mess. 

'1n the last day," said one May­
town resident, "we've had people 
dumping during thedaylighthours, 
right on johns Branch. Thl'y' re throw­
ing out old building material, even 
old mattresses. They stop right on the 
road and throw it down the bank. 
With the beautiful foliage just begin­
ning, it's just terrible to have thi~ right 
on thc1:dgc of our town." 

Another lifetime resident of .May­
town was equally angry. 

"Along the road between May­
townand Warcoisa mess, the whole 
Johns Branch Road. It's so beautiful 
when you're looking up, but you look 
down and it's terrible. Someone took 
a lotofcarpeti.ng out and just dumped 
itSomepoorpersoncouldhaveQsed 
that carpet, but they just dumped it 
out there." 

On Wednesday of this week, 
Cleveland Tackett, the Aoyd County 
ecology officer, received a call from 
Maytown reporting illegal dumping 
in progress. He went out to johns 
Branch twice and noted evidence of 
recent dumping. 

'The person who called me didn't 
want their name mentioned," said 
Tackett. "l guess people don't like to 
tum other people in. It scares them. 
When I went out, 1 found roofing 
material and building material that 
lookcdburnt.Nobodywasdumping 
at the time."' 

When asked about past problems 
in the area, Tackett noted that he'd 
been to the town before.

Here at home, our weekly news· 
paper began printing in 1927, with 
the late Norman Allen as editor and 
the late H.L. Coble as business man­
ager. They held the Floyd County Times 
together, and it became the largest 
circulated weekly in the state of 
Kentucky. 

I talked to Norman Allen on justa 
few ocxasions.lt was in the early 1980s 
when I was ad manager for thcNews­
£xpressinPikevillc.l'd make my runs 
to Prestonsburg to pick up or bring in 
some ads that were running in both 
publications. Usually, things were 
pretty hectic, as bOth papers were 
attempting to get out their Wednes­
day issues. But I'd see Norman Allen 
in his office, pipe in mouth, hat on 
head, typing away at his desk. 

I didn' t know Norman Allen very 
w.oJl, but hearing floyd County folks 
talk, I do know one thing: Norman 
Allen will always be a part of the 
Floyd County Times.

Anne's knowledge and dedication 
about her job have done more than 
anyone will ever know to help put 
out an excellent product. Not only 
did Anne jump into her job, but she 
did the same thing in fitting into a 
community, joining and chairing 
several organizations and commit­
tees. So, a great big thanks to Anne. 

Of course, the news staff ~he put 
together is just great.

Sanders, whose client was not 
named, 'said the student had had a 
bout with asthma, resulting in the 
missed days. He added that the stu­
dent had presented a doctor's excuse 
and papers signifying admittance to 
a hospital emergency room, but had 
stiU been denied the right to make up 
the missed school work. 

During the additional days the 
student was required to spend in 
study haU, according to an int~re­
tation of the new attendance policy, 
Sanders said offidals suggested the 
work could not be made up and the 
student should accept home bound 
instruction.

Wiley the journey was becoming 
almost unbearable, while the death 
of her child had relieved her some­
whatofthe physical burden, the spiri­
tual burden of the tragedy and the 
stirringofhcr unborn child increased.

TOBACCO EXPORTS 
PUT MONEY IN 

GROWERS' POCKETS 
The good news for Kentucky to­

bacco growers has been the surge in 
exports of tobacco and tobacco prod­
ucts. This dramatic increase will lead 
to an escalation In the tobacco quota 
this year which means that Kentucky 
tobacco farmers will be putting an 
additional $120-$140 million in their 
pockets this winter. 

I believe that for the foreseeable 
future stronger exports will provide 
stability to our tobacco markets. A 
recent study shows that US tobacco 
producers sold more than 108 million 
pounds of tobacco leaf than would 
have been sold had the US govern­
ment not forced countries like japan, 
Korea, and Taiwan to knock down 
their unfair trade barriers. This ac­
counts for an additional $175 million 
on the auction floor. 

Although we were successful in 
opening these Asian markets more 
challenges remain. Thailand is a 
country that is closing the door on 
tobacco producers' ability to sell in 
that country. The United States Trade 
Representative (USTR) is currently 
pursuing an action that will force 
Thailand to remove the barriers that 
block entry of our tobacco. If these 
barriers were removed, burley sales 
alone would reach $20 million.

BestManForLocalCorps Job Isn't One

The first woman resource man· 
ager in the three-state Huntington 
district of the US Army Corps of 
Engineers is stationed in Floyd 
County. 

Patti Williams, a tall, attractive 
Pittsburgh native, took over last 
month as chief administrator at the 
Corps' Dewey Lake project, one of 
the largest federal projects in the dis· 
trict, which covers southern Ohio, 
western West Virginia and Eastern 
Kentucky. She replace:. long-time 
resourcemanagcrDeanMurray, who 
retired earlier this year. 

In a field that's opening to more 
and more women, Williams still 
remains one of the few women na­
tionwide who have been putincharge 
of a major park facility. 

"I was overwhelmed and excited 
when I was offered this project/' says 
Williams. '1t's a uni<tue challenge. 
ThisisquitealargeprO)CCt, with quite 
a lot of visitation." 

As resource manager, Williams 
oversees more than 12,400 acres of 
federal land, plus the lake itself. Her 
staff includes three rangers, a secre­
tary, four maintenance employees 
and several seasonal workers. 

The project manager, soft-sr._oken 
and professional, admits she s still 
spending much of her time getting 
acquainted with the job and wading 
through reams of paperwork. 

Muchofthepaperworkdeals with 
the Corps' leases for use of the land. 
'1 have to become familiar with the 
leases and work with the agencies 
that lease the land," she explains, 
pointing to a stack of papers waiting 
to be perused. · 

TheCorps1sheinforms,leasesland 
and facilities to the Kentucky Parks 
Service for its Jenny Wiley State Re­
sort Park and to the state Fish and 
Came Commission for regulation of 
hunting and fishing on the site. 

Oil and gas leases are also main­
tained with fuelcompanies,andea~ 
ment leases are prepared for other 

utilities. The Cirl Scouts, operator of 
the sky lift, owners of cottage sites 
and individuals with garden plots 
areamongothers wholeaseparkland. 

In addition to the leasing, the 
manager has to be concerned with 
recreational facilities, water patrol 
and flood control. 

Wi1liams laughs about how she 
came to be involved in park manage­
ment. "It was kind of a bet with my 
dad," she says. "Hekeptasldngwhat 
I was going to major in in college. I 
told him I wanted something where 
I'dbcoutdoors,sincellovedoutdoor 
activities." 

Her father's skepticism about a 
city girl managing a career out of 
doors made her more determined to 
Hprove him wrong," shesays.At West 
Virginia University, just an hour or 
so from Pittsburgh, she majored in 
parks and recreation in the School of 
Forestry. 

She's worked out of doors ever 
since. First with the National Park 
Service's law enforcement division, 
she worked at Fire Island National 
Seashore in New York, and at Cape 
Cod National Seashore, she was a 
member of the horse patrol, riding 
hors.ebackalongthebeacheveryday. 
Shew as later sent to Nevada to work 
for the park service at Lake Mead. 

In Nevada, she switched to a job 
with the federal Bureau of Reclama­
tion of Arid and Semi-Arid Lands.
