AND ‘HOUSING NOW’

The national “Housing Now!"
march on W D.C. Oct. 7
focused much-needed attention on
the plight of the homeless and prob-
lemsa availability of low-cost
housing,. The attention and momen-
tum generated by this march was
welcomed.

We cannot afford to waste any
effort given the dimensions of the
problem. We need look no further
than our own front door to see that
we have a problem. The Kentucky
Coalition for the Homeless estimates
that there are, at a minimum, 35,887
homeless ons in the Common-
wealth of Kentucky—10,694of which
are children. And, as the work of the
Kentucky Advisory Council on the
Homeless demonstrates, ruralhome-
lessness may cloud the true dimen-
sions of the problem in Kentucky.

I recently cosponsored bipartisan
housing legislation, the National
Affordable Housing Act, and will
work with the bill’s chief sponsors,
Sen. Alan Cranston (D-CA) and Sen.
Alfonse D Amato (R-NY), to ensure
that rural as well as urban homeless-
ness problems are equitably ad-
dressed. The National Affordable
Housing Act will provide the neces-
sary means to attack the homeless-

ness problem in new and innovative
ways. However, only with the con-
tinued support of government at
every level, together with private
sector and charitable efforts, will we
be able to provide for our nation’s
homeless,

Consistently,
we rank good health as one of the
mostimportant factorsinour quality
of life.

One might conclude that people are
living much longer, but much of this
increase seems to have come from
reduced infantmortality, rather than

increased lifelong health.
