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Woods fire threatens May's Branch homes

Abrushfirein the hillsaboveMays
Branch in Prestonsburg, spurred by
strong westerly winds, brieflyburned
out of control Wednesday, threaten-
ing several homes with blowing hot
ashand heavy smoke.

The fire wasreported atabout 2:30
p.m. tothe Prestonsburg Fire Depart-
mentand the state Forestry Office in
Prestonsburg. Steven Brackett, dis-
trict forester for Floyd County and
the surrounding region, recruited a
team of six Carl T. Perkins Job Corps
students to assist five forest rangers
in cutting fire lines to contain the fire
and protect neighboring houses.

Hiking uphill through smokeand
ashes to reach the top of the fire, the
sixstudentsand Ranger Bill Curnutte
surveyed the extent of the brush fire,
which had burned through leaves,
undergrowth, and fallen trees, but
had only scorched standing trees.

The students, armed with rakes,
attempted to establish a fire line, as
the wind blew flames and smoke
uphill toward thefirefighters. But they
wereforced tofall back repeatedly as
the fire spread around the fire line
and continued toburn rapidly uphill.

Flames remained low to the
ground, but smoke and ash made
breathing difficult and cut visibility
at times to only a few feet. For the
young firefighters, several who had

never worked a brush fire, the expe-
rience was frightening.

“I'veneverseenanything like this
before,” said one student, holdingon
to his hardhat and panting from the
uphill run and blowing smoke. “1
thought that fire was going to get us
for a minute, there.”

Thefireslowed asitlicked toward
the top of the mountain and the stu-
dents, directed by Curnutte, estab-
lished a firm fire line and beizn
workingitdownbothsides of the hill
to prevent any further spread of
flames. After several hours of hard
work, the lines were completed and
the fire contained.

“It burned out after we put the
linesin,” said Brackett. “There was a
possibility of the fire getting toone or
two houses but no real great danger.
This wasarelatively small one,about
four acres. We left about 7:15 p.m.”

The Prestonsburg Fire Department
responded to three separate calls at
Mays Branch during the fire, cutting
down flames that were approaching
too closely to the house of Dr. Sujatha
Reddy, which was vulnerable to hot,
blowing ash. Edgar Jones, a 10-year
resident of Mays Branch, was also
concerned about the blowing fire,
which reached the road across from
his house,

“Thisis the firsttime | rememberit
making it down this far,” said Jones.

State budget
summary: 1990-92

Following three months of nego-
Hation, compromiseand verbal wres-
tling among legislators in Frankfort,
a final budget bill was approved by
theGeneral Assemblylastweek, allo-
cating $8.9 billion for state programs
over the next two fiscal years?ggin-
ning July 1.

About $1.26 billion'in new reve-
nue is expected to roll in to state
coffers from proposed increases in
sales, income and corporate income
taxes. The elimination of federal
deductibility from state income tax
and a one-percent increase in sales
taxes, from five to six percent, will
most directly affect pocketbooks in
the region.

Offsetting the tax increases are a
series of spending proposalsdesigned
to improve the quality of life for resi-
dents of the state, particularly in the
areas of education and transporta-
tion.

Below is a brief summary of the
proposed budget, which is still sub-
ject to review and veto by Gov. Wal-
lace Wilkinson.

Education: Funding for public
schools and other education and
humanibies programs would increase
from $1.63 billion this year to $2.02
billion in 1990-91 and to $2.18 billion

in 1991-92. Most of the new money
will be used to pay for higher state
support for schools and school re-
form. All school districts will receive
an eight percent funding increase in
the first year and a five percent in-
crease in the second.

Higher Education: State funding
of unjversities would increase from
$594 million to $657 million in 1990-
‘91 and*to $742 million in- 199192,
That would constitute a 10.6 percent
increase in the first year, followed by
a 13 percent increase in the second.

Transportation: A $600 million
bond program was approved for 11
road projects in Kentucky, including
El:nned improvements to US 119 in

tcher County.

Human Resources: Increasing
dramatically from $588 milljonto$727
millionin 1390—91,these fundswill be
used to provide a broad variety of
services to Kentuckians, including
increased health-care support
througha bill designed by Sen. Benny
Ray Bailey, which will allow for the
provision of better medical care to
rural Kentucky residents.

Natural Resources: State funding
would grow from $34.5 million to
$46.2 million in 1990-91 and to $53.6
million thenext year. About 200 more
employeesare budgeted toimprove
environmental protection enforce-

Author's mother assails class system

My mother was a stubborn and
proud Catholic woman. Inthose early
coal camp days the priests (Wayland
Catholics got their first American-
born priest in 1939.), in their broken
English, would chastise her for the
sinof Pride. Mommie refused to take
the priests’ advice that she acceﬁt,
without question, everything in the
coal camp as “God’'s will"”* to be
humble and hang her head, to bow
under the yoke of the caste system
employed in the camp.
Her forthright manner and deter-
mination tospeak out werefrequently
an embarrassment to my father and

instigated bitter quarrels between
them. The “pecking arder” of the coal
camps was ill-concealed despite the
company urging the officials’ wives
to become “involved” with the min-
ers’ wives, to beactiveand to takean
interest in those “less fortunate”
families,

The company’s expectations and
subtle demands never came to pass
and my mother vented her frustra-
tion in various ways, some untradi-
tional for the times.

InOctober 1942, Mommie wrotea
letter to The Floyd County Times, re-
calling the Golden Rule of her farm
childhood and comparing it to the
coal camp officials,

*..These farmers did not hesitate
to lay aside their own work to help a
neighbor in need. There was no such
thing as Selfishness, Exclusivenessor
Snobbishness among those good
farmers and citizens of Hardin and
Meade counties...One did not set
himself above a neighbor because of
Pedigree or Education or Wealth for

thgely were all men and women of the
soil...

“] often times think that 1 have
wasted thebestyearsof my lifeliving
here in one of your coal mining com-
munities, Wayland, where so much

Towers fade into firefighting history

They stand quietly now, benign
and crumbling giants, surveying the
vista of mountains in loneliness,
deserted by watchers whooncestood
on their lofty perches seeking that

far-off puff of smoke.

Atonetime, 17 wood and steel fire
towers strategically straddled the
mountains of a six-county area, pro-
viding a means for spotting and pin-
pointing the location of wildfires

which have burned in yearly cycles

Lookout
The Maytown Lookout Tower once served as a primary fire
station for a large portion of Floyd County. Abandoned in 1974 by the state
Forest Service, this tower and 15 others in a six-county area now stand
empty, open to the sun and stars,

spotting

foramillennium throughout Eastern
Kentucky.

Since 1974, all but a few of the
towering structures have been aban-
doned, replaced by spotter planes
which can survey larger areas, for
less money, with fewer personnel.

Steven Brackett, state district for-
ester for Floyd and five surrounding
counties, noted that most firewatch-
ers who worked the towersafter they
were constructed in the area in 1962
put in eight hour days of horizon-
watching, hikinginand outmorning
and evening to spend their days in
the sky.

“At first, watchers had phone
hookups to the towers and, if they
saw smoke, would call in to the cen-
tral office,” said Brackett. “Later, we
set them up with two-way radios to
communicate.” .

Usinga pair of binoculars and the
naked eye from a great height, watch-
ers could spot a column of smoke
many miles off. Ifsmoke wasspotted,
the watcher would checkanazimuth,
much like the type a surveyor uses,
which marked off the entire horizon
into 360 degree sections. By sightinf
on the smoke, the watcher could call
in the direction of a sighting, along
with an estimation of distance to the
fire,

The central office would take this
information, said Brackett, and plot
on a map the location of the fire.
Information on the sightings of the
same fire from other tower watchers
could then be used to accurately pin-
point the fire’s position, and firefight-
ersand equipmentcould bescrambled
to control or extinguish the blaze.

The system worked well for about
12 years, thoughoceasional problems
did crop ug.

“Wedid havequitea few fires that
burned right up underneath the tow-
ers,” said Brackett, “Originally, we
started with woocl towers, but a fire
burned aleg outof one of them, so we
started building steel ones,

” Another time, the heaterinone of
the towers tore up and the guy who
was up there builta fire on the floor of
the tower’s ¢ab. Things caught fire

A press release from a Central
Kentucky college arrived the other
daywithsomegood news for Eastern
Kentucky students. The college, the
release essentially said, is making a
special effort to recruit from this re-
gion, Eastern Kentucky youngsters
apparently would lend cultural di-
versity to thecollege’s student popu-
lation.

The effort is laudable. A college
community should reflect a variety
of cultures, philosophies and ideas.
[t's often the last chance some of us
get to understand the beauty of dif-
ferences, Weshouldallbe very happy
that our students will now be the
focus of a recruitment campaign.

But ... reading the release left me
with a sad feeling. That Eastern Ken-
tucky students are considered a “tar-
get” population, incollegeadmissions
jargon, points up the reality of the
two Kentuckys. That we remain
somehow odd, bizarre — "quar” as

the old timers say — is discouraging
to ponder in this day and time.

In my travels across the country
I’'ve never meta person who made a
disparaging remark whenI"ve said |
came from Eastern Kentucky. Whenl
was in school in Ohio, the only per-
son who ever remarked about my
being a hillbilly and about the flat
“i's”“ of my language wasanacquain-
tance from Central Kentucky. When|1
went to the University of Georgia, 1
was not deemed strange because of
my origin. While living in Arkansas
and Pennsylvania, | never encoun-
tered anyone who acted as if | were
an alien because | was from the
mountains,

Call it paranoia. Call it oversensi-
tivity or whatever. Now whenI'm in
Lexington or Louisville and my resi-
dencebecomesknown, I expectraised
eyebrowsand the hint ofa smirk. Say
“I'm from Floyd County" orJohnson

County or Magoffin and watch the
“Aha” sign come on. I begin to sense
the expectation that I won’t under-
stand complex concepts or that my
language will be primitive or thatmy

thinking will be simple.

Maybe my J:erceplion is clouded
by stories told by younger cousins
whowentto UK. All very bright with
above average grades, they tell of
teachers who make snide remarks
and tell jokes about the “hillbillies.”
They tell of being unduly questioned
whenstoreclerks note that their home
bank is east of the rolling hills.

Maybe it's clouded by a recent
letter to the editor in the Lexington
Herald-Leader that referred to us as
“those people.” The writerhad a valid
point in protesting the garbage
dumped into the Kentucky River, but
the tone of the letter made it clear he
sees all of us mountaineers as dirty,
offensive, unnecessary subhuman
beings.

The frustration comesindetermin-
ing how wecandispel thestereotype.
What must we do to be accepted as
kin to our brothers and sisters in the
rest of the state? How do we over-
come the perception that we're a
strange, special class of people to be
studied, to be looked down on, to be
thoughtofasdifferent fromthenorm?
How do we change the state of mind
of a state, so thatour childrenare not
treated asa separate culturethat must
be given an extra boost by persons
wiser than we? :

I'm not advocating that we deny
our culture, Infact, | often regret that
we've lost so much of the independ-
ence, self-sufficiency, grit and neces-
sary craft that once comprised our
mountain culture.

Whatldoadvocateis something
have no power over, That is that the
other Kentucky accept us and recog-
nize us as a vital part of the whole.

| got the opportunity to observe
today’s college students. Amazing —
to say the least. My younger brother
Scott will beattending the University
of Kentucky this fall.

COAL MINERS DESERVE
SIMPLEFAIRNESS

Kentuckians and other leaders of
the fight to help coal miners who

could lose their jobs as a result of the
Clean Air Act weredisappointed but
not defeated by a recent Senate vote
on the issue,

Ourproposalcame withinone vote,
50 to 49, of being approved by the
Senate.

This vote reflected widespread
support of a proposal to assist highly
deserving workersinasmall number
of states in the face of powerful if
misguided opposition. And it was a
clear indication, in my opinion, that
we had come to the Senate floor with
a just cause,

Our amendment to the Clean Air
Act was designed to keep thousands
of miners and their families from
undue suffering through no fault of
their own. Italso wasaimed atsaving
scores of communities in Kentucky
and other coal-producing states from

the threat of devastatinF economic
losses that could persist for years,

Because our cause is just, [ believe
thatitalsowill persist. WiththeHouse
still developing a clean-air bill, the
Senate vote was only the first shotin

our legislative battle. Whatever the
outcome of this year’s clean-air de-
bate, I hope and believe that many
Americans will join us in a continu-
ing effort to secure appropriate help
for our endangered coal mining
communities.

Our support of the Coal Workers
Protection amendment, introduced
by Senator RobertByrd (D-WV), was
not an attack on the basic clean-air
compromise that had been worked
outin the Senate. I foughtas hard as
I could for the Byrd amendment only
because [ knew it was essential to the
future of our state and its people.

As | said on the Senate floor, the
economies of five Western Kentucky
counties — Hopkins, Webster,
Muhlenberg, Union and Ohio —are
among those that would be hardest
hit by acid-rain provisions of the
Senate bill. Coal accounts for one of
every four jobs and more than 40
percent of personal income in these
five counties,

While Eastern Kentucky has more
low-sulfur coal that could continue
to be used, its economy also could be
very seriously disrupted.

Without the Byrd amendment, the
Congress could be deliveringaharsh
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message to Kentuckians and others
who have followed their fathers and
grandfathers into the mines to help
produce the energy to build the in-
dustrial might of a nation. All of a
sudden, we will be saying to them,
by public policy, we are going to put
you out of work.’

Weare tryingtoofferasimple plan
of compensationand job training for
displaced miners, who could easily
member 5,000 in Kentucky.

Our opponents are wrong when
they accuse us of favoring miners
over workersinotherindustries, such
as steel and petrochemicals. The
Congressional Research Service has
found that the clean-air compromise
largely eliminated potential joblosses
in those industries.

Coal miners are the ones being
treated unfairly by the Administra-
tion and other opponents of our
amendment. These miners deserve
our help,and wedonotintend togive
up the fight to see that they get it.

Forty-seven percent of the
budgetis set aside for the new public
school system; 17 percent for health
and human services; 16 percent for
universities; 4 percentfor corrections
and the remainder going other pro-

ams.

The budget will provide about
$1.94 billion in 1990-91 and $2.11 bil-
lion in 1991-92 for education spend-
ing. Highereducationappropriations
are up from $594 million to $656 mil-
lion in 1990-91 and to $733 million in
1991-92. State universities will be at
about88 percentof full funding under
therevenue formula thatattemptsto
equate spending for Kentucky uni-
versities with that of neighboring
states.

The Human Resources Cabinet
will receive a 22 percent budget in-
crease — from $588 million to almost
$777 million in 1991-92 — to cover
federally imposed reforms in medi-
caid and welfare,

Also included in the CHR budget
is an appropriation for the omnibus
health-care bill plus more money for
human services.

The $600 million road bond issue
was approved and earmarks several
highway expansion projects. The
provision narrowly escaped defeatin
the Senate and includes an amend-
ment allowing for no exceptions to
projects scheduled during the next
two years in the six-year road plan.

Revenuestaff wasincreased inthe
budget by $10 million to create a
program to bring property assess-
ments up to 100 percent of market
value across the Commonwealth.

Advertising, park improvements
includingconstructionof cottagesand
expanded and new golf course for
specified state parks totaled about $3
million.

TheCabinet for Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection re-
ceived perhaps the largest percent-
age increase — 34 percent for 1990-
91, from $34.5 million to $46.2 mil-
lion, and 16 percent for 1991-92 ex-
panded to$56.6 million. The increase
will be used for additional environ-
mental inspectors, development of
the state’s first environmental plan
and 80 new jobsin the Department of
SurfaceMining tocomply witha court
settlement over state surface-mining
regulation.

Spending was increased in the
Corrections Cabinet from $140 mil-
lion to $162 in 1990-91 and $177 mil-
lion in 1991-92. Project funding in-
cludes$30million fora state prisonin
Muhlenberg County, increases in
retirementbenefits for prison guards,
75 more parole officers and a salary
increase for state police.

Unusual Bass Patterns Make
Fishing More Interesting

Professional bass fishing guide
Randy Dearman thinks he may have
found some bass that didn’t know
shallow water existed.

“It was certainly one of the most
unusual spring patterns 1've ever
encountered,” says Dearman, a
member of the Johnson Outboards
ProStaffand a guide on Lake Living-
ston in Texas.

“For three years the bass actually
made nests and spawned on the big
limbs of flooded trees in 35 feet of
water. Thelimbs they used wereonly
about three feet below the surface,
but I'd have thought the fish would
have moved to the shoreline where
they could spawn on hard bottom.”

As spring begins to move across
the nation and bass fisherman start
looking for shallow spawning bass,
Dearmanoffers several tips forestab-
lishing solid fishing patterns: “Re-
member thata pattern isa method of
catching bass that caninclude many
different variables, such as a prar-
ticular depth, a certain type of water,
or specific forms of structure,” he
notes, “and that determining the dif-
ferent ingredients ina pattern is not
always easy.

“Normally, several different vari-
ables must be present, so it's impor-
tanttopay attention tothe conditions
thatexist where and when you catch
your first bass of the day.”

One good partabout pattern fish-
ing, adds theJohnson pro,is thatonce
you do identify the different parts of
the puzzle, you can generally go to
other parts of a lake that have the
same conditions and catch fish there
too.

“Spring patterns are generally a
little easier to identify than patterns
atother times of the year,” says Dear-
man, “because bass are moving shal-
low tospawnand the conditionsthey
require for spawning are relatively
easy to find.”

The Texas guide recommends
looking for large coves or flats offer-
ing% closeaccess toadeep waterchan-
nel, some cover such as weeds, boul-
dersorlogs,and a fairly hard bottom.
Depth should be less that 10 feet.

“These areas can be out ona main
lake or back in a large tributary,”
Dearman explains, “but they will
always have deep water nearby.”

“Water temperature will also be
important to a spring spawning pat-

tern, because bass won't move in to

spawn until the water temperature
reaches the high 60s. Some areas of a
lake will warm faster that others, so
fish there will start spawning earlier
than in other portions of the lake.

Now for the good news

Magazine class: students combine

(Editor’s note: While articles in the
“Now for the good news” series are gen-
erally written by Times staff members,
students from Wheelwright High School
requested that this student-written ar-
ticle be used, We thought it appropriate.)

“This class has taught me cour-
age,” Devondrea Watts, a junior at
Wheelwright High School, said re-
cently about the school’s Mantrip
magazineclass,

Watts, 16, has beenin the class for
a year. The work shedoesin theclass
includes interviewing, transcribing,
working on computers and editing
her work,

“Ithas taughtmecouragebecause
beforel wasin thisclass I wasn’table
to get up in front of people and talk,
but now thatl have beenin herelam
able to get up and say anything,”
Watts said.

Watts and her classmates go out
into the community, talk to people,
ask questions and then prepare their
interviews in twoissues of the maga-
zine each year. The magazine is sold
in more than 22 states and has sub-
scribers from all over the world.
Mantrip can be found in libraries at
Berea College, Morehead State Uni-
versity and Appalachian State Uni-
versity in North Carolina.

It was first published in the spring
of 1986, which is also when the class
started. The students in the school’s
Oral History Project sell enough
copies of the magazine to continue
their work.

The magazine takesits namefrom
the car that carries miners under-
ground. Mantrip, themagazine, takes
the reader on a journey of sorts —
back into the history of Eastern Ken-
tucky.

It features interviews with min-
ers, but it also tells the story of farm-
ers, doctors, teachersand housewives.
Interviews with writers and artists
are also featured in each issue of
Mantrip,

Lonnie Slone, WHS principal,
believes theoral history project makes
for one of Wheelwright's better
classes. He cites the skills the stu-
dentslearnintheclassbydoinginter-
views and having experience on
computersintyping transcriptions of
interviews and editing the work.

“Studentsarelearningalittleabout
their community, a little about their
heritage. Theyarelearning how todo
interviews. They are learning tech-
niques, They are learning how to
write,” said Slone.

“What impresses me most about
thisclass is that thisis a non-grouped
class. In other words, these are not
necessarily the best students in the
school,” the principal added.

Becky Allen, a 15-year-old sopho-
more, agrees with Slone. Sounding
like a computer whiz, she said, “1
didn’t know a lot when I started this
class. I'didn’t know how to use cen-
tering commands or use the printer. |
didn’t know that you could take an
Applewriter program and change it
to an Appleworks. Since I’ve beenin

theclass, [ havelearned how to move
from one file to another, using the
clipboard.

“If | havea long story, I can find
certain wordsquicker,” shesaid, “and
now I know how to use the Epson
printer. I would like to know more
aboutthe MacIntoshcomputer. Thave
learned how to putextra printersinto
the computer and how to load the
printer.”

Allen continued: “I can change
marginsand tabs and gofrom onefile
to another without reloading the
computer.l havealsolearned how to
format a new disk and put page
numbers on my printouts.”

A student may be in the oral his-
tory classall four years, but only get
credit for two. Last year one student
took the class without receiving any
credit—and justfor the fun of it. The
class is offered to all students, fresh-
men through seniors. This year, 27
students are enrolled.

“The oral history projectis one of
the greatest things thathas happened
to Wheel wright High School. It gives
the kids an education that you can’t
getanywhere else,” states local resi-
dent Everett Hall.

Hall is a friend whom many stu-
dents have interviewed during the
class. He has given students much
information about the history of
Wheelwright.

Persons from outside the region
have also been impressed with the
class.

Thefirstthree of “TheFive Rights
of Parents:”

1. The right to be informed about
teachers and principals.

2. The right to be informed about
curriculum.

3. The right to be informed about
policies.

J. Cy Rowell states in his parents
rights article: “These three rights to
information are absolutely minimal
rights if parents are to be informed
PARTNERS in the educational proc-
ess.”

Rowell also says, “Parents are
more than consumers or recipients
(through their children) of a
community’s education services.
They are also contributors to the
shaping of administrative decisions
and school policy. They have theright
to seek to influence the decision-
making process.”

In Right Four, “To influence
administrative decisions,” Rowell
states, “Traditionally, American
public education has assumed thata
board sets policy, theadministrative
staff carries out policy, principals
supervise ‘building” and teachers
teach.”

As parents in the Floyd County
school system, whose children have
been victimized by the process for
whatever reason, “tradition” is not
one of this county’s realities.

Parents havealmost NEVER been
allowed, invited or encouraged tobe
part of the decision-making process.

When parentsshow someinterest
in the educational environment of a
school, theyareasked tojointhe PTA/
PTO. The involvement is narrowed
taraising money forcopy paper,copy
machine repair, garbage bags, tele-
phonebills, carpetingand thelistgoes
on.

Nowhere in the county’s school
system does our local board and
administration allow parents tobe a
meaningful part of the decision-
making that sets policy on curricu-
lum, hiring of teachersand principals
or developing evaluation criteria.
Study after educational study has

proven that when parents are in-
volved in all aspects of a school sys-
tem, everyonebenefits tremendously.

I think it is time for parents to
become involved in the process of
hiring. My feelings are echoed by
Rowell. “Parents should be able to
exertinfluence through properchan-
nels on the administrative decision-
making processasitinvolves teacher
and principal evaluation, Specifically,
parents have the right to commend
teachers and principalsina way that
will makea positivedifferencein their
standing in the profession and the
systemn. Likewise, parents have the
right to protest incompetent or unfit
teachers without fear of recrimina-
tionand with theassurance thattheir
complaints, in keeping with due
process, will be duly considered by
school administrators.

In the Lexington Herald-Leader,
dated March 30, 1990, banner head-
lines read “Education Reform Sent to
Governor.”  hope and pray that will
mean that we will finally have an
educational system where the educa-
tional welfare of the students will be
the first consideration when the
superintendent recommends, the
board votes and the policy is passed.

[ also hope that never again willa
politician’s political futurebe theonly
yardstick used to judge policr when
the vote is called in a school board
room.

Let us all hope that after Gre
Stumbo, with a tear in his eye, said,
“Nochild inKentucky willever have
to look back and sa‘y that he or she
didn’t receive the tull educational
opportunity that he or she is entitled
to,” he will consider the students in
his district first when decisions are
made in the smoke-filled meeting
rooms of Frankfortand Floyd County.

Safe areas invite free play

Children need lots of time to play,
but at the same time parents worry
about their safety, especially when
theirplay takes them outside the home.

To supportchildren’s need to play
and eliminate parents’ worry, the
places where children play must be
safe, says the April issue of PTA To-
day, the National PTA"s award-win-
ning magazine.

Whatmakes fora safe playarea?In
addition to discussing certain safety
standards that apply to the physical
environment such as the height of the
equipment, acceptable playground
surfaces, and the placement and con-
struction of swingsand slides, Francis
Wardle, a consultanton play environ-
ments, offers the following safety
guidelines for home and schooéglay-
grounds in an article in PTA Today:

*Childrenshould besupervised at
all times. When playing, children of-
ten test the limits of the equipment,
therefore an adult should always be
present in the play area.

*Playgroundsshouldsuitthechild.
Because children pass through differ-
ent developmental stages, play-
groundsshould match these stages. A

‘The Fugitive’ finale was
most watched senes episode

By Polly Vonetes

Q: I've been watching The
Fugitive on A&E with David
Janssen. I'm curious if he
ever found the one-armed
man and proved his in-
nocence and what Janssen is
doing now? —Dave Martin,
Middle River, Wis.

A: In a chmactic chase
scene, Kimble (Janssen) and
the one-armed man cornered
each other atop a water
tower, Lt. Gerard (Barry
Morse), in hot pursuit on the
ground, realized he had been
wrong about Kimble and
shot the one-armed man to
save the doctor’s life. The
one-armed man (Bill Raisch)
plunged to his death before
he could be captured. This
final episode, which aired on
Aug. 29, 1967, was seen by
more people than any single
episode of a regular series in
the history of television.
David Janssen died of a
heart attack on Feb. 13,
1980. He was 49.

Q: Recently several of us
were discussing a series that
aired about 2() years ago. It
was a half-hour show, about a
mother-less family who lived
in a high rise apartment. A
blonde pigtailed daughter,
named Biffy, freckled face
boy, a butler (named Mr.
French) and the father played
by Brian Keith, were in the
cast. Could you help us out by
telling us the name of this
show? —Thanks, Janet
Himelspach, Broadus,
Mont.

A: You could  have
guessed it was Family Affair.
Brian Keith starred as “Un-
cle Bill.” (Their parents had
been killed 1n an accident.
The closest relative was their
Dad’s brother, Uncle Bill.)
Jody. played by Johnnie
Whitaker, was the freckled
face twin brother of Bufly,
played by the late Anissa
Jones. And how could you
forget Cissy, the 15-year-old
sister, played by Kathy
Garver? The very English
gentleman’s gentleman, Mr.

David Janssen

French, was played by the
late Sebastian Cabot. The
series aired on CBS from
Sept. 1966 10'71.

Q: Here in Canada I am a
very big fan of Miami Vice. A
few weeks ago on the show
Sonny and Rico tossed their
badges. But all the shows
since feature them on the job
as wsual, Did 1 miss an
episode? Or is the series
ended and I'm getting reruns?
—Carol Twardzik, Saskat-
chewan, Canada.

A: Miami Vice ended a
five-year run on NBC witha
two-hour movie on May 21,
1989. The episodes you are
currently viewing are reruns
being shown in
syndication.

Q: In the 1974 television
show Lassie, I would like to
know whatever happened to
Robert Bray, whe played the
forest ranger on the show.
—Lester Nelson, Big Bear
Lake, Calif.

A: Robert Bray retired
from acting in the early '70s
and lived with his family at
Lake Arrowhead in Califor-
nia. He died March 7,
1983.
