The storm clouds which have been
forming for some time over a pro-
posal to relocate Prestonsburg High
School could break open in January
when a shiftis likely in the balance of
power on the Floyd County Board of
Education.

For the past few months, incum-
bent board members Ray "Shag"

Campbell and Tommy Boyd have
consistently opposed board action
relative to the proposed new high
school, but their dissent has been in
the minority.,

In January, political newcomer
Eddie Billips will replace longtime
chairman Dr. James D. Adams on the
board, a move which all but guaran-
tees a shift in the majority position
concerning the new high school.

During hiscampaign, Billips made
his opposition to relocation of the
Prestonsburg High School abundantly
clear, arguing that the existing facil-
ity should be renovated and expanded.

At Martin Elementary :

Fund deficit audited

An audit conducted last week at
Martin Elementary by the state De-
partment of Education's finance of-
fice showed the school overspent
funds derived from vending machine
sales.

The state audit was a result of the
school's activity fund account show-
ing a $14,121 deficit at the end of
1989-90 school year.

Bob Coakley, associate superin-
tendent of the state division of fi-
nance, said it was hard to determine
exactly how the funds had been spent
but cited office and school supplies
as two areas where the profits from
the vending sales had been used.

"Basically, it is just a matter of
overspending forwhattheneedsare,"
Coakley said. "The report has been
turned overto the superintendentand
he will be handling it from this point."

The Floyd County School Board
will be expected balance the account,
Coakley said, and recommendations
were made to the board to prevent
future deficits. Coakley said he could
not recall those recommendations,
but said it involved more detailed

Monday’s seismic activity as “un-
usually quiet” on the day climatolo-
gist Iben Brdwning had projected a
50-50 chance of a major earthquake.

Brownings projection, which drew
extensive coverage from state and
national media, led to a wave of
hysteria through Kentucky that re-
sulted in the closing Monday and
Tuesday of more than 50 state school
systems. Most systems, including
those in Floyd, Pike and Johnson
counties, cancelled classes after sur-
veys projected that high rates of ab-
senteeism could be expected on
December 3 and 4. Worries persisted
locally despite reports thatany earth-
quake along the New Madrid Fault
would have little to no effect on the
eastern part of the state,

What the quake scare did do,
though, was make for an extra long
weekend for Floyd County students,
including Laura Neeley and Kimi
Nunnery, fourth graders at Prestons-
burg Elementary School.

“I did my work for T.A.G. (Tal-
ented and Gifted program),” said Miss
Neeley Tuesday. “I would have gone
to school and I wasn’t worried about
(the possibility of an earthquake).”

Miss Nunnery, who said she didn’t
believe there would be anearthquake,
spent the extra time off in routine
fashion.

“I stayed home today to play with
my cousins,” she said.

And in Las Vegas, where book-
makers have been known to draw
betting lines on almost anything, the
quake prediction was a non-event.

“No odds were placed (on the
chances of an earthquake),” an odds-
maker for Leroy’s in Las Vegas said
Tuesday. “Ever since that ‘who shot
J.R.” thing, we haven’t been able to
do that.”

Coal tax share is
less than expected

Gov. Wallace Wilkinson pre-
sented Floyd County Judge Execu-
tive John M. Stumbo with a check for
$46,013.34 during the Capitol to the
Counties program held in'Pikeville
recently.

This week, Billips continued to
question the new high school project
and the costs associated with it.

Inaletter dated Tuesday, Decem-
ber 4, Billips asked Floyd Superin-
lendent Ronald Hager for a copy of
an appraisal on the Middle Creek site
of the new school.

That appraisal, which set the site
value at $400,000, reportedly estab-
lished that value based on the worth
of surface rights and mineral rights.

The rights to any coal uncovered
on the property during the construc-
tionofthe new school, however, were

retained by property owner David
May.

Billips questioned that exception
this week noting that it was his
"understanding that the property was
appraised at $400,000, including all
mineral, oil and gas" and he also
questioned a board decision to pay
$400,000 for the land if its value was
diminished by the exception of min-
eral rights.

Billips said the board apparently
agreed to pay the appraised value of
the land, which included mineral
rights, but would take title only to
surface rights.

"The board, by excepting mineral
rights, is paying far more than the
appraised value of the property,”
Billips said Tuesday. "It would ap-
pear that the total price could be
$500,000 or more, depending on the
amount of coal recovered. This
amount would - far exceed the
$400,000 appraised value of the prop-
erty, which included the mineral
value."

Billips explained that while the
loss of mineral rights might not con-
stitute added costs for the property, it
would constitute the loss of potential
revenues thatcould offset those costs.

Board splits on bond vote

A resolution to issue $7.1 million
in school building revenue bonds to
construct additions at James A, Duff
Elementary, Left Beaver High School
and site preparation for the new
Prestonsburg High School was ap-
proved Monday at a special meeting

of the Floyd County Board of Educa-

tion,

The measure narrowly passed,
with board members Tommy Boyd
and Ray "Shag" Campbell voting
against the resolution because it in-
cluded the new Prestonsburg High
School site.

“The people (of Prestonsburg)
don't want it there and I don't think
we should ry to force it on them,"
Boyd said. "It ain't right."

Vice chairman James Duff appar-
ently had reservations on the issue,
butvoted for the resolution because it
included other school projects. Duff
said the board would be investigating
the possibility of changing the school
site if the project had not passed the
point of no return.,

Board members Duff, Campbell
and Boyd said they will seek legal
advice on the situation and proceed
from that point concerning ways to
stop the Prestonsburg project.

In other action, the board set the
motor vehicle tax rate at 58 cents per
$100 assessed value, doubling last
year's rate, until the new property tax
assessments have been received by
the Revenue Cabinet. The board re-
served the right, however, to adjust
the assessment after the property
evaluations are received.

Superintendent Ron Hager told
the board the department of finance
with the education department had
requested local boards to set the tax

rate because property assessmentsare
not expected until early 1991.
"Wecan'tset the property tax rates
until we get the new assessments
because we don't know the assessed

_value," Hager said, "But we have to

be careful so thal we don't have a

huge deficit in our budget at the end
of the year."

. Finance officer Russell Frazier
said the 58 cent assessment would
produce "just over" $1 million in

Vice chairman James Duff said he
felt the board could rescind the pro-
posal in January.

“I believe we can rescind this part
but we shouldn’t stop the others,
Allen, Left Beaverand Right Beaver
(projects) from continuing,” Duff
said.

Apparently the board has not
reached a point of noreturn concern-
ing the new Prestonsburg High
School.

Chairman Adams said it would be
“discriminating against the students
in the north end of the county” if the
board decided to renovate the ex-
isiting school instead of building a
new high school.

“You're dealing with a federal
issue now,” Adams said. “This is a
state of the art program.”

Mike Luscher, director of build-
ings and grounds with the state De-
partment of Education, said the proj-
ect can be stopped or altered at any
point before the sale of bonds for the
actual construction of the building.
Bonds cannot be sold for the con-
struction until the final plans are
submitted and approved by the state
buildingsand groundsdepartmentand
bids for construction of the facility
are received by the state.

“The local board can turn back at
any time before construction of the
building,” Luscher said. “But, a sub-
stantial amount of money could be
spenton the project before that point.
At this point, T have not even seen the
site development package. The local
board can stop this project if they
choose to do so. So far, for the
Prestonsburg High School, they have
sold bonds for the acquisition of the
property. Nothing beyond that.”

Woody Barwick said the commis-
sion approved $400,000 for the land
acquisition based on the appraisal of
the property. Thatappraisal contained

mineral rights to the property.

“The board could abandon the site
but the commission would have to
approve it, we’ve never had this
happen before,” Barwick said. “It
could create a problem but not any
thatcan’tbe solved. The board needs
1o be cautious and deliberate in its
actions, It's hard to predict what
would happen.”

Bond sales for the property acqui-
sition were held in November.

The $7.1 million bond sale cannot
take place until January ormostlikely
February, according to Bob Coakley,
finance officer with the state Depart-
ment of Education.

“According to my calendar, it’s
pretty full (dates for bond sales
throughout the state) until February,”
Coakley said,

Terrell Ross, with Ross, Sinclaire
and Associates bonding agent, said
Hager had asked that the bonds be
sold in February.

“As far as I know, it will be some-
time in February,” Ross said. “I
haven’t got the date set as of yet. It
has to be cleared in Frankfort but Mr.,
Hager indicated he wanted the bond
sale to be held in February.”

When it comes to legislative pol-
icy decisions, results rarely meet ini-
tial expectations. This seems espe-
cially true with respect to the federal
budget and taxes.

In seven of the last nine years, the
federal budget has beenset by budget
summit agreements. The purpose of
each of these seven summils was to
reduce the deficit. The results have
been, in a word, dreadful.

Inall seven budget-summit years,
new taxes were agreed to in return for
a lower deficit agreement. In 1982,
for example, Congress promised Lo
cut federal spending by $3 for every
$1 in new taxes. When actual data
became available, the nation learned
that Congress spent every dollar of
the single largest tax increase in our
history — plus another 16 cents!
Long-term results are even worse,
The National Chamber Foundation
Studied tax increases since 1947 and
found that the Congress has spent
$1.72 for every dollar in new taxes
raised. In the two years where there
was no summit agreement and no
new laxes (1984 and 1987), the defi-
cit fell by $22.5 billion and $71.5
billion, respectively.

Tax legislation enacted in the
1980s vastly changed the texture of
the U.S. economy. Our economy
shifted form the goods-producing
sector Lo the service/government
sector. More Americans are trapped
in jobs that fail to pay salaries suffi-
cient to build houses, buy cars, edu-
catechildrenand provide forasecure
retirement, The math iseasy to grasp.
I[ 100 million American workers are
earning $15 per hour “‘on the line,”
the country is richer than if the same
100 million workers are in service
sector jobs paying $10 per hour.

The actual numbers are compel-
ling, In the Reagan/Bush era, total
employment grew by 21.9 percent
between 1979 and 1990, But, virtu-
ally all of the growth was in the

service/government sectors. The
goods-producing sector, including
mining, construction, durable and
non-durable goods production, lost
827,000 jobs in that same period.

The income side of the ledger is
even more dramatic. In 1989, the
average weekly salary foraconstruc-
tion worker was $506.72 and for
personsinretail, $189.01. Atthe same
time, tax increases and inflation al-
low us to keep less of what we do
earn, thusreducing the quality of life.
Average weekly earnings in the pri-
vate sector have declined in seven of
the last 10 years and continue to do
so. In short, the American worker has
less money to spend and a smaller
standard ofliving than in the lastyear
of the Carter presidency.

Bashing business and wealthy
taxpayers is always good for a head-

line, but the real stories are the con-
cerns of the more than 50 percent of
us who are locked into jobs earning
less than $30,000 and federal poli-
cies in place that, left unchecked,
guaraniee the steady erosion of our
standard of the living.

The president and the 102nd
Congress would be wise to heed the
lessons of the past decade. They
should aggressively pursue policies
permitting the private sector to pro-.
duce, expand and compete, Instead
of worrying about excise taxes on
beer, wine, alcohol, tobacco and
gasoline, the Congress should be
enacting policies promoting indus-
trial revival. We were flatly wrong to
permit the adoption of “neutral” tax
policies. We need o develop our
industrial sector and the higher qual-
ity employment that it brings,

Atthe sametime, weneed to tailor
social spending to existing federal
revenues, which are at an all-time
post-war high. Many legislators
firmly believe that social spending is
the key to the American heart and to
political survival. This view persists
despite evidence that unrestrained
social spending leads to deficits and,
as night follows day, deficits lead to
new taxes. It also persists despite the
fact that tax legislation of the last
decade has cut against the industrial
backbone of American prosperity —
despite the fact that our standard of
living has been compromised.

Driving Awareness Week observed \

Driving under the influence, or
DUI, isa phrase commonly linked 1o
alcohol intoxication. However,
among the 41,000 DUI arrests in
Kentucky last year were many mo-
torists who failed to recognize the
DUI potential of “other drugs.”

Dec. 9-15 is national “Drunk and
Drugged Driving Awareness Week.”
That observance, coupled with the
oncoming holiday travel and party
season, has Kentucky substance abuse
experts emphasizing the fact that
drugs, even some legal ones, can
impairone’sability tooperate a motor
vehicle,

Mike Townsend, director of the
Department for Mental Health and
Mental Retardation Services Divi-
sion of Substance Abuse, said, “Al-
cohol is a very powerful drug relative
to its effect on a person’s physical
coordination and reaction time. So,
yes, it's important to avoid drinking
and driving.

“Yet, other drugs, such as valium,
marijuana, Xanax and pain-relievers
such as codeine, also possess the
potential toalter vision, alertness and
capabilities behind the wheel of a car
or truck,” he said.

“We use this week to encourage
people to think about the effect that
some drugs, prescription or other-
wise, can have on their driving
safety.”

According to Kentucky State
Palice records, while the number of
alcohol-related deaths decreased from
1988 to 1989 in Kentucky, the num-
ber of persons killed in accidents
related to “other drugs” increased.

In 1989, Kentucky police cited
alcohol as a factor in 7,670 accidents
killing 319 people compared to 1988,
when 389 persons died in 8,014
wrecks. In 1989, drugs werecited as
a contributing factor in 380 Ken-
tucky accidentsand 12 fatalities, com-
pared 1o nine deaths and 383 such
accidents in 1988.

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Handling the holidays is
difficult for grieving families

Children opening presents. Kids
excitedly telling Santa their wish lists.
Families auending religious services
together, Littleones helping grandma
bake cookies and decorate.

Much of the holiday joy for adults
revolves around children and their
fascination with the season. How-
ever, families who are grieving the
death of a child often have a difficult
timereconciling their feelingsof both
grief and happiness during the holi-
day season.

These natural feelings can be
especially complicated when a fam-
ily has lost a baby to Sudden Infant
Death Syndrome (SIDS), also called
crib death, according to Ida Lyons,
RN, coordinator of the Kentucky
Department for Health Services SIDS
program.

SIDS is the sudden and unexpected
death of a seemingly health infant
whose death remains unexplained
even after an autopsy. Each year,
about 100 Kentucky babies die of
SIDS,

“It's perfectly natural for families
to grieve when they lose achild,” she
said. “But with SIDS, many parents
are overcome by unwarranted guilt
about being unable w0 prevent the
infant’s death,

“Thegrief combined with the guilt
is often paralyzing—especially dur-
ing a season when everyone is sup-
posed to be happy and having a good
time.”

Lyons says that families can do a
variety of things 1o help them cope
through the Hanukka-Christmas-New
Year’s holidays.

“It's important for families 10
realize up front that their emotions
will be like a roller coaster, and that
it's best 1w simply cope with the
emotions you're feeling at the mo-
ment.

“Expect that the tears will come
along with the smilesand don’t try to
fight either one,” she suggests.

“Mostimportantly—remember to
do what feels appropriate for your
family. If following the established
family traditions is a comfort to you,
then do so. If changing things this
year will help, try eating atadifferent
time or opening presents at a differ-
ent family member's home.

“Each family and their grief is
unique, soeach family must find what
best suits them.”

Lyons offers the following sug-
gestons for grieving families o
consider,

—If holiday shopping is too diffi-
cult, use department store and mail-
order catalogs or personal shopping
services, or ask a friend to go with
you. If shopping becomes o over-
whelming, go home for a break.

—Some families find that honor-
ing the memory of their child helps.
Examples are placing a special orna-
ment on the tree, donating toys and/
or clothes to a children’s charity,
hanging a stocking for the child and
decorating a graveside tree,

—Do not try to over-do the fes-
tivities. Meeting all holiday obliga-
tions can be stressful in the best of
times. Families already underastrain
should consider carefully choosing
the activities they will participate in.

The Department for Health Sery-
ices has a network of SIDS counsel-
ors who can provide counseling and
information to families who have lost
babies to SIDS. Counselors can be
reached through the Floyd County
Health Department.

If it was your ball the gang was
playing with, and they made youmad,
you could always take your ball and
go home. Well, if you coach basket-
ball and you aren’t entirely in agree-
ment with the referee’s, you can
always take your team and go home.

That seems to be the case in some
instances of the past week where we
have problems with coaches not being
too taken by the officiating in grade
school basketball.

Two weeks ago, two of the
county’s top grade school programs
met at the Martin gym for one of the

top grade school games. The Martin
Purple Flash and John M. Stumbo
Mustangs were 10 meet for the third
time this season. The rivalry between
the two teams had become very in-
tense after the first meeting in the
Right Beaver Classic at Martin o
Kick off the grade school basketball
season. [n the game, aMustang player,
Toby Newsome was injured by a
thrown elbow and had to be 1aken o
the hospital.

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BOWHUNTING WITH
CARBON ARROWS

For as long as most of us can
remember, aluminum arrows have
been standard equipment for archers
around the world. In fact, if you were
a bowhunter, you used aluminum
arrows; there just wasn’t another
choice: That, however, is now chang-
ing.

Beman, a French company, intro-
duced a carbon-graphite arrow sev-
eral years ago. Designed for com-
petitive archers, Berman's new shafts
were much lighterand straighter than
comparably-spined aluminum shafts.
In the 1988 Olympic archery compe-
titions, 25 percent of the archers used
Beman’s new shafts—and they took
home 75 percent of the medals! Since
that time, competitive archers have

traded their aluminum shafts for the
new high-tech graphite shafis.

Sensing an unexplored market,
Beman wisely developed a carbon
shaft deigned exclusively for
bowhunters and called it the Beman
Hunter. Constructed of linear fibers
of carbon graphite, these shafts look
very much like a short piece of a
graphite fishing rod, and they are
much thinner and lighter than tradi-
tional aluminum arrows.

The chief advantage of graphite
arrows is that they are lighter than
conventional aluminum arrows. In
the field, this means that they will
shoot much flatter than aluminum
arrows, thereby helping the hunter to
compensate for errors in judging
distance 1o targets. As most bowhun-

ters know, an error in distance esti-
mation often means a missed shot.

Butbecause graphite arrows follow a
much flatter trajectory than the typi-
cal rainbow-like trajectory of alumi-
num arrows, distance estimation is
eased somewhal. Hunters and com-
petitive archers alike will find this a
very real advaniage.

Because carbon arrows are much
lighterthan aluminum ones, they offer
dramatically increased velocities.
This means your arrow will cover the
distance between you and the deer
much faster thanan aluminum arrow,
and hopefully before the deer can
react to the sound of your bow. By
simply switching to full length car-
bon arrows, most bowhunters can
gain all of the advantages of an over-
draw without the disadvantages of a
shortened arrow. Beman says that
their Hunter shafts will give you an
increased velocity of 1210 17 percent
over similarly spined aluminum
shafts, though I have found that fig-
ure to be quite conservative.

Carbon arrows also oscillate less
than conventional aluminum shafts,
and this means improved accuracy
and tighter groups. Though break-
able, carbon shafts are unbendable so
you will not have to worry about bent
shafts. Too, Beman shafts are much
straighter than premium aluminum
arrows, While the best aluminum
shafts aremanufactured toa TIR (total
indicator reading of shaft straight-
ness) of .004 inches, Beman's Hunter
is manufactured to a TIR of .0025
inches, thus making it the straightest
hunting arrow shaft in the world.

I began shooting Beman’s Hunter
shaft back in the spring, and to be
quite honest with you, [ could not be
more impressed. Though my draw
lengthis 31 inches, I use a TM Hunter
rest that allows me to shoot a 29 inch
arrow. With a 29 inch 50/70 Beman
Hunter and a draw weight of 65
pounds, I can pull 248 feet persecond
out of my bow. For a full-length
arrow, thatisquite fast. Additionally,
my arrow’s trajectory is extraordi-
narily flat, enabling me to use just
one sight pin out to 25 yards; from
one yard to 25 yards, | can aim with
one pin and keep my arrows in deer’s
vitals, Because most bowhunting
shots are atranges less than 25 yards,
this is an extremely advantageous
sighting system for any bowhunter.

Because these carbon arrows are a
bit lighter than aluminum shafts, I
was afraid that they would not pene-
trale well in a hunting situation, An
early season hunt in South Carolina
proved those fears groundless, for I
was able to make a through-and-
through shot on a buck, dropping itin
just 43 yards from the point of im-
pact. The tremendous increase in
arrow velocity obtained when switch-
ing to carbon shafts more than out-
weighs the lessened mass of the ar-
row. (Penetration is a product of the
arrow’skinetic energy, a value deter-
mined through the arrow’s velocity
and massor weight.) In fact, Beman’s
research has indicated that their car-
bon shafts provide roughly 25 per-
cent greater penetration than compa-
rable aluminum shafts. This fall, while
hunting in various states,  have taken
three shots at whitetail bucks while
using Beman Hunter shafts, All three
were  through-and-through shots
penetrating both lungs, and all of
those deer fell within sight of my
treestand.

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HOW THE PROS ADD NOISE
TO THEIR FISHING

For years bass fishermen have been
told noise frighiens fish, bul now
many of the nation’s lournament pros
are deliberately adding noise 1o their
lures,

Of course, rattles have been put
into fastmoving crankbaits for years,
butno one has everdecided just how
important this added sound is, espe-
cially when compared to the vibra-
tions such lurgs produce.

Today, however, rattles are being
added to jigs and plastic worms, two
lures traditionally fished slowly and
methodically along the bottom with-
out much vibration,

“We have learmed bass use their
hearing system a great deal when
feeding,” explains Evinrude Pro Staff
angler KenCook. “I"ve noticed when
I go scuba diving that I can often
attract bass close to me by making a
light clicking noise, like tapping two
rocks together.”

Several firms are now marketing
lure rattles
cased i glass or plasuc sheaths
that ¢can casily be pushed into a worm.
These same rattles can also be glued
1o jigs, usually just below the head
where they are hidden by the skirt

A number ol jigs ar¢ also being
sold woday with the rattles already in
place, and the number of manufac-
turers doing this 15 expected W in-
crease.

“] believe adding noise like this
helps primarily under two condi-
tions,” he says, “which are when I'm
fishing very deep water and when
I'm working extremely heavy cover.
Both of these are when visibility is
limited and bass would tend to rely
more on their sense of hearing."

When fishing a plastic worm in
deep water, Cook does a lot of rod
shaking rather than steady reeling.
This cause the lure to dance and jump
— and make noise — in the same
spot. Instead of having to search for
bass with his lure, Cook uses noise o
make bass do the searching,

“l also believe noise can be impor-
tant when flipping worms into thick
cover,” Cook says. “When I do this,
[ tie a small piece of rubber band
around my fishing line about a quar-
ter-inch -above the slip sinker. This
has the same effect as pegging the
slip sinker in place, but allows just
enough movement for the sinker (o
click against the bead.”

Before storing your boat this
winter, apply a thin coating of OMC
Triple-Guard grease on the steering
cable ram of the remote controlled
outboard after thoroughly cleaning
the ram. The grease will help the
steering work smoothly and easily
and keep it from seizing during stor-
age.

LURES FOR COLD WATER
FISHING

If you limit your cold water bass
fishing strictly to deep water jigs,
you're usually missing a lot of alter-
native opportunities that often yield
some excellent action.

Spinnerbaits, crankbaits, even
topwater chuggers and poppers can,
at times, be used in cold water,

“The overall key is the weather
itself, explains Johnson Outboards
Pro Staff angler Fredda Lee, who
fishes year-round, regardless of the
weather conditions,

“Very often, winter weather is
broken by several warm, sunny days
between fronts,” she says. “These
types of days can cause bass 1o move
into more shallow water and make
them more active.

“You still have 10 retrieve your
lures slowly and deliberately, but
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sometimes the aclivity level of bass
on days like this can be a pleasant
surprise.”

For example, says the attractive
Johnson Outboards pro, bass may be
enticed to hit a topwater popper or
chugger fished over shallow moss,
even in the dead of winter. Likewise,
spinnerbaits and crankbaits can often
draw strikes around rocky riprap.

“Vegetation usually holds bass
year round,” says Lee. “It provides
cover, warmer water, and food, so the
bass don't really need to leave,
They're just not as active.

Instead of really popping a plug
across the 1op of a mossbed, work it
very slowly with a lot of pauses. You
may need to switch 1o a smaller lure
and make repeated casts, but don’t
ever start thinking a bass isn’t there.”

Lee works crankbaits in the same
deliberate manner. She likes to fish
points, stumpy flats, and boathouses
withadiving plug that gets quickly 1o
the bottom and then chugs and digs
its way back to the boat.

“*Stump flats can really be surpris-
ing,” she notes, “'because they may
hold winter bass even when the water
depth is less than five feet. The most
effective flats are those edged by a
deeper channel the fish can use when
the weather turns cold again.

“On a warm day, bass frequently
move up onto a flat to feed, particu-
larly in mid-afternoon after the sun
has been out for several hours.

“My lure choice hereis acrankbait
or spinnerbait worked carefully
around the cover and bouncing off
the stumps.™

The spinnerbait term for this type
of fishing 1s known as “slow-rolling”
explains Lee, and does not mean
rolling the lure over the cover. It
refersto the spinnerbaitblades, which
rotate or “roll over” more slowly due
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1o the slow retrieve,

Lee's winler spinnerbait choice is
a single small willow leal or Colo-
rado blade model, either of which
produces good vibration and flash.

Rock riprap, the stones placed
along a shoreline (o add support for
roadways and bridges. are excellent
winter fishing spots, according to the
former model-turned-angler, Bass
move very shallow and close 1o the
rocks Lo gain added warmth.

Fish a crankbait or spinnerbait
parallel to the riprap,” Lec suggests,
“and work very shallow depths. Pay
particular attention to odd places in
the rocks where logs or other cover
may be present.”
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HUNTING POPULARITY
ON THE INCREASE

The popularity of hunting has
steadily increased in Kentucky over
the past five years, according to a
recent survey conducted by the Uni-
versity of Louisville’s Urban Re-
search Insttute (UR).

Interestingly, this upsurge is in
sharp contrast lo downward trends in
other parts of the country.

According to the URI survey, the
number of persons purchasing a resi-
dent hunting, combination hunting/
fishing or a junior hunting license has
increased by approximately 10 per-
cent since 1985. (Over the same pe-
riod, the state’s population grew by
less than one percent.) The number of
hunters between 36 and 55 years old
showed the most significantadvance,
growing by some nine percent.

“The growth in hunter numbers is

in direct proportion Lo improved &

hunting opportunities,” according 1o
Lauren Schaaf, director of the wild-
life division for the Kentucky De-
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re-
sources,

Interestin white-tailed deeris very
high among state sportsmen, along
with growing attention being given
to wild turkey.

While nearly 82 percent of
Kentucky's hunters enjoy some form
of small game (squirrel, rabbit, quail,
grouse and groundhog) hunting, the
white-tailed deer is the single most
popular species, with almost 64 per-
centofthe state’s hunting enthusiasts
devoting at least some of their time
afield to deer hunting. And, as indi-
cated by the huge overlap in percent-
ages, many outdoor sporismen enjoy
both kinds of hunting!

The survey also produced some
interesting insights into the attitudes
and feelings of those who participate
in regulated hunting activities.
Eighty-three percent of those sur-
veyed expressed support for any fu-
ture efforts by the fish and wildlife
department to acquire more lands for
public hunting and wildlife manage-
ment, and the vast llldjl.)l‘li} of those

f.wonng future acquisitions (86.5 Lexington to face the new Lexington team and came home with a 74-60

percent) said they would be willing
1o pay an additional three to five
dollars annually 1o help finance such
endeavors,

Solid supporkufor efforts (o ac-
quire additional public lands was
consistent with attitudes expressedin
the last department-sponsored sur-
vey in 1985. (The Kentucky Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources
sponsorsa statewide study every five
years to momtor the changing atti-
tudes of thecommonwealth’s sports-
men and Lo gauge their responses to
wildlife management policies.)

“I don’t think there's any doubt
that sportsmen are willing to pay the
price for additional lands,” said
Schaaf, “Just as long as they know
whatthey're getting for their money,
and what it will cost.”

Schaafestimates thata $5 “habitat
stamp™ attached to hunting licenses
could generate about 1.5 million
dollars annually. If the stamps were
attached to hunting and fishing li-
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censes for “across the board™ habitat
improvements, the annual revenuc
would likely be around five million
dollars.

Thedevelopmentand saleof such
a“habitatstamp” isonlyin the “think-
ing stage” at this tme. Currently,
there are no plans to initiate such a
prograin.

Tom Whitaker holds annual exhibit at PCC

Artist and teacher Tom Whitaker
opened his annual exhibit at the
Prestonsburg Community College
gallery Wednesday. Whitaker's work
will be displayed through Friday.

In addition to some of Whitaker’s
trademark works, he exhibited sev-
eral new paintings and prints. A new
self-portrait, according to Whitaker,
is “achance for me to find out what’s
going on in my life, it helps me to
regain my focus — It's not just be-
cause I want another pretty face.”

The most fascinating work
Whitaker displayed in this show is
entitled “Fear of Becoming the
Circle,” This painting demanded
more attention than any other work in
the room. Whitaker combined sim-
plicity of line with striking color 1o
deliver a powerful message that is
both full of wonder and fearful of the
finality of death,

Whitaker discussed his work and
addressed some of the problems
Appalachian artists fuce. “Partof the
problem ig identity. I am often asked
if I consider my art Appalachian. |
don't, necessarily, but I think it's a
reflection of Appalachia. Atthe same
time there are so many subjects that

are universal whether you're in
Wheelwright or New York Cily or
China, Even color and arrangement
are universal.”

Whitaker considers exposure the
most pressing problem faced by
Appalachianartists. Like many of his
colleagues, Whitaker spends most of
his weekends traveling o festivals
and showstodisplay hiswork.“That’s
the frustrating part of this profession.
When you paint something, it’s art.
The minute you sell that painting, it’s
promotion — it’s a business.”

And, Whitaker said, that business
confounds the efforts of most Appa-
lachian artists. “We have not been
strong in marketing. We don’tlike to
brag on ourselves, We think some-
body else is going 10 do il, and they
are nol. So we, as an artistic commu-
nity, need to develop a network that
will help Appalachian artists gain
more attention.”

A native of Magoffin County,
Whitaker started working as a pro-
fessional artist-about 20 years ago.
“But, inasense, that'salic. Y ou start
as a child by being perceptive, by
being sensitive, by being aware; and
drawing is as muchabout awareness

and sensitivity as il is taking up a
pencil and drawing. So in a sense |
started as a very young child.”

Generally, Whitaker looks for
“things that move my emotions, like
a black cat in the snow, and certainly
things I remember from my child-
hood. As an artist, you'combine what
you have known with what you feel
and come up with a painting.”

“I've never been able to limit
myself to one theme; it’s too confin-
ing, It’s subjects that say something,
that have meaning to me; like the
sunlight hitting a white house at dusk
or a curtain blowing in the breeze,”
Whitaker further explamed.

Whitaker has taught art at
Prestonsburg Community College for
nearly sevenieen years. He usually
offers classes in art appreciation,
drawing and painting, and art educa-
tion. "lenjoy teaching, I enjoy people.
I think it's easy to become lost and
bored working in isolation, so I need
contact with people to stimulate my
interest.”

His waork at the college has an-
other benefit. “Teaching has been 4
good patron. | may be stronger as an
artist by not having (o paint what is
popular or what the patron wants. It
takes a genius to please a patron and

please yourself, 100.”

There are also drawbacks,
Whitaker continued, “my teaching
can be quite demanding upon my
time and that may mean I don'tprog-
ress, mature, and attempt new meth-
ods and subjects as often as an artist
who paints, maybe, sixieen hours a
day. I always need to find more time
(o express myself.

The secret of s success? “Tobe
good,” said Whitaker, “you have to
create out of need, you don't have
any choice and you feel like it's more
important than anything ¢lse on
earth.”

Whitaker is currently preparing
for an Appalshop exhibit that will be
touring in the arca, "Images from the
Mountains”. The exhibit is sched-
uled for the PCC gallery forthe month:

of April. “It's a good show, @ strong
show. It shows the different levels,
the different forms of art that we find
in our area.” An opening night lec-
ture and reception are planned.

Anew exhibit, “Computer Graph-
ics,” will open on Wednesday, De-
cember 5.

There is more 1o Social Security
than benefits for persons over 62
years-of-age, Consumer Education
Research Center, anational non-profit
consumer group has been research-
ing the Social Security system and
the benefits it provides since 1972.
One finding is that, of the 50.million
persons now collecting benefits, more
than 15 million are under 62 and,
surprisingly, the average age 18 only
about 30.

Robert L. Berko, consumer writer
and executive director of the center,
says the organization has been pub-
lishing and updating a complete list
of available benefits (and how to
qualify for them) for the past 18 years,
the guide offers consumers of allages
an awareness of the benefits they are
entitled to under the latest laws The

12th update (a complete revision) is
now available.

The book contains a form 1o get a
copy of your Social Security account
showing all credits to your account
and an estimate of the amount you
will get uponretirementor disability.
Workers must check their Social
Security accounts frequently since
any errors more than three years old

will not becorrecied. Ofien, the study
found, workers have had too much
deducted from their wages and were
due a refund. In other cases, employ-
ers had not sentthe correctamount o
be credited to accounts. If you have
records of the amount carnings and
deductions, you will be credited with
that money and the employer s share
whetherornothe gver sentthe money
1o the government,

* In some cases parents of a de-
ceased worker are eligible for bene-
fits even if they never paid into the
sysiem,

* Many children are eligible for
benefits even though their parents
never paid into the system,

* Minor children and surviving
spouse of a person who has worked
under the SS system for as little as
one day ineach of six annual quariers
can collect benefits.

* Income from investments, inter-
est, annuities, rentals and royalties
are not considered in determining
eligibility—nor is income from a
business in which the person was
ownerorpariner if paymentsare made
as a retirement benefits, purchase of
equity or any of the above. Only
income listed as payment for actual
work will affect retirement benefits.
And after age 70,even thatrestriction
is lifted.

* A divorcee (either sex), 62 or
older, who was married 10 years or
more iseligible for benefits when the
ex-spouse starts collecting retirement
ordisability payments if the divorcee
was later married and that marriage
ended in death or divorce, this will
not affect eligibility.

* The Supplementary Security
Income (SSI) program provides bene-
fits go aged, blind, physically dis-
abled and ever those with language
handicaps, Even if these recipients
own cars, homes or other assets. No
lien is taken against the assets and a
person cannot be disqualified because
relatives are financially able to sup-
port the recipient,

* Some benefits, such as SS1, do
not require any work record by the
recipient or his or her family.

Recognizing the problem of mil-
lions who were missing out on
agency-administered programs, So-
cial Security Commissioner Gwen-
dolyn S. King, said in a recent inter-
view, "I believe very strongly that we
need to do more by way of outreach,”

Commissioner King’s statement
was applauded by Ron Pollack, ex-
ecutive director of the Families USA
Foundation because, he says, “a good
number of people do notknow about
the program.” Many people, he found,
“try 10 make inquiries, but do not get
through or receive erroneous infor-
mation. And there are many who go
to an office to apply but don’t get the
assistance necessary to fill out their
applications.”

Mr. Berko tells us that, “Even if
you are ¢ligible, you will not receive
checks unless you apply.” For that
reason Consumers Guide to Social
Security Benefits tells you how to
apply and what to say.

Strangely, the agency does not
publish a comprehensive book for
consumers that would inform them

of all benefits due under Social Secu-
rity and who is eligible. In past years,
there were many pamphletsavailable
which described various phases of
the program. Now, under the present
austerity budget, many of these have
been discontinued and plans for new
booklets scrapped. To make things
worse, nooffice has acomplete setof
the few pamphlets that are supposed
10 be available,

13th amendment
is celebrated

The 125th anniversary of adop-
tion of the 13th Amendment to the
U.S. Constitution, which abolished
slavery is being celebrated this year.
This marks a century and a quarter of
freedom forall people in our country,
regardless of race, sex or religion.

The amendment was ratified on
December 18, 1865, soon after the
Civil War ended and two years after
Abraham Lincoln's Emancipation
Proclamation, It took the question of
slavery out of the hands of the indi-
vidual states and proclaimed, “Nei-
ther slavery nor involuntary servi-
tude, exceptasapunishment forcrime
whereof the patty shall have been
duly convicted, shall exist within the
United States, or any place subject to
their jurisdiction.”

The 13th Amendment was soon
followed by the 14th, which granted
full citizenship to black Americans.

Every year thousands of poinset-
tias are given as gifis at Christmas.
Every year 99 percent of these beau-
uful plants are discarded because
people think they won’tbloom again,
About this time, you will read some-
where that the flower can be kept
because it will bloom nextyear. Very
few plants actually do,

The best way to getthem to bloom
next year is simple—treat them well,
Don’t worry about them or pamper
them too much. Just hope for the
best.

When the ground and the weather
has warmed up next spring and all
dangerof frostis gone; cut yourplants
back to 5 or 6 inches and plant them,
pot and all, outside in a sunny SpoL.
Burying the plant and mulching cuts
down on the need 10 water so often.

As the plants grow through the
summer, keep an eye on the shape, If
they start getting (0o tall and leggy,
pinch out the top to force side
branches. Better yet, cutoff about 4
inches from the top and root them for
new plants.

Cutabove a leaf joint Lo prevent a
stub on the parent plant. Then make
aslanting cut just below the nextleaf
joint on the cutting. Discard the end
of the cutting along with the lower
leaves. Drop thecutting in cold water
for five minutesto stop the milky sap
that is cozing out. Place the cuttings
in vermiculture or perlite. Keep in-
side ona windowsilluntil rooted about

Q. What is an adjustable rate
mortgage? Can it save me money
over the life of the loan?

A. Anadjustable rate mortgage
(ARM) is one that fluctuates up
and down with the market condi-
tions. Generally, the initial inter-
est rate is a little lower than the
rate for fixed-rate mortgages.

Most ARM’s have a cap or ceil-
ing in place which will not permit
the interest rate to go up or down
more than a set percentage. For
instance, one ARM may be set up
with a 2% ceiling and reviewed
every two years. This means that
there is a possibility that the
monthly payment may go up or
down every two years, but at a
rate not more than 2% per review
period. This possibility should be
taken into consideration when
youapply for the loan so that you
have an idea as to how much the
paymentcanincreaseat one time.
You must also take into consid-
eration other factors suchasother
possible debts you may incur for
a car, college tuition, etc. and
whetheryourincome will increase
accordingly.

Lenders tie the increase in rate
to several types of indexes.
Among the indexes most com-
monly used are those tied to rates
on treasury securities, the aver-
age cost of funds to savings and
loans, or the lender’s own costs.

Another type of ARM is one
where the payment remains the
same. In this type of loan, the
additional interest costs that oc-
cur when the review is done are
added to the balance of the loan.
This means that you may end up
owing more money than you
originally borrowed for the home,
thusincreasing the life of the loan.

As you can see, there are many
factors to consider before choos-
ing this type of mortgage. Be sure
to weigh these factors against a
fixed-rate mortgage.

Before you apply for any loan,
be sure to ask the lender for all the
information that is available on
the type of loan you are consider-
ing. Be sure that you understand
all of the requirements fully.
