The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation began today advertising for 
the site work, but plans for the work 
do not have state approval. 

Jn fact, 1.he stale Department of 
Buildings and Grounds had just re-

ceived the plans Monday, and the 
required BG- I form has not been 
submitted by the local board. 

A BG-1 fonn outlines whal. wock 
will be perfonned, a cost estimate of 
the project and how lhe project will 
befWlded. 

"The board cannot officially ad­
vertise for bids until the BG-1 forms 
have been submitted," said Mike 
Luscher, associate superintendent 
with the state Department of Build­
ings and Grounds. "When plans arc 
approved, the board can officially

teacher Sharon Sammons confinned 
the results. Sammons said lhcsurvey 
was conducted among students and 
teachers Tuesday during homeroom, 
adding that choices were limited. She 
said the survey asked if respondents 
preferred a new school or remodeling 
of the present facility. 

According to Sammons, roughly 
600 students answered the survey 
with a 2 to 1 margin favoriog renova-

tion of the existing high school. Only 
22 teachers responded to the ques­
tion, with 14 showing a similar pref­
erence for renovation. Sammons said 
many teachers did not participate in 
lhe poll because the questions of­
fered no options other than remodel­
ing or rebuilding.

Contmetdocuments were pepared 
by John L. Cannan and Associates 
Inc. of Lexington. Jobn Carman said 
the board approved preparation of 
the contracts at its special meeting 
last week and contacted his office to 
draft the documents. 

The plans include major site prepa­
ration, grading and drainage and 
excavation, Cannan said. No detailed 
cost estimate was prepared on the 
project. 

Altl10ugh no bonds have been sold 
for the site development, the local 
board can choose to spend the funds 
for lhe work and be reimbursed after 
the bond sale, said Woody Barwick 
director of the Schools Facility Con­
struction Commission. But a bond 
sale cannot be held Wltil the plans for 
Ule proje(t~ approved by Luscber. 

The board voted 3-2last week to 
approve a $7.1 million bond sale 
which included the Prestonsburg 
projecL Board members Tommy 
Boyd and Ray "Shag" Campbell 
opposed the bond issue citing dissat­
isfaction with the Prestonsburg High 
School projccL Board vice chairman 
JamesDuffvoicedreservationsabout 
the project also, but said the 
Prestonsburg High School project 
could be rescinded in January. The 
bond sale will most likely be held in 
February. 

The board of education re-sched­
uled its regular meeting date to De­
CC!nbcr 19 on the grounds several 
members could not be present at the 
scheduled December 12 meeting.

House leader meets with incinerator foes :

People responsible for abandon­
ing animals in Prestonsburg could 
face hefty fmes in exchange, thanks 
10 a city ordinance adopted Monday. 

During their regular December 
meeting Monday, city council mem­
bers gave final approval to the ordi­
nance, which outlaws the abandon­
ment of domestic animals in the city. 

Before the motion to adopt the or­
dinance was passed, Councilman 
Billy Ray Collins questioned adopt­
ing the measure while the Aoyd 
CoWlty Animal Shelta remains on 
unstable financial ground. Mayor 
Latta explained that the ordinance es­
tablishes a fine, but does not include 
provisions for pickup or shelrer of 
animals. Animal abandonment in the 
city of Prestonsburg now carries a 
fine of not less than $100 nor more 
than $500.

The only air tests 
that have been conducted are visual 
inspections. The state EPA comes 
and loolcs at the stacks and if there's 
no smoke at that time, they say it's 
clear." 

Stumbo appeared to be concerned 
that the incinerators arc not regulated 
and said "someone ought 10 monitor 
what comes out of that stack." 

Members also told Stumbo, l.hal 
Medisin officials have said they plan 
to construct similar incinerators 
across the state. 

Bob Ford, Medisin spokesman 
said the company has no plans at this 
time to construct any other incinera­
tors. 

Residents who 1i ve near the incin­
esator told Stumbo emissions from 
the incinerator's stack are causing 
skin irritations. damage 10 the roofs 
of their homes and are causing the 
paint on their cars to peel. Many 
citizens complained of foul odors and 
smoke in their homes at times when 
the incinerator is in opetation. 

"It's not right to sit in your own 
home and smother like a rat," said 
Elizabeth Honeycutl "They wouldn't

Social Security benefits 
to prisoner prohibited 

From time 10 time,lhe question is 
asked is it possible for a person to get 
Soci:ll Security benefits while to jail? 
The situation usually arises when the 
worker has been charged with a fel­
ony. and Social Security retirement 
or disability benefits are the family's 
primary income. 

ln general, Social Security law 
prohibits the payment of benefits to 
people imprisoned fonheconviction 
of a felony. These me tude childhood 
disability beneficiaries, as well as 
people receiving other types ofbene­
filS under lhe Social Security retire­
ment, disabiHty, or survivors insur­
ance programs. 

Benefits, however. may continue 
to be paid to any family members 
receiving benefits on the prisoner's 
Social Security record. 

The prisoner can reapply after he 
has served his time and been released. 
if his condition is still disabling. 

Another provision of lhe law pro­
hibits a person from drawing disabil­
ity,ifhisdisablingconditionoccurred 
during lhe act of committing a crime. 

The criminal offenders would. 
however, be eligible for Social Secu­
rity retirement benefits at age 62 if 
lhcy have enough work crediL

HRMC seminar shows stroke to be 
an increasingly treatable disease 

Highlands Regional Medical 
Center hosted another in a series of 
continuing medical education semi­
nars for physicians. This latest semi­
nar "Selected Neurological and Sur­
gical Problems in Stroke Patients" 
was held November 6 at the 

t! Paintsville Country Club. 
Faculty presenting the seminar 

were Robert J. Dempsey, MD., 
Associate ProfessorofNeurosurgery 
at the University of Kentucky Medi­
cal Cenret and L. Creed Pettigrew. 
M.D., Assistant Professor of Neurol­
ogy at the University of Kentucky 
Medical Center. Dr. Dempsey is 
DirectoroftheStrokeProgram at the 
University ofKentucky and Dr. Pet­
tigrew, the Co-Director. 

Stroke, a major publicheallh prob­
lem, has been shown to be a primary 

callSe of death and disability in ages 
- 60 dtrough 80. A stroke is a sudden 

disruption of the blood supply to a 
part of the brain, which in turn dis­
rupts the body function controlled by 
that brain area and usually leaves 
lasting disability. 

Warning signs of a stroke are: 
• Weakness or numbness in arm, 

hand, leg or facial muscle. usoally 
only on one side of lhe body; 

• Difficulty speaking, understand­
ing speech or swallowing; 

• Failingorblurryvision in one or 
both eyes; 

• Deafness or ringing in the ears; 

• Clumsiness or mild loss of bal­
ance, dizziness or fainting (often with 
double vision); 

• Sudden unexplained headache, 
abrupt personality disturbances, 
impaired judgment or forgetfulness. 

Effective treatment may include 
lhe use of anticoagulant drugs, small 
daily doses of aspirin or surgery. 
Stroke-preventingoperationsinclude 
surgery to clean out the carotid arter­
ies, blood vessels in the neck that• e 
the main source of lhc brain's blOod 
supply. 

Dr. Dempsey stated, "Stroke is an 
increasingly treatable disease. With 
the help of new clinical and basic 
science research developments we 
hope to improve the overall care of 
these patients that were previously 
l.hought to be helpless." 

Over 35 area physicians attended 
the stroke seminar. Co-sponsoroflhe 
seminar was the University of Ken­
tucky, Office of Continuing Medical 
Education and a grant-in·aid was 
provided by Miles LaboratorieS Phar­
maceutical Division.

Housing Act is wist imtstment 

Kentuckians have always worked 
hard to achieve the self-reliance and 
sense of community that comes with 
home ownership. We have long 
had-and we contffiue to have-a 
high rate of home ownership in 
comparison wil.h other states. 

But home ownership is declining 
on a national basis for l.he rust time in 
nearly 50 years, and Kentucky has 
not been immune to this dangerous 
trend. 

Kentucky's rate of home owner­
ship fell from76pcrccntatthebegin­
ning of the 1980s to 68 percent at last 
count in 1988. The number of iden­
tified homeless Kentuckians, includ­
ing& high percentage of children, has 
risen to47,167 individuals. 

It is no coincidence that these 
extremely serious problems have 
developed during a period of inex­
cusable neglect at l.he federal level. 
Federal programs to encourage home 
ownership have been cut by more 
than 50 percent over the pastlO years. 

I have been among l.hose fighting 
toreverscthisshort-sightedapproach 
to one of our greatest national chal­
lenges. And I am pleased to report 
that we took a giant step in that direc· 
tion by passing the National Afford­
able Housing Act in the closing days 
of the lOlst Congress. 

Our new law is designed to help 
Kentuckians and others in a continu­
ing drive to achieve the American 
dream of home ownership. It is de­
signed to promote a cooperative, 
creative, self-help approach to our 
housing problems in an era of painful 
budget cuts at all levels of govern­
ment. 

Thi.; approach is well reflected in 
a provision for block grants to be 
matched at the state and local levels 
under the HOME Investment Part­
nership section of our new act. State 
and local leaders will play a major 
role in using these grants for housing 
rehabilitation along with some con­
slruction or rontaJ assistance, depend­
ing on the needs of t11e communities 
involved. 

Tho act calls for additional grass­
roots involvement-the key to suc­
cess in our housing efforts-through 
the development of five-year hous­
ing strategies nt the state and local 
levels.

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Living Wills: 

An option to refuse medical treatment 
In recent years, medical technol­

ogy has become so advanced that you 
can be kept .. ahve" artificially by 
remaming hooked up to machines, 
even when your mind is gone nnd 
your body has stopped functioning 
naturally. 

Under constitutional and common 
law, you have the right to refuse any 
U'i.':atn~ent. But, sm c you may not be 
capabh: of conscnlmg or refusing 
treatment when it becomes necessary 
to do so, it is important to dmw up a 
document now, while you' rc healthy, 
expressing your wish~·s. 'Iltis docu· 
mentis called n living will. 

Congress recently passed "right­
to-die" legislation that wns tucked 
away in the deficit~utting package. 
This new legislntion, effective No­
vember 1991, requires hospitals, 
hospices, nursmg homes, health 
mamtenanceorganizations,andother 
health care facilities that receive 
money from Medicare and Medicaid 
to distribute wriuen infonnation to 
patients explaining their right· to-die 
options in their slate. Among these 
options arc living will~. 

What is a living will? 
A Jiving will is a statement ex­

pressing your directions to both your 
fnmi ly and your doctor about receiv­
ing or refusing life-prolonging medi· 
cal procedures when your condition 
is hopeless nnd there is no chance to 
regaining whnt you consider to be a 
meanmgfullife. To be valid, a living 
will should be signed, dated, and 
witnessed by two adults of your 
choice. In some Slates, notarization 
and other witnessing procedures are 
required. 

What does living 
wiU contain? 

A living will conUlins a general 
dcclamtion regarding directions for 
medical Lreatment, a place to specify 
treatments you do now want, a sec­
Lion for additional instructions or 
commenls, and a SPJCC to designate 
someone c lsc to speak for you if you 
cannot speak for yourself. 

In your living wall, you may spec­
ify which, if any, "life-prolonging" 
procedures you would or would not 
want administered. These "life-pro­
longing" procedures may include: 
hooking you up to an artificial respi· 
rator when you cannot breathe on 
your own; performing operations or 
~ribing antibiotics that cannot re-

The declaration in a Jiving will 
usually limils treatment to measures 
to keep you comfortable and free of 
pam. Thesecomfortmeasurcs include 
medication, nursing care and other 
treatment administered for the pur­
pose of keeping you as comfortable 
as possible. In some st.ates, suste­
nance is considered to be a comfort 
measure, so it is best to specify 
whether or not you want to be artifi· 
dally nourished or hydrated in order 
to a .. ·oid any confusion. 

Your living will offers protection 
by allowing you to designate some­
one you trust to malce medical deci­
sions for you in accordance with )Our 
wishes at a Lime when you cannot 
malce them foryourself.llshouldsay 
exactly what you want it to say -
you can add any direction to it you 
wish. 

What should I do 
with my living will'! 

It is important that your family 
knows exactly how you feel about 
life-prolonging treatment, and your 
living will provides an opponunily to 
open up discussions on the subject. 
You should give a copy of the signed 
document to the people who might 
someday have to produce it on your 
accoum. 

"It is also very important to dis­
cuss your wishes with your doctor,'' 
saidMilfordC. Maloney,MD.presi· 
dent of the American Society ofln ter • 
naJ Medicine, which represents 
America's specialisls in aduh medi· 
cal care. "A copy of the document 
should be kept in your medical file, 
and if you move or change doctors, 
malce sure your new physician gets a 
copy," advised Maloney. You should 
keep the original document among 
your personal papers in a place known 
to your family so it can be easily 
located. You may also want to carry 
a card in your wallet stating that you 
have a signed living will and indicat­
ing where it can be found. Do not 
placeitinasafetydeposit box, where 
it would not be readily available. 

In order to make sure your living 
will is viewed as an up-to-date docu­
ment, review and dateitoccasionally 
to Show that it continues to express 
your choices accurately. You may 
make additions, changes, or deletions 
at any time provided they are clearly 
irtitialed and dated. Make sure any 
changes are reflected on all copies. 
You can, of course, revoke your liv­
ing will at any time. 

Is a living wiD 
legally binding? 

You have the constitutional and 
common-law right to ref use any treat· 
ment you do not want. Living wills 
have been given weight in court 
decisions as evidence of a person's 
intent Curremly, 41 states and the 
Disuict of Columbia have passed 
living will legislation. If you reside in 
state withoUl a living will law, you 
can stiU protect yourself by signing n 
standard Living Will document until 
such legislation is passed. 

The laws of states that have passed 
living will legislation cont.ain the 
document form to be used by resi­
dents of those st.ates. if you li ... e in a 
state with a living "'ill Jaw, you can 
obtain the appropriate form along 
with instructions for its use from the 
Concern for Dying/Society for the 
Right to Die- the group responsible 
for drawing up the first living will. If 
you Jive in a st.ate without a hving

Mar­
riages are set up by their families,.· he 
said. 

Alcohol is prohibited in that coun­
try, but Anderson said it could be 
found in a few American establish­
ments. 

"You have to be very careful with 
even your basic mannerisms because 
you never know when you might be 
insulting someone," he said. 

''I'll tell you one thing. you don't 
see anyone stealing over there. They 
have strict laws and severe penal­
ties," he said. 

BeingintheMiddleEasthasmade 
him value American freedom and 
culture, Anderson said. He said that 
many servicemen and women were 
voicing concern over the reason that 
the United States is there. 

"I can't speak for all of them, but 
many feel that we don [ 't belong there. 
What are we fighting for- freedom, 
oil? What is the real reason? 

.. If Saudi Arabia is one of the 
richest countries in the world why 
don't they have a better military?" 

Anderson said he believes that 
Saddam Hussein must be stopped, 
but that he believes Hussein will ''back 

down." 
"If we're going to do it. let's do it 

and get it over with," he said. 
Although Anderson spent most of 

his brief holiday with his mother, he 
took time out to visit school children 
in his hometown who had written 
him leuers of encouragement during 
his tour of duty in Saudi Arabia.

KEEPING WARM 

When you'recamping in the win· 
ter, keeping comfortable means main­
taining a controlled atmosphere m· 
side. Make sure you have a tight seal 
on all windows and doors. Many 
manufacturers now provide storm 
windows for winter camping. In a 
pinch, clear plastic and duct tape 
installed over the windows will help 
keep your camper much warmer. 
Rugs or pieces of foam backed carpet 
help keep the floor more comfort· 
able. Most R V manufacturers pro· 
vide additional insulation as an op· 
tion. Have your furnace checked out 
before you depart. When it's time for 
bed tum the furnace down to 55 or 50 
degrees. You '11 keep warm underthe 
covers while saving fuel and your 

bauery. Absolutely never use any 
auxiliary furnaces, such as catalytic 
heaters, in any RV without opening a 
vent or window - the carbon mon­
oxide fumes are toxic. Make sure the 
outsideintakesofyourRV'sfumace 
arenotclogged withsnoworice. The 
furnace can only work with the right 
amount of outside air. As a basic 
guideline, two 20 pound lanksofLP 
gas with an automatic switch-over 
regulator are more than enough fuel 
for a cold winter weekend. A thermo­
stat, set wisely, will extend the life of 
your LP gas supply a long way.

"This is a great group of induc­
tees," Francis said. "'There js a lot of 
talent represented here, as well as 
tine examples of good sportsman­
ship." 

Inductee Lynn Perry Cutright, a 
Pikevtlle College women's basket­
ballswrfrom 1982through 1984and 
now assistant coach of the women's 
team, transferred to Pikeville Col­
lege as a junior form Lees Junior 
College. She was named to the 1984 
Womens All·KIAC team, and was 
listed in the 1984 NAIA (National 
Association of Intercollegiate Ath­
letics} Media Guide as having the 
tenth highest all-time hagh in field 
goal percentage, with 64 percent. She 
averaged 10pointsandcightrebounds 
per game. 

Danny Ellis Moses of Pikeville 
played basJ,etball at Pikevalle Col­
lege from 1974 through 1976. He 
was named Ali-KJAC (Kentucky 
I ntcrcollegiate Athletics Association} 
three years in a row, and led the team 
in field goal percentages wath 64 
percent during has first year. In two 
and a half seasons nt Pikeville Col­
lege, he racked up 1,260 points, in­
cluding 26 rebounds in one game 
against Oakland City in 1975. He is 
now a teacher in the Pike County 
schools and president of the Pikeville 
INdcpcndcnl Basketball League. 

Garrell Mullins graduated from 
Pikeville College in 1959 after an 
outstanding basketball career. He 
averaged 17 points per game and as a 
seniorhelpedlcadhisteam to a KlAC 
tournament victory,in what was only 
the Bears· second year in the confer­
ence. The tc~m. which averaged 93 
points per gnme that year, was ranked 
second in the nauon offensively. 

Mullins joined the U.S. Anny in 1960, 
and in 1965 wentloworkforWheela­
brator Corp. in Mishawaka, Indiana, 
where he retired as a product man­
agerin 1987. He lives in South Bend, 
Indiana. 

Raymond Kendrick Ricketts 
played baseball from 1959 until1962 
at Pikeville College. A powerful hit­
ter, with a 1962 batting ave/age of 
.359, an intimidating pitcher and n 
top infielder and outfielder, he and 
teammate Paul Setser led their team 
to winning seasons every year they 
played. "Paul Setser and Raymond 
Ricketts were the best combination 
to play Pikeville College baseball," 
their coach, Paul Butcher, said years 
later. "One would catch the first game 
while the other one pitches, and vice 
versa in the second game." Setser 
was inducted into the Hall of Fame 
last year.Rickets taught and coached 
at Jenkins High School for four years 
before moving to North Carolina, 
where he bas worked 25 years for the 
U.S. Forest Service. 

David Rowe Jr. graduated from 
Pikeville College in 1982 after four 
seasons on the Bears ba'lketballtcam. 
A 6'6" center, Rowe swrted every 
Bears game for four years. He was 
named to all-conference and all-dis­
trict teams his junior and senior years, 
and won the team's best offensive 
player award in 1981. He now LeaChes 
business and mathematics at Johns 
Creek High School in Pike County. 

Vern (Pops) Lewis Woods played 
basketball, baseball and golf for three 
years atPikeviUe College, from 1958 
through 1961, but is remembered for 
his skills on the basketball coun, 
where he scored 1,240 points in three 
seasons. He was named to the 1960 
all-dislrict and all KIAC teams, after 
a season field goal percentage of 59 
percent. Woods now works for the 
Dayton, Ohio, city schools vocational 
education-work swdy program, and 
lives in Dayton. 

One inductee was named posthu­
mously: STeve Benedict. who played 
basketball and baseball at Pikeville 

College in 1935 and 1936, died on 
December 3, 1983 at the age of 67. 
After a stirring high school basket­
ball career at Virgie, he had turned 
down an offer by Coach AdolphRupp 
to play basketball for the University 
of Kentucky Wildcats, choosing in­
stead to attend Pikeville CoUege. 

After his freshman year, Benedict 
jomed a local coal company baseball 
teamforthesummerbeforehewasto 
report to the St. Louis Browns train­
ing camp in San Antonio. Twov.>eeks 
before he was to leave for Texas, he 
broke an ankle while sliding into 
second base, and forfeited his profes­
sional baseball career. Heretumed to 
Pikeville College and basketball, 
where he continued to be the team's 
leading scorer. After graduation and 
a tour of duty with the Anny in Eu­
rope, he went to work for Inland Steel 
Company in Wheelwright. He con­
tinued to play baseball with the 
company team for many years, and 
served as a basketball referee in sev­
eral counties.

How To Make 

Your Tubt Jigs Float 
For several years tube jtgs-those 

shon, hollow plastic worms with the 
stringy squid-like tails-have been 
among the most productive bass lures 
available. They have accounted for 
several major tournament victories, 
and are now part of every pro's fish­
ing arsenal. 

Former world champion Charlie 
Reed, a membcroftheJohnson Out­
boards Pro Staff and an avid user of 
tube jigs, has perfected his own 
method of fishing them: he floats 
them on a Carolina rig. 

"It's just something a little differ­
ent tO put in front of the fish,"laughs 
Reed. "The Carolina rigged lizard 
certainly catches a lot of bass. so I 
experimented with a tube jig rigged 
much the same way. and it catches 
bass. too." 

bounces along the bottom, the trail­
ing lure, often a worm, grub, or liz.· 
ard, crawls or floats behind iL 

Such a rig is particularly effective 
ingrassorcurrenL It' sal so very easy 
to fish, for all that's required are 
simple casting and reeling. 

"When 1 ftSh a tube jig thls way," 
explains the Johnson pro, "T wan tiL to 
float up above the bottom where it 
looks more like a minnow. 

"I push a small half-inch piece of 
Styrofoam up into theheadofthejig, 
which gives it the flotation I want. 

Then I insen a light wire 1/0 hook 
through both the head of the jig and 
the foam. 

"I put a one-ounce slip sinker on 
my regular fiShing line, tieonaswivel, 
and then use a four or five foot leader 
of tight four, six or eight pound test 
line for the jig." 

"Titc tube jigs are basically clear 
water, light line lures developed for 
fishing in the Western states," ex­
plains Reed. "Of course, they work 
well nnywherc, primarily because 
t11ey' revery slow-sinking, worm-like 
lures that look natural in the water. 

"'Dtey can be rigged many differ­
ent ways, and I'm sure we'll think of 
new ways to rig them in the months 
ahead. I'm not the first to rig one 
Carolina style, but I probably use it 
that way more often than most an­
glers." 

Reed doesn't do anything special 
when fishing his tube jigs this way. 
He usually moves the lure with a lot 
of rod tipacuon so it jumps and darts 
around cover. 

"If you're ftShing broad flats and 
points, you don't even have to do that 
much,"hesays. "Justcastandslowly 
wind it back. The lure and the bass 
generally do the rest." 

The Carolina rig normally con­
sistsof a lure tied on a founo five foot 
leader behind a heavy one-ounce slip 
sinker and a swivel. While the weight 

The result. says Reed, is an ex­
tremely natural-looking lure that is 
also weedless. He fishes it around 
vegetation, rocks, brush, points and 
channels.

When 
we grew older, we invited others to 
go with us. 

Married couples took food to feed 

the teenagers. Once, we cooked 
chicken on a fire made from wood 
gathered on the rocks. It was deli­
cious! The wood smoke blended into 
the chicken and navored it extra 
special. 

Sidney and Marcella Bailey with 
Marcella's brother, Elmer Rowe and 
his wife, were t.he chaperons that 
time. They cooked t.he food, and 
supervised the climb. 

In recent years, some concern has 
been expressed about children going 
to the rocks alone, but as far I as I 
know, there has never been any acci­
dents from visits there.

Acree, Sr., and a few of his friends 
went back to the rocks to spend the 
night:. During the night someone in 
the village of Easter, thought they 
heard scr~ from that direction, 
and was quite upset until the boys 
came home about daybreak. They 
had only been having a bit of fun by 
Jetting out yells of pleasure. 

My greatrockadventureoccurred 
when I once led a group of five girls 
to the rocks to visit a cave located 
about 15 feet up the side of a cliff on 
the Eastern side. We made the mis­
take ofleaving at 3:30p.m. Up on the 
rocks the sun was still shining; while 
the shadows grew in the valleys. We 
were having too much fun to see that 
it was getting late. 

Since it was too dark to return the 
way we carne which was straight up 
through the underbrush, we decided 
to go straight down on the Goslin 
Fork sidewhereapath was kept clean 
by workers who tended gas wells in 
that area. It was a much longer way, 
but we would not be in any danger of 
getting snake bit. 

It did not take long to get off the 
rocks, but it was a long walk down 
Goslin Fork to Goose Creek, then 
down either the railroad tracks or 
down the highway. Weweredelayed 
because we kept meeting people on 
the road and stopped to talk with 
them. First we met Garland and on 
the road and stopped to talk with 
them. First we met Garland and Nora 
Martin, and their family of eight: 
Daphene. Cha1mer, Glema, Tommy, 
Dana, June, Joan, and babe-in-arms, 
Gay lord. The children arranged them­
selves in order of age and formed 
stair-steps. We had to stop and admire 
them for several minutes. 

As we passed by Cola Allen's 
home, wewereglad,foronce,lhatwe 
did not see anyone to talk to. We 
really were getting to be very late in 
getting home. 

Then we met Lona Elliott Martin 
going to milk the cows as the old 
Susan Allen place, where Bud Elliott 
and his family lived. Of course, we 
had to stop and speak a few words 
with them - everyone was very 
friendly in those days. 

By the time we reached the Mouth 
of Goose Creek. where the new school 

is, it was almost dark. The railroad 
track was a longer trip home form 
there. so we went the old Highway 80 
route, risking being abducted by some 
horrible person in our imaginations. 

When we finally got home, the 
whole town was alarmed at our ab­
sence. Lafayette Gayheart had al­
ready gathered his mining lights and 
gear to begin the search for us. My 
father was at work and my mother 
was walking the floor, ready to start 
crying over her two lost daughters. 

Susie Adkins, who was very ex­
citable when a child's safety was at 
stake, said that she heard screams for 
help in the direction of the rocks. 
Susie lived at the foot of the hill, so a 
search party was fonnedrapidly when 
she imparted this infonnation. 

We arrived horne at dusk, just in 
time to prevent them from leaving to 
find us. Lafayette heard us coming 
down thehighway,sothesearch was 
dismissed. Sounds seemed to echo 
loudly in those days. 

The next time I saw Susie, she 
hugged me and told me how happy 
she was that we were okay. We had 
not felt that we were in any danger; 
we just knew that we needed to get 
home fast before we got in trouble. 

When I was 10 years old, Juanita, 
Willa Jean and Agnes June Waddles 
(daughters of Lawton and Lora B. 
Waddles) joined may sister, Wanda 
Gwenneth, and me for a trek back on 
the hill for a picnic. 

We often went "over on the hill'' 
across from W .H. (Hoosh) Martin's 
house to play and picnic. 

We took things that were easy to 
carry and nothing we would have to 
bring back home. Once we wanted to 
take a watermelon from the Waddles' 
melon patch, but did not wanuo carry 
a big one. So we took one about the 
size of a soccer ball. When we gol 
ready to eat it, we cut it to find that it 
wasn'tripe! Anexampleofbadjudg­
ment to prevent work. 

Afterearing we explored the ridge 
and around the sides of the hill, a 
beautiful long hill with a stately oak 
tree near the point. There grew "life 
everlasting"! In the fall the leaves of 
the plant turned silver and became 
very dry. We picked the leaves, put 
them into a small piece of brown 
paper bag, used to carry our lung, and 
lit up! Many a child's first experience 
at smoking cigarettes was probably 
this way.

Atthist.imeofyear,Ireceivemore 
old-time cures for you"Poison Oak" 
and "Country Folk" cartoon that per­
tain to colds and flu and runny noses, 
than just about anything else. 

The problem with some of them, 
though, is that enduring the remedy 
just might be worse than suffering 
through the affliction. It's almost as if 
tllose who came up wii.h these old 
home remedies were bound by some 
unwritten law !hat said if it didn't 
taste or smell bad, it couldn't beef­
fective. 

For example, I received one once 
that suggested that a mix tureof goose 
grease and camphor made an excel­
lent poultice for chest congestion. 

(No doubt, it'd do wonders for you 

sinuses, too.) 

Another reader suggested that 
drinking brine from a jar of sauer­
kraut would knocks cold in the head, 
and another man submitted a cure for 
a cold that involved breathing into a 
cooker of steaming onions. 

I've noticed. too. that a primary 
ingredient in many of these old cures 
was whiskey. One lady sent us a 
recipe that included yellow root and 
whiskey for a cold, while another 
recommended adding whiskey to a 
tea made from butterfly weed. 

An old gentleman told me a while 
back about rock candy. What he 
suggested was to drink the whiskey 
and throw the rock candy away. 

Of course, there are the sugges­
tions of things to do. rather than things 

w swallow or rub on. 

"To cure a sore throat overnight, 
wrap a dirty sock around your neck 
and sleep on it," and "During cold 
weather, dust sulphur on your shoes 
before you go outside and you won't 
catch cold," are prime examples. 

I particularly liked, too, the one 
that suggested "To cure a sore throat, 
put Vick's salve on Lhe bottom of 
your feet and sleep with a hot rock 
against them." 

Now, I've never done that, but 
Vick's salve sure was a staple in my 
Mom's medicine chest when I was a 
boy growing up in Muddy Branch I 
suffered silently through many a sore 
throat. and near-pneumonia symp­
toms before I'd risk her grabbing t11at 
little blue jar. 

Anyway, for whatever reason. 
these old remedies apparently work­
-or at least those who submit them to 

us are convinced they do. An inter­
esting letter from a reader in Ap­
palachia, Virginia offered possible 
reasons why. 

First, he suggested that there are 
actually some healing properties 
within one or more of the ingredients 
that would prompt a cure. I suppose 
that this probably true to a certain 
extent because many old cures con­
tained some of the same herbs and 
spices found in modem medicines. 

The reader also suggested that 
perhaps the old "placebo" thing comes 
into play here. This theory likely has 
a certain degree of validity, too. I 
suspect that many a dose has been 
taken that contained absolutely no 
medicaJ ingredients whatsoever. 
However, "lfithelped my old granny, 
it"Usurely help me." Many times it no 
doubt did. 

Thirdlv. he su~gested lhat some 

ailments would just get better by 
themselves, whether the sufferer did 
anything or noL Since folks gener­
ally are of the opinion that doing 
anything is better than doing nothing, 
though, we start looking for a dirt 
sock or some whiskey with a little 
yellow root in it, just as soon as we 
feel something coming on. 

Anyway, you cAn't blame folks 
for starling to think about some of 
these old hand-me-down cold reme­
dies, with what snow and sleet and 
hail and I don't know what all about to 
return to t.hese mountains. I mean, 
we're bound to catch something, so 
we might as well prepare ourselves 
for everything from the sniffles and 
sore throat to sinus congestion and 
post-nasal drip. 

So, whether your choice of cure is 
store bought or home grown, good 
luck.

If )Ou've ever been a child, you 
know lhat nothing is as distasteful as 
lunch in the school caleteria. When 
giv~n a choice. most children prefer 
to pack a lunch. Brightly colored 
plmil.ic and metal lunch boxes wilh 
canoon chamcters and super heroes 
on the lids were designed for just lhis 
purpose. However, many children 
don' t cat the lunches they take any 
bcttcrthan they do the cafeteria meal. 

l lorncmak ing magazines are con­
stantly publishing tips on packing a 
more enjoyable lunch for children. 
I've tried every tip in Lhe books. Over 
the years, I've devised my own sys­
tem lhat works nine out of ten times 
with my children. This is a simple, 
easy to follow guideline for paclcing 
lunches any child will eat. 

Supplies: 
child's lunch box and thermos 
Zip-loc sandwich bags 
flexible drinking sLTaw 
napktns or paper towels 
knife or cookie cutter 
Post·il note pad and pen

Some babies sleep up to twenty 
hours a day. Some babies have a way 
of turning night into day.

Your baby should sleep alone in 
its own bed.

Making merr}' at hom e 

Parlor pastiines from Christmas past 
by Mnr) Combs 
Smithsonian News Service 

Poet William Harrison was in a 
grim mood that winter of 1832, griev­
ing for l.he old Christmas trnditions. 
"Where is Snap-Dragon '! All 
cxtinguish'd, v:.mish'c..l/ Where mys­
tic Missllctow? Unfairly banish'd/ 
Whcrc's Blind Man's buffl ... old 
Hunt the Slipper? ... Where Forfeits 
paid ... in cunning Cupid's current 
coinage, kisses'! Desputch'ed to 
Covemtry to modem misses." 

The Industrial Rc\'olution was in 
full swing, :lnd U1ere was lillie room 
for merrymaking in l.he average 
laborer's 60-hour work week. "The 
genius of the present age requires 
work and no play," lamented carol­
collccwrWIIIiam Sandys.1'hcre were 
stiU cclcbrmions, of course, but l.he 
once-glodous 12-da~ holiday had 
become a shadow of its former self, 
and the centuries-old traditions had 
become a subject for anuquarian 
curiosity. 

Harrison need not have.,., orricd. H 
he could, like Scrooge in Charles 
Dickens' A Christma'> Carol, have 
been spiritr.d into Christmus future, 
he would have seen all his beloved 
traditions restored. Peering ghostlike 
overt11eshouldcrofa Victorian mama 
searching Cassell's Family Magazine 
for party idea-., he would have read 
"l.he same sports which were com­
mon 150 years ago arc enjoyed to­
day: l.he only dilfercnce is l.hatlltey 
are carried on 10 n more refined fash­
ion." 

In fnct, Cassell's particularly rec­
ommended Snapdragon, "played 
from time immemorial," in which 
people Ulke turns trying to snatch 
brandy-soaked raisings from a flam­
ing dish, a feat requiring "nerve and 
agility'' and provoking much laugh­
ter. All the lights were put out, l.he 
better to enjo}' the weird glow. 

In Lhe days before TV, VCRs, 
boom boxes and high-tech games,

Shirley Chcrkasky, public progmms 
coordinator at the Smithsonian 
Institution's National Museum of 
American history in Washington. 
D.C. 

"They didn't have our elaboralc 
equipment. and that made it easier to 
be creative and enjoy each other.'' 
Most parlor games could be enjoyed 
by young and old alike, "a wonderful 
way for the generations Lo interact," 
she adds. There were dozens of vari­
ations to choose from; a guest could 
delight his hosts by sharing a new 
one. 

"Games come and go," Chcrkasky 
says. "Somear'! fads,andol.hers seem 
to last forever:· Blindman's Buff is 
one of l.he latter. In medieval times, 
the blindman was ''buffeted'' or 
struck. In the version enjoyed by l.he 
VictOrians, the blindman was sup­
posed to catch a member of the party 
and 1dentify him or her without look­
ing. Of course, a certain amount of 
cheating was possible - and c:<­
pected. As the narrator of A Christ­
mas Carol, Dickens draws a familiar 
picture for his readers, as Scrooge 
eavesdrops wil.h l.he Ghost of Christ­
mas Present on his nephew's party: 

"i no more believe Topper was 
really blind than I believe he had eyes 
in his boots ... The way he wcm uflcr 
that plump sister in the lace tucker ... 
Knocking down l.he fire-irons, tum­
bling over the chairs . .. smothering 
himself among the curtains ... He 
wouldn't catch anybody else ... She 
often cried out that it wasn't fair, and 
iL really was not. But when at last, !1e 
caught her .. his pretending not to 
know her; his pretending l.hnt it was 
necessary 10 touch her headdress ... 
and a certain chain about her neck; 
was vile, monstrous! No doubt she 
told him her opinion of it, when , 
anol.hcr blind man being in office, !.hey 
were so very confidential together, 
behind the curtains." 

Romance blossomed at this time 
of year. As l.he Illustrated London 
,~~,ws (1849) put it, "the shyest lover 
becomes eloquent, and the most coy 
fair one becomes kind; every heart 
dilates wil.h good-will, love and ten­
derness on Christmas evening." If an 
enterprising lover could not lure the 
lady - or ladies - of his choice 
under l.he "kissing bough'' of mistle­
toe, he simply plucked a sprig and 
carried it to his intended victim. If 
that failed, he could still hope for one 
or two kissing garnes,like Postman's 
Knock or Drop the Handkerchief. 

Forfeits were an important and 
virtually inescapable pan of l.he fun. 
Any number of mistakes dunng n 
game- including talkmg or laugh­
ing at the wrong time-demanded a 
forfeit. You might be LOld to recite a 
particular verse; to "kneel to the pret­
tiest, bow to the wittiest and kiss the 
one you love besl''; or anything else 
your friends might devise, including 
such impossibilities as "bite an inch 
off the poker" In the early 18th cen­
tury. folks "too stubborn to submit" 

could buy Ulctr way out w•th a coin. 
but n kiss soon took the place of the 
Stiver. Whether or not the kiss was 
bhl>S depended on the ages and affec­
tion or the pln)crs. 

some games. like Mus1cal Charrs. 
Swtucs, 20 Qucsllons and Charades 
arc still played. Others, "too well­
known IO need a description" 10 the 
png~'S or Cassell's Magazine, now 
sound exotic: Uumb Crambo; Boz, 
or the Gnmc of Seven; and I Appren· 
ticcd My Son. Sorm: were rompcli­
tivt•, with winners and losers: others 
wcr.: si111ply lun. 

A good mnny boisterous games, 
like Dhndman's Buff, Puss in the 
Comer and Fox and Geese, come 
under the heading of "indoor tag." 
Thedcscripuons dispel any lingering 
image of staid and proper V •ctorians 
seated suflly tn the parlor. Jndccd, in 
some games, the object is simply to 
keep a straight face. Jn Poor Pussy, 
one person irnitmes a cat- the ol.hcr 
pia) ers must reply "Poor Pussy." no 
maucr what he or she does. laugh. 
and you are out. 

When energies flagged, folks 
could settle down to pencil-and-pa­
per games or games that taxed the 
memory. Kim's Game, from the 
popular novel Kim, by Rudyard 
Kipling, involved brieny unveiling a 
try fu ll ol intriguing items. The one 
who best n.:mcrnl>cred the contents of 
the tray won. 'J he familiar son "The 
12 Days ol Christmas" started out as 
a Christmnsgame.11le unlucky player 
who confused U1c "pipers piping·· 
with the "Jords a-leapmg'' had tO pay 
a forfe1t. 

Word games like The Minister's 
Cat nnd I Love My Love with an A 
demanded quick thinking and a wide 
vocabulary - or some advance re­
search in the dictionary. The Girl's 
Own Book (1876) helpfully gives 
examples for the more difficult let­
ters of the alphabet: "I love m)' Jove 
with an X because he is a Xylogra­
phcr ... " 

The Victorians believed in cult.i­
vating I amity UJicnls,so home-grown 
cmcnninmcnt included music and 
son, rca eli ng and rcdU1tions, and other 
more or less skillful demonstrations. 
like sundry other Victorian fal.hers 
and uncles, Charles Dickens was an 
accomplished amateur magician. He 
wrote to a friend about preparations 
for a holiday party: " ... if you could 
see me conjuring l.he company's 
watches into impossible tea caddies, 
and causing pieces of money tO fly, 
and burning pocket handkerchiefs 
w11.houthuning"em,youwouldnever 
forget it as long as you live:· 

For folk with dramatic tlair, ama­
teur thcatncals added to tl1e fun. In 
Louisa May Alcott's Little Women, 
the Murch sisters entertain their 
lrrcnds on Chrisunns mght wil.h an 
original "operatic tragedy" replete 
with homemade props and costumes 
and the triumph of virtuous lovers 
over a must.achiocd villain. Those 
who found acting too demanding 
could join in Tableaux Vivantes,

Surgery was 
a gruesome delight or this son, in 
which all kinds ol untoward objects 
were removed from the shadowy

Some Vtctorian games might be 
dtfficuh to play nowadays.

With a little 
patience and a lot of laughter, you 
may find what the refonned Scrooge 
discovered m his nephew's house on 
Christmas Day: "Wonderful party, 
wonderful games, wonderful unanim­
ity, won-der-ful happiness!''

when our son Rick's Jewish flancee, 
Sh:tron, began to join our family 
holiday. 

You see, traditions are not iron­
clad: they're just vehicles to suppon 
fami ly unity. These two traclitions 
were changed, without a second 
thought, forthccomfortof new family 
members 

I have noticed over the years we 
have kept religiously those traditions 
that bond us as a family and quickly 
discarded any that separate a member 
from the unit. 

Traditions also connect genera­
tions. When Eric and I began 'to cre­
ate our family traclitions, about the 
only thing he was adamant about was 
that on special holidays, like Christ­
mas, ginger ale was to be served in 
wine glasses. 

We have kept this odd traclition 
even though I believe Eric is the only 
family member who even likes gin­
gernle. He explains it by saying drink­
ing ginger ale out of wine glasses is 
just something his family has done 
on holidays. 

I never really understood this 
unusual custom until we celebrated 
at Thanksgiving holiday in his sister 
,Jeanne's, home. 

As we weremakingthefinalprepa­
rations for a beautifully prepared 
table, my eyes froze on the beautiful, 
delicate, crystal wine glasses Jeanne 
was flUing with Canada Dry ginger 
ale. She explained that the stem ware 
wa~ her grandmother Herrin's, and 
as far as Jeanne knew, the ginger ale 
tradition started with grandmother. 

For me, the tradition finally fell 
into place. Grandmolher Herrin was 
a coal-miner's wife, and she raised 
her family in a coal camp house. A 
staunch Southern Baptist. Grand­
mother would never have allowed 
alcohol to be served in her home, so 
she substituted ginger ale. 

Somehow, though, these wine 
glasses didn't fit the setting. Hiding 
beneaU1 her harsh, humble, mountain 
lifestyle must have been an elegant, 
aristocraLic lady who made special 
entrances on holidays, creating this 
tradition. I imagine that for a.few 
minutes each holiday grandmother 
and her family transcended their stark 
surroundings as they sipped ginger 
ale from the finest of crystal wine 
glasses. 

I felt warm and connected as 
Jeanne and I stood over the sink, she 
wnshin~ and I drying grandmother's 

crystal; preparing it for storage until 
the next holiday. 

I sometimes wonder if I have ere· 
ated any trddition as special as 
grandmother's tradition of serving 
ginger ale in crysULI wine glasses. I 
hope so, but, like grandmolhcr, I' ll 
probably never know if someday, 
somewhere. someone says, "Otis was 
Grandmotl1er Herrin's, and she al· 
ways ... "
