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Drug search yields little 

Sniffing out trouble 
Four furry members of the Kentucky State Police Canine Unit assisted 

state, county and city poliu officers in a drug search Monday of the Carl D. 
Perkins Job Corps Center. The search came at the request of Job Corps 
administrators, as a part of the monthly health and safety inspection at the 
Center. A single, partiaUy smoked marijuana cigarette was the only re­
ported find, according to police reports.

A full scale drug search was con­
ducted Monday at the Carl D. Pcrk­
insJobCorpsCenter, using four drug­
sniffing dogs from the Kenh.lckyState 
Police Canine Unit. 

State police, Prestonsburg Police, 
and members of the Boyd County 
Sheriff's Department participated in 
the search, which netted onlyasingle, 
partially smoked marijuana cigarette, 
found in the student common area: 

The search came at the request of 
Job Corps administrators, said Len 
Grant, a Job Corps p lacernent officer. 

"We hold a monthly health and 
safety inspection," said Grant. 'The 
Kent\lcky State Police was requested 
to join in thisj nspection, to search our 
dormitory areas for illegal sub­
stances." 

A room-to-room search was con­
ducted, as well as an examination of 
all lockers at the facility. The four 
specially trained dogs required fre­
quenlbreaksfrom thesearch,because 
of warm temperatures in the build­
ing and the size of the facility. 

"When the dogs get hot or tired, 
they begin to breath through the1r 
mouths," said a KSP dog handler, 
''This means they aren't using theu 
nosestosniffoutdrugs. When we sec 
panting, we pull them out and Jet 
them cool off " 

The dogs used in the search, two 

German shepherds and two black 
labradors, were prepared for their 
work through a three-month training 
programand weekly four-hour train­
ing sessions. Using a rolled up cloth 
covered with the scent of drugs, the 
dogs arc trained to find minute9uan­
Htics of illegal substances, despite 
ingenious attempts at masking the 
drugs' location, the officer said. 

"It's the dog's play drive which 
prompts them to look for drugs," lhe 
officer said. ''lt' sa big game for them, 
and when it stops being fun, they 
stop searching.'' 

Despite a thorough search, only a 
single marijuana cigarette was found. 

Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson noted 
the value of a intensive search at the 
fadlity. 

"If there is a drug problem here, 
thisisoneofthefirst steps that can be 
taken to cure it," said Thompson, 
"Making those involved in drugs 
afraid of being ca ugh tis the on! y way 
to deal wi.th the problem. If we don't, 
anyoneinvolved wiU continue doing 
what they're doing." 

Grant noted that the Center's 
administration was satisfied with the 
search. '1'a say we're pleased that 
drugs weren't found. That indicates 
to us thatwe'redoingourjobs here at 
job Corps,'' he c:;aid

Job Corps, Floyd County:Are improved relations needed?

What's it like to be young, black, 

and a sh.ldent at the Carl D. Perkins 
Job Corps Center in l'restonsburg? 

For many of the young men en­
rolled in the federally-sponsored job 
trainingandeducation program here 
in the Floyd County, the answer to 
this question is a mixed one, with 
praise given to the educational as­
pects of Job Corps, combined with 
concern over local community reac­
tion toward Corps members. 

"The Center is a place that gives 
young people hope/' said Eddie 
Mitchell, a 19-year-old masonry stu­
dent from Miami, Fla., and governor 
of student government. "I came into 
this program with nothing, but I've 
developed confidence in my own 
abilities." 

"I heard about the Job Corps pro­
gram from friends who'd been in it," 
agreed Robert Riley, 19, of Chicago. 

"It's hard whett you go itrto town and people just 
stare at you. 11tey just see your color and t1zey don't 
see your good aspects." 

"It was somethmg l \-\'anted to do. 
Before I came, I wasn't doing any­
thingwith myself. Now I really am." 

Other students echoed this posi­
tive response to the work of the Job 
Corps. About 165you.ngmen between 
the ages of 16 ;md 22 live, work and 
study at the large, eight-year-old 
facility just off Water Gap Road in 
Prestonsburg. 

Theycomefromaround thecoun­
try,seekingachance toreceivea high 
schooleducationand vocational train­
ing in a highly structured environ­
ment. Some continue, through an

Tunnel collapse suffocates businesses 
The collapse of a railway tunnel 

under KY 550 near Hueysville on Jan. 
19 and the subsequent closure of the 
road for repairs has taken an eco­
nomic bite out of areal businesses. 

A number of business operations, 
including two service stations, a gro­
cerymarketand two hardwarestores, 
allreportaseriousdeclineincustom­
ers since the road closure, which 
prevents traffic from traveling be­
tween the Hueysville/Garrettarea to 
Eastern and KY 850. 

For many area residents, the road 
closing makes traveling to nearby 
businesses a roundabout hassle. 

'"This has been a real inconven­
ience for people around here," said 
James Duff, co-owner of Right Bea­
ver Food Market and the next door 

Tru-Value Hardware Store. 'That 
section of road has been dangerous 
for a long lime, and now it's com­
pletely closed. We need to have the 
state highway department act on the 
problem right away, before business 
falls off anymore. We'velostabouta 
quarter of our customers since the 
road was closed." 

Duff noted that Rep. Greg Stumbo 
and Sen. Benny Ray Baileyhaveboth 
been contacted and a petition was 
being circulated, collecting names of 
residents and businesses fed up with 
the slow progress of the state in Axing 
theroad. 

CooleyServiceStationand D&A 
Ashland Service also h~ ve seen a 
dramatic drop in business, which has 
also threatened their economic health. 

''We've lost a lot ofbusiness,about 
half of it," said Tommy Cooley of 
CoolcyScrviceStation. "l'vebeenhere 
about threeJears, but if they don't 
get that roa fixed and opened, I'm 
not going to be here much longer.'' 

Doug Prater, of D & A Service, 
noted a similar drop. 

"We're getting 35 to 50 percent 
less customers. I've also heard that 
it'll take 10 weeks from now before 
thestatewillgetthe work done. 'That's 
going to be a real problem for us.'' 

Local state highway personnel 
referred inquirlesabou t the road work 
on KY 550 to the Office ofTransporta­
tion in Frankfort. The Frankfort office 
did not return a call from the Floyd 
County Tunes as of Tuesday eve­
ning.

Dear Editor, 
Recently, I announced the final 

recommendations of my Task f-orce 
on Drunken Driving, which after a 
year-long rc\iew reached the unde­
niable conclusion that drunken driv­
ing continues to be a senous problem 
in Kentucky. 

The Task Force's32 recommenda­
tions, many of which arc now before 
the 1990 Ceneral Assembly, attack 
thedrunkendrivingproblem on four 
fronts: prevention, ttt.'atment, prose­
cution, and punishment. Never be­
fore have we, as a Commonwealth, 
dealt with drunken driving com-
pletely. . 

The measures we arc proposulg 
are tough, some controversial. We 
are suggesting lowering the legal 
blOOd afcoho11tmtt from 10 to .08. 
This ts signi fican twhen you consJder 
that nearly 25 per cent of all fatal 
akohol related crashes in Kentucky 
in 1988 and 1989 mvolved drunk 
drivers with a blood alcohol level of 
.08 or less. The Surgeon Ccnerol a~ 
well as the Amencan and Kentucky 
Medical Associations agree that a 
person with a blood alconol level of 
.OS Is seriously impaired and has no 
busincs:.behind the wheel ofanaut<r 
mobile, 

We arc also recommending an 
open container statute which alm ply 
means no open containers of alcohol 
In a motor vehicle. This would not 
automatically result in an arrest for 
DUJ for the offender. Nineteen other 
states have such a law. 

Another badly needed change in 
the law would require treatment for 
those convicted of drunken drivtng 
and would provtde for monitonng to 
insure those who need treatment for 
alcohol abuse an~ rece1ving it and 
therefore will be Jess likely to become 
a habitual drunken driver. 

Since becoming AttomcyGeneral, 
J have met and talked with the fami­
lies of victims of drunken drivers. 
Their stories are heartbreaking. No 
one should have to endure the pain 
they feel or cxpcncncc the loss they 
have suff~. However, we can, if 
we work together now, act to insure 
that this tragedy doesn't continue to 
happen on Kentucky'c; htghways. 

J urge every Kentuckian to sup­
port the OUt legi~lation (Senate Bill 
163 and House Bill 333) now lwrnrl' 
the Gen<!ral Assembly by calling (1-
800-372-7181) and/or writing your 
state senator and representative. We 
can make our highways safer for all 
Kentuckians.

Legislature responds 
to governor's ads 

Dear Editor, 
The television advertisement 

being aired by Cov. Wilkinson incor­
rectly accuses th{'General A~sembly 
ofattemptingto"gTab"moncyrai~ 
through thelott~ryand put it in "their 
General Fund." TheCovc.rnorsecmo; 
to be saying that the Ceneral Fund is 
some type of slush fund that the l<!g­
islators usc for non·gO\'cmmcntal 
purposes. 

Nothing could bcfurtherfrom the 
truth. The General Fund, to which the 
Governor refers, is thclarg(!St of &even 
operational fund" through which all 
state government programs are 
funded. The Revenue C&binet col­
lects billions of dollars tn taxes every 
year, most of which J<; channeled Into 
the General Fund. The Constitution 
of Kentucky c;pecific<~lly delegates to 
the Kentucky General a!lscmbly the 
responsibility of determining where 
yourtaxdollarsarcmO!otwisalyspcnt. 

The Kentucky Lottery was not 
established by the governor. It was 
established during a Special Sc!ision 
in 1988bythcGencral Assembly. The 
Constitutional Amendment, which 
the voters of Kentucky approved prior 
to lht~ Special Session, made no 
mention or where and how lolti!ry 
proceeds are to be spent. 

Thc members of the General As· 
semblyarcrcadyand w1lhng to work 
with the Governor to devise the most 

efficient and effective use of all reve­
nues generated by state taxes and 
fees, and by the lottery. The role of the 
Governor in this process is signifi­
cant. Bylaw,itis theresponsibilityof 
the Governor to propose a budget, 
which the legislature carefully evalu­
ates as it fOrmulates and enacts a 
budget bill.lt is the budget bill w h.ich 
ultimately determines how all state 
revenues are expended. Weare will­
ing to work with the Governor in a 

fair and open manner. We expect the 
same from him. 

The purpose of this letter is to 
clarify some of the misleading infor­
mation being reported to our citi­
zens. Again, the General Assembly 
encourag~dtizen participation in the 
governmental process. We urge you 
to continue to utilize the toll-free 
message line (l-800-3n-7181) or to 
write your legislators expressing your 
views and concerns.

During my investigation into this 
rnatt.cr I also found outthat to the best 
of mv understandingand knowledge, 
that ihe ~etary is not licensed, nor 
has ~>he been to real estate school. I 
would like to know w.ithall ~equali· 
fied licensed appra.Jsers tn Floyd 

County, why such an important of­
fice is playing with human lives and 
their future to be handled by non­
prof'-ossionals. 

In Kentucky, you arc required to 
be licensed to be a hair dresser, to be 
a doctor or a lawyer. I was advised 
that in Kentucky, the law does not 
require you to be licensed to appraise 
property, but to just have •a warm 
bocfy" and own real estate. To the 
best of my knowledge and belief, these 
are theonlyqualiAcations the Master 
Commls!ioner'sappraisal witnesses 
have. 

Myromplaintlsthatldon'tunder­
stand why the county docs not re­
quire aomcone to be quaUfled and 
llcen5ed to appraise real property 
subject to sale by the Master 
Commissioner's office. I would like 
to ask anyone interested in this to 
hclpmcformacommlttectoapproach 
our Floyd County Officers to require 
appraic;al witnesses used by the 
Master Commissioner's office to be 
more qualified. Pleac;e let your opin-

ion be known. In the meantime, I 
would like to challenge anyone hav­
ing property !tOld by the Master 
Commio;sioncr'o; office to have their 
own qualified appraisal experts to do 
anapprai"'8l.l do not wish to hurtthe

Just because 1 am station 
manager I still do the sports because 
I enjoy doing it. I have to enjoy it and 
I still do enjoy it." 

Meeks also spent one year as the 
"Voice of the Cubs" - the Pikeville 
Cubs, minor league entrant in the 
Appalachian League. Meeks speaks 
of the days he would spend on the 
road with the team and some of the 
members of theclu b that is now in the 
major leagues. 

''We would spend five days out 
and five days in," he related. "f mostly 
have always worked alone in the 
booth. ff one of the players were in­
jured, I would ask them to come up in 
the booth and do the color." 

Meeks says the old Pikeville Cubs 
team moved because of lack of fan 
support in the area. 

"Sometimes there would be as few 
as 25 fans watching a game," he said. 
"Other teams didn't want to travel to 
Pikeville or Paintsville for that mat­
ter, to play any games. So the league 
office told the owners to pull out of 
Pikeville 'if you want us to schedule 
you."' 

Meekssaysthathisstationmostly 
follows Prestonsburg sports because 
this is what the people want.

We like hard work and we don't 
shy away from it." 

Meeks says his station is open to 
any kind of sports programming the 
community would want.

Spin11eJbaits Will Catch 
WinteTBass, Too 

Everyone thinks of spinnerbaits 
as warm-water lures for shallow bass, 
but they'll catch deep bass in cold 
water, too. 

"All you need todois use a heav­
ier model with a single larger blade," 
explains popular bass tournament 
pro David Wharton, "and work the 
lure very slowly in deep water." 

Wharton,amemberofthojohnson 
Outboards Pro Staff and a former 
guidt>onLakeSamRaybuminTexas, 
used the lure often when he took 
clients out for winter largemouths. 
Anglers like spinnerbaits in winter 
because they have faith and confi­
dence in them. 

"A big spinnerbait, particularly 
one that weighsabout3/ 4-ounceand 
has a single big size 7 blade, is a big 
bass lure, too,'' Wharton explains. "1 
know of a number of 10-pound bass 
caught on spinnerbaits in winter." 

Blade size is really important in 
spinnerbaits, adds the johnson Out­
boards pro, because the blade is what 
pioduces the lure's vibration and 
flash. The larger the blade, the harder 
the vibration and brighter the flash. 

"I like to try to match blade size to 
the approximate size of baitfish in 
the water," Wharton says. '1n fall 
and winter 1 like larger blades, be­
cause the bait is larger. In summer I 
nse smaller blades bec.a use the baitis 
smaller." 

Blade sizes forspinnerbaits range 
from sizel, whichisaboutthesizeof 
a small fingernail, to size 8, which is 
as big as a half dollar. 

"Flash is important, too." notes 
the Texas angler, "beCause it is what 
gives the lure its baitfish-likeappear­
anceas it moves through the water.l 
use silver blades in clear water, gold 
blades in stained water, and copper 

blades in muddy water. 
"Years ago, many of the sp~er­

bait manufacturers offered pamted 
blades for spinnerbaits.l caught a lot 
o! fish on blades painted chartreuse 
or white1 but not many anglers use 
painted blades anymore. 

"I think It was more like a fad that 
we've just grown away from, but 
they did catch fish." 

Winte.rtimespinnerbaitingshould 
be a long channel drops, deep ripra p, 
or the edges of heavy cover, says 
Wharton. It's important to move the 
lure very slowly, too, because the 
fish won't chase the lure very far. 

"You can even crawl the spinner­
bait along the bottom the way you 
fish a worm or jig," says Wharton. 

"Make certain the lure you usehasits 
blade attached to a ball bearings wive! 
so it spins easily. Whenever you feel 
the blade stop spinning, you can 
probably set the hook." 

Wharton even knows of instances 
where winter bass picked up spin­
nerbaits lying motionless on the bot­
tom. 

"A client may have made a cast 
and had a backlash, or turned to get 
a cup of coffee/' says Wharton. "By 
the time he started to reel again, a 
bass had taken the lure."

Winter is the season to go back to 

one's roots-root vegetables, that is. 
Turnips, rutabagas, parsnips, celeriac 
(celery roots) and Jerusalem arti­
chokes (sunchokes), are "in season 
during cold winter months, and their 
rich, earthy flavors go well with cold 
weather foods, such as turkey or beef 
stew. 

In addition to being sturdy, inex­
pensive and highly versatile, roots 
offer a sound nutritional boost to your 
diet. Turnips and rutabagas, for ex­
ample, are low in fat, provide fiber 
and are a fair source of potassium. 
When prepared without a lot of added 
butter,cheeseorhigh-fatsauces,root 
vegetables are an excellent addition 
to meals designed to lower your risk 
of cancer, according to the American 
Institute for Cancer Research. 

Most American households, how­
ever, underutilize root vegetables in 
their menu-planning. The following 
tips can help you discover your roots: 

- Turnips have a round, white 
body and a purple crown. They can 
be prepared any way you cook pota­
toes. Try them boiled or steamed, 
mash with herbs, or concoct a turnip 
chowder. They're also good in stir­
fried dishes, or sliced into salads. 

-Rutabagasarecloselyrelated to 
turnips, but are larger, denser and 
have a sweeter, more assertive taste. 

Try rutabagas baked in foil or mashed 
with cooked apples. 

-Parsnipsareacousintocarrots, 
and are among the sweetest of root 
vegetables. Use them in soups, pu­
reesandevenmuffins. Steamed plain, 
they have a sweet flavor. 

-Celeriac is a homely relative of 
celery, but you eat the root rather 
than the stalk. It's good shredded in 
salads or in soups or pancakes. 

- Jerusalem artichokes are nei­
ther from Jerusalem nor are they arti­
chokes. They are tubers with a mild, 
sweet, nutty taste. Use them in place 
of potatoes in soups or in place of 
water chestnuts in Oriental dishes. 

Parsnip chowder is a traditional 
New England favorite. The recipe 
below is sweet and creamy like the 
traditional version, but is quicker to 
make and lower in fat. This chowder 
is a delightful first course, or you can 
add some poached fish to make a 
main course, served with a salad and 
some whole grain bread. 

PARSNIP CHOWDER 
1 lb. parsnips 
11b. potatoes (2-3 medium) 
1 cup onions, finely chopped 
3 cups water 
Freshly ground pepper to taste 
1 cup skim milk 
1 cup evaporated milk 

Peel the parsnips and the pota­
toes: dice into 1 /2-inch pieces. Place 
in 3-quart saucepan or Dutch oven 
with the onions and water. Bring to a 
boil over high heat. Reduce heat to 
low, cover and simmer 15-20 minutes 
(or until vegetables are tender). Mash 
a few times with a masher, but leave 
some vegetable pieces whole. Add 
the milk and the evaporated milk, 
stirring constantly; reheat but do not 
allow it to boil. Add more pepper or 
salt, if desired, to taste and serve. 

This will make 5 to 6 servings (1-
1/ 4 cups each), with a fatcontentof1 
gram and about 185 calories. 

.......... 
Artichokes are at their peak in 

March, April and May. When select­
ing artichokes, look for those that are 
firm and compact, with a fresh olive­
green color, and that feel heavy in 
relation to their size. The best are 
round in shape, but size has no bear­
ing on their quality or flavor. Avoid 
artichokes that appear dull or discol­
ored, soft or open-leaved. 

Be sure to refrigerate artichokes 
immediately, since they are quite 
perishable. They will keep in the re­
frigerator for up to a week, but are 
best used as soon as possible. Don't 
wash them until you are ready to use 
them. 

Whole artichokes can be a healthy 

menu addition if you skip the lemon 
butter, hollandaise or mayonnaise­
based dips. Lowfat vinaigrette or 
tomato-based sauce are good alter­
natives. Artichokes are also delicious 
stuffed with wholesome ingredients 
such as whole wheat bread crumbs, 
spinach or mushrooms. 

ARTICHOKES WITH 
TARRAGON-TOMATO 

VINAIGRETTE 
4/arge artichokes 
1 lemon, halved 
1/2 cup white vinegar 
3 Tbsps wine vinegar 
2 scallions, minced 
2 rounded tsps Dijon-style mustard 
2 tsps fresh tarragon, chopped (or 1/2 tsp 

dried) 
2 Tbsps olive oil 
6-8 cherry tomatoes, seeded and diced 
1/4 cup red onion, chopped 
Freshly ground pepper, to taste 

Cut off the artichoke stem and slice 
the top third off each artichoke. With 
kitchen shears, remove the thorny 
tips of the leaves. Rubbing each with 

the lemon'to prevent discoloration. 
Bring some water to a boil in a 

large non-aluminum pan or Dutch 
ovep. Add the lemon halves and the 
white vinegar, then the artichokes. 
Simmer for 30 to 40 minutes, or until 
the bottoms are tender when pierced 
with a knife.

Remove the artichokes and invert 
on paper towels to drain. Carefully 
openthecenterand pullout the purple 
leaves. Serape away the thorny chokes 
with the tip of a spoon. 

For the vinaigrette mix the wine 
vinegar, scallions, mustard and tar­
ragon in a medium bowl. Slowly 
whisk in the olive oil, thensetasideat 
room temperature. 

When ready to serve, place the 
artichokes, at room temperature, on 
individual plates. Stir the tomatoes 
and onion into the vinaigrette and 
season with pepper to taste. Spoon 
the vinaigrette into the center of the 
artichokes and serve. 

This recipe provides 4 servings, 
each with 7 grams of fat and 108 
calories. 

Among the best seasoning for 
cauliflower are thyme, basil, dill, 
nutmeg, parsley, caraway, celery 
seed, curry powder, mace, mustard, 
rosemary, sage, savory, tarragon, 
garlic, chives, lemon juice or ginger, 
chives, lemon juice or ginger. A little 
lemon juice in your steaming water 
will also help keep cauliflower white. 

A stir-fried dish is usually associ­
ated with Oriental flavors such as soy 
sauce and ginger. The following rec­
ipe uses the stir-fry technique, with 
its advantages of speed and limited 

need for fat in cooking, and the favor­
ite flavoring of Northern Italian cui­
sine -red wine vinegar and garlic. 
Despite the amount of garlic used, 
the sauce is not overwhelming, but a 
deliciously balanced complement for 
cauliflower. Broccoli can also be sub­
stituted for cauliflower in this recipe. 

CAULIFLOWER 
NORTHERN IT ALlAN STYLE 

1 small to medium head of cauliflower 
2 Tbsps margarine or olive oil 
4 cloves of garlic, finely minced 
1/8 tsp freshly ground pepper 
2 Tbsps red wine vinegar 
2 Tbsps water 
Trim the cauliflower and separate into 

small flowerets. 
Heat a large saucepan or wok over 

high heat for 30 seconds; add the 
margarine or oil and heat for another 
20-30 seconds. Reduce heat somewhat 
and saute the garlic in the heated oil, 
stirring constantly, until it just starts 
to brown. Add the cauliflower and 
stir for 2 to 3 minutes. Add the pep­
per, vine~ar and water. Cook over 
low heat, covered about 10 minutes. 

This recipe yields 4 one-cup serv­
ings, .each with 5 grams of fat and 78

ADMINISTERING FOOD AND DRUGS 
Antibiotics are prescribed in an attempt to kill harmful bacteria 

in the body. Quite often, they destroy beneficial bacteria. as 
well. For instance, antibiotics may destroythe intestinal bacteria 
that synthesize vitamin K and folacin. The loss of these nutrients 
can be harmful to someone who has a marginally adequate 
diet. As a precaution, then, it is a good idea to supplement 
antibiotic use with plenty of green, leafy vegetables that are 
rich in vitamin K and folacin. By the same token, certain foods 
can interfere with antibiotic absorption For instance, acidic fruit 
juices can destroy penicillin G and "uncoated" erythromycin. 
These antibiotics should be washed down with plain water. 
Patients should ask their physicians if a prescribed antibiotic's 
effect will be compromised by certain foods. If so, they should 
be scrupulously avoided.

Realtors Group Supports Legislation 
"Wecommend the efforts of Reps.

dent NormanD. Flynn, said recently.

"We are not asking for preferen­

tial treatment,onlyequaltreatment­
real estate entrepreneurs in rental real 
estate have been unfairly treated 
under the passive loss limitation," 
Driesler added. 

EQUAL HOUSING 
OPPORTUNITY 

"We support this bill because ~t 
would eliminate the bias against 
rental real estate under the current 
passive loss rules and would allow 
equal lTeatment between rental and 
non-rental activities." Flynn said. 

The 1986 Tax Reform· Act created 
new federal tax limitations on the 
amountoflossesfrom passiveinvest­
ments that may be deducted from the 
amount of income generated from 
non-passive acti vi tics. Passiveactivi­
ties are defined as activities in which 
a taxpayer does not materially par­
ticipate, and any rental real estate 
activity. Thus, rental real estate is 
considered inherent! y passive even if 
rental activity is the principal busi­
ness of the taxpayer. 

"It is criticaltha t we work to allow 
real estate entrepreneurs material 
participation in real estate," said 
William D. North, NAR's executive 
vice president. "We believe it is only 
fair to permit individuals, whose 
principal business is real estate, to 
deduct their rental real estate losses 
against their other income," headded. 

N AR, and other real estate indus­
try groups, have been working on a 
proposal to determine which taxpa y­
ers are indeed in the "real property 
business" so that they can then test 
for material participation under the 
general rules applicable to all non­
rental businesses. 

Underthisproposalanindividual 
would be considered in the real prop­
erty business if 50 percent of the 
taxpayer's tirneandatleastSOOhours 
are spent in real property operations. 
Real property operations include 
development, redevelopment, con­
sttuction.reconstruction,acquisition, 
conversion, rental operation. manage­
ment, leasing, brokerage, appraisal 
and financing. 

"Although we understand the 
great pressures the federal govern­
ment faces in reducing the budget 
deficit, we believe the real estate 
industry, under the 1986 tax reform 
act, was singled out and has shoul-
dered a disproportionate amount of 
the tax burden," said Stephen D. 
Driesler, N AR'ssenior vice president
