Planning meet
_ slated tomorrow

A planning meeting to discuss
how to best use the $250,000 state
appropriation for downtown re-
vitalization is set for Thursday at
7 p.m. at the Municipal Building
in Prestonsburg.

Citizen input is needed to de-
termine allocation of the funds
which will be available in July
1991, according to Mayor Ann
Latta. ,
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Speaking at the regular monthly
meeting of Wayland Town Board,
Dave Rosenbaum of DSM told board
members and other residents that
funding for stream channel projects
is difficult to get.

Past efforts to fund such projects
have been unsuccessful, he said, be-
cause a pre-1977 cause has to be
proven if federal Abandoned Mine
monies are used and because of strin-
gent environmental procedures.

“Ninety-five percent of the creek
is filled up from the gob piles (coal
mine waste),” said Mayor Hobert
Webb. “You can dig and all you'll
find is slate or red dog.”

Rosenbaum suggested that the
town seek help from the US Army
Corps of Engineers in clearing Steele

2

Creek and other branches that run
through the former mining commu-
nity.

Board member Jerry Fultz also
suggested seeking help from Floyd
County Fiscal Court. Webb said he
would talk to District 2 Magistrate
Jackie Owens, who, Webb pointed
out, has put gravel and red dog on
some back alleys over the past few
weeks.

Discussion continues
over incinerator

Residents of the Auxier Road area
gathered Friday night to discuss fu-
ture action against Medisin Inc., the
medical waste incinerator operation
at Highlands Regional Medical Cen-
ter.

This was the second meeting of
the group of residents who live near
the hospital and the incinerator facil-
ity which, along with the hospital, is
owned by Consolidated Health Sys-
tems, anon-profit, community-based
holding company. :

The meeting began with an infor-
malannouncementthat Don Pelphrey
had resigned aschairmanof theboard
of Medisin. Residents said that Pel-
ghrey said he had resigned because

e was unaware that people were
being hurt by the incinerator project.
Scott Walker, speaker forthe citizens
group said that Pelphrey’s resigna-
tion came only days before a sched-
uled boycott of his businesses.

The role of the media received
much discussion at the meeting.
Walker pointed out that a
Prestonsburg newspaper received a
letter from a Cincinnati, Ohio, adver-
tising firm stating that the firm had
advised Highlands Regional Medical
Center and Medisin Inc. to consider
deferring future advertising in that
newspaper.

The firm, Montondo and McCol-
lister Co., public relations consult-
ants for the medical center, stated
that the paperhad shown “journalis-
tic irresponsibility” in a recent story
about the incinerator controversy.

Many other subjects were dis-
cussed by the citizens, including a
plan to demonstrate during
Saturday’s visit by Gov. Wallace
Wilkinson, the perceived threat of a
chemical explosion at the incinerator,
alleged night time incineration and
adoption of the name Floyd
Countians In Action.

Jackie Owens, magistrate of Dis-
trict 2 in Floyd County, responded to
astatement by oneaudience member
that Medisin’s original proposal in-
cluded a three-year research plan by
saying,”We might just be the rats in
the lab.”

When asked if a tour of the incin-
erator facility had been conducted by
any of the group members, Owens
said thata tourofthe plant,”wouldn‘t
change our minds.”

Medisin Vice President Robert
Ford, who was not present at the
meeting, responded to the citizens’
allegations Monday. “People are
really misinformed. No chemicals or
radioactive materialsareaccepted for
incineration,” Ford said.

“As far as night time incineration
is concerned, we only burn late on
Saturday evenings at the request of
our neighbor Paul Horn, who asked
usto burn later so that families might
enjoy outdoor activities such as a
barbecue without watching our
peoFPIe loading garbage,” he said.

Historic Allen house to be razed

It was born as a stable during the
Civil War. Later it grew into a home.

The two-story, white house with
twin chimneys, easily seen from US
23 at Allen, has set in the same spot
for well over 100 years.

But take a good look. Now it faces
the bulldozer.

Originally owned and built by the
Martin family as a stable, the place
was slowly converted into a home

after the Civil War, according to
family lore.

“We decided that we wanted
something for our kids,” said Stella
Hall, who has lived in the house with
herhusband Troy forthelast 42 years.
“So we leased the property to Cole-
man Oil for 25 years.”

According to the Halls, the com-
pany will begin demolition of the
home by the end of June. “This old
house was starting to be a little hard
to keep up,” said Troy, “and the

peopleat Coleman wereinterested in
the property so weagreed tolease the
place out.”

Denzil Hall, who was raised inthe
house, said, “It is a sad time.”

The home’s construction is a
throwback to a day when workman-
ship was held in higher regard than
speed in building. Like most old
homes the structureis joined entirely
by pegs instead of nails, as well as

tion of the East Kentucky Economic
Development and Jobs Creation
Corporation.

KENTUCKY BENEFITS
FROM BREAKUP
OFFOREIGN TOBACCO
MONOPOLIES

A report from the General Ac-
counting Office proves a point that
some of us have been trying to make
for some time now. That point s that
our moves against foreign tobacco
monopolies have started paying
substantial dividends to this nation
— and particularly to Kentuckians
and other US tobacco growers.

This new GAO report shows that
ourtrade surplus from tobacco prod-
ucts has more than doubled from $2
billion in 1986 to $4.3 billion in 1989.
It shows that last year’s surplus with
Japan alone was $1.2 billion.

These positive figures are impor-
tant to our nation when overall trade
deficits with Japanand other nations
have made us the world’s leading
debtor nation. And they are most
importanttoabout 150,000 hardwork-
ing Kentuckians who are benefiting
from recent gains in prices and mar-
keting quotas for tobacco, our lead-
ing cash crop.

The GAO study wasrequested by
11 House members—leading tobacco
critics who were interested in prob-

ing health issues related to tobacco
trade. However, I don’t believe that
this study contains what they had
hoped to find.

In fact, I believe that the GAO
report has given us every reason to
continue the drive we started about
five years ago to work through our
USTrade Representativeinbreaking
down unfair barriers to tobacco ex-
ports.

The report found that we already
“haveachieved a measure of success
in taking market share from national
cigarette monopolies” in Japan, Tai-
wan and South Korea. And it notes
that these efforts are continuing with
regard to Thailand.

This drive has led not only to new
export markets for tobacco products
but also to increased trade in un-
manufactured leaf. Foreignmanufac-
turers are being forced to use supe-
rior US leaf to compete with US ciga-
rettes now being sold in their coun-
tries, according to the GAO.

Rising exports have contributed
to a 38 percent increase in US burley
production over the past four years,
even though domestic tobacco mar-
kets declined during this period.

“clearly identified foreign-govern-
ment imposed trade barriers,” the

report said. And it found that we
have done so without giving any
apparent preference to tobacco over
other US products and without ap-
pearing to damage long-term rela-
tionships with trading partners.

If Congress decides that tobacco
exports are a trade issue, it should
leave our present policies alone, the
report said. If it is decided that these
exports represent a health issue, the
reportadded, agreater role should be
given to the Department of Health
and Human Services (HHS).

Ibelieve that HHS Secretary Louis
W. Sullivan, a strong leader of the
anti-smoking movement, has an-
swered this question very clearly by
acknowledging that tobacco exports
are a trade issue and not a matter of
US health policy.

Every country hasaright tosetits
own healthstandards. But once these
standards have been set, US farmers
havearighttocompete onequal terms
with their counterparts anywhere in
the world. This is a clear and simple
principle of fair trade, and it is one
that we should continue to follow.

Kentucky is governed by asystem
which combines directand represen-
tativedemocracy.Inarepresentative
democracy, voters elect representa-
tives to pass laws and fulfill the func-
tions of government on their behalf.
Direct democracy is at work when
the people themselves decide the
outcomeofa particularissue through
voting. The three basic tools of direct
democracy areinitiative, referendum,
and recall. This letter addresses the
issue of referendum. Future letters
will address inititiative and recall.

Referendum allows citizens to
decide, by voting if a proposed or
existing constitutional provision, law,
or ordinance should be changed or
withdrawn. The laws governing ref-
erendum in Kentucky are rather
complex. Some issues are automati-

cally subject to referendum, someare
subject to referendum only through
petition by the public, and others are
not subject to referendum at all.

In Kentucky, constitutional
amendmentsarerequired tobe putto
a public vote. Privatisation of sewer
and water systems by local govern-
ments, annexation of areas by cities,
and somelaws dealing with taxesare
examples of acts that may be subject
to referendum as a result of petition.

The procedure for referendum on
anaction taken by a city government
is established by state statute. Any
five registered voters of the city may
start a petition for referendum if the
issueis subject toreferendumbylaw.
If the petition is signed by enough
registered voters (20 percent of the
number of people in the city who
voted in the last presidential elec-
tion), then the issue is placed on the
ballot in the next election, and the
vote of the majority determines the
outcome.

There are ways in which govern-
ments avoid referendum provisions.
For example, a city or county cannot
take on indebtedness in excess of
projected revenues without the ap-
proval of its residents through a ref-
erendum. However, it has the loop-
hole of borrowing excess funds by
issuingbonds, withoutareferendum.

Theinability to hold a referendum
onsome issues has led many citizens
to feel that they have been left out of
decidingissues thatare vital to them.
For example, a majority of city offi-
cialsinWurtland, Ky., supported the
construction and operation of a
chemical plant by a company which
recently had asimilar plantshutdown
for environmental violationsin Ohio.
Local citizens complain that the offi-
cials are ignoring the will of the ma-
jority of theresidents, whichisagainst
the new plantbecause of the expecta-
tion that it will emit hundreds of
thousands of pounds per year of toxic
chemicals, just as it has in Ohio.
However, the law does not provide
for a referendum on the issue.

Citizens of Hickman County took
matters into their own hands. Al-
though the law does notallow tohold
anofficial referendum ona proposed
massive landfill on the bluffs over-
looking the Mississippi River, the
citizens, with the assistance of their
county judge-executive, organized an
unofficial ballot on the issue. Of the
citizens who voted (three times the
normal turnout), 73 percentopposed
this landfill, even though the pro-
spective landfill developer offered
$1.25 million per year to county and
city government for hosting the facil-
ity and the Columbus city commis-
sion had previously voted in favor of
it. It is clear that many Kentuckians
want a say in matters that affect the
destiny of their communities.

Many people feel thatreferendum
is desirable, especially at the local
level, because it gives citizens more
control over the decisions that are
made by their governments. Some
have suggested that every decision
reached by the fiscal court should be
subject toreferendum. Others feel that
it is more appropriate to decide for
each issue whether referendum is
appropriate, and enact into state law
provisionsforreferendum onimpor-
tant issues. That is how current state
law deals with the issue.

Mountain Comp. among centers
to share in new state allocation

Mental health, mental retardation
and substanceabuse centers provided
byKentucky’s 14 community mental
health centers will share in a $9.4
million expansion in the fiscal year
beginning July 1, according to Gov.

Wallace Wilkinson.
Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center, headquartered in

Prestonsburg, will take $485,143 from
the expansion. MCCC serves Floyd,
Johnson, Martin, Magoffin and Pike
counties.

In the area of mental health, $3.2
million will be spent statewide on
case management services for adults
with severe mental illnessand on the
implementation of an interagency
program with the Department of
Social Services to treat children with
severe emotional disturbances.

The $800,000 in additional funds
allocated for the mental retardation
area will be primarily for respite care
—allowing thefamily togetaway for
a time to relax and recuperate from
the day-to-day challenges of caring

ta? retardation.

A total of $5.4 million will be util-
ized to address gaps in Kentucky’s
existing system of substance abuse

treatmentand prevention programs.

Regional Champions Against Drugs
programs are included in this alloca-
tion.

Gov. Wilkinson said he sees this
expansionas necessary. “Most people
don’t realize that more than 93,000
Kentuckians received treatment
through these centers in 1989. These
facilities provide a vast array of
needed servicesin theareas of mental
illness, developmental disabilities,
and in fighting the state’s number
one enemy — drug abuse.”

Allocations of this expansion are
divided among the 14 regional pro-
gramsbased on the populationinthe
counties within the service center’s
area. Steve Shanck, directorof MCCC
in Prestonsburg, said that a “great
deal” of the local money will be used
toexpand outpatientsubstanceabuse
treatmentas well asassisting schools,
churches and other civic groups in
developing prevention oriented ac-
tivities for high risk youth.

In addition, Shanck said money

will be spent on the respite care pro-'

gram for the five counties covered by
MCCCand insetting up a task group

forassessmentand regional planning
to assist children with severe emo-
tional problems.

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Denied AFDC applicants may now be eligible

The state Department for Social
Insurance is attempting to find Ken-
tuckians who were denied Aid to
Families with Dependent Children
(AFDC) as long ago as 1977 solely
because they were already receiving
federal Supplemental Security In-
come (SSI) benefits.

Under a new state policy, AFDC
may be extended to eligible house-
holdsin which the only child receives
SSI benefits (due to blindness or dis-
ability). It also may mean back pay-
ments and Medicaid coverage for
families who can demonstrate an
AFDC denial related to SSI benefits
since 1977.

“Right now, we don’t have a
handle on the number of Kentuckians
who may be affected by this policy
change,” Social Insurance Commis-
sioner Mike Robinson said. “How-
ever, wedon’texpecta large number
of families to be affected.

“We're making ever attempt pos-
sible to reach these folks and to pro-
vide them with whatever currentand
back benefits for which they may be
entitled.”

Eligible familiesare those withone
child who is under 18 and receiving
SSI benefits, who have no financial
support of one or both parents due to
absence, incapacity or death and in
which thechild’s responsiblerelative
haslittle ornoincome orresources. It
is the child’s relative who may re-
ceiveassistance.

The department’s previous posi-
tion — to deny AFDC to families
whose only child under age 18 re-
ceived SSI — was based on a 1977
interpretation of a US Social Security
Administration policy. That federal
policy stated that, insuch cases, AFDC
benefits “may” be extended to care-
taker-relatives of SSI children.

“Recently the state was asked
whetherornotthe ‘may’ meant AFDC

was optional in these cases,” Robin- -

son said. “We checked and the fed-
eral government ruled that AFDC
benefits are mandatory for these
otherwise eligible applicants.

“For that reason, we're sending
notices to all Kentucky children who
receive SSI and trying to reach other
potentially affected households

through the media.

“Clients will have to demonstrate
that they did apply for AFDC assis-
tance; they have the burden of proof,”
Robinsonsaid. “However, ouragency
candoarecords search for those who
have applied for AFDC within the
pastthree years (the period for which
the state maintains active records on
file).”

Proof can be in the form of a copy
oftheapplication,acopy of theappli-
cation denial or an official inquiry
form (a form that indicates contact

was made with a local Social Insur-

ance office regarding AFDC).

According to Robinson, back
payments of AFDC benefits will not
bedisbursed in one lump sum but in
a series of small payments.

“As for reimbursement for medi-
cal‘expenses, the medical provider
will be responsible for compensatin
the client and then billing Medicaid.
In the case of outstanding medical
bills, a medical card will be issued in
order to pay for those expenses.”

Those interested in applying for
reimbursement should contact the
Social Insuranceofficelocated in their
county of residence.

Fishermen probably take pigs for
granted. After all, they're nothing
more than fat, slovenly creatures that
wallow in mud while gluttonously
dreaming of gorging themselves on
such apgetizing morsels as snakes,
coal, and the all-time favorite, slop.

And think about those delicious,
mouth-watering breakfasts of bacon,
sausage, or country ham and eggs.
And most of the lunchtime favorites
that we enjoy while on the water
(Spam, Vienna sausages, potted meat,
bologna, Penrose hotsausages, pork-
n-beans, deviled ham, etc.) come from
parts of the pigs better left unmen-
tioned.

But when westick our fingersinto
a jar with an opening seemingly de-
si edfortoddqersand pluckachunk
of pork rind from a brine solution
whichinstantly reminds you of every
hangnail and hook-stick in your fin-
gers, we probably do not think of
pigs.

Actually, pork rinds are
cut from the skin, with the fat intact,
along theback of the pig. Strips of this
skin are cured for several months,
thenstamped intovarious shapesand
dyed the appropriate color.

dents also decreased.

The Coast Guard believes that
while reports are made on nearly all
fatalaccidents, only about 10 percent
of non-fatal accidents are reported.

stemmed from a shortage of frogs!
Jones and Schreiner had been using
live frogs to entice some of the large-
mouths on Wisconsin’s Jordan Lake.
(Live frogs were a popular bass bait
in those gays.)

But on one summer day in 1920,
the fellows could not catch a frog. So
they resorted to carving a few fake
frogs from a piece of salt pork they
happened to havein the boat. And lo
andbehold, they started catchingfish.
(Anglers of that era were obviously
quiteresourceful!)

A lot has happened since then.
Fishing rods are made of boron and
graphite rather than bamboo and
steel. Tires which were once solid
andindestructibleare now filled with
air and prone to leak. Indoor toilets
are now a common fixture of south-
ern houses, and people won’t laugh
at you for sticking a piece of salt pork
on your hook and trying to convince
a fish thatitis a frog.

Pork rinds are readily available
for nearly every species of fish, from
tiny bream to boat-sized sharks. But

rind, the pork frog series of Uncle
Joshbaitsareby far the most popular.
The number 101 is the baby of the
bunch and is very popular with
smallmouth anglers using a fly-n-
rind.

The venerable number 11 is the
most popular of all pork frogs and is
the common porcine component of
the pig and jig. The Jumbo Frog,
number one, is a larger version com-
monly used when flipping jigs. And
the number 10 Big Daddy is a huge
hunk of pig favored by saltwater
anglers an§ confident freshwater
lunker hunters. :

The effectivenessofaddinga pork
trailer to fishing lures is well known,
yetfewanglersdonothing more than
simply sticka pork chunk on thehook.
Not that this is bad, by any means.
But those anglers who spend the
majority of their time fishing (forlack
of an honest job) have developed a
few tricks to increase the effective-
ness of the pork rind.

Denny Brauer, a BASS pro from
Camdenton, Mo., and the BASS 1987
Angler of the Year, says, “When
you're using a larger pork frog, fish
will often hit the bait so hard that the
pork will flip over the hook. Usually
itis thelegs of the pork that cover the
hook point, and this will definitely
keep you from hooking the fish. I
have found that by splitting the legs
of the pork frog, I can virtually elimi-
nate that problem. Thisalso gives the
pork a lot more action.”

Larry Nixon, winner of the 1982
BASS Masters Classic and all time
leading money winner on the BASS
TournamentTrail, says, “Putthe pork
rind on your jig and the fat (or soft)
sidedown. Asitrubsagainst therock

fat will wear off. If you think about it,
every creature thatswimsin the water
has a light colored belly. I think that
by presenting your pork with the
lighter side down, you are giving the
lure a more natural presentation.”

Charlie Ingram, a BASS touring
pro and three-time national bass
champion from Columbia, Tenn.,
disagrees. “Put the pork rind on your
hook so that the fat side is up. Biolo-

ists have told me that the top of a
g‘sh’s mouthisthemost sensitive part,
so I want the softest part of the pork
against the most sensitive part of the
mouth.”

Jimmy Houston, host of the popu-
lar television fishing show, “Jimmy
Houston Outdoors,” says, “I like to
cut part of the fat off of the pork. My
favorite way is tostartabouthalfway

back on the chunk and cut it at a 45-
degree angle up to the very front of
the pork. This makes the pork frog
wobble up and down on the hook as
you bring it through the water.”

Pork rinds are not only a super
trailer for most lures, they are eco-
nomical as well.

Confidenceadds
to fishing success

The mostimportantingredientin
tournament fishing success is not
having the fastest boat, the most
modern rod and reel, or an extra
tackle box.

Instead, the most crucial ingredi-
entis confidence.

“You absolutely have to haveit,”
says Larry Nixon, a long time mem-
ber of the Evinrude Outboards Pro
Staff and considered by many to be
America’s most successful tourna-
ment angler. His tournament win-
nin, areaggroaching the $1 million
mark, far above his nearest competi-
tor.

“Confidenceis one of those hard-
to-define abstracts,” he says. “You
can’treally define what it is because
it'sa combination of a lot of different
things, but mainly, I believe it is
having faith in your own abilities
and decisions. This comes large{{
from experience, and it grows wi

One of the mostimportantaspects
of confidence, says Nixon, is being
able to make a decision to fish a cer-
tain area or technique and commit-
ting yourself to that decision. Many
anglers continually doubt their own
decisions, and this in turn influences
how they fish.

“Thisis probably the toughest part
of confidence,” explains the Evin-
rude Pro, “because thereareliterally
hundreds of decisions you can make
about where and how to fish on any
givenday.

“You have to decide what you

 wanttodo, thendoit. Youcanchange

later, of course, but you have to
change for a reason.

“Naturally, experience is one of
the most important teachers in gain-
ing self-confidence. The more fish-
ing experiences you have, the more
decisions you have tomake,and each
time you make the right decision,
your confidence grows a little
stronger.

Not surprisingly, winning na-
tional tournaments helps an angler
gain confidence quickly. The most
important win in a pro’s career,
however, is not always the one that
brings the most money or prestige,
but rather, the very first win.

“This depends, of course, on the
angler and the decisions he had to
make in winning the tournament,”
explains Nixon. “If a fisherman wins
by making his own decisions, then

enced by other anglers, however, if
he doesn’t really follow his own in-
stincts and simply gets lucky, then
thefirst win won’tbeasimportant to
him.”

Nixon feels guiding on Toledo
Bend helped his confidence because
itgave him on-the-water experience,
buthealsobelievesanglers whodon’t

guide can also gain valuable self-
confidence by simply spending time
on the water by themselves.

“Studying fish and how water
conditions influence them is ex-
tremelyimportant,” says Nixon. “The
more you study, the easier it is to
make the right decisions, the more
your confidence grows.”

POSSIBLE HELP FOR BULIMICS

A preliminary report from the American Psychiatric Asso-
ciation holds out hope for an effective drug cure for the
bingepurge eating syndrome known as bulimia. According
to the report, when nearly 400 bulimic women were given the
drug fluoxetine hydrochloride (an antidepressant) for eight
weeks, the symptoms of bulimia were reduced. A 20 mg.to 60
mg. daily dose of the drug reduced food cravings, obsession
with body size, binging and vomiting, as well as the depres-
sion that often accompanies the disorder. While it has been
know for some time that various antidepressants can ease
eating disorder symptoms, fluoxetine hydrochloride does
not cause such related side effects of traditional antidepres-
sants as dry mouth, blurred vision and constipation.

‘OR Express’ transports tiny cargo

The wheels are turning at High-
lands Regional Medical Center and
they’re rolling in the form of a little,
red wagon known as the “OR Ex-
press” (operating room).

Parked ina “reserved spot” in the
outpatient surgery department at
Highlands, the little, red wagon is
equipped with a fluffy, soft pillow
and warm blanket, all the amenities
needed to ensure youngsters of a
pleasant and unfearful trip to the
operatingroom, hospital officials say.

The brainchild of Willie Barrow-
man, CRNA (Certififed Registered
Nurse Anesthetist), the “OR Express”
was implemented for children to
lessen the fears that often exist in
young ones before they enter sur-
gery.

Nervous children scheduled for
surgery procedures experience an
immediate transformation when the
“OR Express” arrives at their rooms.
As the little, red wagon rolls up to
their beds, tears are quickly replaced
with smiles.

After the surgical procedure is
thoroughly explained, the excited
youngsterisinvited to “climbaboard”
for the ride to surgery. Then, laden
with its small, happy cargo, the “OR
Express” slowly winds its way
through thehospital corridorsin tran-
sit to its destination.

Ask anyone who has undergone
surgery, and they will tell you what
thatanoperationcanbeafrightening
experience. This is particularly true
whenever a child is involved. And,
often times, the trip to the operating
room is just as traumatic for the fam-
ily.

Any parent who has experienced
thestressassociated with their child’s
fear of surgery, realizes the necessity
and importance of a good medical
support team inrelieving these fears.

Through the initiation of the “OR
Express,” Barrowman has helped to

This newspaper, The Floyd
County Times, was begun by Uncle
Alex Allen with a toy typewriter, at
Allen, Ky.,-about 1926. The first is-
sues were a page or two in length.
They may be seen at Alice Lloyd
College’s Appalachian Room.

S5.P. owned a small portable type-
writer which was still in the house at
the time of my investigation.

Theland boundary was still trace-
able. The narrowness of the valley
allowed me to geta pictorial record of
theland. A few subdivisions had been
made, but not enough to prevent the
viewer from easily seeing the lines.
The cabin satalmostexactly one-half
way between the beginning and the
end of theland. A picture takenatthe
beginning of the property, where it
adjoined the Patton farm, and an-
other at the far end where live the
heirs of Allen “Little Doc” Ratliff,
Fave the pictorial record. Jim Ratliff's

and adjoins it at the far end.

Jim was the grandfather of Willie
Frasure, whose homeis built around
Jim’s one room cabin. Across from
the cabin lives present day Jim Rat-
liff, a descendant of S.P., being the
son of Allen “Little Doc” Ratliff. Jim
is one of my old classmates from
Maytown Grade School.

The parcel ran from hill top to hill
top with the creek in the center. This
appeared to be the best way to trans-
fer huge amounts of land in the hills.
Soundinglike the London Company’s
grant, alleged to have been given to
the Allens, the fact that the Allens
appearin thehistory of thefarmleads
onetobelieveit may havebeena part
of the original grant at one time.

The creek was named for a Mr.
Wilson, who I assume was the sur-
veyor for mines and minerals, as the
courthouse materials were signed by
a Wilson. Word of mouth has it that
he was the sole owner of the entire
creek until he decided to sell it and
leave. Who he was and when that
was, no one knew. So wejust have to

ess.

Toreally getinto thestory, Ilooked
for old maps of Kentucky to see what
information I could gather there to
get the feel of the times. The best
reference was an atlas of Kentucky
compiled by members of the geogra-
phy department at the University of
Kentucky. Made with the aid of a
satellite in space, a photographof the
Appalachian Mountains helps us to
understand justhow much theseearly
arrivals into our area had to with-

stand.

Running parallel to the ocean, the
mountain ridges look all but impos-
sible to travel.

The settlers could determine the
direction in which to go, I am sure,
with navigational information and
instruments of their day. Traveling
was not easy by any mode available
— walking, riding horseback or rid-
ingina wagon. Boats werelimited in
their use; streams deep enough to be
traveled did not reach all areas.

Many of the earliest settlers be-
came discouraged because of the
perilous trails and turned back, but
the sturdy, the determined and the
inspired kept on. These were the
people whose names we hear when
wespeakof theold timersin thisarea.

Such was the case with the Rat-
liffs. They did not leave the creek
because of bad roads. They owned
theland, wereduginand theystayed.
Today, a blacktop road goes to the
end of the Ratliff land.

A map, in the Kentucky atlas, of
the earliest Indian and explorer’s
trails, shows that the trails blazed by
thesettlers wereadded to the warrior
paths. The drainage map for Eastern
Kentucky helped me the most with
my assumptions. These out-flowing
rivers and streams — the first roads
in — did not have the names we
know them by today, but they were

thesame, so was thedirection of flow.

The fact that the streams flowed
out was anadvantage when you did

not wish to have trespassers. Infor-
mation gathered by word of mouth
related thatintruders into the Beaver
Creeks were turned backatgun point.
Maybe that explains why the map of
1790 reveals only an entrance to the
Beavers at present day Allen.

Anotherinteresting factis thatthe
drainage map whichhelped themost
was compiled by Wilford A. Bladen,
whowasonthecommitteethat passed
me for teacher training at UK. He felt
that I should pursue writing also. To
my surprise he was an Allen descen-
dant and indicated that his middle
name, for many reasons, was exactly
that. He is a valuable member of my
support group.
