Incinerator study released 
An inspection conducted June 19 

by a representative of the state Divi­
sion of Air Quality reports "0" per­
cent opacity, or clouding, in emis­
sions from a medical waste incinera-

' tor operated by Medisin Inc., behind 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
near Auxier. 

Prompted by allegations from the 
citizens group, Floyd Countians in 
Action, DAQ supervisor Jack Hurt 
inspected the incinerator for smoke 
emissions and four odors, according 
to a copy of his report, furnished by 
Medisin. 

Findings by the inspector indicate 
Medisin's incinerator is operating 
within the state's present air quality 
guidelines, said Robert Ford, vice 
president of the incinerator company, 
a for-profit subsidiary of the non­
profit Consolidated Health Systems 
which also operates the hospital.

He said an incinerator has been 

operatingattheHRMCsitesince 1973 
and no complaints were registered 
until the new and improved incinera­
tor was installed. Ford attributed this 
to the more powerful public aware­
ness of the environment in the 1990s. 

"For the size and application, this 
unit was the best we could find to 
buy. That's the reason we went with 
it," Ford said, adding that he chal­
lenges anyone to try to find a better 
one within the state or country. '1 
think people are just finding it hard to 
accept that we have a state of the art 
operationrightherein Floyd County." 

One of the rumors has been that 
Medisin built the incinerator behind 
the public's back, therefore trying to 
hide something, Ford said. The 
company, he said, put public service 
announcements in five different area 
newspapers, including The Floyd 
County Times on Aug. 30, 1989. 

"We are above board here," Ford 
said. An open house was planned for 
last year, he said, but because of tele­
vision coverage the event was post-

poned, with officials assuming the 
television would provide the infor­
mation desired by the public. 

Another rumor that Ford said is 
untrue is that a house was purchased 
by the hospital because ash was fall­
ing into the pool there. Ford noted 
that the house was purchased far in 
advance of the installation oft he new 
incinerator as office space for Con­
solidated Health Systems. 

The ash fallout that people say 
covers their cars, the administrator 
said, was proved false by the 
inspector's report of "0 percent opac­
ity during charging." 

Ford said he believes the problem 
has grown because people are recei v­
ing misleading information. For ex­
ample, he said, the Medisin incinera­
tor is being compared to the one 
proposed for Paintsville which was 
to be 400 times as large as the local 
operation. Medisin is only capable of 
burning 150 pounds per hour whereas 
the one for Paintsville was to be able 
to bum 2000 pounds per hour, ac­
cording to Ford.

Wheelwright council considers 
mobile homes, sale of buggy

The issue of a mobile home within 
city limits was the main topic of dis­
cussion at last week's meeting of the 
Wheelwright City Council. 

Mayor Kenneth johnson opened 
the meeting with the statement that 
he would adjourn the meeting if the 
public "got out of hand" and went on 
to read a city ordinance that stated 
that no mobile home could be perma­
nently located within the city limits 
unless the structure was a two-part, 
underpinned and peak-roofed struc­
ture. 

The source of the minor contro­
versy is a single-wide trailer that was 
moved onto property owned by 
Darrell Parks. Parks said he pur­
chased the property and improved it 
with the mobile home, as well as elimi­
nated weeds and other debris on the 
lot. 

Parks asked that the council con­
sider a tern porary waiver of the ordi­
nance because the trailer is being 
occupied by his mother, who is of 
poor health and requires extra atten­
tion. 

"We aren't trying to run people 
out of town or anything," said Mayor 

Johnson. "We just don't know what 
to do." 

Johnson asked Parks to get back in 
touch with the city after he had an 
opportunity to speak to legal coun­
sel. "We will try to help you with 
this," said johnson. 

There was also some discussion 
on what was the hot topic of last 
month's meeting- the sale or lease 
ofaminingbuggyowned bythetown. 
Residents present at the meeting 
asked the mayor to try to dear up 
confusion about where funds from 
the sale would go. 

The mayor attempted to explain 
that no funds had yet been received, 
but that the city utility commission 
would have to decide what would 
happen to the money when it is re-
ceived. · 

Before adjourning, the counsel 
voted to write a letter to property 
owners with dead or dangerous trees 
on their property and approved funds 
for the purchase of a fire extinguisher 
for the city fire truck. 

All council members were present 
for the meeting. The next meeting is 
scheduled for Thursday, July 19 at 7 
p.m.

presented during the trial would es­
tablish that Newsome was clearly the 
initial aggressor in the situation. 

Defense attorney Ned Pillersdorf, 
during his opening remarks, ex­
plained to the jury that ''Rady Martin 
was a victim of his own conduct. He 
assaulted four other people," Pill­
ersdorf continued, "during the same 
drunken, violent rampage." 

According to Pillersdorf, officials 
measured a .23 blood alcohol level in 
Martin, who allegedly had been 
drinking that day. 

Pillersdorf further stated that 
during the altercation, Martin was 
armed and had been threatening 
several others before attacking 
Newsome's 15-year-old daughter. 

"Darling Newsome," stated Pill­
ersdorf, "fired not only in self de­
fense,butindefenseofhisowndaugh­
ter. It's unbelievable this man was 

ever indicted." 
At the conclusion of opening 

remarks, the prosecution began call­
ing as witnesses representatives of 
the Forensic Crime Laboratory of the 
Kentucky State Police. Testimony is 
expected to be extensive, although 
the trial may conclude before the end 
of the week. According to Pillersdorf, 
Newsome is not expected to testify in 
his own defense.

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economical renaissance in our life 
time," he said. "Good quality schools 
mean high quality industries." 

Corns also emphasized the effect 
that poor education has on the penal 
system, stating that 60 percent of those 
incarcerated don't have a high school 
diploma. He cited his "Sentenced to 
Learn" program as a step in the right 
direction. The program offers the 
incentive of a lesser sentence to those 
who complete a GED program while 
in jail. 

"When we ask 'Would you rather 
be educated or go to jail?' Oh,they see 
the light," Corns said. "It's a real good 
motivator, and when we help these 
people we really help ourselves. It's a 
matter of make the investment now 
in education or pay for it later in 
prison." 

He pointed out it costs taxpayers 
$20,000 a year to house an inmate. 

Noting that he sees numerous 
positive things coming out of the 
recently enacted education reform 
package, he said he would like to 
invite "48 Hours" back in a couple of 
years to tell them "the rest of the 
story." 

He closed with a story about his 
teacher in elementary school who 
said, "There is a ladder in the middle 
of this school house called opportu­
nity. You can climb on it as high as 
you wantto go but you have to get on 
it in a school house." 

In addition to the special program 
honoring Frazier and the speech by 
Judge Corns, others were recognized 
for their accomplishments in the past 
year. 

Incoming Chamber President 
Dolores Smith said that the Chamber's 
number one priority this year is edu­
cation. She then introduced the county 
teachers who were instrumental in 
coordinating the Mountain Magic 
Magazine, published by area stu­
dents.

Baby is SIDS victim 
Members of the Prestonsburg Fire 

and Rescue Department responded 
to a call for help Friday night at Cliff­
side Apartments. Rescue workers 
were told that a baby had stopped 
breathing at apartment 44. 

Upon arrival, firefighter Mike 
Moore found a neighbor performing 
CPR on a baby. Moore took over re­
suscitation efforts until ambulance 
workers could transport the child. 

Members of Respond Ambulance 
Service arrived quickly and contin­
ued CPR while transporting the in­
fant to Highlands Regional Medical 
Center where the child was pro­
nounced dead. 

A spokesperson for the Nelson and 
Frazier Funeral Home at Martin said 
that the child was a victim of Sudden 
Infant Death Syndrome, commonly 
called SIDS, an unexplained phe-

nomenon where young children stop 
breathing, often while sleeping.

"Scheid erich", and allow me to say I 
left Floyd County that first time in the 
spring of 1937 for CCC camp in Cali­
fornia.} had never heard of the word 
"Hillbilly'' until a young man from 
Ohio told meHillbilliesweredumber 
than other people. When he finished 
telling me what a hillbilly was, I beat 
hiRl up and made him say hillbillies 
were smarter than other people. 

Afterretumingtomyplaceofbirth 
at the very head of the Bear Branch 
fork of the Conley fork, of the Spur­
lock fork, of the Middle Creek fork of 
the Big Sandy River at West 
Prestonsburg, I didn't hear much 
about hillbillies while working in a 
coal mine at the head of the Bucks 
Branch fork at Martin and hoeing 
corn on the hillside as I did almost 
from birth before leaving for Califor­
nia. 

Somebody named Hitler attacked 
several countries and I became a 
Paratrooper in the US Army. It took 
me nearly four years to win WW2 
almost single handed.

Has advice 
for FCIA 

Dear Editor, 
I am writingthisletterinregard to 

the Floyd County Fiscal Court meet­
ing which aired Friday, June 15, on 
WPRG-TV. It seems that the burning 
topic dominating the meeting was 
the new medical waste incinerator 
(no pun intended) which was built at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
by Medisin Inc. 

A group of citizens calling them­
selves Floyd Countians in Action 
(FCIA) seemedquiteupsetaboutthe 
fact thatRobertMcAninch, a member 
of the Floyd County Solid Waste 
Board, served on the Medisin board 
as well. A spokesman for FCIA made 
the accusation that serving on both 
boards created a conflict of interest 
and called for the resignation of Mr. 
McAninch from the Solid Waste 
Board. 

Of course, this situation created a 
perfect opportunity for District #2 
Magistrate Jackie Owens (our very 
own self-appointed radical) to jump 
on the band wagon. Hequicklymade 
a motion calling for Mr. McAninch's 
resignation and coerced District #1 
Magistrate Gerald DeRossett into 
seconding the motion. It appears that 
in this and in a few prior meetings 
that Mr. DeRossett has problems 
thinking for himself. (In fact, the 
county could probably save itself a 
bundle given the large raises and new 
v~hicles thatsomeof the magistrates 
voted themselves in recent years by 
simplyeliminatingthejobopeningin 
District 1.) 

However, Mr. Owens (obviously 
trying to resolve some personal ven­
detta) kept insisting that some sort of 

action be taken against McAninch. 
Finally, the spokesman for FCIA 
admitted that conflict of interest was 
not the reason behind their request 
for McAninch's resignation, but said 
that by serving on the Medisinboard, 
McAninch lent the corporation legi ti­
macy. I don't know about anyone 
else, but, tome, this seems like a weak 
excuse. 

I have no problem with people 
concerning themselves with what 
takes place in their community. 
However, this group did not seem to 
know specifically what they wanted. 
A few members said they couldn't 
stand the obnoxious odor from the 
burning and were afraid it was toxic, 
while others said they had no prob­
lem with the incinerator as long as 
Medisin burned only waste from 
Highlands and not from surround­
ing hospitals and clinics (They seemed 
to be afraid that someone other than 
themselves might profit from it). Also, 
they didn't seem to notice that High­
lands always had an incinerator, but 
only became upset when Medisin 
built a new one that now meets state 
standards. 

In addition, the group insisted that 
no ash from the new incinerator 
should be taken to the Floyd County 
landfill because it might contain tox­
ins. They seemed uninterested when 
Mr. McAninch tried to explain that 
the landfill would not accept toxic 
waste anyway. 

I guess the whole point I'm trying 
to make is that a group which has a 
legitimate concern for the good of the 
community would not try to turn 
their actions into a sideshow. They 
usedMr.McAninchasascapegoatto 
draw attention to themselves. I feel 
that they should stop and consider 
the fact that without people like Mr. 
McAninch, our county would still be 
burying itself in its own trash. In­
stead of attacking the man, we should 
stand up and give him a hand. 

I would also like to give the FCIA 
a word of advice. If you want to be 
taken seriously, choose your allies a 
little more carefully. Practically any­
thing that involves Mr. Owens be­
comes nothing more than a three­
ring circus with him as a self-ap­
pointed ring master.

As a former US president was fond 
of saying, facts are stubborn things.

And we've been distressed in 
recent weeks to hear criticism of that 
work that seems to us at best ill­
formed, at worst irresponsible and 
deliberately deceptive. 

As veterans of state budgetary 
wars, we know full well that figures 
and statistics can be used to prove 
just about anything. That's why we 
feel strongly that care and responsi­
bility must be shown in using them, 
particularly as they apply to educa­
tion reform. 

Unfortunately, opponents of 
House Bill940 have no such scruples. 
They've used confusion and outright 
deception to "prove" that only 45 
percent of the money raised by this 
year's tax increase will go to educa­
tion. Further, they've ridden the wind 
of this outlandish claim to denounce 
us for passing a tax increase of un­
precedented proportions, without 
cause or need. 

Both contentions are fraudulent. 
Using simple unadorned facts 

rather than inflated rhetoric - and 
setting aside the question of the ne-
cessity for school reform, which even 
our opponents concede -let's look

FACT: Total education and edu­
cation-related spending accounts for 
MORE THAN 90 PERCENT of the 
allocation of new tax dollars, that is, 
money being spent on education 
across the board. 

The exact figure is 94.3 percent. 
This is simple arithmetic; it needs 

no tortured juggling of figures. Just 
ask two questions: 

-How much money is being 
raised by new taxes? 

-Howmuchmoneyis being spent 
on education? 

Set those figures side by side, and 
see how they compare. The answer: 

-The new taxes (a one-cent sales 
taX' increase, a small corporate-tax 
hike, and changes in the state income­
tax code) will raise about $1.267 bil­
lion by 1992. 

-Spending for elementary and 
secondary education and related 
programs is $956 million in that pe­
riod, spending in higher cduca tion is 
$210.5 million, and spending in 
workforce development (vocational 
education and worker retraining) is 
$27.6 million. 

So total spending on education is, 
in round figures, $1.195 billion, or 
94.3 percent of the $1.267billion raised 
by the new taxes. 

Here'show"truth" wasstretched 
to arrive atthe "45 percent for educa­
tion" figureourfoes so cynically cite. 
They took ONLY the figures for ele­
mentaryandsecondaryeducation­
discounting, willy-nilly, the new 
spending for higher education and 
workforce development. 

Then they ADDED to the tax-in­
crease revenue normal growth pro­
jections and lottery proceeds- both 
of which have nothing to do, really, 
with new taxes. 

Through this budgetary sleight of 
hand, they cook the books to make a 
point. But facts remain facts: The 
money raised throughnewtaxesand 
new spending for education across 
the board are roughly equivalent.

States Senator recently decided that 
she simply could not live in a world 
where musicians are allowed to ex­
press beliefs other than her own.

While revenue will rise by about 
$1 .3 billion over the next two years 
(an increase of about 19 percent) this 
is a smaller percentage increase than 
tax measures passed in both 1968 and 
1960, and comes after a 22-year pe­
riod in which broad-based taxes have 
been seriously eroded. 

Numerous exemptions from the 
sales tax, for example, coupled with 
the House Bill44 cap on property-tax 
rates, cut into revenues throughout 
the 1970s and 1980s, at a time when 
inflation raged. 

We experienced budget shortfall 
after budget shortfall - as well as 
budget reductions totaling more than 
$1 billion in the last 10 years. 

This clear recipe for fiscal disaster 
led to an inevitable day of reckoning, 
which happened to coincide with 
massive Supreme Court-ordered 
school reform. As the decade of the 
'90s dawned our financial condition 
was desperate, not justin education, 
but in corrections, human services 
and the environment - all areas 
where new spending was impera­
tive, and where much of our normal 
growth revenue and lottery proceeds 
have been absorbed. 

These are the facts of the matter, 
the stubborn facts, that defenders of 
the educational status quo - the 
failed status quo- cannot explain 
away. 

All Kentuckians will be asked to 
make sacrifices, for the sake of our 
children and our economic future. 
We can no longer stand by and watch 
as the Commonwealth languishes at 
the bottom, nationally, in edtjcation; 
nor can we tolerate the sad exodus of 
our best and brightest who leave 
Kentucky in search of opportunity. 

These issues are large ones, and 
certainly leave room for disagreement 
and debate. We only ask our myopic 
opponents to have some respect for 
the stubborn facts in making their 
case for faint-hearted change.

A.- Loan eligibility is not subject 
to an expiration date. 

Q.-What is a Presidential Memo­
rial Certificate? 

A.-A Presidential Memorial 
Certificate expresses the country's 
grateful recognition of an individual's 
service in the armed forces and bears 
the signature of the President. These 
certificates are available to next of kin 
of deceased eligible veterans or per­
sons who were on active military duty 
at time of death. Next of kin need not 
apply for a certificate. 

Q.-I have been receiving a 
widow's pension from the VA for 20 
years. If I remarry, will I be able to 
continue to receive the pension? 

A.- No. When a widow remar­
ries, her pension terminates. 

Thousands of low-income Ken­
tuckians who qualify for assistance 
will receive free prescriptions and 
pharmacy services over the next year 
through a new program being 
launched July 16. 

The new Kentucky Pharmacy 
Providers program is a joint effort of 
Kentucky Medical Association, Ken­
tucky Pharmacists Association, Pfizer 
Pharmaceuticals and Kentucky 
Health Care Access Foundation Inc. 
(KHCAF). 

In his role as foundation presi­
dent, Lt. Gov. Brereton C. Jones said 
the new program is a vital addition to 

a voluntary effort begun five years 
ago to help Kentuckians who live 
below federal poverty standards, 
have no health insurance and don't 
qualify for such programs as Medi­
care and Medicaid. Eligible individ u­
als already receive free physician and 
hospital services. 

In extending this help to prescrip­
tion drugs, Pfizer will make its Pfizer 
Labs and Roerig brand pharmaceuti­
cals available at no cost, and volun­
tarily participating pharmacists will 
dispense them without charge to eli­
gible ambulatory patients. The esti­
mated combined value of these goods 
and services exceeds $1 million.

If you contact them about 
fireworks safety this Fourth of July, 
you will be advised not to use fire­
works at all. 

Instead of passing out advice on 
how to handle fireworks safely,KSPB 
strongly recommends leaving them 
to the professionals. 

Statistics indicate that inexperience 
and mishandling of fireworks play a 
huge part in the nearly 10,000 injuries 
suffered each year. The bulk of the 
incidents occur during Fourth of July 
festivities. 

Studies show more than 40 per­
cent of eye injuries caused by fire­
works left permanent damage. Half 
of those injured were children. In one 
study, spectators were victims in 25 
percent of the incidents. 

Following release of its most strin­
gent position to date on the sale and 
use of fireworks, the National Society 
to Prevent Blindness, as well as the 
Kentucky affiliate, discourages pri­
vate use of fireworks. 

OfparticularconcernaretheClass 
C devices, which are mistakenly 
thought to be oflittle danger and thus 
widely misused. These include fire~ 
crackers, smoke bombs, bottle rock­
ets and sparklers. Studies have cited 
sparklers as being the cause of more 
than half of all reported injuries, and 
bottle rockets causing a third of the 
eye injuries.

TO "RESCUE" WILDLIFE 
Wild animals don't make good 

pets. 
Regardless of motives, no matter 

howwellintentioned,it'sbesttoleave 
wildlife in the wild. Without special­
ized care by knowledgeable caretak­
ers, most wild animals die after being 
taken from their natural habitat. 

Most of the time, animals that 
appear orphaned or abandoned are 
not. 

Fawns are particular! yvulnerable 
to "rescue" during late spring and 
early summer, the time most Ken­
tucky whitetails are born. Many 
times, people unfamiliar with deer 
habits assume a fawn alone in the 
woods needs help. Rarely is this the 
case. Does normally leave their off­
spring unattended for long periods 
while grazing or resting. 

Fawns arrive in this world with

some builtin protection provided by 
Mother Nature. Several elements, 
working in combination, help pro­
tect the offspring while spots simu­
late sunlight on the forest floor. This 
coloration, along with fawns' lack of 
scent and the ability to lie motion­
less, helps keep very young whitetails 
safe from predators. 

If you happen upon a fawn in a 

Kentucky woodland-don't touch. 
Onlythedoecandetectheroffspring, 
and your human scent may cause the 
doe to reject her young, leading to 
true abandonment. If this happens, 
the fawn will probably die from star­
vation and neglect. 

Remember, it's illegal to capture 
wildlife by any method during a 
closed season.

'I saw it on the radio' 

Radio can pull in distant ballgatnes 
by Mike DeCourcy 

Pardon his French. Goose Goslin 
doesn't know much, aside from pate 
and maybe a few other words. He 
knows enough to know it when he 
hears it, though, and there are Cana­
dianradio stationssendingithis way 
every night. 

Sometimes, it gets there. The radio 
signals carrying major-league base­
ball games through the summer night 
can be as unpredictable as the games 
themselves, but Goslin often spends 
his evenings trying to pick up what 
he can. 

"Occasionally, I'll get a Montreal 
game on one of the stations broad­
casting in French. It's strange to fol­
low along and see what's happening, 
trying to figure it out without under­
standing the language," said Goslin, 
the former Pittsbargh pitcher and 
now KDKA-Radio's sports director. 
''You try to take something out of the 
context of the voice inflection, or with 
one or two verbs you know." 

"To me, it's part of my job. I tune 
around and try to pick up what's 
going on whenever 1 can. I've picked 
up Chicago, Detroit, Cincinnati, the 
Mets. A lot of times I'll pick up some­
thing that helps me on my sportscasts 
the next morning." 

The medium is the message for 
this one, and radio remains baseball's 
primary voice. ESPN's nightly base­
ball telecasts have made searching 
the radio dial for aural glimpses of 
major-league games seem altogether 
unnecessary, but here remains a small 
challenge and fascination to locating 
distant radio stations, com paring the 
styles of broadcasters and perhaps 
even checking out what's happening 
in the games.

To pick up major-league baseball 

from different parts of the country, 
you can buy a new radio, rig up a 
semi-sophisticated antenna and be­
gin spinning the dial. But the key 
ingredient in this process is patience. 
And a low ceiling. 

Not in your living room. The ceil­
ing, the one composed of clouds. 
Cloud cover is the most significant 
factor for enhancing long-distance 
AM radio reception. 

"It could be like that in St. Louis or 
Kentucky, but clear here, and you 
could still get that station well," said 
Glenn Pawloski, manager of a Pitts­
burgh Radio Shack. "When it's 
cloudy, the signal refracts back to the 
earth and bounces along, instead of 
sailing out into space.;; 

In his nightly forays across the 
dial, Goslin is apt to use the radio in 
his car or another set he described as 
"very cheap, almost like a pocket 
radio." To facilitate the best AM re­
ception, however, Pawloski recom­
mends an outdoor antenna that goes 
for $8 attached to~. direct entry I digi­
tal AM radio that retails for about 
$200. 

The key with this style of radio is 

it has an "RF gain" dial that helps the 
antenna draw in a signal, and the 
digital function permits the listener 
to punch in the desired frequency-
1210 AM for Philadelphia's WCAU, 
for example- rather than fidgeting 
with the tuner and trying to discover 
what's out there. 

So what's out there? 
The Athletics? The Angels? You 

can' tget them from here-assuming 
"here" is anywhere outside of Cali­
fornia. The signals of their flagship 
stations (KSFO-AM 560 for the Ath­
letics and KMPC-AM 710 for the 
Angels) barely escape the state's 
borders. Even a powerful signal like 
the one belonging to KABC-AM 790, 
radio home of the Los Angles Dodg­
ers, would make it past the Midwest 
only under drcumstances that would 
require a papal investigation. 

WBAP-AM 820 in Fort Worth 
carries the Texas Rangers with a 
powerful signal that covers all of the 
country but the Northeastern corri­
dor. The Houston Astros flagship 
station is KTRH-AM 740, which is 
not a dear-channel station and thus 
sends announcer Milo Hamilton and 
much of its 50,(XX) watts into the Gulf 
of Mexico.

The gourmet chefs of the back­
yard grill will swear by their special 
equipment, favorite wood or char­
coal, and secret barbecue sauce reci­
pes - all the tips and tricks you need 
to get the most from your outdoor 
cooking. To these the Americanlnsti­
tute for Cancer Research adds a few 
more suggestions to make this favor­
ite form of summer dining safe and 
healthful. 

While charcoal broiling can pro­
duce some carcinogens (cancer caus­
ing substances), the American Insti­
tute for Cancer Research advises that 
there is no evidence that an occa­
sional summer cookout will increase 
your risk of cancer. However, for 
outdoorcookingatits healthiest, you 
might want to follow the following 
suggestions: 

.. Select meats that are low in fat 
and trim excess fat before cooking. 
Lean fi sh and poultry (with skin 
removed) are great for lowfat grill­
ing. 

,. Remove any charred material 
that does form on the food' s surface. 

.. Cook the meat until done but 
don't char it - discourage flareups, 
move the food to less hot and smoky 
areas of the grill, or use a rotisserie. 

.. Baste food frequently using bar­
becue sauce rather than fat drippings, 
butter or oil. 

,. Reduce grilling time by partially 
precooking some foods (such as 
poultry, ribs and vegetables) and then 
grilling briefly for a subtle cookout 
flavor. 

Kabobs are a great dish for th£ 
grill. Use small portions of lean cut~ 
like top round or sirloin and supple­
ment with high-protein, lowfat tofu 
cubes. Use lots of your favorite vege­
tables and serve with rice or noodles 
for a complete meal.

This particular cabin was never 

chinked, that is clay was not put be­
tween the logs. Recent owners found 
this to be a mystery. But library re­
search showed that when the logs 
were enclosed by both outside and 
inside walls, the chinking was omit­
ted. The outside covering here is 
regular shiplap, weatherboarding. 

The rooms inside were sealed with 
boards that measured, vertically set, 
7 -feet, 9-inches high. The floors were 
made of oak boards, measuring 4-
inches wide by l -inch thick. 

Exposed wooden beams sup­
ported the ceiling. They measured 8-
inches wide by 2-inches thick, with 2-
1/2-inch wide molding, hiding the 
connection to the wall boards. The

A homemade door, leading to the 

outside, measured 2-feet, 8-inches 
wide by 5-feet, 11-inches in height.

stairs. These people were thrifty 
sensible builders. ' 

The second story walls were more 
exposed and allowed us to see the 
marks of the carpenters. We found 
three augured holes ncar a doorway. 
The owner's guess was that they had 
been made to allow access for a saw. 
Two door openings, measuring 2x4 
feet, allowed entrance into the room 

"farthest up the creek." A 4-feet wide 
by 6-feet high hallway led to the room 
from the door on the right (down the 
creek). 

. . . a huge cup of boiling 
water in hand . . . was quite 
effective when talking to strang­
ers who came to isolated homes. 

At this point, we were puzzled by 
the presence of an identical door on 
the opposite side of the fireplace, 
wh~chled into space. Theonlyexpla­
nahon was that at one time, two 
families had occupied the dwelling, 
and maybe a trap door had been set 
over the stairwell for privacy. 

There was no sign of hinges ever 
being used for a small door, but an 
unattached platform, fitting snugly, 
could haveallowedaccess to the other 
room. It would have also been useful 
to elude intruders, be it animal or 
human. 

Certainly it would have been nec­
essary to have some type of bridge 
over the stairwell, to get safely from 
one room to another on that side of 
the chimney. There was no door to 
prevent sleepwalkers from wander­
ing through it and falling into open 
space. Children would have been in 
danger. Maybe they were not allowed 
upstairs because of this step into 
space. 

Ladies of the house often found 
themselves alone, while their hus­
bands were away. This hiding place 
would have been handy then. My 
mother-in-law, Callie Higgins Mar­
tin, told me that a huge cup of hot 
boiling water in hand and a boiling 
pot standing ready, tf needed, was 
quiteeffectivewhen talking to strang­
ers who came to isolated homes. 

The inside walls were not notched 
into the outside walls, but were held 
bytheuse of huge wroughtiron nails. 
A smaller such nail protruded from 
the wall. My guess is that it held 
articles of clothing. 

Storage areas were also on each 
side of the chimney upstairs as they 
were downstairs. The stairwell stor­
age was unique because of the space 

there. The man of the house could 
store tools and things he did not wish 
the children to have. A child could 
not reach them. 

Entering the second upstairs room, 
~n observer was enveloped by a feel­
mg of mystery. There sat an ancient 
spinning wheel, beautifully carved, 
but missing a few spokes.! twas huge 
with elegant lines.lrecallcd the words 
of the daughter-in-law, Mary Case 
Ratliff, "Becky sat spinning. I recall 
that I watched her far into the night." 

The walls were papered with 
newspapers, magazines and 
Montgomery Ward catalogs. Reluc­
tantly, I asked for a piece to add to the 
strength of my story. Mr. Isaac 
reached up beside the door and chose 
a piece of paper at random. 

Quite by chance, he pulled down a 
small piece of The Pathfinder Maga­
zine, dated, June 14,1834. 

We had beenestimatingtheage of 
the house to be almost 200 years old. 
This fell short of the mark, but it 
substantiated the fact that the cabin 
was old, and I mean really old. My 
professor estimated it to be about 150 
years old, but I am holding out for its 
beingolder.Ifwekeeplooking,maybe 
we can find more proof. 

Mary Ratliff told me that the use of 
sofas and Jiving rooms began about 
60 years ago for most people around 
here. Before then, as had been the 
case of the cabin, all rooms were 
bedrooms, except the kitchen-dining 
area. 

These sitting bedrooms were al­
ways dressed with their best counter­
panes, coverlets, flounces, shams and 
pillowcases, which were handmade 
lace and embroidered. 

Mary recalls two beds in each 
bedroom, with little else. There were 
few dressers and chests. Visitors sat 
on the sides of the beds.ladder-back 
chairs were carried from the kitchen 
when the house was full to overflow­
ing with guests. An occasional rock­
ing chair could be found near the 
fireplace or on the porches, where 
pillow-lined swings and benches 
awaited one's notion to get comfort­
able. 

The porches measured 39-feet by 
5-1/2- feet. The two upstairs doors 
were nailed closed when the porch 
became dangerous to step on. Short 
boards at theforch floor level reveal 
their origina position, but longer 
weatherboarding denied the fact that 
they ever existed. Old homes on little 
traveled trails were not kept up and 
-•• ere gradually allowed to deterio­
rat~.

Charlie Bentley's expe­
rience is probably not a lot 
different from that of 
many other people in 
Floyd County.

Behind his classmates in 
school, he dropped out in 
the sixth grade. 

He then took a job in a 
coal mine during one of 
the occasional booms in 
the continual ''boom and 
bust" cycle. After 10 years, 
he was out of a job, along 
with thousands of others. 

Just as many of his con­
temporaries, he headed 
north to Detroit to work in 

On one trip home, he 
was in a car accident and 
decided just to stay at 
home. But jobs were no 
easier to come by than 
when he had left, so he 
had to resort to assistance. 

Here, however, the 
scenario changes slightly. 
Now Bentley is involved 
in an activity that could 
change his life and set him 
apart from many others 
like him. 

At the age of 36, Bentley 
is finally learning to read.

who last year were re­
quired to enroll in an 
educational or job training 
program to maintain their 
state aid.

"At first, I was a little

He's also looking at the 

present opportunity 
through different eyes. 
''When I was in school 
before I didn't pay atten­
tion. I never did like 
school, getting up to go 
and staying all day." 

Bentley also admits he 
"felt lost in the crowd" of 
grade school. "Most of the 
time, when I'd get it right, 
I'd put it down wrong. We 
didn't have teachers who 
cared what you did." 

Now he gets individual 
attention in learning to 
read from Sr. Pat Glaab 
who meets with him one 
day a week in Wheel­
wright, through The 
David School's literacy 
program, one of the 
component programs of 
the Floyd County Adult 
Literacy Council. 

"She's a tough teacher. I 
don't get by with any­
thing," he said of his 
teacher. ''You get plenty 
of help when you come to 
something you don't 
know." 

Bentley also gets a great 
deal of support from 
horne. His wife Barbara 
and their 10-year-old 
daughter Ginger encour­
age him. 

"My family feels good 
about this," the husband 
and father said. "They 
want me to learn how to 
read and write." 

"I'm proud of him," 
beams Ginger. 

Bentley echoes the 
statements of non-readers 
nationwide when he talks 
about what it was like not 
being able to read. "I'd 
fake it," he said, describ-

He remembers having 
an uncle fill out the job 
application for him when 
he went after jobs in the 
North. 

"It's hardest, though, 
when you go shopping, 
not being able to read the 
labels on cans. Also, it's 
hard to get around when 
you travel if your can't 
read the signs," Bentley 
said. 

If he had it to do over 
again, the new reader said 
he would make some 

changes early on. '1' d go 
to school and make some­
thing of myself. Now I see 
what I missed by leaving 
school. Many times when 
I'd get up to go to school, 
I'd head for the hills and 
hide out. I'd get whipped 
when I got caught. I wish 
I'd gone now." 

In between his lessons, 
Bentley raises a few hogs 
and chickens on a small 
farm. He doesn't allow 
himself to think too much 
about the future. He said 
he just wants to become a 
better reader before 
plotting the next step. 

"Anyone who can't 
read and write, it's good 
to get into (a program). 
You can't lose anything by 
trying," he advises. ''You 
don't know what will 
come up until you get in 
and try." 

The important thing is 
that Bentley is taking 
advantage of this latest 
opportunity he's been 
provided. "I feel like I 
might have a chance 
now," he added hopefully.

Computers have role in literacy education

The traditional picture 
of literacy instruction with 
one student and one 
volunteer tutor working 
together with work books, 
controlled readers and 
other "paper and pencil" · 
materials is changing in 
many locations today. 

without flipping through a 
variety of textbooks or· 
waiting until "next week" 
to get the appropriate 
materials. Students are 
able to work at their own 
speeds. 

CONTROL- The 
computer places control in 
the hands of the learner, 
not the teacher. For many 
adult learners this is the 
first time they have been 
in charge of their own 
learning situations. 

immediately. 

Using computers and 
data management systems 
located away from tutor­
ing sites to maintain 
student and tutor records 
and to generate mailing 
lists and student/tutor 
matches would be of 
immediate benefit to the 
Literacy Council and its 
students. 

For the business or pro­
fessional person who 
would like to volunteer 

but who does not have the 
time or desire to tutor, 
perhaps data management 
would be a perfect way to 
help break the cycle of 
illiteracy in Floyd County. 

Another use of comput­
ers could be in the design 
and printing of supple­
mental teaching materials. 
There are software pro­
grams that convert word 
lists into word search 
puzzles or crossword 
puzzles. Flash cards can 

be printed in large type 
using poster making 
software. Student stories 
can be quickly "pub­
lished" to use in individu­
alized reading instruction. 

With a little imagination 
and the continuing help of 
volunteers, the Floyd County 
Adult Literacy Coundl and 
the citizens of Floyd County 
can bring technology to the 
battle to eradicate illiteracy 
in our part of Eastern 
Kentucky. High technology has 

come to adult literacy 
instruction with the 
advent of computer­
assisted instruction and 
the availability of materi­
als designed specifically 
for adult learners. 

Does this mean there 
are no problems with 
computer assisted pro­
grams for adult learners? 

Counselors become tutors 

What are the ad van­
tages of using computers 
for instruction with adult 
learners? 

PRIVACY- The adult 
and his or her tutor are the 
only ones who know what 
level the student is work­
ing on. Once the adult 
student is comfortable 
using the computer, he/ 
she can work independ­
ently. 

FEEDBACK -The 
computer tells the student 
immediately whether the 
response is correct or not. 
Students like the immedi­
acy AND the nonpersonal 
nature of the response. 
Success if not determined 
by teacher approval but by 
a task completed correctly. 

INDIVIDUALIZA­
TION- Technology 
allows the instructor to 
individualize materials 
automatically and quickly. 
The programs used in 
adult literacy instruction 
permit repetition of key 
concepts when necessary . 

Of course not. COmput­
ers and the software 
necessary to run an adult 
literacy program are 
expensive. Technology is 
constantly changing and 
materials need periodic 
upgrading. Most materials 
on the market are de­
signed for children and 
are inappropriate for adult 
learners. Tutors and 
teachers can feel displaced 
by the technology as 
learners become more 
independent and self­
directed. Taking the 
tutoring to where the 
students are is more 
difficult but not impos­
sible with computer 
assisted instruction. 

THE LOCAL SCENE 
These and other con­

cerns probably mean that 
the possibility of provid­
ing fully computerized 
instruction for all adult 
literacy students in Floyd 
County is remote at this 
time. 

But it is possible to 
implement computer use 
at a management and 
instructional support level

atric disabilities who can­
not read. As these individu­
als increase their function­
ing in their specific envi­
ronments, the ability to read, 
as with all individuals, is a

The Kentucky Literacy 
Commission recently is­
sued its annual report for 
1988-89, and the news is 
both good and bad. 

The good news is that 
113 Kentucky counties, in­
cluding Floyd, are receiv­
ing state funds for coordi­
nating literacy programs. 
Floyd is also .among 27 
counties where the De­
partment for Employment 
Services and Department 

for Social Insurance 
encourage food stamp 
recipients to enroll in basic 
adult education programs. 

Also good news is that 
the number of businesses 
supporting a~ult educa­
tion has increased signifi­
cantly, according to the 
report, which cites more 
than 45 Kentucky busi­
nesses and industries with 
on-site prograll)S for 
employees. 

In addition, state gov­
ernment agencies, corpo­
rations and fo,undations 

have stepped up efforts to 
provide appropriate 
reading materials for new 
adult readers and have 
funded programs to en­
courage parent-child 
reading. 

Importantly, more than 
2,000 Kentuckians are vol­
unteer tutors for literacy 
students. Together, they 
donated 450,600 hours to 
teaching adults to read last 
year. 

The bad news is that 
much remains to be done. 
More than 400,000 Ken-

lent. 

During this past year, 

six people at R/S have 
received their GED, three 
employees are being 
tested at this time, one 
employee is ready to be 
tested, six people are 
attending GED classes at 
different locations and · 
four employees are plan­
ning to attend classes in 
the-future. 

R/S cannot take all the 
credit for these accom­
plishments. The David 
School played a very large 
part in organizing, pro­
moting and, above all, 
giving our employees the 
confidence they needed to 
follow through and not 
give up.

tuckians, 25 years old and 
older, are believed to be 
functionally illiterate, and 
1.2 million Kentuckians 
need basic education, ac­
cording to report figures. 

There's more bad news. 
More than 650,000 adults 
in Kentucky, 25 years and 
up, have less than an 

eighth grade education. 
More than 9.7 percent of 
Kentucky adults report 
completing less than five 
grades of school. 

In addition to the loss of 
human potential because 
of undereducation, the 
report alludes to how the 
number of non-readers 
affects all Kentuckians. A 
University of Kentucky 
survey of adults enrolled 
in literacy programs lists 
several pocketbook­
related findings. Keep in 
mind that these findings 
relate to adults who have 

. had the courage and drive 
to learn to read. 

-44 percent of non­
readers are unemployed. 

-25 percent have been 
employed less than half­
time since leaving s.chool. 

-25 percent have an 
annual family income un­
der $5,000. 

-20 percent receive 
Medicaid/Medicare or 
food stamps. 

-22 percent received 
disability income. 

-42 percent have in­
comes inadequate to cope 
~ith emergencies. 

-7 percent receive Aid 
to Families with Depend­
ent Children (AFOC). 

The UK survey also re­
flects a distressing family 
pattern among the persons 
just now learning to read. 
The median education for 

their fathers is 5.9 years of 
school and 8.4 years for 
their mothers. On the plus 
side, almost 50 percent 
said they enrolled in a 
reading program because 
of family encouragement. 

Demographically, the 
survey records that 63 per­
cent of those enrolled in 
literacy programs are male 
and 37 percent female; 79 
percent are white, 18 per­
cent black, and the median 
age is 37.6 years. 

The median number of 
_ years of school completed 
by the literacy students is 
8.6, with 40 percent having 
less than an eighth grade 
education. Apparently, 
about 16 percent com­
pleted high school without 
being able to read. 

"There is no agency, 
group or organization that 
can conquer the challenges 
Kentucky faces as we 
strive to remain competi­
tive in national and world 
markets, since it is not 
always the lack of jobs, but 
rather a lack of skilled 
individuals to meet the 
econo:r;nic demands," says 
Literacy Commissior) Di­
rector Audrey Tayse 
Haynes in her introduc­
tion to the annual report. 

"There was a time in 
our history when literacy 
was a point of personal 
pride," Haynes says. 

. "Today, it is a matter of 
survival."

dropped out of high 
school after their junior 
year in 1977 to get mar­
ried. 

Twelve years later, 
Maxine went back to 
school, and just two 
months ago, Carl did too 
- with Maxine as his 
teacher. 

Maxine enrolled in GED 
classes offered by the 
Christian Appalachian 
Project in February 1989. 
Along with her sister, 
Zeta she attended class 
twice a week at CAP's 
Garrett Attic. 

In that class, Maxine 
learned about fractions, 
percents, algebra, and 
writing an essay. In April, 
Maxine and Zeta took 
the GED test at 
Prestonsburg Community 
College. Zeta passed, but 
Maxine did not. 

Undaunted, Maxine 
retook the English portion 
of the test, and this time 
she earned the certificate. 

Noting his wife's suc­
cess, Carl decided just this 
past February that it was 
time for him to go back to 
school, too. He explains 
that he didn't do well in 
school when he was 
younger. He bel~eves his 
inability to read well 
sterns from the lack of 
quality teachers years ago. _ 

"It seemed like the 
teachers didn't care 
whether kids learned or 
not," he stated. "Some of 
the teachers back then 
were good. They spent 
time helping you and 
explaining things more 
than once. Most teachers 
weren' t so eat thou h."

Carl also believes that a 
lot of parents didn't have 
the time to help their 
children with school work. 
Other times, it was the 
kids who didn't care about 
school. 

"At first, I wanted to 
learn to read and spell," 

he says, "and then it got to 
the point where it didn't 
make any difference." 

Not being able to read, 
Carl says he couldn't take ·­
certain classes in school, 
such as chemistry, biology 
and geometry -classes 
that require good reading 
comprehension skills. "I 
couldn't take the classes I 
was interested in because I 
couldn't read." 

Carl and Maxine now 
work together on his 
studies. She tutors her 

husband in reading almost 
every day. Since he began 
studying just a few weeks 
ago, he has worked 
through two books and 
eagerly works on the 
third. 

Now he says he feels 
like a kid with a new toy 
when he reads something 
new. Maxine says watch­
ing her husband read 
something new is a great 
feeling for her. 

The couple and their 11-
year-old son Michael have 

lived in Floyd County all 
their lives. Carl, who 
worked in coal mining for 
12 years and is now 
disabled, would like to 
study plumbing at Mayo 
State Vocational Technical 
School and even has 
dreams of being a supervi­
sor. 

It may be a while before 
that happens, but Carl 
says he's determined this 
time around. "You'll never 
learn anything if you don't 
try."

All that was re­
quired of the tutor was to 
be supportive. 

Without realizing it, this 
experience was providing 
valuable lessons. 

1) I realized that read­
ing is fundamental to an 
education which is funda­
mental to freedom - it 
provides the opportunity 
to do anything you desire. 

2) I acquired the Mi.lity 
to better interact with 
people. I don't take nearly 
as much for granted. I 
admire those students 
who have gone through 
much of their life without 
the ability to read, accom­
plishing much, and realize 
they can accomplish more 
by learning to read.

The trends are among 
the major social forces 
discussed in a new United 
Way of America report, 
"What Lies Ahead: Count­
down to the 21st Cen-
tury." 

The report presents the 
implications of illiteracy 
and many other significant 
trends affecting our · 
society. 

Although all 50 states 
have adopted some type 
of education reform since 
1983, much more needs to 
be done to insure Ameri­
cans are prepared to 
become productive and 
competitive members of 
the workforce. 

The national high 
school dropout rate con­
tinues to hover around 30 
percent. Dropping out of 
high school is strongly 
linked to social problems: 
62 percent of all prison 
inmates are dropouts, and 
more than half of all 
welfare families are 
headed by high school 
dropouts. 

Educators estimate that 
nearly a third of the 
nation's children entering 
school deal with a serious 
socio-economic problem: 

they live in a single-parent 
household, or have a 
poverty-level family · 
income; have non-English­
speaking parents: or are 
members of a minority 
group with a pattern of 
undereducation. 

For these students, 
school is likely to evolve 
into community social­
service centers. 

Clearly, the dimensions 
of the issues cut across 
every aspect of American 
society. Finding new ways 
for government and 
business to work t_ogether 
with health and human 
service organizations to 
address the human impact 
of these trends is impera­
tive.
