January's special session of Ken­
tucky's General Assembly will re­
qull'C some tough decisions to be made 
bythestate'slawmakersasthey try to 
hnd solutions to environmental, so· 
cial and economic problems facing 
the state. 

Topics on the state's agenda in­
clude, stricter drunken driving laws, 
dealing with influx of out-of-state 
garbage, considering a tax incentive 
for Delta Airlines and the issue of 
voter fraud in the srate. 

House Majority Leader Greg 
Stumbo, who will be seeking his 
fourth term as floor leader, opposes 
two issues to be discussed and hopes 
another will be added to the special 
session agenda. 

In an effon to increase the cash 
flow to Eastern Kentucky, Stumbo 
said he will pre-file a bill that would 
allow for a greater return of coal 
severance tax money to the coal 
counties in the state. He hopes the 
governor will include the issue in the 
special session. 

The coal severance tax issue has 
prompted business and political lead­
ers in Eastern Kentucky to push for 
the return of a larger share of tax 
revenues to coal producing counties. 
Under a current formula, the major­
ity of coal taxes go into the state's 
gene-ral fund, with excess revenues 
allocated to coal counties.

They 
campaign in support of the "Ameri­
can Way", yet Vtrgtl Griffin sought 
the support of the American Nazi 
Party in his activities - does the 
Nazi party sUlnd for the Ameracan 
way of life? I don't think so."

Robert Perry. Assistant Professor 
of English at Prestonsburg Commu· 
nity College, read poem he authored 
in memory of the three civil rights 
workers murdered in Mississippi in 
1964.

Lawmakers hope Lo get around 
thl~coma itutional provision by estab­
lishing regional landfills built to 
accommodate the amount of trash 
generated by the number of people in 
the region. Stumbo said. 

"We wamcountics to form coop­
erative associations to develop re­
gional landfills and the amount of 
out-of-state garbage the state can 
accept will be minimized," Swmbo 
said. "We definitely don't want Ken­
tucky to become a dumping ground 
for out-of-state trush." 

The issue of medical waste incin­
erators is not expected to be an item 
in the .special session, Stumbo said. 

"It's my understanding the incin­
erator at Highlands meets all the 
federal standards," Stumbo said. "If 
that is the case, i.he state couldn't do 
anything." 

Stumbo sees the vote fraud issue 
being passed casil y by the legislature 
once the proper language is inserted 
in the bill. The amendment would 
make vote buying a felony. 

Lru;t week Allomey General Fred 
Cowan announced that vote buying 
in Kentucky was legal after a deci­
sion by the Kentucky Supreme Court 
found the current vote fraud statute 
unconstitutional. Stumbo said Cowan 
i working with legislators to draft a 
new bill that could be upheld in lhe 
judicial system. 

Stumbo will also seek to be re­
elected to his position as House 
Majorit} Leader during the organiz­
rng scs ion before the General As­
sembly convenes.

Since the lion's share of restau­
rant taxes are paid by local people, 
its only fair that they should see 
more of the benefits.

Peace: Not just the absence of conflict

What began as a somewhat anx­
ious attempt to counter an organiza­
tion known for hate and violence 
took fruition in our community last 
Sunday as a beautiful testimony to 
human brotherhood and peace. And 
it is peace that I want to talk about in 
this column, for we often have a 
wrong understanding of it. 

We tl1ink of peace as "the absence 
of conflict," and conflict we seek to 
avoid at all costs. We think we will 
find peace in a difficult situation by 
withdrnwing, refusing to take sides, 
and in the case of responding to the 
Klan march, by "not getting in­
voh·ed." After all, there might be 
violence, there might be a confronta­
tion, it might get messy and put us in 
an uncomfortable position. 

That is our view of "peace," in 
which we are more interested in 
"keepmg" it than "making" iL Not 
so, the view of the Hebrews and the 
Bible: P~ce in the Old Testament 
tradition is "shalom," which means 
wholeness, hwmony, a blending 
together of differences in a mosaic 
that is unique, yet beautiful. "Sha­
lom" is a positive presence, not JUSt 
the absence of conflict. It is that kind 
of peace that has made America the 
land of brotherhood and sisterhood. 
Many diverse faiths, races, and back­
grounds meld together as one, yet 
ench maintains distinctive traditions 
and bc.licfs. 

That is what we saw Sunday in the 
Brotherhood Day. ltwasnOtsomuch 
"against'' somethmg, but rather for 
something more prectou and great 
that we often neglect and fail to see. 
For months, our community-and 
nat1on-have been facing one crisis 
after another: l11e Persian Gulf mili­
tary buildup, the teacher's strike, the 
imprisonment of hostages, including 
our own Bader family, difficult and 
divisive election campa1gns,and most 
recently, the disruption of commu­
nity peace at Thanksgivmg time by 
the threat of a Klan march. Three 
ministers who served as shepherd to 
hundreds in the Prestonsburg area 
and beyond have departed. another 
loss we feel . 

Sunday's rally became exactly 

whattt was intended to be, whether or 
not the Klan marched in our pres-

ence: a positive statement of what 
our community longs to be--in spite 
of our differences-a plnce where 
people of all races, backgrounds, 
political and religious belie Is can meet 
in harmony and reconciliation. With 
minimal planning, the response was 
phenomenal, indicating a deep yearn­
ing in our midst for a symbol of 
reconciliation. brotherhood, mutual 
understanding, and genuine peace. 

If you thought you would avoid 
conflict by not attending, you did so. 
Butyoumissedsomethingfargreatcr, 
the positive sense of"shalom ''that is 
thegiftofGodtoall people. What we 
experienced together was something 
intangible, difficult to describe, but 
definitely felt-a peace for which 
this community has been hungering 
and a sense of brotherhood which we 
desperately need. 

Maybe the Klan did us a favor, by 
bringing us together in a positi vcwny 
and giving us again a tnste of what 
Thanksgiving is all about: a sense of 
brotherhood, peace, and harmony m 
a land of amazing diversity and re­
markable strength.

I'm here. It's actually happened. 
After about a 29-hour flight, count· 
ing layovers, I arrived in Dhahran, 
Saudi Arabia, on Wednesday, No­
vember 7,1990. The plane ride iLSClf 
was quite an e~perience. We trav­
eled in a huge military aircraft called 
a CSB. Not bad as military flights go, 
but non-comparable to commercial 
airlines. 

We had about a lhree-hour lay­
over in Westover, Mass. Thanks to 
the Red Cross. the surrounding com­
munity and an Air Force Reserve 
unit, it was quite pleasanL They had 
everything we could possibly ask for 
there-cots, TV, volleyball, food, 
books, sundries, showers-all for 
free. 

The next stop was in Spain. The 
wait there was considerably longer, 
about6 l/2 hours. They also had all 
lhc amenities of home at the waiting 
area, includingasmallpostexchange 
where we were able to purchase for­
gotten items and post cards to send 
home. 

From Spain we traveled directly 
to Saudi Arabia, refueling once in 
flight. When we stepped off the 
plane, reality smacked us in the face. 
After the bitter cold weather in Mas­
sachusetts and pleasant but rainy 
weather in Spain, the heat and sun­
shine was quite a change. J had 
forgotten to dig out my sunglasses 
before departing and my eyes began 
watering considerably as I tried to 
squint through the sunshine. 

When we were escorted to the 
waiting area, a very large Saudi tent, 
we had to trudge through about six 
inches of very fme sand. Trying to 
cope with the heat, the jet Jag and 
breathing in dust was rather over· 
whelming. Then we were given bags 
of water, compliments of the Royal 
family. It was awful- like drinking 
warm salt water. I thought, if this 
what we have toputupwith, I won't 
be able to handle it 

We received word about an hour 
later that the site we were moving to 

was a hard Lack wit11 a roof and elec­
tricity . Everyone said, "Great, a 
building." Wrong. We arc in a tem­
pomry holding facility called "the 
port." We arc literdlly on a pier 
!)tayingin what resembles a vcry1arge 
carport. The.rc arc four other units in 
our"buildmg" and about 2000 Lroops 
total occupy this pier. There are two 
other piers and l have no idea how 
many troops arc there. 

We arc presently looking for a 
more permanent site, but until then, 
we continue to sleep in cots and live 
out of duffle bags. The Saudis con­
tract out to cater our breakfast and 
dinner meals, but we eat Army ra­
tions for lunch. We also have this 
little truck that comes around and 
drops off danishes, bananas and or­
anges, Pepsi and fru1t drinks. I mostly 
cat the stuff from the little truck and 
some Ramen Noodles I brought from 
home. 1 can't bring myself to eat the 
Saudi version of American cuisine. 
I've gone through the chow tine twice 
and each timel'vegmtcn a couple of 
bites and thrown itaway. Everything 
smells so different. .. The water has 
gotten better though, so has the tem­
perature. It's actually quite pleasanL 
Since we are on the water, we have a 
cominual breeze, sometimes rather 
strong, and it only gets up to about90 
degrees. I'd love to sun bathe if I 
could get away with iL 

The only really bad pan, so far, is 
the latrines, the showers and the noise. 
The lack of privacy is a little annoy­
ing, butthis is the Army,so I shouldn't 
expect anything different, I guess. 

Today is Saturday, November 10. 
They say the mail is really stow so I 
don't know when this will make it 
into print- 1 hope before Thanks­
giving. The president is supposed to 
be here then. Maybe I'll get to meet 
him. I doubt it though. 

God bless everyone and I hope to 
be back safennd sound. The thought 
of being back soon is a fleeting one. 
We hear that we could possibly be 
here a year now.

Two controversial proposals, rec­
ommended by Convention president, 
Bill Messer, pastor of fi1rst Baptist 
Church. Ashland, und approved by 
the Convention Executive Board in 
emergency session before the. begin­
ning of the unnual meeting were 
presented during business sessions 
held on Tuesday .1 n the first measure. 
Messer called for the creation of a 
special Convention committee to 
study current policies governing how 
the KBC receives and qualifies Co­
opcrativcProgmm funds. The Coop­
erative Program is the means by which 
Southern Bapusts rcce1ve and dis­
tribute church contributions to de­
nominational causes. The proposal 
was passed by a narrow margin. 

The second proposal provided for 
the creauon of an endowment fund to 
benefit the Bnmist Jomt Committee 

was, for many.years,the only means 
by which the major Baptist den~mi­
nations in the UnitedStatesexerctscd 
a voice in secular politics on issues 
concerning separation of church and 
state. At the annual meeting of the 
Southern Baptist Convention in New 
Orleans last June, messengers voted 
to cutapproximatel y 63 percent from 
t.hecomminee'sannualallocationand 
vest t.he cut cut funds m the SBC's 
own Christian Life Commission. the 
action was considered offcns1vc by 
many politically moderate members 
of t.he denomination who sought to 
restore funding by other means. 

Messer proposed money from 
KBC year-end funds be used to es­
tablish an endowment fund managed 
by the Kentucky Baptist Foundation. 
Another one-time gift would cover 
this year's KBC portion of Coopcra· 
Live Program funding for the BJC. 
Church who wished to conuibutc to 
the endowment could do so; thereby 
providing fmancinl resources wi.Lh· 
out going though the cooperauvc 
program. The proposal was defeated 
by fewer than 100 votes. 

Four resolutions were brought to 
the floor during business sessions. 
These included: a resolution on m­
creased giving to the offering South­
em BaptistS usc for fore1gn missions; 
a resolution against gambling; a reso­
lution on human rights, dealing with 
the hostage cris1s in the Middle East: 
and a resolution on appreciation, to 
First and Immanuel Baptist Churches 
for the con Lri butions oft heir staff and 
members to t.he success of the 1990 
convention. 

Most of the Tuesday afternoon 
and evening and Wednesday mom· 
ing and afternoon floor times were 
occupied by reports from the various 
agencies, institutions and commit­
teesofthe Kentucky Baptist Conven­
tion; and with reports from the divi­
sions of the KBC Executive Board. 
Also, inspirational messages were 
presented by Convention Prcsidcnt 
Bill Messer, R. Keith parks, presi­
dent of the Foreign Mission Board of 
the Southern Baptist Convention,

Of Food, Gifts Sent To Persian Gulf 

Differences m the chrnate and 
religious practices wliJ affect your 
choice of food gaftssentto frumly and 
friends in the Pers~an Gulf area, ac­
cording to a food and nutrition spe­
cialist at the University of Kentucky. 

The extremely high tcmpcrnturcs, 
time it takes packngcs to arrive, and 
different religious bel iefs ar~~ among 
Lhc factors to consider when choos· 
ing food gifts. said Fudeko 
Maruyama, an Extension specialist 
wit.h Lhc UK College of Agriculture. 

"ExLrernc tcmpcnllurcs, ranging 
from 120 10 150 degrees Fahrenheit, 
can cause fat to separate 1n foods," 
Maruyama said. "Therefore, food 
giftscont.1inmgchocolatc,checscand 
peanut buucr arc not recommended. 
In addition, canned vegetables arc 
susceptible to spo1lage by bacteria 
that grow in honcmpcraturcs. Canned 
fruit and fru1t JUices withstand hot 
temperatures better than vegetables 
and would be safe to send." 

ltgenerally t.1kcs two to four weeks 
for packages to arrive, she added. So 
choose foods lhat w11I retain t11cir 
quality freshness and allowplemyof 
time for the gifL'I to reach the final 
destination. 

Any form of alcoholic bcvcmges 
and pork items arc taboo because of 
religious beliefs in the Persian Gulf 
area, according to Maruyama. 

Milit.aryofficialsrccommend that 
home-baked foods be sent only to 
relatives and friends. For general 
giving, send commercial products. 

Acceptable food gifts include 
individually wrapped hard candy or 
peanut brittle; cookies; canned fruits 
and juices; "·acuum packed nuts; 
pretzels: dry cereal; seasoning pack­
ets; hot sauces or seasoning mustard; 
dried fruits; snack mtxes made with 
dry cereal, nuts, pretzels and the like: 
dry beverage packeLS such as lemon­
ade, presweetened Kooi-Aid, fla­
vored icc tea; jams and jellies. 

Unaccepwblc food gilts include 
alcohol, carbonated be vcragcs, prod· 
ucLS in aerosol cans or glass contain­
ers, and pork products. 

Food gifts should be wrnpped and 
packaged carefully to ensure safe 
arrival. Packing materials can in· 
elude plastic bubble sheets, styro-

foam or unflavored popcorn. 
"Packages weighing 70poundsor 

less should be sent by first class mail 
to the APO address,'' Maruyama said.

Many Celebrate Adoption Month, 
But Others Still Waiting In Kentucky 

Adopted Americans, including 
more lhan l,l 00 children of special 
circumstances who hnve been adopted 
m Kemucky in the past decade. cele­
brate November as Nmional Adop­
tion Awareness Month . 

But for 250 Kentucky children, 
November IS a time of waiting and 
hoping to celebrate year-round with 
new families who have yet to find 
them. 

Linking those children with a 
stable, loving family environment is 
a 12-month-a-year effort by staff of 
the Special Needs Adoption Program 
(SNAP) of the Departmem for Social 
Services, Kentucky's state adoption 
agency. 

Social Services Commassioner 
Larry Michalczyk said, "To a child, 
the family represents guidance, love, 
concern, discapline and self-worth. 
A child awaiting adoption has had 
Lhoseemouons interrupted and wants 
to have them restored in a permanent, 
caring home. 

"For children with special needs, 
adoption can carry an even greater 
meaning: lhat, tnspiteofthose needs, 
someone wants to share their lives." 

Kentucky's SNAP children vary 
in !heir "needs." 

"Some are simply older, no longer 
cute, cuddly babies,'' Michalczyk 
said. "Some are brolhers and sisters, 
hoping to stay together in a new 
family. 

"Some have physical, medicaJ or 
emotional disabilities wh1ch will 
require that their new families be as 
they are-'spccial.' 

"Yet, they all are alike with other 
children in one very important way," 
he srud . "They need that pcnnanent 
relationship of child·to-fanuly, that 

security and trust and !hat knowledge 
that they are wanted and cared about." 

Nancy Rawlings, director of local 
Soc•aiSecvicesofficesstateWtdc,said 
lhat adoption itself is a process re­
quinng patience and understanding.

we do want people to realize that 
wanting togiveachildahomeisonly 
the beginning," Rawlings said. 

"Training and education of pro­
spective adoptive parents, followed 
by screening lhrough background 
checks and interviews, are a prelude 
to very careful matching of child and 
family. These things are vital,'' she 
said. 

After adoptive placement, the 
Department for Social Services re-

mains, forawhilc,apanofthe"team" 
of family, child and caseworker to 
help with advice on how to make the 
adjustments of the new home go more 
smoothly.

Automation To Speed Kentucky's 
Child Support Collection Efforts 

A $9.5 million dollar computer 
network is being installed to help 
Kentucky speed the process of track­
in& monitoring and enforcing lhc 
state'smorelhan200,000acuvechild 
suppon cases. 

Over the next nine months, the 
Kentucky Automated Support and 
Enforcement System (KASES) will 
be brought on line to enable child 
suppon staff to move cases through 
the system faster, keep a case-by­
case electronic file and know, on a 
daily basis, what actions need to be 
taken. 

Commissioner Mike Robinson, 
whose Department of Social Insur­
ance oversees Kentucky's child sup­
port enforcement program, said 
KASES terminals will be placed in 
the Division of Child Support En· 
forcement in Frankfort, its 19 re­
gional offices and in the local offices 
of approximately I 03 contracting 
officials (coumy attorneys, common­
wealth attorneys and special prose­
cutors). 

"This system will increase a case 
~orker's effectiveness and capabil· 
ny to handle a volume of cases in a 
timely fashion," Robinson said. "It 
will eliminate a great deal of paper 
work_ and Sho~ld produce a signifi· 
cam mcrease m collections because 

cases can be updated and handled 
faster." · 

KASES went on line Nov. 1 in 
Frarikfort and in Anderson, Henry, 
Shelby and Woodford counties. 
Se\·en more counues (Carroll, Fran­
klin, Harrison, Oldham, Owen, Scon 
and Tnmble} will be on line Dec. I. 

Chald Support Enforcement divi­
SIOn director Maxme Stricker said. 
.. These first four counties were cho­
sen to open the program due to lhe 
Sli'.C of their case loads and proximity 
to thccemral staff offices in Frankfort. 

"This way we can give the system 
a shakedown for equipment or other 
problems without having to waste 
time traveling very far,"said Stricker. 

Stricker said reaction to the possi­
bility of immediate access to up-to­
date information and communications 
in tracking and acting upon child 
support enforcement orders and pay­
ments has been very positive. 

"The staff is C;.tcited about work­
ing on a system which will save them 
ume, increase lheir productivity and 
ulumately help their clients. 

"Of course, our goal of collecting 
the child support so Kentucky • s chil­
dren w•llli ve under financially-stable 
conditions wall be more attainable 
with th1s system," added Stricker.

Health Services Comnussaoncr 
Carlos Hernandez, M.D .• says thnt 
the seven-yC<.tr cffort-Jundcd by the 
National Cancer lnsututc-toi(X>k at 
cervical, breast and lung canct~r 

among Kentuckians will l'volve in 
stages and will involve legislators, 
state health organiwtions and uni· 
versities. 

"Our first step will be to study the 
various stnustJcs we have on cervi­
cal, breast and lung cancer in order to 
get a better handle on the extent of 
these diseases in the state," Hernan· 
dcz said. 

"For example, we know that a 36· 
county eastern Kentucky area has a 
high cervical cancer monahty ratc,R 
he said. "We could potentially find 
other similar problems 10 other part'i 
of the state or in ceruun age groups. 

"By bringang together all exisung 
data, the study will add Significantly 
to the body of knowledge conccming 
cancer in Kentucky." 

The department will look at mor­
tality rates, available cancer incidence 
data, a Kentucky behavioral rask 
factor survey and health department 
patient smoking, Pap test and br~l 
self-exammauon data. 

"That will lead to the next step: 
pulhng together a group of ex pens to 
help us draw up a plan w11h solutions 
for any Identified problem areas."

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Educated labor force first priority in . 
Rural comll1unity developntent 

Cheap land, labor and cnpil!ll are 
no longer suffictent to entice busi­
ness to locate in rural communities. 
RurnllC3detS mustndd a killed labor 
force to their bill of fare. 

''The rural rena1ssance of the late 
1970s ended with the prom1se of 
economic prosperity to rural com­
munities unfulfilkd," said David 
Frt'shwatcr, main speaker at the 
University and State Government 
Responses to Rural Economic Chal­
lenges in the 1990s held in Lexington 
October 31. Freshwater is an agricul· 
rural economist with the Umversity 
of Kemucky College of Agriculture. 

Corporations seeking cheaper 
land, labor and capital can transfer 
productionoffshorernthereasily. But 
they can't necessarily find skilled 
workers to handle many of the taSks 
of modem business. Freshwntcrsrud. 

''The business of business is 
cll3nging and unless nual leaders 
understruld what is necessary to en­
Lice business to their communities. 
they will fail, as will their communi­
tics," he said. 

Already, rural commun1tics arc 
experiencing economac problems 

because they did not antic1pate the 
changing context of busaness. 

.. During the 1980s. growth in the 
nation was concentrated in urban 
areas on the two coa...-ts, while rural 
areas and the center of the country 
were stagnant at best," he said. 

Rural economies were hit hard by 
declining prices of raw material, 
strong foreign competition and the 
changing international economic 
order. Core rural industries lost mar­
kets, traditional skills of rural work­
ers became superfluous and local 
governments faced increased rc!\pon­
sibilitics and reduced resources, he 
said. 

'"Clearly, what we need is an edu­
cational program that gives rural 
commumties the boost they need to 
attract industries that pro•lide jobs 
and a tax base, .. he said. 

Freshwater said that ''the New 
Federalism," which places the bur­
den of paying for social programs 
and services onto local governments, 
demands that rural communities act 
soon to augment lbeir economics. 

"In the short t.enn, disadvantaged 
communities may need some sort of 

equalization a istance to improve 
human capital. social sel'ices and 
the bas1c infrastructure necessary for 
development," he said. 

Rccausc development will upset 
the c:stnbhshcd social order, he said, 
ruml communities may be connict 
ridliC'n at kast in the shon tcnn. 

"Community conflict, regardless 
of the subject, is really about who has 
the nnthority to make decisions. When 
outsiders come in, decision-making 
shifts can cause social conflicts to 
become rancorous." he ~aid. 

A Utird trend aJfccting rural com­
munities in their quest for economic 
panty with urban communities is a 
projected lnborshortage in the United 
Suucs by the turn of the century, 
Freshwater said. 

"Rurnl areas are one segment of 
the country where we iknow there is 
wadesprcad undercmploymentofthe 
labor f orc.c. Rural leaders will need to 
make sure these underemployed per­
sons have the skills necessary to take 
advantage ofthcseopportunities," he 
~lid. 

Kentucky grocery bag manufacturer 
Introduces 100 per cent recycled product 

Look on the end of mOSt paper 
bags and )'Ou'll find some kind of 
slogan that the bag is made "in pan 
from recycled fibers." 

Until reoently.lhe word was that it 
w asn ., possible to make a paper bag 
complerely from recycled fibers. 

Now-without much failure­
comes the impossible: a grocery bag 
made from 100 per cent recycled 
fiber. It may be the most significant 
innovation of lhe decade. 

It's from the Duro Bag Manufac­
turing Co. of Covington, and is the 
only grocery bag now on the market 
made from 100 per cent recycled 
fiber. 

To get to the market, however, 
required some hMvy duty research 
into a persistent question within the 
industry-whether bags made from 
100 per cent recycled paper stock 
would prove as strong as bags made 
from virgin, or at least part-virgin 
fibers. 

Many fell the bags would not prove 
suong enough. 

Enter Menommec Paper Co., 
which already had the technology to 
make a similar paper from 100 per 
cent recycled fiber but had not ap· 
phed it to stock for grocery bags until 
requested to do so by Duro. 

Now, more than lOOmillion bags 
into the marketing of a I 00 per cent 
recycled grocery sack. a Duro spakcs· 
man says the company has not en­
countered a single such fai lure and 
does not expect to encounter such a 
problem. 

Duro fabricates-the technical 
word is "convens"-bags from pa­
per made by other firms. It does not 
mill its own paper. 

The p3per used in the manufac-

ture of the new bags ts made from old 
corrugated containers gathered from 
grocery stores, industrial users and 
othe.rsources,aswellassomcdouble­
lined kraft paper clippings and car­
rier canons. AlJ would have gone to 
landfills if il had not been repur­
chased by lhe mills. In theory, at 
least. all such b3gs and boxes can be 
utilized in the remanufacture of pa­
per for more bags and boxes. 

The innovation is not likely to be 
one of those ideas that are introduced 
and lhen abandoned. Duro is too big 
a fll1TI for that. 

Founded in 1953 and b3sed in 
Ludlow, Duro is the seventh-largest 
privately owned oompany in the 
Greater Cincinnati area. Il is the sec­
ond largest manufacturer of grocery 
sacks and bags in the United States, 
and employs some 2,000 persons in 
its eight U.S. plants, 740 of them in 
the two Northern Kentud..-y plants. 

The bag. nrc now being used by 
some Kemucl.:y stores, he said. 

Overall, some of Duro's biggest 
customer~ include the Kroger Co. 
and Topco. a Chicago-based buying 
group.

Calling 100 frequently will 
allow the buck to pinpoint your loca­
tion, or simply spook the deer. 

On occasion, you may want to 
grunt even if you haven't seen a buck. 
Hopefully, a buck in the area will 
hear your call and will come looking 
forit.ssource.ln this in ·tance. lliketo 
gwe three grunts with about a three 
iiCCOnd pause between grunts. After 
grunting, watch the woods closely aU 
around you for you never know where 
the buck will come from. 

Grunt calls are, without question, 
one of the most useful tools a deer 
hunter can carry with him into the 
woods. Because they are most effec­
tive on b1g, dominant bucks around 
the ume of tJte rut, you need to be 
usmg your grunt call right now and 
on through gun season.

One the day when most folks sit 
down to a traditional turkey dinnt>r 
complete with all the trimmings. 
many Kentucky sportsmen "flock" 
to blinds and waterways. 

Thanksgiving Day (Novcmber22) 
marks tho beginning of the 1990-91 
waterfowl season tn Kentucky. For 
the first timc,gooschunungandduck 
hunting opens on Lhc same day. The 
early ponion of the split season closes 
after November 25 

Last year, Canada geese invaded 
far Western Kentucky in record 
numbers and e.~pens are predicting 
even greater quantities this year. 
Hunting an the Western Waterfowl 
Zone is forecast as "excellent." 

Barring severe wintCI' weather 
conditions, goose hunting in t11e 
Eastern Waterfowl wne IS projected 
to again be "good"-much the same 
as last year. There arc several regula­
tion changes wh•ch affect waterfowl 
hunters this yCM. 

FtrSt of aJI, the daily bag limit for 
Canada geese in the Eastern Water­
fowl Zone has been reduced to one. 
The reduced limit is aimed at bolster­
ing the Southern James Bay popula­
tion of Canada geese which does not 
frequent far Western Kentucky. 

Also. the daily bag for ducks may 
include no more than one female 
mallard or black duck. Previously, 
duck hunters could lake one female 
mallard and one black duck. 

Kemucky's Steel Shot Zone has 
been reshaped to mclude all of Hen­
derson County. Steel soot is also 
requited in Bracken and Oldham 
counties. 

Goose hunting resumes statewide 
December I and extends through 
January 31. 1991. The Western 
WaterfowiZonecouldpossiblyclo.;e 
earlier - if the harvest quota 1o· 
Canada geese is reached prior to the 
scheduled closing date. 

FullOn County wtll remain open 
for Canada goose hunting through 
February 4 - unless lhc Ballanl 
Reporting Area harvest quota is 
reached prior to that date. 

The seeond portion of the duck 
bunting season opens December 12 
and closes after January 6, 1991. 

Waterfowl seasons, limits, and 
guidelines are set wilhin and must 
comply with parameters established 
by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Serv­
ice. 

Hunters are encouraged to obtain 
(and read carefully) a copy of the 
1990-91 Kemuclcy Waterfowl Hunt­
ing Guide, which includes current 
regulations as well as exceptions to 
sl.andard statewide guidelines. The 
guide is available at most locations 
where bunting and ftshing licenses 
are sold.

Wll'I'TER WATER SAFETY 
Drov;ning and hypothermia have 

claimed the lives of more waterfowl 
hunters (and other sportsmen who 
use ·the water) than accidental gun­
shOl wounds. 

Most hunters usc small, light­
wcighLjohnboats or canoes. Though 
t11esc boats are highly versatile and 
easily transportable, they are not as 
stable as larger craft. 

Here are some tips on bow to 
avoid an unexpected dunking: Avoid 
large bodies of water during rough 
weather; don '1 overload your boat 
with passengers or equipment; mini­
mize standing and moving about in 
the boat (this includes your dog); 
remain seated when shooting; know 
your boat and its capabilities. 

All boaters are required by law to 
have on board a Coast Guard ap­
proved personal flotation device (life 
preserver) for each person in the craft. 
The key word is "aU"- this regula­
tion applies to hunters and fishermen 
as well as pleasure boaters. Float 
coats and notation coveralls not only 
keep n person afloat, but will also 
prov1de some protection from by-
pothcnnia. 

Hypothermia is the number one 
killer of outdoor sports enthusiasts. 
It's a dangerous condition that devel­
ops when Lhc body loses heat faster 
than it can manufacture heaL 

The most common symptom of 
hypothermia is uncontrollable shiv­
ering. Other symptoms may include 
slurred speech, incoherence, stum­
bling and drowsiness. 

Most outdoorsmen relate hypoth­
ermia lO sub-freezing temperatures, 
but most cases develop in 32-50 
degree weather! 

Here are some safeguards against 
hypothermia: 

Stay dry. Wet clothes lose 90 
percent of their insulating value; pay 
auention to the wind. Wind drives 
cold air under and through clothing; 
use clothmg properly. Pun on rain 
geM before you get wcL Put on wann 
clolhes before you start to shiver; 
guard against exhaustion. Exbaus-

tion reduces normal endumnce; 
understand and respect the cold. 

As water temperatures twnble to 
winter levels, remember 50 degree 
warer is unbearably cold! In nJI hkc· 
lihood, a person who falls into 50 
degree water witt be unable to stay 
afloat or swim lo safety without n 
flotation dcv1ce. Body movement can 
be severely impaired by a sc vcrc cold 
warer shock Lo the system. 

[f you fall into the water while 
wearing a personal notation device 
and can't get back to shore or back in 
the boat, you can delay hypothermia 
by assuming 1he HELP (Heal escape 
Lessening Position). Cross your 
ankles, place you anns Hcross your 
chest, draw your .kneesmroyourchest 
and lean back. The HELP Jli)Sition 
lessens the loss of body heat in cold 
water by 50 percent. 

H you suspect someone may be 
suffering from hypothermia, get Lhc 
victim om of the weather and strip off 
all of their wet cloth mg. Put the per­
son mto warm, dry clothing ora sleep· 
ing bag. Supply sweet, warm drinks. 
If the victim's condition is severe 
(semi-conscious or worse), put the 
patient in skin-to-skin contact with 
another person. Two "warmth do· 
noes" are even better. Start a camp 
f1te or othcrw•sc build up heat in the 
immediate area. 

As with all outdoors sports activi­
ties (especially hunting), there is NO 
place for alcohol. Alcohol can c<>n· 
tribute to hypothennia ao;; well as lead 
lO accidents.

It was pleasant driving down 
Interstate 75, but a little way out of 
Palm Harbor I said, "Walter, I hate to 
tell you but one of those Manistee 
mosquitoes has hidden out in a drap­
ery or somewhere and has come along 
with you." 

There was no mistaking the 
ovcrsi:~.cd body and the long ribbon-

like legs dangling down. And typical 
of his brocd, he nitted right in our 
faces as though he had the strength of 
Samson. 

The mosquitoes in Aorida are 
no slouches. They have fame all their 
own for ~heer number and si1.c. but 
there isn 'ta mosquito in all ofAorida 
that wouldn't have been impressed 
by this nonhero counterpan.

A look back into Floyd County's Coal History Kim's 
Korner by Jeanette Knowles 

The best coal in the United 
States-that's what Richard Broas 
thought of the coal he stumbled on in 
Elkhorn Creek in Pike County when 
he was there as a captain in the Union 
Army. 

A prospector by training, Broas 
knew these washed up coal samples 
had to originate in a king·coal vein. 
ln 1881, he returned to Kentucky, 
prospecting for the vein around 
Louisa but did not lind what he was 
looking for. 

Moving up the Big Sandy River to 
Johnson and Pike counties, Broas 
then entered Letcher County where 
he finally found the 'true Elkhorn' 
'em of co:tl on Joe's Branch. The 
year was 1883, and the sue was near 
to where the large t and one of the 
finest company towns in Eastern 
Kemud-ywouldeventuallybebulll­
Jenkins. 

Thirty-two years later, a company 
took its name from thesegrandseams 
of coal. Elk Hom Coat Corporation 
incorporated November 18,1915. Mr. 
J.F. Caulfield, assistant secretary of 
the three companies uniting to from 
Elk Horn Coal, sent inquiries by tele­
gram to Virginia an West Virginia 
asking if the name was already in use. 

On November 16, 1915, he re­
ceiveda telegram saying: "You may 
usc the name Elk Hom Coal CoiJ><r 
ration lor a new corporation in West 
Virginia, Stuart P. Reed. Secretary of 
State.'' Two days Inter, Elk Hom Coal 
Corporation was officially chartered 
in the State of West Virginia. 

The three companies merging to 
from Elk Hom Coal were Elk Hom 
Fuel Company, Elk Hom Mining 
Corporation, and Mineral Fuel 
Comp!lny, which was already a 
wholly-owned subsidiary ofElk Hom 
Mining. 

Elk Horn Fuel developed an order 
to acqmre and consolidate properties 
of otlter mining companies (or land 
holding companies) in Eastern Ken­
tucky and West Virginia. It bought 
properties from Northern Coal & 
Coke Company, Beaver Creek Con­
sohdated Coal Co.. Copland Coal 
Co., Harold Coal Co., Otter Coal, 
Long Fork Coal, Kellioka Coal & 
Coke, and E.D. Jobc for a total of 
185,000 acres in Kentucky. It bought 
another 15,000 acres in West Vir­
ginia from Rich Mountain Coal 
Company. 

l n Search of the 
elusive giblet

For years these early coal compa· 
nies conducted much of their busi­
ness in New York City, which placed 
them close to banks, bankers. and 
influential twentieth century indus­
trialists. Offices were maintained on 
Wall Street, but meetings were often 
heldauheoldWaldorfAstoriaHOtel, 
where the Empire State Building 
stands today. 

At a meeting held there on March 
27, 1913, the board of directors of 
ElkHorn Fuel unanimously accepted 
a proposition from Mr. J.W.M. Ste­
wart, an attorney from Ashland rep­
resenting John C.C. Mayo and others 
for the purchac;e of 107.000 acres 
from Beaver Creek Consolidated 
Coal. Rich Mountain, Copland Coal, 
Mineral Fuel, Harold/Blackstone 
Coal. Long Fork, Otter Creek and 
Hardaway Coal. He furthennore re­
tained the right to subsequently uans­
fer all assets of Northern Coal & 
Coke to Elk Hom Fuel. The board 
resolved to carry these transactions 
into effect. 

These properties were leased to 
other companies that wanted to begin 
mining, and Elk Hom Fuel fonned a 
companyforitself:ElkHomMining. 
In March of 1914, Elk HOm Mining 
had 20.000 acres in floyd and Knou 
counties under lease from Elk Hom 
Fuel, and 4,500 acres in Letcher 
County from Mineral Fuel Company. 

Mineral Fuel Company purchased 
all its acreage from Mineral Devel­
opment Company on April 30,1913, 
and began mine development before 
it subsequently leased this property 
to Elk Hom Mining in October 1914. 

Early on, the lease states: 14The 
lessor and the lessee, on the faith of 
this leac;e being executed, having 
heretofore erected upon said leased 
premises. miners' houses and other 
amprovements, all of which pass 
under a his lease ... ; and having made 
openings and driven entries prepara­
tory ao the shipment of coal; and a 
railroad having been constructed to 
said leased premises; the lessee cove­
nants to push development and op-

enuion of the dcmased premises as 
rapidly as the conditions of the mar­
ket, railroad facilities, and labor 
conditions will reasonably pcnnil." 

At the time these three companies 
merged, they all had the same offi­
cers. Clarence Wayland Watson was 
president of all three, George W. 
Aeming was vice president, J.W.M. 
Stewart was secretary and John F. 
Caulfield was assistant secretary. 
George Fleming was Clarence 
Watson's nephew, and his father had 
been a governor of West Virginia . 

Watson was a recent president of 
Consolidation Coal Company-a 
company he manipulated to thecate­
gory of ·coat giant' in 1909through 
the merger of severn! major coal 
companies. Soon he would be the 
chainnan of the board of directors of 
that prestigious company. In 1913, 
Watson was also completing a twcr 
year tenn as U.S. Senator for the state 
ofWest Virginia. 

Consolidation Coal had wanted to

purchase all the propeny of Elk Hom 
Fuel, Elk Hom Mining and Mineral 
Fuel butcouldn'L Mr. Caulfield tes­
tified in 1953: ··well, I was tn the 
Consolidation Coal Company from 
May I, 1902, until Elk Hom Fuel 
Company was organized in February 
1913. and Consolidation had an 
opportunity to acquire about 200,000 
acres in Kentucky, but owing to the 
fact that they had a good many mort­
gages on their other holdmgs, there 
were financial reason why they should 
not acquire them as additional hold­
ingsofConsolidation Coal Company. 

(Note: Consolidation Coal bought 
I 00,000 acres of land in the Jenkins 
area of Letcher County in late 1910 
and early 1911.) 

So. Senator W at.son, who was the 
head of the Consolidation at that time, 
arranged for the fonnation after fi­
nancing of Elk Hom Company, a 
new company manned entirely by 
Consolidation Coal Company em­
ployees and officials. 

The Elk Hom Coal Corp. vs The 
United States of America, S1xth Ctr· 
cull Court of Appeals 1953, p. 34a. 
(re: property condemned for Dewey 
Dam Reservoir.) 

So the two companies of Elk Horn 
Fuel and Elk Hom Mining were 
fonned to resolve this situation. John 
C.C. Mayo's dream of developing 
the properties he had gathered for the 
last30 years was being acted out now 
in the board rooms of men who had 
devoted their lives to business trans· 
actions that reaped fonune upon for­
tune. 

(Later. some of these corporate 
and individual fonunes would be 
gambled and lost in the stock market 
crash of 1929. Senator Watson, like 
others. brought his fonune and Elk 
Hom's to the gaming table and lost 
for both.) 

Anybody who was more than a 
mountaineer wanted in on the game. 

A list of stockholders of Elk l Iom 
Fuel at the close of business August 
I 4. 1913, is partly a roster of people 
already heavily involved with this 
kind of business, and partly a list of 
people from Eastern Kentucky who 
wanted to help bring the dream to 
life. 

In the first group were Van Lear 
Black and H. CraY.iord Black. 
Crawford Black was a director of 
Consolidation Coal, president of 
Fidelity & Deposit Company of Bal­
timore, and owned 11,138 shares of

Elk Hom Fuel stock. J.N. Camden 
and S.D. Camden together controlled 
40,766 shares. Johnson Newlon 
Camden got h1s start through oil 
production ami later merged his 
company with the Standard Oil 
Company created by John D. 
Rockefeller. J.N. Camden was presi­
dent of Northern Coal, Coke & Iron 
Company m l905,and in later years. 
S.D. Camden served as vice presi­
dent of Consolidation Coal. 

George Fleming owned 3,970 
shares, John C.C. Mayo had 15,258 
shares and Jere Wheelwright, presi­
dent of Consolidation Coal, had 9.503 
shares. Howard Warfield held 27.646 
shares. J. W.M. Stewart from the legal 
firm of Hager & Stewart in Ashland, 
owned 33,157 shares. Mr. Stewart 
provided legal counsel for year:-. to all 
these emerging coal companies, and 
signed documents as secretary or 
president of many of them. 

Clarence Watson held the most 
shares individually -J4,665. Others 
who helped from and promote the 
development or Elk Hom Fuel and 
who held shares (bought or awarded) 
were J.W. Caulfield. Robert Garrett 
& sons, Lucy and Fannie Langhorne. 
and five other members of the Wat­
son family. 

Locally, nd1viduals who assisted 
John C.C. Mayo m past endeavors 
were jumping on this bandwagon too, 
as it was the final st.age in bringing 
economic development and pleasures 
of the twentieth century to the moun­
tains.

Mine 328 apparently 
was worked in 1960. 

The tipple at Wayland was leased 
to Evans-Eikhonr for many years. 
When Evans-Elkhorn no longer 
needed it. the tipple was leased to 
Blackstar Coal which was the last 
lessee until the tipple was tom down 
in 1978. 

In 1937 Elk Hom Coal Corpora· 
tion reorganized under the federal 
bankruptcy act and changed its name 
to The Elk Hom Coal Corporation. 
Today itisownedbyTredegar Indus­
tries, a spin-off ofEthyl Corporation, 
which also maintains corporate head­
quarters in Richmond. Virginia.

Plan your garden so you will have 
fresh vegetables for every month in 
the ycur. If the right vegetables arc 
planted at lhc right tunc, and you 
store them, then you can have some­
thing different each month. An ex­
ample is asparngu in Apnl; leuuce 
nnd pinach in May; peas and green 
beansmJune.OnmtoOctober(when 
most gardens arc fim hed) Cauli­
nowcr and sweet potatoes; kale, 
parsmps. and brussels sprouts m 
November nnd December; squash, 
potatoes and endive lrom your root 
cellar or ba-;cmcnt in January, Fcbru· 
ary. and March. 

Sometimes you can still p1ck Kale 
if t11c winter hasn't been too hard, or 
if you haven't used it all by then. In 
March the local wild grl'Cns arc large 
enough lO start picking. Parsnips left 
in the ground owr winter will be at 
their sweetest. It u1kcs some careful 
planning to havcntlcast one different 
vegetable each month, but it can be 

done. 
Gardening is a life-long adven­

ture. Everyyearoffcrsanotherchance 
to experiment, improve andd1scover. 

I began sowing seeds indoors in 
February. I have been accused of 
sowing seeds so I could play in the 
dirt; either way I do have plants ready 
to transplant in the spring when the 
soil and weather conditions are ready. 
My plants have been hardened off so 
they stand the ;;hockoftransplanting. 
The ones you buy from stores in the 
early spring has not always been hard· 
ened off; if not, many will die and 
others will be stunned. I have noth­
ing against buying plants and I have 
bought plenty of them. Always look 
for short and sturdy plants rather than 
tall spindly ones when you do buy

and aJways let them stay in lbQr 
conlaJners in full sun and over night 
for a few days 10 harden off. 

A lot of time and money can be 
saved if you save your own sc:ecl. 
Never save seed from hybrid plants. 
When you save your own seed they 
have become acclimated and will 
produce more and also, generally 
larger vegetables the following year. 
If you do plan tosaveseedsnextyear, 
be sure you do not plant your cucum­
bers, mushmelons, squash, pumpkins 
and watermelons ncar each other, 
because they will cross. 

Those clever soil-improvements 
you have or will bereadingaboul will 
only makeadifference1fthey are put 
to practice in your garden.
