For whom the bell tolls 
by Scott Perry 

That ringing you hear in the distance is a death knell and the 
cries are '!lose of our neighbors. 

This month, in a double-whammy of unparalleled proportion, 
nearly 650 coal miners lost their jobs in southeastern Kentucky. 
tn less than two weeks 650 families in Knott. Perry. Letcher and 
Estill counties lost their hopes for the future and their means of 
existence in the present. 

The layoffs by Arch on the North Fork, Inc. and South East 
Coal aren't surprises. they're confirmation of prophesy. They're 
proof that the eggs In our economic basket are rotting. 

For decades we have known that coal is a depleting resource 
and that coal mining job opportunities are as vanishing a 
species as the black rock miners dug from the ground. 

For years, concerned Eastern Kentuckians have attempted 
to find a way to balance the loss of coal jobs in efforts to create 
new opportunities. But we have been traveling the rutted road 
to diversification alone, with only an occasional hitchhiker from 
Frankfort picked up along the way. 

Now our travels have come to a crossroads or, more cer­
tainly, the brink. 

We must have jobs if we are to survive. 
If Eastern Kentucky falls deeper into the abyss, you can be 

certain that the rest of the Commonwealth will be dragged 
down, too. 

Listen, Kentucky, for whom the bell tolls. 
It tolls for thee. 

Dollars and sense 
A wiser man once said that for every problem, there is an 

answer ... if only you can find it. 
Eastern Kentucky's economy is more than a problem, though, 

it's a crisis. Still, there are some answers. If we are to succeed 
in our efforts to shed our dependency on the coal industry, we 
must have help. Help in the form of both dollars and sense. 

We must be willing to share some of the burden with Frankfort: 
-A larger share of coal severance taxes must be earmarked 

for economic development here; 
-Surplus state property, Including that to be created by recon· 

struction of Route 23 between Paintsville and Prestonsburg, 
should be prepared and made available to industrial prospects; 

·Tax incentives, such as those offered in state Enterprise 
Zones, should be more easily attained by prospects willing to 
expand to locate here; 

·Local companies should be encouraged to stay in our area 
through tax and investment incentives; 

-Vocational schools must be funded and equ1pped to train 
and retrain the region's workforce for the types of jobs we might 
attract; 

-Regional offices, professionally staffed, should be created to 
oversee economic development efforts; and 

-A long-term, low-mterest Joan pool should be created to help 
communities and counties underwrite the costs of improve 
ments and expansions of utility services; 

-Locally, we should unite with other Big Sandy counties in the 
search for industrial prospects; 

-Local property owners must set reasonable prices for land 
that could be developed into industrial sites; 

-Local governments must set job development at the top of 
their lists and refuse to allow politics to interfere with efforts.

The focus in the present school 
board race an the Prestonsburg area 
has been on buildings rather than on 
the qualny of education that takes 
place withm them. 

But, when the incumbent adver­
ttscs tn ) our paper that "ne••er in the 
hi tory of the Floyd County school 
system has more progress been made" 
in shon a time. credulity is u-ained to 
the limit. I wonder exactly what his­
tory he tS remembering, as we arc 
often tempted to rewrite it to suit our 
o"ncnd~. 

Docs "m so short a time" refer to 
the lustt wo months, when the system 
was wracked by u teacher's strike 
which was resolved in spir.e of, and 
not because of his leadership? 

Or docs "in so short a time," refer 
to hts last term? In those four years, 
we have ~ccn a superintendent re­
moved due to pressure from the state, 
a new one selected after extensive 
commun11y input, then his removal 
and the putting in of a long-time 
confidant of the Board Chairman­
'' 1th no public input or reasons gh·en. 

We havesccn,ycarafteryear, the 
Floyd County Schools rank in the 
\'C.ry bouom of the st.ate academic 
rnnkings; we have witnessed state 
takeover because of academic bank­
ruptcy; a curriculum audit requested 
by his own superintendent whlch 
disclosed glaring deficiencies in the 
entire system from curriculum to 
butldings, to fund-raising, etc.; lhe 
report of the "Blue Ribbon Commit­
tee'' which largely confmned the 
findmgs of the audit: numerous law­
suiL<> against the Board, etc. 

Or odes "in so shon a time" refer 
to the l:t<;t twelve years perhaps? 
Having lived in Prestonsburg eleven 
years, I cr~n go back that far. In 1979, 
the system was disrupted by the 
demand for the removal of asbestos 
from Prestonsburg High School, a 
move ll1e Board resi.-;ted - though 
now nsbestos removal is demanded 
an every school by legal mandate. In 
the early c1ghtics, catizens demanded 
removal of superintendent and board, 
and more than one state superinten­
dent and state board was forced to 
deal for endless hours with the 
"embattled Floyd Coumy school 
system." 

In response to ll1ese problems, 

many cr~tive solutions have been 
formulated by citizens and parents in 
the county - school-community 
partnerships, the Young Authors and 
Writing programs. an outstanding 
alternative education program at the 
Davul School,nctivccommunityand 
parent educational groups-but the 
boonJ can not take credit for these as 
11 has consistently resisted commu­
mty input and help. 

Of course, we are Lired of this 
negative emphasis; \\ e wish it would 
all go away, and we can aucmpLto 
rcwnr.e tus10ry, as the good doctor 
seems to be doing, as we would like 
ttlo be, not as it was. 

However. "tho e who refuse to 
lcru-nthc lessons and mistakes of their 
history will be condemned lo repeat 
them." One hopes that the voting 
adults of Floyd County will have 
learned the lessons of its recent his­
tory so that the next generation of 
children will not be condemned to 
rc~tthem.

State to monitor 
election activities 

With a U.S. Senate race, school 
board contesLc;, legislative elections, 
and heated local ballot issues, "there 
is, unfortunately, a hsgh potential for 
votefraudactivityduringthl!upcom. 
ing Novcmbcr6 election," according 
to Attorney General Fred Cowan. To 
prevent .as much illegal activity a'\ 
possible, investigative teams from 
the Attorney General's ofJacc will 
again visit polling places throughout 
lhe state on election day. 

"Allhough we hkc to keep the bad 
guys guessing and not disclose ex­
actly where we'll be, it's safe to say 
thal we will have more investigators 
in more places than in any election 
since the reform laws of 1988 went 
into effect," Cowan said. 

In addition, vote fmud will be 
targeted at the federal level as well. 
Cowan says Louis Di!Pulaisc, U.S. 
Allorney for tl1e Eastern District of 
Kentucky and other officiuls have 
announced that their agencies wi 11 be 
closely coordinating with the elec­
tion fraud efforts of the Attorney 
General's oftice in lhe corning elec­
tion. 

Cowan said decisions on where to 
place the Attorney General' mom· 
lOring teams were made in response 
to calls and written requests from 
citizens and local officials, lhe need 
to ha .. ·e a statewide presence, and 
based on k-nowledge of certain uhot 
spot" areas where lhe potential for 

election violations is high. 
In conjunction with the monitor­

ing teams, theElection Fraud Hotline 
will also be available for citizens to 
repon any suspected violations. 

The Hotline, which was estab· 
lished as pan of lhe 1988 election 
reform laws, "allows Kentuckians to 
be directly involved in lhe effort to 
clean up elect.ions," accordang to 
Cowan. Complaints and allegations 
of wrongdoing received on the Hot­
line can be directed to the Attorney 
General's investigators in the field or 
to the Kentucky State Police Post 
nearest the area in question. The 
hotline has received nearly 1,400calls 
during the past four elections. The 
Hotline (l-800-328-VOTE) is avail­
able year-round but will be staffed 
longer hours, 5:30a.m. to 9 p.m. on 
election day. 

This will be the fifth statewide 
election since tbeclectionreform laws 
took effectin July, 1988. According 
to Cowan, his office has conducted 
vote frdud investigations in 66 coun­
ties.

diagnosed in 1987 as hnving a "mass 
on his brain." The mass reportedly 
caused Stephens to suffer from sei­
zures and severe paranoia ... He was 
apparently suffering from parnnoia 
and was very afraid of people," Nel­
son said. "That would substantiate 
why he spent two to two and one half 
months in thchillsaway from people." 

Before his death, Stephens had 
been seen by park rangers and camp­
ers who were apparently disturbed by 
the man's unkempt appearance. 

Stephens' body was discovered 
October 12, by Floyd County Depu­
ties who were searching for mari­
juana plants. The .skeletal remains of 
the body were identified by a driver's 
license which was discovered wit.h 
the body, and the identification was 
later \'erified by dental record~.

"Fall is really my favorite time of 
year to fbh," says Johnson Outboards 
Pm Staff angler David Wharton, a

mer guide on Sam Rayburn Lake in 
Tc~as. "Bas" are both easic.r 10 find 
and to catch because they're in pre­
dK'tablc locations and usually fced­
mg pretty aggressively.''

The general gun sc.1son for deer is 
open November I 0-19, except in Zone 
6 where lhc season clost.~s after No· 
vcmber 14. 

John Phillips, deer program coor­
dinator for the Kentucky Department 
ofFish and Wildhfe Resources, says 
tllis year's harvest could exceed 
expectations. "We'v~ had ad~quate 
rainfall this year which has produced 
abundant ground vegetation - und 
we've not seen nbnonnally extreme 
wealherconditions. Wc'vchndagood 
fawn crop." 

Phillips labels the herd m the 
Western two-thirds of the state 
·•stable." The only excepuon is Zone 
1 (Livingston, Crinenden, Webster 
and Logan counties) where popula­
tion nwnbcrs are up considerably. 
"To maintain the balance necessary 
to assure a healthy herd, we need a 
good harvest in Zone I," said Phil­
lips. 

Phillips says the largest increases 
in herd and harvest will be in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

Initial reports indtcatc lhat the deer 
harvest for Kentucky 's bowhunters 
will be up slightly this season. And, 
although lhe numbers aren't yet in. 
it's expect.cd lhat muzzle-loading 
enthusiasL-; enjoyed a similarly suc­
cessful harvest during their two day 
"early" season. 

THE IMPORTANCE OF OF..ER 
HUNTING 

Deer hunters play a vital role in 
Kentucky's deer herd management 
program. 

To assure a proper balance and a 
healtlly future population, it is ncces· 

sal)' to remove a calculated number 
of does and bucks form the herd each 
year. Both man and deer benefit from 
good stewardship of wildlife popula­
tions. 

Deer harvest regulations are. the 
result of careful study and arc tailor­
made lor each particular reg1on 
(harvest zone). That is why all hunt­
ers are required to check their deer at 
check stations. Knowing how many 
deer were out there at the start. and 
how many were harvested, a wildlife 
biologist can accurately project how

Kentucky schools and hospitals 
are reaping monetary bene !its through 
energy-savmg projects funded under 
the Kentucky Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet's 
Institutional Conservation Program 

(ICP). A report compiled by the 
cabinet's Division of Energy. mdi­
cates an overall average savings of 
25 percent after the installation of 
energy-saving projects such as new 
boilers, energy management systems, 
insulation, windows and other con­
servation measures. These institutions 

can utilize thedollarsavings for other 
education and health care activities. 
The report listed 69 school districts 
with an average savings of27 percent 
on 244 buildings. Twelve colleges 
and universities saved 26 percent on 
44 buildings. Nonprofitschools saved 
eighteen percent on 27 buildings, and 
25 hospital buildings reduced energy 
usage by 34 percent Year-to-year 
weather differences were considered 
m compiling the report. 

Public and privatenonprofitschool 
and hospital buildings completed 

prior to April20, 1977, are eligible 
for matching ICP funds through 
Kentucky's Energy Assistance Trust 
fund and the U.S. Department of 
Energy.

Under Kentucky's welfare reform 
plan, immediate loss of Medicaid 
coverage will no longer hinder Aid to 
Families with Dependent Children 
(AFDC) recipients trying to break 
the welfare cycle. 

EITcctivc October 1. families may 
rccci vc up tot wet ve months ofTran­
sitionaJ Medical Assistance after their 
AFDC benefits are discontinued due 
to increased earnings from employ­
ment 

"As AFDC recipients reenter the 
working world, medical and insur· 
ance expenses are a shock," said 
Commissioner Roy Butler of the 
Dcparunem for Medicaid Services. 
"Thisprogramwillgivelhemachance 
Lo get back on their feet and an incen­
tive to keep working. 

is part of Kentucky's welfare reform 
plan and is intended to aid AFDC 
recipients' successful move into the 
work force. 

If u family loses AFDC benefits 
because of an increase in earnings or 
hours of employment that pushes their 
income over assistance limits, the 
plan continues their Medicaid cover­
age. Additionally, the family must 
have received AFDC benefits three 
oflhe preceding six months and have 
a dependent child up to 18 years of 
age living in the home. 

earnings and actual child care costs. 
During the second six months, 

child care costs are deducted from 
earnings and if the total exceeds 185 
percent of the federal poverty level 
for that family size, benefits may be 
discontinued. 

In cases when AFDC benefits are 
lost because of an increase in child or 
spousal support, the family may get 
medical assistance for four months 
after AFDC payments have ceased. 

Eligible clients are automatically 
enrolled in Transitional Medical 
Assistance and notified about the 
program when their AFDC benefits 
cease.

Visions of locations with 
no parking, scheduling connlcts, 
boredom, Lime consuming banter, 
meanmgless discussion, and disor­
ganized structure race through our 
minds as we reaJi;r.e another MEET­
lNG is at hand. 

Although most of us have attended 
session where these nightmares have 
occurred, we want to be assured that 
nay gathering we plan will not be 
perceived in this manner. As msur­
ance against such a negative reaction 
by our colleagues, we should follow 
three simple rules sugge~ted by Pro­
fessor Harry L. Ewbank, author of 
Muting Managemenr. 

-Rule#l: Mectonlywhcnthcre 
is a SJ>C('ific purpose and when it is 
advantageous or desirable to solve 
problems and make decisions a~ a 
group. 

- Rule #2: Meet with all (and 
only) those necessary to do the job. 

- Rulc#3: Plan and distribute an 
agenda well in advance of the meet­
ing time. 

If, after reviewing the meeting 
rules, we see the necessity of calling 
people together, we want to insure 
that our meet.tng is well conceived.

items to consider when planning the 
actual meeting. We must prepare for 
the location. day and time, special 
needs of the session, early notice, and 
goals to be accompll~hed during the 
meeting. 

J ne 11r.st maJor •actor 1s cnoosmg 
the location of the session. The meet­
ing can be anywhere: in an office, 
home, school, library, community 
room, or even a banquet hall. Try to 
find a location that is convenient to 
most pc.ople. Seek a location with 
plenty of parking. easily accessible, 
and comfortnblc for the people at­
tending. 

The more difficult task we will 
have is selecting n date and time. This 
step in planning requires some sug­
gestions from people who will be 
attending. Strive to select days and 
times that most people can attend 
without conflict. Typical"bad days" 
for mos1 meetings tend to be Mon­
day, Friday, and Sunday. Look fora 
time which will allow most to attend 
and is sufficient enough in length to 
cover all the discussion items neces­
sary. 

When we have determined where 
and when the meeting will be held, 
notice must be given to the partici­
pant.s. Notification should be pro­
vided ao; early as possible so most 
persons may aucnd. A good method 
of notice is by eil.her telephone or 
personal contact Written notice is 
even bcuer. Written notice provides 
a permanent record of when, where 
and what the meeting will contain. 

Once tl1e date and location are 
established and people are notified. 
wemustprepareforanyspecialneeds 
we have for the meeting. Make sure 
that these are available well in ad­
vanccofl.he meeting. Common needs 
arc notepads, pencils, audio-visual 
equipment, chalkboards, tables. 
chairs, a podium, and the availability 
of refreshments (a necessity if the 
meeting will last long). If possible, 
organize such needs twenty to thirty 
minutes priorto the beginning of the 

meeting. 
Finally, for meeting success, give 

serious considc.rntion to what should 
be accomplished in the course of the 
session. The key to a positivepcrcep· 
lion of our meeting is preparation. 
We should creme an agenda that is 
accurate and l.hat we are willing to 
follow exactly in order to keep the 
meeting on track. Give this step much 
thought and care, for it can make the 
difference between a successful gath · 
ering and one that people dread at· 
tending. One other suggestion here, 
allow a few minutes nt the beginning 
of each meeting for people to get 
acquainted with one another. This 
brief socialu.ation period helps the 
meeting begin on a positive, more 
comfortable note. 

We should also take a few mo-

ments at the end of each meeting to 
assess the reaction of people attend­
ing. Find out if they Jiked the meet­
ing. Wcretheycomfooablc. Did they 
feel the group was producuve. And 
most importantly, do they have nny 
suggestions for change. 

The success of a meeting is often 
measured by the manner in which it is 

planned. We find ourselves either 
planning or participating in meetings 
virtually all the time. They don not 
have to be sessions that people want 
to avo1d. Through carer ul considera­
tion of the people auending,location, 
date, time, special needs, and tasks to 
be accomplished, our meetings can 
be successful.

PLANTS

A few weeks ago, l received a 
clipping that a reader had cut from 
the Dayton pajly News cotil.led, 
"Uprooted Kentuckinos recall flight 
to Fairborn." 

What made the aniclc of panicu· 
Jar interest y:ns that the "uprooted 
Kemuck1nos" discussed were from 
Meally, a litl.le community stretch· 
ing along Buffalo Creek on Route 
40, three miles east of PainLwillc. 

The writer discussed several 
families from Meally that had 
moved to Pairbom, the first being 
that of an out-of-work coal miner in 
the late 1950s or early 1960s- the 
exact date wasn't clear - who 
chose this northern city as the place 
to seck employment because his 
wi f c' s si stcr had 1i ved there since the 
late 1940s. 

The names of aJI the families 
mentioned were very familiar: 
Sammons, Muncy, Williams, 
Childers, Sisco and Preston. The 
Preston:> were d1scusscd a bn more 
in det.aJI. 

"A good estimate would be thaL at 
least 50 members of the Pres1on 
family moved to Fairborn - a 
number which today, with in-laws, 
children and grandchildren addc.:d 
on, would be considerably higher." 
the clipping stated. 

By and large, the article was very 
complimentary - perhaps even a 
sort of tribute - to the Kentucky 
folks, implying that they were good, 
useful, hard-working members of 
the Ohio community who had 
helped Fairborn prosper economi­
cally "as factory workers, mer­
chantS, butchers, rcstauranteurs, 
real estate al!ents, civil service 

employees and construct.ion work­
ers." 

The entire scenario is very famil­
iar, though, because we've all expe­
rienced the loss of families and 
friends who migrated north to where 
the jobs were. Fairborn is just one 
city to have welcomed the willing 
workers from Eastern Kentucky's 
coal mining communities during 
that era. There were mnoy more. 

One that comes to mind is 
Wabash, Indiana Even I worked 
there in the summer of 1965. My 
fiCSL job at the Celotex plant (actu· 
ally in Lagro) found me on a work 
crew of seven men. Six of us were 
from Johnson County. The seventh 
was from Tennessee. I returned 
home that fall to contmuc tcachmg 
school. As far as I know, the others 
arc still there. 

And how about Mt. Vernon, Illi· 
nois? It was about that time- per· 
haps a litl.le later - that half of 
Wheelwright moved there. Of 
course,these folksdidn 't go looking 
for work. They took their work with 
them because Inland Steel packed 
up and moved its operations to 
southern illinois, and these folks 
went along. 

So. while I suppose it is a bit 
unusual that so many people from 
MeallyendedupinFairbom,thcre's 
nothing at all unusual about finding 
large numbers of Eastern Ken· 
tuck.iansin largenonhem cities. TI1e 
exodus from the mountains that 
began in the 1950s has continued all 
these years. 

It's too bad, really, that folks with 
roots so deeply buried in mountain 
soil have been forced to transplant 
them elsewhere. The only good I can 
sec from it all is that places like 
Fairborn and Wabash and Mt. Ver· 
non, lllin01s are a lot better off for 
having adopted these good ole hill­
billy families. 

Influenza-it can be prevented 
The flu ... it happens every winter. 

Ch1Us, weakness, loss of appetite, 
ach1ng of the head, back, arms, nod 
legs. It is a contagious disease that 
affectS the whole body. For healthy 
adults and children, the nu can be a 
moderately severe illness, with virtu· 
ally all patients resuming normal 
activity withm a week. But, accord­
ing to the American Lung Associa­
uon of Kentucky, nu can be life· 
threatening for certain individuals 
who are considered to be at "high 
risk." 

Influenza and pneumonia com­
bined have mnked as the SIXth lead­
ing cause of death in the United States 
since 1979. At greatest risk from 
severe effeclS of the nu arc the fol­
Jowjng groups: adults and children 
with chrome d1sordcrs of Lhe cardio­
vascular or pulmonary systems, in­
cluding children with asthma; resi­
dents of nursing homes or other 
chronic-care facilities; otherwise 
healthy1ndividuals 65 years of age or 
older. Physicians, nurses, and other 
personnel who havecontllCt with high 
risk patient'i, and providers of horne 
care to high risk persons such as 
visit.ing nurses, ao; well as all house­
hold members. iuclud ingctuldrenalso 
need to be vaccinated because tltcy 
can transmit inlluent.a to high risk 
persons. 

To be protected from the 1990-9 1 
flu season, the American Lung Asso· 
CiauonofKcntuckyrccommends that 
h1gh nsk mdiVJduals consult their 
ph) s1cmns about obtaimng a flu shot 
between October 15 nod November 
15. "Flu shots have to be caken once 

a year since the virus strains change 
annually," said Robcn W. Powell, 
M.D., President of the ALA of Ken· 
tucky. "Since the flu vaccine is made 
from inactivated viruses. no one can 
get influenza from receiving the nu 
shot" 

If a person docs get the Ou, the 
usual device is Lo stay in bed and 
drink lots of fl uids. The anu viral 
drug Amantadine, available through 
a physician, is useful for treating 
someone who develops infl uen1.a A, 
particularly if it is given as soon as 
possible after the onset of the nu. 
Taken early, it can shorten the length 
of illness and reduce the severity of 
symptoms. Amantadine is also use· 
ful as a orevcntative fnr 1hn~:P nn~hl,. 
to get a flu shot because of a severe 
allergy to eggs. 

Pneumonia is the most common 
complication of the flu. Susceptible 
individuals, particularly those over 
65 years of age, should ask their 
physician about Lhc pneumococcal 
pneumonia vaccine. Revaccination 
may be considered after three years 
for high risk children who received 
their initial vaccination when they 
were younger than five years of age, 
and after six years for older, very 
high risk individuals. This vaccine is 
reimbursable under Medicare. 

"Au and its complications can be 
prevented with early vaccmauon," 
said Dr. Powell. "All1t takes is a visit 
to the doctor or health depanmcnt!"

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Halloween 
Long before 1.hc world heard of 

Freddy Kruger or Jason, long before 
the world lhoughl of gore and guts as 
part of the holiday, Halloween was a 
time of renewal and celebration of 
the afterlife. 

Ever present in the minds of the as they used the occasion to commu­
worshipers was the large number of nicate with the dead. 
mysterious forces in nature that had 
to be appeased. Especially remem­
bered were the people who had died 
during the year. Titc Celts sought to 
spce_d these souls on their way by 
leavmg out food and drink to sustain 
them on their Lrip to the underworld. 

For costumed children passing 
from house to house, imagine instead 
spirits wandering eerily abroad. For 
"trick or treat," imagine the ritual 
burning of those failing to supply 
pagan priests with wood for their 
bonfires. For the modem bonfire, 
imagineabone-flfc with actual bones 
crackling m the flames. Most modem 
Halloween costumes derive from the 
Cellic festival of the dead once cele­
brated throughout the British Isles. 

The Celts called their festival 
Samhain (SAH-wm). Taking place 
on November l, it was the major 
holidayoftheCeltic ycmand marked 
the beginning of their winter. Celtic 
priests, the Druids, led the people in 
sacrifices of anunals and offerings of 
vegetables and fruits. EnLirccommu­
nilies lit sacred firrs on hilltops the 
night before Samhain. They then lit 
their hearth fires uncw with coals 
from the bonfires as a symbol of 
religious renewal forthecomin~year. 

Christian missionaries found 
Samh~in to ?e a serious stumbling 
block m theu can1paign to convert 
the. CellS. Customs hallowed by ceo­
tunes of devotion were not readily 
abandoned by farming people who 
f~lt the need for divine help to sur­
vtve weather and circumstance. In 
~I A.D., Pope Gregory r (the Great) 
tnslructed missionaries to coopt pa­
gan customs by assimilattng them to 
Christian practice. About a century 
later, this policy led to the designa­
tion of November l as All Saint's 
Day, a feast day that honored all 
Christian saints. The day was also 
known as All Hallows' Day -
"Hallow" being another name for 
saint. 

The old beliefs never wholly died 
out. Halloween (shon for All 
Hallow's Eve) still carried for the 
Celts, and othercullures shanng their 
tradntons,lheovertones of an extinct 
religton. The associations with t11e 
dead and their journey LQ the afrcrlife 
dimly persist Additions such as the 
jack-o'-lantem harmomzc \'.ith the 
older traditions. The Irish developed 
the custom of placing a candle inside 
a hollowed and carved turnip and 
using this skull-like lantern to light 
their way from hou.;;l.! to house on 
Halloween. Witches, halS, and other 
crcalUres real or imaginary that came 
10 be associated with Halloween 
similarly hint at the hohday's dark 
past. 

Fortunately, Hallowcl'n has al­
ways had a festive sitk. These reci­
pes will help make a parly of the 
holiday and remind us that the an· 
cicnt Celts enjoyed Halloween even

Drawing heavily on Az­
tec trndil ions as well as on Christian­
ity, the Mextcans celebrate the day

.• eath. Families erect altars at 
graveside and offer special foods for 
dead relatives. Amid ex.ploding fire­
works, the participants remember 
their beloved dead with gravity and 
joy.

When 1 firsl cam here, almost forty 
years ugo, this ground was so hard 
you had to usc a pick to work a garden 
patt:h. Soil was so poor it would not 
grow a healthy weed. Now it is loose 
wilh good tilth. 
The first winter here we hauled truck­
loads of cinders and ashes and spread 
them over the clay. In the spring we 
could see a big daffercnce in the soil 
at plowing time, wheretherewereno 
cinders the clods were large and 
unbreakable. All weeds, leaves, and 
com stalks were plowed in. We did 
not have access to much barnyard 
manure. but all we had was used, 
along with fertilizers and lime. 
Everyone laughed and made jokes 
ubout our foolishness. Some folks 
still laugh, but we still mulch, com­
post and plow in green manure com 
crops. Our soil continues to produce 
healthy, lush crops and lhe soil be­
t:omes more workable each year. 
Along with loosening soil, mulch 
gives organic mauer that helps crops 
extract nitrogen from the air. Mulch­
enriched soil supplies phosphorus and 
potassium in large quantities. Mulch 
nod compost, which to me are the 
same in different farms. provide nu-

All my life J have heard how good 
wood ashes arc for the ground, but I 
had NEVER used coal ashes and 
cinders.l, for one, know thutcoal cin­
ders and ashes arc good for our soil. 
We still heat with a wood-coal stove 
and all ashes arc spread over the 
ground in winter months to be plowed 
in the spring. This prevents unsightly 
cinder piles, also. 
Last week I received a call to come 
and pick up some grass clippings. 
The person said they would furnish 
the bags, but as 1 am not in the best of 
health at lhis time, I had to tum the 
offer down. I sure haled to but there 
aretimeswccannotdowhatwewould 
like.lstillcatch myself thinking about 
what I would have done with those 
grass clippings.
