Governor 
to reply to 
trash woes

It will be several days before Floyd 
County officials decide what action 
to take if the Floyd County landfill is 
closed. 

Judge-Executive John M. Stumbo 
said Thursday that he is waiting for a 
response to a letter he sent to Gover­
nor Brereton Jones Tuesday that 
hinted the governor needed to inter­
vene to keep the landfill open. 
Stumbo's letter did not specify what 
action he was asking the governor to 
take. 

"There were no agreements made 
when we met with Secretary Phillip 
Shepherd in Hazard Tuesday," 
Stwnbo said. "We'll know what we 
need to do in two or three days when 
we hear from the governor. I'm hop­
ing that we can come up with a tem­
porary liner to put on the landfi II and 
keep it open. Right now, we just 
don't know." 

Alllandfllls that do not meet new, 
tougher regulations are being closed 
by the state Division of Waste Man­
agement 

New regulations regarding 
landfllls were passed by the legisla­
ture during the 1990 session of the 
General Assembly. 

Stumbo did say that state officials 
had promised financial assistance for 
solid waste transfer stations to coun­
ties that had to close existing landfills. 
Stumbo, however, does not see that 
as a viable option for Floyd County.

There was one major hitch. 
With all the stones set, James 

decided to double check. Counting 
out 12 stacks of 10 gravels, he placed 
one gravel on each inlaid rock. Two 
gravels were left over. 

Going back to the paper map, the 
amateur mason found he had left out 
McnifeeandJessaminecounties. That 
meant reworking those sections to 
squee1.e in the missing counties. 

Though the whole patio project 
stretched over several months, James 
said he laid all 120 rock counties in 
two days. "There were days when I 
could work on three or four rocks and 
become weary, but when I got to 
laying out the state I was inspired. It 
wasn't monotonous." 

Besides the challenge of doing the 
patio map, James said the project 
represents use of local material and 
his own love of Kentucky. 

The rocks-20 pick up trucks 
full-came from the middle of Ab­
bott Mountain where the four-lane 
version of U.S. 23 is being built in 
Johnson and Floyd counties. 

"This is rock that's been in the 
dark a long time," James said of the 
flat rock that once sandwiched coal 
seams and provided a base for the 
steep and winding road that was part 
of the original U.S. 23. 

''We traveled that road many times 
when I was a kid to my grandparents' 
house in Greenup," he said. "I never 

dreamed I would be walking on iL" 
MuchofthesandJames u.'ledcame 

from the banks of the Levisa Fork of 
the Big Sandy River which flows 
through Prestonsburg. 

James' interest in Kentucky was 
whetted with a history major at East­
em Kentucky University where a 
favorite professor quizzed students 
on Kentucky history trivia. It was 
honed in the early 1980s when James 
traveled to every county in the state 
as an inspector with the state Depart­
ment of Corrections. 

"I tried to take notice of state land­
marks, the topography, the people," 
he said. "I was intrigued by the feel­
ing you have in Paducah or Greenup 
or Mayfield. Each is different." 

An avid golfer, James figures he 
"made $10" on the project. "I have 
$115 in cement and $25 in sand. I did 
not play golf on 15 days that I could 
haveat$10atime. So I made$10,"he 
said. Plus, he added, "I relieved all 
my golfing friends from their daily 
defeats."

garbage or go back to throwing it in 
the creek." 

A move is underway to cut down 
on the amount of waste disposed of in 
the county. Stumbo said the county 
has applied for a $200,000 low inter­
est loan to construct a recycling cen­
ter. 

"We've planned all along to use 
prisoners from the new Wheelwright 
prison to work at a recycling center," 
Stumbo said. "It would be an opera­
tion where the garbage would have to 
behandpickedtobeseparated. We're 
still waiting on approval for that" 

If worse comes to worse and the 
state orders the facility to shut down, 
Stumbo said "it shouldn't be a prob­
lem" to take Floyd County garbage to 
the new Pike County landfill when it 
opens. Pike County had hoped to 
open the facility by July 1, but esti­
mates have the landfill opening in 
August 

In the meantime, Knott, Johnson, 
Morgan and Martin County officials 
are weighing their options if they can 
no longer dispose of their waste at the 
Floyd County facility.

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Governor proclaims July 3 new holiday

The minority, rather than the 
majority of Kentuckians, are choos­
ing the leaders who make the deci­
sions for all of us, Secretary of State 
Bob Babbage said in a press release 
on Monday. 

Babbage said that although nearly 
two million Kentuckians are regis­
tered to vote, less than one million 
participate in elections on a regular 
basis. Another 800,000 Kentuckians 
are eligible to vote, but are unregis­
tered, Babbage said.

In order to convince more Ken­
tuckians to participate in elections, 
Governor Brereton Jones has pro­
claimed that Friday, July 3 will be 
designated "Freedom Friday." 

According to Babbage, "The day 
before the Fourth of July seems the 
most appropriate time of the year to 
focus on the rights and responsibili­
ties of voting .... On July Fourth, our 
nation focuses its attention on inde­
pendence and freedom more than any 
other time of the year." 

The Freedom Friday project is the 
brainchild of the newly-formed 
Democracy Incorporated of Ken­
tucky, a nonpartisan, noprofit foun­
dation that was created to promote 
voter education and registration and 
to improve voter participation. The 
program theme is "Freedom Makes It 
Possible, Voting Makes It Happen." 

Freedom Friday will include an 
MCI-sponsored toll-free voter regis­
tration line. Kentuckians can call 1-
800-92K-VOTE and request that 
voter registration forms be mailed to 

their homes. 
The State Board of Elections has 

also approved a voter registration 
mail-in form. 

Democracy Incorporated is im­
plementing these programs because 
many people have said they are not 
registered to vote because the current 
system for registration is often incon­
venient. 

Democracy Incorporated has 
asked organizations in each of 
Kentucky's 120countiestoworkwith 
the county clerk to conduct a special 
event to celebrate the day, and to 
request that area churches and public 
facilities ring their bells and sirens at 
noon on Freedom Friday.

Beg your pardon?

Despite the fact that they've had two years to prepare, 
those in charge of the Floyd County landfill appear to be 
counting on a last-minute political reprieve to save them 
from compliance with new landfill operating standards. 

Hanging in the balance are the waste disposal fortunes 
ofthousands of Eastern Kentuckians whose own county 
garbage services have come to rely on the Floyd County 
facility. 

We use the term ''fortunes" literally. 
It was no secret when new landfill regulations were 

passed in 1990 that environmental controls on trash 
disposal would be much stricter and the costs associ­
ated with meeting those new guidelines would be much 
higher. Most people knew, too, that cheap monthly fees 
for having their garbage picked up were destined by the 
new rules and regulations to be replaced with higher 
charges. 

Now, two years after the new rules were adopted, we 
face a crisis over where to dispose ofourtrash and many 
a household will face a crisis over how to pay for it. 

Instead of developing strategical solutions to the im­
pending new landfill guidelines, we've arrived at the 
moment of truth, two years later, only to find ourselves 
begging for political relief. 

What a way to run a business. 

HELPING CITIES- OR 
REWARDING LAWLESSNESS? 

Just before the Memorial Day 
recess, the U.S. Senate voted on 
S.5231, the Dire Emergency Supple­
mental Appropriations Act, to pro­
vide support for riot-tom Los Ange­
les and other urban areas. I voted 
against this two billion dollar meas­
ure because it breaks all restraints on 
our budget deficit and it ignores the 
real causes of much of the devasta­
tion. 

I sympathize with the anger at the 
verdict in the Rodney King case, and 
understand the calls for reform in 
major urban areas. However, I fear 
that S.5231 may send the message 
that if you want to destroy your neigh­
borhoods - to loot, rob, and kill -
Uncle Sam will reach into his wallet 
and bail you out. The fact is, Uncle 
Sam' s wallet is already filled with 
lOU's. 

There is no magic cure-all for the 
ills of urban poverty, and throwing 
taxpayers' dollars at inner-city prob­
lems is not a solution. We are all 
familiar with the stagnation that ac­
companies generational welfare. 
Instead, we need to encourage small 
businesses to rebuild, and provide 
new employment opportunities and 
services to economically depressed 
neighborhoods. It is estimated that 
10,000 businesses were damaged or 
destroyed by the rioting in Los Ange­
les, and some 40,000 people lost their 
employment. 

Enterprise zones and the privati­
sat.ion of public housing will go a 
long way toward helping the poor. 
There are already 2,200 enterprise 

zones in America, which have cre­
ated 258,000 jobs and generated some 
$28 billion in investment in depressed 
communities. I firmly believe that if 
we can bring industry and pride to 
impoverished areas, and if we can 
encourage a sense of community and 
family, we will expand opportunities 
for countless citizens. 

In using the Los Angeles riots as a 
catalyst to focus on the plight of the 
urban poor, we must not neglect the 
needs of poverty -stricken rural areas. 
Wealsocannotdivertresources from 
those struggling rural areas in order 
to make up for bad policies and de­
structive behavior in other parts of 
the country. The people who live in 
the towns and farming communities 
of Kentucky face problems just as 
pressing as those faced by the citi­
zens of Los Angeles and New York. 
Job creation, education, health care 
and even crime are no less important 
issues to citizens of rural America as 
they are to the intended beneficiaries 
of 5.5231. 

Above all, we must not reward 
random violence or incompetent 
government with federal financial 
windfalls. If we pursue such a policy, 
we do a grave disservice to commu­
nities across America, large and small, 
that have worked hard to control 
crime, maintain good race relations, 
control government spending, pro­
vide quality services, and maintain 
their economic base through pro­
business policies and aggressive 
industrial recruitment. While I sup­
port policies which will benefit all of 
our nation's cities, I do not favor a 
federally-funded handout that will 
send this country into an even deeper 
budget crisis, while providing only 
temporary assistance. 

Hold tbe Line on Congressional 
Spending 

I voted thispastweek toputalimit 
on the amount of money Congress 
spends on itself - a spending cap 
that is long overdue. 

For far too long, Congress has 
been operating as though it had a 
blank check and an unlimited bank 
account. For all intents and purposes, 
it has. 

For example, the House spent $55 
million last year on 25 standing and 
select committees. And that was just 
a partial bill! 

This $55 million figure includes 
the cost of operating the committees, 
buyingequipmentand paying for their 
travel, consultants, witnesses and 
some- but not all -of the staff. 

The final price tag was even higher, 
though, because the Appropriations 
and Budget committees and the sala­
ries of 30 staff members on each 
standing committee are funded sepa­
rately. 

It gets worse. 
The Committee Funding Resolu­

tion for 1992 originally proposed a 
spending figure of nearly $57.7 mil­
lion for the 25 committees . The fig­
ure represents an increase of $2.7 
million from last year's spending but 
is almost $4 million less than the 
individual committees requested. 

I'll grant you that the cost of oper­
ating congressional committees is a 

TAKING A FAIR-MINDED 
LOOK AT USDA FIELD 

OFFICES 

As some Kentuckians know, the 
budget squeeze in Washington has 
led to a reexamination of our long­
standing system of agricultural field 
offices across the nation. 

Most of us understand the press­
ing need to make the most efficient 
usc.of all federal operations, includ­
ing those that have served our farm­
ers and farm communities through 
good times and bad for more than 50 
years now. 

We understand the need to take a 
hard look at the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, which has become one 
of our largest federal agencies, with 
more than 110,000 employees. 

But I believe that Kentuckians also 
understand that this must be a com­
prehensive and fair-minded review 
of policies affecung farm families in 
every part of our state. 

We have to make sure that the end 
result will be to cut unnecessary costs 
without damaging our farm economy 
in the midst of some of the worst 
times we have seen in many years. 

Above all, we must not allow 
Washington to abandon the small 
farmers who contribute so much to 
our economy while still relying heav­
ily on USDA services at the local and 
regional levels 

I hope and believe that we are 
moving in the right direction. But I 
don't mind saying that I have not 
been too happy with the initial pro­
posals of some members of Con­
gress. 

We have seen one proposal to shut 
down the USDA's Agricultural Sta­
bilization and Conservation Service 
offices in 92 counties around the 

drop in the bucket compared to all 
federal spending. 

We wouldn't even make a dent in 
the deficit if we cut out committee 
spending altogether, and you hardly 
notice their cost when you look at a 
national debtapproaching $4 trillion. 

But if the liberals who control 
Congress are unwilling to put a lid on 
their own operations, how can we 
expect them to get control of a budget 
process that has run amok? 

I fmd it insane, for example, that 
there are 53 committees and subcom­
mitteesintheHouse-and21 in the 
Senate - with jurisdiction over one 
aspect or another of national drug 
policy. Is this the best possible use of 
our tax dollars? I think not 

If we're ever going to put our 
fiscal house in order, we've got to 
start somewhere, and committee 
spending is clearly a good- though 
largely ~mbolic- place to start. 

That's why I voted for a freeze 
that would limit this year's commit­
tee spending to no more than we 
spent in 1991. 

If we're going to spend that $2.7 
million somewhere, I can think of 
better ways to use the money: to train 
unemployed workers, for example, 
or to feed poor .children or help 
communities that need water and 
sewer tines. 

The last place more money ought 
to be spent is on a Congress that is 
alreadybloatedandinneOOofstream­
lining. 

country. An unduly high percentage 
of these closures would come in to­
bacco-producing states such as Ken­
tucky, which would lose more than 
20 ASCS field offices. 

In my opinion, this inequity stems 
from a misguided formula aimed at 
closing offices showing overhead 
costs exceeding farm program pay­
ments to farmers. 

We have ASCS offices serving 
thousands of farmers who pay iheir 
own way under the tobacco price­
support program. As a result, the 
proposed fonnula could lead to un­
faircutbacks in service to small farm­
ers recci ving no federal payments but 
still making substantial contributions 
to our economy. 

Fortunately, we have seen some 
new developments since this highly 
arbitrary proposal was made. 

Agriculture Secretary Edward 
Madigan has now undertaken an effi­
ciencystudy not limited to theASCS. 
We are also seeing a number of con­
gressional proposals, including one 
to establish a commission to evaluate 
the USDA's entire field structure. 

These broader reviews should take 
account of such cost -saving trends as 
the consolidation of Farmers Home 
Administration and other USDA 
offices in a growing number of com­
munities across Kentucky and the 
nation. 

Everyone can benefit from an 
honest effort to cut waste, increase 
efficiency and simplify some of the 
confusing procedures that have 
hampered this country's farm pro­
grams for far too long. 

But we have to make sure that 
Kentuckians get a fair shake in the 
process - and that is exactly what I 
intend to do as this issue continues to 
dev~lop in the Congress.

The Type I PFD provides the

The adult si7.e provides buoy­
ancy of at least 25 pounds, while 
child sizes provide at least 16.5 
pounds. The Type I is most effective 
for all waters, especially offshore and 
ocean cruising, when there is proba­
bility of a delayed rescue.

Floyd County native is missionary in Brazil

One of Floyd County's own re­
cently came home for a visit after 
having spent the last twenty five years 
as a missionary in South America. 

Mary Elizabeth McGinnis Bar­
kley, the daughter of pugilistic 
preacher Fred McGinnis of Arkansas 
Creek. has followed in her fighting 
father's footsteps, taking Christian­
ity into the deepest jungles in the 
Amazon. 

Mary knew she was destined for 
missionary work early in her life. 

''When I was a very small girt, my 
parents taught me from the Bible," 
Mary said. ''They taught me that 
everyone was born into original sin, 
and that the Lord Jesus Christ gave 
up his life for us. They taught me that 
if we live a holy life, after we leave 
this world, Jesus will take us to 
Heaven to live with him forever. So it 
isn't very surprising that the Lord 
spoke to me as a very young child and 
told me I needed to take Jesus Christ 
as my savior." 

Mary remembers having a mo­
ment of divine rapture when she wac; 
only twelve years old. 

"I was attending a Christian meet­
ing in Pikeville run by Vance 
Havner," she said, "and while he was 
speaking, this feeling just came over 
me, and it was then that I knew that I 
would give my life to the Lord. I told 
God that I was willing to go wherever 
he sent me and that I would do what­
ever he asked of me." 

After graduating from high school 
in 1952, Mary went to a bible co1lege 

in Western Canada, where she began 
corresponding with the Evangelical 
Union of South America, which 
eventually accepted her for mission­
ary work in Brazil, where she has 
lived and worked since April, 1961. 

Mary began her missionary career 
in Manaus on the river Negro, one of 
the Amazon's many tributaries. She 
worked in Manaus with a number of 
other missionaries from several dif­
ferent countries, including her future 
husband William Barkley, a young 
Christian from Ireland. 

In 1962, the missionary group 
traveled to Manicore, which was 
located on the banks of the Madeira 
River, another Amazon tributary. 

"We journeyed over a thousand 
miles on the Amazon in a canoe with 
an outboard motor," Barkley said, 
••and in all that time. we didn't see 
one school, medical postormission .... 
The native Brazilians we met at that 
time lived very primitive lives. 

"In Manicore, I lived in a straw 
house with no door. I was scared at 
first because there were a lot of wild 
animals in the jungle and they often 
came into the village- once while I 
was teaching a group of children the 
three R 's, a whole herd of wild boars 
ran by the classroom-but one of my 
neighbors had an old hounddog that 
slept in my doorway every night and 
kept anything from bothering me. I 
have no idea why it did that. I guess 
it was the Lord's way of protecting 
me." 

Mary and William married in 
1964, and left the group in Manicore 
to travel around to different missions 
in the Amazon, lending a hand to 
other groups. 

magna cum laude from Imperial 
College at London University in 
England, plans to travel to Spain and 
work in a professional missionary 
capacity. 

Sharon, who will this fall begin 
her senior year at Leed's University, 
also in England, is studying linguis­
tics and Portugese. Upon graduation, 
she plans to return to Sao Paulo and 
work with her parenLc;, translating 
Christian works to Portugese. 

Mary and her husband intend to 
continue their work at the Evangeli­
cal Library as long as they can. 

"God works in mysterious ways," 
Mary said. "He opens doors for some 
and closes them for others. I'm just 
glad he opened the door into His life 
for me."

Still, we found 
the people in the city ac; badly in need 
of Christianity as the people in the 
jungle .... In the city, people are more 
closed and business-like. They don't 
care what's happeningtotheirneigh­
bors.

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Derossett named head football coach at Betsy Layne 
Betsy Layne principal Allan 

Osborne satisfied the curiosity of 
Betsy Layne fans at the school's 
football banquet when he announced 
that former Prestonsburg assistant 
John Derossett would take over the 
helm of the high school's football 
program this fall. 

Derossett will take over a pro­
gram that has struggled the past two 
years with only three games won in 
the span. Last year the Bobcats went 
winless going 0-10 for the season. 

The former Prestonsburg assis­
tant coach under Bill Letton comes 
with some impressive credentials. He 
got his B.S. degree from Eastern Ky 
University majoring in political sci­
ence and health. Derossett spent two 
years teaching at Belfry High School 
where he was assistant coach and 
head freshman coach. 

The last two years, Derossett was 
an assistant to Letton at Prestonsburg 
High School where he worked as 
defensive coordinator and strength 
coach. Derossett has been involved 
in strength training the past 12 years. 

"I recommended to the board 
(Floyd County Board of Education) 
that they officially hire John Deros­
sett as our football coach next sea­
son," said Osborne. '!he recommen­
dation will be made official at the 
next school board meeting." 

Betsy Layne is a site based coun­
cil and determines who they want as 
their football coach and then passes 
the recommendation on to the super­
intendcnt of schools. 

"I see no problem with the hiring 
of Derossett by the board," stated 
Osborne. Osborne introduced Deros­
sett to the players and parents at 
Tuesday night's football banquet. 

After the banquet, Derossett met 
with the returning players and their 
parents in the school library where he 
informed them of his plans for the 
coming season as well as opening the 
school's weight room. 

"He is starting his weight program 
tonight (Thursday)," said Osborne. 
"He's been up here at the school and 
met with the players and their parents 
and we feel positive about his being 
here." 

Osborne stated that this was Betsy 
Layne and they wanted to be com­
petitive in everything. The principal 
stated that they would "craw 1 the first 
year, walk the second one and run the 
third year" as a way of progression. 

Osborne also stated that athletes 
at the elementary schools of Betsy 
Layne, Stumbo, Harold and Prater 
would be formed into a middle school 
feeder system. That is, all three 
schools would be combined to make 
one feeder school that would play a 
seven game schedule. 

"We want to play all the schools in 
the county which would make four 
county games and then schedule three 
teams outside the county," com­
mented Osborne. "The coach of the 
middle school team will also be one 
of the assistants on "The Hill" (refer­
ence to l.he location of the high 
school). The middle school will prac­
tice on "The Hill" and it will all be 
tied in with the varsity program.John 
has plans to establish a junior varsity 
schedule, also." 

Osborne stressed the fact that 
Derossett will have total freedom to 
pick his own coaching staff and that 
interviews will be forthcoming. 

"I have a list of about IS names 
that I want to talk to," said Derossett 
about hiring his assistants. "It is a 
possibility they could come from the 
list of those that also applied for the 
head coaching job." 

Derossett said that he was ex· 
tremely happy to have the opportu­
nity to take over the Betsy Layne 
program and looks for a lot of posi­
tive things to take place. 

"Everything here at Betsy Layne 
is positive," said Derossett ''The 
academics, all the kids and just all 

things. Mr. Osborne has stated that 
each athletic program will share in 
the revenue that the renewed bingo 
games might bring in.

INSURANCE PREMIUMS? 
Even though we were aware of it, 

it crept upon us like ivy on a brick 
wall. We cussed and discussed it. We 
dreaded it like the plague. And we 
even thought about ways to combat 
it, but to no avail. 

Despite the preparations we at­
tempted to make, we were still totally 
unprepared for the time when our 
son 'sfriends would have theirdriver's 
license. 

One day we were shuttling him to 
and from places iike a jet plane on a 
runway, and the next day some kid 
wearing sun glasses drives up in two 
thousand pounds of metal and honks 
the hom, and our son jumus in with 
him. 

"Mom, he's a great driver," our 
son says. We have since learned that 
"great driver" means the driver fas­
tens his seatbelt and makes every­
body else do the same. It also means 
you are still able to move your head 
from the neckrest upon acceleration. 

I still wish Congress would enact 
a law prohibiting children from driv­
ing until they were 21. Lord knows 
they'veenacted sillier laws. Just think 
about it Do you really think 16 year 
aids are not mature enough to drive 
machines that cost almost as much as 
houses and are as expensive to oper­
ate? 

Forget the gasoline, oil, and the 
wear and tear on the vehicle. Forget 
the additional miles and the extra set 
of tires you'llneedevery three months 
when your child comes in with that 
bewildered look on his face and says, 
"It didn't look like glass to me," or"I 
didn 'tknow you had to slow down at 
railroad crossings. I don'tremember 
them being so bumpy." The biggest 
expense you, as a parent, will incur is 
paying the insurance premiums. 

This burns me up because even 
though my son has never driven be­
fore, as soon as he turns 16 he will 
have already been pegged a RISK to 
society. Before the laminate on his 
license seals, he is a menace on the 
highway because of the millions of 
other 16 year olds who abused their 
driving privileges eons before he 
knew what burning rubber was. 

These problems didn't exist when 
I turned 16 and got my license. Of 
course, there were fewer cars on the 
road and there weren't unrealistic 
speed limits like there are now. For 
example, we could drive 60 mph on 
the highway and because of the light 
traffic, wehadanadequateamountof 
time to dodge other vehicles that 
swerved over into our lane. Of course, 
many times these swervers hit you, 
but the insurance covered it if they 
had any. Somehow I think this is how 
all the trouble began. 

Fortunately, we don't have to 
worry about how much it will cost 
our son to drive for another year. In 
the meantime, we can sit and stew 
over how we're going to come up 
with an extra thousand dollars for

NOTES 

TEEN CHRONIC FATIGUE 
AND DEPRESSION ... An estimated 
2 million to 5 million Americans 
suffer from chronic fatigue syndrome, 
yet the cause of this fairly new ail­
ment still eludes researchers. Some 
doctors blame a virus, while others 
think the syndrome is psychological. 
A recent study-one of the few done 
with teenagers rather than adults -
lends support to the psychological 
theory. 

Doctors from the University of 
Washington School of Medicine, 
Children's Hospital and Medical 
Center, and Veteran's Affairs Medi­
cal Center in Seattle studied 15 teen­
agers with chronic fatigue syndrome. 
Although they tested the youths for a 
variety of viruses suggested as causes 
of the syndrome, the doctors found 
little evidence of a viral connection. 
Five of the subjects were seriously 
depressed, however, and the rest 
reported secondary symptoms. 

We still don't know whether de­
pression is a cause or an effect of 
chronic fatigue. But at least it has 
been successfully treated.

AFfER-SHA VE THOUGHTS ... 

They are supposed to be cleansing, 
bracing and refreshing, and they do 
feel nice. 

But those popular skin products 
known as toners, clarifiers and after­
shave lotions may do more harm than 
good. 

The problem, says Patricia En gas­
ser, a clinical associate professor of 
dermatology at Stanford University, 
is that the alcohol contained in most 
of these products can aggravate dry 
skin. If you use these products (also 
known as astringents), she advises 
you to choose the ones with the low­
est percentage of alcohol. 

Unfortunately, the easiest guide 
here is the ingredients panel on the 
product package, where the cosmet­
ics manufacturer is required to list 
ingredients in descending order of 
amount. Few, if any, indicate per­
centages. 

In any case, use toners and after­
shave lotions sparingly, if at all, if 
you have dry skin. Avoid applying 
them to irritated skin, and be aware 
that ~me of them can cause allergic 
reactions.

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Grandparents' Vigilance Can 
Prevent Poisoning of Kids 

DEAR ABBY: Your response to 
the poison-wary mom from Pesotum 
motivated me to provide the most 
recent poisoning statistics compiled 
by the American Association of Poi­
son Control Centers. In 1991, there 
were 44 deaths of children under 6 
years of age. However, more than 1. 
8 million poisonings were reported 
including nearly 1.1 million acciden­
tal poisonings in children under 5 
years of age. 

Of course, these numbers repre­
sent only those poisonings that were 
reported to poison control centers 
participating in this surveillance sys­
tem. Many additional unreported 
poisonings actually occurred. 

A recent study showed that more 
than a third of pediatric poisonings 
from toxic prescription drugs in­
volved the ingestion of a 
grandparent's medication. I cannot 
imagine any grandparent wanting to 
be responsible for a life-threatening 
illness in a grandchild. Imagine your 
grandchild, comatose in an intensive 
care unit, with a tube in the stomach, 
IV s in the arm and a respirator hiss­
ing in the background. Yet. grand­
parents are regularly implicated in 
childhood poisonings. 

Perhaps it would help to focus 
attention on those household prod­
ucts that are extraordinarily danger­
ous, and limit our expectations of 
grandparents to keeping these ex­
tremehazardsoutofthechild'sreach. 
For example, iron supplements 
caused 11 needless deaths in toddlers 
in 1991. Other causes of pediatric 
poisoning deaths were prescription 
medications, acid toilet bowl clean­
ers, alkaline cleaning substances 
(such as drain cleaners) gasoline, 
kerosene, lamp oil, fabric protector, 
charcoal lighter fluid, gun bluing and 
oil of wintergreen. Pesticides, wind­
shield washing solutions and anti­
freeze also merit special vigilance. 

Grandparents can make a differ­
ence!

DEAR DR. LITOVITZ: Thank 

you for your attention-getting letter, 
and for informing me of the correct 
1989 statistics from the American 
Association of Poison Control Cen­
ters-1,581,540 poison exposures 
reported to your association. Approxi­
mately 935,000 of those were acci­
dental poisonings in children under 5 
years of age, and 1,072;292 were 
accidental poisonings in children 
under the age of 18. Of special inter­
est was the comment, ''Extrapolating 
from reported cases to actual poison­
ings allows us to estimate that 2.75 
million children under 5 years, and 
3.16 million children under 18, were 
actually poisoned accidentally in 
1989."

Although John Fitch was not a 

native Kentuckian, this inventor of 
the fll'Stmovable steamboat spent the 
latter portion of his life in Bardstown, 
where a monument is erected over 
his grave. 

Originally from Connecticut, Fitch 
had failed to make a living as a silver­
smith, gunsmith, surveyor, or clock­
maker when he launched the frrst 
steam powered boat in 1786. After 
experimenting for two years, Fitch 
created a boat housing a wood- burn­
ing furnace that provided the pres­
sure to move the 12 vertica1 paddles, 
six on each side, moving alternately. 

and more efficient than his earlier 
effort. The Steam Boat, developed in 
1789, traveled between Philadelphia, 
Pennsylvania, and Trenton, New 
Jersey, at six miles per hour. 

• The aptly-named Perseverance 
moved at two-and-a-ha1f miles an 
hour. 

Despite his apparent progress, 
Fitch was still doomed to failure. 
Unable to prove his patent claims or 
raise money to continue his work, 
Fitch moved to almost forgotten land 
claims in Bardstown. A bitter man, 
he traded the land to a t.avemkeeper 
who provided Fitch with food, whis­
key and shelter for the rest of his life. 
Fitch died in 1798, and was posthu­
mously recognized for his invention 
by the U.S. Congress in 1927. 

Engineer and inventor Robert 
Fulton is generally credited with the 
invention of the steamboat in 1807. Fitch built more boats, both faster

Q. My father was recently hospi­
talized because of left heart failure. 
To me, this suggests that there is a left 
and right heart. I am confused. 

A. The term "left heart" and "right 
heart" are technical ones that have 
meaningonlytothedoctor. Thereare 
not two hearts. They refer to the two 
sides of the heart 

The heart has four chambers: two 
auricles and two ventricles. There is 
one auricle and one ventricle on the 
left side of the heart and one auricle 
and one ventricle on the right side. 

The chambers of the so-called right 
heart receive blood that has circu­
lated through the body and has given 
up its oxygen. The right heart !.hen 
pumps blood into the lungs to reaccu­
mulate oxygen which is essential to 
the life of all organs. 

The newly oxygenated blood en­
ters the chambers of !.he left heart 
where the powerful muscle of the left 
ventricle pumps this vitalized blood 
into the arteries for distribution 
throughout the entire body. 

Left heart failure therefore means 
that the muscle of the left ventricle is 
not strong enough to adequate} y pump 
the oxygenated blood throughout the 
body. When this happens, the pump­
ing action of the heart is deficient, 
and there is a backing up of the blood 
and fluid into the chest and lungs. 

The remarkable advances made in 
the study of the heart and the large 
blood vessel leading from it now 

rapidly established, early treatment 
can be instituted, and the rate of sur­
vival is rising. 

Some of these remarkable ad­
vances are the use of the sonogram, 
the catscan and the MRI studies. 
These have other immeasurable in­
formation about the heart and how it 
functions. The despair that formerly 
existed about the uncertainty of the 
diagnosis of heart conditions is rap­
idly disappearing. The scientific re­
search is ongoing at a rate that make 
the morbidity and mortality associ­
ated with heart condition progres­
sively decline. 

Along with the diagnostic ad­
vances have come an enormous 
number of new drugs including beta 
blockers which have been respon­
sible for the control of many heart 
conditions that previously were diffi­
cult to handle. Some of theses drugs 
when used within an hour of a heart 
attack have spelled the difference 
between life and death. Heart irregu­
larities are now controlled even if 
their origin is difficult to pinpoint

GRANDPARENTING 
GRANDPARENTS' ROLE AS 

EDUCATORS IS UNIQUE 
Grandparents can play a unique 

role today. In fact, they are widely 
expected to play this special role. For 
example: 

The Grand Remark of the Week: 
"I was baby-sitting two of my 

grandsons recently. While feeding 
the baby, the older boy, 4 1(2, wanted 
me to do something for him, immedi­
ately. 

"I said, 'You must wait until I'm 
fmished with the baby. God only 
gave me two hands!' 

"He thought a moment and then 
said, 'Well, you should have asked 
for three!'" - Viola Campbell, 
Melbourne Beach, Fla. 

A busy grandparent who also plays 
a very important role in the field of 
education today, despite having only 
two hands, is Fred A. Hargadon, dean 
of admission at Princeton Univer­
sity. 

In a recent article in the Princeton 
Alumni Weekly, Mr. Hargadon 
wrote: "I have always believed that 
the luclciest young men and women 
are those who while growing up 
benefited from the contributions made 

by what I Gall 'significant other 
adults': a teacher, the neighbor who 
flfSt hires us to mow his lawn, a 
favorite aunt or uncle, or a coach. For 
the luclciest of all, perhaps, the most 
significant are one's Grandparents." 

Mr. Hargadon says he is often 
asked by grandparents how their 
grandchildren might grow and de­
velop in ways that will enable them to 
become "reasonable candidates" for 
Princeton or elsewhere. From 12,857 
applicants this year, Mr. Hargadon 
and his staff accepted only 2,036, or 
just 15.8 percent. It's obviously a 
very competitive process. 

Mr. Hargadon, a graduate of 
Haverford College, has two children 
and two young grandchildren. He 
knows his subject. And as he told us 
several weeks ago, he does not look 
at grades alone. In addition, he looks 
for those who are "likely to make a 
contribution" to the class. 

"It strikes me," he said, "that in 
many respects the role of grandpar­
ents ... is somewhat akin to that played 
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by the British royal family: a sort of 
regal, caring authority unencumbered 
by the rough and tumble fray that is 
so much a pan and parcel of the lives 
of parents. 

"Grandparents are in the best 
position to take the long view and 
keep things in perspective." 

Here is the "disinterested" advice 
he suggests that grandparents might 
pass along: 

'Td downplay any notions of 
doing the following simply in order 
to become a competitive candidate 
for any particular college. Rather, I'd 
play up the notion of maximizing 
one's abilities just in order to become 
a first-rate human being. 

"I'd tell them to read, read and 
read. 

"I'd strongly suggest that at the 
earliest stage possible, they begin to 
learn a second language. There really 
is no reason why our children should 
not be bilingual by the time they 
graduate from high school. I'd also 
opt for having them spend at least one 
of their high school years abroad to 
enable them to appreciate more fully 
their own culture as well as those of 
others. 

"I'd find ways to introduce them 
to a wide variety of activities or 
hobbies. 

"I'd try to provide them with a 
much broader understanding than we 
usually do of the many different ways 
adults have managed to lead produc­
tive and happy lives. 

"I'd continually remind them that 

in choosing courses in high school 
they ought to keep in mind that 
whatever decisions they make should 
be ones that keep as many options 
open, and close as few doors, as 
possible. Talcing algebra may not 
appear at the time to be very critical 
to an aspiring ballerina, but aspira­
tions change." 

Mr. Hargadon also stressed what 
he calls his "C" words: citizenship, 
competence, confidence, character, 
curiosity, compassion, craftsmanship 
and colleagueship. 

"They are the sorts of qualities 
that would serve your grandchildren 
well simply as ends in themselves," 
he emphasized. 

TELL ME WHY 
WHAT ARE FINGERNAILS 

MADE OF? 

Cuuing, biting and filing our nails 
doesn't hurt us because the nails are 
made up of dead cells. The nails are 
special structures that grow from the 
skin. Most ofthe nail is made up of a 
substance called "keratin." This is a 
tough, dead form of protein, and a 
hom-like material. 

At the base of the nail, and part of 
the way along its sides, the nail is 
embedded in the skin. The skin be­
neath the nail is just like any other 
slcin except that it contains elastic 
fibers. These are connected to the 
nail to hold it firmly. 

Most of the nail is quite thick, but 
atthepointnearthe roots beneath the 
skin it is very thin. This part is white 
in appearance and has the shape of a 
semicircle or half-moon. ll is called 
the "lunule." The fingernails grow 
about 2 inches a year. 

Women, of course, have made the 
fmgemails an object of beauty with 
colored nail polishes. But to a great 
many people, the nails present all 
sorts of problems. One reason for 
many nail disorders is that the n~ils 
become injured. A bum or frostbite, 
for example, may injure nails so that 
they'll never grow again. 

Nails that are brittle, or hard, or 
that tend to split may be the result of 
many things: infections, a disturbance 

of the nutritional system, poor circu­
lation of the blood, or even glandular 
disturbances. 

Some women let their nails grow 
too long. Long nails are subject to 
shocks, and this can result in damage 
to the nails.

NEWS OF THE WEIRD 
-John Dawson, 26, was arrested 

in South St. Paul, Minn., in February 
after the failure of his alleged elabo­
rate scheme to have sex. Police say he 
broke into a young woman's apart­
mentjust before she arrived, left her 
a note on the lcitchen table, then 
undressed, put duct tape over his eyes, 
and handcuffed himself to her bed. In 
the note were instructions that she 
was to go into her bedroom immedi­
ately and have sex with him because 
a man with a gun had lcidnapped him 
and was waiting to lcill yet another 
personifsherefused.Ins~d.sheran 
to the police, and Dawson, who had 
left the key to his chains on the Ieitch en 
table, could not free himself before 
they arrived. 

THE CONTINUING CRISIS 
-Colombian garbage collector 

Oscar Hernandez claimed in March 
that he was lcidnapped by security 
guards during Carnival in Barran­
quilla and taken to a lab at the Free 
University of Barranquilla, where a 
syndicate planned to lcill him for his 
body parts. A police investigation 
then turned up 11 bodies and parts of 
22 others, and a report that body 
bounty hunters received $200 per 
person. Police identified most vic­
tims as garbage collectors. 

- The International Amateur 
AthleticsFederationrecentlychanged 
its procedures to perform gender 
checks on female athletes. For 25 
years the federation had used a chro­
mosome smear test but decided late 
last year it will merely make visual 
inspections. The federation explained 
that the chromosome test was "ethi­
cally unacceptable." 

-The official Iran news agency 
announced in March that men who 
left the country before 1989, and 
feared returning home because they 
would be drafted, could buy a mili­
tary exemption for about $16,000 
(representing about 30 years' work at 
the minimum wage in Iran). Officials 
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promise that if a man pays and then 
volunteers to serve, he'll get the 
money back. 

-A rush-hour traffic jam in 
Kansas City, Mo., in March was 
caused when a truck carrying remain­
dered pornographic magazines to a 
recycling center overturned on a busy 
street. About 2,000 magazines were 
scattered about, and drivers stopped 
their cars to gather as many as they 

could before moving on. 
-A federal magistrate ruled in 

November that the Alabama prison 
policy of allowing female guards to 
oversee showers by male prisoners is 
not "cruel and unusual punishment" 
for the men but a reasonable policy 
for prison security and for promoting 
equal employment opponumtics for 
female guards. 

-In February, a court in Ver­
sailles, France, overturned an order 
banning dwarf-tossing, permitting 3-
foot, 11-inch Manuel Wackenheim, 
24, to return to work at the Eclipse 
nightclub in Morsang-sur -Orge, from 
which he had been barred by the 
mayor in October. Though the French 
interior minister had called such 
exhibitions "an intolerable attack on 
human dignity," the government fi­
nally acquiesced because the ban 
would deny a "physically different" 
person a chance at a livelihood. 

-An 81-year-old woman died of 
severe bums in Columbia, Mo., in 
December,aftera 15-mileambulance 
ride to the hospital took too long to 
save her life. The hospital's emer­
gency helicopter was not available at 
the time because it was being used on 
a public relations assignment, with 
one of the crew members dressed as 
Santa Claus. 

-The Manitoba, Canada, Natu­
ral Resources Minister apologized in 
February when news got out that the 
government had saved $1,800 in 
postage by mailing a fishing survey 
through the U.S. mails rather than 

through Canada's. Clerks had gone 
toGrandForks,N.D.,about lOOmiles 
from the border, to mail the surveys 
to several thousand U.S. anglers who 
use Manitoba waters. 

CREME DE LA WEIRD 
In April, Richard Dickinson, 25, 

was allowed out of prison in Hobart, 
Australia, on an evening pass with 
two chaperones to attend a concert by 
his idol, Bob Dylan. Dickinson is in a 
prison for the criminally insane be­
cause in 1987 he stomped his mother 
to death to the tune-- of Dylan's song, 
"One More Cup of Coffee for the 
Road," after she told him to tum 
down the music. He said he thought 
his mom was an evil character from 
the song and even sprinkled instant 
coffee over her body after she died . 

LEASTCOMPETENTPERSON 
Paul Gamboa Taylor pled guilty 

in December to murdering his wife 
and four others near York, Pa., six 
months earlier. He told oolice he had 
tried to take his own life five times 
before turning himself in. He had 
slashed both his wrists with a hack­
saw; drunk lighter fluid; plunged a 
knife into his chest; filled a bathtub 
with water, hoping to pass out and 
drown; and brought a hair dryer into 
the tub with him. Said Taylor,"! love 
my family; that's why I pleaded 
guilty." 

THE DIMINISHING VALUE OF 
LIFE 

Isbrain Marquez Pacheco, 53, was 
indicted in March for attempted 
murder of his wife of three weeks, in 
East Windsor, N.J. According to 
police, Pacheco said he beat her with 
a baseball bat after she refused his 
demand that she not attend a friend's 
baby shower. Said Pacheco, "If I had 
killed her, I would have no regret" 
because he was "offended by what 
she said to me. "

Tips are a vital sign or waiter 
service 

DEAR BRUCE: We often eat at a 
small, family-owned restaurant. 
Everyone who works in the place is a 
family member. I say there is no 
reason to leave a tip. If they were 
employees, it would be a different 
matter. My husband says I am all wet; 
whether it•s family-owned or not is 
not the issue. The issue is that people 
who serve a table rely on tips for 
income. 

We have agreed to let you settle 
this.-N.O .• Grand Rapids, Mich. 

DEAR N.O.: Tipping is a subject 
that always breeds controversy. 
Should one tip? If so, how much? 
And so forth. 

In this instance, I thinkit'sclear­
family-owned or not- your husband 
is right on point when he says waiters 
and waitresses depend on tips for 
their income. 

If they are giving you good serv­
ice, they are just as entitled to a tip as 
outside employees. If the service is 
poor, the way to let them know is not 
to leave no tip, but a small tip. That 
way, the person giving the service 
understands that you didn't forget, 
you were just unhappy with the serv­
ices rendered. 

DEAR BRUCE: Our bank goofed. 
I thought I had a 20-year mortgage. 
My papers said I had a 20-year mort­
gage, and that was 19 1(2 years ago! 

I called the bank with a big smile, 
trying to learn what the outstanding 
balance was, and was told a huge 
number. When I asked how in the 
world they arrived at that figure, they 
said, "Well, you've got 10 1(2 years 
togo. 

Apparently, what has happened 
is, although the mortgage called for a 
20-year mortgage, whoever com­
puted the payments, computed it at a 
30-year rate. Now, the bank tells me 
they are very sorry, but I have had use 
of their money, and I am responsible 
for the next 10 years of payments. 

I thought I was going to retire with 
a mortgage-free property, and now I 
find I've got 10 more years of pay­
ments. It seems to me, it's their mis­
take and they ought to have the re­
sponsibility of paying the balance. 
My attorney (while sympathetic), 
takes the position that although the 
bank made a mistake, they are clearly 
within their rights to collect the 
money. What do you think? - E.T. 
Wilkesboro, Pa. 

DEARE.T.: I hate to be the bearer 
of bad tidings, but I'm with your 
attorney and the bank. They did make 
a mistake and that's unfortunate, but 
as a practical proposition, you have 
not been penalized, since you've only 
been paying on a 30-year mortgage, 
not a 20-year mortgage. 

It could be argued that you had 
made plans and whatever, but the 
cold fact remains: You have only 
paid back so many dollars, and there 
are "X" number of dollars remaining 
on the debt

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In theory, at least, you've had the 
use of their money, and you might 
have invested it in some other fonn 
and done even better (or worse, de­
pendingupon the circumstances).

A new la-;er technique is making 
dmmatil' chungcs in gallbladder sur­
gery. It is now possible to go home 
the same day or the day after having 
a cholecystectomy (gallbladder re­
moval), and return to work within a 
few days. 

Your gallhladder is a small organ 
under your liver. It is located in the 
upper part of you abdomen. Its job is 
to aid the liver in the digestion proc­
ess. Tt stores bile cnuid) which breaks 

down the fut in your diet. 
The lll'W procedure, laparoscopic 

laser cholecystectomy, offers other 
benefits over traditional cholecystec­
tomy. In addition to a shorter recov­
ery time there is liulc scarring, much 
less pain, and no large ahdominal 
incision. Traditional chok·cystectomy 
is typically a safe procedure but often 
means a hospital stay of several days 
and a recovery period of four to six 
weeks. 

S\'MI'TOMS & DIAGNOSIS. 
Disease ullccling the gallhladdcr 

often produces no symptoms. When 
symptoms do arise, they may include 
attacks of pain in the upper abdomen 
(often following a meal) and nausea 
or indigestion. Once symptoms be­
gin they usually continue until treated. 

It is important to have a thorough 
diagnosis, since the symptoms can 
mimicotherconditions.Radiographic 
studies, ultrasound, or X-rays are used 

to diagnose the condition.

LASER CHOLECYSTEC· 

TOMY? Some people arc not candi­
dates for laser cholecystectomy. 
Examples arc individuals who have 
had previous abdominal surgeries or 
those with serious infections. In a 
small percentage of cases, the proce­
dure may need to be converted to 
traditional cholecystectomy because 
of complications, such as excessive 
bleeding or unusual anatomy. 

CHOLECYSTECTOMY. After 
the patient meets the requirements 
for laser cholecystectomy, the gall­
bladder removal begins. Using the 

laparoscope, the procedure is per­
formed through tiny incisions ("punc­
tures" of one inch or less) at or near 
the navel and in the upper right abdo­
men. The laparoscope is a slender 
tube with a small optical system 
(camera) at the tip. This optical sys­
tem allows the doctor to view the 
inside cavity and perform the proce­
dure w~thout actually opening the 
patient. The doctor "sees" what he is 
doing on a television screen. 

The laser generates energy which 
is transferred through optical fibers 

to cut the gallbladder. The gallblad-
der is then removed through the navel. 
(A laser is not absolutely necessary 
for the procedure because it can be 
performed using electrocautery, an 
electrical current that can cut or co- ~ 
agulate.) 

CONCLUSION. About 500,000 
gallbladder surgeries are done each 
year in the United States. This new 
technique with laser technology 
means simpler surgery and quicker 
recovery for most gallbladder pa­
tients.
