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Boysen to ask Floyd Board to suspend search for superintendent

Floyd County's search for a new 
superintendent could be put on hold 
pending an in depth investigation into 
the school system by the state De­
partment of Education. 

~oard chairman Ray "Shag .. 
Campbell said Thursday that a deci­
sion to suspend the district's search is 
expected today (Friday) after he polls 
the other board members. 

"I can't make a statement on that until I poll the other board members, .. 
Campbell said. "I did talk to Dave 

Thomas (deputy commissioner), but 
I haven't talked to the board." 

Education department spokesman 
Jim Parks said Thursday that 
Campbell had talked with Thomas 
and agreed with the recommendation 
to suspend the search. Parks said 
Campbell told Thomas he would 
make that recommendation to the 
board of education. 

Commissioner of Education Dr. 
Thomas Boysen announced the probe 
into the school system Thursday 
during a news conference in 
Frankfort. The state's Office of Edu­
cation Accountability (OEA) is also

Woods added that, prior to the 
new racing commission's suspension 
of wagering at Center Stage, he had 
spoken to officials of Motorcross 
International about conducting a 
motorcycle race at Kentucky Downs. 
Woods said that the planned event 
would have brought approximately 
200,000 visitors to the region. 

Woods said that although the 
suspension of wagering at his club 
had somewhat altered his plans for 
this Saturday's running of the Ken­
tucky Derby, Center Stage will still 
celebrate ·in grand style. 

"Maybe Lhis'll show 'cm,"Woods 
said, "that we can still get along just 
fine without 'em.'' 

The racing commission's only 
official comment on the subject is 
that they will be meeting with Woods 
on Tuesday in order to resolve all 
differences. 

conducting an independent investi­
gation into the district and will"work 
in partnership" with Lhe state, Boy-' 
sen said. 

The decision to conduct the inves­
tigation came after Tuesday's board 
meeting when interim superintendent 
Eldon Smith announced the 1992-93 
hirings, Parks said.

"But it sounds 
like Dr. Boysen is now fulfilling state­
ments he made in early 1991, that 
Floyd County could be an example. 
It's good to hear but, after all. three or 
four Department of Education ad­
ministrations have come into Floyd 
County in the last 13 years and left 
with no apparent action. We'll have 
to wait and see how serious Dr. 
Boysen is about education reform, 
especially in Floyd County." 

Parks said the department's re­
quest that the board delay their search 

for a new superintendent was to "let 
all candidates for the position know 
what the siwtation in Floyd County is 
before they decide if they want the 
job." 

State officials willlookintoall the 
district' smajor management systems 
including school construction man­
agement, personnel management, 
financial management and instruc­
tional management, Parks said. 

The probe could result in the 
removal of school officials and the 
loss of jobs for school employees, he 
added.

An East Point couple is seeking 
$200,000 in a lawsuit filed against 
Johnson County Court Clerk Larry 
Ward, the Johnson County Board of 
Elections and its members, claiming 
they have been denied their right to 
vote. 
· Theoutcomeofthesuit,filedApril 
13 in U.S. District Court in Pikeville 
by Bill and Malta Anns, could re­
solve a question that has been de­
bated for nearly a decade: whether 
the couple lives in Johnson or Floyd 
County. 

The Arms were indicted in 
Johnson County in December 1990 
for wrongful registration. The indict­
ment claimed they are residents of 
Floyd County and that they illegally 
voted inJohnsonCounty's East Point 
precinct in the November 1990 elec­
tion. The charges, sought by the local 
election board, were later dismissed 
by Johnson Circuit Judge James A. 
Knight . 

The charges were "malicious and 
without reasonable or probable cause" 
and injured the Arms' "good name 
and reputation," said the suit, filed on 
the Anns' behalf by Pikeville attar-

ney Kathryn Burke. 
The complaint also claims Lhe 

Anns were denied their right to vote 
in the 1991 primary and general elec­
tions "by reason of challenges made 
to them by persons at the precinct, all 
of which was done at the direct and 
with the approval" of the election 
board. The challenges "had no basis 
in law or fact," it says, and the elec­
tion board is involved in a "conspir­
acy to interfere with Lheir ci vii rights" 
even though the Arms' names were 
"properly listed on the voter list."

The Floyd County Board of Edu­
cation approved payments for a ma­
jor renovation of the Bet'>y Layne 
High School gym Tuesday even 
though that project was rejected for 
funding by the state Department of 
Education. 

The payments approved to the 
project's architect, Paul Hoffman, 
however, have been put on hold unti I 
the project is approved by the state 
Department of Facilities Manage­
ment 

The two payments were $21,400 
forprofessional services and a $5,000 
pre-construction payment. 

Board chairman Ray "Shag" 
Campbell said Thursday that the 
payments were approved because the 
invoices had been submitted prior to 
the board meeting and already placed 
on the agenda. Campbell said he 
thought the board was aware the 
project had been rejected. 

"Paul Hoffman told me about a 
week and a half ago that the project 
had beenrejected,"Campbell said."[ 
thought everybody knew. It was too 
late to get it off the agenda.'' 

Interim superintendent Eldon 
Smith said Thursday that the project 
was "under review" and he would 
have more information about the issue 
today (Friday). 

Questions about the payments and 
the project were raised after 
Tuesday's meeting by board member 
Eddie Billips. Billips indicated that 
he was upset because the payments 
were authorized without the board's 
attorney or the board reviewing the 
contract

"This is the second time I've recn 
robbed in the last thirty days. The last 
time, they just drove a truck through 
the wall." 

Preece said he had also been 
robbed five other times in the last two 
years, and estimates his combined 
losses at approximately $20,000-
$25,000. 

Trooper Lee Weddington of the 
Pikeville post of the Kentucky Stnte 
Police investigated Thursday's rob­
bery. Although Weddington was un­
available for comment, Preece said 
that "(Weddington) concluded from 
the evidence that (the burglars) were 
in the building for at least an hour. 

"That really says something that

April is National Math Month. To 
celebrate, students from Maytown, 
Osborne, Duff and Martin elemen­
tary schools won prizes. played 
games, and competed against each 
other in written examinations and 
quick-recall events at Allen Central 
High School's 8th Math Day gala 
yesterday. 

Joyce Watson, who has taught at 
Allen Central for the last 17 years, 
founded the event in 1985, before 
any other school in the region even 
had an academic team. Watc;on said 
yesterday that she began the program 
both because she felt that it was 
important for schools to put more 
emphasis on mathematics, and be­
cause she felt that the student<; who 
excel at academics didn't receive 
nearly theamountofrccognition that 
they deserved. 

"In the future, economics will 
detennine what kind of jobs these 
kids will get," Watson said. "Tech­
nology has a tremendous effect on 
the economy, and mathematics play 
a significant role on technology ... .l 
also wanted them to see another facet 
to math, to sec that they could have 
fun with it.'' 

Watson added Lhat she wa<; sad­
dened by the fact that athletics still 
receive so much more recognition 
than academics. 

"I think these kids, the ones who 
want to learn, deserve everything we 
can give them," she said.

Watson had also camcd an Eisen­

They also never leave fingerprints. 
"(frooper Weddington) said that 

they had a couple of leads, but noth­
ing they can really go on right now," 
Preece said. 

Preece may have them this time 
though. He had in his possession a 
crowbar that he believes the burglars 
left behind. Prcccc said that the po­
lice had not yet dusted the crowbar 
for fingerprints. 

Preece urged all pharmacy own­
ers to be on the lookout 

"I don't think any of us are safe 
until these guys are caught," Preece 
said.

Several weeks back, an incident 
occurred at Job Corps where some 
young persons resorted to violence 
and charges were made against a staff 
person. All indications are that Job 
Corps had cooperated fully in the in­
vestigation. Much press was given to 
that event. When, shortly thereafter, 
two young women were injured in a 
brawl and many young Job Corps 
residents were in deep trouble. News 
articles in your paper inferred that 
something was wrong with an ad­
ministration that allowed such events 
to happen. 

During the same week, a local 
ballgame in Paintsville erupted into a 
brawl. The game was called. Nearly 
weekly, there are bodily injuries re­
ceived by studenl'i in our high schools 
as a result of assaults by others. Where 
are the accusations against our high 
school administrations which allow 
such mayhem? Why are these events 
not routinely reported? Regularly we 
see local school children receiving 
awards in your pages. Where's the 
reporting on Job Corps' monthly 
awards day and frequent graduations? 
Job Corps students are part of our 
community. 

Occasionally, I have heard a Job 
Corps employee spread rumors about 
the "rigors" of working wtth Job 
Corps students, displaying his or her 
prejudice against "color" or "youth" 
as a red badge of courage. Mostofthe 
96 employees of Job Corps are grati­
fied to work with the young people 
who come to them for training. 

What amazes me is our communal 
blindness to this jewel in our midst. 
Job Corps has been a steady major 
employer for over 12 years in our 
community and it provides a range of 
services to youth ages 16 thru 21-a 
range of services that simply staggers 
the imagination. Through one of those 
services, vocational training, Job 
Corps provides volunteer services on 
a regular basis to help beautify and 
restore public properties in our area. 
Rarely, you report a few of their

All too often, they are eas­
ily circumvented as officials tum a 
blind eye to the problems and viola­
tions. These laws should be vigor­
ously upheld at every juncture. How 
else will we have any chance of sav­
ing some part of this world. 

We have already damaged the 
ecosystem of the Earth in our early 
days when our minds had not caught 
up with our sc icnces. In the early 20th 
century, few people even dreamed 
that chemicals like DDT and carbon 
monoxide could cause such destruc­
tion. They were merely used because 
they were convenient and the people 
of the time simply did not know bet­
ter. 

We have no such excuse. Scien­
tists have proven to us little facts like 
DDT's lifespan as a chemical toxin 
or carbon monoxide's interesting 
effects on the ozone layer. We now 
have no choice but to impose limits, 
in the form of laws, on ourselves. We 
also have the duty to enforce these 
laws against anyone who worships 
the dollar more than their planet. 

The problem we face is a simple 
question.

regarding its operation. The center's 
administration had welcomed a sug­
gestion that community volunteers 
come onto the Job Corps campus on 
a regular basis to get to know the stu­
dents and the Job Corps program 
better. Given the low number of ac­
tual disruptions which occur in the 
course of the month, there, we would 
do well to learn from them the meth­
ods they use for student discipline 
and find ways to adapt it to our own 
school systems.

Athcrosclcrosis,also called "hard­
ening of the arteries," can contribute 
directly to a stroke. It is a slow, pro­
gressive d1scao;c that may have its 
beginnings in early life. In athero­
sclerosis, much like rust in a pipe, the 
inner walls of the arteries arc made 
thick and irregular by deposit.'> of 
fatty substances such a<> cholesterol. 
The internal channel of the arteries 
becomes narrowed and the blood 
supply to the brain, eyes and face is 
reduced. When this happens, a clot is 
likely to form , depriving the brain 
and other organs of blood. The re­
sult'> could he a stroke. 

Stroke afnicts an estimated 1.8 
million Americans. Each year over 
250,000 people die from stroke. 
During a stroke many of the nerve 
cells in the brain die. Because nerve 
cells control movements, a part of the 
body may become paralyzed. If the 
right side of the bmin is affected, the 
left side of the body is likely to be 
paralyzed. If the right side of the 
brain is affected, the left side of the 
body is likely to be paralyzed. A

standing speech, reading, writing or 
remembering. Personality changes 
may also occur. 

The effects of a stroke may be 
slight or severe, temporary or penn a­
nent. A person can suffer a stroke and 
completely recover within a few days. 
The severity of the problem depends 
on the extent and location of brain 
cell damage and how effectively the 
body can compensate and restore a 
blood supply to injured areas of the 
brain. 

Two major conditions can keep 
the blood supply from reaching the 
brain, causing a stroke. The frrst 
occurs when the blood flowing 
through an artery to an area of the 
brain is blocked by a clot. Most often 
a clot forms in the artery at the site of 
the blockage. But, sometimes a clot 
breaks off from an artery somewhere 
else in the body and travels through 
the larger blood vessels until it be­
comes wedged in a smaller artery in 
the brain. 

The other condition that interferes 
with the flow of blood to the brain is 
bleeding or hemorrhage, also known 
as cerebral hemorrhage. It occurs 
when a diseased blood vessel bursts 
in the brain, flooding the tissue with 
blood. Cells nourished by the artery 
arc then deprived of blood and can­
not function. Cerebral hemorrhage 
may also occur as the result of a head 
injury or when a blood-filled pouch, 
called an aneurysm, bursts in the 
brain. 

Fortunately, vascular surgeons 
now have sophisticated methods of 
diagnosis and medical and surgical 
treatment which can reduce the risk 
of stroke.

A: Watch out forpcoplcwhoclaim 
to have a treatment that cures all 
cancers. They use patient testimo­
nies, not scientific infonnation, to 
"sell" thctr treatment. They may cla1m 
that their treatment docs not have 
side effects. Quacks do not share the 
results of their treatmenL<; with other 
doctors. 

New cancer treatments should be 
tested in scientific clinical studies. 
Patients in clinical studies receive 
either a standard treatment or a new 
treatment. Doctors and scientists 
compare the progress of these pa­
tients to see which treatment is better. 
Then, the information is shared with 
other doctors.

YOUR HEALTH 
I am going to enlist thehelpofmy 

readers to solve a problem that has 
been disturbing me, and that I have 
been writing about recently. That 
problem is the unfortunate inade­
quacy of communication between 
doctors and patients. In this, the third 
article on the subject, I want to pres­
ent a letter that was sent to me by a 
reader in Illinois. 

He wrote, "My doctor has pre­
scribed for me the drug, Donnatal. 
Would you please tell me what it is, 
and what it contains? Mainly, I need 
to know what possible side effects I 
can expect from this pill." 

I wonder how my readers react to 
this situation: A patient, seeking a 
general examination, makes an ap­
pointment with a doctor, spends an 
hour or more in his office, is given a 
prescription and walks out of the 
doctor's office in a state of total 
medical ignorance. 

I am not pinpointing the blame on 
either the patient or the doctor. Rather, 
I am emphasizing that communica­
tion between them is deficient. This 
can only be remedied by a mature 
inspection of the process. Only in this 
way can good health be established 
aitd maintained. 

I wonder how many readers can 

honestly inspect their own communi­
cation pattern with their doctors and 
not realize that in some ways it is 
inadequate.

"I never had an imaginary friend

Burke said. "But I can imagine that 
for some children, that would be a 
very welcome thing in their lives. I 
know it was for Grace DeGeorgio 
Connors, the character I play in 
'Dayo.' It's one of the reasons I 
wanted to do this film: I loved the 
whole idea of the story, and I loved 
the script. I thought it was very well 
balanced. It has nice dramatic mo­
ments without hitting you over the 
head. It has wonderful comic mo­
ments - you know, the old time 
comedy you used to see in those 
great old movies. But I think most of 
all, you get to see this very special 
lady make a very important journey. 
And I think that speaks for most 
women: I know it does for me." 

Delta Burke stars in "Dayo," (a 
Walt Disney Television production) 
airing on NBC May 3. Her costars 
include Charles Shaughnessy, who 
plays Shane Donovan on NBC's 
daytime series, "Days of Our Lives" 
as her supportive husband, Ben; 
Ashley Peldon (formerly of "Guid­
ing Light") as the five-year-old 
Grace who invented Dayo at that 
time, Fred Dalton Thompson ("Cape 
Fear") as her apparently insensitive 
father, Frank, David Packer ("Silent 
Movie") as her irresponsible brother, 
Tony (whose mistakes Grace is con­
stantly covering up}, Carlin Glynn 
("The Trip to Bountiful") as her 
mother, and Elijah Wood ("Radio 
Flyer", "Paradise") as the beguiling 
Dayo himself.

good enough." 

In the film, Grace is forced to deal 
with a jolting shot of reality when she

finds she's pregnant. She realizes 
that the memories of her lonely 
childhood are still too strong, and 
she's afraid that motherhood may be 
more than she can handle. 

"That's when 'Dayo' reappears in 
her life," Delta said. "Just when she 
needs him most." But Dayo's 
presence in Grace's life is not quite 
what it had been when she was 
younger. 

"Dayo encourages her to find her­
self. That's not as easy as it sounds. 
She has to learn that even if some 
people have made you feel unimpor­
tant, that you really are important, 
and you won't let anyone make you 
feel that you're not anymore. 

"The process is an interesting one," 
Delta went on. "It's basically 

relearning how to listen to yourself; 
how to fmd, and listen to that child 
inside who is always there. You have 
to remember what it was like to have, 
what some people call, that 'gut feel­
ing.' Somewhere, as we get older, 
we're taught to stop listening to that 
inner voice, and we lose the kind of 
direction that it once gave us. 

"I've spent the last several years 
trying to get back to where I can hear 
my inner voice again. Think about it: 
if you don't listen to yourself, you're 
losing a very important part of your­
self. You can wind up with an ulcer; 
you can become a nervous wreck; 
you can make one wrong choice after 
another. All because instead of fol­
lowing your own best instincts, you 
listen to what others may say is the 
right thing to do. 

"It's been said that when you grow 
up, you're supposed to leave childish 
things behind. Yet, some childish 
things are the truest part of yourself. 
In Grace's journey, she finds Dayo 
again. In my journey, I found the 
other part of me." 

Delta, who was nominated twice 
for an Emmy for her role as Suzanne 
Sugarbaker on CBS' "Designing 
Women" finds that for many women, 
that journey begins in their early 30s. 
"Usually, up to that time, you accept 
- you may not like it -but you tend 
to go along with what's expected of 
you. But the time comes when you 
don't want to be bullied into doing 
what others say you should do, and 

you want to do what you know is 
right for you. Once I began listening 
to my inner self again, I knew that I 
had to be true to myself." 

As for her departure from "Design­
ing Women," Delta said: "I was in 
New Orleans where Mac and I (Mac 
being her husband, Gerald Me-

Raney, star of "Major Dad") were 
shooting 'Love and Curses' when I 
heard that I wasn't going back on the 
show. I had been hoping for some 
time that I wouldn't be picked up. 
And I suppose, although I would 
have preferred it happening sooner, 
that it happened when it had to hap­
pen. And by that time, I'd gone 
through a good part of that journey 
- I was almost 35 when I left the 
series - and found that I had be­
come stronger, and had more 
courage, and, I'd say most important 
of all, I began to love me." 

An animal lover, Delta has a pet 
mouse "which I call Mousey because 
I just kept calling him that, so the 
name kind of stuck. As for the dogs, 
I have a Maltese named Blanch, a 
poodle named Stella, a bichon frise 
named Scarlett, a black Labrador 
named Rhett, and a Springer spaniel 
named Belle.

WINNERS OFTEN MEET, BUT 
THEY DON'T HAVE CLUBS 

Q: We have heard of a New York 
State lottery winners group who meet 
and swap investment information, 
share warnings of scams they are 
newly prey to, as well as enjoying 
friendship and comradery. Since 
some winners are young and 'retired' 
early, the association seems a logical 
source for new friends of similar 
circumstances. Does each state have 
their own Winner's Club? How are 
the meetings restricted and kept 
confidential and limited to winners 
only? Do any states issue a lotto 
winner's I.D. ?-C.N. 

A: You sound an awful lot like a 
lottery winner, or at least one plan­
ning to win soon. 

No state, including New York, 
has an official lottery winners' or­
ganization, but several states have 
unofficial and informal groups of 
winners that have been formed by the 
winners themselves as a way of shar­
ing information, insights and provid­
ing help to one another. What do new 
millionaires need to adjust to? Many 
things, including dealing with family 
and friends who may be jealous of the 
winners' new good fortune and who

also may have their hands out. In­
vestment information and advice is 
also of concern. These groups don't 
meet very often, perhaps every few 
months, and the winners usually meet 
at one another's homes so there re­
ally isn't much chance that unwanted 
"nonmembers" may show up at the 
meetings. 

Several lottery states do have 
annual winners "reunions" for two or 
three days, usually at some resort 
hotel in the state These reunions are 
an opportunity to meet other win­
ners, party, share insights and infor­
mation and generally have a good 
time. 

There is no state issued lotto win­
ner J.D. that I know of. I don't think 
the winners need it. These meetings 
are restricted to winners and invited 
members of the media. I have been 
invited to several of these reunions 
but have not yet been able to attend. 
I'm looking forward to doing so in 
the near future. Then I'll tell you 
what rea II y goes on at these meetings 
of millionaires. 

Q: Do lottery ticket retailers re­
ceive any extra money if they sell a 
winning grand prize lottery ticket?­
V.A. 

A: About half of all lottery states 

pay a bonus- usually amounting to 1 
percent of the winning amount-to 
retail selling agents who sell a win­
ning grand pri7.e ticket. On a big 
jackpot, this bonus often means many 
thousands of dollars for the retailer. 

This past November, a Missouri 
Lottery retailer really benefited from 
selling the winning lottery ticket. 
Michael McKernan ofPeculiar, Mo., 
owns Jerry's United Super and has 
been buying lottery tickets at his 
market since he started selling lottery 
tickets in January 1986. On Nov. 7, 
1990, one of his tickets won the $2.3 
million Missouri Lotto jackpot, and 
since he also sold the ticket, he earned 
an additional $23,000 bonus. Not bad. 

Q: What's a "Breakopen Tourna­
ment"? I understand that state lotter­
ies occasionally conduct them and 
some pretty great prizes are won.­
D.A. 

A: Brcakopcn Tournaments are 
held in states that sell pull-tab games. 
These pull-tab lottery games, also 
called break-open or rip-off games, 
feature low priced lottery tickets (25 
cents to 50 cents each), which have 
several paper tabs to pull off in order 
to reveal play symbols on a line 
underneath. Players win by uncover­
ing three matching sym bois on any of 

the lines. 
In a Breakopen Tournament, the 

lottery uses advertising to invite play­
ers from around the state to join the 
tournament. On specific dates, pre­
liminary rounds are held at taverns, 
restaurants and other locations where 
the breakopen tickets are sold. Con­
testants race to remove as many tabs 
from the tickets as quickly as pos­
sible. Players win the cash that comes 
from matching three symbols. 

In addition, the tickets used in 
these tournaments usually feature 
special bonus points under the tabs. 
The player who accumulates the most 
bonus points at each preliminary 
location moves on to the final com­
petition at a later date. The final 
competition usually has additional 
grand prizes besides cash prizes. On 
Nov. 16, 1991, the Oregon Lottery 
awarded two new automobiles (a Geo 
Prism and a Chevrolet Lumina) to 
winners of its Breakopen Tourna­
ment finals. 

These tournaments are a lot off un 
for players and they are very success­
ful promotions for the lottery. 

Q: Is there any possibility that 
multi-country lotteries will be formed 
in the near future?-V.E 

A: They are already being formed.

Charity wants to 
play the coupon game 

Dear June-We are a non-profit 
food pantry serving 114 families with 
food and other necessities. 

I have heard about food coupon 
fund-raising programs where organi­
zations collect coupons without ex­
piration dates that are worth more 
than 20 cents and turn them into cash. 
Can you tell me how our group can 
participate in this?-Pat D'Amico, 
Bushkill Outreach Program 

Dear Pat-You may have heard 
about organizations selling coupons, 
but I do not know of any legitimate 
group that buys them. Organizations 
interesWQ in fund-raising should be 
wary if they are approached by any­
one offering to buy coupons. 

The ftrst question to ask is, what 
will the coupons be used for? If you 
are told they will be used by individu­
als to make legitimate purchases of 
the couponed items, request that all 
the coupons be handled this way. 

Coupons that are sold in bulk are 
very often used by criminals and 
redeemed without purchases being 
made. A coupon crook: who purchases 
coupons from organizations may 
make a deal with a retailer to redeem 
the coupons, with the proceeds being 
split between the coupon crook and 
the dishonest retailer, for example. 
This is a federal crime. It is an act of 
fraud against the manufacturers, and 
it is punishable by fmes and impris­
onment. 

If your organization is approached 
with an offer to raise money by sell­
ing coupons, check: the purchaser out 
by calling Katherine Clapp at the 
Coupon Misredemtion Task Force, 
(213) 894-3623. 

If the members of your commu­
nity can contribute coupons, please 
consider organizing a coupon ex­
change. Collect the coupons that are 
not used and redistribute them to the 
members who can use them. 

This requires that your members 
make a complete list of the food cate­
gories and branded products they use 
regularly, and it requires a working 
group to sort and redistribute the 
coupons. 

This exchange can become money 
for the food pantry if you ask the 
members who participate in the ex-

change to make a monthly cash con­
tribution to the Pantry or set a contri­
bution, lOcents forexample,foreach 
good coupon the exchange sends 
them. 

This requires work, but one thing 
is for sure, it's legal! 

I have received leucrs from read­
ers who complain that a $1 cash re­
fund offer is not worthwhile. I agree, 
it does take time, effort, an envelope 
and a 29-cent stamp to send for that 
$1 refund. But there is still money to 
be saved. 

A reader from Houston had the 
same complaint. But she said, "I go 
ahead and send for these refunds 
anyway, because I am elderly and 
live on a very limited income." 

She is not alone. A great many 
seniors on ftxed incomes have turned 
to refund offers as a small way to 
supplement their incomes. Even if a 
$1 refund means a savings after post­
age of only 71 cents, the pennies add 
up to dollars, and every dollar is 
important. 

This week's smart shopper is Cheri 
Phillips of Lake Placid, N.Y., who 
really knows how to clean up on a 
good buy: "I bought an 0 'Cedar mop 
on sale for $4.54, regularly $6.49. A 
$3.50 rebate certificate came with 
the mop. So the mop cost me just a 
little more than a dollar!" 

Here's a refund form to write for: 
a $1.99 refund. LADY SPEED 
STICK Crystal Clean Cash Refund 
Offer, P.O. Box 8961, Young Amer­
ica, MN 55551-8961. This offer 
expires June 30, 1992, but requests 
for the form must be submitted by 
May 15, 1992. While waiting for the 
form, save the bottom panel of the 
carton showing the Universal Prod­
uct Code number from one Lady 
Speed Stick Crystal Clean Deodor­
ant (any fragrance), along with the 
original dated cashregister receipt 
with the purchase price circled.

EDELL HEALTH NOTES 

ALLERGY SUFFERERS: PUT 
A WRAP ON DUST MITES ... If 
you think you're allergic to dust, then 
you should know about dust mites. 
These little creatures feed off dust, 

t1 and your mattresses, pillows and 
bedding are teeming with them. It's 
this bug, not the dust, that you are 
actually sensitive to. So it makes sense 
that one way to control your allergy is 
to lock them up. 

Doctors at the University 
Children's Hospital in Berlin tested 
this logic recently. They visited the 
bedrooms of 24 asthmatic children 
and either sprayed their rooms peri­
odically with anti-mite chemicals or 
encased their bedding in mite-proof 
coverings. One year later, the chil­
dren who'd used only the sprays 
showed no improvement. But the 
other children suffered significantly 
fewer asthma attacks. 

The coverings are soft cotton on 
the outside and vinyl inside, and are 
available in most department stores.

ANOTHER illCCUPCURE ... If 

you're tired of holding your breath, 
gulping a glass of water or asking a 
friend to scare away your hiccups, 
there's a new cure to try. A physician 
in Sussex, England, suggests block­
ing both ears with your fingers for 20 
seconds. Because he's retired, his 

,. family and friends are the only ones 
to have served as the subjects of his 
experiment, but he claims the ma­
neuver has never failed. My personal 
favorite among hiccup cures remains 
sucking a lemon splashed with bit­
ters. I think it scares them.

LEARNING TO LIVE WITH 

ASBESTOS ... Wrapping up the 
asbestos problem has proved to be 
much more difficult than first thought, 
as we learn just how much of the stuff 
is lying around. It is refreshing, there­
fore, to hear a voice of reason on the 
subject. The American Medical 
Association's Council of Scientific 
Affairs contends that it is better to 
learn to live with asbestos safely than 
to attempt the impossible - even 

dangerous -task of eliminating it 
completely from our environment. 

As radical as that may sound, I 
believe it's a rational proposal. The 
fibers of asbestos, a material widely 
used in construction and industry, 
can lead to lung impairment, cancer 
and even death if ~nhaled. According 
to Steve Goodspeed, an industrial 
hygiene specialist at the University 
of California, Berkeley, even two or 
three years' steady exposure to low 
levels (as established by the Environ­
mental Protection Agency) carries 
some risk. 

But not all asbestos building ma­
terials are so dangerous. In schools, 
where of course much of the concern 
has been focused, asbestos is often 
safely contained within walls, pipes 
and other stable areas of the build­
ings, and the. air indoors contains no 
more asbestos than the air outside the 
building. Attempting to remove all 
the asbestos in these cases can cause 
greater risk by releasing more fibers 
into the air. 

The key to dealing with asbestos 
is to figure out when and how to go 
after it, and when to leave it alone. If 
the material is shedding or flaking off 
walls and ceilings, it needs immedi­
ate attention. Otherwise the focus 
should be on making sure it is safely 
contained. Also, we should pay par­
ticular attention to protecting those 
who are most at risk for asbestos 
exposure, including the custodians, 
demolition and maintenance work­
ers, and frrefighters whose work fre­
quently brings them into contact with 
the material. 

The Environmental Protection 
Agency ha" estimated the cost of 
cleaning all asbestos out of 107,000 
primary and secondary schools, as 
well as commercial and public build­
ings, at as much as $150 billion. This 
staggering sum might be much better 
spent on other health problems than 
on a cleanup program of such ques­
tionable benefit.
