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Boyd not the target of administrators' complaint to OEA, Francis claims : 

State got wrong man, head of association says

Floyd CountY, school administra­
tors said Wednesday that the state's 

ffice of Education Accountability 
(OEA) apparently investigated the 
wrong school board member in con­
nection with complaints made by 
administrators to that office. 

OEA sent a written response to the 
administrator's attorney, John David 
Caudill, and Floyd County superin-

tendent Steve Towler that said the 
group would be pleased with action 
taken at the state school board meet­
ing November 4. 

At the state board meeting, Edu­
cation Commissioner Thomas Boy­
sen levied misconduct in office 
charges against board member 
Tommy Boyd for statements he made 
at the September 8 meeting of the 
Floyd County school board concern­
ing the employment of a certain indi­
vidual. 

School administrators asked OEA 
last month to investigate allegations 
that a board member, who has not 
been identified, threatened adminis­
trators with bodily harm; threatened 
to eliminate their jobs; threatened 
reprisals for administrators fding 
lawsuits; and had superseded the 
superintendent in giving work as­
signments. 

"They don't know what they're 
talking about," Caudill said W ednes­
day. "I don't interpret their response

State police, sheriffs office 
stop robbery before it occurs

Two juveniles were apprehended 
Tuesday evening by the Kentucky 
State Police Special Response Team 
when they attempted to rob Peggy's 
Quick Stop on Route 3 near Dewey 
Dam.

At around 8:35p.m., the juveniles 
drove into the Quick Stop parlcing lot 
and were arrested before they could 
enter the market. Police found weap­
ons and stocking masks in the sus­
pects' vehicle. 

The subjects were captured with­
out injury. 

The two were charged with crimi­
nal attempt to commit farst degree 
robbery and are currently lodged in 
the Floyd County Juvenile Detention 
Center. 

The case is still under investiga­
tion by the Floyd County Sheriffs 
office and the Kentucky State Police.

Floyd superintendent Steve 
Towler said Tuesday that Swmbo's 
letter and the essay were "mistak­
enly" mailed from the district office. 

"The reply from Mr. Stwnbo was 
to be sent out to all principals by Mr. 
Frankie Francis, that came to him and 
he duplicated it," Towler said. "The 
secretary (apparently) put them in 
together(with the job announcement) 
as a postage saving measure knowing 
both of them were to go to the schools, 
but obviously the Floyd County 
(school) envelope was not supposed 
to be used for the administrator's 
information. 

"It was a mistake that those two 
were included (with the job armounce­
ment). It was not a mistake that those 
were to be mailed to the principals. 
To be perfectly right, he should not 
use school stamps and he knows that," 
Towler added. 

As for the essay, Towler said it 
was "coincidental" that it was sent 
with Swmbo's letter. Towler said the 
essay had been circulating through­
out the state for some time. 

Francis said Wednesday the let­
ters were sent because of "a clerical 
error" and that the essay was given to 
him by a fellow administrator, whom 
he declined to identify, and he was 
asked to "share" it with other admin­
istrators. 

"It came from Jefferson County 
and I don't know where it came from 
originally," Francis said. "I have not 
read that, I was just asked to share it 
No one said this is the way I feel. I'd 
have to read it before I said anything 
about iL" 

The six-page essay of unknown 
origin is entitled "Common Sense for 
Complicated Times" and is filled with 
criticism of Boysen, the state's 
method for testing students, legisla­
tors and teachers. 

The essay asks that educators, 
parents and taxpayers "join together 
to reclaim our classrooms, our schools 
and our kids' educations from the 
San Diego megalomaniacs, the out­
of-state philosophers, and the New 
Hampshire test-makers." It adds that 
the fliSt-year results of student test­
ing .. had to be low" in order to justify 
KERA. 

The document says that .. legisla­
tors bought the magic elixir from the 
out-of-state witch doctors (and) called 
itKERA." 

.. KERA was largely written to 
satisfy the meddling of the Pritchard 
Committee and to distract public at­
tention from the billion dollar tax 
increase extorted under the guise of 

educational reform," the essay said. 
"Prepare yourself for a grass roots 
rebellion against KERA and its de­
struction of Kenwcky's schools .. 
.KASA, KASS, KASSP and most 
notably KEA, were intimidated to 
silence or too busy posturing them­
selves for a favorable position in the 
•reconstruction following the destruc­
tion' to challenge the asinine reform 
proposals." 

At the Wednesday meeting in 
Frankfort, Stumbo said he had re­
ceived unsigned letters from educa­
tors complaining that education re­
form was not working and said re­
form is "an administrative night-
mare." 

Stumbo also~riticized Boysen for

Stumbo referred to Kirkman's prior 
work record in San Diego, citing that 
Kirkman .. was part of a bankrupt 
company" which provided technol­
ogy services to school districts.

Local boy makes good

He left Prestonsburg on a grey­
hoWld bus more than forty-fouryears 
ago with thirty cents in his pocket and 
~head full of dreams- he came back 
last week in a limolL'iine with a fat roll 
of hundred dollar bills and a heart full 
of joy. 

Orphaned as a baby ,James"Karo" 
Miller grew up the hard way. A child­
hood bout with polio left him with a 
crippled arm and a stigma that was 
difficult to overcome. Poverty left 
him with nothing much more than 
hope. 

He didn't let'any of that stand in 
his way. 

As a child, he'd walk from his 
lome at Bull Creek all the way to the 
old Abigail Theatre in downtown 
Prestonsburg. He'd stand on 
"Loafer's Comer" with his friends 
and watch the world go by. And he'd 
tell his friends that someday he'd 
make it big ... someday he • d realize 
his life long dream of owning a limou­
sine. 

Now he owns two. 
"There were people in Floyd 

County that said I'd never make it," 
Miller laughed, "but rve got it made 
now." 

In 1948, Miller landed in Indiana 
• and immediately began looking for 

work. Because he could only work 
with one arm, many businesses were 
reluctant to hire him. But his persis­
tence won out and he fmally landed a 
job working in a brakeline factory, 
where he proved that he was not in 
any way, shape, form or fashion 
handicapped. 

"Just becaWie you're different." 
Miller says, "that does not mean you 
can't do the job." 

In 1949, Miller moved to Albin, 
Michigan, where he worked for Com­
ing Glass. In 1976, he moved to 

• Jackson, Michigan and worked all 
over the state as an equipment opera­
tor on construction jobs and on the 
cross-country pipeline. And he 
worked hard. 

''Tile foreman would come up to 
me and ask me if I wanted to work on 
a Saturday, and I said 'Yes sir,' or 
he'd ask me if I wanted to work on a 
holiday and I said 'Yessir .... ' I worked 
on a job once seven days a week, 12 
hours a day for 21 weeks without a 
day off.. .. I never turned work down, 
becaWie (before) I couldn 'tget it when 
I wanted it, when I needed it .... "

Child support collection in 
Kentucky tops $102 million 

A record $102 million was col­
lected by Kentucky's child support 
enforcement program in the 1991-
1992 fiscal year, Gov. Brereton C. 
Jones recently announced. 

For the fiscal year that ended 
September 30, the $102,411,953 in 
child support payments represents a 
25.4 percent increase over the $81.7 
million collected last year, and triple 
the total collected just five years ago. 

"Topping $100 million in collec­
tions is a milestone," Jones said. "It 
should send a positive message to 
families and a warning to deadbeat 
parents that Kentucky is no longer an 
easy haven for dodging family obli­
gations." 

According to county attorney Jim 

Hammond, Floyd County is in the 
upper twenty-five percent of Ken­
tucky counties with an increase in 
collections. In fiscal year 1991 the 
child support program collected 
$323,845.38 compared to 
$222,259.11 for 1990. This is an 
increase of 4 5 percent. 

Hammond believes that amount 
will increase to $500,000 by the end 
of fiscal year 1992, due in part to a 
new computer system which tracks 
deadbeat parents. Floyd County was 
one of 14 counties in the state which 
received the system. 

Commisstoner Mike Robinson, 
whose Department for Social Insur­
ance oversees Kentucky's child sup­
port enforcement program, noted 
many reasons for the dramatic up­
swing in collections. 

"Awareness, first of all, makes a 
difference. More publicity and more 
effective collection techniques are 
teaching non-custodial parents, usu­
ally fathers, that most likely they'll 
eventually be found ... 

"All of these new ... techniques 
and interstate cooperation boost our 
collections each year, but the hard 
fact remains: an estimated $135 mil­
lion a year in child support owed still 
goes uncollected," said Robinson.

One ~nswer to welfare trap 
While the presidential candidates gave lip s~rvice 

to welfare refonn, New York state was doing some­
thing about it. A unique experiment in seven coun­
ties could become the model for a nationwide sys­
tem. 

Aid to Families with Dependent Children. ad­
ministered jointly by the federal government and 
localities, was set up in the 1930s to provide suppon 
for families in which the breadwinner had died and 
the mother was expected to stay home with the 
children. 

Today, most client families consist of a young 
mother with children abandoned by a father in a 
society accustomed to seeing single mothers go to 
work. Yet, AFDC still discourages mothers from 

seeking jobs by reducing benefits, dollar for dollar of 
earned income. The system commits young mothers 
and babies to long-tenn dependency. 

Other states have taken a harsh approach to re­
fonn: sharply cutting benefits or refusing to increase 
benefits when additional children are born. But New 
York officials have devised a program with sensible 
inducements. 

The Child Assistance Program, or CAP, begun as 
an experiment in 1988, offers mothers only two­
thirds of the AFOC benefit. But it allows them to 
keep 90 percent of their earnings, up to the federally 
designated poveny level. After that, she may keep 33 
cents of every dollar earned, until she reaches 150 
percent of the poveny level. At that point, her bene­
fits end. 

Apparently without increasing costs to taxpayers, 
CAP has caused more welfare mothers to find jobs, 
raise their total earnings and get child suppon orders. 

The new Clinton administration can be expected 
to revive serious interest in welfare reform. If given

State says Magoffin is only county 
without waste management plan 

A state official said Tuesday that Magoffm County 
is the only one of Kentucky's 120 counties that 
doesn't have a solid-waste management plan ready 
for public review and will likely miss a January 1 
deadline. 

The county's garbage planning has been held up 
for more than a year because of controversy over a 
proposed 300-acre dump, which could take out-of­
state waste. The county has no landfill that will meet 
the state's new requirements. 

The state might have to write the county's plan. 
said Vicki Pettus, local-assistance manager in the 
Division of Waste Management, because Magoffin 
Fiscal Coun is deadlocked over the issue. 

Each county was to have submitted the first phase 
of its waste plan by October 1991, but the state 
repeatedly sent Magoffm County's back for correc-

tions. Eventually, the state told the county to go 
straight to the second, more technical phase of the 
planning process. 

Pettus said the public must be given 30 days to 
comment on the phase-two plan before it can be 
submitted to the state. 

Patty Arnett, president of the group that opposed 
the landfill and a magistrate, said that the advisory 
committee "has had a lot of public input on its plan." 
Magistrate Hassell Gullett, who has consistently 
voted for the dump, said the county has a contract 
with Eastern Kentucky Resources, a Florida-based 
company which has proposed the dump, and he 
cannot approve the other plan.

Stroud's attorney, Tony Oppegard of the Appala­
chian Research and Defense Fund said he will appeal 
the decision to the Mine Safety and Health Review 
Board.

The victim testified that she and Stacy's son were 
living together at her aunt's home at Hardy when 
Stacy came for a visit during the morning. The victim 
said Stacy knocked on the door, came in and started 
making sexual advances toward her. 

Testimony by KSP Detective Kenneth Slone 
indicated that Stacy told investigators that the inci­
dent never occurred, then later said that he and the 
victim did engage in sexual activity, but that it was

Floyd records state's 
highest loss of veterans 

Floyd County posted the highest 
percentage of veterans lost between 
the 1980and 1990Censuswith-28.6 
percent or 1 ,240 fewer veterans in the 
area, according to reports released in 
October. 

In 1980, the Census recorded 
Floyd County's veteran population 
as 4,342. According to the 1990 
Census, the population was down to 
3,102. A breakdown of figures indi­
cate that 2,574 Floyd Countians 
served during war and 528 are peac~ 
time veterans. Approximately 953 
veterans served during the Vietnam 
War, 597 during the Korean Conflict, 
and 1,110 during World War II. 

AccordingtotheCensus, 77Floyd 
County veterans are women, eight of 
whom areage65 or older. Among the 
male veterans, 804 are 65 years of 
age or older. 

The 1990 Census Data on military 
veterans in Kentucky was released in 
October through the U.S. Deparunent 

of Veterans Affairs (VA). The Cen­
sus credits Kentucky with a total of 
375,782 veterans. These numbers do 
not include the Persian Gulf Conflict. 
One out of every four Kentucky vet­
erans (26 percent or 97 ,816) are 65 
years of age and over.

Berea College lauds 
Floyd County native 

The Berea College Board of Trus­
tees has cited a David native for his 
efforts in enabling the College to 
successfully complete a $65 million 
capital campaign. 

At its October meeting, the Trus­
tees singled out R~ Bussey, vice 
president for alumni relations and 
development, and members of his 
alumni association, development and 
public relations staffs for spearhead­
ing the five-year Berea Vision .fund­
raising effort. The campaign goal of 
$65 million actually was reached 
April30, two months ahead of sched­
ule. By its conclusion date of June 30, 
gifts and pledges totaled$70,032,520. 

It is the largest college fund-rais­
ing effort in Kentucky history. 

A major achievement of the cam-

paign was the $8.2 million renova­
tion of Hutchins Library and addition 
of a new Computer Center to the 
library. Funds also were obtained for 
computer equipment and the auto­
mation of library services. The com­
plete project was dedicated in cere­
monies last January. 

Also successfully funded was the 
$800,000 apartment complex for 
married students. 

Among other goals met were $8 
million for a faculty/staff salary 
improvement effort; $3 million for 
student financial aid; $1 million for 
an endowed professorship in Black 
and Appalachian Studies, and $1 
million for the creation of innovative 
educational programs. 

Aspartofthefive-yearcampaign, 
the college also raised $15.7 million 
for current budget support. 

Bussey, a 1963 Berea alumnus 

who has headed the college's fund­
raising efforts since 1984, noted that 
among the keys to the campaign's 
success were thousands of small 
donations. He said 70 percent of the 
approximately 80,000 gifts were $100 
or less and reflected an average gift 
of$27. 

"The importance of the 
campaign's success is underscored 
when you consider Berea's mission," 
he added. "The college does not 
charge students tuition and financial 
need is a requirement for admission." 

Promotion for the campaign was 
headed by Ed Ford, public relations 
director who has family roots in 
Prestonsburg. Other Berea College 
employees with Floyd County ties 
are Dr. Paul Hager, associate dean 
for academic affairs; Dr. Joyce (Joy) 
May Hager, physical education and 
health chairperson; John Cook, 
admissions director and a 1960 Berea 
alumnus, and Martin May, personnel 
and training director. 

A private liberal arts college, Berea 
has received national recognition for 
its student work program and its 
mission to educate residents of the 
Southern Appalachian region. All 
students work 10-15 hours per week 
in a College job in addition to carry­
ing a full academic load and 80 per­
cent of the students come from Ap­
palachia. 

U.S. News & World Report maga­
zine, in its annual higher education 
surveys, ranks Berea third among the 
South's best colleges and universi­
ties. Money magazine also has rec­
ognized Berea as one of eight "un­
beatable deals" in American higher 
education.

Calendine, who was born and 
reared in Pikeville, has a personal as 
well as a professional interest in the 
NCI-A project. "They didn't have 
Girl Scouts at my school when I was 
growing up, and I only lived five 
miles from downtown." As a result,

In a past column we discussed the 
nature of children • s problems- being 
~eglected out of ignorance or rejec­
tion by the parents. It is more than 
dealing with the problems at home 
for the child. It is dealing with the 
sociahystems that perpetuate thedif­
ficulties of their lives at home. The 
children must deal with the stresses 
and strains of daily growing up, the 
lessons of p&eeiving right from 
wrong, dealing with rejection by peers 
and adults, dealing with themselves 
as successful or unsuccessful stu­
dents. 

Children of all families need suc­
cesses in their lives to feel good about 
themselves. Success only comes from 
achieving something on their own. 
Do you remember when you climbed 
the moWttain in the back yard (even if 
it was just a dirt pile)? Do you re­
member the joy of discovering words 
on a written page which gave you 
"secret" information just by reading 
them? Do you remember the feeling 
of power and success when you made 
a 100% on a spelling test or some 
other test at school? 

How many children are prepared 
for sc~ool successes? Not many, 
according to many educational ex­
perts. That is why we have kindergar­
ten and preschools for disadvantaged 
children. That is why we have free 
breakfast and lunch programs so chil­
dren can have the nutritional founda­
~on for~earning. Thatiswhywehave 
mtegranon and bussing and all the 
other changes that have occurred in 
schools during the last century. 

What we need now are people to 
care about the children from the mo­
ment they are born to the time they 
blossom into adults. Those people 
used to be parents, at least in the 
Father Knows Best and Dick Van 
Dyke shows. In reality, those people 
have been the teachers the children 
have encountered as they grew up. 

Sometimes a kindly neighbor took a 
child under their wing and taught 
them carpentry. sewing orsomeother 
skill, but usually the caretaking jobs 
have been for parents and teachers. 

What happens when teachers are 
so overloaded that they cannot care 
enough for the child who needs? 
Nothing, as far as the child is con­
cerned. We teachers need help from 
parents who care, not just for their 
children but for all children. We need 
you to empathize with a child, listen 
to a child, help the child grow from 
the "seedling" into the adult We need 

parents who care. 
You care for children by clothing 

them. feeding them, listening to them. 
You care for them by teaching them 
right from wrong, by showing them 
the wondersaroWtd them in the woods 
and streets. You care for them by 
honoring their choices in friends, in 
clothing, in food preferences. You 
show them how to be an adult who is 
kind, loving and accepting of all dif­
ferences, regardless of their educa­
tional, social or income backgrounds. 
You are the ones who make a differ­
ence to children of all ages. You are 
the ones to be commended for help- *1 
ing the children around you grow. 
Show yourself how good you are. 
Recognize yourself for your accom­
plishments. See how much yourchild 
or neighborhood children care for 
you by talking with you and sharing 
their daily treasures with a trusted 
ally. Show them you care about them 
and yourselfby being honest and sin­
cere in the praise and recognition you 
both earn. 

Give yourself a treat-- share your 
time with yourself and a "special 
person," hopefully a child. Share that 
basic part of you that loves others, 
regardless of age, shape, size, color, 
or beliefs. Show your true colors-­
the colors of love for children-- in 
everything you do. Then you will 
recognize what you have become be­
cause of others who have cared for 
you. 

It is a cycle of the ages to care for 
the old, infmn and the young. You 
have achieved much when you see 
the power of your abilities in caring 
for either end of the life cycle. Con­
gratulate yourself, dear reader, for 
you have done one or the other or • 
both at the same time. You are a kind 
and gentle person who loves and 
cares. Show yourself and others. Care 
often. Smile and change a life today.

Prestonsburg coach Bill Letton 
doesn't plan on changing anything, 
electing to stay with what has gotten 
his team this far. 

"We just need to stay with the 
same thing we've been doing all 
season," said Letton. However, the 
B lackcats will have to take care of the 
football. 

"We can't have too many tum­
overs," he said. "If we do, we're in 
uouble." 

The Prestonsburg mentor ex­
plained that on the defensive side of 
the football the Blackcats must be 
able to sustain any drives that Russell 
tries to put together. 

"We can't let them have any run 
outs on us or any long pass plays," he 
commented. 

None of the Blackcats, outside of 
running backDwayneGarza, has any 
serious injuries. Garza suffered a 
hamstring pull in practice but Letton 
noted that the fullback would be able 
to play. 

"Russell is a good football team 
that likes to run the football as well as 
pass it," said Letton. "They have one 
good receiver but they are primarily 
a running team." 

Let ton remarked that his team was 
mentally ready and capable of ad­
vancing farther into the playoffs. "We 
need to hold our blocks and sustain 

any of their drives," said Letton. 
"They have good team speed on de­
fense but I feel that we have the 
advantage on the line up front.

"No, we're staying away from 
that," he said. "Whitesburg is a fine 
ballclub and they did come on strong 
toward the end of the season. We're 
not trying to draw comparisons be­
tween the way we played Whitesburg 
and Russell's win over them." 

Letton felt that his seniors were a 
little nervous against Mason County 
last Friday night in explaining their 
slow start. 

"We· came into the game and 
everyone was expecting us to win 
and the seniors were nervous over 
that," said Letton. "We came back 
out in the second half, settled down 
and played good football." 

Prestonsburg, as long as they keep 
winning, will continue to hold the 
home field advantage all the way to 
Louisville.

Employees Turn Closed Plant Into Wildlife Haven 
After 50 years of manu­

facturing elemental phos­
phorus in Co lumbi a, 
Tennessee, Monsanto an­
nounced in the middle of 
the 1980 ' s that operations 
would cease. In similar situ­
ations, companies some­
times elect to do only what 
is necessary to protect their 
property and prevent injury. 

In stead , through the 
efforts of Monsanto 
employees in Columbia, the 
company'·s 5 ,000 acres in 
Tennessee have found new 
life as the Monsanto Wildlife 
Habitat Enhancement Area. 

This was a natural exten­
sion of what was already 
happening to the land. Over 
the years, ammals had start­
ed to use the property as a 
wildlife haven. Plan t ore 
wa<>hing operations had cre­
ated over I ,000 acres of wet­
land habitat. The<>e 'ponds 
had become popular bird 
watching sites. 

The pho~phorus manu­
facturing operation, operat­
ed by Monsanto's Chemical 
Gro up , ended in 1986 . 
Employees, who s till run 
water treatment and phos­
phorus packaging operations 

Closed plant be comes 
prime bird watching site. 
at the site, took the lead. 

In 1987. in cooperation 
with the Tennessee Wildlife 
Resources Agency, the 
Tennessee Ornithological 
Society and other organiza­
tions, plans were made for a 
wildlife enhancement area. 

The goal s were to 
en h ance the area as a 
wildlife habitat, to realize 
the most cost-effec tive 
method of managing the 
site, to maintain a greenbelt 
as a buffer zone for future 
use of the core plant area 
and to offer a convenien t 
facility for observing many 
species of birds. 

Most of the plant's work­
ers became involved in turn­
ing the site into a wildlife 
area. Beginning in 1987, 60 
half acre food plots were 
planted. Large areas were 
covered with grasses bencfi-

cial to wildlife. To provide 
food a nd cover, 20,000 
shrubs, 15,000 oak seedlings 
and 2.7 million cypress 
seedlings were planted. Plans 
call for an additional 1.3 mil­
lion cypress seedlings to be 
planted by 1996. E ighteen 
deer lick stations were estab­
li shed, and nesti ng boxes 
were install ed for Canada 
geese, wood ducks, bluebirds 
and purple martins. 

To ensure safety while 
providing for public access, 
a 200-acre wildlife observa­
tion area accessible from 
p ublic roads was estab­
li shed. Two large observa­
tion blinds and a visitors 
center were built. In 1990, 
the area was dedicated as an 
official Tennessee Wildlife 
Observation Area. 

T hrough this project, 
Monsanto employees have 
transformed what could have 
been unproductive land into a 
productive wildlife enhance­
ment area. In recognition 
of thi s accomplishment, 
Monsanto has na me d the 
Columbia employee team as 
a recipient of a Monsanto 
Pledge Award, in the catego­
ry of community service.

Junior 
Dwayne Garza rushed for 79 
yards, Seth Hyden 76 yards 
and Jody Cornette totaled 40 
yards to lead the ground game 
for Prestonsburg. Each of the 
backs scored a touchdown. 

But the game with the 
Golden Eagles gave the fans 
a frrst-hand look at Marcus 
Araujo, from Brazil, who had 
never played football before. 
Araujo has become one of 
the area's leading kickers. He 
drilled four extra points in his 
debut against the Golden 
Eagles and went on to kick 17 
consecutive points before 
missing. 

One of the more dramatic 
games of the season for 
Prestonsburg came when the 
Cats traveled all the way to 
Middlesboro to meet a team 
that handled Prestonsburg 30-
0 at home last season. But it 
wasn't the same team that 
went to Middlesboro. It was 
more mature squad that had 
grown up some from last year 
and the result was a 21-20 
win on the road in a tough 
place to play. 

Trailing 20-15 late in the 
game, Tucker spearheaded a 
drive that saw Garza run the 
ball in from the 4-yard line 
with 7:58 left in the game to 
give Prestonsburg a 21-20 
lead.

up some and that they did. 
The defense, not the quitting 
time, held the Yellowjackets 
and forced them to punt, with 
Prestonsburg taking over the 
football with 5:56 left in the 
game. 

It was a masterpiece the 
way Tucker directed his 
squad. However, the big play 
came with 2:44 left in the 
game with the Cats facing a 
fourth-and-one. Cornett took 
the handoff and just flipped 
in the air but landed with 
enough for the ftrst down. 
The Cats just ran out the clock 
as Middlesboro had no re­
maining time-outs. 

Prestonsburg came back 
home to face arch rival 
Whitesburg ·and posted a 
rather easy 42-8 win over yet 
another Yellowjacket team in 
a game that many thought 
would be closer than it was. 

Following the 30-0 loss to 
Belfry, Prestonsburg faced a 
Betsy Layne program that 
was trying to rebuild and 
Prestonsburg rolled to a 42-
24 win over fonner Blackcat 
assistant John Derossett's 
ballclub. 

The final five games 
would be district games and 
would pose some very tough 
opponents down the stretch. 
Shelby Valley made an ap­
pearance at the Prestonsburg 
Stadium and the Blackcats put 
on an offensive show posting 
a 47-26 win over the Wild­
cats, improving to 2-0 in dis­
trict play. 

The question around 
Prestonsburg was: Could 
Prestonsburg beat the Shel­
don Clark Cardinals who 
were riding a seven-game 
winning streak and standing 
at 7-0 overall? 

Prestonsburg had just 
beaten a young Magofftn 
County squad 60-18 and was 
not looking at the Cardinals 
as the team motored into town 
on October 16. The fans came 
early d the stadium was 
packed that night in what was 
anticipated to be the game of 
theyear.Nooneleftthestands 
disappointed except for many 
Cardinal fans as Prestonsburg 
recorded a 48-43 win over a 
very good Sheldon Clark 
team. As it turned out, it 
would be the only regular 
season loss for the Cards. 
Garza rushed for 112 yards 
and scored two touchdowns 
and a conversion. Sophomore 
Thomas Ratliff had three 
receptions and two for TDs 
against the Cardinals. 

Prestonsburg now had sole 
possession of ftrst place in 

the district. They went on to 
have little trouble with Mor­
gan County (48-0) and M.C. 
Napier (20-0) in the ftnal two 
regular season games. The 
Napier game was thought to 
be a hard one, but the Cats 
handled the Navajos in the 
mud easily. 

For the regular season, 
Garza leads the rushing game 
with 878 yards on 130 carries 
for an average of 6.75 yards 
per carry. He scored 11 touch­
downs and averaged 87.8 
yards per game. 

Tailback Seth Hyden, a 
strong perfonner, carried the 
football 87 times for 686 
yards for an average of 7.8 
yardspercarry.Hydenscored 
10 touchdowns this season 
and averaged 68.6 yards per 
game in rushing. 

Jody Cornette, the third 
man in the backfield, carried 
the football 53 times for 366 
yards, an average of 36.6 
yards per game and 6.9 yards 
per carry. Cornett scored three 
touchdowns. 

Tucker rushed for 312 
yards on 3 7 carries which 
comes to 31.2 yards per game 
and 8.4 yards per carry. 
Tucker scored eight touch­
downs for the regular season.

Second year coach Don­

nie Daniels accomplished 
what he set out to do when he 
took over the Wheelwright 
Trojans football program in 
1991. The Trojans has spent

ing arms, used his knowledge 
of the game in some very 
impressive situations. 

Shelton had a young but 
experienced backfield behind 

him. Just a junior, but still a 
veteran, Arnold Adams is one 
of the hard-nosed runners that 
Wheelwright had this season. 
Adams carried the football 
148 times this season for 788

The Trojans opened the 
1992 season at home with a 
14-0 win over Betsy Layne. 
Adams gained 98 yards 
against the Bobcats. Wheel­
wright scored early in the first 
quarter on a 7-yard run by 
Oden and then later on a 
touchdown pass from Shel­
ton to Charles Johnson. . 

After the first period TDs, 
the Trojans, along with the 
Bobcats, could not generate 
any kind of offense. 

Wheelwright then left the 
friendly confmes of Brackett 
Field and embarked on what 
would be four games on the 
road. It all started at Johns 
Creek where the Trojans 
picked up a double overtime 
win from the Bearcats to run 
their record to 2-0 in the early 
going. Adams rushed for 118 
yards as well as scoring the 
winning TD in the second

elated with the start of his 
Trojan team. 

It got better for Wheel­
wright in game three when 
the Trojans pulled off a big 
win that really helped them 
to set the tone in going to the 
playoffs. It was on the "road 
again" as they traveled to 
Phelps and pulled out a thrill­
ing 16-14 win in a come­
from-behind effort. 

Wheelwright took control 
of the football with 2:51left 
in the game and trailing 14-8 
to the Hornets. With the ball 
on the Hornets' 2-yard line 
on a fourth-and-goal play, 
Oden fell across the line with 
the upper half of his body and

Wheelwright stayed on the 
road the following week and 
they knew that where they 
were about to journey to -
Pikeville-was no easy place 
to win. 

But if the Trojans were 
intimidated, it didn't show as 
they played the three-time 
state champions down to the 
wire. In fact, Wheelwright 
held a 12-8 lead late in the 
game only to lose it 20-12. 

Many Trojan fans will tell 
you that after the stunning 
loss to Pikeville, the Trojans 
were never the same again. 
Their defense, which carried 
them in the flrst three games, 
seemed to have disappeared. 

The offensive line couldn't 
open up the holes it once did. 
Adams and Oden struggled 
to get some yardage. 

Taking their 3-1 record, it 
was necessary to take off for 
the fourth consecutive game 
on the road-Fleming-Neon. 
Jack Hall country where the 
side-saddle offense grew in 
fame. Coach Daniels said that 
the bad thing about the of­
fense was "there is no way to 
prepare for it." Lack of prepa­
ration was evident as the 
Trojans limped home after 
suffering an embarassing 48-
0 loss to the Pirates. 

Standing at 3-2 on the 
season and 2-2 in district play, 
Wheelwright returned home 
much to the relief of the play­
ers and coaching staff.

It was the 
Jenkins Cavaliers supplying 
the opposition and the Cava­
liers made the welcome game 
a disaster with a 26-13 win as 
the Trojans did not perform 
up to their expectations. 

While being down some­
what over the past three 
games, the Trojans did fmd 
some consolation as they 
faced a good Kentucky 
School for the Deaf on home­
coming mghtat Wheelwright 
The Trojans were able to 
contain Pat Harris, highly­
heralded running back who 
was just a freshman. The 
Trojans won in the "Mud 
Bowl" game 22-14 to regain 

some of the lost zeal they 
once had. 

It was the Allen Central 
Rebels, winners of one game, 
coming to Brackett Field and 
the Trojans seemed to get well 
fast for their county rivals. It 
was at this time that the Reb­
els were starting to show signs 
of jelling together. Wheel­
wright won their second con­
secutive game as they posted 
a 40-28 win over Allen Cen­
tral and evened their district· 
record at 3-3. 

A winning season was in 
the air for the first time in 
several years for the Trojans. 
Also a third place fmish in 
district play was possible. 

Butfirst, Wheelwrighthad
