Harmon,however,allegedtha. •he 
commission's decision was arbitrary, 
improper and illegal and said that it 
was prompted by his earlier arrest of 
a friend of one of the commissioners. 
Harmon ftled an injunction against 
the commission in Floyd Circuit Court 
~nd requested an immediate investi­
gation by Kentucky Attorney Gen­
eral Chris Gorman.

trict 3 then... t day, adding that if the 
commissioners would not allow him 
toprotectthecitizensofWheelwright, 
he would fmd a way to do it without

The forum's action was in response 
to an incident last week when copies 
of a letter from Stumbo to Floyd 
County Administrators Association 
president Frankie Francis and a six­
page essay highly critical of school 
reform were mailed with a notice of a 
job vacancy from the central office to 
all school principals. 

The report of those documents 
being mailed to the schools, at public 

expense, came just after Stumbo 
launched another verbal attack on 
Education Commissioner Thomas 
Boysen. 

The essay, titled "Common Sense 
for Complicated Times" called KERA 
a "magic elixir" bought by legislators 
from "out-of-state witch doctors." 

Forum members said Monday that 
they were disturbed by Towler's 
comment that essay was a "satirical 

commentary" on KERA and the inci­
dent "was no big deal." 

"This is not a joke, it's a mes­
sage," forum member Jean Rosen­
berg said. "(With it attached to 
Stumbo's letter), the picture's clear 
that the impression is that our politi­
cal leaders for community are in 
support of (the essay)." 

Members voted to ask Towler what 
his position is on the essay and to 

request that Towler instruct the 
administrative staff not to attempt to 
sabotage KERA. 

Forum member John Rosenberg 
call the essay "scurrilous" and said it 
was inaccurate and full of distortions 
concerning KERA. 

"This is not satirical, it's devastat­
ing," Rosenberg said. · 

The group will ask Stumbo if he 
intended for his letter to Francis to be 

attached to the essay because of the 
"recent trend" of his statements about 
Boysen. They will also ask Stumbo 
to reaffmn hiscommiunent to KERA. 

Forum members voted to send 
copies of their letters to Boysen, state 
school board members and members 
of the state education subcommittee.

"Every child is an artist- the 
problem is how to remain an artist 
once he grows up." Those words were 
spoken by Pablo Picasso more than 
fifty years ago, but the meaning and 
wisdom behind them remain as inci­
sive today as they were then, at least 
as far as Pikeville native Jo Dale 
Anderson is concerned. 

Anderson is an art therapist, one 
of only 59 practicing art therapists in 
the state and the only art therapist in 
Eastern Kentucky.

Advisory panel begins 
work on 4-year plan

Members ofFloyd County's local 
planning committee for school facili­
ties and curriculum met for the frrst 
time Monday evening and wasted no 
time in getting down to the business 
at hand. 

At the end of their mission, the 17-
member committee will recommend 
to the school board the course for 
school construction and instruction 
in the district for the next four years. 

The committee was formed in 
accordance with new regulations 
passed by the State Board for Ele­

" mentary and Secondary Education in 
I'll' 

November which revamped the 
guidelines for school construction. 

Kentucky School Boards Asso-

dation consultant Ken Brooks gave 
the group a run down of what is 
expected of them during the next 
several months. Brooks said that the 
responsibility of the committee will 
be to identify facility needs in the 
county and develop a plan to address 
those building needs for the next four 
years. Their work will also include 
long-range plans for the district in 
instruction as it relates to Kentucky's 
Education Reform Act 

"It is critical that you not miss any 
needs in the district," Brooks said. 
"Be generous when estimating the 
needs. You need to error on the side 
of overestimating the need." 

Under the new regulations, more 
input will be gathered from the pub­
lic through several public forums and 
public hearings to determine the 

building needs in school districts. 
The committee will be trying to 

beat the c~ock to form their plan, 
Brooks explained, because the plan 
must be approved by the state school 
by June 30 which means the plan 
must be approved by the local board 
at the February meeting. 

Brooks said that since the state 
board does not meet in June, the plan 
will have to be acted upon by the state 
board at their May meeting. Items to 
be discussed by the state board have 
to be submitted for their rev1ew 30 
days prior to the meeting, which 
would be in April. Before the plan is 
submitted to the state, a public hear­
ing must be conducted in the county

providing expert witness in court 
cases. 

Art therapy helps abused children 
by allowing them to express their 
memories, emotions or past histo­
ries-- concepts which many times 
they aren't even capable of under­
standing-in ways that are therapeu­
tic and beneficial rather than embar­
rassing or painful. 

The field can also be very benefi­
cial for adults, Anderson says, be­
cause it helps the individual to get in 
touch with his or her "inner child," or 
in other words, get in touch with his 
or her deepest hidden emotions. 

Last week Anderson conducted 
an art therapy workshop for Moun­
tain Comprehensive Care counselors 
and therapists from around the region 
who work with abused children. 
Anderson guided the participants 
through a number of different exer­
cises designed to help them under­
stand themselves better and come to 
terms with their lives. One of those 
exercises required the participants to 
draw a scene from their respective 
childh~ experiences with their non­

regress both physically and mentally 
and speak through their hearts rather 
than their minds. 

Anderson trained for several years 
to become an art therapist, graduat­
ing from Elkhorn City High School 
and Pikeville College and earning a 
Master's degree in art therapy from 
Wright State University in Dayton, 
Ohio. 

Currently, Anderson works with 
mentally retarded adults at the Moun­
tain Comprehensive Care Center in 
Prestonsburg and is available for 
expert wimessing, consulting work 
and art therapy workshops, but she 
hopes to eventually get back to work­
ing with abused children, with whom 
she feels she can do the most good.

Special killing of deer out of season when in 

reality poaching is the killing of any 
game fish or animal by means other 
than those expressly described in the 
state's hunting laws. 

Also,Oliversaid,manypeopledo 
not understand that hunting season is 
essentially void between sunset and 
sunrise, which means that people 
hunting after dark are breaking the 
law and subject to extreme penalties. 

Another major problem, Oliver 
said, is that many hunters fail to ob­
tain permission before hunting on 
private property, whether it is posted 
or not. 

For instance, Meredith Hager, of 
Lick Branch, is virtually terrorized 
every deer season when hunters roam 
her hillside property behind her house. 
Once she was even shot at. 

"It'sgotten to the point where I'm 
almost afraid to go out of the house," 
Hager said Tuesday, "or let the chil­
dren out of the house." 

Over and over again, Hager said, 
hunters come onto her property, tear 
down her "no trespassing" and "no 
hunting" signs, and proceed to shoot 
at everything in sight without regard 
to her family's safety. 

However, Oliver said, those hunt­
ing on or even crossing private prop­
erty without permission can be 
charged with trespassing, fined be­
tween $25 and $1,000, and can be 
held liable for up to three times the 
actual damage of any property, equip­
ment or livestock. Those laws are 
enforceable by all federal, state and 
local officials within the jurisdiction, 
Oliver said, not just Fish and Wildlife 
officers. If local authorities are un­
available, Oliver said, property own­
ers may report violations to the De­
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re­
sources toll-free number, 1-800-
25ALERT. 

Among other actions that are ille­
gal and considered as poaching, Ol­
iver said, are the use of dogs or any 
other domestic animal to flush out 
deer; shooting from any type of ve­
hicle or boat; shooting when the deer 
is swimming; shooting from, over or 
across a roadway or by using frre or 

smoke in any way. Also illegal is 
shining bright lights to confuse or 
frighten the deer, Oliver said.

I have a very unusual dilemma. I 
am trying to locate my father, Virgil 
Lee Howard, if alive, or any living 
relatives. I never met my father or 
any of his family due to the secrecy of 
my mother and her family, and their 
hostility and uneasiness whenever I 

- broached the subject 
It was recommended to me that I 

write to you and explain my situ­
ation. I'm 48 years old, having been 
born in 1944. I thought maybe my 
father might have moved back to 
Pike County to retire, as it has been 
said that that is where he originated 
from. He and his parents, John and 
Elizabeth Howard, and a brother 
Billy, apparently moved to Detroit, 
Michigan because they were here in 
the early forties. The information that 
I have is very little. 

He was in the army branch of the 
military because I saw his dog tags as 
a child. He was very tall and strik­
ingly handsome as I saw a picture of 
him. I'dsayhemighthave been 6' 3" 
tall or more and bronze skinned. One 
step-aunt brought one of the major 
Detroit newspapers over to show to 
my mother somewhere between 1952 
and 1958 and discussed an article 
that claimed a Virgil Howard was 
killed in an auto wreck at that time. It 
mayor may not have been my father. 

I have begun a search officially 
with the Michigan Department of 

• Vital Statistics and in three months I 
will know for certain ifhe was indee4 
killed during the aforementioned 
time, butl must explore every avenue 
available in the meantime. Ijustcan't 
help but think that there must be 
some living relatives or at least ac­
quaintances in your state that might 
be able to tell me something. His 
blood type was 0 positive because I 
saw it on his dog tags, that have long 
since come up missing. I could have 
used that serial number! He also had 
a right very front tooth on the top that 
slightly overlapped the left front tooth 
near the chewing surface. I know this 
because when my permanent teeth 
came in, they were like that and my 
mother exclaimed "You've got 
Virgil's teeth, they overlap just like 
his." My mother's name before she 
married him was either Wavel Lou­
ise Preston, or Wavel Louise Preston 
Webner, or Wavel Louise Black; or 
Marvel Louise Preston or Marvel 
Louise Preston Webner, or Marvel 
Louise Preston Black. You can see 
the deception in my maternal family. 

1 Also, my grandmother and grandfa­
ther Preston went to their graves well­
guarding this secret and therefore 
eliminating 213 of all hope of ever 
learning anything about the How­
ards, the other third being my living 
mother who is quite ill, and who has 
no intention of helping. I have either 
overheard or wormed the informa­
tion I have out of less involved rela­
tives. 

Ifl find my family, the Howard's, 
and they don't want to be bothered, 
that'sfme. Idon'twanttodisruptany 
lives. But lately, at 48, I fmd myself 
crying for my father. I never had the 

,_ luxury before, nor do I have it now, 
but at least I'm not in my mother's 
presence and am not shushed. My 
stepbrother and stepsister, envious of 
the respect their children show my 
husband and me, and of the fact that 
they love to come up here, recently 
told their children that they shouldn't 
have anything to do with us, because 
I am not blood to them and blood has 
to stick together. So feeling the over­
whelming sense of loss of family, 
recognizing the severe dwindling to a 
very few in number of those I always 
though of as family, and the empty 

• void of a whole missing paternal side 
offamily, intensifies the pain of it all.

ECONOMIC RECOVERY 
IS POSSmLE FOR U.S.

Forget the political rhetoric. For-

get all those half-baked promises to 
jwnp-start the economy by cutting 
taxes or spending more money. Face 
the fact that a president has no magic 
wand to put millions of Americans 
back to work. 

This economy simply is too big 
and too complex to be swayed, one 
way or the other, by the results of a 
presidential election campaign. 

It's going to be a painful recovery, 
regardless of what happens in Wash­
ington over the next six months. 
Anyone who believes otherwise has 
a distorted view of what a govern­
ment with a $4 trillion debt and a 
projected budget deficit approaching 
$350 billion or 1993 can do to pro­
mote economic growth. 

If the politicians don't panic and 
give away the bank, the outlook 
should be much brighter a year from 
now. 

"This is still a very strong econ­
omy," says Robert Cizik, chief ex­
ecutive officer of Cooper Industries, 
a manufacturing conglomerate in 
Houston. "We're seeing some early 
signs that things y be getting bet­
ter." 

Cizik, who heads the National 
Association ofManufac turers, polled 
120 of his fellow CEOs at their Octo­
ber meeting in Pittsburgh and found 
little support for quick fixes at gov­
ernment expense. 

"They were 4 to 1 against the idea 
of enacting a short-term economic 
stimulus package that would increase 
the deficit," he says. 

Two-thirds of those polled said 
they expect a more robust growth 
rate in 1993,mostlikelyin the second 
half of the year. Eighty-two percent 
said they oppose new deficit spend­
ing, even if the recovery remains 
sluggish and slow. 

What the country needs, says 

Cizik, is a credible program to reduce 
the federal budget deficit; reasonable 
limits on product liability and medi­
cal malpractice suits, and an afford­
able health care system. 

The best pro-growth medicine, he 
says, would be fmal approval of the 
proposed free trade agreement with 
Mexico; investment tax credits to spur 
spending on new plants and equip­
ment, and permanent tax credits for 
research and development. 

Some of this is self-serving, of 
course. Skeptics argue that tax cred­
its for business investment subsidize 
expenditures would have been made 
anyway.Butsuchspendingdoeshave 
the virtue of improving productivity 
and making U.S. companies more 
competitive. A tax break could be the 
difference between modernizing or 
standing pat. 

"I'm here to tell you that we are 
not increasing our productivity 
growth rate as we should," says Cizik. 
"If we don't do something to turn 
things around, 20 years from now we 
can forget about being a world super­
anything." 

Well, that's 20 years away, you 
say. What about now? 

The truth is that the economy is 
beginning to pull itself out of the 
mud. Some companies, even without 
an investment tax credit, ~.re retool­
ing again. You may not believe that if 
you're a middle manager who's just 
been laid off by IBM or General 
Motors, or if you're a college gradu­
ate who's living at home and can't 
fmdajob. 

If you're unemployed, words like 
"restructuring" and "downsizing" are 
euphemisms for "We don't need you 
anymore." 

But the low interest and inflation 
rates, combined with reductions in 
corporate debt, are making it easier 
for companies to borrow and invest. 
Once demand picks up, both at home 
and overseas, it's not hard to visual­
ize an upsurge in the economy next 
year.

CLINTON NEEDS TO 
STIMULATE ECONOMY

The election of Bill Clinton, fllSt 

Democrat in 16 years to win the White 
House, is causing anxiety among 
corporateexecutivesand investors in 

·stocks, bonds and other securities. 
They wonder whether he 'U be a 

big government president who ex­
pands the federal deficit, drives up 
interest rates and imposes a string of 
new regulations on private industry. 

That was the picture George Bush 
painted of the Arkansas governor 
during the presidential campaign, but 
there's not much evidence to support 
it 

By most accounts, Clinton is a 
political moderate, a professional 
politician who works well with busi­
ness, prefers compromise to confron­
tation and has no desire to roll the 
fmancial markets. 

"Clinton will not be a tax -and­
spender," says Jay Goldinger, chief 
investment strategist for Capital In­
sight Inc., a Los Angeles brokerage. 
"He won't plunge ahead with new 
programs to prime the pump. He may 
prove to be a fiscal conservative." 

John Makin, an economist at the 
American Enterprise Institute, says 
Clinton is in a tough spot: He's got to 
stimulate the economy with tax breaks 
while launching a long-term program 
to slash the federal budget deficit, 
now approaching $350 billion a year. 

Much-needed spending lids on 
middle-class entitlements such as 
Social Security and Medicare will 
run into stiff opposition from doctors 
and retirees, says Makin, but there's 
no other way to bring the budget 
deficit under control. 

Independent candidate Ross Perot, 
a no-nonsense deficit cutter, would 
tax 85 percent (instead of the current 
50 percent) of Social Security bene­
fits received by affluent retirees. Perot 

was on the right track, but try telling 
that to the old-age lobby on Captiol 
Hill. 

Everyone in Congress has a favor­
ite anti-recession, anti-deficit pro­
posal,buthere'swhatCiintonislikely 
to do: 

•Seek to increase the top tax rate 
on couples earning more than 
$200,000 a year from 31 percent to 
36 percent and offer a one-year tax 
credit to companies willing to invest 
in new plant and equipment. 

•Propose a $20 billion public 
works program for 1993 to put people 
to work and give hard-hit cities and 
states a boost This one is question­
able,notonlybecauseamassiveroad­
building program already us under 
way, but because public works fi­
nanced by federal deficits eat up 
capital that otherwise would go into 
private projects. 

•Sharply reduce military spend­
ing. Put more money into the Head 
Start program for pre-school chil­
dren and enterprise zones for inner­
city neighborhoods, programs also 
backed by Republicans. 

•Sign ·into law a bill, vetoed sev­
eral times by President Bush, that 
would grant workers in companies 
with more than 50 employees unpaid 
parental leave of up to 12 weeks for 
family emergencies. 

• Begin work on a sweeping re­
form of the health-care system, in­
cluding cost containment, a simpli­
fied claim form and coverage for 
millions of Americans who have no 
health insurance. 

The bottom line is that Clinton 
isn't inheriting a wrecked economy 
that needs radical surgery. He'll be 
asking for trouble if he tries to do in 
20 minutes what it may take four 
years to accomplish.

Magoffin judge-executive, 
foreman arrested after 
parking lot squabble 

Interim Magoffm County Judge-Executive 
Beecher Barnett and former road foreman Billy 
Joe Howard were arrested Monday after a con­
frontation which allegedly stemmed from a lengthy 
landftll dispute. 

The incident occurred when Howard pulled 
into a parking space reserved at the county court­
house for Barnett, who was appointed last month 
to replace the late Charles Allen. 

"I told him that we'd been parking like this 
forever," said Howard, who was recently laid off 
by Barneu. "One word led to another, and he drew 
his knife out and told me he'd cut my head off." 

Howard said Barneu hit him once in the shoul­
der. Barnett said it was Howard who instigated 
the fight. 

Howard swore out a warrant charging Barnett 
with fourth-degree assault and terroristic threat­
ening. Barnett filed charges of terroristic threat­
ening and harrassment against Howard, saying 
the confrontation appeared staged. 

They are scheduled for arraignment December 
1. Barnett was released on a $4,000 bond, Howard 
on a $2,000 bond.- Lexington Herald-Leader 

Thacker sentenced to 20 
years in murder conspiracy 

Convicted murder conspirator Draxie Thacker 
began a 20-year prison sentence Friday in con­
nection with the 1986 death of her husband. 

Pike County Circuit Court Judge Bayard Col­
lier ordered Thacker to be taken into custody after 
her defense attorney, Bernard Pafunda, said he 
found no legal reason for the sentencing to take 
place. Collier stipulated that Thacker would be 
credited with 102 days of jail time she had al~dy 
served. 

Thacker was charged with conspiring with her 
then-15-year-old son to kill her husband, Ansel 
Thacker, to collect insurance money. Her son, 
John Thomas Frasure, was accused of shooting 
Ansel Thacker in the head with a .22-caliber 
pistol in May 1986. Frasure was never charged in 
the incident because he was ajuvenileat the time 
of the killing. -Appalachian News Express

School officials said they were caught off 
guard by the bills' arrivals because neither the 
monthly fmancial statements from the individual 
schools nor annual audits had turned up the debts. 

·school board members were steamed and 
ordered "investigative audits" for all schools at 
the urging of Superintendent Larry Burke.

Key Health Care Reform element saves 
millions, earns U.S. vote of confidence 

One of the major components of 
Kentucky's health care refonn plan 
- physician managed care for Medi­
caid-eligible mothers and children 
- has gained a critical endorsement 
by the federal government, Gov. 
Brereton C. Jones armowtced re­
cently. 

The U.S. Health Care Financing 
Administmtion (HCF A) has approved 
a two-year waiver to continue the 
Kentucky Patient Access and Care 
(KenP A C) System. Under the Social 
Security Act, states must obtain a 
waiver from HCFA in order to mod­
ify Medicaid coverage. 

"KenPAC has a proven six-year 
track record in two areas of major 
importance to health care refonn: cost 
containment and preventive treat­
ment," Jones said. 

"Last year, a University of Ken­
tucky study estimated that the 
KenPAC link of 300,000 mothers 
and children to 1,088 primary care 
clinics and physicians saved Ken­
tucky more than $125 million in 
urmecessaryMedicaidcosts,"hesaid. 

"Even more important is the im­
pact KenP AC has had on the quality 
of care for its clients. In independent 
surveys, doctors and patients alike 
said that the continuity of care im­
proved under KenPAC's managed 
care approach giving the physician 
responsibility for primary care and 
referral to specialty care." 

Gov. Jones' health care refonn 
plan would seek federal waivers to 
allow Kentucky to extend Medicaid 
to cover eligible persons living at 200 
percent of the poverty level, privatize 
the administration of the Medicaid 
program, cover adult day care, home 
care and foster care services for the 
elderly under Medicaid, and to in­
clude all Medicaid and Medicare par­
ticipating in the managed care "Meg­
apool" that would include between 

1.5 and two million Kentuckians. 
Cabinet for Human Resources 

Secretary Leonard E. Heller said the 
federal approval to continue KenPAC 
had a unique outcome this year. 

"Because of KenPAC's six-year 
success story, HCFA has relieved 
Kentucky of the nonnal requirement 
of an independent assessment of the 
program's continued effectiveness, " 
said Heller. 

"This is a significant departure 
from HCF A's nonnal response to a 
state waiver request, and we believe 
it undercovers the federal 

government's confidence in 
Kentucky's ability to carry out origi­
nal health care initiatives with equal 
attention given to cost containment 
and good patient care." 

Heller said the state estimates that 
since KenPAC's implementation in 
1986, the state has saved in excess of 
$296 million in Medicaid costs 
through preventive medical treat­
ments and avoidance of wtnecessary 
expenses such as emergency room 
care for non-emergency ailements. 

Jones said the HCFA evaluation 
of KenP AC and the election of Ar­
kansas Gov. Bill Clinton as presi­
dent -elect are a double boost to 
Kentucky's health care reform plans. 

"KenP AC has definitively shown 
that innovative Kentucky ideas can 
cut health care costs without a nega­
tive impact on quality, and that will 
work for us when we seek additional 
waivers under the final reform plan," 
he said. 

"At the same time, HCFA tradi­
tionally mirrors the policies of the 
White House, and Gov. Clinton's 
national health care plan has already 
been favorably compared with the 
ideas we're working on here. 

"Together, these are positive signs 
that we're going in the right direc­
tion." 

Unemployment 
rate decreases 
for area counties 

In the Big Sandy region, the un­
employment rate decreased from a 
revised 10.3 percent in August to a 
preliminary 9.6 percent in Septem­
ber. Local rates ranged from 7.3 per­
cent in Johnson County to 14.8 per­
cent in Magoffm County, one of two 
counties in the ADD with a rate at or 
above 10 percent. Aoyd County re­
corded 8.4 percent. 

The monthly sample of claimants 
of unemployment insurance benefits 
showed 44.3 percent had worked in 
mining, 14.8 percent in trade, 12.5 
percent in construciton and 9.5 per­
cent in services.

Floyd man 
meeting in 

Elmer Morrison, chairman of 
Wayland Senior Citizens, and a 
member of the special advisory 
commission of Senior Citizens, rep­
resented Floyd County at a two-day 
commission meeting held in 
Frankfort, November 5-6. 

The panel, which advises the 
Kentucky General Assembly on a 
variety of issues, heard from Sue 
Tuttle, Director of the Division on 
Aging in the Hwnan Resources 
Cabinet. She briefed commission 
members about the recently com­
pleted Governor's Conference on 
Aging. The commission also began 
the process of issue development and 
research in order to prepare its rec­
ommendations for the next session of 
the legislature, Mr. Morrison said. 

Gov. Jones has said he intends to 
call a special session of the legisla­
ture early next year to address the 
current health-care crisis, a critically 
important issue to most older Ken­
tuckians. 

Michael Hammonds of the 
Governor's office also spoke. He said 
that the main thrusts of the governor's 
proposed health-care initiative stress 
universal access and cost and quality 
control. He described the current situ­
ation where almost 500,000 Ken­
tuckians lack basic health insurance 
as intolerable. Hammonds said the 
administration feels a sense of ur­
gency to press forward since so many 
Kentuckians do not have access to 
adequate health care. 

Universal access wiU be accom­
plished through mandated coverage 
provided by employers, he said. For 
those small businesses which cannot 
afford to provide health insurance, 
the state will provide some form of 
fmancial assistance either through tax 
incentives or a monetary subsidy. 

In an attempt to control spiraling 
medical costs, the state would create 
an insurance mega-pool of about two 
million people including state work­
ers, teachers, medicaid recipients and 
state and 1oca1 retirees. The larger 
pool would give the Commonwealth 
more leverage in price negotiations 
with health care providers. Anyone 
seeking to purchase insurance would 
be able to do so through the mega­
pool. 

The plan would also create a new 
health care rate-setting authority 
which would also have the power to 
halt the unnecessary duplication of 
services which frequently drives up 
the cost of basic health care. Also 
included in the proposal is the crea­
tion of an arbitration panel which 
would have authority to review all 
insurance claims and, if necessary 
issue binding judgments.

breast cancer. All women are at risk 
for this disease, but the study will 
include only those women who have 
the highest risk-women who are 60 
years old and older or who have cer­
tain risk factors, such as a mother, 
sister or daughter with breast cancer. 

Half the women on the study will 
take tamoxifen for five years. The 
other women on the study will take a 
pill that looks just like tamoxifen but 
contains no medication (a placebo). 
All women on the study must agree to 
regular examinations for five years. 
Most of this care can be given at the 
health department or by a family 
doctor. 

If you are concerned about breast 
cancer and think you might be eli­
gible for the study, call 1-800-4-
CANCER, the Cancer Information 
Service. to fmd out more infoqna­
tion. The Breast Cancer Prevention 
Trial is being conducted at several 
locations in Kentucky (Lexington, 
Louisville, Ashland, Bowling Green 
and Edgewood) as well as in neigh­
boring states. 

A total of over 64 percent of the 
registered voters in Floyd County 
participated in the November 3 elec­
tion, according to Secretary of State 
Bob Babbage. "Citizens of Floyd 
County can continue to help rebuild 
the democracy by continuing to en­
courage voter registration and vot­
ing." Babbage said. 

Records for voter registration in 
Kentucky were set in the past year 
and 1,489,132 Kentuckians voted in 
the recent general election. 

Local officials, business and 
community leaders took active roles 
in 1992 to help with programs to 
boost registration and voting, Bab­
bage said. 

Many of the voter registration 
programs implemented in 1992 
through the Secretary of State's of­
fice, the State board of Election and 
Democracy Incorporated ofKentucky 
will continue. 

"Our goal is to continue to invite 
Kentuckians into the democracy," he 
said. Babbage explained that pro­
grams will be implemented to ex­
plain voting and the election process 
to school students who are eligible to 
vote for the first time and for pre­
voting age students. Other programs 
will continue to focus on voter edu­
cation and ways all eligible citizens 
can participate. 

. "We experienced the highest 
smgle year of new voter registration 
in the period between the 1991 and 
the 1992 general elections," he said. 
"Our goal in rebuilding the democ­
racy should be to maintain and in­
crease citizen panicipation," Babbage 
noted. 

"Election day turnout is usually 
higher in presidential election years 
and seems to decline in following 
years," Babbage said 

More than 40,000 Social Security 
and Supplemental Security Income 
beneficiaries in the Big Sandy Area 
will receive a 3 percent incr.ease in 
their check December 31,1992, ac­
c<X'd.ingtoJimKelly,BigSandy Area 
Social Security District Director.

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FISIDNGIHUNTING AGREE· 
MENT SIGNED BETWEEN 
KENTUCKY AND ILLINOIS 

Kentucky and lllinois wildlife 
officials have signed an interim agree­
ment to honor either states hunting 
and flshing licenses on the pcruon of 
the Ohio River lying between the two 
states. 

According to Don R. McCormick, 
commissioner of the Kentucky De­
partment of Fish and Wildlife Re­
sources {KDFWR), the agreement 
will be beneflcial to sponsmen of 
both states who hunt or fiSh on the 
main stem of the Ohio. 

''The interim agreement with Illi­
nois is similar to those Kentucky has 
already established with Indiana and 
Ohio. Kentucky will honor Illinois 
licenses along the portion of the river 
bordering the states, and Illinois will 
recognize Kentucky licenses," said 
McCormick. 

Licensed resident sportsmen bene­
fit because they will not have to worry 
about the actual boundary line be­
tween the two states, and whether or 
not they should purchase nonresident 
licenses. 

This interim understanding be­
tween the two states will remain in 
effect until a permanent agreement 
can be established, pending the U.S. 
Supreme Court ruling to determine 
where state boundaries lie. "Hunters 
and anglers should remember that 
this agreement only applies in the 
main stem of the Ohio, not embay­
ments or stteams on either side," said 
McCormick. 

Kentucky licensed sportsmen who 
hunt or flsh in embayments or tribu­
taries on the Illinois side of the river 
must obtain the appropriate license 
from Illinois. 

"Sportsmen will also be required 
to follow the applicable hunting and 
fiShing regulations in effect for the 
state where they are licensed," 
McCormick added. 

DON'T FORGET HUNTER 
EDUCATION REQUIREMENT 

Kentucky'sdeerhuntingandother 
small game seasons are rapidly ap­
proaching,.and those hunters required 
to meet the hlDltec education require­
ment are strongly encouraged to take 
the free course as soon as possible 
and not wait until the last second. 

The mandatory buntec education 
requirement states that all bunters 
born on or after January I, 1975, 
unless license exempt a unde'l' age 
10, must carry a valid hunter educa­
tion course completion card while 
hunting. To get that card, hunters 
required to have it must attend a tO­
hour comse provided free by the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources: 

Courses are held periodically 
throughout the state all year long. 
However, similar to those who wait 
to me their income tax until the abso­
lute deadline, hunters who wait until 
right before they want to go hunting 
may find that a course is not available 
close by two days before a hunting 
season opens. 

The hunter education course is 

Modern gun deer 
season Nov. 14-23 

With the exception of some coun­
ties in the eastern and southeastern 
portion of the state, modem gun deer 
season begun November 14 and ends 
November 23. Counties designated 
in Zone 7, as shown in the 1992-93 
Kentucky Deer Hunting Guide, are 
now open to a five-day modem gun 
season. 

Hunters who have not yet picked 
up a copy of the Kentucky Deer 
Hunting Guide booklet are strongly 
encouraged to do so before hunting. 
This booklet, available from most 
license outlets or directly from the 
fish and wildlife department, con­
tains all the information necessary to 
have a safe and legal deer season. 

Hunters should remember that all 
harvested deer must be tagged and 
checked at an official check station. 
Those hunters not required to pur­
chase a tag must provide their own, 
attach it to the harvested animal, and 
then take the animal to a check sta­
tion. 

Wearing solid, unbroken hunter 
orange clothing on the head, chest 
and back is also required during the 
modem gun season, or any period 
when ftream1s can be used for deer 

hunting.Huntersmustwearacapand 
vest as outer garments which are 
visible to other hunters while in the 
field

NOTICE TO DELINQUENT 
FLOYD COUNTY TAXPAYERS 

Kentucky Law requires the County Attorney to notify tax­
payers that delinquent taxes have not been paid so that they 
may have an opportunity to pay the taxes before a lawsuit is 
filed against them. In that event, delinquent taxpayers could 
also be assessed additional costs, including court costs 
resulting from the lawsuit required to collect the taxes owed. 

The Tax Collection Division of the Office of the Floyd County 
Attorney has been advised by the Floyd County Sheriff and 
Floyd County Clerk that certain taxpayers have failed to pay 
their property taxes and are now delinquent. · 

A letter of notification of delinquent taxes has been sent .to 
the taxpayers who have failed to pay their taxes, giving them 
notice of this delinquency. 

If the taxpayer thinks that he or she does not owe the bill, or 
if the property had been sold prior to the year(s) of tax liability, 
or if he or she feels that the property bill is incorrect, he or she 
should immediately contact the Property Valuation Adminis­
trator (Tax Commissioner) and get the bill(s) corrected. 

The delinquent taxpayers are urged to immediately take the 
notice letter to the Floyd County Clerks Office and make 
arrangements to pay the delinquent taxes, if owed. 

Please take notice that the amount stated in the notice letter 
does not include interest and/or penalties owed by reason of 
the nonpayment of the taxes. However, the delinquent tax­
payer may call the Floyd County Clerks Office, (606 886-
3816), and get the exact amount that is due upon receipt of 
payment. Payment can then be made to the County Clerk 
either in person or by mailing the payment in check or money 
order form.

FISHERMEN CAN GO UP OR 
DOWN FOR SUMMER BASS 

Fishennen looking for hard-to­
find summer bass have two options. 
They can go up or down. 

lbat's the advice from veteran 
tournament pro Jerry Rhyne of Den­
ver, Nonh Carolina, who suggests 
anglers go as far up the lake as pos­
sible where they may find moving 
water, or down the lake where they'll 
find shady boat docks and piers. Bass 
will use both. 

"Two of the primary things bass 
need are well oxygenated water, and 
cooler shade," explains Rhyne, a long­
time member of the Johnson Out­
boards Pro Staff and a highly-re­
spected townament competitor. 

"You can usually find current by 
going far up a lake where it actually 
turns into a river. Bass in moving 

water intake covered with weeds or 
mud can cause loss of water pressure 
that can lead to overheating. A water 
pressure gauge gives earlier warning 
of trouble than an engine temperature 
gauge. 

FOLLOW THESE TIPS FOR 
FISIUNG CROWDED WATER 
TillS SUMMER 

During the warm summer months, 
the most dreaded words for bass fiSh­
ennen are "crowded water." 

The implication, of course, is that 
bass anglers do not mix well with 
water skiers, pleasure boaters, and 
swimmers with whom they share the 
water. 

during the entire retrieve. 
"I don't believe heavy boat traffic 

changes deep water bass, except 
perhaps to make them go even deeper 
and become even harder to catch," 

adds Craft. ''The real problem is 
controlling your own boat in the 
waves they create." 

The Georgia pro believes too many 
fiShermen lose their concentration in 
boat traffic and then blame that traf­
fic for poor flshing success. 

"It is hard to concentrate on fiSh­
ing when boats and skiers are moving 
back and forth around you," the for­
mer guide admits, "so you have to 
learn to make the traffic help you. 

"Concentrating your fishing 
around marinas, bridges, piers and 
mud lines are some of the best ways 
I know." 

• water are always more active, be­
cause baitfish and other foods are 
also active and moving. 

"Sometimes a fishennan can ac­
tually use heavy boat traffic to his 
advantage," says Cliff Craft, a mem­
ber of the Evinrude Outboards Pro 
Staff and a veteran of fishing crowded 
water on Lake Lanier near Atlanta. "I 
actually believe that in some areas 
around bridges and marinas the con­
stant movement of boats keeps the 
bass more active than they might 
otherwise be. 

OMC SysteMatched Parts and 
Accessories offers a spin-on fuel fll­
ter,similartoanautomotiveoilfllter, 
with a treated paper element able to 
catch particles as small as 25 microns 
and separate water from fuel. The 
fllter kit is available from Johnson 
and Evinrude outboard dealers and 
may be adapted for use with almost 
any brand of outboard motor. 

"This water also will also be more 
dingy because it's moving, and that 
helps keep the bass shallow and more 
active, too." 

Rhyne suggests fiShing shoreline 
cover such as logs, snunps and rocks 
that may offer bass hiding places in 
the current with plastic worms, jigs, 
and spinnerbaits. 

"Bass will usually be holding 
behind rocks to escape the main flow 
of the water, but they will position 

"Because of the constant water 
movement and wave action created 
by the boats, baitfiSh are always 
moving, and that keeps the bass on 
the move, too. 

Market 
• themselves where they can see food 

nearby, and rush out to ambush it," 
says the Johnson pro. "Lure presen­
tation is really important in this type 
of fishing." 

"Boat docks, marinas, and bridges 
are always excellent places to fiSh on 
crowded lakes. I believe the bass 
become accustomed to all the activ­
ity and adjust to it I believe they may 
use the different pilings and struc­
tures for extra cover, too." 

Another way heavy boat traffic 
can help bass fishermen, explains the 
Evinrude pro, is by the creation of 
mud lines along clay banks and shore­
lines.

At the opposite end of the lake, 

summer bass often relate to boat 
houses, docks and piers that offer 
shade and cover. In addition, says 
Rhyne, many dock owners put out 
brush like discarded Christmas trees 
and this also helps attract and hold 
bass. 

''The brush is really to bring in 
crappie," laughs Rhyne, "but bass 
use the brush, too. If you can find a 
boat dock with some fiShing rod 
holders mounted on the railing, you 
can usually bet the owners have put 
out brush." 

Around boat docks, Rhyne pre­
fers to fish small plastic worms with 
light sinkers and light line. He uses 
spinning tackle because it allows him 
to skip the wonns far undemeatJt the 
docks where ordinary casts don't 
reach. 

"On many lakes, boat docks are 

''The steady action of waves along 
a clay bank will produce an area of 
muddy water extending 10 to 15 feet 
out from that shoreline," says Craft, 
"and there will be a distinct line where 
this muddy water meets the clear lake 
water." 

"Bass that normally patrol the 
shoreline will move out of the muddy 
water and stay right along this mud 
line, and you can frequently catch 
them with a crankbait, spinnerbait or 
plastic worm. 

"Sometimes you can move along 
a mud line like this for more than a 
hundred yards and catch as many 
bass as you want"

._ popular fiShing targets in the summer 
months," he explains, "and the easy­
to-reach places like the comers and 
outside pilings will see a lot of casts. 

The best way to flsh a mud line, 
explains Craft, is with long parallel 
casts that keep the lure in the mud line

''The bass simply move further 
under the docks, and you need to use 
a little more fmesse to catch them." 

Rhyne occasionally uses 
crankbaitsaround boathouses, which, 
he says, serve a double purpose. The 
diving lures locate brush piles and 
they also catch bass. 

"Of the two locations, up the lake 
or down, I believe I'd rather flsh up a 
lake," he says. "There may not be 
quite as many bass, but tbey're often 
larger, while down the lake there are 
probably more fiSh, but they aren't as 
big." 

Service experts at OMC recom­
mend bass fiShermen install a water 
pressure gauge on their boats to warn 
of possible engine problems caused 
by loss of water pressure. Trimming 
the outboard too high, or getting the

CONVICTIONS 
Havingjustcome through another 

major political campaign, we are 
reminded of just how seriously some 
people regard their political alliances.

In 1924, when Molly Stapleton 
was 18 years old, she fell in love with 
a young man and they decided to get 
married. Although she lacked only 
one and a half credits to grnduate 
from Maytown High School, she quit 
school to become a wife and a mother. 

"I got married and quit school to 
raise a family", she said during a 
recent interview at the Betsy Layne 
Senior Citizen Center. "It's been 
seventy years since I went to school." 

She paused as her mind reeled 
back over the years. "So many years 
have gone by that it's hard to remem­
ber exact dates", she said apologeti­
cally. But at age 87, her memory is 
marvelous and her mind is sharp and 
clear, so tnuch so that she recently 
returned to school to fmish her high 
school education. 

Stapleton is a student in an adult 
- education class designed to help 

adults further their basic education 
and, in most instances, earn theirGED 
or high school diploma. The class 
meets at the Betsy Layne Senior Citi­
zens Center Mondays and Wednes­
days 1 p.m.-4 p.m. and is a satellite of 
the David School adult education 
program. 

"I had been wanting to fmish 
school for along time," Stapleton 
explained as she sat in class at the 
center, a government book opened 
before her. "I always loved school all 
my life." 

·4t She was born in 1905 at the tiny 
community ofPin Hook and attended 
a one-room school at Wilson Creek 
near Maytown. After grnduating from 
the eighth grade, she went to high 
school at Maytown. School at that 
time meant "no electric lights. We 
used oil lamps to study by and waded 
in the branch in summer time to get to 
school," she recalled. 

She met her future husband at a 
party and "We went on from there," 
she grinned. ''We dated it seems like 
forever - but it was about a year." 

Mr. Stapleton worked ao; a team­
ster for a drilling company in May-

• town. As a teamster, he hauled oil 
well drilling parts in a wagon pulled 
by horsepower. 

The couple married and seven 

years later, in 1931, Mr. Stapleton 
was transferred to Betsy Layne to 
read meters. The Stapletons made 
Betsy Layne their home. 

Through the next two decades, the 
couple raised five children- four girls 
and one boy -and buried three others. 

"I lost three children. They were 
just babies. We never did get over it. 
One daughter was two years and four 
months old. She was our idol. She 
took the intestinal flu. The other two 
died when they were less than a year 
old." She added, "I put everything I 
had into my children." 

Although, she said, "I insisted my 
children get an education," still she 
worried they wouldn't finish school. 

Four heeded their mother's ad­
vice and finished high school. One 
daughter who didn't fini h school 
has considered taking adult educa­
tion classes along with her mother. In 
addition to her children, Stapleton 
has 17 grandchildren, 19 great-grand-
children, and one great-grandchild 
who was born this month. 

Lack of a high school diploma did 

not prevent Stapleton from getting 
jobs over the years to help to support 
their growing family. First she painted 
and papered homes. "I felt like I've 
papered every house in the county," 
she said with a shake of her head and 
a smile. "They were just pick-up jobs. 
I just learned (on my own). You just 
get in there and do it." 

She quit that work because, "I had 
several broken bones. I was afraid to 
climb up on things." 

For 12 to 15 years she worked at 
the school lunchroom at Harold. "I 
liked it," she said. "It was about one 
of the ftrst lunchrooms around." 

Then she worked in a restaurant at 
Ivel. ''They had the best cook, so I 
didn't do a lot of cooking. I prepared 
tables, cleaned the kitchen, and made 
beans and potatoes- mostly prepara­
tion work." 

The turning point in her and her 
husband's life was when they be­
came Christians. They were both in 
their thirties, and their commitment 
to the Lord unified them as a family 
and made their good marriage 

Age is no barrier

stronger. "Our Christian life, when 
the Lord saved us, was the greatest 
thing," she recalled, her dark green 
eyes lighting up at the memory. "We 
took:ourchildrentochurch. Wedidn't 
have a car, but we had a pickup truck. 
We'd put a quilt in the back for our 
children to sit on and we went to 
church." 

For 15 years she taught a Sunday 
school class for younger children at 
Betsy Layne Freewill Baptist Church. 
She also sang in the choir, and she 
and a friend from church used to sing 
for a radio gospel progrnm at Pikev­
ille. 

Alth.ough Mr. Stapleton died in 
1982, she still faithfully attends 
church and occasionally she will sing 
"just an old-fashioned song" if re­
quested, she said. 

An active woman both physically 
and mentally, Stapleton's favorite 
hobbiesare"quilting,goingtochurch, 
raising a garden and canning." 

She hand quilts patterns such as 
flower gardens, windmills, and Trip 
Around the World. "I've been giving 
the quilts to my children, but they've 
been piling up on me. I'm going to 
sell some. I love to auilt." 

Her only health problems are ar­
thritis, especially in her hands which 
keeps her from writing a lot, and 
bouts of bronchitis in the winter. 

But, "If you have seen the garden 
I grew this summer you'd say I was as 
strong as a horse," she said grinning. 
"I pickled, canned, dried, and put 
away (produce) in the deep freeze. 
My children - they all like it." 

Although she has lived an abun­
dant life, he! dream of earning her 
high school diploma remained unful­
filled. Then one day last summer she 
saw her opportunity and seized it. 

As a regular participant of activi­
ties at the center, Stapleton noticed 
the the adult education class, and 
realized this was her chance. 

Mrs. Myra Peffer, who teaches 
the adult class for David School, 
remembered when Stapleton ftrst 
expressed interest in joining the class. 

"Molly came to the center (often) 
and she stayed late one day and said 
that she wanted to finish her high 
school diploma. I said, 'We can help 
you do that'

Such was the case on one particu­
lar afternoon when the boys' game of 
marbles and the girls' preoccupation 
with hop-scotch were intruded upon 
with the proclamation that free funny 
books would be given away. All we 
had to do was follow the car until it 
parked at the mouth of the hollow. 

Wow! Free funny boo~s? Since 
most everybody I knew read and 
traded funny books, as far as we were 
concerned, this announcement could 
have come straight from Heaven. 

Well, not quite. The books were of 
a religious nature, though.

I can 
remember a few things about geome­
try." 

When asked, she couldn't pick 
out one subject she enjoys the most. 
"I like everything. Ilove this govern­
ment stuff," she said, waving her 
hand over the !extbook page which 
described how a bill becomes a law. 
"I could say it all (the Constitution) in 
high school. I ran into it again here 
and I think I can just about say it 
again. There's something different 
everyday. We've had a lot of math." 

She said she gets to the center for 
class "Anyway I can. My family 
(children) all works. They are good 
to volunteer to take me. They call to 
see if I have a way ... They are really 
thrilled about me going to school." 

As for her neighbors and church 
members, "It's a sight to listen at 
them making over me for going to 
school. I don't deserve all these good 
things (attention and accolades for 
going to school)," she insisted, shak­
ing her head. "I'm not special." 

When asked why she wants her 
high school education completed after 
so many years have passed, she said 
simply, "I just want my diploma. I 
worked for that diploma and I want 
that diploma." 

But she said that her ultimate 
goal in life is "With the good Lord's 
help, to do more and to be a blessing 
to somebody. That's my prayer."

Heifer Project International 
Starts Rounding Up Cowboys 

Heifer Project International, a non­
profit international development 
organization, is trying· to locate thou­
sands of venerable cowboys. The 
organization wants to fmd 7,000 men 
(and a few dozen women) who ac­
companied livestock on ocean freight­
ers destined for war-ravaged and 
developing countries, primarily in the 
1940s and 1950s. 

Heifer Project International was 
founded in 1944 by a church relief 
worker named Dan West. As he doled 
out cups of powdered milk to hungry 
refugees from the Spanish Civil War, 
he realized that a more sustainable 
solution, i.e. the gift of a food source 
rather than food stuff, would pre­
serve the dignity and work ethic of 
the recipients. That idea was the birth 
of a process and a philosophy of 
development "not a cup but a cow." 
West also decided that each family 
receiving an animal would be asked 
to "pass on the gift" by giving the first 
offspring to another needy family, 
thus continuing a chain of giving. 

Over the years, both the name of 
the game and the game plan have 
remained steadfastwhileheifershave 
been joined by livestock such as goats, 
yaks, pigs, rabbits, and sheep. For 
some low-income, rural families, the 
"livestock" from Heifer Project has 
been fish, chickens or honeybees, 
and an increasing number of families 
have begun to receive vaccines, 
semen and appropriate technology to 
make the most of existing animals. 
Heifer Project livestock and training 
in environmentally soWid farming 

have gone to hungry families in over 
100 countries and 30 U.S. states since 
cowboys accompanied the first ship­
ments in 1944. 

The cowboys have been chosen as 
symbols of the hundreds of thou­
sands of individuals who have worked 
as volunteers for Heifer Project Inter­
national since its founding in 1944. 
All ofHeifer Project's volunteers and 
contributors will be celebrated dur­
ing the development organization's 
50th anniversary in 1994. 

Volunteers have pored through 
tattered records to locate the names 
and original addresses of more than 
7,000 people who shared a Wiique 
experience of passing on the Heifer 
Project gift. "We hope to locate 
hundreds of these cowboys as well as 
their children and grandchildren. It's 
our way of saying thank you again to 
HPJ's dedicated volunteers world­
wide," says Executive Director Jo 
Luck Cargile. 

What Heifer Project is calling the 
Cowboy Roundup gets into full swing 
in October when hundreds of inquir­
ies go out to newspapers all over the 
United States. Press releases are being 
sent to newspapers serving the areas 
where the volunteers resided at the 
time of their Heifer Project voyage 
and to newspapers in areas where 
cowboys were likely to settle. For­
mer cowboys, or anyone having any 
know ledge of their whereabouts, are 
asked to write to Cowboy Roundup, 
Heifer ProjectlntemationalP.O. Box 
808, Little Rock, Arkansas 72203.

Stamper said he found sessions on 
Lifestyle Management and Teen 
Productivity particularly helpful. 

"I gained a lot that will help my 
work in Floyd County. This trip fo­
cused me on what goals I should try 
to achieve," he said. 

Author Robert Fulghum opened 
the conference by exploring the crea­
tive link between traditional ideas 
and the significant needs of children 
and families in today's society.

Lower interest rates not stimulating 
purchases of large farm machinery 

Farm machinery dealers are find­
ing that lower interest rates are not 
enough an inducement to entice farm­
ers to purchase big ticket items such 
as tractors and combines. 

"Sales of farm machinery and 
equipment turned lower in 1991 and 
have continued at an unexpectedly 
slow rate in 1992," said Forrest Ste­
gelin, an E~tension a~ric~ltural 
economist w1th the Umversny of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

The number of new tractors and 
combines sold to the U.S. farmers 
through August 1992 was off 18 
percent from last year's pace and 24 
percent below the level reached dur­
ing the flrst eight months of 1990, he 
said. 

The downturn in tractor and com­
bine sales is occurring despite lower 
interest rates, a slight increase in crop 
acreage and prospects for a bumper 
harvest - factors which usually are 
associated with an increase in sales. 

Why? 
"The second quarter 1992 down­

tum in sales may be tied to specula­
tion of drought in the grain belt. The 
retreat in farm sector earnings also 
may have tum~ buye!s aV:'ay from 
big purchases,' Stegehn sa1d. 

In addition, farmers' recollections 
of the financial distress that gripped 
agriculture during much of the 1980s, 
theirawareness of the shrinking saf ~ty 
net provided in federal farm pnce

about grain exports have undoubt­
edly contributed to their cautious 
spending patterns. 

Further, Stegelin said, the move 
toward reduced tillage, which tends 
to allow tractors to last longer, may 
also be a factor in the sales slump of 
tractors. The increase use of custom 
combining also may reduce the mar­
ket for combines.

ARTHRITIS ADVICE 
"Arthritis" means inflammation 

of a joint. The disease categories 
commonly known as arthritis-which 
is also known as "rheumatic dis­
ease"-include over 100 different 
conditions. They vary in symptoms 
and probably in cause. Some forms 
are better understood than others, but 
the causes of most of them are not yet 
known. Many effective treaunents 
are used today to control arthritis 
symptoms, but there are few cures. 

Most forms of arthritis are usually 
chronic, lasting for years. The more 
serious forms involve inflamma­
tion-swelling, warmth, redness, and 
pain. In older people, the two most 
common forms of arthritis are rheu­
matoid arthritis and osteoarthritis. 

Rheumatoid arthritis (RA) is an 
inflammation of the joint membrane. 
It varies in severity and can cause 

"severe crippling. RA afflicts three 
times more women than men, and it 
usually appears in the middle years, 
although it can begin at any age. 

RA can affect many body systems 
but most frequently appears in the 
joints-fingers, wrists, elbows, hips, 
knees, and ankles. Persistent swel­
ling and pain in joints on both sides of 
the body are typical symptoms. 
Morning stiffness is especially com­
mon. 

RA should be treated as soon as 
it's discovered because uncontrolled 
inflammation of jointmembranes can 
damage the joints. 

Osteoarthritis (OA) is often a mild 
condition, causing no symptoms in 
manypeopleandonlyoccasionaljoint 
pain and stiffness in others. Still, some 
people experience considerable pain 
and disability. 

OA is called degenerative joint 
disease, a more accurate name since 
"osteoarthritis" implies that inflam­
mation is a part of the disease, which 
is not usually the case. While wear 
and tear on the inside surface of the 

.!oint is probably a cause of some 
cases, heredity and being overweight 
may be other possible factors. 

Although OA is almost always 
present in older people, the condition 
can occur at any age, especially after 

a joint injury. Joint stiffness in OA 
can be brief, is often received by 
activity, and may recur upon rest 
The large weight-bearing joints of 
the body-knees, hips and spin~ 
are most often affected. 

Treaunent 
The aim in treating arthritis is to 

relieve pain and stiffness, stop joint 
destruction from inflammation, and 
maintain mobility. 

Aspirin is the medicine most often 
used to treat arthritis. It relieves pain 
and reduces joint inflammation. But 
aspirin should be taken for arthritis 
only under medical supervision since 
large doses are required to reduce 
inflammation. In some patients, long­
term use of aspirin can cause stom­
ach irritation or other side effects, 
and may interfere with blood clot­
ting. 

Acetaminophen-a common as­
pirin substitute-does not reduce 
inflammation, although it can relieve 
aches and pains. "Arthritis-strength" 
aspirins are plain aspirin with small 
amounts of caffeine or antacids. 

Newer prescription medicines 
used in place of aspirin are nonster­
oidal anti-inflammatory drugs 
(NSAIDs). These include ibuprofen, 
naproxen, fenoprofen, tolmetin, and 
sulindac. They are similar to aspirin 
in their ability to reduce inflamma­
tion and may have fewer side effects. 
Indomethacin, oxyphenbutazone, and 
phenylbutazone are other NSAIDs 
that provide relief for patients with 
arthritis but they may have more side 
effects. At this time, one of the new­
est NSAIDS, piroxicam, offers the 
advantage of a once-daily dosage. 

Other stronger or non-aspirin 
drugs available by prescription in­
clude: antimalarial drugs (such as 
hydroxychloroquine); gold salts; 
steroids (including prednisone and 
cortisone); and penicillamine (not the 
same as penicillin). These drugs can 
have more serious side effects than 
aspirin. 

Physical therapy is fundamental 
to treatment People with arthritis 
tend not to move around very much, 
and while rest can reduce inflamma-
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tion, too much rest stiffens joints. So 
rest and exercise must be balanced. 

Daily exercise like walking or 
swimming can help maintain joint 
mobility. Good posture and proper 
eating (to prevent overweight) can 
help relieve joint strain. 

Surgery is sometimes used in 
patients with RA or OA when joints 
are severely damaged and the more 
conservative forms oftreaunent have 
failed to control pain. Hip and knee 
joints are replaced most often. The 
purpose of surgery is to relieve pain 
and restore function for patients for 
whom other forms of treatment have 
not been successful. 

Unproven and "Quack" Cures 
Arthritis symptoms, especially in 

RA, may go away by themselves but 
then reappear weeks, months, or years 
later. This sudden disappearance of 
symptoms makes arthritis an ideal 
target for quack products or gim­
micks. Some of the more common 
unproven or unsafe remedies are: 

DMSO (dimethyl sulfoxide)­
Currently, this drug is approved only 
for the treaunent of interstitial cysti­
tis, a bladder disorder. Studies are 
now being conducted to determine 
thesafetyandeffectivenessofDMSO 
for the treaunent of certain illnesses, 
but as yet there is no evidence that is 
it useful for arthritis. 

Special Diets-Diet is not a factor 
in the cause or treatment of arthritis. 
Any ads promoting certain foods, 
vitamins,ordietsas"cures"arefalse. 

Medical Devices-Magnetic 

bandages, vibrators, or other gadgets 
are of no use in treating arthritis. Be 
wary of ads that use words such as 
"cure" or "miracle trcatmenL" 

Warning Signs of Arthritis 
Any recurring joint symptoms 

(lasting longer than 6 weeks) should 
be checked with a doctor, no mauer 
howmildor"temporary." A physical 
examination, X-ray studies, and spe­
cific laboratory tests can distinguish 
arthritis from other ailments and can 
identify the specific type of arthritis.

Because this condition shows no 
symptoms, you should have your 
blood pressure checked regularly.

In many parts of the country, sell­
ing a home during the winter months 
can be a challenge.

DEAR BRUCE: I know you travel 
a great deal. Would you recommend 
reserving my rental car before I go to 
Florida, or do you think I can find a 
car on location? If so, can I get a 
better deal?-R.T., Hilo, Hawaii 

DEAR R.T.: You are going to 
Florida, one of the most competitive 
rental car markets in the country, and 
one of the least expensive. 

You should reserve ahead of time. 
But car rental nttes can be and are 
negotiated at the rental counters. 

1111 For example, when you reserve a 
non-luxury car, agents will do their 
best to upgrade you if those better 
cars are available. The reason is 
simple: They are paid a higher com­
mission on the upgrade. 

Often, it pays to reserve a smaller 
car than you really require, then 
negotiate for the upgrade at the 
counter. This can result in a lower 
rate. 

Just before your trip, try to make 
yourself aware of any fare wars that 
might be taking place. Usually by 
reading ads very carefully you can 
detennine this. Once again, when this 
happens, bargains abound. 

DEAR BRUCE: We've just re­
tumedfiom whattumedintoablasted 
vacation. It's the fault of the rental 
car company and hotel. I'm told 
there's absolute! y nothing I can do to 
go after these people for what they've 
done to us. 

We first rented a car and rented a 
room for the weekend. We returned 
the car and paid our hotel bill. 

At the next stop, we attempted to 
rent another car on our credit card, 
and we were told that our credit line 
was exhausted. We were working a 
little close to the limit, but figured we 
had plenty of money to cover the 
rental cars and hotels. 

We found out that even though we 
were only renting a car for two days, 
the credit card company had taken 
$500 out of our account (at there­
quest of the car company) and a 
similar amount requested from the 
hotel even though the charges were 
only a small fraction of this. 

Those two numbers added up to 
almost all of our available credit. We 
were told that the money would be 
reapplied to our account, but that it 
would take several days. 

In the meantime, no credit. I had 
•~ to call home and plead with my par­

ents to wire us some money so we 
could continue our vacation. This is a 

marria e. . . c. 

When I came home, I immedi­
ately called to complain to both the 
hotel chain and the auto rental chain. 
The company and hotel said this is 
standard practice and that they had 
every right to do it They said the only 
thing I could do was get a higher 
credit limit so that I wouldn't have 
that problem. 

I can't believe this. Is it so?­
T.H., Boston 

DEAR T.H.: Unhappily, it is so. 
The only defense is, as they stated, to 
have a higher credit limit The reason 
for their policy is clear: If you rent a 
car for two days, and wind up keep­
ing it for a week, the rental car com­
pany fmds they don't have sufficient 
credit available to pay the entire bill. 
The same thing for hotels. 

This is the reason hotels and rental 
car companies request a higher au­
thorization than the bare bones. In­
convenient, yes, but I think upon 
reflection, that you can see it from 
their point of view. 

Get a higher credit line (if it's 
available to you) or have more than 
one card. 

The mostcommon reason for a tax 
refund being returned is that the 
taxpayer's address is incorrect, or the 
taxpayer has moved without leaving 
a forwarding address. Refunds that 
cannot be delivered to their owners 
are returned to the Treasury Depart­
ment 

The IRS suggests that taxpayers 
avoid these kinds of problems by 
using the peel-off mailing label that 
comes with their tax package by fil­
ing Form 8822, "Change of Address" 
whenever they move. 

There is another method suggested 
by the IRS for those who don't want 
the hassle of mailing a return, or the 
worry of waiting around for the re­
fund to come in the mail. Taxpayers 
who me their returns electronically 
~an elect to have the refund deposited 
directly to their savings or checking 
account. Electronic filing eliminates 
the possibility of lost, stolen or unde­
liverable refund checks. In addition, 
refunds are made much faster than 
with traditional filing through the

MONEY MANAGEMENT 
SMART WAYS TO BORROW 

MONEY 
If you've been postponing putting 

that addition on your home or buying 
new living room furniture, consider 
this: Over the past year, banks and 
other lenders have substantially re­
duced the interest rates on loans. As 
a resul~ borrowing money for a spe­
cial project or purpose has become 
more manageable. However, as the 
Kentucky Society of CP As points 
out. smart borrowers should care­
fully investigate their fmancing al­
ternatives before making any pur­
chasing and borrowing decisions. 
THE REAL COST OF CREDIT 

CARDS 
The lowering of interest rates by 

the Federal Reserve Board, and sub­
sequently banks and other lenders, 
generally has not been reflected in 
the rates charged by credit card issu­
ers. Even if you are one of those 
individuals who is deluged with of­
fers to me various bank credit cards, 
chances are the interest rates on these 
cards are much higher than the rates 
charged on some bank loans. Don't 
forget, too, that the interest you pay 
on credit card balances is no longer 
tax-deductible. 'These are two rea­
sons to show self-restraint when it 
comes to purchasing items on a credit 
card. 

H you like the convenience of 
credit cards and can't resist the im­
pulse to make some pUrchases with 
them, then it's time to take a close 
look at the fme print: What is the 
interest rate? What method does the 
credit card issuer use for computing 
interest? 

How much interest you're actu­
ally paying depends, in part, on the 
credit card issuer's method for com­
puting interest. Many companies 
charge an annual percentage rate 
using the adjusted balance method. 
This means you are charged interest 
on what you owe after subtracting 
your payment from the previous bal­
ance. Another way of computing 
interest and one that is less favorable 
to you is the previous balance method. 
With this method, you are charged 
interest based on your balance at the 
end of the previous month, regard­
less of any payments made during 
that month. 

Some credit card issuers charge 

you interest based on your average 
daily balance. The credit card issuer 
will add your balance each day, di­
vide it by the number of days in the 
billing period, and charge you inter­
est on the average balance. 

Be sure you take the time to com­
pare your cards' interest rates, meth­
ods for computing interest, annual 
fees, and grace periods with those of 
other cards. Depending on the size of 
your average balance, a difference of 
even one-and-a-half percentage 
points in interest rates can save you 
over one hundred dollars during the 
course of a year. 

To avoid interest charges entirely, 
it's wise to limit the use of your credit 
card to purchases you are able to pay 
off within 25 to 30 days. If you are 
thinking about purchasing big-ticket 
items, such as those that cost $1,000 
or more, be sure to explore other 
fmancing alternatives. 

THEBENEHTSOFHOME 
EQUITY LOANS 

Adding a bedroom to your house? 
The job may cost more money than 
you have in the bank or more than 
you care to withdraw from your sav­
ings. However, that's no reason to 
rethink your remodeling plans-just 
your fmancing options. Expanding 
or renovating your home may war­
rant the use of a home equity loan. In 
most instances, you can borrow up to 
80percentofyourhome's value, less 
thebalanceonyourmortgage. What's 
more, interest rates on these loans are 
likely to be significantly lower than 
the rates offered by credit card issu­
ers, and the interest paid on home 
equity loans of up to $100,000 is 
generally tax-deductible. 

Keep in mind that a home equity 
loan usually involves paying closing 
costs to the lender, just as you did 
when you firSt purchased your house. 
However, you don't have to go to 
your current mortgage lender to ob­
tain the loan. Shop around for a 
competitive interest rate. Also, be 
aware that banks charge different 
application fees and will sometimes 
run promotions with a reduced or 
waived application fee. 

When taking out a home equity 
loan, remember that your home is the 
bank's security. Be certain to read 
and understand the terms of your 
agreement and honestly assess your 

ability to pay off the loan. 
Be aware that if you use the pro­

ceeds of your home equity loan for 
purposes other than those related to 
homeownership or home improve­
ments, you may be subject to the 

Alternative Minimum Tax (AMT), 
since the related interest expense is 
not deductible for AMT purposes. 

WHEN PERSONAL LOANS 
CAN HELP 

If you're having trouble paying 
off your debts, you may want to 
consider taking out a personal Joan to 
consolidate them. However, be aware 
that while personal loans are a valu­
able source of credit. they tend to be 
an expensive way to borrow money. 
The interest rates on personal loans 
can be several percentage points 
higher than the interestrateson home 
equity loans. 

KNOW YOUR CREDIT 
LIMITS 

Before borrowing any funds, be 
sure you consider all financing op­
tions for the item you want to pur­
chase. Depending on the item and 
how quickly you plan to pay off the 
debt, you may be able to borrow 
money without incurring hefty fi­
nance charges. 

CPAs suggest that you limit the 
amount of your debt payments, ex­
cluding your mortgage, to 20 percent 
of your after-tax income. Tiley also 
suggest that you keep track of your 
outstanding debts and try to pay off 
those with the highest interest rates 
first
