Bank to fight 
$2.1 million

First Commonwealth Bank Presi­
dent B uri Wells Spurlock said Timrs­
day that he intends to appeal a Pike 
Circuit jury's decision against the 
bank in which a Floyd County coal 
operator was awarded over $2.6 mil­
lion. 

Jerry Baldwin, of the Lexington­
based law fum of Frost & Jacobs, 
said Tuesday that the jury had 
awarded Terry Giese, of 
Prestonsburg, $1.9 million in com­
pensatory damages and $700,000 in 
punitive damages in a breach of con­
tract countersuit. 

Baldwin said thecounter-suitarose 
after FrrstCommonwealth sued Giese 
to recover around $200,000 that had 
been issued as the first few install­
ments of a $1.9 million loan agree­
mentmadein 1991, usedtosetupthe 
Riverfront Corporation. 

In order to recover the funds, 
Baldwin said, the bank seized and

from Mike Luscher, director of the 
state Division of Facilities Manage­
ment, which questions a proposal to 
relocate the building. 

In an April1letter to Floyd super­
intendent Steve Towler, Luscher in­
dicated he was .. not aware" that the 
gymnasium site bad been changed, 
adding that the proposed new loca­
tion raised "two primary concerns." 

Those concerns are that the "close 
proximity" of the new foundation 
wall to the academic building could 
damage the foundation of that build­
ing when site work begins and that 
there is no way to bring the road 
around the front of the school. 

Luscher's letter to Towler said that 
the relocation of the gym would re­
quire an access driveway to extend 
all the way around the east wing near 
ahighwallanddowna25'high, "one­
to-one" slope. 

''The additional earth fill and drive­
way flll will cut the existing flat area 
diagonally in half and eliminate the 
potential usefulness of this flat for 
any physical education activities," 
Luscher's letter said. "I believe that 
this is much less desirable than re­
versing the locations of the building 
and parking as previously planned." 

Luscher said Thursday that he felt 
the issue whether or not to vary from 
the original gym site should go back 
to the local board of education for 
discussion. 

"I'mmakingmyconcerns known," 
Luscher said Thursday. "I'd rather 
(the board) address them now than 
after the building is built." 

It was approximately two weeks 
ago that the Luscher found out the 
gym site was moved. 
t "I found out that the gym had been 

moved about a couple of weeks ago," 
Luscher said. "I didn't realize they 
had located in the other location. I 
didn't realize it bad been moved on

Medisin cited; malfunction 
is blamed for excess smoke

A Floyd County company that op­
erates two medical waste incinera­
tors was cited March 25 by the Ken­
tucky Division of Air Quality for a 
opacity level violation. 

Medisin Inc. was cited for releas­
ing smoke omissions that exceed the 
allowable 10 percent opacity level. 
Opacity level refers to the amount of 
light obscured by particulate pollu­
tion. 

Eva Smith-Carroll, spokesperson 
for the Division of Air Quality, said 
Thursday that Medisin officials have 
replied that smoke omissions were 
the result of a malfunction from in­
cinerator number two at waste dis­
posal facility located behind High­
lands Regional Medical Center. 

Medisin vice president Bob Ford 
was not in his office Thursday and 
was unavailable for comment. 

Smith-Carroll said she did not know 
the nature of the malfunction and the 
department would no.w review 

Medisin's report and determine if 
"the incident is an allowable mal­
function." 

If the malfunction is determined to 
be allowable, Smith-Carroll said that 
the company could be granted "ad­
ministrative relief." If the incident is 

declared not allowable, the depart­
ment could take administrative ac­
tion, she said. 

A decision on the issue is expected 
early next week. 

An operating permit from the Divi­
sion of Air Quality for the Medisin 
incinerators is pending in the Divi­
sion of ArrQuality. State regulations 
adopted in 1991 require permitting of 
medical waste incinerators. 

Medical waste incinerators operat­
ing prior to 1991, must apply for 
operating permits and submit a sched­
ule which brings the units into com­
pliance with the new regulations by 
December 31, 1994, the regulation 
specifies. 

New regulations include: 
• an opacity limit of 10 percent;

Mr. Rogers draws sizable 
audience in visit to Floyd

Questioning constituents turned 
out in droves when Mr. Rogers, Hal 
Rogers that is, visited the neighbor­
hood Wednesday to discuss, among 
other things, health care reform, cable 
television, gun control, tobacco lob­
byists and gays in the military. 

Rogers, Kentucky's Fifth Con­
gressional District Representative 
appeared in Prestonsburg, David and 
Wheelwright Wednesday, offering a 
State of the District address of sorts 
and answering questions from con­
cerned citizens. 

In a brief speech at each of the 
town meetings, Rogers issued a brief 
outlinine of his personal beliefs con­
cerning controversial national issues. 

At the Preston~burg meeting 
Wednesday, Rogers stressed that his 

three main goals in reforming the 
health care system were to ensure 
that the right of the private citizen to 
choose physicians was preserved; to 
fmd a way to cut the costs of medi­
cine and medical care; and to fmd a 
way to provide health insurance to

every American, regardless of socio­
economic status and/or pre-existing 
conditions. 

Addressing the topic of gun con­
trol, Rogers said that he had previ­
ously voted against the "Brady Bill," 
which would require a seven-day 

waiting period before the purchase of 
a handgun. 

''The Brady Bill would only apply 
to ... gun stores while these varmints 
don't buy guns at gun stores," Rogers 
said, "they buy them (illegally)." 

Rogers called the bill "the frrst 
step toward wholesale gun control...," 
and said that it was "bad, unconstitu­
tional and does not work:," adding 
that Washington, D.C. has the strict­
est gun control measures in the coun­
try, yet also has one of the highest 
murderrates in the country. Unfortu­
nately, Rogers said, the Brady Bill 
may be enacted because, although it 
was vetoed by the Bush administra­
tion, President Bill Clinton has prom­
ised to support it if it is once again 
approved by Congress. 

Rogers also criticized the Clinton

Once 
that process is complete, the commit­
tee will make a recommendation to 
Commissioner Boysen. 

Boysen will fJ..ll the two vacancies 
on the board of education who will 
serve until January 1, 1994. 

In November's general election, 
candidates in district two will be seek­
ing to serve the unexpired one-year 
term of former board chairman Ray 
"Shag" Campbell who died March 
20.

Babbage explains 
secrecy of ballot 

"Kentucky's voting system en­
sures the secrecy of each individual's 
vote," SecretaryofStateBobBabbage 
said recently in response to questions 
from citizens. 

Babbage said his office had re­
ceived several calls from citizens 
questioning the secrecy of their vote. 
Some alleged that they were told their 
vote could be determined after the 
election. 

"That is simply not the case," 
Babbage said. 

"Kentucky has one of the fore­
most voting systems in the nation 
which has served as a model for sev­
eral other states," Babbage added. 

"One thing is certain, once a vote 
iscast,onlythevoterknowsforwhom 
or for what issue the ballot was 
marked," be added. 

The majority ofKentucky' s coun­
ties now have electronic voting ma­
chines which allow the voter to press 
a button. The vote is then added elec­
tronically to the composite me of 
votes cast This system adds even 
more secrecy to the voting process. 

Kentucky law requires a closed 
primary, that is voters who are affili­
ated with a certain political party can 
only vote for candidates of that party 
during a primary election. Any voter, 
regardless of party affiliation, can 
vote in nonpartisan elections. 

In Kentucky's general elections 
voters have the opportunity to cast 
their vote for candidates and issues 
regardless of their party affiliation. 

"Many misunderstandings still 
exist regarding elections in Ken­
tucky," Babbage said. "But one thing 
is certain, the secrecy of a ballot is 
secure in every instance. Persons no 
longer should feel there is the remot­
est possibility of retribution or even 
knowledge about the way they voted." 

that Navy personnel, who told him 
that gays in the military "would de­
stroy ... the effectiveness of the unit... 
the cohesion, morale and the ability 
of a boat to serve its function. 

"(Clinton's) doing a lot of good 
things," Rogers said, "but he's just 
terribly misguided on this one," add­
ing that Clinton should concentrate 
on more important issues such as 
cleaning the country's streams and 
rivers and building a better highway 
system instead of on "silly, trivial 
issues that mean nothing in the greater 
scheme of things." 

Addressing local issues, Rogers 
said that the extension of Interstate 
66 through Eastern Kentucky is "still 
the most important project that we 
could ever hope to happen to us." 

He added that he had gained the 
support of West Virgina congress­
man Nick Rayhall, chairman of the 
congressional su bcommitteeon high­
ways, in extending Route 66 into the 
region. 

Rogers also vowed that the funds 
appropriated last year to improve and 
modify the Veteran's Administration 
clinic in Prestonsburg should be put 
to work soon, greatly increasing the 
facility's efficiency by bolstering its 

staff and amenities. 
Answering questions from the 

audience, Rogers suggested as an al­
ternative to the Brady Dill a means of 
controlling gun sales withoutiufring­
ing on the rights of private citizens. 

Under Rogers' proposal, persons 
wishing to purchase handguns would 
be issued identification similar to 
credit cards which could be run 
through a national computer system 
that would instantly tell merchants 
whether or not customers were eli­
gible to buy guns. 

Colonel Denzil Allen, commander 
of the Kentucky Wing of the Civil 
Air Patrol, asked Rogers about his 
position on Clinton's economic plan, 
saying that the plan is unfair to avia­
tors because its proposed B1U en­
ergy tax would increase the price of 
Avgas by 22 cents per gallon, a 47 
percent increase over current prices; 
would require new registration fees 
for aircraft, forcing owners of small 
airplanes to pay the same price as 
owners of large jets. 

Rogers said that he too opposed 
raising any taxes or rates until the 
federal government can show the 
American people that it can cut spend­
ing on frivolous and unnecessary 
projects and organizations. 

$8.9 million can help raise comfort, 
lower bills for eligible Kentuckians 

Twenty-five Kentucky agencies 
will receive close to $8.9 million 
again this year to help low-income 
families weatherproof their homes 
and bring down their utility bills. 

The state and federal weatheriza­
tion money is targeted to families 
having to pay a major portion of their 
limited income for heating and cool­
ing, according to Social Insurance 
Commissioner Mike Robinson, 
whose department oversees the 
weatherization p.-ogram. 

This year's funding is the same 
amount as last year, Robinson said, 
and is distributed to 22 community 
action agencies serving 118 coun­
ties, including Big Sandy Area Com­
munity Action Agency of Paintsville, 
which services Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin, Martin and Pilce counties 
will receive $593,999 in weatheriza­
tion grants. 

"These agencies process the ap­
plications and actually carry out the 
weatherization work, either with their 
own crews or by contracting with 
local repair fums," Robinson said. 

"Most anything that makes the 
house more energy-efficient can be 
done-caulking, weatherstripping 
around doors and windows, reg lazing 
windows and adding insulation. The 
agencies try to make the most differ­
ence in comfort and in beating and 
cooling costs with the least money. 

Weatherization funds come from 
three sources: $3,221,500 from the 
U.S. Department of Energy, 
$2,356,775 from the Home Energy 
Assistance Program and $43,292,600 
from the Energy Assistance Trust 
Fund created when the state received 
court-ordered rebates from the petro­
leum industry.

sold some of Giese's dozer and min­
ing equipment. Giese then 
countersued to recover the assets he 
had already pledged. Giese's father, 
Harvey Giese, also sued to recover 
his investment in Riverfront Corp. 
The elder Giese was awarded ap­
proximately $72,000, Baldwin said. 

It was First Commonwealth's po­
sition that the bank had no binding 
commitment to loan Giese the full 
$1.9 million, Baldwin said, but that 
the periodic advances on the loan 
were actually separate, closed-ended 
loan agreements. 

Frost & Jacobs attorneys Richard 
Getty and Denise McClelland, repre­
senting Giese, told Collier that First 
Commonwealth bad no right to sell 
their client's collateral and that be 
was financially damaged by the 
breach of a loan agreement. 

In a written statement issued 
Thursday, Spurlock said "First Com­
monwealth Bank is disappointed with 
the jury verdict. It feels that it fol­
lowed prudent lendjng practices and 
did nothing wrong. It plans to appeal 
and will vigorously contest the ver­
dict In the meantime, the bank's busi­
ness will continue as usual."

But 
she can't quite come up with the 
$2.50 it takes to pin-chase the 
doll. Her older brother Johnny 
bas his eye on a BB gun at the 
store, but he realizes he'll never 
make enough money at odd jobs 
to buy the gun by Christmas. He 
tells a depressed Willie Pearl, 
"Even if there's nothing under 
the tree this year, we still have a 
lot to be thankful for. We' ve got 
a home, good food to eat, and 
people who love us. What can be 
better than that?" 

Green, who has a journalism 
degree from the University of 
Maryland bas been a technical 
writer and editor for 15 years. 
She chose to write her fJtSt fic­
tion book about her mother be­
cause "you write what you 
know." 

Through the years Mahone 
passed down stories about her 
mountain childhood to her three 
daughters, and the stories be­
came more real to Green during 
annual visits to Jenkins.

It stood to reason that some folks 
weren't going to be too happy about 
the Floyd County Board of 
Education's plan to reorganize the 
system's administrative structure. 

We would have been surprised 
by any reaction less than that which 
followed board approval oftheplan, 
wheresomeaffectedbythechanges 
claimed they were nothing short of 
a "political witch hunt." 

That's about as typical as you can 
get in these parts, where school 
systems are the seats of power. 

Typical, yes. 
Accurate, no. 
The reorganization plan offered 

by superintendent Steve Towler, 
modified and approved unani­
mously by the board is the product 
of a lengthy state review of the 
Floyd County system and a direc­
tive from the state Department of 
Education, which said the local 
board must: 

"Reorganize the administrative 
structure to include skilled and 
motivated school leaders with em­
phasis on educational excellence 
and accountability ... " 

The key words in this mandate 
are "skilled" and "motivated." 

It is apparent by their inclusion in 
the state review that those particu­
lar requirements weren't neces­
sarily among the criteria in the past 
for landing a job in the central of­
fice. 

There are skilled and motivated 
people in the central office now, 
though, and they aren't likely to be 
casualties of the reorganization 
plan. They should welcome a struc­
ture that will allow them to do their 
jobs without undue political pres­
sures. 

The board and superintendent 
Towler have done what is right and 
what is necessary to bring a mea­
sure of accountability and reason to 
school management. 

That's no witch hunt, that's 
progress.

Don't let mine 
rules be shaved 

The most immediate and tragic consequence of 
the 1989 Pyro coal-mine explo ion was the 10 lives 
it cost, an irreplaceable loss against which all other 
considerations are secondary. 

Yet, the lingering peripheral damage stemming 
from that, and like incidents. should not be over­
looked. 

Investigators concluded that a buildup of meth­
ane gas above the limits of safety was responsible for 
the Webster County accident. 

Pyro Mining Co. has pleaded guilty to 29 safety 
violations and faces a $3.75 million .fme. 

The accident was yet another blow to the already 
fragile bond of ttust that needs to exist between labor 
and management and between community and cor­
porate citizens. 

Underground mining is at best a dirty and danger-

ous business for those who do the work. Mine 
owners have a solemn obligation to the miners to 
minimize those hazards through nothing less than 
scrupulous adherence to every safety regulation in 
force - and perhaps more than that. 

Tllerecan be no excusing any shaving of the rules, 
whether deliberate or out of carelessness. In many 
businesses, comer-cutting might merely have an 
unfortunate effect. In a coal mine, it can mean dead 
men, widows and orphans. 

Pyro as a company already has admitted wrong­
doing. Some of the employees have also; others are 
yet lO be tried, and we make no pre-judgment there. 

But as a generalization, what happened in Sep­
tember 1989 at the mine simply can't be tolerated.

Are coal trucks hazardous? 
Load limit tells the tale 

Do coal truckers get a bad rap? Or are they rolling 
menaces to the public safety on Eastern Kentucky 
roads? The debate can't be answered statistically, 
because nobody keeps the kind of figures needed to 
g1ve definitive answers. 

But one fact stands out unmistakably. Kentucky 
allows coal trucks to haul up to 120,000 pounds ­
half again as much as other trucks, which are limited 
to 80,000 pounds. 

Combine that with the difficult roads of the 
coalfields and it's easy to see why people in the 
mountains go fearfully onto the region's highways. 

The likelihood of lowering the loa9limit is small. 
Coal truckers say they can barely make ends meet as 
it is, and the legislature his tori call y has been sympa­
thetic to their plight. But as long as these big rigs run 
the road carrying an extra 40,000 pounds legally, 
there should be 110 other debate over whether they 
pose a greater hazard than do other trucks.

The dispute will never end 
The Big Sandy Regional Detention Center has 

become the Deja Vu Capitol of Kentucky. If you 
don't believe me, consider the latest court ruling 
concerning the facility's management. 

Once again the counties of Johnson, Lawrence, 
Magoffm and Martin have control of the jail. That 
means Johnson County Jailer Thurman Tackett is 
out -again. 

Most people, however, have gotten to the point 

that they don't care who's in charge anymore. After 
seven years of litigation, they're tired of hearing 
about it. 

The Court of Appeals has said that the manage­
ment question was answered in 1989 by the Su­
preme Court. In other words, the appeals judges say, 
the litigation has come to an end. Tackett. however, 
will ask the Supreme Court to consider the case one 
more time. 

That means that Tackett will be a jailer without 
a jail. That, in turn, means that future Johnson 
County jailers will also be without a jail to manage 
if the court decision stands. 

The bottom line to this whole mess is that the 
dispute with the regional jail will never end. Even if 
the Supreme Court overturns the latest ruling, some­
body won't be happy. 

And, 110 matter which side you're on in this 
continuing saga, that's bad news for everybody.

HEALTH-CARE REFORM 
REQUIRES EFFORT

Of course it's gratifying that 
Hillary Rodham Clinton is flying to 
the nation's cities and backroad ham­
lets to listen to sad stories from Ameri­
cans as part of her job in fashioning 
health-care reform for the nation. 

It may diminish the work only 
slightly to consider that it's actually 
presidential show-biz, an enormously 
expensive public relations project, 
complete with in-house TV crews, 
skilled interviewers to screen panel­
ists for the variety and degree of their 
health-care miseries and schedulers 
to move the show along, with travel­
ing White House aides and Secret 
Service agents to mark it all as offi­
cial government business. 

The obvious intent is to make it 
appear that Mrs. Clinton is digging 
out information on the shortcomings 
of the nation's health-care system, 
information that's already known to 
almost every American and most of 
the rest of the civilized world. 

The problem with health care is 
the cost of it. In every category, from 
health insurance to prescription drugs 
to hospitalization to doctors' charges 
to rehabilitation to health maintenance 
to long-term care for the elderly and 
the chronically ill to emergency treat­
ment, to every single charge from 
Band-Aids to brain surgery-all of it 
costs too much. And the prices keep 
going up. 

That's what the nation's healthcare 
crisis is about and what it's been 
about for many years. It costs too 
much and Americans by the millions 
can't afford it. They know they can't 
afford it, and it's no secret that has to 
be pried out of people prodded into 
telling bleak stories of personal mis­
fortune to Mrs. Ointon and a retinue 
of PR specialists who calculate the 
carefully assembled grief for its po­
litical impact. 

A weak case can be made on be­
half of the road show for national 
healthcare reform on the suggestion 
that all of this-each story of hard­
ship and untended health-care prob­
lems-is actually news to Mrs. Clin­
ton and news when she reports it to 
her husband. 

Both, in fact, have been on one 
public payroll or another during most 
of their working and married lives 
and obviously shielded from the real 
world out there. 

But the president and Mrs. Clin­
ton have demonstrated intellectual 
capacity clearly above average and 
the successful Clinton presidential 
campaign showed them to be con­
cerned and conversant with almost 
every wrinkle of that life average 
Americans have encountered, even a 
few wrinkles average Americans 
might not have encountered. 

So it's not news to most Ameri­
cans and it can't be news to the 
Clintons that, as Mrs. Clinton has 
been told in recent days, employers 
complain at escalating health-insur­
ance costs or a cancer victim can't be 
insured or an hourly wage-earner 
works a hazardous job without insur­
ance or an accident-injured mother 
has $1 million in health-care costs 
she can't pay or that an Iowa farm 
family last year spent most of its cash 
income on health insurance. 

It's been said of Mrs. Clinton's 
road show that the cross-country 
events are "crucial discussions shap­
ing the health policy that the Clinton 
administration intends to unveil in 
the flfSt week in May." It might also 
have been said that the string of "hear­
ings" are a well-orchestrated project, 
the product of the Robert Wood 
Johnson Foundation, whose opera­
tives have supervised each event 
down to the screening of "panelists" 
and the approved guest list for mem­
bers of each audience. 

This is vastly important work that 
Mrs. Clinton has chosen to do and her 
husband has assigned, nothing less 
than the complete and comprehen­
sive reform of the nation's health­
care system, and every American 
ought to wish them success. What 
also ought to be wished is that, after 
all the presidential showbiz, there 
will be more substance and less con­
trivance in whatever is going on in 
the still-secret discussions by the 
unknown participants who, it's be­
lieved, will produce the actual poli­
cies and programs of health-care re­
form. 

There's the prospect here for great 
achievement or great failure and, in 
delivering the work into his wife's 
hands, President Clinton has made 
her a full partner either way.

Wearing a PFD can saves lives 
It's that time of year again when 

the sun starts to stake its claim on the 
Northern Hemisphere. Not only are 
days getting noticeably longer, but 
there is a touch of warmth in the air. 
Cabin fever is about to break, and the 
symptoms of winter confinement are 
about to fade . 

For fJShermen and boaters, there 
is something ritual about the first 
time on the water since last season. 
Maybe it's the magic of a boat slip­
ping through the water on a warm 
spring day-boats on a trailer or in 
drydock don' thave the graceful pres­
ence of those in the water. 

These early season outings are 
often very tranquil since boat traffic 
is light Who would believe a mon­
ster awaits the unsuspecting and un­
prepared boater in this near-perfect 
setting? 

This menace is silent but deadly. 
This unforgiving element is the wa­
ter-cold water. While the air tem­
perature is warm, the water is still 

cold. The shocking effect of cold

Those who survive the 
initial plunge may lose the use of 
their arms and legs and may not be 
able to get out of the water. As the 
person's body temperature drops~ 
idly, unconsciousness and drowning 
result. 

Of course, there is a simple pre­
caution that can prevent such trag­
edy. Boaters should wear a PFD any 
time they're near the water. A PFD is 
a Personal Flotation Device. It will 
keep you afloat until you can get out 
of the water or until help arrives. 
However, it won't do you any good 
unless you wear it, especially if the 
water is cold. 

It's also a good idea to take a 
friend along on any boat outing. The 
buddy system may be a lifesaver, 
especially when the weather's warm­
ing and the water's cold.

Gone will be three assistant 
superintendent's jobs as well several 
other positions that the local school 
board and others have deemed 
unneccessary. 

The State Board of Education 
mandated the move, while Dr. Steven 
Towler, Floyd County Superinten­
dent formulated the plans that were 
approved by the board of education. 

Caught in the restructing move 
was the Floyd County Athletic Di­
rector's job currently held by James 
"Frankie" Francis. 

As ofJuly 1, Floyd County will no 
longer have an "athletic director" but 
will try to form an operating commit­
tee from the current coaches in the 
high school and grade school ranks. 

Under the proposal by the board, 
the county athletic director will be 
replaced by a county-wide director's 
committee composed of coaches from 
the four major sports in the county­
namely, boys and girls' basketball, 
football and baseball. 

According to board member Eddie 
Billips, each high school sport will 
have a representative on the commit­
tee with each having but one vote. 

Also making up the committee 

will be a person representing the el­
ementary grades as well. 

This committee will develop and 
coordinate the county-wide athletic 
programs. 

While the direction of athletics 
has always been under the watchful 
eye of an athletic director, there are 
some questions that should be an­
swered along with the elimination of 
the position.

BASS FISHERl\1EN 
SHOULD USE 

SUNSCREEN REGULARLY 

Doctors suggest anyone spending 
a lot of time outdoors in the sun 
should use a protective sunscreen 
regularly. This includes bass fisher­
men. 

"If you don't think bass fishermen 
can get skin cancer, guess again," 
says bass tournament pro Charlie 
Reed, a member of the Johnson Out­
boards Pro Staff and winner of the 
1986 Bass Masters Classic.* 

"For years I worked outdoors and 
never used a sunscreen. I never wore 
a cap. either. I m;uly thought I was 
immune, that my skin wouldn'tburn. 
Then I noticed some small sores on 
my face and neck that wouldn'theal. 

"They were the first stages of skin 
cancer, and I had to have them re­
moved by a dermatologist." 

Ever since, Reed bas been a flllil 
believer in the use of protective sun­
screens, and while he still spends 
many hours on the water as a fisher­
man, he has not had any additional 
skin problems. 

Doctors now believe the effects of 
strong sunlight on unprotected skin 
are cumulative, and that it usually 
takes years for skin cancer to appear. 
Strong sunscreens and protective 
clothing are the best precautions for 
fishermen to take. 

"Iuseastrong30-powersunscreen 
I put on in the morning before I start 
fishing," explains the Johnson pro, 
"and that's the only time I use it. The 
higher power sunscreens don't pro­
vide more protection, they just last 
longer. 

"Don't wait until the sun is really 
hot and bright to put sunscreen on, 
either," he advises. "Put it on right 
after you f misb shaving or before you 
leave the bouse so you don't have to 
stop later, and make certain you ap­
ply some to your ears and back of 

your neck, as well as to the rest of 
your face, arms, and legs." 

Reed is rarely found without a 
cap these days, either. While base­
ball-stylecapsarethestandardamong 
bass anglers, Reed cautions fisher­
men to make certain they use a cap in 
w bich the underside of the bill is dark 
rather than light. A lightcolored bill 
will reflect light off the water and can 
cause severe sunburn. 

"If you have fair skin, I also rec­
ommend wearing trousers and long­
sleeve shirts, too," he adds. "You can 
start your fishing day in shorts but 

even with a good sunscreen I suggest 
protective clothing if you're suscep­
tible to sunburn. 

"I just don't think you can be too 
careful."

Bass anglers know one of the most 

reliable places to locate autumn bass 
is in the backs of tributary creeks, but 
notmany fishermen realize why these 
are such good spots. 

"It all depends on baitfish migra­
tions," explains Texas guide and 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff mem­
ber Randy Fite. "No matter what time 
of year you're fishing, if you locate 
baitfish, you'll find bass. 

"In the fall months, the baitfish 
move into the creeks, and the bass 
follow."

The Race for the PPG Cup 

When the auto-racing season winds to a finish each year, the race for 
the Indy Car World Series PPG Cup revs up and gives an added measure 
of excitement to the series. As well as providing its winner with incalcu­
lable prestige, the PPG Cup also carries a $1 million prize. 

While the points system used to determine the cup winner is simple, it 
does a stand-up job of picking the driver who deserves the title of season 
champion. Its principal attributes include promoting full series participa­
tion and giving equal weight to each race. 

Points distribution in each of the season races (this year, there were 16 
contests) goes like this: The winner gets 20 points; second place, 16; 
third place, 14; fourth place, 12; fifth place, 1 0; sixth place, eight; sev­
enth place, six; eighth place, five; ninth place, four; lOth place, three; 
11th place, two; and 12th place, one. One point also is awarded to the 
fastest qualifier and to the driver who leads in the most laps. 

Some sports average points or consider only a prescribed number of a 
player's best events. In tennis, for instance, a player's best 14 tourna­
ment results are totaled and weighed according to the ranking of the 
player's opponents and the relative importance of the tournament. The 
overall result of this system is that a player can pick and choose the events 
that favor him or her and skip the rest. In the race for the PPG Cup, how­
ever. a driver can't afford to skip a single race and forsake a chance at a 
possible 22 points. 

This equal weighing of events also means that no one race, regardless 
of its prestige, holds more importance than another. Therefore, each of 
the four track situations (super speedway, short oval, and permanent 
and temporary road races) are emphasized. A driver must find a balance 
in the four disciplines to stand a chance at being the champion. While 
I excel on ovals, I couldn't ignore road tracks in becoming the 1979, 
1981 and 1982 CART champion. My teammate on the Marlboro Racing 
Team Penske, Emerson Fittipaldi, a former Formula One champion, had 
to broaden his talents to become the Indy Car champion in 1989. Bobby 
Rahal , who ·s done so well this Y.ear, is a consistent performer in 
all situations. 

Just as in baseball, tt's consistent performance over the long haul that 
wins the PPG Cup. We used to figure that averaging fifth place would 
assure a championship. In recent years, it's gotten much tougher. Michael 
Andretti averaged third in winning last year. 

Injuries can wreak havoc on a driver's season. Not finishing a race 
also will put an awful dent in your score. That's what makes those 500-
mile races so dicey. There's often a tendency on a driver's part to think 
maybe he should hang back and make sure he finishes in order to protect 
his season points total. But when it comes right down to it, any race-car 
driver worth his salt ts going to go all out to win every time he starts 

his engme. 1.1
