Mickey McGuire, the administra­
tors' attorney, said Tuesday that su­
perintendent Steve Towler had asked 
the administrators not to return to 
work. 

McGuire added that, in his opin­
ion, Judge Stumbo could not make 
any decision in the case after be 
recused himself and that the school 

system was violatipg Friday's order 
by not allowing the three to return to 
their jobs. 

In a renewed motion for a tempo­
rary restraining <rder, ftled Tuesday, 
McGuire claims that superintendent 
Towler said he no longer recognized 
the July 2 court order that the admin­
istrators remain in the present posi­
tions within the central office.

Janet L. Stumbo on Tuesday fa­
malty announced bee bid to become 
the ftrSt woman ever to become a 
Justice of the Kentucky Supreme 
Court. 

l o .JC a Justice of the Kentucky 
Supreme Court is to have the oppor­
tunity to influence the directiOn of 
justice as it is administered in the 
entire state, in evecy court of the 
Commonwealth," Stumbo said in a 
press release issued Tuesday. "My 
life and legal career, on and off the 
bench, have been directed toward 
this goal." 

Stumbo, a Prestonsburg native, 
has been a court of appeals judge 
since 1989, when she became the 
first woman from the Seventh Judi­
cial District to be elected to the Ap-

pellate Court in the state of Ken­
tucky. Stumbo is a former assistant 
county attorney and prosecuter in the 
Floyd District and Juvenile courts. 
She bas also been active in efforts to 
provide aid fer battered women and 
abused children and has served on 
the board of directors of the Floyd 
County Spouse Abuse Shelter. 
Stumbo also served as the chairman 
of the board of directors of the Appa­
lachian Research and Defense Fund 
of Kentucky, Incorporated from 
1984-1989. 

Stumbo is seeking election in 
November to the vacancy created by 
the retirement of Justice Dan Jack 
Combs. Among those who are vying 
to serve the rem.ain<W of Combs' 
unexpired term before November's 
special election are Sarah Walter 
Combs, the widow of forme!" GoveJ"· 
nor Bert T. Combs; and former 
Ashland Mayor David Welch.

Public bearings have been set to 
hear comments on a four-year facil­
ity plan for the Floyd County School 
System. · 

On Tuesday, July 19 at 6 p.m. at 
Allen Elementary the Floyd County 
Board of Education will bold its pub­
lic hearing on the plan before submit­
ting it to the Kentucky Department of 
Education and then to the State Boa,rd 
for Elementary and Secondary Edu­
cation for approval. 

The second hearing is scheduled 
to be held on Tuesday, July 27 at 6 
p.m. at Allen Elementary and will be 
conducted by a hearing officer for the 
State Board for Elementary and Sec­
ondary Education. 

At the two public bearings, per~ 
sons who wish to comment on the 
facility plan may present written or 
oral comments to the hearing officer. 

After consideration of the public 
comments received at the hearings, 
the hearing officers will submit a 
plan to the state school board for 
approval. Once a facility plan is ap-

proved by state school board, that 
plan will become the local scbool 
district's four-year plan. 

Earlier this year, a 16-member 
local planning committee (LPC) sub­
mitted a facility plan to the Floyd 
County Board of Education. 

The LPC report said that school 
district bas the funds available to 
initiate the first two major construc­
tion projects, wbicb include a new 
Maytown/Martin elementary and the 
expansion and renovation of

Circuit Judge Harold Stumbo dis­
qualified himself Tuesday prior to a 
hearing to determine whether an in­
junction should be ordered to bar the 
local school board from implement­
ing a reorganization plan. 

After Stumbo stepped down, the 
case was transferred to Floyd Circuit 
Judge John David Caudill. 

Tuesday afternoon, J udgeCaudil_l 
also stepped down from the case say­
ing he had represented one of the 
administrators, Tommy Thompson, 
in a divorce action prior to his ap­
pointment to the bencb. 

Judge Stumbo recused himself 
saying he was related to one of the 
plaintiffs wives. 

"I think I should recuse myself 
because Pete's (Grigsby Jr.) wife is 
my second cousin," Judge Stumbo 
explained to both parties Tuesday 
morning. 

School administrators Grigsby, 
Thompson and Wayne Ratliff are 
seeking an injunction to prohibit 
implementing the reorganization plan 
because it eliminates their jobs. 

The board's attorney, Cliff Latta, 
said thatJudgeStumbodisclosed that 
he was related to Grigsby's wife prior 
to Tuesday's scheduled hearing. Latta 
said that he felt Judge Stumbo acted 
properly by stepping doWn from the 
case. 

After a hearing last Friday, Judge 
Stumbo ordered tbat a temporary re­
straining order be dissolved because 
the administrators posted no bond. 
Stumbo said that the three adminis­
trators could remain in their jobs un­
til Tuesday's hearing. 

Judge Stumbo first told the ad­
ministrators that "I don't believe I 
can do that (order that the three keep 
their jobs)," but he then changed his 
mind and ordered the three remain 
employed as administrators pending 
the outcome of the lawsuit 

After the Tuesday bearing failed 
to materialize, Grigsby asked if be 
and the othertwoadrninistratorscould 
remain in their jobs. 

"'We are in a precarious situation," 
Grigsby told the judge. "Weba enot 
been assigned to othel' jobs as re­
quired by July 1. I'm sure the super­
intendent will assign us later on, but 
we need to go back to work. . . to earn 
some money. We ought to have our 
jobs until some decision is made."

The state attorney general's office 
has declined to issue an opinion on an 
alleged Open Meeting Law violation 
because a lawsuit has been filed in 
Floyd County Cir~uit Court on the 
issue. 

Attorney Mickey McGuire. who 
represents threeFloydCountyscbool 
administrators, claims the Floyd 
County School Board violated the 
state's Open Meeting Law by dis.­
cussing a district reorganization plan 
in closed session. The jobs of admin­
istrators, Pete Grigsby Jr., Tommy 
Thompson and Wayne Ratliff were 
eliminated under the reorganization 
plan. 

McGuire flied an appeal with the 
attorney general's office and asked 
for a decision on the issue. McGuire 
also flied a lawsuit in circuit court 
claiming that the plan had been ille­
gally discussed on four occasions by 
the school board. 

In a July 2 response, assistant at­
torney general Tom Emerson said the 
issue should be decided in circuit 
court. 

"The attorney general's office will 
not at this time render a decision as to 
whether the Floyd County School 
Board property invoked exceptions 
to the Open Meetings Actin regard to 
the four meetings in question since 
that same issue was presented to a 
circuit court before the appeal was 
presented to this office and the matter 
is now pending before that circuit 
court," Emerson's le1U1' said. ""While 
a person alleging a violation of the 
Open Meetings Act does not have to 
exhaust his remedies (through the 
attorney general's office) before ftl­
ing suit in circuit court, it is the opin­
ion of this office that person cannot 
seek relief from this office ... when 
the same and additional questions 
under the Kentucky Open Meetings 
Act are currently pending before a 
circuit cc ''1."

Social Security benefits are gen­
erally reduced for people who also 
receive a pension fronrr a job where 
theydidnotpay Social Security taxes. 
"This usually applies to fomer Fed­
eral Government employees," said 
Kelly, "although some State and lo­
calgovemmentemployeesdidn'tpay 
into Social Security so they also may 

• be affected." 
Benefits are reduced to eliininate 

a "windfall" that goverrunent em­
ployees received before the law was 
changed in 1983. Kelly explained 
that Social Security benefits are 
geared to pay ahigherrateofreturn to 
low wage earners. "For example," he 
said, "low paid workers could re-

. ceive benefits up to 90 percent of 
their pre-retirement earnings. Highly 
paid workers receive considembly 
less."

The estimate statement Social 
Security provides includes a section, 
"Government Pensions and Social 
Security Benefits," specifically de­
signed to alert government employ­
ees that" ... your Social Security ben­
efits and those of your spouse may be 
lower than the amounts shown on 
this statement" 

People who want a free estimate 
of their benefits should contact So­
cial Security for the request form. 
Government employees should also 
ask for the free factsbeet, "A Pension 
From Work Not Covered By Social 
Security," which explains in detail 
bow the adjustments are made and 
should help the reader determine any 
reductions to make to his or her esti­
mate.

Outbreak of faculty 
resignations at PCC

In a recent article published in the 

Floyd County Times, a staff writer 
quoted Prestonsburg Community 
College's President Dr. Deborah 
Floyd as "boasting a faculty includ­
ing the most highly educated profes-

sors in the state's comnumity college 
system." This is a very accurate state­
ment based on the quantitative com­
parisonsoffacultydegreesandquali­
fications. 

Most importantly though, P.C.C.' s 
faculty strengths for the past several 
years have been more than just quan­
titative data reported in degrees held 
and hours beyond. The faculty of 
Prestonsburg Community College 
have had a tremendous depth of qual­
ity which has provided leadership 
and academic achievement at all lev­
els whether it be service area. state, 
regional or national.

It seems that Dr. Boswell has 
missed his mark in more ways than· 
one in his letter to you dated June 
18th. Had he carefully read my ar­
ticle 'Tuning In: Do Prostitutes Trans­
mit HIV and AIDS?" ("I Iuman Con­
dition", June 9th), he would have 
realized that I was simply summariz­
ing one written by Dr. Robert Root­
Bernstein of Michigan State Univer­
sity, not stating any opinions of my 
own. Dr. Root-Bernstein has gained 
worldwide respect for being one of 
the most well-read individuals of the 
scientific literature concerning HIV 
and AIDS. The results of numerous 
studies from the United States and 
Europe have caused Dr. Root­
Bernstein to express doubt about the 
validity of the widely-held view that 
HIV in western countries is sexually­
transmitted and that western prosti­
tutes spread HIV and AIDS into the 
general heterosexual community. He 
was not talking about African prosti­
tutes. It is known, at least in the 
scientific community, that the nature 
ofHIV-infection and the marker dis­
eases for AIDS in Africa are entirely 
different from those in western na­
tions. 

In Africa, the incidence ofHIV is 
high and is equally distributed among 
males and females, which has led to 
the assumption that it is sexually­
transmitted. The article to which Dr. 
Boswell referred merely supports Dr. 
Root-Bernstein'sstatementbypoint­
ing out that (and I quote) "Tb(.. 
prevalance of HIV -1 infection in the 
heterosexual populations of Europe 
and America remains low, whereas 
in some African cities, the preva­
lenceofHIV-1 infectionisoverlO%." 
According to Dr. Root-Bernstein's 
article, HIV -positive prostitutes from 
western countries were almost al­
ways drug-users. Those who did not 
use drugs were not I IIV -positive. On 
the other band, in the African study, 
the HIV-positive prostitutes were all 
very poor and disease-ridden with 
one or more of the classical S1Ds. 
Moreover, all their partners were in 
similar condition. Prostitutes who 
were not poor and diseased were not 
studied. That 85% of the African 
prostitutes were HIV -positive is, 
therefore, not surprising, since, as 
any doctor will admit, people who 
are diseased, malnourished, on drugs, 
homosexual, with poor or non-exis­
tent personal hygiene, and so on, run 

a much greater risk for picking up 
any infection. 

Dr. Boswell is mistaken about a 
few other things, too. First of all, the 
prostitutes in the African study came 
from only one sector of Nairobi, not 
from the entire city, as he suggested. 
Secondly, nowhere in that article do 
the authors say that the men who got 
HIV from the prostitutes in tum gave 
it to uninfected prostitutes. As a mat­
teroffact, the authors concluded that 
only 24 (8.2%) of the 293 men who 
were ultimately studied became lliV­
positive during the period of investi­
gation. The vast majority of the men 
did not become "infected." It appears 
that Dr. Boswell is himself dissemi­
nating wrong information, which is 
likely biased by his personal desire to 
make a point, and more benefitting of 
"pseudoscience." 

Of the people in this country who 
have AIDS, only 6% are heterosexu­
als, and of these, about 3.8% are 
women. Less than one percent of 
these women have become "infected" 
from sexual contact with men who 
were HIV-positive. The others were 
in other high-risk groups, such as 
drug-users, recipients of HIV ~posi­
tive blood, etc ... These figures have 
remained fairly constant for almost 
ten years. In view of this, how can Dr. 
Boswell say that "women are much 
more likely to become infected from 
heterosexualcontactthanmen"when 
the percentages are so low, espe­
cially for women who do not indulge 
in drugs and have other health risks? · 
(Read the "CDC HIV I AIDS Surveil­
lance Report", Dr. Boswell. These 
figures are not made up!) As I have 
told readers. there are many studies 
which have shown that HIV is barely 
detectable in semen, even in men 
who have active cases of AIDS. Such 
studies deserve to be considered in 
the widening controversy. 

Interestingly, Dr. Boswell seemed 
to inadvertently support Dr. Root­
Bernstein's view thatHIV is not likely 
to be transmittedintotheheterosexual 
community by female prostitutes, 
when he said " ... st¢ies have shown 
that it is fairly difficult for a male to 
become infected from a woman with 
the virus." Indeed, even the CDC's 
figures show that of the 2.4% ofhet­
erosex ual men who have contracted 
AIDS, less than 1% of them have 
become infected from heterosexual 
contact with women who were HIV­
positive. The others were in the same 
high-risk groups mentioned above 
for women. Dr. Boswcllis,evidcntly, 
in conflict with himself. 

As Dr. Boswell said, there is an 
abundance of good scientific litera­
ture on AIDS. But the literature avail­
able is not confined to proponents of 
the J UV I AIDS hypothesis. It includ<"s 
credible work by scientists who do 
not support the hypothesis that HIV 
causes AIDS and that HIV is sexu­
ally-transmitted. I feel compelled, as 
an academician/educator, and a sci­
entist, to keep up-to-date on the HIV I 
AIDS controversy within the scien­
tific community and share the infor­
mation with the public. Wrong 
information \s not disseminated in 
my writings. People deserve to know 
that there is not yet an uncontested 
consensus among scientists on the 
cause of AIDS. If there was, there 
would likely be a vaccine by now, 
considering the billions of dollars 
which have so far been spent on de­
veloping one over the past 9 years. 

I always stress that one should 
keep an open mind when discussing 
HIV and AIDS, and I stress that now, 
and again to Dr. Boswell. I fmd it 
amazing that he said, without any 
reservation, that HIV causes AIDS, 
when scientists around the world can­
not fully agree on it! It is still an 
hypothesis, remember, and ao hy­
pothesis is merely an educated 

"guess.' • In the scientific method, even 
a "theory," which is far scronger than 
an hypothesis, is never considered to 
be a fact, even though a wealth of 
facts surround it! 

Before seeing his "letter to the 
editor," I sent Dr. Boswell a few 
articles which might help him to un­
derstand the HIV I AIDS controversy. 
One is written by Dr. PeterDuesberg, 
a world authority on viruses and the 
one who discovered the oncogene 
( cancer<ausing gene). It is 7 6 pages 
long and has over 300 references 
which Dr. Boswell might like tore­
view in his leisure time if he is sin­
cerely concerned about educating the 
community about mv and AIDS. 
Meanwhile, if he insists on pursuing 
the "wrong information" tact, I ad­
vise him to contact Dr. Root­
Bernstein, the author of the article I 
summarized, who will undoubtedly 
be willing to furnish him with all the 
scientific references which led him to 
arrive at the conclusion that "healthy 
individuals" do not contract HIV or 
AIDS. and even HIV-seropositive, 
drug-abusing female prostitutes have 
not been and cannot be vectors for 
transmitting HIV or AIDS to a 
hcalthy,drug-freeheterosexualpopu­
lation."

BREEDING TROUBLE

When President Clinton gave us 
his "Vision of Change for America" 
proposal, he correctly specified some 
nuclear programs that no longer de­
serve taxpayer funding. However, the 
Administration bowed to parochial 
lobbying and reinserted $21.9 mil­
lion into the proposed Department of 
Energy (DOE) budget. These tax 
dollars would pay for continued re­
search on the Advanced Liquid Metal 
Reactor (ALMR), a ''newer" version 
of a breeder reactor program that 
Congress terminated a decade ago 
because of economic, environmental 
and nuclear weapons proliferation 
concerns. 

American taxpayers have already 
spent more than $8 billion on breeder 
reactor programs. Indeed, we will 
spend $136million in fiscal year 1993 
on the ALMR. But some freshmen 
members of Congress like ourselves 
believe the time bas come to cut off 
the public tap. 

The ALMR is a nuclear breeder 
reactor, fueled by and simultaneously 
creating a blend of plutonium-ura­
nium isotopes. Other countries pur­
sued breeder technology in the past 
to provide plutonium for weapons or 
for eventual electricity generation. 
But nuclear nations are now reduc­
ing, not building, bomb stockpiles 
and the cheap, abundant supply of 
uranium worsens the economics of 
breeder reactors. Japan, France, Italy 
and Russia, which have invested iil

similarplutoniurn-driven reactors, are 
seeing interest lag as costs mount. 

Scientists at Argonne National 
Laboratory in lllinois, which serves 
as the research hub for the ALMR, 
recently renamed the program "Ac­
tinide Recycling," apparently trying 
to make the ALMR a recycling tool. 
Argonneclaimsthatthisreactorcould 
be fueled by high-level radioactive 
waste from conventional ligbtwater 
nuclear reactors. ("Actinides" are 
radioactive metals.) The change im­
plies that the ALMR bas become a 
waste disposal technology; but call­
ing a pig a horse won't make it so. 

Using the ALMR for waste man­
agement requires construction of 
many new facilities: the reactors 
themselves, reprocessing facilities to 
separate plutonium and other ac­
tinides from spent nuclear fuel, and 
fabrication facilities to convert the 
separated wastes into metal fuel for 
the reactors. Scientists at Lawrence 
Livermore National Laboratory 
(LLNL) estimate that the United 
States would have to build 10-40 
ALMR plants to consume the ac­
tinides in the annual wastes from the 
current generation of nuclear power 
plants. In the current and foreseeable 
economic climate, the challenge of 
siting and licensing any of these reac­
tors or related facilities, let alone all 
of them, would be fOilllidable. 

It is highly unlikely that deploy­
ment of the AL\1Rtechnology, even 
if feasible, would contribute much to 
solving the high-level radioactive 
waste disposal problem. Since the 
ALMR would not completely con­
sume these wastes, itwouldnotelimi­
nate the need for a high-level waste 
repository. The more dangerous fis­
sion products would remain intact, 
and the actinides-the affected por­
tions of the waste-would not disap­
pear but instead would be converted 
into shorter lived (from thousands to 
hundreds of years) but more highly 
radioactive isotopes. According to a 
1992 report by independent analysts 
at the LLNL, reprocessing of total 
projected commercial high-level 
wastes could add $84 billion to the 
current repository budget of $33 bil­
lion, for a minimlDil program cost of 
$117 billion. 

Reprocessing wastes from light 
water reactors into usable fuel for the 
ALMR creates environmental and 
proliferation problems as well as eco­
nomic ones. When reprocessed 
chemically, the solid spent fuel rods 
generate a large amount of liquid 
radioactive waste. Public opposition 
to any new nuclear site, for "recy­
cling" or reprocessing, is likely to be 
intense. 

The United States rejected pluto­
nium-fueled nuclear reactors as too 
costly when Congress terminated 
funding for the Clinch River Breeder 
Reactor in 1983. Economically, it 
still makes no sense to develop a 
breeder program for energy produc­
tion or for waste disposal. If this 
technology provides an answer to 
nuclear waste disposal, as its propo­
nents now claim, then the ALMR 
should compete with other disposal 
concepts within the Nuclear Waste 
Trust Fund, a pool of money col­
lected from nuclear utilities ior that 
purpose. Otherwise, let's call this tax­
payer-funded pork what it is-waste, 
not waste disposal.

Larry Brett Moore ofPikeville died Monday at 
the University of Kentucky Medical Center from 
injuries he received in an auto accident Saturday 
while trying to avoid a police road check, accord­
ing to a Kentucky State Police press release. 

The Kentucky State Police and the Pike County 
Sheriff's Department conducted the road check 
on KY 195 near Regina on July 3. Moore was 
headed north when he came upon the road check. 
He turned his car around and began travelling 
south at a high rate of speed, the release said. 

KSP Trooper Tim Engle and Pike County 
Deputy Sheriff Bill Collins gave chase, but. about 
3/4 mile from the road check site, lost sight of 
Moore's '91 Chevrolet S-10 pickup truck. They 
soon discovered the pickup, crashed into a cliff. 

Moore had rounded a curve at an excessive 
speed and lost control of his car, the report said. 
The car slid across the road and struck a cliff. 

He was not wearing a seat belt. 
Moore was transported to Pikeville Methodist 

Hospital and later transferred to the University of 
Kentucky Medical Center. He was prounounced 
dead at 8 a.m. July 5 by Norman Webster of the 
Fayette County Medical Examiner's Office.

Whitesburg officers 
suspended after chase 

Two Whitesburg police officers have been 
suspended with pay while the mayor investigates 
why they chased a stolen ambulance through 
three counties last Wednesday. 

The 60-mile pursuit involved five law en­
forcement agencies. It began when a 16-year old 
boy stole the ambulance at gunpoint in Letcher 
County. 

The Whitesburg officers, James Pelfrey and 
Tim Banks, somehow heard about the robberty 
and decided to join the chase, Whitesburg Mayor 
James Asher said. Pelfrey was home at the time, 
but he has a police scanner, Asher said. 

The ambulance passed through just a small 
piece of Whitesburg. 

On its course through Letcher,KnottandPerry 
counties, the ambulance struck about seven po­
lice cruisers, including the Whitesburg cruiser, 
and ran through two roadblocks before state po­
lice shot out its tires. 

As a result of the crash, Banks ended up in a 
neck brace and one Whitesburg police cruiser 
apparently was totaled. 

Mayor Asher said one of the officers already 
had been warned not to pursue vehicles. 

The mayor actually saw a piece of the action. 
He was retWlling from a trip to Prestonsburg 

when he saw the ambulance whiz by, followed by 
what looked like police cars. 

"I thought, 'Boy, it must have been a hell of an 
accident,"' Asher recalled. "And I said, •Are 
those city police cars? Nah. They wouldn't be 
here in Knott County."' - Lexington Herald­

Some newly laid-off Kentuckians 
may receive higher unemployment 
insurance benefits starting in July as 
a result of a healthy and improving 
Unemployment Insurance Trust 
Fund. 

A sufficient trust fund balance is 
also welcome news for Kentucky's 
employers who will be spared higher 
unemployment insurance taxes as 
well. 

For eligible Kentuckians who file 
new claims beginning July 6, the 
maximum weekly amount will in­
crease from $217 to $229 for up to 26 
weeks of unemployment compensa­
tion. The hike also will apply to any 
federally authorized extension of 
unemployment insurance benefits. 

"Our trust fund has actually in­
creased this year because of the fed­
eral Emergency Unemployment 
Compensation (EUC) paid to some 
laid-off Kentuckians," said Depart­
ment for Employment Services Com­
missioner Margaret Whittet. 

"People have the option of draw­
ing their EUC benefits before their 
regular unemployment benefits. De­
pending on their situation, some 
people receive more money from 
EUC or choose to get EUC benefits 
first because it has a withdraw dead­
line, whereas regular benefits do not. 

"As a result, the state's trust fund 
has been spared, because some people 
will find a job before they draw all of 
their regular benefits. This has helped 
us build the 1rust fund back up from 
the loss we had during the recession 
in 1991," she said. 

Kentucky employers also benefit 
because they will remain in the low­
est tax schedule. Unemployment tax 
rates are set each year based on the 
trust fund's balance at the end of the 
previous year and the average wage 
of the state's insured workers. 

Since the year-end balance of 
$363,866,350 did not fall below the 
designated level of $350 million and 
the average weekly wage of insured 
workersincreasedfrom$394in 1991 
to $416 in 1992, the state remained in 
the lowest tax schedule and maxi­
mum weekly benefits rose.

ployers. Employers pay Unemploy­
ment Insurance taxes on the first 
$8,000 each worker earns. 

"This is the seventh straight year 
Kentucky bas raised the maximum 
benefit amount while keeping a lower 
employer tax rate," Whittet said. "Our 
projections show Kentucky will con­
tinue to stay in the lowest tax rate 
bracket for at least the next five years, 
unless we suffer a severe recession." 

In 1992Kentucky averaged 31,582 
weekly beneficiaries as compared to 
a weekly average of 38,270 in 1991. 
The number of people drawing checks 
hasremainedsteadyduring 1993 with 
an average of31,708 for the first five 
months. The average weekly benefi­
ciariesforMayofthisyearwas24,304 
compared to an average of 28,602 in 
May 1991. 

"As of June, the 1rust fund balance 
had climbed even higher to 
$383,769,585," she said. "We have a 
much brighter picture of our trust 
fund now than this time last year. Our 
projections even show that our trust 
fund balance should reach beyond 
$500,000,000 in five years. 

"It's all good news. Our trust fund 
is healthy, some laid-off workers will 
get higher benefits and employers 
will not have higher taxes. Everyone 
should be pleased."

Safety foundation offers tips 
for driving in thunderstorms 

Weneedonlyl~atDorotby, the 
sweet girl frcm Kansas, to see the 
effects of a violent storm. 

True, we're never going to end up 
over the rainbow as a result of a 
twister, thunderstorm or flood, but 
we could end up seriously or fatally 
injured as a result. 

The ravages of thunderstorms can 
be devastating, from ligbUling deaths, 
to drownings, to electrocutions from 
downed wires, and wrecks caused 
from slippery roads and flash floods. 
What should motorists do? The frrst 
wordofadvicefrom weather special­
ists is "don't drive." "Every thunder­
stormisdangerous,"saidTomPriddy, 
a professor at the University of Ken­
tucky who specializes in lightning. 
"The best thing to do is to try to get 
into a well-structured building and 
stay there." Priddy noted that light­
ning kills more people every year 
than flooding or tornadoes. Males in 
their teens and 20s are most likely to 
be killed by lightning, with most 
deaths occurring in open fields, near 
trees or around water. With tempera­
tures reaching as bigb as 30,000 Cel­
sius-five times hotter than the sun­
lightning is deadly serious. 

If you cannot get home or to a safe 
place, pull off to the side of a road, 
and turn on your flashers. You are 
generally safe from lighUling inside 
your car, but do not touch metal such 
as door knobs and the radio. 

Once borne or in safe place, avoid 
using the telephone, unless it is a 
cellular phone, during athundcrstonn. 
Lightning could strike a telephone 

wire miles away and send its deadly 
voltage into your home. Get away 
from windows, which could break 
from bigb winds, and get into a cen­
tral room. 

There are hazards other than light­
ning associated with thunderstorms. 

Wires downed by high winds and 
lightning kill people every year. If 
you see a downed wire, assume it is 
"bot" and can kill you. Never touch 
one. Do not depend on rubber boots 
or raincoats to protect you from be­
ing electrocuted. Keep away from 
metal fences near g downed wire be­
cause the fencescouldconductdeadly 
volts of electricity. 

Drivers should be cautious when 
driving in a rain, even if there is no 
lightning. Statistics show that your 
chances of being in an accidem are 
much higher when it's raining. The 
best defense? Use your headlights as 
soon as it begins to rain, slow down 
and increase your following distance. 
Also, remember the best way to stop 
on a slippery surface is to use thresh­
old or controlled braking, and shift to 
neutral. Keep the heel of your foot on 
the floor and use your toes to apply 
fl11ll, steady pressure on the brake 
pedal. 

And should you spot a tornado? 
Priddy says the best advice is to get 
outoftbecarand into a ditch. Drop to 
your knees and bend forward, putting 
your hands on your knees. Do r.ot lie 
nat on the ground.

bas watched bass anglers make the 
same mistake: fishing with dull hooks. 

"I'm amazed," says Eaker, a 
former fiShing guide and now a full­
time bass tournament competitor and 
member of the Evinrude Outboards 
Pro Staff. "I've watched fishermen 
use hooks that were so dull and rusted 
you could break them with your fm­
gers, so you know they would never 
hold a bass." 

Many of the pros actually change 
hooks on their lures almost as often 
as they change fishing line. Eaker 
takes boxes of new hooks in various 
sizes with him to each tournament, 
and checks his lures after each day of 
competition. H a hook appears the 
least bit dull, it gets replaced. 

On the water, he keeps a special 
flle in his tackle box so he can sharpen 
hooks that may getdullafter continu­
ally running through rocks, brush or 
other heavy cover. 

"It really is not practical for non­
tournament fishermen to change 
hooks the way we do," says Eaker, 
"but it is important to make cenain 
the hooks are sharp. There are many 
different types of sharpening stones 
and flies available, too, and all of 
them are easy to use." 

What's important when sharpen­
ing a hook, explains the Evinrude 
pro, is making an angular point on the 
barb of the hook so it cuts as it pen­
etrates. This is easily done by flling 
the hook on one side and then the 
other, almost like a knife is sharp­
ened. 

"You know you have a sharp hook 
when the barb will scratch and hold 
onyourfmgernail,"saysEaker. "You 
know how alotofbass willjustbump 

both size and color." 
In addition to using a smaller lure 

initially, Dearman also suggests fiSh­
ing the mouths of large tributaries, 
especially those that may bave some 
type of cover, such.as stumps, rocks, 
or even boathouses. 

"These are good places to start 
because they're the spots bass will 
reach fust in their movement up the 
creeks," explains the Johnson pro. 
"Fr001 there, you can gradually fiSh 
your way up the tributary, concen­
tmting on points and cover." 

If cover is scarce, Dearman sug­
gests looking for channels, ditches, 
and othel' depth breaklines in any 
large coves or bays in the tributaries. 
Bridge pilings are also good places to 
try. 

"The depth change does not have 
to be dramatic, either," saysDearman. 
"I believe fiSh use these channels as 
their migration routes, and they may 
be less than two feet deep. 

"You might catch a big bass this 
time of year, too" says Dearman. 
"Overall, however, big bass are 
caught more easily a little later in the 
autumn because they're more shal­
low and more accessible to fisher­
men. 

"When the bass are in ttansition as 
they will be in the coming weeks, I 
think anglers can catch some excel­
lent fish, but they'll have to w<R 
harder to do it. Lure size is really 
important. and simply finding the 
fiSh is m<n difficult"

"I catch alotofbass that are hooked 
on the outside of the mouth rather 
than on the inside." 

Eaker also advises fishermen to 
check the hooks on their plugs after a 
hard day of fishing around heavy 
cover. 

"The hooks will actually become 
quite dull if they are continually re­
trieved around abrasive surfaces like 
rocks (X' sand," says Eaker, "and if 
you snag limbs very much, one or 
more of the barbs may be bent 

"Those hooks need to be sharp­
ened and straightened, or replaced 
entirely. Nearly all tackle stores sell 
replacement hooks, and now some 
small kits containing different sizes 
of hooks are even available. 

"It only takes a few minutes using 
a pair of pliers to completely replace 
a treble hook on a lure, and if you use 
a me or sharpening stone, it only 
takes a few seconds to make a sharp 
point 

"Dull or broken hooks really 
should never be an excuse for losing 
fiSh."

SMALLER LURES MAY 
CATCH TRANSITION BASS 
The autumn months generally sig­

nal the beginning of sane of the 
year's best bass fiShing, but until the 
fiSh actually move into the shallow 
creeks to feed, the action can be some. 
of the slowest of the year. 

That's because moving fiSh -
those bass in transition between deep 
water and shallow - aren't heavy 
feeders. They're tough to locate, and 
they don't stay in one place long 
enough to establish a definite pattern.' 

"It's a tough time," acknowledges 
Johnson Outboards Pro Staff angler 
and guide Randy Dearman, "but for­
tunately, it only lasts for a short time. 
The bass move fairly quickly from 
their summer structure to the shallow 
fall creeks." 

Nevertheless, says Dearman, these 
moving bass can still be caught All 
that's needed is a little patience and a 
knowledge of bass behavior. 

"I start with a small lure, such as a 
crankbait," says Dearman, "because 
I can cover a lot of water quickly and 
perhaps get a reflex strike. Then, if I 
see baitfish activity, I really try to 
match the size of my lure to the size 
of the bait. 

"Bass can be very finicky this 
time of year and not all the baitfi 
wiU be large. Study the size of th 
bait carefully and try to match it in

To stake or not to 
stake planted trees ? 

Not staking or improperly staking 
planted trees when needed can kill a 
plant However, staking a tree when 
it is not needed can waste time and 
money for tree owners. 

Traditionally, it is recommended 
to stake trees. said Bill Fountain, 
Extension horticulture specialist at 
the University of Kentucky's Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

addition to the landscape," Fountain 
said, "or it could be a financialliabil­
i ty or hazard to people and property." 

For more information on tree 
stakes or other horticu It ural practices, 
contact the county extension agent. 

Hot weather care for newly 
planted trees and shrubs 

Cool, wet weather allowed many 
trees and shrubs to be planted rela­
tively late this spring. I lowever, with 
the onset of hot weather, problems 
could develop in getting the plants 
established if owners arc not careful. 

Those problems stem from dam­
age to the root system when plants 
are dug for transplanting, said Bill 
Fountain, Extension borticulturespe­
cialistat the University ofKentucky's 
College of Agriculture. 

"If you have newly installed plants, 
it is important to protect your invest­
ment by encouraging re-establish­
ment of the root system in an appro­
priate root to stem ratio," he said. 

During the process of transplant­
ing, trees and shrubs lose up to 95 
percent of their feeder rootc;. 'These 
hair-like roots take up almost all of 
the water and nutrients vital for plant 
existence. 

Failure to rapidly establish a root 
system will lead to an early decline 
and death. 

"It is unwise to add nitrogen fertil­
izer the ftrst year of growth because it 
alters the root to shoot ratio," Foun­
tain added. 

Unneeded nitrogen causes exces­
sive shoot growth. A plant that puts 
out more leaves than the roots can 
support will suffer leaf scorch and 

sometimes twig death due to lack of 
water by mid summer. 

Sometimes it is necessary to stake 
plants for added support. However, 
trees often arc staked much more 
frequently than necessary. 

"Stake a tree only ifitcouldeasily 
be blown over during a storm," Foun­
tain said. 

If a plant was purchased with a 
root ball of sufficient size, as outlined 
in the American Standards for Nurs­
ery Stock, it should not have prob-

!ems with wind damage. 
The exception is large trees, with 

trunks three inches or larger in diam­
eter. Staking will keep these trees 
upright ac; they settle, he added. 

Support wires should be attached 
to broad bands of cloth that circle the 
trunk. 

"Wires, even when they go through 
a section of water hose, can rub or 
girdle the trunk and cause serious 
damage," Fountain said. 

If stakes are put onto a tree, the 
wires shou Id be checked at least once 
a month to ensure that the bands 
going around the tree do no~ cau.se 
injury to the delicate conducuve us­
sues just below the bark. 

Remove stakes after the ftrst grow-

''Nurscnes generally stake newly 
planted trees because of customer 
expectations," he said. "However, 
most young trees do not need to be 
staked." State Fair Concerts are tastic! 

In fact, trees which are not staked 
actually develop better than staked 
trees, Fountain said. Research indi­
cates that when trees are allowed to 
sway in the wind, root systems de­
velop faster and trunks increase in 
diameter more rapidly. 

If a tree has the recommended soil 
ball size, as outlined in the American 
Standard for Nursery Stock, it should 
not have trouble with wmd damage. 

Exceptions are 'bare root' trees 
which are moved without soil at­
tached to the root system. Trees in 
very windy sites and those with trunks 
three inches or more in diameter might 
also be more vulnerable to wind dam­
age. 

"Support wires can cause substan­
tial damage to staked trees, for they 
rub against the trunk or injure tissue 
ac; the trunk increases in diameter," 
Fountam said. 

A thin layer of phloem cells, lo­
cated just below the bark, carry sug­
ars made in the leaves to the root 
system. The phloem corresponds with 
xylem cells, which are seen as the 
annual rings of a tree. The xylem 
carries water and nutrients taken up 
by the roots to the !caves and through­
out the tree. 

If these cells become damaged, 
the plant slowly "starves" until it is 
no longer able to transport water and 

nutrients. 
"If trees are staked, the wires 

should be attached to a broad piece of 
cloth or nylon strap that goes around 
the trunk," Fountain said. 

Use three vertical stakes rather 
than a single stake sunk at an angle. 
Wires that run through a hose often 
rub the trunk and cause future prob­
lems. 

Make sure that these supports are 
checked at leac;t once a month to 
ensure that they are not tight and 
remove all materials after one year, 
he added. 

"Anyone can plant a tree, but you 
have to know what you are doing to 
ensure that the tree is really a positive

Then I got pregnant 
with my oldest girl and she was born 
June4,1962.1 was going on nineteen 
when I had her. 

Then I bad six other kids. My 
husband left me in 1979. My young­
est boy was not even a year old. 

During these years, I never did 
have a job in my life. I just stayed 
home and took care of my kids and 
raised all seven of my kids myself. 

I want to encourage other kids and 
adults to stay in school. It is impor­
tant to stay in school so you can get a 
job.

Kinnie Wagner-Southwest 
Virginia Badman 

Kinnie Wagner, one of the notori­
ous badmen from southwest Virginia, 
had an uncanny talent in shooting 
firearms which led to an early career 
as a circus trickshooter. Unforrunately 
the misuse of his talent led to a life­
time on the wrong side of the law. 

WagnerwasbomatSpeer'sFerry, 
in Scott County, Virginia, in 1903. 
His circus work enabled him to see 
many states before he was arrested 
for mine theft in Green County, Mis­
sissippi. 

He escaped from jail receiving 
widespread attention when be shot 
and killed a Deputy Sheriff who at­
tempted to recapture him. Although a 
reward was posted, Wagner was not 
beard from for over a year. 

On Aprill3, 1925,law officers in 
Kingsport, Tennessee., were notified 
that Kinnie was boatriding in a nearby 
river. They were aware be was wanted 
for murder in Mississippi and of his 
marksmanship prowess. 

"Get a casket ready for Kinnie," 
one of five lawmen said as they left 
the Kingsport office to answer the 
call. 

They soon found Wagnerandflred 
a volley of shots while the outlaw 
was near the water's edge. None found 
their mark and the fugitive was able 
to get ashore behind a tree. 

Kinnie's first shot mortally 
wounded GM. Frazier. He then shot 
Joe Groseclose and John Smith who 
were approaching from another di­
rection. Smith died immediately. 
Wagner then fled through the trees to 
escape but encountered Hubert Webb, 
another lawman who he shot and 
killed. 

The other members of the arrest 
party fled. Wagner later remarked, "I 
could have killed them all but I won't 
shoot a man in the back." 

Wagner was taken prisoner the 
following day, near Moccasin Gap, 
and was jailed in Blountville, Ten­
nessee. Several thousand curious 
onlookers came to Blountville, flll­
ing the courtroom to overflowing. 
They hoped to get a glimpse of 
Wagner. 

He admitted to the killings during 
the 5-day trial that started on April 
21, 1925. The jury found Kinnie 
Wagner guilty and the death penalty 
was pronounced. 

A motion for a new trial was made 

dates July 16, 1925, said that Kinnie 
was reportedly seen in Hemlock, 
North Carolina; Kingsport, Church 
Hill, Ford's Store, Fordtown and 
Johnson City in Tennessee; and Gate 
City, Norton, Tannersville, Bluefield 
and near Bristol in Virginia. 

They went on to say that the 
town folk feltslighted because Kinner 
had been reportedly sighted in so 
many other places but not in Bristol. 
Acmally Wagner was miles away. 

More than a year passed before a 
man giving his name as Harry Logan 
walked in to the Sheriffs Office in 
Texarkana, Arkansas, in August 
1926, and turned himself in. He said 
he had killed two men nearby. 

They soon discovered that Harry 
Logan was none other than Kinnie 
Wagner, wanted for murder in both 
Mississippi and Tennessee. 

Four states asked for Wagner but 
be was turned over to Mississippi 
because he was already sentenced 
there. He received an additional life 
sentence. 

While being transported to the 
Mississippi State Prison at Parchman, 
MS, Wagner attempted to escape but 
was knocked unconscious by a guard. 

Wagner shot it out with prison 
guards in December of 1927 before 
aborting another escape attempt 

He then became a model prisoner 
and he was eventually made a prison 
trustee. Actually Wagner was wait­
ing for the right opporrunity to es­
cape. While helping a posse search 
for an escape on October 27, 1940, 
Wagner overpowered a guard and 
forced him to drive to the Memphis 
highway at gunpoint. 

Wagnerescapedintothenigbtand 
despite widespread notification of his 
escape, remained free for two and a 
half years. 

Police received a tip early on the 
morning of April 15, 1943. FBI 
agents, state troopers and local po­
lice, waited for the fugitive along a 
mountain road six miles west of Gate 
City, Virginia, in his native Scott 
County. 

As the vehicle in which Wagner 
was riding neared, the officers fired a 
barrage of tracer bullets in a show of 
strength. Kinnie surrendered. 

A new statute recently enacted 
enabled FBI agents to participate in 
the apprehension of Wagner. Agents 
from Richmond, Virginia, and Knox­
ville, Tennessee, took part in the cap­
ture.

Wagner was wearing two 38 re­
volvers and his gunbelt included 50 
shells. There were 1600 rounds of 
ammunition in the car in addition to a 
sawed-off shotgun, four pistols, 22 
caliber rifle and a 35-40 rifle. 

Although the death penalty 
awaited Kinner Wagner in Tennes­
see it could not be imposed while he 
remained under a life sentence in 
Mississippi. 

Mississippi immediately asked for 
Wagner's return. Shackled hand and 
foot, WagnerwastakentoLynchburg 
for a hearing and then returned to the 
prison at Parchman, MS. 

With his history of murders and 
escapes, no one expected to hear again 
from Wagner. 

On March 15, 1948, he again es­
caped, eluding the law for seven years. 

Kitmie Wagner died from a heart 
attack at the Mississippi State Peni­
tentiary on March 9, 1958. His body 
was returned to Weber City, Scott 
County, Virginia, for burial. 

Thousands of curious citizens, 
reminiscent of his 1925 trial in 
B lountville,lined the highways. They 
came to bid a final goodbye to Kinnie 
Wagner who received his final sen­
tence from which there would be no 
escape.

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Vacation scams hit the Bluegrass 
Have you recently been told that 

you've "won" a vacation?TheBetter 
Business Bureau of Central and East­
em Kentucky, Inc., warns that such 
claims may not be true. 

Just ask Melanie Smith of 
Morehead. She registered for a free 
vacation while watching a parade in 
Pikeville. Within days she received a 
call from Vacation Break Cruises of 
Boca Raton, Rorida. 

"Myfaancee(gave)themmycredit 
card number to (reserve) our tickets. 
They inform(ed) us that we must pay 
$49 each for taxes and $199 each for 
a reduced rate vacation," wrote 
Melanie Smith in a letter to the Better 
Business Bureau. Melanie filed a 
complaint with the Bmeau after real­
izing that not only was she being 
asked to pay $500 for her ''free" va­
cation, but she could have obtained a 
vacation to the Bahamas at a lower 
price through a local travel agent. ' 

When she requested a refund from 
the company, she was denied. 

Also on fLle at the BBB is a letter 
from Rodney & Cleah Easterling of 
Mt. Sterling. After being charged 
$4 78 on their credit card for a vaca­
tion to the Bahamas, they were ad­
vised that they had not met the 45 day 
advance notice for reservations and 
would have to pay an additional $20 
to try again for next year's cruise. 
After many long distance phone calls 
and much worry, they have still not 
receivedarefWid. "We areoutmoney 
for phone calls and $498 for noth­
ing!" exclaimed Cleah Easterling to 
theBBB. 

Ms. Smith and the Easterlings are 
not alone. Each year thousands of 
Kentucky residents register for vaca­
tions at fairs, expositions and special 
events. Most times the promoters of 
the vacation drawings are merely out 

to SELL their products ... vacation 
certificates. 

"More often than not, everyone 
registering for the vacation gets a call 
from the promotional company within 
a few days," explains BBB Director 
of Operations Charlotte Carver. "Of­
ten the registration boxes make no 
claims that a free prize is offered, but 
'register for a vacation' has certain 
implications that we are conditioned 
to hear. Many of the registration 
blanks state that nobody receives a 
free vacation but rather that you are 
registering for an option to buy a 

vacation certificate. Unfortunately, 
few people have the time or patience 
to read the fine print" 

To receive a vacation certificate, 
registrants are usually asked to re­
lease credit card numbeJ:s or other 
confidential fmancial information to 
the solicitor. This allows the com­
pany selling the certificate to secure 
payment Certificates often contain 
hidden fees, limitations and condi­
tions, such as requiring the recipient 

to attend a lengthy, high pressure 
sales presentation. 

The BBB offers the following ad­
vice concerning vacation certificates: 
Find out exactly what the package 
contains in terms of transportation 
and accommodations; bow much 
money must be given as a deposit; if 
the deposit is refundable; and how 
much is later required. Get the name 
of the hotel, airline and/or cruise line; 
personally conf1J1Il all reservations 
and get written verification. Do not 
be pressured by any company to give 
an immediate decision or to give cash, 
check or credit card numbers; and 
comparison shop, contacting local 
travel agents and vacation compa­
nies. 

If you would like more informa­
tion about vacation certificates and 
other prize promotions or if you've 
had problems with a vacation certifi­
cate promoter, please call your Better 
Business Bureau at 1-800-866-6668
