Three Floyd County school ad­
ministrators, whose jobs were elimi­
nated under a central office reorgani­
zation plan, carried out a previous 
threat to take their case to federal 
court. 

Assistant superintendents Tommy 
Thompson and Pete Grigsby Jr. and 
Wayne Ratliff, co-director of food 
service, filed a lawsuit Monday 
against the school board and superin­
tendent in U.S. District Court at 
Pikeville seeking reinstatement to 
their positions in the school system. 

in March, Prestonsburg attorney 
Mickey McGurre distributed copies 
of a proposed federal lawsuit on be­
half of the Floyd County 
Admimstrator's Association against 
board member Eddie Billips prior to 
the board's adoption of the reorgani­
zation plan. 

McGuire's proposed lawsuit al­
leged that Billips, under the guise of 
the reorganization plan, was trying to 
retaliate against administrators who 
did not support him in his 1990 elec­
tion. 

McGuire said in March that if the 
local board adopted the current reor­
ganization plan, the lawsuit would be 
filed. 

The suit filed Monday names the 
entire board of education and super­
Intendent Steve Towler. 

The suit claims that the adminis-

Financial problems piling up for solid waste : 

Commission eyes debtors for cash

The road to financial health for the 
Floyd County Solid Vaste Commis­
sion continues to be littered with debt 
and deficit, officials say, and if clean­
up efforts don't begin soon, bank­
ruptcy may sound a "Jasthaul" for the 
beleaguered county agency. 

"We're getting two cents a pound 
for (transporting waste)," Floyd 
County Landfill Director David 

: 

Cooley said Thursday, "and we're 
paying seven to get rid ofit ... We've 
gotto do something soon .... It doesn't 
take a mathematical genius to figure 
that out" 

Bob McAninch, executive direc­
tor of the Solid Waste Commission, 
said Thursday that the commission is 
currently exploring several options, 
including stgnificant rate hikes and 
the transformation of the existing 
landftll facility into a waste transfer 
station in an effort to balance its 

over-stretched budget McAninch is 
also trying to step up collection by 
seeking permission to file suit against 
the commission's debtors who have 
failed to pay for services over an 
extended period, he said. 

The problem, Cooley said, is the 
exorbitant out-of-county transporta­
tion and disposal costs the county 
waste system tms had to ab.:.orb smcc

Jessen says goodbye to

This Sunday morning, June 20, 
the Rev. Dr. Timothy Jessen will 
preach his last sermon as pastorofthe 
FustPresbyterianChurch in Prestons­
burg.

Tragedy mars end of school year: 

Teen killed 
in car crash

The 1993 school season ended in 
tragedy Thursday when a Wheel­
wright High School sophomore was 
killed and two others injured, one 
critically, in a one-car accident on 
Ky. 122 at Bypro. 

Trooper Byron Hansford of the 
Pikeville Post of the Kentucky State 
Police said at the scene Thursday 
that the accident apparently occurred 
when 16-year-old Elmer Douglas 
Caudill of Wheelwright was driv­
ing his Corvette in the westbound 
lane of Ky. 122, lost control of the 
vehicle and struck a rock wall. 

The vehicle apparently rolled onto 
its top, skidded several feet across the 
eastbound lane, flipped back onto its 
wheels and slid over an embankment, 
Hansford said. 

A preliminary investigation re­
vealed thatexcessi ve speed may have 
contributed to the accident, Hansford 
said. 

A passenger in the vehicle,l6-
year-old Brandon Holbrook, was pro-

nounced dead at the scene by Floyd 
County Coroner Roger E. Nelson. 

Both Caudill and a second passen­
ger, Justin Ray, 16, were transported 
to the McDowell Appalachian Re­
gional Medical Center. Ray was later 
air-lifted to the University of Ken­
tucky Trauma Center at Lexington. 

Caudill was admitted to McDowell 
Appalachian Regional Medical Cen-

'It's your worst nightmare' : 

Students left campus; 
parents a t s

Thursday's tragic car crash which 
killed a Wheelwright High School 
student has some Wheelwright par­
ents questioning how students can 
leave the school campus without pa­
rental peirnission. 

Brandon Holbrook, 16, of Wheel­
wright was killed and two other stu­
dents were injured in a car crash at 
Bypro just before noon Thursday af­
ter they left the high school without 
permission, school officials said. 

Terry Spears, comm.mications 
director for the school system, said 
Holbrook was last seen at the school 
at approximately 11:00 a.m. when a 
teacher saw him and he apparently 
had a hall pass to go to the restroom. 
Spears said that school officials re­
ported that Holbrook did not check 
out of school and apparently left the 
school campus a short time after­
ward. 

Parents in the Wheelwright com­
munity expressed concern because 
of the reported ability of students to 
come and go as they please near the 
end of the school year and that they 
are not aware their children are ab­
sent from school. 

School officials could not explain 

Thursday how students leave the 
school campus without following 
proper procedures or how to prevent 
them from leaving. 

"Idon'tknowhowtoanswerthat," 
Spears said. 

Wheelwright principal Don Bowl­
ing said Thursday that school offi­
cials try their best to prevent students 
from leaving the campus. "This is

your worst nightmare," Bow ling said 
about the accident that killed 
Holbrook. "You try to plan for every 
eventuality to keep something like 
this from happening. We certainly 
did everything we felt we possibly 
could do." 

Bowling said that a teacher was 
placed outside the school building on 
Wednesday and Thursday in an ef­
fort to keep students from leaving the 
school campus. 

One parent, who asked not to be 
identified, said his/her child had left 
school after taking a test Thursday 
and went with a group of students to 
Jenny Wiley State Park. The parent 
said the principal 'did not call the 
student's residence to report the child 
was absent from school. 

"I want to know why parents were 
not contacted when students left?" 
the parent said. "I want to know why 
my son can go in there and walk out 
at 8:30 and I don ' t know about it? Is 

it because of the last day of school? If 
that's the case, I don't want my kid 
going the last week because it's kill­
ing them." 

Bowling said that every effort is 
made to contact parents when stu­
dents leave the school campus or 
when they are absent. Bowling added 
that sometimes parents cannot be 
reached to inform them their children 
are not at school. 

"We did notauthorin~ any student 
to leave without talking to the par­
ents," Bowling said. "If the student 
arbitrarily left school, with the teacher 
supervising out front, I don't think 
that's the case. 

"There may have been some stu­
dents who went to the lake, I'm not 
saying they didn't," Bowling said. 
"But, if they left home this morning 
and went to the lake, there is nothing 
we can do about that. If they checked 
out with (their) parents' permission 
and then went to the lake, we can't do 

anything about that. We certainly did 
not authorize any student to go to the 
lake." 

If a student leaves the school cam­
pus without following the proper pro­
cedure, school officials will attempt 
to contact a parent or a relative to 
inform them that the student is not at 
school. 

"Anytime we're notified a student 
is not in class or where they're sup­
posed to be, our first effort is to 
contact the parent," Bowling said. 
"Sometimes (we're) notable to get in 
touch with the parent. Anytime school 
is about to dismiss, the circumstances 
change in that kids get anxious and a 
little hyper about being in school and 
leaving. We've tried to intercept this 
kind of thing." 

If a student leaves home in the 
morning and does not go to school, 
Bowling said, school officials do not 
know the child is supposed to be in 
school and the parents are unaware 
their child is absent.

Bowling said, however, that proper 
school procedure is to call the homes 
of students who are absent to deter­
mine if the parents are aware their 
child is absent. 

agementordered the Floyd landfill to 
be shut down last year.

a transfer station after negotiation 
with private companies to operate the 
facility broke down, Cooley said, the 
cost of such a project would be around 
$166,900. 

Rate hikes might improve the 
commission's financial outlook, 
Cooley said, but it might also lead to 
increased open dumping.

trators' due process rights were vio­
lated and that the district's reorgani­
zation plan "was only an excuse to 
terminate, punish or deprive" them 
of their rights and that the adminis­
trators are "career professionals, spe­
cialists in their fields ... :; 

The suit also alleges that Billips 
"has a plan to eliminate all Floyd 
County administrators" and that after 
he was elected to the board, Billips 
"has threatened school administra­
tors with termination" and "ordered 
school employees to perform certain 
tasks and unlawfully asserted author­
ity over school grounds." 

Othermembersoftheschool board 
"either conspired with" or consented 
to "the devise of Towler, Billips and 
Patton" to approve the restructuring 
plan, the lawsuit claims. 

The administrators are also seek­
ing $100,000 jointly and severally in 
compensatory and punitive damages; 

a jury trial and attorney fees. 

In a related issue, la~t week Aoyd 
County Circuit Court Judge Harold 
Stumbo issued a restraining order 
which prohibits the school board from 
implementing the reorganization plan 
after McGuire filed a civil lawsuit 

No hearing has been set in that 
case. 

McGuire has also filed an appeal 
with the state attorney general's of­
fice claiming the school board vio­
lated the state's Open Meeting Law 
because the reorganization plan was 
discussed in closed session. 

Ed Lynch, spokesman for the at­
torney general's office, said Tuesday 
that no ruling has been made on the 
appeal. Under law, the attorney 
general's office must rule on alleged 
open meeting violations within 10 
days of receipt of the complaint. The 
appeal was dated June 10.

Child support area offices offer 
help in locating and collecting sup­
port from the absent parent The only 
cost is an application fee of $5 to $25, 
depending on income.

Changing Faces 
The Kentucky Education Re­

form Act is not only changing the 
face of public education in Ken­
tucky, it's changing the faces. 

Since the first parts of that 
sweeping legislation went into ef­
fect in July 1990, nearlyhalf-87 
- of Kentucky's school districts 
have seen new superintendents. In 
some cases, that change has been 
directly the result of KERA's 
muscle. 

Superintendents in Boyd, Royd 
and Magoffin counties who ran 
afoul of Education commissioner 
Thomas Boysen, whose post was 
created by the law, and the state 
board of education, whose powers 
were dramatically increased by it, 
arc no longer in their jobs. 

Other superintendents, who 
toiled honorably for their districts 
for years under the old system, 
have voluntarily decided to step 
aside for younger administrators 
better able to stand up to the de­
mands of reform. 

That demand for a whole gen­
eration of new leaders troubles 
some observers. 

They question where the talent 
and experience will come from to 
lead Kentucky schools through the 
most challenging time in their his­
tory. 

They -.yorry that otherwise am­
bitious teachers who have wrestled 
with school reform at the class-

room level will want no part of the 
mega-headaches it is creating for 
administrators, disrupting the pipe­
line that traditio nail y has produced 
most of Kentucky's school lead­
ers. 

We prefer to think that school 
reform is attracting top candidates 
- both from within Kentucky 
school districts and from outside 
the state's borders- rather than 
driving them away. 

How 111any times in the past two 
years have we heard applicants for 
northeastern Kentucky school su­
perintendencies say that KERA 
was one of their main reasons for 
being interested in the job in the 
first place? 

KERA in some ways is akin to 
re-inventing the educational wheel, 
andweshouldn'texpectitschanges 
to come without some cost or ca­
sualties along the way. Some ad­
ministrators, some teachers, will 
find it too taxing, and drop out. 
That's a natural, healthy attrition 
that should infuse the schools with 
new blood, with leaders who are 
embracing reform rather than in­
heriting it; who are excited about it 
rather than intimidated by it. 

It's precisely that kind ofleader 
-with energy, vision and, most 
import anti y, commitment - who 
will be needed to see Kentucky 
school reform through.

High rate of HIV virus 
found among prostitutes 

Editor's Note: The following letter 
is reprinted from Wednesday due to 
an omission. 

Editor: 
I think it is qnfortunate that you 

are disseminating totally wrong 
information in what purports to be a 
women's health section (The Human 
Condition by John W. Shiber, 
Wednesday, June 9, 1993). HIV, the 
virus which causes Aids (acquired 
immunodeficiency syndrome) is 
trnnsmitted by heterosexual contact. 
While studies have shown that it is 
fairly difficult for a male to become 
infected from a woman with the virus, 
it is relatively easy for a woman to 
become infected through vaginal 
unprotected sex with an infected man. 
I think it is important to stress that 
while women are much more likely 
to become infected from heterosexual 
contact than men, anyone who has 
sex wiU1 someone who is not their 
monogamous partner runs a risk of 
becoming infected. I have included a 
copy of tl1e article fom the Lancet 

referenced at the end of Dr. Shiber's 
Column. I tl1ink careful readingofthe 
article will show that in 1987, 85 
percent of the prostitutes studied in 
Nairobi, Kenya had IIIV and that 
they gave the virus to their customers 
who in turn gave it to uninfected 
prostitutes. There is an abundance of 

good scientific literature on AIDS.In 
the future, please use it for the 
women's health features.

Safeguards 
Within recent days, the U.S. Supreme Court has 

made two decisions that say much about what should 
be tlle proper relationship between government and 
religion in the nation. 

In one, it ruled that religious groups must be 
treated like oilier community groups when tbe issue 
is access to public school buildings for after-hours 
meetings. In tlle other, il overturned the ban on ritual 
animal sacrifice in a case taken to the court by the 
Santeria Church of Lukami 13abalu Aye. 

The common thread between tbe two decisions is 
!.hat school districts and communities cannot dis­
criminate against one particular group simply be­
cause of it-; religious beliefs. In the Santeria case. an 
ordinance oullawing ritual animal sacrifice was 
pa<>scd hy U1e city of llialcah, Florida, in reaction to 

the announcement that a Santeria Church was being 
established. 

The court's decision was not a statement about 
the validity of that particular religion, but a recogni­
tion that the Constitution does not permit govern­
ments to discriminate against either unpopular reli­
gions or religious rituals. 

Similarly, the decision that school boards must 
pursue an all-or-notl1ing policy towards community 
groups getting access to school buildings supports 
tl1e right of people not to be discriminated against in 
pursuit of their religious beliefs. 

The Supreme Court's decisions reaffinns one of 
the tenets that tl1is country was built upon - that the 
righ\S of the minority cannot be trampled by a tyran­
nical majority - The Daily Independent, Ashland 

Reality check 
Gov. Brereton Jones, like many of his predeces­

sors, has come face to face with financial reality. 
The reality is simple. The state always plans to 

spend more money U1an it will hring in tluough taxes. 
As Jones surely knows, cutbacks in state spend­

ing is a stopgap solution to a long tcnn problem. To 
find a long-term solution, Jones needs to address 
both ends of the problem: spending and taxation. 

On spending, Jones needs to examine every facet 
of state government. Withholding tax refunds to 
make ends meet is not tl1c answer. State government 
needs to be scaled back. 

Doing that will mean setting serious priorities. It 
will mean a smaller state payroll. And it will mean 
looking hard at the issue of efficiency in all govern­
ment endeavors, including public schools. 

But spending is only half the problem. The other 
half is the state tax system. 

Since 1988, Kentucky hac; financed education 
reform primarily through increases in two taxes: 
corporate income tax and general sales tax. 

Because of its numerous exemptions. the sales tax 
has little potential for growth. And the corporate 
income tax has failed to grow in part because it has 
been undercut by the state's policy of tax breaks for 
new businesses. 

There arc solutions to these problems. hut achiev­
ing them will require strong political leadership and, 
courage. 

Governor Jones will be doing his successors and 
the state a favor if he took on the task before leaving 
office. More tllan that, he would be doing the job 
Kentuckians elected him to do. - Lexington Herald­

henceforth contrary to state regulation. Violators 
are subject to possible disqualification by the 
referee. 

The new regulation for the Kentucky Athletic 
Commission also requires "clean attire which is 
in good taste" and for wrestlers to be "personally 
neat and clean in appearance." 

Also, contestants must "use only legitimate 
holds or methods known to wrestling." 

The General Assembly's interim joint Busi­
ness Organizations and Professions Committee 
approved the regulation last week. 

The regulation has a serious side. Most of it is 
intended to keep patrons of wrestling matches 
from being injured or cheated. There is a money­
back guarantee when a featured wrestler fails to 
show up, and front row seats must be at least 6 feet 
from the ring.

Technicians create the magic 
at Jenny Wiley Theatre 

Jenny Wiley Theatre's 1993 sea­
son opens on June 18 with Cinderella, 
but for weeks before the ftrst play 
opens, the magic of the shows ftrst 
stirs in the minds of a group of play­
ers whom the audience n~ver sees.

(short for technicians), is responsible 
for "building everything," according 
to Joe Clark, production manager for 
the theatre.

JUST PLAIN BILL 

DEAR BILL: A passport is proof 
of your citizenship and allows you 
to leave and re-enter your country. 
It also offers identification protec­
tion while you are in foreign coun­
tries. Your U.S. passport will allow 
you to leave the United States and 
travel, with the guarantee that you 
can re-enter the U.S. 

According to the State 
Department's Office of Passport 
Services, Washington, D.C.: To 
obtain a passport, contact your lo­
cal post office, courthouse or U.S. 
passport office. (A U.S. passport is 

valid for 10 years for adults.) You 
must fill out an application, pro­
vide proof of birth, pay a fee, and 
have passport photos taken. Allow 
four weeks to obtain a first-time 
passport. 

A visa is stamped in your pass­
port and allows you entry into a 
specifiC country. In your case, the 
Philippines does not require a visa 
for trips under 21 days. To obtain 
a visa, contact a travel agent or the 
local consulate of the country you 
wish to visit. To simplify the pro­
cess, contact a travel agent for in­
formation about both the passport 
and visa.
