Court stalls on insurance; 
proceeds on vote machines

Floyd County Fiscal Court mem­
bers balked Friday at a proposal from 
a KACO (Kentucky Association of 
County Officials) representative who 
offered to save the county approxi­
mately $50,000 for liability insur­
ance. 

Sue Porter, representing KACO, 
explained that the orgamzation is not 
an insurance company, but an orga­
nization representing Kentucky coun­
ties which can provide better cover­
age for a fee lower than an indepen-

dent insurance agent might offer. 
Porter quoted a$55,838.69 policy 

to the county compared to the 
$111,529.28 now being paid to 
Hatton-Allen Insurance Company of 
Prestonsburg. 

Denzil Allen, representing Hatton­
Allen, disputed Porter's claim and 
said the policy was approximately 
$12,000 less and accused Porter of 
reviewing his company's policy be­
fore malcing the quote to the coMty. 

PorteremphaticallydeniedAllen's 
claim and said that she gave county 
officials a policy before reviewing 
Hatton-Allen's agreement and jotted 

down the cost savings during the fis­
cal court meeting. 

In her presentation to the court, 
Porter said.that KACO had received 
undeserved bad publicity from local 
insurance carriers in other counties 
and that she was prepared to back -up 
her statements about the amount and 
type of coverage the organization 
could provide to the county. Porter 
added that the organi71ltion repre­
sented 103 countles m the state.

Landfill 
opponents 
ask state 
for hearing

A local environmental group re­
newed its opposition this week to a 
proposed residual landfill approved 
last month by the Kentucky Cabinet 
for Natural Resources Division of 
Waste Management. 

Pikeville attorney Michael 
DeBourbon, representing Ivei-Big 
Sandy Citizens Against Waste on 
Monday filed a challenge to the draft 
permit awarded to Costain Coal In­
corporated last month after a year­
long public battle to construct a 65-
acrecoal ash landfill at I vel's Stratton 
Branch. 

Costain began efforts to construct 
the residual landfill in accordance 
with AES Cedar Bay Inc., a Jackson­
ville, Florida-based utility company. 
Under the terms of the contract, the 
Florida company would purchase at 
least one million tons of coal per year 
for 20 years from Costain if the coal 
company would dispose of the waste. 

Costain officials said that the ash 
would be treated, pelletized and stored 
in a state-of-the-art, environmentally­
sound facility. 

Opponents of the landfill project 
say that it will be located too close to 
the Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy 
River and could contaminate the en­
tire region's water supply with such 
trace elements as mercury and ar­
senic.

First grads get diplomas 
in new reading program 

Parents are a child's first and most 
influential teachers. Yet, it is esti­
mated that only twenty percent of 
parents actually read to their chil­
dren. 

A school superintendent once said, 
"If we could get our parents to read to 
tlleir preschool children 15 minutes a 
day, we could revolutionize the 
schools." 

"Reading With Children" is a spe­
cial family literacy program which 
gives adults in the Floyd County New 
Adult Readers literacy program the 
opportunity to come together with 
their children to read. 

On June 15, six adults involved in 
the New Adult Readers program and 
one literacy tutor received certifi­
cates of achievement for successfully 
completing all the.requirements for 
the National Literacy Volunteers of 
America (LV A) Program "Reading 
with Children." These adults are the 

first group in Floyd County to re­
ceive these certificates. 

James Hamilton of Harold, 
Rodney Newsome of Hi Hat, Lon etta 
Salisbury of Talers Creek, Ricky 
Clark and Polly Music of Gretllel, 
Fannie. Lawson of I vel and tutor 
Debbie Clark of Grethel received 
certificates. 

The certificates were awarded 
through the Floyd County Adult Lit­
eracy Council by Vivian Whitehead, 
coordinator of Family Literacy Pro­
grams for Floyd County and Peg 
Smith, literacy instructor. 

According to Whitehead, the 
"Reading With Children"program is 
"an intergenerational approach to 
education. You will not truly teach a 
child unless a parent is involved in 
the process." She added, "It's impor­
tant to teach a child not just to read, 
but to want to read." 

The spring program consisted of 

nine sessions where participants 
learned a variety of techniques. 
Whitehead said, ''There is so much 
more you can do with a book than 
pick it up, read it once from cover to 
cover and put it away." 

Participants learned the art of story 
telling using wordless books, doodles, 
puppets, photo albums, oral family 
history and writing their own stories. 
They spent time in activities they 
could do with their children in con­
junction with reading such books as 
The Bear, The Little Engine That 
Could, and The Runaway Bunny.

of their own. 

It may well be impossible. 
We all hurt when an innocent 

life is lost and we must realize 
that this was not the first nor, 
despite our best efforts to see 
otherwise, will it be the last time 
tragedy strikes so unmercifully. 

Let us come together today as 
a community, hand in hand, to 
mourn our loss and to find a way 
to ensure that the inevitable sor­
rows of tomorrow are few and 
far between. 

What's the hurry?

While we don't have a dog in the fight, 
the debate over school consolidation in 
Lewis County does concern one of our 
pet issues. 

A small school is facing extinction 
over an issue of expense rather than 
educational proficiency. 

But the debate over the fate of small 
Tollesboro High offers a good reason to 
leave th& small school alone, beyond 
the obvious fact that it has outperformed 
its consolidated cousin, Lewis County 
High, on educational standards testing 
and the evidence, oddly enough, has 
been provided by the leader of the con­
solidation effort. 

"Our county has never worked as a 
team because Tollesboro has always 
wanted their own identity," the head of a 
citizens' group promoting closing of the 
small school said. 

We find it hard to imagine how reliev­
ing a community of its identity w'th its 

school is conducive to teamwork, par­
ticularly when th.at identity has produced 
a higher quality of education. 

As we've noted before, efficiency 
doesn't always guarantee quality. 

Sometimes, small is big. 

If you've thought on occasion that 
Congress has acted as if it were above 
the law, it's because it is. 

The laws that apply to us don't always 
apply to them. 

For instance, Congress is exempt from 
some of the most fundamental laws 
passed in recent times .. .like the Civil 
Rights Act of 1964, the Freedom of 
Information Act and the more recent 
Americans With Disabilities Act.

the last city council meeting for th~ 
fiscal court to send their representa­
tives along with all the information 
on the three-phase project. This ac­
complishes a number of things. It 
gets the two bodies toget1ler; it gives 
the citizens a forum to hear the plan 
and offer input to better the project; 
finally, it gets the plan before the city 
ina meeting where all is on the record 
for all the citizens to see and evaluate. 
This is supposed to be the way things 
are done-the American way. 

I am not knocking the county plan 
(and it was impressive in scope and 
appearance), but the Collins plan 
(which offered options for both safety 
and savings) or any viable option 
should be explored and given a fair 
hearing. This is all anyone expects. 
The people can see for themselves 
what each plan involves and let either 
plan stand or fall on its own merits or 
weaknesses. 

The County Fiscal Court was kind 
and gracious to all the Prestonsburg 
citizens who addressed them. Most 
county officials were open to dia­
logue with the citizens of Prestons­
burg, who are still a part of Floyd 
County. I thank them for the opportu­
nity to address them. 

I have arranged for the Fiscal Court 
meetings of June 18 and May 28 to be

ties. 
"I've learned how to create my 

own stories from pictures now," said 
Ricky Oark. "I think I've encour­
aged my little girl to want to read 
more." 

According to Peg Smith, ''This 
program benefits two generations at 
once. Week after week I saw our 
students become more and more con­
fident in reading children's books. 
After a few sessions, they began join­
ing me as 'story teller'. We bad many 
good laughs together, learning to read 
out loud as you would with children. 
It was a wonderful experience for all 
of us." 

The benefits of the program have 
carried over into the lives of the par­
ticipants and their children and grand- · 
children. 

''This is the first time I've ever 
read to my grandchildren," saidJames 
Hamilton. "It seems like it makes you 
feel closer to them." 

Rodney Newsome said, ''My kids 
always used to go to their mother to 
read to them. Now they bring their 
books to me, too." 

The program has produced other 
benefits. A "Reading With Children" 
library has been established at the 
Mud Creek Adult Learning Center. 
New books have been donated to the 
library from various sources. In addi­
tion, the Floyd County Adult Lit­
eracy Council has just been awarded 
a $300 mini-grant to purchase 
children's books through the G1E 
Foundation (LV A). 

With the intergration of "Reading 

With Children" into literacy classes, 
new adult readers will receive a free 
children's book for every five books 
they read to their children. This will 
help parents begin· libraries in their 
homes. And the children love the 
program. 

Fannie Lawson said about her son, 
"Danny always waits to see what 
books I'm going to bring home. He 
says, 'Mommy, I love your school."' 

As a result of the program, Polly 
Music was inspired to start her own 
family library. "Now we are collect­
ing books for our own library at home 
and I'm looking for a bookcase to 
keep them in." 

Whitehead said, '"Reading with 
Children' motivates a child to want 
to read. It stimulates a child's intel­
lectual ability, imagination and curi-

osity. It teaches the child life lessons 
oflove,j ustice, courage and compas­
sion by giving them book characters 
who are models of good behavior. It 
builds emotional bonds between par-· 
ent and child that no TV watching 
can do." 

"Reading With Children" will also 
be presented at the Adult Learning 
Center at Drift and other sites in Floyd 
County. The program can be adapted 
to meet the specific needs of an orga­
nization.

Prestonsburg Mayor Ann Latta "ftrst 
told" the court in 1990 or 1991 that 
the parking would be donated for the 
project. 

Mayor Latta is out of town and 
could not be reached to conftrm 
Hammond's statements. 

Rose Collins, who has offered her 
property as an alternate to the mu­
nicipal parking lot site, also discussed 
rumors that the county seat could be 
moved out of the city ofPrestonsburg 
if the project did not proceed. 

Collins said that 25 percent of the 
registered voters in the county must 
sign a petition to have a vote en 
moving the county seat and that the 
county judge-executive must file a 
petition asking for an election to move 
the county scat. 

If the issue is put on the ballot in a 
general election, two-thirds of legal 
voters must vote for the move before 
the location of the county seat can be 
changed, Collins told the court.

Hammond told Collins that no one 
on the court wanted to see the county 
seat moved, but if an election was 
held, "you may find that 25 percent of 
the voters" would petition to move it 
out of Prestonsburg.

Ferguson's .zeal for 
Wheelwright remains

Mention politics anywhere on the Left 
Beaver Fork of Floyd County and the name 
Elmer Ferguson inevitably comes up. 

Now retired, Ferguson, 76, still resides in his 
ho~etown of Wheelwright, a city in which he 
served as mayor for over 25 years. 

The May '93 primary allowed him opportu­
nity to reflect on his extensive political career 
and the town be proudly calls "a nationally­
known model coal town." 

Though Wheelwright was sparsely-populated 
before the coal company carne, the Inland Steel 
company, a Chicago-based surface mining 
company, gets the credit as being the blood­
stream of the town in Ferguson's reverie. "They 
owned the town. They provided the goods and 
services: grocery and dry goods stores, doctors, 
dentists, soda fountain and theatre. The town 
even had a combination restaurant I rooms-for­
rent building called the Club House. 

"We were a self-supporting town. We had the 
very flrst municipal swimming pool in Floyd 
County, complete with a nine-hole golf course." 

The Inland Steel Company left the area 
around 1966 when a Holden, West Virginia­
based mining company called Island Creek Coal 
took the stem in the town. 

"They weren't interested in maintaining the 
town, just the coal," Ferguson remembers. "I'll 
always see that as the gradual fade of the town's 
economy and I hold it against Inland Steel­
when they left, they should've given the people 
the opportunity to purchase land and housing for 
themselves. They would have kept it going," he 
said. 

By the time Inland Steel pulled out of 
Wheelwright, Ferguson, who graduated from 
Caney College in 1938 with a degree in political 
science, had already held the mayoral office 
since the earlier part of that decade. He was 
appointed by the city-council in the early 60's 
and re-elected thereafter for over 25 years, until 
1983. 

His political clout rising, along with the 
personal savvy he acquired with age and through 
classes in corporte and municipal law at the 
University of Kentucky, gave Ferguson just the 
ability he needed for one of his greatest chal­
lenges as mayor: dealing with a man named 
Gordon Brown and his Florida real estate 
company, Mountain Investment. The company 
bought housing and utility rights to Wheelwright 
when Island Creek Coal left in the 70's. 

"When I first took over as mayor, we had no 
fire truck that worked, no police car and no 
money in the treasury. After calling a town 
meeting - everyone would attend in those days 
- I told 'em I'd auction their belongings off it I 
had to, but we needed the money and they 
needed to pay their taxes." 

The money came, then federal funding (based 
on population) rolled in. Coal Severance taxes 
also began adding up and the town was able to 
progress and upgrade itself at a rapid rate. 

Ferguson's list of office achievements is 
endless. The rising treasury led to better salaries 
for the town's employees. His fmesse at 
receiving grants lead Gordon Brown of Moun­
tain Invesbnent to continue to lobby for grants 
in places like Georgia and Washington; but 
Brown "only used Wheelwright as a tax write­
off," Ferguson said. "He didn't care to upgrade 
things here. Wheelwright was one big non-profit 
organization to him that flashed dollar signs 
behind his eyelids. I knew this, so I used it to 
our advantage. I told him I might go, but I 
wanted the town to get something if I did. 

LOOK! SEE! the lake. 

"It was almost like a monopoly game, that 
conversation. The town's sewage and water 
systems were already ours, due to the mines. 
Brown wouldn't let loose of the gas rights­
they were his revenue. However, after all was 
said and done, I was planning a couple of 
lobbying trips, and the city of Wheelwright had 
acquired city hall, a church and a building to be 
converted to a youth center. 

"I guess the coup de grace with Brown and I 
came after I had contacted Alice Lloyd College 
about a possible deal with them in the 70's, then 
Caney College. They had just received a grant 
for expansion and I saw this had wonderful 
rejuvenative possibilities for the town. This 
would put Wheelwright 'on the map.' 

"We planned to do a lot~ a hundred houses, 
the club bouse and our swimming facility for the 
college personnel, and buses would run twice a 
day between here and Caney. They were very 
interested. But when the paperwork time came, 
Brown jacked the prices up so far that he did us 
out of our last big chance. He just didn't care if 
our town thrived. I refused to lobby for him after 
that." 

Mountain Investment left Wheelwright not 
long after this occurred. Brown even went so far 
as to try and have Ferguson removed from office 
after he went back to Florida, but to no avail. By 
this time, Ferguson's savvy bad added up in the 
town. He got monies to renovate the swimming 
pool, bad donated the old youth center building 
to the Senior Citizens' Organization, had 
courted Dr. Ira Potter into buildin_g a new health­
care clinic in town instead of Virgie, and had 

obtained a grant for a housing development in 
the town -what is today Branham Heights. 

Behind the scenes in Ferguson's life, though, 
there was tragedy. He resigned from offlce for a 
time when his wife and the mother of his three 
daughters passed away in 1977. Hazel Blair 
Ferguson had patiently stood at her husband's 
side while he fulfllled his political duties, 
sometimes seeing him two evenings a week. The 
whole of Ferguson's family believed in him and 
his passion for the town. 

Ferguson ran again and was elected mayor in 
the latter part of the 70's. Retiring from the coal 
industry in 1980 after 44 years of service, he 
remarried and watched as his three daughters 
graduated college and went on to serve the 
communities in which they lived: Amber, the 
oldest, is now a manager of a Cincinnati 
recording studio; Debbie is a library coordinator 
for the Jefferson County School System; and 
Cathy, the youngest, is a registered nurse. 

Today, Ferguson and his wife Edna remain 
low-key. After holding the mayoral office for a 
quarter century and having himself named to 
various area educational boards and committees, 
he now sits back. and watches political elections 
from the spectator position. 

"With the right kind of government in our 
town -people with education and vision - our 
town can improve. The new prison will help 
generate revenue. Maybe it can entice other 
programs here if the right kinds of people are at 
the helm. Even today, I'll do all I can to help 
this town. I love it here," he said with a smile. 
"But," he quickly added, "I won't seek public 
office again myself."

My congratulations to the two of them, who won'tread this for awhile, 
since they should be in Florida on their honeymoon by the time this goes 
to press. 

My name is Linda Moore. I am 49 
years old. I am a single parent and 
have two daughters and five sons. I 

~ am a grandma too and I have 12 
grandkids. 

I must thank the Weathers family for giving me so much face time 
in the wedding. Picture, if you will, Saturday afternoon. For those of you 
who don't remember, Saturday was pretty durn well Tarzan hot. The 
wedding is at the Cow Creek Freewill Baptist Church, which isn't a 
large place. Keep in mind that everyone's lined up outside. 

The ceremony starts. Mike heads to the front of the church to light 
candles (somehow managing not to set the place on fire) and gets back 
down the aisle just in time to escort Dusty's grandmother to her seat. I 
duck out the side door of the church, sprint around to the back just in 
time to walk Dusty's mother in. (Mind you, I'm in black full body armor 
and you can swim through the air, it's so humid. Slick shoes too.) I seat 
Dusty's mom and sprint again to the back of the church just in time to 
escort a bridesmaid. By this time, large drops of sweat were sighted 
running down all visible skin. 

The ceremony was very nice. I didn't quite get the part in Shelley's 
vows about having to keep a "warm, clean and orderly home," but I 
didn't think people would appreciate me stopping the ceremony and 
asking the preacher if he'd read my article in the last issue of Woman 
to Woman about men sharing housework. 

But then, I'm confused by most ceremonies. 
In fact, much of the whole marriage thing escapes me, especially 

with my peers around here. 
Now don't get me wrong, I don't think marriage is such a bad thing. 

I'm very happy that my folks got together - else you folks in 
newspaper land wouldn't have the privilege(?) of reading this column. 
And I see marriage doing wonders for people in many cases. 

Lots of times, I see it go horrendously wrong. 
Basic script Boy and girl, usually somewhere between sixteen and 

twenty, decide that they're "in love such that the world has never seen 
before and have to get married." Translation: they're tired of fooling 
around in secluded spots at Dewey Lake or waiting for the 'rents to fall 
asleep. 

Often, they think they have to get married because of the conse­
quences of fooling around carelessly at Dewey Lake. Marriage ensues 
and things are hunky-dory for a little while. Then, things get rocky;

I sometimes report the marriages from the courthouse (when I can 
talk Geoff into it) and I'm always amazed when I see thirteen and 
fourteen-year-olds getting licenses. A week or so, a ten-year-old got 
married in Pike County. 

Sorry, but that's just not right. No thirteen-year-old I've ever met has 
the wherewithal to make a long-lasting marriage. 

I'm twenty-three years old and some folks ask me if I've been 
married. Almost anywhere else, that question would raise -eyebrows, 
but here, many people think that you've got to get married as soon as 
high school ends. There's another wave of marriages right after college 
graduation. It's almost like there's a mindset that a marriage certifica~ 
is like a diploma- there's a certain time when you've got to get one. 
If it takes longer, you've failed somehow. 

Especially women. Look how we treat a lady who goes through her 
twenties and never gets married. A thirty-year-old unmarried male is 
"fiercely independent." A thirty-year-old single woman is an old maid. 

I don't think it's right to view marriage as a requisite. Why do 
something that major simply because "well, everyone else thinks it's 
time?" To those folks who are still together, congratulations. Unfortu­
nately, too many people I know have gotten inarried and divorced in the 
five years since I left high school. I guess the key is to keep a level head 
and be honest Trapping someone with marriage is not only liable to 
create a union that falls apart pretty quickly, but it's downright wrong. 

I figure I' 11 get married eventually, but it's nothing I'm planning on 
rushing into.

Poison Ivy: 

The scourge of the outdoors 
Now that summer has arrived 

chances are you will be spending 
more time outdoors and chances are 
a brush with certain weeds could leave 
you with an itch that will make you 
wish you'd stayed inside. Poison ivy, 
poison oak and poison sumac grow 
practically everywhere in the U.S. 
except Hawaii and Alaska. They 
cause allergic reactions effecting 
more than ten million Americans each 
year. 

The cause of the reaction is a col­
orless or yellowish substance called 
urushiol, found in the sap of poison 
ivy, poison oak and poison sumac, 
that oozes from any cut or crushed 
part of the plant, including the leaves 
and stem. Sticky and virtually invis­
ible. it can be carried on the fur of 
animals, on garden tools, or sports 
equipmentoranylhingelse that comes 
in contact with a broken plant. 

Once it touches the skin, urushiol 
penetrates in minutes. A rash will 
appear within 12-48 hours, followed 
by redness and swelling, blisters and 
severe itching. In a few days, the 
blisters will crust over. Total healing 
takes about ten days. 

Recognizing poison ivy 
Poison ivy and poison oak can 

take on different appearances depend­
ing on the environment, and leaflets 
may vary from groups of three to 
five, seven or even nine leaves. The 
plants thrive near streams and lakes, 
and wherever there are warm, humid 
summers. Poison ivy grows as low 
shrub, vine or climbing vine. It has 
yellow-green flowers and white ber­
ries. Poison oak is a low shrub or 
small tree with clusters and yellow 
berries and oak-like leaves. Poison 
sumac grows to a tall, rangy shrub, 
producing smooth-edged leaves and 
l:rcanH.:olorcd berries. 

What to do about poison ivy: 

The best way to avoid the misery 
of poison ivy is to stay away from it. 
If you are going into areas where 
poison ivy or oak is likely to grow, 
wear long pants and long sleeves. Be 
aware that the plant's almost invis­
ible oil sticks to most surfaces and 
can even be carried on the wind if 
poison ivy is burned in a campfrre. 
Don' tletpetsrun free through wooded 
areas-urushiol may be carried home 
on their fur. 

If you think you've had a brush 
with poison ivy: 

Wash all exposed areas under nm­
ning water as soon as you can. If you 
can do this within five minutes, the 
water will neutralize or deactivate 
the urushiol and keep it from spread­
ing to other parts of the body. Soap is 
not necessary, and may even spread 
the oil. As soon as you can, wash all 
your clothing outside with a garden 
hose and wash off all gardening tools, 
fishing gear, and camping and sports 
equipment. 

If you come down with a rash, 
avoid scratching the blisters. Al­
though the fluid in the blisters will 
not spread the rash, fmgemails may 
carry germs that could cause an in­
fection . 

For fast relief, cool showers will 
help ease the itching and simple, over­
the-counter preparations like 
calamine lotion will relieve mild 
rashes. Soaking in a lukewarm bath 
with an oatmeal or baking soda solu­
tion is often recommended to offer 
some comfort.

During recent storms, electrical 
power outages have occurred. The 
following guidelines for handling 
food are suggested. 

In emergency situations, the fol­
lowing foods should keep safely at 
room temperature for 2-3 days: fresh 
fruits and vegetables, opened jars of 
peanut butter, jelly relish, taco sauce, 
barbecue sauce, mustard, catsup, fruit 
juices, herbs, spices, flour, nuts, fruit 
pies and bread products. 

The following food products wiH 
not keep safely at room temperature 
and should be discarded: meat, poul­
try, sea food, milk products, cooked 
pasta and pasta salads, cream and 
custard pies, egg products and substi­
tutes and foods containing eggs, meat 
pizzas, lunch meats, casseroles, soups 
and stews, mayonnaise, tartar sauce, 
cream filled pastries and cookie 
dough. 

Thawed frozen foods that still con-

tain ice crystals can be refrozen. 
However, the quality of the food 
begins to deteriorate and it should be 
used soon. 

Keeping freezer doors closed dur­
ing power outages helps frozen foods 
to stay frozen longer.

Marketing 'U-pick' fruit 
and vegetable enterprises

farmer markets provide an excellent 
economic opportunity for local pro­
ducers and consumers. 

These "direct markets" allow hor­
ticultural produce to be sold directly 
by the producer to the consumer, said 
Forrest Stegelin, extension 
agribusiness economist at the Uni­
versity of Kentucky's College of 
Agriculture. 

Consumers feel this type of retail 
offers fresher and higher -quality pro­
duce than if obtained elsewhere, he 
said. 

"This produce tantalizes all of the 
senses - color, flavor, texture, fra­
grance and even hearing when a pro­
ducer overhears someone praising the 
virtues of the products," S tegelin said. 

However, 'U-Pick' farms can be a 
disaster if not marketed correctly. 

S tegelin suggested producers plan 
a marketing strategy to allow the op­
eration to reach its full potential. This 
includes developing key marketing 
skills. 

"A successful 'pick-your-own' 
operation should emphasize the need 
for action," he said, "because con­
sumers, other growers and even 
mother nature can alter the fate of an 
operation.'' 

'U-Pick' farms have relatively 
short seasons that occur only about 
once a year. Moreover, this precious 

time can be cut short because of loss 
due to a late freeze or harsh winter. 

Therefore, effective marketing 
procedures are critical. Successful 
marketers have knowledge of their 
own direct market outlets. They have 
a good grasp about the customer's 
needs, their competitors, and their 
reactions to marketing strategies. 

To realize the maximum potential 
for a 'pick-your-own' harvest, 
Stegelin suggested the following for 

Q: You say you inspect homes in 
Kentucky. What are the qualifica­
tions for a home inspector in this 
state? 

A: Home inspectors aren't regu­
lated or licensed in Kentucky. Some 
belong to associations, but those are 
trade associations, without regul.a­
tory power. 

I recommend you check to see if 
the inspector is a professional engi­
neer, which does require experience, 
examination and a state license. Ask 
for references. Ask how the company 
stands behind the inspections. Ask 
nature of report (comprehensive or 
check list), amount of in-house train­
ing, how long the company has been 
in business. 

This concludes this series of col­
umns. We've covered roofs, founda­
tions, basements, settlement prob­
lems, rot, heating, plumbing, garages, 
wells, electrical systems, windows, 
efficiency, drainage, chimneys, 
decks, safety, septic systems, venti· 
lation, painting, Kentucky standards 
and more.

(NAPS)-Warm up to 
food safety: That's the 
message from the United 
States Department of 
Agriculture (USDA), which 
warns there are more cases 
of food poisoning during 
the warm weather months. 

It's important to take 
extra care when prepar­
ing cookouts and picnics, 
the experts agree. Here's 
some food for thought: 

• Don't use food from 
damaged containers. Check 
cans and glass jars for 
dents, cracks or bulging 
lids, paper packages for 
leaks and stains. 

• In the kitchen, clean 
preparation is essential. 
Wash hands, work area 
and utensils before pre­
paring food. Marinate in 
the refrigerator. Don't 
thaw on the counter. 

• Keep food cold. This is 
the best way to fight bacte­
ria. Check that your refrig­
erator registers a safe 40 
degrees F or lower; freezers 
and freezing compartments 
should be set at 0 degrees 
F or lower. When trans­
porting food to a barbecue 
or picnic site, pack meat, 
poultry, salads and other 
perishables in an insulated 
cooler with an ice source 
and keep it in the shade. 

• Keep hot foods hot 
with a thermos or insu­
lated dish. 

• Keep cold food cold 
until cooking on the grill. 
Also, be sure the coals on 
your grill are very hot­
this may take 30 minutes 
or more. When you cook 
raw meat, poultry and fish,
