A single-engine airplane crashed

"I was about halfway up the air­
port land field cutting grass when I 
heard a plane parked at the south east 
endtaxingdowntherunway,"Tackett 
said. "It came on down and headed 
toward the runway. I heard it gearing 
up to take off for about four to five 
minutes, a little longer than ususal.

"The plane 
was heading north west and it looked 
like he was going to top the hill, but 
then it seemed like he was losing 
altitude.

"Then it turned 
rightabout500-feetand went straight 
down. Tbefu-estartedimmediately.I 
jumped in my car and went down to 
the office to get to a phone to call the 
police department." 

Tackett said the aircraft had no 
flight plan filed or radio contact with 
anyone at the airport. He said the 
plane evidentially flew into the air­
port on Tbw-sday. 

Tackett said he had been contacted 
by the Federal Aviation Administra­
tion Thursday evening. 

Witnesses said that the single-en­
gineaircraftcrashedinto toahighwall 
adjacent to Combs Airport. 

One male victim reportedly fell 
50-feet from the crash site down onto 
a set of railroad tracks at the scene, 
witnesses said. 

The other male victim was report· 
edly trapped between the airplane 
wreckage and a lree, according to 
Witnesses at the scene. 

Both men reportedly received 
burns on their bands, arms and faces. 
One victim was transported from the 
scene in an all terrain vehicle, wit­
nesses said. 

The two men were scheduled to be 
taken to Paul B. Hall Medical Center 
in Johnson County.

Towler confirms he's in

Floyd County school superinten· 
dent Steve Towler is apparently one 
of five finalists in the superintendent 
search for the Russell Independent 
School System in Greenup County. 

Towler, who signed a four-year 
contract to direct the Floyd County 
system last July, will be interviewed 
today (Friday) by the Russell search 
committee. 

The allure of working in one of the 
"top 1 0" school systems in the state 
and a sense of going home were some 
of the reasons that Towler applied for 
the job. 

"I began my educational career in 
the Russell system," Towler said 
Thursday. "I worked there six years 
in the system in counseling, teaching 
and administration. I know quite a 
few people in the district. When the 
position came open, I was contacted 
by some acquaintances and they en-

couraged me to apply. It has a very 
good reputation as a school system. I 
would rate the job one of the top 10 in 
the state of Kentucky, if not the top 
five." 

Though he has applied for the 
position of school chief in Russell, 
Towler said he is not "totally un­
happy" in Floyd County. 

"I am not unhappy, I was very 
frustrated when I thought there was 
an awful lot of miscommunication, 
I'll agree part of that was my fault, on 
some issues," Towler continued. "I 
think this year we have made a lot of 
progress. There remains a lot to be 
done. If I could change a lot of the 
circumstances about my coming (to 
Floyd County), I would go back and 
change those. 

"I did not come here thinking I 
was not wanted here," Towler said. 
"I haven't felt totally that I'm un­
wanted here. I think the media maybe

Demoted staffers 
want cuts nixed

An attomey representing three 
Floyd County administrators,whose 
jobs were eliminated under a district 
reorganization plan, claims the local 
school board violated the state's Open 
Meetings Laws and statutory require­
ments for conducting due process 
hearings for employees affected by 
the plan. 

In a May 12 letter to acting board 
chairman Eddie Patton, attorney E. 
Mickey McGuire contends that the 
board's discussion of the reorganiza­
tion plan in a closed session at the 
March 30 and April 3 meetings was 
in violation of the law. 

McGuire demanded in his letter to 
Patton that the reorganization plan be 
rescinded and that all employees af­
fected by it be reinstated. 

State education officials directed 
the local board to reorganize the 
district's central offices after an ex­
tensive investigation into the school 
system last year. 

McGuire also contends that board 
members violated a provision in the 
state's education reform act relating 
to the hiring and firing of school 
personnel. 

"The development of an organi­
zational plan that eliminated only 
certain people is, in essence, no dif­
ferent from the intentional demotion 
or dismissal of those individuals in 
violation ofKERA." McGuire's let-

ter said." A reorgani7..ation plan to be 
adopted by the board must be broad 
sweeping and affect the whole orga­
nizauonal structures, including teach­
ers." 

McGuire is representing assistant 
superintendents Pete Grigsby Jr. and 
Tommy Thompson and food service 
co-directorWayneRatliffwhosejobs 
were eliminated under the plan. Co­
food service director Sharon 

Newsome's job was also eliminated 
under the plan. 

All fouremployeeshaverequested 
due process hearings which are set 
for Monday, May 17. 

Floyd board attorney Oiff Latta 
said Thursday that it was his opinion 
the open meetings law was not vio­
lated because the reorganization plan

Stumbo says bill is 
in critical condition

According to at least one law­
maker, "Physician, heal thyself," 
seems to be the Kentucky General 
Assembly's message thusfarto Gov­
ernor Brereton Jones following the 
introduction of his controversial new 
health care reform package. 

House Majority Leader Greg 
Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, who co­
sponsored the plan to a special ses­
sion of the General Assembly, said 
this week that lawmakers are some· 
what intimidated by the sweeping 
scope of Jones' plan. 

"It's becoming increasing! y clear," 
Stumbo said, "that it's going to be 
extremely difficult for the Governor 

to pass his bill in its entirety." 
Among state senators and repre­

sentatives' chief reservations about 
the bill, Stumbo said, are the difficul­
ties in controlling health care costs. 

"The problem is that, if not correct 
in iu calculations, the plan could 
send the state ... into huge debt.... It's 
hard to convince people in the Gen­
eral Assembly that the projections 
and costs (in the governor's plan) are 
very speculative at this point People .. 
arc just not comfortable yet with those 
projections (and) there is no real proof 
that cost conttols can work." 

Currently, Stumbo said, Speaker 
of the House Joe Clarke, D-Danville, 
and a small contingent of lawmakers

would affect specific employees and 
therefore it was proper the plan be 
discussed in a closed session. Latta

An exception to th~ Open Meet­
ingsLawsprovides that any proposed 
or pending litigation against a public 
agency can be discussed behind 
closed doors. 

At the March 30 board meeting, 
McGuire passed out a copy of a pro­
posed lawsuit against board member 
Eddie Billips. The proposed suit al­
leged that Billips had a plan to elimi­
nate school administrators. 

McGuire also contends that his 
clients should have had due process 
hearings before May 15. 

"Procedures for demotion of ad­
ministrative personnel must be acted 
upon by the board before May 15," 
McGuire''s letter continued. 'The 
hearings as to my clients have not 
even been scheduled until May 17. 
The board is required to continue the 

employment of these individuals an 
additional year at the same salary as 
the previous year when the school 
board has not acted upon the 
superintendent's recommendations 
by May 15." 

State law does not establish May 
15 as a deadline for hearings on de­
motions, but does set that date as a 
deadline for notifying administrators 
of that type of action. 

The administrators in question 
were notified well before the May 15 
deadline. Records indicate they were 
notified in ~ly April.

One of the 
provisions of the compromise, 
Stumbo said, wouldbetoallowphar­
macists to pay a flat fee per prescrip­
tion rather than a sizable percentage. 

Despite the reluctance of his col­
leagues, Stumbo said, he continues to 
endorse Jones' original health care 
package in its entirety. 

"It's hard to try to educate people ... 
as to the various components of the 
issue," Stumbo said. "I think we ought 
to go ahead and pass a significant 
package now .... No other state has 
ever done anything like this .... Un­
fortunately, the reality isthatitdoesn't 
look like we'll have the chance on 
our current timetable." 

On Wednesday, Clarke and Sen­
ate President John "Eck" Rose, D­
Winchester, told reporters that legis­
lators had decided the plan would not 
work in its current form and asked 
Jones to revise the bill himself. 

In the meantime, Clarke said, the 
General Assembly will continue its 
special session to discuss the Medic­
aid program until Jones presents the 
revised health care reform package.

come here," Towler said. "I wouldn't 
have come here as a designee of the 
commissioner or anyone else. If I'd 
have known what I did a month after 
I came here, I'm oot sure that I would 
have come." 

From the beginning, Towler 
caught the eye of state education of­
ficials when he downplayed the re­
sults, released last August, of the 
May 1992 investigation into the 
school system. 

At that time, the state mandated 
that a short and long-term plan of 
improvement be developed by local 
school officials and implemented in 
the school district 

Continued criticism by state offi­
cials over implementing changes in 
the district's short-term plan "sur­
prised" Towler but it was nota factor 
into his decision to apply for the 
Russell Independent superinten­
dency. 

"I think we've accomplished a 
lot," Towler continued. "I think it 
was very unrealistic to expect all of 
those things could be done in 90 days. 
That was a surprise to me that there 
was such a reaction that all 50-some 
of those recommendations were to be 
done in 90 days." 

If Towler is not chosen to head the 
Russell Independent system, he said 
he would continue working to make 
improvements in the Floyd County 
system. 

"I knew Floyd County had a lot of 
problems and I guess I didn't under­
stand the magnitude of, what I con­
sider, to be a very, very involved 
situation in this county," Towler said. 
"So many issues are going on. Some­
times, I think that the education of the 
students might be in the background. 
I guess I'm not used to that lcind of 
environment. I don't mean to say I 
totally dislike it. I've learned a great 
deal this year and if I do stay in Floyd 
Cowtty, I think I'll be better for it this 
year. I think it will be a monumental 
challenge to take this district on far­
ther as it needs to go." 

A special meeting of the Russell 
Independent School Board has been 
called for May 20 to discuss the su­
perintendent candidates and a deci­
sion on that issue could made at that 
meeting. 

There are approximately 2,500 in 
the Russell Independent system which 
has four elementary schools, one 
middle school and one high school.

RIGID HEALTH CARE 
SPENDING LIMIT 

ILL-ADVISED

With a May deadline looming for 
a health care proposal from the White 
House, members of President 
Clinton's reform task force say 
they're examining all available op­
tions for much needed cost contain­
ment Nothing is set in stone, yet. 
Still, some observers fear that the 
task force may opt for proposals that 
rein in costs during the short run, but 
cause long-term damage to the 
nation's health care delivery system. 

One proposal that is causing con­
cerninthemedicalcommunitywould 
establish what lawmakers call a "glo­
bal budget." That would mean set­
ting an annual limit on the amount of 
money that could be spent in the 
United States each year on health 
care services. On its face, a global 
budget or spending cap sounds like a 
reasonable idea, but Alan R. Nelson 
MD, the executive vice president of 
the American Society of Internal 
Medicine, says establishing and liv­
ing within such a budget could have 
some unintended and unwanted con­
sequences. 

Dr. Nelson says because of the 
many competing demands for gov­
ernment dollars, it's possible that a 
national budget for health care ex­
penditures may not be set at a level 
that would fund our nation's many 
health needs adequately. Thus, the 
key question becomes: What hap­
pens if the government-set spending 
limit is exceeded before the end of 
the year? The answer, Dr. Nelson 
worries, is that limits might be placed 
on the health care services that Ameri­
cans could receive. 

.. Our relationships with our pa­
tients would likely be compromised 
if we were asked by the government 
to restrict access to some health care 
services. Physicians must retain the 
ability to make decisions based on 
what's best for individual patients," 
Dr. Nelson says. 

Critics of global budgeting also 
question the wisdom of placing spend­
ing decisions for the entire health 
care system into the hands of Wash­
ington bureaucrats. The American 
Medical Association points out that 
under a global budget, Congress and 

governmental agencies would be 
making decisions that would have 
unknown and far-reaching conse­
quences for a sector of the economy 
that is bigger than the automotive, 
aerospace and computer manufac­
turing industries combined. 

Dr. Nelson realizes that lawmak­
ers are under pressure to fmd some 
way to rein in health care costs, and 
he says that's why many in Congress 
think it might be best "to simply say 
our country won't spend more than a 
given amount on health care in a 12-
month period." But an arbitrary 
spending cap, he says, ignores the 
fundamental problems that are fuel­
ing medical inflation. 

"Increased use of medical tech­
nology, soaring malpractice costs, an 
aging population-these issues are 
driving health care costs and they're 
not going to go away simply because 
Congress decides to put a cap on how 
much we spend on health care each 
year. Instead of treating the symp­
toms, we need to do something about 
the inefficiencies and inequities that 
are the real problems," Dr. Nelson 
says. 

As an alternative to a spending 
ceiling set by lawmakers, the Ameri­
can Society of Internal Medicine is 
calling for spending goals that would 
be agreed to by all of the players in 
the in the health care system. ASIM 
believes the government and doc­
tors, along with insurers and con­
sumers, can establish reasonable 
spending goals and then work to­
gether toward meeting the goals. 

In addition, ASIM proposes anum­
ber of cost-<:ontrol measures that Dr. 
Nelson says would eliminate billions 
of dollars in administrative waste and 
unnecessary care without dramati­
cally increasing government control 
over health care or restricting atcess 
to medical services. 

"I think physicians realize how 
important it is to help bring about a 
health care system that is more effi­
cient than the one we have now," Dr. 
Nelson says. "But at the same time 
we've got to remain vigilant against 
regulatory actions that could hurt our 
patients or sacrifice quality."

Magoffin 's financial 
situation brighter 

Magoffin County has retreated from the edge 
of the financial abyss and should have a balanced 
budget by the end of the year, according to Lonnie 
Campbell, an official with the state Department 
of Local Government.

The county has Cut the projected deficit nearly 
in half from the initial $324,587 estimate. -Lex­

Thorpe after he allegedly "engaged 
in an intentional course of conduct.. . 
which seriously alarmed, annoyed, 
intimidated and harassed (a 
Prestonsburg woman), thereby mak­
ing an implied threat with the intent 
to place (her) in reasonable fear of 
serious injury or death. 

According to Floyd Circuit Court 
records, the woman had previously 
obtained a restraining order against 
Conn requiring him to stay at least 50 
feet away from her or her family. 

Conn is still lodged in the Floyd 
County Jail pending ten percent of a 
$5,000 cash bond.

As proof of Eastern Kentucky 
Racing' scommittmentto the project, 
Carroll said, officials have secured 
over $3.9 million in public and pri­
vate funding, including $2.7 million 
in bond issues and $1.2 million in 
private investment. 

Under the current plan, Carroll 
said, the Prestonsburg-Floyd County 
Public Properties Corporation will 
retain the title to the property and will 
lease the entire site off of the Floyd 
Fiscal Court, which will sub-lease 
the facility to Eastern Kentucky Rac­
ing for the purpose of conducting live 
racing and intertrack wagering. 

If racing commissioners tum down 
Carroll's proposal today. the Route 3 
site is expected to revert back to the 
Floyd Fiscal Court for use as an in­
dustrial development site.

Count 1 of the indictments al­

leges that LeMaster, 44, attempted to 
commit extortion by accepting five 
cash payments from former lobbyist 
John W. "Jay" Spurrier.

All five alleged payments were 
made in 1992. Two occurred on the 
same January trip to Florida on which 
former House Speaker Don 
Blandford, convicted in April, took 
three $500 bribes from lobbyist Bill 
McBee. LeMaster was paid $1,500 
during the trip, the indictment says. 

The indictment doesn't specify 
when or where the other three pay­
ments LeMaster allegedly took oc­
curred. 

The second count claims he com­
mitted interstate travel in aid of rack­
eteering for going to Florida to ac­
cept two of the payments. 

The senator is also accused of 
lying to FBI agents when he was 
interviewedMarch31,1992--theday 
the federal probe, known as 
BOPTROT, became public. 

During the Blandford trial last 
month, Spurrier testified that he paid 
LeMaster $2,000. LeMaster told the 

LexingtonHerald-Leaderthathe was 
offered the bribe, which he said was 
in the form of a campaign contribu­
tion, but turned it down. 

"I told him I would never take a 
campaign contribution with strings 
attached," LeMaster told the paper. 

The day before the indictment 
against him was announced, 
LeMaster shed a new light on the FBI 
investigation-that be was also of­
fered sex. 

"During the course of this under­
cover investigation, I was offered 
money and I was offered sex if I 
would make a commitment on legis­
lation, but I turned down the money 
and I refused the sex," be said. 

Prosecutors have denied that al­
legation. 

Eleven people have either pleaded 
guilty or been convicted in the fed­
eral sting. 

Since his name surfaced in the 
investigation last March, LeMaster 
has consistently denied any wrong­
doing. In April 1992, he told The 
Paintsville Herald: "I have never cast 
any vote because of improper influ­
ence." 

Soon after the investigation went 
public, LeMaster hired an attorney, 
former Watergate prosecutor James 
Neal of Nashville. 

A former attorney for Paintsville 

and former chairman of the Johnson 
County Democratic Party, LeMaster 
entered the state Senate race in 1983. 
He won a crowded primary, which 
also included Prestonsburg doctor 
Larry Leslie, and then defeated Re­
publican Rudy Dunnigan, now mayor 
of Ashland, in the November elec­
tion. 

He was unopposed for re-elec­
tion in 1988 and 1992. 

As an attorney, LeMaster has been 
at the center of several high-profile 
cases, both civil and criminal. He 
filed the initial lawsuit challenging 
the management of the Big Sandy 
Regional Detention Center in Paints­
ville and successfully defended the 
last Johnson County Sheriff Gene 
Cyrus in civil-rights violations claims. 

In 1991, he was only the second 
lawyer in Kentucky to use battered­
women syndrome as a defense in a 
murder case. His client, Lenora 
Wallen, was acquitted by a Johnson 
Circuit Court Jury.

supervision of Dr. Prakash. Hospital 
staff and doctors have been on call all 
day and night for all these years. The 
one week I stayed there, I shared 
some of his calls. I am glad to have 
been of some help. I am very happy to 
have had chances to operate on many 
Adiwasis. Dr. Manda gave very suc­
cessful spinals at each of those opera­
tions. Some of them were emergen­
cies but most were elective such as 
hernia, laparotomy, excision of fi­
broma and tubal ligations. 

In 1976, a residential school was 
started for Adiwasis. Because of the 
dedicated and committed teachers, 
there are over 400 Adiwasi students 
getting a formal education. Every 
Sunday the students are made to wear 
their traditional dress and to dance in 
order to encourage them keep their 
own heritage. These children speak 
Marathi, Hindi, English and Sanskrit. 
Three graduates have been admitted 
to medical colleges at Nagpur and 
Bombay.EvenDr.Prakash'ssoriwas 
not admitted to medical school. He 
had all his education with all the 
other Adiwasis but he is a son from 
the upper caste. Highly committed 
social reformers should have some 
benefits. Their children should have 
some incentive to follow in their foot­
steps. 

Agricultural and social activities 
are conducted to teach Adiwasis to 
be self-reliant and to be good farm­
ers. They are used to shift farming 
which damages the ecology. Hunting 
wild animals for food was discour­
aged by Dr. Prakash. Dr. Prakash and 
his staff helped Adiwasis with all 
kind of repairs, including hand pumps 
which were installed by the govern­
ment and then ignored. I had an op­
portunity to help in one such repair of 
a hand pump in a distant village. A 
distance of25 .km took three hours of 
driving in a four-wheeler. There are 
absolutely no roads. We had to drive 
through farmland, riverbeds, ditches 
and over around rocks. 

Every morning I woke up by the 
roar of a lion. This was a thrilling 
experience one could get only at this 

Prakalp. Dr. Prakash maintains an 
orphranage and rescue home for the 
wild animals at this Prakalp. The 
collection includes tigers, a lion, pan­
thers, leopards, hyenas, otters, croco­
diles, snakes, a variety of deer and 
birds. Most of the animals are veg­
etarians. Only the tigers and lion are 
handfed with meat from animals ac­
cidentally injured and which died 
naturally. Prakash and his children

play with these wild animals very 
casually. Only recently they had to 
keep these wild animals in specious 
cages. Until then, they used to wan­
der in their house like household pets. 

During my stay there I noted one 
of their tigers limping on its right 
forefoot. It must have been a 
malunited fracture of wrist bones. 
We discussed possible diagnoses and 
treatments. Dr. Prakash had some left 
over ketamine, which he used in the 
past to perform a vasectomy on the 
lion. We decided to sedate the tiger 
and examine its foot. At the examina­
tion we found it to have a flexion 
tendon contracture. With the doctor's 
permission, I made a small transvers 
incision, transected the tendon and 
closed the wound lenghthwise with 
absorbable sutures. Foot was immo­
bilized with a very thick plaster cast. 
This cast lasted several days while I 
was there. The tiger was seen to walk 
normal on his forefoot He tried to 
chew off the cast and eventually suc­
ceeded. By the end of my stay I had 
gained a little trust from the tiger and 
was able to pet him through the cap; e. 

Only a few Adiwasi patients like 
to stay inside this nicely built hospi­
tal building. Most of them prefer to 
camp under the shade of a tree. This 
entire small wooded area adjoining 
to the hospital is considered an in­
patient ward. Many go home as soon 
as they start to feel strong enough. 
Skimpy, but pertinent, records are 
kept in the hospital. On one patient's 
chart, his past fifteen years of treat­
ment was written on one single page. 
Basic lab tests and X-rays are done 
in-house. 

Every night after dinner in the 

common kitchen and in the early 
mornings, we all sat around the out­
door frreplace. We talked, told sto­
ries, exchanged experiences, sang, 
laughed at jokes and had some seri­
ous discussions. Mr. Vilas Manohar, 
a general manager of the Prakalp, 
also a son-in-law of Baba Amte, has 
been in this project since the begin­
n~g. He is a accomplished writer, 
With works such as NEGLE, the bi­
ography of a tiger which is an origi­
nal publication about wildlife. It is 
being translated into English and 
Hindi. More recently, he has written 
a book. yet to be published, on the life 
of Naxalites. EKA 
NAXAL V ADY ACHAJANMA. We 
exchanged our books, and discussed 
openly the contents and production. 

The entire Gadchiroli district and 
adjoining Bas tar and AndhraPradesh 
area is infiltrated with the Naxalite 
movement. There is constant volient 
conflicts between police and 
Naxalites. Poor Adiwasis are caught 
in the middle. Dr. Prakash is for the 
Adiwasis and he does everything 
possible for their welfare. But he also 
cares for Naxalites and the police 
when they seek his help. I was in­
volvedin some sochencounters.They 
do not mean to harm the people in­
volved to the Prakalp. 

It was really very painful to bid 
goodbye. I was in tears, but I tried to 
hide behind my video camera. Ev­
eryone wished me many happy re­

. turns. They asked me to bring along 
some friends and relatives. They ca­
sually mentioned their great need for 
money, medicine and medical equip­
ment

I did spend a half day each at 
Somnath and Anandwan. Both these 
projectsarelookedafterby Dr. Vikas 
Amte. They have similar village and 
social welfare activities. Most cured 
and rehabilitated leprosy patients 
from Anandawanare sent to Somnath 
to live in communes and do farming 
or other trades. They probably will 
not be accepted in society. For the 
past few years, Baba Amte is in­
volved in agitation against big dams. 

He has been camping on the shores of 
Narmada River. 

The peace and happiness I found 
doing service to the needy will be 
everlasting. I would like to keep do­
ing this, if possible. This will be a 
way to repay my debt to society. I 
hope to do this by maintaining my 
surgical practice in Martin. I realize 
there will belotofadministrativeand 
financial inconveniences to the hos­
pital, patients and my family. I am 
sure they will understand.

Often, glaucoma suffer­
ers do not realize how much 
of their sight has been 
destroyed because the brain 
tries to compensate for the 
missing areas. Many don't 
know they need medical 
help un til their vision is 
seriously impaired. 

Doctors know light 
entering the eye is focused 
onto the retina, a detecting 
array of cells called rods 
and cones. The more 
numerous rods are responsi­
ble for black and white 
vision in low light; the 
cones for fine detail and 
color. Recently neuro­
researchers found both are 
connected to two types of 
nerve cells. The magnocells, 
or M cells, transmit to the 
visual processing areas of 
the brain information 
obtained in low light. Parvo, 
or P cells, specialize in fine 
lines and colors. In glauco­
ma sufferers, vision in low 
light usually is seriously 
impaired. Both the M and P 
cells are damaged. In the 
early stages of glaucoma, 
however, it's mostly the M 
cells that are destroyed. 

Dr. Yoseph Bolivsky 
and Dr. Harry Quigley, of 
the Johns Hopkins 
University Scho ol of 
Medicine, have developed a 
way to test for glaucoma in 
the very early stages. It 
involves a patch and an 
opaque cup placed over the 
eye to detect deterioration in 
low light vision. 

The doctor's team plans 
to monitor 800 patients with 
elevated eye pressure for ten 
years to test the hypothesis 
that damage to the M cells 
and low light vision indicate 
the onset of glaucoma. Most 
people with elevated eye 
pressure never go on to 
develop the glaucoma itself. 

The new test may mean 
people who will not get 
glaucoma needn't take glau­
coma medicine unnecessari­
ly and people who will 
develop the disease can get 
the help they need while it 
can do the most good.
