Bingo is backatPrestonsburg High 
School and the first numbers are ex­
pected to be called at the weekly 
game's revival on Monday, June 7. 

Floyd County school board mem­
bers approved a proposal from prin­
cipal Karen Trivette Wednesday to 
bring back one of the top money­
making fund raisers for that school. 

Trivette explained that the opera­
tion of the activity is an exact replica 
of the process used by Betsy Layne 
High School principal Alan Osborne. 

Under Osborne's plan, fonnulas 
are used to distribute the money raised 
by activity to all extra curricular ac­
tivities at the school. 

Trivette added that all the legal 
paperwork had been flied with slate 
officials to operate the gaming activ­
ity and that parents would assist in all 
aspects of the operation. 

"We'velearnedfromthemistakes 
that had been made before," Trivette 
said. 

In the spring of 1991, the local 
board voted to suspend the weekly 
bingo games after it was reported by 
The Floyd County Times that the 
Prestonsburg Athletic Academic As­
sociation (P AAA), which ran the 
operation, failed to adhere to state 
charitable gaming laws. 

A special investigations unit of 
the Kentucky State Police investi­
gated the gaming operation and re­
ported the findings to a Floyd County 
Grand Jury. The grand jury declined 
to return an indicttnent.

Eastern Kentucky may be the 
big loser if energy tax enacted

President Bill Clinton's contro· 
versial new energy tax plan may spell 
trouble for Eastern Kentucky, Fifth 
Congressional District Representa· 
tive Harold Rogers said Wednesday, 
costing the region nearly 2,000 jobs. 

Rogers said in a press release is­
sued Wednesday that Clinton's en­
ergy plan, which went before the 
House of Representatives Thursday, 
contains the "largest tax increase in 
America's history" and will have a 
dramatic impact on rural America, 

particularly Eastern Kentucky. 
According to figures compiled by 

the Washington, D.C.· based Tax 
Foundation, Rogers said, total job­
loss in Kentucky is estimated to be 
7 ,305, with greater loss in Eastern 
Kentucky than in other portions of 
the state. 

The Fifth Congressional District, 
which contains Floyd County, is ex­
pected to lose 1 ,802 jobs if Clinton's 
plan is approved, Rogers said, due 
primarily to greater expenses for en­
ergy-intensive businesses, such as 
coal producers. 

"I've got to vote no," Rogers said. 

"This is the biggest tax increase in the 
nation's history. More importantly, it 
hits my district especially heavy. If 
you buy groceries, it's going to hit 
you heavy. If you use electricity' it's 
going to drive up your heating costs 
and everything you use electricity 
for. If you drive a car or truck, it's 
going to" hit you heavy because gaso­
line and diesel fuel will be more ex­
pensive." 

"The change I thought people 
voted for last year was for more jobs 
and more opportunities, not fewer

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Driver held 
at gunpoint; 
suspect jailed

A Floyd County man was alleg­
edly held at gunpoint Wednesday by 
a Prestonsburg woman who de­
manded the man take her to the First 
Guaranty National Bank and with­
draw funds from an account 

The man, Mike Taylor, told police 
that a woman, identified as Rhonda 
Harris also known as Rhonda Y anco, 
came to his business place Thursday 
claiming that her car had a flat tire 
and that she was pregnant and needed 
assistance .. 

Floyd County deputy Ricky 
Thornsberry said the victim said the 
woman pulled out what appeared to 
be a .45 caliber weapon and said she 
was wired with explosives. Taylor 
reported that the woman instructed 
him to drive to the bank at Martin. 

When Taylor pulled into the park· 
ing Jot at the bank, he fled the vehicle, 
ran to Jacobs Citgo in Martin and 
phoned the sheriff's department 

Whendeputiesarrivedashorttime 
later, the woman was not in the ve­
hicle and deputies began a search of 
the area. 

Deputy Eugene Hutchinson in­
fanned officers that a woman match­
ing the description of the suspect was 
sitting in a booth at Zippie's Pizza 
located behind the bank. 

Deputy Daniel Hutchinson, who 
was dressed in plain clothes, entered 
the pizza parlor while uniformed of­
ficers came in through the rear en­
trance. Daniel Hutchinson briefed 

officers and Thornsberry took the 
woman into custody. 

Taylor was brought to the scene of 
Harris' arrest and identified the 
woman as the one who held him at 
gunpoint 

The woman did not have a weapon 
on her and the shirt she was wearing 
did not match the description given 
by police. Officers later found the 
weapon and clothing at an unknown 
location near the scene. 

Taylor also told officers that the 
woman said she had wired his home 
and his neighbor's house with explo· 
sives. 

FBI agents and Kentucky Slate 
Police arrived at the scene after·the 
woman was in custody and took state· 
ments from witnesses. 

Harris had reportedly been in­
volved in a similar incident in the 
past. 

Earlier reports that the bank had 
been robbed turned out to be false. 
The woman reportedly did not enter 
the bank. 

Officers responding to the scene 
were Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson; 
deputies Thornsberry, Daniel 
Hutchinson, Eugene Hutchinson, 
Homer Neeley, Lloyd Powers, 
Johnny Layne, Roy Compton and 
Ricky Newsome; Martin City Police 
officers James Slone; and KSP detec­
tives Lee Weddington, Lynn Cross 
and Joel Newsome. Two unidenti­
fied FBI agents also responded. 

The incident is still under investi­
gation by the FBI. 

Smoke hasn't cleared 
yet in primary firefight

Despite mechanical malfunctions 
and apparent vandalism that com­
pelled out-going Commonwealth's 
Attorney Jerry Patton to request that 
seven ballot machines be impounded 
immediately after the election Tues­
day, Floyd County Clerk Carla Boyd 
said Thursday that none of the losing 
candidates have as yet asked for a 
vote recanvass. 

Boyd said that she, Patton and 
Attorney General Chris Gonnan had 
asked the Pikeville Post of the Ken­
tucky State Police to impound the 
machines after mechanical malfunc­
tions at the Wheelwright, Maytown 

and Cliff Number Two precincts 
forced voters to cast paper ballots 
and the locks on machines at the 
Auxier, Abbott Creek, Porter and 
Garrett precincts had apparently been 
tampered with. 

Still, Boyd said, there is no indica­
tion that the ballots themselves have 
been tampered with because the offi­
cial seals on all voting machines used 
Tuesday were unbroken. 

Boyd said that despite wide-spread 
rumors, no candidate on Tuesday's 
ballot has yet officially requested a 
recount. Candidates must fUe a writ­
ten request for a recanvass in the 
county clerk's office within a 96-
hour period, Boyd said.

Board hires firms to study 
construction, maintenance

A site preparation contract was 
awarded Wednesday to Ooten Coal 
Company for work to begin on the 
physical education facility at South 
Floyd High School. 

Because the site preparation part 
of the project was declared an emer­
gency, four companies were contacted 
to submit proposals and Ooten's 
$91,398 cost estimate was the lowest 
received. 

Warco Land Improvement Com­
pany gave a $99,250 quote; Hayes 
Inc., $161,000; and Roll Crawl Inc., 
$95,250. 

The contract includes: frre sup· 
pression water line removal; elimi­
nation of a high wall between the ath­
letic field and the academic building; 
site preparation for the gym; installa­
tion of a retaining wall; construction 
of a bus loop; removal of two catch 

basins; and relocation of a catch ba­
sin. 

Board member Eddie Billips asked 
why companies submitting propos­
als had been sought out rather than 
the contract being put out for bids. 

Frankie Francis, director of build­
ings and grounds, explained that part 
of the project had been declared an 

emergency bytheboardand the board 
directed the project architect, Paul 
Hoffman, to seek quotes for the work. 

The board declared the site prepa­
ration work an emergency several 
months ago.

Racing commission in for a fight

The Kentucky Racing Commis­
sion may face a bigger fight than it 
bargained for, House Majority Leader 
Greg Stumbo said Wednesday, in­
cluding legal action that could be 
adjudicated in Floyd Circuit Court. 

Stumbo, D-Prestonsburg, met in 
Frankfort last week with a small con­
tingent of Eastern Kentuckians who 
had traveled to the state capital to 
meet with Governor Brereton Jones 
to protest the racing commission's 
apparent opposition to the Kentucky 
Downs harness track project

they effectively did was to revoke or 
suspend a right that had been previ­
ously granted by placing a require­
ment on it that could not be accom­
plished. ...

Unfortunately, Stumbo said, any 
litigation will have to wait until after 
the racing commission's next meet­
ing in June, because under its by­
laws, none of the commission's rul­
ings are technically fmal until they 
have been voted upon at a following 
meeting. 

Still, Stumbo said, he will not be 
idle. 

In a press release issued Thurs­
day, Stumbo said that he and co­
sponsor Representative Russell 
Bentley, D-Topmost, have requested 
that the legislative Committee on 
Business Organizations and Profes­
sions conduct hearings as soon as 
possible on his proposed legislation 
to abolish the racing commission. 

"East Kentucky has already had 
one awful encounter with 'robber 
barons' when the mineral companies 
took land owners' wealth hiding be­
hind broadfonn deeds," Stumbo said. 
"Wedon'tneedanotherrobberin the 
guise of off-track betting parlors that 
are just vacuum cleaners sucking the 
dollars out of the communities into 
the hands of racing interests in other 
parts of the state." 

That legislation could be discussed 
soon by the Kentucky General As­
sembly, Stumbo said. 

In the meantime, he said, Eastern 
Kentucky Racing President Clyde 
Woods has requested live racing 
rights for 1994 and continues efforts 
to get Kentucky Downs up and run­
ning.

Now, the hard part 
Thursday's House vote on the Clinton economic 

program is a huge political test for the President If be 
fails to muster enough Demoaaticsupport-by fmd­
ing ways to make new taxes more palatable and 
spending restrainst credible-his administration will 
have all the authority of a deflated balloon. 

It's also a big test for members of Congress and, 
by extension, their constituents. Bewailing the unac­
ceptable deficits that Clinton inherited is easy. Pos­
turing about waste draws cbeapapplause. Now comes 
the hard part-doing something. Clinton proposes a 
combination of higher taxes and budget trimming. 
Critics say there are too many of the former and not 
enough of the latter- as aitics always do. Skeptics 
worry that new money will set off a spending frenzy. 
It's fair, indeed, to insist on discipline and account­
ability. 

But the bottom line is that these are the only 
deficit-reduction tools available. And in applying 
them, Congress a,nd the President must fmd a bal­
ance that doesn't penalize·those who are already 
hurting. 

For all the screeching, Clinton's tax measures 
fairly allocate the pain. More is asked of those who 
have more-many of them folks who profited from 
tax cuts for the rich during the Reagan years. 

The source of much of the resistance is the Btu 

tax, based on heat content of fuels and other energy 
sources. Companies in the coal and oil business 
don't like it but have less reason to complain now 
that they have won relief in the form of partial 
exemptions or fairer collection mechanisms. They 
should be grateful they escaped a carbon tax, which 
would have fallen more heavily on this region. 

In addition to raising money, an energy tax should 
encourage energy conservation. Yes, middle class 
families will pay a little more for fuel and other 
products, but an expanded earned income credit will 
offset the cost for those with low inca:nes. 

Whatever its shortcomings, this plan takes accu­
rate aim at the nation's overarching problem. Clinton

"Gender equity" 
If women make up 54 percent of the student body 

atXYZ University, should they receive 54 percent of 
the athletic scholarships? A National Collegiate Ath­
letic Association task force has suggested just that 
simplistic approach to achieve "gender equity" in 
college sports. 

The task force's recommendation should be re­
jected by the full NCAA. 

At present, the average Division I school spends 
$849,000 annually on athletic scbolarsbips for men 
and $373,000 for women. Sexism? Not necessarily. 
In America's high schools, 3.4 million boys play 
school sports in comparison to 1.9 million girls. 
Colleges could- should- do beuer by girls. But 
must they confect a sexual mix nonexistant in sports 
elsewhere? 

The committee also erred in failing to appreciate 
the special status of football, which can take up to 85 
scholarships. Because there is no women's sport 
with such a large roster, the pigskin alone accounts 
for much of the sexual gulf. 

To achieve pristine gender parity, the practical 
choices are to give scores of new scholarships in 
such emerging women's sports as archery badmin­
ton and squash or else to whack the number of 
football. But most colleges can ill-afford either 
option. The only money-maker in most programs is 
football. Degrading it by axing scholarships ulti­
mately means less money for everyone, including 
women archers. - The Daily Independent, Ashland

But in the end, common sense and justice pre­
vailed. The Senate confmned Achtenberg by a vote 
of 58-31. Kentucky Senator Wendell Ford was in the 
majority, despite a heavy campaign by a conserva· 
live religious group to influence him otherwise. 

Progress on the issue is slow, but Achtenberg's 
confmnation is a clear sign that it is moving in the 
right direction. -Lexington Herald-Leader

The American people are up to 

bat. .. for a change 
by Sen. Wendell Ford 
You don't need to know much 

about baseball to realize that unless 
you get up to bat, you won't get on 
base. And you certainly won't have 
much to do with the outcome of the 
game. 

Most Americans will tell you that 
lately they haven't been getting much 
time at bat when it comes to the future 
of this country. They're willing to 
give anybody a chance up in Wash­
ington, but they wonder whether any­
one is giving them a chance. 

It took a long time for the govern­
ment to lose the trust of the American 
people, and earning it back isn't go­
ing to happen overnight. But a good 
place to start is by sending the lobby­
ists and special interests to the bench 
and giving the American people a 
chance once again. 

I believe the only way the Ameri­
can people will get back in the game 
and have input on deficit reduction 
and health care reform, is if we re­
verse the powerful role of special 
interests in the political system. 

In the U.S. Senate, we've already 
taken one giant step toward benching 
the special interests by overhauling 
the 1946 Lobbying Act and by start­
ing work on reforming the way cam­
paigns are financed. 

If the House of Representatives 
signs off on the legislation we've 
passed, lobbyists will be required to 
follow stringent reporting guidelines, 
making both lobbyist and Congress 
more accouqtable to the American 
people. 

The bill passed by the Senate re­
quires anyone paid to lobby members 
of Congress, their staffs or senior 
executive branch officials to register 
with the Department of Justice. And 
for the first time, lobbyists will not 
only have to reveal their clients, but 
the issues they lobby, the members of 
Congress, committees or agencies 
they contacted, and the total income 
from their clients. 

And there won't be any more free 
flowing meals, trips and entertain­
ment. unless a lobbyist is willing to 
report each item and recipient. line 
by line. In short. the days of wining, 
dining and legislating are gone. 

Refonning the way campaigns are 
fmanced is next on the Senate • s plate. 
The President took a strong stand 
against the special interests by intro­
ducing a sweeping campaign finance 
reform package-a package that lim­
its campaign spending and reduces 
both PAC and individual contribu­
tions. Most important, reform means 
taking control of the country's future 
away from the special interests and 
giving it back to the American people. 

And you have my assurance that 
you won't be picking up the tab for 
any public financing included in the 
package. This bill will be paid for by 
lobbyists, not you. The only money 
coming from taxpayers will be 
through a voluntary check-off when 
you file your federal taxes. No matter 
what you bear about welfare pro­
grams for politicians, this reform 
package is about putting an end to a 
.system where money talks loud« than 
people. 

If government is ever going to 
focus on the needs of the whole coun­
try rather than a few high-paying 
special interests, we're going to have 
to change the line-up completely and 
start a whole new ball game.

LeMaster won't resign 
State Senator David LeMaster reversed his 

earlier decision, deciding to remain at the position 
he has held since 1984. 

Previously, LeMaster, who was indicted May 
12 on three counts stemming from the FBI's 
BOPTROT investigation, said he would resign 
because his legal troubles would interfere with his 
Senate duties and be "injurious to the people of 
the Commonwealth as a whole." 

LeMaster said requests from a "surprising 
number" of constituents in his district to stay on 
convincect him not to give up his post. 

LeMaster said the next special session of the 
General Assembly might not come until Septem­
ber or October, so his legislative duties over the 
next two months will be minimal, anyway. 

If LeMaster were to resign from office, state 
law requires the governor to call a special elec­
tion. Once the election is scheduled, the Demo­
cratic and Republican parties in the legislator's 
district would each nominate a candidate. - The 
Paintsville Herald 

Doctor, ex-official get 5 
years in bigamy case 

It ended with each corner of the strange tri­
angle still in place. Gregory Nelson Holmes and 
the woman he married, Diane Shafer, were led 
away by court bailiffs while the other woman he 
married. Kathryn Harmon, defended him and 

castigated Shafer. 
Holmes, a former assistant attorney general, 

and Shafer, a Paintsville doctor, were each sen­
tenced to five years in prison Wednesday for their 
part in a bizarre case of bribery, bigamy and theft. 
Harmon received probation. 

Holmes was assigned to investigate medical 
misconduct charges against Shafer. Shafer claims 
they fell in love, she gave him lavish gifts and 
loans and that they were married just before be 
recommended the charges be dropped. 

Holmes claims the the two were just friends 
and that a marriage certificate and photos of the 
two at a justice of the peace were faked. 

The bigamy charge came when Holmes mar­
ried Harmon, his longtime assistant. She was 
charged with theft for filing time sheets for Holmes, 
who is blind,' claiming he was working for the 
state when he was on romantic getaways with 
Shafer. 

As Holmes was led from the courtroom, still 
claiming be never married Shafer, she followed, 
endorsing the backs of checks to raise bond money.

The 
couple claimed their civil rights had been violated 
because they hadn't been allowed to vote in 
Johnson County elections.

Seventeen enter guilty 
pleas in coal dust cases 

Five companies and twelve individuals pleaded 
guilty Tuesday to falsifying coal dust samples 
meant to protect miners from black-lung disease 
and explosions. 

Assistant U.S. Attorney H. David Sledd said 
the defendants operated mines in Floyd, Knott 
and Pike counties, and that the acts happened as 
far back as I anuary 1989. All admitted not taking 
respirable-dust samples as required by the Fed­
eral Mine Safety and Health Act of 1977. 

The individuals each face up to a year in prison 
and a $100,000 fine on each count. and the com­
panies could be fined $500,000 each, Sledd said. 
U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood in Pikeville 
scheduled sentencing for August 10. 

The pleas are in connection with an ongoing 
Labor Department probe into alleged cheating in 
the dust sampling program. -Louisville Courier­

When the Betsy Layne Senior Citi­
zens Center opened its doors in 1988, 
it promised to be a community meet­
ing place that also offered needed 
services for older adults. So far it has 
lived up to that promise. Although its 
initial location, a building on the 
grounds of the old Betsy Layne High 
School, was temporary, the center 
quickly become a fixture in the com­
munity. 

In 1989, the center was relocated 
to a prefab building just off Route 23 
near the Betsy Layne fire department 
building. With the move came the 
gradual expansion services and ac­
tivities for residents in an area that 
includes Allen, Banner, Prater and 
Mud Creek, as well as Betsy Layne. 

The center is not just for older 

adults. The center offers programs 
that residents from youth to old aze 
can take part in. New activities on the 
agenda include line dancing every 
Tuesday from 6 to 8 p.m.,and "skinny 
school" held every Monday night. 
"The 'skinny school' is a diet pro­
gram set up for the public," center 
director Teresa Campbell said. 

This fall the center hopes to bridge 
the generation gap by starting an 
"adopt-a-grandparent" program in 
which students from Betsy Layne 
High School volunteer to keep in 
contact with shut-ins who are Meals 
On Wheelsclients."Thestudentswill 
call, write letters and visit their 
'adopted ·grandparent,'" Campbell 
said. 

The program will be directed by 
LisaRoberts,coordinatoroftheCom­
munity Service Center at the high 
school.

Thursday, Betsy Layne senior citi­
zens took part in the "Heritage on the 
HiU Day," a community gathering at 
the high school in which students and 
senior citizens mingled their talents 
and interests in a celebration of the 
past and the present. Activities and 
exhibits centered on quilting, 
geneaotogy ,cooking, computers, sci­
ence, line dancing and more. 

Other events sponsored by the 
center focus on meeting the needs of 
older adults. One of the needs is so­
ciali7.ation. "A lot of senior citizens 
don't have a family. Here, they can 
come by and enjoy themselves and 
just relax," Campbell said. 

More than justa place to socialize, 
the center offers such services as rec­
reation, transporation, congregate 
meals, home-delivered meals, escorts 
for doctor and dentist appointments 
and information and referral. 

Health promotion is an important 
aspect of the center. Guest speakers 
in the health care field are often in­
vited to the center to talk to seniors 
about health promotion and preven­
tion. Recently, one such guest was 
David Eastland of the Christian Ap­
palachian Project. Eastland is study­
ing to be a doctor and while at the 
center, he checked seniors' blood 
pressures; then, during an infonnal 
lecture, he answered concerns they 
had about health problems such as 
hypertension and heart disease. 

The center also has fund raising 
acti vties. In May, seniors participated 
in a yard sale and hot dog sale with 
proceeds going to the center. The 
center also has a special crafts room 
where handicrafts the seniors make 
are displayed for sale. 

On tap for the future is an August 
28 horse show to be held at 
Prestonsburg's Archer Park. Proceeds 
from the show will be divided be­
tween the county's senior citizen cen­
ters. Campbell is also working on 
raising funds for a proposed senior 
citizens housing complex which will 
be constructed on property next to 
the center. Grant money wiU pay a 
large part of the construction costs of 
the building. In order to receive the · 
grant, Campbell must have 30 hous­
ing applicants. She has twenty and 
she is looking for ten more. 

Campbell, of Banner, was named 
center director last September and it 
is a job sheJcwes. "I get into it," she 
smiled. "Seniors are great people to 
work with."

Martin Senior Citizens Center : 

''A good place to communicate''

Attention older Floyd Countians: 
the Martin Senior Citizens Center is 
not, repeat, not a nursing home and it 
isn't a place to wither and grow old. 
If anything, at least according to those 
who know it best, it's a place to 
celebrate and enjoy life, providing a 
shining beacon for those twilight 
years. 

The center was ftrst formed in 
May 1978, organized in downtown 
Martin with the help of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District by a group 
of seniors who were tired ofhaving to 
travel to Prestonsburg every week 
just to congregate with their peers. 

When the center first started, it 
catered to seniors from as far away as 
Betsy Layne, Mud Creek, Garrett and 
McDowell, although the continuing 
expansion of the senior citizens pro­
gram has now provided centers in 
most of the county's larger commu­
nities. 

Although the center was a huge 
success, catering to several patrons 
every day, the facility was located in 
the flood plain and was frequently 

half-submerged whenever tiie Big 
Sandy overran its banks. So in 1982, 
then-director Dee Burchett and the 
seniors moved the center's facilities 
for higher ground, the Town Plaza 
Center. 

Town Plaza, with an apartment 
complex catering to older Kentuck­
ians, provided a Wliquely suitable 
location, allowing the senior center's 
many clients easier access to its ser­
vices and making it far easier to con­
tinue food delivery to the home­
bound. 

Iris Chapman, director of the cen­
ter since 1989, said Wednesday that 
the center now provides home food 
delivery to 25 clients every day, but 
even more congregate at the center 
itself for good food and good times 
with good friends. 

Among those good times are the 
many trips the seniors group takes 
throughout the year, including visits 
to Natural Bridge, the Breaks Inter­
state Park and, most recently, to 
Renfro Valley. Twelveofthecenter's 
patrons went on the Renfro Valley 
trip, Chapman said, ranging in age 
from 65- to 89-years-old.

"It was kind of a Mother's Day 
trip for themselves," Chapman said. 

Although park and museum tours 
are fairly popular with the center's 
clients, Chapman said, the most re­
quested junket is to county's cultural 
center, the Prestonsburg Wal-Mart 
store. 

"Most of them don't have a way to 
go anywhere," Chapman said. "(The 
center bus) is their sole means of 
transportation." 

Still, Chapman added, the most 
important aspect of the center is the 
people who use it. They agree. 

"I don'tknow what we'd do with­
out them," 91-year-old Claudia Cox, 
who has visited the center since its 
inception, said Wednesday. "It 
couldn't be any better. It's good for 
senior citizens.... They really take 
care of me." 

"It's just a good place for every­
body to meet and communicate and 
just talk," Edna Franklin, a client 
since 1985, said. "We get together 
and do all kinds of activities, play 
games .... It keeps me active." 

"We get so many women here 
who have just lost their husbands," 
Chapman said. "Most of them have 
never really taken care of any kind of 
business. They come here and say 'I 
don 'teven know how to write a check 
out"' 

But, Chapman continued, the 
members of the group stick together 
and help each other out. 

"When they first come here, 
they're usually really shy and back­
ward," Chapman said. "but they snap 
out of it pretty quick." 

In an effort to help even more 
people, Chapman said, the center will 
soon be expanding its Town Plaza 
facilities, making more room to 
accommodate the 30-40 palrons who 
congregate for lunch every day. 
Chapman will also soon be making 
more trips to the David community, 
which is currently without its own 
center, helping to provide transporta­
tion and food delivery services. 

Currently, the Martin Senior Citi­
zens Center is state-funded and relies 
on private donations and volunteers 
like Juanita Ratliff and Karen Stone 
to help provide services throughout 
the area. Services are free. 

The center is open from 8 a.m. 
until4 p.m. Monday through Friday. 
The public is welcomed with open 
arms.

Once a children services worker 
for Mountain Comprehensive Care 
Center, Smith decided to forego the 
long drive from her home in Knott 
County and take the job of director 
of the Wayland center. 

'Tm glad I made the change;· 
Smith said Wednesday. "The 
people, the seniors, are the best part 
of the job. From the ftrst day I felt 
like I belonged here." 

A new program scheduled to be­
gin in Wayland this summer will be 
a part-time adult day care center. 
Smith said on Tuesdays and 
Wednesdays the center will offer 
the adult day care center. Anyone 
interested in the day hre service 
should phone or stop by the center 
to pick up a referral form. 

Seniors don't just sit around at 
the Wayland center they have many 
activities to keep them on the go. 

Fishing trips, shopping trips, edu­
cation and health promotions and 
monthly pot luck dinners help keep 
the 25 seniors in the Wayland, Gar-

rett and Beaver area from getting 
bored. 

The center provides 21 meals 
daily to homebound seniors, Smith 
said. Also telephone reassurance 
calls and friendly visits to citizens 
unable to come to the center allows 
Smith to keep in touch with their 
needs. 

Also available at the center is a 
grocery pick up and delivery ser­
vice to those citiZens who need a 
few items to make it through until 
the weekly trip to the grocery store.

traveled in the guise of a clown with 
seniors on theit visits to distribute 
cheer and crafts to area nursing homes. 
During a recent trip to a nursing home, 
they distributed 25 hand-made lap 
robes to residents. 

"Words cannot describe the bean­
felt service we provide," said Evans. 
"Pictures do not porttay the true pic­
ture because we get the joy of seeing 
a smile return to a face, a twinkle in 
an eye, a spring in the step and rea­
son for living return." 

In one case, that reason for living 
took the fonn of a wedding- "with 
the whole works"- at the center. 
Approximately 200 people attended. 

"The snow was flying that day and 
we took them (the newly married 
couple) home on the senior van. We 
put 'Just Married' on the back of the 
bus," said Evans with a chuckle. 

The center is more than a place to 
fmd the face of a friend, though. It is 
a place to keep them active and 
healthy. The various activities keep 
them on their feet, said Jonah Hall, 
who will be 86 in July. He attributes 
the center for his agility because of 
the exercise and walking activities it 
offers. 

Seniors can also eat a well-bal­
anced meal. at the center daily. They 
also eat more when eating with a 

companion. Seniors don't do "much 
cooking," said Hager White, whose 
husband Rainley White was one of 
the flrst members of the center. 

The center began about twenty 
years ago when Ed Music looked 
down on a valley of weeds and saw 
the beauty and potential for a senior 
citizens center there. Folks told him 
he was crazy, said Evans, but he 
visualized it and made it happen. 
Music, Dr. George Archer and Judge 
Henry Stumbo went to Washington 
and gained funding for the building 
of Kentucky's first senior citizens 
center. 

The Prestonsburg center provides 
various services for the elderly, in­
cluding visitation programs, trans­
portation, telephone reassurance, 
health promotions and hot meals. The 
center feeds approximately 50 se­
niors per day, plus 35 others through 
the home delivered meals program. 
Clients range in age from 60 to 100, 
and the center has a waiting list to 
become enrolled in the program. 

To feed that many people and to 
keep the center open and active re­
quires a lot of funding. The budget is 
around $78,000. The center receives 
assistance through the Big Sandy Ag­
ing Services, the county, the city and 
Archer Park, but budget cuts have 

sliced deep into center funding. 
To offset budget cuts, the center 

has numerous fundraising activities, 
including food booths at festivals, 
pie sales, Imife sales, yard sales and 
Smokey Mountain Wrestling exhibi­
tions. They have sold quilts, afghans 
and even turkeys. Area businesses 
also sponsor monthly birthday par­
ties for the seniors. 

The Prestonsburg Senior Citizens 
Center has won various awards for its 
committmenttoareaseniors.In 1990, 
it received the first award of an an­
nual competition sponsored by the 
Kentucky Division of Aging. The 
center also was awarded $500 from 
the Kentucky Association of Electric 
Cooperatives. It has won 
mammogram awards and awards for 
its window displays. 

Evans visualizes the center as a 
lofty tree, ta!l and sturdy, standing in 
an open field with its roots running 
deep and its limbs reaching out, bring­
ing services into the seniors center. 
The strength of the tree comes from 
itsroots,saidEvans, whichrunsdeep 
into the community, the city, the 
county and the state. The leaves of 
the tree fall into the lives of the senior 
citizens, enhancing their condition 
and brinRin~ joy into their hearts.

Construction to begin soon 
for new McDowell Senior Center

Corning soon to a vacant lot near 
you (if you live at McDowell, that is): 
a brand-new, state-of-the-art, up-to­
the-minute senior citizens center that 
provides tender loving care and com­
munity service to the young, old and 
everyone in between. 

Bonnie Hale, director of Human 
Services for the Big Sandy Area De­
velopment District, said Wednesday 
that the McDowell area senior citi­
zens group has for the past two years 
been congregating at McDowell's 
First Baptist Church on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays, with transportation and 
food delivery services provided by 
the Wheelwright Senior Citizens 
Center and organized by director Lois 
Curry and a group of devoted volun­
teers. 

Sandy Valley Transportation 

transports the group to and from the 
church, Curry said Wednesday, and 
she and the Wheelwright senior citi­
zens and volunteers cater food to the 
congregation, as wen as to home­
bound seniors. 

"Anything that I do at Wheel­
wright, they do at McDowell," Curry, 
who has been the director of the 
Wheelwright center for the past 14 
years said. "We try to make sure they 
have everything they need." 

However, Hale said, the Wheel­
wright group will soon be relieved of 
the double-duty by the new facility, 
which will function not only as a 

. senior citizens center, but also as a 
child-care and community center. 

The project, to be built at 
McDowell across from the under­
construction Minnie apartment com­
plex, will function as a day care cen­
ter for children from infants to pre­
school a~e playing and learning un-

der the watchful eyes of local older 
Floyd Countians. 

Hale said that she and the center's 
board of directors, which is made up 
ofseniorcitizensandMcDowellresi­
dents, have worked hard to ensure 
that the center will cater to the 
community's needs without dupli­
cating the services provided by the 
family resource center. 

The board is currently advertising 
for construction proposals, Hale said, 
and if all goes according to schedule, 
construction on the new senior center 
should begin by late July and the 
facility should be ready for business 
by January, 1994. 

The McDowell Senior Citizens 
Center project and the services that 
the facility will provide are being 
funded through state grants and pri­
vate donations and depends prima­
rily on volunteer efforts, Hale said.

The center provides low-cost and 

nutritious meals daily to seniors. The 
center delivers 27 lunches to 
homebound seniors in the Wheel­
wright area and 20 in the McDowell 
area. The center also provides lunches 
Tuesdays and Thursdays to those se­
niors who attend the McDowell Cen­
ter. In July, McDowell will begin 
providing their own meals. 

Exercise is provided to the seniors 
in many ways. One of the more popu­
lar activities is the Senior Olympics, 
which I attended. It was wonderful to 
see the seniors involved in so many 
activities. One of my favorite events 
was the line dancing. It was amazing 
and exciting to watch seniors from all
